J u s t shy of 3 a.m., the Inter­
lock Corporat ion won twin pre­
l i m i n a r y si te p lan and spec ia l 
l a n d use approva l s to bu i ld a 
9 4 . 0 0 0 square fool office a n d 
manufacturing facility in Hickory 
Corporate Park. 

The motions passed 6-3 and 5-
4 respectively. Chairman Richard 
C l a r k and Commissioners Glen 
B o n a v e n t u r a a i id Robert T a u b 
voted no on both questions. Com­
missioner Eda Weddington voted 
yes on the land use permit, but 
no to the preliminary site plan. 

Interlock's 16 acres in the park 
direcdy abuts Meadowbrook Lake 
homes on Balcombe. But other 
homeowners in the subdivis ion 
feared the 24-^hour o p e r a t i o n 
would be intrusive because of the 
noise, truck traffic and the poten­
tial for toxic fumes if the building 
ever caught on flre. 

The facili ty 's proximity to the 
hwnes Is why the firm needed the 
sp(s:ial land use permit. 

Recommendations for approval 
of bo th ac t ions came from a l l 
three of the city's consultants. 

T h i s facility doesn't present a 
risk during its normal operation," 
said iCathy Worsel, a senior certi­
fied toxicologlst hired by Interlock 
to d i s p e l r e s i d e n t s ' c o n c e r n s 
about chemica l emissions from 
the plant. 

Worse l ' s report mirrored infor­
mation contained in the city flre 
c h i e f s r epo r t . B o t h o f f i c i a l s 
agreed the facility Would not gen­
erate t o x i c fumes d u r i n g the 

f i r m ' s n o r m a l ope ra t ion , but 
dense toxic fumes would be emit-
tcfl if the plant ever burned. 

Fl re C h i e f Ar t Lenaghan and 
Worsel assured commiss ioners 
Interlock has taken extra precau­
tions to prevent a catastrophic 
event from happening. Concrete 
f loors , w a l l s and ce i l ings arc 
intended to prevent Ihe spread of 
fire, while metal, non-flammable 
silos will contain the more thaii 
235,000 pounds of plasUc pellets 
stored inside the plant. 

"The b u i l d i n g is designed lo 
reduce the fear of fire." Worsel 
said. "Sprinklers will control a fire 
until the fife department arrives 
and plastic pellets are contained 
in metal silos and are protected 
from fire. The plastics are non­
t o x i c i n t h e i r po lymer f o r m . " 
Worsel said. "In the normal pro­
cess it is not a problem. That 's 
why plastic injection molding is 
exempt from needing an air per­
mit from the state." 

The commission's decision out­
raged residents who stayed t i l l 
the end of the meeting to hear the 
verdict. 

"1 hope each and every one of 
you who voted for this Will come 
up against the same thing behind 
your house, " said Meadowbrook 
Lake resident Mary PIckel after 
the Votes Were takeii. 

The Votes didn't come easy. 
C o m m i s s i o n e r K i m C a p e l l o 

moved to approve the plans, pro­
vided that Interlock comply with a 
list of contingencies attached by 
Commissioner Laura Lorenzo. 

Lorenzo asked that the facility 
be Inspected at least every s ix 
months , or as soon as possible 
af ter a n y neW c h e m i c a l s are 
added to the process.

Both resignations Were effectlVe Aug. 4, the 
day the Novi Planning Commission voted just 
before 3 a.m. to approve Interlock's preliml-
naiy site plan approval and special land use 
permit 

CahilU resigned from the position after she 
had made the decision to relocate to Howell. A 
j o b p r o m o t i o n tha t c o n s u m e d more of 

Richards time was reason for h i m to step 
down. 

It was C o m m i s s i o n e r Rober t T a u b Who 
raised the question about the resignations. 

"I'm disappointed Cah i l l would vote on a 
issue of such great impact" Taub said. "If the 
time comes that 1 have to resign or leave office 
1 don't think I could in good conscience vote 
on an issue of this magnitude. 

"1 also feel that Richards is in a lame duck 
status and It is not fair to the applicants or 
the residents," Taub continued. "It's really no 
coincidence that both commissioners have 
chosen to make tills their final vote." 

Taub then made a moUon to have the com­
missioners' resignations be accepted by the 
c o m m i s s i o n a n d asked to have p l anne r s 
removed from the vote. 

But the motion was overruled by Commis­
sion Chairman Richard Clark Who said It out 

of order because a motion to approve the pro­
ject Was already on the table. Assistant Ci ty 
Attorney Dennis Watson also cited case l aw 
that indicated the commission had no author­
ity to accept the resignations because It isn't 
the body that appointed the positions.

H a l l mon i to r s at Novi H i g l i 
School were Tliursday once again 
the subject of debate at the Board 
of Education. 

T h i s t ime, b o a r d m e m b e r s 
debated tlle idea of continiiing to 
pay up to six par t - t ime s c h o o l 
employees wages and retirement 
benef i t s to m o n i t o r s t u d e n t s ' 
behavior In the hal ls , commons 
area and lunchroom of the h igh 
school. 

While most of the seven board 
members attest that monitors are 
needed in the school un t i l con­
struction there is complete, others 
a rgue the p r o g r a m s h o u l d be 
d r o p p e d after r e n o v a t i o n s are 
complete. S t i l l others, l ike Vice 
President Ray Byers, tJiink if the 
program is vital it should be con­
tracted oiitside the district to avoid 
pay ing any fringe benefits l i ke 
retirement contributions. 

H igh School P r i n c i p a l A r t h u r 
Miller requested board approval to 
renew pay for the six par t - t ime 
positions for the 1994-95 school 
year. The annual cost to the dis­
trict would be $49,537. The expen­
d i t u r e comes ou t of the h i g h 
school annual budget. 

