Andr i s . his wife Elaine ami part­
n e r M y r n a Rom;iifi are already 
s e e k i n g city a p p r o v a l of t he i r 
application to the Michigan Liquor 
Con t ro l Commission for a Class C 
resort license, wl1ich will not come 
out o f the precious hoard of two 
l iquor licenses the city has yet to 
(distribute. 

O n Sept . 13. N o v l ' s Z o n i n g 
B o a r d of Appeals is set to rule on 
a n a p p e a l made by Andr i s of a 
1986 Nov! City C o u n c i l decision 
denylrig him the right to build the 
eatery on the shore ofWaUed L-alce. 
He a l r eady has the go-ahead to 
bui ld on the east, landlocked side 
of Eas t Lake Drive. 

"We're going to do everything at 
the same time. It's going to be a 
ques t ion If everytlling develops or 
b e c o m e s certain on the appeals 
side." -Andris said recently. 

"If we still don't have a trial date 
Imminent , we'll go head ahead and 
put It on the opposite side. 1 don't 
th lnk it will be as attractive," 

Ideally. Andris says he'd like to 
be o p e n for bus iness b y spring 
1995. no matter Where the busi­
ness i s . 

"Hopefully, the whole communi­

"We check the sequence of class­
es and make s u r e the k ids are 
s c h e d u l e d i n t o appropr i a t e 
classes," he said. 

That ineans i f those who failed 
algebra or geometry questions on 
tlie math M E A P . chances are the 
district will find some way to jug­
gle math classes around to ensure 
that students are revisiting alge­
braic equations and geometric the­
orems. 

The good news is the district Is 
no longer offering remedial cours­
es or tutorial sessions outside the 
school day to improve scores on 
the M E A P , N a n a s said. Heck. In 
the past few i f a n y s tuden t s 
attended those summer and after 
school courses, he added. 

" K i d s don't c o m e to remedia l 
classes. We've done some summer 
stuff in the past or offered it after 
school but nobody showed. Reme­
d ia l work is O K . provided that 
you've been expo.sed to the materi­
al." he said. 

Instead, t e a c h e r s wi l l keep a 
close eye on test scores and work 
w i t h s t u d e n t s i n d i v i d u a l l y In 
mainstream classes to help bring 
them up to speed before the test is 
re-administered in the spring.

State educators promised a state 
p ro f i c i ency exam th i s year that 
would have replaced the Michigan 
Educa t iona l AJssessment Program 
(MEAP) test. 

But the n e w test has yet been 
wri t ten a n d M E A P test ing (late>s 
s t a t e w i d e h a V e a l r e a d y been 
scheduled, s a i d Novi High School 
Assistant Pr incipal Chuck Nanas. 

School dis t r ic ts across tlie state 
are gearing u p to administer last 
year 's v e r s i o n of the M E A P test 
which will be given to students on 
M o n d a y , S e p t . 26. T e s t i n g w i l l 
conclude o n Oct . 14. 

Nanas sa id he plans to adminis­
ter tJie M E A P unless the new and 
improved state test arrives before 
the fall testing date. 

There are few If no changes on 
the 1994-95 version of the MFAP, 
Nanas said. B u t a change in the 
test wi11 have a n Impact on those 
students ta ldng it. 

For e x a m p l e , e l e v e n t h and 
twe l f th g r a d e r s w i l l s t i l l be 
required to p a s s all three math, 
science and reading portions of the 
test to qualify for a state endorsed 
diploma. T e n t l i graders, however, 
vkill not be required to pass this 
test for state credit because they 
will eventually be held accountable 

under the new test, which adds a 
fourth test for wr i t ing skills. 

Nanas fears t en th graders wi l l 
recognize the test and discount its 
value. 

"That's why 1 don't want tllem to 
know about it because they wi l l 
blow it off." Nanas said about the 
tenth graders. 

Nanas said he h a s heard few 
th ings about the content of the 
new test. He expects it will be s im­
ilar to things tested on die M E A P 
but wil l contain the fourtli writing 
component. 

