D i s t r i c t s e e k s $ 1 1 6 m i l l i o n b o n d

The passage of a $ l l 6 million bond issue 
gohlg before Walled Lake Consolidated School 
district Voters Tuesday. Sept 27 would mean 
an increase of 3.5 miUs. or $3.50 per $ l .O0G 
of assessed Valuation for homes. 

For example, if the market Value of a home 
i s $ 2 5 0 , 0 0 0 . the a s s e s s e d V a l u e b e i n g 
$125,000. the homeowner Would pay an addi­
tional $437.50 per year in taxes. A home with 
an assessed Value of $75,000, and a market 
Value of $ l 50,000, the yearly cost Would be 
$262.50. 

EVen wi th the increased millage if the bond 
proposal passes, homeowners would pay 60 
percent less than the l 993 property taxes. 

The term of repayment is 25 years, but the 
interest rate of the bond Is neVer Jmown unti l 
the bond is sold, wh ich is after the election, 
according to Lois l^nge . director of personnel 
and community relations. 

U n l i k e the 1989 bond issue. Which Was 
considered short term (tliree to five years), the 

Walled Lake Central High 
School's renewal is scheduled to 
be completed in three stages. At 
a cost of $42.5 million, it is the 
second largest portion of the 
bond package to appear on the 
ballot next Tuesday The story 
appears on page 12A. 

l 9 9 4 bond issue is designed for a longer term. 
"We are not project ing c o m i n g back i n the 
near future.'" sa id Lange. Th i s WiU take us into 
the next century, she predicted. 

The package is divided into seVeral areas. Of 
the $ l l 6 million, approximately $49 million 
will go to erect, equip and furnish one elemen­
ta ry a n d two m i d d l e s c h o o l s . The new 
elementary school Would be located near Thir­
teen M i l e Road and Meadowbrook i n Novi. 
one new middle school Would be located near 
Cha rms Road and Wixom Road in Wixom. The 
location of tile second middle school has not 
been finallzed.

The employment contract would 
have to be written and specify the 
officers compensa t ion and o t l i e r 
conditions of empJoyment. It could 
also provide for severance pay and 
benefits if the c o u n c i l wanted to 
remove Ihe manager 

Tlie bills would app ly only where 
home-rule cities a n d villages l i a d 
charters allowing multi- term con­
tracts.

It would apply to cities, 
coiinties, villages, townships and 
authorities but not institutions of 
higher education. 

Detroit has had such residency 
rules for years, to assure jobs for 

its residents. Mayor D e n n i s Archer 
was expected to m a k e a s t rong 
pitch against the b i l l at Tuesday's 
s e s s i o n , d r a w i n g a c r o w d o f 
o n l o o k e r s and r e p o r t e r s . B u t 
A r c h e r sent Word he c o u l d n ' t 
attend.

P a r k i n g s h o r t a g e r a i s e s i r e

NorthviUe l l igh Scl1ool has expe-
1-ienced a proh1em that area resi­
dents have been painfully aware of 
fo r years—too m a n y cars , no t 
enough parking spaces. 

The solution, as high school stu-
clents see it. is easy: park i n the 
nearby neighborhoods. Area home 
owners, however, do not agree. 

For a number of years, residents 
o f nelghborhoofjs surrounding the 
hligh school have expressed con­
cern over lengthy queues of cars 
1lning both sides of the streets and 
the safety hazards they might pose 
for drivers and pedestrians. 

Last Friday David Bolitho. assis­
tant superintendent for adminis­
trative services for Northviiie F^Ib-
l ic Schools. City Poiice Chief Rod­
n e y C a n n o n and C i t y M a n a g e r 
G a i y Word met to discuss possibie 
s o l u t i o n s to the p r o b l e m after 
receiving repeated complaints from 
residents. 

