Fuerst farm
gets stay from
wrecking ball

Novi city and school officials
have at least 90 days to decide
the fate of the Fuerst propery.

The 90-day stay of execution
from the wrecking ball was
awarded by the school board
Thursday night at the request of
the Nowi City Council, local histo-
rians and concerned residents.

It was Ray Byers. vice president
of the school board, who three
weeks ago requested the board
seek demolition bids for the farm
buildings on the Fuerst property.
His request made local headlines
and spurred a flurry of action and
reaction from city residents and
elected officials.

Byers was on the defense
Thursday as at least seven resi-
dents spoke 1o the board profest-
ing the disposition of the land,

‘I'm not out and about to
destroy history that is significant,
but 1 also don't think it is the
responsibility of the school dis-
trict to preserve histerical monu-
ments,” Byers said. "It is the
business of the school district to
educate young people for a better
world tomorrow.”

Byers said he was not opposed
to any local Interest group taking
over the preservation and malinte-
nance efforts of the property, but
said the job didn't fall within the
purview of the school district.

His request drew sharp criti-
cism from members of a district
committee convened two years
ago to study feasible uses for the
property.

Margaret Schmidt was one of
those who sat on the Fuerst Advi-

sory Conmittee.

“I feel we were not listened to at
all,” she said about the commit-
tee’s report released to the board
two years ago. “We gave a report
but it was obvious at thal meeting
it was not what was expecied of
us, Instead what was expected
was for us to bring back a pro-
posal to demolish that site. That
was very clear to me.

“To demolish that site is not
feasible,” she continued. “We
brought back a lot of ideas but we
have never heard back from the
school board since that meeting.”

The experience, Schmidi said,
will deter her from volunteering
on a school commitiee in the
future,

1 probably would never again
volunteer to serve on a committee
for this school board because of
my own experiences. People have
given a great amount of time and
seen their efforts thrown out.” she
said.

Former city councilmnan B{ll
O’Brien echoed Schmidt's com-
ments.

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M-5 will open
in October

A "Grand Opening” is scheduled for October in Novi-and it's not for

yet another store.

The first phase of the Haggerty Connector will tentatively be ready
for drivers as of Oct. 24, according to information given to City Manag-
er Edward Kriewall by the Michigan Department of Transporiation

(MDOT).

The only segment to be functional for motorists at that time is the
interchange for westbound Interstate 96 to northbound M-5 and for
northbound Interstate 275, also to northbound M-5. Drivers will be
diverted to Twelve Mile Road until the future Haggerty Connector,
which will run to Pontiac Trall, is completed.

“What is significant here is that there should be a fairly dramatic
reduction in 5 p.m. traffic on Haggerty Road. Meadowbrook Road and
Novi Road from 1-96 to Twelve Mile Road,” Kriewall noted in a memo to

the Novi City Council.

The city will conduct traffic counts on the above three roadway seg-
ments prior to the M-5 opening in the near future, to “benchmark”

existing traffic there.

Main Street clears another hurdle

The City of Novi and developers
Evergreen III laid another “paving
stone” Monday for what could
become Main Street.

“We have before us this evening
the culmination of aimost 10
years of dreaming and almost five
years of hard, hard work,” Mayor
Kathleen Mclallen said. "No
longer is it pie in the sky.”

But the project might lose one
previously enthusiastic supporter
along the way, Council Member
Robert Schmid, who wants assur-
ances that rental housing won't
be built adjacent to the “mini-
downtown.”

Some of the decisions which
the council will make in the
fulure on Main Street will require

five votes of support. Council
Members Tim Pope and Carol
Mason already say they won't
back the joint public-private
development. Without Schmid,
the number of supporters would
dwindle to four.

What the council majority
agreed to do is to unleash the
city's lawyers to draw up the
paperwork. In the future, the
council will have to approve a
series of documents including:

* A $1 per year lease to Ever-
green Il of city land by Fire Sta-
tion One on Grand River Avenue,
In return, the developer would
build a public parking lot.

¢ An agreement to exchange
city land on Nevi Road, valued at
$645.000 for the road right-of-
way for Main Street, valued at

$666,000.

* An authorization te city engi-
neers to seek bids for sewer and
water lines for Main Street.

s An ordinance to be prepared
by the city attorneys which would
provide for tap-in fees or a special
assessment district to reimburse
the city for the $316.000 in sewer
and water lines to the project.

« A special assessment contract
to build the $1.6 million Main
Street and $1.4 million worth of
sidewlk, landscaping and other
amenities.

Onto all this was tacked a pro-
viso that the city does not want
rental units built next to Main
Street.

The five-to-two vote to move
ahead Monday came as a blow to
Doug Erwin, co-owner of Erwin

Farms. who has collected almost
1,000 signatures from residents
opposed to city money helping out
Main Street.

I don’t believe it. I just don't
believe it. Look it up in the dictio-
nary. This is a subsidy.” he said
after the vote.

Erwin originally contemplated
suing the city to stop the project,
but says he was instead advised
by his attorney to either start a
recall campaign or get the word
out to potential purchasers of
bonds for the project’s road,
sewer and water lines that “two
independent appraisers said walk
away from the venture.”

