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Byers speaks to Congress

On behalf of the Novi Communi-
ty School District and public edu-
cation In Michigan, Ray Byers
made a pitch to a subcommitlee of
Congress last week to get catalog
sales in Michigan taxed and have
those revenues earmarked for
education.

Byers spoke at the request of the
Naticnal School Boards Assocla-
tion, The National Education Asso-
clation and The American Associa-
tion of Schoel Administrators in
Washington D.C. on Sept. 27.

In his prepared statement, Byers
contended that if Congress enacts
a mail order sales tax collection

law, public schools across the
country would see a $3.9 billion
increase in their revenues. In
Michigan. catalog sales could gen-
erate an cstimated $60 million for
public education,

“Those new taxes will increase
the pot of money that already has
been dedicated to education,” he
stated.

The pending legislation is a con-
cept endorsed by Gov. John Engler
and Senator Joe Knollenberg, who
represents Novi and sits on the
Small Business Commitice which
ts working to get the bill passed.

Schools will alsc benefit gener-
ally from the equity pui back into
local business,” Byers wrote in his

speech. © Local smail businesses
no longer will be in competition
with an out-of-siate mail order
goliath with a tax break.

“They will have a fighting chance
te prosper and their prosperity will
be felt in the cemmunity, in the
property values, in the tax base
and, therefore, in the schoeols.”

Several states rely heavily on
sales taxes to fund education, In
Michigan, Byers estimates 37
percent of school funding is gener-
ated from sales revenues.

“While not as large as other
states, it is the highest single
source of revenue for schools in
Michigan,” Byers said.

Lake panel gets more time

interest in building on the
shores of Walled Lake, where the
Big Bands once played moonlight
melodies, is far from ehbing at city
hall.

The Novi City Council agreed
Monday to extend the Lake Proper-
tv Study Committee's term of ser-
vice from December 31, 1994 (o
June 30, 1995, to allow more time
for tuning up plans for a $2.6 mil-
lion community center on the for-
mer Walled Lake Casino site al
Thirteen Mile and Novi roads.

Voters could be asked to OK the
sale of general obligation bonds,
which are paid off in a millage. in
order to construct the 28,000
square foot banguet hall, as well
as a fishing pier.

Committee Member Mark Adams
said that Novi's assessing depart-
ment has evaluated the land's
worth at $3.5 million.

"I was trying to come up with an
analogy for people who wonld say
take the money and run. ! look at
it as the jewel of the community,
the diamond ring you give your
wife. I can’t justify saying 't need a
new lawn mower, can't we sell
your ring?” Adarms said.

While council hasn'l given their
scal of approval to the project.
they have given the committee the
time it needs to finalize its propos-
al with the assistance of Novi's
Community Development Depart-
ment and the Oakland County

Planning Department. The majori-
ty have also endorsed the concept,

But Mayor Kathleen Mclallen
and Council Member Tim Pope say
they arc unlikely to go along with

the idea. McLallen calied the plans
“too intense.”

“I'm not thrilled with mucking
up our most significant public
arca with a parking lot in front of
it.” she explained.

A pitch for the project was made
by committee member and Novi
City Manager Edward Kricwall.
who noted in a memo lo city coun-
cil that the Novi Civic Center “is
utilized to its ultimate potential.
As we continue to grow, we will
need more meeting rooms and the
ability to facilitate more activities.”

The committee’s “best shot.” as
Adams called it. would contiact
out the catering services of Lhe
banquet rooms 1o make the project
scll-sustaining. Meeting rooms
would be available lfor special
events and community projects,
while an outdoor concert shell is
also eyed. Kriewall said other
options pondered and nixed by the
committec included turning the
site over to two restaurants or sell-
ing to a condomirtium developer.

“A lot of people would not utilize
the site if it were left au natural
On the other hand. to sell it off
would forever transfer the use toa
limited number of people fortunate
enough to afford housing on the
lake,” he wrote.

The committee anticipates a
catering firm which would contract
with the city to run the operation
would need a staff of up to 75.
Profits are expected to be in the 8
to 12 percent range.

Council Member Joe Toth was
adamant that he wanted a public
hearing belore the council gave its
endorsement o the concept. but
was overruled by his colleagues.

Council Member Rob Mitzel said
he wasn' against a public hearing,
but that it should be held when
the plan becomes more concrete
and includes a site plan for resi-
dents to sce.

Mavor Pro Tem Hugh Crawford
and McLalien pointed out that the
committee had already surveyed
about 400 residents, most of
whom felt Novi should hold onto
the land and use it as a place for
special community events and a
beach.

“Citvwide. the results did con-
cur. There wasn't any difference of
opinion through the different areas
of the city.” Adams said.

Toth saicd he was “astonished”
that he was left unsupported in
his calt for a public hearing before
thie resolution was adopted.

“Anytime we're talking about a
piece of property worth over $3.5
million and do not provide people
the opportunity for some input, 1
lind that amazing,” he said.

“This council seems to be very
apprehensive aboul bringing the
public in and showing them any-
thing until all the t's are crossed.”

The public is “welcome to
connect on this,” McLallen said,
adding that “the process is an
open process.”

Mare than the process should
maybe be open, Mitzel said, saying
that in his daily drives by the
property he realized how very open
it is. He called for the fishing pier
and the beach walk to be built ~as
soon as possible.”

"It sure would be nice to have
that be the focal point first and the
building put in as a second
phase,” he explained.

Loss of farmland is subject of Novi hearing

How are you going 1o keep them
down on the farm, when corn
prices are falling, property taxes
are rising and a developer is wiav-
ing a checkbook in the air?

That's Lhe issue a task foree
appointed by Gov. John Engler is
exploring, the loss of Michigan's
prime farmland to development.
Nowhere is the outcome of that
collision maore apparent than in
Novi. described as a “1980s sub-
urb” by one planning expert.

The Michigan Farmland and
Agriculture Development Task
Force, led by chair Bill Schueitte,
held the list of three public hear
ings at the Novi Civic Center on
Sept. 16. The l4-member task
force’s job is to report on the
nature and extent of Michigan's
loss of farm land, as well as make
recomumendations on how land can
be kept in agricultural production
and how to keep farming, the
state's second largest industry,
strong.

What the task force is not likely
to recommend, Schuette says, is
turning the decisions over to “cen-
tralized planners with green eye-
shades in windowless, odorless
rooms Lansing saving ‘you can
grow corn in that place and build
condominiums in this place.”

But one expert who testiticd
suggested that it’s large lot zoning,
such as Novi has scheduied for its
relatively undeveloped west side,
which is cating up farmland and
contributing to urban sprawl. Oth-
ers point o market forces,

As of 1992, 500
farms with an average of 100 acres
were still in production in Gakland
County.

