On Oct. 28. the Oakland Coun­
ty B o a r d of Election Comrnisslon-
ers w i l l determine if petitions to 
r eca l l five of N o v f s seven City 
Counc i l members can be circulat­
ed.

Crawford and Counc i l Members 
Robert S c h m i d . Rob Mi tze l and 
J o s e p h T o t h out of office, said 
Tuesday that at the advice of the 
county's election director, he has 
simp1il1ed the petition language 
from the version he drafted last 
week. 

The pet i t ions now read: "For 
giving away public land to a pri­
vate developer at the October 3. 
1994 c i ty council meeting." 

"They said they wanted every­
body to be able to understand it, 
for anybody no matter their level 
of education to be able to figure it 
out a s l o n g as they c a n read," 
Erwin explained. 

The wording Is important. The 
Board of Election Commissioners, 
will meet at 8:30 a,m, in Oakland 
County Probate Court Juclge Joan 
Young's chambers, to rule on tlie 

clar i ty of the language. State Jaw 
a11ows the b o a r d to rule only on 
whether the reasons for recaU are 
clearly stated on the petitions. 

If approved. Erwin WiU need to 
co l l ec t 2,429 signatures on the 
petitions for each of the recall tar­
gets, ari amount equal to 25 per­
cent of those w h o voted in Novi at 
t h e l a s t g o v e r n o r ' s e lect ion, a 
county elections clerk said. Erwin 
earlier collected 1,000 signatures 
of residents opposed to what Was 
termed a publ ic subsidy of Main 
Street.

Not that tfiat has arlything fo do 
u i th ihe complet ion o f the $37 
; i i i l l ion w o r t h of c o n s t r u c t i o n 
work. M i c h i g a n Depa r tmen t of 
Transportation officials say they 
just want a nice day to scoot "high 
level" poli t ical dignitaries in and 
out of Novi and Farnlington Hills 
for the o f f i c i a l o p e n i n g of the 
IXvelve Mile interchange portion of 
the project. 

"Were firmly on time. We like to 
kind 0/ brag when we Tinish a pro­
ject like this on time. Mostly the 
weather that wc had was pretty 
good weather." Tom M a k i . MOOT 
dislrict piqject development cngi-
neer, said Monday. 

'Hie interchange should ease up 
the traffic jams at the Novi Road 
and Orcha rd Lake interchanges, 
he added. 

Construction of Oie interchange 
began in October 1992. 

As for the rest of the Haggerty 
Connector , a boulevard leading 
from Twelve Mile Roa(l to just shy 
of Maple Road, the ground break­
ing is not likely to occur in the 
near f u t u r e . The n o r t h / s o u t h 
extension will cost about $23 mil­
lion to bui ld . Maki said, but not all 
of the necessary right-of-way has 
yet been acquired by M O O T . The 
original start-up time for this sec­
ond p h a s e , wh ich i n c l u d e s 

improvements to the connector's 
intersect ions with Thi r teen and 
Fourteen Mile roads, was spr ing 
1995. 

"The timetable is unclear. The 
funding levels are uncer ta in for 
next year We haven't established a 
firm start. It may start this year, it 
depends on the funding I tnrls ," 
Maki explained. 

The en t i re Twelve M i l e Road 
interchange will not be opened this 
month, to avoid dumping al l the 
extra traffic on Ttvelvc Mile Road. 
Al l of the entrance ranlps onto the 
i n t e r c h a n g e , wh ich l i n k s w i t h 
Interstates 96, 275 and M - 1 0 2 . 
will be available for drivers. 

But only two of four e.xit ramps 
wi l l be opened. Available for use 
will be the westbound exit from I-
96 and Ule nortlibound exit from I-
275. 

Remaining closed for now will be 
the l ink-up to M-102 and the east-
b o u n d off ramp from 1-96 to 
Twelve Mile Road. 

"The connector's not complete. 
We d id not want to b u r d e n the 
area with a complete movement of 
traffic right away," Maki said. 

"It is going to relieve some of the 
d e l a y s at the Novi R o a d a n d 
O r c h a r d Lake in t e rchanges . It 
shou ld really help both of theni. 
W h a t ' s really going to he lp the 
(Twelve Oaks) mall traffic is when 
Twelve Mile Road is open all the 
way." 

While MOOT is currenUy consid­
e r i n g a poss ib le e x t e n s i o n o f 

Nor thwes te rn Highway in to the 
Haggerty Connector, poss ib ly at 
F o u r t e e n M i l e or F i f t e e n M i l e 
roads, those plans will not impact 
the future construction of the con--
neclor, Maki said. 

The City of Novi's share of the 
task of widening Twelve Mile Road 
p i c k s up a t W o o d l a n d M e d i c a l 
Center, where MOOT left off and 
continues to Novi Road, 

What's been done so far is a $3 
million lane added to the Farming-
ton Hills portion of 1-96. the $22 
mill ion interchange withi a bridge 
(already festooned with graffiti) in 
Novi. and the $12 mi l l ion Twelve 
MiJe Boulevard. 

