Novi r e m a i n s one o f the few 
cities in the area which s t i l l per­
mits burning yard wastes such as 
grass, plant trimmings a n d leaves, 
but that cou ld change i n 1995, 
Fire Chief Ar t i i l i r Lenaghan says. 

A new state law w i l l b a n the 
open b u r n i n g of yard was tes in 
co lnn lun i t i e s wi th a p o p i l l a t i o n 
(iver 7,500. except if i l is permitted 
by a m u n i c i p a l ordinance which 
nlust then be s u b m i t t e d to tile 
DNR. 

Bu t L e n a g h a n said the city is 
likely to no longer permit the fires. 

"We're cer ta in ly t a k i n g a hard 
look at that. The city's getting too 
built up. The problem is Oiat Non 
is kind of between suburban and 
rural." he explained. 

"Leaf b u r n i n g is rea l ly a toxic 
way to do it.

that. L,eaf b u r n i n g is also taboo in 
m o b i l e h o m e c o m m u n i t i e s a n d 
apartment comp1e.xes. 

The fire department only fields a 
few complaints a year about yard 
waste bonfires. 

"People a r e very g o o d a b o u t 
coming in for a permit and about 
how they are used.

rent congressman is not in l i ne 
wi th most of die voters in the dis­
trict. He's too far to the right and 
he's too tied to special interests, 
specia l interests meaning insur ­
a n c e c o m p a n i e s and h a n k s . ' 
Breshgold said in an inten'iew this 
w e e k i n his F a r m i n g t o n H i l l s 
home. 

"When you look at his record, he 
hasn ' t done a n y t h i n g , he's j u s t 
voted no on everything." 

Breshgold is a lifelong resident 
of the 1 Itfl Congressional District, 
w h i c h Includes N o v i . M i l f o r d . 
South Lyon, portions of Northvillc. 
a n d most of southwestern O a k ­
land County. This is the first cam­
paign for public office the 41-year-
old divorced father of three h a s 
tackled, although he served on the 
board of canvassers in Farmington 
HUis and has been a leader in the 
district's Democratic Party. 

He's a Navy veteran who served 
In Italy during the Vietnam era 
and earned a B.S. in social science 
from Eastern Michigan University. 

Breshgold may have been in d ia­
pers during some of the Eisenhow­
er years, but he's borrowed h i s 
slogan from the general, modifying 
It to "I Like Mike." He vows to cut 
taxes, if elected. 

' T h e reason I'm r u n n i n g is I 
think you've got to have somebody 
who's out here worldng and rais­
ing a family. 1 know how hard i l i s 
to make a paycheck stretch. I want 
the voters to have someone o u t 
flghting for them." he said. 

Changes B r e s h g o l d says he 'd 
p u s h for are an income tax deduc­
tion for auto loans and credit card 

interes t p a y m c r u s ; a S-l.O(J() 
deduction for H<,A. contrihtition' ' for 
each taxpayf-r: and .Medicare cov-
erage of p r e s c r i p l l o n d ruus for 
senior c i t l /ens . He ' s pro-choice 
and backs ihc b a n on assaul t 
u c a p o u s , as w e l l a.s p u t t i n g 
100.000 more po l i ce officers on 
tflc sUcet in the U..S. In addilion. 
he would like to see a program in 
which nurses would })ay visits to 
senior citizens in their homes. 

Unlike some Democratic candi­
dates this election year, fireshgoki 
is not d i s t a n c i n g h i m s e l f from 
Presiderlt Clinton. 

'When \'oii look around you and 
see the economy today, th ings 
seem to be d o i n g okay yet the 
president is gettintj no credit for it. 
Ihe people are cynical . 'ITiey listen 
to radio talk s h o w s when they 
should be l i s tening to economic 
reports. Cl in ton ' s done a pretty 
good job. He's reduced Ihe deficit. 
There 's growth i n the economy 
with little inflation." he said. 

He also suppor t s the C l i n t o n 
health care plan, although Bresh­
go ld says he t f l i n k s everyone 
should have the r ight to choose 
their own doctors. (Clinton's plan 
was not explained "properly" to a 
publ ic which is s k e p t i c a l about 
federal programs. Breshgold con­
tends. 

While Oakland Coun ty is histoii-
cally a R e p u b l i c a n s t r o n g h o l d . 
Breshgold believes l ie has more 
than a sporting chance. He filans 
to spend between $.30,000 and 
S50.000 on his campaign. 

A general manager with a phar­
maceut ica l company . Breshgold 
backs universal heal th care cover­
age. While he prefers Iiot to idenii-

t'.- where he's e m p l o y e d , he 
promises lo cut a l l ties to his for-
nler firm if he wins the election. 
Thai ' s one of the points of con­
tention Breshgold has with Knol-
lenherg. He says the congressman 
IS still financed by /Vllstate Insur­
ance, a charge Knollenberg denies. 
The congressman owns his own 
insunince agency. 

"How can he ta lk about health 
care reform witJi h i s vested inter­
ests'.^" Breshgold said. "He's walk­
ing a very line line. He's preaching 
cleanliness yet he's on the payroll 
of Allstate Insurance." 

Breshgold also says he disagrees 
w i t h Kno l l enbe rg ' s inc thods of 
ra is ing campaign money, which 
include die Knollenberg Congres­
sional Club. Club members pay at 
least $500 to belong and as part of 
tfleir benefits may attend a special 
meeting with Knollenberg. 

"The middle class doesn't have 
the access. You would assume you 
would hire polit icians who would 
look after your in teres ts but we 
have politicians who go along with 
t)ic game, like Congressman Knol­
lenberg." Bieshgold charged. 

"He's a nice guy. I'm not attack­
ing him personally. 1 really have a 
bone to pick vvitfi any incumbent. 
L^emocrat or Republican, who crii-
icizes abuses of government and 
yet they tiy to abuse it more than 
anybo(iy else. RcpiIblicans are bet­
ter than anyone at exploiting this. 
They'll exploit the frustrations of 
the voters but when it comes to 
tile perks, they'll use tllein." 

. ' \ccording to a K n o l l e n b e r g 
staffer, the congressman also has 
a club with a S40 membership.

Two sinall conservative groups 
are the only announced support­
ers of Proposal A. a state Const i tu­
tional Convention, o n the Nov. 8 
ballot. 

Otherwise. Michigan's business 
and labor establishfnent is solidly 
opposed to rewriting the constitu-
Uon of 1963. 

The M a c k i n a c C e n t e r , a M i d ­
land-based producer of conserva­
tive essays attacking "government 
fnonopoly" schools, offered three 
ideas for a Con Con to consider if 
state voters opt for one. 

Writer George C. Leef suggested 
a way of getting a round the pre­
sent constitution's prohibi t ion on 
u s i n g state funds for p r i v a t e 
schools: "Allow at least some of the 
parents' ()wn tax dollars to support 
the form of school they ac tua l ly 
prefer." 

