City says it
wants historic
Fuerst farm

While members of the Novi City
Councll aren't precisely sure what
they'll do with the old Fuerst
farm, they want it.

But the Novi school hoard Isn't
willing to hand the acreage over
until they find out how the land
at Ten Mile and Taft roads will be
used by the city. And whether the
City of Novi will buy the land cut-
right or engage in some land trad-
ing with the school district
remains unclear.

So to work out all the details, a
subcommittee of two city council
members will meet with two as
yet undesignated school board
members and report back some-
time in January.

“We don't have any deeper
pockets than you do, but perhaps
our goals are somewhat differ-
ent,” Mayor Kathleen McLallen
sald at a joint meeting of the two
governments Monday.

City council members say the
Fuerst farm is historic and could
be developed in a number of inno-
vative ways. School board mem-
bers contend that isn't their job,

“We are not golng to get into the
business of running some kind of
operation that is only tangentlally
related to educational uses. I
couldn't see us asking the citl-
zens for money,” Board Member
Stephen Hitchcock said.

“I can’t Imagine that the school
board's gaing to sit on that prap-
erty for a long period of time and
do nothing.”

Hitehcock agreed that the
Fuerst complex might make a
good city park - if the bungalow-
style house is torn down,

The area is of interest to several
local special interest groups. The
Senlor Citizens Housing Commit-
tee would like to build a seniar
residence on city land nearby.
The Novi Historical Commission
and Novi Historical Society view
the Fuerst homestead as a memo-
rial to Novi's farm heritage. con-
veniently-located near both
today's city hall and the historic
Novi Township Hall, The Novi
Community Library, just east of
the farm, needs room for future
expansion, To the south, in five
years, Novi High School is expect-
ed to be hursting at the seams
with an increase from 1,200 to
1,900 students,

And the Novi Parks and Recre-
ation Commission is worried that
the city council aims to tap into
the $9.9 miliion park bond money
to purchase the land.

“The parks and recreation com-
mission feels preserving the
buildings makes sense. The com-
mission feels none of the hond
money should go for the land or

Twenty two years after her hus-
band'’s military aircraft was shot
down over Vietnam, Cheryl Wil-
son has abandoned hope of ever
seeing him or his dog tags again.

Alr Force officials declared
Robert A. Wilsen was killed in
action this spring. His remains
will be buried in Arlington Ceme-
tery next month.

His dog tags; however, will
remaln in Vietnam,

The tags were found in the
hands of a villager who lives in
South Vietnam near to where the
plane went down. Air Farce offl-
cials tried to persuade the native
to relinquish the tags, but the vil-
lager was adamant and held onto
the tags with clinched fists.

“They keep them as trophies,”
Cheryl said. “He still has them.
He wouldn't give them up.”

It is a picture that haunts
Cheryl and son Robb, 25 as they
struggle to bring closure to this
chapter of their lives.

“1 still would love to get the dog
tags back and give them to Robb,”
she said,

With the paseage of Proposal A,
some people fear that the
reduced taxes will be raised or
replaced with new ones. Do you
shere that concern? if so, what
do you plan to do about 1t? If
not, why not?

How do you feel about the
Department of Natural
Resources purchasing lnkefront
property for public access sltes?

“Michigan students should be exposed to, and acquire a solid mastery over, the core body of
human knowledge, including the principles of mathematics. sclence, writing and speaking and
the great documents of citizenship, history and literature,” Honigman stated.

“Schools ought not to shift their focus away from the basic academic subjects and traditional
teaching methods and toward more marginal, vven frivolous subjects, experimental, avant-
garde instructional methods and ethically offensive values-clarification exercises.”

"1 strongly agree with the voters who overwhelmingly approved Proposal A.” he said.

“Proposal A dramatically cut the property tax, our state’s most onerous tax. The property lax
was unrelated to the ability to pay, and was harming the slate’s economy.

“Proposal A also moved our state sharply away from a system where the amount of resources
dedicated to 2 child's education could be as much as 300 percent less than other children,
because that child had the misfortune of being bom inte a property poor school district
Proposal A puts us on the road to correcting this unfaimess.”

*One, make sure Michigan students’ mastery of the basic disciplinies of writing, reading,
math, sclence, history and literature is the world's best,” Honigman said.

Two, make Michigan education more efficient ~ shift resources away from schoolhouse
bureaucrats and into the classroom.

“Three, educate well the children of the poor. This is the best chance they have for a betier life
than their parents.

“Four, make all school safe.”

“Yes. There are already these in local communities and in state government that will press
hard for higher taxes,” he said. “But look what tax and spending cuts have brought:

“One, Michigan dramatically outperforms the nation in employment growth and enjoys an
economy that (s more prosperous than most other states for the first tirne since the 1960s.

“Two. as a result of the prosperity created by cutting taxes, the state has more revene to
spend on education and fighting crime.

“Three, even with the Republican-inspired tax cuts, we have only reduced the tax burden on
Michigan residents from significantly above the national average to just slightly below the
national average {27th highest). We have moved forward, hut we need to go further.

*[ will, therefore. press enthusiastically for more tax cuts.”

“Public access siting decisions must take into account the following considerations in a
balanced and fair manner:

“One, too much access can result in: water salety hazards; pollution risk to lake and
surrounding wetlands, wildlife and vegetation; traffic congestion on lakeside roads; and a
significant reduction in enjoyment for all. Overuse by high speed powerboats and Jet Skis may
unduly interferc with swimming, fishing, sailing. canoving and other lake activities.

“Two, however, people who cannot afford to own lakefrant property ought to have a
reasonable opportunity to enjoy water activitics, like the beauty of a waterfront sunset or the
chance for a father and son to fish and grow together,” Honigman concluded.

What are your thoughts on
landfill siting in thiz district?

Most people agree that voters
today are cynical. They don't
trust politicians, and the
Michigan Legislature has become
highly polarized. Why should
they trust you?

Why are you nmning for this
office?

“Landfill siting in our area should be avoided at all costs because our area’s water resources
are extraordinarily vulnerable to the environmental hazards posed by landfills,” he stated.

“Or area has more inland lakes than anywhere else in Michigan and many resldents still get
their drinking water from underground aquifers - including aquifers unprotected by clay

barriers.
“Landfills would be more safely sited in arcas without such vulnerable water resources.”

This creates polarization and gridlock and nothing constructive gets
accomplished,” he explained.

“The Legislahire afterward diverted
nearly $700 million provided by Proposal A to special interest groups. Sales taxes historically
produce funding shortfalls during economic downtumns.

“Cost-cutiing legislation {PA 112) targeted emnployee wages only and ignored other powerful
cost-cutting measures. We must allow districts to: 1) replace old high interest bonds with new,
low interest bonds; 2) issue bonds for limited building improvements instead of only grand scale
renovations; and 3) consolidate financial services and personnel at the Intermediate School

District level”

"Stabilizing funding and strengthening the core curriculum,” she said.

