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Recall nixed;

Erwin files
new petitions

Doug Erwin doesn't give up
easily.

With his first set of proposed
recall petitions rejected by Oak-
land County late last week, he
filed a second set Tuesday.

The language of the first set of
petitions was challenged by a
lawyer retained by Mayor Kath-
leen McLallen, one of five targeted
in the recall, and was determined
to be lacking in clarity by the
Oakland County Board of Elec-
tien Commissioners on Oct.28 ,

“It's a bunch of legal jargon, is
what it amounts to; theyre legal
whiz bangs. We didn't specify the
amount of land given away. we
didn’t have a parcel number,”
Erwin said.

The first. rejected petitions
read: “For giving away public land
{0 a private developer at the Oct.
3. 1994, city council meeting.”

Along with McLallen, Erwin and
some residents of Meadowbrook
Lake subdivision seck to recall
Mayor Pro Temn Hugh Crawford
and Council Members Robert
Schmid, Rob Mitzel and Joseph
Toth,

The new, more specific petitions
say. “For being one of five vates
cast Oct. 3. 1994 to allow Vic
Ventimiglia, a private developer,
the use of .09 acres of land on the
Novi Fire Station One property.
This went against the wishes of
972 Novi residents who signed a
petition to say they did not want
the Novi city council to use city
tand or city tax dollars to help
any private development.”

The Board of Election Commis-
sioners is scheduled to rule on
the second petition's language on
Nov. 14. Under state law, the
board is only allowed to decide if
the petition wording would be
camprehensible to the average
voter,

Schmid and Crawford were at
the Oct. 28 hearing. McLallen was
not, but sent her lawyer, Dennis

Cowan.

“Esscntially, he just questianed
the language word for word as to
its clarity. what the average citi-
zen would understand. What land
was i#t? State land? Marsh land?
What kind of developer? On one
hand. it appeared to be quite sim-
ple. on the other hand. it was
quite unclear.” Mclallen said.

Schmid said Monday he was
pleased the the board's decision
but disappointed that Erwin is
trying again,

“I'm pleased with the results. 1
think it is accurate. I'm hopeful
Mr. Erwin will think better of his
decision to recall. There's elec-
tions where these sort of things
should be taken care of” Schmid
added.

*If 1 had to vote, I'd do it again.
I think the city and council peaple
acted in geod faith, I think that
the people will recognize that. I
still think it's a personal vendetta,
principally because of Vie's Mar-
ket.”

Mclallen said she’ll probably
send her lawyer to the next ses-
stor.

“People have to understand it's
a perfectly legal process that is
happening. Mr. Erwin has the
right to pursue this. As long as 1
feel it s right to have our position
supported, [ will keep doing it.”
she explained. ~The council gave
nothing away. It would not be a
democracy if people did not have
the free right to say what they
think."

The five council members are
targeted by an informal recall
group for agreeing to let Ven-
timiglia huild the first phase of a
ring road over a corner of city
land. If the Main Street develop-
ment goes through, this will be a
publie road paid for through a
special assessment district. If
Main Street is not built and the
road remains private, Ventimiglia
will have lo reimburse the city for
the .09 acres.

Open for business

After 2 years of construction, ribbon cut on M-5 interchange

Ernie Aruffo was proudly show-
ing off his photo album last week,
but pictures of his two grandchil-
dren were nowhere in sight.

What he had was photographs
of the Haggerty Connector inter-
change. under construction from
September 1993 through October
1994,

In just hours, motorists would
be accelerating off 1-96 and 1-275
onto the maze of ramps leading to
and from Twelve Mile Road.

“It's an exciting moment, ]
worked a lifetime for this. The
lnes were laid out and they were
placed exactly where they were
suggested 40 years ago,” Aruffo. a
Haggerty Connector booster and
former Novi planning commis-
sioner, said. “This was built 60
days within what was promised
five years ago.”

Just minutes earlier, on a
bridge 60 feet above the freeway,
Gov. John Engler and Mayor

Kathleen McLallen jumped into a
red Mustang and accompanied by
County Executive L. Brooks Pat-
terson and other officials in a red
Corvette and a dark green Cut-
lass Supreme and slammed

through a banner proclaiming.

“The New M-5."

The governar, state, county and
local officials, as well as the guys
who actually raised the girders
and laid the concrete, gathered in
the freezing wind high above Novi
to inaugurate the first phase of
the controversial roadway. a mnas-
sive. $35 million interchange link-
ing 1-96, I-696, 1-275 and the for-
mer M-102 with Twelve Mile
Road, just west of Haggerty Road.
As part of the project, M-102 now
has a new name, M-5, the short
title given years earlier to the
Haggerty Connector.

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Five suspects caught

In mailbox
spree in N

It was days before Devil's Night
but that didn't stop five suspects
from partaking in a little devilish
destruction.

On Oct. 23, at least three mail-
hoxes in Meadowbrook Glens and
Echo Valley subdivisions were
destroyed by a five-member team
of pumpkin smashing bandits.

The suspects were seen traveling
through the subdivisions in a
newer model Chevrolet pick-up
truck. The occupants were report-
edly bombing mailboxes inside the
subdivision with the pumpkins. At
least threc matlboxes were
destroyed when the suspects
struck hit their target.

A witness said two of the five
were seated in the cab of a red or
brown pick-up.

Minutes later, an officer found a

of the vehicle. The officer stopped
the truck, which was clockert! trav-
eling at 63 miles per hour, on Ten
Mile near Taft Road. When the ofti-
cer approached, he found three

suspects laying down in the bed of

the truck.

The driver was ticketed for not
having a driver’s license and was
released after he told police he
hadn't stolen any of the pumpkins
nor had he thrown any al mailbox-
es.

A passenger denied stealing or
throwing any of the pumpkins. but
told police the other three passen-
gers had hit cight to 10 mailboxes.

The three remaining suspects
confessed to stealing and throwing
the pumpkins hut two said they
missed the boxes they were aiming
to hit. A third said he threw at
least threc pumpkins, but only hit
one box.

Officer Victor Lauria released
the suspects at the scene, but toid
them they would be notified if the
prosecutor issues warrants [or
their arrest.

The three homeowners whose
mailboxes were destroyed have
told police they want to press
charges.

Police have the curren! address-
es of the five suspects. Some are
currently attending college and are
out of town. Their names are being
withheld pending action from the
prosecutor's office.

