Lifetime 
Seniors, a new non-profit educa­
tional orgailization for older peo­
ple, is offering a free short course 
i n "Hol iday Shopping Safety For 
Seniors" on Nov. 16 at the Novi 
Civic Center 

M i c h i g a n State Trooper Norm 
H a r r i n g t o n , from the Northvil le 
post, wi l l give tips on how to sur­
vive the season of cheer and good 
w i l l . A n d that's jus t in time for 
Nov. 2 5 . the notorious day after 
T h a n k s g i v i n g m a l l - s h o p p i n g 
marathon. 

•"Seniors arc seen as better tar­
g e t s . T h e y arc not as able to 
respond. They're not as likely to 
chase cr i ininals down." explained 
C h r i s Thompson , .senior director 
w i t h the Watcrfordbased Lifetime 
Seniors. 

A s an example of how lo protect 
yourself , Thompson said seniors 
wi l l be advised not to dump a load 
of shopping bags in their car tn ink 
and then march directly back into 
the i l ia l l . Instead, drive your car to 
a new parking location, so no one 
who obsen'ed the package drop is 
t e m p t e d to pop open the c a r 
t r u n k .

present household securi ty a n d 
wha t p recau t ions they t a k e i n 
their day-to-day l iving, to see if 
any gaps exist. 

"Become observant. We become 
so coinplacent in our routine, we 
forget to take care of ourselves." he 
said. 

Tips he'll offer include becoming 
obscr\'ant when you arrive home, 
noticing any unusua l footprints, 
open windows and odier signs that 
you home may have been entered 
i n your absence. He ' l l d i s c u s s 
security systems and everything 
from bars on windows to getting a 
gun. 

"I'm not trying to scare t hem. 1 
j u s t want to b r i n g out t h e s e 
points. A lot of seniors are l iv ing 
alone," the trooper added. 

Lifetime Seniors is offering th i s 

as the first in a se r ies of free 
iTionthly educa t iona l p r o g r a m s , 
such as health reform programs, 
fire safety and medical issues. 

The organization is also pubUsh-
ing a buying guide for seniors list­
ing businesses wh ich offer older 
folks discount rates.

Three young t r i ck or ireatcrs 
were t l ie v ic t i ins of s t rong arm 
r o b b e r y H a l l o w e e n even ing on 
D u n b a r t o n Drive. The trio were 
trick or treating when four older 
boys approached a n d demanded 
tfieir bags of candy. One actually 
got away witli the goods, two oth­
ers struggled to keep their candy 
unt i l the bags broke and spilled 
candy across the pavement. 

The four boys, thought to be in 
their early teens, fled the scene. 
One of the three v i c t i m s recog­
n i z e d h i s a t t a c k e r , w h o was 
d r e s s e d as a cou r t jester , and 
Identified him for his parents and 
police. 

Officers interviewed each of tile 
three victims and then traveled to 
the i den t i f i ed s u s p e c t ' s home. 
There the teenager admitted to tile 
crime and named his tllree accom­
plices.

Mark VanS ick le w i l l ser\'e the 
rest of his 13-year p r i son sentence 
for second-degree i n u r d e r n o w 
that a state Co i i f l of Appeals [iatiel 
has affirmed his gui l ty verdict. 

VanSickle. now 35. ffirmerly of 
Novi , was convicted by a ju ry of 
tlie nuirder charge after he plead­
ed gui l ty 10 c h a r g e s of t h i r t l -
offense drunk d r iv ing and driving 
on a s u s p e n d i ' d l i c e n s e in the 
1991 death of Alexander F"lees. 4. 

The c o l l i s i o n o c c u r r e d w h e n 
VanSirklc's truck, w h i c h he knew 
had faulty brakes, went through a 
red light on P o n t i a c T r a i l a n d 
stnIck the rear passenger side of a 
southbound ear on Haggerty f^oad 

in which the boy was r iding. 
Oakland Circuit Judge Deborah 

Tj'ner sentenced VanSickle to 13 
years and eight m o n t h s to 2 0 
years in prison - which VanSick­
le's attorney appealed as dispro­
por t ionate . A p p e l l a t e J u d g e s 
Wil l iam B . Murphy a n d H a r o l d 
Hood, joined by Detroit Recorders 
Judge Prentis E d w a r d s , u p h e l d 
Ihe sentence, saying: 

"Defendant's sentence was with­
in the sentencing gtiidelines of 10 
lo 25 years and is therefore pre-
suniptlvely proportionate. We have 
reviewed the record and conclude 
Ihat, in light of t.he seriousness of 
the circumsiances s u r r o u n d i n g 
the offense and defendant's history 
of offenses associated w i t h con­

s u m i n g alcohol and driving, the 
sentence was proportionate." 

VanSick le paid for the tn.lck in 
mid-1991 knowing it had no rear 
brakes. As the appeals court recit­
ed the facts: 

" O n Sept. 30, 1991, defendant 
consumed about six beers between 
a p p r o x i m a t e l y 11:30 a .m. a n d 
2 : 3 0 p .m . After consuming the 
beer, defendant got into the truck 
and drove it even though he knew 
the truck's brakes did not work." 

T h e c o l l i s i o n occurred about 
4:30 p.m. Two blood tests revealed 
his blood alcohol level at 0.23 and 
0.25 percent, more than twice the 
legal drunk level. His trial attorney 
asked Judge Tyner for a directed 
verdict of acquittal on the second-

degree m u r d e r charge on the 
groiind there was no malice. 

But the appeals judges said tile 
verdic t was war ran ted because 
V a n S i c k l e "knowingly created a 
very h igh risk of great bodily harm 
... Defendant had knowledge tliat 
the master cylinder was out and 
that the truck had no brakes. He 
admitted that he had done nothing 
to repair tlic brakes in the montli 
he had owned tlie trlick. 

"Furthermore, he acknowledged 
that h i s consumpt ion of alcohol 
c o n t r i b u t e d to h i s i n a b i l i t y to 
make a correc t dec is ion at the 
in t e r sec t ion ... (D)efendant was 
driving on a well-traveled road at a 
busy time of day."

to be smaller.' 
Most of the excess whitetails are 

to be found in the Upper Peninsu­
la. Be low the bridge, L a n g e n a u 
.said, die herd is "just under what 
we'd like." 

F i r ea rm season runs t h r o u g h 
Nov. 30. Bow and arrow season 
statTed Oct. 1 and runs to J a n . 1. 

L a n g c n a u expects a b o u t 
3 4 5 , 0 0 0 deer to be t a k e n by 
h u n t e r s th i s season. Wel l over 
200,000 of those will be bucks and 

the rest antlerless whitetails. 
The DNR official said it's impor­

tant that the s ta te herd is 
trimmed. About 80 .000 an imals 
staiVcd to death last year, Lange­
nau added. 

