$200,000 in damages, as Well a s 
about another $100,000 in attor­
neys' fees in a n Oakland Coun ty 
Circuit Court judgment, Kennethl 
Neuman, a lawyer for the compa­
ny, said. T11e firm sued the c i t y 
When It was denled the rezonlng 
lieeded for a mobile home c o m ­
munity. 

But this decision Was reversed 
by the Michigan Court of Appeals . 
Which found that Paragon did no t 
go t h rough the f u l l a p p e a l s 
cha11nel at the city-JeVel. i n c l u d ­
i n g the NoVi Z o n i n g B o a r d o f 
Appeals (ZBA). 

"It's before the M i c h i g a n 
Supreme Court now. We believe 
the reasonable use for tWs prop­
e r ty would be a m o b i l e l i o m e 
park. We oppose the OS-2 p r o ­
p o s a l , ' N e u m a n t o l d the c i t y 
councU. 

In June . P a r a g o n f i led o n c e 
again for a rezonlng of the land to 
permit the mobile home park. T h e 
site is north o f the existing O l d 
Dutch Farms and NoVi Meadows 
mob i l e home c o m m u n i t i e s .

Holy Family Church engineers 
are revising site plans to relocate 
a storm water detention pond on 
the Meadowbrook Road property, 
thereby avoiding a state-listed old 
l andf i l l which extends on to the 
churchyard. 

Meanwhile , Detroit b u s i n e s s ­
man Dan Weiss has un t i l NoV. 18 
to decide if he will continue a law­
suit against the City of NoVl over 
Jeachate he says is o o z i n g from 
the former M u n n landfill, through 
a pipe and culVert and onto h is 
land across Meadowbrook Road. 
Weiss has charged that the water 
is contaminating both 11is acreage 
as We11 as Bishop Creelt a n d that 
he lost a pricey real es ta te deal 
due to the poUution. 

"The Judge agreed O c t . 19 to 
dismiss the case Within 3 0 days 
unless Weiss raised an objection. 
The idea was to test the direction 
of the Water to see i f a n y b o d y 
f o u n d any th ing . If n o t h i n g i s 
found , he ' l l d i smiss t h e s u i t . " 
Assistant Novi City Attorney Den­
nis Watson said. 

"My guess is nobody's going to 
have any objections." 

The irregularly-shaped landfi l l 
is believed to lie beneath a por­
tion of the church land a n d under

Since court hearings this sum­
mer. Holy Fami ly and Holzman & 
S i lve rman have p lugged a pipe 
running through their land Which 
apparently led from the landfill, 
Watson s a i d . T h e c i t y Is doing 
eng ineer ing r e m e d i a t i o n to its 
land. 

In a d d i t i o n , N o v f s engineers

"It w i l l be very m u c h an elementary 
school setting," Lippe said after describing 
how the fourth grade would be isolated 
from fifth and sixth graders in Ihe reno­
vated complex. 

According to the renovation plan. Ibiirlh 
graders would he housed in Novi Mead­
ows. Fifth graders will share some s|)acc 
i n Meadows and the overflow would be 
housed i n the InstriIctional Technology 
Center. The sixth grade would be isolated 
on the o lhe r end of the complex in the 
existing Middle School. 

The three separate houses, or "schools 
wi thin a school," keep students separated 
to thrive in their own environments, blit 

common areas and special classrooms wil l 
allow Ihe fourth grade cur r i cu lum to be 
expanded and enhanced. 

"The core curr icuJum w i l l r emain the 
s ame . " U p p e s a i d . " A n d mos t o f the 
c lass rooms wi l l be self-contained ones 
except those equipped for teain teaching, 
niit the fourth grade wi l l be separated 
from the fifth and sixth graders." 

Fo i i r t h graders may be losing space in 
tile elemcntafy buildings but they're gain­
ing academic options like foreign language 
classes and increased opportunit ies for 
technology becaiIse of their proximity to 
the ITC. Lippe said. 

"The bui ld ing wil l be student-friendly 
and have a tme elementary atmosphere." 
he said. "It's a sound solution to the space 

problem." 
Talk of year-round schooling met with 

mixed reactions fiom those at the meet­
ing. At least five members of the district 's 
facilities advisory committee were at the 
meeting to field questions about how they 
arrived at the proposal they recommended 
to the board of education last summer . 
The recommendation - al though some­
what modified by the board - became the 
proposal voters will be asked to approve 
next month. 

Carol Elfring. President of Novi C A R E S 
and a member of the facilities committee, 
said the committee explored the option of 
year round schooling biit n ixed i t after 
members real ized the concept w o u l d 
•increase personnel costs and provide little 
rehef to the crowded schools. 

"Some of those things were not consid­
ered because the costs went up too." she 
said. 

At least two parents weren't sat isf ied 
that year-round schooling was ser iously 
considered before the dis t r ic t op ted to 
build leather restructure. 

"I'm concerned about kids' social devel­
opment and what about siblings wfio may 
or may not be on the same v a c a t i o n 
schedule." Elfring said after the question 
was posed a second time. "We talked abut 
everything. We argued. We debated. We 
agreed. We didn't agree. 

"But we felt we could build a sense of 

community and develop a great prograill 
for these kids." she added. 

Lippe said he believed the $33 million 
proposal is the best solution to the facili­
ties problem the schools are facing with 
their continued growth. 

"We think this is a short-range as well 
as a long-range so lu t ion to the growing 
population," he said. 

More than $9 m i l l i o n of the total $33 
million bond request wi l l be used to reno­
vate the two schoo l s for the elementary 
school use. School officials said the money 
wi l l be used to a i r condit ion and carpet 
both schools. Sloped roofs will replace the 
ones there now a n d there will be improve­
ments to the ce i l ings , lighting and win­
dows to update the facility. The gymnasi­
um needs r e fu rb i sh ing and the schools 
need a large m e e t i n g area for school 
assemblies. 

The ba lance o r $ 2 3 . 1 mi l l ion w i l l be 
spent bui lding a new middle school for up 
to 1.100 seventh and eighth graders. 

Taxpayers w o u l d see an estimated two-
mill increase i f they approve the $33 inU-
lion bond proposal . Lippe said."We have to 
th ink i n the be s t interests of our chil­
dren," the super in tenden t said. "This is 
about facihties a n d the need to have ade­
quate facihties for the young children in 
the future. T h i s e lect ion is about them 
and facil i t ies for k i d s and not jus t the 
costs."

C o u n c i l Members Carol M a s o n 
and Rob Mitzel questioned us ing 
this money to buy more park land, 
wi th Mi tze l saying he is "gravely 
concerned" about the north end 
safety path issue. 

Davis explained that us ing the 
grants would free up park bond 
money to help develop the new city 
s p o r t s p a r k at Eight M i l e a n d 
Napier roads. 

"You don't get funds like this if 
you don't have an area in tlie city 
that requires upgrading. Why are 
we not spending the inoney each 
y e a r to h e l p people?" C o u n c i l 
Member Carol Mason said. "1 think 
we should use this for what it is 
given for, l ike camp. The Haven 
and home repairs." 

Davis presented the proposal in 
a p u b l i c hear ing before the ci ty 
counci l on Nov. 10. The council is 
expected to reach a dcc i s io l i on 
Nov. 21.

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A r t s C o u n c i l f i n d i n g a p l a c e f o r c u l t u r e i n N o v i

Novi has never been known as 
(he lino arts niccca ol soiitheasl-
ern Michigan. 

