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Group sets
meeting on

You don't have to march
around carrying placards emhla-
zoned with pictures of Ruby and
Iva Fuerst, if you believe their old
farm at Ten Mile and Taft roads
should bhe preserved. Kathy
Mutch, a founder of Preservation
Novi sald this week.

A few letiers and telephone
calls to members of the Novi City
Councll wouldn't hurt though,
she added.

Tuesday, Preservation Novi
hosted a meeting of groups inter-
ested in saving the old home-
stead. The geal was for the
groups, including the Novi Arts
Council, to cook up a strategy for
an upcoming presentation on why
the historic complex of buildings
should be preserved and protect-
ed by the cily.

On Jan. 10, Preservation Novi,
led by new president James
Antosiak, will present its formai
plea for more time for a combined
Novl school hoard and Novi City
Council committee. The school
district owns the Fuerst residence
and barns and has suggested

that the buildings should be
razed to prolect the district from
any legal liability.

Council Member Tim Pope, also
a founder of Preservation Novi,
has already approached the Novi
Chamber of Commerce about the
possihility of locating #s head-
quarters in the Fuerst house. The
Chamber’s new board will discuss
the proposal this month and in
February. Pope said.

"They did express some interest
in having a permanent home for
the Chamber. The chamber does
provide general services like con-
vention and tourist information
and city information for new resi-
dents,” he added.

“Many of the chambers, like
you see in downtown Northville,
have their own facilitles.”

The Jaycees will be tosing their
offlces in the old city building on
Sixth Gate Road if Main Street is
built and Pope said he plans to
present his proposal to them, as
well.

It’s been ‘great fun’

Mayor still has a lot to learn about 20-30 hour per week job

It's been a whirlwind of a year for Kathy
McLallen,

Since she was elected mayor in November
1993, McLallen has joined eight couples in
matrimony: marched in parades; taken on the
role of orator at the grand openings of every-
thing from banks to beauty salons; answered
countless phone calls from citizens; presided
until the wee hours of the morning at Novi
City Council mectings; sold $2 million in real
estate and let participation in her bodk club
lag.

“You are not Dennis Archer who has a staff
and his job is to put in 18 to 20 hours a day
for the betterment of the city. Simply by your-
self you have no power. You probably have
influence. It's a weird sensation.” she said in
an interview last weck.

“When | first became mayor. 1 thought ‘now
I'm boss, 1 can be mayor and do what I want.'
That's a joke that lasted about 30 seconds.

Although she finds it all “great fun,”
Mclallen said she still has a lot to learn about
the job., which requires 20 to 30 mostly
unpaid hours per week. Some of that learning
will get intense this month as she leads Tran-
sition 21, a series of council sessions which
will map out Novi's future in the last five years
of this century.

“One of the biggest {ssues for Novi this year
is we're going to have to take an extreme look
at Novi's economy. What services do our clfi-
zens really want and how can we initiate them

“We will never find people like
that again. They are walking
encyclopedias of the city. Your
city has their personality as a
stamp. Sooner or later they're
going to say fishing looks better

than 2 a.m. meetings.
Mayor Kathlean MeLallen

is an economical matter,” she said.

“The city’s reached a point where it's matur-
ing, the mwness around the edges, the unfin-
ished look has settled down. The quality of life
issues will take on as much focus as the
development issues. There's a little bit more
sophistication.”

Several months before the council budget
process officially begins, its members will also
be scrutinizing city finances in January with
the help of Novi's auditing firm, Plante &
Moran.

McLallen said the auditors are concerned
that Novi's millage level has been kept below
the Truth-In-Taxation benchmark over the
past four years. As an example, the one-half
mill to support the parks and recreation pro-
gram has been assessed at a rollback level of

one-quarter mill, leaving the city with only
half of the money available to it, she
explained.

Then there's the impact of Proposal A on the
city's reveniues, something that hasn't been
figured out vet.

Novi voters have made it clear, most recent-
ly in the Novi schools millage election, that
they donm't want their taxes raised, McLallen
said. But with the city's influx of affluent new
residents with new ideas about what a city
government should provide, the mayor said
the council will need to take a close look at
whether Novi can continue to operate without
a tax hike.

