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RV parking
rules to come
hefore council

"Don't park it here” is the mes-
sage the Clty of Novi hopes to give
to owners of recreation vehicles.

At least in the front yard, that
is. But Ordinance Officer Steve
Babinchak is expecting an irate
brigacte of RV owners to show up
Jan. 24 at an ordinance review
committee, as the city considers
tightening up its recreation vehi-
cle regulation,

“The people for abelishing it or
tiberalizing it plan on being at the
meeting in force ... I belicve they
feel stronygly about it as their civil
rights or personal frecdom,” he
saidl.

“There's almost a club out there
forming against the ordinance,
RV companics are getting signa-
tures and making efforts to over-
ride it. They fecl they are licensed
vehicles and since it is private

property. it is no different than an
automobile.”

Novi currently requires all
recreation vehicles, as well as
utility trailers and snowmobile
trailers, to be stored in a home-
owner's side yard. This includes
beats and campers. The exception
is when the owner is loading or
unloading the vehicle; then it may
remain In the front yard for 72
hours.

The city does not permit com-
mercial vehicies to be parked in
front,

But the 72 hours leeway makes
it difficult to enforce the ordi-
nance, Babinchak explained at a
City of Novi Homeowners Associa-
tion meeting last week, If the
owner takes the RV out each
weekend, it can remain parked in
the front yard all week as they
unload from one weekend and

Assessment cap has
homeowners confused

Novi Assessor Jim Klausmeyer
is the first to tell you that Propos-
al A has “created a lot of turmoil”
in his office.

What he's hoping to avotd is
similar turmoll in the community
as Novi enters the first year of the
voter-approved cap on property
tax assessments.

With a cap placed on each
property’s 1994 assessment level,
assessment increases can be cal-
culated using three figures: the
market value, a percentage based
on the Consumer Price Index
(CPH). or five percent. The law
requires the lowest of these fig-
ures to stand, which in Novi is
most often the CPlI, now at 2.6

percent, Klausmeyer explained
last week at a City of Novi Home-
owners Associations meeting.

“This s going to be very confus-
ing for residents,” he said.

*What I'm trying to avoid |s
30,000 residents standing at my
counter all in a state of confu-
sion.”

Only homesteaders and other
preperty owners who have actual
assessment Increases beyond the
2.6 percent adjustment to the
1994 cap will be recetving notices
from the assessor's office this
year. The notices will go out in
late February.

These assessment hikes may be
due to improvements to the prop-
erty, such as a new garage or

nomic Development Committee of
the Novi Chamber of Commerce,

“It is this growing synergy
between city hall, the council, the
citizens and the business com-
munity that is the most signifi-
cant trend in Novi today, the real-
ization that to be a “city” we must
enable one another to work
together to accomplish that which
no single component can achieve
alone,” McLallen said.

“Our number one challenge is
how to sustain the quality of life
that brought us all to Novi in the

recalls his
two years
undercover

For two years Novi Police Offi-
cer David Malloy was tied to his
pager. When it went off, Malloy
went to work.

Wherever he was at the time,
whomever he was with, whatever
he was doing, duty called.

*It was the best two years of
police work I've ever done.” he
gaid sitting in uniform in the
basement of the Novi Police
Department. “I was on-call for two
years. I got paged all hours of the
day. We worked some cases
simultaneously and it was not
unlikely to have 10-12 cases
going at once. You're in a fog
sometimes because you're going
day and night.

“Overall it was a lot of fun. 1
already miss the raids and entries
we used to do. I don't miss the
leng hours, but I miss all the fun
that went along with it."

From November 1992 to Octo-
ber 1994, Malloy, a six-and-a-half
ycar veteran of the Novi force, was
assigned to the Narcotics Enforce-
ment Team (NET).

NET is a special drug task force
designed by federal, state, county
and local law enforcement depart-
ments. Officers tagged by the task
force complete a training course
before they enter their two-year

lee fishers in Novi now have
more to rejoice about than their
latest catch.

Under state mandate. the Novi
City Council last week OK'd the
first reading of an ordinance to
repeal its cantroversial ice shanty
ordinance, which included the
daily removal of the structures.

Lakes arca residents who
fought long and hard to get the
city to regulate and cnforce the
use of the shanties find this out-
come rather chilling. They're the
ones who would be left with the
submerged debris to pick up in
the spring, Sarah Gray said. Gray
was president of the Lakes Area
Residents Association (LARA) sev-
eral years ago when it crusaded
for a stiffer ordinance.

“We're tired of cleaning up after
other people - the rusty nails, the
debris and the wood and the bro-
ken glass when people go oul on
the lake and don't live in the area
and don't care,” she said.

LARA president Harry Avagian
said the group will take up the
issue at its Jan. 24 meeting. Four
shantics have already gone
through the ice on Walled Lake,
two of them in Novi city limits,
Avagian said. The sunken struc-
tures pose a safety hazard to
boaters and swimmers if left their
till summer.

“This is an issue that is going
to be under review by the associa-
tion, I'm very concerned. Our
association was on the cutting
edge a number of years ago in
wanting an effective and enforce-
able and reasonable ordinance to
protect us from what's happening
now,” he said,

“It's a travesty. It's almost like
leaving the barn door open after
all the horses are out.”

LARA could ask the city to
adopt a new, less stringent ordi-
nance which would not conflict
with the state's.

While the council has not yet
OKd a second reading which will
finally clear their books of the
regulation, to do so would con-
form with a state law passed in
March 1994 which bars local gov-
ernments from regulating the

rotational assignment.

The focus of the team is to
identify. apprehend, Investigate
and prosecute mid-level drug
dealers. They are trained to act
and look like the drug dealers
they will eventually apprchend.
They learn to walk the walk and
talk the talk, Malloy said.

Malloy spent his two years
patrolling the tri-county area of
metro Detrolt. During his two-
year stint on the team, he was
Instrumental in busting 76 cases
which led to 94 felony convictions

and 23 misdemeanors. Most of
his convictions were for the deliv-
ery of marijuana or cocaine. Sixty
to 70 percent of his caselead
occurred in Novi, he said.

