If y o u manage your personal 
finances the way the City' of NoVi 
hand les its budget, you would 
have banked 27 percent of your 
income in 1994. 

"We've got a lot of money set 
aside." Novi City Counci l Member 
Robert Schmid said. 

Now, the question is what will 
be done with it. 

A t the end of last year, Novi had 
a general fund balance of $2,639 
mil l ion: well over the 10 percent 
figure It aimed for, Which would 
haVe been a fund b a l a n c e of 
$1,036 million. 

T h e c o u n c i l ' s got a cho ice . 
Mayor Kathleen McLaJlen pointed 
out: keep the extra bucks in the 
fund balance, rollback taxes or 
use the money. 

Council Member T im Pope was 
aU for rolling back taxes. The full 
counc i r s View on the topic Will 
become apparent over the next 
few months, as the c i ty hashes 
out its 1995-96 budget. 

Even i f the counc i l agrees to 
rol lbaclc i ts miUage be low the 
Truth- ln-Taxat ion levels for the 
new budget, it's st i l l anticipated 
by the auditors that at the end of 
1996 the city would have stashed 
away a 23 percent fund baiance 
of $2.42 mi11ion. 

Having the cash around i n case 
an opportunity arises might be a 
good idea, said City Manager E d 
Kr iewa l l , giving as a n example 
that the city might wi sh to pur­
chase the former Amoco site at 
Grand River and Novi Road.

The random telephone survey 
nlay be condiicted l)y an outside, 
impartial polliilg firm, said Super­
in t enden t Emmet t L i p p e . Out­
sourcing the slir\'ey wi l l squelch 
any ideas that the school district is 
r u n n i n g a biased, non-objective 
survey, 

"Rather than tlic school district 
having a biased approach we want 
to get someone who looks at it this 
objectively." Lippe said. 

The intent of the survey Is to 
Jlnd cut why residents voted down 
the $ 3 3 mi l l i on bond proposal 
school officials presented to them 
in Deceinber. It is also a tool that 
wil l be used to gauge what schools 
officials may put to a vote in the 
fliture. 

"We want to Icnow what people 
are really thinking about school 
facilities and what they think we 
should do about them," Lippe said. 

In December, schoo l officials 
asked voters to approve the con­
struction of a $23.1 mi11ion middle 
s c h o o l for seventh a n d eighth 

graders. The balance or $10 mil ­
lion was to be used to renovate the 
exis t ing inlddlc school and Novi 
Meadows for fourth tlifoiigh s ix l l i 
grades, The proposal failed 2 to 1. 
One month later, the board toyed 
with bringing a revised bond pro­
posal back to voters in March. The 
revised version kept the middle 
school proposal bli t opted inside of 
renova t ing e x i s t i n g schools for 
foi i r th through s i x t h graders, it 
called for a phased-in construction 
project at the middle school and a 
plan to convert Novi Meadows to a 
kindergarten through fourtll grade 
school. That idea died for lack of 
suppor t and because there was 
not ample time to get tlie proposal 
approved by the board, state and 
county officials in time for the 
March election. 

T a l k a round the board table 
about future bond proposals was 
sparse. Illslead of puisuing a new 
p r o p o s a l schoo l o f f i c i a l s have 
opted to survey the communi ty 
first. 

The Novi B o a r d of E d u c a t i o n 
gave Lippe its nod of support for 
the survey last Thursday . Board 
secretary sanct ioned the survey 
but asked to see the questionnaire 
before the po11ing starts. 

Lippe agreed to share the survey 
form.

The Novi City Coi inci l Monday 
agreed to let Preservat ion Novi 
spend from $2,000 to $4,000 of its 
owil money for research to assess 
the cluster of Fuerst Farm build­
ings for restorabil i ty, docuinent 
the h i s to ry of the site, identify 
grant s o u r c e s and p in down a 
practical use for the complex. 

P rese rva t ion Novi m u s t then 
convince the city council by May 
31 to acquire the land, or the Novi 
school district will rev up its bul l ­
dozers. 

"The Fuers t property is a l i n k 
with Novi's past. We think it repre­
sents w h a t Nov i once w a s . We 
don't th ink we have nlany bui ld­
ings like this in the city," said J i m 
Antosiak, president of Preservation 
Novi, a non-profit group. "We're 
prepared to move within that time 
frame," 

Antosiak added that there's "a 
new sense of urgency," because a 
deal to inove the l i i s t o r i c Novi 
Methodist C h u r c h to The Vistas 
may fal l t h rough , l e av ing the 
Fuerst site as a logical alternative. 

Mayor Pro Tern Hugh Crawford, 
who sat on the joint c i ty-school 
district committee to discuss the 
future of the Ten Mile/Taft Road 
site, said the district may still raze 
the two largest barns on the for­
mer farm, one of which dates back 
to 1876. The distr ict is seeking 
more parking space for Novi High 
School. 

