The spring session of the Lakes
Arca Citizens Police Academy will
g0 ont as scheduled despite Novi
Police Chief Douglas Shaeffer's
decision Tuesday to pull the plug.

Shaeffer said City Council's
concerns about the costs of the
program prompted him to with-
draw from the March 2 academy
untll eouncil's concerns could be
addressed in the city's budget
hearings. But the chief said a
Wednesday morning consultation
with Mayor Kathy McLallen and
City Manager Kriewall changed
his mind.

“We are going ahead with it as
schieduled and we’ll work out the
costs in the budget hearings,” the
chief said.

McLallen said she and Kriewall
urged Shaeffer (o reverse his decl-
sion hecause they recognized the
value of the program. She said
the concerns raised by city coun-
cll should have curtailed the
spending, not the program itself,

“The program shouldn't be
jeopardized for financtal controls
that could be put in place imme-
diately.” she said Wednesday
maorning. "No one spoke about the
validity of the program, just the
financlal management of it.”

Council concerns were raised
after councilmen Joe Toth discov-
ered how much the academy was
costing the city of Novi. Toth
requested a true accounting of
the program in December. He
received an estimated cost analy-
sis in January which raised more
eyebrows when the estimate came
in over $7,200.

Shaeffer nearly pulled Novi out
of the cooperative program with
the Wixom and Walled Lake police
departments Tuesday after the
Novi City Council declined to tell
him Monday whether to proceed
or withdraw.

In response to the city’'s con-
cern about the expense of the
program, Shaeffer has requested
an itemized accounting of the
costs Novi paid to participate in

the two academies held last year.

The Lakes Area Citizens Police
Academy is a joint venture of the
Novi, Walled Lake and Wixom
police departments. The 10-week.
three-hour sessions were paid for
and taught cooperatively between
the three law enforcement agen-
cies.

A Detrolt cop was so peeved
about her arrested trip to the Novi
Expo Center over the past week-
end that she took the night off
work Monday to fire off a warning
about traffic safety,

“The situation when 1 got here
was such a safety problem 1 was
amazed,” Mary Yeager said as she
described to the Novi Clty Councll
her Sunday attempt to visit the
Spring Home and Garden Show
here,

She wasn't the only one with a
complaint. For the third year in a
row. the popular four-day event
sponsored by the Builders Associ-
ation of Southeastern Michigan
drew thousands and had local
residents clenching their teeth
over the traffic,

Yeager says It took her 40 min-
utes to travel the 1.6 miles from I-
96 to the Big Bey Restaurant.
Traffic was backed up on the free-
way from the exit ramps and she
witnessed four near traffic acci-
dents. Unable to enter the Expo
Center from Novi Road due to the
snarl, she went to Novi Town
Center and cut across. That took
another 20 minutes.

Once Yeager was in the Expo
parking lot, she cruised up and

parking spot. Finally, she asked
for her parking fee back and left
without seeing the show. This
was at about 3:10 In the after-
noon, when visitors were also
seeking shopping opportunities at
Twelve Oaks Mall.

“This presents a serious safety
hazard. I can’t imagine what
would have happened at the Expo
Center if there had been an emer-
gency. As a police officer for bet-
ter than 20 years, I was appalled.
That traffic was beyond the fine
capability of the Novi police
department to control. [ left with
a bad taste in my mouth,” Yeager
added.

The Detroit resident saild she
took a night off to warn Novi's city
council about the danger: *I felt
this was important encugh.
You've got a wonderful eity. It's a
shame to leave it with a black eye
like that.”

Andris unveils plans for Walled Lake eatery

City council approves resort
liquor license with one
suit appeal is still pending

With a 1988 lawsuit almost as
cold as yesterday's leftovers, plans
for a Greek restaurant on East
Lake Drive are moving ahead.

In 1988, Ted and Elane Andris
and Myrna Romain sued the city
for the rght to build their eatery,
Port Papadapalls, on the shores of
Walled Lake. Menday, John Carlin,
attorney for the three, assured the
Novi Clty Council that the busi-
ness will be bullt on a site across
the street from the lake.

*The restaurant will be where
the Planning Commission
approved it,” Carlin said.

Without exactly shouting Opa,
the Novi City Council did give its
biessings for a twelve manth
Resort Class C license. The
license, which does not come out
of Novl's own quota, is distributed
by the Michigan Liquor Control
Commission to businesses which
encourage economic development,
provide jobs and have an invest-
ment of greater than $1 miflion.
Lecal approval s needed,

The application indicates that
Port Papadapalis will provide local
residents will authentic Greek cui-
sine similar to that served in

Detroit's Greektown.

The proposed Port Papadapalis
would have a vaguely-nautical
locking exterior, with porthole-
shaped windows ¢n a portion of
the building. Diners would have a
view of the lake. Final site plan
approval for the building is in
effect through March 1995,

Romain and the Andrises had
hoped to have the restaurant
directly on the shores of Walled
Lake, but this rezoning reguest
was nixed by Novi in 1986. The
three then sued the city and lost at
the Oakland County Circuit Court
level in 1994. The Michigan Court
of Appeals denied one appeal
hrought hy the plaintiffs; a second
appeal is still pending before the
high court.

“The property as far as we're
concerned is not in litigation,” Novi
City Attorney David Fried said.

Theadore Andris is a lawyer,
restaurant owner, former Detroit
Public Schools teacher and former
Assistant Michigan Attorney Gen-
eral. He and his wife Elane, who
has helped him in the restaurant
business, live In West Bloomfleld.
Farmingten Hills resident Romain
worked as a registered nurse
before becoming a homemaker.

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City moves on Main Street bonds

While it doesn’t mean they've
approved a special assessment
district {SAD) for Main Street, the
Novi City Couneil did agree to pub-
lish an intent to sell bonds for the
landscaping of the ring road pro-
ject.

Residents who seek to stop the
sale of up to $1.7 million in bonds
for amenities such as streetlights
and trees now have 45 days after
the notice is published in The Nou
News to petition for a referendum
election. Approval of the intent is
part of a timetable for Main Street
which would, if not disrupted, per-
wit construction of the road this
spring.

