The 700 Icids of Novi Youth Baseba11 will 
once again play ball at Bosco Field. 

Monday, the Novi City Council agreed to the 
terms laicl down by the Beck Road property's 
owner, Paul Bosco, who has allowed the little 
leaguers to use his l and without charge for 
about 30 years. 

"We provide numerous and veiy costly ser­
vices to permit Novi Youth Baseball to operate 
on Bosco Field. It's a benefit that is worth the 
expendi ture ." Novi P a r k s and Recreat ion 
Director Dan Davis told the city council. 

Davis said he tried to persuade Bosco in 

December to let Novi Youth Baseball, a private 
organization, use the fields for one more year. 
Bosco aims to develop the land. However, ba11 
fields planned for a new city park will not be 
ready in time for this year's baseball season. 

Nov i You th B a s e b a l l T r e a s u r e r Dolores 
Vedro then contacted Bosco and procured the 
contract which was approved by the council. 

Vedro notified the city in a Feb. 5 letter that 
Bosco asked her to represent him in the mat­
ter 

"As always, the needs and interest of the 
chi ldren are of deep concern to Mr. Bosco," 
Vedro wrote. 

Bosco stipulated that the city provide sever­
al services to the bal l fields, some of which 
have been done in the past, Davis said. 

The ci ty wi l l grade and mark the gravel 
parking lot. erect entrance and exit signs to 
the park and repair the fence a long Beck 
Roaij. As in previous years, the parks and 
recreation department will cut the grass week­
ly and chalk the six fields daily, as well as 
throw out the trash. 

In addition, the city will provide four Port-A-
Johns for about $700. a new expense.

Garndd RoacJ residetits are wor-
ricfi aboiit what thieir life i.s going 
to be nice once ttle M i c h i g a n 
Depar tment o f T ranspo r t a t i on 
liegins constriicting a 35-acre wet­
lands near their lloilles. 

Starting in J i ine , MDOT antici­
pates hauling out 400,000 cubic 
yards of dirt froili a 106-acre site 
at the .southeast corner of Garfield 
and Nine Mile roads. The project, 
coinpensating for wetlands lost to 
Uie Haggerty Connector, will ulti­
mately result in a passive city-
owned park ternie(l ideal for bird 
watching. 

Monday, the Novi City Counci l 
agreed to waive local fees for the 
prfjject, biit in tllc fiitlire will need 
to ho ld a publ ic hearing before 
granting MDOT a nliiling and fill­

ing permit. 
The road department has agreed 

to pilt down a temporary asphalt 
paving 01) Uie stretch of the gravel 
road between Nine and Eight Mile 
roads. But whether tile paving will 
l)c good enoligh to keep the road in 
place after the year-long Job won't 
be detcrillined until after the haul­
ing is complete. 

The city earlier tried to persuade 
MDOT to pave the road biit failed, 
Publ ic Service Director Anthony 
Nowicki said. M D O T then agreed 
to the blacktop to ciit tiown on tile 
noise, dust aild di i t . 

"Garfield residents feel it would 
be nice to have a blacktop road. 
This road should be b i i i l t right 
from the beginning so i i l the long 
term we would have something to 
compensate l is for what we are 
going to put up with for a year," 

Garfield Road resident T im Metz 
said. 

After the w e t l a n d s is b u i l t , 
MDOT and Nowicki wil l look at the 
a spha l t road and see if the 
drainage and base are adequate 
enough to keep it in place. If not, 
i t ' l l be pulverized to grave1. Nowicki 
said. 

Residents are a l so concernecl 
about the tn icks cruising the road, 
which is traversed by 25 children 
in the neighborhood. Nowicki said 
the plans are to start out with the 
current 30 inile per hour speed 
iiinit in place and lower it, if neces­
sary. 

MDOT w i l l be digging down to 
three-and-a-1ialf feet below the 
water table to b u i l d a forested, 
scrub-shrub, cinergent wetlands. 
The Novi site was selected after 
local officials recoiled at M D O T s 

original plan to mifigate tile Hag­
gerty wetlands at a state park near 
Algonac. 

MDOT plans to monitor neigh­
borhood wells, to make sure no 
damage ensues. 

Counc i l Member Carol Mason 
bristled at tile fact that MDOT will 
be inspecting the job. which will be 
done by a contractor. 

"MOOT wi l l monitor itself and 
what you have here is a fox in the 
hen house k i n d of thing. It's the 
state watching the state," she said. 

City Manager Ed Kriewall didn't 
see a problem: "To impose addi­
t i o n a l expend i tu res on M D O T 
would be spending the taxpayers' 
d o l l a r s twice . They t y p i c a l l y 
inspect to a higher level than we 
do."

Every time K a t h y K a r n e y i s

whelmed. 

"I don't know 445 people." said 
an i n c r e d u l o u s K a r n e y o f the 
niimber of people who attended a 
fiind-raising d inner at Northvil le 
High Schfjol for her last Friday. 
, Friends and family launched a 
fund-raising campaign for the Novi 
resident a little inore than a month 
ago after Karney learned tJial her 
insurance companies would not 
cover the some $160 ,000 it w i l l 
cost for her self-donating bone-
marrow transplant. 

Karney, w1io is in the middle of a 
second cycle of c h e m o t h e r a p y 
treatment, will travel to Duke Uni ­
versity in North Carolina in May to 
undergo the procedure . A t that 
t ime, she w i l l have to make a 
$75,000 dowll payment to the uni­
versity. The procedure is consid­
ered experimental for breast can­
cer patients by the family's insur­
ance companies, leaving Karney 
responsible for the hefty bi l l . 

Friends, family and concerned 
community members, gathered at 
the high school cafeteria Friday for 
a silent auction and awaited the 
announcement of the winners of 
the 7.000 raffle tickets that had 
been sold. Thousands of dollars in 
pr izes , i n c l u d i n g t e l e v i s i o n s , 
restaurant gift certificates and free 
hotel stays were donated to the 
cause. 

Their determined effort managed 
to raise $44,000 for Karney. Who 
Was unable to attend the event 
because she was too s i c k as a 
result of her chemotherapy treat­
ments. In addit ion, employees of 
Gencra1 Motors in Vpsilantl . Where 
Kathy's husband Vic Works, raised 
$15,000 last month. 

"I heard it was absolutely fantas­
tic." Karney said. "I had relatives 
ca l l and say it Was a wonderful 
show of support People have been 
so generous." 

L y n d a B a c a , the f u n d - r a i s e r 
brganlzer and Karney's neighbor, 
said she Was Veiy pleased with the 
effort. 

"The people I talked With said 
they felt it Was a nice event and 
well organized." Baca said. "We're 

very pleased. It exceeded all of our 
tentative expectations." 

Althoiigh she is happy with last 
week's t u r n o u t . B a c a , whose 
relentless attitiiile has been a driv­
ing force behind the effort, said 
her work is far from over. 

Baca has organized a concert by 
"Down With Hatred." an alterna­
tive music group, at the Marquis 
Theater Saturday. March 11. Tick­
ets wi l l be $5 wi th a l l proceeds 
going toward Karney's fund. Baca 
sa id she hopes to get a large 
t u r n o u t from the c o m m u n i t y ' s 
young people. 

