Street. 

Targeted are Mayor Kathleen 
McLallen, Mayor Pro Tem Hugh 
Crawford and Counci l Members 
Robert S c h m i d . J^ob Milzel and 
Joseph Toth. 

Recall headqliarters will be set 
up today at E rw in 's b u s i n e s s . 
Erwin Farms on Novi Ftoad. He's 
already drafted four people to cir­
culate the petitions and will be 
distributing more, as well as col­
lecting signatures at his grocery 
store. 

Etwin said that in the last five 
m o n t h s , m a n y c i t i zens h a v e 
urged him to keep tfying, as his 
pet i t ions were rejected by the 
board for lack of clarity. 

"The response I get from the 
people in the store, they are are 
upset with the City of Novi. They 
constandy go up there and they 
are not l i s t e n e d to." E r w i n 
explained Tuesday. 

"We need to get control of our 
city once again. We can't have our 
elected ofRcials ignoring our com­
plaints. We can't have our elected 
officials putting in so many or so 
big commercia1 and residential 
communities without doing some­
thing about our trafiic problem."

I 
think it's time that Novi would do something 
for senior citizens, becatisc I think we've been 
really left out." Murray said. 

T h e seniors put Novi wliere we are today. 
We've been rnistreated and we haven't been 
heard." 

Since 1986, a series of committees have 
researched the senior housing issue. Now, the 
councii's created a bui ld ing authority which 
wi11 ultimately be able to issue bonds and get 
the project c o n s t r u c t e d . Research by the 
Senior Citizen Housing Committee concluded 
that a 122,000-square--foot, 1.50-unlt building 
can be placed on six acres and pay back the 
bond issue and its est imated 6.5 percent 
Interest through rentals in the $449 to $511 
range. The committee suggested that land can 
be purchased for about $50,000 per acre. 

"We th ink it's time now to move forward 
with senior housing in NoVi. Today we can see 
even more of a need for senior housing," com­
mittee member K im Cape l lo sa id . "Senior 
housing can stand o n its own without any 
subsidy whatsoever." 

i t U be built without the direct approval of 
the v o t e r s . C o u n c i l M e m b e r T i m Pope 's 
attempt to put the issue on the ballot was 
quashed, with a slim council majority opting 
instead to incorporate the building authority.

Bargaining witli teachers may be 
tougher - not easier - under the 
new state law that takes effect the 
first of April. 

PA 1 J2 of 1994 will prohibit and 
punish teacher strikes. It also will 
limit the issues the Michigan E d u ­
cation Associat ion and Michigan 
Federation of Teachers may bar­
gain over. 

Board of education members got 
preparecJ at a recent workshop of 
the Michigan Association of School 
Boards (MASB). 

The attorneys' advice in a nut­
shell: Don't let thie union bargain 
with Indlvldual trustees, beware of 
Informational picltetlng. be pre­
pared in small towns for boycotts 
of merchants on the school board, 
don't fall for "marathon bargain­
ing" and "news blackout" propos­
a ls , a n d don ' t be s u r p r i s e d if 
teachers pressure to get the kJcJs 
on the union's side. 

S u s a n DjjDjaJa. M A S B counsel 
Who has negotiated some 200 con­
t rac ts , p r e d i c t e d there Will be 

"fewer strikes but more pressure. 
There might be a few strikes to test 
the law. Many of you will operate 
without a contract. That can be 
painstaltlngly cruel - a strike gets 
it over with. 

Stage one will be "softening up"-
an i n c r e a s e in the number of 
grievances, a request for early bar­
gaining because of so many "seri­
ous Issues." 

S tage two will be the "near 
impasse" as issues are defined. 
"Frequently employed strategies 
include iinlon news releases indi­
cating the board's team is stalling, 
attacks on the integrity and com­
petency of the board's negotiating 
team ... direct pleas to individual 
board members ... mass atten­
dance at board meetings ..." 

Stage three wil l be a s t r ike 
threat, she said.

" B l a s t the boss" means the 

linion will question every adminis­
trative decision such as fixing a 
roof The board's chief negotiator 
will be pictured as "incompetent 
and inflexible." The negotiator Will 
be accused of failing to relay the 
union position to the board. 

Union proposals for marathon 
bargaining were called "a trap" by 
the M A S B lawyer. "You can settle 
in an hour . It makes you move 
because you want to get out of 
there. Don' t get s u e k e r e d . You 
make bad decisions when you're 
tired. Set up bargaining ailes - for 
example, three hours , " Dumala 
suggested. 

She said the "work-to-rule" tac­
tic means involving k ids on the 
union's side. Union zealots won't 
volunteer for activit ies such as 
Halloween parties. National Honor 
Society and football. 

