Gra f f i t i - s y m b o l s iise(l by 
inner-city youth gangs to mark 
tiirf and challenge rival gangs -
has been s h o w i n g up a r o u n d 
town, according to a report and 
p resen ta t ion prepared by thi-
police dcpartfnent for tfle school 
district. 

The graffiti photographed here 
1)y the police department appears 
to be relat(^d lo two gangs known 
as the "Folks" and "Pcojlle." both 
of which are reportcilly prominent 
youth gangs in Chicago and are 
said to be d e s c e n d a n t s of the 
notorious "Crypts" and "Bloods" 
gangs. 

Two of the photographs includ­
ed in the report show graffiti in 
Novl spel l ing out the naines of 
two gangs, the "Crypts" and the 
"Latin Counts." 

"We are seeing a few cases, but 
it's not a great proliferation of it." 
said Novi Police Doug Shaeffer 
about random acts of gang-like 
v a n d a l i s m that have o c c u r r e d 
around town and at Novi High 
School in recent nlonths. 

S c h o o l a d i n i n i s t r a t o r s and 
police met two weeks ago to dis­
cuss the rise in gang-like graffiti 
ccopping up at the high school 
and around town. The intent of 
the meeting was to teach school 
officials the meaning behind the 
markings that are also showing 
up on students' notebooks, home­

work a s s i g n m e n t s a n d s p r a y 
[lainted oil s c h o o l toi lets and 
buildings. 

"We don't want to over-react." 
sa id Shaeffer. "But there is a 
growing concern." 

Pol ice arc a l s o c o n c e r n e d 
because of (he marked increase 
they've seen in the last year in the 
number of aggravateil assni i l ts 
and (Iriig busts. Those k inds of 
crimes may also be indicative of 
gang activity. 

Police aren't seeing the kinds of 
hard core criininal activity typi­
cally associated with inner-ci ty 
gangs, bi l l the inessages c o n ­
veyed in the graffiti seem to indi­
cate violence and aggression. 

The spray p a i n t e d s y m b o l s 
have been foi ind on city street 
signs, park signs, paved roads, 
pay telephones and brick walls in 
local apartilient complexes. Those 
incidents prompted police to start 
taking a closer look at the mark­
ings. When school officials report­
ed seeing s i in i lar m a r k i n g s at 
school, officers and school admin­
istrators teamed up to start a turf 
war of their own. 

"We are trying to be proactive 
rather than reactive." said Super­
intendent Emmett Lippe. "If more 
of us become aware of it, we know 
what to look for and, as they say, 
'we'll be able to nip it in the bud. ' 

Police and schools have pledged 
a zero-tolerance for youth offeiid-
ers caught defacing public prop­
erty with gang graffiti.

T\vo hundred years ago, George Washington 
was president of the U n i t e d S t a l e s . T h e 
British were still hunkered down in Michigan, 
although they'd agreed to move out in 1796. 

And two sugar maple trees near what has 
become Nine Mile Road may have been little 
more than slim saplings. 

Because they fear these trees are endan­
gered by nearby development, Mary .Jane and 
J o h n Brugeman have sued the City of Novl, 
its consulting engineers J C K & Associates and 
Beztak C o n s t r u c t i o n C o m p a n y , which is 
bui ld ing Royal Crown Estates. The Bruge-

mans live in the historic Sam Wliite House. 
Lawyers for both Novi and J C K & Associates 

have asked Oakland Coi inty Circui t Court 
Judge Denise Langford Morris to remove them 
from tlie lawsuit, on the grounds that they are 
not the developers of the new subdivision. 
She's scheduled to make a decision on March 
22. 

The couple do not wish to discuss the case. 
"My husband and I prefer to make no com­

ment. The lawsuit is not for any economic 
gain," Maiy Jane Brugeman said. 

The Brligenlans filed die suit in late J a n ­
uary, asking for an injunction to prevent any 
trenching, grading or cutting on Beztak prop­

erty adjoining theirs, because the roots of the 
two trees extend onto the developer's land. 
The lawsuit alleges that if the roots of the 
trees are damaged, the trees will be irrepara­
bly harmed or destroyed. John Brugeman is a 
certjfled arborist. 

