Board of Review smooth
in wake of Proposal A

What was cxpected to be one
confusing Board of Review season
in Novi went smoother than
expected, City Assessor James
Klausmeyer said this week.

This was the first year that the
tax-slashing Proposal A went into
effeet.

“Fhe board went well, there were
a couple of plitches, nothing catas-
trophic,” Klausmeyer said. "I
thought we'd have 8,000 people.
Appointments were way down.”

About 800 property owners
appealed their tax assessments 1o
the cvity, but only about 200
appeared in person. The review
hoard sat for one weck, from
March 13-24, rather than the typi-
cat four wevks.

And unlike in past years, resi-
dents scemied 1o be more confused
than angry. Klausmeyver said.

No figures are available yet on
the tolal number of property tax
reductions granted,

Except for newer or improved
homes, property tax assessments
were Tocked in at the 1993 rale.
When it comes {o property taxes,
residdents will pay at the lowest of
three rates: the state equalized val-
uation (SKEV); five percent: or the
rate of inflation, at present 2.6
pereent.

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State mulls betting machines at the track

By TIM RICHARD

State representatives are ralsing
their eyebrows as they study
details of a bill allowing horse race
tracks to run gambling machines
and inter-track hetting.

Michigan's licensed race tracks
say they need expanded gambling
if the 42,000-job Industry is to
survive against the onslaught of
casino gambling In Windsor and
possibly Detroit.

“No ane wants to iake a position
on electronie gaming until the
{governor's} Gaming Commisslon
reports [n the middie of April,” said
Rep. Susan Munsell. R-Howell,
chair of the House Hegulatory
Affairs that already has begun
studying the 65-page bill.

*We're on a headlong crash
course.” warned Rev. Allen B, Rice
of the Michigan Council on Alcohol
Problem. MiCAP opposed the 1972
lottery question, has opposed garn-
bling at outstaie tracks and oppos-
es allowing casino and off-track
wagering at horse tracks.

“Citizens are saying, ‘Let the lot-
tery do It: we don't need to tax our-
selves,” We have a peli-mell desire
to save oursclves with more gam-
bling, more gambling - it's unwise
public policy,” sald Rice.

He was alone in opposing the bill
at Munsell's March 15 public hear-
ing tn a crowded, fourth-floor
meeting room in the State Capltol.

Dr. David Darby of Brighton, the
president of the Thoroughbred
Horsemen's organization, backed

the bill. quipping: “I have 30 years
experience and have lost thou-
sands of dollars, but | get in free”

Dr. Cynthia Coursen of Potter-
ville, who heads the Equine Asso-
clation, velerinarians who care for
horses, said the bl will result in
“substantial improvements in vet-
erinarian care” throngh a fund it
sets up for equine research,

Bob Lathrop, of Service Employ-
ees International Union Local 79,
said huslness at the major race
tracks - in Northvllle, Livonia,
Hazel Park and Jackson - has
plummeted 20 percent sinee Wind-
sor opened its gambling casino,

“Without the means to compete,
our jobs will be replaced by low-

age jobs in the casino industry at
%4 to $6 an hour” said Lathrop,
whose union represents ticket
tackers. securlty forces, starters
and outriders at the tracks.

The union icader objected only
ta a section that would give the
Swartz Creek track, near Ilint, a
tax break by shifting the arca to a
lower population classification,

Fielding the tough questions was
Dick Elconin of the Harness
Horsemen's Association,

Munsell: What was behind the
definition of “clty area™ as a city of
750.000 and the area 30 miles
surrounding 1t?

Elcenin: "The practical effect Is
to limit tracks in the metro Detroit
area.” The bill limits the number to
three. and those licenses already
are held by Northville Downs, Lad-
broke DRC in Livonia and lazel

Senior representation a
must for housing panel

It's beginning to look as if Novi's City
Council {s actually opposed to repre-
sentutive government,

When the council vated last week on
the makeup of the Senfor Housing
Implementation Committee, it scemed
to take great eftorts not to let senior
citizens represent themselves there.

