The ;31-year-old coiincilillaii was Ia1<cii from 
the crash site hy amhiilance to t3olsrord Hos-
liital. He was later llown to the U-M Traiirna 
Center by Medl-'light where he reiliaiiis in crit­
ical con(lition. 

Senator David l ionigman, lor whorli Pope 
also works as a legislative aide, was al tlie 
hospital Monday and reported that I'oiJc is 
comatose with "severe brain swelling" an(l a 
f r a c t u r e to the r ight side of the s k u l l . 
Allhotigh there may be a spinal Injmy, Honig-
m a n s a i d his s p i n a l cord is a p p a r e n t l y 
undamaged because he has nioveiilent in his 

linilis. He has ilo other sigiiihcant injuries. 
B u t , l i o n i g m a n s a i d , doc tors have been 
"unable to (letoct brain activity other than at 
the most basic and priiiiiti\-e lei-els." 

"Still, we are hoping against hope for a 
recovery," lionigman said. 

Deputy Dave Scott of the Oakland Coiilitv 
Sheriffs De|)ailnlent res|)oiided to ail off-(luty 
state trooper's 9-1-1 call to the crash site. 
Once (ln ihe scene the depiity rec()gnized Pope 
as the godfather cif his son and one of his best 
Inends. 

"He's a hard-working, amazing man and 
individual," Scott said, "lie's one of those guys 
yoii heard y o u r g r a n d f a t h e r talk about . 
There's so few of his kind left." 

He said eyewitness accounls of Pope's driv­
ing before the collision suggest Pope may have 
experienced illedlcal problems prior lo the 
crash. 

"He could have had sonle kind of medical 
problein," Scott suggested. "Two things make 

that a potential. One is that a witness follow­
ing Pope said his driving was non-responsive 
and he of course has a history of heart trou­
ble. There is the potential he could have hccn 
in medical distress." 

In September of UI9:i I'ojle had an e.xiieri-
inelltal surgical procedure to replace ;l con-
genitally defective heart v;ilve. The councilman 
was rero\ering well from Ihe siirgeiy but still 
on iilcdication. 

Another witness to the accident told police 
iJie counciliiian was nol speeding, nor driving 
recklessly, blil seemed slow to resjiond to trai'­
lic conditions. A( the Napier RoatI and Grand 
River Avenue intersection, she told [iolice.

Planning Commission ineeting. 

Corporate officials a.sked that 
their p l a n s to b u i l d a 3 , G 4 U -
square-foot McDonald's Restau­
rant on the east s ide of N o v i 
R o a d , n o r t h of T e n Mi le be 
reviewed and discussed. 

O'Sfic.ials of the burger cha in 
weren't looking for anytiiing more 
than input on the plaris that had 
won a less than lukewarm recep­
tion from city consultants. 

The a p p i i c a n t needs spec ia l 
1and use a n d pre l iminary site 
plan approvals but prel iminary 
reviews from tile city planner aiid 
traffic consultants weren't favor­
able. 

City planning consultant Bran­
don Itogcrs said the ordinance 
does not permit the proposed use 
on l a n d z o n e d for i n d u s t r i a l , 
which the parcel is at present. 
The city's ordinance also requires 
a proposed use to be located at 
the i n t e r s e c t i o n of two m a j o r 
thoroughfares with at least 200 
feel on a one thoroughfare. 

Since tlle proposed location is 
behind Speedway Gas Station it 
will does not fulfill tfie ordinance 
requirements to front two major 
thoroughfares. 

The floor plan shows a seven 
seat deficiency. The ortlinance 
requires 100 seats, McDonald's is 
proposing only 93. 

The same concerns held back 
Rogers i ccommcndat ion oil the 
preliminary -site plan. 

Trajfic is also a majoi' concern. 
A c c o r d i n g to tlie site plar., 
McDonald's would share a drive 
with the Speedway Gas Station. 
Patrons could enter the restau­
rant from eitlier Ten Mile or Novi 
Road. 

"The s h a r e d access on Novi 
I^oad does not provide adequate 
outbound staclting space," said 
Rod Arroyo, tile city's traffic con­
sultant . "If on ly two cars are 
stacked to exit the site, a vehicle 
leaving the Speedway facil i ty 
could bloclt ttie inbound lane to 
McDonald's. 

'"fhis proposal places too maiiy 
conflicts within a short distance," 
Arroyo sai(l. 

Arroyo also contends the fast-
food restaurant would produce 
nearly three times as many daily 
trips as ot.her perniillcd uses on 
the industrially zoned land, such 
as office, manufacturing and light 
industrial. 

His project ions indicate the 
fast-food facility would produce 
2,300 dally trips. Not all those 
trips would be new, but a large 
percentage wou1d be, he said.

Bui l t in 1955, Wil lowbrook was one of 
Novi's first large post-war subdivis ions , a 
place for ex-G.I.s to invest their government-
backed mortgages and raise up a crop of Baby 
Boomers. 

Now a developer's plan to rebuild one of the 
subdivision's original streets to accommodate 
a traffic flow to Ten Mile Road from a new 
subdiv is ion has today's Willowbrook resi­
dents, and some of their neighbors in Leslie 
Park Place, seeing red. 

"I don't think that the elimination of a street 
is the way to go in any way, shape or form. 
We're not aga ins t the subdiv i s ion . We're 
against the way they're tlying to do it," said 
John Beach, who is on the Board of Directors 
of the Willowbrook Community, the homeown­
ers association for the 450-home neighbor­
hood. 

"To put two subdivisions in jeopardy like 
this is really what's not meant to be. They 
want to give us a little park for our troubles. 
Willowbrook people don't want this." 

Singh Development Company hopes lo build 
a 31-lot subdivision, to be called Willowbrook 
Farins, on 13 landlocked acres nortli of Ten 
Mile between Haggerty and Meadowbrook 
roads. The Novi Planning Commission, with 
some modifications, has already approved Ihe 
tentative preliininaiy plat. 

Cars heading lor or leaving the new subdivi­
sion would reach Ten Mile Road tlirough the 
Willowbrook sub and G r a n d River Avenue 
tfirough Leslie Park subdivision. 

A contingent of Willowbrook a n d Laure l 
Park homeowners turned out to protest the 
p lan at M o n d a y night's Novi City C o i i n c i l 
meeting, which was postponed until May 15. 