Of tile $49,537, $6,163 is dedi­
cated to paying retirement contri­
butions for the six employees. 

He didn ' t get the green l i g h t 
from the board to go ahead With 
the hir ing and paying of the s ix 
employees. Instead board mem­
bers approved the number of mon­

itors needed With a 4-3 vote, but 
fell short of giving their blanket O K 
for the program tilis year. 

Pr ior to last year, the d i s t r i c t 
pulled a full time teacher out of 
tile classroom to monitor the ha11s. 
T h a t cos t Novi s c h o o l s a b o u t 
$52,021. But last year administra­
tors found it more cost-effective to 
hire part-time employees to do the 
job. 

J a m e s Koster , the d i s t r i c t ' s 
assistant superintendent for oper­
a t ions , s a i d the d i s t r i c t s a v e d 
about $4,484 by hiring employees. 

But Byers contended the district 
could save even more if the district 
"ou tsourced" the p rog ram to a 
temporary employment agency. 

The move, Byers s a i d . Would 
save the more than $6,000 retire­
ment expense the d i s t r i c t i s 
required by the state to pay i ts 
employees. 

"it is l u d i c r o u s to Ine to pay 
salary and retirements for these 
people," Byers said. 

But the notion of ou t sourc ing 
the program didn't find favor With 
Secretary Jul ie Abrams or Trustee 
Michael Meyer, who was opposed 
to br inging strangers inside the 
school to monitor the halls, 

'I am not in favor of olitsourcing 
it," the secretary said, "because I 
don't want strangers going in and 
out of buildings.

F. Robert Edwards, director of 
thie Michigan Employment Securi­
ty C o m m i s s i o n , said the state's 
rate rose by about ha l f a 
percentage point in .July to a sea­

sonally adjusted 6.0 percent. But 
i t s still at its lowest monthly level 
in 21 years. 

T h e increase occurred as sum­
mer job seekers continued to enter 
t±ic job inarket while employment 
levels dropped in the state's motor 
vehicle industry and among local 
schools," Edwards said. 

According to federal estimates. 

the state',s work force climbed by 
9,000 to 4,745,000 in Ju ly , and 
employment fell by 18.000 to 
4,462,000. The iiumber of unem­
ployed in Michigan rose by 27,000 
last month to 283,000. The June 
jobless figure was 256,000 or 5.4 

percent. 
A m o n g the 11 most populous 

states, Michigan had the fourth 
lowest J u l y rate. Cal i fornia had 
the highest rate at 9.0 percent, 
while North Carolina had the low­
est at 4.7 percent.

"We want to relieve traffic on 
Soutli Lake Drive but not at the 
cxi)ense of causing problems on 
West Road." 

Avagian added that he has not 

yet heard from the city if a public 
hearing will be held, Novi's Direc­
tor of Public Services Tony Nowic-
k i said the route the road w i l l 
take has yet to be determined by 
the city counc i l , a l t hough c i t y 
engineers are discussing the pro­
ject wi th developer Nei l S o s i n , 
who wants to build an industr ia l 
park on land in Wixom and Novi. 
One version of the Taft extension 
runs through Sosin's land. 

Homeowners on S o u t h LaJce 
Drive last spring signed a petition 
in favor of the extension of Taft 
Road nor th from T w e l v e M i l e 
Road to West f^oad. The engineer­
ing of the extens ion c o n c e r n s 
West Road residents, who say it 
may create a truck road to the 
freeway past their homes.

"The character of the b i i i ld ing 
will be the saille, bii t Llie use will 
change." Quinn explained. 

"B-2 will satisfy lhe needs and 
takes the load off Lhe ZBA.

also bring more businesses to the 
city." 

City Planning Consultant Bran­
don Rogers didn't recommend die 
zoning. He sa id it would .set a 
prececient and would be consid­
ered spot zoning.

Intedock revised its plan and low­
ered the height of tile buUdlng to 
comply with the city's zoning ordi­
nance. 

But residents like Lynn Kocan 
argue now that even though the 
site plan may meet the phys ica l 
Intent of the ordinance, the project 
i s definitely out of step w i t h the 
ordinance. She said the ordinance 
was designed to protect t)ie resi­
dents from toxic fumes, fire or 
explosion.

and the objection was strong. Nonetheless, 
the N o v i P l a n n i n g Comml.s-slon gave its 
approval in 5-4 and 6-3 votes respectively 
after an argumentative session last Wednes­
day. Bar r ing an appeal, the company can 
move ahead with construction and produc­
tion of the electrical components it plans to 
make there. 

A n appeal is Indeed possible. Both sides 
api)eared to be posturing for a potential law­
suit if they were not successful in converting 
the planning commission to their points of 
view. 

G o v e r n m e n t 

The Interlock debate carries a great many 
issues. Does a 24-hour manufacturing opera-
Oon count as light IndtIstrial? Wliat chemi­
cals should be permitted, and in what quan­
tities, should be permitted in a light Industri­
al zoning? And who should assess the health 
and environmental Impact of chemicals? 

Chemicals to be used in thie processing at 
Interlock were a major part of the debate, 
f^esidents were able to obtain a list of the 
chemicals to be used there and raised the 
concern that those chemicals might emit 
toxic fumes, if not during normal processing 
tllen at least If the building ever caught fire. 
Interlock officials said the chemicals were not 
dangerous and were litUe different than the 
c leaning solutions inost residents already 
have in their homes, Tliey noted sprinklers 
a n d o ther manda ted s y s t e m s w o u l d be 
installed to aUeviate any danger from fire. 

Novi Fi re C h i e f Art Lenaghan reviewed 
Interlock's list and Its precautions, but keep 
in mind that was a fire safety review, not an 
environmental review. So there remains the 
quest ion of whether Nov! should have yet 
another environment review for plants which 
w i l l have chemicals . Residents wanted an 
independent toxicologist to review the list, 
but the city did not take that suggestion. 