Nanas was hesitant to say Mon­
day whether the new test would 
mean new changes i n the districts 
curr iculum. 

"I've heard soine things about it 
a n d we have seen some prel imi-
nafy stuff, but it 's too early to tell 
what if any changes we'll make in 
our curr iculum because of it." he 
said. 

In years past. N a n a s said the 
district has aligned its curriculum 
to reflect what's be ing tested on 
the M E A P . 

"We have changed our curr icu­
l u m to align to the M E A P , " he said. 
"There is nothing illegal, immoral 
o r wrong with that. 

"You can't expect k id s to do well 
on a test with mater ia l tlley have 
never been exposed to," he added.

He's asking for the denser R-1 
D i s t r i c t z o n i n g to pe rmi t 1 .65 
homes per acre.

Bosco was tu rned down by the 
Planning Commiss ion in May. w i t h 
members point ing out that Novi ' s

Officers ii icn set their attention 
on tJie hiome anci the party. 

The woman , w h o r en t s the 
home, refused officers ' repeated 
requests to break up tfie party antj 
pull the plug on the band . 

An hou r an(l 20 m i n u t e s after 
police arr ived on the scene, the 
home-renter still refused to coop-
crate with police. 

T h r o u g h the w i n d o w s , pol ice 
watched at least 75 people drinl<-
ing and some smoking marijuana 
inside, the report stateci 

Officers were refused entrj' to 
the home several l imes when tfie 
woman slammed a n d locked the 
door in their faces. 

Accord ing to the pol ice report, 
before the party was broken up, 
officers observed a 20 -yca r -o Id 
woman enter the h o u s e , accept 
and drink a beer. Officers talked 
with severa l party p a t r o n s who 
gave them their names. Most were 
under age. some were no more 

than 16-years-old. police said. The 
report indicates that each o f the 
g u e s t s police spoke with w e r e 
into.Kicated at the time. 

N o v i Police Lieutenant D a v i d 
DuUer said Tuesday officers a t the 
scene attempted to track t l i o s e 
minors down before they left the 
scene in their cars. Most d i s a p ­
peared before officers could de t a in 
them. Butler said. 

Shortly after 1 a.m.. police were 
a l l o w e d to enter tlle home a n d 
stand on the landing of the s t a i r s 
as severa1 guests left the p a r t y . 
One oflicer was reportedly h i t by 
the front door of the home w h e n 
the woman tried to stop him from 
coming inside. 

S h e was t h e n placed u n d e r 
arrest. 

Officers then cleared the fIome 
and locked it. 

Inside they found several c a se s 
of beer and 30 open liquor bottJes. 

T1ie woman was taken into cus­
tody and charged with hosting a n 
open house party, disl i i rbing Uie 

peace, obstructing police, furnish­
ing alcohol to minors and being a 
minor h e r s e l f in p o s s e s s i o n of 
alcohol. 

She was released on a $ 2 0 0 
cash bond. 

She was the only ticketed at the 
scene. 

Butler said officers had a hard 
time containing the party because 
they were "bas i ca l l y o u t n u m ­
bered." 

Initially, Butler said two officers 
responded to the noise complaint. 
When they arrived on the scene. 
BuUer said they didn't e.xpect what 
they found. Some teens fled the 
scene as soon as the p o l i c e 
arrived, he said. Others left soon 
after. 

As guests started to vacate the 
home, po l i ce did the bes t t hey 
could to weed out those who were 
driving a n d those who were too 
i n t o x i c a t e d to get b e h i n d the 
wheel. 

In the end, there were 15 cars 
left behind when the party cleared. 

Butler said. It is conceivable some 
drivers were under the influence 
when they left ihe party. Bu t l e r 
conceded. 

"Onicers were in tlie road check­
ing dr ivers on the way out." the 
lieutenant said. "We don't condone 
any activities with juveniles drink­
ing nor do we allow Ihem to drive 
after tlley have been drinking. Peo­
ple just started leaving as soon as 
we arrived. But we did make every 
attempt to keep people from driv­
ing drui ik ." 

B u t l e r was also a s k e d w h y 
police made no attempts to arrest 
those who were smoking marijua­
na inside the home after they saw 
them doing it through the window. 