Unfor tuna te ly , o f f ic ia l s f rom 
bo th sides say there is no qu ick 
and easy solution to the problem, 
w h i c h c o u i d get worse a s the 
schoo1 district 's student popu la ­
tion grows with each new year. 

"We're land locked ," said h igh 
school Principal Thomas Johnson 
o f the school W h i c h l s p e r c h e d 
l1igh on top of a hi11 overlooking 
Eight Mile Road. 'There is no other 
method in Which We cail expand 
parking unless we carve out some 
o f the hiU." 

TWo years ago. school officials 

dug out the original site plan for 
the b u i l d i n g and met W i t h an 
architect to examine whether there 
was room for additionai parking on 
the campus. 

J o h n s o n said the only solution 
would have been to cut into the 
hill facing Center Street, an expen­
sive a n d u n a t t r a c t i v e o p t i o n . 
Bolitho sa id school officials also 
looked into terracing the h i l l i n 
1983 b u t deemed the idea too 
costly. 

The ci ty has responded to citizen 
complaints by erecting "No Park­
ing" s igns i n the affected areas. 
However, placing parking signs is 
simply put t ing a band-aid ofl the 
p rob lem a n d p u s h i n g s tuden t s 
into o t h e r areas. C h i e f C a n n o n 
said. 

C a n n o n sa id he h a s received 
compla in t s and conce rns about 
student parking for a number of 
years: the compla in ts , however, 
are coming from both sides of the 
issue. 

" P a r e n t s are c o n c e r n e d too 
because they say. 'Hey. our ldds 
are citizens too and i t is a public 
sti-eet,'" C a n n o n sa id . "So there 
rea l ly are m u l t i p l e fac tors 
involved." 

C u r r e n t l y . 212 o f t h e h i g h 
schoo1's 268 seniors have parldng 
permits. Assistant P r inc ipa l Den­
nis Co11igan said every s tudent 
who requested a p a r k i n g permit 
tills year received one. The schooi 
has about 220 spaces available for 
s tudents; the r ema in ing spaces 
are reserved for special situations 

o r for s t u d e n t s W i t h m e d i c a l 
needs. 

D u r i n g s c h o o l r e g i s t r a t i o n , 
seniors submit a request for pass­
es. School officials planned to con­
duct a lottery to dole out passes 
this year, but because of the num­
ber requesting them, it Was unnec­
essary, l n a d d i t i o n to sen io r s , 
there are 301 j u n i o r s a n d 325 
sophomores, and many of these 
students become eligible to drive 
sometime dur ing the year. 

The city started taking measures 
to deter excessive student parking 
i n r e s iden t i a l areas i n l 9 8 6 by 
posting "No Parking" s igns M o n ­
day-Friday firom 6-9 a.m. on Wal­
nut Street. Then In 1990, parking 
control was expanded to inciude 
High, East and Elm streets. 

The ci ty counci l ' s most recent 
a c t i o n W a s i n J u l y W h e n i t 
approved a 90-day tr ial period to 
pos t s i gns p r o h i b i t i n g m o r n i n g 
j jarking o n portions of Basel ine 
Road and Grace Street sou th of 
Eight Mile. 

l n a l e t t e r to the c o u n c i l i n 
June, Nancy Berg, president of the 
Cabbagetovm Residents' Associa­
t ion , expressed the c o n c e r n s of 
residents Who live o n B a s e l i n e . 
Carpenter a n d Grace roads. Her 
letter s tated that the cor r idor of 
cars created by students poses a 
safety h a z a r d because Vehic les 
have difflculty maneuVering down 
the streets. The cars also present 
a hazard for pedestrians, especial­
l y small ch i ld ren , who cross the 
street.

"We are not doing things a whole 
lot differently t h i s yea r than i n 
past years." he s a i d . "Maybe we 
weren't as timely as we s h o u l d 
have been, but It w a s an option. 
No one twisted anyone's arm." 