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Novi police respond Iin
numbers to house party

Novi Police crashed a loud party
on Sept. 10 at the same location
they broke up a similar shindig
almost a month ago.

Once the police brigade arrived
on the scene, officers’ marked cars
were positioned in a way to allow
trafflc flowing off the property to
exit in one-way direction. Two offi-
cers were left at Nine Mile Road to
monitor those drivers leaving the
party. Police were checking each
and every driver for sobriety and
his or her passengers for open
intoxicants.

were given freely, officers said. and

Police found threc underage
teens af the party. only one was
intoxicated. The 15-year-old who
was intoxicated was taken back to
the station and released to his
mother, the report indicated.

The only arrest made at the
scene was that of the party host.
He was cited for open house party
and operating a public address
system. He posted bond and was
released that same day.

There was no indication in the
report that police saw or seized
any narcotics on the scene. There
was however a keg of beer on the
back patio and several partiers
had their own slash on alcohol. It
was all confiscated when the
house was secured.

An officer remained outside the
home well after the party was shut
down to ensure that none of the
100-125 guests returned to the
home, ]

Paul Bosco, who has permit-
ted Novi Youth Basebali to play
ball on his land for aver 25
years, struck out with the Novi
City Councll Monday tn a
request to increase the zoning
density of the property, now that
he plans to bulld a subdivision
there,

The consensus agreed that
Bosco's been a goed neighbor,
but that the city should hold the
line with residential-agricultural
or one-acre lot zoning in west
Novi,

I played third base at lot 47
for several years. Mr. Bosco did
a lot for the community. it's not
a matter of thanking Mr. Bosco
by glving Mr. Bosco rezoning.”
Councill Member Tim Pope said.

Pope, Mayor Kathleen
Mclallen and Councll Members
Robert Schmid and Rob Mitzel
apposed the rezoning. Bosco
scught a change to single family
residential for 120 acres on the
south side of Eleven Mile Road,
west of Beck Road. He owns and
lives on 80 acres and has a pur-
chase option on the remaining
40.

Under resldential-agricultural,
the subdivision may only have
40 hames. With the switch to R-
1. single-famlly residential zon-
Ing, 78 houses could be built.

has paid his dues to the City of
Novi. He has not received any
benefits for allowing the use of
that property ... This will be a
very nice subdivision with a lot
of open spaces,” sald Matt
Quinn, Novi's former mayor,
now acting as Bosco's attorney.

The planning commission rec-
ommended that the council deny
the rezoning.

“Mr. Quinn is one of my
favorite people. Mr. Bosco has
also contributed much to the
cily. We're not talkdng about Mr.
Quinn and Mr. Bosco. We're
talking about the city and how it
develops. We've got to start
somewhere in this city If we're
going to have R-A, single famnily
residential lots,” Schmid
explained.

Council Member Joseph Toth
called Bosco's application a ~fair
and reasonable rezoning
request.” He was supported in
favoring the change by Council
Member Carol Mason and Mayor
Pro Tem Hugh Crawford.

Crawford suggested that the
city permit the R-1 zoning only
up to the power lines which bor-
der the land to the west.

The city had eyes on 40 of this
acreage as the possible site of a
future storm water detention
basin.

"My concern is I don't want
the petitioner to feel we're not
rezoning this because we might
want to acquire some of the
property in the future” Nowvi's
City Attorney David Fried said.

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Planning appointment proves difficult

If you picked one word to
describe the Novi City Council’s
working style Monday. harmo-
nious would not be it.

Acrimondous might be more like
It.

Following the city charter, Mayor
Kathleen Mclallen's assignment
was to nominate two candidates
for the Planning Commission to fill
the seats vacated by lrene Cahill
and Lodia Richards. The council
was then charged with approving
her chofces. They usually didn't.

And McLallen was taken to task
by Council Members Tim Pope and
Carol Mason, the only two she did
not consult about her recommen-
dations prior to the meeting,
McLallen said she was unable to
reach them by tetephone.

Mason says she was denied her
“consulting rights™ and accused
McLallen, who took office in
November 1993, of being “elected
by developers and city hall.”

“] have 2 voice mail that's on 24
hours. That's a disappointing
thing as far as I'm concerned.
That’s stacking your own deci-
sion,” Mason said.

Mason alse protested that
McLallen had asked candidate Vic-
tor Cassis to withdraw his applica-
tion.

The end result is that Jacque
Hedges will serve as a commis-
sloner until June 1996 and Peter
Hoadley has the job until June
1995, if he agrees to resign as an
alternate to the Zoning Board of
Appeals.

But the road to that end was a
rocky one. McLallen had a fleld of

17 to choose from. Hodges and
candidate Robert Dietrich were the
first two the mayor selecled. See-
ing she lacked sufficient support.
she withdrew Dietrich and ran
through a list of three other candi-
dates before the council majority
agreed to Hoadley.

Dietrich is senior product buyer
with Detroit Diesel Corporation
and a director of the City of Novi
Homeowners Association. Hodges.
who ts currently not empleoved.
has a bachelor of science degree in
urban and regional planning and
14 years of experience in commu-
nity development.

Council Member Tim Pope said
he couldn't approve cither Hodges
or Dietrich because they did not
stand firmly in favor of large lot
zoning in west Novi and residential
soning aiong the Haggerty Connec-
tor.