By 2010, a six percent growth
in the population is expected (o be
outsized by a whopping 40 pereent
growth in land converted 1o urban
use. Over the next 23 years,
500,000 new homes arc expected
to be built in southeast Michigan.
"That's a tremendous pressure

on farmland,” Rogers said.

Farm fields on the fringes of
growth areas are expensive Lo cul-
tivate. Propertly taxes on farms in
Oakland County average $3.000
per acre, as opposcd to $1.160 per
acre in Monroe County, while the
price of crops remains the same,
no matter where they're planted.

Rogers suggests new subdivi-
sions need to be more compact,
packing in six homes per acre
instead of one, a recommendation
not likely to go over well in Novi.

“Without adopting the goal of
increasing the density of new
development, we are not going to
conquer the forces of new develop-
ment spreading over southeast
Michigan,” he said.

SEMCOG's experts are calling
tax abatements to redevelop urban
areas, diversion of state and feder-
al funds to rebuild oider cities,

including the task of making
urban schools better and reducing
crime rates.

Kaczmarek urged the task force

to focus their energies on agricul-
tural production and to "stay away
from growth management issues.”

“It's market forces that drive
where people live and work and
communities must recognize this
and be realistic when it comes to
land use and zoning,”

As a farmer, State Representa-
tive Howard Wetiers, D-Bay City.
rerminded the task force that farm-
ers also want to reserve the righl
to make a profit off their land.

“Every farmer [ know wants Lhe
rght to sell their land to somebedy
who wants to pay more than
they're making in agriculture,
Almost everybody in agriculture
sees that as an opportunity for
retirement,” he said.

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Schools will take two bond issues to ballot

In December, Novi school district residents will be
asked to approve two bond propasals in excess of $30
millien for a new middle school building and renava-
tion of the existing middle school complex.

The hond praposals were backed by the Novi Board
of Education Thursday. but reflected a compromise
between what district administrators wanted and
what residents wanted to be built into a new facility.

Thursday's lively debate produced twe bond pro-
posals which will be separately on the December bal-
lot.

More than $23 million of the total bond package
will fund a new middle schoeal for seventh and eighth
graders. The balance. or $7.5 million, will be used to
renovate Novi Meadows, Novi Middle School and the
Instruction Technology Center to accommodate
fourth, fifth and sixth graders’ use in future years.

"We need facilities for fifth through eighth (grade),”
Superintendent Emmett Lippe said. “The board has
the responsibility to address facilities for students of
all ages. It would be a disservice to put fourth, fifth
and sixth grades in a school without any rencvations.

“The cxisting facility is not appropriate for those
youngsiers.”

Administrators had sought approval of one of two
bond packages, both in excess of $40 million. The
difference between the two was the choice to either
consiruct a $23.1 million middle school or a $10.5
mtllion elementary school.

“Idon’t think we are going to get reso-
lution of the fourth grade in and out
from the community. I also don't
think I want to put a bond issue out

Renovation costs also differed significantly between
the two proposals. In the end, the administration’s
bond request was trimmed by more than $10 millien
before being approved. Deleted fram the request was
$1.9 million for a large auditorium and $5.965 mil-
lion for district-wide improvements, including $3.2
million in rengvations and site improvements at Novi
High Schoal,

Board members didn't buy Into the administration’s
wish list. Instead, they trimmed all the extras and
passed a bare bones, scaled down bond package that
will do little more then build the new middle school
and allow for the renovations at the middle school
complex.

“Let's go for the straight hard line. No frills. No
extras,” said Board Vice President Ray Byers who
made the motion to build the middie school after sit-

ting mum through more than two hours of debate.

Byers has been a strong proponent of the Decem-
ber bond sale. Unlike Board Treasurer Stephen
Hitcheock, who preferred a February election.

Hitchcock tried to sway board members to post-
pone the special election until February, but his
intentions were overruled by the majority of the
board.

“[ still think this should be a February bond,” he
said, "because | want to spend October cutting the
budget 1 wonder. if we rush to bend. will we tie up
the administration and there won't be enough time to
consider it and inform the public in time for a vote.

"1 think we would be in a better position o (get)
public support if we waited until February,” he added.

Hitchcock eventually supported the December elec-
tion, but voted against the $7.5 million proposal for
renovation work. )

“The only thing ! could support in December is the
seven-eight building.” he said, * If you waited until
February | could support more.”

Secretary Julie Abrams echoed some of Hitchcock's
ideas.

"We need to meet the needs of all students,” she
said, "Mr. Byers' motion causes more turmoil. 1 can't
support it.

“... I would support the February clection {o add
more on to it. But [ am nol in suppert of the seven-
eight bullding at this time.” she said.

Architect Mike Hall. of Fanning & Howey Associ-
ates, who was appointed by the board Thursday night

to oversee preliminary design work of the construc-
tion project. said a February bond election would
delay design and construction schedules well beyand
the date the district needed to open the new and ren-
ovated facilities next fall,

“That type of delay would delay the opening until
mid-term,” he sald. "Or you would have to leave the
building idle for a year or pay overtime to the contrac-
tors to get it done in time.”

Byers pushed for the December vote because he
said he doubted the community was going to suc-
cumb to the idea of relocating the fourth graders in
time for a February vote.

"] don't think we are going to get resolution of the
fourth grade in and out from the community,” he
said. "1 also don't think | want to put a bond issue
out that is doom to fail.”

Some board members fear the elementary plan
would be rejected hy voters if the majority of the com-
munity puts stock into what the minority had to say
about the issue Thursday.

Mary Bohme, an Orchard Hills parent, was one of
those parents opposed to the elementary plan. But
Thursday’s compromise at the board table turned her
from an opponent to a proponent by the meeting's
end.

*I will back and fight tooth and nail to get this
building built,” she said after the board's 4-2 vote on
the middle school proposal. “I'll back it 100 percent.”

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Northville schools
adopting new
grading system

When parents of Northvitle ele-
mentary students receive their
children’s repart cards dunng the
first week in November this year,
they should not expect 1o see the
usual grading system.

This year Northvllle Public
Schoots will be using a brand-new
report card system that came as a
result of in-depth participation
from at least 90 of the district's
teachers and 1,500 hours of work.

Last Wednesday Assistant
Superintendent for tnstructlonal
Services Dolly McMaster held two
informational meetings to inform
parents of how to interpret the
new report cards and to discuss
the direction of education at
Northwville Public Schools.

McMaster said the new cards
examine a student’s academic
achievement and behavior in
much more depth than before.
providing parents with a more pre-
¢ise tool to gauge their children’s
academic performance.

The kindergarten through fifth-
grade repart cards categorize the
respective academic subjects into
language arts, math, science,
social studies, soctal behavior and
waork habits, art. music, health,
physical education and media cen-
ter.

Beneath cach of the academic
subjects are a variety of content
areas where students will receive
either an “achieving,” {Ach.]
"developing” (Dev.) or “not yet”
{N.Y.) rating.