"Al l that was witliin tfle project 
budget." MaJti added. 

That work tore up Novfs Sum­
mit Drive, shifting the residential 
street to tJie west and taking the 
residence of one family who rebuilt 
their home on the new S u m m i t 
D r i v e . O t h e r houses i n N o v i , 
including one of the city's oldest, 
weie lost aJongTwelve Mi le Road. 

Now, M D O T officials are busy 
planning the grand opening. 

"Details are being formulated as 
we speak. We're expect ing h igh 
level politicians." Maki said .

project w o r k and the a d d i t i o n a l 
traffic flow smoothly. 

"I t h i n k i t can w o r k i f it i s 
planned properly," he s a i d . "...

Hoadley suggested the situation 
could work i f left turns were con­
trolled i n a n d out of the new cen­
ter, the N o v i H i l ton a n d C h i l i ' s 
Restaurant .

B u t A r r o y o a n d C o m m i s s i o n 
chai r R ichard Clark were skeptical 
of those projections." 

I don ' t t h ink the rosy picture 
being p a i n t e d b y the M i c h i g a n 
Department of Transpor ta t ion is 
anything to rely on," said Clark . 
"These are the same people who 
said traffic on 1-696 would be O K 
unUl beyond the year 2000, but it 
was at capacity 11 months after it 
opened. Tra f f i c is unbe1ievab1e 
now." 

Ar royo sa id studies show that 
the Eight Mile and Haggerty Road 
intersection already functions at a 
poor service level. Since the first 
M-5 ramp isn't scheduled to open 

until later this month, Arroyo said 
the j u i y is still out on the actual 
impact t h e new connec to r w i l l 
have on traffic volume on Hagger­
ty-

"The Haggerty Connector con­
struction w i l l improve traffic flow 
in this corridor," he wrote in his 
report to the commission. 

T h e extent of the improveinent 
to Haggerty Road could be closer 
to h a l f o f the M D O T s c e n a r i o 
rather t h a n the f i i l l 23 percent 
reduction forecast by MDOT." 

If p r e d i c t i o n s are l e s s than 
anticipated, the level of service at 
the intersection could remain at 
an "F," or the poorest level of ser­
vice, .Arroyo said. 

"Jt looks l ike we 1lave a terminal­
ly i l l paUent at Eight and Hagger­
ty," commissioner Glen Bonaven-
tura said before he moved to deny 
tlie request.

Novi ' s c i t i z e n s , " M c L a l l e n said 
.Monday. 

The c o u n c i l agreed Oc t . 3 to 
permi t V ic V e n t i m i g l i a , of Vic ' s 
Wor ld Class Fruil Marke t , and 
Evergreen III to bui ld the first 
phase of the r ing road required for 
Ma in Street through .09 acres of 
city-held land. If Main Street goes 
ahead, thi.s will be a public road. If 
not. Ventimiglia w i l l have to pay 
the city $28 ,000 for the slice of 
land next to Fire Station One on 
Grand River Avenue. 

The deal Is but a small portion 
of what the counci l Is now consid­
e r i n g . The n e x t steps w o u l d 
Include swapping city-owned land 
on Novi Road for the right-of-way 
through Evergreen Ill's land need­
ed to biiild Main Street and setting 
up ; i special assessment distr ict 
for road p a v i n g and sewer and 
writer lines. Future property own­
ers along M a i n Street w o u l d , as 
members of the special assess­
ment district, reimbiirse the city. 

"We signed a contract that Vic's 
is paying us $28,000 if it ends up 
as a private road. I don't see where 
we gave any l a n d away. 1 th ink 
tha t th is a c t i o n is k i n d of 
frivolous. It will cost the taxpayers 
$10,000 to $1 l.OOO for a special 
election," Toth said. 

"I'm afraid M r . Erwin has gone 
over the hill and he's coming down 
and hasn ' t p u t h i s b r akes on. 
We've been p l a n n i n g a r o a d i n 
there for decades . He d i d n ' t go 
storming before the planning com­
mission when they were doing the 
master plan. It's been on at least 
three master p l a n s , it was there 
before 1980." 

The ring road at the southeast 
corner of Grand River Avenue and 
Novi Road is one-fourth of a sys­

tem planned by the city to c i rc le 
the ent i re Intersection. The o n l y 
c o m p l e t e d s e g m e n t is at the 
n o r t h w e s t co rne r , through the 
Novi Town Center. 

E r w i n says he has already heard 
from about 50 people who volun­
t ee r ed to c i r c u l a t e p e t i t i o n s , 
i n c l u d i n g i n d i v i d u a l s from T h e 
Maples of Novi, the Briarwood sub­
divisions and Meadowbrook Lake . 
E r w i n was s c h e d u l e d to mee t 
Wednesday nif^ht wi th about 10 
b a c k e r s of the r e c a l l to form a 
committee and talk aboiil raising 
funds for the campaign. 

"People are l ined up right a n d 
left tel l ing me they are mad. Of a l l 
the people who contacted me. only 
two s a i d they're against it," he 
said. 