A second idea, popular in right-
wing circles, Is a p r o h i b i t i o n on 
wetlands rcgiilations, wh ich advo­
cates call '"regulatory t ak ings of 
private property." 

A third Leef idea i s a n end to 
governmental regulations speHing 
out what kinds of care must be in 
h e a l t h i n s u r a n c e c o n t r a c t s , 
"whether ciistorners w a n t those 
things or not" 

Southfield public relations man 
B i l l McMaster, quoting himself as 
c h a i r of T a x p a y e r s U n i t e d , 
announced in nl id-August that a 
n e w group cal led C i t i z e n s for 
Michigan wil l work for a yes vote. 
S o far. McMaster has offered one 

idea for change: a 2 0 percent cut 
in the size of state government. 

Lined up against C o n - C o n are 
members of Michigan Citizens to 
Keep O u r C o n s t i t u t i o n . B e s t -
known members are the business 
groups like tile Michigan Chamber 
of Commerce and M i c h i g a n Farm 
Bureau: labor groups l i ke t heAFL-
CIO. Michigan Educat ion Associa­
tion a n d Michigan S t a t e Pol ice 
Troopers Association: government 
groups like the Michigan Munic i ­
pal League and Michigan Associa­
tion of School Boards: a n d govern­
ment watchers l i k e C o m m o n 
Cause and the League of Women 
Voters. 

"There is not a compel l ing rea­
son in 1994 that justifies a whole­
sale rewrite of the c u r r e n t Michi­
gan Consti tution, s a i d M E A vice 
president Lynn Larson. 

The Con-Con which wrote the 
1963 constitution was controlled 
2-1 by Republicans a n d dominated 
by the rising moderate faction led 
by A m e r i c a n Motors p r e s i d e n t 
George Romncy, later governor of 
M i c h i g a n . That c o n s t i t u t i o n 
a l lowed a flat-rate i n c o m e tax. 
packaged more than 100 bureaus 
into 20 major departments, junked 
the justice of the peace system in 
favor of more professional district 
c o u r t s , a n d p e r m i t t e d c o u n t y 
home rule. 

Since then, the cont inuing major 
squabbles have been: (1) the left 
wing's desire for a graduated rate 
income tax, and (2) the religious 
right's desire for government aid fo 
c h u r c h - r e l a t e d a n d pr iva te 
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schools . Voters have repeatedly 
shot down those ideas. 

P roposa l A i s on the b a l l o t 
because the cur ren t const i tut ion 
requires a vote on a Con-Con every 
16 years. In 1978 voters sa id no 
by nearly a 3-1 margin. Its next 
ballot appearance will be in 2010. 

Proposal A asks : "Shall a con­
vent ion of e lec ted delegates be 
convened in 1995 to draft a gener­
al revision of the state constitution 
for presentation to the state's vot­
ers for their approval or rejection?" 

Polls show less than one- thi rd 
support for a new Con-Con. Bu t if 
voters called one by voting yes . 
here's what would happen: 

• W i t h i n s i x m o n t h s , v o t e r s 
would pick delegates in par t i san 
elections - one delegate from each 
state House a n d Senate dis t r ic t , 
148 in all. 

• The C o n - C o n would meet i n 
Lansing by Oct. 3, 1995, and take 
unt i l mid-1996 to do its work. It 
w o u l d select i t s own o f f i c e r s . 
V a c a n c i e s w o u l d be f i l l e d by 
gubernatorial appoin tment from 
the same party a s the elected dele­
gate. 

• The Con-Con could either write 
a new c o n s t i t u t i o n or p r o p o s e 
amendments. Its proposal(s) would 
go on the state ballot w i t h i n 90 
d a y s after t h e c o n v e n t i o n 
adjourns. 

Michigan's first constitution was 
written in 1835. New constitutions 
were adopted i n 1850, 1908 and 
1963. Proposed constitutions were 
written but rejected in 1867 and 
1873.

Knollenberg's lived i n Oakland 
County since 1967, An a rmy veter­
an who' took a B,S. degree from 
Eastern I l l inois Univers i ty , he's 
marr ied and the f a t h e r "of two 
sons. He's opposed to g u n control 
and abortion, except to save the 
life of the moLfler. lie's also the co-
sponsor of a bil l to make English 
the official language of the U.S. 

Oakland County - and Michigan 
- are what KIioUenberg refers to as 
donors. Residents pay out more in 
taxes than tliey get back from the 
federal gove rnmen t . A s far as 
bringing home road money, Knol­
lenberg says "we did the best we 
cou ld , " b u t so far, t h e biggest 
chunk of federal money returned 
to Oakland County since his elec­
tion is for the construction of Die 
M - 1 0 2 b r idge at G r a n d River 
Avenue in Farmington Hills , jiist 
east ofTen Mile Road, 

Knollenberg's been an opponent 
to Clinton's healOi care plan, but 
he does favor providing t;ix incen­
tives for small businesses to pro­
vide their employees w i t h health 
care, as well as a l lowing lower-
and m i d d l e - i n c o m e f ami l i e s to 
deduct the cost of the insurance 
from their incoine tax. 

But Knollenberg does throw his 
suppor t b e h i n d the p res iden t 
when it to Ole North Atlantic Free 
Trade Agreement (NAFTA), which 
he'd like to see extended to the 
Latin America. 

While some political commenta­
tors have said NAFFA w i l l dfain 
Detroit to benefit Mexico, Knollen­
berg doesn't think that will hap­
pen, 

"It's (NAFTA) already shown it's

explains. 

" G M sent three cars down there 
before N A F T A , n o w it sends 
20,000. Ford sent 2.5,000. We ben­
efit more than Mexico." 

With the Cold War over, Knollen­
berg s t i l l sees the U . S . taking a 
selective wor ld l eadersh ip role, 
lie's op])oscd to the intervention in 
Haiti and believes troojis should 
be held in rcsen.'e for areas where 
tile "vntal interests" of the U.S. are 
th rea tened , s u c h as in Nor th 
Korea and Kiiwait, 

"This adininistration has down­
sized defense to a point where it 
bothers me. We're terribly restrict­
ed in terms of our ability to react. 
On top of this problem, the presi­
dent invades Haiti," he said, 

"What we have to do is be able 
to defend our in teres ts . Ch ina . 
J a p a n a n d the P a c i f i c Rim is 

where our trade opportunities l ie. 
We have a world leadership ro le 
but let's make sure it's a leader­
sh ip role and not becoming the 
pol iceman and peace keeper for 
the worid." 

Knollenberg's Democratic oppo­
nent, Mike Breshgold, has charged 
tliat only those who donate $500 
or more to jo in the Knol lenberg 
Congressional Club have access to 
tlie congressman. 

Not so. Knollenberg says, eveiy-
body does. He's been back in the 
district almost every weekend. 

He's held a series of Town H a l l " 
fo rums, i n c l u d i n g n ine on t h e 
health care issue alone. He a n d 
his staff have responded to 60.000 
commen t s and inqui r ies in t h e 
past two years, Knollenberg coun­
tered. 