"Most financial experts expect shortfalls in the school aid fund soon. Instead of raising taxes,
1 would reverse many recent Legislative “give-aways” of schoeol aid funds (nearly $70¢ million)
and cut education costs as outlined in Answer 2,” Barnett explained.

"The DNR should be allowed to purchase such sites only If they are not concentrated on a
single lake or community and don't create traffic, safety or other problems for neighbors,” she
concluded.

“We're near our limit. We sheuld reduce landfill need by stressing reeycling.” she said,

"I keep my promises - and work well with members of hoth parties, ™ she said.

“I have held several conversations with Oakland County Probate Court in addition {0 meeting
with the chief judge of probate court, court administrator, youth assistance director and other
staff members,” Sctimid stated.

“They gave their reasons for reducing our Youth Assistance counselor to part-time. We gave
them our views and other avenues to consider on why we believe we need our YA counselor full-
fime.

“As yet we have not had a response on our questions, concerns and suggestons. It is my
belief that we will be successful.”

“Comimissioners have reduced their travel budget in half over the last three years.” she said,

“Most definitely. The State of Michigan looks at Oakland County as the engine that is driving
the economy in Michigan,” Schmid said.

“Some of the accomplishments are counseling with 364 companies in the last quarter of ‘94
with 34 prospective clients right now.

"The 1994-95 forecast and statistics by The University of Michigan shows 52,000 new jobs
created in the county. One out of every two jobs in the state is created in Oakland County.
There are 38,000 businesses in the county of which 420 are forelgn owned, representing 22
counties. Half of the robotics sales in the U.S. come from Oakland County; 201 of the Fortune
500 companies have an office or presence here. Those statistics speak for our proactive pursuit

of economic development.”

“This has always been a perceived problem in Oakland County. The real problem is Oakland
County's share of the pot with the State of Michigan. Oakland County is the largest county
taxpayer in the state, aithough we are treated as though we have all the money we need,” she
said,

“Therefore, as stated above in question 2, all formulas at the state are nothing more than
redistribution of our tax dollars. That is why it is so important that commissioners are active in
the the Michigan Association of Counties.

“We have had some suceess with getting gas tax money back to the road commission and
instead of 45 cents of each tax dollar retrmed, we have special programs increasing that figure
to 88 cents per dollar.”

“Regarding the drains, we have consolidated our Oakland County public works department
under the drain commissioner, refieving the county of duplication of effort.” Schmid explained.
“Under the new plan, the drain commissloner is in charge of all engineering, construction, lake
levels. right of way acquisition, inspection, sofl erosion, operations, maintenance, permitting,
water and sewer billing, accounting and maintenance. This was done with the recommendation
of the county executive and the concurrence of the board.

“Regarding the road commission, we are working more closely with them right now. With the
passage of ISETEA legislation, SEMCOG has control of our federal road monies. At this time it
is better to have two voices ~ the county and the road comrnission working together for Qaldand

County's fair share.”

“If your visior: of mass transit is rail and subway, probably that form of mass transit is not
going anywhere at this time. 1f your view of mass transit is a consolidated bus system befween
DDOT and SMART, there is always a possibility,” Schmid said.

“Right now they are working together on bus lines that cross city and county lines, To make a
merger work, there has to be accountability frem the City of Detroit on DDOT. They subsidize
their bus system at $40 million dollars a year. SMART has 350 buses to DDOT's 200 buses.

"Fortunately, taxpayers in Oakland, Macomb or out-county Wayne do not subsidize the
SMART bus system. | don't think the taxpayers of Oakland County should have to be
subsidizing an unaccountable bus system.”

“Since I have been on the Oakland County board I have been a delegate to SEMCOG, When
the original Regional Development Initiative came down from SEMCOG, 1 worked with three
other Oakland County commissioners to write Oakland County's own version of the RDI
completely disagreeing with SEMCOG's conclusions,” Schmid said.

“Why would anyone in Oakland County want SEMCOG., an unelected and unaccountable
body. deciding what growth Oakand County can have.

“This is a quality of life issue and each of us has the right to live where we want. This is best
left to individual communities with the support of their county. Twenty years ago. Mayor Young
stopped "Super Sewer,’ but Novi had the vision to provide another way for their growth

potential.”

"My record is clear. As part of the leadership of the board. we have cut $21 million from the
1994 budget, reduced Oakland County's car {leet by 30 vehicles saving $280.000 a year, and
instituted a defined contribution retirement program.” Schmid said. “In addition, county
departments were combined to reduce duplication and expenses. County expenditures were cut
by privatization. early out retirernents, and new employee health care plans. Updating of
computer systerns provided the tools to employees, ending duplication of time consuming
paperwork. They board. staff and budget were reorganized for an annual savings of $150.000 a
year. County services were brought to the 17th district by the building of a new court house in
Novi and transferring 75 county employees from Pontiac to the old courthouse in Walled Lake.”

Michael Meyer wants to make a
difference.

In 1992, Meyer
dropped his name in the running
because he was concerned about
the welfare of those affected by
Governor John Engler’'s decision to
cut general assistance.

*I ran for Congress because |
was concerned about the Governor
who said he cared about people.
He said they could and should be
working. And then he did away
with general assistance,” he said.

Meyer's knows first hand there
are some people on the welfare
system who can work. But, he
said, there are those who can't
because they are developmentally
disabled or physically handi-
capped.

"l know thousands can work,”
he sald. “But some need our help.”

It's those folks Meyer wants (0
help.

“That's what metivated me to
run,” he said. “I had no party sup-
port and no PAC (Political Action
Comnmittee).

Schmid’s
not ready
to give up
seat yet

Kay Schmid isn’t ready to give
up her Oakland County Board seat
just yet.

Ending her second term, she is
seeking a third stint as the 17th
District commissioner. She's being
challenged by Democratic Novi
resident Michael Meyer in the Nov.
8 general election.

Schmid sald Friday she’s mak-
Ing headway in improving services
for her constituents in Walled Lake
and Novi and she’s doesn't want to
jump ship yet.

*I have the time, energy and
knowledge,” she said. "And I'm
making headway in bringing mare
services to our corner of the coun-

The relocation and expansion of
the 52-1 District Court from
Walled Lake to Novl is just one of
several changes county officials
have made to improve services for
residents in the 17th District. A
new courthouse is under construc-
tion In Novl and county officials
plan to move county employees
from Pontiac to the former court-
house facility in Walled Lake. The
move wili provide residents easier
access to the services provided
only by Oakland County.

A $21 million reduction in the
county's 1994 operating budget
has also been a big win for Schmid
and her colleagues on the county
hoard.

“We have been a good group of
commissioners. We've done a lot
and have accomplished a lot,” she
sald. “We have a two-year budget
that we are just now reviewing and
making amendments. We've been
fiscally responsible and have
always had a balanced budget.

~To be able to cut $21 million i3
a major accomplishment,” she
sald. * We have made a much lean-
er and meaner county
Departments have lost 25 percent
of thelr revenues. Some have lost
too much. Those will have to be
reviewed.