Residents of the Walled Lake area have been
advised to pull their property - including picniie
tables. boats and docks - off of city-owned land by 5
p.m. on Nov. 7 or it will be confiscated, said Superin-
tendent of Public Works Bruce Jerome.

The city owns about 20 parcels throughout the
Walled Lake area, including lots purchased in the
1980s as part of The Landing project.

“There is
more to be done, and it can be
done if we have a Republican
House, which I'm very hopeful we
will have.”

FFor the past two years. the state
House has been divided evenly, 55
Republicans toe 53 Democrats.
Republicans have controlled the
state Senate for 10 vears. bul have
not enjoved a majorily in the
Michigan Heouse in 26 years,

A Republican House majority
would boot the Democratic co-
chair of the taxation and other
committees and allow Republicans
to assume sole control of the com-
mittees.

Commitiees decide which mea-
sures are put to vote. Dullard said
prior to the House split, Demoecral-
controlled House commitlecs
refused several tax reform meu-
sures the Republican Senale
offercd.

“The Senate passcd property Lx
cuts after property tax cuts. but
the Democrats in the House would
not vote,” Bullard said.

During his tenure on the taxa-
tion committee, Bullard said he
was able to send tax bills to the
House floor that might have other-
wise been ignored. Bullard boasls
that people are pleased thal resi-
dential property taxes have fallen

as low as 6 miils. In the past two
vears. the inheritance tax has
been climinated as well as taxes
on the vast majority of private pen-
sions, Bullard said.

Small businesses have enjoved
tax relief. too, Bullard said. This
year, the legislature increased the
filing threshold for the single busi-
ness  tax from $100.,000 to
$§250.000 in gross annual income.
And the alternative business tax
for small corporations, those with
less than $10 millicn in gross rev-
ennes, was reduced from 4 percent
to 2 percent in two picees of legis-
lation in two yeais,

"Ninety percent of my time will
be spent on tax issnes.” Bullard
promised if reelected,

Specitically, Bullard said he
would examine the perscnal prop-
erty tax paid by busincsses in
hopes of abolishing it. e said the
fax punishes companies for invest-
ing in new machinery and updat-
ing technology. Local governiments
benefit from the tax, and the Leg-
islature must find a way to give
local governments funds to replace
the loss of the tax revenue,

If the persanal property tax can-
not be eliminated, the Legislature
could offer companies a 100 per-
cent credil on the state single
business tax. Bullard said,

Bullard said he is also working
an tdeas to lower the personal
income 1ax.

Tax revenues were up 8 percent
in the 1994 fiscal year, ending in
September, compared to the 1993
fiscal year earnings. Bullard said.
The Legislature could spend such
increases. stow them away In the
state’s rainy day fund or offer tax
cuts. Bullard said he preferred tax
cuts.

Bullard lives on Milford Road in
Millord with his wife, Lynda. His
son, Willis 11[, 21, is a senior at
Wittenberg University in Ohie and
his daughter, Mellissa, 20, is a
Junior at Kalamazoo College.

Bullard, an attorney, graduated
with a bachelor's degree from the
University of Michigan and earned
his law degree at Detrolt College of
Law. He was a Highland Township
supervisor from 1978-1982. And
he moved to Milford two years ago
when the Legislature reset district
boundaries, excluding Highland
from the district.

He is a member of the Huron
Valley Area Chamber of Com-
merce, the Fraternal Order of
Palice. a medtator with the Oak-
land County Circuit and district
courts, a trustee of Palmer Dmg
Abuse Program and a member of
the University of Michigan Club of
Greater Detroit, among other pro-
fessional and civic affiliations.

Havey counting on the Novi vote

Bob Havey recognizes the uphill
battle he faces in the November
election. and he hopes (o persuade
independents and less consena-
tve Republicans 1o cast ballots for
him.

“I've looked at the nurnbers, but
the City of Novi has elected
Democrats in the past,” said
Havey. a Democrat frorn Wixom.
“There is a lot of anti-incumbency
out there.”

The 38th state House district is
traditionally a  Republican
stronghold, and he faces an
incumbent. Willis "Bill” Bullard. R-
Milford.

Havey. 46, said he believes the
majority of his support will he
mustered in Novi and Wixam,
where the Republican electorate is
not as stringent as the rest of the
district. But he is also counting on
votes from horse farmers and
trainers in Lyon and Miltord town-
ships.

Havey said he is active with the
Michigan Harness Horseman's
Association and is a division head
for Ladbroke Detroit Race Course,
a Livonia horse race course. He is
in charge of balancing accounting
at the race track.

His political promotion of horse
racing and his job. he saicl. are not
a conflict of interest.

“All 1 would really want to do is
to see it {horse racing) continue,”
Havey said,

He opposes casino gambling
because it could harm patronage
to area horse tracks and destroy
the horse raclng industry.

He said the industry contributes
830 million In taxes on track bet-
ting, That money, he said, is car-
marked for the Departmeni of
Agriculture and helps to support
4-H projects, state-funded agricul-
ture pregrams and fairs.

Havey said he supports legisla-
tion backed by the Michigan Haorse
Council that would allow horse-
racing tracks to have video gaming
machines. The legislation would
help horse parks compete with

Windsor's casino, he said, and it
would heip preserve the 40,000
Michigan jobs in the horse and
harness racing industry.

He said horse tracks have seen a
30-percent downturn in hetting
since the Canadian casino apened
earlier this year.

‘[ don't look at it as an expan-
sion of gambling.” Havey said. "I
look at it as a twist to help race
tracks survive.”

On other issues, Havey said
educators and the business com-
munity must work maore closely to
prepare high school students for
the job market. Students could
earn credit while learning a trade
at a local business, Havey said.

For instance, he said a student
could work at a travel agency to
develop geography and computer

skills. while learning the job
requirements of the business
world.

Many schools, including Naovi
High School, already provide such
programs.

Schools must alse make facili-
ties more accessible to the public,
he said. Midnight basketball pro-
grams and other regular events
and classes could be offered to
youth as both a diversion and a
preveniive measure for juvenile
crime, Havey said.

If elected to the House, Havey
said one of his priarities would he
campaign finance reform. He said
he believes legislators should be
limited in the amount of money
they may receive from poilitical
action committees {PACs). Details
about such reforms would be
ironed out if he is elected to the
Legislature, Havey said.