"If wc have an average winter." 
he said, "we'll have severe prob­
lems." 

Getting a whi t e t a i l in the area 
isn't an easy task. Hunting in Novi 
and Northville is almost non-exis­
tent. 

Firearm hunting isn't allowed at 
all in the City of North\il1e or in 
N o r t h v i l l e T o w n s h i p . T o w n s h i p 
Director of F'ubUc Safety Chip Sny­
der said. Bow a n d arrow hunt ing 
is permitted in the township, how­
ever 

In Novi. some hunting has been 
a11owed on private property in the 
northern end and southwest cor­
ner of t h e c i t y , b u t the p o l i c e 
d e p a r t m e n t h a s been c r a c k i n g 
down on the issuance of permits 

to hunt in the ci ty due to safety 
concerns. Novi Police Ch ie f Doug 
Shaeffer was unavai1ab1e by press 
time Tuesday to clarify which , if 
any, areas are st i l l open to hunt­
ing. 

J i m Beamish, a dispatcher with 
the Nor thv i l l e T o w n s h i p Pol ice 
Department, said the best places 
to go hunting are up north. 

"1 usual ly go up the middle of 
the state to Clare County," he said. 

The state divides Mic l i igan into 

13 hunt ing dis t r ic ts . D i s t r i c t 10 
covers Macomb. Monroe, Oaldarid, 
St. Clair and Wayne counties. 

Northern Oakland county, near 
HoUy Recreation area, offers some 
of the best loca l hun t ing . Lange­
nau said only bucks are allowed to 
be taken in Oak l and and Wayne 
counties.

government," he saici from his Mi l ­
ford office. 

"As far as the legislative race, 
the governor (lidn't seeln to have 
the coattails we thoiight he would 
have. 1 don't be l i eve a single 
incumbent i i i the state has been 
beaten." he said. 

Meyer called S c h i n i d Tuesday 
night to offer his congrats. Schmid 
is c h a i r of the c o m m i s s i o n ' s 
Republican caucus, which domi­
nates the board. 

B o t h con tenders agreed this 
local election kept to "the high 
road." 

"It was a c l ean race. He did 
absolutely no banging on my hand 
and I did absolulcly no banging on 
his head." Schmid said. "1 am very, 
very happy." 

Meyer said Wednesday he knew 
he was fighting an uphil l battle by 
t ak ing o n the i n c u m b e n t i n a 
Republican district. 

"1 have to admit I got caught up 
in the wave of a huge landslide. 1 
thought it would be easier I really 
gave it my best shot." Meyer saici 
Wetlnesday. 

The Democra t added that he's 
not s u r e i f h e ' l l make a t h i r d 
attempt for a spot on the county 
commiss ion : "It wou ld be sad i f 
after this experience if either I or 
someone else decided not to run 
again. Wha t happens then is you 
don't have a democratic process. I 
have eveiy intention to condnue to 
be a voice for the ones without a 
voice in a society that is becoming 
more homogeneous, where if you 
don't act like everybody else, you 
don't belong." 

Nobody said it was easy being a 
Democrat in No\ i . 

On Proposal A , Novi mi r ro red 
the statewide opinion, with almost 
75 percent of the voters against 
setting up a constitutional conven­
t ion. Eighty-two percent of Novi 
voters also agreed w i t h most of 
Michigan in endorsing Proposal B, 
which takes away automatic legal 
appeals for those who plead giiilty 
and are convicted. 

Proposal C, wh ich would have 
cut auto insurance costs but limit­
ed benefits to accident v i c t ims , 
failed here as it did elsewhere, 
with over 61 percent of Novi voters 
saying no. Of a l l the ballot issues. 
Proposal P won the largest local 
consensus: 78 percent favored set­
t ing up an endowment fund for 
state parks. 

S t a t e s p l i t s o n p r o p o s a l s 

Michigan voters said no to auto 
insurance reform and a Constitu­
tional Convention bu t approved 
l imits on inmates' appeal rights 
and a funding plan for state parks. 

Proposal C, a law to cut auto 
insurance costs and prciniuins, 
was rejected after a bni tal adver­
tising campaign between insurers 
and business groups (for) and the 

Michigan T r i a l Lawyers Associa­
tion (against). 

Proposal A , the every-16-years 
call for a state Constitutional Con­
vention, never had strong public. 

The next chance voters will have 
to rewrite the state's basic legal 
document wi l l be in 2010. Propos­
al B will amend the constitution to 
l imi t the r i g h t of convic t s w h o 

plead g i i i l t y (or no contes t ) to 
appeal their convic t ions or sen­
tences to the state C o u r t of 
Appeals. 

It's expected to rediice the Court 
of Appeals' caseload by 25 percent. 

Proposal P, for "parks," was the 
inost popular with voters. Proposal 
P will establish a "Michigan State 
Parks Endowment Fund."

details of the pending l and sale 
under raps unt i l negotiations with 
the seller are complete. Lippe said 
he was unable to share any details 
or say where the land was located 
and when the deal would be set­
tled. 

Also included in the bond pro­
posal i s l a n g u a g e tha t a11ows 
school officiafs to use bond dollars 
for additional technology. B u t dis­
trict officials aren't saying what - if 
any - addit ional technology they 
may need to purchase. 

Lippe said the costs - if a n y -
wil l be kept to a m i n i m u m and 
may be only the result of renova­
tion work done at Novi Middle arid 
Novi Meadows. If voters approve 
the request the two schools w i l l be 
renovated to house e l emen ta ry 
students rather than the midd le 
school s t u d e n t s w h o are t he re 
now. 

About $9.9 m i l l i o n of the $33 
million wil l be used for renovation 
work and the possibility of adding 
space to accommodate fou i lh . fifth 
and sixtl i graders in coming years. 

"We don ' t have a n y s p e c i f i c 
plans to add technology above and 
beyond wha t i s a l r e a d y b e i n g 
phased in ," the s u p e r i n t e n d e n t 
said. "But the language has to be 

broad enough to do what is neces­
sary and r e c o m m e n d e d by the 
architect." 

L i p p e s a i d the a r c h i t e c t has 
made no mention of any specific 
plans to add technology but there 
cou ld be cos t s t ha t m i g h t be 
incurred when the renovation and 
construction work gets underway. 

There has been talk of install ing 
a callback system to improve com-
niunications between tlie instruc­
tional Technology Center and the 
school office, but that is specula­
tive at this time, Lippe said. 

In short , the s u p e r i n t e n d e n t 
sa id ballot language h a s to be 
broad enough to provide the dis­
trict witll a financial safety net if 
additional expenses crop up dur­
ing construction phases. 