Not because the talent's not here 
and not because of a lack of inter­
est. Novi's just a liltJc short of the 
theaters, galleries, concert halls 
a n d coffee shops wh ich are the 
ha l l i na rk of a f i i l ly-nla t i i rc city, 
p laces where art and artists can 
thrive anti where the public may 
enjoy their talents. 

Five years ago, a group of volun­
t ee r s started up the Novi A r t s 
Counc i l under Uie iinlbrclla of the 
c i t y ' s Parks and R e c r e a t i o n 
Department, aitliing to change all 
that. 

Today , c o l i n c i l d i r ec to r s say 
they've made a good start but now 
need to make themselves known to 
more of the public. 

"It's been very positive. E.xcept 1 
th ink we're icaching a small base. 
A t a Chamber of Commerce lun­
cheon. 1 sat with, members of the 
bus ines s coinmiini ty who didn't 
e v e n know what we d i d . Novi 
needs a larger cultural cominuni­
ty," said new arts coiInci l presi­
dent Ann Oberts. "Take aw.ay Bor­
der's and the C i \ i c Center and it's 
tough. There's not a lot of art here. 
Not much outdoor scu lp tu re or 
anytliing." 

F?ecently, the council has formed 
a liaison with the Detroit Institiite 
of Ar t s (DIA), in tJie hope that each 
organization can assist the other 
in bringing arts to the community. 
Oberts i.s also hoping to form "cor­
porate alliances" with local busi­
nesses. Tile Novi Arts Counci l gets 
about $3,000 from the City of Novl 
and depends on its own fund-rais­
ers to supplement that. 

The music director of the Novi 
Methodist Church , Oberts heads 
the council's nine-member board

of directors, many of whom a l s o 
brifig liniversity training or profes­
sional experience in tlie arts to tl ie 
volunteer role. About 30 other res­
idents pay dues to tlie Novi A r t s 
Counci l . 

M e m b e r s of the arts c o u n c i l 
count the recent exhibition at the 
Novi Civic Center's Gate VI Gal le ty 
by A p p a l a c h i a n a r t i s t M i t c h e l l 
Tolle. with its well-attended open­
ing, as a major coup. The galleiV 
in city hal l , organized by c o u n c i l 
board inember and Center for C r e -
a t ive S t u d i e s g r a d u a t e L a r r y

"That has rea l ly added to the 
city's image. I think, by filling that 
space in tllere wi th beautiful pic­
tures or scu lp tures . " said Helen 
Stabler, a longtime board member. 
"We're aiiliing to get Novi people of 
talent and give them a chance to 
show off a n d p e r f o r m , so they 
don' t have to k e e p t h e i r l igh t 
under a bushel." 

The Novi A r t s C o u n c i l ' s been 

invited to expand its shov.̂ s to the 
empty second floor above Gor--
man's. 

"We would love to do that. We 
haven ' t f i g u r e d out how yet . 
l l i e r c ' s a lot of work to do, a lot o f 
growth," O b e r t s explained. "The 
problenl is money , workers and 
time." 

Oberts s ta r ted the Performers 
Showcase series about two years 
ago, bas ing it on programs she 
had seen when she spent six sl ini-
mcrs in her y o u t h at Interlochen. 
After meeting a n d chatting wi th 

m u s i c i a n s such as Van C l i b u r n 
a n d A a r o n Copeland, as well as 
g i v i n g her own concerts in the 
U . S . , Canada and Europe, Oberts 
decided early on that tlie stiessful 
life of a performer wasn't for her 
a n d dec ided to focus on music 
education. 

P e r f o r m e r ' s Showcase , now 
u n d e r the care of council board 
m e m b e r M e r e d i t h G i r a r d , has 
e x p a n d e d from presenting local 
talent at Gate V1 Gaileiy openings 
to a series of concerts before Novi 
C i t y C o u n c i l meetings. The DIA 
n o w sometimes tu rns to Girard 
when they're having difficulty find­
i n g p e r f o r m i n g a r t i s t s for the 
museum's own programs. 

T h e a r t s c o u n c i l has a lways 
been a strong supporter of bring­
ing the arts to local schools, often 
providing the funding for profes­
s i o n a l p e r f o r m a n c e s i n the 
schools, as well as scholarships for 
s t u d e n t s . M o s t of the money 
comes from their annual Arts and 
C r a f t s Show, he ld Nov. 26 this 
year. 

One of the goals tflis year is to 
sponsor the visit of a university-
level performing group to either 
N o v i M e a d o w s or the Midd le 
School. .Another is to set up an art 
fa i r featuring only local artists, 
perhaps also showcasing tradition-
aJ folk artists with the assistance 
of the Novi Historical Commission. 
The arts council is also taking a 
front seat in putting on the city's 
annua l HoHday Sing-along. 

If the ci ty acquires the Fuerst 
property, Oberts said her dream is 
to see a gazebo b u i l t there for 
summer concerts. 

Since its start, members of the 
Novi Arts Counci l have learned a 
lot. Stabler said. Some programs, 
l i k e an entertainment series for 
c h i l d r e n , had to be dropped 
because they were not cost-effec­

tive. 

"We tried to do too much to start 
w i t h . We've set o u r course on a 
patJi that wi l l b r i n g music and art. 
So along those lines, 1 see Ulis art 
co i inc i l evolving, really brillging a 
bit of something to Novl, so people 
c a n take t ime to stop and smell 
the roses a long the way," Stabler 
added . "Tin a sen ior citizen, so J 
don't really care to drive to down--
town Detroit to sec performances." 

Pau l a J o y n e r - C l i n a r d , immedi­
ate past president of the arts com­
m i s s i o n , now serves as an arts 
advocate. A s the choir director at 
N o v i H i g h S c h o o l , she's working 
actively th rough statewide organi­
zations to make sure that die arts 
are not left out of the core curricu--
1um of public schools. 

N o v i ' s been suppor t i ve of the 
arts counci l : P a r k s and Recreation 
Supervisor M a r i l y n Troshak works 
c lose ly w i t h the group, assisting 
Ihem in the i r programming. But 
there's a need to get more people 
i n v o l v e d . J o y n e r - C l i n a r d sa id , 
a d d i n g that the counc i i has not 
marketed itself sufficiently-yet. 

"In most cities, parks and recre­
a t i o n is v i e w e d as parks and 
sports, yet the arts are the biggest 
recreation we have, thanks to the 
h o b b i e s l i k e c r a f t s people take 
from tiieir schools . Arts are a veiy 
impor t an t pa r t o f our lives from 
the moment we are born until we 
a re no l o n g e r . " J o y n e r - C l i n a r d 
said.

Rather than just say no, the city 
c o u n c i l instead sen t the i s s u e 

back lo t.he planning commission, 
asking that the planners recom­
mend a n appropriate zoning for 
[he land. Tlie commission advised 
the c o u n c i l to stick to the city's 
master plan. 

Novi current ly has five inobile 
home communit ies and city con­
sultants say Paragon's land is ide­
a l l y - l o c a t e d for high-tech bus i ­
nesses. 

Paragon has already applied for 
a permi t wi th the state Depart­
ment o f Natural Resources to dis­
pose o f treated sludge from the 
p r o p o s e d mobi le home p a r k ' s 
sewage system into the Novi-Lyon 
Drain, a plan protested by the city.

L i b e r t a r i a n s w i I I s t a y o n b a l l o t

For L iber ta r ian J o n Coon, the 
news was good bu t not great. 

The third party U .S . Senate can­
didate drew nearly 128,000 votes 
and 4.5 percent of the total in his 
bid against G O P winner Spencer 
Abraham and Democrat Bob Carr 
on Nov, 8. 