“The challenge to the city council is how to
deliver on those expeclations. The population
of the city has expanded and we have not
added any major stafl.” she said.

“Novi's always had the pleasure of running
a lean government. That's very stressful, Our
people work so hard, they really do.”

To develop and maintain the new park land,
to keep snow whisked off the miles of new city
subdivision streets takes more staff, she said.

Residents also could be asked to dip into
their packets for possible new bond issues,
including one to finance the development of
the park land the city has been steckpiling. In
addition, paying for a proposed senior center
housing complex and a proposed lakeside
community center could be done be through
general obligation bonds, which increase the
millage burden on local property owners.

Police want out of crossing guard biz

Novi Police are looking for a crossing guard

to help elementary aged students get across
Nine Mile Road and into the Northville School
District's Thornton Creek Elementary.

Police officers have heen serving as crossing
guards at the school since the building
opened last fall but now the department is
looking for someone else to do the job.

They will be paid $15 a
day. Northville Public Schools and the Novi
Police Department will split the cost, accord-
ing to school officials.

A traffic study taken befare the onset of the
school year indicated traffic volumes warrant
a crossing guard at that intersection and at
the Taft Road and Nine Mile crossing, but a
change made to the school district's busing’
routes earlier this year eliminated the need for
a crossing guard at the Taft Road point.

tests proficiency

Math tests tomorrow won't be
like math tests vesterday. They'll
he more important and more imag-
Inative.

“Tomorrow,” in Michigan, means
the graduating class of 1957, Stu-
dents who want a state-endorsed
diploma must pass proficiency
tests in reading, writing (that's
new), math and science. (They can
stll get the local district's diploma
if they don't qualify for a state
endorsement.)

The tests will refleet Michigan's
new core curricuium standards,
adopted by the Slate Boart of
Education. No longer will they test
“discrete facts and skills ... trans-
mitted through lecture and recita-
tion,”

The tests will emphasize “infor-
malion processing, critical and
creative reasoning ... and solving
real problems. In other words, it is
nn longer sufficient to simply
‘know” mathematical facts; learn-
ers must be able to 'understand’
the concepts behind them and be
able to apply them ..." according to
the core curriculum outline.

So are you ready to try the 1lth
grade math test of tamorrow? It's
OK to use a calculator, but you
probably won’t need it.

Drowsy drivers a danger on the road

Failing asleep at the wheet of
your car can have dangerous, and
often fatal, consequences,

According to a 1993 National
Commission on Sleep Disorders
research, drowsy drivers actually
cause more fatalitles per accident
than drunken drivers. In fact, the
report says, nearly 40 million
Americans have chronic sleep
problems which can present a
serious threat to themselves and
others.

The 1.5. Department of Trans-

portation estimates that at least
200,000 traffic accidents each year
are due to driver fatigue. A study
by the National Transportation
Safety Board found that one-third
of all truck accidents resulting in
the death of the driver probahly
were caused by sleep deprivation.

“Sleepiness slows reaction time,
decreases awareness and impairs
judgment, just like drugs or alco-
hol,” said Jerry Basch, manager of
AAA Michigan's Community Safety
Services.

The AAA Foundatien for Traliic
Safety has released a brochure
titled: "Wake Up!™ The 11-page
brochure has information on
sleeping and driving, with a true
and false section, a list of danger
signs and tips to help motorists
stay alert and out of trouble,

Here are some suggestions te
avoid driving tired:

« Start any trip by getting
enough sicep the night before.
Plan to drive during time periods
when you are normally awake,

Stay overnight rather than driving
straight through.

« Avoid driving during your
body's natural “down time.” Take a
mid-afternoon break and find a
place to sleep belween midnight
and 6 a.m.

» Talk with vour passenger if
you have someone else in the car.
A passenger can also tet you know
when you are showing signs of
sleepiness. If your passenger

Bad start to a new year

Lawmakers may combine courts

Michigan's legal leaders are pushing a plan
to replace local circuit, probate and district
courts with a single trial court.