As an undercover agent, Malioy
had to alter his appearance to
gain the trust of the dealers. He
allowed his typical military brush
cut to grow down {o the middle of
his back. He was taught to build
a credible story, one with few
eracks.

“If you told someone you were a
landscaper, you'd better have dirt

under your fingernails. You ought
to not get caught wearing a Polo
shirt if you told them you were a
landscaper.”

“We were told how to build a
cover story, a credible cover
story,” he said.

“We were tested all the time.”

At one point a suspected drug
dealer jumped into MaHoy's car
and tipped the visors down, The
man kept saylng “I know you are
a fed.” Malloy recalled.

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High tech to save
time for officers

spend an enormous amonnt of

time traveling to and from county
offices in Pontiac or Roval Cak 1o
get criminal warrants signed by
prosccuting attorneys, ’
Further delavs can alse he
expected if officers have to take
number and wail in line to see o
prosecurtor. Some days obtaining o
warrant can be a snap, ther days
officers can be tied up at county
buildings all day. ’
The process takes officers ofl the
street, away from their posts, aiud
reduces productivity, saild Novi
Police Chiel Douglas Shacffer.

But now Oukdand County Prose-
cutor Richard Thompson may have
lound a remedy ta the situation.
Thempson has teamed up with
technology gurus from AT&T 1o
design a state-of-the-art 1elecon-
ferencing device that atlows offi-
cers 1o obtain warrants {rom pros-
ccutors without ever leaving their
home offices.

The system requires the use of a
computer, a video cameri, a scan-
ner and a facsimile machine. Here
Is how it works: An officer presents
his or her case to the prosecutors
office through the computer, The
camera allows the officer's picture
to beam right into to the prosccu-
tor's office and vice versa. A two
can discuss the case and chirges
pending via the technology. The
prosecutor reviews the case,
decides the charges and returns
the warrant. Il comes over the offi-
cer's fax machine signed, sealed
and delivered.

Clrcuit judges persuaded the State Bar Association
to reject a committee proposal to unify three levels of
the Michigan judiciary into a single trial court.

The Bar’s Representative Assembly Saturday disap-
proved a year of work by its Committee on Courts in
the 2ist Century by a vote of 51 for and 65 against.

“We'd be making district and probate judges avail-
able to handle a crowded and clogged (circuit) docket,

Instead, the assembly merely authorized its leaders ed.

to negotiate before the Legislature for “improvements

in the judicial system,”

*I supported the reform, and the people in my dis-
trict support it." said Brighton attorney Michael Gal-
lagher, who represents the Livingston County circuit

in the 150-member agsembly.

“There's a reason why a crisls exists in the circuit
court. It's the inability to bring clvil cases to trial
because of a glut of criminal cases. We have two cir-
cuit Judges trylng 30-plus Jury cases a year. When
you look at what time remains for civil, 1t's minimal,”
sald Gallagher, who practices both civil and eriminal

law.

A key proposal of the reform plan was to combine
circult, probate and district courts into a single "trial

court.”

We're not going to have funds to hire more cirenit
judges.” Gallager said in an interview,

A second reason he supported the reform proposal
is that it would provide for full state funding of
courts.

“It's flat-ass broken.” said Muth, saying Gov. John
Engler and an outstate-dominated, Republiean-con-
trolled Legislature are beund to reorganize courts
because there's no money to keep adding judges. The
Bar should make its views known, he said, or else
non-lawyers, politicians and untons will make the
decision.

“The role of the local unit would be severely dimin-
ished by (state) takeover of the courts,” said Qakland
Cirenit Judge Barry L. Howard, opposing the reform
plan. “Nationally, we're going back te local govern-
ment. We (the Bar panel} are running upstream.”

"Wayne County courts are not on a gravy train.”
added Wayne Chief Judge James Rashid.

Probate and district judges, however, backed the
reform,

Stephien Cooper, the new president of the District
Judges Association. said courts need reorganization
beeause “we have a system where courts are played
off against each other”™ The Southfield judge cited a
divorce case (in circuit court) resuldng in a spouse
abuse charge (district court) and a child neglect
charge [in prabate court) - “three courts handling one
case.

“Artificial lines of geography and artificial lines of
jurisdiction prevent us from putting judges where
they are needed,” Cooper said.

Jon Muth, the Grand Rapids attorney who is presi-
dent of the 30.000-member State Bar, argued for trial
court unification hecause “the judicial map of Michi-
gan is like Germany before the Reformation - dukes,
earls, fiefdoms. And cach has a moat around it.

"There is a lawsuit (by 80 outstate counties) for
reimbursement pending before the Supreme Court
now: a decision is expected by July,” said Muth. The
outstate counties are asking $1.5 billion - a sum that
would bankrupt the state.

Besides a single trial court and full state funding,
the Bar committee on 21st Century Courts also pro-
posed:

+ Eight to 12 regional chief judges who would
assign personnel and cases within their regions,
Muth said Wayne and Qakland counties are likely to
constitute their own regions.

* A uniform, coordinated, computerized information
system for all courts.

+ Periodic - but secret - evaluations of every judge’s
performance.

Glen Bonaventura's opinions to
slow growth may have “fallen on
deaf ears” two weeks ago but his
comments about the ethics of the
City Council were heard loud and
clear.

His comments came on the heels
of his request for commission
study sessions aimed at slowing
growth and economic development
in Novi. Neither the commission
nor city staff offered any support
to Bonaventura's plan to stall
progress., But commissioners Kim
Thomas Capelio and Kathy Mutch
recognized the magnitude of
Bonaventura's comments about
the council and tried to soften the
blow.

The planning commission does. It’s
an on your honor thing.”

The commissioner said more
than a year ago, the planning com-
mission drafted and adopted a dis-
closure policy which would govern
disclosure of gifts commissioners
receive from developers or resi-
dents. The policy called for disclo-
sure of anything that cosis more
than $5.