Still, the city could buy the land 
outright, perhaps by using parks 

and recreation bond money, or it 
could work out a swap, Crawford 
suggested. The school district is 
Interested in 50 acres of a 104-
acre Eleven Mlle /Wf\om Road site 
which tile city is in the process of 
acqiiiring for a park. 

"Perhaps they don ' t need as 
inuch (Fuerst) land as they think 
they need," Crawford said. 

Possible uses for the buildings 
Include a youth theater, as well as 
offices for the Novi Cha inber of 
Commerce and other commiinity 
organizations. 

Resident Nick Wagner uiged the 
council not to use any of the $9.9 
million parks and recreation bond 
money for the project, saying that 
the money should be reserved for 
soccer fields, ball d iamonds and 
possibly a swimining pool. 

"Tills (Preservation Novi) is a pri­
vate organization, they should get 
money at the private level," Wagner 
said. 

City Attorney Dav id Fr ied was 
asked to review the millage pro­
posal to see if tile money could be 
l ised to buy a s i te s u c h as the 
Fuerst Farni. 

School officials have said earlier 
they would not sell the land for the 
original cut-rate pr ice they paid 
when it was acqu i r ed from the 
Fuerst sisters. 

If Novi buys five acres Without 
the big barns, tile price is expected 
to be at least $150,000. The full 
e ight acres w o u l d cost about 
$250,000. 

Becky Staab was co-chair of a 
school district committee reviewing 
the Fuerst Farm site. The commit­
tee's recommendation to preserve 
the property and use it for an edu­
cational center was brushed aside 

by the Novi school board. Staab 
urged the city council to help save 
the complex. 

"1 think you ' l l he pleased wi th 
what Preservat ion Novi c a n do. 
There are many grants out there 
available but you can't apply for a 
grant if you don't have anytiiing to 
use it for" Staab said. 

"1 also wi sh the people of Novi 
would understand Iva and Ruby 
F u e r s t . T h e s e two l a d i e s left 
$600,000 to the City of Novi and 
$600,000 to the school d i s t r ic t . 
Unfortunately, they were not attor­
neys, they did not tie their money 
up to preserve their property," 

If a deal wi th The Vis t a s falls 
through, Preservation Novi sug­
gests that tlie city consider estab­
l i s h i n g a complex w h i c h w o u l d 
include the l ibrary, the h i s to r i c 
township hall , the Fuerst farm and 
the h is tor ic Methodis t C h u r c h . 
A n t o s i a k s a i d the g r o u p has 
recently been bil led by H u g h l a n 
Development Company for work 
related to the church w h i c h the 
group had not agreed to finance. 

"1 have some serious questions 
in my own mind tllat we will able 
to reach an agreement wi th The 
Vistas." he said. 

Margaret Schmidt, also a mem­
ber of the now-defunct school dis­
t r i c t c o m m i t t e e on the F u e r s t 
Farm, asked the city to save the 
site. 

"1 voted for the bond issue for 
the parks and recreation program. 
As far as 1 can tell, parks are more 
than soccer fields. Parks are also 
passive recreation areas." she said. 
"Viewing what is happening here 
i n Novi. we need to look at park 
areas not jus t for youth. We need 
to use it for all ages."

Novi school district officials are 
battling over a state-mandated pol­
i cy that requires tfiem to expel 
s tudents who carry weapons to 
school. 

The policy, a mandate requiring 
school districts to bring their own 
policies into compliance with fed­
eral and state laws, was suppo.sed 
to be a(lopted by Michigan public 
schools before Jan. 1.

"Pass tlie bond issue and tliey'U 
build..." 

No one has come oii t and said 
j i i s t that. But the recent $215,000 
purchase of property adjacent to 
aging Wixom Elementary School in 
the Walled l^ke district might beg 
for s l ich a Field oJ Dreams type of 
proclamation. 

The acquired property - which 
Includes the an t iqua ted Wixom 
branch of the U.S. Postal Service 
and a rental housing unit - is now 
ready for school iinprovements, if 
vo te r s on S a t u r d a y , Feb . 4, 
app rove the t h i r d b o n d i s sue 
a t tempt in 16 months . O n that 
day, a two-part proposal, totaling 
$116 million, will be decided. 

J u s t about all that Ixiis Lange, 
the districts director of personnel 
and community relations, would 
say about the acquisition was that 
the .school board "had an opportu­
nity to buy land they felt they'd 
have a use for." 

The decision to buy the parcel 
"went through ro i i t ine ly" at the 
board meeting, Lange said. 

B u t she wouldn't characterize 
that officials now are playing the 
waiting game to determine the dis­
t r i c t ' s next move a s far as the 
property is concerned. 

That, clearly, is what's happen­
ing. 

I f the bond i s s u e succeeds , 
money would be available to con­
s t ruc t a mu l t i pu rpose room at 

iWixom Elementary. T h e addition 
w o u l d be b u i l t on the newly 
acquired site. 

T h e property also wl11 enable 
add i t iona i par1;ing a n d an ade­
quate entrance and exi t to that 
new lot. what With a resident ial 
side street located o n the other 
side of the current post office. 