Council Member Tim Pope ques-
tioned the timing of the naotice of
intent, pointing out that it's harder
for restdents to circulate a petition
for a referendum election in cold

*I do not have a political mind.
That was not my intention,” Novi's
bonding attorney Dennis Neiman
said. :

To clarify his position, Pope
explained later that: "I did not
advocate a referendum. It would
be a ridienlous argument (o make
that trees should go to a referen-
dum.”

The council did not actually
approve (he sale of these bonds or
a sccond series of over $1.83 mil-
lion which would be used to actu-
ally build the ring road.

If the SAD is approved, the cily
is expected to issue Michigan
Transportation Fund Bonds for the
road construction, These tax-free
bonds, which are not subject to a
referenduin election, would pro-
vide a financial savings to the
Main Street developers. The street
landscaping does not qualify far
this kind of bonding.

Big Bucks
to fix road

Most public officials bouast that
the public likes their work. Not
Michigan's road officials. They're
using bitter letlers of complaint
from non-residents and former
residents saying the roads "are the
worst 1 have ever seen ... absolute-
Iy ridiculous.”

“They're bad, and thev're getting
worse,” agreed Brent O, Bair, man-
aging director of the Oakland
County Road Commission. daring
a Channet 7 Spollight progran last
Sunday. "They're some of the
worst in the nation.”

Bair and the County Road Asso-
ciation of Michigan {CRAM)] are
asking an $80G0 willion per year
transfusion of new money into
state, county and municipal reads
and bridges that they say are hin-
dering job growth and wrecking
cars.

Since the last month, CRAM has
been on the muscle with legisla-
tars, and this week many cable TV
stations will carry a 22-minule
video entitled “What is Wrong with
Michigan?” The title comes from a
complaint letter from an Auburn
Hills woman who has lived in
Floricta and Kansas,

Politicafly, however, the joby isn't
as easy as adopting CRAM's tax
hike program: raising the 15-cents
a gallon fuel tax by 12 cents, rais-
ing the 15-cents diesel tax by 15
cents, eliminating the six-cents
“discount” for trucks and commer-
cial vehicles using diesel fuel, and
jacking up license fees,

Currently those taxes and lees
are yielding about $1.2 billion,
CRAM's proposal, if adopted
intact, would raise the take to
about $2 billion.

But the so-called Headlee
amendment to the state constitu-
tion limits total tax collections to
about 9.46 percent of total
incomes. Already, Treasury offi-
cials are saying the state is
exceeding that limit. Politicians are
scrambling to cut taxes. Little leg-
islative action is likely this fiscal
vear, which ends Sept. 30.

Even then, John Engler, the
most politically potent governor
Michigan has seen in at least two
generations, is saying he'll support
a five or six cents increase ~ not 12
or 15.

“Five or six cents won't allow us

" to do much,” said Bair. “If we'd
- increased the gas tax a penny a

needed

year beginning in 1984, the last
time it was raised, we'd be at the
12 cents now.” In the mid-1980s
the Road Commission said Qak-
land roads were $750 million
behind: today Bair says the back-
log is $1.5 billion.

“That number comes from 58
separate meetings with local offi-
cials.” Bair added. “About $1 bil-
lion of that is capacity improve-
ments due to the congestion on
Oakland roads.”

Oakland is seeking an adjnst-
ment in the formula by which
coundy road money comes from
{he state treasury to favor urban
counties, That, too. is pending.
“The northern road commissions
suid yes, we recognrize you're a
donor county,” Bair said,

License plate fees have been
increased. but the culprit, Bair
sald, is more fuel-efficient cars. A
1984 Fard Crown Victoria traveling
12,000 miles a year generated
$106 in fuel tax revenue. Today a
‘94 model gencrates $86.

Engler's “Build Michigan™ bond
fssite expires Sept. 30. That pro-
vided county roads with the equiv-
alent of two or three cents of the
fuel tax. So an increase of 5 cents
a gatlon, Bair said, provides coun-
ties a net of only three cents,

“We're clearly going to ask truck-
ers to pay more for the roads they
rely upon,” said Bair. CRAM is
asking a 50 percent {ee increase
from heavy trucks. which it
blames for 95 percent of all high-
way damage. Bair said trucking
interests agree that “if the money's
going into the roads, they'll pay it."

On other questions, Bair said:

+ The Road Commission can say
nothing about urban sprawl -
such as fast subdivision growth in
Milford Township requiring more
roads than his agency can afford.
"We are simply saddled with it. We
haven't caught up yet, obviously.”

s FAST-TRAC, a federal demon-
stration project for traffic signals
in Troy, has been highly unpopu-
lar with drivers because cameras
and timers don't work. "We've had
technical problems with detection,
but we're working those out. That's
part of the demonstration. It's a
learning process.” It will be
expanded as federal funds permit.

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Council supports academy, but questions the costs

As far as the Noevt City Couneil
was concerned Monday, the futare
of the Likes Area Police Academy
will Le determined in its sprning
budgel mectings.

Meanwhile, a troop of citizen
graduates turned out Lo root for
the academy.

“We've all heard of erimioals
wreaking havoe in the strects
while ordinary cilizens stand Dack
and wateh. Novi could be o role
modei for a real erime control solu-
tion ... $7.({K) per year s nothing
compared to the dividends this
progrun is going to pay the com-
munity,” secomd session alumnus
Chris Shultz saidd.

Most couencil membhers agreed
the program was good; where they
parted ways was on the price tal
The two 1994 academy sessions
cost up to $7.228, Police Chief
Douglas Shaeffer said, or 344 per
each of 21 students,

*These figures are to me
extremcly high, extremely costly.
For us to do it for everybody in the
city would cost $14 million. Quite
frankdy, we don’t have the man-
date ... lo spend that money on
public relations,” Council Member
Jaseph Toth sald.

“The real, serivus problem I have
is that this program went on for
about a year and nobody knew
what these costs were until |
called.”

Shaeffer came to the council
with a serles of proposed cuts

which would bring down the per
student rate 1o anywhere from $96
tr $168 per stodent. The costs of
the academy are split hy Novi,
Walled Lake and Wixom, with
Novi's Biggest expense coming
from overtime costs to the police
personned conducling the acade-
my.