Future events to be scheduled 
include a Domino ' s P izza night 
during the end of March. All prof­
its from pizza sold during a speci­
fied time period will go to Karney's 
cause. 

In addition, the ownei's of Play­
er's B i l l i a rds , located at 10 Mile 
Road and Haggerty, are organizing 
a nine-ball tournament to be held 
in April . 

All donations and money raised 
are go ing t h r o u g h M y F r i e n d s 
Care, a non-profi t o rgan iza t ion 
that a s s i s t s cancer pat ients in 
need of bone-marrow transplants. 
If for some reason i n the future 
liarney no longer needs the funds 
for he r t r ea tmen t , the money 
raised will go to someone else who 
needs It. A l l dona t ions are tax 
deductible. 

The snowballing efforts by con­
cerned residents has been both 
overwhelming and gratifying, Baca 
said. 

Karney, who has three children 
a t t e n d i n g N o r t h V i l l e P u b l i c 
Schools, began her treatment i n 
January. The procedure Includes 
three 21 -day s e s s i o n s of 
chemotherapy treatment in Novi. 
In May Karney wil l travel to Duke 
to undergo the marrow transplant, 
Where she w i l l s tay for at least 
three weeks. The entire procedure 
Will be completed by the beginning 
of June. 

"We keep marking the days off." 
Karney said. "My k ids keep saying. 
'Just two more cycles, mom. You're 
almost there." They've been great." 

Karney Was hospitalized for two 
Weeks last m o n t h as a result of 
sickness from her chemotherapy 
treatments. However, she is home 
now and feeling m u c h better, she 
said.

With inflation runnit ig above 3 
percent, Oakland Community Co l ­
lege faces the prospect of just a 1.1 
percent h ike in state aid in the 
coming biidget year. 

"That 1.1 percent is $199,000. 
Tllat is no new money." Chancellor 
Patsy C a l k i n s told the board of 
trustees. 

"The cost of l i v i n g a l lowance 
(COLA) is 3.1 percent. The higher 
education price index (HEI'I) is 3.2 
percent. We are a long way from 
where we need to be. 

HEPl, thoiigh little known to the 
pi ibl lc , is the price index niost 
meaningful to college administra­
tors. It reflects what colleges buy-
faculty and benefits - raOier than 
the market basket of goods boiight 
by consumers. 

To Calkins, Gov. J o h n Engler's 
proposed f i s c a l 1996 budge t 
underscored the need for passage 
of OCC' s o n e - m i l l proper ty tax 
increase on the March 16 ballot. If 
approved by voters, the new $29 
mill ion w o u l d be earmarked for 
m a i n t e n a n c e and e q u i p m e n t 

improvements during the first two 
years. 

While a state aid increase of 1.7 
percent had been widely quoted. 
C a l k i n s said four major ins t i tu­
tions - OCC, Henry Ford. Wayne 
and Kirt land - are scheduled for 
just l . l percent under the Gast-
Mathieu formula, a state aid for­
mula named for the Senate and 
House appropriations subcoinmit-
tee chiefs who drafted i t 

The formula. Calkins said, starts 
w i t h an a id n u m b e r tha t is 
reduced by a one-mill deductible. 
The irony is that O C C ' s current 
tax rate is 0.85 of a mill , resulting 
in a "double hit," the chancellor 
said. 

Trustee Anne Scott of Royal Oak 
was hopeful l a w m a k e r s w o u l d 
ra ise the amount p r o p o s e d by 
Engler. "This is the governor's sug­
gestion. I don't feel this budget is 
going through," Scott said. 

C h a r l e s N e u m a n n , the math 
professor who heads the O C C Fac­
ulty Association, agreed. O C C and 
Macomb Community College, with 
63 percent of all community col­
lege students in the state, are get­

t ing less than a fair shake from 
Lansing. 

Veteran trustee Sandra Ritter of 
Waterford blamed not lawmakers 
but the Michigan Community Col­
lege Association (MCCA), the pro­
fessional and lobbying group the 
29 two-year colleges belong to. 
"We're the most heavily taxed by 
M C C A . It doesn't serve our pur­
poses. I feel neglected," said Ritter 

Disagreeing, board vice cha i r 
J u d i t h Wiser of West Bloomfleld 
said, "We should work from the 
inside. To rcinove ourselves from 
our own professional group is a big 
mistake. I don't think we should 
cut our ties." 

Three sources provide 98 per­
cent of O C C ' s revenue: state aid 
(24 percent), property tax (36 per­
cent) and student tuition and fees 
(38 pei-cent). 

In related business, the board 
trimmed the current year's budget 
to $71.5 million, a cut of $2.1 mil­
lion or 2.9 percent Most of the cut 
was due to an enrollment drop of 
1,360 full-time equated students 
worth $2 million. 

A state aid increase of $70,000 

was offset by a $130,000 shortfall 
from the industrial facilities tax. 

Ca lk ins said "veiy tough cuts" in 
spending will be made by not fill­
ing faculty and staff jobs and not 
i ncu r r ing instructional costs due 
to the enrollment drop. 

Trus tees approved the revised 
budget 7-0.

S h o u l d s c h o o l b o a r d ' s 

s c h o l a r s h i p s c o n t i n u e ?

Thanks to Rliby and Iva Fucrst, 
Novi School officials have more 
than $360,000 to award to stu­
dents as academic scholarships. 

The money beqiieathed to the 
district from the Fuerst sisters is 
i n t ended to fund e d u c a t i o n a l 
op|)ortunitics for Novi school dis­
trict residents tllrough the Fuerst 
Scholarship Fund. 

Th ree members of the Novi 
Board of Ediication were asked to 
deterinine guidelines for scholar­
ship recipients based on the terms 
of the sisters ' w i l l and financial 
need. 

Board Treasiirer Stephen Hitch­
cock spearheaded the committee's 
work and offered a pre l iminary 
plan at the board meeting Thurs­
day night for d e t e r m i n i n g how 
scliolarships will be awarded. 

A c c o r d i n g to H i t c h c o c k , the 

principal and interest wil l provide 
scholarships for at least 20 years. 
Any resident of the school district 
pursuing an education beyond the 
high school level is eligible to apply 
for a scho la r sh ip . The program 
applies to public and private four-
year colleges and universities, pro­
fessional and trade schools. 

Four-year scholarsh ips would 
cover 75 percent of the estimated 
average cost of tuition, room and 
board, and books at a Michigan 
state supported school, or 75 per­
cent of tlie actual cost of the pri­
vate or out-of-state i n s t i t u t i o n 
selected by the student. 

Ainounts awarded may be less 
than 75 percent if the applicant's 
financial need is less than the des­
ignated amount. Hitchcock said. 

Hitchcock's committee suggested 
that the funds be handled and 
administered by the Novi Educa­

tional FoundaUon. witl i the under­
standing that the board of educa­
tion could revoke that aiithority at 
any time. 

School officials suggested using 
the Novi Educafional Foundation 
as the administrator of the funds 
in the hopes the Fuerst Scholar­
ship Fund will become seed money 
for other potential scholarships. 