M E A will use outsiders to set up 
a "Crisis Center" in a community 
and informational picketing. The 
"lambs to slaughter" tactic is using 
teachers who don' t even know 

what the Issues are to p icket 
school offices. 

When union members storm a 
board meeting, school trustees 
must "sit there and take it." She 
added, "Avoid being trapped Into 
open public discussion of negotia­
tions at a board meeting." 

The union will propose a "news 
blackout." But Its real purposes 
are to decrease tlie board's chance 
of c o m m u n i t y s u p p o r t and 
strengthen the union's h a n d in 
feeding in fo rmat ion to i ts own 
members. 

Board news releases. D u m a l a 
said, should come from a single 
source, be kept to one page, be 
positive in tone and build the dis­
trict's case with facts. 

Accord ing to an M E A training 
t ranscr ipt d is t r ibuted to M A S B 
members, u n i o n team inembers 
need to "reduce calculations and 
errors in judgment" by knowing 
the board 's "power s t r u c t u r e . " 
Union is ts are told to col lect as 
much personal information as pos-̂  
sible about board members - edu­
cation, religious affiliation, mem­

berships, income, union meinber-
ship, marital status, kids and the 
schools they attend and so on. 

M E A members are advised to 
learn board members' chief politi­
cal concerns and what voting blocs 
there are on the board. When the 
going gets tough, the union should 
"bring in a heavy from the outside" 
- a "bad guy" who will eventlially 
leave town so the l o c a l u n i o n 
doesn't bear the brunt of coniinii-
nity resentment. 

"Keep negotiations going until 2 
or 3 in the morning. Wear down 
the board pllysically and psycho­
logically. Ask them to clarify and 
explain their positions ... Don't be 
afraid to repeat yourself" 

Affluent suburban communities 
are seen as "more vuinerable" to a 
veiled or implied str ike threat . 
"The large urban board is often 

siisceptible to what appears in the 
newspapers or the o t h e r news 
ineflia. A small riiral or siibiirban 
board inay be iliore susceptible to 
what is said over the fence." the 
M E A transcript says. 

"Do yoiir best to split the board 
on crucial issues with individi ial 
b o a r d me inbers ... A t t e m p t to 
carefully attack the credibility of 
the board negotiating team." 

MEA recommends that its locals 
pick one "target" or " l ighthouse"' 
district in a region and use it-to 
establish a pattern for other dis-" 
tricts. Major goals are 100 percent 
.school-paid insurances, protection 
of employees hurt by privatization 
or out-sourcing, and assistance to 
employees who may be hur t by 
charter academies.

Quinn said the developer would 
have to forfeit the trees to pave the 
way for the developnient. In addi­
tion the developer was already sac­
rificing 60 feet of right of way for 
the G r a n d R i v e r f rontage. T h e 
remain ing 4.4 acres h a d to be 
usefi in its entirety to accommo­
date the pro jec t . B e c a u s e the 
usable land fell short of five acres, 
the developer woiild need a vari­
ance from the Z o n i n g B o a r d of 

A|3peals. 
"\Vc would have to pave it all, so 

lhe trees would have to coine 
dowil," Qninn said. T h e r e are no 
other allerilatives. We'll replace 
what we have to and then pay for 
the rest." 

But it wasn't as easy as all that 
lor cily planners. 

Action on all three re(iiiests were 
pos tponed unt i l the deve loper 
coiild document any alternatives 
he proposed for saving any of the 
trees on tile site. 

City Planning Consultant Bran­
don Rogers said the loss of trees 
was s ign i f icant b e c a u s e they 
would all have to come down, biit 
the qliality of tlie trees on the site 
were not of the highest qiiality. His 
consultant, Linda Lemke agreed. 

"The site is half wooded," she 
sa id . "They are of good but not 
wonderful quality." 

Tlie rnaple and oak trees on tJie 
site are of medium age and quali­
ty, she said. But quality isn't the 
issue. 

"The major concern is that no 
alternatives have been presented." 
she said before recommending the 

woodlands permit be denied. "The 
ordinance reqiiiies them to cxjllorc 
alternatives." 

They (lidn't, even though Coni-
missioner Laura Lorenzo offered 
alternatives such as redticing the 
niimber of buildings jlroposed, 

"To remove the numher of build­
ings makes the project economi­
cal ly inviable ," s a i d Robert 
Bradley, a representative of the 
Don Corporation. 

When Bradley declined to drop 
the nulnher of striictiires, Lorenzo 
pulled her support froin the pro­
ject. 