They are asking the judge to issue both 
temporary and permanent injunctions to bar 
any construction work which would sever the 
trees' roots or the removal of any soil clearing 
which could cause the roots to dry out due to 
lack of vegetative cover. They've also requested 
that no soil compacting be done over the roots

VWc and six 
point stars and crowns indicate 
the two most prominent f^anjis -
the Folks and People. BoMl firoiijis 
origiiiiitcd in Chicago years ago, 
but s t r a n d s of the g; ings have 
reportedly infiltrated the si ibinbs. 

Rival niarking.s -- t h o s e with 
inverted crowns, stars or pitch­
forks - indicate g;lng members 
may be hostile and violent towards 
one another. Others use ;i gaiig 
alphabet to name their taif^ets. 

In fk 'ck Vi l lage, Nov i pol ice 
found several markings t1l;it indi­
cate rival gangs were challenging 
each other. Other symbols have 
been interpreted liy police lo be 
threats to kill a "SLOB," which is a 
gang term for |)olice ofTicers or 
school officials. 

Ilie intent of the markings are a 
matter of interpretation, biit Novi 
police and school officials aren't 
taking any chances. 

"We aren't seeing any of the hard 
core gang activity in Novi but we 
are seeing a lot of show and a little 
recruitment." the chief said. 

In addition to gang markings, 
school ollicials are being l;liight to 
recognize liow teens use clothes 
and colors to identify themselves 
as gang members. 

"It isn't just the colors and the 
clothes, it's the illiulner in which 
they are worn." Shaeffer said. 

It's snbt le d i f ferences like a 
rolled right or left shirt sleeve or 
jean c u l l Or it's a look achieved by 
wearing beads, haiuhmnas or ear­
rings a cenain way. 

Stattcr pickets or those jackets 
disphiying professional team logos 
and colors are u s e d as gang 
insignia but are often harder to 
detect. Shaeffer said m;inv stu­
dents are wear ing tlle j a c k e t s 
these days, but parents and school 
olhei;lls should he cautions when 
the colors of tlle jackets or base­
ball calls don't match the actual 
teams' colors. 

More often than i io i . Shaelfer 
said s tudents are w e a r i n g the 
jackets to "show their colors" than 
they are in support of a team. 

In the last year, Novi Police have 
conliscated what they believe may 
be gang meinbershi|3 recruitment 
lists, a hit list of st i idents who 
h;i\'e ojitcd out of gang activities, a 
stiident notebook with gang-like 
syilibols in it, and a baseball cap 
witji gang markings written under 
the biiin, the chief sal(f 

Not all of the items confiscated 
by i)olicc came from sti idents in 
Novi Schools, hlit each was taken 
from teenagers in town. 

"We've been very for t i inate 
because it's beeii minimal up to 
this poinf" Lippe said. 

"Out 1 don't want to Jiave our 
heads in the sand," L ippe said.

Got no problem with the 1(Jea of new 
uni forms for the bands of Novl H i g h 
School. Got no problem wi th the idea 
those u n i f o r m s w i l l r u n a l )ou t 
,$87,000, considering what the district 
will get for the price, Including cadet-
styled uniforms for the marching band 
and c l a s s i c tuxedos for the concer t 
band. 

E v e n i f the eventua l p u r c h a s e Of 
"baldrics." or sashes, pushes the over­
a l l p r i c e to s l i g h t l y m o r e th lan 
$ l 0 2 , 0 0 0 , that's sUll not bad. 

What bothers us Is the gotta-act-now 
m a n n e r In w h i c h the u n i f o r m p u r ­
chase was presented to the Boarcl of 
Educat ion last month. It's getting to be 
a habit for the school district adminis­
t ra t ion . A n d it 's one that s h o u l d be 
broken as soon as possible. 

The administration brought tile issue 
to the board initially in J a n u a r y a n d 
w o n the gene ra l s u p p o r t of t h e 
trustees. But that support was based 
on an overall price of $90,000. 

W h e n the issue came b a c k In late 
F'ebruary, the total had j u m p e d to a 
l i ke ly pr ice of more than $ 1 0 2 , 0 0 0 . 
B o a r d members balked a b i t at the 

price. Bu t they decided eventually to 
support the purchase of the uniforms 
themselves and hold off on a decision 
on the sashes. S t i l l , some members 
ind ica ted they w a n t e d to delay and 
consider the entire pu rchase at one 
time. 

Adminis t ra tors a rgued against that 
on the grounds that if the decision to 
pu rchase the u n i f o r m s was pu t off, 
they might not be delivered in time for 
fall performances. 