Now, the city s proceeding with the
construction of an $8.1 million com-
plex to provide the elderly with low-
cast, subsidized rental housing. And
that's great. And the councll is going
ahead with this project without the
need for a tax increase sinee it will be
financed with revenue bonds. And
that's also great.

But now that the council is formulat-
ing its building authority, the three-
member panel actually in charge of
putting up the walls, and its impie-
mentation committee, the five-member
group whose job is to advise the
authority, council seems determined
not to let senior citizens have a say.

That's a curious turn of events for an
elected city council.

The building authority, formulated
earlier, Is to consist of three members
who will not eventually live in the com-
plex, according to the council’s rules.
OK. you can say it would be a conflict
of interest to have someone on the
authority who will live there, and that
the rule is to eliminate that potential
conflict. But if you follow that reason-
ing - that residency creates a conflict -

to its lagical extreme, it puts council in
a heck of bind. Restdency is a require-
ment for sitting on that panel.

Couple that with the decision made
by council Jast weck on the implemen-
tation committee, to reject a require-
ment to have at least one senior cltfzen
on that advisory panel.

Now the reasoning offered by one
council member jusi didn't wash. That
reasoning was that it would be difficult
to deflne what a senlor citizen is. Are
you a senior citizen when you reach
827 Or 557 Or 607

Well. if it is so difficult to declde who
is a senior citizen when choosing up a
commiltee, how are you going to figure
out who is cligible to live in the com-
plex once it is built?

i appears the attitude on council is
that if the taxpayers are going to build
this complex for seniors, it will be done
the way taxpayers want it. Senfors
won't get a say. They'll take what they
get, or they'll lump it.

Like we said, it's a curious way to
run a representative government.

State proves unreliable

Back in 1991 when the state Depart-
ment of Corrections wanted to move
female inmates from Huron Valley to
the Scett Correctional facllity on Five
Mile, they offered Northville Township
a concession. In exchange for bringing
some of Michigan's most viclent
women offenders into the community
and double-bunking them as well, the
state vowed to cap the inmate popula-
tion of the Western Wayne County jail
at 500. Western Wayne is located just
across the street from Scott.

The promise to limit the population
of Western Wayne didn't just come in
the form of a verbal commitment,
cither, No, the Legislature wrote the
proposal into law and the township
obtatned a fudicial order backing up
the statute. In addition, DOC was sup-
posed to consult the township before
making any changes in the number of
inmates at Western Wayne.

Fine. Having what they believed were
solid assurances that they would have
at least some say in the future direc-
tion of the prison, township officials
agreed. Go ahead and bring security-
risk offenders into Scott and stack the
lesser criminals two high in their cells.

But now that it's time to think about
double bunking at Western Wayne,
we're finding out just how good the
state is at keeping its word.

Michigan's burgeoning prison popu-
lation is forcing state officials to look
everywhere for available space to house
fnmates. One of the places they've tar-
geted for population expansion is West-
ern Wayne. The state wants to increase
the number of prisoners there by
roughly 50 percent, from 500 to 750.

That, of course, activates the agree-
ment between the state and the town-
ship.

The township board of trustees had
no basic problem with the tdea of
increasing the population of Western
Wayne but believed they were entitled
to compensation. In return for their

blessing to increase the inmate popula-
tion, officials were asking for one of the
following:

* Release the township from the
terms of its contract of ownership of 16
acres on Sceven Mile near the Michigan
State Police post. Acquired in 1991 in
the Scott deal, the township can't sell
the land and can use it only for certain
purposcs and with a number of condi-
tions.

Trustces asked Sen. Robert Geake,
R-Northville, to see if the state would
let the township own the land without
any strings, clearing the way for fts
eventual sale.

» Give the vacant former Phoenix
prisont complex to the township. The
board had in mind paying for tearing
down the buildings and rehabilitating
the land for public use, possibly as an
extenston of the nearby Beck Road
park.

s Let the township buy the rchabili-
tated Phoenix land from the state for
public/recreational use.