Singh proposes to link its new road. Brook-
side Drive into the existing and public Border 

Hill Road, tliereby creating a foiir-lane boule­
vard access onto Ten Mile Road. Border Hill is 
now in a n S -curve s h a p e a n d would be 
realigned to create a C-shaped road. 

City consultants advised that if the new 
road were simply connected to the existing 
road, the developer would not be obligated to 
pay for intersection Improvements such as the 
proposed deceleration and passing lanes at 
Ten Mile Road. 

"It really boggled a lot of people's minds. It 
was the p lanning c o m m i s s i o n telling the 
developer how to design it so they could 
approve it," Beach said. 

"We just think that that's totally wrong. You 
take a street that's been in existence since 
1955: the planning commission's own riiles 
say they should not el iminate a neighbor­
hood's identity."

'I'lie Michigarl Si iprenle C o u r t 
now says it's OK for municipal olTi-
cials to place restrictions an(i con­
ditions on the zoniilj^ requests they 
aiiilrove. 

The court has put roilditioils on 
the condi t ions , but two recent 
court rulings suggest imiiiicip;lli-
ties iliay be entitled to nlore local 
zoiling control than ever liefore. 

The city altorncy finll Fried and 
Levitt has found recent rul ings 
tliat siiggest the high court will 
uphold local zoiiing authorities' 
d e c i s i o n to re/.one l a n d with 
restrictions when those restric­
tions serve fhe interests of the 
whole community and not just the 
lirivate enterprise. 

The rezonings were iiillield when 
challenged in the Michigan Court 
provifle(l that Ihe c o n d i t i o n s 
placed on the rezonings were rea­
sonable , legal, and protect the 
health, safety and welfare of the 
community. 

One such case involved fJie City 
of H a z e l Park . T h e deve loper 
obtained commercial rezoning of 
land previously zoned residential. 
Although the parcel fia(1 frontage 
on Eight Mile, it also backed up to 
a residential street. The zoning 
aiitllority, in this ea-se Hazel Park,

permitted the rc /on ing provided 
that 30 feet adj.ieeni to the resi­
dent ia l streel be reserved a n d 
landsea[ied. The owners complied. 
Years later they attenipte( l to 
expand their b'.isiiless ;lnd were 
told they could not build on the 30 
feel of regulatetl land. They sued 
and lost. 

The Supreme Court ruled that 
tile restricHoil was within Ihe dis-
ci'clionaiy aullioiity of llle munici­
pality and noted that the action 
was not unreasonable nor uncon­
stitutional. 

Case law distinguishes "condi­
tional zoning" froili "contract zon­
ing," said Assi.stant City Attorney 
Dennis Watson. "Contract zoning" 
is where the city grants a zoning 
based on a pronlise by Uie owner 
that the land will be used in a cer­
tain way, a concept that has long 
been outlawed in Michigan, 

The issue was tried and tested in 

Novi Wednesday night when the 
Novi P l a n n i n g C o m i n i s s i o n 
approved a rezoiling and voted to 
send a positive rezoning recom-
nlendation to the Novi City Coiincil 
to do Ule same. 

Before approv ing the p lan to 
rezone 4.5 acres from residential 
to general business, commission­
ers placed foiir restricUons on the 
plan which were suggested by City 
P l a n n i n g C o n s u l t a n t B r a n d o n 
Rogers. 

It's not contract rezoning, it's 
condit ional rezoning, city attor­
neys caution. Case law, Addison 
T o w n s h i p versus GoiJt, (1989) 
c lear ly spel l s out the k i n d s of 
restrictions zoning authorities can 
place on projects. 

Conditions are permilled if Uley 
meet the court's following four 
restrictions: (1) the zoiiiIlg aufholl-
ty must act reasonably and not 
impose restrictions that are illegal 
or unreasonable: (2) conditions 
placed on the project need to bene­
fit the community and not just the 
private enterprise: (3) conditions 
miist reasonably relate to fulfilling 
needs calised by the rezoning and 
not harm the neighboring proper­
ty; (4) it cannot constitute spot 
zoning. •

Ist and 9lh arm.ics' threat 10 the 
Rhine while reportedly shifting 
many of its armored units to the 
east to combat the Russians. 

Once Uie ist and 9th armies had 
crossed the Roer's subsiding flood-
waters, however, and the British and 
Canadians Joined the push from Hol­
land in Uie norUi and Uie U . S. 3rd 
and 7lh armies from the Saar and 
Alsace to Ihe souUi, General Eisen­
hower's stepmroUer gathered In­
creasing momentum. 

The first big break that signahted 
Germaay's dismtegration was the 
U. S. Ist army's surprise capture of 
the Ludendorft bridge spanning the 
Rhine below Cologne, permitting Lt, 
Gen. Courtaey Hodges io bbUd up « 
powerful bridgehead lmmejUalely 
below Uie vital Ruhr district and on 
Uie edge of the rolling plains lead­
ing eastward to Berlin, 

As Uie 1st army's bold move threw 
the German command off balance, 
Uie remahiing Allied forces in Uie 
west soon poured over the Rhine, 
last formidable water barrier guard-
in the heart of the reich. WhUe Brit­
ish and Canadian troops struck out 
against eastern Holland and the 
NorUi sea ports, the U. S. 81h army 
set about reducing the Ruhr valley 
while one wing of the Ist joined In 
the attack and anolher kyA step 
with Lt. Gen. George Palton's famed 
armored columns dashing eastward 
across Uie reich. Meanwhile, the 
U. S. 7th and the French 1st armies 
drove into the Nazis' mythical re 
doubt in the Bavarian Alps. 

As Uie American and British 
armies slashed through the German 
positions and turned lo their rea 
ward to isolate the enemy into scp 
arate pockets, the whole enemy' 
front lost its coherence, contribut.

Joe Young Jr., I)-T)etroi(. 

Young's coillplaint was thai nei-
tiler Bouchard nor tile Corrections 
Departinent had worked out - hi 
alone estimated - the cost of hi.s 
bill to allow hack-to-back pri'-.on 
terms, instead of consecutive 
terms. Bouchard's hill would applv 
to convicts placed on probation 
who committed a second crime. 

'ITle Senate Judiciarv' Commiltce 
on May 2 gave 5-1 approval to 
Bouchard's bill, with Yoiiiig regis­
tering a loud "no." Among those 
voting yes were Republicans 
Robert tleake of Northville and 
Mike Rogers of Howell. Missing the 
vote, to attend a Finance ('miiniil-

tee meeting, was Caiy IVters, D-
Bloomlield T'ownship. 