Tlierc were also questions about how the 
p lanning commission ran the meeting. Do 
letters need to be read into the record, or 
should they be counted as read to give more 
time for comment? And when an important 
topic like this is on the agenda, should all 
efforts be made to give the commission time 
for fu11 discussion? 

S t i l l , one of the most Important Issues 
r a i s e d d u r i n g the In te r lock debate was 
whether two outgoing commissioners should 
be voting on the plan. Both L-odia Richards 

and Irene Cahill hail submitted their resigna­
tions to Ihe C i l y Council only a short while 
earlier and set the effective date for Aug. 4. 
That would mean they'd leave the commis­
sion the day after the Interlock vote ... and in 
fact, tlie meeting strayed into the early morn­
ing hours of that Thursday. 

So the question was raised as to whether 
tho.se two should be casting ballots on the 
decision. Some residents, even other commis­
sioners argued, tiiey should not. As outgoing 
coininissioners, they would not have to live 
with the conscqiienccs of their actions, resi­
dents pointed out . C o m m i s s i o n e r Robert 
Taub moved to table again (he much-delayed 
a n d d r a w n out d e c i s i o n one more time 
because of tlie impending resignations. 

But asking our public officials not to cast 
tlleir votes because of "lame duck" status Is 
put them in double bind. The fact is. most 
d e c i s i o n m a k e r s in government are not 
directly affected by the decisions they make 
and do not have to l ive w i t l l the conse­
quences. For the most part, we typically con­
sider that to be a position of impartiality and 
objectivity. 

If they did have to "live with the conse­
quences," they'd be in a position of a "conflict 
of Interest." 

There slinply is no precedence for asking 
for a public official not to vote because of an 
lipcoming resignation. Tnat would effectively 
make all resignations imiriediate and make it 
impossible to allow for a smooth transition of 
government. 

Who would we trust more to make deci­
sions, those who have been on the commis­
sion for a long time and have been around to 
hear all the discussion and debate on a given 
Issue (and j u s t happen to be leaving) or 
someone new. coming in fresh, with no back­
ground in the issue or the principles of plan­
ning? 

As miich as we disapprove of the l1ehavior 
oi' some commlssioners-and residents at the 
conclusion of that meeUng-and as much as 
we can syinpatllizc with those who will liave 
to live near the plant, we cannot agree tliat 
outgoing commissioners should not cast their 
ballots on tliese important questions.

Department, as in many other nearby depart­
ments, wiU no longer be Issuing Verbal warn­
ings for those found Without their belts on ... 
they'll get tickets, they'll get fines. 

The police department's campaign efforts 
haVe not had much of a reception. The media 
in general has been uninterested. Even this 
newspaper. While giving press to the cause, 
has not responded With the enthusiasm Novl 
police Would have liked. Frankly, the depart­
ment is competing With a lot of other news 
out there, and the press is easily distracted. 

Nonetheless, no one in NoVl should have 
missed by now the announcements that the 
police department Will be taking a harder line 
on this. A n d that is exactly What We think 
they deserve credit for. . . giving fair Warning. 

The state legislature decided to malte Wear­
ing a seatbelt mandatory a few years back. 
Police depar tments across the state have 
been slow to enforce the Jaw, in large part 
because seatbelt wearing Is a habit. And like 
so many things habitual, it takes time to get 
used to a new habit. 

So for several years, police i n Novi . and 
elsewhere have concen t r a t ed on politely 
reminding dr ivers to wear their seatbelts 
when they stop drivers lor other violations. 
Mind you. they still will not be able to stop 
dr ivers j u s t laecause they spot them not 
wearing a seatbelt. It's cons idered a sec­
o n d a r y offense, r a t h e r t h a n a p r i m a r y 
offense. 

B u t they w i l l be ab le to Write t icke ts 
regardless of what other cause they haVe for 
stopping the driver. 

Ifs fairness issue. Drivers have had time to 
develop the habi t Novi police are putting out 
the word that they' l l be enforcing the law 
With tickets and fines from here on out. 

You couldn't ask for a better shake from a 
police department.

Case in point: the labor contract which the 13 township 
employees represented by the Mich igan Associa t ion of 
Public Employees (MAPE) agreed to Way back ln March . 

If you're scratcliing your head trying to remember the 
details of the deal as recounted in The Northville Record, 
don't Wear the sk in off of your skul l . There Wasn't one. 
due to the oversight of a cer ta in reporter who s h a l l 
remain me. Now it's August and I'm hoping that late real­
ly is better than never to any of those good folks Who've 
felt slighted by the lack of coverage. 

This Was just one of those things that sbppsd throu,«h 
the cracks. 1 dropped the bail and I Was raised to belieVe 
in (he notion of personal responsibl1ity-I don't cotton to 
making excuses. Ifs just an explanation that might help 
folks to understand how eVen an important story can get 
missed. 

The contiact is a big milestone, after a l l . It is the first 

collective bargaining agreement for this group. The 13 
employees represented in the deal include clerical work­
ers in Township Hall, one in the fire depari.ment and one 
woi-klng with Northville Youth Assistance. 

M A P E negotialor Ron Palmquisi handletl the contract 
talks. Thanks to his efforts and their patience, the 13 
have a three-year contract which runs through December 
31. 1996. 

"We didn't get everything we wanted but I really do 
think that this is the best deal we could get under the cir­
cumstances," Falrnquist said. 

Ifs been a long time coming. The 13 employees filed a 
petition for union representation back in J u l y 1992 and 
then began thie negotiations process, slowed by personnel 
changes: the election of a new board of trustees tliat fall 
and their subsequent hiring of a new labor attorney. 