"It isn't our policy to crash down 
the door on these kinds of things," 
he said. "We can enter a home on 
p r o b a b l e cause but we d id not 
want to kick the door in. And by 
the time we would have secured a 
search warrant everyone w o u l d 
have been gone."

A s u s e d 
in th i s subdivision, 'gross negligence' m e a n s 
c o n d u c t so reckless as to d e m o n s t r a t e a 
subs t an t i a l lack of c o n c e r n for w h e t h e r a n 
injury results." 

The issue is what's meant by "the" p r o x i ­
mate cause . Does it mean "only" cause? 

J u s t i c e Patricia Boyle (a Democratic n o m i ­
nee) s a i d "it is i ncor rec t to c o n c l u d e t h a t 
therefore ' the' means sole ." S h e s a i d t h e 
word "may mean" the employee 's c o n d u c t 
was "the last proximate cause." .After r e c i t i n g 
m u c h legal history, Boyle found that S e n a t e 
bil l ana ly se s prepared by staff pu t so l i t t l e 
emphas i s on the word "the" that it h a d n o 
impor tance when senators voted on i t .

Time was, Novl High was the most feared football 
power in the Kensington Valley Conference. 

The Wildcats ruled the league with a n i ron paw from 
1986-89 taking four straight titles. So dominate was 
Novi that it didn't loose a game (luring the stretch - 2 4 
consecutive wins . 

But much has changed since the gloiy days of the 
late •80s. 

Opponents the Wildcats use to roll over or fmd a way 
to beat have bitten them in the past four years. Novi. i n 
fact, has managed just a .500 mark i n that time arid 
only an upset of Northviiie i n the final game of 1992 
has given them a winning record in the last three sea­
sons. 

According to coach J o h n Osborne, i t comes down to 
players. 

The Wildcats have h a d talented gridders such as 
Kevin Serra, J o h n Lah t i . Joe Young a n d Matt Kobe i n 
that last four years. B u t not enough gifted athletes, 
Osborne said, have come through at the same time to 
produce the spectacular results of the 1980s. 

"We've been close." said the coach, who enters his 
27th campaign at Novi tomorrow. "But we can't seem to 
get over the hump." 

Jeff Tanderys quarterbacked the 1986 club that 
began Novi's string of success. A two sport star, he 
later went on to pitch for the University of Michigan. He 
came up with a few ideas on 11is alma mater's recent 
problems. 

"There's a larger emphasis oil athletes (specializing)," 
Tanderys said. "Back when I played almost a11 of us 
played other sports. One sport feeds off another, I 
thhik. 

"High school Idds are pushed to pick one sport now." 
Lakeland head coach Bi11 Mollr. who has guided the 

Eagles for nearly a decade, said Novfs problem may not 
lie at the varsity level. H e noted that the Wildcats J V 
squad has had low numbers recently. 

"It seems over the past few years they've come in 
with 20 kids in the program." Mohr sa id . "Obviously 
that's going to have an impact." 

Indeed. 
In the last four seasons, Novi has compiled an 18-18 

record going 5-4, 4-5, 5-4 and 4-5 last fall. It is far c r y 
from the 34-6 record of 1986-89. 

A t the height of their powers In 1988. the Wildcats 
were awesome. 

Novl won its third straight league title that year and 
went 8-1 during the regular season. Brighton Argus 
Editor Buddy Morehouse, who had observed the K V C 
for most of its existence to that point, called the Wi ld ­
cats the greatest team i n league history.

A n unprecedented playoff r u n followed the 

regular season. Novi whipped Okemos and then 
beat Monroe. A heartbreaking 13 -12 loss to 
Traverse City may have been the only thing to 
keep Novi frorli winning a slate title that fall. 

"I didn't sec it coining." Osborne sa id of his 
team's great accomplishments du r ing the peri­
od. 

Three solid classes of athletes. 1986. 87 and 
88 led to the surge, he added. 

"It was back-to-back-to-back," Osborne said. 
T h a t doesn't happen very often." 