However . A m e r m a n p a r e n t s 
viewed the option to move the i r 
children to Moraine elementaiy as 
an inconvenient a n d d i s rup t ive 
experience for the i r children a n d 
one that would s p l i t up s ibl ings 
who were at other grade levels. 

"The administrat ion Is copping 
out by asking the parents to get 
them out of a bad sitiiation," sa id 
Anierman parent M a r y Rupley. 

Despite concerns about busting-
at-the seams classrooms, each of 
the d i s t r ic t ' s f i v e e l e m e n t a r y 
schools have an average classroom 
size that is below board mandated 
levels. The board h a s set average 
kindergarten class size at 25 s tu ­
dents to one teacher, elementary 
class sizes at 28 to one and sec-
ondafy (6-12 graders) at 30 to one. 

Currently, e lementary average 
class sizes are: A m e r m a n : 26.58, 
Moraine, 24.44, S i l v e r S p r i n g s : 
26.3, Thornton C r e e k 26.13 a n d 
Winchester 25.9.

When tliere's a prob­
lem, he intends to c a l l a soc ia l 
worker for advise o n how to deal 
with crime, not the cops." 

The governor also says he aims 
to b u i l d a p r i s o n fo r j u v e n i l e 
offenders, to keep t h e m out of 
places l ike J a c k s o n State Pr i son 
and to keep them off the streets, 
as well. 

"1 wil l b u i l d a new p r i s o n for 
young p u n k s who commit violent 
crimes to malce sure tliat commit­
ting an adu l t crime wi l l result In 
doing adul t time," he says in his 
action p lan . 

Engler griped about the difTicul-
ty his admin i s t ra t ion has had In 
getting prisoners incarcerated two 
to a cell.

Engler is currently pushing for 
the passage of a b ipa r t i s an task 
force's recommendations for legis­
lation i n t e n d e d to c u t down on 
domestic violence and protect the 
victims.

That 's what will happen if the folks ninning 

the Noah Webster Academy have their way. 
Noafl Webster is an enterprise with religious 

tJes that proposes to link kids being taught at 
home by computer to teachers hanging out in 
an o ld log cabin near Ionia. That's fine, as far 
as it goes. The constitution says parents have a 
perfect right to educate tlieir kids in whatever 
legal way they see fit—as long as they don't 
expect the rest of u s taxpayers to foot tlie bill . 

B u t when we adopted Proposal A. We also 
adopted some foggy language that authorized 
"charter schools" to receive $5,000 or more per 

pupi! direct funding from the state of Michigan. 
So last Apri l , the Berlin G i a n g e Fract ional 

School No. 3 in Ionia County—a nearly-broke 
appendix of a school district with oile elemen­
tary s c h o o l , 2 0 s t u d e n t s a n d o n e 
teacher—granted Noah W e b s t e r a 99 -yea r 
"charter school" designation. That could r u n 
the publ ic tab as h igh as $1 1 mill ion per year, 
if Noah Webster's most optimist ic enrollment 
projections turn out. 

There i s a whiff of a fix here: Could the char­
ter designation be a quid pro quo for a down­
stream slice of publ ic inoney for Berlin Orange 
Fractional School No. ."3? 

Not surprisingly, a whole lot of people sued 
on the grounds that Noah Webster looks very 
much l ike a private school trying to get public 
taxes to pay for it. L.ast week. Ingham Circui t 
Judge W i l l i a m E . Collette refused to enjoin 
public money from going to the academy. Now 
state s i i p e r i n t e n d e n t of p u b l i c i n s t r u c t i o n 
Robert E . Schiller has to investigate to see i f 
Noah Webster is really a private wolf trying to 
wear publ ic sheep's clothing. 

If he does, the academy w i l l s i ie . evidently 
with forethought and pleasure. The Noah Web­
ster case will go a l l the way to the Supreme 
Court "without a doubt," sa id David A. K a l i -
man, the academy's founder and a lawyer who 
has spent fnuch of his career trying to over­
come the constitutional separation of church 
and state. "We are intentionally doing this to 
test the issue." he said. 