Pope called for the appointment
of Cassis, a well-known business-
man and community activist mar-
ried to former cily council member
Nancy Cassis.

Council Member Robert Schmid
also was opposed te the choice of
Hodges and Dietrich, who with
other applicants were intervicwed
by the council several weeks ago.

"Nelther one of them had read
the rnaster plan, which I thought
was somewhat unique. Their phi-
losophy was in total disagrecment
with the master plan, as least as
far as western Novi. so I find your
choices somewhat amusing,” he
told MeLallen,

Mayor Pro Tem Hugh Crawford
lock exception to this: “1 don't
think they (Hodges and Dietrich)
disagreed with the master plan. I

don't think they were reacdy to sit
there in an interview and say. "Yes,
by god. 1 support this and this and
this.”™

Crawford asked the council not
to force McLallen to run down a
list of candidates, which he called
a poor way of conducting busi-
ness.

However, she had to go through
her short list of candidates until
two were approved.

"We had a wonderful, talented
group. Any single one of them
would be an assel to the commu-
nity.” McLallen said referring to
the 18 candidates.

With Dictrich nixed by the coun-
cil, McLallen's next unsuccessful
nominee was Arthur Vreftas, a
Ph.D. in education and a retired
consultant in the area of schgol
facilities utilization.

McLallen then opted for Micheile
Bononi and Jill Baty, neither of
which made the council's grade.
Hoadley was her next choice. He is
a retired executive vice president
of Michigan Claims Service.

McLallen explained her ceriteria
when selecting an applicant: I
chose people who I felt at this par-
ticukar juncture of our planning
wauld bring a balance and a fresh
perspective, would bring an open-
ness and balance to some of the
discussions. It's a very on-the-job
training. 1 was looking for bright
minds.”

Pope protested that Hoadley, by
serving on the ZBA would decide
on appeals made from decisions
rendered by the planning cornmis-
sion. The council
majority-McLallen, Rob Mitzel,
Crawford and Joseph Toth-agreed

Hoadley could have the planning
job if he resigned from the ZBA.

When Hoadley won the four
votes, McLallen continued the
meeting. But Pope and Schmid
had not yet delivered their no
votes.

"1 know my vote hasn't meant
anything to you tonight but i
would like to cast it,” Pope said.

Mason asked the City Attorney
David Fried if it was appropriate
for McLallen to ask Cassis to with-
draw. Fried saw no legal problems.

*I think we had a very serions
thing happen here tonight. I'd like
the people of Novi to know the
kind of mayor they have. [ don't
want to hear your explanations,”
Mason told McLallen.

McLallen said that she did ask
Cassis to withdraw after the large
volume of candidates came flowing
in for the two planners’ seats. She
said Cassis was a personal friend.

"I did not want to subject him to
the public discussion. [ personally
wanted to teil him that he was not
my choice. 1 asked him to send a
memo o withdraw, He said ‘no,”™
McLallen explained,

Other candidates for the plan-
ning commission were Debra
Ahrens, Frank Brennan, Diane
Chippewa. Larry Czekaj. Enrico
Digirolamo, James Grzybowski,
Mark Pehrson, Janet Scheuher-
Nalezyty. Gerald Shulman and
Timothy Tamer.

Several of the candidates are
party to the Mcadowbrook Lake
subdivision's lawsuit against the
city and the Interlock Corporation.

Official fourth Friday student
enroliment counts should be in
Nowvi School administrators’ hands
by Oct. 7.

Shortly afterwards, school offi-
cials will be awaiting Aduit Educa-
tion head counts to determine the
district’s state mandated revenues
for the 1994-95 school vear,

James Koster, assistant superin-
tendent of operations, said Thurs-
day he anlicipates having a revised
budget to the Board of Education
by the end of October or at the
first board meeting in November,
depending on when his revenue
figures are approved by the state.

A  preliminary budget of
$34,056.099 was approved by the
board in July. The revised one

adopted.

It will show a $421,000 deduc-
tion or increase in revenue,”
Koster assured the board Thurs-
day.

The final budget is critical to the
board’s discussion of future facili-
ty use and new censtruction, said
Trustee Stephen Hitchecock. If the
koard makes a decision on which
schools necd to be renovated and
if a new facility needs to be built, a
bond issue 1o pay for the construc-
tion work will need to be passed
SO0N.

Earlier this year, Koster and his
district facilities committee had
targeted a December bond elec-
teon. But talk of a winter election
seemed to lose ils bite when board

members stalled a deciston and
took more time deliberating their
building optons.

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Bills to protect teachers
from zoning ordinances

Statf Wnter said.
The problem was not that

cities and townships were mean
to music teachers, Betty Stasson
sald. It was that a complatning
nelghbor would take advantage
of a vaguely drafted ordinance to
complain that the teacher was
running a business from their
hemes. Such ordinances barring
or restricting home businesses
are cormmon.

Sens. David Hontgman, R-
West Bloomfleld, and Jack
Faxon. D-Farmington Hills,
sponsored three bills to amend
the city, township-village and
county zoning acts to require
that home tutorials in the fine
arts be permitted in single-fami-
ly residentia] areas.