"Achieving” indicates that the
student applies the content area
independently and consistently
{for example. writes legibly).

“Developing” indicates the stu-
dent may demonstrate the skill
occaslonally but makes minor
errors and may need teacher sup-
port,

"Not yvet” Indicates that a stu-
dent needs considerable support
and guidance in grasping a given
concept and seldomm demonstrates
the proper shills.

Previously, kindergartners
through third graders received
elther an “unsatisfactory,” “satis-
factory.” “needs improvement,” or
“outstanding” comment in the var-
fous categories.

Fourth and fifth graders recelved
A. B, C. D or E grades with the old
cards, with unsatisfactory to out-
standing ratings regarding behav-
for,

With the new cards the upper
two grade levels will receive Ach.,
Dev. or N.Y. ratings In addition to
grades in each subject,

After parents have surveyed the
content areas of each academic

For the total lighting requirements of your home —

subject. they can refer to the back
page of the report card. the
"Benchmarks™ page. The Bench-
marks page takes each content
area of the report card and lists
numerous specific skills the stu-
dent should be achieving, using
the Ach.. Dev. and N.Y. ratings.

With this system. McMaster
believes, parents receive a more
in-depth und decisive report about
their child’s academic
performance,

Some parents, however,
expressed concern over the new
report cards, feellng they resulted
in watered down standards.

Pat Stringer. a fifth grade teach-
er at Thornton Creek elementary,
said she feels positively about the
new report cards and although
they may present a little more
work for teachers, the new system
is a good one.

"The change is a welcome
change,” she said,

Elimination of below-satislactory
grades for upper elementary stu-
dents will give students a more
positive oulook on their education
and may encourage them to work
harder to receive a passing grade,
Stringer sald.

“It gives a little leeway for these
kids.” she said. “They're only 10
years old, let's give them a chance
to grow up. This may give them a
chance to feel more enthusiastic.”

McLallen, Mayor Pre Tem Hugh
Crawford, Robert Schmid, Rob
Mitzel and Joseph Toth-agreed
Monday to let Vic Ventimiglia,
owner of the market, goahead and
build the firsi. truncated phase of
Main Street at his own expense.
They granted Ventimiglia .09 acres
of city land near Grand River
Avenue. valued at $28,000, to do
50.
“This is something we've been
looking at for the past two
decades. Hopefully, Mr. {James)
Chen {Evergreen Ill president) wili
complete the project. Il not. some-
one else will," Toth urged his col-
leagues.

“Put the blinders on. Look at
this as a road going in that will
compete the ring road. We'll link
the other segments as we go
along.”

If the council approves a special
assessment district (SAD} for Main
Street, which would connect
Grand River with Novi Road, Ven-
timiglia will be reimbursed for his
expenses out of that.

But Schmid warned Main Street
developers Evergreen [l who will
be unveiling more of their plans at
the ground breaking, not to antict-
pate much support from him in
the future, now that Singh Devel-
opment Company plans to go
ahead and put up 250 apartment
units next to the project. Schmid
hoped to see “for sale” housing as
part of the new “downtown™ Nowi,

Without his backing, Novi's long
term dream of a2 downtown on the
southeastern corner of Novi Road
and Grand River Avenue could pop
like a soap bubhle,

Evergreen lil's Chen threatenied
in a letter his lawyer sent the city
last week not te bulld Main Street
unless the council withdraws a
stipulation that no rental housing
be placed nearby. Evergreen
owned the whole 35 acres but is
selling 27 of them to Singh Devel-
apment.

I don't think this is ever going
to be Matn Street for the conceiv-
able future. The whole profect just
got derailed in my opinion a few
moments ago,” Schmid said after
Singh won a rezoning from the
council majority.

The eleventh annual Michigan
Women's Hall of Fame Dinner will
be held at the Novi Hilton to
induct nine rather amazing women
who made their homes here.

The living honorees selected by
the Lansing-based Michigan
Women's Studies Association are:

« Ruth Carlton, Detroil Netws
writer and editor who created the
column “A Child Is Waiting,” which
resulted in the adoption of over
718 children. The column also led
to state reforms in adoption law,
She is a Detroit resident.

* Bertha Antonie Daubendiek,
who pioneered the establishment
of 117 new nature sanctuaries and
is the author of Michigan's Natural
Beauty Road Law, which led to the
preservation from widening with-
out public hearing over 800 miles
of state roads. She lives in the
thumb area.

« Genora Johnson Dollinger, in

1948 the first woman from Michi-
gan {o run for U.5. Senate. She
founded “The Women’'s Brigade.”
educating women on the value of
striking during the 1937 Flint Sit-
Down Strike and creating dramatic
changes in labor/management
relations. Born in Kalamazoo, she
naw lives in California.

» Flora Hommel studied child-
birth methods under Dr. Fernand
Lamaze In Paris in 1952, the year
after he developed the Lamaze
Method. She then returncd to
Detroit and founded the Childbirth
Without Pain Education Assocla-
tion, tralning over 18,000 students
and hundreds of instructors, as
well as giving birth to dozens of
similar organizations nationwide.
She is a lifelong Detroit resident.

* Dr. Flossie Cohen, Director of
Clinical Immunology of Children's
Hospital of Michigan, was the first
to fluoresce red blood cells and is
an expert in immunodeficiency
diseases. She cares for most of the
AlDS-afflicted wormen and children
in Michigan and is a professor of

pediatrics at Wayne State Univer-
sity, Dr. Cohen lives in Birming-
ham.

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Board knew
few details
of architect
contract

Novi schoots have contracted the
architectural firm of Fanning &
Howey to help them design the
new middle school huilding voters
will be asked to approve in Decem-
her.

Architect Mike Hall will also he
overseeing the degree of renova-
tlons needed at the cxisiing middle
school complex if vaters approve a
second $7.5 million bond proposal
to remode] Novi Mcadows, Novi
Middle School and the Instruction-
al Techniology Center to accemmo-
date fourth, fifth and sixth
gricers,

Hall's firm was retained by a 5-1
vote of the Novi Board of Educa-
tion on Thursday, although few
hoard members knew any of the
term’s of the architect's employ-
ment.

His appointment was approved
hy the board as the sole itern on
the consent agenda.

Trustee Michael Meyer was
absent from Thursday's special
call to order meeting,

Board President Craig Foreback
sald the architect’s appolntment
was made at the recommendation
of district adminlstrators. Super-
intendent Emmett Lippe and his
three assistant superintendents
interviewed six architectural firms
prior to Thursday's appointment,
Foreback said Monday.

- Before Thursday night's mecet-
ing, however, Foreback said he
didn’t know how Fanning & Howey
Associates had made the short list
of architects the district wants to
cornmission to design the district's
estimated $30 million worth of
building. Nor did he know, or he
wasn't saying, how much the dis-
trict was paying the architect for
his services,

" Lippe sald board members aren't
typically involved n the architect
selection process. Instead, the
decision, he said. was handled
administratively at the request of
the beoard.