If the Board of Election Commis­
s i o n e r s approves the pet i t ions , 
after the signatures are gathered, 
they w i l l need to be validated by 
Novi 's ci ty clerk. Once forwarded 
to tl ie county, the county will have 
35 days to approve the petitions. A 
special recall election will have to 
be held 60 days after that 

S h o u l d the city council members 
be recalled, the county would then 
have to set the date for a second 
spec i a l e lect ion i n which voters 
would select their replacements. 

S c h m i d charges that Erwin, who 
o w n s the p r o d u c e store E r w i n 
Farms on Novi Road, has a "per­
s o n a l a g e n d a " In seeking the 
recall. 

"I 'm disappointed . I hope he 's 
reca l l ing for the right reasons. I 
don't think of it as us giving away 
land. I look at it as an agreement 
with a developer to trade land for 
right-of-way. I think he has a per­
sonal posit ion. I think If wc give 
M r . E r w i n B - 3 z o n i n g he'd be 
happy as a lark and give up the 
recall. I thif1k he has some person­

al agenda w i t h Vic's coming in ," 
Schmid said. "It's a little bit amaz­
ing to me that I would get recalled 
because I'm helping a developer. If 
anyone has been tough on devel­
opers, it's me." 

Erwin counters that it's a matter 
of principle, not business, to him. 

"You can c a l l this a personal 
vendetta if you want. I've got my 
place paid for, he (Vent imig l ia ) 
doesn't. Why should the city give 
him any special advantage? They 
didn't give me money. They didn't 
give me l a n d . It w a s a l l my 
money." Erwin said. 

"Why s h o u l d we g i v e him 
$28,000 of our tax (lollars, even if 
my share of it is minuscule?" 

McLallen describes it as a choice 
of three alternatives: leaving Ever­
green Ill's land vacant, unproduc­
tive and less of a contributor to the 
city's tax rolls, permit the land to 
be developed any way the zoning 
permits, or take a hand in creating 
the downtown the c i ty officials 
have been p l a n n i n g l o r over a 
decade.

colincil approves the use as the 
road as a private drive serving 
only Vic's World Class Market. 

One proviso is that the council 
can't agree to making the road a 
private drive until V.JV Corpora­
t ion h a n d s pays the c i ty the 
$28,000 for its sliver of land. 

The ulUmate goal i s that this 
stubbed r ing road w i l l open up 
and lead a l l the way to N o v i 
Road.

Families in divorce and paterni­
ty cases would be better served if 
the F r i e n d of the C o u r t offices 
were overseen by county boards 
instead of judges, a panel of state 
senators says. 

Sens. R. Rober t G e a k e . R-
Northvillc, and David Honlgman, 
R-West Bloomlicid, said they heard 
literally hundreds of complaints in 
10 pub l i c hearings about over­
worked F O C staffs, staff rudeness, 
bureaucratic procedures and gen­
der bias. 

"There appea r s to be no 
accountability for the FOC." Geake 
and Honlgman said in their joint 
report of the subcommittee's hear­
ings. "Currently the chief judges in 
many jur isdict ions do not appear 
to be git'ing tfle F O C the attention 
it deserves, and publ ic access to 
complain to the judges is very l im­
ited. 

"The shift of oversight responsi-
bilities from the chief judge of a 
circuit to the (county) commission 
should a l l ow it to better under­
stand the FOC's budgetary needs, 
as well as to allow more publ ic 
access ... The FOC should be an 
at-wil l employee of the county." 
Geake and Honlgman said. 

Dissenting was Sen. Christopher 
Dingell, D-Trenton. He cited "the 
close working relationship between 
FOC and tfie judges" as a reason 
keeping tlie FOC an appointee of 
the judge. Dingell said there may 
be a consti tut ional problem with 
shifting what has been a judic ia l 
function s ince 1919 to another 
branch of government. 

But the others said the FOC was 
created by law, not the constitu­
tion, and could be shifted by law, 
even though "many county board 
m e m b e r s m a y not be eager to 
assume r e s p o n s i b i l i t y for F O C 
operations," 

The three senators worked from 
January through August as a sub­
committee of the Family Law, Men­
tal Health and Corrections Com­
mittee, m a k i n g 32 recommenda­
tions. O n l y a handful of recom­
mendations, however, wil l require 
changes i n the l a w . A n aide to 
Geake said some wi l l be worked on 
in the state Legislature's November 
"lame duck" session while others 
can be implemented adminis t ra ­
tively.

A s part of the shift firom court to 
genera l government of the F O C 
offices, the senators recommended 
" l i a i son" committees, subject to 
the Open Meetings Act, be named 
to respond to grievances agains t 
F O C staff and to compile data. 

Senators found judges with sbc-
y e a r terms too i n a c c e s s i b l e to 
c l i en t s and unable to deal w i t h 
b u d g e t p rob lems c o m p a r e d to 
coun ty commissioners with two-
year terms. How judges, often jea l ­

ous of their power, w i l l react wi l l 
be seen when lawmakers meet in 
November 

Among other subcommittee rec­
ommendations: 

• A requirement that child-sup­
port checks be mailed to the cus­
todial parent within two weeks of 
receipt from the supporting par­
ent. The FOC should pay interest 
for late checks. 