Endorsements he's won to date 
include those from the Police Offi­
cers Associat ion of Michigan, the 
Mich igan Chamber of Commerce 
and the Michigan Farm Bureau.

He declined to comment on 
why the report was there, but said 
that the c o u n c i l h a s rece ived 
police reports in the past on mat­
ters of 'significant" interest. 

Kor te w a s arres ted Tuesday , 
Oct. 11 in front of his Austin Drive 
home for have open intoxicants in 
public and for resisting arrest. 

He has l o n g been an advocate 
for change in Novi's north end and 
a somet imes raucous regular at 
city c o u n c i l meetings with com­
plaints ranging from water quality 
in Shawood L.ake to public urina­
tion. He accused the ci ty of not 
tak ing ca re o f the prob lems he 
raises, a charge McLallen denied. 

' Y o u were responded to enor­
mously. A l l o f the problems you 
brought to the council are looked 
at. There are not immediate solu­
t ions. M a n y are long- te rm, on­
going p rob lems due to construc­
tion we have," McLallen said. 

'Part of t l ie problem is generated 

by your continual pressure. We do 
try to meet with you. We do try to 
solve your problems. We do not 
seem to be able to come to any clo­
sure." 

M c L a l l e n advised Korte that if 
d i d not leave at the end of h i s 
allotted time, he'd be walked out of 
tlie chambers by police officers.

Nor thv i l l e Townsh ip this week 
got its first glimpse of a dramatic 
proposal , a plan for a privately-
owned, p r iva t e ly - f inanced $ 8 . 5 
million multi-purpose sports arena 
to sit on land he owns off of Beck 
Road between Five and Six Mile. 

Township resident J o h n H a m i l ­
ton discussed his idea with some 
ol the members ot the township's 
planning commission and board of 
trustees during a publ ic meeting 
Monday night, stressing tliat it is 
"very, ve ry p r e l im ina ry" at t h i s 
point. 

It may become more concrete i n 
a h u r r y , however . S u p e r v i s o r 
l ^ r e n Baja said that Hamilton has 
a "very aggressive" development 

schedule. D u e to c o i n m i t m e n t s 
with business associates, she said, 
he'd like to have a building ready 
to open by Augus t 1995. 

The townsfiip 's p l ann ing c o m ­
mission would get first look at the 
proposal if a n y t h i n g is f o r m a l l y 
submitted. A t the Monday meet­
ing, thev told Hamilton that if he 
does choose to submit l i i s p l a n , 
they'll want to a marketing s tudy 
that backs up l i i s claim that pub­
hc demand is 11jgh enough to make 
11is arena economica11y viable. 

Commissioners also asJced p lan­
ning officials to look in to w h a t it 
would take to amend the township 
ordinance governing specia l 1and 
use pe rmi t s , w h i c h t h e a r e n a 

would need to receive. 
If the arena proposal is submit­

ted, however, it's certain to draw 
attention. 

H a m i l t o n ' s p l a n c a l l s for a 
124,000 square foot arena a n d 
525 parking spaces on 12 acres of 
land jus t nor th of the township's 
W a t e r a n d S e w e r Depa r tmen t 
b u i l d i n g . The Wate r and Sewer 
facility sits next to a huge cement 
water reservoir, a Beck Road land­
mark. The land is part of 32 acres 
he owns in that area. 

Included in the two-level "Hamil­
ton Sports Center" plans are two 
ice r i n k s w i t h spectator seating, 
three basketball courts, an indoor 
running track and a Powerhouse 
Gym. A 250-seat meeting room is 

also inc luded , as is a pro shop, 
snack bar and team locker areas. 
Hamilton said that an indoor soc­
cer area and some other uses were 
possible as well. 

H i s hope, Hami l ton said, is to 
se l l me inbe r sh ip s to the arena, 
wi th d iscounted family packages 
for Northville residents. 

l-le w o u l d l i n e up pr ivate 
i n v e s t o r s to b u i l d the 
a r e n a — i n c h i d i n g millions of his 
own money, Hamil ton said—and 
hire a professional management 
company to run it.

We c a n a p p r e c i a t e that Novl Ci ty 
C o u n c l l membens don't like to be sur­
prised, especially by the actions of their 
mayor and city manager. B u t 11 also 
seems to us that acting as a representa­
tive of the city, act ing as the city's "point 
man" as It were. Is indeed an appropriate 
role for Novi's mayor. 

City council member Tim Pope raised 
objections M o n d a y evening after he'd 
learned that Mayor Kathleen McLallen 
and City Manager E d Kriewall met with 
t h e i r c o u n t e r p a r t s from the City of 
Wlxom to discuss the proposed exten­
sion of Taft Road. Proposed Is the InstaJ-
latlon of a cul-de-sac on West Road In 
Novl. Wixoin offlclais are also hoping to 
extend Taft through their town ail the 
way to Pontiac T ra i l . 

Pope was upset because he learned of 
the meeting, not from Ule mayor, but at 
a M i c h i g a n M u n i c i p a l League confer­
ence. He questioned whether the mayor 
has the authori ty to negotiate on the 
city's behalf without the prior consent of 
the council. 

Pope has two legi t imate points, 
although we count them as nllnor. First, 
the mayor should lnfornl the council of 
her meetings with outside officials where 
they may lead to some kind of formal 
city agreement. If the meeting crops up 
suddenly, she should fill them in as soon 
as possible after the fact. 

Secondly, it seems to us It would be 
very beneficial for the city council to 
have some d i s c u s s i o n of exactly what 
the mayor's role ls tn these types of mat­
ters, not only for McLallen 's guidance 
bu t also for the enl ightenment of the 
council itself 

G o v e r n m e n t 

Nonetheless, we see McLallen's actions 
as c l ea r ly appropriate, well wi th in the 
b o u n d s of tiehavlor we believe vo te r s 
expect of her. 

M a y o r s every where ac t In a s i m i l a r 
capacity. When officials elsewhere want 
to c o m e to talk to the c i ty , they often 
seek ou t the city manager or the mayor. 
It's on ly natural. 

Now, Mayor McLallen can't enter Into 
any agreements or m a k e promises o n 
the c i ty ' s behalf without the Counc i l ' s 
approval. But she didn't do that In this 
case. Here, she merely took part i n a n 
informal discussion that might lead to 
some k i n d of proposal for a n agreement. 

One o f the reasons we'd like to see the 
mayor Inform counci l ea r ly on a b o u t 
such d i s c u s s i o n s Is s o that she h a s 
c o u n c i l ' s gu idance a b o u t what s h e 
should be trying to get f rom such Infor­
mal negotiations. Regardless, It al l has 
to come through council eventually any­
way. 

The c i ty attorney will be reviewing this 
matter. Pl-obably more fruitful would be 
a d i s cus s ion among the counci l m e m ­
bers themselves about how M c L a l l e n 
should proceed, and get council's eigree-
ment o n these activities. 