“But we are keeping the millage

and the money | donated to my
campaign.

“But [ felt I could make a difler-
ence,” he said. And he still does.

“I'm still motivated by the same
force, 1 believe ] can make a differ-
ence,” he said.

That means he’ll campaign on
his experience as a Novi Board of
Education member to sway Novi
residents to vote for him. He'll use
what he said has been a prudent
use of taxpayers moncy 1o illus-
trate his fiscal responsibility and
restraint.

"I have tried to prudently deal
with the taxes paid to Novi
Schools,” he sald. “"We've never
over built or overspent in this
school district.”

Fiscal responsibility and
accountability js just one of four
Issues Meyer sces as critical ones
facing Qakiand County. The Coun-
ty has a $42] million budget,
Another 10 percent county officials
oversee from the Road Commis-
ston. That makes the annual bud-
get half a billion dollars. Most of
the budget is accounted fgr. Meyer
said when he had done his

research. But 7 pereent is still list-
ed as miscellaneous expenscs.
That 7 percent equates to $35 mil-
lion.

“We need grealer accountability
for hew that money is being
spent,” he said. "I would propose a
Truth in Budgeting policy and
become a watchdog for fourth
quarter spending.

"It appears that there could be
more prudent and wise use of the
meney that s in that budget.”
said.

And county services could be
more “user-friendly.” Meyer said
he'd like to see Novi residents have
quicker access fo county services
like obtaining birth, marriage and
death certificates without having
to travel to Pontiac to do so. He
proposes opening a regional coun-
ty services center in Walled Lake
or Novi ar negotiating with city
clerks {o network with county offi-
cials so those services could be
offered Jocally to county taxpayers.
And then there's the notion of bal-
ancing the ratio of Republican and
Democratic commissioners who
are scated on the board. Current-
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lv, there is one Democrat for every
five Republicans on the 25 mem-
ber pancl.

“I'd Hke to bring greater repre-
sentation to the county board and
commission in Oakland County,
Right now theyv arc all being head-
ed by a Republican.

“This is not a Democratic under-
standing of government. It is one
perspective and one view point.”

Last but not least on Meyer's
platform is his hope for greater
cooperation between the City of
Detroit and Oakland County.
Mever said there is an awful lot of
room for improvement and cooper-
ation in water and sewer services,
regional transit and waste collec-
tion.

Cooperation is key but it is time
for change, Meyer said. "We need
new thoughts and new ideas.” he
said. "This race will be a contest.
Just as it is time for change on the
school .board. it is time for
change.”

“If I'm elected I'll serve with hon-
esty and integrity as I have done
during my days on the Novi school
board.” he said.

low and trying to get services out
to the community,” she said.

In Novi and Walled Lake, that
means improved court and county
services. And soon, if talks go
Schmid's way and Qakland Coun-
ty Prosecuters and area police
chiefs reach some accord, there
soon will be an imprevement in
police and fire services.

Schmid said she has been
instrumental in working with
police chiefs in the 52-1 District
Court jurisdiction to move a war-
rant prosecutor down from Pontlac
and into town. The move will alle-
viate the number of runs police
officers make to and from Pontlac
to get warrants signed.

The commissioner said she is
working with Novi Police Chief
Douglas Shaeffer to get the moved
appraved. But county officials are
stalling a decision because they

" don't want to lose the manpower

in the county court system. she
said.

Schmid in spite of the delay, the
prospect looks promising because
Novi city officials have promised
the prosecutor free office space.
telephone usage and secretarial
services if he or she is relocated to
the area.

“We need this now, not some-
time in the future,” she said. Talks

are continuing Schmid said, but
progress has been stow even
though the idea has won the sup-
port of a cealition of police chiefs
in the area.

Improving police and fire ser-
vices is a high priority for the com-
missioner, but it isn't the only
issue on the commission's plate.
Until last year, there were only two
counties in Michigan who still
hadn’t assumed control of commu-
nity mental health services. Oak-
land County is one; Macomb is the
other.

When the county services were
under the auspices of the state.
Oakland County's budgeted
expense for those services was
only $10-12 million. Today, it is in
excess of $100 million. A transi-
tion team which includes county
commissioners and county offi-
cials is currently undertaking the
monumental task of reworking the
system.

“We are revamping the services
S0 we serve more people and get
them out of state hospitals. So
many people get to the state hospi-
tals and get lost there. They are
kept there when some could really
be put into group homes where
their needs are better met.”

Schmid said county officials
have selected a committee to

spearhead the revamping effort.
Committee members will be setting
priorities and finding ways to get
people out of the hospitals and off
waiting lists. The county is also
going to start bidding out parts of
the program which have never
been bidded out before.

Schmid is also celebrating a per-
sonal victory. As the board's liai-
son to Southeastern Michigan
Council of Governments, Schmid
said SEMCOG officials finally con-
ceded last week to abandon their
hopes of becoming a regional body.

That means SEMCOG members
will now recognize that they can-
not stop growth in Oakland.

“We can control growth but you
can't stop it,” she said. “You can't
tell people where to go. You can't
stop growth. It's going to happen.
People have a right to go where
they want and it's up to the local
officials to make the choice.”

Schmid said the Oakland Coun-
ty Board of Commissioners has
made real progress since she was
first elected four years ago. She
hopes to continue that progress by
staying involved and seated.

“I've done a good job. I think I'm
respected. But I think if you want
to get the job done you have to do
it yourself. There are just too
many things I want to get done.”

After a serious bout of illness
earlier this year, David Honigman
said he's recuperating both physi-
cally and mentally.

“I'm glad to be alive,” 38-year-
old State Sen. Honigman said,

The West Bloomfield Republican
went into the hospital in February
and had most of his intestine
removed. He then got orders to
rest up to recover his health, but
the media pointed out that Honig-
man wouldn't be kept out of the
game - still very ill, he showed up
in Lansing to cast his vote on
school finance reform.

Honigman said the experience
made him realize how much he
enjoys simple things like spending
time with his wife, Joanne, taking
quiet walks and eating solid food.

“I appreciate fife so much,”
Honigman said. “All the little
things that people take for grant-
ed, I appreciate a lot.”

Honigman still is keeping his
travel to a minimum, as he says
he's about 75 percent healed.

"It's definitely limited my cam-
paigning activity,” he said.

Still, he's quick to say that his
health is not an issue in the race
for the 15th district.

"l wouldn't run if 1 didn’t think I
could serve.” Honigman said.

What is an issue, he said, is Pro-
posal A - the voter-approved pack-
age that cut out local property
taxes as a way to finance schools
and boosted the sales tax from 4
to 6 percent as a primary way to
replace the funding.

“That's the biggest accomplish-
ment of state government {n 50
years,” Honigman said.

Honigman said the old system of
school finance caused huge gaps
in funding to schools, with some
districts at the top end spending
two or three times as much per
pupil as those on the Jow end.