In considering any piece of legis-
lation. Havey said he would listen
to voters and would not allow his
political party to choose his votes.

“Willis (Bullard) votes strictly the
party-line,” said Havey, chairman
of the Southwest Democrat Club.
"I would not.”

Bullard disagreed. “I vote in my
constituents’ best interests”
Bullard said.

Bullard said he believes voters
are pleased with his voting record
and are most ofteny pleased with
the Republican party's stance on
issucs.,

Jack Murray. 68, a Democrat,
said he has known Havey as a
friend for 30 years. Murray said he
respects Havey as a father and an
honorable businessman.

"He's an honest man. | like his
attitude,” Murray said. "He's a
good, strong, hard-headed young
man, and he would do a gooed job.
He's a person that can handle the
job.”

Havey received a bachelor's
degree in political science at Oak-
land University and studied law
two years at Detroit College of
Law.

Six years ago. Havey moved from
Bloomfield Township to a Wixom
apartment. He said he has been
looking to purchase property in
Milford or Highland.

He is a member and serves on
the executive board of the Service
Employeces International Union
Local 79, which also endorsed his
candidacy. He said he was also
endorsed by the United Auto
Workers, the AFL-CIO and the
Michigan State Firefighters Associ-
ation,

Havey has served on the Wixom
Parks and Recreation Commission.
chaired the Wixom Quality of Life
Committee and worked on a long-
range Wixom planning committee,
He is also a member of the Wixom
Goodfellows, and was seen at
Wixomt's July 4th celebration sell-
ing hot dogs for that organization.

Havey's three children are
Adam, 23, a chemical engineer for
International Paper in Arkansas;
Bret, 22, who graduated from the
University of Michigan and works
in film production for Video Hits-1
{VH-1). a music video cable station
based in New York:; and Megan,
20. who is attending Oakland
Community College.

Because of his sons’ involvement
in football, basketball and base-
ball. Havey said, “I like any kind of
sports.”

From getting rid of the
gubernatorial helicopter to welfare
reform, Engler says he's come
through on his campaign promis-
£s. That includes the centerpiece
of his 1990 effort, a property tax
cut. More of all that good stuff will
come in the next four years if he's
reelected, the governor says.

Eiecting Wolpe. a longtime
Democratic member of the U.S.
House of Representatives, will
destroy the progress Michigan has
made, Engler adds. We'll go back
towards those old liberal Demo-
cratic ways, he argues: more gov-
ernment and taxes, less economic
growth and political reform.

‘Fechnology is the theme of her
campaign for a post that rarely
involves partisan philosophy ques-
tions. ltems in Miller's plan:

* Renewing vehicle registration
by Touch-Tone telephone. "It's
already available in Wisconsin for
vehicle registration and changes of
title. It's available 24 hours a day
in your home. and it takes three
minutes. He {Austin is now saving
they're loogking atit.”

* Installing automatic teller
machines at malls and high-traffic
shopping areas where people can
rencw their driver's licenses and
pay for services by credit card.

* Reporting clection results by
computer. She announced her
plan some weeks hefore Austin's
oflice announced 1994 resulls
would be available on Internet.

Austin on Oct. 7 announced a

new serviee for Eaton, Clinton and
Ingham counties. surrounding
Lansing: renewing license plates
by fax. He expects to expand it
statewide. Motorists with a valid
credit card number and access to
a fax machine can renew a vehicle
registration by sending it 10 {517)
322-6TAB (517-322-6822), he
said.

"An exquisite coincidence,”
Miller laughed. "Three wecks
before the election. Mr. Austin his
discovered fax machines. It's
amazing what competition will do!”

Miller emphasizes Auslin’s years
in office (24} more than his age,
but Austin’s age has become an
issue whether his opponent stress-
¢s it or not, Some top Democrats
wanted Austin to step down this
year, hut Attornev General Frank
Kelley, 69, convinced his running
mate to stay on the ticket.

Austin. the first black to hecome
a certified public accountant and
to he nominated for mavor of
Detroit (1969), likens remarks
about his age to the racial discrim-
ination he has known,

| believe in term limits, Miller
said. The candidate ¢lected Nov. 8
will be the first secretary of state
affected by the state constitution's
new two-term limit.

A Presbyierian. Miller took the
religious right's oath of opposition
to abortion - an issue on which

Polls show Austin ahead but
with a dwindling lead.

Her hopes have brightened since
Austin, in a public TV appearance,
became confused over whether
he's pro-life or pra-choice.

As attorney general, Repubtican
John Smietanka would target
multi-county street gangs and
organized crime.

The incumbent “cternal gener-
al,” Democrat Frank Kelley, puts
too much stress on cansumer
cases and personal publicity. says
the challenger, adding whimsically
it "can be an act of kindness to the
incumbent to chocse someone new
and release him from the obliga-
tions of office.”

Kelley. 69, scoffs at the idea that
county prosecutors handle the
kind of crime Smictanka is talking
about. Kelley's 1994 campaign for
a 10th term has featured oral
assaults on K mart and other
retailers for defective price scan-
ners.

‘I would have a dilferent focus.”
said Smictanka. 53. “You can't be
the state's chief law enforcement
officer with three to six attorneys
[concentrating on crime).

“The prosecutors pul out a
report Aug, 15 iy which 44 of 83
counties said they had street gang
problems. There’s a list of gangs.
The same names pop up time after
time - for example, Latin Kings

appear in several counties. So we

know we have an inter-county
problem.

“It's a widespread problem, not
limited to urban areas. IU's com-
plex. Not all gangs are the san.e,
There's a difference between the
hard core and wannabes.

"When vou leave your own coun-
ty {seck help across county lines),
vou're at the mercy of forces. You
have difficulty getting another
county to concentrate on vour
problem. It's not bad will.”

Smielanka advocates a street
gang corps in the Michigan State
Police because " a gang is active
in five or six counties, it should be
taken out as a gang.”

A Chicago native. Smietanka
studied in Catholic seminares and
at John Marshall Law School. He
seftled in Berricn County in the
southiwest corner of the state,
becoming assistant and then pros-
ecutor for seven years. In the Rea-
gan-Bush years (1981-93). he was
U.S. Atiorney for Western Michi-
gan. doubling as a top deputy 1o
U.S. Attorney General William
Barr.