But Lippe said he doesn't antici­
pate any la rge c a p i t a l o u t l a y 
expenses for more technology. 

Tha ts good news for voters who 
approved the districts request two 
years ago for $7.8 mil l ion for tech­
nology. 

In 1992. district officials bi l led 
that expense to the costs of laying 
fiber optic wires to connect a l l of 
the district bui ldings to the lTC. 
The 1992 bond also purchased all 
of the h a r d w a r e a n d so f tware 

needed to l i n k t h e b u i l d i n g . s 
together and instal l w o r k stations 
in classrooms. The b o n d allowed 
the district to plan for a local and 
wide area network w i t h access to 
resources across the state, coun­
try and globe. 

"The language gives us latitude 
to the do those things that are hst-
ed, but that doesn't mean we will 
or we have to," L i p p e s a id . "The 
language sets parameters . If you 
don't have it in place for the unex­
pected then we can ' t use any of 
the bond money for any th ing else 
other than the uses l i s ted in the 
proposal," 

Lippe said the dis t r ic t ' s attorney 
dra f ted the l a n g u a g e w i t h the 
widest parameters for the possible 
use of the money. 

"But our Intent isn ' t to mislead 
anyone." he said. 

Few voters if any real ly read the 
ballot proposals w h e n they step 
inside voting booths, Lippe said. 

"Most don't even r ead the lan­
guage," he said. "I don't, l usually 
Icnow the issue before l vote, l 'm 
either for it or against it ." 

Tha t s why district officials have 
a bigger job of i n f o r m i n g voters 
abou t the bond p r o p o s a l s and 
what the money w i l l be used for 
before election day. L ippe is doing 
l i is part by maldng two presenta­
tions i n the school dis t r ic t on Nov. 
15 and 30. He is also tap ing a sim­
ilar bond piesentation that w i l l alr 
regularly on the d i s t r i c t ' s cable 
television channel 10.

"They used chlorine to wash 
the towels and it reacted wi th 
the grease and started the fire. 
It's kind of un i i sua l . It will do 
that if the conditions ai-e right." 
I^enaghan explained. 

The fire department was noti­
fied at 5:41 a.m., after police 
nvestigated the site. Cooker ' s 

burglar alarm system had gone 
off. p robab ly due to f a l l i n g

Hudock. 

The flawed felony murder counts 

were predicated on the "underlying 
fe lonies" of rape, b reak ing and 
u n a r m e d robbery, the Cour t of 
.Appeals said.

111 lur life," said assistant Oakland 
p r o s e c l l t o r J a n i c e K a b o d i a n , 
revii-wing the ruling. 

.Martin got life lor premeditated 
murcicr, 40-100 years for lhe rape 
and 1 0 - 1 5 years each for the 
brcak-ifi and unarmed robber\' in 
l l n d o c k ' s apartment on JuIie 24, 
1990. 

The unanimous ruling canlc in 
L a n s i n g last week from Judges 
HeleneN' . WTlite, Donald llolbrook 
Jr. and Edward Qmnneli. 

M a r t i n was impl ica ted by an 

accomplice, Er ic Al len, who was 
arrested two days after the murder 
for an unrelated offense in High­
land Park. Martin was caught with 
the victim's car and a pawn ticket 
for her bracelet. 

Martin and Allen admitted some 
parts of the crime in statements to 
police, but their t r ial at torneys 
sought to s u p p r e s s the s tate­
ments . The late Judge J o h n N . 
O'Brien, who tried Martin, adinit-
tcd the statements into evidence. 
T h e appe l la te cour t u p h e l d 
O'Brien's ruling. 

M a r t i n ' s defense was that he 
had received some of the stolen 
properly but didn't participate in 
the crime. The Cour t of Appeals 

no ted there was testimony that 
M a r t i n h a d been seen " c a s i n g 
Hudock ' s apartment a week before 
the break- in . 

"VVc conc lude that the jury, by 
its verdict, found defendant to be a 
p r inc ipa l actor and participant in 
the robbery, rape and murder and 
rejected h i s defense that he only 
became involved as an accessory 
after Oie fact by receiving and con­
cea l ing that stolen property," the 
judges sa id . 

The judges found a Haw in one

One of Belter 's first official moves as president was to promote her vice 
president. La i i r ie Fannon to Volunteer Coordinator Fannon will takeover 
one of tile F f O ' s highest priorities this year - coordination of the Volun­
teer Program. 

Fannon wil l assist Parkview's PTO members in coordinating volunteers 
for various committees and activities such as ArtSmart demonstrations, 
to popping popcorn for children, to helping out with I'icture day and set­
ting up a procedure and schedule for copying for each grade level. Fan­
non will also assist teachers in securing help in the classroom.

Th i s i s not a n endorsement or an 
attempt to ki l l the mlllagc before the dis­
trict even makes Its pitch. Instead, we'd 
like to raise the concerns and point a few 
misgiving aljout the process as It stands 
now. Perhaps the school district still has 
time to set things right. 

First, voters should read the fine print. 
Read the p r o p o s a l preferably before 
enter ing the vot ing booth. B o n d lan­
guage was approved by the Novl Board of 
E d u c a t i o n last Thursday without the 
benefit of an oral reading for those In the 
audience or those catching the meeting 
on cable later. The language written In 
the finest legalese spells out quite clearly 
how the dis t r ic t intends to spend the 
.$33 mi l l ion . Among those items in the 
p i l c h for the new school is money to 
acquire a site for the new middle school. 
However, school officials are telling vot­
ers they don't intend to use any of this 
bond money for land acquisition. They 
say they have the money in hand and In 
budget. Two years ago, voters approved a 
$31.9 mi l l ion b()nd proposal for all sorts 
of neat projects - Inclufjlng land acquisi­
tion. 

A r e we double bonding? If you don't 
need the money for that expense, why 
not delete it from the language? Take it

out. it's unnece.ssar>'. 

The second case in point Is the second 
part of the ballot quest ion. Wording gives 
the district the ability to use additional 
bond money for the purpose of acquir­
ing, installing and equipping additional 
t echno logy . S c h o o l S u p e r i n t e n d e n t 
Emmett Lippe said he Isn't sure at this 
Juncture what If any technology expens­
es wi l l be Includeti In the bond". That 
remains to be seen, if voters approve the 
bond and allow the distr ict to transform 
the existing middle school complex into 
a n elementary use. A n d of course, dis­
t r i c t taxpayers have a l ready spent a 
pretty fair sum on technology for the dis­
trict. 

Everything Is open to interpretation. 
The district attorneys k n e w that when 
they drafted the language. 

B u t when voters walk into the polling 
place and get ready to give their deci­
s ion, the only real piece of hard evidence 
abou t what the b o n d money i s to be 
used for is what is writ ten In black and 
whi te and printed i n the voting booth. 
That 's what voters should go by. That's 
what the district should go by. 