"We needed 1 percent to stay on 
the ballot and 5 percent to have 
primary status," Coon said from 
his Ferndale headquarters. "We 
easily preserved our ballot status." 

Michigan law reqiiires a party to 
draw 1 percent in order to stay on 
the next e lec t ion ballot witl ioli t 
conducting a petition drive. 

If their candidate at the top of 
the ticket had d r a w n 5 percent, 
Libertarians would have been eligi­
ble to conduct a ballot primary in 

Augus t of 1996, like the Republ i ­
cans and Democrats. Instead, L ib ­
ertarians must con t i nue to nomi­
nate a l l their candidates at a con­
vention. That was the disappoint­
ing news to Coon. 

-We heard exit pol l ings that had 
us i n double-digits . We knew i n 
some precincts we h a d 20 percent 
of the vote. In others we had half 
of one percent. We're analyzing the 
precinct-by-precinct f igures to fig­
ure out why," said thte former t im­
ber dealer from r u r a l Shiawassee 
County. 

O t h e r L iber ta r ian c a n d i d a t e s , 
however, received o n l y token vote 
totals. 

"We haven' t f i l ed o u r federa l 
r e p o r t yet, b u t w e r a i s e d 
$200,000. That's more than we've 
eveiy raised," Coon s a i d . 

W i l l Coon stay act ive i n the L ib ­

ertarian cause? 
"We're going to target a race for 

'96. We'll s tart cranking up the 
mach inery by the end of the 
month. We'll decide in the next few 
days what to run for It might be a 
congressional seat" he said. 

Libertarians are against big gov­
ernment. They generally appeal to 
people who are (1) liberal on social 
issues like regulation and abortion 
but (2) conservative on liscai and 
foreign policy issues. 

This year Coon's campaign ben­
efited from gun owners' groups 
and h u n t e r s w h o were sore at 
Democrat Carr ' s support of what 
they consider a restrictive federal 
gun policy. Libertarians battered 
the major p a r t y cand ida tes on 
radio talk shows on that issue. 
Coon's l a w n a n d street co rne r 
signs were in huntei-'s orange.

The 
training cove r s what to do if a 
child conies to your door with an 
injury or in fear of a potentially 
dangerous ci ' iniinal situation. 

Helping kids recognize danger­
ous situations is a key, officials 
say. .A "stranger." for example, isn't 
someone who looks a certain way. 
it's anyone you don't know, kids 
are told. 

Why that def in i t ion? Because 
child abductors or molesters often 
act "nicely" to their potential vic­
tims in order to gain their trust. 
They ha^e ; i number of practiced 
lures to entice chi ldren to come 
with iheni. such as help in finding 
a lost clog. 

Mayes also offers tips on how to 
watch for ancl what to look for in 
reporting suspicious people, vehi­
cles or incicJents to police. Self-
policing of a sort is an immense 
help In p reven t ing and spot t ing 
crime: neighbors know tlleir neigh-
borhoods bes t and c a n work 
together to wa tch for s iIspicious 
situations.

S t u d y i n g p a s t l i f e f o r m s 

A great cave bear? A twelve-foot ostrich? A six-foot goat? Scientists 
have found evidence that these animals lived in the past. Mrs . Frelich's 
Social Studies classes have been studying them along tvith other evi­
dence of life and life forms from tlie Paleolithic, Mesolithic and MeoUthic 
periods. Students have been studying tlie scicntlsls that are solving the 
mysteries of the past. Archeology, anthropology and geology have been 
their primary focus. Pairs of studenls served as paleontologists with the 
mission of analyzing and then assembling the bones of a creature from 
the past. S tudents also made an overlay of the animal, giving them 
rather unique characteristics. Final ly die stuflents were asked to create 
a probable habit for their creatures. 

A review of map skills and a uni t on locating all the states took a fun 
form for fifth grade social studies classes. Working in teams of four or 
five, students were given maps of tfie United States and told to find their 
way to Disney World. They had to locate and mark the roads they would 
travel. On the way, however, each team had to stop at two places and 
plan side trips from these locations. Teains researched these in ter im 
destinations and then presented their findings to the rest of the class. 
Sites chosen inc luded the Indianapol is 500 Raceway, the Ken tucky 
Derby, Smoky Mountain National Park and even Myrtle Beach. 

By the end of the week all teams has to end up at Disney World i n 
Orlando, F la . Th i s was designated "Disney Day," Everyone wore their 
favorite Disney attire, from Mickey Mouse' ears to Goofy Hats a n d al l 
kinds of character shirts, socks and jewelry. With music fronl popular 
Disney films, playing in the background, students were given their final 
assignment. Armed with maps of the Uienie park, teams had to answer 
four questions. For example, you're at this area of the park and you need 
to meet the group for dinner somewhere else - how do you get there? Or 
Where's the nearest restroom and A T M machine? 

Whether measuring airplane flight or studying air. space water or den­
sity, fifth graders have been applying the steps of the scientific method 
to learn the laws of science. W h i l e s tudying the scientif ic method, 
hypothesizing, identifying var iables , control l ing for quest ioning and 
investigating, us ing graphic techniques and drawing conclusions have 
all been part of the fun. 

Living things, specifically cells and their parts, have been on the scien­
tific minds of sixth graders. Al l students participated in building a cell 
model and shar ing their creations wi th the class. Some were even edible. 
(Yum) 

SLxth graders have been studying Japan and its culture with the help 
of Miss Chie Miyagawa, a teaching assistant from Japan. In additional to 
conversational topics, students teamed to write using one of two wri t ing 
systems. The qakusei (students) had an enjoyable time wi th teachers 
Dean (sensci) and Miyagawa (sensei), choosing their namae (names), 
which were to relate to nature and personal qualities of the student. The 
class motto is Gambattc Kudasa (Don't give up). 

Fifth graders are taking a jou rney around the world. M r s . Sutton's 
classes recently returned from a tour of Japan with Miss Miyagawa as 
their wri t ing guide. While in J a p a n , they learned about the different 
Japanese writing systeilis. how to count and the names of the colors and 
me/nortzed.46 of the basic Japanese syllables. It was sad to say say-
onara (good-bye) to Miyagawa (sensei) but she Was scheduled to meet 
Mademoiselle Dean's classes as they arrived from their voyage a Paris (to 
PartsV Their tour was nlagnifique! (magnificent) They recommend a walk 
down the Champs Elysees and a stop at one of the many sidewalk cafes. 
Excusez-moi, (excuse me) but were those baguettes st icking out of those 
suitcases? 

It was or ienta t ion time for fifth graders and their parents as they 
learned what to expect when the Idds go to camp, next semester. Fifth 
gradeis wil l travel in teams of two to four classes to the Walled Lake Out­
door Center, dur ing Janua iy and February for a week of outdoor educa­
tion. Classes wi l l include orienteering, survival ski11s, art, pond life, and 
winter shelter bui ld ing. 

Many Meadows students are par t ic ipat ing in the year long Book-a-
thon project. They choose books from a special grouping of Newbeny 
Award-winning titles. They will have to answer a set of questions about 
the story after they've finished reading it. After they complete 10 books, 
they are rewarded wi th a certificate.

A r t S m a r t is one way to teach students art 
appreciation. 

"Some kids remember things in these pre­
sentations years later," said Julie Abrams, a n 
ArtSmart volunteer presenter at Village Oaks . 