The state would provide full state funding of
court operations, a regional administrator of
trial courts, and a confidential system of
assessing judges’ performance,

The State Bar of Michigan's 150-member
Representative Assembly will hold a special
meeting Jan. 14 in Lansing to debate the pro-
posal, It is being put forth by the Bar's 21st
Century Courts Committee. And it's likely to be
controversial.

“I think the impetus was {Gov.) John Engler
and the Legislature itsel,” said Birmingham
attorney Robert B. Webster, co-chair of the 21st
Century panel. L

“They 1old 1is thére isn't any more money (for
more trial judges). But we'd be interested in
funding the streamlining {of courts).” said Web-
ster, himself an Oakland Circuit judge from
1973-82.

The plan could be implemented in phases.
This year we could see significant progress on
funding the court’s [computerized) information
system very quickly. Statewide funding of court
operations could occur very quickly.

You could unify the district and circuit courts
without a constitutional amendment. You could
set up regional administration by legislative
funding and court rules.

But to unify the probate courts would take a
constitutional amendment (approved by voters).
"The Michigan Constitution still says there
shall be a probate court,” he said.

They expect argument. Some small-county
probate judges handie only a handful of cases a
year. Some cities and counties have lost popu-
Jation but don’t want to lose judges and court
jobs. Some thoughtful specialists say there
should be a separate domestic relations court,
combining parts of the circuit and probate
courts” work.

But there are many signs reform is coming.
Engler last year vowed to veto legislative bills
creating more judges, working particular hard-
ships on Cakland County, the Farmington and

.. Walled Lake areas. The state is battling a law-
suit over its full funding of Detroit and Wayne

County courts but not suburban Wayne County
and outstate courts.

Grand Rapids area legislators opened that
battle last year during House budget debates.
Michigan's trial courts are like a series of rigid
pigeonholes,

Horizontally, they are split into circuit (felony
cases, major civil trials, divorces), probate
(estates. juvenile matters) and district (msde-
meanors and ordinance cases). In addition,
Detroit has a recorders court handling only
criminal cases.

Vertically, they are split into geographic dis-
tricts varying from several counties {circuit) to a
single community (sormne district courts). Voters
become confused and pick "name” candidates.

Here is an outline of the 21st Century Com-
mittec’s plan:

1. A single trial court. Lines between circuit,

probate and district courts would be erased. In
large jurisdictions, there would be some room
for speclalization (e.g.. domestic relations). Leg-
islators and judges would work out details. All
judges would be paid the same. New electoral
districts would have to be developed with an
eye on the federal law requiring raclal and eth-
nic participation,

2. A reglonal administrative judge (RAJ). The
state would be divided into eight to 12 regions
(780,000 to 1.2 million population). The chief
justice of the Supreme Court would appoint
RAJs for a four-year term. RAJs would prepare
budgets and assign judges and cases within the
region, crossing geographic lines when neces-
sary. (Currently, such assignments are made
by the state court administrator in Lansing)

3. State funding. The 14-year debate over the
preferential treatment given Wayne County and
Detroit would end. The state would pay the
salaries of judges and their staffs, training
costs, transcripts, juries, witness fees, indigent
counsel, Interpreters and the regional adminis-
trative judges.

Locat units would pay for courthouses and
physical facilities, although there could be state
allowances.4. Assessment of judges. An agency
or committee that is broadly based and com-
posed of persons of independent quality drawn
from the bench, the bar and non-lawyers famnil-
iar with the judicial system would evaluate all
judges’ performance for impartiality, "avoidance
of impropriety, freedom from personal bias"
and ability to decide issues based on the law
and facts without regard o the identity of the
parties or counsel, the popularity of the deci-
sion and without fear of criticism.

The same halds true for the Cly of
Novi as @ whole, Many cenumunity Tead-
crs and policy-making panels will he sit-
ting down to formally map out their
goals for the year, Others may do it ona
less tormal basis, but do it nonetheless,

Here's The Novi News' list of items
which should appear on those various
lists of goals,

LEAF DISPOSAL

Here's a slecper tssue that s likely (o
jumyp up and biie the City of Novi i the
arse this year .. oh, sometime about
March, That's when the state's new rules
regarding the disposal of leaves and
other yard wastes go into elfect, just In
tirne for residents here to start cleaning
up their lawns alter a long hard winter,

Novl Is one of the lew cllies of s size
lefl in the state that has continucd to
aliow leaf buraing. The state hurnlng
ban takes over come March unless (he
clty can put together an ordinance regu-
lating burning that the Department of
Natural Resources will accept. Bon't bet
money Lhat will happen unless you are
feeling particularly generous.