Bonaventura spearheaded the
campaign to get the policy in place
after the developers of the Vie's
Quality Fruit Market sent planning
commissioners, ¢ity council and
city employees fruit baskets last
year. Some commissioners and city
council members refused the gifts,
others donaied them to needy
homes and churches. Some kept
the token gift,

Last year several city council
members received tickets to a
charitable golf outing from a devel-
oper. Tickets were $150 a pop.
Bonaventura sald. A few years
back when Mike llitch purchased
the Fox Theatre and was consider-
ing opening a restaurant here in
Novi, he invited the planning com-
mission and city council to his

grand opening of the Detroit the-
ater.

“The restaurant never panned
out,” Bonaventura said. “But the
developer sent these valuable tick-
ets - and ! say valuable because
you coutdn't buy these tickets any-
where - to the planning commis-
sion and city council.

“I don't know which commis-
sioners went but everybody on the
council went. Is that ethical? I
don't know. If you know a develop-
er is coming before you, should
you accept these kinds of things? |
don't know.”

Bonaventura said he suggested
the policy for the commission in
the hopes city council would follow
in the commission's footsteps.

The council never adopted the
policy. They do, however: sub-
scribe to a disclosure policy which
requires them to disclose property
and stocks they own in the city.

"I thought it would follow
through to city council but it didm't
happen,” he said Monday night.
“We have disclosure statements.
They don't.”

When asked if Bonaventura
believes his crticisms of the coun-
cil concerned him, he said he
didn’t think so. He said he wasn't
affixing blame nor was he pointing
fingers at any one in particular, He
said the problem has and will
plague every council elected
because the council does not have
a disclosure policy.

“I'm not talking about this coun-
e¢il,” he said. “I'm talking about
councils from day one.”

Homeowners want to put
a stop to solicitations

Hate jumping up from the dinner table to answer

Clearinghouse Sweepstakes but just someone ped-
dling subscriptions to magazines you don't even

Frustration with door-te-door solicitors appears
to be at an alf time high tn Novi. With an eye on
providing relief, the City of Novi Homeowners Asso-
ciations has been working quietly behind the
scenes for almost a year to come up with a pro-
posed revision to & solicitation ordinance they'd like
to see the city adopt.

“I'm sick of people coming from God knows where
to our ritzier city and bothering us,” association
board member Dick Zyczynski of Echo Valley
Estates said.

Some association members said they are dis-
turbed three to four times a day in the summer by
peddiers on their door stoop.

The group is hoping theyll ring the chimes of
Novi's ordlnance review committee, which is expect-
ed to look over their request at its Jan. 24 meeting.
Ultimately, all ordinance revisions must be passed
on by the city council.

The restrictions they'd like to see put into place
would not apply to organizations like the Novi High
School band, Jehovah's Witnesses, the Girl Scouts
or people working on political campaigns. explained
Ruth Ann Jirasek, president of the association.
They're taking fire at those who are peddling as a
commercial business and among other things are
seeking to hiking the price of the permit fee from
$25 to $50,

In 1994, the Novi Police Department answered
over 70 complaints about door-to-door soliciting
and issued six violations, according to Lt. David
Butler. Those ticketed were found to be operating
without a permit or were disturbing the peace.

A commercial vendor seeking a permit makes an
application to the Novi city clerk’s office and the

police department then runs a background check
on the individual. Revisions the homeowners asso-
ciation would like to see include changing the
license expiration date from 20 days to 14 days for
both commercial solicitors and changing the hours
permitted for this activity from the current 9 a.m.
to9pm toll am o7 p.m.

They'd also like each salesperson to wear his or
her permit and photo in clear view,

“One person can't pull a permit for 20 people.
Every person soliciting the streets must have this,”
Jirasek said.

Another proposed revision would limit the num-
ber of permits issued in each section of the city to
three per each 30 days.

In addition, they'd like to see individuals under
18 barred from commercial solicitation without
adult supervision. Currently, such a restriction is
not in place. This excludes kids soliciting for non-
commercial purposes, such as selling Girl Scout
cookies.

“I don't think we can say somebody under the age
of 18 can't walk arcund without an adult. That gets
into constitutional grounds,” Jirasek said.

Butler explained that the police can't tickel some-
one for soliciting without a permit unless they are
actually caught in the act.

The city's current 1992 ordinance also covers
non-commercial solicitation such as requests for
money or property to assist charitable, religious,
patriotic. civic, educational and philanthrophic
groups. These individuals also require permits.

Fried added that he's asked the
city administrution 1o evaluate
Oakland County's other criteria for
a landfll to determine if Novi has
any RA land which fits the bill.

If so, Novi might want to recon-
sider its zoning.,

“We think that might cause
prohlems for us in siting kandfills,”
Fried cxplained.

Oakland County’s solid waste
and landfill plan, as required by
Michigan Public Act 641, contains
a provision which would place pos-
sible landfills in areas zoned in

any Oakland community's master
plan as industrial, heavy comuner-
cial, agricultural or residential-
agricultiral.

In o recent Letter o the city
conneil, Novi's eity attorneys noted
that the city shoudd investigate the
issue Turther, betore revising its
master plan.

However, zoning isn't the ondy

criteria the county would look at if

it considered placing a Landfill
here.

The county would need @ loca-
tion of 130 acres or more. Require-

ments include that the land is not
within a major foodplain or in a
wellands, not within 5,000 feet of
an airport and must be served by
an adeguate road system,

State law dictates that Oakland
County set up these criteria tor sit-
ing a fandfill, should the county’s
disposal system be inadeguale to
handle Oakland's waste for the
next five years. This only goes into
¢ffect if the remaining disposal
capacity is less thian 66 months,

In June 1994, Oukland County
updated its Act G4l plan.

[f she does, she'll do a multi-
faceted job. Republican committee
chair duties entail a variety of
tasks including recruiting party
members and candidates. raising
money and organizing all kinds of
party efforts.

"My mission is to get Republi-
cans elected to office,” she said,
“but there’s a lot to that.”

Part of "that” includes marshal-
Ing grass roots efforts to bring
more peaple into the political pro-
eess, she said, and working with
state and national Republican
leaders.

“I'll be going to D.C. a lat, espe-
cially because of pur majority in
Congress now,” Heintz said.