The Wixom post offlce branch is 
moving this spring into facliities on 
P o n t i a c T r a i l , a c ro s s f rom the 
Wixom City Hall. 

"That's a small campus there," 
said Lange about Wixom Elemen-
taiy as it now exists. "It (the site) 
wi l l reIieve the parking situation 
and we know that, i f the bond 
issue passes, there'll be a mult i­
purpose room put there." 

O t h e r s have sa id p a r k i n g at 
Wixom Eiementary is barely ade­
quate for the school's facu1ty arid 
a l m o s t a joke for a f t e r - s c h o o l 
activities. 

S c h o o l board pres ident David 
Flammer earlier said that Whenev­
er the school hosts "programs with 
a large amount of parents coming 
thi-ough it becomes interesting."

Students for 150 school days w i l l i -
out offering them any recourse for 
alternative ediicaUon. 

Students can also be expelled for 
rape and arson l indcr the wording 
reqiilred by the state. 

If a student is expelled the dis­
trict Is required under tJie policy to 
notify the Department of S o c i a l 
Services, which will arrange alter­
native education. 

The Student may not return to 
any alternative or coinnlunity edu­
cation program within the (listrict. 
Nor can he or she be schooled at 
home in the expelling school dis­
trict. 

"We have no options of how we 
can cdiicate a stiident if they arc 
expelled." said B o a r d President 
Ci-aig Foreback. "The legislators 
have really tied oiir hands on this 
one." 

Board vice prcskient Ray Bycrs 
and Trustee Michael Meyer both 
said they believe tile policy will be 
challenged by the state's Siiprcnle 
Court because it may be a viola­
tion of stiidents' rights. 

" T h i s i s very reflect ive of a 
biased policy," Meyer .said. "But it 
is also rell(xtive of an attitlifle that 
i.s permeating a value in oiir soci­
ety that you either beat it into 
theill (students) or yon put thcili in 
isolatioii. 

"U's a despicable policy in that 
weapons are horrible an(i yet you 
addres s the problem by jus t 
rerlioving it." 

Meyer said the idea of Novi stu­
dents being educated in DSS pro-
graiiis frightens him. 

"Those D S S youth homes are 
go( l - forsaken places." he sa id . 
"They are orphanages for piiblic 

schools. If we start sending our 
students to a place like that vve 
can kiss tllem goodbye." 

Byers sa id i n add i t ion to the 
ques t ion of s t i idents ' r ights he 
believes the policy was written for 
a specific aiiciience outside Novi. 

"Ba.sically this Is being done to 
piinish a certain group of kids, " 
Byers sa id . "It really does have 
strong racial overtones." 

At the meeting, Byers told his 
colleagues he has visited schools 
in Detroit that wi l l benefil fronl 
t h i s po l i cy . He sa id he's been 
inside schools where metal detec­
tors force s tuden t s to toss the 
weapons they carry to school to 
protect them en route, into bushes 
outside the school doors. 

"It's like an arsenal oiit there." 
he sa id . "Sometimes the safest 
places for these kids is schoill." 

Not eve ryone o n the board 
opposes the polity and message it 
sends to kids. 

"I s i i p p o r t this p o l i c y , " sa id 
Treaslirer Stephen Hitcl icork. "The 
illessage needs to get out to kids 
so that they know if they bring 
weapons to sch()ol this wil l hap­
pen." 

Hi tchcock ' s only conce rn was 
that if studellts are being retjiiired 
to live by the policy, employees of 
the school (listrict should have to 
as well. I ' i iblic schools ciirrently 
have no policy in place or before 
they mandating die same punish-
nieilt for emiiloyees. 

"If we are going to have this kind 
of severe policy for kids, why don't 
we have one for enlilloyees'.-'" he 
said. 

Despite their concerns public 
officials aren't going to be able to 

circuiilvent the (lolicy. It is a state-
mandated i lol icy which they are 
obligated to ad()pt. 

Trustee George Kortlandt recog-
nize(i that and trie(l moving tfle 
policy to an action iteiil last Thurs­
day, but the .S-2 vote kept it for 
filtiire discussioils and clar i l ica-
tioiis. 

Superinlendent Fmmel l L i | i i 3 c 
told the btiard lllcy aie nol aloile 
in Jiesitiiting to adopt the policy. 

"There are se\'eral superinten­
dents who say they have had the 
same kinds of conversations." he 
said. "I don't th ink there's any 
rhynle or reason to what's going on 
in oiir society." he said. "NonetJie-
less it's a sad coinineiltarv."

"It's be ing c lo se ly , c lose ly 
watched," she added. "I've received 
one anonymous letter that said 
ossentlally 'it's very offensive, get it 
oiit of oiir coinmunity."

Schwark agrees that the Novi 
store could not c any the chain's 
fiill product line, neither do their 
Wyandotte and Clinton Township 
shops. In Novi, Lover's Lane may 
not have 1)ooks which show bare-
chested women on tile cover in full 
view: a l so s tashed away from 
browser's eyes are anatomically-
correct chocolates. 