Council Members Caral Mason
and Rob Mitzel suggested that per-
haps some fee could be assessed
the individuals who enroll in the
academy, which had o waiting list
for its March term,

Council Member Robert Schinid
wondered if the academy sesslons
could be shortened to five weeks,
to get more residents enrolled,

"A 10-week academy is pretiy
intensive. You could almost have a
mini-officer whena you get done
with that,” he saicl.

Toth agreed that the academy is
a “great” concept. But he's not
likely to vote in favor of it during
the upcoming hudget hearings.

1 cannot support this program.
The only thing we missed on this
program is having limousine ser-
vice to pick everybody up,” he
ardded.

Shacefler told the council he
conld reduce the price tag of the
academy by $4,000 to $5,300. Cut
out would be items such as mugs
and T-shirts. In addition, the
$ 1,000 graduation banguet would
be eliminated.

Initially, Novt police figured the
academy cost the city about
87,228, That estimate was issued
Jan, 9 to the city council from the
police department, But Shaeffer
sald he believes once the projected
costs are cross-referenced with
actual Invoices, Lhe academy costs
will be lawer than the initial pro-
Jections,

Novi Lieutenant David Butler is
pulling paid invoices to determine
exactly what the academy costs in
terms of labor and supplics for
Novi and for the three communi-
ties. He has also requested invole-
es from Walled Lake and Wixom to
determine the total cost and Novi's
share which was supposed to be
one-third.

Butler said the three depart-
ments agreed at the outset to
divide and share the cxpense of
the academies evenly between
themselves. Personnel costs were
left outl of the shared equation
because they are dictated by indi-
vidual contracts, the chief said.
But In Novi, administrative over-
time ate up most of the expense,
about $5,151. Butler earned
approximately $3,244 off the two
academies and 16 officers were
paid an cstimated $1,459 for
teaching portions of the class. Evie
Lewis, the chiefs administrative
assistant carned $448 for prepar-
ing the textbooks and helping to
host the academy when it came to
Novi.

Butler's Jan. 9 estimate includ-
ed a $114 overtime bill for a dis-
patcher he now says didn’t claim
the time spent in the academy as
overtime.

The lieutenant is working on
comparing his overtime projections
with the actual approved overtime
requests from his staff. He should
have those firm figures in hand by
week's end, he said,

That leaves the tangible costs of
running the program (o the sup-
plles, materials, refreshments and
catered graduation dinners which
were tc have been split three ways.

But the lieutenant said the three
departments have not split each of
the invoices three ways and have
instead taken turns paying invoic-
es as they filtered into the various
departments,

The problem with some invoices
is that they weren't for the same
amounts.

That accounting system has

caused problems, Butler said, now
that the departments are scurrying
to figure out their individual share
of the academy expenditures.

The Novi News attempted Lo
obtain the costs of the academy by
requestling receipts for costs relat-
ing to the Lakes Area Citlzens
Police Academy from the Wailed
Lake and Wixom police depart-
ments.

Walled Lake respended to the
Freedom of Injormation request
and subrmitted $1,268 worth of
reccipts that covered printing costs
for class textbooks, binders, T-
shirts and the department’s share
of the logo designed for the acade-
my. A fourth receipt totaled $1.590
but shows Walled Lake paid only
$530, or their share of the second
graduation dinner.

Wixom Police Chief Larry Hol-
land has requested a 10-day
extension, allowed for under the
FOI act, of the request te compile
his department’s receipts,

Butler tried but was unable to
match his estimates with the
receipts provided by Walled Lake,
He did however manage to puil
paid invoices fram city files that
indicate Novi paid $1,465 in fotal
for its share of the logo, academy
stationery, binders, two catered
graduation dinners and refresh-
ments when Novi hosted the
academy.

In addition, Butler said his
department pald the $75 range fee
when the academy went to the flr-
ing range In Farmington and about
$220 in ammunition for students
to fire weapons in both sessions,

The other departments paid
their share for the ammunition
they used because officers in the
different communities carry difter-
ent weapons.

“We don't have equal amounts
paid out at this time,” Butler said
without secing the rcceipts Wixom
may have paid. “That's because
when things came in, one of us
just paid it.

“We were trylng to split it equally
but we just didn't keep track of it.”

American Metabolic [nstitute of
San Diego.

Since he’s returned home,
Kevin's decided to write a book
about his experiences. He'll also
Jecture about his search for an
atternative cure, one that he feels
is less disabling than a
conventional bone marrow trans-
plant.

Jaundiced before he left, Kevin,
31, has regalned a healthy color,
He's gained five ponnds on a spe-
cial low-fat diet of organically-
grown {ruit, vegetables and grains,
although at 120 pounds he's a
long way from his original weight
of 145 pounds.

Back in Novi, Kevin underwent a
series of tests run by his local fam-
ily doctor, who found no organ
damage. His cancer is no longer
active, no malignant cells were dis-
covered in his blood, Kevin said.

“They were looking for some-
thing wrong with me. They wanted
to say they messed you up. They
didn’t find anything wrong with
me,” he expiained.

"His exacl words were ‘it's
remarkable.” They were very, very
surprised at how good my condi-
tion was.”

Kevin was diagnosed with
chronic myelogenous leukemia in
July. His Michigan doctors told
him he had a 45 percent chance of
survival if he underwent a
$300.000 bone marrow transplant,
Instead, after his own research, he
opted for the Mexican treatment,
which includes techniques not
permitted in the U.S.

But his HMO, SelectCare, would
not pay for these alternative reme-
dies, which will cost from $30.000
to $40,000.

The Irwins’ friends tmmediately
swung into action. Along with a
fund raising dinner in November,
there was an auction last month at
the Decker Elementary School.
Kids have been collecting pop cans
to bring in more money. Another
friend is giving the Irwins a per-
centage of the Tupperware she
sells. Heather's school, Wixom
Church School, scheduled fund
raisers. And the parishioners of
the Lakes Baptist Church, which
the Irwins attend. are paying for
Heather's tuition at her private
school.