Financial need will be based on 
the guidelines spelled out by feder­
al Department of Educat ion need 
requirements. That wou ld mean 
app l i can t s w h o are e l ig ible for 
guaranteed s tudents loans and 
pell grants would also be eligible 
for a Fiierst Scholarship. 

To screen a p p l i c a n t s , s choo l 
board members may use the same 
applications federal loan agencies 
require. However since the school 
district is not a government agency 
privy to some of the Informafion 

requested on those forms - l ike 
family income - the district may be 
violating privacy laws by using the 
same forms. 

The same holds true if school 
officials intended to impose specif­
ic grade requirements to continue 
scholarships beyond the first year 
they are awarded. By law, s tu ­
dent's records may not be released 
unless the student grants permis­
sion to do so. 

Board members will consult with 
the district's attorney to see how 
and if the forms can be used and 
what if any grade restrictions can 
be placed on applicants. 

The wishes of the Flierst sisters 
in relation to the scholarship fund 
are well-defined and spelled out, 
according to those on the commit­
tee who have studied the wil l . The 
Fuerst s is ters ' des i red that the 
money be used for needy students.

Each trustee 
c o n t r i b u t e s $75 a y e a r to the 
scholarship from the stipends tlley 

receive in return for their service 
to the boa id . In years past, the full 
$500 has been awarded to a single 
student or divided i n hal f when 
board members found two equally 
deserving stiidents. 

The notion of doing away wi th it 
was raised in a d i s c u s s i o n sur ­
r o u n d i n g the e x e c u t i o n o f the 
Fuerst Scholarship F u n d . Three 
board members contributed to the 
report but there were few if any of 
the six board inembers at T h u r s ­
day's meeting wil l ing to d i s c u s s 
the issue in depUl.

Director Wolfgang Petersen, who 

has taken audiences into special­
ized settings before, such as the 
pressure-cooker atmosphere of a 
submarine in "Das Boot" and the 
life-endangering responsibiiities of 
Secret Service i n "In the Line of 
Fire," was excited to take the pub-
1ic into the myster ious arena of 
Viro1ogica1 science i n which "Out-

• break" takes place. 
"This worid of Viruses and these 

soph i s t i ca t ed l abo ra to r i e s is a 
totally unlcnown one for an audi­
ence," said Petersen. "To give them 
a chance to enter this world with 
all the horror and fear it can bring 
is particularly in t r iguing . Nearly 
every scene offers something an 
audience hasn't seen before. If a 
thriller takes place In an unknown 
w o r l d that a c t u a l l y exis ts , the 
results can be fascinating." 

Petersen said tha t his goal i n 
d i r ec t i ng "Outbreak" was more 
than just thrilling audiences with 
the story. "First a n d foremost, 1 
hope the film w o r k s as a great 

piece of entertainment," he said. 
"But beyond that, 1 hope it will 

inspire a lot of discussions after­
wards. Since it is based in reality, 
I hope it 's something that people 
can't get rid of after two hours in a 
theater. It should haun t you. It 
shou ld s i t wi th you for quite a 
while, because it touches a nerve. 
I'd like for people to think, 'maybe 
we s h o u l d n ' t be f o o l i n g wi th

Beyond its cautionarj ' themes, 
however. Petersen hopes the film 
w i l l e l i c i t the s a m e v i sce ra l 
response i n audiences as classic 
thrillers of the past.

be comple te , the c i t y w i l l a s k 
MIDOT and the engineers who won 
the contract. J C K & Associates, to 
come back earlier with initial fiiid-
ings, inchiding traffic projections. 
Go ing ahead with the research 
doesn't mean the engineers w i l l 
concliide that five lanes are needed 
from Haggeily Road to Novi Road, 
the ci ty 's Depart incnt of Pub l ic 
Services Slipervisor Anthony Now-
icki said. 

Other alterilatives such as no 
action, three lanes or foiir lanes 
will be considered, he explained. 

But tlie city's reports on tlie pro­
ject ca l l it a five-lane widening, 
which was enough to get Ten Mile 
Road residents and some of their 
ne ighbors r i led . The mile road 
splits Willowbrook. one of Uie city's 
oldest subdivisions. 

"The c i t y has no eng inee r ing 
that supports arbi t rar i ly s l ich a 
road project u s i n g t axpayer 
money." Ten Mile resident Warren 
Jocz said. 

Other homeowners pointed olit 
that the sidewalks along Ten Mile, 
installed by Novi five years ago. 
increased the communi ty atmo­
sphere in the area. These would be 
lost to a five-lane expansion. So 
would a large chunk of the front 
yards of the Ten Mile residents, 
some of whoiil say the traffic noise 
as it is today is so loud they can't 
watch T V with their windows open, 
A wider road will increase the haf-
fic. they predict. 

"Oakland County turned down a 
request to do this. Novi then went 
to the state. Please be visionaries 
for the c i ty ' s in teres ts and not 
blinded by someone's special inter­
ests," Dianne Osgood asked the 
council. 

C o u n c i l Member C a r o l Mason 
cast the only no-vote, as the coun­

cil agreed to sign a contract with 
MOOT. Novi's s l laie of the prelimi­
nary engineering falls j l is t short of 
$57,000. 

"1 won't vote for this in any way, 
shape or forin. Y o u are t a lk ing 
aboiit one of the oldest residential 
areas in e ci ty, tha t was never 
meant to be a thoroughfare. The 
traffic was mean to go on Eight 
Mile and Twelve Mile , Mason said. 

Whatever action tile city council 
OK's would have coIlie after a fed­
erally-required public hearing. 

"lt''s foolish to spend $284,000 to 
prove yoli don't need something." 
Counc i l Member Rober t Schmid 
said. 

"This project ranked fourth in all 
Oakland County. T11ere is a belief 
that tllere is a need for this at the 
county level," Nowlcki said. 

Schmid suggested that the engi­
neers do a first phase environmen­
tal impact statement and traffic 
projections, then return to the city 
c o i i n c i l for more i n p u t . C i t y 
adiilinistrators are expected to n i n 
this past MOOT. 

"I'm kind of an innovative-type 
thinker and 1 can't believe MOOT 
is so tied up in their thinking that 
they can' t do some adjus t ing ." 
Schmid said. 

As the late night debate conUn-
ued. Pope called Mason to task for 
several of he r c o m m e n t s . She 
accused the project of being con­
ducted in a "sneakily, backhanded 
manner." " t romping on people's 
rights." "like Taft Road." 

"I would prefer that the debate 
be restricted to the Issues. I feel 
the comments are inappropriate." 
Pope said. 

"I never said to Mr . Nowicki that 
he met in a back room. 11ikened it 
to Taft Road." Mason explained. 

Nowicki said the city had been 
up front about the project.

Paul Bosco pl-obably should be corl-
siciered eligible for sainthood. 

After having provided the land need­
ed to give about 700 Nov! kids a place 
to play baseball dur ing the summer for 
30 years, and despite his clearly stated 
desire to develop the land, he's agreed 
to host Novi you th Baseba l l for one 
more year. 

That's a necessity because the city 
sti l l doesn't have its new ballfields at 
Eight Mile and Napier roads ready for 
play this conllng season. 