A motion to approve the jilans 
died for lack of siipport. as did a 
second motion to deny it. A tjiird 
motion to make site plan approval 
contingent on ZBA approval of the 
variance died the same way. 

A four th motion to postpone 
action until any other alterhatiVes 
can be e.xplored passed 6-1. 

"I'm a big supporter of protecting 
woodtands," said C o m m i s s i o n e r 
G len B o n a v e n t u r a . "It's hear t 
wrenching to see u s ripping out 

woodlnntls and replacing them it 
eoticrete. 

"1 see the burden of losing the 
woodlands but 1 also see a wood­
lands surrounded by concrete. I 
see the advantages to the comtnil-
nity with the money coining into 
the tree aceount, il I di.slike their 
ajijiroach an(l coining lo us with­
out any options." 

C o m m i s s i o n e r Kathy M u t c h 
agreed. "Wliat's lacking is the doc­
umentation (hat alternatives were 
explored," she said. "'ITie reqiiii-e-
nieiits are for us are for yoii to (lo 
at least that much." 

The tree issue was bothensonie 
for Commissioner Eda Weddington 
but the number of similar projects 
proposed in the city was more 
troubling. 

"Flitting in a few saplings some­
where doesn ' t dohipArfj 'to the 
mature trees there now," she said. 
"Besides, must we have a storage 
unit for every man, woman, child, 
dog and cat in this city? I'm just 
not seeing the benefit to the city."

It's a lso 
unclear yet If the city has enough 
money to fu l ly develop the pro­
posed $2,039 million project al l at 
once. It may have to be phased. 
Parks and Recreation Director Dan 
Davis warned the Novi City Coun­
c i l Monday. 

The good news is it's going to be 
a quite a complex. 

The project is expected to go oiit 
for bids i n A p r i l and Davis said 
ideally, contractors would begin 
moving dirt this spring. 

' I t 's e x c i t i n g the c i t izens can 
finally see something that's going 
to spr ing o u t o f the g round up 

there," Mayor Kathleen McLal len 
said. 

The 72-acre property at Eight 
Mile and Napier roads Is expected 
to inc lude three sand volleyball 
cour t s , eight s o f t b a l l / b a s e b a l l 
fields, six soccer fields, two tennis 
courts, two basketbal l courts, a 
maintenance bui ld ing, a conces­
sions stand and three restrooms. 

The ball fields are designed to 
run in a north/south direction, so 
that the glare from the sun and 
the prevailing westerly wind don't 
handicap some of the players. 

If the city opts to restore the old 
farmhouse on the site, that could 
cost $20,000. 

With parking lots, grading, sani­
tary sewer and wells, landscaping, 
signs and Walkways, the price is 
adding up. 

"It is very apparent that we will 
have to make some very difficult 
decisions regarding the develop­
ment of this park," Davis said in a 
memo to the council. 

Davis recommended proceeding 
throiigh the bidding process and 
deleting or altering items in the 
site plan as necessary to stay with­
in the budget. He suggested that 
the city could evaluate if any of the 
$9.9 million park bond money is 
left after a l l land purchases are 
made, for possible (liversion to the 
sports park. 

The park master p l a n was 
designed by James Ludwig and 
Associates of Farmington Hi l l s , 
l a n d s c a p e a r c h i t e c t s . It was 
approved by the parks and recre­
a t i o n c o m m i s s i o n in Feb rua ry 
after four months of discussion.

P a t r i c i a K a r e v i c h and re t i red 
dep i i ty pol ice chief R i c h a r d 
F a i i l k n c r . T h e operat ions are 
expected to have a liinited impact 
on the n e i g h b o r h o o d , w h i c h 
includes Mary's Orchard Subdivi­
sion. 

The city counci l also approved 
tile project area, consisting of the 
six acres on which the company 
will be located. This spi ing, the 
expansion is schediiied to begin, 
with a spr ing 1996 comple t ion 
date. 

PPC needs the new addition for 
c a r p e n t r y work , storage a n d 
assembly, lamination and painting 
of iteins such as display banners 
for retail c h a i n s .

A c c o r d i n g to the c o m p a n y ' s 
application to the E D C , the Supe­
rior Township site has a roll ing 
terrain which would be difficult to 
develop further. As required by 
state l^w. the firm has secured an 
approval from Superior Township 
for the move, condit ional on an 

e n v i r o n m e n t a l review of the i r 
property, which is not yet complet­
ed. 

The E D C must s u b m i t to the 
state t r e a s u r y d e p a r t m e n t an 
appHcation requesting the alloca­
tion of the bonds for a private pur­
pose. .After 1inlng up the financing, 
PPC must pi-epare a project plan 
which needs the O K of the E D C 
and the city coiincil. When al1 the 
paperwork is done, the E D C may 
then adopt a bond authorizing res­
olution and the f inancing would 
likely be secured within two weeks. 