It's becoming a pattern. A number of 
spending items of late have been treat­
ed i n a s i m i l a r f a s h i o n , the m o s t 
notable of course was the need to rush 
to the bal lot box w i t h the last bond 
issue attempt. Delay, adminis t ra tors 
said, and the bui ld ings might not be 
ready on time. 

If these time pressures are real, and 
not just a way to apply pressure to tlle 
board to approve i t s p roposa l s , the 
admin i s t r a t i on ough t to be b r i n g i n g 
these questions to the board earlier, 
when their is sti l l t ime for more con­
sideration. 

Otherwise, the board may jus t have 
to start putt ing its foot down. 

T t i e p r o b l e m w i t h r e c a l l s 

The problem with recalls is the lack 
of alternatives. How many times have 
yoiI, as a Voter, been mad at a n incum­
bent only to have a change of hear t 
once you found out who the challenger 
was . E lec t ions are about choices — 
Candidate A versus Candidate B a n d 
who you agree with most . . . or disagree 
with least. 

B u t i n a recall, the choice is between 
the seated official and an empty seat. 
You don't get a chance to see who the 
replacement could be unti l after you've 
tossed out the incumbent. No matter 
how m u c h you may disagree with the 
a c t i o n s of the seated o f f i c i a l , i t ' s a 
gamble whether you'll find a candidate 
you like better. 

A n d the l u d i c r o u s n a t u r e of t he 
recall being run now by Doug Irwin is 
that an election to replace any ousted 
NoVl Ci ty Counc i l members won't l ikely 
occur before November, when there is 
a regular election of c o u n c i l already 
s c h e d u l e d . Toss them ou t now a n d 
about a l l y o u manage to accomplish is 
c r i p p l i n g the c i t y for a c o u p l e of 
months in the Interim. 

As readers know, Irwin has managed 
to w i n a p p r o v a l f r o m the O a k l a n d 
County E lec t ion C o m m i s s i o n for the 
wording of the "reasons for recall" as 
s t a t ed o n the p e t i t i o n s . A n d the 
approval means I rwin c a n go ahead 
wlt l l signature collection. 

Wc believe It's time for Novi voters to 
s tand up and be counted . We w o u l d 
urge them to withhold their signatures 
from the petition drive. Often voters, 
when presented w i t h a pe t i t ion w i l l 
sign just to let the issue go to the bal­
lot box. We'd encourage them to resist 
that temptation. Now is the t ime for 
voters to take their posit ion and keep 
this recall off the ballot. 

We have ardently supported Irwin's 
cons t i tu t iona l ly guaran teed r igh t to 
r u n th i s r e c a l l . N o n e t h e l e s s , even 
t h o u g h I r w i n has a r i g h t to r u n a 
recall, this is one case i n wh ich that 
l ight should not be exercised. 

The main reason is that recall Is dis­
ruptive to city government. Raising the 
same issue i n the regular election cycle 
w i l l move the city ahead , whichever 
direction voters choose.

in tile 1930s, the Silver Bullet was the 
idea that government progralns alone 
could p i l l l the countly out of the Great 
Depressioli. As anybody who lived through 
that s tagnant decade can tell y o u . It 
wasn't uli t l l World War 1! came alolig that 
the economy leally started lnovlng. 

The left's Silver Bullet of the p()st-war 
period was lhat getting along with the 
Russians would bring world peace. We all 
know what happened to that - Just as well 
all know about the Silver Bullet of the 
right, the fantasy that all our problems 

were cailsed by Communist traitors In our 
goveriilllellt. 

Ai ld in the 1960s, the Silver Hilllet was 
Ihe set of pl'ogranls that Presklent Lyildoil 
Johl lson ranllned thlxlvlgh the Congl-ess 
that have colne to be called the "Great 
Society." Entillenlcnts such as Medicare, 
food stamps and parts of the welfare pro­
gram - all welT little Silver Bullets, pro­
grams that would end forever the poor 
l iealth of stai-vlng families alld abused 
children. 

[•'or those who understand that those 
who fall lo remember history are c o l l -
demned to relive it, 1 offer the Silver Bullet 
(ill jotir 131ock gralits, the wholesale elimi­
nation of federal progralns with all their 
various regulations and restilctlons, with 
the mon(\y simply packaged up alld doled 
out to the states. 