The state would agree only to raze
the Phoenix buildings and sell the
property to a private developer in order
to get the land on the tax roles. But
there are two problems with this plan.
First, the township’s share of taxes on
property within its jurisdiction is rela-
tively small, since so many other enti-
ties (the school district, the county,
special education, Huron Clinton, etc.)
also have their hands come tax collec-
tion time. And, secondly, the prospect
of selling land for development in an
area where so many prisons are
bunched together is pretty bleak.

Having reached an impasse, the state
dug into its handy bag of tricks and
pulled out a loophole custom made for
the occasion. What is a law, after all,
but something that can be revoked.
The Leglslature even now is in the pro-
cess of repealing the inmate cap at
Western Wayne. No wonder people are
skeptical about government promises.

Early Detroiters came to Novi

Every early pioneer who
came to Novi and Northville in
the 19th century passed
through Detroit. What is today
a major metropolitan center
was, in those days, a small
community on the hanks of the
Detroit River.

Its location on the river,
T however, was what made it an

Louie According to Detroit histori-

an Malcolm Bingay, "Detroit
was tounded because an anclent King of France wore a
beaver hat,”

French “voyageurs” (explorers) came to Michigan in
the early 17th century. Among their discoveries were
beaver pelts which were readily available. Favored by
Louis XIV of France, the style gained instant popularity

and demand soared.
Trading posts were established between the French

and the Indians. In 1701, Cadillac erected Fort Fon-
chatrain in what would be called D’Etroit: *Of the
strait,” The name first appeared on a map two years
later.

Detroit went from French to British rule in 1760, and
after the signing of the Declaration of Independence the
town was made a British center of offense against
American settlers, In 1783, Detroit was awarded to the
United States by the Treaty of Paris, thus officially end-
ing the war between Great Britain and the U.S.

According to the Ordinance of 1787, Michigan was
included in the Northwest Territory, which covered the
area north of the Ohio River and east of the Mississippi
Rover. Despite this ordinance, Detroit was still ruled
under British law and was even considered part of
Canada. The British finally evacuated the town in

1796,
For the first time in its history, the American flag was

raised over Detroit and the first American troops were
led victoriously into town by General Anthony Wayne.
Detroit's population of 2,200 dropped drastically as the
majority of its British residents fled across the river, By
1799 Detroit was made a port of entry.

In 1805, the Territory of Michigan was created. That
year, however, wrought disaster on the growing town of
Detroit.

A devastating fire, started in a local barn, destroyed
the entire town, Every building in town burned, except
one. Though it took the town to a tragic low, rebuilding
began almost immediately and Detroit was incorporat-
ed as a city the next year.

The War of 1812 was particularly disastrous to
Detroit. Near the beginning of the war, for the second
time in its history, Detroit was surrendered to the
British. It remained under British rule for over a year,
until being recaptured by American troops in late
1813. The American flag has flown proudly over Delroit
ever since.

Northville ploneer David Clarkson described his visit
to Detroit in his “Pioneer Sketches:”

“We landed in Detroit on the 18th day of May, 1831.
Detroit then had a population of a little over 2.000
inhabitants. Ben Woodwaorth kept the largest tavern in
the place, called the 'Steam Boat Hotel located on
Atwater Street. The widdow {sic) McMiller kept the
Yankee Boarding House' near where the 'Franklin
House' now stands, which was then in the outskirts of
the town ... The streets in Detroit was one of continu-
ous mud hole and the roads through the country were
worse if possible...”

The roads did not seem to deter travelers, however,
and many of the early 19th century visitors to Detroit
plodded their ways through the outskirts of the city to
establish their own homes in Novi and Northville,

B would be Amendment Four,
¢ Search and Seizure. This amend-

ment says that "the right of the
people to be secure in their per-

% sons, houses, papers and effects,

against unreasonable scarches
and scizures shall not be violated.”
It also grants the right to have a
warrant issued for probable cause.
This means that the police officer
must prove to a judge that if he
scarches a house for something
and finds it, that something will he
able to be used to send a criminal
to jail. The prablem is that the
warrant has to be very specific, it
has to name where and what is
going to be searched.