A lormer police ollicer, Boiicllacd 
.said the hill wotikl be particularly 
tisehil in cases of a Inirghir who is 
con\icte(l and |)laced on probation 
- a program where the judge sus-
Ilends a ilrison sentence hut 
places the convict under super\'i-
sion of a prohalion ofhcer. 

His l.iill would allow a jiicige lo, 
one, sf nieiice the convict lo prison 
for the first offense and, two, 
"stack" on a consecutive sentence 
lor the laler oflensi'. 

"It's discretionary wilh the 
judge," said Sen. Wiliiam VaiiRe-
fienmorler, R-tlenison, chair of the 
>Jii(liciar\' (.'oininiltee. 

"It's very rare." said Dick McK-
eon of the Corrections Uepart-
iiieilt. "T'he potenlial impact (on 
the prison |)opi]lalion) is minimal." 

"I feel there are tremendous fis­
cal iniplicalions," Young dis­
agreed." Can we atlach a cosl'.' It's 
not /.ero. hul il could go through 
the niof." 

A Senate fiscal Agency rcjjort 
said Boiicllard's bill "would have 
no llscal iin|iact on state or local 
government." Young doulitcd that. 

Currently, a convici can lie given 
a coilseciilive sentence for a new 
crime commilted (I| while in 
prison, (2) (luring an escape period 
or while on parole after being 
released from jirison. liouebard's 
liill doesn't cilange that but 
expands the concept lo cover pro­
bationers. 

I'.lsewhere in Lansing, Correc­
tions Director Ken Mctiinnis 
annoiiiiecd tlie stale would e.xcei'd 
its prison capacity soiiuiinu' in 
summer. T'he reasons: Work on 
renovaliiig an Upper I'eiiiiisiila for­
mer mental hospital into a prison 
was going slower than e.Nj)ected, 
wdlile new prison sentences in 
April were much greater lhan 
expected - 2-10 versus tile predict­

ed 138. 
Bouchard's bill , if enacted, 

would become law about April I, 
1996. 

And Sen. John Schwarz, R-Bat-
tle Creek, a protector of public 
university funding, has been call­
ing on higher education leaders to 
liattle the "Pae-Man" prison budget 
which is eating up almost all 
growth in state revenues. 

Michigan has lieen on a prison-
building binge since the early 
1980s. Tile prison population has 
more than tripled from 13,000 to 
about 40,000. The Corrections 
Department budget, at $1.3 bil­
lion, is about to surpass the uni­
versities' state aid for the first time 
in history.

Soi i th f i ek l attorney Geoffrey 
Ficgcr, a forincr drama student 
known for his flalilboyant coiirt-
room a n d news conference style, 
bombed before his state Senate 
Ji ldiciaiy Comniittee audience iis 
he argiied against a police chase 
bill. 

"1 take extreme offense," said 
Sen. Mike Rogers, R-llowell. 

"I did ',in(lerstand yon to call 
police crimiilals," said c l lairnlan 
William Vankegenillorter, R-.Jeni-
son. 

"Ifs people l ike Fieger, who. 
knowing (an injiire(i person) can't 
recover danlages from tile fleer, 
turn the blame on law enforce-
ilient," said Dearborn Police Chief 
Ron Deziel. 

Sen, Chris Dingell, D-Trenton, 
said nothing but rolled his eyes 
when asked later about Fieger's 
performance. 

O n l y S e n . Robert C.eake. R-
Northvllle, a child psychologist, 
didn't get v i s ib ly a n n o y e d by 
Fieger's May 2 show. 

Fieger is best known to the pub­
lic for defending Jack ("Dr. Death") 
Kevorkian in his 22 assisted sui­
cide cases. But Fieger. who once 
studied drama at the University of 
Michigan, is better known in legal 
circles for suing doctors and com­
panies who al legedly in j i i re 
patients and eustomcrs. 

He ladles out insults freely and 
describes himself as a veiy intelli­
gent man who should run for gov­
ernor one day. 

A t issue is a package of bil ls 

before the Senate panel on "pur­
suit" policies - what should hap-
Ilen when a crime si ispect flees 
police. The bills would: 

• Provide for "new and stricter 
penalties" for fleeing and chiding 
police and gradations of piinish-
nlcnt - two years for simple flight, 
15 years for a llight that results in 
someone's death, 

• A cap of $280,000 on iion-eco-
ilonlic ("pain and suffering") dam­
ages for state a n d loca l police 
units that a(lopt one of the model 
Emergency Vehicle Policy (EVO) 
plans. Fieger concentrated his fire 
on this bill. 

• A set of EVO plans for police to 
;idopt. 

VanRegenmorter said tile panel 
may Ilegin |-eporting out the bills 
this week. 

Sneering at "this aiigiist body," 
Fieger said, "you're seeking lo pro­
tect insurers. The only tiling your 
bill acklresses is limiting liability of 
those who are negligently involved 
in police chases. 

"In real lite, 1 represent victims," 
he said, citing a suit on behalf of 
the family of a y o u n g attorney 
killed by someone fleeing police 
oiit of a resiilential street. 

'The Senate vallies life," Fieger 
said, referring to its outlawing of 
assisted suicitie, "but suddenly no 
longer do yoll valiie life, but you 
price it at $280,000. Why would 
anyone reward the negligent police 
agencies. You shouldn't, ever, limit 
the ability to collect. The theory of 
tort laws is to dissuade, to deter 
You encollrage negligent (police) 
conduct." 

Geake : "Ilow c a n you say it 
eiicolirages police to engage in 
negligent chases'.'" 

Fieger: "What is the incentive to 
train ofTicers if the ilenalty is only 
$280,000 instead of $2 niillion? If 
you want to protect i)eoiJle, you 
don't need that cap." 

VanRegenmurter: "Money isn't 
the deHnition of the problem. It's 
the inal)il ity to get i n s u r a n c e . 
Some police agencies don't chase 
becaii.se they can't get insurance 
(against unlimited jury awards)." 

Fieger: "Let the free market 
work. I have yet to see a city go 
down (bankrupt) beca i i se of a 
chase." 

Sen. J o n CMsky. R-Saginaw, a 
former sheriffs officer: "As one 
involved in high-speed chases, 1 
never thought of the money. You 
know, as an aiiorney. you'll look 
around for Ihe (k'e[)est pockets." 