Talks went to mediation but not all the way to arbitra­
tion. Two issues were key. Palmquist said: pensions and 
wages. They went one for two. getting status quo on the 
pension situation but working out a new salary step scale 
for the employees. 

M A P E employees agreed to help out the township by 
delaying pension talks. Palmquist said. Negotiations wi th 
the police officers' union we.re going on at the time, he 
said. The 13 -agreed to hold off on the pension issue for 
one year, allowing the t o w s h i p to square things away 
With its officers. 

I hope that this eases any headaches I might have given 
the M A P E folks. If not. remember, gang: the guy who

I've seen a lot of 
elections in my time, 
and 1 cannot remem­
ber one that was so 
c lose in so many 
statewide races with 
so many voters s t i l l 
iindecidc(i at the very 
last moment. 

No campaign really 
"took off" unless you 
c o u n t Ronna Rom-
ney's shrill talk-show 
style and family name 

p . i l i e reasons say a lot aboiit the confused 
and unsatisfying state of our politics today. 

Obviously, the fields were very crowded, 
Eight candidates running for nomination to the 
U.S. Senate (six Democrats and two Republi­
cans) aild four Democrats v>'ing for the dubious 
privilege of runn ing against incumbent Gov. 
John Knglcr produced big-time clutter in the 
minds of the voters, not to mention the TV 
screens. 

Moreover with most of the races very tight, 
most candidates savagely "went negative" with 
their TV advertising In tlie last week. Whether 
It was Spencer Abraham accusing Romney of 
(lip-flopping on abortion or 1-ana Pollack accus­
ing Bob Carr of being the insider candidate of 

the Washington elite, negative is nasty. 
The only problein is: Negative works. So the 

dominant impression left in the minds of most 
voters is that there is something bad about vir­
tually eveiy candidate. And thus the growing 
sense of the plague on both your hoiiscs and. 
consequently, low voter turnout. 

There are two more subtle and important 
reasons underlying the dynamics of this partic­
ular elcctjon. First, the liming. August is a ter­
rible time to have a primary election. Tliose vot­
ers who are not b l i s s fu l l y on v a c a t i o n or 
focused on getting ready to get away arc coping 
with tile heat and hiimidity and certainly not in 
any condition to concentrate on what Uie can­
didates are trying to say. 

Leaders of both the F^epublican and Demo­
cratic parties have a lot of explaining to do 
about why they tolerate this silent conspiracy 
to hold Michigan's primary elections at this 
weird time. Most states have tJieir primary elec­
tion In J u n e (when people are around) or 
September (when they're back). We should, too. 
Second, the media. "Miserable" is the only way 
I can desc r ibe the coverage g iven to the 
statewide races in the big city papers and TV. 

When the media weren't trivializing the si ih-
stantive differences between candidates by 
speculating about who was ahead and who vras 

behind in the polls or In hind-raising (the "poli­
tics as horse race" syndroinc), the inain fociis 
of attention were snide reviews of the varioiis 
TV ads. Then, adding in su l t to injury, the 
columnists complained tliat tlie races were 
"boring" and the candidates not compelling 
enougli. 

l 'rom the mctiia's perspective, there were just 
too many different candi(lates, or not enough 
reporters available to cover the races thoioiigh-
ly, or not enough news liole in the papers or air 
time on 'TV. 

No doubt t h i s Is a l l t r ue . B u t the fact 
remains that media coverage of this election 
failed to fociis on the serious, siibstantive dif­
ferences between Ule candidates' posiUons on 
the issiies of the day and on the subtle but very 
important differences between Uiem in charac­
ter and experience. 

The net result was that undecided voters rep­
resented the largest electoral block right up to 
Ihe day before the election. A n d last-minute 
negative TV advertising swayed diose few unde­
cided who held their nose and actually came 
olit (0 vote. Certainly we can-must!-do better 
than this.

Mar ie t ta B r e t z says she s t i l l 
loves to look at the house she and 
her husband Robert have owned 
for 28 years, 

"I never fail to stop admiring it 
when I drive in my driveway," she 
said last week. 

Bretz isn ' t the only one who 
enjoy-s the s i g h t of the Greek 
Revival farmhouse on Nine Mile 
Road- Passersby slow down their 
cars to get a better view of the ele­
gant white building, wltfl its green 
shut ters and wfi i te r a i l fence. 
Known as The Lincoln House, the 
Novi residence has even been used 
in Ford Motor Company car adver­
tisements. 

Since it was buil t in 1838, the 
Bretzs are but one fami ly i n a 
series of many who have called the 
place home. A listing of past own­
ers in a 1920 land abstract reads 
like a who's who i n Northvi11e and 
Novi history, including the names 
of local pioneer families such as 
Cady and Lapham. 

Nine M i l e R o a d i s a r a p i d l y 
changing neighborhood. Once so 
r u r a l that the o n l y car w h i c h 
passed by during the day was the 
mail carrier's, Bretz recalls when 
most of the traffic on the weekends 
came from the horse and buggies 
owned by nearby families who col­
lected the antique vehicles. Now, 
new subdivisions are sprouting up 
on farmland once owned by the 
former proprietors of both Bretz's 
homestead and the past owners of 
the old Samuel White farm to the 

east. 
Bretz isn't sure who first called 

t̂ ie place The Lincoln House. The 
home was built by James Palmer 
in 1838. Somewhere a long the 
line, soiTleone noticed that the old 
Palmer house was bu i l t to the 
same pattern as A b r a h a m L i n ­
coln's home in Springfield, Illinois, 
While that house was erected in 
1839, Lincoln and his wife Mafy 
Todd d id not purchase it u n t i l 
1844. They l ived there for 17 
years, until he was elected presi­
dent. 

T h i s was a type of house they 
were bi i i ld ing for nicer homes," 
Bretz said, who has an old print of 
the young, beardless Lincoln on 
the wall next to her steep front 
stairs. 