In h i s long career at Novi, he's l i a d one other 
extended winning stretch. The W i l d c a t s won 
Southeastern Conference crowns 1972-74 and 
went undefeated )n two of those years. 

Players seem to c o m e i n cycles. Osborne 
said. 

"About every four years," he commented. 
For schools w i t h larger enrollments, those 

cycles come in shor te r intervals. 
Based on last school year's figures, Biighton 

tops the Kensington Valley Conference in num­
ber of students at 1.725. Howell follows with 
1,708 and Mil ford is third at 1,339. NoVi had 
1,175 last year.

The fall clothes are picked out a n d tlie new 
book bag i s bought, but are yo i I r children's 
eyes ready for the new school year? 

Vi s ion screenings at school give a rough esti­
mate o f eye-miisole balance ilnd degree of near-
sightedness or farsigiitedncss, but for the iiiost 

accurate resul ts , the 
child m u s t be thor­
oughly e x a m i n e d by 
an optometrist. 

A c o m p r e h e n s i v e 
eye exam takes about 
an hour i n the office 
and i n c l u d e s a case 
history to identify risk 
factors. These Include 
whether y o u r c h i l d 
was car r ied full term, 
past eye injuries, gen­
eral m e d i c a l history, 
s c h o o 1 
performance/develop­

ment a n d a fainily history of amblyop ia (lazy 
eye), h igh eyeglass prescriptions, crossed or 

wandering eyes a n d any other eye or medical 
disorders. 

Next, the external eye and lids are examined 
for disease or congen i t a l disorders. The six 
musc les that rotate each eye are tested for 
fiInction and alignnrient. T i l l s is critical if young 
eyes are going to develop normally, without 
amblyopia. A test Is then done to determine the 
accuracy of any existing eye wear prescription. 

Reading vision is tested, depending on symp­
toms, to assure the eyes can fociis at all dis­
tances accurately a n d comfortably. This can 
make the difference between an intelligent stu­
dent stnlggllng wi th school work and one who 
excels. 

Finally, the internal healtli of the eye is care­
fully assessed through a dilated pupil. Dilation 
relaxes the focusing muscles so the prescrip­
tion can be verified independent of the child's 
subjective eye test response. 

Visua l development Includes a stage of far­
sightedness u sua l l y outgrown in elementary 
school. This si tuation often can be monitored 
without the use of corrective lenses if it does 

not hurt school performance. 
The American Optomethc Associat ion recom­

mends thorough eye exams at ages 3 and 5. 
and then annua l ly during the school years. 
Your eye doctor may advise a different schedule 
based on history and risk factors. 

But in between office visits, parents should 
be aware of the following behavioral symptoms 
of poor vision: 

1. Sitting close to the TV. avoiding sports, 
sq i i in t ing and headaches can a l l be signs of 
nearsightedness. 

2. The avoidance of reading, eyestrain, tear­
ing or headaches can signal farsightedness. 

3. .Astigmatisin can produce a n y of the above 
symptoms. It results from the front of the eye 
being football-shaped instead o f normal and 
round. As a result it b lurs vision both near and 
far.

As y o u exercise, your body needs to deUver 
enough oxygen to all areas where food is stored 
so the two c a n combine to produce energy. At 
high a l t i t u d e s , however, there Is decreased 
availability o f oxygen at the tissue level . The air 
has the same percentage of oxygen as at sea 

level. 
But because of a lower barometric pressure, 

the force driving oxygen into the blood and tis­
sues Is reduced. Y o u r t i ssues must operate 
with a decreased oxygen supply, 

ElevaUons below 5,000 feet have Uttle effect 
on performance. B u t above 5,000 feet, your 
physlcaJ illness will decrease 3 to 4 percent for 
each 1,000 feet. A t Mexico City's 7 ,340 feet, 
you can expect a 7 to 10 percent decrease in 
fitness. 

At extremely high altitudes, fitness may drop 
considerably. A decline in fitness will be notice­
able on ly In ac t iv i t ies of extended du ra t i on 
such as distance running. The 100-yard sprint­
er Will not be affected.