What i s very sad about this whole situation 
is that tJ1e Noah Webster ripoff puts at risk the 

great potential for school reform represented by 
other char ter schools. So far, six other schools 
have been charteied in Michigan on the idea 
that non-monopolistic schools might produce 
innovation and improvement without threaten­
i n g the r e s t of the other public schools in 
Michigan. 

"If s o m e o n e wanted to design a char te r -
school proposal to make the law look bad. this 
is the sort o f thing one might do," Ted Kolderie, 
a Minnesota charter school advocate, told tlie 
Wall Street Journal I know Kolderie. He's sensi­
ble, and he 's right 

State S e n . D a n DeGrow, R-Port H u r o n , 
whose committee wrote the charter sch(x)l pro­
vision into Proposal A, was also quoted in The 
Journal T h e enemies of charter schools are 
going to say . 'See. we told you so.' A n d there 
are a whole lot of people out there just waiting 
to trip this whole movement up." 

Innovation is one thing. Trying to twist the 
consti tution into getting the public to pay for 
religious school is another.

With millions of dollars to spend 

eveiy year, the Novi school board 
may choose to look straight i n to 
the next century without a single 
d is t rac t ing b a c k w a r d glance , l t 
cer ta in ly seems focused on the 
wliiz-bang teclinology that is shap­
ing the future in w h i c h our c h i l ­
dren will live. 

However, as a communi ty , we 
s t i l l have the power, indeed the 
responsibil i ty, to determine the 
va lues these y o u n g people w i l l 
take with them into the future we 
are all building. 

H o w the Novi s c h o o l b o a r d 
responds to the opportunities pre­

sented by the Fuerst property and 
the potential for i ts development 
will provide a clue about the kind 
of future its members envision. 

In our headlong r u s h into the 
21 St century do we really want to 
eliminate all that r e m a i n s of ou r 
c o m m u n i t y ' s past i n v o k i n g the 
magic words "progress" a n d "expe­
dience" to justify acts of destruc­
tion?

disposable society tha t devalues 
all w l l l c h has preceded it and dis­
misses those who have l ived before 
us? 

A r e l o c a l l a n d m a r k s to be 
defined as ins igni f icant because 
they ' r e t hough t to be not o l d 
enough or connected enough to 
the lives of those who want to see 
them gone? As a communi ty , we 
have a lo t to l e a r n a b o u t o u r ­
selves. 

Y o u a n d I m a y n o t have 
descended from the farm families 
that settled Novi i n its early years 
or from the merchants a n d labor­
ers w h o b u i l t t h e r o a d s t h a t 
b r o u g h t the d e v e l o p m e n t t ha t 
b r o u g h t u s a l l he r e . B u t , as a 
c o m m u n i t y , their h i s t o r y Is o u r 
history. 

If we are unable to recognize 
their vision or admire their efforts 
or take pride in their accomplish­
ments, then perhaps we are much 
too focused in a single direction. 
The Fuerst property i s a reminder 
to u s all of what has preceded us 
in this place, a symbol of the many 
others forgotten or never known.

One only has to look at the 
grovrth that has occurred to realize 
that there is a need for additional 
space. Projected fu tu re develop­
ment m a k e s the passage of this 
bond issue a necessity. 

In the last few years , there has 
been tremendous improvement i n 
the q u a l i t y of e d u c a t i o n i n the 
Walled L,ake district. Homeowners 
have benefited from th is improve­
ment i n their i nc reased property 
v a l u e s . C o n t i n u i n g to keep a 
strong school sy s t em wil l insure 
that t h e market v a l u e of a home 
w i l l r i s e . The s t a t e f u n d i n g o f 
schools does not provide funds for 
b u i l d i n g new s c h o o l s , though i t 
insures that as the district grows, 
there w i l l be the funding to edu­
cate e a c h ch i ld .