“They can still reguiate traffic.
They can still regulate signage.
They can stlll regulate noise,”
Honigman told the House panel.

Labbyist Gene Thornton said
the Michigan Townships Associ-
atlon neither supported nor
opposed the bill, but MTA would
resist applylng it to apartments.
He disputed the assertion there
would be “no cost” to local units

Local governments would have
to allow home music lessons in
single-family residential zones
under bills nearing passage in
the Michigan Legislature.

There was some grumbling
from the Michigan Townships
Assoclation and a few home-rule
purists. but the House Local
Government Cornmittee sent to
the House floor with one dis-
senting vote. Final passage is
ltkely by next week.

“Should a teacher have to
fight this in every city, township
and village in Michigan?” asked
Beltty Stasson, the West Bloom-
field piano teacher who started
the hattle several years ago
when she was Issued an ordi-
nance violation for operating a
home business.

Faculty working to pass OCC tax

There's no friction between Oak-
land Community College and its
facuity union—at least as far as a
tax rate hike is concerned.

“The OCC Faculty Associations
looking ferward to working with
the board on the millage.” union
prestdent Rod Chase, a math
instructor on the Royal Oak Cam-
pus, told the OCC board Monday
night.

“The Faculty Association has
been absolutely wonderful.”
replied an enthused Chancellor
Patsy Fulton.

Afterwards, the OCC board met
for less than an hour in clased
sesslon to ponder collective bar-
gaining strategy. ls contract with
OCCFA. an affiliate of the Michi-
gan Education Association, explres

in mid-1985.

The OCC board has decided to
seek a property tax rate increase
next March 17. 1t hasn't decided
how much to ask or how to ear-
mark the new revenue.

“Where will the earmarked funds
go? What Is the party line?” asked
trustee Carol Crew, newly elected
to the board last June.

“We'll have a work session and
talk with you more,” Chanceilor
Fulton promised.

OCC's millage rate currently is
the lowest it has been since the
two-year college was founded 30
years ago: 0.85 mill, or 85 cents
per $1,000 of state equalized valu-
ation.

Voters in 1964 approved one
mili for operations, and the board
levied other fractions for construc-
tion in bond issues. Today the

build new ones.

Groups lining up
against Con-Con

Baseball great Yogi Berra would
call it “deja vu all over again.”

Anti-tax gadfly Bill McMaster is
starting a new organization to sup-
port Proposal A and calling it "Citi-
zens for Michigan,”

That's the same name George
Romney picked in the early 1960s
when hjs bipartisan moderate sup-
ported a state Constitutional Con-
vention (Con-Con). The Romney
CFM was supported by the League
of Women Voters and the state
Jaycees.

Voters adopted the reform con-
stitution In 1964.

Every 16 years, state voters
must decide again whether they
want a new Con-Con. In 1978 a
Con-Con was rejected by nearly 3-
1. The same question comes up
Nav. 8.

McMaster's Taxpayers United
Inc. is calling for a “yes™ vote.
Other major groups, conservative
and liberal, are uniting to say "no.”

Quoting himself in a news
release, McMaster, a Southfield
public relations man, said a Con-
Con “may be our last chance as
ordinary citizens to reverse the
upward splral of taxation in Michi-

gan and cut the slze of our state
government by 20 percent.”

If Con-Con wins, voters would
nominate candidates from legisla-
tive districts in a partisan primary
by the end of March 1995. The
general election would be held by
May 8. Delegates would convene in
Lansing in October,

“There is not a compelling rea-
son in 1994 that justifies a whole-
sale rewrite of the current Michi-
gan Constitution,” countered Lynn
Larson, a vice president of the
Michigan Education Assoclation.

MEA ts one of 10 groups sup-
porting “Michigan Citizens to Keep
Our Constitution.” Others are the
Michigan Chamber of Commerce,
Farm Bureau, League of Women
Voters, AFL-CIO, PTA, Michigan
Municipal League, State Police
Troopers Assaciation, Michigan
Association of School Boards and
Common Cause.

The committee said its poll
shows Proposal A has 32 percent
support, 36 percent apposition
and 32 percent undecided. EPIC-
MRA did the poll Aug. 14-19.

If Con-Con is rejected Nov. 8,
the question will appear again in
2010 and every 16 years there-
after.

Renovations to most of the
buildings throughout the district
to bring them up to baseline stan-
dards as sct by a Citlzens Review
Committee accounted for $8.5 mil-
lion.

Some people dream about “run-
ning away” Lo the sea.

Vince LeBlanc did it. The 1984
Novi High Scheol graduate has
cruised the Mediterrancan Sea,
the Atlantic and Pacific Oeeans,
the Red Sca, the Perstan Gulf, the
Caribbran Sea and the Indian
Ocean as a professional sailor.

He's the member of a time-hon-
ored calling, a seaman in the U.8.
Merchant Marine, a non- military
nautical force which ships out on
commercial ships such as tankers
and freighters.

"There’s not many left. It's a
dying breed for the 11.5.7 LeBlanc
said recently.

His career in the Merchant
Marine has given LeBlanc a
chance ta live experiences which
sound like chapters from a Joseph
Conrad novel-packing his sea
bags. steering his ship through the
Suez Canal, standing on a pirate
watch in the Straits of Malacca.