- "It is a very standard practice to
hire architects this way.” the
superintendent said. "It really is

- very similar to hiring an employee.

It's usual. not unusual.”
Foreback agreed. He sald that in

. the past the district hasn't taken
"bids for architectural work.
'Instead, firms are interviewed and

then offered a percentage of the

"project’s cost, if the bond sale
: passes, If not, the services ren-
- dered by the architect to date are

free to the district. However, Lippe
satd most architects are retained
until financing for the project is
approved.

The geing rate for architectural
services is about 7.0 percent of the
total project costs, but Novi

Lippe said Tuestay he asked the
committee to consider the firm and
then left the decision In the hands
of Jim Koster, assistant superin-
tendent of operations.

Two weeks ago, Hall attended a
meeting of Novi Board of Educa-
tion, preseriting cost estimates and
preliminary design wark to deter-
mine which of the two proposed
building plans was the most feasi-
ble plan for the district to pursue.

Treasurer Stephen Hitchcock
and Trustee Julie Abrams both
said Monday they knew adminis-
trators had screened architects
and selected Fanning & Howey.
But neither knew just how much

Hitchcock satd he didn't believe
the architect’'s fee was an issue
untl the December bond issue is
declded.

That inctudes four Orchard Hills
fourth grade teachers who submit-
ted a letter o the Board of Educa-
tion protesting the grade change.
The letter was presented to a sur-
prised board by Orchard Hills PTO
President Janice Wesley.

The letter claims the move is not
beneficial to the fourth graders for
the following reasons:

« Fourth grade interactions with
the fifth and sixth grader is not
beneficial because of the difference
in maturlty levels,

+ The current kindergarten
through lourth grade configuration
is a more nurturing environment
where children can be familiar
with teachers.

* The distnict may be encourag-
ing the "Hurried Child™ syndrome
by creating a middle school envi-
ronment for fourth graders.

*» Many of the special pro-
grams/activities done at the build-
ings are not applicable with more.
larger classes.

s Stress may be magnlified for
parents and students entering the
new environment.

The letter was signed by the four
fourth grade teachers at Orchard
Hills Elementary school.

Bohme said she suspects mem-
bers of the district facilitics com-
mittee may have misrepresented
what they heard from parents ai
the commitiee’'s twin publie hear-
ings in July

“The committee told you that the
parents wanted 10 build two build-
ings, that's not what we said.”
Bohme said. I don't believe that
the fourth graders are ready to be
thrust out of an elementary struc-
ture.

*... They just don't need the
added pressure of a fourth or fifth
grade bullding,” she said.

- Sally Mclnnes, a member of the

facilities commitlee. denied
HBohme's allegations that the com-
mittee misspoke the opinions
expressed at the hearings.

“We did hear what they had to
say.” she said. = And then we had
an extra meeting and went
through each and everything they

said.

It did come out that they didn’t
want the fourth graders out of the
building.” McInnes said in defense
of the committee’s presentation
and ultimately the recommenda-
tion made 1o the hoard of educa-
tion.

At those hearings, the commit-
tee asked for community reaction
to three proposed building options.
Among them were options to build
a school for fourth and fifth
grades, one for seventh and eighth
grades, or two new facilities-one
middle and one elementary.

The first (wo options wottld
uproot the fourth graders and
move them to either a {ourth or
fifth grade facility or to a fourth,
fifth and sixth grade schoul, But
gince the majority of parents who
attended the July hearings
oppased moving the fourth graders
anywhere, the only feasible option
they seemed to like was the third
choice-building two new schools.

Commidtee members ruled oud
the third cheice hecause it was the
maost expensive. Since then the
board has debated the merits of
the two remaining proposals.

Thursday, boaré members opted
for the seventh and elghth grade
configuration beeause it didn't-on
the surface-relocate the fourth
grade students. The new building
will cost taxpayers $23.1 million.
But if the electorate passes the
second bond proposal for $7.5 mil-
lion in December. the exsting mid-
dle school might be renovated to
house fourth. fifth and sixth
graders anyway,

Either way. it appears the board
will either have to uproot the
fourth graders or redistrict to alle-
viate crowded classrooms at the
clementaries.

Jackie Kuhn, a Village Oaks
parent, agreed,

"I don't like the idea of a fourth.
fifth and sixth grade building.
These little guys are just too young
to be pulled out,” she said.

Ruth Ann Jirasck. another Vil-
lage Oaks parent, also criticized
the plan and the process that led
to the decision. She argued there

[ didn't see in the presentation
the henefits in moving the fourth
graders out.” Jirasek said. “I'm
jiest not seeing that the good out-
weighs the bad.”

Jirasek also said the board
appeared to be rushing a decision.
She asked the beard to delay
action and o publish and dissemi-
nate informatiory from the school
district to keep voters abreast of
the decision-makKing process
hefore Thursday’s binding vote to
bond was taken.

Her ideas were not welt received
hy district administralors or the
board.

Superintendent Emmett Lippe
defended the process and said
public input was well represented
irt those residents chosen (o sit on
the facilities committee.

“That's not feasible,” Lippe said
in response to Jirasek's com-
plaints about publishing a detailed
natice of the inforrnation used Lo
reach last week's decision. “The
committiee had good representa-
tion. There were pros and cons
expressed by committee members.

“It is hard for the board to hear
from the whole community. That is
why the committee was there as a
representative group,” he said.

Jirasek and Kuhn both argued
that Thursday's public hearing
was nothing more than a smoke
screen. They said they believed
board members had already made
up their minds which way to pro-
cecd before the board meeting
opened last week.

Board president Craig Foreback
took exception to the pair's criti-
cisms.

“I think that some of you have
misrepresented the comments

from the public hearings that all
60 people who were there were
against the plan.” he said. "That
was just not the ¢ase.”

Foreback tried to explain that
the educatienal program wauld be
enhanced for fourth graders in a
aew facilifty. They would be
exposed to additional specialty
classes like industrial technology
arts. foreign languages, music and
vocal arts courses. In addition,
Trustees John Streit and George
Kortlandt said renovations at the
existing middle school complex
would fosier an elementary atmo-
sphere, one in which fourth
graders ceuld thzrive.

"It would be a building onto
Itself.” Streit said. “The fourth
graders would remain in a fourth
grade program.”

Rita Traynor. assistant superin-
tendent of instruction, said there
has been no research to support
the critics claims about the fourth
graders anxicties of moving to a
new schoal.

~They would be in self-contained
building and all together,” she
said.

Teachers would take the team
teaching approach but change lit-
tle else (n their approach to the
fourth grade curriculum.

“We don't intend to change any-
thing that the students are getting
now academically, emationally or
socially,” Traynor added.