• A requirement that late payers 
be charged i n t e r e s t . The F O C 
should report both good and bad 
payment histories to credit report­
ing bureaus. 

• Mandatory c o n t i n u i n g legal 

t ra in ing in family l aw forjudges 
and referees. 

• Staffing ratios to be recom­
mended by the State Cour t Admin­
istrator's office. "Throughout the 
state, there are wide discrepancies 
in the staffing r a t io s , " c aus ing 
frustrat ion to cl ients , the panel 
said. 

• Staff efforts to avo id gender 
bias. 

• Name badges for F O C employ­
ees because c l i e n t s often are 
unable to identify them. 

• Notice to all parties in a visita­
tion dispute that they have a right 
to meet with the F O C caseworker 

before the caseworker makes a 
recommendation. 

• Statewide implementation of 
O a k l a n d County ' s " S M I L E " pro­
g r a m — a inontJily two-hour pro­
g r a m in which the judge, mental 
heal th professionals and the F O C 
m e e t wi th parents i n d i v o r c e 
cases. There also is a videotape for 
children. 

• No presumption by the judge 
against joint custody of a child. 

• Grandparent visi tation provi­
s ions . 

A thorny question was whether 
the state should revoke the driv­
er ' s and occupational licenses of 

deadbeat parents who fail to make 
support payments. Senators said, 
however, they heard m a n y com­
pla in t s that FOC record-keeping 
was faulty. They recommended: 

"Bi l l s already introduced regard­
ing license revocations should be 
scheduled for legislative hearings 
and amended to provide adequate 
due process for those accused of 
failure to pay."

David Marcus Tomassi could be 
b a c k i n N o v i this week to face 
charges for taking his two sons 
from their mother 11 years ago, 

Tomassi is wanted for allegedly 
taking his sons Jason and David 
from their mother Emi l i Rateau's 
Novi home i n 1983. 

Novi P o l i c e De tec t ive J a c k 
Grubb sa id Tuesday a New York 
court wi l l settle a s t a lk ing c o m ­
plaint against the man before a 
judge tllere decides when Tomass i 
wi l l be extradited to face charges 
here of ta lking the boys a c r o s s 
state lines in violation of a court 
order. He w i l l not be prosecuted 
for "parental kidnapping" because 
that law was not passed unt i l after 
1983. 

Tomassi has been a fugitive of 
the law since he allegedly fled wi th 
l i i s two sons on Christmas Eve in 
1983. E m i l i Rateau has w o r k e d 
with Novi Police, FBI agents and a 
slew of private detectives to find 
the boys s ince they d isappeared 
11 years ago. 

Her ex-htisband's arrest in New 
York pointed police in the rigtlt 
direction and eventiIally led to the 
mother and son reunion in Califor­
nia last Saturday. 

The boys, who are now 15 and 
17 years o ld , were flown back to 
Novi and are currently living wi t l i 
the i r mo the r and s tepfa ther i n 
Soiith Bend. Indiana. 

"It was pleasure work for me." 
said Grubb who led the investiga­
tion after New York police ident i ­
fied Tomassi. 

Grubb accompanied EIni i i and 
h u s b a n d J o h n to C a l i f o r n i a to 
b r i n g the boys home M o i i d a y 
night. It was the detective who first 
approached the younger of the two 
boys at Yuba college and told h im 
his mother was there to see h i m .

"It was heart wrenching," Grubb 
said abou t the i n i t i a l reunion . 
"There wasn ' t a dry eye in the 
f-oom." 

New York police were tipped off 
to the boys' whereabouts after they 
executed a search warrant at the 
home of the woman who accused 
Tomassi of stalking her. Inside the 
garage po l i ce found a box o f 
Tomassi's things containing a pic­
ture of the boys and applications 
to Y u b a College, the college the 
boys were a t t end ing under 
ass l i Ined names at the time o f 
their rescue. 

Novi Police confirmed the war­
rant they held on the man for ttie 
1983 custory case and iderltiflecl 
the boys through a picture they 
were sen t over night from New 
York. The picture was then sent 

overnight express mail to Cal i for ­
nia police wflo placed the boys at 
the school in Maiysvllle, Calif. 

As soon as tlie boys identity w a s 
confirmed, Grubb contactetl the i r 
mother and escorted her and h e r 
n e w h u s b a n d to C a l i f o r n i a to 
reunite the family after the 11-year 
separation. 

Tomass i got wind that p o l i c e 
were on the boys' trail and t r ied to 
convince h o u s i n g authori t ies to 
protect the boys from their mother, 
who he said was coming to Iddnap 
them. Housing authorities refused 
t o get i n v o l v e d because t h e y 
assumed tile boys were at least 18 
years old, the detective said. 

But in actuali ty the boys Were 
15 and 17 and were 11ving u n d e r 
a s s u m e d n a m e s a n d p h o n y 
records, as they had throughout 
the l 1-year run from the law. 