K n o l l e n b e r g g e t s o u r n o d 

In the race for the 11th Congressional 
distr ict , we give the nod to incumbent 
Republican J O E K N O L L E i r a E R G . 

Knollenberg, 61, is a business owner 
who Js seeking his second term in the 
U .S . House, and if returned by voters he 
expects he'll be able to make further in­
roads In Washington. 

Crit icisms can be had of Itoollenberg. 
He is not terribly personable, lacking the 
warmth and char isma that many politi­
cal pundits seem to think Is must for a 
pol i t ic ian . Rather, he's a scrapper and 
enjoys the political fight of a good House 
floor debate. 

A n d some may disagree -with his posi­
tions on some subjects, like abortion and 
trade agreements. He's anti-abortion and 
pro-NAFTA. 

But where there can be no debate ls 
that Knollenberg Is a budget cutter and 
an advocate of the taxpayer. He's fought 
to cut taxes. He's working to pass a ba l ­
anced budget amendment and give the 
president a line-Item veto. 

Those positions may be relatively easy 
to t a k e , bu t K n o l l e n b e r g ' s "put h i s 
money where his mouth i s" by keeping 
his own congressional office staffing low 
and returning to the treasury $130,000 
allocated for his office operations. 

Few i s s u e s i n W a s h i n g t o n a re as 
important as the fiscal solvency o f the 
federal government. If the countiy goes 
belly u p , many of these other issues w i l l 
mean li t t le. 

Our endorsement goes to Knollenberg 
for another term. 

P r o p o s a l B c o r r e c t s a p r o b l e m 

P r o p o s a l B on the Nov. 8 ballot 
deserves a "yes" vote because it conects 
a b a d s i t u a t i o n i n our Jammed-up 
courts. 

The situation Is absurd: A defendant 
pleads guilty and is sentenced. Then he 
protests to the Court of Appeals. 

The situation costs taxpayers millions. 
Three appellate court justices, at inore 
than $100,000 a year, must look at each 
case. They have staffs to pay and offices 
to rent. Defense lawyers, usually paid for 
by the public, cost $900 to $1,000 per 
case. They file 35-page briefs. The coun­
ty prosecutor mus t take a senior staff 
lawyer off trial work to write a 35-page 
reply brief. Each appeal requires a tran­
script average 20 pages at $2.35 a page. 

The situation occui-s too often. About 
One- fOur th of the C o u r t of Appeals 
caseload stems from guilty plea cases. 
T h e 24 Judges on Mich igan ' s second 
highest court are so overburdened that 
the Supreme Court administrator is ask­
i n g for dozens o f a d d i t i o n a l Judges. 
Dozensl 

The si tuat ion Is a waste of time and 
t a l en t . More t h a n 9 9 percent of the 
appeals by those w h o plead guil ty are 
found to be without merit. 

T h e s i t u a t i o n Is tha t convicts who 
plead guilty have the same right of auto­
matic appeal as those who went to trial, 
and the guilty pleaders are abusing that 
right. 

T h e s i t u a t i o n c a n be corrected. 
Proposal B would remove the autonlatlc 
r l | ^ t of appeal of defendants who plead 

guilty. They wouldn't lose their consti tu­
tional r ights entirely because they s t i l l 
could reques t "leave to appeal" - the 
Court o f Appeals' permission. 

Cr i t ics of Proposal B are very few. They 
fear Proposal B would take away defen­
dants' rights. 

Not s o . Remember, it applies only to 
those w h o plead guilty (or no contest). 
Most o f their appeals allege harsh sen­
tences. In the 1980s Mich igan developed 
a set o f sentencing guidelines based on 
the a c t u a l experiences o f hundreds o f 
Judges. A judge may h a n d down a sen­
tence t h a t exceeds the guidel ines bu t 
must just i fy the stiff sentence with rea­
sons, o n the record. 

In 1990 the Michigan Supreme Cour t 
put t ee th In the sentencing guidelines 
but ordering resentencing In more t h a n 
a dozen such cases. Tha t famous case 
was People Vs. Milboum. If Proposal B is 
added to the Michigan COnst l tu t lOn, a 
c o n v i c t wou ld merely h a v e tO c i t e a 
judge's unjustified dev ia t ion from the 
sentencing guidelines a n d cite the M i l ­
b o u m case, and his appeal Would car ry 
a red f lag that would demand Cour t Of 
Appeals attention. 

Thus, the COurt of Appeals could con­
centrate on the one percent of meritori­
ous appeals and be rid o f the 99 percent 
that are time-wasters. 

P rosecu to r s and p o l i t i c i a n s of b o t h 
parties favor Proposal B .

B o n N o v . 8.

A r m your­
self immediately, they urge, because any day now 
our elected leaders plan to suspend the Constitu­
tion, put a weapon to your head and force you to do 
whatever they say. 

That's how Hitler got started, y()u know. Disarm 
society, hold a helpless people hostage, then impose 
your own set of dictates. It's part o f a huge plot 
masterminded by the ClA. Or is It the IRS? A n orga­
nization called tile Michigan MlUtla Corps expects 
martial law to be declared within two years. 

While the fatlgue-clad conspiracy theorists may 
represent a minority of anti-gun control adherents,

Judging from the 
political ads on TV, 
b y far the safest 
place to be i n 
M i c h i g a n these 
days is on the cam­
paign staffs of folks 
running for office. 

Gov. John Engler 
is "tough enough to 
put thugs In j a i l , " 
whi le D e m o c r a t i c 
challenger Howard 
Wolpe criticizes the 

Republican governor for a "wholly inade­
quate" response to last month's Jallbreak 
In Detroit. 

Runn ing for the U.S. Senate, Democrat 
Bob Car r Is proud of h is vote for the big 
c r ime bi l l that passed the Congress last 
month "because it puts more cops on the 
s t r e e t " whi le R e p u b l i c a n o p p o n e n t 
Spencer Abraham attacks the crime bill as 
no b ig deal. 

The politicians aren't dumb. A l l the polls 
agree: Crime is the No. 1 issue this fall, far 
ec l ips ing even taxes and whether Engler 
and his friends are Just waiting unt i l next 
year to amend the constitutional prohibi­
t ion against public aid to private and reli­
gious schools. 

Ruminat ing on all th is heated rhetoric 
encotn-aged me to uncover some facts: 

• In the United States, a greater propor­
tion of the population is in prison than In 
any other developed country in the world; 
M i c h i g a n in 1993 Incarcerated 36 ,000 , 
almost tripled since 1983. 

• Michigan spends $1.1 billion each year 

on the Department ol Corrections, nearly 
as m u c h as the state spends on all urllVer-
slties and colleges. Fueled by public fear of 
crime, our leaders in Lansing (both par­
ties, mind you) have increased outlays for 
prisons faster than any other categoiy o f 
state spending. 