While Honigman's opponent,
Vicki Barnett, charges that the
system created under the reforms
will lead to massive shortfalls and
underfunding of schools, Honig-
man contends that the amend-
ment to Michigan's state constitu-
tlon protects districts from such
problems,

v 0O

“Even if we have a recession,
we've got to find the money, we've
got to fund schools,” he said, “This
amendment forced the stale Legis-
lature to make education the high-
est priority.”

If, indeed, there is a shortfall,
Honigman said. legislators would
have to make cuts in other areas
to make sure the money guaran-
teed to schools gets to its destina-
tion.

He said he's heard from many of
his constituents that theyre
thrilled 1o have their property tax
burden lowered, and to have
school funding based on the sales
tax,

Qther issues Honigman views as
important te his district include
crime, the environment and urban
sprawl.

Honigman said he's a strong
believer in preserving the rural feei
of the communities of his district,
with many people telling him they
moved farther out 1-96 to escape
the concrete jungle of Southfield
and downtown Detroit.

Honigman calls Barnett a “tax
and spend Democrat,”™ but she
counters by calling him a “tax and
scnder,” saying that Oakland
County is tops among taxes paid
out but on the bottom of the list
for receiving state money.

"1 look at that as a sign of our
prosperity.” Honigman sald. "We
don’t need government handouts.”

The one area where QOakland
County could use more support
from Lansing is roads, Honigman
said. Road money needs to go
where the population is. and judg-
ing from growth in the area recent-
ly. that's Oakland County.

Otherwise, Honigman said,
generally think you empower peo-
ple by reducing the size of govern-
ment.

“I'm a little more suspiclous of
government.”

Honigman said he brings with
him a variety of experiences that
benefit him as a senator - his
undergraduate philosophy major
from Yale University, studying
right and wrong; his athletic train-
ing for discipline and determina-
tion through wrestling and judo at
Yale; and an understanding of the
law from his law degree at the Uni-

versity of Michigan. et

Barnett is still not

happy

Vieki Barnett decided to follow
the old cliche about singing for
your supper at a recent fund-rais-
ing event.

instead of just asking her sup-
porters to give money for a dinner,
the chair of the 11th Congression-
al District Democratic Committee
recruited Barbara Streisand's orig-
inal pianist for an evening ttled
“Barnett sings Barbara,”

The night on stage wasn't much
of a stretch for the 40-year-old
Farmington Hills resident, who
boasts that at one point in the
1970s she was the highest paid
cocktail singer in Detrolt.

Besides raising money in her bid
against incumbeni 15th District
state Sen. David Honigman, Bar-
nett smiles as she notes, “I got two
job offers that night.”

She’s not looking for a job as an
entertainer, though ~ she's looking
to head to Lansing on a platform
that focuses heavily on education
reform.

Barnett immersed herself in
education issues while ranning a
petition drive to call for a second
look at school funding and other
issues related to Senate Bill 1 and
Proposal A. They generated some
200.000 signatures during the
drive.

Her concerns with the package
approved by voters include taking
control away from local school
boards and putting it in the hands
of Lansing and worries that the
state won't have enough money to
finance schools after cutting local
property taxes as a source of rev-
enue for schoois.

I would definitely say it's going
to create shortfalls.” Barnett said.

She points to tax breaks the
Legislature gave in the creation of
Proposal A - one on the real estate
transfer tax, another on agribusi-
ness, for example - and to the
heav¥ rellance on an increased
sales tax as reasons she doesn't
expect the state will generate
enough money for schools.

Although she backed a sec-
ondary plan - one that rested on a
cornerstone of an increased
income tax instead of the sales tax
- Barnett said she wouldn't want
to ask the voters for a second deci-
sion on the issue.

“Let's get this one working first,”
she said.

Proposal A represents the biggest
difference between the twe candi-
dates.

~That's the biggest accomplish-
meni of state government in 50
vears,” Honigman said of the
school finance reforms.

While Barnett said she got
involved in the petition drive
because she's a mother of two and
a graduate of the public school
system, it wasn't her first experi-
ence in the world of politics.

She served as campalgn manag-
er in Marilyn Kelly’s 1992 race for
the Michigan Supreme Court, and
in Jack Faxon's 1990 re-election
bid for state senator.

Barnett's political roots go all
the way back to her days in high
school student government and
residence hall government at the
University of Michigan, but she got
heavily involved in 1980 when she
attended the national convention.

That was the Republican nation-
al convention,

Barnett said that as Ronald Rea-
gan took the podium to accept the
presidential nomination, she
locked around the crowd and saw
people who opposed abortion
righits and equal rights.

"1 said, T'm in the wrong spot.’ =
recalled Barnett. who describes
herself as "the fiscally responsible,
free-market Democrat,” who sup-
ports reproductive choice and the
ERA.

If she had stayed aligned with
the GOP, though, it might have
been easier to win this election in
a heavily Republican district.

“I know | have to work to get the
vote,” Barnett said. “That’s what
keeps me on my toes.”

She said many issues cross
party lines, like her “favoriie sub-
ject” of education.

“Concerns of residents don’t
have an R or a D attached to
them,” Barnett said.

That doesn’t mean she won't
point out the differences between
herself and her opponent.

“If I thought he was doing a
great job, I'd vote for him. I
wouldn't be running against him,”
she said. "1 don't think we're get-
ting the representation.”

Barnett supports public funding
of Detroit's infrastructure but not

of a new Tiger Stadium and-
believes casino gambling should !

be a local decision not a state one.
She also thinks legislators should
promote cooperation between com-
munities to share services.

OCC nearing settlement on retirement

Some 300 faculty members wili
vote Friday on ratification of a new
contract that gives them strong
incendves to retire early from Qak-
land Community College.

The incentive: 55 percent of base
pay for those with 15 years service
by June 30. 1995, A professor at
the 364.000 top end would receive
a pension of $35.200.

Those with 21 years service can
retire at 59 percent: with 22 vears,
63 percent; 23 years. 67 percent:
24 years, 71 percent; 25 vears, 75
percent.

There's a cateh: Those who
retire in 1996 through 1598 get
just 10 percent of base pay.

“It’s the voluntary retirement

separation program, a four-vear
plan.” said Edward D. Callaghan,
OCC’'s executive director for
human resources. “The message to
employees is not to wait. June 30,
14995, is our preference.”

0CC faculty have a 15-step
saliry schedule. Early retirees
whose positions are filled will be
replaced by younger hirees at
steps 1-4, or $33,500 to $38.000.
Trade-off to the college: less expe-
rienced instructors but lower pay-
roll costs.

The tentative agrecment between
the OCC Faculty Association and
the college board is for one vear -
from Sept. 1, 1995, 10 Aug. 31,
1946 1t's basically an extension of

the current contraet, college offi-
cials said. It provides for a 2.45
percent increase in base pay at
any step and a lump-sum payment
of 0.5 percent on April 25, 1996.