"l prosecuted the El Rukn street
gang in Chicago. They did ritualis-
tic killings. I saw, at the worst end,
what a gang can do. They got to
bailiffs and judges. It's a phe-

nomenon of the *90s that we have
to get our arms around and
squeeze,” he said.

So Smictanka wants to give local
police and county prosecutors
morce sophisticated training in
dealing with street gangs and
drugs. "ln Michigan we haven't
had prosecution of an organized
crime gang since 1969 - one of the
Giacalones, | think.

“Kelley has gone after price
scanner frauds with hours, time
and press conferences. But he
hasn't charged one single person. |
don’t want to see people ripped off,
but it's more important thal a per-
son not be robbed on the way
home from the store.

~Anolher thing he should be
doing is public corruption, ailega-
tions of misconduct. The prosecu-
tors ask for help bul can't get it.

“There are few restrictions™ on
how an attorney general deploys
his prolessional stall. Smictanka
said. A federal grant may require
work on tracking delinquent dads.
If elected. he would like to study
the cascloads of ali 39 divisions in
the Department of Law and re-
deploy the 280 attorneys.

Smietanka says he would end
Kelley's hidden “spoils™ system -
appeinting county public adminis-

trators to deal with the assets of
people who die without wills or
heirs. The appointees receive $1
million in fees and contribute tens
of thousands to Kelley's campaign.

He said Republican Senate bills
were huried by Democrats in the
House Taxation Committee despite
efforts of Reps. Willis Bullard. R-
Milford, and Deborah Whyman. R-
Canton, to advance them.

During George Bush's last year
as president. Smictanka was in
line for a judicial plum - 6th Cir-
cuit Court of Appeals. But the U.S.
Senate failed to act on his and 59
other appoiniments.

Since the Kelley era began in
1961, Republican sacrificial lambs
have typically gone on to get judi-
cial appointments. The 1990 hope-
ful, Cliff Taylor, is on the State
Court of Appeals.

Polls show Kelley maintains a
lead over Smietanka. but the
incumbent’s support is siiding
below the B0 percent mark, and he
may be dragged down by the
weakness of gubernatorial candi-
date Howard Wolpe.

In a year. John Smietanka is
likely to be in office - as a judge or
attorney general.

Proposal P would end diversion of parks money

I voters approve Proposal P - for parks
- on Nov. 8. the only damage may be (o
tormer Gov. James Blanchard's pride.
Proposal P is a constilutional amend-
ment to erdd what conservationists call
Blanchard’s “diversion™ of $20 million a
yvear f{rom the Michigan National
Resnurces Trust Fund to his Michigan
Strategic Fund, an cconomic growth tool.
Backers of P include the Michigan Unit-
ed Conscrvation Clubs, recreationalists,
the Michigan Chamber of Commerce. the
corporate establishment and legislators
[rom both parties. No opponents have
appeared.
"~ "I am heartened that our Legislature is
providing the necessary leadership,” said
Joey M. Spano, a member of the state Nat-
ural Resources Commission and parks
director lor West Bloomfield Township.
“All sides left partisanship at the door.”
said state Sen. Paul Wartner, R-Portage,
sponsor of part of the legislative package.

Long-term goal: to make Michigan's 96
state parks independent of the legislative
budget process. That process since 1984
has whittled state general fund support
from 80 percent of the parks’ budget to 20
percent.

Mecanwhile, state park employees’ ranks
have shrunk from more than 706 to 500,
and the park system’s infrastructure has
visibly deteriorated. User fees have esca-
ated. but the state parks’ 23 million visi-
tors are getting less for their money.

Parks are good for business, says ihe
state chamber. Users spend $260 million
a vear in tocal ecconomies. The chamber
adds, however, that new money (1) should
go inio infrastructure, not adding acreage,
and {2) should not provide goods and scr-
vices that compete with local businesses.

The finances are complex. A new section
would be added to Art. 1X, the financial
article of the Michigan Constitution. The
DNR's budget division provided this analy-
sis!

* Revenue from state oil and gas leases

goes into the Michigan Natural Resources
Trust Fund (NR trust), capped constitu-
tionally at $200 million. Each year, about
hall {420 million) of new revenue has been
allocated to the Michigan Stralegic Fund,
to help with sewerage projects benefiting
economic growth. Proposal P would raise
the NR trust cap to $400 million and hait
the “diversion” to the Michigan Strategic
Fund.

* Proposal P would set up a new
Genevieve Gillette State Parks Endowment
Fund {SP fund), capping it at $800 mil-
lion. The SP fund would be started with
$40 million from the sale of the Accident
Fund. the state-owned workers’™ compen-
sation business that Gov. John Engler
wanted to privatize.

« Each year a portion of the revenue in
the NR trust would go into the SP trust
until the $800 million cap is reached
sometime in the next century. Interest
earnings from the SP trust would support
state park operations, maintenance and
capital improvements.

“Proposal P initially would previde an
additional $5 millien for state parks over
liscal year 1994, which is a 16 percent
increase over the $31 millien currently
heing spent.” said Citizens Research
Council, a nonpartisan group which ana-
lyzes state issues.

Genevicve Gillette was a pioncer advo-
cate of a state park system, which Michi-
gan started 75 years ago.

While no opposition to P has developed,
same critics over the years have argued
that state parks should be entirely sup-
ported by user fees. and that it's danger-
ous to earmark revenues because future
conditions may change.

Backers say state parks are a resource,
not a business, and descrve assurcd pub-
lic funding.

Here is the ballot language:

PROPOSAL P - A PROPOSAL TO
ESTABLISH A MICHIGAN STATE PARKS
ENDOWMENT FUND. INCREASE THE
MAXIMUM ALLOWABLE FUNDS IN THE
MICHIGAN NATURAL RESQURCES

TRUST FUND AND ELIMINATE THE
DIVERSION OF DEDICATED REVENUE
FROM THE MICHIGAN NATURAL
RESOURCES TRUST FUND.

The proposed constitutional amendment
would:

1) Establish a Michigan State Parks
Endowment Fund to be funded by certain
royalties, bonuses and rentals collected by
the state from the drilling of oil and gas or
mining of minerals on state-owned land.

2) Require that money in the Endow-
ment Fund be used to operate, maintain
and improve Michigan state parks.

3) Limit accumulated principal of the
Michigan Natural Resources Trust Fund
from $200 million to $400 million.

4} Eliminate the diversion of dedicated
revenue from the Michigan Natural
Resources Trust Fund.