Voters should read the ballot so they 
know what they're voting for Tile district 
should phrase its ballot language to say 
precisely what it means, to describe pre­
cisely what it wants the money for 

N o v i p r o v e s t o h a v e 

v e r y s e n s i t i v e h e a r i n g 

•When the folks of Meadowbrook Lake 
Subdivision were up in arms about the 
construction of a plastic moldmg factory 
next to t h e i r homes, everyone could at 
least sympathize . Regardless of which 
side you were on , you could at least 
unders t and their fears and concerns. 
After all, lt was an industrial use being 
proposed next to their neighborhood. It 
was (0 be a 24-hour operation. There 
would be lights on at night and noise 
from truck traffic. 

B u t the latest Issue of development 
around that subdivision leaves even the 
most sympatiletlc baffled. 

Adding to the mystery Is the fact the 
NoVl Planning Commission bought resi­
dents' arguments. After relenting to the 
developers of Interlock - of course, they 
were pretty Instant and posturing to sue 
- p l a n n i n g commiss ioners last week 
turned around and voted to reject a day­
care operation on the other side of Mead­
owbrook Lake . 

T h e r e Were two pr imary Issues 
Involved. O n e was traffic. With a capaci­
ty for 60 kids , the daycare facility was 
expected to produce about 300 addition­
al trips o n iNine Mile Road dal ly . Rod 
Arroyo, Nov i ' s traffic consultant, con­
cluded that Nine Mile has more than 
enough capaci ty to handle that much 
more traffic. 

Nonetheless, at least one cOmirllsslon-
er conc luded the facility would cause 
"grldiock" on Nine Mile and voted no. 

The second Issue Was noise ... 
Noise!? Yes . noise. Sixty kids on a day­

care playground can put up quite a dis-
mptlve d i n , according to the residents 
and commissioners. And those of us who 
thought the peel of childhood laughter 
was one o f life's more pleasant sounds 
were Just p l a in wrong. It's a nuisance 
that needs abatement. 

Perhaps the most Intriguing aspect Of 
this Is that some of the folks opposed the 
day care themselves have kids. One resi­
dent who led the opposition has five. 
Their k ids ' noise apparently is OK; the 
noise of o ther people's kids Is bad. 

The noise issue in Novl has become a 
rather i n t e r e s t i ng one. Last year, the 
Issue was cons t ruc t i on noise. Seems 
some d e v e l o p e r s were runn ing their 

heavy equipment and power tools too 
ea r ly in the m o r n i n g , too late In the 
evening and on weekends . So the Ci ty 
Counc i l cracked down be setting times 
o n when builders can r u n such equip­
ment. Few of us would argue with those 
rules . The sound of s u c h equipment at 
otherwise peacefijl times of the day must 
Indeed be somewhat obnoxious for near­
by residents. 

And as we said, we can appreciate the 
desire of residents not to want to have to 
l isten to trucks or the sounds of a facto­
ry, however minor, at a 24-hour Inter­
lock facility. 

Then , only a few weeks ago the City 
counci l rejected a request for a veterinar­
i a n to be allowed into the new mall at 
B e c k and Ten M i l e r o a d s . Seems the 
dogs going for doctors vis i ts might bark 
too loudly on their way i n and out. There 
w o u l d have b e e n n o k e n n e l s , no 
overnight stays for the pooches, but the 
pj-ospects of barking dogs going to and 
from their owners' cars during regular 
office hours was Just more than council 
cou ld take. 

Now It's the noise of chi ldren. Ignore 
Lhe fact that the daycare, operating only 
d u r i n g regular w o r k h o u r s , w o u l d be 
s i l e n t at n ight a n d o n w e e k e n d s . . . 
b e c a u s e it wou ld be c l o s e d . H e c k , a 
c h u r c h w o u l d be l o u d e r because i t 
w o u l d have S u n d a y services; a l l that 
Organ playing and h y m n singing pretty 
n o i s y you know. E v e n a house there 
w o u l d be louder, because the occupants 
w o u l d likely be home a t night and on 
weekends, and they might turn on the 
television or run a lawnmower o r some­
th ing . 

More likely, noise is j u s t a ruse and 
wha t is really going on here is ptire anti-
development sentiment . .And the p l an ­
n i n g commiss ion is g o i n g right a long 
w i t h it. 

The big guys - l ike Interlock, who are 
prepared to take their case tO court - get 
fair treatment because they Insist On it. 
B u t the little guys , s u c h as day care 
Operators and Vets, aren't sO likely go Out 
a n d get legal hired guns. 

It 's sending a c l e a r message tO the 
development c o m m u n i t y - "when yOu 
COme to NoVl. have you r g u n s loaded."

If your \vci"e to say some­
t h i n g like, "Now that ' s a 
beautiful blue sky' eveP>'one 
would understajid what you 
are talkllig about.

But a "legal whiz ballg." as 
D o u g Erwln ca l l s lawycr.s, 
c o u l d u n d o u b t e d l y poke 
holes in It. 

"What shade of blue are wc 
t a l k i n g about here?" the 
lawyer might a sk . "And It 

Isn't completely b lue . Thei-e's a cloud there, and 
there, which are white. The slln - part of the sky, 
yes? •- Is yellow. A n d of course it's not blue on a 
rainy day, It's gray, or at night, lt'.s black .,." 

It was exactly that kind of nonsen.se that led the 
Oakland County Board of El(;ctlon Conlmlssloners 
to conclude, at the request of one "legal whiz ballg," 
that they couldn't understand the simple sentence 
Erwln had written as tJie "i-casons for recall" on Ule 
petitions he wan t s appl-oval to circulate. Erwln , 
owner of Erwln Fa1-ms, wants recall five of the seven 
members of the Novl City Council over a land deal it 
made with Vic Ventlmiglia , owner of the Vic's World 
Class Market, now under construction. 

His wording stated: "For giving away public land 
to a private developer at the Oct. 3, 1994, city coun­
cil meeting." 

Mayor Kathleen McLallen 's attorney iirgued that it 
wasn't specific enough. What kind of land was it? 
How much land? What kind of developer? 

He's right that it 's not specific, but specificity is 
not the test. Clar i ty is. And the wording was plenty 
clear to allow voters to "identify the issue" over 
which the counc i l members were being recalled. 
And that's supposed to be the only test. 

Besides, the statement was really plenty specific 
... or did council give away more than one parcel to 
a private developer on the night of Oct. 3? 

The a!toi-noy argued a parcel number should have 
been included. Seilously. Wou ld a pLUTcl nuiilber 
n 'al ly mean anvthing to you? It wouldn't to nie. 