ITiey 
really seem to like it and teachers appreciate 
i t " 

ArtSmart is an art appreciation program for 
elementary school children. Its purpose is to 
teach students a way to appreciate art by help­
ing them f ind new ways to look at different 
types of artwork. 

Parent volunteers, like Abrams, brush up on 
the history of well-known artists and their art­
work. The information they collect about the 
artists, their periods and styles and art termi­
nology are a l l included in the 15-20 minu te 
presen ta t ions parents make to e lementary 
classes. T h e presentat ions are intended to 
develop and encourage students' creativity. 

Fifteen parents have volunteered to inake 
presentations this year. 

Artists portfolios are prepared for parent vo l ­
unteers. E a c h one contains three or four pic­
tures of the artists work and snippets about 
their past. Parents check out the information 
and then b n i s h up on the artist before they 
present the information to ttic classes. 

"S tuden t s are rea l ly interested," A b r a m s 
said. 

One of Abrams better presentations was the 
one she made about Spanish artists. In a n 
effort to get students involved in the presenta­
tion, she gave each one a Spanish name. S tu ­
dents had to use their names during her 20 -
minute presentation.

amazed," she sa id . 
Angeski said she got involved with the pro­

gram when she retired from IRS. At that point 
she thought her leave from corporate America 
was a short-term t h i n g . It's been almost six 
years. Angeski is so active now in the schools, 
tllere's hardly t ime to miss working . 

-ArtSmart is j u s t one of several things .Anges­
ki dabbles in nowadays, but i t is. she says, one 
of the most important ha ts she wears. 

"It's so much fun going into classrooms," she 
said.

T h e worst tiling that 
can happen to you is 
w i n n i n g i n a "land­
slide." 

Ask J i m Blanchard, 
w h o thumped B i l l 
Lilcas for governor in 
1986 with nearly 70 
percent of the vote, 
an even bigger margin 
t h a n J o h n Englcr ' s 
Nov. 8 landslide over 
Howard Wolpe. Over-

contident and out of steam. Blanchard in 1990 
lost narrowly to P^ngler. 

Look at Pre.sidcnt Lyndon Johnson, who in 
19(>i J l f s l killed Barry Goldwater. only to be 
harried into non-candidacy in 1968 by'raising 
n.alional anger over the war in Vietnam. 

Lord Acton was right: "Power tends to cor-
nipt: afisolule power corrupts absolutely." Peo­
ple who win landslides begin to believe then-
press releases, and often tile result is big trou­
ble. 

And although I hate to be a wet blanket just 
now that Gov. Engler is enjoying the double 
glow of fatherhood and his 700,d00-vote win 
last week, there could be big trouble brewing 
(hiring his second term. 

.Michigan's economy - plainly Engler's great­
est political asset - simply is not going to keep 

b o o m i n g for the ne.xt four yea r s . The auto 
industry, still the biggest chunk of our econom­
ic base, is inherently boom and bust. That bust 
could come quickly when the Federal Reserve 
Board decides to push up interest rates again. 

A recession in Michigan would mean money 
troubles for a state whose finances already are 
less sol id than they look on the surface. For 
e.Kample, Michigan has been taking advantage 
of a loophole in Uie federal law governing Medi­
care reimbursements. But recently Congress­
m a n J o h n DingcU made s u r e the pract ice 
ended. That will cost the state more than $200 
ini l l ion this coming year alone. 

Worse, the state lost a lot of budgetaiv flexi­
bili ty when the Legislature sweetened the pot in 
the frenzy to pass the Proposal A legislaUon. 
State school aid payments of $4 ,500 per child 
are a b ind ing obligation, regardless o f what 
other problems might exist w i t h the budget. 
The moment state tax revenues dip, tills giant 
prior claim on state money could wipe out the 
rest o f the budget. 

Elements in Englcr's own party wI11 be tempt­
ed to seize the opportunity offered by his land­
slide win to advance their own agendas. Expect 
to see fierce pressure to fund private schools, 
further to restrict abortions. drasUcally to ciit 
taxes, to restrict civil rights for homosexuals, 
and l o mandate school cu r r i cu lum to reading, 
riting and rithnietic. 

E a c h of these causes has passionate advo­
cates wi th in the Republ ican Par ty . Yet each 

could be used as "wedge issues" to rip chunks 
out of the G O P coalition tliat was so successful 
this year. 

But cheer up. Governor. The curse of land­
slide winners only worlcs when the opposition 
is reasonably healthy, and today the Michigan 
Democratic Party is a pretty bedraggled lot. 

Its leadership is in tatters, from A F L - C I O 
chief F r a n k G a i r i s o n . w h o p icked Howard 
Wolpe in the first place, to the M E A ' s Bev 
Wolkow, who shot her union's wad in trying to 
get Larry Owen nominated i n the primary. 

Suffering from a d rought of new or even 
workable ideas , the par ty has had t rouble 
attracting enthusiastic volunteers and recruit­
ing new, able and marketable candidates. E\'en 
union members, traditionally the party's coie 
voters, are now flush with overtime and disin­
clined to vote the way their leaders instruct 
them. 

The party's fundamental problem - finding 
candidates w h o can pass the l i tmus tests 
imposed by various interest groups within the 
party to get nominated, and then actually to 
win an election - seems entirely unresolved. 

And as long as Ole Democrats are inarginal-
ized, Engler may be able to dodge the curse of 
the landslide winners.

To the Editor; 
At the Nov. 2 Novi Planing Com­

mission meeting, five commission­
ers caved in to the fears of a few 
homeowners, a n d voted against 
tlie Blooming Daycare , a beautiful­
ly designed daycare proposed for 
the northwest corner of Nine Mile 
and Meadowbrook. Situated in the 
middle of 3.02 acres , the facility 
would occupy the exist ing vacant 
house, have more than generous 
setbacks, and p r o v i d e as much 
privacy and o p e n space as now 
exists. 

Some residents of Meadowbrook 
Lake s u b d i v i s i o n s p o k e at the 
meeting in opposi t ion to the pro­
posed dayca re . Y e t a l l of t h e i r 
arguments were based on unsub­
stant iated fea r s a n d p r e s u m p ­
tions. They provided no supporting 
evidence of any o f their objections. 
This is the classic "not i n my back­
yard" syndrome a n d i s nothing 
more than an emot iona l reaction 
to the fear of change. 

Daycare centers, l ike churches 
and schools, are permit ted in resi­
dential areas a c c o r d i n g to c i ty 
ordinance. No rezoning is required. 
It makes perfect sense to provide 
such essential services where peo­
ple live. People gene ra l l y accept 
that schools s h o u l d be located 
near school-aged c h i l d r e n ; day­
cares are no different. 

Traffic concerns were based on a 
scenario that t h e dayca re could 
produce 3O0 t r ips per day. but no 

evidence was provided to support 
that figure. It is difficult to see how 
a daycare witli a maximum capaci­
ty of 60 ch i ld ren could possibly 
result in that many daily trips. As 
far as we can see, it requires using 
a se t o f con ip l e t e ly r i d i c u l o u s 
a s s u m p t i o n s . E v e n i f some 
increase i n traffic did occur, the 
projec t p l an i n c l u d e s improve­
m e n t s to N i n e M i l e Road that 
would address that problem. The 
city's own traffic coiisultant indi­
cated that Nine Mile Road could 
handle the traffic. 