At the same time, landfills will stop
accepting yard waste for dumping — also
as a result of new state rules.

So you can't burn ‘em, and you can't
bag "cm and set them out to curh. What
In the heck are you going to do with ‘em?

The DNR recommends that homeown-
crs simply mow over leaves and leave
them, along with grass clippings on thelr
lawns as a top dressing. The DNR rec-
ommends that other yard wastes simply
be mulched or chipped and uscd as a
ground cover, or be composted.

Oh yea, that ought to go over real well
in a town where homeowners drop thou-
sands of doblars to have thelr yards land-
scaped and their lots sodded.

The City of Novi nceds to get husy now
coming up with alternatives ... like a lcaf
pick up program, or a communily com-
post heap, or an aggressive public cdu-
catfon campatgn Lo lcach residents back-
yvard composting. Probably it should do
all three.

All of these programs w.ll take time to
work out and March Is only a few short
months away. Unless the clty anticipates
the problem and comes up with alterna-
tives, there will be general outery among,
homeowners when they learn suddenly
they have no way to get rid of yard
wastes, And that outery will be directed
atl the clity, not the state and not the
DNR.

Mark these words.

PARKS DEVELOPMENT

The city has done a nice job of compil-
ing quite an inventory of park land for its
citizens. A nice job indeed. After getling
approval from voters In December of
1993 for a bond Issue to purchase the
land, the city’s grabbed a hold of morc
than 300 acres of land, much in the
north end around the Lakeshore Park
arca, bul also elsewhere in the city. Also
purchased 1s parcel at Nine Mile and
Napler the city plans to develop into a
sports park. primarily to meet the
demand of summer baseball enthusl-
asts. And of course the city is still look-
ing for land elsewhere in town and s
apparently closing in on another deal.

All that of course begs the question of
how the land should be developed and
for what recreational purposes it should
be used.

In the meantime of course, there have
been proposals for a long list of recre-
ational facilities, from a community
switming pool and a ficidhouse to golfl
domes and Indoor ice skating rinks. The

Governet

of these proposals was for the construce-
tion of a "Roller Dek™ rink for roller-
skates and in-line roller skates.

What's needed at this point is a long-
range: plan for the Parks and Recreation

Commisstonrr and Department outlining
where it is headed with s park land

development and the construction of

special facilities like pools and golf !
domes -—— and 1t needs to have heavy

input from the Novi public.

Mind you, the Parks Commission and
Department have been working on such
plans, and for the time being the main
Idea s to Just hold on to the land and
develop it somewhere down the road.
That was part of the plan alter all, to buy

it now In order to keep it from the hands
of developers and avallable lor parks |
development by the future, But the plans
should be laid now, and some partial :
development should happen as quickly |

as possible so residents can make at
least some use ol the land thelr money
bought. And of course the plans should
seck to do what development 1s possible
withoul any need for additional taxes, al
least for the time being.

But more importantly, these plans
need to be laid owt lor the pulilic and
adjusted to meetl the concerns and
desires of the public. A high profile effort
to lay out these designs is needed. We
don’'t need a repeat of the debacle over
the city's Trallways system, a greal plan
that was relatively litle known in the
cily, and then created an oulery from
residents who had been unaware of its

existence.

SENIOR CITIZENS HOUSING

Just build it.

No more excuses. Let's not talk about
private sector invelvement. That's been
proposed and It ran into a brick wall.
Let’s not talk about general obligation
(taxpayer supported) bands, Voters have
sald they don't want to pay more lor it ...
and they shouldn’t have to.

The proposal on the table now is build
It with revenue bonds. f.e. to be a sell
supperting project which would cost the
taxpayers nothing.

OK, let's not going locking for reasons
not to build it. It's needed. I's taken too
long already. Lets build it.