If she wins, her office will be in
Lansing. but Heintz said she'll
commute from her Novi home for
the time being.

sunroam. Also, sccupants of
brand-new homes can look for-
ward o thetr first assessment
potices.

Here's how Proposal A works. 1f
the state cqualtized valuation (SEV)
of a $200,000 home was $100.000
last year, it could only rise this
vear by the rate of inflation o
£102,600 cven if the market value
had gone up five pereent, indicat-
ing an SEV of $105,000 based on
the old system.

However, if the market value has
gone down by five pereent, the
SEV would he $95.000 and that
would be the assessed value used
for the tax rate instead of the
$102.600 figure.

“We have some suhs in Novi that
have gone up 15 to 20 percent. We
have some that have gone down a
little bit,” Klausmeyer said.

Residents still have the option of
appealing either their assessed
market value or the SEV before the

city's Board of Review in March,

Where it gets still more comples
is when a property's ownership is
transferred, The SEV will then
soar up to the market value, That’s
why Klausmeyer and his staff
must still monitor sales in Novi.
That's no small task. He said the
city saw between 1,200 and 1,500
sales in 1994,

The system works like this. Take
two identical $200.000 homes. sit-
ling side-by-side, with an assessed
market value increase of five per-
cent,

One home remains occupied by
the same family for years. They
pay laxes calculated by the CPI-
based assessment increase, giving
them an SEV of $102,600 in 1995.
The house next door is sold. That
family pays taxes based on the five
percent market value increase, so
their SEV is $105,000 this year.

City shanty rule

to be put ‘on ice’ |

The state statute as it applies to
Oakland County does permit local
governments to remove a shanty if
it 1s not pulled off by its owners
before ice conditions are unsafe or
by midnight of March 1 of each
year. The municipality has the
option of storing or destroying the
shanties it impounds.

The law also requires shanties to
be marked on all four sides in let-
ters two inches high. detailing the
owner's name and address.

If a shanty does sink, the state
has a penalty of from 8100 to
$500 and up to 30 days in jail In
addition. the owner can be
charged up to three imes the cost
of removal.

The Michigan Department of
Natural Resources had challenged
Novi's daily removal ordinance
shortly after it was adopted in
1990, but an opinion the depart-
ment requested from the state
attorney general's office had not
come down by the time the new
law went into effect April 1.

“I'm really confused. It togk the
city too long to get working on it. If
they were going to rescind the
ordinance, why didn't they leave
somcthing, Once again, we're
unprotected,” Phelps said. “The
only thing that LARA has ever
asked is that the city enforee its
ordinance. Why is it withdrawn
leaving us high and dry?”

realtty™ lab. Virtual reality is a
three-dimensional, computer-gen-
erated environment which optically
surrounds the designer, who is
immersed in the computer pro-
gram rather than merely using it.

Fortunately, the Board ol Education's
newest members - George Kortlanedt and
Julle Abrams - spoke the words of wis-
dom needed to ged the disirict to slow
down. They advocated public input,
Darned good idea.

On Dec. 13, volers in Novl rejeeted by
a margin of 2 to 1 a $33 milllon bond
proposal which would have built a new
7th and 8th grade middle school for the
district and renovated the existing Mid-
dle School and Novl Meadows complex
into a 4-5-6 grade upper elementary.

There were a number af issues in the
campaign, Among them were objections
rafsed by parents and teachers alike
with the Idea of moving 4th graders out
of the lower clementaries and into a
school with 5th and 6th graders. There
were questions about how much renova-
tion the Middle School/Meadows com-
plex really needed. There was debate
over suggestions the district would be
able to expand ts daycare operations.
And there were complaints about the
process of preparing the proposal for
ballot.

Not the lecast of the points of discus-
slon was over just how much space was
needed and how it was golng to be uti-
zed.

Administrators came back to the
school board Jan. 5 and urged a second
go. They wanted it on the ballol to coin-
cide with the election Oakland Commu-
nity College is holding March 16. To do
that, Novi schools would have had to act
fast. Essentfally, the board would have
had to decide what it was going to do
Jan, 12 to get everything ready In time,
But Kortlandt and Abrams were the
most vocal about thelr thelr misgivings.
Shouldn’t the district have a public
hearing? Couldn't the district conduct a
survey to determine what voters would
support? Not cnough time, administra-
tors responded. Got to act fast if you're
going to be ready for that date. And don't
you think you have a pretty good idea

On the agenda for constderation by the
Novi Planning Commission this week Is a
proposed new ordinance to ban 24-hour
business operatlons in industrial parks
which abut residential property. The
idea has been described by planning offi-
clals as unworkable and unenforceable,
Commissioners have not been enthusl-
astic about it.

But there is public pressure for such a
rule. The idea is coming from Meadow-
brook Lake homeowners and it is a
direct result of last year's unsuccessful
fight by those residents to keep the
Ifiter’ock Corporation from building next
to thelr homes.

Proponernts say the idea is not tc bar
businesses from the occasional late work

by an employee or two, nor to ellminate
the abllity to oceasionally work averttme
when needed. But the residents want to
ban dedicated shifts of workers disrupt-
ing their nelghborhoods at night with the
commotlon of workers coming and going
to and from those factories at all hours
as well as the hubbub of the factory at
work.

We tend to agree the ordinance is not
workable. The difference between a few
empioyees working late and a shift is
going to be difficult to define. And the
difference between occasional overtime

Hoard members appuarently thought
otherwise and declded to delay action in
fts annual planning session Saturday,
Jan. 7 .. and good for them. It is not
clear - at least not to us and we suspect
not to the board either - what voters will
aceept,

As evidence, we'd point to some con-
tradictory Information offered by the dis-
trict about the revised proposal. One of
the most striking features of the new
plan was the revision of grade configura-
tlons 1o the Middle Schoal/Mceadows
complex, The new plan called for Mead-
ows to be changed Into a kindergarten
through grade 4 clementary school, But
in the wake of the December election,
school board President Cralg Foreback
spoke with cerfalmty that it was not the
folur(h grade issue that sunk the propos-
al.