Fewer restrictions apply in the 
Pontiac/Waterford and Westland 
stores. 

"We have a litUe bit of something 
for everyone. I think 1'm conserva­
tive in my thinking and the way 1 
raised iny children. We seem to 
meeting a great demand , " said 
Schwark, who's been married 23 
years. 

What Lover's Lane can sell is a 
full l ine of provocative bedroom 
wear, ranging from elegant ladies' 
silks, tan-through bathing suits to 
black leather garb, wi th coordinat­
ed restraints and chains. The more 
adventurous can also anray them­
selves for role-playing as harem 
houris or Las Vegas showgirls. And 
there is no size discrimination. The 
shop has a section for the more 
Rubenesque female, i nc lud ing a 
rack of those black leather corsel-
letes. 

"Being a sensuous woman is a 
state of mind and not of figure 
size. Some women 1ike to dress 
p ie t ty i n the bedroom even i f 
they ' re fu l l - f igured or not." 
Schwark said. "It's nice to be able 

to get the special help yoii (lon't 
have in a department store. A lot 
of woinen don't wear the leather 
because they don't know how to 
buy the leather. That's Ihe kind of 
help you can't get in Hudson's l in­
gerie." 

For the gents, there's a large 
selection of silk boxer shorts, as 
w e l l as s k i m p i e r at t i re .

Breda charged hat their constitu­
tional r ights under Amendments 
10 and 14 had been wolated, and 
ind ica ted that the c i t y was not 
complying with the federal govern­
ment's Title 42 and 18, which deal 
widi gender discrimination. 

T h e law before us is the right to 
work in the manner we see fit," he 
said. 

"It's a question of due process." 
The 14 th A m e n d m e n t to the 

U.S . Const i tut ion bars any state 
from den3ang a person Ufe. liberty 
or property without due process of 
the l aw. The 10th A m e n d m e n t 
states that the powers not delegat­
ed to the United States nor prohib­
ited to the states, are reserved to 
die states. 

While eveiyone but Mayor Kath­
leen McLallen declined to grant the 
variance, the coiincil did say that 
the ma t t e r could be fur ther 
reviewed Tuesday (past deadline) 
at the city's ordinance review com­
mittee, 

"From a l l 1 see. this is a very 
reputable estab1ishment and will 
probably do a l l you say you Will, 
Our ordinance is designed to keep 
things happening we don't want 
happening in this communi ty .

"If there are no problems they 
could continue, i f problems, you 
would immediately be shut down," 
she added. 

Hair styling, manicures, facials, 
pedicures and body wraps in addi­
tion to massages are offered at the 
day spa in addition to massages. 

The intent of the ordinance is to 
keep a den of pros t i tu t ion from 
operating in town under the guise 
of a massage parior. 

"We th ink the o r d i n a n c e is 
drawn properly in the first place. 
The purpose of the ordinance is 
there shouldn't be that kind of pri­
vacy in a massage parlor," Ci ty 
Attorney David Fried advised the 
council. 

Car l Miller, speaking In favor of 
S a l o n Nadwa, also accused the 
council of setting the city up for a 
Tit le 42 lawsuit based on sexual 
discrimination. 

"These young people have 
invested a tremendous amount of 
money and capital to run a first 
class spa organization ... I can't 
picture any lady disrobing and not 
wanting at least a lock in the door 
to protect her from having some­
body walk in on her," Miller said. 

C o u n c i l M e m b e r T i m Pope 
exp re s sed r e se rva t i ons abou t 
c h a n g i n g the o r d i n a n c e at a l l . 
although he said Salon Nadwa is a 
"wonderful facility." 

"One only has to look at what 
the aging communities of Ferndale 
and Royal Oak are going through. 
This is a family town. 1 would be 
concerned about m a k i n g it more 
difficult to enforce the ordinance," 
Pope said. 

"I think they're going to be suc­
cessful. I think they can be suc­
cessful even within the constraints 
of this ordinance."

O v e r t h e 
c o u r s e o f t h e p a s t y e a r , t h e p o l i c e 

d e p a r t m e n t h a s s t a t e d i t n e e d s more 
staffing. However legitimate i ts case may 
be, there are a n u m b e r of other depart­
m e n t s i n the c i t y t ha t a re e v e n more 
severely understaffed. Whi le the c i ty has 
gone t h r o u g h a p e r i o d o f s u b s t a n t i a l 
g rowth dur ing the past five years , Novfs 
staffing hasn't Increased at a l l . 

We're not l o o k i n g to have the c i ty sop 
up that money by Jus t swel l ing the ranks 
of c i ty employees, b u t If more staffing Is 
needed, now i s c lear ly the t ime to con­
s i d e r i t . The d e t e r m i n a t i o n s h o u l d be 
m a d e b a s e d o n w h e t h e r t h e a d d i t i o n 
w o u l d make a s ign i f ican t improvemen t 
i n the delivery o f services to res idents . 