A retired woman who prefers to
remain angnymous emptied out
her savings account for the Irwins,

saying they needed the cash more -

than she did.
In addition. the newly-formed
“Friends of Kevin Irwin™ has

launched a letter writing campaign
to SelectCare, his health insurance
company, protesting their decision
not to pay for his medical treat-
ment. The insurers have scheduled
a March grievance hearing.

“I have to think to myself some-
day U'll be able to help other people
in the same situation. Some day
it's going to be paid back not to the
people who gave {t but to other
people who are going to be in need.
It's kind of like a loan from God.”
Kevin sald last weck,

“Yau just can't believe somebody
would care about you. You don't
know how lo react. it's so excit-
ing.”

Kevin wiit fly to Mexico for a fol-
low-up trip on Feb. 22, the {irst of
a series of visits he will need to
make for five years. On his initial
trip there, he recelved Jow doses of
chemotherapy and radiation, as
well as a vaccine made of his own
malignant cells, Other vacclnes
included shark cartilage, because
sharks don’t get cancer.

Both Irwins are full of praise for
the warm, friendly treatment they
experienced at the Tijuana hospi-
tal.

“The most exclting thing was the
people (patlents) down there.
Almost every single one of them
was a terminai case where the
doctor said you can ge home and
die,” Kevin said.

“The sad thing is a lot of them
have gone through hell to get rid of
the cancer because nothing
worked. Then they go to Mexico
and they were down there getting
better.”

The Irwins' phone has been ring-
ing off the hook with inquiries
frem people who have cancer, or
their relatives, and want more
information about Kevin's choice.
He's far from advocating that
everybody go to Mexico, but to
him, the option seems right.

“It's your body. It's your sick-
ness. It's your health, It's your
responsibility to make your deci-
sions,” he said.

"When 1 say I'm wonderful, 1
don't mean I'm running around
the block but I've got hope now,
l'}/e got serious hope for a good
life.”

So many people have rallied
around the Irwins that Kevin can't
name them all. But here's a start.
His sister, Terisa Tengler. His boss,
Bob Blackmer. And friends Cindy
Baranski, Pam Barry, Gordon and
Pam Vasseur, Bill and Donna Pul-
licien, Donna Schroeder, Bob Lee
and Cindy Rose.

Bond fails despite higher turnout

Voters in the Walled Lake School District satd
no to both Bond Proposal I and Proposal I on
Feb. 4. Twenty three percent of the voters went
to the pells on Saturday, Feb. 4 to vete on the
$116 million worth of bonds which had been
revised from those set before them on Sept. 27,
1994 by splitting the bond into two proposi-
flons. Proposition I included space and technol-
ogy and Proposition I was constdered the
enhancement package whose passage was

There were 6,257 no votes compared to 6,086

yes votes for Proposition [. Voters rejecting
Proposition Il were 6,722 compared to 5,567 in
favor, All those who turned out, or 12,343,
voted on Proposal I while only 12,289 volers
chose to vote on Proposal Il. Proposal | failed by
a very narrow margin, 1.38 percent, while Pro-
posal I failed by 10 pereent.

Precinct No. 1, which inciudes all the Novi
residents who attend the Walled Lake schools,
voted 56 percent againsl Proposal I and 60 per-
cent against Proposal I1.

Both Proposals passed in three precincts —
No. 2, Keith Elementary; No. 8, Oakley Park
Elementary and No. 9, Maple Elementary.
Precinct 6, Twin Beach Elementary, was the

Sept. 27.

only precinct to vote in favor of Proposal I, but
vote no on Propasal 1. All other precincts voted
no on both proposals.

‘The decision to move the voting day from a
Tuesday to a Saturday did result in a better
turn out. “We were of the belief that it would be
easier for people to vote on Saturday and we
would see an increase in the numbers,” said
Lois Lange, director of personnel and commu-
nity relations. Turn out on Saturday was
12,343 voters, considerably higher than the
8,954 volers who came to the polls on Tuesday,

"It is too early to have plans,” said Lange
ahout the future of the bond.

teaches students
how to survive

Some classrooms don't always
have four walls, desks, books ... or
heat!

Fifth graders at Novi Meadows
discover that every winter when
they spend four days and three
nights at the Walled Lake Outdoor
Education Center in Commerce
Township.

It's a unique experience for most
kids as they load thei

r camping gear on the hus and
travel in teams of about 78 stu-
dents and four teachers 10 “camp.”
The Qutdoor Education Center has
dormitories, a dinning hall, a cen-
tral activity room and classrooms.
it is located on an 1l-acre sile
adjacent to Proud Lake Recreation
Area.

The teams leave from Novi
Meadows on Monday morning and
return on Thursday evening.
Spending this much time together
fosters special relationships
between students and teachers,
and among the students as weil.
The children sharpen their inter-
personal skills and develop inde-
pendence and responsibility. They
take care of their own bunks, keep
their own dorms neat, set tables
and clean up after meals. For
many students this is the first
experience of being away from
home for an extended period.

Mecadows Principal Timothy
Falls and his assistant, Mr, Car-
nacchi feel the Qutdoor Education
Program is an outstanding oppor-
tunity for students to have hands-
on experiences. The writing, sci-
ence, math, art and reading cur-
riculums are integrated into the
outdoor activities, It truly enriches
the sacial and academic growth of
the fifth grade students at Novi
Meadows.,

The main focus of the nine
classes taught during the week is
winter survival. Orienteering
teaches compass usage and direc-
tion-finding skills. In the Forest
Community class, students go on
a hike, learning about plants along
the way, especially those that are
edible. An important survival class
is Campfire, where the kids are
shown how to start fires using a
bow and drill or flint and steel.
Survival class teaches five basic

steps to follow in an emergency
survival situation.

At the end of the week, the chil-
dren go outside and are given a
scenario for a survival situation.
As a team, they must find their
gear using a specified compass
bearing and make a shelter with-
out the aid of adults.