Of course, in the deal worked out by 
Bosco and Novi Youth Baseball Trea­
surer Dolores Vedro, the city w o u l d 
have to take care of the maintenance 
and operations costs of the field. Much 
of the work has been taken care of by 
the Novi Parks and Recreation Depart­
ment in past years, l ike grooming the 
fields and laying cha lk lines, pu t t ing 
up entrance and exit signs and taking 
away the trash. 

The only new wolnkle this year was a 
request that the city pay $700 for Port-
A-Johns. 

What the Ci ty C o u n c i l gave was a 
pret ty g r u d g i n g a p p r o v a l . M e m b e r 
Carol Mason objected to the cost, but 
u l t imate ly voted for it. She groused 
about the fact the c i ty is paying for 
til ls but It i s not a money making pro­
g r a m for the c i t y . M a y o r K a t h l e e n 
Mcl>allen voted against the contract , 
but it did manage to pass anyway. 

The attitude shown i n this instance 
Is a bit sulpr is ing, considering the city 
is clearly coming out on the w i n n i n g 
side of t he deal . Absen t comple t ed 
ballfields for the coming summer , it 
was Parks Di rec to r D a n D a v i s who 
flrst raised the topic of another season 
at Bosco field. 

A n d wit l lout Bosco's agreement, the 
city would be facing some tough choic­
es for this summer. It would be the city 
parks depalrtment which would have to 
make the a r rangements to f ind the 
fields necessary to support Novi Youth 
Baseball's teams. It would be the one 
responsible for doing the shuffling and 
scheduling to get as many teams onto

existing ballfields as possible. 
Yes, t h i s i s Novi Y o u t h B a s e b a l l ' s 

program, not a p a r k s p rogram, bu t 
keep in mind that i f N Y B wasn't pro­
v id ing the leagues, the d e m a n d o n 
sumi l le r baseball t h rough the pa rks 
department would be ex t raord ina iy . 
A n d the c i ty has a l r e a d y agreed to 
shoulder the responsibility for provid­
ing the fields, by talcing on the job of 
buying the Eight Mile and Napier site. 

If you think about It, it is only fair 
that the city provide those fields. .After 
a l l , residents are pay ing subs tan t ia l 
taxes for parklant i i n th is ci ty. A n d 
bal l f ie lds are a pre t ty fundamen ta l 
part of a parks program. 

So to begrudge what they are asked 
to do to suppo r t s u m m e r b a l l p ro ­
grams for Novi kids is a little disturb­
ing. But it follows a pattern. 

Bosco has taken a few verbal shots 
from the council table for his refusal to 
se l l his l a n d to the c i ty . M i n d y o u , 
cities typically don't offer to pay what 
land can br ing on the open market. 

A n d it reveals a bit of the council 's 
menta l i ty . C o u n c i l is used to be ing 
very d e m a n d i n g t o w a r d developers 
who w a n t to put u p projec ts here , 
mainly because it c a n get away with it. 
Regardless of what c o u n c i l i n s i s t s , 
most developers c a n probably make 
good money here anyway. 

B u t there Is a difference between a 
community activist and a typical devel­
oper. Bosco's been a strong supporter 
of the community for years, as is evi­
den t . H i s se rv ice to NOvi c h i l d r e n 
through providing the fields for base­
ball alone is enough evidence. 

If c o u n c i l takes the a t t i tude w i t h 
c o m m u n i t y s u p p o r t e r s tha t t h e y 
should Only give, give, give and never 
get similar consideration back from t-he 
city, and i t isn' t l ike ly to have many 
supporters left after a while.

take payment for their service, there's 
really no problem with that. 

What is a problem is that the discus­
sion the board's scholarships seems to 
be t ied u p to the i s s u e of how the 
board shou ld dis t r ibute the scholar­
ship money left to the school distr ict 
by l va a n d R u b y F u e r s t . S o m e 
$360,000 was left for scholarships by 
the wills of the Fuerst sisters and it is 
up to the board to disperse it, under 
the guidelines laid down for the district 
i n the wi l l . 

At present, the board is considering 
t u r n i n g the money over to the N o v i 
Education Foundation for distribution. 
Under the provisions of the wi l l , any 
Novi citizen pursuing higher education 
- regardless of whether it is college, a 
trade school or something else - is to 
be eligible for a scholarship. .And the 
decision as to who is to receive it is to 
be made m a i n l y o n economic need . 
The fund could pay up to 75 percent of 
tuition, room and board, and books. 

That's great, but It isn ' t the school 
board's. The board is jus t distributing 
the money on the behalf of the Fuerst 
s i s t e r s . So even t h o u g h the money 
f r o m the w i l l g rea t ly o u t s t r i p s t he 
board's contribution, it should not be 
seen as a replacement . The two are 
completely separate issues. 

George K o r t l a n d t - s ame m e m b e r 
w h o c a l l e d the b o a r d s c h o l a r s h i p s 
s h a l l o w a n d a t o k e n - adv i sed the 
b o a r d to keep the d i scuss ions sepa­
rate. 

O n the latter count, he's right. 

W h a t ' s h e a l t h i n s u r a n c e f o r ? 

It's enough to make you 
wonder if the need for health 
care and insurance conlpany 
reform Isn't iillmediate and 
cri t ical . Once again a local 
resident fighting cancer is In 
need of a t reatment for 
which an Insurance compa­
ny won't pay. 

Again, it's the community 
that's helping out In a time 
of need. 

For the monlpnt, the com­
munity is setting a>s1de the 

Issues of why the insurance company won't pay and 
stepping up to the Job of raising the money to make 
sure the resident gets the necessary treatment. 

So far. the community doing pretty well too, hav­
ing raised $44,000 at last report. A Ihndralstng din­
ner catered by Genlttl 's at Northvilic High School 
last week brought the intake so far to that level. 
And another $15,000 has been ralsetl through the 
spous(;'s work associates. 

But there is sti l l a long way to go, since the treat­
ment will cost $160,000. So the efforts continue. 

Novi resident Kathy Karney is battling a metasta­
sized breast cancer. She underwent a mastectomy 
In 1991, but doctors told her last summer the can­
cer had relumed and spread to lymph nodes in her 
lungs and Into her femur bone. 

Her doctors have recommended Karney undergo a 
self-donating bone marrow procedure at Duke Uni­

versity in North Cai-ollna, but Blue C r o s s / B l u e 
Shield has rejected the claim on the gl-ounds the 
p rocedure is e x p e r i m e n t a l for breast c a n c e r 
patients. 

That's a terrible frustration. Here we are, living in 
the country that has the brightest medical minds In 
the w o r l d a n d is l ead ing the way i n m e d i c a l 
advancement. So procedures that can save lives are 
available today that weren't around a few short 
years ago. 

But this countly also has the most stringent test­
ing procedures In the world, and the result Is that 
those people who want to take advantage of the 
medical advances have to run the risk of personal 
financial ruin. 

That's exactly what we thought health insurance 
was supposed to protect against. 

Regardless, the Important thing right now Is to 
get Karney into treatment. Donations are being tun­
neled through a non-profit organization in Birming­
ham called My Friends Care, a group that helps 
cancer patients In need of bone marrow trans­
plants, and any amount raised over what is needed 
by Karney will go to that group. Those who would 
like to make a donation can call 349-5564. 

Once again, this community can be proud of itself 
for lending a helping hand to one of its members.