PPC must also go through the 
city's site plan process.

"Properly constituted, properly 
conceived, properly marketed and 
properly managed, I think it very 
linlikely that a City of Novi funds 
will ever be used to pay," he said. 

T1ie coinmittee studied housing 
authorit ies in Shelby Township, 
Livonia and fiedford Township to 
arrive at their financial estimates. 

' While tfle city will have control 
of the senior housing an(l building 
autliority, it's expected tJlat profes­
sional managers will be hired to 
rUn the bus iness . T h e bi i i ld ing 
authority will have the power to 
a c q u i r e , f u r n i s h , operate and 
ma in ta in a b u i l d i n g as well as 
issue bonds, provided the authori­
ty has entered a contract to lease 
the building to tlle city.

"Nobody ever went out to bid for 
a private developer, my preference, 
they just said it couldn't happen," 
he said. 

Just build it, is tlle opinion Mur­
ray and O'Brien shared after the 
vote. O'Brien says she has to llold 
down a j o b at 78 because her 
social security won't meet her rent 
and cost of living. 

"After you pay your rent, tliere's 
nothing left to do aiiything else," 
Murray added.

It's about lime that Oakland Corll-
Rlunity College put a money request 
on the ballot. 

Our two-year college has been 
under-financed for some time. You can 
see it on almost any of the five cam­
puses, partlcularly those that are .30 
years old. And when you visualize the 
high-tech economy of the future, you 
can see that under-financing is a per­
ilous road. 

Today OCC's property tax rate is 
about 0.85 of a mill (85 cents per 
$1,000 of state equalized valuation). 
TJlafs half the 1.7 mills it collected at 
its peak 1n 1979. 

What happened? One mill voted for 
operations was whittled by the Hcadlee 
.Amendment to 0.85. Bond Issues for 
brlcks-and-mortar were paid off, and 
the non-Voted 0.7 mill for debt retire­
ment expired. That's how OCC's local 
tax rate shrank to today's low point. , 

As Michigan's long recession was fol­
lowed by a glut of prison construction, 
state aid shrank from 41 percent of the 
1975 operating budget to today's 23 
percent. The governor's budget for fis­
cal 1996 calls for a trivial inci'ease in 
state aid of 1.1 percent - less than the 
rate Of Inflation. In Lansing, both par­
ties think Oakland is populated by a 
million millionaires. 

So we say a self-help millage is both 
necessary and overdue. On Thursday, 
March 16, voters in the OCC district 
will decide on a one-mill request. Polls 
will be open from 7 a.ln. to 8 p.m. in 
your school district precincts. We urge 
a YES vote. 

Why did the board of trustees wait so 
long to ask? The last decade has been 
one of constant crisis for K-12 school 
districts, so the OCC board continually 
backed Off. That situation has been 
remedied with the passage of Proposal 
A, malcing the state largely responsible 
for K-12 school funding. In the same 
decade, homeowners were agitated 
over rising property assessments. That 
agitation has been cooled since Pro­
posal A's capping of assessment hikes 
at 5 percent or less. Finally, OCC has 
a chance to do what needs to be done. 

In broad brush strokes, the March 
16 proposal would raise OCC's total 
budget from $71 milhon to $100 mil­
lion. The new $29 million will be used: 

• To keep down tuition. No one has 
to bang this board over the head about

the tuition issue. It has pledged to 
keep rates tlat (>$46 per cl'cfjit hour for 
in-(iistricl students, more for others) 
for five years - through the terms of 
present trustees. Aft("r that, it will be 
up to students, voters and the press to 
quiz candidates on the tuition issue. 

• For capital improvement. For the 
fil-st two years, $19 rrlillion will go for 
maj()r maintenance, and $11 million 
for now equipment and technology. In 
the following five years, $11 million 
annually will go for major maintenance 
and iilost of the rest for pi'ogranls. 

What programs? First, keep in mind 
that 22 percent of all public high 
school graduates enroll directly at 
OCC - some for career programs, some 
for transfer credits toward a university 
dê gree. A second group is people plan­
ning to reenter the Job market or start 
a business: many already have BA 
degrees; malIy wear bifocals. A third 
group is workers upgrading their job 
skills. 

An emerging market is health and 
safety - physical therapy, gerontology, 
home health care. To work in manu­
facturing, one needs to know comput­
ers and statistics, not wrenches. Digi­
tal imaging has replaced the artist's 
pencil in design and technical illustra­
tion. 