The idea - as such advocates as Gov. 
John Engler never tire of tellllig us - Is 
that states can do eveiythllig better than 
the feds. They quote Frankl in Roosevelt 
(IllcolTcclly, it turns out; the author was 
Justice Ivouls Brandels) to the efieel that 
the states are "the laboratories of democ­
racy" - places vvllere expcrllnentatlon, free 
of the stilling federal bilreaucrai^y and reg­
ulations, call blaze new paths of cost-effi­
ciency and public effectiveness. 

So far as it goes, the k\m makes sense. 
Certainly, 1 yield to no olle in my alnaze-
ment and contempt for elephallUne federal 
bureaucracies and bewildering detailed 
regulations. 

But does wholesale devolution of ftxleral 
authority to a bunch of block grants to the 
states solve all problems of ineffective gov­
ernment? No way. 

Are state bureaucracies nimble and 
alert, quick to sniff out problems and 
polince oil olfendil lg bl lreaucrats? Not 
that I've seell. Are state regulatl()ns lnodels 
()f claiity and prcclsioil. Issued tilnely and 
adinlnlstercd evenhandedly? Anybody who 
has dealt recently with the Department of 
Natural Resources knows that's hogwash. 

Worse, converting federal progralns into 
a bunch of block grants to the slates -
t()day's Silver Iklllet - nlerely substitutes 
.50 Imlnoblle state bureaucracies for one 
Imnloblle federal bul-eaucracy. I'm not so 
sure this Is as big a gain as advertised. 
Governiilent, whether federal or state. Is 
Illtrinslcally Ineffective and hard to man­
age. 

Take Job trahllllg. Gov. Engler and oth­
ers want (rightly) to do away with the 
crazy-quilt of conllictlng and inefficient 
fedcl-al Job training programs. They want 
to consol ida te them a l l in to 50 block 
grants to the states, thereby (wrongly) let­
ting slate bureaucrats manage al l the 
nloney. Much better to clx'ale Job training 
vouchers and issue thenl to individuals to 
use as they see fit In trying to improve 
their skills. 

That's what happened with the Gl Bi l l , 
one of the few absolute success stories of 
government activity. Why? The G l B i l l 
depended on the energy and indepeildeilce 
of indlvidilals, not sonle fashionable Silver 
Bullet.

Oi l tlie l!i|) side, give a jiiclnrc ol':l iieatiiick 
lo a groiif) ol pi.'oplc and you will gel a \ar i -
ety of re;icti(iiis from "this pi-rsoii has nolli-
iilg to do" lo "Ihis [lerson is highly orga­
nized." 

When it comes lo workstalion nlaiiage-
illeilt. il's an individual tiling. You may or 
in.ny not have to set it ii|) to s'oiir satislac-
lion, bill yon will hai'c lo i ise i l . Workslatioii 
nlanagemciit ini ludcs paper, furniture, stor­
age, and the coiTect and consistent use of 
all three. 

You nl;iy have gotten lucky and iilherited 
thecorreel workstation, custom designed lor 
your Job duties. Then again, you may have 
iiihei-ilcd someone else's desk, hiiiig .sy.sl(-ni, 
and chair ~ like hand-me-downs from an 
older sibling. Nonetheless, you arc c.x|)ected 
to grow into it :ind make do. 

How people manage their workstations is 
probably as iinicjue as the [lcrson who sits 
behind the desk. During a busy work day. 
our desks may look a lot dilTeiTiU lhaii they 
appciir at night when tlle janitor comes to 
clean. Employees are ;it work during Ihe 
day, liiisy going aboiu their various t;isks 
and their desk.s will be messier than in llle 
moonlight. 

When the dust Irom the day has settled, is 
it clc.scendiiig on your papers or on the desk 
lop'.^ If the janitor can't dust your desk at 
iligilt because he can't see it. maybe it's 
tiille to think ;ihout changing your workst;)-
tion lilanagcillciu skills. 

LariA' J . Wray. bl-aneli man;igcr of Tab 
Product Co. in Noxi has si.x general sugges­
tions Cor anyone who thinks tlley could use 
a lillle help in nlanaging their workstation. 

"A lot of liilles you fall into Ihe hirniture. 
iilheril it or gf'l assign to it and il doesn't 

rcalh' lit what \()u're Irving lo dii." said 
Wr.iy. 

It is important to have furniture thai has 
been designed lor your particular business 
and tiisk. That may mean adding furniture 
as leclinologv (dianges. For instance, if your 
coillpany has recently jjurchased eoillpul-
eis, a conijiuler desk will be a necessity. 