This amendment does protect
people from crooked cops who
might want to harass someane by
scarching their house. But what it
does not do is let the police do
their job. The police need 1o have
the right to be able to collect evi-

dence if they find it while investi-
gating a crime. For example, in the
0.J. Simpson murder trial the
defense is trying to get the judge to
throw out hloady socks and a glove
that they say the police got with-
out a warrant. [ think that they
should allow the socks and glove
in as evidence because it gives the
jury more facts to make their deci-
sion about 0.J. Simpson. It seems
like the police are on trial for find-
ing evidence because of this
amendment.

What I would change in the
United States Constitution is the
restriction on evidence within the
Fourth Amendment. As when a
cop finds evidence but it's not list-
ed on the warrant, that evidence

should be allowed in court to let
the jury get a more complete pic-
ture of the crime. A warrant would
still need to be issued by a judge
but it would not have to list exact-
ly the things to be seized. The
court sysiem seems like a battle of
lawyers instead of finding out if
someone is really guiity or inno-
cent. If this amendment was
changed to let in all the evidence
then maybe criminals would not
be set free to commit crimes again,

Prison inmates would have to
earn a high school diploma or
GED equivalent under a hill
passed by the state House of Rep-
resentiatives.

The bill split Republicans and
Democrats, liberals and conserva-
tives, as it won 87-16 passage and
was sent to the Senate.

“I've talked to the warden at
Scott facility {in Northville Town-
ship), with 850 female prisoners,”
said Rep. Gerald Law. R-Plymouth,
a supporter. “If they get into a pro-
gram lof schooling), it makes them
easler to handle. They pass it
along to thelr children when they
visit.”

Sponsor Greg Pitonfak, £-Taylor,
said the bill wouldn't take cffect
until two and a half years after
passage. “That gives the Depart-
ment of Correctlons two Lo three
years to prepare budgeis.” he said,
answering critics who complained
the bill had “Indeterminate costs.”

“The only ones who are hurt by
the bili are those inmates who

allowed parole for a school dropout
but would make the parole condl-
tonal on the person's enrollling in
4 GED course. Pitontak com-
plained it would “gut” the bill.

The Saunders amendment lost,
30 In favor and 69 against, with 10
absent,

Saunters and supporters like
Davld Gubow, D-Huntington
Wonds, argued it was “a helluva lot
cheaper than warchousing them”
at $35.000 a year.

The JHouse's main budgdet man,
appropriations chalr Don Gilmer,
R-Augusta, favored the Saunders
amendment. “We have a potential
of punishing the taxpayers,” said
Gilmer, “This bill has every Inten-
tton in the workl of costing us a lot
of money.”

But Judiclary chair Michael Nye,
R-Litchfield, replied: “Look at the
cost of releasing an individual with
no education, no trade. and they
commil another armed robhery.
Where Is the rehabilitation? It is
not there.”

The typical patient with GERD complains of
heartburn (an upward moving burning pain
behind the breastbone) afier eating, when
bending over, when lying down or when awak-
ening at night. GERD is not a life-threatening
disease and has no connection with heart prob-
lems although the symptoms can mimic them.
GERD symptoms can be confused with uicer
pain, heart problems, gallbladder disease and
asthma. GERD is responsible for at least 50
percent of non-cardiac chest pain and 80 per-
cent of chronic hoarseness, chronic cough and
non-allergic asthma.

Nothing could be further
from the truth. Achieving health and fitness is
similar to running a marathon, not a sprint.
That is, it's what you do over the long term that
really counts. Don't worry about one particular

GERD is a chranic disease. It is caused hy
acidic stomach secretions entering the esopha-
gus and overwhelming its defense mechanisins,

This usually takes place over a long period of

time. The esophagus is connected to the stom-
ach by a muscle called the “lower esophageal
sphincter” which forms o gateway to the stom-
ach. When this muscle is weak or relaxes at
inappropriate times, acidic stomach contends
can "reflux” into the esophagus and cause
pain. A hiatal hernia can contribute to the dis-
ease, as stomach contents can go throngh the
lower esophageal sphincter and enter the
esophaguos. The amount of acid secreted by the
stomach is normal in most patients with
GERD.