Rogers, a former FBI man: "You 
represent trial attorneys (who typi-
ciilly get ()iu'-thli-d of a jury award 
as a contingency fee)." 

Fieger: "I am Ihe person you 
come to to get a remedy." 

Rogers: "You've appointed your­
self to rei)resent nie'.'" 

Fieger: "I and people like me. I 
(lon't do it lor llle money anymore. 
1 do it because it's iight." 

Rogers: "Your drarna lessons 
have paid off. I take e.xtreine 
offense at yoi ir sweeping state-
nlents. For yoii to sit there and 
show disrespect for police who are 
ris l i ing their lives - to say this 
committee has sniiggle(l iip to 
insurance companies - I point out 
that economic damages (nledical 
bills, lost pay) aren't alfccte(l by 
this bill." 

Next was Ron Deziel, Dearborn 
police chief repi-esenting the MIehil 
gan Association of Chiefs of Police: 

"There is a crisis . T h e r e is a 
problem bccalise of lawsuits that 
have resulted in horrendolis ver-
diets against deep-pockets govern­
ment. 

"Sonle police agencies won't pur-
siie. Insurers won't insure. A poli­
cy of no pursuit Is irresponsible. 
There are tinles when we miist 
pursue violators and cr iminals . 
Pursuit is dangerous. Piirsuit has 
been a source of controversy for 
many years. Every agency should 
adopt a policy. 

'This bill doesn't shut out recov­
ery. It allows recovery of all eco­
nomic damages but l imits non-
eeonoinlc danlages. It's people like 
Fieger who, knowing there's no 
recovery from the fleer, turn the 
blame on law enforcement.

S u r v e y m a y b e ' s p r i n g b o a r d ' f o r b o n d t a l k s

The results of a recent telephone 
survey may serve as a springboard 
for a future bond proposal in Novi 
schools. 

Superintendent Emmett Lippe 
said Tuesday school administra­
tors and the Board of Education 
will continue to digest the infornla-
tion contained in the school survey 
and may in the near future use it 
as justification for a future bond 
proposal. 

"The survey was well done and 
representative of important infor­
mation from community members 
concerning a variety ofeducationaJ 
issues," Lippe said. "It gives the 
board a sense of direction if they 
want to continue to address facili­
ties issues and it could serve as a 
s p r i n g b o a r d for fur ther talk of 
bond issues." 

At tonighfs board of c(liication 
meeting, the superintendent said, 
he intends to present a tiinetable 
to the board to guide members' 
discussion of possible solutions to 
on-going enrollment problems and 
facility uses. Lippe's prc.scntation 
will be based on the results of the 
survey. 

According to the results of the 
survey, more than half of all those 
surveyed said they would prefer to 
see the the district build a new 
middle school, renovate the exist­
ing midd le school for fifth a n d 
sixth grade use and then convert 
Novi Meadows for kindergarten-
through-fourth-grade use. T h a t 
proposal found favor with most 
residents, 54 percent, in compari­
son to two other options which 
captured only 41 and 32 percent 
favor with voters. In addition, most 
voters (48 percent) contend they 

vvolild support a bond to fund this 
project over the other two options. 

Lij ipe d e c l i n e d to coinnlent 
whether or not option one would 
come back to voters on a future 
ballot. He said that decision rests 
with the board even though there 
appears to be support in the coin-
miinity for it, 

'The inforination from the public 
would seem to inake that a realis­
tic possibility," he said. 

Option two would accompl ish 
tlie saiTle as tlie voters' first choice, 
although it woiild be done in two 
phases i n s t e a d of one. Clear ly 
Lippe said the data indicates vot­
ers prefer to go for the whole pro­
ject, rather approach it piecemeal. 

"There were a large number of 
people who preferred to have it as 
one issue and not two," he sai(l. 

Four out of 10 voters prefer the 
second option over the first and 

only three out of 10 would opt for 
third proposal which seeks voter 
approval of building a new elemen­
tary for foiirth and fifth grades and 
renovat ing the ex is t ing m i d d l e 
scllool complex for grades 6. 7 and 
8. One half of the voters would 
oppose option three. 

In summary, 93 percent of the 
voters indicated a preference for 
option one and woliUi vote for a 
bond issue to do it. That's in coin-
parison to 85 percent who would 
siipport and vote to pay for plan B, 
and 86 percent who would do the 
same for the third proposal. 

Aside fronl the building options, 
survey r e s p o n d e n t s were a l so 
asked to rate the quality of educa­
tion in Novi Schools, along with its 
teachers , a d m i n i s t r a t o r s a n d 
board of education members.

Cont laued f rom 1 
itself as anything other than what 
it is, A R E A Seniors. 

"Perhaps the Novi Senior Center 
feels we've been stepping on their 
toes. We've been concentrating in 
O a k l a n d C o u n t y the last six 
months," he said. 

"When city groups don't like it. 
it's because it's pohtical." 

T h e a s s o c i a t i o n , founded i n 
October 1993, has a membership 
of 20,000 and is currently tiying to 
broaden its base in Oakland Coun­
ty, Vondette sa id . A R E A Seniors 
currently offers monthly lectures 
for the older set at Freedom Hill 
County Park in Sterling Heights, 
but is considering setting up a sec­
ond site in Southfield. 

A I ^ purchases voters registra­
tion records from cities such as 
Novi in order to contact senior ciU-
zens. Seniors are charged $1 for 
their first year of membership than 
$12 a year thereafter. That pays 
for the costs of printing the associ­
ation's newsletter, Vondette said. 

Senior* are also given a booklet 
called P E R K S which offers them 
d i s c o u n t s at 7 0 0 b u s i n e s s e s , 
i n c l u d i n g a f inanc ia l service, a 
health care services, hairdressers 
and a glass repair business affili­
ated with A J ^ Seniors, 

"Seven h u n d r e d bus inessmen 
are tied in with 20,000 members. 
When I get more members, I get 
more b u s i n e s s e s . T h a t lneans 

when we talk to people we say you 
may as well use these businesses 
we have available," Vondette said. 

"It's pretty s tra ight forward. 
They (staff from the Novi Senior 
Center) are welcome to come talk 
to me about it and the things we 
do." 

Once a month, the organization 
b r i n g s i n speakers to d i s c u s s 
health and other areas of interest 
to seniors . These programs are 
shown on public access channels 
in Macomb County. Vondette said. 