Clearly, Palmer, who owned a 
b l a c k s l n i t h shop i n downtown 
Northville, was doing well for him­
self He is believed to have been an 
itinerant minister who also mar­
ried couples in the parlor of his 
home. Palmer sold the property in 
1865 for $6,000, one year after his 
soldier son Daniel was klfled in the 
Civil War. 

"I always wonder about th i s . 
Was it a heartbreak, is that why he 
sold the house," Bretz said. 

"The land abstract reads j u s t 
like a novel. I used to read this 
and I could imagine a wonderful 
slory. This is all speculation as far 
as I'm concerned. What people did, 
what people thought, you have no 
way of knowing."

policeman, Joseph Nikoden, who 
had h i t the j a c k p o t when he 
invented a device used in police 
target practice, Bretz said. At the 
time, the building had no electrici­
ty and only cold runn ing water. 
She and her husband bought the 
house from the next family to own 
it after the Nikodens , who had 
moved to Flor ida , Bretz kept in 
t ouch w i t h N i k o d e n , now 
deceased, who f i l led her in on 
some of the house's history and 
the extent ofthe restoration. 

No major s t r u c t u r a l changes 
have been made to P a l m e r ' s 
house, Bre tz sa id . Two pic ture 
w i n d o w s were added a n d the 

k i t c h e n a n d p a n t r y Wal l Was 
removed to create an enlarged din­
ing and kitchen area. Bathrooms 
and one closet, the only one In the 
house, were created. The original 
building had no closet at all. 

"They didn't need closets then. 
They had S u n d a y c lo thes a n d 
work clothes, that was it," Bretz 
said. 

Much of the original. Wavy glass 
remains, as does the hardware on 
the upstairs door From one bed­
room on the second floor, a door to 
the attic opens up to show a room 
with log beams which still retain 
their bark. In a letter, N ikoden 

explained that he la id plywood and 
then carpet over the original wood 
floors, because they creaked too 
much. 

In 1985, architect Dane John­
son selected The Lincoln House as 
one of NoVl's ten finest buildings, 
J o h n s o n is now a consul tant to 
the city's Historic Dis t r ic t Study 
Commit tee , Which is evaluating 
the his tor ic merit of NoVfs pre-
1950 buildings. 

"T.hlrty years ago. We Were told 
by a vety old man who used to live 
here that this home Was alWays 
kept up, it Was always a dairy or 
an apple farm. It vVas alWays a

There appears to be no money 
in the Novi C o m m u n i t y Schoo l 
District budget to improve cable-
casts of Board of EkJiication meet­
ings. 

Dissatisfied wi th the quality of 
cable b r o a d c a s t s , some b o a r d 
members in J u n e r eques ted 
inoney to update camera equip­
ment, lighting and the sound sys­
tem. But James Koster, assistant 
superintendent of operations, told 
them Thursday that there's just no 
money available in the budget for 
the $25,000 to 30 .000 worth of 
improvements. 

The money would have paid for 
two fixed cameras, a remote con­
trol led zoom camera and other 
aux i l i a ry camera equ ipment to 
ensure picture and sound quality. 
Board members contend taxpayers 
Watching meetings at home are 
denied the sound to adminis t ra­
tors and audience par t ic ipants . 
The current system is a1so 1imited 
to televising meetings at the board 
office and not those at indiVldua1 
school sites. 

A new system Would have pro­
vided portable equipment to allow 
the district to televise a11 meetings. 

Most board members accepted 
Koster's recommendation, except 
Vice President Ray Byers. 

Bye r s sa id he t h o u g h t cable 
Improvements were a budgeted 
Item and a necessa ry improve­
ment. 

"It Was my impression that We 
had some budget a l lowance for 
this." said Byers, Who asked the 
administration to revisit the issue 
and br ing It b a c k the board on 
Aug. 18 for further review. 

"When the budget was built this 
year, this expenditure Was bui l t 
Into it. J believe this Is of Imminent 
Importance." 

B y e r s sa id he be l i eves the 
upgrades are important enough to 
amend the budget to pay for them. 
So much so that he said he would 
make a future motion to direct the 
administration to cut an additional 
$30,000 expenditure from the dis­
trict 's $35 mi l l i on budget If the 
money couldn' t be found i n the 
tenta t ive budge t p a s s e d l a s t 
month. 

"I will at some time make a rec­
ommendation to cu t that m u c h 
from the budget, because I feel 
that s t rongly tha t t h i s i s tha t 
important," he said. 

Others board members s ided 
With Byers that the picture and 
s o u n d q u a l i t y o f the t e l ev i sed 
meeUng need to be Improved, but 
not at the expense to the district.

into the l l i i ron River basin. 
"We k n e w that it (the p lan t 

expansion) was coming. We met 
with Commerce Township officials 
abolit two or three months ago. 
Our people who specialize in sani­
tary sewers have expressed that 
there is no b ig dea l about i t . " 
Kriewall added. 

IWewall said Novi wasn't noti­
fied about a Ju ly 19 informational 
meeting on the topic at Wal led 
Lake High School , called by the 
DNR and attended by about 200 
people. The DNR set up the meet­
ing to get public comments on the 
proposed expansion by J u l y 25. 
It's possible the state may call a 
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futuie public hearing on the issue. 
Teny Tyrna, a Farmington Hills 

resident whose house is next to 
the drain, said about 98 percent of 
the homeowners who showed up 
at the sess ion Were against the 
plans, which need DNR approval. 

"There were a lot of people from 
Redford and Farmington Hills . We 
stated olir position that the Oak­
land County Dra in C o m m i s s i o n 
could not proceed (with tlie expan­
sion) wi thout Fa rming ton Hi l l ' s 
approval." Tom Biasell , Farming-
ton Hil ls d i rec tor of pub l i c ser­
vices, said. 