Jade Scott of the hit roclt group Orien-
tai Spas first started demonstrating fiis 
musical abilities at around tfie age of 2 
by banging on the faintly p iano. 

It took his younger sister, Laura I?uby. 
a l i t t le longer, t ho i ig l i . to d isplay h e r 
m u s i c a l ta len t . She w a s 4 when she 
made her debut as the httle g i r l Who sang 
"I wish i was an Oscar Meyer Weiner..." 

"It was a commercial my D a d lined me 
up to do." Ruby said. 

D a d is L a r r y San tos , a w e l l - k n o w n 
commerc ia l s inger and voca l i s t in h i s 
own right. In fact, he recenUy released 
his latest a lbum. Lany Santos-Viva Arri-
va, on Overture Records. 

The Santos c a l l the N o v i / N o r t h v i U e 
a rea hoine. T h e i r c o m p a n y - O v e r t u r e 
M u s i c Product ions, Recording. Records 
and Fi lm-is nest1ed among the trees o n 
Beck Road in Novi. 

The Oriental Spas has been around for 
about six years- It's outgrown .some of i ts 
members, but Scott and R u b y remain i ts 
core. Other members inc lude Tim Patal-
in . bass guitar: and Jody Cortez, drum­
mer: who played in the s tudio With Scott 
and Riiby; and Dave Devore, drummer: 
W i l l Castratti. rhythm guitar : and Scott 
Stern, keyboards, play du r ing 1ive perfor­

mances. 
R u b y is the group's lead singer while 

Scott plays most of the instruments and 
wri tes the songs. 

"We've Written a l l of o u r s tuff" Scott 
sa id . 

T h e y have j u s t re1eased the i r fourth 
a l b u m entitled Pain. It's receiving radio 
p l ay across the country o n stations in 
M i a m i , Fla.i Jacksonville. Springfield and 
Urbana , 111.: Baton Rouge. L a . : Boston, 
M a s s . : Ft. C o l l i n s . Colo . : Pop l a r B1uff 
M o . : Ft. Dodge and Sioux C i ty . Iowa; and 
L,exingtc.n, Ky. Both Scott a n d Ruby were 
a l so guests on Detroit 's Z R o c k in J u l y 
where their new album was previewed. 

Scott describes the group's music as a 
mix between groove and rock. 

"1 start with a rhythm a n d build on a 
pulse until it begins to feel good to play," 
Scott explained. 

He admits to being "very influenced" by 
the blues and names the Beatles, Elton 
J o h n and Kate B u s h as h i s favorites in 
the business. 

Oriental Spas plans to begin touring 
this fall. They could be on the road for at 
l i t t l e as two w e e k s or as l o n g as s ix 
months. 

" A t our level, we're o b v i o u s l y on an 
independent label-we're a growing band." 
Ruby said, "it's very expensive and cost-

prohibitive When you're on the road." 
Sometimes the b a n d can travel from 

one gig to the other, driving all night to 
make it to the next show. 

"You p lay to as m a n y people as y o u 
c a n get to ." R u b y s a i d . ".. . it can b e 
rough (especially) being a woman. Jus t 
the balance of a woman ' s hormones i n 
tha t they ' re d i f ferent ly set up than a 
man's. A man 's body is set up for gruel­
ing (work)." 

Scott admitted that men do have it a 
bit easier being on the road. 

"Things l ike even go ing to the b a t h ­
room (can be difficult for a Woman)." h e 
said. "We've played some pretty crummy 
clubs." 

But both brother and sister are wi l l ing 
to pay their dues. 

"It's most definitely Worth it if we c a n 
shed our own music o n everybody," R u b y 
said. 

"You have to do the necessary evils i n 
rock 'n ' rol l ." Scott admitted. 