LeBlanc says the glamour is
there, hut a sailor's life is first and
foremost hard work.

“There's a lot of acciderits. It's a
dangerous fob, You have to be
really careful. You have to concen-
trate all the time.” he said.

“You get to see all the supplies
that people Just take {or granted,
all the things we have to load and
carry to keep the country going,
the oil in the tankers.”

He's back in town for now, but
before he signs on for a four- or
five-month stint on another ship,
he’s likely ta be heading west on
his motorcycle.

Hailing from landlocked Novi
makes LeBlanc a little different
from others who sail the seven
seas. Most of the American sailors
he meets come from coastal towns
where their families have sailed or
the Great Lakes, for gencrations.

the Middie East. After three
months of boot camp-style training
in Maryland, he joined the Seafar-
ers international Union and ended
up in Saudi Arabia, where he was
given a gas mask and restricted to
ship.

“We were bringing all the junk
back here, live shells, tanks, how-
itzers, for six months after the
war,” he said.

Generally, he ships out with a
crew of 30 10 40 other sailors and
officers. Quariers may range from
a cramped room shared with
another sailor to a private cabin
and bathroom. They usually have
a TV room with a ping-pong table,
but most of the sailors spend their
free time, what littke there is of it,
reading, Otherwise, they're chip-
ping and painting the ship, swab-
bing the deck. anything that's
needed.

It took him awhile to get his sea
fegs: “You get on a ship and it’s
rocking back and forth and you're
tumbling around and a week later
you're walking a straight line.”

While at sea, he's weathered
storms and hwrricanes,

pretty exciting. The waves come
over the bow. | had lightening
tlash 30 feet in front of me. It
blinded me for awhile,” LeBlanc
said.

"It gets rolling. You have to
secure things. You wake up and
chairs are flying back and forth,
books are flying off your desk.”

Typically, he stands a four-hour
sea watch then s off for eight
hours.

LeBlanc's watch has often been
at night, giving him a chance to
gaze at the stars, “unbelievable at
sea.”

Mike Hall, an architect from
Fanning & Howey Associates
Inc., was asked by district
administrators to attend Thurs-
day's board meeting and share
cost estimates and preliminary
plans for both the renovations
and new construction.

Hall said he studied the two
propased options and provided
his findings and cost estimates
to the board Thursday.

¢ Option one: To huild a new
school for seventh and eighth
graders and renovate the middle
school complex to accommaodate
fourth, fifth and sixth graders.
Fourth graders would be housed
in the rencvated Novi Meadows
facility; fifth graders would occu-
py the ITC; and sixth graders
would take over the renovated
Middle School.

That would cost district tax-
payers about $9.8 million in
renovation costs and another
$23 milllon for a new 185,172
square (oot school.

Falls said the middie school
complex needs substantial
updates to accommodate the
tecaming teaching appreach.

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City reviewing 3 options for estate

A bit of local history could
change hands in the not-so-dis-
tant future.

Novi city officlals will meet on
Oct. 24 with their counterparts
from the Novi school distriet to
discuss a land swap or purchase
to bring the historic Fuerst proper-
ty into city hands.

“There's two or three opticns. i
could work out.” City Manager
Edward Kriewall told the City
Council Monday.

Kriewall explained that the city
is exploring three ways to put
under its protective wing the old
{farm complex at the southeast cor-
ner of Taft and Ten Mile roads.
The property might be purchased
putright. Or the city and school
district might consider a joint land
purchase elsewhere, with the dis-
trict's share of the purchase price

reflecting credit for deeding the
Fuerst site to the city. The city's
portion of the purchase would be
used for park land.

A third possibility is a swap of
some of the city’s land at the Novi
Civic Center complex, which is
adjacent to Novi High School, for
the farm buildings.

Two issues related to how the
October meeting would be con-
ducted sprouted up at the council
table.

Council Member Tim Pope asked
Novi's city attorney Dawvid Fried to
draft a legal opinion on whether or
not the school board and the city
counci could meet in a closed,
executive session to discuss the
property.

"1 believe it should be discussed
publicly.” Pope explained.

Fried agreed that a land swap
might not be a proper topic for a

closed meeting.

“I have some problems with it. It
doesn't quite fit the purpose,” he
sald.

“For this session, it might not be
for the purpose of keeping the
price from leaking out.”

Fried explained that the Open
Meetings Act permits governments
to hold closed sessions when dis-
cussing the purchase of praperty.
because a public display of a gov-
ernment’s interest in land could
serve to drive the price up. He
agreed to research whether the
Fuerst land proposals legally qual-
ify for a non-public session.

To Councii Member Joseph
Toth, the whole concept seemed
shaky.

“Why should I as a taxpayer.
when [ pay taxes to the Novi
school system, sit down in a pri-
vale transaction and discuss prop-

Barr, who claims to have known
the Fuerst sisters belter than
those seated in Thursday's board
meeting room, said the sisters
liked the idea of converting the
farm into an educational center for
kids.

“They loved that idea,” he said.

But the idea got nixed when the

solicitor rule

Almost without exception, the groups
that come knocking at Novl doors, seek-
Ing donatfons or conducting fund raising
sales, are simply trying to support good
causes. No one, we're sure, wants to hin-
der those groups or stand in the way of
their causes.