If the district cannot make room
for the fourth grade class in the
new or existing facillty, the threat
or having to redisirict the elemen-
tary school boundaries laoms on
the horizon, board members fear,

"If we kept the fourth graders in
the building.” Kortlandt said. “we
would have to build a new elemen-
tary schoal and then all of the
grades would have to be redistrict-
ed. That would be more disrup-
tive.”

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Erwin files recall drive
over Main Street vote

ernment back in the hands of the
people of Novi.”

The commission will rule if the
language Is clear enough to be
understeod both by the recall tar-
gets and the volers. If so, Erwin
will need about 2,500 signatures
to get the issue the ballot,

“l hate to have it come to this,”
he said, “But these people are in
no way listening to the public.
There is vast supporl for what I'm
doing here. Put the land out for
public bid or they should buy it.
That makes it right for every other
business in this lown.”

Prior to the council decisions
Meonday on the Main Street. Jim
Grzybowski handed the council a
list of conditions a group of Mead-
owbrook Lake homeowners felt
should be met before the city
agreed to subsidize the "down-
town" development. He is among
several Meadowbrook Lake resi-
dents who are suing the city over
variances granted by the planning
commission to the Interlock Cor-
poration.

“We're 200 percent behind Mr.
Erwin. We'll be supporting him
wholeheartedly. Interlock got us
interested in Novi politics,”

Grzybowski said after the vote.

"We feel we've lost the city and
want to get it back.”

The council donated .09 acres of
property near Novi's Fire Station
One ta enable Vic Ventimiglia, of
Vic's World Class Market, to build
the first stage of Main Street.

If Main Street doesn't go
through, Ventimiglia loses money
out-of-pocket. If it does go
through, he will be reimbursed
through a special assessment dis-
trict. The now-approved streich of
road leads south from Grand River
Avenue.

Il this portion does not become a
public roadway, Ventimiglia will
have to pay Novi $28.000, City
Attorney David Fried said.

Under consideration but not yet
approved are a possible swap of
city land on Novi Road, valued at
$645,000, for the road right-of-
way for Main Street, assessed at
$666,000. through Evergreen III's
land. The city is also mulling over
setting up a $3 million special
assessment district to build and
landscape this ring road. Future
property owners would reimburse
the city for bonds sold for the pro-
ject.

The leiter given by Grzybowski

to the council informed them that
“concerned citizens of Novi™ and
residents of the Meadowbrook
Lake subdivision were opposed to
any direct or indirect subsidy of a
developer or commercial property
unless the action had added mea-
surably to the public welfare and
did not solely benefit a specific
developer or geographic area of
Novi.

In addition, such subsidies
should be 100 percent in compli-
ance with city zoning and ordi-
nances and should only be made
to a developer with a track record
of demonstrated contributions to
the city for over five years. the let-
ter said. The Farmington Hills-
based Evergreen 11 is new to town.

Furthermore, the homeowners
asked that the subsidy be
approved by the veters in an elec-
fion.

A vote by the representatives of
the citizens of the City of Novi
which does not take into consider-
ation the above items will be
viewed by the concerned citizens of
the City of Novi as a violation of
the public trust,” the document
conciuded.

This time of year always
fascinates me, because it
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Bond may be in jeopardy,
only district is to blame

The Novi School district needs more
classroom space. No doubt about il And
no ene Is arguing to the contrary.

The need for more classroom space
should come as a surprise to no ane,
Novi school officials have consistently
sald, ever since the bond issue passed
two years ago, that another building
would be nceded about this tme. Novi ts
a growing town after all. Houses are
being bullt here left and right. So 1t goes
without saying that the school district's
student populatfon is on the rise. What
could be mare simple.

Frankly, this bond issue shouid e
among the easlest the school district has
ever had to gel passed by voters.,

And that makes it all the more inter-
esting that the school

district is handling this bond issue Is
such a peculiar fashlion. From the get-go,
the bond Issue has strained the tempers
of those involved. By all appearances,
the situation looks like administratars
are maneuvering to ramrod this bond
Issue through while some school board
members struggle to keep reigns on
them.

Never have we seen residents so con-
cerned and so vocal about a school issue
In Novi as they have been about this
bond issue, And that should serve as a
warning sign to the Board of Education
and the admintstration that this bond
Issue may well be in jeopardy.

When the district’s facilities cormmittee
first came forward with its proposals late
this summer, the board of education
clearly was not satisfied with the
answers it was getting. The committee,
at the direction of its administrative liai-
son, had considered only the question of
space utllization. The board on the other
hand wanted to know how the building
would serve the district’s curriculum
and was disappointed at the lack of of
tnformation about costs.

Resldents-not Just this
newspaper-then became concerned

over what appeared to be an effort {o
use the bond Issue to

expand the district’s pre-school pro-
gram. Why should the district be adding
preschool programming when there was
a shortage of space for students in the
K-12 program, residents asked.

Grade configurations were the next
issue on the list. Proposals were to move
fourth graders to a new upper elemen-
tary or middle school, but parents
understandably didn’t want their kids
thrown into a middle school environment
that soon. At meetings, parents asked to
hear from the experts who said moving
the fourth graders wouldn't be a detr-
ment to thelr social or emotlonal growth.
They recetved little satisfaction to their
repeated requests. Instead they were told
that the fourth graders would have more
electives and an enhanced curriculurmn.

Surpisingly enough after months of
debate and minutes before a vote was to
be taken, some concerned paremts got
the answer they walited a long time to
hear. But it didn’t come from the admin-
istration. Instead it came from those
closest to the students—teachers. Four
fourth grade Instructors signed and sub-
mitted a letter to the board asking that
fourth graders remain in the existing ele-
mentary school. The letter-from
experts-may have fallen on deaf ears,
just lke the repeated requests of the

parents.

A good deal of information has been
gathered by the school board since those
inltial proposals. Talk of a bond issue
seemed to be put on the back bumer
until the board, administration and par-
ents could reach some agreement on the
merits of changing the educational pro-
gram. Less than a month ago, the board
appeared willing to postpone the election
untll each member was satisfled with the
changes in curriculum and grade config-
urations.

That plan all changed suddenly last
week. At a special meeting-with little
notice to the community-the boaxd hired
an architect, wrote and passed two bond

proposals, and sent the matter to state
for authorization. A meeting with the
state had been prescheduied in anticlpa-
tion of a favorable board vote last Thurs-
day Talk of an Oct. 5 deadline first sur-
faced last week, less than a week before
the district had to make a plich to the
state.

The administration has pushed all
along for a December vote, but without a
full explanation about what the rush is,
M the builldings simply can't be put up
that

fast, it seems a simple explanation of
the timetabie would go a long way. For
the first time last week, an architect and
district administrators sald the push s
because theyre concerned about
whether the butidings can be ready for
the opening of school in the fall of "95. At
the same, the board acquiesced to the
call for the early ballot, but divided the
question In two-one bond issue for $7.5
million and another for $23 million.