G r u b b s a i d he learned l i t t l e 
about the boys ' lifestyle while i n 

thelr c o m p a n y on the flight home. 
He said they had lived With tlielr 
father in s i x states a n d Canada. 
They j u m p e d from homes In Perm-
sy1Vanla. N e w Yorlc, CaHfo rn l a . 
Florida. M a r y l a n d and New Hamp­
shire, G r u b b said. They spent the 
1ongest s t i n t - six years - ln New 
H a m p s h i r e u n t i l police arrested 
T o m a s s i t h e r e last y e a r on an 
unlawful en t ry charge. 

B u t T o m a s s i fled the state 
before he Was scheduled to appear 
in cou r t a n d minutes before he 
was to be apprehended. 

Grubb s a i d that 0nce Tomassi is 
extradited here there i s a chance 
he cou ld face additional charges 
for falsifying records. 

Jf not . T o m a s s i faces a maxi­
mum o f two years Incarceration for 
Violating the custody order by talt-
lng the boys across state lines.

Macintosh and Jonathans, they tjy to get 350 gal­
lons from each pressing. Tlie apples are first sorted 
to e l i m i n a t e a n y bad ones , then w a s h e d and 
ground to a pulp. The pulp is then loaded into the 
press along wi th rice hulls . Hulls are the outside 
shell of rice, which help separate the Juice from the 
pulp. 

F o r the n e x t h o u r a n d a h a l f the c i d e r i s 
squeezed out of the apples and sent to a cooling 
tank where i t is chilled to 35 degrees. Next it goes 
to a storage tank from which it is eventually poured 
into containers. The whole process takes almost 
four hours. 

O n a good day they se l l about 150 gal lons of 
cider and most of the doughnuts. 

Neither the cider nor the doughnuts are made 
wi th any preservatives and the cider will last about 
a week in the refrigerator. That is. if it isn ' t drunk 
right away.

Director C u r t i s Hanson ("The 
Hand That Rocks tl1e Cradle") dis­
plays Ills gift for popular suspense 
tfulilers in T h e R l v e r WUd." based 
on Denis 0'Nei11's originai screen­
play. 

In "The River W U d . " Meryl Streep 
plays one of the m o s t physically 
demanding roles o f her extraordi­
n a r y career . D u r i n g the f i lm . 
Strec|)—like her cliaxacter, Gail—is 
called upon to d i s p l a y both resolve 
and resourcefulness In navigating 
some of the most cJiallenging river 
rapids ever to a p p e a r on film. 

A non-flctlon a r t i c i e for "Fly, Rod 
& Reel Magazine" b y f1y-f1shing afi­
cionado Denis p ' N e l l l served as the 
inspi ra t ion for " T h e River W i l d * 
n1e piece was b a s e d on a fishing 
t r ip O'Neill took d o w n Montana's 
S m i t h R ive r , n o t a b l e not only 

b e c a u s e ' i t i s b e a u t i f u l and 
remote, but a l so tjecausc once you 
get on that river, you can't get off" 
sa id O'Neill. "You have to travel the 
length of it." 

Among his companions was one 
o f the country 's premiere women 
f i sh ing guides , an accompl i shed 
oarswoman i r i her own right. The 
wr i te r ' s experiences on the river 
s t a y e d wi th h i m and l i e l iegan 
developing them into a screenplay 
that would become his first feature 
film to be produced. 

For veteran producer Dav id Fos­
ter, the screenplay for "The River 
W i l d " was a chance to fu l f i l l a 
long-cherished ambition. In 1975, 
w h i l e developing a Western titled 
"RuI1ning the Wild Dig Red." a fic­
t i o n a l a c c o u n t of the f i r s t t r ip 
d o w n the Colorado Rive r rapids, 
Foster acquired 11is enduring fasci­
na t ion for w111te--water rafting. 

A l t h o u g h t h e project was set 
a s i d e after W e s t e r n s fe i l ou t of 
favor, Foster Itept the dream a1ive 
(the project i s once more in devel­
opment). 

' F o r 17 years, I'd wanted to do a 
Inovie set on t l ie rapids," said Fos­
te r "Wlien 1 read die first draft of 
T h e River W i l d , ' 1 knew I had a 
project that c o u l d work." 

Foster said he had two people in 
m i n d for t h e movie f r o m the 
m o m e n t he r e a d the s c r i p t . "1 
wanted Meryl Streep to s tar in it 
a n d I wanted C u r t i s H a n s o n to 
direct ," he s a i d . "In my years of 
producing, tfiis was the fu-st time I 
got my number one choices right 
off the bat." 

Hanson Was brought to the pro­
ject early in the development pro­
cess. Because of his proven talent 
to direct s u c h thr i l lers as "The 
Bedroom Window," which he also

wrote, and "The Hand Tha t Rocks 
the Cradle." Hanson seemed a nat­
ural choice for "The River Wiid." 

"With T h e Hand Tliat Rocks the 
Cradle.' H a n s o n expert1y balanced 
the family s i tua t ion w i t h intense 
jeopardy." s a i d Foster. "He obvi­
ously know about characterization 
and pacing a n d all the elements 
that go into directing a suspense 
thr i l le r H e h a s certainly demon­
strated the abil i ty to direct strong 
women charac te rs . B e y o n d that, 
he is ve ry cen te red a n d totally 
unflappable." 