• It costs around $25,000 per year to 
keep a criminal behind bars, more t han 
five t imes the $4 ,500 average per p u p i l 
state a id for our schools. Yet a lot of people 
are perfectly willing to spend whatever i t 
takes to keep criminals off the streets. 

• In statistics compiled by the FBI, the 
Inc idence of se r ious crime (757.5 per 
100,000 population) Is flat. 

The conclusion Is clear to me: We're o n 
an anti-crime binge, spending at a prodi­
gious rate, f i l l i ng up every newly c o n -
stmcted prison cell as fast as we can open 
It. A n d yet the c r ime rate has h a r d l y 
budged. 

Plainly, something doesn't add up. 
Maybe Instead of concentrating solely o n 

slinging the bad guys into Jail, maybe we 
should have the guts to rethink seriously 
our public policies on crime. Below are a 
few though t - s t a r t e r s , Just i n t ime for 
wh icheve r candidate is bo ld (foolish?) 
enough to try saying something original 
before election day: 

• Liberals hate the death penalty, and 
there i s some evidence that t r i a l s tha t 
involve the possibility of death upon con­
vic t ion cost an enormous amount . Yet I 
keep wondering jus t why society should be 
obliged to pay the $25,000 annual tab to 
keep a n inmate, miserable but alive, in Jail 
for l i f e . .Are there not some people so 

Incurably s i c k or some c r i m e s so pro­
foundly awful that the death penalty is not 
only appropriate but humane at the same 
time? 

• There is gro-wlng evidence that young 
cr iminals In fact emerge f r o m jail w i t h 
enhanced s t a n d i n g among their peer 
group. Who Is going to "dls" a guy who 
survived prison, pumped iron for five years 
and returned to the street? Does this sug­
gest that t reatment of pr isoners in Ja i l 
ought to be very much harsher? 

• Are there methods of punishment less 
costly and more of a deterrent than time i n 
prison? I Very much suspect, for example, 
that the young man who was caned across 
the buttocks for vandalizing cars in Singa­
pore will not -want to do that again. And It 
might be that two 17-year-old members of 
the TUnket I n d i a n tribe who have been 
banished to live a year alone on remote 
Islands in A l a s k a won't beat up and rob 
another pizza delivery man. 

I realize these suggestions w i l l provoke a 
s t o r m of protes t , some emot ional a n d 
some carefully considered. B u t it seems 
perfectly clear that what our society Is now 
doing about c r ime Is both terribly expen­
sive and remau-kably ineffective. 

That 's a g rea t recipe for some fresh 
thinking. It's too bad it won' t come out 
unt i l after the election.

A l t e r n a t i v e s t o b o n d m u s t b e p u r s u e d

In J u l y 1994, a document 

w a s p u b l i s h e d by the Novl 
C o m m u n i t y , Schoo l D i s t r i c t 
r ega rd ing the findings of the 
Novi Board of Education Facili­
ties Committee. The committee 
worked from February to June 
and convened nine times. The 
c o m m i t t e e h e l d two p u b l i c 
hearings, July 18, and J u l y 25. 
(Repor t as submitted by the 
fac i l i t ies Advisory Committee 
8-19-94.) These hearings were 
to g a t h e r Input re la t ive to 

•ftIture school facilities (FOCUS 
J u l y 1994) The solutions pre­
sented to the public to alleviate 
a perceived "overcrowding situ­
at ion, were: 

1. B u i l d a new school grades 
4 & 5 . 

2 . B u i l d a new school grades 
7 & 8 . 

3 . B u i l d two new schools, K -
4, and a middle school (FOCUS 
J u l y 1994) 

The implications of choosing 
any One of these opUOns were 
also published. 

There were approximately 30 
people in attendance at each of 
the J u l y hearings. Most of the 
concerns expressed were with 
regard to pulling the 4th grade 
f r o m the elementary setting, 
a n d thrusting them into a mid­
dle school environment. It was 
explained that the current K-4 
facilities would then become a 
P r e - s c h o o l (when space Is 
avai lable) through 3rd grade, 
a n d t h e new conf igu ra t i on 
w o u l d be 4-5-6 In the renovat­
ed 5 / 6 and 7/8 building. This 
concept was not embraced by 
the people In attendance, nor 
has there been an overwhelm­
ing r u s h to support the re-con­
figurat ion. It is my perception 
that j u s t the opposite has been 
e:!q)ressed by those In atten­
d a n c e at the hear ings , and 
s u b s e q u e n t meetings. [Noui 
News 7-21. and 7-28). It was 
c o n t i n u a l l y explained that i f 
the re-conflgurat lon d i d not 
take place, there would have to 
be re-dlstrictlng. Many parents 
b a l k e d at this threat, and for 
good reason. No one l ikes to 
swi tch schools. Quite possibly 
they chose a particular neigh­
borhood for a particular school. 

I continually requested more 
Information from the facilities 
c o m m i t t e e about how they 
came to their conclusions, at 
b o t h publ ic hearings, and at 
subsequent board meetings, to 
substantiate their reasoning. 1 
w a s t o l d that to disseminate 
Information would not be prac­
t ical , and also would be a cost­
ly undertaking. I could under­
s t a n d this reasoning i f there 
were a n abundance of people 
requesting packets of Informa­
t ion, bu t as far as 1 knew, I was 
the o n l y one requesting that 
the Information being present­
ed, be made available to me for 
review.

The projected enrollment 
for the 1999-2000 school pre­
dicts 2,073 students. (Anafysls 
of pro jec ted s t u d e n t g rowth 
a n d fu tu r e f a c i l i t y needs 
A p p e n d i x C; Projection S t an -
fred c o n s u l t a n t s M S U F i n a l 
Project ion page 1.) These fig­
u r e s s h o w a n excess of 56 
1202] available spaces for s tu ­
dents, i n the year 2000 and If 
d iv ided by the cur ren t K , l , 2 
s t u d e n t cap a s d ic ta ted b y 
teacher cont rac t , this leaves 
2.2 [8.0] extra r o o m through­
out the present K - 4 schools. 
T h e o n l y s c h o o l s that w i l l 
exceed the present student cap 
on students per classroom Is 
O r c h a r d Hfils . Presently, the 
s t u d e n t cap In grades K - 2 
a l l o w for 25 s t u d e n t s p e r 
teacher, grades 3 and 4 allo-ws 
a cap of 2 7 . G i v e n that on ly 
one grade school housing K - 4 
w i l l exceed Its cap In the year 
2000, another alternative c a n 
be pursued. Also, the repercus­
s ions of exceeding a cap are 
not that alarming. If the cap Is 
exceeded, a teacher aid has to 
be assigned to the classroom. 
There are years throughout the 
6 - y e a r t ime f r a m e that a 
school(s) may exceed at some 
point the tmlon contracted cap, 
w h e n a n d If t h i s happens . 
Class size can be increased by 
2-3 students to accommodate 
the r i se i n en ro l lmen t . T h i s 
s o l u t i o n , w h i c h was neve r 
approached, nor i s It welcomed 
by the adminis t ra t ion , seems 
to be a more practical solution 
to the redistricting threat, and 
the threat of m o v i n g the 4 t h 
graders from the elementary 
setting. I a m not questioning 
that the enrol lment is rising, 
what 1 a m questioning is the 
a l t e r n a t i v e s p r e sen t ed t h a t 
parents haVe to choose from. 
It's a lose-lose situation. 