The current faculty payroll is
$17.3 million. The cost of the 2,45
percent increase would be about
$424.000.

College trustees Monday
approved the contract on a 6-1
vote. Moments later, the OCC
board adopted a similar program
for administrators, classified.

maintenance, management scaff,
operating engineers and public
safety employees. OCC Chancellor
Patsy Fulton told trustees that
“several long-service employees
and employces nearing retire-
ment” may take advantage of the
program.

Rodney Chase, OCCFA presi-

Proposal C is 31 pages of very fine type

TV ads make Proposal C sounds
slmple. “Lower rates.” say the
insurance companies supporting
it. "No means no.” says the Michi-
gan Trial Lawycers Association,
which opposes il.

In real life, Proposal C is 31
pages of very fine type. Its legal
name Is Public Act 143 of 1493. 1l
was passed by the Legislature
after years of batding. But before it
could take effect, the tral lawyers
circulated petitions 1o put it in
front of voters Nov. 8.

The thrsst of PA 143 is to lower
rates 16 percent by controlling
costs - capping personal injury
benefits, 1imiting at-fault drivery
right to sue, limiting fecs to health
care providers.

injuries) would he scrapped. Bene-
fits would be capped at $1 million,
though customers could buy up to
$5 million voluntarily.

Insurers: It's impassible to
insure benefits that may be infi-
nite. At $1 million, Michigan's cap
still exceeds that of other states.

Trial lawyers: Ages 16-24 have
the most expensive claims but will
buy only 8] million insurance. PA
143 changes the definition of
what's covered and limits rehabili-
tation benefits after the injured
person acquires any employment
skill.

» Guarantees - Trial lawyers:
Premiums are rolled back o 1992
levels for only six months guaran-
teed. After that, insurers wonld be
free to raise premiums.

Insurers: Nothing can be “guoar-
anteed” but death and taxes, Since
modern insurance was developed
in Columbus' day, premlums have

been based on loss experience -
something no legislature can con-
trol. Government couldn’t guaran-
tee Columbus would lose only one
ship, and it can't guarantee Michl-
gan drivers will continue to behave
in the same ways. Finally. if costs
are curtailed, competition between
insurers will force rates down.

¢ Good driver discounts - Insur-
ers: Good drivers will get dis-
counts. Discounts are required for
those who purchase safety equip-
ment and theft-prevention devices,

Trial lawyers: Good drivers can
get the discounts only if they stay
with their present insurer; they
are inhibited from shopping
around. Nothing prevents insurers
from offering good driver discounts
right now.

» Limited suits -~ Insurers:
Drivers who are at-fault often sue
the people they injured for "pain
and suffering.” Proposal C limits
the ability to sue by uninsured

drivers and those who are more
than 5C percent at fault.

Trial lawyers: Insurers claim
they're being killed by suits, but
the bulk are “first party” suits -
drivers suing their own companies
when they are reluctant to pay.

* Big profits - Trial lawyers:
Michigan insurers arc making the
higgest profits In the nation - more
than 20 percent.

Insurers: The figures are flawed.
They count surcharges to the
Michigan Catastrophic Claims
Association as profits; they're
actually costs. The majority of
insurance companies are mutuals,
meaning they're owned by the polt-
cyholders, not stockholders, 5o the
concept of “profit” is irrelevant.

PROPOSAL C: A REFERENDUM
ON PUBLIC ACT 143 OF 1993 -

The spotlight, however, was
clearly Clinten’s, A few hundred
people packed the Hilton's main

" ballroom to hear her, forking over

hefty donations to Carr's campaign
for the privilege. Securlty was
heavy. with U.S. Secret Service
agents backing up Michigan State
Police troopers and Novi officers,
among others.

Democrats chatied over drinks
and appetizers i the balroom,
which was dominated by a huge
blue and white poster that read:
“Bob Carr U.S. Senate.” The bright
lights of the TV news cameras illu-
minated it brilliantly.

Also {lluminated brilliantly was
Carr, the speakers at the rally
depicting him as the picture of a
hard-working U.S. Representative
who's had the guts to stand up for
women and for the programs of
the Ciinton administration. There's
no choice between him and Abra-
ham, the Democratic supporters
claimed.

“We need Bob Carr to protect
women in this state.” Debbie Din-
gell, wife of the congressman, said,

“We're not Interested In going
backwards, we're interested in
going forwards,” Stabenow added,
giving her “wholehearted endorsc-
ment and support” to Carr.

Terry Seyler is confident he isn't skating
for a fall when it comes to plans for a two-
rink arena on Novi park land - and he's
put together an 89-page economie feasibil-
Ity study to back him.

Attorneys for the City of Novi, as well as
the accounting firm Plante &Moran. are
currently evaluating Seyler's research. On
city tand north of Twelve Mile Road. he is
hoping to build a $6 million facility with
two USA Hockey regulation-sized ice rinks
in connected baildings, seating for up to
1,600 people. dressing and locker rooms,
a pro shop, a concessions stand and a
300-seat Chuck E. Cheesc-type restau-
rant with a view of the ice. The public tand
would be rented.

To build or not build an ice arena seems
to be one of the hot topics in suburban
Detroit these days. Farmington Hills vaol-
ers this summer agreed to put up an
arena at the taxpayers’ expense. Northville
Township wants one. Troy residents are
circulating petitions for a rink in that city.

Baby boomers who played hockey as
kids and now want their children to follow
through, are fueling today's “explosive
growth” in the sport. said Seyler. founder
of Center Ice Rink Management.

The proposed Novi facility on city park
land, with its two rinks, would cater most-
ly to hockey players, selling ice time to its
own hockey club, as well as hockey clubs
from other communitics. Ice time would
go for $140 an hour. To a lesser degrec.
figure skating programs and public open
skating would be offered at the arena.

Lacally. the plans call for the city to put
$100.000 up front, to match the same
sum advanced by Center lee Rink Man-
agement. This money would be used to
help arrange the sale of $6 million in low-
interests bonds to build the arena and
woutld be paid back out of these bonds.
The city would also be required to rent out
a residentially-zoned site on Twelve Mile
Road, part of Novi's new park system.

Seyler suggests that Novi's city council
approve a plan which would set up a com-
munity club as a 501C, or tax-free. non-
profit corporation to build and operate the
arena. Business leaders would be appoint-
ed to the club's board of directors.

“The opportunity for the city to lose
money in this is so small. We can be
almost 33 percent off on profit and not eat

into the debt service,” Seyler said.

By the third year, Seyler expects a Novi
arena Lo be operating at 100 percent
capacity. with revenues of $1.9 million
and an operating income of $1.15 million,

Currently, 150 Novi kids are enrolled in
hockey programs outside the city. Based
on his research of other Detroit-area ice
skating programs, Seyler says that after
Farmington Hills builds its two-rink
arena, and even if the same type of project
is constructed in Novi, the demand for ice
time in this market area would still be
able to fill an additional two rinks.