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Novi man heads to Mexico for Leukemia treatment

The Irwin family packed their
bags and left their Novi apartment
Sunday for an extended stay in
Mexico, but what they're seeking is
not a sunny escape from a dreary
Mlchigan November.

Since July. Kevin Irwin, 31, has
lived under a death sentence he
hopes can be reversed.

Irwin and his wife, Cindy, look
to a Tijuana hospital for a more
promising therapy for his leukemia
than the bone marrow transplant
his doctors here prescribe.

The catch ts that his Insurance
company will not pay for the less
expensive series of treatments,
some of which are not legal in the
United States.

"It kind of makes you mad.
They'lt pay for a bone marrow
transplant which costs $300.000.
n Mexdco. the hospital will charge
$30,000. We're not closing the
door on conventional medicine. We
just felt before we tried anything
drastic we could try this first
because it's safe.” Cindy Irwin
sald.

"We know we don't have a 100
percent chance, but we figure it's
certainly worth a try.”

So do their friends. On Nov. 18,
a benefit dinner will be held In
Farmington Hills to help raise
money for Inwin's medical expens-
es.

The couple are taking thelr six-
year-old daughter, Heather, to
Mexico with them. All three wil)
live together in the hospital.

With a bone marrow transplant,
irwin says his doctors told him he
had up to a 45 percent chance of
survival. Since his illness. his
weight has plunged from 145
pounds to 115.

It's not known exactly how long
he's had chronic myelogenous
leukemia, but sufferers of the dis-
ease live on an average three to
four years if they are nol success-
fully treated.

Leukemia causes an uncorn-
trolled proliferation of abnormal
white bloed cells, which accumu-
late in the bone marrow and blood

stream. By crowding out the red
bload cells. the white blood cells
create anemia and internal bleed-
ing.

In a bone marrow transplant,
the patient’s bone marrow is first
destroyed by radiation or
chemotherapy. A donor with per-
fectly compatible bone marrow
must be found for the transplant
to be suceessful.

Based on research Irwin has
done since July. Irwin ts convinced
that not only does he have a better
chance in Mexico. but that the
side effects of the treatment he will
receive will be less debilitating.

A Novi High School alumnus, he
chose St. Joseph Hospital of Tijua-
na, which gperates in a partner-
ship with the American Metabolic
Institute of San Diego. after read-
ing 15 books on his disease and
speaking to numerous doctors
about alternative remedies. Both
Irwins are supporters of homeo-
pathic medicine. in which practi-
tioners use minute doses of
medicines that would produce in a
healthy person the symptoms of
the disease being treated.

In Mexico. [rwin will be vaccinat-
ed with a serum made from his
own malignant cells, will be placed
on a special diet designed to feed
his body and starve the cancer
and will undergo detoxification of
food additives and other chemicals
from his system. To regenerate his
vital organs, he'll be injected with
the live cells of animal embryos.
Other components of the treat-
ment include hormone therapy,
herbal medicine, electromagnetic
therapy and low-level chemothera-
py.

“When your life is in the bal-
ance. you're going to take the best
choice possible. People going down
there (Mexico} have already done
chemotherapy and radiation. They
came to a dead end because noth-
ing works. I chose from the begin-
ning to reject the conventional
treatments,” Irwin said.

Through his job, Irwin has
Selecteare medical insurance, but
the firm will not pay for experi-
mental medicine. Officials of the

The Novi News by presstime.

The couple has their own dis-
ability insurance, which will not
kick in for three months. Irwin wil
not be able to collect Social Securi-
tv until he's been off work for six
months.

In August 1993, Irwin felt so
fatigued and troubled with muscle
tremors that he feared he was hav-
ing a nervous breakdown. The
exhaustion: continued. but his doc-
tors diagnosed it as a virus and
prescribed antibiotics. By winter,
he was having sharp pains in his
side as his spleen became
enlarged. His work as general
manager at Auto America of Taylor
suffered. The amount of time he
was able to spend on the job
plummeted from 60 hours a week
to 20: his sales commissions
quickly dropped off.

Irwin says he had trouble con-
vineing his doctors here that he
was really ill. Finally, he requested
mare Intensive medical testing and
learned the devastating results in
July.

I don’t want to live the rest of
my life, however long it will be,
crippled or knowing [ will crippled
or with kidney damage or heart
damage or other diseases you can
acquire from medical treatment.
It's just not an option for me. I'm
going to give myself every chance I
can to [have) a normal life.,” he
said, explaining his decision to
seck alternative medicine.

He sometimes has difficulty
walking, often he's in pain. But
since his illness, Irwin says he's
been averwhelmed by the support
system which has risen around
him.

“[t changes you inside for the
rest of your life. You can’t be sell-
ishh when people have been so gen-
erous to you. You can't be unkind
when people have been so kind to
you. It's a wonderful feeling to
have that kind of goodwill,” Irwin
said.

OCC in the 1970s had a proper-
ty tax rate of 1.7 mills - one mill
for operations, (.7 for bond retire-
ment for buildings.

The operations tax rate has
been whittled to 0.85 mill because
the Headlee Amendment requires
rates to be cut when assessments

grow beyond the rate of inflation.

OCC has put more emphasis on
tuition as state aid has shriveled.
In 1973 tuition provided 20 per-
cent of revenue and state aid 41
percent. Currently tuition provides
nearly 40 percent and state aid 23
percent. Property taxes provided
35 percent of the revenue, both
then and now.

Trustees expressed some sur-
prise that the special election was
scheduled for a Friday, “We're tar-
geting the yes votes,” said Fulton.

to release more water taps

At some homes in Barclay

Estates, the well water smells like
Totten cggs, one resident says,
- The subdivision rast of Beek
Road hetween Nine and Eight Mile
roads is ane of several huilt in Novi
after  the state slapped a
moratorium on new Detroit water
lines in 1990,

Homeowner Edward Draugelis
attempted to convince the Novi
City Council last week to toughen
up the local lawn sprinkling ordi-
nance, thereby freeing up more
water taps from the Michigan
Department of Public Health

"We share the same police pro-
tectien and the same tax barden,
Unfartunately, we don't share the
same walter,” Draugelis said, “We
don’t judge the threat of contami-
nating our well water as being o
clear and present danger now, but
it Is extremely unpredictable. We
have two landfills west of us.”

But citing fears of jeopardizing
the already less than adequate city
water pressure in Novi, the council
declined to take action.