Now vou cou ld also argl le thai ihc statement 
wa.sn't "true. In my lnlnd. it was not rl ,uivc-a\vay. 
But tl-llth a!.so Is not the test. The tlulh of the state­
ment Is something that llas to be soiled out In the 
r fca l l (\'Jlnpalgn. 

I^arlklv. this Is the kind of ruling by the Board oi 
Election Commissioners that I feared back when the 
clarity law was adopted by the State U\iiislatul-e a 
lew years ago. Clarity Is a plTtty vague standard. To 
rcnvritc nn old cliche. "Clari ty is in tlic eye of the 
beholder" 

But the l.,egislature wanted to put obstacles in the 
path of recaU campaigns. There was seniiment in 
Lans ing that loo many recalls were being riln for 
too manv frivolous reasons. A n d don't tbl-get, it was 
adopted'just after a couple of state Senators were 
oustc-d from Liuising by recall. 

If you wallt evidence the law is iiltended illore to 
obs t ruc t the recal l process t han to Insure clear 
w o r d i n g on the petitions, keep In mind thai the 
wording cannot be altered In the elalHy hearing.

W h a t government body c a n live by that stan­
dard? City Counc i l amends Its motions like crazy 
before voting on them. But a citizen, who has not 
been trained in the subtleties of legalese Is expected 
to "write It right the first time, pass or fall." 

I don't l ike this recall, but clearly Erwln has a 
right to run it. The right to "petiUon for the redress 
of grievances" is a right protected by the Michigan 
Const i tu t ion, and It ranks u p there with the free­
dom of speech and religion. 

B u t now, at torneys and the Oakland County 
Board of Elect ion Commissioners are getting away 
with throwing roadblocks in h i s way. If they can do 
it to h i m , Qley can do It to you and 1. 

It's been sa id before, i f one person losses his 
rights, we all lose our rights.

N o w that the 
vo tes have been 
c o u n t e d and the 
d u s t is se t t l ed , I 
sense three major 
u n d e r l y i n g t rends 
which wil l drive the 
e v o l u t i o n of o u r 

political system for years to come. 
I. Our political and governmental sys-

telil is now so complex - so filled wi th 
checks and balances, so vu lnerab le to 
blocking vetoes by de t e rmined , single-
issue groups - that it is now nearly impos­
sible to get anything significant done. No 
wonder most votel-s feel helpless and frus­
trated. 

Consider just two recent examples, one 
large and one small. 

Charter schools are a inong the most 
promising innovations in Michigan educa­
tion. When state voters passed Proposal A , 
they authorized creation of a number of 
e.xpcrinlents, frolil the dubious (the Noah 
Webster Academy, a home-school network) 
to the admirable (Wayne State University's 
academy, aimed at Inner city youth). 

Predictably, those with most to lose from 
a less monopolistic school system sued. 
And last week, Ingham C i r c u i t J u d g e 

William Collette threw out the baby wi th 
the bath water by ruling that all charter 
schools are unconstitutional, necessitating 
endless appeals and probably killing some 
of the most promising starts. 

A teacher friend reports that students In 
her class no longer don costumes for Ha l ­
loween because a small group of parents 
protested to the school board, c l a i m i n g 
that Satanism was being sanctioned when 
kids dressed up. 

2. Poli t ical l-elatlonships have evolved 
from the concre te and personal to the 
abstract ephemera of the 30-second T V 
spot. No wonder most voters feel manipu­
lated and alienated. 

In the pre-TV days, campaigning was 
conducted up close and personal, w i t h 
candidates walk ing door to door, making 
their speeches before audiences of rea l 
people, trying to answer real questions. 

No longer Speeches are out, 30-second 
spots are in; events are staged for media 
consumption, questions are pre-scripted. 
How m a n y c a n d i d a t e s did y o u get a 
chance to look i n the eye during the cam­
paign? Not many, I'd bet. 

All this inevi tab ly disconnects voters 
from candidates whose persona consists 
almost ent i re ly of an electronic Image. 
"They're not the same type of day-to-day 
people as you and me," said a warehouse 
worker quoted i n The Neiv York Times. 
"They're In a completely different wor ld . 
They aren't somebody you would want to 
socialize with." 

3. Enough people teel trustrated enough 
with the workings of tile present system to 
provide the precondi t ions for p o l i t i c a l 
realignment. Maybe. 

One striking thing about this year's elec­
tion was how well J o n Coon ran as the 
L ibe r t a r i an candidate for U . S . Senate . 
Third-party candidates typically do very 
badly In our political system, but Coon's 
showing this year suggests the same kind 
of yearning for something new that pro­
duced al l those votes for Ross Perot two 
years ago. 

I wouldn't be surprised to see funda­
mental stresses shake up Michigan's polit­
ical system over the next few years. 

Gov. John Engler may have won a land­
slide, but he'll have a tough time govern­
ing i n the center and simultaneously keep­
ing the Religious Right In the G O P . A n d 
there are plenty of Democrats who think 
their party will remain brain dead as long 
as it is dominated by organized labor as it 
is today. 

Who knows? We may wind up wi th a 
Republ ican Party controlled by the Rel i ­
gious Right, the Democratic Party n m by 
organized labor and liberals, and some 
k i n d of coalition between moderates of 
both parties uneasily occupying the cen­
ter

W i l l b o n d s o l v e p r o b l e m o r m a k e o n e ? 

ToUie Editor: 
On Dec. 13, Novi school d is­

trict votes will decide the fate of 
a $33 mi l l ion bond p roposa l . 
Th i s proposal Is Intended to 
address overcrowding at N o v l 
Meadows and the M i d d l e 
School. However, the c u r r e n t 
proposal Is poorly planned and 
fundamentally flawed. 

The bond's most controver­
sial feature is the removal of 
the fourth graders from the ele­
men ta ry schoo l s , a m o v e 
opposed by parents and teach­
ers. The school board c l a i m s 
that potent ia l o v e r c r o w d i n g 
requires more space at the ele­
mentary schools . H o w over ­
crowded w i l l the e l emen ta ry 
schools become? 

By the district's own projec­
tions, in 1999, only one school. 
O r c h a r d H i l l s , w i l l e x c e e d 

bui lding capacity. In contrast. 
Vil lage O a k s and Novi Woods 
w i n be s i g n i f i c a n t l y u n d e r 
capacity. District-wide in 1999, 
the elementary schools wi l l be 
193 students under capacity. A 
smarter allocation of resources 
cou ld al leviate o v e r c r o w d i n g 
wi thou t removing the four th 
graders. 

The school board's so lu t ion . 
K-3 elementary schools, would 
result In massive underutUiza-
t lon of s c h o o l space, i n f ive 
years, the elementary schools 
would be 623 students unde r 
capacity. The board could close 
Novl Woods, or Village Oaks, or 
O r c h a r d H i l l s , a n d s t i l l be 
under capacity. 