No evidence was brought out to 
support the assumption that prop­
erty values of adjoining properties 
w o u l d decrease. Isn't it possible 
tha t it would have no effect, or 
even increase values? The daycare 
plan doesn't change the character 
of the existing property hardly at 
a l l - we would say Improves it -
a n d re ta ins the residential look. 
The B looming Daycare might be 
the bes t possible neighbor these 
residents could hope for. The alter­
na t ive might w e l l be a group of 
cluster homes that would develop 
al l t l ie available open space. This 
might have a worse effect on prop­
erty values. 

F e a r s o f excessive noise were 
based on an unreal is t ic assump­
tion that the daycare would have 
al l 6 0 Idds out in the playground 
s imu1taneously . It j u s t wouldn't 
happen. Consider the alternatives. 
T h e r e c o u l d be s e v e r a l homes 
there wi th teenagers, boom boxes, 
parties, pools, lawnmowers - any 
number of things that could result 
i n m u c h more objectionable noise 
levels than the sound of a group of 
young cl1i1dren playing. 

Residents complained they were 
not told by the city that a daycare 

might occupy that property before 
they bought their homes. It's not 
t h e r e spons ib i l i ty of the c i ty to 
educate every potenUal resident 
aboii t the contents of every city 
ordinance. Daycares are allowed in 
residenOal zonings, period; it's up 
to residents to inform themselves. 

M u c h d i s c u s s i o n tha t n i g h t 
revolved around whether the day­
care would fall or if it succeeded, it 
w o u l d e x p a n d as a ma t t e r of 
coilrse. First of a l l , it's irrelevant 
whether the daycare fails or not. 
Businesses should not necessarily 
be required to guarantee their suc­
cess to the p l ann ing commission 
to receive approval . If it's a good 
plan, meets all requirements, and 
it fits in with the city master plan 
a n d communi ty needs, it should 
be given a chance. Secondly, any 
expansions or changes from the 
o r i g i n a l a p p r o v e d p l a n w o u l d 
r e q u i r e a d d i t i o n a l rev iew a n d 
approval. 

Any parent w h o is look ing for 
quality, l icensed daycare in Novi 
linows how difflcult this is to find. 
Even i f some daycare centers in 
t h e area are at l e s s t h a n f u l l 
c a p a c i t y n o w , as o p p o n e n t s 
claimed, it's a short-sighted view. 
W i t h a l l the new hous ing being 
built, it's obvious that daycare will 
be a critical need ui Novl. We need 
a wide variety of childcare options 
- home-based, preschools, cooper­
a t ives , c h u r c h - b a s e d , s c h o o l -
based. Infant care, after-school, 
etc. - where we live and where we 
work. 

We hope the planning commis­
s ion and the c i ty wi l l reconsider 
this decision. We need more day­
care in NoVi i n residential areas. 
T h e B l o o m i n g Dayca re p l a n Is 
exceptional. D o n ' t allow a sma l l 
vocal minority dictate what is best 
for our community.

Novi s c h o o l d is t r ic t r e s iden t s 

recently received a school board 
" i n f o r m a t i o n report" a b o u t the 
u p c o m i n g bond e l e c t i o n . The 
report promotes the board's bond 
proposal as tiie solution to the dis­
trict's overcrowding problem. How­
ever, the report fails to answer 
some of the .serious quesUons that 
still sur round the proposal. 

The board 's report focuses on 
the question of overcrowding. The 
report states that the bond pro­
posal wi l l provide "adequate space 
for future growth in grades K - 3 , as 
well as grades 4-12," However, as 
current ly planned, the combined 

4-5-6 grade b u i l d i n g w i l l no t 
accommodate thie e n r o l l m e n t 
growtli projected b y the school dis­
trict. Parents of fifth- and sixth-
graders w i l l find that the i r ch i l ­
dren's school w i l l s t i l l suffer from 
overcrowding. T h e fourth-graders' 
new building wtU not have enough 
classroom space either. 

What k ind o f s e t t i n g w i l l the 
fourth-graders move to? Recently, 
the board stated that the fourth-
graders will have their own "school 
wi th in a s c h o o l . " l l oweve r , the 
report does not expla in how three 
grades wi l l share two cafeterias, 
two gyms and two media centers, 
band and choir rooms , the Tech 

L i n k and a Science Center, while 
st i l l maintaining separate "schools 
wi t l i i n a school." 

Potential future overcrowding is 
a l so u s e d to jus t i fy moving the 
fourth-graders in the first place. 
The report imphes that the district 
won't have enough room at the ele­
m e n t a r y schoo ls if the four th-
graders stay. The report suggests 
that the board may have to build a 
new K - 4 school to handle future 
enro11ment. 

T h e d i s t r i c t ' s own enrol lment 
projections show that three of the 
f o u r e l e m e n t a r y s c h o o l s w i l l 
r ema in under capacity, even five 
years from now. Space at Orchard 

H i l l s , the one s choo l which may 
exceed capacity, can be increased 
i f the board moves the preschool 
program to a school that has room 
to spare. Novi Woods for example. 
Better utilization of existing facili­
t ies would enable the schoo1 dis­
tr ict to handle increasing elemen­
ta ry enrollment wi thout crowded 
classrooms or a new K-4 school. 

The school board has held out 
this bond proposal as the path for 
the district's future. Now the vot­
ers must decide if this is the path 
for the district to take. Look at all 
the facts before you decide.

The flu bug is ac tua l ly a 
v i r u s an(] i t poses a r ea l 
threat to a variety of people 
considered to be in the Jiigh 
risk groups. 

Ideally the flu shot should 
be given from mid-October to 
m i d - N o v e m b e r but c a n be 
taken until Dec. 1, accordLng 
to Dr. Max McIClnney, D.O. of 
Botsford General Hospital. 

"It affords the best protec­
tion to get aU shots out of the 
way by Dec. 1," he sa id . "It 
takes six weeks for the body 
to bu i ld up the necessary 1ev-
els of immunity." 

The shot protects agains t 
the trivalents. the tliree most 
likely strains to 111t this year. 

"The big ones for tliis year 
are Te.xas flu, Shang Dong flu 
a n d the Panama f lu , " s a id 
M c K l n n e y . "FIus get t h e i r 
names because they were Iso­
lated i n that area." They may 
or may not have or iginated 
t h e r e . "Tr iva len t s c h a n g e 
every year," he said. 'VhTJses 
h a v e a Way of c o n s t a n t l y 
mutating." The Texas flu may 
be a mutant of an earlier flu, 
said McJtlnney. 

Determining W f i l c h flu bugs 
wi11 s t r ike Is based on epi ­
demio log ica l s tudies . "It is 
g u e s s W o r k , b u t they (epi­
demiologists) are pretty much 
on target," said McKlnney. 

One 11igh r isk group is the 
Very young, those between 6 
mont j ls and 18 years of age 
who have diseases that weak­
en them or w i t h condi t ions 
t h a t necessi ta te they take 
aspir in . 

Another high risk group is 
the veiy old. 

" A lot depends on general 
health." explained McKlnney. 
" T h o s e i n the over 6 5 age 

g r o u p s h o u l d take the flu 
shot regardless." 

"The mid-group - those 30 
to 50 yea r s o f age, i f they 
have ch ron i c diseases such 

as h i g h b l o o d p r e s s u r e , 
emphysema, p u l m o n a i y prob­
lems or diabetes - need shots 
because i t h i t s t hem hard." 
Those wi th i m m u n e deficien­

cy and c a n c e r also fall i n to 
this high r i s k category. 

Health care professionals, 
teachers a n d nu r s ing home 
attentiants shou ld also c o n ­

sider getting shots, said M c K ­
lnney. 