MAIN STREET

Another project that needs to be built
is the Maln Street commercial district
praposed for the southwest quadrant of
the town center area. It has been contro-
verslal, bul the proposal as it stands
represents the city's best hope for realiz-
ing its dream of creating a downtown in
that arca.

Let this one slip by and the city may
never again find a developer willing to
share the city's vision for that area.
Remember that a number of developers
have walked away from projects just like
it.

Short of handing the developer out-
right gifts of money or land, we favor an
active approach at helping him bring the
project into being.

It's a neat trick to get in on the
ground flaor of something big.
And Frances Mattison has done it
with two volunteer activities -
Northville Town Hall Serles and
the Northville District Library.

The Northville Town Hall series,
sponsored by Our Ladies' League
of Our Lady of Victory Church,
opened its first season in 1961,
and Frances Mattison, who
helped arganize it, was its secre-
tary.

She is now chairperson of the
Board of Awards, which she
explained works like this: Half of
the proceeds from the series goes
to the Ladies Guild [or Catholic
charities, and half goes {0 assori-
ed charities in Farmington, Livo-
nia. Northville, Novi, and Ply-
mouth. ’

“In 35 years we have given
money to 175 charities in the
area,” Mattison said.

Mattison started in 1964 as one
of the three township members of
the Northville Library Advisory

Board. and at one time she was
secretary.

On May 3 of 1994, when the
library's status was changed to
District Library, Frances Mattison

became a member of the Library
Board and also a member of the

Building Committee.

Everv vear in Paris. the top
deslgners and super models stage
the world's hottest fashiion show.
It's calted the “Pret-i-Porter,” and
it means "Ready (o Wear.”

Only this time there's been a
murder and everyone's a suspect.

Against the backdrop of fash-
ion's most glamorteus event,
Robert Altman’s "Ready to Wear
{Pret-a-Porter)” Is a lively send-up
of the fashlon world: a carnival-
tike sprawl and featherlight farce,
complete with sex, greed and mur-
der — three things that never go
out of style.

True to that spirit. Aliman’s
panorama Is a celebration of cloth-
ing and nakedness, It is garments
used as disgulse, as revealers of
identity, as tools of power and as
keys to a mystery.

Alsg joining the party are a leg-
endary ex-"Vogue™ editor (Lauren
Bacall} who's secretly color blind; a
cigar-smoking depariment story
buyer (Danny Aiello) who has a
secret; his happy-go-lucky wife
{Teri Garr) who's a serious shop-
aholic; a TV fashion reporter (Kim
Basinger) who's lost without her
cue cards: and a New York Times
photojournalist {Lili Tayior} who's
always in the right place at the
right time,

Allman. who bothh wrote and
directed the movie, said the idea to
make "Ready to Wear (Pret-a-

Porter) came 10 vears ago when he
visited France to promote his mili-
tary drama “Streamers” and was
convinced by his wife to attend a
fashion show during Pret-a-Porter
week,

Convinced that a movie aboul
the major fashion show would he
fnscinating, Altman engaged in
extensive rescarch, even moving to
Paris to work on the film, and
developed an understanding of the
fashion industry and its distinct
group of “players.”

The fashion industry, according
to Altman, is a lascinating mix of
two very different kinds of artists.
“The majorily of the designers are
your real artists,” he said. "But the

people they associate with — the
magazine editors, buyers, phaotog-
raphers and so on — are pure
hype artists.”

With "Ready to Wear™ as with
“The Player,” Altman’s focus is on
the hype artist. “In this film, |
don’t deal very much with the
designers and their job of creating
art, but the media and ils job of
creating excitement,” he said.
“This film is fashion as an event,
not an industry. It's designers and
the people they associate with —
the friends, editors, celebrities and
critics who come to the party. talk
amongst themselves and spread
the news.”

“Fashion, my friends, is war,”

proclaims "Ready to Wear's™ Kitty
Potter (Kim Basinger), the on-the-
spot TV reporter whose decidedly
down-home commentaries are
heard throughout the film. During
the ready-to-wear, the action in
Paris can be frenzied, comical and
even cutthroat. Thus, in keeping
with the spirit of the week, Altman
chose to make his film a farce.