One thing is certain, voters wan't sup-
port a plan that {s not seen to be well
thought out or one that appears to be
ramrodded through. District administra-
tors don't scem to belleve that that was
the perception of the first proposal. They
belteve thelr work with the facilities com-
mittee and their holding of public hear-
ings put them well in touch with voters'
sentiments, But the evidence was in the
vote total.

What the public perceived was a low
key commiitee process too closely man-
aged by the adininistration, which asked
members to consider only Hmited ques-
tions, like bullding usage but not costs
and not curriculum. Then when there
were hearings, most of the objections
and concerns ralsed were sloughed off
and not deait with, Most of the sugges-
{lons for revisions were not constdered.

The board and the administration
don't have {o believe that if they don't
want. But they will repeat it at the peril
of thelr next offering at the polls.

larget the real problems

and regular shift work 1s also going to be
tough to sorl out,

Then of course there (s the matter of
enforcement. Is a city employees going to
go around counting the cars in the park-
ing lot of each factory sitting next to a
subdivision and issue a ticket when
they've been thelr too many days out of
the week, or month, or year.

Better to iry to come up with an ordi-
nance which targets the impact of 24-
hour opcrations on those neighborhoods.
The city alrcady has nolse abatement
ordinances in place. Perhaps such rules
could and should be reviewed with the
idea of Industrial operations in mind.

Perhaps such rules shouid be expand-
ed to include the lghts from the indus-
trial facility and the traffic it generates.

Novi businesses should be receptive to
this idea. They should be cocperative
toward the goal of giving Novi residents a
peaceful neighborhood during the
evening.

This paper has spoke often of the
schism between business and residents
in this town. One of the best things busi-
ness can do to end that friction is to be
good neighbors themselves. And a big
part oi being a good neighbor is to not
wake them up in the middle of the night.

SAVVY.

Of course, stmply asking the question shows they
aren’t. The truly media savvy know what kind of answer
they are likely to get from reporters and eclitors: “No way
bub,” or "Qver my dead body.” )

I nsually pet an argument from the seurce: “Every other
journalist I've ever done an Inferview with has let me see
the story first.” They'll usually cite the names of a fow
well known publications like the New York Times or the
Wall Street Journal 1o impress me,

Usually I'm not impressed. Most often 1 just hegin to
doubt that sources’ veracity, You see, journalism is a
trade, just like any other field, And we journalists tend to
hang around a bit together, going to conventions and
things like that. And when we get together, we tend to
talk about problems we all encaunter, tike sources who
ask to sce stories before publication.

Pve been hanging around this business 16 years now
and T've talked on numerous occasions to other journal-
jsts about this topic. Every journalist I've met has said
their paper has a strict policy against that sort of thing. |
just can’t find the guy or gal whose letting stories out
ahead of publication time. I'd like to. ‘cause [ want to tell
them to quit mistraining all those sources.

Sertausly, there are reasons for not letting sources read
staries early. First, if you do it for one source, you have to
do it for everybody. Even at a little publication like The
Noui News. we prepare a couple hundred arlicles for pub-

lication every week, Most of those stories have two, three
or four sources. The numbers quickly become overwhelm-
ing. Book und magazine authors occasionally can let
sources look over their work, but they aren’t working
under a weekly deadline.

Secondly, there is this thing called “prior restraing” that
journatists have been fighting against since calonial days.
Ameng the earliest battles newspapers had with the gov-
ernment over freedom of the press had to do with "prior
restraint.” Even in J-school, we're taught what a fight it
was to get the courts to suppor journalists publish with-
cut prior restraint. Finally the courts agreed that after
publication their may he repercussions, but they would
not suppont holding up the publication of stores,

But not all sourees who ask to see stories ahead of time
are in the government. Yes, that's true, but there have
been cases in which hapless journialists have let non-gov-
ernment sonrees see a story ahead of time, and then the
source marched inte court and asked a judge to issue an
injunction agninst the paper to block publication. And
then we're right back to prior restramt, aren’t we?

The requeest to see stories before publication, I'm sure,
is borne of i fear that the reporter won't get it right, That
certainly can and docs happen. Reporters are human
affer all. so are the editors who review their copy, with all
the fallibility that goes aleng with that.

So the truly media savvy news sources know there are
a few things they can do fo help reporters to understand
the story. The most important is to be forthcoming.

Reporters are supposcd to be expert question-askers,
it's true. But there are a Jot of questions to be asked and
somelimes reporiers are after one thing and the scurce
wants the reporter know about something else. Tell ‘em.
Somelimes reporiers are as baffled about events as any-
one else. Reporters are expected 1o be experts about a lot
of things, but they can't know everything. So tell ‘em.

The truth is we journalists rely on sources to tell us
what they know about the events that make news. And
there is little hope they'll get it right unless the people
who witnessed the cvent tell ‘em.

Location is everything,

Take a beautiful million-dollar
mansion complete with an
indoor swimming pool, tennis
courts and sauna, for instance.
Put the home in a secluded
woodsy area of Virginia or Maine
and it's worth $1 million. Stick
it on & nuciear wasie duinp and
its value is diminished signifi-
cantly, Put the mansion on the
waste dump, neglect to tel] the
people you sold it to about the
dump and, assuming they'll
eventually figure it out for them-
selves, you'll find yourself knee-deep in a nasty lawsuit.

Well. location in the newspaper business is just as
important. Slip a little friendly {or not so friendly) opinion
or unsolicited advice on the wrong pages of the newspa-
per and you could find yourself sitting in a courtreom fac-
ing a libel suit rather than in front of a computer screen
pounding out stories for next week's edition.

Editorials and columns have their place — on the edito-
rial page. Articles have their place — on the front and
inslde pages of the newspaper.

Meshing facts from an article into a column or editorial
is perfectly legitimate. Reversing the flow, however, by
bounding over the high, concrete wall that separates fact
from opinion can iand reporiers, not 0 mention the
entire newspaper, in a heap of trouble.

Putting opinion in a news slory and passing it off as
fact is not only irresponsible, it's potentially libelous. Bot-
tom line, I assumed this was common knowledge.

That's why | was so surprised to hear that there are
some people who are unhappy with the way [ approached
last week's story regarding the elementary report card
surveys.