.Also over the pas t year there have been 
a n u m b e r o f s t a t e m e n t s f r o m c o u n c i l 
m e m b e r s tha t t a x e s might have to be 
increased , or at least that the city might 
have to exceed t r u t h in t axa t ion levels. 
Wel l , th i s development s h o u l d b a n such 
ta lk forever. 

There has a l so b e e n a good deal o f talk 
a b o u t o ther n e e d s i n the c i t y .

F r a n k l y , pu t t i ng some of the money to 
p a r k l a n d d e v e l o p m e n t m a k e s s o m e 
s e n s e . T a x p a y e r s a n d v o t e r s have 
a l r e a d y a g r e e d t o a n d i n f a c t h a v e 
a l r e a d y p a i d a g o o d deal o f m o n e y to 
fund the city's p a r k l and b u y i n g binge. If 
some of the s u r p l u s can be p u t to pro­
jec ts w h i c h w o u l d m a k e that l a n d imme­
d ia te ly access ib l e to the r e s iden t s who 
have suppor ted it, it wou ld be a wor th ­
whi l e endeavor. 

Whatever the course , the r educ t ion of 
t l ie fund ba lance s h o u l d have as a goal 
b r i n g i n g the a m o u n t d o w n to a m a x i ­
m u m o f 10 p e r c e n t o f t h e b u d g e t . 
F r a n k l y , we prefer to see i t even lower, 
s o m e w h e r e b e t w e e n four a n d s i x per­
cent . A s we s a i d , t he ci ty Is no t a savings 
Ins t i tu t ion . 

A u d i t o r s l ike to see It higher, bu t there 
Is l i t t l e r e a s o n t h a t we c a n see for i t . 
A u d i t o r s suggest it s h o u l d be there as a 
con t ingency o r for emergency purposes . 
B u t that ' s what i n s u r a n c e is for. A n d we 
have yet to hear o f a m u n i c i p a l i t y w h i c h 
r a n i n t o t r o u b l e b e c a u s e Its f u n d b a l ­
ance Was too low.

T h i s n l o d e l I n c l u d e s s c h o o l 
Improve l l l en t p l a n s for e a c h d i s t r i c t , a 
statewide core c u r r i c u l u m , state proficien­
cy tests, and s ta te-endorsed d ip lomas for 
those who score w e l l . It m a y be cumber ­
some and p rosc l ip t lve , b u t It i s a lso the 
only model now ex i s t ing tha t detai ls Jus t 
how our schools are supposed to Improve. 

The other, a marke t -based m o d e l . Is at 
the core of Gov. Engler ' s speech . The Idea

It s i m p l y Ignores the a c t u a l d y n a m i c s o f 
h o w f u n d a l n e n t a l l y to r e v i t a l i z e a la rge 
a n d very compl ica ted s choo l sys t em. A n d 
w h i l e the m a r k e t - b a s e d m o d e l offers a 
c lear d y n a m i c of h o w c h a n g e Is to take 
place, it provides o n l y p ious rhetoric about 
accountab i l i ty for a c t u a l l e a r n i n g perfor­
mance .

Noi^t News and also l i s tened to 
some of yoi i r comments during a 
t e l ev i sed p l a n n i n g commi t t ee 
meeting on cable. 1 applaud your 
stance. S ince I do not have the 
writ ten comments you voiced in 
The Novi News, please excuse any 
i n t e r p r e t a t i o n m i s t a k e s I may 
make concerning your intentions. 

I have s h a r e d many of y o u r 
views in idle chatter in our neigh­
borhood (Roma Ridge), for many 
years. Since I was new to the city 
four years ago, the p o l i t i c s of 
developers and builders was, and 
sd l l is to some extent, quite foreign 
to the writer. T h u s I didn't know 
how to formally ex])ress my views. 

The previous city 1 lived in was 
Royal Oak. which is as you know, 
a very mature city as compared to 
the newness of Novi, in both popu­
la t ion and age of houses. Royal 
Oak did one thing veiy well; in set­
ting up its city, that is it has more 
parks and public recreation facili­
ties than any c i ty (arguably), i n 
Michigan. 

1 certainly expected attention to 
t h i s i ssue f rom the first day 1 
moved into Novi and, admittedly, 
took for granted that the issue 
w o u l d evolve a n d take care o f 
i t se l f Royal Oak doesn't have a 
n e i g h b o r h o o d tha t I k n o w of, 
w h i c h does not have park l and 
within a few blocks of every home. 

M y point i n a l l of this is Royal 
Oak for al l its maturi ty and age 
had the forethought and wisdom 
to require developers to set aside 
land in eveiy neighborhood to be 
buil t (a major builder was Christy, 
as I recall), as park land for the 
children in that neighborhood. If 
you wanted to bui ld in Royal Oak, 
you had to play by the city's rules, 
that is regarding park land. 