Other classes include Wildlife, in
which students play a scent track-
Ing game in the snow. (No they
don’t use real animal scents.) They
learn about hibernation and take
containers of liquid gelatin outside
and attempt to find a location for
them that won't freeze. {Some

The writing, science,
math, art and reading
curriculums are inte-
grated into the outdoor
activities.

make it, some don't) The students
explore the pond for the Pond Life
class and bring samples of (he
water back to the biology lab
where they search for owl pellets
{the undigestible portions of
rodents, shrews and birds which
the owls have regurgitated). Back
in the lab they disscct the pellet
and attempt to identify the owl's
meal.

Recreation is also an important

part of the experience. Cross-
country skiing is probably the
most talked about class during the
week. Most of the studenis have
not put in skis before, and once
they learn the technique, they
really enjoy hitting the trails,
Guest speakers enliven the
evening activities. The children
learn about night creatures (bats)
from Betty Lacey. a Walled Lake
instructor. On another night, they

The teachers are ably supporied
by the administration and parents
to make each outing a tremendous
success, Teachers stay at the
camp with their students 24 hours
a day. Falls and Carnacchi and
other staff members join in teach-
ing the classes. In addition 50 to
75 parents come gut to the camp
to help with classes, meal clean-
up, evening activities, dorm duty
and night watch.

The Meadows Quitdoor Educa-
tion program is coordinated by
teachers Marianne Malarkey and
Gary Hurst, The program has been
a successful clement of the fifth
grade curriculum since 1974. Stu-
dents look forward to the experi-
ence from the time they enter the
fifth grade and take many life-long
memories with them when they
leave.

LEAP students exceed teacher’s expectations

The 53 Novl Meadows students who partici-
pated in the LEAP Extravaganza presentations
in January had to look up a lot as they
researched their independent study topics.

LEAP, which stands for Learning Enrichment
Activities Program, is designed to provide stu-
dents who excel in the core curriculum with an
apportunity to extend their learning beyond the
regular classroom.

In September, fifth and sixth graders partici-
pating in the program were asked to select top-
ics and research and develop what for most
was their first independent study project. Once
a month the group met with Judy Sauer, the
LEAP instructor at Meadows, 10 receive support
and guidance on their projects. The majority of
the work, however, was completed on the kids’
own time.

The assignment helped to develop the stu-
dents’ sense of responsibility and ability to
work independently, which is a goal of the pro-
gram.

“This is the first time Fve assigned a project
quite like this.” adnitted Sauer.

The fifth grade presentation took place on
Jan. 18 in the Instructional Technology Center.
Eight of the 25 fifth graders chose to present
their projects orally and they were all impres-
sively calm with no visible stage fright. Several
appeared so comfortable that it seemed like
they would be willing to talk for hours about

their new-found area of expertise.

Topics ranged from putting together a foot-
ball dream team to a comparison of Christiani-
ty and Islam, from life in space to diets of exot-
ic zoo animals. All the adults in attendance
learned something new about at least one of
these far-reaching subjects. And all were
impressed with the effort and time invested by

each one of the children.

If you've ever wondered how to tie a fly for fly
fishing or wanted to learn about the history of
cars or about brass instruments, you would
have enjoyed the sixth grade presentations
Jan. 26. Students created videotapes, comput-
er presentations using the Hyperstudio soft-
ware, posters and pamphiets te share their
interests with the audience. They researched
topics in the areas of sports, science, history,
music and hobbies. Not all the presentations
were serious, however, Students also developed
computer games including a shark trivia game
and a fast-paced quiz game based on Jeopardy.
One group of students wrote and performed a
comedy newscast routine and presented it on
videotape.

What did the children learn from all of this?
Several admitted that it was difficult for them
to take a broad inferest and narrow the focus
for their presentations. Others learned that
working with the computer or video technology
can be frustrating: things don't always go
smoothly. On the positive side students
enjoyed learning about their areas of interest
and how to research a topic. They also did an
excellent job of sharing their expertise with the
audience. As parents browsed among the pro-
jects, students answered questions about the
subject matter and the resources they used to
create their presentations. Many commented
on how comfortable the students were in dis-
cussing their work,

to develop another project later this school
year.
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Fairness demands
adjustment in rules

Massage parlors have been notorious
fronts for prostitution rings. It's been
15 years since the book Thy Neighbor's
Wife by Gay Talese brought to public
light what really goes on behind closed
doors at these parlors. In the Detroit
area, police busts of such parlors have
made headlines from time to Hme.

So Novl's ordinance setting down
tight regulations of massage business-
es is completely understandable. No
one wants a prostitution ring operating
in Nevi. Certainly, no wants the clien-
tele such a business would attract to
this town.

However, now legitimate massage
therapy operations are running afoul
of Novi's regulations.

The latest {s the Salone Nadwa, an
upscale “day spa.” The massage thera-
pists to be employed there are stated
licensed and the operation clearly is an
above board. Owners say provisions of
the city ordinance will obviously dis-
courage its customers. One a require-
ment for a small window in the mas-
sage room allowing the city ordinance
enforcement officer to look in an check
out the activities going on in there. Of
course, everybody else can look in too.
The Salone Nadwa is looking for an
exception to the city’s requirements.

Another obviously legitimate day spa
is the Visions Salon, which has been in
operation in Novl without a problem
since last April. The owners there are
less eoncerned with the requirements
for a window, but they say their clients

do not like the regulation which
requires the massage therapist be the
same sex as the client. Obviously,
that's a problem. For legitimate thera-
pists, that rule cuts their customer
base by 50 percent.

Keep in mind that only last year,
Novi had to take a look at its ordl-
nance because plans for a massage
therapy program at the Novi Senior
Center ran afoul of the city's ban on
“out-call” massage services.

Some have expressed little sympathy
for Salone Nadwa, contending that the
ovwners should have checked the Novi
ordinance before they opened their
doors. Nonetheless, the point of the
ordinance isn't to curtail legitimate

massage therapy or operations like
Salone Nadwa and the Visions Spa. It

is simply to keep the illegal operations
out of the arca.

If the council can take up an amend-
ment to its ordinance because of a gov-
ernment program, it should lend that
same courtesy to private business.
Fairness demands it.

Saturday ballot worked

The folks in the Walled Lake school
district who pushed for the passage of
the bond proposals which appeared on
the ballot Saturday are probably pretty
disappointed right now ... and that's
easy to understand.