"There Is no Justice." 
It was a n odd comment 

coming from a law enforce­
ment official. 

But he may be onto some­
th ing here 1 thought after 
looking at two recent court 
r u l i n g s - Dav id M a r c u s 
T o m a s s i and Fred " S k i p " 
Watkins. 

Both former Novi residents 
commit ted heinous crimes 
here. 

In 1 9 8 3 , T o m a s s i k i d ­
napped his two sons. The boys were taken from 
their mother's home in 1983. It was the second time 
the non-custodial father had violated a court order 
and taken his sons away from their mother and 
from their home. In total, the boys were taken from 
their mother for more than 14 years of their 16 and 
17 years of life. 

In 1993,(^;,Watklns fatally stabbed his wife, Theresa 
more than 20 t imes i n the couple's Novl home. 
Police found the man hovering over his wife's body 
with his hand wrapped aroimd the knife which was 
still Inside her body. 

Tomassi is serving the maximum penalty he could 
get for his crime - one year in prison. He'll be out in 
no Ume with credit for time served while vraiting to 
be sentenced. 

The first-degree murder charge against Watkins 
was dropped last week. Hours after the charge was 
dropped, he boarded a plane boimd for Virginia to 
take up residence wi th his o n l y ch i ld . Watkins 
boarded the plane Just before a probate court offi­
cial signed to have him detained for a 24-hour psy­
chiatric evaluation. He was released to his daugh­
ter, a cl inical psychiatr is t , who told the district 
court last week she would take full responsibility 

for her father and see to it that he makes weekly 
outpatient treatments. 

Despite the nature and severity of their crimes, 
thanks to the system, each has spent, or will spend 
essentially short terms for their crimes and soon 
both will be free to live out the rest of thefr lives as 
they see fit. 

- I wish the system would have given their victims 
the same opUon. 

The Irony of both situations is that both perpetra­
tors while in custody reportedly continued to exhib­
it behaviors that are consistent with the behaviors 
they were being punished for. 

Novl Police Detective B i l l Brown said Tomassi, 
while locked behind bars, has managed to continue 
to harass a woman In New York with his letters and 
phone calls. Because of his continued pursuit, the 
woman allegedly recently filed a second aggravated 
stalking charge against the 41-year-old prisoner 
while he was in custody. 

The kicker here Is that he has been allowed to 
remain in contact with the two boys. He calls them 
collect twice a week and reportedly promises to take 
them back to CaUfomla as soon as he's freed. 

A state psychiatrist testified In district court last 
week that Watkins continued to show aggressive 
behaviors in the hospital while under treatment 
that may indicate he still may be a danger. 

.And yet the accused murderer was released last 
week after he was declared Incompetent to stand 
trial or obviously at the very least be Institutional­
ized. 

I can't help bu t wonder i f Justice was served i n 
either case. Or if, as the man said, there is no lus-
tice.

"Overall, the scores are good, but not 
good (mough," .said state school Superin­
tendent r^bert Schil ler "I'm quite pleased 
that ihe s(^hools are taking the test seri­
ously. They're doing a lot of work aligning 
their curriculum with the test." 

Here we have the MEAP test doing pre­
cisely what school reformers, both Repub­
lican and Democratic, have advocated for 
years: Providing a single statew^lde stan­
dard by which each school can Judge how 
its students are doing and make adjust­
ments if necessary for improvement. 

Itctn Two: The Senate Education Com­
mittee recently approved a bill to allow two 
dozen school d i s t r i c t s to opt out of 
statewide exams and write their own profi­
ciency tests. 

W h y ? The s t a ted reason is It w i l l 

strengthen scliools because "it allows the 
locals to go beyond state s tandards ," 
according to Sen. Leon Stl l le , R-Spring 
Lake, who joined two other GOP senators 
in approving the bil l on a 3-2 party-line 
vote. 

Hogwash! Here we have no th ing less 
than a brazen attempt to rip up any objec­
tive measurement of educational achieve­
ment. If every district Is to pick its own 
proficiency test, how will employers judge 
a graduate's ski l l level? How wil l parents -
operating in the "school marketplace," so 
powerfully advocated by Gov. J o h n Engler 
- pick one school over another? 

This stuff is getting is sellous. 
This newspaper led the way In fighting to 

obtain and publ i sh the M E A P scores in 
this district, building by building, school 
by school. No single thing this newspaper 
has done over the past decade has 
aroused as m u c h parental interest and 
reader comment. 

Making the M E A P test results public has 
helped - forced, some would say - schools 
to focus on what their students actually 
learn and how they stack up against oth­
ers. Courses are gett ing changed and 
toughened; scores are going up. 

After reviewing last year's test results, 
state Department of Educa t ion consul­
tants urged that teachers give more atten­
tion to adding more geometry to math 
courses, spending more time on informa­
tional reading and less on fiction, provid­
ing periods of sustained silent reading and 
learning fewer science concepts but in 
more depth. 

Sound like mushy "edubabble?" Not at 
all. It's good, conservative, common sense 
applied to our schools. 

So what's behind all the nonsense? 
Pandering, for one thing, to the folks 

who want to spend public lax money on 
private and parochial schools. This is not 
soilie abstraction. J u s t last week, three 
Republican senators quietly introduced a 
resolution to remove the Michigan Consti­
tution's ban on parochiald. 

Ambi t ious planning, for another. That 
strange sountl you hear^in Uie distance is 
the office of Senate majority leader Dick 
Posthumus, R-Alto, cranking up for a run 
for the governorship when Gov. Engler 
exits, presumably stage right. Posthumus 
is the main sponsor of the bill to let local 
districts pick their own assessment tests 
which is on the Senate calendar for a vote 
this week. 

1 had thought that Posthumus, though 
hard right, was smart and sensible. 1 won­
der now. 

And where, pray tell, is the voice of the 
Michigan business community, which has 
been the m a i n force beh ind tough 
statewide learning standards and compre­
hensive assessment tests to measure 
achievement? 

Speak up, you guys! It's getting late!

To the Editor; 
This letter is in response to the 

two previous letters regarding the 
proposed widening of Ten Mile 
Road to five lanes. As a resident on 
Ten Mile Road, and a mother of 
two small children, 1 welcomed the 
City of Novi's construction of side-
wa1ks along the north side of Ten 
Mile five years ago. We couid now 
take the stroller or bikes to visit 
our feilow neighbors in Wi11ow-
brook subdivision as weJ1 as get an

ice cream cone at the Twist and 
Shake or milk at Farmer Jack's. 
The sidewalks gave us a "safe way" 
of walking along Ten Mile. 

The City of Novi has proposed to 
spend $284,055.60 on a engineer­
ing study to determine the poten­
tial road improvements needed on 
Ten Mile Road. Widening Ten Mile 
Road to flVe lanes is being pro­
posed as the solution at an esti­
mated cost of $5. l million. I^t me 
save some tax dollars and tell you 
right now - five lanes Is not the 
needed improvement. 