Since man does not live by bread 
alone, the arts aren't being neglected -
more theater faculty, dance, music are 
planned for. Foreign language offerings 
need to be beefed up: to import, you 
need only English: to ex-port, you need 
to know the other fellow's language -
especially now that North America is 
one big ti-ade zone that is likely to be 
expanded southward. 

And so on. 
With more than 30,000 students (versus 
3,860 when the doors opened 30 years 
ago) and 93 vocational-technical pro­
grams, OCC has a complex role in our 
complex economy.

Irorlic Isn't it that at first we had to 
wony about the impact construction of 
a road, namely the Haggerty Connec­
tor, would have on wetlands. .And now 
we have to worry about the effect con­
struction of replacement wetlands will 
have on the roads, mainly Galfield. 

This June, the Mlclilgan Department 
of Transportation is scheduled to begin 
the task of hauling about 400,000 
cubic yards Of dirt Out of a 106-acre 
site On the southeast corner of Garfield 
and Nine Mile roads in order to create 
a 35-acre wetland area. That wetland 
will serve as the local replacement to 
wetlands lost to the construction of the 
Haggerty Connector. 

Needless to say, that much truck 
traffic on the existing dirt road there 
would grind it to mush. And despite 
the city's request that the MOOT per­
manently pave the road, the MDOT 
has Only agreed to a tempOrary paving 
of the stretch. According the current 
plans, Garfleld between Eight and Nine 
Mile rOads will get a temporary layer of 

blacktop before the hauling starts, but 
the determination of whether the road 
will stay paved after the hauling is over 
will be put off. 

At the tall end of the project, the 
MDOT will look to see if the drainage 
and base of the road are adequate to 
keep it paved. If not, the blacktop will 
be ground to gravel and left that way. 

Somehow, it seems to us that 
approaching the project in this maliner 
would predestine the road to be torn 
up and turned back into dirt. On the 
other hand, clearing up matters such 
as base and drainage first would seem 
relatively minor compared to the task 
of paving a mile road. And it would 
seem to be a prudent move to do that 
work now so as to save the investment 
of laying that blacktop. 

We would hope the MDOT can be 
convinced to reconsider its decision. 
But it cannot, the city should be pre­
pared to step and do this site work 
prior to the paVing on the MDOT's 
behalf.

Wlien the state legislature adopttxl the so-called 
"clarity stalldaid" for recall pel it ions a few years 
back, iawlnakeis said It was an attenlpt to be lair to 
those public officials targeted by recalls. The U-gls-
latiire might not be able to Unlit the reasons for 
which reeaHs can be run but. legislators figured, 
they eouki make silre the reasons as stated on the 
petitions were clear enough so that everyone In Ihe 
community could tell what the issue was over 
which the officiiils were being recalled. 

As it was put Into practice by the Oakland County 
Election Comnifsslon, the "clarity standard" was 
really little more than a nl('ans of thnnvlng obsta­
cles In the way of Irwin's attempt to CAcrcfse a right 
guaranteed by the state Constitution. 

And now that the commission has approved the 
petition, it is obvious that clarity was not the stan­
dard by which it made its decision. It made its deci­
sion on persistence.

Tlllce of the five nlembcrs targcKxl 
lor recall already will have to nln for reelection in 
Ihe fall. So why not put up an opposition candidate 
and just try to ou.st them then? 11 would certainly 
be cheaper, savliig the city the $11,000 cost of a 
sp('clal election, not to ilicntlon the cost of runlilng 
Ihe cainpalgns both for and against recall. 

• ITiis really Is not an appropriate use of the recall 
process. Yes, the constitution does allow recalls to 
be roll for any reason, I believe strongly the use of 
the recall process should be reserved for those 
cases in which there Is misfeasance or malfeasance 
In office by a public official. 

• Successful recalls are highly disniptive. If the 
n-call were successful In this case, it would remove 
five of the seven members on that panel. For at 
least some time, council would not have enough 
melllbershlp to make quorum. 

• F'̂ inally, Ihe Main Street project is a good one for 
Ihe colilmunlty, and the council has done nothing It 
couldn't do ordinarily in assisting a developer 

This recall should be stopped, before Novi goes 
too far down a perilous road.

When one is in

of power, it's easy - heck. It's fun! - to be a 
flame thrower, pure and savage with the 
Inie belief But once one is in office and 
saddled with the responsibility to get 
soinethlng done, ideological purity often 
lakes a back seat to practical reality. 

The evolution in office of Gov. John 
p:1igler offers a wonderful case in point. 