A chiiir is a.s important to a desk as a 
mattress is lo ;i bed. Don'l settle for just any 
idiair thill hiippeiis lo be gathering ciust in 
the file room. 

"It's one of the Iciist considered things, 
and ofien it's inherited froiii sonieoile else." 
said WI'iiy. ••Think iiboui the imlount of lime 
you'i'c a Ciiptive iiudicnce ill tluit liiecc of 
e(|uipinent."' It should be height ildjustable 
iind the feet should hi firnlly on the llooi'. 
Edvh pei'soti is ii little different. 

"They can't really mailul'actul'e a chair 
specifically lo you , it's not like buying a suit, 
so yon need that height adjlistability and 
llle chair should have firm support." Wray 
said. "It's not like wanting a nice conlfy over­
stuffed couch to take a nap in. it has to be 
firnl ill support." 

He iilso recoinmends people learn about 
"ergoiionlics iiiid the conceilis that arc there 
Ibeciiiiscj thei'e is iin awful lot wriilen iibout 
it ."Knowing what paperwork to store close at 
hand and whiit Ciin be sent to a storage ai-ca 
is inl];ortant. Aclive hies can be kept al Ihe 
worksliition. but seldom used files can be 
sent iiwily. 

Pajjer is slill as much a part of oilr work 
d;iy iis ei'ei'. The compiiler has not done 
ilwiiy with tlle reports, letters, nuigazincs, 
memos ;ind docunlents that arc used daily. 
For some, the iuliolinl of p;iper tllat lan(ls 
on their desks is equivalent to a llock of 
geese returning fronl nligralion. For others, 
sciisonal work nlay create a deluge of docu­
ments thiit once ihe deadline is over will 
most likely be filed away till the same time 
ne.xt yean For others, information trickles in 
like il leaky faucet, creating a puddle big 
enough to wade through. 

Inforination is one of those inevitahle 
things we must learn to manage. Some have 
muddled through better than others. 

"This is a thing a Iol of people are guilly 
of they try to hold on to eveiything." said 
Wray. "Get things out of t1ie workstalion iind 

off the desk. Some peojile are resistiint to 
thill for Iciir of loosing tilings, but you just 
ciiil'l o])eriile unless you idciiryoiir desk of 
Ihe things you're not using right Iheil." 

It doesn't iiuitter if you've clio.sen ;in 
iilphiibetic ori i lumlerie hling .system for tlle 
liiird copy or paper that coilles across your 
desk, whiit is imi)ortiint is that il is used 
consistently, nither than piliilg. "When you 
gel done wilh something, put it back in that 
filing; system you luive established," said 
Wriiy. " 

The files that iire not longer active and 
sent to the stonige area should not stiiy 
there until they turn to dust. Every hie 
should hiive a life cycle. Similar to 
something in the back of the refrigerator, if 
you can't recall what it is and the expiration 
date was three years ago, you'd be better off 
to thl-ow it out. 

"Soinetinles we keep tilings only because 
we're fearful to put theln In the garbage can 
so we keep sensitive docunlents long after 
they're any good to us just because we don't 
know what to do with It." said Wray. 

People who deal with sensitive files should 
have a paper shredder. That eliinlnates both 
the sensitive file and the ability to refile it. 
Once the paper has been sliced to shoe 
siring sized confetti, the only thing left to do 
is pitch it. 

Is there hope for pilers? Yes, pliers can 
become filers. "Systenlatically going about it 
would be the correct way." said Wray, whose 
company rnanufactures and distributes 
office furililure, nledia storage and recol-ds 
nianagelneilt systems for all companies. 
Start into sonlclhing and work it to comple­
tion before going on to the next project. 
Take your tiine. The pile didil't get lllere 
over lligllt so you can't hope to tackle it in 
the same tiine. 

"Desks lend lo get full of things because 
by nature we work on this for a little while 
and it gets boring and we shift over to this 
and work on it for a little while and before to 
long we have 25 tilings all in progress none 
of which are coining to fruitation quickly," 
said Wray.

Even If you can't carry a tune -
as Jeannje Pylar says she can't -
but you do enjoy a good singing 
v o i c e , you can e n c o u r a g e 
teenagers who have talent by vol­
unteering hi the Novi Choir Boost­
ers.

O h . there's more - the money 
a iso goes to s u b s i d i z e Voice 
lessons "to help kids deveiop tal­
ent beyond just classrooms."

M o o d s w i n g s m a k i n g k i c k i n g t h e h a b i t t o u g h

No one says it's easy to quit smoking. 