Most patients with GERD can be hielped with
medical treatment. The primary goal in treating
GERD is to decrease the acid that is released
into the esophagus. Lifestyle modification is the
most effective treatment of all GERD patients,
Lifestyle changes include making dietary
changes, elevaling the head of the bed. losing
excess weight and quitting smoking.

Dietary maodifications are probably the most
important; adhercnce to these recommenda-
tions often results in 100 percent improvement
of the symptoms.

GERD suffers should avold overeating and
not eat for several hours before going to bed.
Similarly, they should avoid lying down after a
meal. Alcohol, coffee, caffeinated products and
chocolate need to be eliminated from the diet
since these decrease lower esophageal sphinc-
ter pressure and make it easier for acidic stom-
ach contents to enter the esophagus,

A low-fat diet is important since high-fat
foods slow the stomach’s emptying efficiency.
Smoking also contributes to relaxation of the
lower esophageal sphincter.

When lifestyle modification measures fail to
eliminate symptoms, drug therapy can be
added. Medications are used to: decrease stom-
ach acid, tighten the lower esophageal sphinc-
rer and improve stomach emptying,

Most patients with GERD can be successfully
managed with lifestyle modifications and drug
therapy. Less than five percent require anti-
reflux surgery {o tighten the lower esophageal
sphincter.

point in the race when you may not have per-
formed as well as you had hoped.

Over the years, P've counseled many people
who followed a sensible cating and exercise
plan for a period of time, then attended a spe-
cial function and deviated for a day or two, All
too often, they give up the entire plan —
because they failed to follow it to a tee. But
people aren’'t perfect. They mistakenly reason
that ali is lost, and they go back to their old
ways.

To avoid this pitfall, [ suggest this: Buy a
glass gallon jar and display it prominently in
your hone. Put a penny in the jar for each day
you reasonably follow your exercise and eating
plan. If you fall off the wagon for a day, take
cut a penny {or even twol, but far heaven's
sake, don't empty out all the precious pennies
that you've saved to that point. Then get back
on the track,

When the jar is full, you'll be on your way to
the health and fitness goals that you desire.

Q. Where do I start if I'm going to lose

welght by eating smarter?

A. If you'd tike to losc weight, consider focus-
ing on one main goal this year — reduce your
consumption of foods that are high in fat. Fat
has nine caleries per gram. Carbohydrates and
protein have only four calories per gram.

Q. If I do regular exercise, do I need to
make dietary changes, too, to improve my
bicod fat profile?

A, Yes. Exercise alone showed only modest
changes in blood fats. according to a statistical
combination of 66 research studies. In the
average exercising subject. cholesterol fell 10
points, triglycerides dropped 16, HDL (good)
cholesterol increased one point and LDL (bad)
cholesterol decreased five points. The moral: If
you really want to improve your blood fat pro-
file, you must start watching what you eat.

Q. Can I improve by sticking to a low-fat,
low-cholesterol diet and skip the exercise?

We now know they even can tell
the difference hetween right and
wrong. If taught a shared way (o
communicate, 4 person and an
animal could overcome thelr obvi-
ous differences and understand
one another.

It could happen that a boy and a
gorlila could be friends. Just like
Rick and Katie,

That's the premise for “Born to
be Wild,” a family adventure about
the special relationship between a
unique gorilla and a teenage boy
starring Wil Horneff, Helen Shaver,
John McGiniey and Peter Boyle.

In 1979, when Washoe had a
haby, Fouts and his researchers
chose not to teach the young
chlmp to sign and instead waited
to discover if he would learn sign-
ing from Washoe.