Vera Connell. 78, is one of the 
local seniors who contacted the 
Novi Senior Center about A R E A 
Seniors, 

'They said they were going to do 
a s u r v e y , that they were from 
Utica. You couldn't get anybody to 
call you back and give you any 
specific information," Connell said. 

"I d idn' t want to let anybody 
come to my door I wanted to know 
who was coming, I said I lived in a 
complex that did not allow solicit­
ing, they'd have to register at the 
office and they hung up on me. At 
first, I was kind of frightened." 

While the Optimist Club soine-
times sends volunteers to help the 
seniors with yard work or house 
hold tasks, this is first arranged by 
the Novi Senior Center, The Novi 

center does .^nt telephone people 
asking for pern., sion to drop by, 
McAlpine explained. 

Nov! Parks and Recreation Spe­
cial Coordinator Kathy Crawford 
said she believes several business­
es may claim to be from the Novi 
Senior Center. 

"You shouldn't be hoodwinked.

"People did not see redistricting 
as a major problein but as a way of 
readjusting enrollment," he said, 
"But the people with children in 
the lower grades may feel the 
strongest against it," 

T h e s u r v e y contains c r i t i c a l 
information about people's atti­
tudes a n d op in ions about the 
schools, Lippe said. It's informa­
tion he said is testimony to how 

well the schools and school staff is 
doing in tfie cominunity's eyes, 

"We are pleased with the results 
of the survey and pleased w i t h 
people's opinions of the quahty of 
olir program, the amount of infor­
ination we are giving out and how 
they feel about our employees , 
administrators and the board of 
education. 

"Our challenge then is to contin­
ue to improve on that."

In 
reality, graffiti is no th ing more than 
vandalism. 

The Novi Police Department of course 
has a higher concern than mere aes­
t h e t i c s . It i s c()ncerned abou t the 
spread of messages by y o u t h gangs 
t h r o u g h graf f i t i . G a n g s , the po l i ce 
department contends, use the spray 
paint symbolism to mark turf, recruit 
new members, offer drugs for sale, and 
challenge rivals. 

The quick removal of such wall art, 
according to the police department, is 
Integi-a) to its strategy of lighting these 
gangs and keeping them from coming 
to or spreading their influence here in 
town. El iminat ing the graffiti as quick-
y as possible will stop the gang mem­
bers from sending messages to each 
other. 

The police department is proposing 
an o r d i n a n c e amendmen t a i m e d at 
s topp ing the spread o f graffi t i , and 
thus gangs . The o r d i n a n c e a l ready 
makes such vanda l i sm i l legal , bu t a 
new provision would require that prop­
erty owners remove the graffiti or paint 
over it in 15 days or less. 

If they don't, the city could come in 
an do the Job itself, charging the owrier 
for the cost of removal or painting over 
while tacking on a 10 percent adminis­
trative fee. 

As m u c h as we can agree with the 
goal, it sounds to us like property own­
ers c o u l d e n d up b e i n g v i c t i m i z e d 
t^vice. 

First of a l l , we should point out that 
the fears of local po l ice that gangs 
have come to town appears to have 
some merit. .An incident a few weeks 
ago b e t w e e n two s m a l l g r o u p s o f 
y o u t h s j n the n o r t h e n d of t o w n , 
resultir lg i n a car chase down G r a n d 
River and in one youth attacking the 
auto of another with a crow bar, serves 
to provide some ind ica t ion there are 
Indeed gang members l iv ing here i n 
t o w n . S e v e r a l of the y o u n g s t e r s 
involved admitted to past gang affilia­
tions. Police found markings on others 
they believed were Indicative of gang 
Involvement.

Sti l l , the pl-ospcct for the new ol-di-
nance leaves us with some questions. 

For in s t ance , w i l l the same ru les 
a p p l y to p u b l i c l y - o w n e d p rope r ty? 
Many of targets of graffiti seen so far 
have been government facilities - road 
signs and bi'idge abutments. Wi l l the 
city be assessing costs to the county 
R o a d C o m m i s s i o n , the M i c h i g a n 
Depaltment of Transportat ion and Its 
own Department of Public Works as it 
does to private land owners? We think 
it should. 

A n d is there a problem getting own­
ers to remove the graffiti now? Mos t 
instances so far have produced rela­
t ive ly q u i c k a c t i o n . M o s t b u s i n e s s 
owners don' t want gang graff i t i on 
their bui ld ings . It seems to us most 
residents wouldn't want the symbols 
on their land. So wc have to question 
the nijed for the a m e n d m e n t . . . . _-

F i n a l l y , is i t fa i r to m a k e the 
l andowner pay w h e n he or she has 
already been victimized once? It seems 
to us there is a public intei'cst in hav­
i n g the graffiti removed, so it wou ld 
make sense in this case for the govern­
ment to help out the owner, but doing 
t.he removal itself at no cost. 

If the city isn't will ing to go that far, 
there may well be Justification for split­
t i n g the cost w i t h l a n d o w n e r s , or 
somehow trimming the costs. Certain­
ly , the adminis t ra t ive fee shou ld be 
done away with. 

Granted, the costs of removal of graf­
fiti are relatively minor i n the whole 
scheme of thiligis. Iklt given the cur­
r en t a n t i - g o v e r n m e n t m o o d of the 
counti-y, i l wiW do nothing to mitigate 
that sentiment if residents and build­
i ng owners feel they are be ing pun ­
ished for having-been victimized.

outs and acquisitions we read 
about, it seems the giants are 
doing a lot of wheeling and 
dealing without much input 
from the "little guy." 

Just bout everyone 1 talk to 
has a story of how they lost 
ou l when the big guys made 
their deals: The woman who 
had been saving UPC codes 
for months and finally had 
enough for a large rebate, 
only to find out the company 

was sold and would no longer accept this offer; the 
man who cou ldn ' t r e tu rn his defective product 
because the store's new owners didn't abide by the 
previous corporation's return policy; or the tenant 
who now had to get rid of his beloved dog because 
his new apartment owner adopted different rules on 
pet ownership. 

Wel l , t h a t ' s not the case th i s t ime a r o u n d . 
T e l e c o m m u n i c a t i o n powerhouse . T ime Warner 
decided to merge with Metro'Vlslon, the company 
that provides our cable service here in e cities of 
Novf Farmington and Farmington Hil ls . The F C C 
enables cities who have a.contract with cable com­
panies who face a transfer of ownership, the right to 
approve that change. That way cities can ensure 
that the new cable company wil l fulfill all the obliga­
tions of the old. 