The expans ion w o u l d involve 
increasing the plant's dailv outflow 

capacity from five tnillion gallons 
of treated waste water i>er day to 
8.5 inillion gallons. 

In a swap arranged several years 
ago, Novi ti"adcd sewer capacity at 
its own Walled Lake Wastewater 
Treatment Plant on West Road to 
Commerce Township, in exchange 
for giving Novi sewer capacity at 
the township's Welch Roa(i plant. 
Kriewal l sa id the city is already 
getting its additional sewer (-apaci-
ty from the ex i s t i ng t o w n s h i p 
plant. 

Fa rming ton H i l l s , wh ich con­
tends that the current discharge 
from the C o m m e r c e T o w n s h i p 
plant is illegal, has sent Uie DNR a 

letter protesting the expansion of 
the Welch Road facility. The plant 
has had since 1988 a DNR permit 
to discharge five million gallons of 
treated water per day. 

"The flow increase would affect 
the head waters of the Roiige. And 
this would inean water 24-hours a 
day, incli iding during normally dry 
periods." Biasell said. 

"At those times, virtually all of 
the water (in the drain) would be 
eflluent (sewer outflow.)" 

Officials and residents of Farm­
ington Hills may find an unusual 
ally in their opposition to the pro­
ject. The Redslde Dace, a minnow-
like fish considered a threatened 

spec ies i n M i c h i g a n , has been 
found in Seeley Drain. Any expan­
sion of the wastewater plant would 
have to take that into considera­
tion. However, fears raised several 
years ago aljout the fishes' fiiture 
were net enough to stop the Hag­
gerty Connector. 

Dur ing environmental research 
done for the Connectoi-, the fish 
was found about a mile and a half 
d o w n s t r e a m of the Hagger ty 
Road /See l ey D r a i n crossing. In 
1989, 80 of the 200 Redslde Dace 
foiind in Seeley Drain were moved 
to a stream near Ann Arbor

W h e n loca l attorney M i c h e i e 
Kel1y ditched her crime law semi-
Iiar to volunteer at a rescue sta--
tlon for a mountain bike race last 
year, she called the 800 contes­
tants 'crazy and insane." 

Initially, Kelly had traveled to 
Traverse City to attend the legal 
seminar w11ile her husband J o h n 
competed in the Ice Man ComeUi 
competition, a 30-mlle race from 
KaUtaska to Travei-se City. After 
K e l l y saw her h u s b a n d r i d e 
through her rescue station, she 
decided to wait for l i lm at the fin­
ish line. 

"Out of 800 riders, my husband 
comes across the finish line in an 
ambulance." she said. 

J o h n suffered a .fourth degree 
shoulder separation after taldng a 
spil l on the course. 

B u t despite the InJuiy, w h i c h 
required surgery, the entire KeUy 
family has jumped head over han­
dlebars Into the up-and-coinlng 
sport. W1111e John is ranked with­
i n the top 25 of national moun­
tain bikers. Micheie is also on the 
top of the list in her age group. 

"In the all races I've been in, I'm 
usually in the top five in my age 
group," she said. "But as my kids 
point out, I'm, one of the oldest 
women mountain racers, too." 

The Kellys oldest daughter, l 1 -
year-old Ryan Mae, is one of the 
few pre-teens Who races competi­
tively while Jack, 9, has won first 

place in every Michigan race he 
has competed in . He placed l lurd 
in a national compeiition i n Ver­
mont. 

V/hi le J a c k is labeled as the 
"speed demon" in the family, 8-
yea r -o ld Mic11ael is absolut(^ly 
fearless, according to liis mom. 

"He Is one of the fastest down­
hi l l racers." Kel ly said. "Michael 
doesn't use brakes." 

Not to be left out, even 3-year-
old Megan Rose has gotten Into 
the act. She insists that a water 
bottle be attached to her tricycle 
when she rides. 

The Kellys ride almost every day 
and typically compete in 15 races 
between Apr i l and Octobei'. 

Micheie began to entertain the 
not ion of m o u n t a i n bike r i d ing 
when her husband turned tli , i r 
bedroom into a gym while 1ic was 
rehabilitating h is Lijured shoul­
der 

"He Went o u t and bought a 
weight macJline. Stairmaster. sta­
tionary bike — he pushed Uie bed 
up against the wal l , " she sa id . 
"What was I supposed to do? Si t 
in bed and eat chocolates? In 11eu 
of that, I started Working out." 

Keep i n m i n d that lMichele 's 
idea of proper exercise equipment 
was anyth ing that started With 
the word "easy." Like the Easy 
Glider and the Easy Crunch. 

"There's n o t h i n g easy about 
m o u n t a i n b i k i n g , " she sa id . "1 
thought I was i n good shape." 

But after t11ree months of vrark-
ing out, Kelly realized she wasn't 

all that prepared for her first race. 
"I was on my hands and knees 

after the race." she s a i d . "I 
thought 1 was going to die." 

i t Was b a c k to the Weight 
m a c h i n e s for K e l l y , who a l s o 
stalled ro11er blading to he1p bui ld 
the endurance i n her legs. She 
began bildng every day Whether it 
was six to 10 miles on her moun­
tain bike or 25 to 30 miles on her 
road bike. 

The Kellys take their sport seri­
ously and ride with heart moni­
tors to m a k e sure they 're no t 
overdoing it. 

"The las t race I dropped out 
early," Ke l ly said. She couldn ' t 
contiol her heart rate four miles 
into tile coui-se. It may have been 
due to the 90-degree heat. 

"This one woman came up to 
me and said, 'You quit onlv after 
four m i l e s , ' " Ke l ly sa id . "She 
chlded me. But I said I Went four 
miles more than any of you who 
didn't even get on a bike." 