On pas t tours , O r i e n t a l Spas have 
opened u p for such popular bands a s 
B a d C o m p a n y . Concrete Blonde. Nigh t 
I ^ g e r . J a c k y l and Blue Oyster Cult. 

Although they have cut four albums i n 
the studio, both Ruby and Scott prefer to 
perform live. 

"It's sad. a lot of k id s don't listen to l ive 

m u s i c anymore , " Scott sa id . "A lot of 
good music is not being heard because 
M T V practically ru l e s the roost of what is 
played." 

"(Performing live) is like no other thing 
at a l l , " Ruby sa id . "It's completely gratify­
ing. It's a lot different than beiiig in the 
studio. 

"In the studio y o u can get out every lit­
tle wl i i sper or g r o w l . Out on stage, you 
have more energy for the people, more 
energy for you." 

S c o t t said p e r f o r m i n g l ive is pure 
euphioria. 

"It's pure, pure energy." he described. 
"It's the most h i g h you can be. No drug 
or a lcohol can compare to how high you 
can get when t h i n g s are real ly going 
great on stage ... I lose my mind. 1 don't 
thinJi of what l ' m doing." 

O n e of the g r o u p ' s favorite p lay i i lg 
spots is a club ca l l ed Under the Rail in 
Seattle, Wash. 

"The people there have an entirely dif­
ferent attitude." R u b y said. "And an atti­
tude of an audience can usually make or 
break you. Even t l i e tough ones can be 
fun, too, because they're really challeng­
ing.-

F r i e n d s r e c a l l

B y now almost everyone knows how Major League 

haseba11 was brought to a screeching halt last week 
with the cancellation of the 1994 season, l t was a 
crushing blow dealt to baseball fans a l l over the worid 
as b o t h the owners and p laye r s from the Major 
Leagues couldn't resolve their differences in time to 
salvage the strike-shortened season. 

A n equally ha r sh blow was deaft to fans, players, 
coaches and even umpires o f the local area baseba11 
and softba11 teams recently Vinth the passing of one of 
dle greatest sports fans in the community, 80-year-
old Car l Schwartz. 

Schwartz was known as "Mr. Softba11'' around the 
South Lyon a n d Novi areas for 11ls dedicated atten­
dance at c o m m u n i t y e d u c a t i o n S o f t b a l l games 
throughout bo th coniinunities. If there was a game 
scheduled and there were players on the field, you 
can bet that " M r . Softball" Was somewhere in the 
stands. 

"He would s i t in the stands for hours," said Dave 
Pusz, a local softball player and umpire that grew to 
he one of Schwartz' closest friends over the last sever­
al years. "The orily time he left Ills seat was to go to 
the bathroom o r to go get something to eat." 

Pusz, 54, sa id it wasn't u n u s u a l for Schwartz to 
spend about four hours watching threo consecutive 
games played a t the BartJett Elemen­
tary School f ie ld on the average of 
two nights a week during the sum­
mer months. 

Schwar tz moved from Detro i t to 
South Lyon h i l 974, just tliree years 
after r e t i r i n g f rom his j o b as an 
inspector for Genera1 Motors Detroit 
Diesel. He immediately took a n inter­
est i n watcWng the South Lyon Com­
munity Education Softball teams and 

F*usz said he met Schwartz while he was playing for 
the South Lyon Businessmen team a number ofyeais 
ago. 

"He took a liking to us an(l started following our 
team," said Pusz. The team changed names several 
t imes over the years, but the core members of the 
squad remained the same. When Quigley Bui lding 
Company of Brighton agreed to sponsor the team 
a b o u t 10 years ago. the s q u a d sort of adopted 
Schwartz as its mascot, said Pusz. 

Schwartz wolild follow the team when it played in 
tournaments in a l l different areas of the state and 
Pusz said that all of the members o f the squad grew 
to love Schwartz and would listen to his advice and 
counseling as If he were another coach. 

Over the past several years S c h w a i l z had trouble 
getting around because of his age but Pusz made 
sure that he didn't miss any action. 