On the other hand. they can be both-
ersome.

The Novi Police Department reports
that 1t has recefved 69 complaints about
solicitors so far this year. Residents of
the Deerbrook Subdivision say they were
targeted by no less than three fund rais-
ing organizations in one recent week.
Perhaps most significantly, the newly-
formed City of Novi Homeowners Assoct-
ations (CNHA)J-an umbrelta organization
for area subdlviston
assoclations-belleves this is one of the
most comimon complaints of local resi-
dents. Ruth Ann Jirasek, president of
the CNHA, said it was one of the topics
most frequently brought up in the
group’s early mectings over the past win-
ter.

As a result, CNHA is proposing a pos-
sible rewrite of the city's sollcitations
ordinances, which restricts door-to-door
canvassing to the hours between 9 a.m.
and 9 p.m. [t also requires that groups
first register with the police department.

Among the Ideas for rule changes is to
further restrict solicitations to the hours
of 11 a.mn, and 7 p.m. or dusk, and to
prohibit those under age 18 from going
door-to-door without an adult. CNHA Is
also mulling the idea asking the city to
require solicitors to name the subdivi-
sions they will be targeting when they
register with police.

Jirasek explained no proposal for rule
changes will be made until after the
group’s general membership meeting in
January. Then it would have to go
through the city’s ordinance review com-
mittee and pass muster with the City
Council before it could take effect.

Of course, we can appreciate the frus-
tratlon of Novi homeowners and the need
for a change in the rules. But care must
be taken In revamping these rules. Get
too restrictive, to the point that organiza-
tions believe they are effectively barred
and the reaction could be a constitution-
al challenge. There is, after all, a First
Amendment right for religious organlza-
tions to spread thetr gospel door-to-door

basls, regardless of whether you wani (o
hear about §, and political groups are
within thelr righis to come knocking in
search of money and support.

We doubt local groups would be the
onies to make such a challenge In court,
but Novi is a favorite target for outside
organizations too, since it Is seen as
wealthy in thelr cyes.

At the same time, civic organizations
which rely on door-{o-door fund raising
should take this as a warning. They
should recognize that residents are just
aboul at wit's end with the frequency
with which groups come looking for a
hand out. They might do well to give
some thought to curbing the activity and
finding other ways to raise cash for their
projects.

Better yet, perhaps the two sides
should get together to see If they can
brainstorm some solutfons that wouid be
workable to both. Just as the homeown-
ers got together to discuss thelr mutual
concerns, perhaps the local school,
church and civic support groups might
send a few representatives to meet with
CNHA and come to understanding about
how these fund raising efforts can be
accomplished without creating {ll wili
ammong homeowners.

For example, homeowners might come
to an agreement like scheduling all the
local drives in a single month, to get
them out of the way and avoid the both-
er the other 11 months. Perhaps they
could reach agreement on the hours of
the day for door-to-door canvassing, or
on the frequency with which homeown-
ers will get hit up.

Then at least the pressure will be off
the neighborhoods a little. Residents
might look a little more favorably. And
certainly they'd know that anyone
pounding on the door outside the agreed
upon times or month would have to be
an outside group. And they could rnake
thelr donation decistons accordingly.

Say no to Proposal A

It's good that Michigan voters have an
automatic duty, every 16 years, to decide
whether to rewrlte the state constitution.
When big changes are necessary, people
don't have to conduct a tiring, expensive
petition drive.

That's why Proposal A is on the Nov. 8
ballot—the present constitution puts it

there.

We, however, recommend a "no” vote.
There is no need to call a Constitutional
Convention (Con-Con} in 1995 to do a
wholesale revistion of the 1963 docu-

ment.

In 1908 it was different. We were in
the bipartisan Progressive Era of Teddy
Roosevelt and Woodrow Wilson. That
Con-Con gave us municipal home rule
and a State Board of Education.

In 1963 it was different. We were grati-
fied at the bipartisan, moderate leader-
ship of George Romney's Citizens for
Michigan, joined by the state Jaycees
and League of Women Voters. Some folks
‘wanted rnore reform, some none at all.

That Con-Con gave us: the balanced
budget requirement. the elimination of
dozens of free-standing comimissions,
authority for a flat-rate income tax,
county home rule, an expanded State
Board of Education, better governance
for the 11 regional universities, elimina-
tion of the justice of the peace courts,
professionalized district courts, a new

Court of Appeals and more.
Last March voters approved the biggest

change In school funding in 50
years—wholesale cutting of school oper-
ating property taxes, firm state responsi-
bility for school funding through a sales
tax hike, a cap on soaring property
assessments, and a host of education
reforms that are now being implement-
ed. Voters sald yes, emphatically, by a
69-31 margin.

We would put those long-sought and
hard-fought gains at risk if we consld-
ered any plea to rewrite the state consti-
tutlon from scratch.

Moreover, no Progresslve or moderate
reform movement is on the horizon sug-
gesting we need such a revision. Quite
the opposite. So the prudent answer—for
Republicans, Democrats, Libertarians
and the uncommiited—is to reject a new
Con-Con.