Even those amounts were trimmed
down version of the original proposal.
Treated like a Christmas tree bond by

the administration, the proposal was so

heavily decorated T

with ornaments for the school district
that it raised the ire

evenn of the members of the facllities
comimittee which formulated the plans in
the first place.

Now an architect has shown up on the
scene. A week earller, Mike Hall, of the
architectural firm Fanning & Howey
Assoclates Inc., showed up at the board
mecting to present his ideas for the pro-
ject. And last week, the selectlon of the
architect was approved by the board in a
consent agenda without discussioen
about how he had been chosen or what
he was to be paid.

School board president Craig Foreback
explained later that the architect was
chosen from a field of six flrms Inter-
viewed by the administration. But he
can't name names of the five ather firms.
There was no competitive bidding for
architectural services, hoard members
and administrators altke have conceded,
aithough they say that is standard prac-
tice. In the meantime, no one of the
beard seems to be aware of what the
firm's fee will be for designing the build-
ings, although they have already voted to
select the firm,

Interestingly, the sole dissenter on the
board to the hiring of the architect was
member Ray Byers. Later, he explained
to this newspaper that he did not have
an objection to the hiring of the archl-
tect, but voted against adoption of the
consent agenda because there was a
problem with the minutes of a previous
meeting. But a quick check shows there
was no minutes up for approval on the
consent agenda that night,

To top it all off, we were originally
informed that while Fanning & Howey
Asscclates was based in Superintendent
Emmett Lippe's former school district of
Williamston, Lippe had nothing to do
with the firm's selection, Now we are told
that Lippe was involved in the interviews
held last month but abstained from the
final decision.

The point {s all maneuvering raises
suspicion. And suspicion doesn't fare
well at the voter's booth,

And If this bond issue fails, the Novi
board has only itself to blame. As we
sald, it ought to be straight forward. The
need Is clear. But that alone won't get a
bond issue passed.

One filnal word of caution to PTO
sponsors-read the flne print before you
go out to campaign for these bond
issues. You might be surprised as to
what's in there.

ing Information from the press.
As newspapers have long
fought for their right to protect
their confidential sources, our
municipal representatives need
similar (if limited) freedom to
protect sources if they expect
their employees, suppllers and
consultants to provide the con-
fidential information which our
representatives need to make
truly informed decislons.

Last spring, the Recreation
Department solicited competi-
tive bids for proposals to build
and operate an ice rink for the
use of the community. While
our response to that solicita-
tion was selected by the imple-
mentation committee for fur-
ther negotiations, the bidding
remalned open as the city
specificaily reserved the right
to reject our propesal and to
contract with any of the other
competitors.

Although the city would
assume little financial risk
under our proposal, the admin-
istration was appropriately
concerned, and in order to
negotiate the contract, request-
ed to review our proprietary
marketing data in order to
properly evaluate its risks.
Such data, if revealed to our
competitors of course would
expose the basis for our com-
petitive bid; so we had appro-
priate concerns for confiden-
tiality.

While the requested review
would be presented in public
sessfon, we agreed with the
administration that our data
would be of limited use to a
competitor who lacked the
entire package including the
full sources and methodology
utilized to generate the conclu-
sions, and therefore agreed to
provide this data with the
understanding that the full text
would remain confidential
unless and until the councll
would decide to accept our pro-
posal,

Under such terms, the coun-

cil would have immediate
access to our Pproprietary mar-
keting data, but such informa-
tion would be withheld from
our competitors until a final
determination were made,
Once our proposal had been
accepted, the opportunity for
competitors to "steal” our
intellectual property would no
longer exist and the communi-
ty would be given full access to
our data in order to evaluate
the performance of the elected
representatives.

Temporary confidentially
which permits full disclosure
to appropriate decision makers
therefore is in the best inter-
ests of the public.

Furthermore, with the
understanding that the text be
used only for appropriate
newspaper reporting purposes,
the full text of the study was
presented to you and your staff
for scrutiny and review.

This should allay any public
fears; were our study somehow
to be an instrument to frus-
trate the public good, I'm confi-
dent that this newspaper
would be first to print the full
details in its pages.

I would also like to clarify a
statement made in a related
article reporting on our presen-
tation to the council. That arti-
cle stated that “his firm is also
working with the (Northville)
Township.”

While we have presented a
similar proposal to Northville
Township, no action has been
taken on that propoesal, no for-
mal or informal agreements or
understanding exist, and we
are not privy to any decisions
that township may or may not
have made except as stated in
public recards which, to the
best of our kniowledge, contain
no commitment or intent to
proceed with such a project.

DWSD objects
to comments

To the Editor:

We were concerned by the
comments made by Council-
man Joseph G. Toth in his let-
ter to the Editor in The Novi
News dated June 16, 1994,
regarding the Novl water sup-
ply situation. At first, it should
be understood that the recent
partlal water ban was placed
by the Michigan Department of
Public Health as a conse-
quence of the fatlure of a water
transmission main in Ferndale.
The failed water main is oper-
ated and maintained by South-
eastern Oakland County Water
Authority. The Detroit Water
and Sewerage Department
(DWSD) lent a helping hand in
bringing the water supply situ-
ation back to normal. This ges-
ture on the part of DWSD
deserved appreciation and not
uncalled for adverse criticism.

Regarding the concerns
expressed by the councilman
about Nowvl's water situation,
we would like to point out that
DWSD fs fulfilling its cormnmit-
ments as provided by the Ser-
vice agreement between DWSD
and the City of Novi. DWSD
has its own commitments with
other communities also. To
understand the operational
problems of a large water sys-
tem, one needs to have a global
view of the whole system rather
than the tunne! vision dis-
played by Mr. Toth. DWSD has
to cater to the needs of all its
customers on a fair and equi-
table basis.

The sclutions offered by the
counciiman are naive and
show a lack of understanding
of the operation of our water
supply system. Using storage
tanks can arguably solve Novi's
problems as claimed by Mr.
Toth or may c¢reate many other
problems which Mr. Toth lacks
the background to foresee. The

Confidentiality the result of

“unrestricted” use of storage
tanks will interfere with
DW3D's operations. DWSD fills
its own tanks during the night
in order to be able to provide
required quantities of water
during periods of peak demand
in the daytime. Thus, the poli-
cy of not allowing unrestricted
use of storage tanks is intend-
ed to help the communities
and not to restrict them,

Mr. Toth’s comments that the
“Detroit Water Department has
not improved its equipment
and its main transmission ser-
vice routes,” are totally
unfounded. We feel nothing but
a sense of pride in saying the
DWSD is doing what it takes to
maintain and improve one of
the largest water supply sys-
temns in the nation. We are alert
and vigilant to the mainte-
nance problems and work tire-
lessly to keep the system oper-
ational,

Another important fact that
needs to be understood is that
Detroit does not have an
unlimited supply of treated
water, The suburban commu-
nities feel frustrated when their
needs are not tmmediately ful-
filled.