In work ing o n the sc r ip t , Han­
son focused on those very qualities 
that make T h e River W i l d " diffi­
cult to categorize. 

"What the picture Is about keeps 
changing, m u c h the way the river 
changes—day to day, mile to mile," 
said Hanson. "It's a story about a 
couple who have to be separated 
in order to find each other But 
then, it's also about a boy whose 
chooses the wrong man to idolize 
a n d e m u l a t e . A n d , f ina l ly i t 's 
about a conflict between a woman 
who respects and unders tands 
na tu r e a n d a m a n who 
doesn't—and because he doesn't, 
bad things happen. 

"A famiiy drama, a suspense pic­
ture, an action-adventure-—I want­
ed it to be ail of those things." 

With the final draft of the script 
completed, Streep agreed to play 

Gai1. 
A two- t ime Oscar w inne r (for 

Best Actress in "SopIiie's Cho ice" 
a n d Best S u p p o r t i n g Ac t re s s i n 
"Kramer V s . Kramer"). Streep has 
aiso been nominated for her per­
formances i n "A Cry i n the Dark , " 
"Postcards from the Edge," "The 
Deer Hunter ," T h e French L i e u ­
tenant's Woman." "SilIcwood," "Out 
of Afirica" a n d "Ironweed." 

"I had met Denis O'Neill socia l ly 
a couple o f times, and he m e n ­
tioned a project he'd written about 
a river guide, a mother who tak:es 
her famify on a spectacular West­
ern river adventure." said Streep. 
"I was intrigued, but When C u r t i s 
Hanson ta lked to me about it and 

how he Wanted to develop It, my 
heart started pumping and I knew 
my adrenaline h a d already com­
mitted me to the project. 

'You loiow, that feeling is addic­
tive, a n d it didn't stop unt i l the 
day we wrapped." 

The outdoor setting of T h e River 
Wild ," w h i l e often a r d u o u s and 
demanding, was a l s o exhilarat­
ing—for the actors as much as for 
anyone else on the production. 

"As m u c h as we whined about 
the co1d and the d a n g e r (now I 
know w h y they c a l l t hem Wet 
suits—they never d1y!). al l of the 
actors felt primed a n d challenged 
and thrilled to be work ing on this 
movie," said Streep. 

' F r e s h ' o f f e r s a d i f f e r e n t p e r s p e c t i v e o n s u r v i v a l 

"Fresh" is a t h r i l l e r about a good 
k i d in a bad neighborhood, where 
c r imina l s d ic ta te t h e way of life 
a n d survival m e a n s saying noth­
ing. 

When Fresh a n d h is family are 
pu t into jeopardy, he decides he 
must get out and se ts into motion 
a dangerous game; playing against 
a l l odds and u s i n g everything he 
knows in an at tempt to save every­
one he loves. 

Wri t ten and d i r e c t e d by Boaz 
Y a k l n , " F r e s h " e a r n e d spec i a l 
acclaim by winnir1g the 1994 Sun­
dance F i lm F e s t i v a l Filmmakers ' 
Trophy Award. 

A seemhigly o r d i n a r y 12-year-
old Brooklyn boy. F r e s h (Sean Nel­
son) is actually far more complex 
than he appears. H e is the neigh­
borhood "do any th ing ," a kid who 
r u n s heroin for t h e charismatic 
Esteban (Glancarlo Esposlto) and 
s t ee r s c r a c k for loca l 
runners—whatever pays . 

Fresh also worr ies about getting 

l o school on t ime and s tay ing i n 
the good g r a c e s of h i s A u n t 
Fnmces, with Whom he a n d his 11 
cousins live. .Among Fresh's many 
secrets are h is travels to Washing­
t o n Square P a r k , w h e r e he 
receives valuable lessons in speed 
chess from h i s estranged father, a 
street smart genius whom Fresh is 
forbidden to see. In these clandes­
tine meetings. Fresh learns valu­
ab le life l e s s o n s : that h e mus t 
t h ink on his feet and use a l l the 
pieces on the board—even sacrifice 
his favorites, the ones he loves the 
most—to c a p t u r e the k i n g and 
win . 

T h i s i n f o r m a t i o n b e c o m e s 
Fresh'*? strongest Weapon when he 
faces the most daring and danger­
ous of circumstances. 

Fresh 's r es t r i c ted r e l a t i onsh ip 
w i t h h is fa ther goes no fur ther 
t h a n the ches s board. H i s older 
sister Nichole i s a dnig addict Who 
h a s left h o m e a t a y o u n g age. 
FVesh's role models. t11en. are the 

neighborhood drug dealers, partic­
ularly the heroin-dealing Esteban. 
B o t h E s t e b a n and c r a c k dealer 
Corky consider the quiet and intel­
ligent boy the i r protege and a per­
fect foil in the dangerous bu t prof­
itable w o d d of dealing drugs . 