I c o n t i n u a l l y asked If 
avenues other t h a n bu i ld ing 
new schools were pursued and 
was told there were no other 
opt ions. Given t h e above f ig­
ures as taken f rom the Fac i l i ­
ties Committee report, options 
do exist other t h a n passing a 
30 m i l l i o n d o l l a r bond. It i s 
unfortunate that the bond pro­
posal was rolled Into one pack­
age. Instead of the two options 
that the school board has origi­
nal ly agreed upon at the Sept. 
29 meet ing. A s stated above 
there are options available to 
the school board. Now the very 
s t rong poss ib i l i t y exists tha t 
the p r o p o s e d b o n d w i l l f a l l 
because there a r e s t i l l many 
concerned parents, that object 
to the re-conflguratlon. There 
is no doubt that a 7-8 building 
Is needed In the distr ict , b u t 
not at the expense of upp lng 
the 4 th graders to a midd le 

school setting. It Is my tmder-
standlng that If the bond pro­
posa l p a s s e s as p roposed , 
there w i l l be a K - 3 and 4-5-6 
reconfiguration, and a new 7-8 
building. 

After a t tending bo th meet­
ings i n w h i c h the b o n d was 
discussed, I am no t comfort­
able w i t h the s choo l board's 
decision. .After m u c h discus­
sion and f l ip-f lopping on the 
Issues, I'm surprised that the 
bond Is being presented at this 
time. Other alternatives must 
be p u r s u e d , and the voters 
must be poslUve that what the 
boa rd of fers Is i n the best 
interest o f the children.

These are some lyr ics form 
Cat Steven's Tea for the TUler-
man albtlm, which was popular 
in the early 1970s. A s 1 drive 
through Meadowbrook Glen's 
subdivision, 1 notice more and 
more c h i l d r e n p l a y i n g In the 
streets. I've lived here since 
September 1979 and over the 
past 15 years the youth popu­
lation has continued to grow In 
Novi. We've added a new ele­
mentary school and added on 
to a l l t h e o t h e r e x i s t i n g 
schools. There continues to be 
a need for more school facili­
ties. W i t h the rapid growth of 
new housing In Novl there also 
Is a d e m a n d for m o r e good 
park l and for the c h i l d r e n to 
play on. 

On Augus t 16, 1993, 1 stood 
up at a c i t y c o u n c l l meeting 
and a s k e d w h a t w a s the 
progress o f park l a n d being 
bought w i t h the b o n d money 
that was O K ' d by voters In the 
winter of 1992? 1 "was assured 
the purchase of park land for 
fields was p rogress ing along 
fine. I was wear ing my "chi l ­
dren are our future" T-shi r t , 
bu t I d o n ' t t h i n k anyone 
noticed. 

During the summer of 1993, 
I attended a hearing concern­
ing the l a n d adjacent to E l l a 
Mae P o w e r P a r k a n d the 
Orchard Ridge S u b d i v i s i o n . I 
listened to the concerns Of the 
people who owned l and that 
backs up to E l l a M a e POwer 
Park. Many Of the citizens had 

the attitude, "not i n my back­
yard." 1 again was wearing m y 
" C h i l d r e n are o u r future" T -
sh l r t . L inda E r n s t did say to 
me that she realized the major­
i t y d idn ' t even no t ice what I 
w a s t r y i n g to s a y about the 
growing youth population and 
t h e n e e d for m o r e p l a y i n g 
fields. 

A t th i s meeting o r the next 
parks and recreation meeting, I 
s a w a set of b e a u t i f u l 
b l u e p r i n t s wh ich showed a n 
a d d i t i o n a l two y o u t h softball 
fields and a sand lot Volleyball 
c o u r t . I was assured by Dan 
D a v i s tha t t h e s e would b e 
r e a d y at the E l l a Mae Power 
P a r k for the summer of 1994. 
(Not there as of now.) 

A s the A u g u s t 11, 1994 
Pa rks and Recreation meeting, 
I l i s t e n e d to the promises of 
fields for soccer, softball and 
Novl Youth Baseball. I also saw 
a set of blueprints for the fields 
at the newly acqu i r ed E i g h t 
M i l e and Napier site. With the 
l o s s of Bosco fields and the 
ever growing youth population, 
I 'm very concerned that these 
fields w i l l not be ready by the 
summer of 1995 when needed. 

I've pa id taxes for 15 years 
a n d n o w turn a round to pay 
user fees at Schoolcraft College 
s o c c e r f ie lds f o r both m y 
daughter and son because the 
N o v l P a r k s and R e c r e a t i o n 
f i e l d s leave so m u c h to b e 
d e s i r e d . Some socce r teams 
from other cities refuse to play 
on the Novl fields, because of 
their poor condition. 

O n October 19, the mling Is 
supposed to come down on the 
piece of land betwreen Cherry 
H i l l and Holy Fami ly Catholic 
C h u r c h . If the contaminat ion 
level is favorable, I surely hope 
the city councll does a m u c h 
n e e d e d land p u r c h a s e for a 
s m a l l park. If the contamina­
t ion level Is found to be unfa­
vorable, then please purchase 
t h e p i e c e of l a n d be tween 
G r a n d River and Cherry Hil l . It 
has been up for sale many dif­
ferent times over the years.

I.,oca1 
state and Metroparks offer a variety of alterna­
tives to catcl i the splendid array of colors and 
catch o u r breath from our b u s y schedules. 

M a y b u r y State Park has somewhere B i the 
neighborhood of 50 different species of trees, said 
I ^ e n Gour ley . park interpreter T h e sugar maple, 
hiickory. ca l l , beech, and walnut trees are al1 in 
abundance at the park. 

"Maples can be reaUy showy," she explained. 
"They start out bright red, go into go1d and then 
yellow." 

Trees c a n be seen by bike path, walking nature 
trails, horseback and hayrides. 

* The M a y b u r y Rid ing Stables ar(; 
open Tuesday t h r o u g h Sunday 
from 9 a.m. u n t i l 5 p . m . through 
the end of November. Reservations 
for horse rcIitals are not accepted. 
It's on a first-come, first-served 

basis. There are 30 horses to rent 
a n d the cost is $12 per h o u r during the 

day and $15 on the weekend. No horse­
back riding experience is necessary. The 

only requirement is that ch i ldren be at least 4 
1/2 feet tall and 8-years-oId. "A tra i l guide goes 

witll eacJi group every half h o u r on weekdays and 
every 20 minutes on tile weekend," s a i d Keith 
Gordon, the manager of the r id ing stable. "We 
have horses to suit evelyone. 