Seyler has operated one rink in Detroit,
for the Grosse Pointe youth hockey pro-
gram. If Novi's arena is a go. he proposes
to serve as manager at a salary of $42,000
per year. But managing a rink isn't his
career atm.

"My goal is to build rinks,” he said
recently.

Seyler's target market area includes
Novi, Northville, Plymouth, Walled Lake,
West Bloomfield, Commerce Township and
Lyon Township.

in Novi, he predicts that current

demand for ice time will fill up the two
rinks during prime hours and meore than
half fill them during non-prime hours,
without allowing for any growth in skating
programs.

Hockey is an expensive sport. To keep a
child in the game costs parents from $60
to $120 a month for six months, as well
as up to $250 for equipment.

That's why Novi's such an attractive
place for an ice arena, Seyler says. The
demographics are right. Within a five-mile
radius are 116,000 people with househiold
incomes of at least $67.000. people who
can afford to enroll their kids in ice hock-
ey.
The sports is mostly enjoyed by boys,
although Seyler says a “progressive place
like Grosse Pointe has 15 Lo 20 percent
girls, at the younger level”

"1 would expect a lot of them in this
community lo play,” he added.

Michigan is considered to be one of the
most active states in the sport of figure
skating, the report notes, estirnating that
the Detroit area is 13 rinks short of what
could he filled. Seyler is calling for a
“strong figure skating program” at the
Novi arena, with classes to be held in the
afternoon while “dads”™ are still at work,
while the evening hours would be reserved

for hockey. Advanced figure skaters would
purchase “unusable” dawn hours and
those available during weekday after-
noons. Seyler estimates (hat an active fig-
ure skating program with up to 250 par-
ticipants would be allocated eight to ten
hours of ice per week.

“While hockey interesis would contend
that a figure skating program is not nec-
essary for the economic viability of a rink,
a figure skating program not only broad-
ens the scope of one's market, hut ft pre-
sents the opportunity te market ice time
to figure skaters at hours not generally
acceptable to hockey teams,” the report
reads, adding that “figure skating consis-
tently ranks as the most popular sport
among American women and female
teenagers.”

Open skating would be available to the
public for eight hours each weekend in the
winter and in two sessions during the
summer. Adults would pay about $3 per
session and kids would be charged $1.50.
Seyler notes that the open skating gener-
ates more money than renting to hockey
clubs. About 500 people are anticipated in
the weekly open skating slots.

“As Novi goes, so goes Michi-
gan,” said Gov. John Engler dur-
ing an interview last week at
Guernsy's Dairy on Novi Road. A
stronger economy here “and
John Engler's fortune are linked
together,” he said.

Engler's been spending a good
deal of time campalgning In
Novi, elsewhere in Oakland
County, western Wayne and in
Downriver communities, he
said. His interview with Home-
Town Newspapers at Guernsey's
Dairy last week was his sixth
appearance in Novi recently.
He's appeared on several cable
television shows, had his birth-
day fund-ratser at the Expo Cen-
ter, addressed the Chamber of
Commerce and broke ground at
Vic's World Class Market.

"We've made it a major effort
in 1994 to get out and get
known by people personally,”
Engler explained. “They've been
recading about John Engler for
years four years. They've been
the major beneficiary of the tax
strategy that we've had to bring
down the cost of property taxes.
We've seen businesses helped by
the single business tax cuts ...

“If we were (supporting parochi-
ald). we'd be supporting a call for a
constitutional convention (Propos-
al A on the Nov. 8 ballot] this time.
[ oppose that. | oppose amending
the constitution.”

Michigan voters have said no
three times to state money for pri-
vate and religious schools. The
1963 constitution prohibits state
funds for “the support of any min-
ister of the gospel or teacher of
religion™ or “any religious sect or
society, theological or religious
seminary.”

In 1970, voters prohibited
parochiaid, state aid to non-public
schools. by a 3-2 margin. Engler
opposed that ban, saying it was
unduly restrictive. In 1978 voters

rejected, 3-1, a voucher system,
where state aid would follow the
student to any school.

The issue is alive this week as
the religious right pushes for state
aid for the Noah Webster Academy,
a charter school set up in lonia
County.

The Webster academy was orga-
nized under the charter school act
that Engler advocated. It reported-
ly plans to teach religious cre-
ationism through a statewide com-
puter network of home instruction.

Looking at the Noah Webster
effort and Detroit efforts to set up
African-American culture
academies as charter schools,
Engler said he saw no danger that
the Jaw was backfiring.

“I think the charter school move-
ment represents the innovative
cutting edge approach to educat-
ing children.” he said. “In the
dozen or so that are coming in,
you'll see all sorts of ideas. There's
tremendous excitement and energy
out there, people saying, ‘'What
can | do, how can I make a dilfer-
ence?

*We didn't anticipate there'd be
any one model. That's why there
are 600 entities ready to grant
charters. We thought there would
be a proliferation of different
approaches. As soon as it's better
understood. you'll see many teach-
ers saying, 'l want to do it differ-
ently than I'm being required to in
the public school system.

“We have public school teachers
supporting us exactly because
there are charter schools, and
they're opposing Wolpe because
he's committing himself to repeal
this taw. Which. again, is one more
example of his doing the bidding of
the Michigan Education Associa-
tion staff.”

Engler made one 180-degree
turnaround this year in the GOP's
nominees for the State Board of
Education.

Two years ago. he supported
Dorothy Beardmore, a veteran of
the Rochester, Oakland Intermedi-
ate and State Board, for a new
term, along with Harry Greenleal,
a long-time Schoolcraft College
trustee.

This year Engler is backing
Sharon Wise of Owosso and
Detroit attorney Clark Durant, nei-
ther of whom has served in a pub-
lic school capacity.

“I won't speak for the entire con-
vention, but in Clark and Sharon
we have two very abie candidates
who care about where education is
headed in the state.” he said.
“They realize making policy at the
state level is not dependent on
one's experience at the local level
as a board member. It is quite
dependent on one's experience as
a parent and citizen.”

officials had visited the site since
1972 when the crash claimed the
lives of 12 officers.

It was June 18, 1972 when the
AC 130A gunship was gunned
down by enemy fire over South
Vietnam near the Laos border. Wil-
son was the co-pilot.

The captain and his crew of 14
were on a three-week training mis-
sion when the missiles were fired.
Three of the 15 crew members
were blown from the aircrafit by
the initial explosion. They were
rescued soon after. The remaining
12 plummeted te their deaths after
the plane reportedly exploded at
least three moere times hefore it
disintegrated. The bodies of three
others were identified by teeth
exhumed from the site. Wilson and
the other eight are presumed dead
even though they have not been
positively identified.

“His remains are there,” Cheryl
said Monday afternoon in the liv-
ing room of her Novi home. “I feel
very confident about that.”

Knowing or accepting the fact
that Wilson is dead puts to rest
any hopes of the family being
reunited. But that wasn't always
the case.