The waler moratorium is expect-
e to be lifted in summer 1996,

“Failure to secure the taps does
not decrease construction of new
homes but does i:nnecessarily dis-
criminate against new residents
who face at least a potential threat
of water contamination along with

the expense and inconvenience of
well water.” he wrote in i letter to
the city.

Council Member Rob Mitzel
explained that he did not want to
endander current Novi users of the
Detroit water system. Barclay
Estates homeowners aren’t the
only residents relving an wells, he
pointed out.

“Faur members of the city coun-
cil are on well water. Many people
are. Prohably many people would
like city water,” Mitze] said.

“We eannot afford te ehminate
any more buffer within the system.
The water is on its way.”

The state health department
imposcd the water moratoriom
until construction of a new 72-
inch main. which will improve
water senvice to booming western
Oakland County, is completed.
The growth of demand on the sys-
tem has diminished water pres-
sure and health department offi-
cials said there s a concern that
bactena will build up in the lines,
creating a potential public safety
hazard.

Were Novi to expand its ordi-
nances to restrict lawn sprinkling
to the hours of 8 a.m. to 3 p.m.
and 8 pm. to 11 p.m. - as well as
keeping the current odd/even day
schedule - it's estimated that over
700 taps could be added to the
local system with the health
department’s approval.

~Several years ago, Yorkshire did
not have any water pressure at all.
There just isn't enough water pres-
sure coming out of Detroit,” Coun-
cil Member Carol Mason
explained. "It's a serious health
thing; 700 more taps will only
mean | can fill this water glass in
15 minutes and it takes you 45
minutes because youre one mile
down the road from me.”

Draugelis said the Barclay
Estates residents would only use
the Detroit water indoors and
would water their lawns with their
existing wellis. The homeowners
find it inconvenient to keep soften-
ing systems running to improve
the hard well water, he added.

“The difficulty is you are all new
homeowners and when you bought
your homes. you all knew you
were and the light is at the end of
the tunnel in 1996." Mayor Kath-
leen McLallien, whose own home is
served by a well, told Draugelis.

Developers call city hall daily
asking for relief from the water
moratorium, City Manager Edward
Kriewall said.

“Unless the state lifts the mora-
torium, | don’t think our engi-
neers' recommendations would
change: 1994 was a wet sumnmer
and had borderline problems, If
i's dry next summer, it could be
fairly serious,” Kriewall sald.

Put simply, Proposal P deals with
using that revenue to build up an
endowment fund to support state parks.
If passed, it will free Department of Nat-
ural Resources from the lobbying job of
fighting the annual legislative appropria-
tions donnybrook,

A constitutional amendment, Proposal
P would (1) establish a state parks
endowmnent funds to recelve $10 million
a year from energy sources and mining
on state lands; (2) require that the
endowment be used to operate, maintain
and tmprove state parks; (3) hait the $20
million diversion of natural resources
money into the Michigan Strategic Fund,
a commerce based program; and (4) alter
the allocation of funds from the Natural
Resources Trust Fund to the state parks
Endowment Fund,

This year marks the 75th anniversary
of our state parks system. The parks,
however, have fallen on hard times. Park
staffing fell from 700 in 1975 to about
500 currently. Last year DNR officially
shut down 23 state forest (rustic) camp-
grounds which had been neglected to
death and reclaimed by weeds.

Daily vehicle permits have gone from
$2 in 1980 to $4 this year. Annual per-
mits have gone from $7 to $18 in the
same period. Camping fees have gone
from $2 to $6 to as much as $14 a night.
The {ees are becoming absurd. State
parks are a natural resource, not a busi-
ness like Pine Knob.

Most important by far is effort

A new book called The Bell
Curve is causing quite a lot
of consternation and contro-
versy. The volume, written
by conservative soclologist
Charles Murray and the late
psychologist Richard Herrn-
stein, is about 1Q scores and
the role of genetics in inlelli-
gence determination.

Lee The Bell Curve's authors

. contend that fully 60 percent
Snider of our brain power is heredt-
tary, while the other 40 per-
cent is shaped by factors like upbringing and cui-
tural environment. The writers further assert that
ltttle can be dene to raise one's IQ after the first few
years of life.

It's easy to understand the upset such a theory
would cause. Instinctively, we react against the
notion that intelligence is largely predetermined
and that we are almost powerless to effect it. Such
an idea violates the belief, cherished by Americans
above all others, that if you work hard and perse-
vere you'll get results. Genetic explanations of intel-
ligenee reduce the richness of human variation to
$0 many numbers on a printout and leave us with
the hollow sense that our destinies are decided by
immovable forces.

It seems apparent that there are two basic com-
ponents to intelligence ~ nature and nurture ~ but |
don't know how anyone can quantify the part each
plays. In any case, 1Q, I think, is an entirely over-
rated concept,

| say this because of my experience with a mem-
ber of the high IQ club, Mensa. To get accepted into
Mensa you have to score In the 98th percentile on
an admissions test. That means you have to have
more innate smarts than 98 percent of the popula-
tion. Statistically, two in 100 people qualify.

My Mensa acquaintance was someone | worked
with a few years ago. She was basically unexcep-
tionai but she did have one uncanny ability: she
could listen to several conversations at the same
time and absorb them all.

We worked in a small office along with five or six
others at the time and everyone, unavoldably, could
gverhear everyone else's telephone discussions. The
Mensa member had an annoying habit of comment-
ing on the things people talked about over the
phone, even though no one ever sought out her
opinions. No sooner would we plunk the receiver
down into the phone set than some overstated
observation would spill from her lips.

Nobedy thought much of the Mensa member’s
views - not only were they less than brilllant, they
weren't even very interesting. Clearly she had a
high opinion of herself, but no one clse was too
impressed. We considered her the office loud mouth
and ltked to have fun at her expense when she
wasn't around. We used to say that the smart thing
about her was that she possessed the ability to
comment on five conversations that went on at
once; the dumb thing about her was that she used
it. She didn't have sense enough to know that the
appropriate thing to do is to stay out of people’s
business unless they ask you what you think.

But if wasn't her tactlessness that convinced me
that this 1Q stuff is much ado about nothing, it was
the stories she'd tell of her group. Despite her lack
of modesty, she was frank in explining that Mensa
was no great shakes. It was originally organized so
that the brainy people of the world could get togeth-
er and solve all of civilization's ills, but before long
the members were bright enough to realize they
didn't know any more than anyone else. Eventually
they changed the direction of the organization and
turned it into a social club.