The board claims it needs the 
space for preschool programs, 
bu t 6 2 3 s tuden t s is a l m o s t 
equal to 25 empty 25-student 

c l ass rooms . H o w m a n y 
preschoolers is t he b o a r d 
expecting to serve? 

The fourth g r a d e r s w o u l d 
leave the e l e m e n t a r y s c h o o l 
setting for a combined 4-5-6 
grade building. .Amazingly, the 
archi tects w o r k i n g for the 
school board failed to design a 
plan that accommoda tes the 
growing number o f s tudents . 
Every one of these grades will 
meet or exceed planned capaci­
ty at least two m the next five 
years. Are we solving an over­
crowding problem or creating 
one? 

Voters, s i n c e 1 9 8 7 , have 
approved over $43 m i l l i o n in 
school bonds, i n c l u d i n g m i l ­
lions to b u i l d . Improve and 
expand the distr ict 's elemen­
tary schools. Now the school 
board wants to spend $33 mil ­

lion to move the tourth graders 
out of the elementary schools 
and leave those like-new class­
rooms empty. Is this a prudent 
use of district resources? 

Overcrowding at the middle 
school is a serious p rob lem. 
However, voters w h o ca re 
s h o u l d not have to c h o o s e 
between a bad p roposa l and 
short-changing our s tudents . 
The board must present a pro­
posal that reflects the needs of 
the students, represents the 
concerns of voters and respects 
taxpayers who pay for whatev­
er decisions will be made. This 
current proposal fal ls on a l l 
counts.

cuit judges. 

"Those are very good q u e s t i o n s . It's 
going to be a very active issue," Gov. John 
Engler told me during an interview late In 
the campaign. 

The courts have three separate prob­
lems, i n the same way t h a t the p u b l i c 
schools issue of recent years has several 
problems such as too little money in some 
d i s t r i c t s , poor qua l i t y , h i g h p rope r ty 
assessments, and abuse of u n i o n power 
We'd best solve all three cour t issues at 
once, 

• Money for outstate courts . Public Act 
438 of 1980 set up full state funding of 
Wayne C o u n t y C i r c u i t C o u r t , Detroi t ' s 
36th District Court and Detroit Recorders 
Court. F u l l state funding of Other courts 
was to follow. But a recession brought the 
state treasury to its knees, and the outly­
ing 82.5 counties never got their money. 

In the last budget, outstate lawmakers 
tried to insert a little money for suburban 
and Outstate courts. In a couple of weeks. 

lawmakers Will wrestle with the problem 
again. But remember: Engler has whacked 
$1.8 billion out o f an $8 billion budget i n 
his first term, so there's not a lot of cash 
to pass out. 

• Dep loymen t o f Judges. At p resen t 
Michigan has four kinds of trial courts: 
179 circuit judges, for major civil trials, 
divorces and cr imina l cases; 107 probate 
Judges, for p r o b a t i n g of wi l l s . Juveni le 
cases, neglect and adoption of children; 29 
recorders Judges, who handles c r imina l 
cases i n Detroit; and 259 district judges, 
who handle smal l c ivi l cases and misde­
meanors. 

"In some c o m m u n i t i e s , we have too 
many judges for too few cases; in others, 
too few judges for too many cases," Engler 
said. The political problem is that the Leg­
islature won't eliminate judges" Jobs where 
there are too few cases. .And Engler won't 
agree to addmg more Judges In places like 
the Northville-Plymouth-Canton district or 
the F a r m i n g t o n a r e a d i s t r i c t u n l e s s 
judges ' Jobs are el iminated elsewhere. 
"We've created no district Judgeships since 
I've been governor." he said. 

A lot of legal scholars think we need only 
one "trial court." J u s t do away with the 
artificial Jirrisdictlonal boundaries behveen 
them. " A n y s o l u t i o n , " Eng le r ag reed 
solemnly, "involves sorting out the jur is ­
dictions." 

It may not be so difficult. For years, our 
district Judges have been aiding the circuit 
Judges i n the c o u n t y seats; the c i r c u i t 
Judges have been helping out on the Court 
of Appeals . A s ing le "trial court" would 
allow pooling of work assignments for our 

Judges. 
• Friend of the Court. State Sen. Robert 

Geake, R-Northvllle, was bombarded with 
hundreds i f not thousands of complaints 
from people who deal with the Fr iend of 
the Cour t over child support col lect ions 
and payments. He held a series of 10 pub­
lic hearings across the state. 

F O C s report to the chief c i rcu i t judge. 
It's hard for a citizen with a complaint to 
voice it to a Judge, the way he can holler at 
a c i ty counci l or county board meet ing 
u n d e r the Open Meetings A c t . C o u n t y 
boa rds don't pay as much a t t en t ion to 
F O C as they do to operations they get to 
scrutinize. 

Geake 's solution: Put F O C u n d e r the 
d i rec t ion of county boards, not judges . 
Judges shouldn't try to be administrators 
anjrway. I'm sure Geake Is 100 percent 
right. 

But circuit Judges, being vain, are likely 
to ba lk at any reduction of their jealously-
guarded authority. The way out, obviously. 
Is to reorganize the Friend of the Court at 
the same time we set up a s ing le t r i a l 
court , and do that at the same time we 
solve the problem of full state funding of 
the trial courts. 

Let's see If John Engler and the gang In 
Lans ing can do for the courts i n 1995-6 
what they did for all the schools with Pro­
posal A .

The camera slowly zooms in on a shiny sedan 
parked precisely so that reflections from the sun 
and the sky can be seen i n its spotless paint. 

It is a perfect description of what the television 
viewer sees in a commercial a n d it tool< place in 
Northvi11e. It a11 sounds so idy1hc. But setting up a 
shoot, as television commercial filming is called, can 
have its share of near tragedies before it gets to thie 
pohshed piece thousands will \1e\v night after night 
and take for granted. 

For NortliVille director Dan Hackett, an assign­
ment starts only two or three weeks before the day 
of shooting. One of the four agencies Hackett works 
wi th will send a script, sometimes with a storyboard 
sometimes without. 

' I 'm one of the few directors who can draw, so l ' l l 
do a storyboard," said Hackett . A storyboard is a 
written version of the commercial , with drawings of 
each scene to be included. 

"Corporations want to be kept apprised of every 
step so they're not totally surprised when they see 
it," said Hacitett. "There are lots of cumbersome but 
important procedures." 

Locations for commercials depends on the idea 
and the budget. For the Ford Sable commercial shot 
in Northville recently, money was tight because it 
was a dealership not a national job. 