"All flus are air and sa l iva 
born," explained M c K l n n e y . 
"When the w e a t h e r t u r n s 

foul, flu cases diminish. Peo­
ple are not t ransmit t ing the 
flu because they t e n d to 
socialize less. 

"God and the weaUier have 
a lot to do with it." he said. 
"Cold weather has nothing to 
do w i t h the v i r u s , j u s t the 
spread of the virus." 

The best protection against 
flu is rest, good nutrition, flu­
ids a n d keep ing i n a good 
heal thy state, acco rd ing to 
MclCinney. 

B u t i f the f lu b u g does 
strike, it just has to r u n its 
course, usually two or three 
days. 

"A severe case is seven to 
ten days, depending o n the 
unfortunate host." he said. 

A l s o unfor tuna te i s that 
hosts are usually contagious 
before they are even aware 
they are carrying the influen­
za v l n I s . 

F l u syniptorns arc more 
severe Ulan Uie common cold. 
Fevers for several days, dry 
cough, aches and pains and 
malaise indicate the flu has 
struck. A runny nose, cough, 
and 'I don't feel like going to 
work' feeling is probably the 
more common cold. 

At home measures for sys­
temic rehef Include deconges­
tants, antiliistamines, lots of 
f l u i d s , T y l e n o l or 
acetaminophen, said M c K l n ­
ney. 

"If you've tried symptomatic 
home r emed ie s for t w o to 
three days and don't feel bet­
ter, go see a doctor," advises 
McKlfmey. 

Sho t s are covered unde r 
Medicare and Medicaid. 

F lu sliots are only available 
at doctors offices and at the 
county health departments . 
O u t r e a c h c l i n i c s a re now 
closed in this area.

V i c t o r i a S o l o n i n a has vivid 
memories of her escape eight years 
ago o u t a s m a l l second story 
dressing room window to the wait­
ing a rms of freedom. She recalls 
the d e s p e r a t i o n she felt at the 
thought of l iv ing her entire life in 
the Soviet Union . 

Almost 400 people listened at a 
Northville Town Ha l l lectlire Mon­
day as Solonina told of her grand­
mother's l iving nightmare in 1919. 
Alexandria awoke and saw Com­
munists running a l l over the Win­
ter Palace. It was that night that 
the y o u n g 16-year-oId gi r l wit­
nessed the m u r d e r of her family. 
A l l the fanlily's possessions were 
confiscated a n d she was sent to 
Siberia. After 11 years in banish­
ment. A l e x a n d r i a returned to St. 
Petersburg where she lived under 
constant surveillance. 

So lon ina ' s m o t h e r Valentina, 
was a teenager dur ing World War 
11. Wanting to be a doctor Valenti­
na would go to school during the 
day a n d w o r k a t a hosp i ta l at 
night. One night a wounded lieu­
tenant was b rough t to the hospi­
tal. Valent ina begged the doctors 
to save h i s a r m w h i c h was 
attached by only a small piece of 
sltin. A few days after surgery, she 
learned the s o l d i e r ' s name was 
Theodore and that he was only 19-
years-old. 

"He was o n l y a boy In an offi­
cer's un i form." she said. Several 
months after h i s discharge from 
the hospital, the young lieutenant 
asked Va1entina to marry l i im. 

Af te r the w a r , S o l o n i n a was 
b o r n . S h e w a s n a m e d Vic tor ia 
because it meant victoiy. she said. 

Solonina first noticed the piano 
when she was three or four years 
of age. 

There must be a bear living In 
there," she sa id as she played the 
low notes. T h o s e must be birds," 
she sa id p l a y i n g the high notes. 
The family's g r a n d piano took up 
one room of their two-room apart­
ment In the S o v i e t U n i o n . The 
other room was u s e d for sleeping. 

T h e piano was my babysitter." 
S o l o n i n a s a i d . " M y mother was 
already p ic tu r ing me on the con­
cert stage." 

Solonina quietly sat down at the 
piano and played a spiritual selec­
tion by Franz L i sz t . 

Her mus ic c a r e e r started Very 
early and conOnued for 15 years. 
Soviet mus i ca l educat ion "is very 
powerful. Very grand." 

She a t t e n d e d m u s i c schools, 
and a m u s i c c o l l e g e , l ea rn ing 
eVeiything about the art. On top of 
her s tudies , she pract iced eight 
hour s a day at t h e piano. "The 
biggest gift 1 received from comillu-
111sm was my m u s i c a l education." 
she said. 

There were favored and unfa­
vored students at the schools, she 
said. Since her grandmother's his­
tory was a b lack spot on her own 
background, an unfortunate inci­
dent only caused the spot to grow. 

S o i o n i n a ' s f a m i l y prac t iced 
Catholicism at home. She confined 
the wea r ing of h e r cross to her 
house . One m o r n i n g while in a 
hurry, she forgot to take off her 
cross. After r u s f l i ng into class the 
professor s topped her and asked 
about the cross. Solonma was for­
b idden to a t t end classes for the 
rest o f the day a n d was publicly 
reprimanded i n front of the whole 
conservatofy. 

"But it made o u r prayers even 
stronger" she sa id . 

The c r o s s i n c i d e n t played a 
major negative ro l e a short time 
1ater Dur ing a p i ano competition, 
she placed first, allowing her to 
leave the country to perform. But 
it was the s e c o n d place finisher 
Who was granted the privileges due 
Solonina. 

Solonina went o n to receive her 
diploma and was g r a t e d a profes­
sorship at the conservatory. Every­
thing was chosen for her Her pro­
grams, gowns and students. In the 
Soviet Union, s tudents either had 
talent or they didn ' t , she said. 

"If they didn' t have talent, they 
were told not to s t u d y music." 

Except for c h i l d r e n of high rank­
ing officials, l t d idn ' t matter if they 
had t a l e n t o r n o t , she added. 
Unfor tunate ly for Solonina, they 
were assigned to h e r class, "lt was 
l ike t each ing c h i c k e n s to swim, 
instead of the swans." said Soloni­
na. 

These c h i l d r e n could not com­
pose mus ic either. 

Solonina sat d o w n at the piano 
again to demonstrate the chicken 
scratch the C o m m u n i s t students 
c o m p o s e d . T h e n she played 
Sonata i n A Majo r b y Mozart. 

"Mozar t m a k e s your face light 
up." she said. 

When she was 27-years-old she 
realized she was "IocJced in an iron 
cage." " l had to do something." she 
s a i d . B u t i n S o v i e t U n i o n you 
couldn't j u s t go to the travel agent 
and ask for a t i cke t to New York, 
she explained. 

She credits he r continued faith 
and prayers for w h a t Was to hap­
pen next. 

Solonina was asked to play for a 
foreign delegation who where com­
ing to the Soviet Union. "It was my 
first meeting wi th people from the 
West," she said. The KGB briefed 
the musicians, forbidding them to 
have any personal contact. 

One of the delegations was from 
Eng iand . "I l iked tliem instantly." 
she said. "They looked happy, con­
fident and their faces had light In 
them." 

The head of the English delega­
t ion approached her and asked i f 
she 'd like to play abroad. With the 
K G B guards right next to her the 
w h o l e t ime, she could not a l low 
the ecstasy she felt to show. 

T h e Enghshman was determined 
a n d came backstage at another 
pe r fo rmance , which was held in 
town and open to the general pub-
he. 

"I wrote my address on a micro­
scopic piece of paper while I was in 
t h e b a t h r o o m , " she sa id , " and 
h a n d e d it to h i m as we s h o o k 
hands goodbye. I was risking a lot, 
but l ca11ed them at the hotel later 
and in EngUsh gave them instruc­
t i ons to wait for me at a certain 
t ime and place." she said. 