" think farce is closer to reality
than drama,” he said. “In this film,
farcical things are happening all
the time. Mistakes are being made.
People don't know how to behave
in most situations, so they get an
act, they rely on cliches, they
make big funny, embarrassing
gaffes. People enjoy that.”

Kurtis continues

After winning numerous races,
setting records, traveling all over
the world and earning a measure
of fame, marathoner Doug Kurtis
has discovered the secret of his
5UCCESS:

Chacolate.

Never mind the rigorous train-
ing schedule, the fancy diets or
athletic lifestyle, it's the lttle
pieces of stufl that melts in your
mouth and nol in your hand that
keeps him running.

“A lot of people ask me if ! take
vitamins,” said the former Novi
resident who now lives in
Northville. “I tell them | ecat M &
Ms. I eat chocalate almost every-
day.”

While it isn't likely that many
world-class athletes use candy as
a nutritional supplement, Doug
Kurtis isn't a likely champion. He
didn't grow up dreaming about
winning marathon races or quali-
fying for Olympic trials.

But life, seemingly. steered him
in that direction.

The genesis of Kurtis' career,
which has seen him win 37 races
and set the world record for most
times under 2:20, began in high
school. As a sophomore at Livonia
Stevenson, he was pretty much
like any other teenager.

So when it came time for cvery-
one to do a 10-minute run in gym
class one day, he didn't think
much about it. What happened
there changed the course of his
life.

“] discovered 1 could beat every-

marathoii career

body.” said Kurtis, now 42.

Kurtis' gym teacher recognized
his talent and urged him to try
out for the cross country team the
next fall. By his senior year, he
was an All-State ninner.

“Iwas always sports-minded as
a kid,” he said. " played baseball
and football. I loved sports. Peri-
ed.”

Bui he had never thought
about running until that gym
class.

Even though Kurtis was an all-
stater at Stevenson, he wasn't
offered a college scholarship. He
was able to earn a spot on Michi-
gan State University's cross coun-
try team as a freshman, though.

"We had 11 guys,” he said. "I
was the worst.”

A year of experience improved
his lot as a Spartan and Kurtis
moved up to seventh man as a
sophomere. That's 4s far as his
college career went, however.

Studies and other interests

pulled Kurtis away from cross
country and track.
- "It was tough to compete there,”
he added. "We were always train-
ing, always competing. There was
no secial life.”

But Kurtis didn’t stop running.

Friends at the Mid-Michigan
Track Club encouraged him to
continue training. When some of
the members decided to try the
Boston Marathon in 1974, Kurtis
joined them. .

To that point he had never run
more than 10 miles in a race, He
wasn't sure how to prepare for
the grueling 26 miles of the

high tops

Kids wear them as a fashion
statement and parcents gramble
about the high price tag. But high-
top hasketball shoes may be well
worth the cost for atiteles hoping
to prevent ankle injuries on the
court.

A new study {rom the University
of Michigan Medical Center finds
that high-top athletic shoes are 20
to 30 percent more effective than
low-top basketball shoes in pre-
venting the most common strains
and sprains associated with the
sport. Edward M. Woitys, M.D,,
associate professor of surgery, says
this is the first study to quantify
the benefits of the exira support
provided by high-tops.

"We wanted to {ind out whether
the bracing support of high-tops
stabilizes the ankde in quick turns
and in jumping and landing,” says
Wojtys. “We found that the high-
tops are most effective in helping
the foot and ankle resist force on
flat surfaces, with the benefits
diminishing as the anlke is {lexed.”
At the greatest point of foot exten-
sion - when a basketball player is
in the air with toes pointed - the
hop-top shoes offer no advantage
in injury reduction over low-tops.

Wojtys' team also found that
flexibility, not muscle strength, is
the most significant factor in
reducing injury on the court,
regardless of ithe type of shoes
worn. Sports medicine specialisis
at the U-M suggest that competi-
tive athletes include agility drills in
their fitness routines.

Twenty healthy yourng men par-
ticipated in the study conducted at
MedSport, ihe sports medicine and
preventive cardiology program of
the U-M Medical Center. They per-
formed a series of balance and
flexibility tests on a MedSport-
designed device that measures the
foot and ankle’s ability to resist
foree on a moving surface,

The participants wore both Nike
Air Force Max high-tops and Nike
Air Force | low-tops. The study
received no funding from athletic
shoe manufacturers.