If you didn't get a chance to read it, here’s a brief recap:

Some 623 Northville school district parents completed a
survey regarding the new report cards that were imple-
mented this year. The adminlstration presented the
results to the board of education as generally positive,
Written comments on the surveys offered mild to severe
criticism of the cards. Several parents (I'm not sure exact-
ly how many] feel the administration put a positive spin
on the results.

A nuinber of parents are unhappy because the article
focused on their concerns rather than blatantly pointing
the1 finger at the administration and labeling them as
guilty.

Had there been verifiable evidence that there was some-
thing shady going on over at the central offices, i.e. pic-
tures of an official shredding negative surveys or evidence
that they had manipulated numbers (in no way am I sug-
gesting this happened}, then that would have been the
news.

But to point a finger at anyone on the front page of the
newspaper on an Issue that is subject to multiple inter-
pretations would be trresponsible,

I've had people ask me my opinion on the whole thing.
but frankly that doesn’t matier. My job as a reporter is to
present the facts. Based on those facts. individual readers
can make up their own minds.

Parents volcing opposition to a new policy or practice in
the school district Is nothing new. Their concerns are
legitimate, vital and important. Taking a stand on a given
issue is not easy and [ applaud all the parents who strive
to improve the quality of education in Northville,

Being thorough and presenting issues regarding those
concerns in a true light is the job of this newspaper. But
once reporters start making assumptions, they begin to
straddle that fine line between fact and fiction.

Fiction has its place, but it's not in the pages of a news-

paper.

All this programming now is at risk.

Beginning this week, the Labor-HHS
Subcemmittee of the House Appropria-
tions Committee will hold hearings in
Washington on de-lunding the Corporation
for Public Broadcasting. Speaker Newt
Gingrich and some of his allies want to
“rero out” the taxpavers' contribution to
public broadcasting on the stated theory
that the service Is redundant because
commerctal radlo, cable and satellite tele-
vislon now can serve every taste for which
there is "a market.”

Thal's true. They could. But anybody

who watches TV or listens to radio knows
they don't,

Ceaseless in its pursult of the lowesl
common denominator of the mass market.
commerclal TV has falled to devote either
prime time or serfous money to the kinds
of cultural, educational {especlally for chil-
dren) and public affairs programming that
we sce every week on public television,

Commercial radio, at least in these
parts, seems about cqually divided
between popular music {aimed mostly at
adolescents), talk shows (both sports and
politics) and “rip 'n' read” news (l.e., rip
the capy out of the news wire machine and
read it on the alr),

The Corporatlon for Public Broadcasting
received $285 million from Congress for
this fiscal year. That money - 95 percent,
by law - goes back to states and commu-
nities o help fund more than 1,000 publlc
radlo and TV stations around the country,
Including thosc in Michigan.

Publlc broadcasting in America Is a
remarkably successful publle-private parl-
nership, with less than 20 percent of the
total cest paid by the feds, The rest comes
fromt other sources, such as universities,
donations from listeners and viewers, local
businesses and so forth.

In the case of WEMU, ftor example, 50
percent of the budget comes from Eastern
Michigan Universily, 24 percent from lis-
tener contributions, 9 percent from busi-
ness and other sources, and 17 percent
from the federal government.

That doesn't sound like the kind of tax-
dollar-sucking, bloated-bureaucratic-
encumbered government monster that the

Public broadcasting now at risk

Republicans rightly want to cut out of the
budget. Frankly, it sounds to me much
more like a political move to go after the
“Itheral” news media.

If the argument s about subsidtes from
government, [ suspect Rush Limbaugh
owes the taxpayers a whole lot more for
the free (and profitable) use of the public
air waves than Dantel Schorr or Bill Moy-
ers owes. And if the argument {s cast in
terms of market forces, it seems fairly
clear that without government support
{including tax breaks), there would be no
great universities, no public libraries, no
basle sclence. no museums.

In the case of public broadcasting, with-
out government support for CPB, there
will be no more fresh programming that
understands that not everything of great
value 1s popular, not to mention no more
new shows like “Sesame Street” and a
hobbled “aAll Things Considered.” I hope
you share my alarm at that prospect.

The thing to do, of course, is write your
congressman or U.S. senator.

And although he isn't a member of the
HHS subcommittee, Michigan's own Joe
Knollenberg, R-Birmingham, is a member
of the full Appropriations Committee, to
which any bill will be referred.

Acting together
on yard wastes

To the Editor:

1 want to thank The Nouvi News
for pointing out the impending ban
on the disposal of yard wastes.
This Lssue is one which needs
much attention and publicity over
the next several months to ensure
that cities, residents and their
soltd waste haulers are acting in
concert.

As the News indicated, there is
an impending ban on the accep-
tance of yard waste at landfills
which is scheduled to go into effect
on March 28, 1995, The applicable
state law {Act 641) places the bur-
den of ban compliance upon the
landfill operators. Specifically the
law states that the owners or aper-
ators shall not knowingly accept
for disposal solid waste that
includes yard waste. While the
point of enforcement by the Michi-
gan Department of Natural
Resources will be at the state’s
landfills and incinerators, the

responsibility for proper material
preparation will ultimately fall to
the homeowner.

The MDNR is responsible for
enfarcement of the ban which will
be conducted as part of their regu-
lar, periodic landfill inspections.
They expect that the first year of
the ban will involve assisting land-
fill operators with compliance
issues rather than a punitive
approach.

Landfill operators will be able to
keep themselves In compliance by
rejecting solid waste loads that
contain yard waste. Such a prac-
tice will then pilace much of the
burden upon the waste hauler to
refuse to callect such materials
from the curbside customer. Ulti-
mately, the customers will have to
ensure that yard waste is not
included in their regular seolid
waste destined for landfill dispesal
in order to ensure that the hauler
does not refuse to pick up the
material.