Wouldn't it be great if the Roma 
Ridge Sub a n d / o r the Briarwood 

Sub had a mandate from the City 
of Novi that a one- or two-acre plot 
of land had to be reserved for later 
use for park land (at the discretion 
of the h o m e o w n e r s a n d the i r 
respective associations) right in 
their own neighborhood. It would 
ce r t a in ly give the assoc ia t ions 
something to do besides collecting 
monies which are mainly used to 
clit grass around the sub signs in 
the summer. 

Wouldn't it also be great if the 
developers for future subdivisions 
are required to set aside land to be 
used at the discretion of the new 
homeowners association. A pool? A 
soccer field? A basketbaU court? A 
children's playground? Sound far­
fetched? Look at Royal Oak. 

U n t i l the developers can act 
more responsibly, by not monetar­
i ly i n j u r i n g c u r r e n t r es iden t s 
because of their unbridled greed 
and unt i l the P lann ing Commis­
sion can get out of tlie back pock­
ets of these developers, (many of 
whoin do not even live in Novi), a1J 
future biJilding should cease.

Anyboily can develop their psy­
chic powers according to Novi's 
resident psychics, .Mark An(lrcws 
and Melissa P'redcriliscn. 

"I d idn ' t know that I had any 
ability at aU," said Alldrcws. "My 
dreams always came tnlc (whicn I 
was growing l ip) . I didl i ' t believe In 
any of tills. I was totally against it. 
I Jiist blew it off" 

It was after a visit to a psychic 
that Andrews began to wonder if 
there wasn ' t something to this 
psychic biislness. 

"I had met Joseph Tiille. who is 
a psychic." said Andrews, "and he 
told nle a few things aboiit my life 
and 1 knew he was right." 

Tlille had been recominended to 
Andrews 1)y friends as the psychic 
to see if he wanted a real reading. 
At the time Andrews saw Tiille, he 
had been working in a filter facto-
i y in Illinois for 11 years. One day, 
Andrews was sick and couldn't go 
to work. He told his girlfriend to 
call in sick for him. Andrew's girl­
friend did call into work, but was 
not aware at the time that the 
company had two plants, and she 
h a d c a l l e d the wrong p l a n t . 
Andrews' boss never got the mes­
sage and Andrews lost his job. 

Tu l l e h a d predicted A n d r e w s 
Would lose his Job during the pre­
vious psychic reading he did for 
Andrews. Tulle also told Andrews 
he would be doing psychic healing 
all over the worid. 

It was e n o u g h to c o n v i n c e 
Andrews to study under Tulle four 
years ago and to pursue channel­
ing and healing full time. "He taught me to see spir­
its and to talk to spirits," said Andrews. 

"The ve ry f irst t ime was very s t range," said 
Andrews of his first 1esson. Tulle laid a regular card 
down on the table. Andrews knew immediately that 
It was the King of Diamonds. Tulle asked Andrews 
what the card was. ' I laughed and said King of Dia­
monds," said Andrews. "He smacked me on the head 
and said no. look Into that card and tell me what 
you see. 1 looked into that card and that card started 
talidng to me," said Andrews. Tulle told Andiews to 
come back the next day a n d he'd teach him how to 
read cards. 

"1 thought this guy is really going to take me for a 
ride. 

"He taughit me to understand, how to fociis. I 
didn't know that I had any ability at all." From then 
on. Andrews said, he started hearing voices and the 
spirits started coming to talk to him. 

"It scared me the Veiy first time the spirits came 
and talked to me," said Andrews. 

"I would wake up i n the evenings and they would 
be taiking through ine and I'll sit iip and start doing 
prayers and different things," said Andrews of his 
first channeling experience. "I talk like an Indian 
and 1 don't know what fm saying but I understand 
when 1 wake up."

Andrews has several guides, or spirits which direct 
him in his readings and healings. One of the Indian 
guides is Fool's Crow, another is a Sioux medicine 
man. 

The spirits are using him as a channel because 
they want to work through h i m . "They do al l the 
healing," said Andrews."! am nothing." 

Andrews does readings, healing and exorcisms. 
"We do exorcisms all the time on people and hous­

es," said Andrews. "I've been literally picked up off 
the ground and thrown across the room." 

In middle of Januaiy , Andrews was called in to 
help a family whose home had been invaded by spir­
its. The family was put in touch with Andrews who 
evalilated the home and family members to verify 
that what vvas happening was really spirits. He per­
formed a three- or four-hour cleansing of the home 
and the family has since been free of problems since. 

Andrews works at Heart L igh t in Plymouth on 
Thur sdays doing readings in the afternoon and 
teaching a psychic development class in the evening. 
"1 had a woman who came into Heart Light and she 
had a disfiguration on her body," said Andrews. 
"When 1 do a healing these different Indians come 
witl i in in me and they do different ceremonies. This 
was a snalce healer and he bit her with a snake on 
that spot. That spot sh i i i nk down to nothing and 

turned white and there was no more cancer. She 
had Just been to the doctor a couple weeks before 
that who said she had cancer." 