But we hope no onie overlooks the
success of Saturday's polling - an
excellent voter turn out.

Critics who accused the district of
trying to run a “stealth” election wili
now have to admit it must have been
the worst kept secret in town, because
electors crowded the polls much of the
day. In fact, the final numbers showed
38 percent more voters made it to the
polls that day compared to the previ-
ous election, held on a Tuesday.

We have to admit, we were skeptical
when we first heard of the Walled Lake
district’s plans to hold its bond elec-
tion on a Saturday. It was new; it was
different. We'd never heard of anything
like it before,

But Superintendent James Geisler
explained the purpose of the date
selectlon was to increase voter turn
out. And it did. And if you think about,
ft only makes sense that it would.

In residential, suburban communi-

ties such as those included in the
Walled Lake district, Tuesdays - the
traditional day for elections - are typi-
cally very busy days for most of the
residents. They work. And many work
out of town.

So Tuesday elections end up compet-
ing with other day-to-day pressures
and Interests. It is easy to get too dis-
tracted to vote, or to count it as a
lower priority than some of the other
activities that must get accomplished
that day.

A Saturday election alleviates that to
some degree. [t's less busy for most of
us. Fewer have to commute out of
town to be on the job.

It's an idea we would encourage
Walled Lake to use again in the future,
whenever it needs to schedule a spe-
cial election. It's an idea we'd encour-
age others to pick up for their special
elections.

Regardless of the how an election
turns out, whenever there is higher
voter participation, it should at least
be a comfort that the results are a
more accurate gauge of voter and tax-
payer sentiment.

Cooler heads prevailed

Thank goodness cooler heads usual-
ly do prevail.

They prevalled Monday night when
council did not decide to kill off the
Lakes Area Citizens Police Academy,
instead asking only that it be put on a
budget. And they prevailed after the

meeting when it appeared the police
department would bow out of the

upcoming March session of the acade-
my.

Needless to say, there was a good
deal of speculation around town over
the past week that the cost overruns
and the resulting publicity would sure-
ly cause council to shut the academy
down, or at least the Novi portion of it.

Of course the implication was that
the blame for the demise of the pro-
gram would rest with The Novi News'
and others who criticized the cost
excesses.

Some may feel better if they can
point a finger, but it won't be much
consolation if an innovative program
like the academy meets its demise,

As we sald on this page last week, we

didn't want the program cut, just the
costs. And that was pretty much the
same thing councll sald Monday night.
No one on council was negative toward
the program itself, but there was gen-
eral concern about the costs. And of
course, police chief Doug Shaeffer
already had a list of possible cuts in
hand, which he presenled to council.

It is perhaps an uncomfortable part
of local government - no, make that
life in general - that all programs have
to start with and operate on a budget.
That simple fact appears to have got-
ten overloocked by the police depart-
ment as it rush to implement this
exciting program. The problem appear
to have been compounded because the
program and costs were shared, with
no individual put in charge of keeping
books on the academy.

The result — $7,228 in costs. That's
too much. But frankly, its pretty small
in the entire scheme of things. And if
that is the biggest financial error a
Novi city employee ever makes, Novi
taxpayers can rest easy.

There is a great debate raging
in the halls of journalism these
days - should we in the press be
“reader responsive” or should we
publish what we belicve meets
some more objective criteria of
what is to be considered news?

I heard the issue debated at
the Winter Conventien of the
Michigan Press Association in

% Grand Raplds recently, and I'm

s glad the question is finally get-
Michael ting some attention because.
Malott frankly, the press traditionally
hasn't been very good at being

reader responsive. With an entire seminar dedicated to
the topic. the convention featured speakers who fabeled
themselves “reader obsessed.” And they did so with pride,

Reader responsiveness is a trendy new catch phirase in
the journalism field for the idea that we journalists
shonld rethink what we are doing in order to find out
what information readers really want to get from their
newspapers an try to give it to them.

Everybody in the husiness, it seems, wants 1o climb on
the bandwagon. We in the press have operated by the
more objective definition of news for years, proponents of
responsiveness argue, and what did it get us? Deciining
circulation figures.

The journalists gathered at the Amway Grand a week
and a half ago didn’t reach a conclusion on the queslion,
but F'll bet you can guess from the tone of what I've told
you so far which way they were leaning.

Still, I went through J-school in the "70s and, back
then. the same concept was known by a different title. It
was called “pandering to the public.”

Giving readers exactly what they want has its dark side
too and it produced some of the worst sins of the Yellow
Journalism era. It gave us the supermarket tabloids.
Folks, the National Enguirer is the most reader driven
paper in the USA. Rupert Murdock got rich giving readers
what they want. On TV, it gave us Hard Copy and A Cur-
reni Affair.

These are not the kinds of media I want The Noui News

te emulate,
So I'm going to suggest here a new philosephy by which

community journalists should operate, a new school of
ihought, as it were, to serve as a guiding principle. I'd
suggest we get rid ol the concepl of “the reader” altogeth-
er and slart referring to the 6,000 or so people who buy
our paper each week as “our clients.”

That's what's really going on here, isn't it? When you
plunk down your 50 cents or send in your subscription
renewal, you are In essence hiting us to go oul Into the
commuity, gather up information on what's going on,
and submit it all to you irt written form. i.e. in the news-
paper. It's kind of like having your own little team of news
and information private-eyes.

Now. the journalist-client relatlonship would demand a
pretty high degree of reader responsiveness, wouldn't 1t?
Hey, that feature about grandma knitting doilies or the
first grade class recyeling program might not it neatly
into some journalist's definition of “real news,” but if
that's what readers here in Novi want to know about,
that's what they shoulki have.

On the other hand, the journalist-client relationship
accasionally compels me to teil you about some things 1
think you need to know, even when you didn't think to
ask, and even when you don't want to hear about it. it
compels the journalist to steer away from pandering.

let me draw a few parallels. If you go to a physiclan
complaining of a hang nail, 1 think we'd all agree it's the
doctor's responsibility to point it out if he or she finds
some thing more serious, like a tumor.