Ten Mile Road was never intend­
ed to be a major thoroughfare for 
east and west traffic. Why would 
they have built the homes so dose 
to the road thirty years ̂ go? Ten 
Mile Road is a residential area 
between Haggerty and Meadow-
brook roads. It is for this reason 
why Novl put these sidewalks in 
five years ago. There are 47 access 
points (driveways and subdivision 
entrances) along this one mile 
strip. Because of the high number 
of access points onto Ten Mile and 
the speed of 45 mUes per hour the 
Federal Highway Adfministration 
predicts one accident every 12.5 
days (FHA Report IP-82-3). The 
FHA publishes a recommended 
road speed based on the distances 
between driveways. For a t3T3ical 
section of Ten Mile (between Hag­
gerty and Meadowbrook), drive­
ways would have to be 230 feet 
apart to provide safe access onto 
and off of Ten Mi1e at the current 
45 mph. As the typical spacing 
between driveways is only 85-105 
feet the FHA recommended speed 
for Ten Mile would be 20-25 mph 
(FHA Report RD-76-86). Both the 
above FHA report results and rec­
ommendations are published in 
the City of Novi Master Plan for 
Land Use. 

The road improvement needed 
for Ten Mile Road between Hagger­
ty and Meadowbrook is to reduce 

tile speed limit. The Institution of 
Transportation Engineers report 
the following principles wl i ic l i 
apply to traffic speed (pages 86-87 
Novi Master Plan). 

1) Motorists govern their speed 
by existing road and traffic condi­
tions rather t1ian the posted speed 
limits. 

2) Traffic accidents are more 
related to the spread in speed 
(from highest to lowest) than aver­
age speed. 

With the proposed widening of 
Ten Mile to five lanes, traffic Vol­
umes w i l l increase and travel 
faster than the posted 45 mph, 
therefore increasing the spread in 
speed with those entering or exit­
ing Ten Mile. As a result, more 
accidents with greater severity. In 
fact, using the Master plan projec­
tions for the year 2010. the FHA 
charts predict one accident every 
6.4 days. 

I agree with Dianne Osgood, 
Sigri Wren, the Ten Mile Task 
Force and all residents of Novl who 
attempt to enter or exit Ten Mile 
Road daily: if Ten Mile becomes a 
five lane road, hold on tight - you 
win be taldng a deadly risk. Even 
my children, restrained in car 
seats, do not have good odds if 1 
have to pull out across 3-4 lanes 
into traffic going 50-60 mph. For 
the safety of residents, the Novi 
Master Plan should be saying -
keep Ten Mile two lanes and 
reduce the speed!

w i l l be l o o k i n g to 
draft a new 
T e l e c o m m u n i c a ­
t ions Compet i t ion 
and De regu l a t i on 
Act of 1995. 

This legislation could go the way of de­
regulation and open competi t ion. Now, 
competition can be good i f it brings rates 
:down. 

But we want to be sure that all competi­
tors are playing on the same field. If tele­
phone companies that provide video ser­
vices aren't required to pay franchise fees 
like our cable operator, it would be kind of 
like playing basketball on a football field. 
Worse yet, if Congress el iminated fran­
chise fees, this would take away the cities' 
right to obtain payment i n exchange for 
these companies' use of the cities' rights-
of-way. And it would also mean that cities 
would lose some very Important revenue -
revenue that helps provide public, educa­
tional and governmental access TV. 
; A s a result of last week's co lumn, we 
received many calls from those Interested 

in preserving our rights. The best way to 
do this is to write letters to our represen­
tatives. So, to make it easy on you, here's 
a sample letter and a list of our represen­
tatives' names and addresses. Happy writ­
ing. 

Dear Sir: 
If telecommunications bills are introduced 

in the same form as HR 3636 and S 1822. 
this poses a serious threat to the future of 
public access in my community. 

As cm active supporter of public and com­
munity access, I would encourage you to 
work for reserving local channel space in 
both the cable television industry (as it is 
now), and in the newly-emerging video dial 
tone industry being offered by telephone 
companies. Faced with a future that wiU be 
offering us hundreds of channels to choose 

from, tt would be a great shame not to set 
aside even a small portion of this video 
spectrum for local and convnunity use. 

Likewise, it is important that telephone 
companies offering video dial tone sewices 
be subject to the same local franchising 
requirement as cable companies. Local gov­
ernment is in the best position to contact 
with and regulate such providers. As com­
peting companies seek to use public rights-
of-way for private commercial enterprises, 
it is incumbent on local government, as 
trustees of that property, to establish rea­
sonable arrangements for the use of those 

rights-of-way on behalf of the public. Local 
government is the best place to protect con­
sumer interests and enforce quality stan­
dards. 

I look forward to learning your position 
on this issue and will be following its 
debate in Congress when the telecommuni­
cation bills are reintroduced.

C O M I N G O U T O F T H E C L O S E T

What do a minlc an(l a ferret have in common? A 
m\n\i hangs in a closet and. up unt i l j i i s t a few 
months ago, that's where Michigan ferret owners 
had to keep their pets. 

Thanks to Gov. John Engler. who signed the bil l in 
December allowing ferrets to be kept a.s pets, many 
ferret lovers can now come oiit of the closet. 

W i t h legalization comes educat ional efforts to 
debunk the myths attached to the animal. It is not a 
rodent, and ferrets have lost most of their wild 
instincts and do not hunt small game. 

A ferret is the only domesticated member of 
Mustelidae family, whose undomesticatcd side of the 
family are the otter, rank mink, skunk, ermine and 
weasel. 

Ferrets were (iomesticated h i indreds of years 
before the cat. The term "ferreting out" comes from a 
time when tlley were used in Europe to chase rab­
bits out of the burrow on a hlint. 

Locally, there are probably a dozen ferrets enjoy­
ing home and hearth with a handful of families. 

For Carol Livermorc. her discovery of the little 
mink-l ike creature happened while taking a stroll 
through the sands of a beach in Florida. 

"We were in Naples walking the beach and 1 saw 
someone walking one. I had never heard of one or 
seen one." said Liverniore. 

The Northville resident stopped Uie woman and 
asked about what she thought was a mink at the 
end of the leash. The wheels began to tu rn inside 
Livermore's head after talking with the woman aboiit 
her pet ferret. Livermore's daughter was allergic to 
cats but had been bugging her for a pet. 

"They don't bark, whine or meow, so 1 thought this 
is a perfect pet for lis." she said. 

Because her stay in Florida was temporary due to 
her hiisband's biisiness and they knew tfiey would 
be returning to Michigan soon, she had the foresight 
to inquire atiout the legahty of ferrets in Michigan. 
Before biiying one, she contacted the Department of 
Natural Resources. 

She was told at that time that the ferret issue was 
under consideration by a legislative conlinittee. and 
that they were not prosecuting people who owned 
ferrets. "They were, however, proseciiting people who 
were illegally selling them. 

"1 felt confident that we wouldn't go to ja i l or any­
thing." 

Then it was off to the pet store for the Livermorc 
fainily where thev purchased their first ferret, Duke 
ofEar i . 

"Duke was such a good ferret." said Livermorc. 
She soon discovered that two ferrets is double the 
fun, so it was back to the pet store. 

"If you have ferrets you have to have more than 
one because they get lonely and they arc so p1ayfu1.'' 
A11 the fami1y, including Duke, went down to the pet 
store to pick out Duke's sister, Duchess. 