Ileln: I>ast week the governor anilounced 
the creation of the Michigan Economic 
Growth Authority (MEGA), a panel of state 
and private gubernatorial appointees that 
would hand out tax breaks aimed at 
companies that expand or locate In Michi­
gan and create at least 75 jobs in the pro­
cess. 

Supporters say Michigan needs to be 
able to offer tax breaks to keep companies 
from bolting to other states and to attract 
new companies. Office furniture-maker 
Haworth Co., for example, wlH build its 
new $30 nlilllon, 300-job parts plant In 

Indiana unless It gets an Incentive from 
state government to stay at home. 

1 remember what Senate leader Engler 
(then in opposition) said in the I980s 
when Gov. Jim Blalichard tried to play an 
activist role In job creation. Engler argued 
that tax Incentives were a fraud, an expan­
sive lesson why government could not -
certainly should not - "pick winners and 
losers" In the economic market place. 

And you should hear the snarls from 
Engler's free market cronies now. Talk 
about loss of Ideological purity! 

Item: Gov. Engler unveiled at last week's 
Society of Automotive Engineers conven­
tion a proposal for the Michigan Auto Part­
nership. Intended to replace the 100,000 
skilled auto workers who will retire over 
the next seven years, the Partnership will 
link the state, its leading Industry and 
educational institutions to provide skills 
for young people. 

"What Industry has been telling us Is 
that the skill base is vely, very critical to 
long-term location decisions." said David 
Cole, director of the University of Michi­
gan's Office for the Study of Automotive 
Transportation. "It's like the movie Field of 
Dreams: If you bufid It. they will come. 
And what we need to build Is a manufac-
turtiig base. People will come to that." 

Doug Rothwell, chief executive of the 
Michigan Jobs Commission, argues: "The 
state or region that fills this need first will 
have an advantage for job growth. We're 
told by industry that if we're successful. 

this would be a significant deterililnant as 
to where they make future Investlneilts." 

Evidently the Engler Adinlnlstnitlon pro­
poses to expand the Idea to other k(>y 
Michigan induslrtes facing a labor short­
age, such as plastics and food processing. 

Back In the 1980s, I chaired the Michi­
gan Job Training Coordinating Council In 
the Blanchard A(imlnlstratlon. We tried to 
do much the same sort of thing. A1id, of 
course, the ideologues attacked the pl'o-
gram as an unwarranted governmental 
Intalslon on the forces of the free market. 

Today, 1 think Gov. E:ngler is absolutely 
right with MEGA and Ihe Michigan Auto 
Partnt^rshlp. When you're nlnning a state, 
you have to do what you have to do, 
regardless of ideological purity. 

We're at a very interesting Juncture In 
our politics. The I^epubllcan Party Just 
now is full of ideological passion, bi-lm-
tnlng with new atld Inten'sting Ideas, while 
Democrats are defensive and dispirited, if 
not brain dead. 

The thing to watch now is Ule way the 
GOP Initiatives mesh with the recalcitrant 
inertia of actually governing. Some will 
thrive; some will fall. I3ut all will be tem­
pered In the fire of reality. 

Such is life.

"Tllis is a test. This is only a test. Had this been a 
real emergency, you won 1(1 have been aclvisc(l to 
take cover..." 

A n d this is one test yoii don't want to fail. 
When tile 162 emergency sirens in Oakland 

C()unty go off March 30 at 1 p.m.. it is just a test. 
But it is yoij Who should be taking the test. 

F*assirig the test means having a "safe place" plan 
ready as we head into tornado season. 

A safe place plan includes knowing where to go 
and When. 

If a tornado watch is issued, conditions are favor­
able for a tornado, but one has not been spotted yet. 
In this case, stay close to a battery-operated radio or 
television for further instructions. 

When a tornado warning is issued, it nieans that 
a tornado has been sightefl. either by a human 
observer or oil radar. It's Ume to implement your 
safe place plan. 

A safe place at home is in the basement away 
from oijtside walls and windows and under some­
thing sturdy. At work or school, interior hallways or 
sinall rooms on the lowest level are considered the 
safest place. 

One of the biggest myths about tornadoes is that 
you should open the windows. "We used to teach 
people to open the windows to equalize pressure," 
salti L.eanne Robinson, Emergency Management 
Coordinator "Since the '70s, we have come along 
way. There's no pressure build up to equalize. Win­
dows or walls have no effect on a tornado." 

If you're in your car. get away from it and lie in a 
ditch or low area, protect your head with your 
hands, and hold onto sometfiing on the ground if 
possible. 

Manufactured housing without a basement is not 
a safe place. "People that live in this type of housing 
need to do preplanning," said Robinson. T h e y need 

to know where to go during the thunderstorm warn-
uig. They don't have time to wait until tJie tornado 
warning." 