But the task is even more daunting when giv­
ing up cigarettes triggers mood swings, disrup­
tion in sleeping and eating and a strong dose of 
the blues. 1 am studying a group of smokers -
primarily women - who would like to stop 
smoking but find the process very disruptive 
and uncomfortable. 

These smokers appear extremely sensitive to 
nicotine's mood effects and are unable to func­
tion during attempts to quit. Their only relief 
comes when they go back to cigarettes. 

While these nicotine-sensitive smokers are 
not clinically depressed, their withdrawal 
symptoms may appear similar.'I characterize 
the mood changes as the blues and blahs asso­

ciated with nicotine deprivation, and feel that 
standard therapy to quit smoking may not 
work for these individuals. 

Nicotine replacement systems, such as the 
patch, work by gradually reducing the person's 
amolint of nicotine exposure. After eight lo 10 
weeks, the successful ex-smoker is weaned 
from nicotine entirely. 

I believe that nicotine-sensitive individuals 
may need higher initial doses of nicotine and 
longer step-down cycles to stop smoking. Nico­
tine replacement systems are marketed as 
"one-size-hts-all." We think that these pro­
grams may have to be modified to help people 
who repeatedly have failed in previous attempts 
to quit. 

A trial under way in the University of Michi­
gan Behavioral Medicine Program is testing 

vaiying dosages of nicotine in patches to deter-
inine wheOier patients who are highly sensitive 
to nicotine can find relief during a nlore gradu­
al period ofwillldrawal. 

Participants are divided into two groups and 
each receives different levels of nicotine 
replacement. Patients also receive individual 
counseling to learn techniques to help them 
refrain from smoking. They are asked to keep a 
diary to record mood and behavior changes.

S e x u a l a c t i v i t y O K f o r h e a r t p a t i e n t s 

Many post-coro-
nafy patients hesitate 
and blush. 

Finally, they ask, 
"Is sexual activity too 
demanding for some­
one who has had a 
heart attack? Is sex 
likely to precipitate 
another heart attack? 
What precautions, if 
any. are in order?" 

To put It bluntly, 
extra-marital sex may 

be hazardous to one's health. A Japanese 
study found 80 percent of deaths during inter­
course occurred in hotel rooms, "in relations 
with lovers," rather than wives. 

But for others, the good news is that the car­
diac cost of sexual intercourse is only modest. 

In 1970, Drs. HeUerstein and Friedman stud­
ied the cardiovascular responses of both 
healthy and post-coronary subjects during 
daily living and during sexual activity. Peak 
heart rate responses during intercourse gener­

ally lasted less than 30 seconds and ranged 
from 90 to 144 beats per minute: average peak 
heart rate was 117. 

Their conclusion — heart rate responses dur­
ing intercourse were comparable to, or less 
than, those which occurred at work. 

Thus, the vast majority of heart patients can 
safely engage in sexual activity, often within 
three to four weeks of hospital discharge. Many 
physicians feel a patient who can climb two 
flights of stairs at a moderate pace or walk at a 
2.5 to 3 miles-per-hour c1ip without symptoms 
is ready to resume sexua1 activity. 

A more objective assessment can be made 
from the patient's response to low-level exercise 
on a treadmill or stationary bicycle at a work­
load designed to elicit tlie anticipated heart rate 
and energy requirements of sexual activity. 
Such an evaluation serves to assess the risks 
of resumption of sexual activity, and provides 
assurance to the patient and spouse. 

In 1977. Dr. Richard Stein reported that 
heart patients showed a decrease in peak coital 
rate from 127 to 120 beats per minute, foUow-
ing a 16-week statlonaly bicycle exercise pro­

gram. Many also reported decreased anxiety, 
increased self-conflijence and reduced symp­
toms (e.g. chest pain). 

Similarly HeUerstein and Friedman reported 
that both the frequency and quality of sexual 
activity improved as a result of a physical fit­
ness program. These data suggest that regular 
exercise may decrease symptoms and the work­
load on the heart during sexual intercourse. 

Other prudent recommendations may 
include taking anti-anginal medications (e.g., 
nitroglycerine) prior to intercourse, and avoid­
ing sexual activity after heavy meals, after 
drinking alcohol, when excessively fatigued, or 
in too hot or too cold an environment. 

Alterations in sexual positions may offer a 
slight reduction in cardiac cost, eliminating 
isometric support of the body weight by the 
arms.