And that's exactly wheat we did here at the South­
western Oakland Cable Commission (SWOCC). But 
it wasn't as simple as you might think. To assist us 
In this process, we hired a consultant (CTIC Associ­
ates) and an attorney specializing in telecommunica­
tions from Mil ler , Canfield, Paddock and Stone's 
Washington, D . C . office. 

SlIlce November, SWOCC has evaluated the trans­

fer request, conducted reviews and audits, and 
drafted a transfer agreement. 

We've been successful in transferring all rights, 
obligations and responsibilities through this agree­
ment from MetroVislon to Time Warner Entertain­
ment-Advance/Newhouse (TWEAN). S W O C C has 
also la id the groundwork for upcoming renewal 
negotiations since this agreement expires in 1997. 

On top of that, we were able to secure several 
addi t ional i tems to ensure that each cable sub­
scriber doesn't lose anything In this process: 

• Sufasciibers wi l l soon have additional channel 
capacity. T W E A N will fulfiU MetroVision's original 
franchise obligation to enact a shadow cable by com­
pleting a state-of-the-art fiber optic upgrade, allow­
ing for more channels. 

• The upgrade wil l be secured by a performance 
bond to ensure its completion. 

• S u b s c r i b e r s w i l l not bear the cost of t h i s 
upgrade. 

• T W E A N w i l l pay the consultant and attorney 
expenses that SWOCC incurred i n evaluating and 
negotiating this transfer. 

• Any costs that Time Warner or Advance New-
house i n c u r in this transfer process wi l l not be 
borne by the subscribers. 

You can't always have a say in the business moves 
of corporate giants. But thanks to F C C regulations 
and local enforcement by SWOCC, you can be sure 
that someone is looking out for your best interests 
when It comes to cable TV.

With no coherent 
state policy driving 
a p p r o p r i a t i o n s 
decisions, the pro­

cess has becolne the single most totally 
parochial donnybrook Iil Lansing. legisla­
tors pick partisan sides. Those represent­
ing Uinslng favor Mlchigiln State Universi­
ty, and those froln Ann Arbor push the 
University of Michigan. Or Spartan aiumnl 
square off against Wayne Slate graduates. 

B u i over the past decade or so, a kind of 
tacit gentlemen's agreement has einerged 
thai put at least the Big Three - U-M, MSU 
alld WSU - a l lough parity, if U-M got a 4 
percent increase, so too would M S U and 
WSU. 

This year, however. Gov. J o h n Engler 
surprised everybody by proposing a bud­
get with additional special appropriations 
of $10.3 million for MSU, $4.2 million for 
Western .Michigan University and $1 mil­
lion for Grand Valley Stale University. The 
net effect was lo pick three wlioners (each 
receiving around a 6 percent Increase) and 
12 losers (each receiving around 3 per­
cent, below the cost of inflation). 

Right away, talk enlpted of special deals 
and political deck-slacking. Gov. Engler 
was int imately involved In picking new 
M S U President Peter McPherson. Rep. Don 

Gilmer, who wil l be a member of the al l -
powerful conference committee on higher 
education appropriations, is from Augus­
ta, near W M U ' s campus in Kalamazoo. 
A n d G r a n d Val ley , located near Grand 
Rapids, benefited from the general west-
slde-of-fiie-state tilt of the Engler Adminis­
tration. 

A period of ferocious - even by higher 
education appropriations standards - lob­
bying ensued. Led by Sen. John Schwarz, 
a physic ian and a lum of both U - M and 
W S U , and chair of the Senate Appropria­
tions subcommittee on higher ed, a com­
promise proposal emerged last week that 
would give all universities general Increas­
es of 6 percent while maintaining the spe­
cial outlays for the three winners. 

State revenue projections will come out 
next Monday. Senate and House leaders 
wil l meet with Engler i n the middle of next 
week to set targets for final appropria­
tions. So the process is getUng down to the 
short strokes. 

What Is to be made out of all this hulla­
baloo? 

Plainly, Michigan needs a policy-driven 
way to allocate funds to higher education. 
Political arm-twisting Is hardly a sensible 
basis for supporting the great universities 
on which much of our economic future 
rests. 

The basis can be found in the report of 
the Commission on the Future of Higher 
Education In Michigan, published in 1984. 
This bipartisan panel, which Included for­
mer M S U President John Hannah, imanl-
mously recommended a funding system 
based on twin facts: 

• Naturally, the roles and missions of 
Michigan's universities differ. Community 

colleges play a different role thall general 
state universities. Research universities do 
not p r e t e n d to do the same t h i n g as 
regloncd state colleges. 

• So, too, do costs per student. It does 
cost nluch more to educate a doctor at U -
M than to does to train a lab technician at 
Oakland Community College or School­
craft College. 

The brilliance of the commission's report 
was to suggest that Michigan's funding 
targets for each type of university be set by 
examining how other states support their 
peer institutions - that is, those with simi­
lar roles and missions. 

If, for example, other states support 
their regional colleges at a level of 'X" dol­
lars per student, this should become a tar­
get for state funding In Michigan. Espe­
cially at the level of our research universi­
ties, where competit ion for faculty and 
other resources is national, this method 
helps Michigan - once ranked 12th nation­
ally (in 1960-61) In Its per-capita support 
for higher education and now 24th (as of 
1993-94) - evaluate how much It costs to 
keep up i n the race for brains. 

You don't need a Ph.D. in rocket science 
to realize that once the current funding 
donnybrook is over, M i c h i g a n should 
adopt a ra t ional system for supporting 
higher education based on the commis­
sion's model.

H e r e ' s o n e i d e a f o r r e d i s t r i c t i n g 

To the Editor: 
The recent edi torial on the 

Novi S c h o o l D i s t r i c t ' s voter 
survey highlighted the fact that 
voters are wi l l ing to examine 
a l te rna t ives to solve school 
ove rc rowd ing . Despi te past 
controversy, one alternative, 
redistricting, was supported by 
two-thirds of those surveyed. 
Redistricting is a viable alter­
na t ive tha t c a n be accom­
pl ished wi thou t the emotion 
and dlvisiveness of the past. 

Six months ago, I proposed 
loathe School Board a "no-paln" 
redistricting plan. It alleviates" 
school overcrowding without 
redis t r ic t ing s tudents out of 
the i r c u r r e n t e l ementa ry 
school. In l ight of the survey 
results, I once again ask the 
Board to examine this alterna­
tive. 