That's not the norm, though, as 
Kelly said spectators are always 
cheering her and other riders on. 

"Occasionally I'll yell out 1 tJiink 
I'd rather be having a baby," she 
laughed. "You can feel every mus­
cle In your body (during a race)." 

Besides having to be i n great 
shape, mountain bike racers have 
to have the proper equipment. 

"They need a good bike," Kelly 
said. "A good bike tliat fits them, 
is Ught-weight and has good tires 
with heavy treads." 

A helmet Is another must and 

Keliy wears padded gloves to help 
reduce the shock froin the han­
dlebars. 

"You need a good pair of glass­
es, too," she s a i d . " W h e t h e r 
they're sunglasses or clear plastic 
ones, they keep the bugs out of 
your eyes and the Wind, too." 

A l though i t w o u l d be easy to 
empty yoiir pocketbook on state-
of-U1e-art mountain bUtirig equip­
ment, it's not necessary, accord­
ing to Kelly. 

" M y boys r ace i n f ixed-gear 
bikes." she ijaid. "Some kids are 
racing In $1,200 to $1,500 bikes 
and expensiVe c1othing. My boys 
are r a c i n g i n t h e i r f ixed gear 
B M X s and converse teiBils shoes. 
Michael ahvays Wears his T-shirt 
that says 'Cruis in ' for a Druisin. ' 
That's Ills slogan." 

A l t h o u g h b o t h J o h n a n d 
Micheie Ke l ly have experienced 
the danger of the sport firsthand, 
the husband and Wife legal team 
are not too Worried about their 
children's Involvement In blkii1g. 

" M y k i d s have a l w a y s been 
daredevils since they Were quite 
yoimg," she said. ".Also, they Wear 
helmets. Michael is the one Who 
wants to race d o w n l i U l . . . 1 guess 
he cou ld be get t ing in to Worse 
tilings. I'd rather they get invohred 
i n tills than getting into trouble." 

The Kellys have two races this 
month but wi l l get serious about 
the spor t aga in i n September , 
w i t h r aces p l a n n e d for every 
Weekend. 

"It's a fun activity and some­

thing we can al! do i n the siim-
mei." Kelly said. "We all race and 
sk i i n the w n t c r . . . wi th four 

children, you've got two choices. 
You either stay home or yoli go. 
And the Keilys like to go."

Local Unksters have an excel­
lent avenue to Improve and refine 
their short game skills in a beau­
tiful, friendly niral golf .setting at 
the Earhart Golf Center located at 
6201 Earhart Readjust off of Ter­
ritorial Road near Ann Arbor. 

Earhart has plenty to offer for 
both the avid golf fan as well as a 
novice. Tl ic facility also serves up 
a splendid afternoon of enjoyment 
for families or couples who are 
looking to experience a relaxing 
golf outing. 

The center Includes an Interest­
ing executtVe nine hole course 
that takes the golfer on a chal­
lenging romp through sand traps, 
doglegs, beautiful Wooded areas 
and ample Water hazards. 

The m o s t u n i q u e feature of 
Earhart, hoWever, Is Its Increas­
ingly popular and decelVingly dif­
ficult 18 hole professional putting 
greens . The a l l - g r a s s p u t t i n g 
course is the only one of its kind 
In M i c h i g a n a n d c o - o w n e r of 
E a r h a r t , Ray C o o n , s a i d that 
there are only three other profes­
sional greens of its .kind in the 
na t ion .

The green features a high 
degree of imdulaUon and provides 
the steepest putt ing challenge of 
any of the holes. 

Irons can be used on much of 
the course but the other par 4 
hole. No. Seven, could call for a 
wofxl drive. The 240 yarfl hole i.s a 
dogleg left that features two adja­
cent water hazards some 60 vards 

in front of the green. The second 
shot on the hole must clear the 
bridge that covers another creek. 

The 129 yard n i n t h and final 
hole is a straight on tee shot, but 
sand in front and to the left of the 
hole coupled with trees to tile right 
make for a difficult approach. A 
domcfl green also ensures a diffi­
cult putt from any angle. 

South Lyon resident Joe Gor-
dinier . who plays the executive 
course at least twice a week during 
the warm weather months, said 
d ia l Earhart is one of his favorites 
because it gets back to the basics 
of the game. "You can hit all the 
big shots you want, but eventually 
all golfing ends up coming (lown to 
the irons and putters and that's 
what this is all about." he said. 

The putting greens at Earhart 
\QQk simple enough but the course 
is designed -so that the golfer will 
encounter every possible putting 
obstacle known to man. 

For example; Rocks guard the 

pin on the first hole. The second 
hole features sand and a steep 
inc l ine . Another crowned green 
makes dle third hole difficult. The 
fourth putting hole has an undu­
lating green and hole No. Seven 
rises dramadcally near tile hole as 
it curves dogleg left. 

Perhaps the most difficult hole is 
at No. Eight, where an immediate 
seven-foot incline inakes it feel as 
if yoii're putdng up a tiee. 

The n in th hole offers a new 
twist , a downward slope of the 
green with sand traps to the right 
and left. 

The second nine starts out in a 
z igzag fashion, most f ea t i i r i ng 
some sort of obstacle in the middle 
of the greens like rocks, flowers, 
sand or trees. 

It becomes qu i ck ly appa ren t 
that a trip through the pu t t ing 
course tlirns from playful to prob­
lematic in one short stroke but Ule 
challenge is certllinly the fiin part 
ofthe iinique course. 

Coon said there are some more 
changes planned at Earhart soon, 
i nc l i l d ing the cons t r i ic t ion of a 
clubhouse this fall. The target date 
for completion is spring of 1995. 

The golf center proves that an 
enjoyable day of golf doesn't have 
to begin and end with 450-yard 
rolling h i l l holes, and a journey 
throi igh the pu t t ing greens can 
only serve to improve one's short 
game abilities. 