"l t got to the po in t later in h i s years where he 
couldn't drive at night so I'd pick h im up and take 
l i i m to the ball park," said Pusz. 

During the past few seasons the team woiIld make 
sure that Schwartz was set up i n h i s own chair next 
to the field at Powers l'ark in Nov i where Quigley 
Bui ld ing Co . would play most of its games. 

"Evetybody would stop by and say "hi' to h im." said 
Fhisz. "Even the members of the ot l ier teams." 

1\isz said he knew soinething was wrong with h is 
friend, tlloiigh, when he to1d l i i m he didn't want to a 
game on Sept. 7. ScJiwartz said he was just suffering 
from a cold, but I'u.sz said he knew it would take 
more Ulan a cold lo keep "IVlr. SoftbaU" away from the 
d i a i n o n d s . He s a i d he c a m e back to c h e c k o n 
Schwartz at h is South L y o n holne three days later 
and he still appeared i l l . lilventually Schwartz was 
taken to Botsford Hospital but later that weekend he 
suffeicd a massive stroke. On Sept. 12 Schwartz had 
his final al bat leaving an empty seat at softball parks 
through out the area and everyone who knew h i m 
said he will indeed be sorely missed. 

" C a r l a lways h a d words o f encouragement for 
everybody," sa id I^ank Qif igley. owner of Qu ig l ey 
Bi i ik i ing Co. "It didn't matter i f you were getting beat­
en 30-0 or you were winning. It's going to be strange 
without him being there (at t l ie games). He was Just 
like a fLxtiirc, a part of our team. But 1 guess I figure 
that his spirit tvill always be there." 

Schwartz not only followed community softball but 
he also liked to attend some of the oUier high schooi 
sporting events in South Lyon and he was known for 
helping with community projects. He helped assemble 
some of the l ight f ixtures t h a t were ins ta l led at 
BarUett Elementary Schooi in tlie early 80's and he 
also served on an advisory committee that helped 

revise some rules ;ind regulations of the communi ty 
education softba11 leagues. 

Geraldinc Ivisavage. Schwartz' sister, said that her 
brother never played very much competitive softball 
or basebal l when he was younger, but he always had 
a love for the game. 

"He loved helping people and he especially loved 
be ing a round the younger people. H e really loved 
going to the bal l games," said Kasavage. 

P u s z said that although Schwartz passing came 
rather suddenly, he did get to celebrate his eighty 
years wi th his closest fiiends and his family at a sur­
prise b i r thday party held at the S o u t h Lyon Hote l 
baclt in March . Over 150 peppl,e,,show^(l up.for the 
celebration and Pusz said the event really touched 
Schwartz. 

"He really enjoyed himself" said Pusz . "It seemed to 
be one of the highlights of his life." 

So wl i i le the so-called "professionals" of baseba11 t iy 
to w o r k out their financial differences and try to get 
that sport back on its feet, fans in South Lyon m o u r n 
the l o s s of Car l Schwartz, perhaps the greatest fan 
that softball and baseball the communi ty has ever 
seen. 

Even in his passing maybe there's one final lesson 
that " M r Softball" can teach. The love of the game wi l l 
never die and that's the real bottom hne.

treated effectively is doubtful. Exorbitant fees 
often are charged for unfounded "cures" based 
on a v a r i e t y of prescr ip t ions for treatment. 
Unfor tuna te ly , the primary reduct ion often 
occurs i n tfie subscriber's billfold. 

Vigorous exercise and caloric restriction wl11 
cause a general reduction in body fat stores.

A . No . A 1990 s tudy showed that a weight 
t r a i n i n g p rogram c o u l d promote d ramat i c 
increases in muscle strength in very old men 
and w o m e n — u p to 9 6 years of age, M a n y 
showed a tliree to fourfold increase in strength 
in j u s t eight Weeks.