Is this constitution perfect? No one
ever sald that, not even {n 1963.

Can there be improvements? Yes. And
we'll have a chance to say yes or no—one
at a time—to excessive court appeals,
parks funding, trtal court reforms, a
one-house Legislature, the death penalty
and other constitutional issues as
amendments are crafted by lawmakers
or petitioned for by the populace.

We would issue one warning. The
1960s reformers worked publicty for five
years before winning. So¢ beware of any
last-minute, fly-by-night campaigns
advocating a yes vote. Michigan doesn't
need a new constitution. We urge a “no”
vote on Proposal A Nov. 8.

Last Thursday I had the
privilege of sitting in on a
training session for new
Northville Youth Assistance
volanteers.

At first when I told NYA
Director Mary Ellen King
that 1 would sit in and
observe it was the beginning
of the week and I was gung-
ho on the idea. But once
Thursday rolled around, I felt
bitter about the prospect of
missing the season premiere
of “Seinfeld,” and the couch i had been plastered to
for the last hour or so was feeling pretty good.

However, I managed to hoist myself up from my
comfortable position (it was not as easy as it
sounds), plaster down my freshly formed couch hair
and attend the meeting.

Once I sat down with the some 20 new volun-
teers, who were not attending the session out of any
sense of obligation, my opinion of the meeting did a
180-degree turn around.

The focus of that evening’s discussion was effec-
tive communication skilis—mainly how to lend a
caring, helpful ear to someone without alienating
them with parental advice like, “Well, if I were you,”
or, "I think you should...”

NYA 1s a program that sets up youths aging any-
where from kindergarten to high school age to
spend quality time with a voluniteering adult. Cur-
rently, the program has 63 volunteers and about 45
are matched with a child.

NYA recetves referrals from Northville schools, city
and township police departments, local churches,
juventle court and family members. Kids who are
referred may be having trouble coping with varying
situations or have gotten into some sort of trouble.

The focus of the program hinges on the idea that
these youths can benefit from additional guidance
and friendship with an outside adulit, someone who
will fisten to their problems and concerns objective-

ly.

King said volunteers are expected to spend any-
where from an hour-and-a-half to two hours per
week with the youth. Some of the activities a volun-
teer and the youth can do include attending athletic
events llke a basketball or hockey game, going to a
movie or just spending quality time together to dis-
cuss topics that weigh heavy on the youth’s mind.

1 did some heavy thinking about this
case. | drove past my old grade school on
Bentler, a residential street in northwest
Detroit, and recollected the way we were
taught traffic safety. In kindergarten or
first grade, we memorized a song whose
theme was: Never run inte the street. We
had regular visits from a ventriloguist cop
with a wooden friend called Jerry McSafe-

it was hard to conceive of a 10-year-old

running into a street, particularly on
Quter Drive.

Tajuana Mason, the mother, got a settle-
ment from the driver, but she wanted
more. She trled suing the City of Detroit,
but Judge John H. Gillis Jr. disrnissed it
because city streets werent't involved.

So Mason sued the crossing guard and
Wayne County, which has jurlsdiction over
the street. A sympathetic circuit court jury
let the crossing guard off the hook but
awarded Mason a $2 million judgment
against Wayne County, even though the
county pleaded governmental immunity.

A Court of Appeals panel upheld the ver-
dict. reasoning that county responsibility
to keep the roads safe for travel “Includes
the duty to post adequate traffic stgnage,
including school signs ...”

Wayne County appealed to the highest
court, jotned by the Michigan Department
of Transportation and the County Road
Assoclatior.

Michigan's Supreme Court is fractured,
not just divided, these days, Issuing a
majority opinion (four justices), a concur-
ring opinion (one) and a dissent (two).
That's bad practice and makes me ner-
Vous.

Justice Patricia Boyle’s majorlty opinion
reversed the lgwer courts and favored

Wayne County. “By statule, governmental
agencies are immune from lort liability
while engaging in a governmental func-
tion” with certain narrow excepilions. The
fallure to install school warning signs
wasn't one of those exceptions, she wrote.
The county's duty extended only to the
improved portion of the highway and
didn't include stdewalks or crosswalks,

Justices Robert Griffin, Dorothy Com-
stock Riley and James Brickley agreed.
Chief Justice Michael Cavanagh concurred
in part, dissented in part.

Dissenting was Charles Levin, regarded
as the most liberal justice, joined by Con-
rad Mallett Jr.

Levin said keeping the road "safe and fit
for travel” extends to pedestrians. As an
authority, he quotes part of an earlier
case—his own dissent.

Levin and Mallett totally lost sight of the
facts that the kid raced into the road and
the driver ran a red light. It's a case to
keep in mind when supporters of Proposal
C decry the sharks of the trial lawyers
association, who oppose all tort reform.

Fate, in the contemporary form
of a computer error, brings Marco
Sperelll, an earnest teacher from
ltaly's urbane North, to the scrap-
py. ramshackle littie village of
Corzano, deep (n the heart of
Southern Italy.

The group accepts the computer
error with grace, and assumes it
will he quickly corrected.

Yet Sperelli soon finds that
Corzano puts grace to the test. He
discovers that his third graders
are more llkely to be black marke-
teers than model students. His
puplls are tiny truants, little deal
makers and miniature mafiosi-in-
tralning.