But we are working hard to
extend our system to areas
where water is needed. The
construction of a 72-inch water
main from the Franklin Pump
Station to the Adams Pump
Station will be completed in a
couple of years. One of its
three phases is already nearing
completion.

The remaining two phases
have been advertised and the
contracts will soon be awarded.

We are building new water
mains, pump stations, reser-
voirs, designing new water
mains and preparing plans for
closing the extended lines.

We have met with Novi water
system representatives on a
numnber of occaslons, and have
tried to relate our efforts to
improve service to them. We
offer to continue those discus-
stons at Novi's convenience.

Could have discussed concerns

To the Editor:

As you night expect, I was
disappointed that you did not
endorse our bond project in
your editorial of September 22,
1994. Of course, one never
knows just exactly how a
newspaper will evaluate a tax
Propositton such as ours, and,
as a result, the final decision
always comes as somewhat of a
surprise. it is interesting to
note that the other three news-
papers that cover our school
district, The Oakland Press,
The Observer-Eccentric, and
The Spinal Column all endorsed
the bond proposal, and all
three of these papers accepted
our invitation to meet and dis-
Cuss the issue in depth. Unfor-
tunately, The Novi News did
not accept our invitation. Per-
haps we could have clarified
Some {ssues and spoken to
Some of the concerns raised in

your editorial had we been
afforded the opportunity to dis-
cuss this admittedly complex
proposition.,

Specifically, I am thinking of
your lnaccurate statement that
bond would cost taxpayers 3.5
mills for 25 years. Since bond
repayment is calculated annu-
ally, it 1s impossible to set the
annual rate of debt levy at the
outset. Our projects show the
levy for the initiai years may be
as high as 3.5 mills, but ft
decreases after that to the 2
mills range, and, finally, in the
last 7 years, to a levy in the
one mill range.

Of equal concern to me 1s
your obvious lack of under-
stand about the scope of oper-
ating budgets, particularly in
the new state funding system,
and what's available—and not
available—in the annual oper-
ating budget to renovate

schools that are 40 to 50 years
old. The same problem applies
to technology, an estimated
$16 milllon project, which is
why school district across the
state relay on bond issues to
target and reserve substantial
sums of these unique uses.
Most distressing is the sug-
gestion that a menu of projects
be proposed to the voters to let
them choose which improve-
ments they might support. In a
district as vast and as varied
as the Walled Lake Consolidat-
ed Schools, needs in one atten-
dance area differ from another,
but we are one system and
need to support quality educa-
tion and quality educational
faciilties in an equitable man-
ner across the district. Tech-
nology Infrastructure must be
installed during renovation to
avoild duplicating costs. New
butidings are need, but famtlies

whose children attent old
schools cannot be forgotten.
You are correct in describing it
as an all or nothing, but after
two years of citizen study and
review, it became obvicus that
everyone's needs are valid and
all should be addressed.

These are the sorts of issues
we could have discussed had
we been given the opportunity.
Perhaps the conclusion would
not have changed, but at least
the logic and strategy behind
the bond package could have
been understood. One can only
hope that in the future suffl-
cient time will be devoted to
important community ques-
tions so that a thorough
understanding can be gained
prior to taking a public posi-
tion.

Family airs organized laundry in

What person has not thought of a bril-
liant invention-at least one they think is
brilliant. Later, they either talk them-
selves outof it ar have no idea how to get

past the initial stage of producing and
marketing that brilliant idea.

it happened to Novi resident Gloria
Maurer's father. "My dad made a window
which would store inside itself, Jong
before they were cver on the market. but
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didn't know how to get it passed the inj-
tial stage,” she said. Like other would-be
inventors, he didn't pursue il any fur-
ther.

After Gloria had a family of her own.
shie had an idea that she thought would

simplify life. It remained a family sccret
of sorts for awhile. “Inventor” was still
just another word in the vocabularv of
the Maurer family.

All that began (o change when the fam-
ily was living in Saline 10 years ago. The
three Maurer children were involved in
sports and horseback riding. Gleria had
had enough of dirty football clothes, or
clathes that were in different stages of
wash. "I always had something cither
soaking or hanging.” said Gloria.

Gloria knew spomething had to be done
to organize the laundry. She had an idea
to accomplish that task. With the help of
her son, Dave Maurer, they drew up a
rough sketch of a laundry organization
system. They had some scrap lumber on
the farm and they thought they were
ready to built the laundry organizer.
“Dave was always making things,” said
Gloria of her 26-year-old son.

When Ray Maurer, Gloria's hushand,
saw the sketch and the lumber, he got
involved. Being a designer for Ford Motor
Company, he refined the drawing and
determined the necessary materials,

With Dave as the engineer, his Dad as
the designer and Mom as the idea per-
son, a laundry organizer was built. Life
became simpler and more organized for
the family. “If they didn't get it {the laun-
dry) down, it didn't get washed.” said
Glonia.

The problem was, whenever someong
outside the family saw laundry organizer,
they'd ask for one. The Maurers would
built each one, still not thinking much of
it.

It wasn't until Dave took the laundry
organizer to Western Michigan University
that they begin to think of their idea as a
possible invention. Dave needed a prod-
uct to develop and present for a class he

data. A prototype was not required but in

Gloria and Ray Maurer’s first invention, The Laundry Buggy, started out as a handy item to help organize the

laundry.

“The professor said it was marketable
and that we should patent it,” said Ray.
something that up until then had not
even crossed their minds. It was just
something that a few fdends had liked
and found extremely helpful in their own
kives.

Each of the children, now grown, uses
a version of the laundry organizer.
Daughter Shelley, with four young boys .
ranging in age from 1 and a half to 8.
uses one. Shelley has a degree in adver-
tising and marketing from Grand Valley
State and is writing articles for children’s
magazines.

Now on his own and living in Chicago.
Dave is a design engincer and he keeps
one in his cleset. He uses it to sort his
clothes before they even get to the laun-
dry room.

The original drawing was done by
hand. Now a solid model is done on a
CAD camputer.

The Maurer's had never invented any-
thing before and didn't know how the
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process worked. Then they heard about a
caompany which promates inventions on
behalf of the inventors. They plunked
down $10,000 for the company to patent
and market their invention.

“All we got wis a patent number.” said
Ray. “They sent out a drawing to about
20 manufacturers every month.” The
drawing Ray sent to the company was
better than the drawing it used 1o market
the Maurer's invention.