But F re sh quiedy becomes less 
willing to participate i n their dan­
gerous and il legal business. Rosie. 
a y o u n g g i r l w h o F r e s h has a 
c r u s h o n . i s s u d d e n l y g u n n e d 
down by a d r u g dealer i n a cross­
fire d i spu te a t their s c h o o l y a r d 
basketball cour t . Fresh a lso leams 
that his s i s t e r i s the mis t ress of 
Es t eban , w h o i s s u p p l y i n g her 
with drugs to keep her w i t h him. 
Influenced by these circumstances 
a n d d r a w i n g u p o n h i s father 's 
lessons, F r e s h secretly begins to 
dev i : ' ' an ingenious t r ap to saVe 
hlmseli and his sister 

A s he m a k e s his Way through 
the neighborhood from the streets 
to the school to the projects where 
he lives, events out of h is control 

begin to coalesce into a terrifying 
web. and Fresh must Invent and 
ins t iga te the u l t i m a t e game in 
order to survive. 

W i t h q u i c k and def t moves, 
Fresh tries to convince the drug 
dealers that each is invading the 
other's t u r f He derives a plan to 
use his o w n money earned from 
dealing to set the trap. 

B u t even as Fresh makes his 
moves to create an escape for him­
self and his sister, one thing is for 
sur(?~he is sure to lose something 
far more precious. Though still a 
child, he wi l l never be an innocent 
again. 

Yakln, a native New Yorker with 
several screenplays to his credit, 
was working on a book when his 
o ld f r i end , p r o d u c e r Lawrence 
Bender, contacted him. . Newly off 
the success of "Reservoir Dogs," 
Bender suggested they collaborate 
on a film that Yakin would write 
a n d that w o u l d m a r k Yak ln ' s 
directorial debut. 

"The c h a r a c t e r o f Fresh h a d 
been in m y mind for a while," said 
Yakin. " W h e n 1 write, it tends to 
come from the idea about a char ­
acter and then I fill i n the rest of 
the story." 

"It's v e r y m u c h a story a b o u t 
someone l iV ing in a tough w o r l d 
trying to m a i n t a i n a n emot iona l 
distance h i his life." he continued. 
"When events begin to spin o u t of 
his control, he takes drastic mea­
sures to free himself in the on ly 
way he knows. 

"Fresh succeeds in getting l i i m -
self out of a situation, but by w i n ­
ning, he's lost. A t the end o f the 
movie, you ' re reminded that he's 
jus t a chUd. By doing all this, he 
has destroyed his innocence.. 

Yakin spent three months i n the 
Bronx teaching screen wri t ing as 
part of h i s research for the film, 
and also spent a lot of time t a lk ing 
to elementary schools kids i n the 
B u s h w i c k s ec t i on o f B r o o k l y n , 
where the film was ultimately set. 

Some of the true-life stories the 
children told him were woven into 
his screenplay. 

Yakin completed the final draft 
of his screenplay i n January 1993 
and pre-production began in the 
spring. Randy Ostrow, a New York-
based producer, w a s brought on 
the project of his extensive experi­
ence with filming in the city. 

When looking for a cmematogra-
pheL the filmmakers discussed the 
looks o f cer ta in f i l m s that they 
liked. Y a k i n . whose favorite films 
date from the late "GOs and early 
•70s, kept t h i n k i n g of "Midnight 
Cowboy." 

They c o n t a c t e d t h a t c lass ic 
film's d i r ec to r of photography . 
Adam Holender. Holender Was an 
energetic, y o u t h f u l 5 3 : he had 
been o n l y 28 w h e n he pho­
tographed "Midnight Cowboy." The 
f i lmmaker s were t h r i l l e d when 
Holender said he loved the script 
and signed on to handle the cine­
matography.

M u c h of my past two years is a s tressful 
b l u r F ind ing time for family and fitness has 
not been easy with heart surgery, the expan­

sion of Fitness Source 
to a nine-store cha in , 
and finally the sa1e of 
the company. Howev­
er, t h i n g s are n o w 
turning around. 

I'll share my s u m ­
mer experience w i t h 
you to reflect on what 
1 feel are the impor ­
tant things in life. 

In 1981. Kathy and 
1 lived in a Chevy van 
and drove across the 
countiy running, bik­
ing arid swimming as 

we pleased. During that time we traveled twice 
to f iawai i for the Ironman Tr ia th lon . It was a 
time i n my life I have often ref1ected upon. Life 
was s imple and fun. 

W i t h our past two hectic years, we wondered 
If we w o u l d ever be in the pos i t i on to do it 
again. T h i s year, the time had coine. 

Mos t of our summer was spent in the moun­
tains o u t West, camping at sites between 7.000 
and 10,000 feet. Our running was on steep and 
rocky t r a i l s . Because of the k i d s (Trevor. 6. 
Anna . 6), I^ thy and 1 ran In shifts, so all our 
runn ing was done alone. 

The beauty and solitude of my runs offered 
the idea l setting for reflecting on life's true pri­
o r i t i e s ( in ter rupted only by the o c c a s i o n a l 
t h o u g h t of mounta in lions). Because of the 
footing, h i l l s and elevation, speed was not a 
goal of my running. 