"L.ots of people come out j u s t to see the leaves," 
he said. 

Hayrides are a wonderful w a y for groups to View 
the colors. A 25-minute hayrlde is $ 2 per person, 
with a min imum charge of $ 5 0 eVen i f the party is 
smaller than 25 people. T h e r e are three different 
size wagons to accommodate groups from 25 to 
45, and wagons can be attached for larger groups. 
Reservations are necessaiy for hayrides. 

Kensington Metropark estlmates there are at 
least 30 different major species inc lud ing oak. 
maples, dogwoods, hickoiy, a n d aspen , and sever­
al varieties within each species. 

Kensington has several sceriic lookouts located 
at the F a r m Center, the Park Office a n d other 
points throughout the park. Scenic lookouts can 
be reached by car and by the h ik ing-bik ing trails. 

A n 8.2 mile bike trail around the 
lake is an option a n d for a more 
leisurely look at the leaves, nature 
trails are also available. 

A pick-your-own-pumpldn hayride 
leaves every 20 m i n u t e s on the week­

ends for $1 for c h i l d r e n and seniors 
and $ 1.50 for adults . T h e cost of 
pumpkins varies from $.50 to $5 

depending on size, b u t it is another 
f way to see the fall colors , 

'l'. Ten miles of horse trails are available 
' for those who want to view autumn's out­

door show on tlieir own horses, but a 
release is requh-ed in advance . Contact the 

park office for details. 
Maps of the park and scenic lookouts are 

available at toUbooths. 
Kensington Metropark is o p e n from 6 a.m. until 

10 p.m. daily. Daily entrance st ickers are avail­
able for $2 during the week a n d $3 on the week­
end. Tuesday is a free day, no st icker required. 

In Michigan's lS-ralllion acres of forests, there 
are close to 100 different species of trees. What 
we can't see is the process that m a k e s the leaves 
show off in autumn. As the day iength decreases 
and the nights get cooler ce11s are activated 
between the leaf and stem. T h e s e cells deprive the 
leaf of its water a11d mineral s u p p l y , eventually 
cutting the leaf off from the s tem. A substance 
called chlorophyll uses energy f rom the sun to 
make food for the plant. It's a l s o what makes 
leaves green. The colors we see i n the fall are in 
the leaves during the spring a n d summer, but 
because of the bold chlorophyll, we only see 
green. As the chlorophyll fades, the timid colors 
burst forth and announce their splendor. 

Some trees have a Variety o f colors in them. Phi, 
wild cherries, and sassafras t u r n r e d fu-st, then 
yellow. Others, such as the the s u m a c become 
orange, then bright red. 

Still other trees have only one color hiding 
inside. Poplar trees are strictly br ight yellow. 
Sugar maple leaves are fiery r e d . 

Trees with varying shades o f yel low colors are 
hickories, eastern cottonwood, t u U p tree, yellow 
birch, and striped maple. 

Some of the prettiest trees for color Viewing are 
aspen, oak, maple, birch and s u m a c , which may 
be m your own back yard, or someone else's.

ing amateur crooks. 

At the end of the third segment, 
Vincent and Jiiles decide to have 
ljreakfast at the local coffee shop 
w h e r e they encounte r Honey 
B u n n y and Pumpkin, right where 
they left them i n the fi lm's first 
scene. 

The three intertwining "slice of 
life' narratives ceilter on a pair of 
t h i c k - w i t t e d hi tmen, a doub le -
c ros s ing prizefighter on the r i in , 
h i s absent-minded f>ench g i r l ­
f r i end , the h i t m e n - h i r i n g inob 
boss , his e.xotic but drug-addled 

wife and the two young lovers con­
templating a career change from 
sticking up restaurants Instead of 
liquor stores. 

As the title implies, "Pulp Fic­
tion" tal<cs its inspiration from the 
popular, and often lurid, crime fic­
t i o n of the thir t ies and forties, 
m o s t assoc ia ted w i t h cheaply-
pIinted, garishly-illustrated news­
s t a n d pub l i ca t ions l ike " B l a c k 
Mask." 

F r o m the ye l lowed pages of 
these low-rent "pulps" came brass 
Imuckle tales of wodd-weary pri­
v a t e eyes p lagued by two-b i t 
hoods, blonde black widows and 
the existential void. Here, writers 
l i k e D a s h i e l l Hainmet t , D a v i d 
Goodis , Cornell Woolrich, James 
M . Ca in , W.R. Burnett and Ray­
mond Chandler forged a new kind 
nf Ar^oiipan literature: the hard-
boi led noir tradition of the dark 
city, which in tunl triggered Holly-
woods fdm noir cycle of tlle forties 
and fifties. 

To bring this unique underworld 
vision to life. Tarantino assembled 
a cast that includes John Travolta. 
Bruce Willis, Samuel L. Jackson, 
U m a Thurman, Harvey Keitel, T im 
Roth. Amanda Plunlmer. Maria de 
M e d e i r o s , V l n g R h a m e s . E r i c

After w r a p p i n g u p " R e s e r v o i r 
Dogs" a n d " T r u e R o m a n c e . " 
Tarantino con templa ted what to 
do next, and decided to re turn to 
his original idea of three stories. 

This time, he sat down to write. 
Intending to have a different direc­
tor for e a c h s t o r y . B u t i n the 
course of ta lking with other direc­
tors , it o c c u r r e d to h i m that it 
might be more fun writ ing a script 
and having the three s tor ies a l l 
work together in one movie. 

TarantJno was at tracted to the 
idea of us ing the same characters 
to move in a n d out of different sto­
ries.

Novelists can briIlg characters 
b a c k from previous s t o r i e s to 
appear for a mollicnt i n something 
new — but it's an opUon generally 
not available to filInlnakers, said 
Tarantino. "It's sonicthing that's 
k i n d of ha rd lo do i n m o v i e s , 
because once you write a movie, 
you've sold the r igh t s to those 
charac ters . You can ' t Ju s t say, 
hey, can I have Mr. White show up 
as a supporting character'.'" 

In 'Pulp FicUon," Tarant ino has 
the opportunity io p lay wi th his 
characters and have t h e m move 
from story to story. T h e m a i n 
character of one story w o u l d go on 
to be a supporting character in the 
next. As Taran t ino p o i n t s out, 
"This was the chance to do three 
movies lor the price of one." 

"The idea behind "Pulp Fiction,'" 
said Tarantino. "was to take the 
oldest situations in the books, the 
ones you've seen a z i l l i o n times, 
the boxer who's supposed to throw 
a fight and doesn't, the mob guy 
who's supposed to take t l le boss's 
wife out for the evening. 

The th i rd story, 'The Wolf, ' is 
basically the first five minutes of 
every Joel Silver movie , two hi t 
men come and k i l l t h e s e guys , 
t hen they cut to A r n o l d 
Schwarzenegger a h u n d r e d miles 
away and eventually the two sto­
ries converge. 