“I always believed what 1 was
told.” said Robb who was only 3
years old when his father died at
28. “Back then 1 didn't talk about
it much because 1 always thought
he’d come home.”

A year after the erash, Cheryl
sald her husband was listed as
Missing in Action. In 1973, Air
Force officials changed his status
to Killed in Action.

That was then. And now after
more than two decades have
passed without any word about
him, Cheryl has accepted that her
husband died in 1972 crash.

Air Force officials have tried to
help Cheryl accept what she now
believes is the truth.

She is grateful they kept looking
for him or any evidence of his fate.
She said she was surprised when
a representative from the Air Force
phoned her at work last spring to
tell her where they had found his
dog tags.

*| was surprised that after 21
years I got a call at work.” she
said. "It brought back a lot of emo-
tion. I was pretty upset. I told
Robb about it and he was con-
cerned about it.

"But we were happy that it was
closure. I can't say enough about
how glad I am that they actually
did something,” Cheryl said about
the Air Foree's investigation into
the crash.

In the spring, a representative of
the Air Force came to the family's
home to inform them that they
were abandoning the case and rul-
ing out the possibility that anyone
had survived because of evidence
they'd ohtained at the crash site.

QOver the summer, an excavation
team traveled to the crash site and
exhumed any piece of evidence
they could find. Nine teeth found
at the site enabled military officials
to identify three of the 12. Frag-
ments of human bones, a belt
buckle and pennies found at the
site suggest all the others died
when the aircraft exploded and
plummeted to the ground in
flames.

Eye-witness accounts from the
three officers who were blown out
of the plane and from statements
taken from two fighter escorts
indicate its not likely anyone could
have survived.

“My husband has not been posi-
tively identified,” she said. *But
after reading the report, [ am sure
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there is no way anyone could have
come out alive.”

The evidence was convincing
enough to prompt Cheryl and
Robb to agree to a group burial at
Arlington on Nov. 17. The remains
of nine officers who have not been
positively identified will be buried
together at the naiional cemetery,
The memorial service will be
marked with full military honors.

It s the cemetery of Wilson's
choice, his family said.

it will actually be the family's
second memorial service for Wil-
son, but the first his son will
attend.

Rohb was too young to remem-
ber the other in 1973 at Seliridge
Air Force Base, Cheryl said.

"l was not involved in other
memorials,” Robb said. "But now I
am awarc of what he did. It's nice
to be involved and know what's
going on.”

Robb keeps a scrapboolk of sorts
of things written about and given
to his father. In it, are the five
medals his father was given from
the Air Force after his death. The
Purple Heart is one of the five, The
others were given for his piloting
skills and hravery.

Robb also keeps the Air Foree's
graphic account of the explosion in
his memorabilia. The report says
his father never abandoned his
post as co-pilot of the aircraft.
Instead, the report states that the
commander stayed in position and

tried 1o control the gunship so his
crew members could exit the
plane.

“From what 1 have learned from
relatives and family, 1 am bappy to
see they are going to show him the
honots he earmed and deserved
frum serving his country.” Robb
said about his father's upcoming
service. " am proud of what he did
over there.”

Neither Cheryl nor Robb said
next month's memorial service will
be any easier for the them emo-
tionally, But it will be, they say, an
opportunity to say goodbye and
move forward.

“There comes a point when |
have to put it behind me and look
to the future and do what's best

for Robb and 1,” Cheryl said. I
can't live in the past. We have tried
to go forward.”

And forward they have moved.
Today, Cheryl, thanks to the
advice of her father, returned to
school after Wilson turned up
missing. Today she holds college
degrees in business administration
and international business.

Robb, has a bachelor's degree in
television and film production. He
is currently working with local
filmmakers on the production of
The Incorporated, a movie once
slated only for home viewing but
may make it to the big screen.

Proposal C is no KISS. ItIs a referen-
dum on the state Legislature’s Public Act
143 of 1993, a revision of the auto insur-
ance law. PA 134 is horrendously com-
plex. Many who supported It don't fuily
understand it. The trial lawyers, who
oppose 1t, understand it even less.

Proposal C aims to cut auto Insurance
rates by cutting the costs that drive
rates up. That is a simple concept - and
a good one. Proposal C deserves a YES
voted on Nov. 8.

The Legislature, with heavy Republi-
can and some Democratiec support,
adopted the law in mid-1993, but PA
143 has not taken effect because the
Michigan Trail Lawyers Assoclation
launched a petition drive to place it
before voters.

Most
auto Insurers are mutual companies
owned by the palicy holders, not by dis-
tant stockholders. And if profits were as
humongous as the trial lawyers allege
{they aren’t), more companies would
move inte Michigan to compete for the
business — the old law of supply and
demand.

Well, the truth is that insurers aren't
flooding tnto our vacant office bufldings.
The profit alleged must be false.

The economics of Proposal C are
sound. The act would:

It's a sign of how old | am
that I've knowm every mayor
Novi has ever had, extending
all the way back to Joseph
Crupl, who served from 1970
to 1973.

Which brings me to the

Henderson, who served as the city’s third mayor
(1975-77), and his wife Myrna are leaving Novl and
moaving to Brighton.

I have often thought that if I were ever to write
that “Rating the Mayars™ story, Gil Henderson
would rank right up toward the top of the list ... ff
not be Number One.

An educator in the Farmington schoeols, Gil served
on the Novi school board, including a stint as presi-
dent, during the early ‘70s. In 1975, he was elected
mayor and served a single two-year terrn, deciding
not to seck reclection in 1977 when Romalne
Roethel was elected to the city's top office. Gil sub-
sequently ran for and was reelected to the Novi
school board.

Gil had his detractors during his term as mayor.
Instder critics objected to his “lald back” approach
to governing. They complained to me about Gil's
tendency to walk away from the table for a break

during council meetings.

But here’'s what they missed about Gi's perfor-
mance. During the two years he was mayor, the city
established a master plan for capital developrnent
that took more than 10 full years to carry out. That
master plan called for construction of many of the
city facilities which exist today - fire statlons, DPW
facilities, the police department, the clvic center.
They were all part of the master plan drawn up
when Henderson was mayor. An important element
of that plan was that it required public approval for
the construction and financing of each building on
a facility-hy - factlity basis.

As a reporter/editor, [ watched {n amazement as
it took the city more than a decade {o carry out the
ground work that Henderson had mapped out dur-
ing his “laid back”™ term as mayor.

There are other reasons why I regard Gll Hender-
son so highly. He's a highly moral and ethical fellow
who understands the proper relationship between
administrators and elected officlals (something tao
many public officials still grapple with today).

I will probably never do that “Rating the Mayors”
story. lt's just too hard to evaluate thelr various
contributions. Different times had different needs.

But if | ever did do that story. you could expect to
find Gil Henderson's name at or near the top of the
list. Good luck, Gil and Myrna. You have made Novi
a better place to live.