Mensa meetings, she'd say, were replete with woe-
ful tales of intellectual neglect and untapped poten-
tial. Contrary to what you might expect, many of
the members were unskilled workers struggling to
make ends meet, hourly wage eamers toiling away
in coarse occupations.

Potential, however it's measured, is one of those
hypotheticals that don’t really mean very much.
More important by far is effort, and that's some-
thing that's available to all of us equally.

What democracy is all about

Here we go again: another
election day, another chance
to take part in the concrete
expression of democracy:
voting.

Now, | know that doesn’t
mean a lot to some people,
even here in Northville.

That ballot is about power. Bottom line. When we
vote, we take power. We make a difference in our
community, from our neighborhood to our nation.

When we don't, we turn over power to someone else.

That's what democracy ts all about. It comes from
the Greek word demokratia, meaning rule by the
people. That sounds fancy, but the concept is sim-
ple: it's all about who exercises power.

In the ideal, I think it means that we have some-
thing better than rule by force of arms or backroom
party deals. It even means that that the system
shouldn't be one where money is the root of all elec-
tions - which unfortunately is pretty much what we
have today.

If we want to change that, if we want our democ-
racy back, we have to pay the price. We have to put
in the time and effort to make an informed decision
about the candidates and issues we vote on - and
we have to vote.

Physics dictates that every action has an equal
and opposite reaction. Democracy is sort of like
that, too: it works on the basis of involvement or
inertia. You get involved. you have a chance of fix-
ing what's broke. You don't, and things will just
:vzeteptsailing along the way they are, broken rudder
ntact.

That's not the way it should be. It is the moral '
obligation of those who disagree with governmental
action to oppose it by the fair and honest means
available under the law. '

Get involved. Vote. It's both the privilege and the
perdl of our political process that power ultimately
rests with the people. We often trumpet our right to
vlo&]e: let’s not forget our responsibility to do it.

So when [ first stumbled onto talk radio,
| wondered how long it would take for
somebody to figure out how to exploit it
politically. Then I listened to Rush Lim-
baugh sometime in 1992. It didn't take
long to figure the 1994 election would be a
doozy.

It has turned out that way, but with a
very special quality of personal savagery
that makes this campaign certainly the
nastiest | ever have expertenced.

Here's why: It {sn't that the politicians
suddenly are nastler. It's the underlying
effects of a new medium.

Talk radio is remarkable for many rea-
sons, but especiatly so because there are
no gatekeepers standing between the emo-
tions and opinions of ordinary folks and
the awesome distributive power of a mass
medium.

Think about it. The only people who got
on radio in the pld days were those the
producer thought were newsworthy. The
only way to get onto TV is for a news direc-
tor to consider you (or the event in which
you are involved) important. And, of
course, the way storles get into newspa-
pers like this is for editors to make a judg-
ment that the story is newsworthy enough
to print,

news media, A person who makes a per-
fectly absurd charge or passes a violently
personal remark will quickly find a gate-
keeper setting the record straight or find-
ing an authoritative person to rebut it.

But with the new medium of talk radio,
there are no gatekeepers. Certainly the
host of the show answers the calls and
cuts off any obscenity. But the host does
not pretend to judge the accuracy of the
claims, nor the legitimacy of the charges,
nor the factual basis for the emotions
expressed.

This has brought a fundamental change
to a growing part of our national dis-
course. The opiniens of any person,
informed or nol. are as valid on talk radio
as the whimsy of anybody elsc. Some may
think this has democratized our polities;
others may think it has debased them.
But 1t is certainiy different.

Which is why this campaign keeps
sounding a lot like a cross between The
National Enguirer and an argument
between 6-year-olds: “Liar!” "No, you're
the liar!”

The medium is the message.

Her Michigan Haunts and Hauntings.
published by Thunder Bay Press of Lans-
ing, has a chapter on the Crouch murders
in Jackson County. On Nov. 21, 1883, five
people were victims of a mass murder:
Jacob Crouch, 74; his daughter, Eunice
White, 32, who was in her ninth month of
pregnancy; Henry White, 30, her husband;

and Moses Polley, 24, a visitor.
No one ever was convicted of those and

* one or two other murders about the same

time. ' _ .
Jacob Crouch was buried in a rura

cemetery at the corner of Reynolds and
Horton roads in Spring Arbor Township,
southwest of Jackson. The others were
buried five miles away, in St. John's
Cemetery in Jackson,

The story, as Gundella tells it, is that the
ghost of Eunice Crouch visits her father's
grave the night of Nov. 21-22 each year,
and his ghost arises to greet her.

In 1989 Gundella and her friend, Gloria
Ladd, staked out the place. In her words:
“It was a clear night, but at the west end
of the graveyard we saw a patch of fog
resembling a small cloud. Our aches and
pains were completely forgotten. Mesmer-
ized, we watched as the mass of vapor
drifted gently across the cemetery. There
was little or no wind, but the cloud moved
smoothly and evenly, crossing directly in
front of us. When it reached Jacob's grave
it stopped and hung in the air for several
seconds before fading completely away.

“We went back to the car and watched
diligently for the rest of the night. Nothing
more happened.”

Gundelia was uncertain whether it was
the ghost of a woman or whether they had
frightened it away.

Well, my fishin’ buddy, Stan, lives a few
miles away in Jackson County. He agreed
to visit the cemetery with me and Kirsten,
my jovial, furry Norwegian elkhound, the
night of Nov. 21, 1993. Heeding Gundella's
advice, we dressed warmly, brought strong
flashlights, packed vacuum bottles of tea
and carried Gundella's book.

It was a Sunday night. The sun set
shortly after 5 p.m., but traffic was heavy
until 9 - a constant {low of headlights
halting at the stop sign. Even when traffic
tapered off, there was a lot of light from
the church next door and a spotlight at a
nearby farmhouse.

I'tl make a long story short. The only
ghosts we saw wore the brown shirts of
the Jackson County Sherilf's Department.

They never had heard about the place's
being haunted.

But we convinced them we weren't up to
mischief. If they thought we were daft,
they were too polite to say so. And in the
spirit of scientific cooperation, they said
they'd telt the third shift of our venture s0
we wouldn't be bothered.