"It was for New England F o r d dea1ers and they 
wanted a New England look." sa id Hackett. "1 only 
had a week and 1 laiow Northvi11e." 

Hackett suggested h i s hometown for the shoot 
because he knew the people and could get clearance 
on such short notice. 

"Jt looks beautiful, the colors look great, and it 
1ooks New England," he said. "When you're shooting 
cars it's very difficult because the car reflects eveiy-
thing so it has to be in a great place and it has to 
have great lighting. If it doesn't have great lighting it 
looks awful." 

Hackett had to set up the shoot after having of11y 
two days to scout out NorthviUe. O n top of the short 
notice, the s u n never came ou t on either day of 
scouting. 

"We figured the sun would be in a certain place 

but the wea ther repor t sa id it wasn't coming out 
until the next af ternoon," sa id Hackett. "Wlien we 
got tliere in the morn ing , the full sun was out and 
we had to sw i t ch the whole shoot around." 

Walkie t a lk i e s were used to redirect the trucks 
bringing in the cars , w h i c h were a l l going to the 
wrong location. 

When the viewer sees the commercial the question 
may come to m i n d that if the sun was out why is the 
street wet? B l a c k top a n d cement are really ugly dry. 
Hackett said. 

"You see oi l s ta ins , c racks , garbage, dead squir­
rels, you see evefything. When you wet it down it 
reflects the c o l o r o f the sky ." Hackett said . "It 
reflects some o f the ca r b a c k into it." But it is a 
director's n ightmare . "You have to keep the car clean 
and the roads are wet. i t is very cumbersome." 

"But the co Inmerc i a l s came out really well." he 
said. "Northvil le has so m u c h character, so much 
personality. It is so beautifully tight togetlier so tfiat 
when you're l i n i n g up shots there's lots of informa­
tion." 

One scene for the commerc ia l was shot outside 
Hackett's house a n d h i s neighbor's. 

"We were on h i s (the neighbor's) lawn and I'm 
thinking did anyone tell them what's going on," said 
Hackett's wife. Nancy . 

"I'm nervous w h e n we shoot in town," said Hack­
ett. "We live here so we try to have a good time and 
involve people a n d c lean up after ourselves. I know 
of a lot of L A compan ies come in and tliey're slightly 
abusive and s u r l y a n d then turn people off because 
they leave t h e i r s t u f f a r o u n d . They blow in, use 
evelything up a n d leave." 

Hackett uses a lot of local actors when he's cast­
ing. 

"I like u s i n g r ea l people," he said. The person 
responsible for cas t ing wi l l go to the mall. 

"He'll sit at Twelve O a k s a n d approach people and 
ask them. 'Have you ever thought about being in a 
commercial? Y o u look really interesting. 1 know the 
director and he ' l l be fun to work with.' Some people 
blow him off a n d some of them become stars," he

On Saturday B r i a n Yancheson will blow his 
whistle for tlie last time as tlie dn im major for 
the Eastern M i c h i g a n Eagles Marching Band. 
As EMU's drum major for five years, he has the 
honor of having the longest tenure in the ICKD-
ycar history of the marching band. His first two 
years were as the assistant to the drum major 
On Nov. 12 Yancheson will participate at Lake-
view High S c h o o l A u d i t o r i u m i n St . C l a i r 
Shores as part of the E M U Bandorama. 

Music has been part of the Yancheson's life 
since fifth grade w h e n he took up h i s first 
instniment - the clar inet . 

"lt was a turning point in my life," he said. 
lt Was not too long after that he took up Lhe 

oboe and inade it h i s primary instrument, l n 
the sixth grade he added the saxophone. The 
foUoWing year he w a s playing oboe in a concert 
band, saxophone i n a jazz ensembte and was 
introduced to a little league marching band. 

"Marching while t ry ing to play an instrument 
Was a challenge," s a i d Yancheson. 

Through his middle school years, he contin­
ued With smaller ensembles and consistently 
received the h ighes t rat ings at Dis t r ic t and 

State So lo and Ensembles festivals. 
Y a n c h e s o n ' s fami ly moved to N o v i f rom 

Southfield after middle school. "1 was tremen­
dously pleased to find out that Novi had one of 
the finest h igh school music programs in the 
state of M i c h i g a n . " said Yancheson. The first 
day he met his new band director he told him 
he was go ing to be a music educator one day. 

ln the n i n t l i grade Yancheson added teaching 
oboe a n d saxophone to his numerous other 
musical activities. "I enjoyed giving the lessons 
and Jcnew for sure this Is what J wanted to do 
the rest of my life." he said. 

H i g h l i g h t s o f his mus ica l activities dur ing 
high school included being the fn-st chair of the 
concert b a n d for four years. He received the 
Louis A r m s t r o n g Award, presented yearly to 
the outs tanding jazz band member, during his 
senior year and was the featured soloist wi th 
the Novl High School Band at the Detroit M o n -
treaux J a z z Festival, lt was whUe he played in 
the E a s t e r n M i c h i g a n High Schoo l Honors 
B a n d tha t led Yancheson to the dec is ion to 
focus o n m u s i c educat ion at E M U after he 
graduated from Novi High School in 1990. 

D u r i n g co l l ege , he cont inued to excel i n 
music a n d academics. He played, conducted. 

cont inued to t each l e s s o n s , and taught lab 
classes for the M u s i c 104 c lass . Yancheson 
even managed a six m o n t h stint as the tempo­
rary conductor for a b a n d in Novi . 

Throughout college Yancheson maintained a 
3.4 grade point average. Time management was 
the key, said Y a n c h e s o n of his ability to juggle 
academics a n d m u s i c . "I kep t busy all the 
time," he said. 

Yancheson w i l l be s t uden t teaching during 
his last semester at E M U . Fo11owing graduation 
he plans to work at t h e Y M C A camp in Holly as 
the u n i t director. T h e eight week overnight 
camp has a three week mus ic program. 

"I'm looking forward t o getting out in the field 
and teaching the u n i v e r s a l language of music 
to students," said Y a n c h e s o n . He'll start look­
ing for a position as a f i igh school band teacher 
immediately upon g r a d u a t i o n , with hopes of 
staying in this area. 

Playing with pit o rches t ras for musicals and 
subbing in for a few symphonies , are in the pic­
ture for Yancheson i n I11s spare time.

said. Agencies also find people. Hackett will sit 
in on casting sessions and look at 50 actors 
before the final selection is made. 

.Most of the crew people in tliis type of busi­
ness are freelancers. The lighUng. makc l ip and 
crew all work for different production compa­
nies besides Hackett Productions. 

"Our production company has a staff of five 
when we don't have a job." he said. "'When we 
have a job. we hire a crew of about 45 people 
so they're working for us for two weeks." 