S o l o n i n a met the Engl i shman 
and took h im back to her family's 
apar tment where her mother had 
m a d e a b e a u t i f u l d i n n e r "We 
t a l k e d and ta iked," she said. "It 
felt r i gh t . He (the Engl i shman) 
a s k e d how c o u l d I live like th is 
a n d sa id he was going to try to 
help me." 

Three weeks later she received a 
note about a two month tour of 
England, lt would take another 18 
months before Solonina would be 
granted permission to leave the 
coun t ry to perform. During that 
year a n d a h a l f she was gri l led 
constantly by the K G B . who made 
her sign papers saying she would 
r e t u r n to the Soviet Union . She 
feared for herself and her family. 

While on tour Solonina told the 
Enghshman she couldn't go back. 
D e t a i l s were w o r k e d out t h a t 
So lon ina was to escape from the 
two K G B body guarfls who h a d 
been assigned to watch her every 
move wh i l e In England on tour . 
The Engl i sh had a van waiting at 
every concert. 

Dur ing the last concert. Soloni­
na c o u l d barely remember wha t 
she w a s p lay ing , he r t hough t s 
were on escaping, ln her dressing 
room, she noticed a small window 
and decided it was now or never 
She cl imbed out the window and 
d o w T i a spiral staircase to the van 
waiting below. 

She was whisked to the airport 
and boarded a flight to T a m p a , 
F lor ida . With only the clothes on 
her b a c k and the one shoe she 
hadn't lost during the ordeal, she 
was greeted In America. That same 
evening, she was given a pair of 
shoes to go wi th her gown a n d 
played her first concert at the U n i ­
vers i ty of Southern Florida to a 
sel l out audience, p lus 75 add i ­
t i o n a l people who were seated

around the stage. 
A concert-goer offered Solonina 

h e r guest h o u s e in Clcaivvalcr . 
Solonina s tayed wi th the f.imily. 
who have remained good friends, 
for seven months unt i l she .saved 
enough to buy her own home. 

Altliough Solonina was free, her 

family felt (he repercussions. They 
lost their jobs. She couldn' t get in 
touch with llienl for five years. A l l 
letters were c o n f i s c a t e d . T h e n 
cominun i sm c o l l a p s e d a n d he r 
family moved to l.oncion. 

Solonina was afraid to leave the 
United States until she became a 

citizen. She met wi th her parents 
regularly after tha t . H e r fa ther 
cont inues to t e a c h m a t h . H e r 
mother had a career in neurology 
until her death a few months ago

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E x e r c i s i n g v i t a l f o r g o o d h e a l t h 

M a n y A i n e r i c a n s have good 
intentions when it coines io being 
more phys ica l ly act ive . In fact, 
surveys show that 93 percent of 
the popiilation is more l i tnesscon-
scious than ever before and rllost 
people are well aware of the posi­
tive implications regular (',\ercisc 
can have on overall healthy and 
longevity. 

Why then is only 28 percent of 
the population considered physi­
cally active? And what's keeping so 
m a n y from get t ing off the 
couch? 

A national opinion sur\cy by die 
President 's C o u n c i l on Physical 
Fitness found that over rwo-thirds 
(69 percent) of the sedcntarj' peo­
ple interviewed said they would 
like to exercise more, but they cite 
lack of time as the number one 
barrier. 

Although lack of time is consid­
ered a major reason there are 
other reasons why it is difficult for 
Amer icans to work exercise into 
their lifestyle. For that reason, l l i e 
National Exercise For Life Institute 
would like to help people identify 
tllese obstacles to active living and 
provide sonle practical solutions 
that will help people succeed. 

Making the t ime 
Surveys have found that less 

active Americans say tlley have too 
little leisure time, yet the top three 
ways that less active people spend 
their leisure time are watching 'FV, 
listening to music and reading for 
p l e a s u r e - a l l are s eden t a ry , 
physically unchallenging pursuits. 

"Using lack of time as the nuin­
ber one obstacle to exercise is not 
really a valid excuse," said Jeff 
Zwiefel. M.A. and director of The 
Nat iona l Exercise For Life Insti­
tute. "It really is a matter of mak­
ing appropriate choices with our 

leisure time and re-prioritizing the 
i m p o r t a n c e of our p e r s o n a l 
health." 

The average American has 15-18 
hours of leisure per week, and has 
the TV on for seven hours a day at 
home. 

"This clearly indicates that most 
of us have the t ime, yet we ju s t 
don't incon:)orate physical activity 
into our lifestyles even when we 
know it will give us healthy bene­
fits like reduced ca rd iovascu la r 
disease, high bloori pressure, (lia-
betes and we igh t loss . " s a i d 
Zwiefef 

One w.ay to work exercise into a 
busy schedule is to e.xercise at 
hoine. Exe rc i s ing at home gives 
you the flexibility to do mul t ip le 
things at the same time, making 
more efficient u se of y o u r free 
time. In fact, those who exercise at 
home can w a t c h T V , l i s t e n to 
music and read - the three top-
ranked leisure pu r su i t s - wh i l e 
benefiting from tlie exercise. Wl icn 
a pe r son can a r c o n l p l i s h two 
things at once th.ere is a greater 
potential for overa l l sat isfaction 
and enjoyment. 

Other benefits of in-home exer­
cise programs include a decrease 
in lime constraints due lo travel, 
changing and wa i t i ng in line for 
equipment or feeling imcomfort-
able in a health c l u b set t ing. It 
also allows people to fit exercise 
into their personal schedules. For 
nlost people, early morning, late 
afternoon, or l i inch hours are the 
best times to exercise. So select 
the time that works for you, estab­
l i s h a schedule or rou t ine a n d 
keep a record of your [progress. 

Gett ing enougii exercise 
Another reason for not starting 

an exercise piograin is the percep­
tion by sedentary people that they 

are already getting e n o u g h exer­
cise. Twenty percent o f the people 
who drop out of or do not staf-f an 
exercise program feel they receive 
enough exercise in their da l ly rou­
tine without having to add more. 

National survey results disagree 
with this contention, s t a t ing that 
60 percent of al l a d u l t s c a n be 
classified as sedentary. Over the 
last ha l f century, t e c h n o l o g i c a l 
advancements have r e d u c e d the 
amount of effort required to per­
form daily activities a n d have cre­
ated a sedentary, d i sease prone 
society. 

Aerobic exercise s u c h as cross­
country skiing or walking is impor­
tant to the prevention o f m a n y dis­
eases related to being seden ta ry 
while increasing our abi l i ty to han­
dle both physical and e m o t i o n a l 
stress in our daily lives. Mos t peo­
ple think exercise requires a major 
time coinmitment - a n hou r plus 
every day - to obtain s ign i f i can t 
health benefits and many s t i l l har­
bor the misconception that exer­
cise must be grim and intense to 
be effective. 

However, people are beg inn ing to 
realize that exerc is ing r e g u l a r l y 
and consistently are the keys to an 
effective program. What is neces­
sary is that people attempt to do a 
little more e.xercise than they have 
previously. It is impera t ive that 
cveryrthing about the c-xercise rou­
tine be as appealing as poss ib le . 
F i n d i n g pleasant s u r r o u n d i n g s 
and a form of e x e r c i s e t h a t i s 
enjoyable will help make it a posi­
tive experience. 