Normal levels of PSA vary with age

Physicians screening patients for prostate
cancer look for elevated levels of prostate-spe-
cific antigen, or PSA. in the bload to identify
individuals at risk for the disease, the second
maost frequently diagnosed form of cancer
among American men. Based on studies of
healthy white men, a P3A level between 0.0-4.0
ng/ml (nomogram/milliliter) has been consid-
ered normal for men of all races and ages.

But a cross-cultural analysis conducted by
Joseph E. Qesterling, M.D., professor of surgery
at the University of Michigan Medical Cender
and the newly appointed head of urology, finds
that “normal” levels of PSA vary according fo
the age and race of the patient. This may lead
to the development of more sophisticated charts
to identify men with early stage prostate cancer.

The study compared the PSA level and
prostate size of 471 white men in Minnesota to
those of 286 Japancse men in the small fishing
village of Shimamaki-mura. All the volunteers

were between 40-79 years old and in good
health, Each patient underwent a detatled clini-
cal evaluation that included a PSA blood test, a
digital rectal exam and a transrectal vltra-

Researchers found that in both patient
groups, PSA levels and prostate size increascd
with age. Put another way, values that would be
considered elevated for younger men are within
acceplable ranges for older men, These findings
correspond with the results of other indepen-
dently conducted studies in the United States
and Europe.

The significant discovery of this latest study
is that normal PSA levels for Japanese men of
all ages are consistently lower than for Caun-
casian patients of comparable age. Ovrsterling
concludes that the difference can be traced to
the smaller average size of the Japanese men's
prostate glands as compared to those of their

lead to a breakdown of the controls that keep
PSA in check.

“This research shows that PSA levels alone
are not encugh to indicate whether an individu-
al should be screened further for prostate can-
cer.” says Oesterling.

"For example, a scrum PSA concentration of
4.2 ng/m! would be considered normal for a 62-
year-old white man. But for a 62 year-old
Japanese man, that level would be elevated.
Dectors have to consider a patient's age and
race lo determine the next step in his evalua-
ticn and treatment ~ and it's up to researchers
to give clinicians the information they need.”

Believe it or not, at least one
group of scientists is working on
the magic formula, a pili which, if
taken over a number of weeks,
appears to improve physical fitness
the same way regular exercise

The drug is stll in the carly
stages of development, and may
prove to be cosily and have side
effects.

Besides, it's casy to improve fit-
ness in other fun ways,

The answer is to make subtie
changes in your daily living pat-
terns. Modify your previously
sedentAry habits by aitering your
attitude and behavior. Increased
activity in everyday living isn't as
effective as a formal exercise pro-
gram, but it still can result in
improved physical fitness and a
reduction in body fat stores.

Think of the staircase as a
source of excreise. It's available to
every apartment dweller and office
worker. One study of at-work stair
climbing denonstrated it to be a
feasihle methad of increasing fit-
ness. [t invalved a three-month
experiment with sedentary men
who had been regular elevator

users. They used the stairs and
were rewarded with a 10 percent
improvement in their cardiorespi-
ratory fitness.

The company also reported that
stair use saved work time com-
pared to waiting for the elevator.

Here arc other simple things you
can do every day to exercise with-
out becorning bored.

» Park your car at the farthest
end of the parking lot and walk ta
the store (How ofien have you
burned gasoline driving around
the Iot to search for a place closer
to the door?)

« Eliminate unnecessary exten-
sion phones in the home. Walking
to a centrally located phone for
each call will add up to a consider-
able caloric expenditure at the end
of a year.

« Walk to work cach day. If this
is possible, park a mile from work
and walk briskly.

* Use a manual lawn mower
instead of a power mower.

+ Walk the dog more often. It will
be good for Bowser, too.

+ Walk the golf course instead of
riding in a motorized cart.

¢« Use a bike instead of the car
for short trips around the neigh-
borhood.

e Walk five minutes in the
evening for each television pro-
gram you watched during the day.
For some people, this may require
walking many miles at the end of
the day.