Many of the communities in
southeast Michigan and most of
those who are members of the
Resource Recovery and Recycling
Authority of Southeast Oakland
County (RRRASQC) have programs
in place to allow homeowners to
comply with the ban. Residents
simply have lo place yard wastes
in separate, designated containers
to allow the haulers to identify the
materials as such so they can be
taken to a local or regional com-
post facility as opposed to the
landfill, While the City of Novi does
not have a municipal-wide hauling
service, it is likely that each indi-
vidual hauter which services Novi
wilt institute similar pick-up rules
this spring it they have not already
done so. However, since each
homeowner or subdivision associa-

rules and differing costs.

A popular solution to this prob-
lem is backyard composting. Well-
planned and operated backyard
composting can provide homeown-
ers with a clean, viable alternative
to yard waste disposal while yield-
ing a useful product. Residents

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is also worse than ever. The sand-
stone/Vistas project is obviously
not functioning as we had becn
promised it wouldt The sand dam
outward, Shawoeod Canal, is back!
We even have city sponsored and
constructed (no engineering avail-
able) direct run off into the wet-
lands and In to Walled Lake! The
city manager refuses to do any-
thing because the city employee
who put i in says it's OK! So olvi-
ously it must be!

Blight and substandard living
conditions have been addressed by
the Building Department, for the
last several years, Improvement
continues at a slow, but steadily
rewarding pace.

ob Houser
bought a
small bar
and grill at
the corner of Novi
Road and Thirteen
Mile in Novi as an
investment and
called it the Sunset
Grill.

Sounds simple
enough. First there
was a six month
wait for the liquor
license. Then Hous-
er put in TVs, win-
dows, added light-
ing for the stage, a
satellite dish, and
hung speakers from
the ceiling to free up
floor space in the
82-person capacity
building. A new
menu is still in the
works.

Deciding on entertainment was
not as easy. Houser unsuccessful-
ly tried rock n' roll, 2 DJ and
karoake. But the sour notes
Houser struck earlier have heen
replaced by music to the ears.

“Blues was the best draw,” said
tHouser of his decision to go with a
blues format in the fall of 1994,
onc year after he first purchased
the business.

The blues scens has been grow-
ing In Detrolt during the past 15
years, according to Ron Oster,
blues musician and publisher of
The Blues Review .

Most musicians learn the blues
from other musicians, by listening
to records, and going to jam ses-
sions.

“It's mostly learned by ear,” said
Oster. “It's a [eeling, not learned
viote by note.”

There is currently a blues jam
circuit that stretches from St
Ciair Shores on the east side, to
Pontlac on the North, and Taylor
on the south and now to Novi on
the west side.

At the Sunset Grill blues jam
sessions are held on Tuesday and
Thursdays. Musicians sign in at
the door and list the instruments
they play and whether or not they g8
sing. Dan MacNall. the M.C. for &=
the Tuesday and Thursday jam
sessions has kept a log of each the fourth set,
musician to play at the Sunset

since switching to the blues format. Bugs Beddow
played saxophone at the Sunset Grill in October. He
also played saxophone in the movie Hoffa

It's MacNall's Job te ask questions of the musi-
cians who stroll in to determine thelr experience
level.

“One pro fronts each set,” sald Dan. There can be
up to seven musicians in a set and include a vocal-
ist, bass, drums, saxophone, lead rhythm guitar and
harmonica. Seis can be 15 to 25 minutes long and
include three or four songs.

"We allcw musicians to come in and do their own
thing and it just flows,” said MacNall,

A blues jJam session is usually opened by the host
band. On Tuesday. Jan. 1¢. The Sunset Blues Band
opened willy members Tommy D, of Novi, on guitar
and vocals, Danny Emond on bass guitar, Tim Fla-
herty on guitar and Mark Barringer on drums. The
group opened their set with “Tom's Shuffle,” so
called because each musician takes a turn in the
spotlight by doing a solo.
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alentino sang Peepin’ and Hidin’ and play

MacNall puts together the sets for the evening's
jammin’, which {s strictly biues. On Tuesday it's
electric and on Thursday, it's unplugged. “It's our
policy to mix amateurs and pros,” said MacNall. "it's
not like that in other places.”

The next set of the evening included Connie V. on
vocals singing "Pride and Joy," “Stormy Monday”
and “You Can Have My Husband, (But Please Don't
Mess With My Man)."

The musicians hear about jam sessions through
word of mouth, said MacNall.

Amateurs learn from the pros. Sometimes it's not
hard to tell who's a little hesitant, holding back or is
still a liitle self-consclous. One pro leading a sct
motioned for the harmonica player to do a solo and
the harmonica player motioned, who me?

As the first song of the fourth set began, it was
apparent that this group knew how the blues is
meant to be played.

A smaller number of musicians attend on Thurs-
day's unplugged jam session, which is hosted by
Pete "Big Dog” Fretters. On Tuesday, it's standing
room only after 10 p.m.

Houser has noliced a gradual change in clientele.

When Robert Lorenzo became fascinated with
traing asa child he had no idea where it would
take him.

Lorenzo’s interest in the Bessemer & Lake
Erie Railroad began during his vacations in
western Pennsylvania. Lorenzo would spent six
wecks hanging around with his cousins, aunts,
uneles and trains in the Sherango Valley dur-
ing the summer. By the time he was 18 or 19
years old he was thoroughly hooked on trains.

“The inftial spark came from a Lionel train
set as a child.” said the Novi resident, who also
builds scale models from scratch and kits,

Another love Is photography. "Photography
combines relaxatton with nature photography
and taking pictures of trains,” he said. "It's a
good way to ciean the brain.”

Lorenzo pui a lot of things on hold when he
undertook co-authoring Bessemer and Lake
Erie Railroad.

“We wrote off three years of our lives to put
this book together.” sald Lorenzo of the leisure
time he and Nathan 8. Clark Jr. gave up.
Lorenzo and Clark met as tecnagers. Clark
lived in the area where Lorenzo vacationed.

in about 1986 Clark’s job took him to Dear-
horn, right across the street from where Loren-
20 was workirg for Ford,

Both had the same interest in history, trains
and photography so collaborating on a book
which combined their mutual interests secmed
logical.