"Anyone can develop psychic abilities. The gifts are 
just different per person." said Andrews. "A lot of 
people are healers. Almost anybody can be clairvoy­
ant and know things with their awareness. They can 
open their awareness. 

"The problem with opening the awareness is tllat 
if you cannot accept what you've opened up, you can 
have a mental problem. To know that there is a 
spirit sitting beside you, and know that and you can 
feel that and you may be able to see that, you need 
to understand that." 

"You can do it on your own." said Melissa Fred­
eriksen, "There are books, but it's easier i f you see 
somebody. You can do some stuff back and forth." 

For Frederiksen the realization that being psychic 
is her destiny came as a relief 

"It's one of the only things I enjoy doing as a job." 
Frederiksen said. "It just fit. It feels really natural. 
After you fight something for so long, it's a relief (o 
finally realize what you're supposed to be doing." 

Frederiksen said her psychic abilities go back to 
childhood. "I could see auras (the colors around peo­
ple) blatantly," she said. Frederiksen. like Andrews, 
had dreams as a child that would conle true. 

"I co i i ld hear spir i ts w a l k i n g 
arouild becaiise wc livT(l i i l an old 
farin house when I was real little," 
she sakl. "The owner of the hoiise 
1la(i a heart attack and I could 
hear hi in wa lk ing around and I 
woiikl tell niy mom and she would 
say. 'Oh no. it's woodpeckers.'" 

"It wasn't just nle. she said. "My 
sisters heard things in the barn 
too." 

Freder iksen plans to go into 
busi i less for herself, but in the 
nieantinle she is employed as a 
legal clerk for a law firnl and siilce 
June has been doing readings part 
Lime. 

This past summer Fre(lerikseil 
practiced tinder a psychic as part 
of a 10-week j i rogram. "It 
increased iny ability tieinendous-
ly." .she said. "I was reading and 
meditating almost every night. I 
worked on it hard. It's constant 
yoli can never stop to improve and 
gain more ability." 

Frederiksen doesn't use cards. 
She is clairaudient and clairvoy­
ant. She uses the energy which 
su r rounds the person who has 
conle to her for a reading. If neces­
sary she win feel the energy from 
h a n d w r i t i n g or touching finger 
t ips."Most of the tiine 1 haven't 
had to use either handwriting or 
touching fingers," she said. 

"1 don't read minds," she said of 
the misconception that psychics 
can read people's minds. "I can't 
tell you what yoii're thinking." 

If a person is thi-owing energy 
toward an idea, i l inakes Frederik-
sen'sjob easiei-. 
Recently her brotlier had his VCR 

stolen and asked her to come in and see if she could 
find anything out. T h e y (the thieves) were friends of 
somebody who had been at the house." said Fred­
eriksen. 

"I could see them sitting on the couch playing widi 
the TV." she said. "I heard a noise and think that's 
why they left." 

"Some people crave psychic help, they enjoy it. 
they need tlie guidance." said Andrews. "A psychic 
shoii ld never keep someone coming to them all the 
time, they need to giiide their lines and show them 
the way, don't tell them which way to go because 
that's not spiritiially right either." 

Frederiksen and Andrews both agree that their job 
is to show a person what's coming in life and then 
it's the individual's choice what to do with the infor­
mation. 

"They need to do their own work." said Andrews. 
"Vou don't need to be doing their work for them, or 
they're not growing."

Sixty-six years jifter his retire­
ment, he still holds the recorii for 
most career runs score(l (2.245) 
and highest lifetime batting aver­
age (.367). 

Cobb was miich more than a 
brilliant and troubled baseball 
player. The son of a scholar and 
Georgia State Senator, he was a 
man Who dined With presidents, 
hunted with Hemingway and 
swapped stock tips With masters of 
finance, lie was driven not merely 
by a passion to succeed but to 
dominate in every endeavor.

; maker's childhood in Santa Bar­
bara. "'My Life in Baseball' by Ty 
Cobb with Al Stiimp was the first 

ihardback I ever bought with 
^^money I earned from moving 
lawns." said Shelton. "When I read 
the book, I thought it was great, 
but 1 had a vague notion that there 

...jWas more to the story. Then. 
; around 1980, 1 saw an article writ­
ten by Al Stump. It told about a 
Cobb that Wasn't in his book. 

"The first book was about a 
great hitter and darillg base iiin-
ner — it was a baseball book." 

continiied Shelton. "The second 
story was about a reckless, incor­
rigible inan who was refusing to 
(lie (niietly. And 1 thought about 
the writer who had written both 
veisions of a truth." 

Cobb was breaking records on 
the (liamond in all age when the 
media made sports heroes in the 
mold of legends of the Old West: a 
champion of good facing his neine-
ses with a Louisville Slugger 
instead of a Colt .45. Still, it Was 
commonly known that Cobb's per­
sonal traits included bigotry, 
misogyny and an uncontrollable 
temper 

"Cobb was among the first 
sports sliperstars, the first sports 
millionaires," noted Shelton. "He 

fought for players' rights. He sup­
ported several old ballplayers who 
went broke, and he did it anony­
mously. Yet most of his rages were 
public and defied any sense of 
•pubhc relations.' His whole lii'e. he 
didn't care What people thought 
about him. Yet, facing death, he 
seemed to care too much. 