And if you walked into an attorney’s office all revved up
10 sue somebody, and the attorney concluded your case
was really frivolous or just plain harassment, it would be
that attorney's ohligation to dissuade you from filing. The
good attorneys do just that.

And it is the journalist's job to tell you the truth even
when it might be uncomfortable. Hey, you wouldn't hire a
private-eye to follow your spouse around and expect him
to report back with an all-clear If there really was some
cheating going en ...

OK, mayhe that's not a good example, but you get my
point,

How times change!

A poll published a couple of weeks ago
in the Detroit Free Press indicated that
Michigan voters, by a 61-31 margin, now
favor slate-funded vouchers that would let
children attend public or private schools of
their cholce. A narrower margin (53-40
percent) wanted vouchers to include relt-
glous schools.

That's a fundamental shift in public atti-
tude on a gut-level issue, How come?

Easy. An overwhelming malority of those
polled sald they felt local public schools
were not challenging enough, and they
wanted a choice of where to send their
kids for a quality education.

According to Ed Saropolus, who con-

ducted the poll: "We're finding that baby
boomers are very concerned aboul how
their children are growing up. They have
this big need to provide their children with
lessons in right and wrong, teaching them
values. They don't see that happening in
the public school system. If they can't get
that in the public school system, they
belleve they'll get it In the private school
system.”

So are we about to see a revolution In
Michigan education, with public money
golng to fund religious schools?

Michigan’s top school offtctat, Dr. Robert
Schiller. thinks so. *We'll sce religious
schools funded by the end of this century,”
he told me in an interview. “The only gues-
tlon is how it comes and where.”

How's it going to happen? Are the votes
really there for a frontal assault to repeal
the constitutional ban on aid to parochial
schools?

I doubt it. There 1s still a lot of raw emo-
tionn on the subject, even though the pub-
lic schools and teachers unions have
squandered a lot of support since the
1970 vole. And 1 suspect the Engler
Administration is too smart to get caught
in a polarizing fight that could split baby
boomers from the Religious Right.

They'il do it another way, You already
can see the writing on the wall,

First, pass a law authorizing charter
schools with state support on a per-pupil

basis. That happened last year.

Second, repeal the School Code, which
Gov. Engler called for In this year's state-
of-the-state speech. Doing away with the
School Code eliminates, at a stroke. things
like required curricuhim standards, profi-
clency tests and state-cndorsed diplomas.
It also lifts the rule prohibiting schools
{from hirlng non-certifted teachers.

If you do away with stale standards
about what kids are supposed to learn, a
school can teach “creationism”™ instead of
evoluton and still qualify for fuli state aid.

If anybody - a parent, a priest, a college
graduate, a holder of a teaching certificate
- can be a teacher, any school employing
such teachers can get slate funds.

And {f that happens, you get the sub-
stance of parochiald without having to
vote on It.

This is the revolution in education now
being plotted In Lansing. 1t may be good or
it may be 1ll. But it deserves to be debated
for what 1t 1s, now, loudly and in public.

Bush, | remember the car became very quiet. No one was
yelling over the music on the radio. All were listening to
Mrs. Bush telling the story.

It seemed so refreshiing to listen to the radio with a
fresh sense of wonderment. I sometlmes wonder if not
only do we miss out on the imagination that comes with
listening to a story because we have become so visually
oriented, but that the constant drone of music becomes a
backdrop and we hear the noise but are not really listen-
ing to the music anyway.

We stop reading to our children when they begin to
learn to read themselves.

“The Michigan Women's Hall of
Fame” was the topic of Winifred
Fraser's speech to the Nerthville
Woman's Club on Jan, 20. Fraser
also touched on a local cause
‘called “Remember the Ladies,” a
campaign to get mere biographies
-about women into the clementary
schoel libraries.

Frager began with a brief history
‘of the Hall of Fame, which was
founded by five women who were
on the faculty of Michigan State
University in [973. The women
were teaching a course on Women
An American Soeicty and realized
that a 10-weck course was not
enopgh to educate people about
women's contributions in history.

From this sprung a wemen's
study major which is now offered
either as a minor or as a co-major
al maost universities, The group
also started the Michigan Women's
‘Studies Association. the first aca-
demic association of women of its
kind in the country,

In 1981, the Michigan Women's
Hall of Fame opened as a place to
record women's history. In 1984,
1¢ historical and contemporary
women were honored at the first
_dinner,

Taking it one step further, the
group acquired the Cooley Hayes
House in Lansing in order to
house the Hall of Fame. Built in
1893, the home is now registered
as a historic site. G, Mennen
Williams also resided here when it
‘was the governor's mansion.

The Michigan Women's Histori-
cal Center and Hall of Fame was
‘dedicated in June 1987. There are
-naw close to 100 inductees.

Candidates for admission to the
JHall of Fame have to meet certain
‘eriteria. Women candidates must
-have a Michigan connection either
‘through hirth or residency, or they
must have achieved prominence
.within the state. Anyone can notmi-
'nate a woman for either a histori-
-cal or contemporary category. A
'panet does the judging and results
-are tabulated by an accounting
“firm.

Nominees are hanored each fall
;at a fund-raising dinner. Contem-
‘porary honorees receive a silver
'medallion and a mernorial plague
is given to a member of the family
-of a historical honoree,

. An additional award, the Philip
A, Hart Award, is given to a Michi-
‘gan male citizen. The purpose of
‘the honor is to recognize a man
'who, during the preceding year or
.during his career, showed unique

understanding and support of
women'’s issues and cancerns, and
contributed to the advancement of
women'’s rights either in Michigan
or on the national scene.

Fraser's husband, former UAW
president Doug Fraser, is one of
the award recipients,

The first floor of the two-story
house is devoted entirely io
women's history and women’s
activity. Inductees are displayed
on panels, along with a picture of
each woman and an abbreviated
history of why she was inducted
into Hall of Fame.

Just a few of the slides of
women Fraser showed to the
group along with a brief history
were those relating to Bertha Van
Hoosen, Mary Anne Mayo, Marlon
Isabel Barnhart, Lucy Stone,
Genevieve Gillette, Pearl Kendrick
and Grace Eldering,

“Many of these women lived into
their 80s and 90s,” she sald. "To
live a long time you must be active
and adopt a cause, You have to
have some reason that keeps you
going, that motivates you,” sald
Fraser.