"They rea1Iy entertain each other and play." she 
said. "In the middle of the day I'll go in the bedrooln 
and they'll be in my bed under the covers like a pret­
zel curled up together, so they really do need each 
other." 

Duke is now one and a half years old and is full 
grown at about five pounds. Duchess is 11 months 
and weighs less than three pounds. 

In a 24-hour period, ferrets wi11 sleep 1 5 to 20 
hours. But as soon as they're awake, they're up and 
going. They are vely inquisitive and need the free­
dom to roam and play and require the supervision of 
the owner. 

"They don't make any noise, that's Why I have a 
bell on them." said Livermorc. Dulte has a blue col­
lar with one bell and Duchess has a pink coUar with 

twot)e11s. 
Livermorc was well prepared to take on the respon 

sibilities of ferret ownership. 
"They are not for everybody," she said "You need to 

research and read up on them and find out whether 
you're ferret material." She highly recommends Fer­
rets, a Complete Pet Owners Manual by Chuck and 
Fox Morton. 

Like cats, ferrets are small , quiet and easy to care 
for. Like dogs, they enjoy being a r o u n d people. 
Unlike both, a ferret wi11 retain its youthfu1 nature 
well into old age. about 8 to 10 years. 

"Ferrets are very inquisitive. They have to be in to 
everything. When they are awake they spend all 
their energy. From tlie t ime they're up to the time 
they pass out, they are in perpetual motion," said 
Livermorc. 

Sin(;e Livermorc has completely ferret-proofed her 
house and has no small children or pets, she feels 
comfortable letting them have the run of the place 
diir ing the day. But at night she shuts them in the 
kitchen where they sleep in their cage. She has fash­
ioned a hammock which is strung from either side of 
the cage and they sleep together. 

A ferret can squeeze through an opening as small 
as 1 inch by 2 inches, so ferret-proofing a house is a 
must before it ever comes home. Livermorc remod­
eled her kitchen but a smal l hole in the baseboard 
had not been finished. Duchess squeezed into the 
hole and couldn't get out. "1 had to rip the whole 
baseboard out with the crowbar," she said. 

"You have to discipline them like y o u would a 
chi ld," said Liverniore. "Duke likes to rough house 
and play, but won't bite down." Livermorc uses a lit­
tle flick on the snout along with a sharp "no" to dis­
courage unwanted behavior. 

The list of antics the little mammals have man­
aged to accumulate is growing by the day. 

"He's a little brighter than she is," Livermorc said, 
but added that both pets have unique personalities. 
Ferrets use their snouts and hands to open doors or 
drawers, so they can get into just about anything 
tliat's not securely locked. 

"Duke likes to go in the bathroom so he will open 
the drawer, sort of like a raccoon with his hands," 
she said. He sleeps on the bottom shelf in amongst 
the cotton ba l l s . Duchess l ikes to c u r l up in a 
sweater drawer to take a much needed snooze. 

Once. Duchess took Livermore's granddaugther's 
bottle out of the bottom cupboard and started run­
ning with it. 

"You want to see something funny - you see a fer­
ret running through the house with a bottle hanging 
out of it's mouth. It's hilarious. 

"Occasionally they'll decide they don't want my 
books in the bookcase and they will p u l l them all 
out," she said. 

T n i e to form, they will ferret away anything tl1ey 
can take. "They'll take things out of your purse or if 
guests are visiting, out of their suitcase and hide 
them. They are very strong. One took the broom out 
of the Jcitchen and took it upstairs and hid it under 
my bed," Livermorc said. 

Although they are litter trainable jus t l ike a cat. 
u n l i k e a cat they require mul t ip le boxes or pet 
papers due to their digestive systems. "They don't 
have time to run downstairs to use the litter box," 
she said. "They go to the bathroom quite often so if 
you don't litter train them you're in big trouble." 

A ferret can also be trained to respond to its name 
and do tricks. 

Hazards the ferret faces u s u a l l y come at the 
hands of their owners. Because they \ike to tunnel 
into rugs, clothes, beds, chairs and couches, owners 
mus t always remember to check before plopping 
themse1ves down anywhere. 

Ferrets are also susceptible to human colds. 
Leisure Time Pet Center owner Bill Wisniewski has 

ordered his first dozen ferrets but is waiting on state 
inspection and approval. 

"A special license is needed to cany puppies, bun­
nies, kittens and now ferrets," he said. If all goes 
according to plan, his ferrets will be in the store at 
42951 Seven Mile in Nor thv i l l e at the High land 
Lakes Shopping Center by mid-March. 

All the ferrets he receives will be neutered, which 
is required by law, he said. The price range is $200 
to $300. 

'The biggest thing is to ferret-proof your house," 
he said. "Make sure there are no small holes they 
can get into and watch where you sit." 

'They are attentive like a dog bi i t not as uppity as 
a cat." he said. 'There is a leash law. so they have to 
be on a leash while outside."

They are n1*b-
blers, their mouth i$ a lways going. That 's j u s t 
thetr nattire." he saiti-

They're usually zigging and zagging al l over the 
place," addted Dr . Andrea Macerl of the West Oaks 
Veterinaiy CUnic. Mac^eri doesn't advise that fami­

lies with small children to leave ferrets unsuper­
vised. 

Females must be spayed or will die of estrogen 
toxicity.

"A tattoo is an indicator tllat the ferret has betn 
spayed or neutered," said Dr. Maceri . Maceri rec­

According to Osbourne, "It's the nature of the . i 
beast" to have a musky odor, but that decreases 
cons iderab ly When the a n i m a l i s neutered or 
spayed. 

"Feirets do n ^ d Veterinary' care perhaps more 
than some other types of pets for vaccines, physi- -
cal and dental care," said MacerL They should -
also be Vaccinated yearly for rabies and canine ' 
distemper. 

Osbourne recommends a ferret food or a good 
quality k i t ten chow, not cat food. T h e y need the 
higher protein and fat," she said.

c o m b i n e s n e w a n d o l d

Bookcnd chiinneys llank a total­
ly symmetrical central facade, giv­
ing a decidedly rolonia] flavor to 
the Dogwood, a Jarge home that 
blends traditional and contempo-
raî y eleincnts. 

Following tradition, the plan has 
a formal cntiy. witll the living room 
to the left and dining rooin to the 
r ight . A g race fu l w o o d e n 
balustrade leads to the four bed­
rooms on the second floor But the 
rest of the home is totally modern. 
The entry, for instance, has a coat 
closet and built-in bench. Muddy 
footwear can be shucked off and 
stored underneath. 

The kitchen, too. is packed witti 
popular amenities.

Mailbox vandalism — get­
ting theiii sniashccl or driven 
over — is a rccuiTing problem 
in iireas where the mailbo.xes 
sit out by the road. 

If you've been the vicliiii of a 
inailbo.\-sm;isher jlostal 
authorities suggest sevenil j)i-e-
cautionaiv measures. Among 
Ihelll ai'c settiilg up a neigh-
borliood watch, picking lip 
your nlail ;U the post office and 
using only clicaj) mailbo.xes. 

The fiisl response nlight be 
to try to make your box into a 
v;indal-proof fortress. Not a 
g()od idea, according to local 
postniaslei's. 