Avoid areas with glass and wide free-span roofs. 
Supermarkets and gymnasiums are not good choic­
es because once the roof comes off, there is no pro­
tection, according to Robin­
son. 

After a tornado, do not 
leave your safe place. Walt 
until an all-clear has been 
issued. 

The three minute siren 
tone means a tornado warn­
ing is in effect. Oakland 
County Emergen(^ Manage­
ment Division has declared 
March 26 through April l as 
Severe Weather Awareness 
Week which culminates with 
the county wide test that 
will enable everyone to have 
a diy run while there's still 
time. 

"There have been an aver­
age of four tornado warn­
ings per year in Oakland 
County, each lasting an 
average of 45 minutes," said 
Robinson. Nationally, Michi­
gan has the third highest 
average nuinber of tornado 
deaths per year, 

Novi has twice been liit by tornadoes in recent 
years. The worst was in June of 1987 when a small 
twister touched down in the Chateau Estates mobile 
home park at Thirteen Mile and Decker roads. The 
result was one dead, six injured and 227 homes 
damaged. 

More recently, a fast striking cyclone hit the York­
shire subdivision at Ten Mile and Taft roads in

September of 1990, destroying one lloIne and dain-
aging six others. The hvister passed over and daill-
aged t-he Novi Library. Civic Center and police head­
quarters. Novi High School had just let its students 
out for the day When the warning was issued, and 
staff hustled students back into the building, but 

stragglers still in the parldng 
lot were pushed to tlic ground 
by the winds when the torna­
do pass. Still, no one was 
injured. 

If a tornado warning has 
been issued, it's too late to 
start tftinking about a "safe 
place" plan. The time to put a 
plan in place is now. 

Between now and March 30, 
companies can train their 
employees, schools can edu­
cate students, homeowners 
can develop a safe place plan 
and know how to use it. 

During the siren test, busi­
nesses, schools, hospitals and 
homeowners can test the 
effectiveness of their 'safe 
place' plans, Oaidarid County 
Emergency Management Ser­
vice sends out information to 
all schools and to 700 major 
businesses, hospitals, and 
governments in Oakland 

County. 
"Parents should have two plans in effect." said 

Robinson, "a fire plan and a tornado plan. They 
should teach children the difference between the 
two." 

Oaldand County has 162 tornado sirens, the 
largest number in the state, "TTiey were never meant 
to penetrate a building," said Robinson. "They were 
meant to get people off the streets and into a safe 

location." People inside need to rely on an internal 
comniunications system, such as television a n d 
radio. 

If you hear a thunderstorm, turn on the radio and 
television, advised Robinson. 

"With the new Doppler radar, We are getting better 
at picking up tornadoes, especially smaller torna­
does," said Robinson, 

Most tornadoes occur in the United States in the 
spring or early summer. Although they usua11y 
occur in the late afternoon, just after the tempera­
tures have reached the highest levels of the day. 
they have been known to form at anytime of the day 
or night after a thunderstorm. 

"You can't tell how long it will be before it hits." 
said Robinson. With a slow moving storm you 11aVe 
more time, and with a faster moving storm you haVe 
less time. 

Tornadoes occur at the end of a severe thunder­
storm. 

A tornado starts forming inside a severe thunder­
storm. A tornado-producing tliunderstorm creates 
wind shear, which causes the normal updrafts and 
downdrafts in a thunderstorm to spin, creating a 
vortex. 

The invisible vortex works its way downward 
through die middle section of the severe thunder­
storm. When it dips below the base of the thunder­
storm cloud, it is called a ftirmel cloud. When this 
funnel cloud touches down, it is called a tornado. 

once the tornado touches down, the Vortex can 
lift anything from dirt to people and animals to a 
railroad car. 

There are common characteristics to listen for. 
The air is often calm just before the tornado lilts. 
The sound of a roar of a passenger freight train can 
be heard from a nearby tornado.