The key to this redistricting 
Idea is to realize that only two 

L e t t e r s 

elementary schools, Parkview 
and Orchard Hi l l s , are facing 
the problem of overcrowding. 
•Village Oaks and Novi Woods 
are below capacity and are pro­
jected to have even fewer stu­
dents five y e a r s f rom n o w . 
Redistricting should not move 
kids from their current school 
Into a new school. Instead, it 
should find a way to d is t r ic t 

"new housing development, and 
new students, into the schools 
that have room for new s tu­
dents. 

A pro-active al ternative for 
Parkview uses selective redis­
tricting of future development. 
The s o u t h s ide of T e n M i l e 
between Taft and Beck roads 
has three separate s u b d i v i ­

s ions i n v a r y i n g stages of 
development. 

This fall , these new homes 
w i l l send many new faces to 
N o v i schools . M o v i n g these 
s u b d i v i s i o n s out of the 
Parkview attendance area and 
Into the Novi Woods attendance 
area wi l l allow the district to 
make use of projected available 
space at Novi Woods , whi le 
avo id ing overc rowding at 
Parkview. As a bonus , these 
new students w^l be attending 
the elementary school that Is 
closest to their homes. 

Overcrowding at O r c h a r d 
Hi l l s present a more difficult 
problem. However, there Is a 
short-term solution that can 
buy time for reasonable alter­

natives to be developed. 

This would Involve moving 
the preschool program, that 
currently uses two classrooms, 
to another school with excess 
classroom space. 

By freeing up room for more 
elementary students, the board 
can alleviate some of the effects 
of over(arowdlng. 

The advantage of both these 
alternatlVes Is that they w i l l 
cost taxpayers next to nothing. 
They also can be implemented 
before the board returns to the 
voters with another bond pro­
posal. 

The board needs to show the 
taxpayers tha t it c a n solve 
problems without demanding 
mi l l i ons i n new tax dol lars . 
These alternatives would be a 
step in that direction.

In t imes l i ke 
these, I r e c a l l 
Sergeant Len Kenz-
er 

Kenze r (not h i s 
real name) ran our 
un i t of Weekend 
Warriors. That was 
i n the days of the 
Kennedy Admin i s ­
tration's saber rat­
tling. Twice, during 
the Berlhi Wall and 
C u b a n m i s s i l e 

crises, we were "alerted," a prelude to 
being called to active duty. 

Sergeant Kenzer was ecstatic as he con­
templated active duty. His eyes glowed. 

By God, he was going to crack the whip 
and shape up the outfit. He was going to 
show everyone who was boss . He was 
going to make everyone toe the mark. And 
more threats. 

I asked myself : 1) If this guy wants 
active duty so badly, why doesn't he leave 
his famfiy and ask for active duty? 2) If we 
warriors were so bad, why not shape us 
up immediately? A l l of us were imbued 
with the work ethic. 

Kenzer, I believe, wanted active duty so 
he could push folks around. The top brass 
would be too busy to hear complaints, No 
one under h im could retaliate. Despite the 
U n i f o r m C o d e of M i l i t a r y J u s t i c e , a 
sergeant can make life miserable wi th 
Impunity, despite what you see In the 
movies. 

Kenzer was a bully. Bullies like to flaunt 
their authority. Bullies like to push people 
around, to intimidate, to require others to 
answer idiotic questions like "What do you 
think this is, a boy scout outfit? Are you 
trying to be fimny?" 

In times like these - the Oklahoma City 
bombing - Congress and the president feel 

compelled to "do something," to concoct 
"tough new laws" to protect property and 
people. About 95 percent of the restric­
tions wouldn't have saved a soul if they 
had been in place A p r i l 20, 1995. The 
authorities, however, feel compelled to "do 
something." 

In such an environment, bullies thrive. 
They have a perfect excuse to shove people 
around. 

This is not a tirade against government 
or its officials. It's about bullies, the one 
person in eight who abuses h i s or her 
authority. Bull ies abound In police depart­
ments. In private security firms. In cus­
toms check lanes. In federal law enforce­
ment. In the last week or so, I culled these 
examples of bu l l y ing from decisions by 
Michigan's second b l u e s t court: 

• A Femdale cop pulled over a driver in 
1992 and found the car 's plates had 
expired a day earlier. The driver had a sus­
pended license and outstanding arrest 
warrants. The cop arrested him and pre­
pared to Impound the car. Out came the 
driver's mother, who gave the cop the cor­
rect spelling of her son's name (helpful), 
declared the car was hers (correctly) and 
refused to let It be Impoimded (correctly). 
Mom also used some bad language on the 
cop (not good.) 

The cop called for backup and Impound­
ed the car - improper ly , said the t r i a l 
Judge. The prosecution appealed, but the 
Cour t of Appeals backed the trial judge, 
saying: T h e police officer illegally seized 
the vehicle. Defendant Douglas was enti­
tled to resist the illegal seizure of her prop­
erty." 

• A Detroit police officer raided a house 
at 11:30 one evening and broke down the 
bed room door Of a m a n named Watts, 
Interrupting h i m wi th h i s girlfriend. As 
Watts tried to dress, the cop pointed a 
shotgun at his head, slapped him, hand­

cuffed h i m and poked h i m i n the back 
with a flashlight. Another officer asked 
Watts If he ever had sued the state; yes, 
said Watts. 'Why did he want to take tax­
payers ' m o n e y ? asked the cop. When 
Watts a t t empted to r e s p o n d , the cop 
slammed Watts' head into the wall. 

At the cop's request, the trial Judge sum­
marily dismissed Watts' suit for assault, 
battery and gross negligence. The Court of 
Appeeds reversed, sending the case back 
for trial or settlement. 

• Oakland Prosecutor Richard Thomp­
son seems to be facing a lot of "double 
Jeopardy" appeals these days. In 1990 his 
office nailed a woman for possession with 
Intent to deliver less t han 50 grams of 
cocaine; she got one to 20 years. So far, so 
good. 

Then the prosecutor got a grand jury 
Indictment and tried her again, this time 
for conspiracy to possess with intent to 
deliver more than 650 grams of cocafiie. 
The Juiy found her guilty only of posses­
sion with Intent to deliver between 50 and 
225 grams of cocaine; she got 10 to 30 
years. The Court of Appeals said the same 
evidence was used In both trials; hence 
she was placed In double Jeopardy; her 
conviction was reversed. In addition, the 
Court of Appeals said the 30-year sentence 
was Invalid because It exceeded the statu­
tory maximum of 20 years. 