Prices at Earhart include: $5 for 
18 holes (two trips on the execii-
tive course) during the week and 
$6 on weekends or holidays; $3 for 
unlimited golfing between 7 a.m. 
and 2 p.m. during the week; $3 for 
nine holes evenings and weekends 
and $3 for the put t ing greens. 
Senior citizens receive a $1 dis­
count for playing 18 holes in the 
evenings or on weekends or holi­
days.

furry month a normal ovary develops a small 
(yst while formuig an egg. The cyst usually rup­

tures and releases die 
egg. bu t in some 
instances die egg does 
not develop normally 
and the cyst remains. 

These smal l cysts 
are not (letectable and 
cause no syinptoIlls. 
G e n e r a l l y , they are 
smaller than an inch 
in diameter and are a 
normal finding when 
an u l t r a s o u n d or 
surgery is performed. 

These cysts rarely 
grow more than four 

inches in diameter They do not cause changes 
in the menstrual cycle and, in most women, 
resolve spontaneously in one or two months. 
Therefore, most physicians suggest a repeat 
exam in 30 to 60 days to confirm diat die cyst 
has resolved. 

Such cysts do produce symptoms however, if 

t.iiey twist and occlude the ovary's blood supply. 
Under these ci rcumstances , a great deal of 
acute pain can develop and emergency surgeiy 
may be required to remove the ovary. The size 
of the cyst may produce a pressure sensation in 
the pelvis. This can result in a feeling of pelvic 
fullness or a sensation of not being able to 
empty either the bladder or the rectum. While 
there is no danger from these symptoms, they 
can be quite uncomfortable. In most cases, all 
that is required is to remove the cyst and leave 
the ovary intact. If the syniptoms persist, how­
ever, the ovary may need to be removed. 

If a cyst grows larger than four inches, it Will 
generally not resolve spontaneously. These are 
called non-functional cysts. There are several 
types of cysts. The most common is called an 
adult cystic teratoma or dermoid cyst. This cyst 
develops from an abnormal egg that prtxluces a 
s t ruc ture that may conta in a por t ion of an 
organ such as hair, skin or brain. Other cysts 
that can form include diose that develop from 
the membrane that covers the ovary. These are 
called cystadenomas and are classified as either 
serous or mucinour: depending on the type of 

cells that make up the cyst. .All of these non­
functional cysts should be surgically removed; 
the dermoid cyst can cause the ovary to twist 
and block its blood supply while the (ystadeno-
mas are believed to be premallgnant; they may 
become cancerous If not removed. 

Tlie least common cyst is malignant-one that 
conta ins a cancer. Whi le ovar ian cancer Is 
uncommon, most are cystic Wlilch, on examina­
tion, can be confused with a benign cyst. Cur ­
ren t ly , the depar tments o f Radio logy a n d 
Obstetrics and Gynecology at the UnlVersity of 
M i c h i g a n Medical Cente r are Invest igat ing 
Whether certain radiological tests can dis t in­
g u i s h benign from mal ignan t cysts . If t h i s 
research is successful, surgery may no longer 
be necessary for those Who have benign cysts. 
Which may be emptied us ing a needle placed 
through the skin. .

It's tempting to bypass the stairs for die ele­
vator However, even a littjc staircase exercise 
every oOier day may actually increase longevity. 

A landmark study showed that death rates 
from a l l causes are 
lower among people 
who regularly expend 
even a few extra calo­
ries during work and 
recreational activities. 
A l o n g w i t h Walking, 
Jogg ing and o the r 
r e c r e a t i o n a l games 
and activities, people 
Were prolonging life 
by c o m m o n d a l l y 
acUvitles like climbing 
the stairs. 

The late D r . 
T h o m a s C u r e t o n . 

guru of sustained endurance exercise, popular­
ized stepping up and down on a 17-inch bench 
for cardiovascular conditioning. \Vhy 17 Inch­
es? Simple. His lecture tours made It difficult to 
go running, so he converted his hotel room into 

a gymnasium. He would close die lid on his 17-
inch high toilet seat and step up and down on it 
for 30 minutes. It must have been rather noisy 
staying in the room below him. 

Fitness enthusiasts realized bench stepping 
was little different from climbing stairs. 

Dr. Kenneth Cooper, the "father" of aerobics, 
suggested stair climbing as a form of exercise. 
To maximize its effectiveness, he recommended 
c l imbing up and down the same set of three 
steps. Since the energy cost of going down 
stairs Is only about one-tlilrd that of climbing 
them, he reasoned that the shorter descent 
would allow the body less time to recover. 

Today, many adult fitness and cardiac reha-
bil i tadon exercise programs still use a three-
step staircase. Several manufacturers have 
developed simulated stair-climbi1ig devices that 
are Widely employed In rehabilitation centers 
and health clubs. Such units provide progres­
sive, computerized workout routines, along With 
instant feedback on calories burned and heart 
rate. 

Stair climbing is comparable to Walking, run­
n i n g and stationary l i i cyc l ing , accord ing to 

research on Its ca rd iovascu la r benefits. In 
another study healthy men Who climbed stairs 
at Work as part of a program shoWed significant 
Improvements In heart-lung fitness. 

Seriously consider stair climbing as an aero­
bic exercise. Stairs are accessible to neariy 
every homeowner, apartment dweller and office 
Worker. You can Walk the stairs at about the 
same energy expenditure of runn ing — and 
aVoid the cold hand of winter. 

s tair climbing has even become competltiVe. 
Tlie test is to climb the stairs of a high office 
bulldl11g or hotel. 

If you haVe arthriUs or knee problems, hoW-
eVer, Watch out. In sorile persons, stair climbing 
can also put excessive stress on the heart by 
caus ing rapid rises in heart rate and blood 
pressure.