That's the story line for “Clao,
Professore!”, a very funny adven-
ture from Lina Wertmuller. the
internationally acclaimed director

of such films as “Seven Beauties’
uand “Swept Away.”

Enown for her explorations of
such bold concepts as beauty. sex-
uality, revenge, madness and love,
Wertmuller in this comic departure
tooks at the simple wonders of
hope.

When a kind-hearted teacher
from ltaly's sophisticated North is
sent by accident to a classroom in
the heart of the corrupt and chaot-
fc Sauth, the clash of cultures is
rife with comedy.

Played by Italian actor Paolo Vil-
faggio, Sperelli finds himself in a
town where even the most com-
man childhood experiences, like
being sick in bed. take on an
absurdity of epic proportions. But
out of this scemingly hapeless sit-
vation, comes an unexpected

primer on hew to survive the most
chaaotic of clreumstances.

Alang the way. Wertmuller
draws out some of the most natu-
ralistic, and surprisingly adult.
performances from children since
“The Bicycle Thief”

-Ciao, Professore!” is based on
the bock “lo Sperfama Che Me La
Cavo” [Me, Let's Hope | Make It). a
collection of compositions and sto-
ries written by Neapolitan street
kids for a favorite elementary
scheol teacher. The essays were
sassy and tough, yet fllled with the
kinds of hilarious and true obser-
vations that only children can
make.

Most often it is the
elderly or those with heart or lung problems
who are the victims, Individuals with long-
standing problems, such as diabetes or alco-

holism. are alse prone to pneumonia.

Pneumonia is a lung infection and may be
caused by hundreds of different bacteria. For-
tunately, about 90 percent of pneumonia are
caused by 23 types of cne particular bacteria;
the preumococcal vaccine is formulated to pro-
tect against these 23 cornmon types and its
warks about 90 percent of the time. Vaccina-
tion is recommended for people over the age of
65. those with heart or lung problems and
those who are prone to infection due to chronic
disease. It is given as a one-time injection
which does not need to be repeated.

Influenza (ffu) virus exists in many forms and
can change yearly. it is a significant problem
and has caused some of the most devastating
epidemics throughout history.

The flu vaccine needs 1o be given yearly since
the types change from year to year. It is formu-
lated to protect against the types of flu expect-
ed to cause the most problems during the com-
ing flu season, which runs from December to
April.

Flu vaccine can keep you healthy

Many people are concerned about possible
side effects to the pneumococcal or flu vac-
cines. The technology is much better now than
it has been in the past and side effects are
quite minimal. The lew pecple who do suffer
from side effects will usually experience very
mild symptoms, including a slight fever, tired-
ness, muscle ache and tenderness and redness
at the injection site. The symptoms may last
one or two days. A severe reaction is possible
aitheugh rare. Usually the patient is kept in
the clinic for 10 to 20 minutes to watch for evi-
dence of immediate allergic reactions. In all
cases it is best to check with your physician
first if you suspect you might have a reaction.

Quick weight loss leads to trouble

A 43-year-old executive found his weight had
ballooned 25 pounds over his weight at age 18,
With his 25th high school reunion less than
four weeks away, he decided to lose his excess
poundage.

He tried a “crash™ low-carbohydrate
diet—touted to reduce
weight by six or more
pounds a week. He
shed 18 pounds.

But he was disap-
pointed at how rapid-
ly the weight returned
after the reunion,
when he resumed a
balanced diet. The
example is not isolat-
ed.

Weight reduction programs based on this prin-
ciple are doomed. Research shows that rapid
weight losses result primarily from the body's
water compartment. Several studies have
shown that large weight losses will occur with
fasting or near-starvation diets, but 60 percent

of the loss comes from the body's lean weight

(muscle and organ tissue) while less than 40
percent comes from the fat weight.

Much of the lean weight loss actually is
water, Even a person on a starvation diet can't
lose more than four pounds of “fat” per week,
scientists have demonstrated.

During such perieds, the body compensates
by drastically reducing the total metabolism.
Result: Fewer calories are burned to maintain
vital bedy processes. and weight loss is slowed.

Q. I'm into running. Is there a limit as to
how much benefit I can get from running?

A. Yes. According to distance running expert
Dr. David Coslill, runners cease to improve
when they expend more than 5,000 calories per
week through exercise. For most runners,
that's about 50 to 60 miles.

Dr. Kenneth Cooper, the father of “aerobics,”
suggests that if you run more than 15 miles
per week, you're running for something other
than cardiovascular fitness. Beyond 15 miles,
he notes, there are minimal additional benefits
and a higher incidence of injury.

Q. We're “Infanticipasting.” Will exercise
affect a fetus?

A, Exercise in moderation has no harmful
effects on the fetus in physically lit women who
are continuing regular exercise, most studies
suggest. Physician approval, however, remains
the best guideline for individuals.

Q. Can regular exercise make me immune
from heart disease?

A. No. There's no guarantee regular vigorons
exercise will make you immune from heart dis-
ease. According to pooled autopsy studies of 72
conditioned middle-aged subjects who died
suddenly during or immediately after exercise,
coronary artery blockage was the cause of
death in 69,