The Maurers decided to check up on
firm, and what they saw shocked them.
They went 1o a Chicago convention where
it was going to be showing the Laundrv
Buggy. as it came to be known,

“We were able to dget a pass through
someone we knew,” explained Gleria. The
invention promotions company had a
baok containing all of its client's inven-
tions on a table. and that was it, said
Gloria,

I don't think he opened it oncr while
we were there,” she said.

“We took a look through the book and
the piclures were terrible,” said Ray,

“We had done a dba [doing business
as} check on them and they hacd several
oflices,” said Gloria. "Everything checked
out.”

The Maurers have thought about tak-
ing legal action against the contpany, but
found out that the company had very
shiflily done everything they said in their
contract and there wasn't anything they
could do.

"It was a real learning process for us.”
said Gloria. "There are other companies
doing this also.”

The Maurer's decided to hire their own
patent attorney and try again.

Patents costs vary depending on the
complexity of the invention, said Gloria.
Their's was $1,500. the first of many
checks they were {o wrile.

“Dave went to the library for books on
doing a layman's patent,” said Gloria.
“And we did our own patent searches.”

Then they thought they were ready to
send their patent into the patent office.
“We should have gotten a patent atlorney
in the beginning to look over our claims
of what our product does and what it is
going to do,” said Ray, Their first submis-
sion was returned.

“You need to make broad claims
because one persen may come oul with
the slightest change and can apply for a
patent on their design also.” said Gloria.

[t takes one year to get it back from the
patent office so you want to make sure
you have all your claims right before you
send it in, said Gloria. “During that time
your patent is considered pending” she
said. That's were the patent attorney
comes in. The attorney will go over all the
claims carefully and hopefully avoid the
need {or resubmissions to the patent
office and the resulting time delays.

The next step in the process was to
contact manufacturing companics.
Through Ray's contacls, the yellow
pages, and resources available at the
library they began making phone calls.

The family would call and ask a com-
pany if they could manufacture the prod-
uct. If they couldn't, they'd suggest other

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'hat to do when fire strikes

Patty. an energetic 5-year-old with blond pig-
tails. sat up in her bunk bed, heart pounding.
She heard screaming in the smoky darkness.

She ran to the door and grabbed the metal
doorknob and screamed, backing away. Ow, it
was hot, Fire! “Teddy. Teddy.” Patty cried for
her fuzgy bear. The air hunt te breathe and she
couldn’t find Teddy i the smoke: she couldn't
even see the window. She was scared and
didn’t know what 1o do. Finally, she found
Teddy's arm and clung to it as she hid under
the bed to hide.

That's where they found her. Although fire
never reached her room. Patty died of smoke
inhalation,

Several prevention tips could have saved
Patty's life, and the lives of more than 1,100
children who die from fire and burn injuries
cach year in the United States. Since November
1991, the University of Michigan Trauma Burn
Center has treated about 400 patients with
burn injuries, 160 of them under the age of 17.

During Fire Prevention Week, Oct. 9-15,
remember the foliowing statistics and preven-
tion tips:

= Ninety percent of child fire deaths occur in

homes without working smoke detectors,
Chances of dying are cut in half by maintaining
aworking smoke detector.

+ At daylight savings time, remember:
“Change your clock. Change Your Battery” to
keep it fresh,

* Buy several smoke deteclors to place near
stairs, in the kitchen and outside all bedrooms,
Smoke detectors do their jobs best near the
smoke source and where they can wake sleep-
ing people,

* Children tike Patty are the norm. They truly
believe they can hide from fire under a bed or
ina closel.

¢ Hold regular escape drills to teach your
family how to get out of the home. It seems
simple, but mest families don't do it. Survival
depends on knowing how to get away from fire.

+ Playing with matches and lighters is the
leading cause of fire deaths and injuries for
children under age 4.

« Curiosity can kill. Children can climb on
chairs and counters to reach high hiding
places. Think about the ability of a determined
child when you're hiding matches, lighters and
flammable liquids. Hide them only in locked
places.

The University of Michigan Burn Center

treats an alarming number of scald burns.
Consider these surprising facts:

» Scalds burn more children than fire, more
than 30.000 a year. Most are scalded by hot
foods and liquids spilled in the kitchen.

» Look for kitchen hazards like pot handles
on the stove and tablecloths that children can
pull. Examine your kitchen from a child's per-
Spective.

» Hot tap water of 140-degrees or more can
cause third-degree burns in three seconds, and
can require hospitalization (an average of 17
days) and skin grafts.

» Turn down your water heater thermostat to
120 degrees. Use a bath thermometer to set
tub water at 100 degrees. Children's skin is
thinner so it burns more severely at Jower tem-
peratures in less time than adull skin. Do not
trust the elbow test.

Exercise Is of value in losing weight

You often hear these myths: Exercise is of lit-
tle value in weight control because it burns few
calories and increases the appetite.

Let's start with
calorie burning,

Look at the wide
differences In daily
caloric requirements
among workers in
various occupations:
2,400 caleries for
sedentary men, 6,000
calaries or more for
laborers, soldiers in
the field and
endurance athletes —
many of whom are
Franklin among the leanest

people in the world.

Exercise critics frequently claim that ~a
pound of bady fat (equivalent to about 3.500
calories) can be worked off only by walking 15
hours, splitting wood for seven hours or play-
ing volleyball for 11 hours.” These extreme
examples imply that the caloric cost of exercise
depends on only one exercise session.

However, it should be emphasized that the
calorie-expending effects of exercise are addi-
tive. f we split the seven hours of wood-chop-
ping into daily 15-minute periods, we would
lose a pound of fat in 28 days -- 13 pounds a
year. We do not gain that “extra” five or 10
pounds in a day. It is unrealistic to expect to
lose it in a day.

Now let's consider exercise's effect on the
appetite.

It is true that people genenlly eat more when
they are physically active. Bul this relationship
appears to hold only within a certain activity
range.

At extremely kigh or low levels of daily activi-
ty. sclentists showed, appetite no longer
worked as a guide to balancing food intake. For
example, rats exercised daily for up to one hour
actually decreased their food intake and body
welght when compared to totally inactive ani-
mals. When the exercise duration was
increased beyond an hour, their food intake
increased, but only so that body weight was
maintained. In contrast, at exhaustive levels of
exercise, Doth body weight and food intake
decreased.

A similar situation has been demonstrated in
humans. Researchers measure calories con-
sumed and physical activity in five occupation-
al categories (from sedentary to heavy industri-
al work). Their results confirmed earlier find-
ings in animals: a linear relationship between
actlvity levels and calories consumed, but only
within the a certain range. Those in the seden-
tary range tended to weigh more and eat more
{calories) than did those who engaged in light-
to-medium activity.

In humans, most research indicates either
no change in food intake with moderate exer-
cise of extended duration, or else siight
decreases with vigorous exercise of shorter
duration. This latier effect (appetite suppres-
sion) is attributed, in part, to the increased
hormone levels evoked by strenuous exercise.