The only race 1 ran th is s u m m e r was the 
Kendal l M o u n t a i n run in S i lver ton , Colo. , a 
classic mounta in mining town. The 13.1 mile 
course was a rocky, swi tch -back t ra i l wi th 
7,520 feet of elevation change. The race started 
at 9 .300 feet, went to 13.060 feet and then 
back. 

We camped about 30 miles from town, so 1 
d i d n ' t f ind o u t m u c h a b o u t the race i n 
advance. 1 drove in that morn ing , registered 
and lined up. The 100 a inners were the fittest 
group I have seen assemb1ed at such a small 
event. 

1 had a strange feeling that 1 miglit actual1y 
finish last. I was told the duct tape around the 
top of the runne r ' s shoes kept rocks out of 
their shoes a n d socks. The gloves they wore 
kept their hands from getting cut on the shafe 
and thorny grass in the "open section" of the 
course during the last quarter mile. 

Heads tu rned when 1 aslted what the open 
section was. I learned the t ra i l ends at the 1ast 
quarter mile w i t h an open rock cl imb to the 
top. 1 thought . "This f la t lander might be In 
trouble." 

1 s tar ted s l ow through the first couple of 
miles: later 1 w o u l d be thankfu l . 1 was sur­
prised I was r u n n i n g up such a steep grade. 1 
fell into a r h y t h m , like r u n n i n g stairs. Each 
foot was planted deliberately. In no tiine, we 
were above tree 1ine. 

The View was incredible. Unfortunately, my 
vision was a bit blurred due to a lack of oxygen. 
The double v is ion also inhibited my foot place­
ment. 

The course became much steeper an hiour 
into the race. 1 was walking, or should I say 
c l imbing , m u c h of the t ime. J heard fal l ing 

rocks and the bleating of mountain goats. 
1 lost several positions in this section careful­

ly picking each hand and foot placement. Sev­
eral times my foot was completely bu r l ed in 
loose gravel. Fortunately, my shoes were tightly 
tied and my feet were too numb to feel the 
stone that chewed tliem up. 

I reached the turnaround. 6.5 miles, i n one 
hour and 38 minutes. 1 stood on the peak and 
savored the view for about a minute, l was 
scrambling down before 1 knew it. 1 felt good 
and pushed the pace, picking up positions all 
the way down. Finally, I found something I was 
good at: the downhill. Maybe it was just reck­
less abandon. The Janring was a chiropractor's 
dream. 

1 finished 46th overall, with a half--marathon 
time of two hours. 29 minutes. 1 had a feeling 
of excitement and a sense of accomplishment 
that 1 haven't felt since my first marathon. It 
was, without a doubL a great experience. It 
was three days before I could run again, and 
that wasn't pain free. 

S u m m e r is over. .After eight weeks o n the 
road, my family and 1 are back In Northvil le, 
back to reality. The Idds are in school a n d I'm 
back to work. M y wilderness running for the 
time being is relegated to the trials at Maybufy. 

The memories of Kendall Mountain r ema in 
With me and remind me of the importance of 
l i v i n g life to the fullest . Th i s isn ' t a d r e s s 
rehearsal: get out and grab on to this life before 
it passes you by.

Indeed, he felt that fate h a d dealt h im an 
unfair destiny. "For many years now, I've reli­
giously walked two or three miles a day, three 
to four times per week, I've avoided fatty f(x)ds 
and eggs, watched my weight and have always 
had a normal blood pressure. A little schnapps 
(whiskey) now a n d then—and that's about it," 
he said. 

At five-feet-11, he weighed only 156 pounds. 
Clearly he could not be considered obese. His 
blood pressure that day was almost textbook 
normal, 126 over 80. His cholesterol level, 186, 
was also compatible with a low risk for heart 
disease. 

"Any histoiy of elevated blood sugar or dia­
betes?" I asked. 

"No," he defiantly rephed. 
I thought for a few moments and came up 

with what I beheved was the $64,000 question: 
"Were you a heavy cigarette smoker?" 

"Never touched the stuff. I was the only one 
in my family who didn't smoke," he said. 

By now I was perplexed. Here was a 69-year-

old man with heart disease, angry at the worid. 
He apparently had taken very good care of h i m ­
self and had none of the classic "risk factors" 
for heart disease. 

.As he left my office, I felt disappointed in my 
inabibty to offer h im a reasonable explanation 
for his dilemma. Why didn't his healthy lifestyle 
protect him from heart disease? 

Then it l i l t me. I ran down the hall to catch 
Irving and found h im waiting at the elevator. 

"Irving, did you have any family h i s to ry of 
heart problems?" I asked. 

"Darn right 1 did!" he replied. "My father had 
a heart attack at the age of 56, and my brother 
died of one at 51." 

I wa1ked back to my office feeling hke Sher­
lock Holmes. The mystery had been solved. 

Perhaps Irving's lifestyle had been far more 
beneficial to him than he had ever rea11zed.