"What 1 wanted to do," he said, 
"for instance, with the tfurd story 
is hang out with Vincent a n d Jules 
after Uley've finished t h e i r bus i ­
ness and see what h a p p e n s to 
them the rest of the morning."

Deconges t an t s a r e p a r t i c u l a r l y usefu l 
because they cut down on runny nose and con­
gestion. They also re1leVe s inus and ear pres­
sure. You should be careful about taking them 
if you have high blood pressure or a bad heart. 
You should not take a decongestant for more 
than a week at a t ime without the advice of a 
physician. Some c o m m o n decongestants are 
p s e u d o e p h e d r i n e (Suda fed ) , p h e n y l ­
propanolamine (Dexatrim) and ephedrine (Slo-
Fedrin). OxymetazoUne (Afrin, Neosynephrine) 
is a decongestant In a spray form. 

Analgesics aild antipyretics are a fancy way 
of sayhig pa in reUever and fever reducer. They 
reheve some of the aches and pa ins of being 
sick. The usual medic ine i n cold formulas is 
acetaminophen (Tylenol). Ace ty l sa l i cy l i c acid 
(Aspirin) and ibuprofen (Motrin) also Work, but 
they have po t en t i a l h a r m f u l effects on the 
stomach. Iddneys a n d liver. Because of the risk 
of Reye's Syndrome, c h i l d r e n s h o u l d always 
use acetamhlophen (Tylenol) Instead of the oth­
ers. 

AntUilstamines reduce the quanti ty of secre­
tions and lmproVe n a s a l itching and sneezing. 
Ove r - the -coun te r p r e p a r a t i o n s c o m m o n l y 
cause drowsiness . W h i l e usefu l at bedtime, 
drowsiness can be dange rous wh i l e driving. 
A n t i h i s t a m i n e s t h i c k e n s e c r e t i o n s , w h i c h 

makes t h e m difficult to pass. Some antihis­
tamines a r e d i p h e n h y d r a m i n e (Benadry l ) , 
chl0rphef1iramhie (Cfllor-Trimeton) and tripro-
lldine (AcUdyl). 

Cough s u p p r e s s a n t s d o j u s t t h a t . They 
reduce the urge to cough. Dextromethorphan 
(Benylln D M ) ls the most effective i n this cate­
goiy. 

Expectorants are designed to loosen secre­
tions so they can be padded more easUy. Com­
mon ones are guaifenesin and iodide solutions 
(Organidin, SSKI). 

Some c o l d remedies c o n t a i n s i g n i f i c a n t 
amounts o f alcohol. Read the label. 

Finally, a word about choosing medication. 
Before y o u shop, decide what symptoms you 
need to treat. Then, choose a remedy contain­
ing a combina t ion that matches y o u r needs. 
Also consider cost. Content does not necessari­
ly dictate cost . Some brands , s u c h as Robl-
tusshi. charge one price for any of several dif­
fering combinat ions. Other brands determine 
pricing by the number of active ingredients l n 
their p roduc t Generics are usuaUy less expen­
sive. Before y o u buy, read the l abe l to check 
the ingred ien t s . Also look for other, s imi lar 
products tha t may be more economical. Good 
luck ln y o u r search for reUefl

In his provocative and controversial book The 
Exercise Mytli, Dr . Henry Solomon argues that 
Vigorous exercise cannot prevent heart disease: 
it can even be dangerous. One c a n be heal thy 

without being p h y s i ­
cally fit. he said , and 
one c a n be f i t a n d 
s t i l l d eve lop f a t a l 
heart disease. 

R e c a l l the 1 9 8 8 
death o f b a s k e t b a l l 
s u p e r s t a r " P i s t o l 
Pete" M a r a v i c h , who 
collapsed while play­
ing a p i c k u p g a m e 
and d i e d at 4 0 . A n 
autopsy revealed h is 
hear t h a d no lef t 
c o r o n a r y a r t e ry - a 
rare finding. Consider 
the un t ime ly dea ths 

of Hank Gathers and, more recently, Reggie 
Lewis. 

Reports of exercise-related ca rd iovascu la r 
comphcations have appeared in both the medi ­
cal literature and the popular press, suggesting 
that strenuous physical activity may ac tua l ly 
b r i n g on a heart attack or sudden dea th in 
some people. 

Consequent ly , some impor tan t ques t ions 
regarding the value of exercise have emerged: 

1. Is exercise risky? When a person dies of a

heart a t tack while r u n n i n g , the p u b l i c fre­
quent ly a s s u m e s t h e e x e r c i s e c a u s e d the 
death. However, given the mi l l ions of Amer i ­
cans now rurmlng, soine number of them could 
be expected by chance to die dur ing exercise -
just as some die wli l le eating, reading, watch­
ing television and sleeping. 

The cri t ical question: Does s t renuous exer­
cise temporarily Increase the risk of cardiovas­
cular complications a s compared to less Vigor­
ous actlVlly? The answer appesu-s to be "yes." 

Exercise-related c a r d i o v a s c u l a r compl ica ­
tions are extremely rare i n the general popula­
tion. A landmark study i n 1982 reported only 
one jogging death per year for every 7,620 jog­
gers i n R h o d e I s land , c o r r e s p o n d i n g to an 
h o u r l y d e a t h rate f o r j o g g e r s o f one per 
396,000 hours. 

NeVertheless, this ra te was a l m o s t eight 
times the hourly death rate of one i n three mil-
Uon hours for non-vigorous actlvity. The higher 
rate suggests a casual relation between jogging 
and sudden death in susceptible people. For 
heart patients, the re la t ive r i sk of exercise-
related comphcations is estimated to be even 
greater 

2. Does the benefit outweigh the risk? These 
reports seem contnadictoiy to those of use who 
have been led to beUeve that regu1ar exercise 
reduces the risk of heart disease and its com-
pUcatlons. The problem, howeVer, is to deter­
mine i f the beneflt o f r egu l a r exerc ise out­

weighs the r i sk . 
Research indicates that a person i s liar more 

likely to experience a heart attack du r ing Vigor­
ous exercise than during a comparable period 
of inactivity. 

On the other hand, i f that individual is a reg­
ular exerciser, he is at a lower overall risk for a 
cardiac event. 

3. Why do complications occur in "apparently 
healthy" a d u l t s ? One explanation for the per­
plexing occurrence of exercise deaths i n symp­
tom-free people lies in the belief that they really 
were "healthy" adults. In fact, it appears that 
people who die during exercise often liaVe some 
form of cardiovascular disease, indeed, heart 
disease appears to be the major kUler of condi­
tioned runners age 40 and older who die While 
nlrmlng. 

S t ruc tura l abnormali t ies o f the hear t also 
have been impl ica ted as potential causes of 
exercise deaths, particularly i n young people. 
Thus, the combinat ion of exercise a n d a dis­
eased or suscep t ib le heart, rather t h a n the 
exercise itself, seems to be the major culpri t .