Last call for burning those leaves

the sight of a robin in Spring. The pun-
gent, smoky aroma of a leaf fire, somehow
entirely unlike the smell of any other kind
of fire, brings back the many pleasant
memories of Falls past - getting the heavy
sweaters out of surmmer storage, hayrides,
cider and donuts, cooler days and cold
evenings, pumpkin patches, getling dark
early. and playing in huge piles of leaves
... before you ignite them of course,

This is the last year we get to smell that
srnell, you know. Seems the state is going
to ban leaf bumning next year. It says that
sweet smelling smoke 1s “toxic.,” bad for
the environment, causes air poltution, and
is particularly rough on those with aller-
gles and asthma.

Novi is one'of the last cities to hold out
for leaf burning. At least for this year, you
can still get a permit from the Fire Depart-
ment to light ‘em up. But already, leaf fires
are banned from apartment complexes
and some subdivisions. Next year, cities
will only be able to allow fires if they've
adopted a burning ordinance that passes
muster with the state Department of Natu-
ral Resources. {Fat chance of that.)

Oh yeah, you should aiso know that you
won't be allowed to bag leaves and set
them out (o the curb with the rest of the
trash next year either. State law will ban
the disposal of yard wastes in landfllls as
well,

S0 what in the heck are we going to do
with all those leaves? Mow ‘em and leave
‘em, suggests the DNR. Mulched up leaves
makes a good top dressing for the grass, i
claims. But somehow | just can't irmagine

that covering yards with shredded leaves
is going to be a trend that catches on very
quickly among the keepers of all the weli-
coiffed lawns in this area.

Compost ‘em, gardeners would suggest
is the next best choice. But be careful.
Remember that Novl City Ceuncll cracked
down last year on compost piles, regulat-
ing them to make sure one homeowner
doesn't smell up the yard of his or her
downwind neighbor.

Needless to say, Novi 1s a bil behind the
elght-ball. Having allowed burning to this
point, and with burning and bagging on
the verge of belng outlawed, and with
restrictions on composting in place in the
city, residents here are likely to need an
alternative means of disposing of their
leaves next year.

Many communities have solved the
problem by setting up community compost
heaps, places where residents can drop
their yard wastes and volunteers can turn
them into humus, which is then sold to
help pay for the facility. It doesn’t take
much: a plot of land, the occasional use of
a front end loader to turn the piles, and a
few volunteers who know what they are
doing to run the operation. But if Novi
wants to do this, it needs to begin working
on it now to have it ready for next fall.

Yeah, 1 know composting leaves Is better
for health and environment than burning,
but somehow I just think the smell of Fall
is going to be very different in the future.

Now Spencer Abraham, Carr's Republi-
can opponent, s not an evil man. By all

accounts from my political friends and
reporters alike, he's very bright and polit-
cally able.

But all - literally all - of his political
experience has been as a backroom politi-

recently as deputy chief of staff for Vice
President Dan Quayle. :

Unsolved mysteries, or are they mysterles better left unsolved?

House qguests, errrr ghosts.

t was shorily after Novi Police Chief Doug
Shaeffer and his family moved into an old
farm house that it all began. “We'd have
the feeling someone was watching vus,” he
said.

He would not disclose the location of
the home, saying only that it was in the
area.

Shaeffer's wife, Loretta. and their son.
Matt, also experienced the ecrie, spine-
tingling sensation that caused them to
look over their shoulders to see who was in the
room with them. They'd laugh when they'd
catch each other doing 1t, Doug said.

The history of the house had been stashed
away In an old drawer. It surfaced when the
Shaceffers were putting things away. The docu-
ment mentioned that two young girls had died
in the house during the turn of the century.
One died in January and the other a few years
later in February.

The house was built around 1860 and had a
Michigan stonc hasement - very dark and
damp.

“We never found a family burial plot on the
property so we guessed the glrls may have been
buried in the basement which was common
during the turn of the century,” he sald.

“Sometimes the
beil upstairs would ring,” Shaeffer said. "Some-
times the downstairs bell would ring.

“There were times when the doorbell would
ring, but no one was there,” he said. During the
winter, they'd look outside for footprints in the
snow, but there wouldn't be any, he said.

After the Shaeffers had settled into their
home, a friend came to visit. The doorbell rang,
and once again, no one was at the door.-Shaef-
fer decided to tell his guests the ghostly tales.

“One of our guests jokingly said, T'm just
going 1o take the ghosts with me, and that way
you won't be bothered with them 2ny more,”™ he
said. “The doorbell went crazy,” sald Shaeffer of
the continuous ringing which followed the
guest's joke. “Leave our ghosts alone,” Shaeffer
replied to his guest. "They're friendly and they
don't cause us any harm.” The doorbell stopped
ringing.

It was during the first visit of the Shaeffers’
granddaughter, Chrissy, that the friendly ghosts
decided to haunt again. “Grandma, Grandma,
someone’s waiching me,” Chrissy sald as she
twirled around in her chair to see who was pre-

"Our room
was down the
hall,” said
Shaeffer. "Dur-
ing the middle of
the night she
came runhning into our
room screaming.”

"They're talking to
me,” Chrissy yelled.

“What did they
say?” asked Grandma.

“Two little girls were
telling me to get out of their
house,” answered Chrissy.

The Shaeffers suspected
the ghosts were related but
never checked it out.

It was just after Christmas, again
in the middle of the night, when Loretta
had a troubling dream.

“She said her dream was about two little girls
crying,” explained Shaeffer. *(In the dream) my
wife asked the girls why they were crying and
they said it was because they hadn't been invit-
ed to Christias.”

Loretta decided to invite the girls to spend the
following Christmas with the family, so she
issued a verbal invitation to them while she was
alone in the house one day. The plan apparently
worked.

"We had a very nice Christmas with no bad
dreams,” Shaeffer added.

The Shaeffers moved out of the house after
living there only one and a half years. While
they were moving a very heavy entertainment
center out of the living room, they picked it up
to load it onto the truck and found two dozen
Hersey kisses in silver and red il Christmas
wrapping underneath the piece of furniture.

During
Christmas,
a candy jar
with a lid was
on the coffee table
filled with the same
candy. Loretta noticed the
jar emptying rather quickly and thought at the
time the family was going through the candy
pretty fast.

What makes it even more peculiar is that the
entertainment center had made such a big
indentation in the carpct, on all four sides, that
it would have been impossible for the candies to
have fallen underneath, Shaeffer said.

“The wrappers were perfectly intact,” said the
amazed Shaeffer. How they got under there
remains a puzzle.

Shaeffer used an old Japanese saying to
explain a phenomenon that occurred in their
new house shortly after they moved in. The
Japanese belleve that if ghosts like you they will
follow you when you move, he said.

“On the second day in the new house, the
doorbell rang. Loretta answered the door, but no
one was there. My wife told the ghosts to go

home,” and that was the end of that.
"We knew they weren't mean ghosts,” said
Shacffer. "There were no physical attacks.”
Well. of course, wha's going 1o risk getting
arrested for accosting a police officer, let alone
the police chief.