Next day was a work day for both Stan
and me, and about 11 p.m. we packed up,
without seeing as much as a vapor. This
year Nov. 21 falls on a Monday, so count
me out of an all-nigh! cemetery vigil. It will
be a few years before Nov. 2] falls on a
weekend when we can try it again.

Stan tells me a reporter at the Jackson
Citizen-Patriot got wind of our adventure
and expressed interest in the old cemetery.
Maybe some enthusiastic young reporters
will stake out the place this year and win
themselves a Pulitzer Prize. | wish them
well.

I can't vouch for the Crouch ghosts of
Jackson County, but | did introduce Gun-
della to the owner of the Indlan Village
house deseribed in her chapter on “The
Victorian Shade,” and 1 did hear the ghost-
ly footsteps she describes in “Home Sweet
Home,” the tale of the haunted Novi
restaurant.

Before her death, Gundella gave me a
bunch of her ghost books. None, however,
s as good as her own Michigan Haunts
anid Hauntings. Income from the book goes
into a trust fund for the education of her
six grandchildren. Gundella, who had two
college degrees, believed in education even
more strongly than in ghosts.

Twenty players competed Sat-
urday against each other in the
championship rounds, regard-
less of age.

Victoria Livshits felt confident abour her performance at Saturday’s competition. Her concentration is intense during the fourth round.

“Chess develops all kinds of skills ~ self control, loglc and memory.”
In the Soviet Union, research has proven that those children who
study chess do better academically than children who do not study

chess, said Livshits,

"Chess is becoming more and more popular in the United States,”
she said. The reason why people play is because it is an intellectual
challenge and a very creative game, accarding to Livshits,

"It is a combination of science, art, mathematics and logic.”

At Saturday's championship, rounds began at 8 am., 11 a.m., 1.30
p-m., 3:30 p.m., and 5:30 p.m. The winner for the day was determined
by the number of wins attained during the five rounds.

In the event of a tie, players do not play another game, a tie breaker

is used. The mathematical formula used to determine the winner dur-
ing a tie breaker is a measurement of the strength of each player's
opponents during the five rounds, said Sawmiller. The player who

faced tougher opponents wins the tie breaker.

The winner becaimne the 1994 Women's State Champion. There is no
higher level of competition.

To participate in the championship competition. a player must be a
member of the Michigan Chess Association and the United States
Chess Federation. Beginners do not participate in the championship
competition, but play with other beginners. Beginners are not required
io hold state or federation memberships.

The Novi Chess Club has been arcund only three years. Tim
Sawmniller founded the club hecause “there were none close by.” He
has been playing for ~a good 20 years just for the fun of it.,” he said.

The Novi Chess Club meets every Tuesday night from 7 to 10 p.m.
"It's a more informal setting (than other clubs),” said Tim. "We talk
during the game. Sorne players come and go, others stay for the whole
evening. There is no charge. Play for free.” No classes are available yet,

* I will be aware of the risks of leaving a teen
at home alone; if possible 1 will make arrange-
ments for a responsible adult to check on
them.

» | will make every effort to check on the par-
ties my teenager attends to make sure alcchol
will not be available. If my teen has a party, |
will be present and will not allow alcohol to be
served. | will also look in on the party through-
out the evening, realizing that | am responsible
for anyone who drinks in my home.

* When dining out with my children, 1 will
limit my alechol consumption to no more than
two drinks or none at all.

Can we as parents truthfully say that we
have adhered to this pledge? Probably not.

Adolescent use and abuse of drugs, alcohol and
tobacco will not change until we make signifi-
cant changes in ourselves. In some settings,
parents are challenging the status queo.
Because their children are friends, parents are
meeting with one another to work out plans for
when their children are out together.

These plans include:

+ Calling each other to confirm that each
child has told their parents the same thing2
("I'm going to Tom's overnight.”)

+ Calling the host of the party to confirm with
the parents that they'll be home.

+ Following up with parents {o make sure
that the “trip to the mall” {s not actually a trip
to another teen's empty home.

+ Getting to know your child's friends so you
can better determine whether they are truthful.

Following these steps, along with the pledge,
can begin to change the societal norm sur-
rounding teenage drinking and smoking. For
too long, we have been telling ourselves that
“ldds will be kids™ and 1 did it, too, at that age”
and “I'm np worse for wear.” Untl] we begin
thinking seriously about the ouicome of teen
drug abuse, nothing will change.

Heart disease has many causes

L. too. was shocked
to read the newspa-
per headline in 1984:
“Heart attack during
running kills Jim
Fixx, expert on jog-
ging.” He was only
52

tance runner. His

best-selling The Complete Book of Running led
thousands to take up running for fitness and
heart healih.

Although his father died of a heart attack at
43, Fixx had not had even a routine medical
examination for some time. Perhaps he believed
that his distance-running lifestyle would pro-
tect him from. or even immunize him to, heart
disease.

The possibility of aveiding heart attacks by
distance running was raised almost 40 years
ago after anautopsy of famed marathon runner
Clarence DeMar, who had died at 70 of cancer.
Medical findings described his heart's arteries
as two to three times the normal diameter with
only minimal narrowing from fatty-cholesterol
deposits.

in more recent times, Dr. Thomas Bassler, a
pathologist and marathon runner, has suggest-
ed that marathon running provides “ahselute
protection” against death due to heart disease.

Unfortunately, the medical literature and lay
press have demonstrated the “exercise and
immunity” theory to be incorrect.

While it is recognized that each year several
cardiovascular deaths while running will occur
merely by chance. there is unequivocal evi-
dence that heart disease may occur in some
distance runners. Indeed. the autopsy report
en Jim Fixx revealed that he had died of a mas-
sive heart attack, and that three of his heart's
main arteries were blocked.

No longer can we ignore the fact that heart

disease is now considered a complex, multi-fac-
torial disease. Genetics, environmental influ-
ences and lifestyle habits — known collectively
as "risk factors” - probably all play a role.
Some risk factors may still remain unidentified.

Certainly few authorities would disagree that
the distance runner's lifestyle - including regu-
lar exercise, abstinence from cigarette smoking
and careful attention to diet and body weight -~
may provide partial protection against heart
disease.

The ironic death of Jim Fixx emphasizes that
modification of one risk factor, such as regular
exercise, may not always provide absolute
immunity against heart disease for everyone,
even if accompanied by other lifestyle changes.

It's time to lay the "exercise and immunity”
notion to rest.