Nancy works on a freelance basis as a stylist 
(wardrobe), with lighting and props and often 
works on conirneicials wi th Dan. 

"The only disa(lvantage of working with her is 
doing meetings at 11 at night." said Dan . 

He'll come in thinking he's all done for the 
day and I'll have die dining room table all laid 
oiit with things wc have to make decisions on.

Ideas that came at l u n c h 
would be jotted down on a napkin . Late at 
night ideas were not always dependable, sonie-
tinics those were pitched the ne.\l morning and 

the process started over again. 
"The pressure always makes something pop." 

said Hackett. "That's the one thing I miss." said 
Hackett of Uie four years he's been on his own. 
The transiiion wasn't that coniple.x, said Hack­
ett. "People thought I was crazy for giving up a 
partnership." 

liackett's first success caine as a surprise i n 
die lifth grade. 

"1 did a book report on birds and drew and 
hand lettered the whole thing.

M o s t people know 
that Michae l Landon 
d ied from c a n c e r of 
the p a n c r e a s . M o s t 
people 1cnow that the 
p a n c r e a s m a k e s 
i n s u l i n a n d p l a y s a 
part in diabetes. Most 
peopie do not know, 
h o w e v e r , w h a t the 
pancreas is , where it 
is located or the basic 
d i seases - d iabetes , 
cancer and pancreati-

Us - that affect it. 
The pancreas is a large gland located in front 

of the backbone behind the stomach. Because 
of its location, the pancreas cannot be felt by a 
physic ian so there is no simple way for it to be 
examined. 

The g l a n d is divided in to two c o n n e c t e d 
parts. Firs t , the pancreas makes in su l in in a

small area ca11ed the islets ofLangerhans. Sec­
ond, the gland pl-oduces digestive ju ices that 
pass tl1rough a tube into the smal l intestine. 
These two functions are separate, bu t occur 
simultaneously witJiin the pancreas. 

Diabetes meUitus (sugar diabetes) is the most 
co inmon d i s e a s e that affects the o r g a n . 
Although there are different factors s u c h as 
drugs, genetics or viruses that can damage Uie 
insulin--producing part of the pancreas , it is 
damage to the islet cells that make the body 
incapable of producing insulin. Diabetes occurs 
when this 11appens. The severity of thie disease 
depends on how much insulin is needed and 
produced by the body. 

Pancreatitis is inflammation of the pancreas. 
The two most common causes o f it are alco­
holism and gallstones. Alcoholics are suscepti­
ble to episodes of intense abdominal pain , nau­
sea and vomi t ing caused by a lcohol - induced 
inflammation of the pancreas. 

Usual ly these episodes are shor t - l ived and 

subside within a few days to a week. Some peo­
ple, however, may suffer from frequent, long-
lasting abdominal pa in . In gallstone pancreati­
tis, the gallstones block Ule pancreaUc diges­
tive tube. T h i s c o n d i t i o n is easier to t reat 
because the phys ic i an does not have to deal 
with the self-destnictive behaviors that occur 
with alcoholism. 

Cancer of the pancreas is the most feared of 
the pancreatic diseases. Because of its locaUon 
and the fact that most cancers do not cause 
discomfort early on, pancreatic cancer is usual­
l y d i scovered o n l y w h e n the d i s e a s e h a s 
advanced. If the t umor blocks the pancreatic 
duct, noticeable symptoms may occur early, 
giving a better prognosis for treatment and 
recovery.

A l though it is gen­
e r a l l y a g r e e d t h a t 
p h y s i c a l a c t i v i t y is 
b e n e f i c i a l to h e a l t h 
and well-being, it also 
is apparent that exer­
c i s e may a c t u a l l y 
c a u s e m u s c u l a r or 
c a r d i a c c o m p l i c a ­
tions. 

P rev ious ly inactive 
a d u l t s often have 
u n r e a l i s t i c i m p r e s ­
s i o n s o f safe a n d 
e f fec t ive e x e r c i s e 

pract ices . The amount of exercise needed to 
improve fitness is frequently overest imated. 
U n d u e fatigue, muscle soreness and in jury 
often result . 

In rare instances, a life-tJireatening cardiac 

problem may occur. 
The American Heart Association's committee 

on exercise has said: "For the sedentary indi­
v i d u a l , there is serious r i sk in the sudden , 
unregulated and injudicious use of strenuous 
exercise." 

The caut ion appears to stem from three lines 
of evidence: 

l . T h e risk of cardiovascular complications is 
t ransienUy increased during vigorous exercise 

compared w i t h t h a t of other t i m e s . T h i s 
appears to be particularly true among persons 
with heart disease and those who are unaccus­
tomed to exercise. 

2. Sudden strenuous exertion may result i n 
abnormalit ies i n the heart's e lect r ical wave­
form, signifying an inadequate oxygen supply 
or potentia11y dangerous rhythm disturbances. 

3. A n Increase in blood clotting may occur 
with sporadic, high intensity exercise. 

These recommendations will help those who 
plan to initiate an exercise program: 

• Checlc WitJi y o u r doctor i f y o u p l a n t o 
s tar t a m o d e r a t e i n t e n s l t y o r s t r e n u o u s 
exercise p rogram. .Although an exercise test is 
not necessary for everyone, it is generally rec­
ommended for apparently healthy men older 
than 40 and women older than 50 or persons 
of any age wi th two or more major risk factors: 
high b lood p res su re , elevated c h o l e s t e r o l , 
cigarette smoker 

Also, persons who have — or have symptoms 
suggesting — heart, lung or metabolic diseases 
(e.g., diabetes) should have a medical evalua­
tion that includes exercise testing before start­
ing a vigorous exercise program. 

• Get tl1e r i g h t equipment . P l a n to pur­
chase a qual i ty pair of gym shoes, w a r m - u p 
suit. etc. 

• Obtain good superVlsloo. Supervised pro­

grams that offer competent exercise instructors 
are important i n re(iucing exercise complica-
Uons. 

• Warm u p be fo re a n d c o o l d o w n after, 
exerclse — a lways . Avoid strenuoiis exerUon 
and abnipt cessation of vigorous exercise. 

• Start g radua l ly . If you plan to start jog­
ging, start wi th a b r i s k walking program and 
gradually progress to slow jogging over several 
weeks. 

• Exercise r e g u l a r l y . Don't t iy to cram a l l 
your exercise into one day per week, i.e. the 
weekend athlete. 

• Avoid h i g h - i n t e n s i t y ac t iVl ty . High-inten­
sity acUvity may actually precipitate muscular 
or cardiac complications. As a general rule, Uie 
exercise should feel no more than "somewhat 
hard." The "talk test" is another simple way to 
determine if you are overdoing it — if you are 
unable to carry on a conversation during exer­
cise comfortably, you probably are working too 
hard.