G e t t l n g fana l ly a n d f r i e n d s 
lnVolVed 

Fr iends and family l i a v e been 
identified as being the most Influ­
ential in encouraging l e s s act ive 
individuals to become niore phys i ­

cally active. Research has shown 
that if the family participates in an 
exercise p r o g r a m together, the 
chances of s u c c e s s i n terms of 
compl iance a r e s i g n i f i c a n t l y 
enhanced. Active le isuie pursuits 
with family and fiiends indoors or , 
outdoors can be more fun. Addi - j 
tionally, partners serve to motivate 
and Inspire d u r i n g difficult times, 
they force setting aside time every­
day to do it a n d can help provide 
focus. 

These days m a n y people engage 
in physical ac t iv i ty as much for 
social reasons as for health and 
fitness. A m e r i c a n s are learning 
that they can effectively use exer­
cise as an en joyable means for 
social i i l teraction and gain twice , 
the benefit f r o m the i r exercise 
time. 

Regular exercise burns calories 
and effectively promotes weight ; 
loss, lowers cl iolesterol . strength­
ens bones, reduces blood pressure 
and may even reduce the risk of 
diabetes and some forins of can­
cer This list a l so includes nurner-
ous psychological benefits as well. 
The Institute encourages everyone 
to start benefiting from an exercise 
program today, by beginning slow­
ly and progress ing at your own 
pace.

In my last article, 1 
discussed treatment 
of the common cold. 
In tills article, I would 
like to discuss some­
t h i n g less c o m m o n 
b u t more s e r i o u s : 
sleep apnea. 

Sleep apnea is a 
disturbance of sleep. 
B y definition i l occurs 
when a person fails to 
breathe when asleep. 
T h e r e are seve ra l 
types of this disorder, 

bu t 1 w i l l describe the most common type -
"obstriictive" sleep apnea. 

Normally dur ing sleep your muscles relax 
inc lud ing those holding the airway open. In 
obstructive sleep apnea, the ainvay releases so 
m u c h that it collapses, choking the person. 
Blood oxygen fails, adrenaUne surges and blood 
p r e s s u r e and heart r a te rise. The pe r son 
responds by waking up, often gasping or snort­
ing for air. 

A person with sleep apnea may awaken sev­
e r a l hund red t imes a n igh t but Is u sua l l y 
unaware of these awakenings. Generally the 
start-and-stop breathing pattern, the gasping 
and snorting and the restlessness of the sleep 
are first noticed by the bed partner Because of 
poor sleep qual i ty the v i c t im often suffers 
symptoms of severe sleep deprivation. These 
symptoms Include daytime drowsiness, morn­

ing headaches, irritabQity, fatigue, inability to 
concentrate, personal i ty changes and sexual 
difficulty. Some people are so tired that they 
fall asleep in mid-sentence, or even while driv­
ing-

Sleep apnea exacts a toll on the body. Heart 
a t t acks , sudden ca rd iac dea t lL pu lmonary 
h y p e r t e n s i o n , s t roke and hear t fa i lure my 
o c c u r Fall ing asleep behind the wheel, or at 
other critical times, can have its own dreadful 
consequences. 

Several factors worsen the severity of sleep 
apnea. Obesity fattens tissues in the ainvay, 
irialdng it inore narrow. A narrower airway air­
way collapses more easily. L.arge tonsils, a large 
tongue or other structural problems can also 
narrow tlie ainvay. Sedatives, such as alcohol, 
antihistamines, barbiturates, benzodiazepines 
and narcotics, lessen the urge to breathe, caus­
ing more profound suffocation wi th each apneic 
episode. Some m e d i c a l condi t ions s u c h as 
stroke, emphysema and heart failure may also 
interfere wiOi breathing. 

S leep apnea Is d iagnosed d u r i n g a sleep 
study. In this test, a person suspected of the 
disorder sleeps while attached to several moni­
tors. These moni to r s measure air flow and 
sleep stage. If breatl i ing stops during sleep, the 
diagnosis of sleep apnea is confirmed. Further 
mon i to r i ng may be necessary to assess tlie 
effects of treatment. 

If possible, treatment must be individualized 
and directed toward the underlying problem 
contr ibut ing to airway collapse. Losing weight 

often helps obese people. Avoiding sedatives Is 
a b s o l u t e l y crucial. Occas iona l ly , surgery to 
widen the ainvay is appropriate, a l though there 
is m u c h debate about this par t i cu la r therapy. 
The mos t frequently used t reatment for sleep 
apnea is Continuous Positive .Airway Pressure 
(CPAP). 

C P A P is a inachine that forces open the air­
way w i t h positive pressure, t h u s relieving air­
w a y blockage. A mask fits over the nose or 
ins ide the nostrils, using prongs. The person 
breathes normally through the device, which Is 
set nex t to the bed. The C P A P is necessary 
every time one sleeps, (lay or n i g h t 

W i t h C P A P , a person u s u a l l y experiences 
p rompt and gratifying relief, even with the first 
n i g h t . Af te r a few nights o f t r ea tment , the 
symptoms of sleep deprivation usua l ly disap­
p e a r Unfortunately, unless and under ly ing 
c a u s e c a n be identified and e l imina ted , the 
C P A P may be needed indefinitely. 

l hope that this brief look a t sleep apnea has 
been helpful in understanding this uncommon 
bu t ser ious disorder. If you suspect that you or 
y o u r par tner may have this problem, consult 
y o u r physician.

E a c h fall we read 
abo i i t deer h u n t e r s 
w h o . unfor tunate ly , 
a re shot to dea th . 
F e w people r ea l i ze , 
however, that heart 
attacks are really the 
h u n t e r ' s wors t 
enemy. 

Deer h u n t i n g 
involves high levels of 
energy expendi ture , 
i m p o s i n g exces s ive 
d e m a n d s o n the 
heart. 

Several years ago. physiologists in Minnesota 
conducted a series of experiments designed to 
s i m u l a t e the energy cos t of deer h u n t i n g . 
Healthy men between 40 and 65 years of age 
were subjected to dragging a 100-pound sack 
of sand tllrough loose gravel over varied grades. 

T h e experiment y ie lded star t l ing resu l t s . 
Heart rates during the dragging often ranged 
between 140 and 200 beats per minute . In 
add i t i on , more than 10 percent of the men 
demonstrated electrocardiograms suggesting 

inadequate oxygen supply to the heart muscle 
or ixitentially dangerous rhythm disturbances. 

Many factors probably contribute to the dis­
proportionate metabolic and cardiac demands 
of deer hunt ing. These include cl imbing hilly 
terrain, wearing extra clothing, coping with 
ex t remes i n e n v i r o n m e n t a l cond i t ions and 
dragging or carrying heavy loads. 

Such stressors can be further exaggerated by 
the inges t ion of heavy meals , a l coho l and 
tobacco use before or after hunting. 

E x c e s s i v e h o r m o n a l responses , n a m e l y 
adrenalin release, can contribute to the stress 
of deer hunting. For example, merely sighting a 
deer can evoke a heart rate of 150 beats per 
minute i n some people. 

It is p r o b a b l y no co inc idence that heart 
attacks a n d sudden death during deer hunting 
season occur three times as frequentiy as "acci­
dental" deaths.

Con­
gestive heart failure sometimes occurs after a 
h e a r t a t t a c k . The pumping c a p a c i t y of the 
hear t i s weakened. 

S y m p t o m s include fatigue (especial ly after 
m i l d exertion), shortness of breath and swelling 
i n the legs. If you experience these symptoms, 
c o n t a c t y o u r physician immedia te ly . Several 
m e d i c a t i o n s 11lay be prescribed to t reat this 
hear t problem.