Bessemer and Lake Ere Rairoad celebrates
the 125th anniversary of the Bessemer and
Lake Erle Railroad Company. Lorenzo and
Clark focused on the railroad in action from the
1950s through early 19490s. The book fakes the
reader ¢n @ color tour of the line from the Lake
Eric harbor at Conneaunt, Ohio southward to
the Narth Bessemer Yard,

“The book is meant to be a tribute to Besse-
mer.” said Lorenzo, who made sure all the
equipment was at its best when photographing,
"My satisfaction will ceme from members of the
rallroad who said we did a really good job,™ said
Lorenzo.

Although Lorenzo had 3,040 1o 4,000 slides
of trains in his personal collection, bhe rhose to
solicit photographs from other photographers.
Lorenzo wanted a hlend of photographic styles
in the book. Several thousand slides came in
from other photographers. Going through all
those slides took about a year. Lorenzo and
Clark then narrowed the selection to 500 to
600. Of those, 216 were chasent for the hook.
The pictures used represent every type of diesel
locomotive the company has, according to
[orenzo,

One of the first things he did was tour the
line. Attention to detail is a top priority with
Lorenzo. He would visit the site of each submii-
ted phota to verify its accunicy. Since over the
years land around where some of the pictures
had been shot had been developed, it was ocea-
sionally hard to verity the pleture, but all were
eventually personaily verified. "My mom won-

dered if I was coming to see her or see the
trains and shoot pictures,” said Lorenzo,

“The photographs were always taken with
safety in mind and with permission.” said
Lorenzo. The shots that look like the photogra-
pher was standing in front of & moving train
were actually taken from a safe distance with a
zoom lens, cauticned Lorenzo.

For the historical information about the
trains and the stops along the line, he went to
the publie library in Greenville where issues of
the Bessemer Budletin from the 1930s throegh
1984 were kepl. Lorenzo read every single
issLe.

"A lot was done by digging and talking to
people,” said Lorenzo.

"About O people from Bessemer proofread to
make certain things we wroie were as factual
as possible,” said Lorenzo.

Finding & publisher was the casiest part.
Knowing that Morning Snn published special
interest books on trains, because he personally
ewned 20, he contacted them first.

Lorenzoe, who is “fascinated with the raw
power of machinery in motion™ has a few last
words about safety. “Don’t try to beat trains
across the crossing,” said Lorenzo. “You can't
always hear a train crossing now days. A
14,000-tan coal train travelling at 35 to 40
miles per hours can’t stop for one mile.”

: . People over 65 are

the fastest growing
segment of the Ameri-
can popuiation, [t's
predicted that by the
year 2030, 22 percent
(55 million Americans)
will be senior citizens.
This sizable and grow-
ing part of socicty has
special dental health
care problems and
needs.

they assume that dental problems are an
inevitable part of aging. But his doesn't have to
be the case. With preventive dental care, daily
brushing and flossing and a well-balanced diet,
people can maintain the teeth and gums in
good health well into their later years.

While most children’s cavities cccur on the
biting surfaces of the back teeth, where food
and bacteria easily collect, most cavities in peo-
ple over 50 occur arcund the edges of old fill-

Warm up properly before

Everyone should
warm up before stren-
uous exercise. A
warmup is especially
important for athletes
and persons with
heart disease.

Many physiologists
believe that calisthen-
ics and warmup exer-
cises prevent muscle
' ' and tendon injuries,
Barry which  sometimes

i occur with abrupt
Franklm strenuous activity.
Several years ago, scientists at UCLA Medical
Center demonstrated that warmup exercise
may also be beneficial to the heart — possibly
preventing serious cardiovascular complica-

ings. This is why it is important to use a fluo-
ride toothpaste, a soft toothbrush and to brush
thoroughly all sides of the teeth at least twice a
day.

I}E people brush their teeth in an organized
manner such as all the fronts first, then all the
backs, then all the biting surfaces, they are
more likely not to miss areas. We also advise
flossing daily and brushing the tongue for
fresher breath. These practices should greatly
reduce the number of cavities around the edges
of old fillings.

Angther type of tooth decay in older adults is
root caries [root decay) and it generally comes
with receding gums, onc of the symploms of
pum disease and age. As the gums recede or
shrink away from the tooth, the roots of teeth
gradually become exposed.

These exposed tooth surfaces are the dentin
of the tooth and are sefter than the enamel and
more prone to decay. Older adults not only
need to brush thoroughly they need to take
special care at the gum line (where the root may
he exposed from gum shrinkage).

To compound things. the elderly often
encounter a condition called xerostomia (dry

tions.

Researchers studied young and middle-aged
men. None showed any signs or symptoms of
heart disease as judged by an electrocardio-
graphic (ECG) exercise stress test. Following
this evaluation, each subject underwent twao
separate bouts of sudden strenuous exercise,
one with and one without prior warmup.

With no warmup, they were subjected to a
sudden intense period of running on a tread-
mill. More than two-thirds showed ahnormal
ECG changes, suggesting inadequate blood flow
to the heart muscle. But when a warmup period
of easy jogging in place preceded the strenuous
exercise, the abnormal ECG changes were often
eliminated or reduced in severity.

Results of the study suggest that sudden
strenuocus exertion may place demands on the
heart that cannot be matched immediately by

mouth), a problem with reduced saliva produc-
tion. This ocetrs as a side effect of many medi-
catlons that the elderly need to take. Dry mouth
can contribute to dental decay in older adults,

Saliva is the lubricant of the mouth that
washes away food from the teeth to neutralize
acids that can lead to decay. It also contains
the minerals calcium and phosphorus to keep
the tecth healthy.

$So with diminished saliva produciion, the
elderly may get more cavities. Again it is so
important to brush, brush, brush, floss, floss,
floss. Also, your dentist can prescribe an artifi-
cial saliva substitute as well as recommend
supplementary sources of {luoride, such as
mouth rinses or gels.

Dental health is a lifelong process, and teeth
are meant te last a lifetime. With consistent
dental care, many elderly Americans can keep
their smiles glowing for years to come.

These findings may explain why sudden
death or heart attack sometimes occurs during
abrupt strenuous efforts — for example, run-
ning to catch a bus. It appears the body takes
time to make some of its complex physiological
adjustments, and one such example is the
increase in blood flow to the heart muscle.