There is something unlulowable 
about Cobb, something about him 
that won't let anyone get too close

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ChJcI<enpox can be serious for chiIdren

Chlckenpox is a highly contagious childhood 
illness seen this time of year. 

Chicken pox are: 
• Multiple small, red bumps that become 

thin-walled water blisters: tllcn cloudy blisters 
or open sores: and finally dfy, brown crusts (all 
within 24 hours) 

• Repeated crops of these soies for four to five 
days 

• Sores or crusts that are usually less than 
one quarter of an inch across 

• A rash on all body surfaces that usually 
starts on the head and back 

• Sores in the mouth, eyelids and genital area 
• An accompanying fever (unless the rash is 

mild) 
• Evident after exposure to a child with chick-

enpox 14 to 16 days eariicr. 
Chickenpox are caused by exposure to a 

highly contagious virus. New eruptions contin­
ue to crop up daily for four to f̂ ve days. The 
fever is usually the highest on the third or 
fourth day. 

Children start to feel better and stop having a 
fever once they stop getting new bumps. The 
average child gets a total of 500 chickenpox 
sores. 

Chickenpox rarely leave permanent scars 

unless the sores become badly infected with 
impetigo or your child repeatedly picks the 
scabs. Normal chickenpox, however, can leave 
temporary marks on the skin that take six to 12 
months to fade. One attack usually gives life­
long immunity. Very rarely, a child may have a 
second mild attack. 

To prevent the sores from becoming infected 
with bacteria, trim your child's fingernails 
short. Also wash the child's hands with an 
antibacterial soap (such as Dial or Safeguard) 
frequendy during the day. If you have a young 
baby who scratches badly, you may want to 
cover the hands with cotton socks. 

Children with chickenpox are contagious 
until all the sores have crusted over, usually 
about six to seven days after the rash begins. 
To avoid exposing other children, try not to take 
your child to the physician's office. If you must, 
leave your child in the car with a sitter while 
you check in with the office receptionist. Your 
child does not have to stay home until all the 
scabs come off (this may take two weeks). 

Most adults who think they didn't have 
chickenpox as a child actually had a mild case. 
Only four percent of adults are not immune. If 
you lived in the same household with siblings 
who had chickenpox, consider yourself protect­
ed. Siblings will come down with chickenpox in 
14 to 16 days. The second case in a family 

always has many more chickenpox lesions tllan 
the first case. 

Call your doctor's office iinmedlately if: 
• Your child develops red, tender skin 
• Your child develops a speckled, red rash 
• Your child becomes confused or difficult to 

awake 
• Your child develops trouble walking 
• The neck becomes stiff 
• Breathing becomes difficult or fast 
• Vomiting occurs three or more times 
• Bleeding occurs into the chickenpox 
• Your child starts acting veiy sick 
Call your doctor's office witliin 24 hours if: 
• The scabs become larger 
• The scabs become soft and drain pus (note: 

use an antibiotic ointment on these scores until 
your child is seen by a physician) 

• The fever lasts more than four days 
• A lymph node becoines larger and more ten­

der than others 
• The itching is severe and doesn't respond to 

treatment 
• Your child begins ha\ring severe pain when 

urinating 
• You have other concerns or questions 

T?iis column is coordinated by Peg Campbell 
and tlie stajf of the U-M Health Centers.

'Active rest' can help reduce fatigue

Sometimes after sh-enuous exercise, you may 
feel not just fatigued, but exhausted. Paradoxi-
ca1 as it seems, light exercise at this point can 
actually reduce fatigue better dlan passive rest­
ing. 

Research suggests that an "active rest" when 
you're feeling fatigued will revitalize you faster 
than plopping down motionless. In the early 
1900s, scientists discovered that after fatigue 
Was produced in a subjects arm by strenuous 

exercise, the arm recovered faster if the other 
arm or the legs continued exercising rather 
than resting. 

Several years later, it was shown that when 
the post-exercise activity was "moderately" 
intense, the fatigued muscles recovered faster. 
But when the activity was "too" intense, recov­
ery was delayed. 

Physiologists have now shown that rhythmic 
physical activity immediately after exercise 
helps to remove and utilize the waste products 
of exercise metabolism - specifically a body 

chemical called lactic acid. High levels of lactic 
acid cause muscle fatigue. Thus, if your blood 
circulation remains increased, removal of lactic 
acid is enhanced, and you recover faster and 
more comfortably. 

In contrast, if you stop moving immediately 
after vigorous exercise, there is no muscle 
pump action to send blood back to the heart. 
Blood may become trapped in those muscles 
which have stopped moving - particularly the 
legs.