As president of the American
Association of University Women
{AAUW} Fraser is leading a local
cause called “Remember the
Ladies,” an effort to get more
biographies into the schools, espe-
cially at the K through 8§ level.

Biographies about women repre-
sent only 18 ta 19 percent of those
in school libraries, versus 81 to 82
percent for men, according to
Fraser. “This gives girls a lopsided
view,” she malntains.

It is important to reach girls
before grade seven while they are
still impressionable so that they
have a wide range of career and
academic choices, according to
Fraser.

The school librarians have a list
of the books available for pur-
chase, Contributions for books are
$25 and can be purchased singly
or jointly, Specific book titles can
be selected when the donation is
made.

Staying healthy part of being an adult

As adults, we have the freedom to do what
we want, tempered by the harsh reality of poor
cholces. So what leads us so often to do irre-
sponsible things and ignore the consequences
of eur actions? An example of childish irre-
sponsibility is overspending on credit cards for
things we really can't afford. Another would be

or responsibilities. .

to stay out until 2 a.m. the night before an
early business appointment. Perhaps the
immediate gratification of the moment was so
great it blocked the reality of the situation.
Whatever reasons we come up with, we know
they are only excuses for irresponsibility. Boy,
it's tough being grown up!

Now. the fitness angle for this article. Is it
not irresponsible to be overweight ar out of
shape? Obesity leads to heart disease and a
hest of medical problems that lead to harsh
consequences, including premature death. Is
eating more calories than you burn any differ-
ent than buying items yeu can't afford? Even-
tually, you must suffer the consequences of the
misuse of money or food.

If you think my comments are a bit harsh,
perhaps they need to be. My idea for this article
came last weekend when I flew to Florida te be
with my father during his bypass surgery.
What a reality check. While waiting in the car-
diac unit of the medical center, 1 saw people
stacked up like cord wood waiting for open-
heart surgery. The body type of most patients
was amazingly similar. These were definitely
not people you would want to see in a bathing
suit. Years of poor diet and lack of daily fitness
had caught up. Sure, some of us live healthy
lifestyles and end up with medical conditions
because of hereditary factors, but mentioning
the role of genetic inheritance only provides
more fuel for excuses,

Just as credit counselors help people get
back on track from financial problems, we have
fitness counselors to get us back to healthy liv-

ing. Too bad the majority of us learn these
skills after a disaster. They call it cardiac
rehab. | truly believe an ounce of prevention is
worth a pound of cure and I have thought of a
preventive program for fitness problems.

Health insurance companies could require
overweight individuals to volunteer in the post-
surgical cardiac intensive care unit for a day. If
they refused, their insurance would be can-
celed. Seeing the tears of a family as they are
reunited with a loved one coming back from
surgery has great therapeutic value. A body on
a ventilator with lung drainage tubes, a nasal
stomach gastric tube and a host of catheters
and IVs is quite an eye opener. I often hear peo-
ple say bypass surgery is no big deal. They
would be well served to experience the surgical
intensive care unit.

Sorry this isn't my usual type of article
expounding some fun and healthy lifestyle full
of adventure, but I thought someone might
need to hear the consequences of not living
one.

Exercise can be as simple as walking

For sheer populari-
ty, it's hard to beat
walking. However,
reading your mind, |
can tell you are won-
dering about its limi-
tations. As I answer
your questions,
remember 1 mean a
walking program, not
just an occasional
strol} when the mood
strikes.

Barry
Franklin Does walking have
advantages over other forms of exercise?

Yes! Walking is associated with a low dropout
rate, an easily tolerated exercise intensity. and
fewer orthopedic and musculoskeletal prob-
lems of the knees, feet and ankles. Brisk walk-
ing can increase heart-lung fitness, improve
the biood fat profile and reduce body weight
and fat stores.

Can brisk walking be intense enough to
improve heart-lung fitness?

A resounding yes! Recent studies suggest
most middle-aged Americans can attain the

§ minimum exercise intensity for training - 70

percent of the maximal heart rate — by brisk

& walking alone.

How can I vary my walking program to
make it more enjoyable and effective?
Walk with a backpack. Walk in water. Walk

% on a treadmill incline or with hand weights. A

new device called Exerstrider, which includes
two rubber-tipped poles, allows you to simulate
cross-country skiing,

Whoa! Walking with hand weights? Does
that really increase energy expenditure?

Yes, if you swing your arms vigorously rather
than holding the weights at your sides, Waiking
with swinging hand weights actually can equal
the caloric cost of jogging.

Can walking alone promote total body fit-
ness?

No. The benefits of exercise are largely specif-
ic to the muscle groups you use. Walking
should be complemented with upper body
training devices, such as rowing machines,
weights and wall pulleys or other exercises that
use the upper body.

How much should I walk per week to pro-
mote optimal cardiovascular health?

Walking briskly for 30 or more minutes, four
to six days per week, is enough. Even small
increases in fitness can have a significant
impact on reducing the death rate from heart
disease.

How about walking as a conditioner after a
heart attack?

Walking is the "activity of choice™ after an
actite coronary attack. The speed limitations of
walking prevent its becoming too vigorous.

How do competitive race walkers compare
with other elite athletes in their physiologic

profile?
Only slightly below warld-class marathon

runners, according to our research studies sev-
eral years ago. We studied nine national-class
race walkers, most in their mid-20s to early-
30s. Their average walk training distance was
74 miles per week. Their average body fatness
was very low, 7.8 percent, and mean total
cholesterol was only 169,

In older women, is walking an adequate
exercise to slow the progression of osteo-
porosis?

Walking and other weight-bearing exercise
seem to play a favorable role in increasing bone
mass, according to research.

Can walking reverse some of the deleteri-
ous effects attributed to aging?

Yes. After the age of 20, heart-lung fitness
typically declines by approximately 1 percent
per year. An exercise program can lead to a 20
percent increase in your maximal oxygen con-
sumption, so that transforms to a 20-year
functional rejuvenation.