"It is best lojust put a 2-by-
4 into the ground and nail 
your box on top of it." Pinck-
iley Postmaster John Mulligan 
said. "If a kid decides to go 
after your mailbox, nothing is 
goiiig to stop him." 

While this is a ininor offense 
by illinors. there are certain 
times that nlailbo.x malice is 
more likely than others. The 
worst time for illailbox bashilig 
is at the end of the school year, 
officials say. Kids feel that they 
have accomplished something 
and ale looking to celebrate. 
Other bad times can be nights 
after big sporting events. 

Gregoiy Postmaster Dale 
Byrd suggests setting up a 
neighborhood watch to help 
keep an eye on each other'.s 
boxes. The only person with a 
right to be in a mailbox is the 
owner and the mail carrier 

"If you see suspicious cars. 
3'on should ixport the license 
plates," Byrd said. 

Also you should report inail-
box damages to the police. The 
destruction of a mailbox is 
labeled malicious vandalism. If 
you report the incident to your 
local office, they report it to the 
main postal office. Then they 
can find offender patterns 
which help to catch the perpe­
trators. If mail is lost or stolen 
as a result of a mailbox bash­
ing, it is a federal offense. 

'The post office has exclu­
sive rigiits to be in that box," 
Byi-d said. 

Although people can get very 
strong and sturdy boxes and 
poles made, they can cost up 
to 15 or 20 tiilles the amount 
of a regular mailbox.

9 . HOW frequently sl iould 
I Water m y houseplants? 

A. As often as they need it! 
But how do you tell? Consult 
your garden center, florist or 
plant care tag to determine if 
your plant is one of the water­
ing except ions that e i ther 
needs to dry out between 
watering or be kept constant­
ly moist. The vast majority of 
houseplants need water when 
the surface feels d'.y to the 
touch. 

Other ways to gauge Water­
ing needs include lifting the 
pot, the lighter the pot, the 
dr ier the so i l : i n s e r t i n g a 
probe, if the soi l c r u m b s 
cl ing, the lower soil is still 
moist, and tapping the pot, a 
hollow ring means dry soil. 

R e m e m b e r , p lant roots 
need air. too. Overwatering is 
a common mistake that dam­
ages roots and causes yellow­
ing a n d d ropp ing of lower 
leaves. 

Water thoroughly so water 
runs out of the pot drainage 
holes, but empty the saucers 
so that y o u r p l a n t s don't 
develop overwatering symp­
toms from sitting in Water for 
extended periods of time — 
they're not fish! 

For s o m e reason people 
think that plants have to be 
s w i m m i n g in water. T h e y 
must have a day or two to dly 

GARDENING 
out or they'll drown. Do as I 
do, water only three times per 
week. Of course, in the win­
ter, they need even less 
watering. 

I w o u l d l i lce s o m e 
advice on recipes for organ­
i c fertil izers for 1ny l iouse-
plants . S ince the c o m m e r ­
c ia l ones o n tt1e market are 
so dear, ttiey leave a liole in 
m y pocket . I t l iougl i t y o u 
migJit have s o m e s u g g e s ­
t i o n s , e s p e c i a l l y o n t l 1e 
r a t i o s m i x i n g b o n e m e a l , 
blood meal, etc. 

A . The m o s t i m p o r t a n t 
advice I can give you is never 
but never feed your house-
plants when they're dormant 
— they aren't actively growing 
in winter, a n d any a d d e d 
nutrients will stay in the soil 
as a buildup of mineral salts. 

O f c o u r s e , when y o u r 
h o u s e p l a n t s wake u p to 
longer and warmer days of 
spring, and start putting on 
new leaves, a nice organic 
breakfast would be appreciat­
ed. 

I prefer liquid fertilizers for 
hiouseplants because you can 
adjust the application when 
you need to. For instance, if 
the weather turns unseason-
ally cold and cloudy, and the

The size and pro|>()r1ioils of the [llan can 
be precisely keyed to yoiir own lot. Trees, 
s h r u b s , flowers, swimming pool, lawn 
chairs, bouklers and other items ciiii be 
drawn from 200 art elements in the pro­
gram's library a n d posltioneil wherever 
you want theni. 

Both prograins can be helpful to owiiers 
when considering a rein()deling or re-land­
scaping project.

plant enters an unexpected hold­
ing per iod; if y o u ' r e having an 
Infestation of mealybugs or scale 
a n d you want to reduce the 
a m o u n t of n i t r o g e n going into 
plants, you can just use a weaker 
solution. 

And if you want rnore blooms or 
If the Weather is fabulous and your 
plants are growing vigorously, you 
can easily increase the strength. 

How can you tell when indoor 
p lan ts need spec ia l nutr ients? 
Here's my trouble-shooting guide: 

Lack of nitrogen shows iip as 

yellow lower leaves, a too light-
green color or stunted growth: 
while plants lacking phosphorus 
will have piIrple, red or very dark-
green leaves, and their growth will 
be stunted: too little potassium 
and the edges and tips of leaves 
wil l turn b r o w n and yel low or 
plants will have weak stems. 

A good organic recipe for plants 
that 1 use is this: blood meal is 
about 15 percent nitrogen, bone 
meal is about 21 percent phospho­
rus and wood ashes are about 7 
percent potassium. Piit them all 
together a n d y o u get a great 
organic fertilizer supplying nitro­

gen, phosphonis and potassiuin at 
a ration of about 5-6-4. 

To ensiire that yoi ir plants get 
ample nitrogen, give thenl an occa­
sional extra watering with some 
fish emulsion. If yoli shop around, 
a gallon is about $10, diluted it 
should last for years! So apply it 
once every two weeks whcIi plailts 
are outside for their siImilier vaca­
tion, or inake your application half 
as strong and use it twice as often. 

If your plants are nonllowering 
varieties, anil low-light types, fish 
emiilsion is their dish. 

Another great fertilizer is com­
post tea. To Iliake such a tea, siln-

ply steep a cloth bag flill of com­
post in a bucket of water for a cou­
ple of weeks until the water turns 
brown. 

A n d , finally, if this sounds all 
"too much," keep in mind, accord­
ing to the advice of many experts, 
overfertilization kills more plants 
than underfertilization! l lo-hum! 

9 . W h e n is the best t ime to 
repot plants? 

A . Spring, of course, is the time 
to repot neglected houseplants. 
However, if spr ing and outdoor 
gardening activities still seem days 
away, why not take a look at your 

indoor plants now'? This is the per­
fect time to repot and generally 
sjjriice up container [llants before 
they begin actively growing again 
in spring. 

It's easy to tell when a |)lant is 
root-bound and needs moving to 
larger quarters. Roots protniding 
from the bottom of the pot are a 
dead giveaway, but plants in less-
advanced condition may still need 
repotting. 

Look for signs such as wiltiiig, 
especially soon after watering. This 
usually indicates that roots have 
fille(l up tlie pot, pushing the soil 
aside so that the water jlist runs 

Uirough without doing inucli good. 
Look also for yellowing and loss of 
lower leaves or new leaves that are 
smaller than they ought to be. 

Periodically, kIlock plants out of 
their pots and examine the root, 
ball. A fine network of roots on the ; 
outside of the ball means it's time ; 
to repot.