C o n t a c t l e n s e s h a v e c o m e a l o n g w a y 

Contact lenses have 
come a l o n g way in 
the last few decades. 
We began with vari­
ous d e s i g n s of the 
hard lens made out of 
a m a t e r i a l ca l led 
P M M A (polymethy l ­
methacrylate) which 
blocked o:xygen from 
the eye and resulted 
in swo l len c o r n e a s 
(the clear front dome 
of the eye). P M M A has 
very clear optics and 

vets well, but causes long-term damage to cer­
tain cell layers. 
' The 1970s saw the advent of the soft lens, a 

t remendous improvement In comfor t that 
allowed oxygen to pass through the flexible 
plastic lens. Gradually the prescription range 
was expanded to include nearly all astigmatism 
and other corrections that are now aVai1ab1e. 
Soft lenses have great initial comfort, but are 
fragile and soil easily. 
; Early in the '80s, a replacement for the hard 

lens was developed. This was known by many 
names - semi-hard, semi-soft, or more accu­
rately, rigid gas permeable (RGP) lenses. A new 
polymer Boston-7 was just released last fall, a 
further refinement for die most stable lens diat 
is clear and comfortable, RGP lenses are won­
derful lenses when properly fitted on the right 
patients and can correct many difficult pre­
scriptions. They take about a week to adapt to 
and are not appropriate for wearing during cer­
tain jobs or hobbies. 

The '90s wil l definitely be known as the 
decade of the disposable soft lens. Ŵ e now have 
tinted, bifocal and astigmatism corrections 
available that are replaced weekly to quarteriy. 

This spring marks a quantum leap for con­
tact lens technology with the advent of the one-
day disposable lens. This is designed for single 
use - you insert it in the morning and throw it 
away that night. 

Some m a j o r c l i n i c a l advantages wil l be 
essentially no deposit bui ld-up or solution sen­
sitivity concerns . In addi t ion, a number of 
studies show that a clean lens is healthier for 
the eye, .Also since you don't have to store the 
lens overnight there is no opportunity to pick 

u p bacter ia f rom a d i r ty case, a common 
source of eye infections. 

Never having to clean a lens or worry about 
replacing a torn or lost lens offers ultimate con­
venience. It also will offer the safety of a daily 
wear schedule, decreasing 15-fold the chances 
for complications from extended wear. 

Full-time contacts wearers will enjoy these 
hassle free lenses for everyday use . Sports, 
travel, special occasions and part-time wear all 
will be simpler and more convenient. 

You should always remember that contacts 
are prescription drugs. This includes using 
them only under a doctor's guidance widi prop­
er follow-up care that usually involves a total of 
three to four visits during tile first few months 
then annual exams thereafter

O x y g e n r e s p o n s i b l e f o r e n e r g y l e v e l ?

You've not iced 
some folks have a lot 
of energy while others 
d-r-a-g. 

Why? One possible 
reason Is that "high 
energy" persons can 
take in more oj^gen. 

Even when you are 
as leep , y o u b u r n 
energy called "adeno­
sine triphosphate," or 
ATP. I like to think of 
A T P as o u r body 's 
ftiel source, like gaso­

line in a car. 
Unfortunately, your body can store oniy a 

limited amount of ATP. You must produce it 
aimost constandy. Through a series of chemi­
cal reactions, we convert food into A T P energy. 
We increase ATP markedly When sufficient oxy­
gen is aVai1ab1e to our body tissues. This pro-
i:ess is ca11ed aerobic metabolism. 
• But When OJO ĝen is absent. ATP is produced 

less efficiendy. This process is called anaerobic 
metabolism. .Anaerobic production of ATP sup­
plies energy when we need it in a hur iy for 
brief high-intensity actiViUes such as dashing 
up a flight of stairs. 

Anaerobic product ion of ATP. however. Is 
extremely inefficient compared to production 
with oxygen. When your body converts food to 
ATP wldiout oxygen, you get only about 5 per­
cent of die potential ATP. Conversely, if oxygen 
is present you get 20 times more ATP. 

There is anodier disadvantage of anaerobic 
metabolism — a chemical by-product called 
lactic acid. Unfortunately, lactic acid causes 
your breathing to increase and your muscles to 
tire. 

Thus, if your body can supply enough oxygen 
to exercishig tissues, the output of ATP energy 
is greater, and fatigue is less likely. 

Two things uifluence your ability to consume 
oxygen: 1) hoW much blood your heart can put 
out each minute: and 2) how m u c h oxygen 
your tissues can absorb. 

You are going to be one heck of an energy-

producing person if your heart is able to pump 
a lot of blood and your tissues are able to take 
up large amounts of oxygen. 

The greatest amount of oxygen your body can 
consume is called your "maximal oxygen con­
sumption" or "aerobic capacity." This variable, 
considered by most physiologists to be the best 
overal l index of hear t - lung f i tness, can be 
determined during an exercise stress test. 

How can you increase your maximal oxygen 
consumption? 

Do endurance exercise — walking, jogging, 
bicycling, swimming. 

Per formed regular ly, s u c h act ivi t ies will 
increase the maximal oxygen consumption typ­
ically by 10 to 30 percent. 

Exercise, and you too can become a "high 
energy" person.