I say the two cops and the prosecutor 
a re b u l l i e s . These cases a l l s ta r ted 
between 1988 and 1992. The Cour t of 
Appeals slapped down the bullies. It will 
be worse, now that Kenzer 's pals have 
Oklahoma City as an alibi for their Intimi­
dating behaVior.

The media stars control what is 
heard, seen and read, but they for­
get to report that what they said 
last montll, or six months ago, was 
wide of the mark, according to 
Francis. 

After saying most Washington 
journalists' predictions are bunk, 
he inade a prediction abolit Colin 
Powell, Wl lom he has known for 1 1 
years "as an extraordinary man 
(who) care(l aboiit the little people 
under hiin the way someone who 
comes from the veiy bottom knows 
how you feel, 

"1 believe that Colin Powell will 
n in for the presidency of the Unit­
ed States as an independent candi­
date," Francis predicted, "He will 
be a true Independent, not bound 
by the platforms of the Deiilocratic 
or R e p u b l i c a n part ies , not 

splashed wiUl tile briish that is so 
often used to paint third party and 
independent c a n d i d a t e s of the 
past, paint tllein as radicals or 
fniit loops. 

"A Colin Powell candidacy would 
excite this nation and give it the 
kind of hope that can only come 
from a man with his roots, his his-
toiy." 

The polls show people triist and 
believe what Powell says, according 
to Francis, 

"After a decade 1 can tell yoli tlie 
polls are right," he said. 

Powell has written a book which 
win be out in September. He will go 
on the inevitable bgok tour around 
the c o u n t r y for three or four 
months, but will use it as die plat-
forin to speak out, according to 
F'rancis, 

"Wllen the primaries in January, 
Febriiary and March chew up and 
spit out all the wanna he's, Colin 
Powell will enter the race, but he 
won't go into the primaries." Fran­
cis said. 

"We as Americans are learning 
something aboiit ourselves lately -
we really want to wallow in the 
facts, which brings me to 0 , J , . " 
Francis said. 

Wlien he was called six or seven 
weeks ago and told to cover the 
O . J . trial he said " H u h , I cover 
wars." 

No war will ever get this kind of 
coverage, he was told. 

"Boy were they right. I can tell 
there are a lot of c loset O . J . 
junkies out there." he said of the 
audience. "You lean forward jlist a 
little bit more. It's amazing what 
the camera does to the story, not 
just factually but visuaily." 

The first time he met M a r c i a 
Clark he noticed she was pretty, 
and had an aura and a nervous­
ness about her, 

"When you follow her back to her 
office yoii think she has to go look 
at some legal book," PYancis said. 
"Hell no, she wants a cigarette and 
she wants it bad. 1 think the rea­

son they take a court break every 
hour and a half is so she can have 
a cigarette." 

Siinilson is a physic;llly imposing 
character liimself Francis said. 

"Wlialyou doil't see. coming and 
lea\ing.

C o m p u t e r s c a n l e a d t o e y e p r o b l e m s 

When computers 
first became promi­
nent in the work­
place, many concerns 
about possible health 
threats emerged, 
ranging from cancer 
to miscarriages. The 
computer screen, 
known as a cathode 
ray tube (CRT) or 
video display terminal 
(VDT), is the main 
suspect. Research 
shows that VDTs emit 

ittle or no hazardous radiation such as X-rays, 
ultraviolet rays or electromagnetic fields. 

Eye complaints are the most common health 
problem reported by computer users. To make 
sure that the VDT isn't just aggravating an 
underlying visual problem, begin with a thor­
ough eye examination. Correcting your vision 
could not oiily help you at work but witli driv­
ing and leisure activities as well. Once visual 
probiems are addressed, correcting the equip­
ment set-up and lighting in your office can add 
to your comfort and productivity. 

Computer use can present an unnatural 
work environment for our eyes and body. This 
is because we are ofl:en staring at our comput­
ers for long periods without adjusting the dis­
tance or focus. 

The eye muscles relax when focusing on 

something far away and contract when fociis-
ing on something up close. Your eyes - and tlie 
rest of your body - depend on variety and 
movement to stay relaxed and fresh all day. 
You wouldn't want to pick up a heavy object 
and cany it around for hours without setting it 
down, would you? You can give your eyes and 
body much-needed variety by briefly looking 
away from 

the screen eveiy 15-20 minutes and walking 
away from your desk every hour or two. 

The concentration level used when operating 
a computer slows our natural blink rate. This, 
coupled with the heat of the hard drive and 
typically dry office air, tends to yield dry-eye 
symptoms. It sounds funny, but just remem­
bering to blink more often will help the situa­
tion, as will placing a small humidifier In the 
office during the heating season. 

Your workstation ideally will be designed for 
computer use. A desk that is 26 inches high, as 
opposed to the average 29-inch height, allows a 
more natural reach to the keyboard and puts 
the top of the VDT at or below eye level. It is 
helpful to use a document holder, which places 
your text at the same distance as the screen 
(20-30 inches is best) if you frequently look 
back and forth. 

Proper lighting Is also important to reduce 
eyestrain. Office lighting should equal the 
screen brightness (20-70 foot candles). Gener­
ally, most offices are lit at about twice this 
level. Fixing this situation may be as simple as 

removing a few bulbs from overhead fixtures, 
turning your workstation so your back Isn't to 
a window or closing the shades. If you suffer 
from computer glare and you can't change the 
room lighting, a glare screen can be installed 
on your VDT. The American Optoinetric Associ­
ation Seal of Acceptance indicates the screen 
meets stringent glare reduction standards. 

The VDT should be set for high contrast and 
brightness. Be sure to keep the screen clean of 
dust and fingerprints, too. 

Advice needs to be tailored to Individual 
ileeds. People come in all sizes, so a 26-inch-
high desk may not be ideal. Keep in mind, how­
ever, that ifyou input data for hours, you'll be 
more sensitive than a casiial user 

Measure the distance froin your eyes to the 
VDT to help your optometrist prescribe the 
proper lenses if yoli should need glasses. Bifo­
cal lens-wearers have additional needs that 
must be addressed. Different lens treatments, 
such as anti-glare coatings, tints and varia­
tions of invisible bifocals, all can help when 
properly prescribed. A pair of reading glasses 
set for your VDT distance are often the best 
clire for heavy users.
