Willis Bullard and Novi City 
Mayor I^thleen McLallen were on hand to join 
the governor in offering consoHng reinarks to 
the sur\'iving members pf the officers' families, 
some of whom were in, attendance Monday. 

Of the eight honored.' two were Michigan 
State Troopers. Anothef two were from the 
Grand Rapids area. The foiir others were sta­
tioned in Muskegon. Oetroit, Inkster and 
Grand Haven. 

"These eight fallen officers are missed but 
our job here today is to make sure they won't 
be forgotten." Engier said. "Their work is done 
but tlleir belief in the office will live on with 

the same honor, integrity, dedication and 
compassion. Their valor, bravery, service and 
their lives sacrificed serves a moving testimo­
ny for all who guard our neighborhoods and 
protect our streets.

M a i n S t r e e t r u n s i n t o r o a d b l o c k

Monday, a roadblock went up 
for Main Street. 

Despite a plea from developer 
Jaines Chen, the Novi City Coun­
cil refused to go out for bids for 
sewer and water lines for the 
development, as well as tiie road 
and its accompanying decorative 
amenities. 

"This is a major, major, com­
mitment to the Main Street pro­
ject. This has never been before 
the counci l to discuss. We've 
never seen the details oll the 
l ights, the pavers and the 
streetscape. amenities," Council 

Meinber Robert Schmid said. 
"This is far less than 1 expected 

for the streetscape. For downtown 
Novi ,,.1 think this council has 
stuck their necks out a long ways 
and we want a quality project. 
From what I see, this isn't a qual­
ity project." 

Schinid is among the five coun­
cil members targeted for recall by 
Doiig Erwin due to their support 
of Main Street. 

The issue was tabled until a 
later ineeting. 

Colnnliinity Development 
Director Jim Wahl explained that 
the plan was to advertise Main 

Street for three weeks, then col­
lect the bids. A single contractor 
is sought for the sewer and water 
lines, as well as the street Chen 
urged the council to move ahead, 
saying Main Street Is now at a 
critical point. 

Proposed amenities Include 
brick pavers at the intei"sections 
and decorative streetlights. An 
entrance tower is proposed for 
Main Street where it intersects 
with Grand River Avenue. 

It's estimated the total may be 
around $1,2 million. 

"This is to bid and design the 
project as it's put together. There 

are upper limits on what can be 
in a private SAD and have the 
project financially feasible," Wahl 
said, 

"We can put the entire 
streetscape in brick pavers if we 
wanted to. It's simply cost pro­
hibitive." 

All of this work would be paid 
for through a special assessment 
d ist r ic t , should the counci l 
approve it. And the council has 
yet to agree to a swap of city 
frontage on Novi Road in 
exchange for the right-of-way for 
Main Street through land owned 
by the developers, Evergreen 111.

Novi City Councilman Tim Pope 
remains in a coma at the Univer­
sity of Michigan Hospital he's 
been in since his near fatal traffic 
accident on Grand River Avenue 
last Monday. 

There's been no change in Pope' 
s condition with the exception of 
a tracheotomy that was done last 
weekend to ease fluid congestion 
in 11is iungs. according to Cindy 
Stewart, the city's Public Informa­
tion Director. 

At 10:30 a.m. last Monday Pope 
vras behind the wheel of his 1989 
Ford Escort on westbound Grand 
River Avenue when he crossed 
paths with a semi truck headed 
the other way 200 feet east of 
Haas Road in Lyon Township. 

The 31-year-o1d counciiman 
was taken from the crash scene 

to Botsford 1-1ospltaI and then 
flown to the U-M Trauma Center 
where he remains in critical con­
dition. 

He is comatose with severe 
brain swelling and a fracture to 
the right side of the skuU. He is 
listed in critical condition. The 
driver of the truck was uninjured. 

Senator David Honigman. for 
whom Pope works as a legislative 
aide, said Tuesday Pope remains 
on the respirator although he 
doesn't need it to breathe. Brain 
swelling has subsided somewhat 
he said, but there is still enough 
swelling and pressure to prevent 
doctors from getting a good CAT 
scan to determine the extent of 
Pope's injuries. 

Doctors suspect damage is 
"severe and wide spread," Honig­
man said.

The GOP bill hit the lawyers by 

limiting "contingency" fees under 
which lawyers collect one-third of 
a ju iy award rather than an hourly 
rate.

Where RepubU-
cans have a 56-53 edge, but a 
tighter battle is expected. 

•Voting yes Were 21 Republicans 
and one Democrat.

Senate Bill 344 will: 
• Limit so-called "jury shoppfrig" 

by requiring most suits to be filed 
Where the injury occurred, not in 
Wayne County Where corporate 
offices are located and juries are 
more generous. 

• Allow juries to continue award­
ing economic damages (medical 
expenses and lost Wages). But it 
Will cap "pain and suffering" 
awards at $500,000 for death or 
loss of a Vital bodily function and 
$280,000 for other injuries. 

• Junk the doctrine of "joint and 
several liability." under Which a 
"deep pockets" defendant that Was 
20 percent at fault could be 
required to pay 100 percent of the 
damages if other defendants were 
uncollectible. 

• Prohibit recovery by a plaintiff 
Who Was 50 percent or more at 
fault because of alcohol or drug 
use. 

Sponsor Joel Gougeon, R-Bay 
City, cited a suit against West-
land's city ice arena as a horrible 
example of how courts have 
turned business and government 
into 'a form of social insurance." 

In an April 21 decision, the state 
Court of Appeals ordered a trial to 
the case of Gary Slngerman, who -
playing goalie without a mask -
was sfruck in the eye by a deflect­
ed puck and injured. He charged 
the arena's lighting Was defective. 

A circuit judge dismissed the 
case, but the Court of Appeals 
sent it back for trial.

Judge Biyan MacKenzie said he 
was pleased to be a participant in 
a program that could end an on­
going debate between district court 
judges over what works and what 
doesn't when it coilles to punish­
ing drunk drivers. The new pro­
gram will allow Judges and Oak­
land County Coinmunity Correc­
tions to track the offenders and 
see what impact If any the sen­
tences being handed down fronl 
the bench are having. 

"We will be able to track them 
into the future and see how effec­
tive it Is," MacKenzie said. 

District court Judges have differ­
ing opinions on what works and 
what doesn't. Some like MacKenzie 
prefer to play hardball with first 
Ume offenders. Others give defen­
dants more than once chance 
before handing down a prison sen­
tence, 

"Some believe you intervene 
early and hard," he said, "Others 
think that's too harsh. With this 
program we'll be able to find out 
what works and how effective a 
Judicial sentence is." 

Tile program will also save tax­
payers a lot of money. In the past, 
defendants jailed three days for 
drunk driving cost taxpayers $68 a 
day to serve their time. This pro­
gram cost the offender $175 and 
costs the taxpayer nothing, 

"A lot of guys put defenders 
away for three days. It's a wake-up 
call." MacKenzie said, "But in this 
case the defendant pays. The 
defendant pays to be taken out of 
society and given treatment and 
education."

f-Trst, OCC can make a money 
[iroposal only twice a year. Already 
the college has paid for one special 
election.

Second, the new f iscal year 
begins July 1. and OCC wanted to 
have its financing In place by that 
time. Jiine 12 was the best avail­
able date. Without this revenue, 
100 of the 800 employees face lay­
offs. 

Third, OCC picked Marcli 16 for 
its first proposal but didn't object 
when two K-12 districts piggy­
backed on that day with money 
proposals of their own. No one 
"owns" any election date. In fact, 
state legislators are giving some 
thought to putting state education 
1)oard elections on tJie same ballot 
witli K-12 districts and community 
colleges. 

FourtJL In tlie words of an OCC 
spokesman: "Even If they don't like 
us, we're still going to admit their 
students." 

Q. As Oakland County 's tax 
base groWs, why can't OCC's rev­
enues grow with lt rather than 
ahead of it?

Hatfield In February agreed to [ 
plead guilty to a lesser charge In I 
return for testifying against the •• 
other t11ree inen. In April Morrison -
pled guilty to all counts against 
hlin and Was sentenced to five to i 
15 years Imprisonment 

At his sentencing Morrison cited 
heaVy drug use as the reason he 
committed a string of burglaries. 
Cogo and Buda told Tennen the ' 
same thing during their sentencing i 
last week. 

Morrison was convicted on a 
charge of being a habitual criminal 
offender, which means that he Is -
not eligible for early release and so ' 
WUl serve at least five full years In 
prison.

"Virtiially eveiy author who has 
discussed employablllty says a 
greater proportion of our young 
people will need some coinmunity 
college work. "We (American soci­
ety) have not done a good Job with 
technicians. People in Industry tell 
me. 'We cannot find the techni­
cians to do what needs to be 
done,'" Calkins added. 

As tuitions at four-year universi­
ties rise faster than Inflation, 
many high school graduates - even 
from affluent areas - are doing 
their first two years of college work 
at OCC. then transferring their 
credits to a university. OCC offi­
cials say they can save $6,000 to 
$14,000 by taking their first two 
years at OCC. 

In addition, many people with 
bachelor's degrees return to the 
community college for specialized 
work to improve their Job skills. 
Former OCC Chancellor Stephen 
Nicholson said more people with 
BA and BS degrees further their 
educations at community colleges 
than In graduate schools. 

Demand for OCC instruction has 
grown faster than the economy. 
Over 20 years (1975-95), OCC's 
revenues In constant dollars have 
grown 39 percent W h i l e enroll­
ment, as measured by student 
credit hours taken, has risen 64 
percent. 

g . What is OCC doing for 
sei1lor citizens? 

A. Persons 60 or older get a 20 
percent discount on tuition. 

Currently, 1,000 persons 50 or 
older enroll annually. Of those, 
400 obtain a degree.

he said.

• To curb poHulion. "This bill 
introduces new, comiilicated jiroh-
lems of proof to hold res|i()nsible 
persons, who actually have done 
something wrong, lo Ihe majority 
(Hepiiblir-;in) ();irly's n'fu.sal lo con­
sider mild rebuttable presump­
tions ..." 

• To prevent polliilJon. "There is 
no encouragement of release pre­

vention on sites where there 
haven't been releases before, or 
sites where there have been releas­
es," 

Senators rejected Sinith's 
amenrlment to presume liability for 
operators who used materials that 
later contarninated the soil. Her 
ainendinent would have allowed 
local g()vernnicnts to apply stricter 
cleanup standards and recpiired 
binding for cleanups where no pol­
luter could he held liable. 

Her amendment went down 16

"Large C(;rjwrate interests want 
massive changes of the land­
scape," University of r.)etroit law 
professor •lac(|ueline llan(l told the 
ICasterii Michigan ICnviroriniental 
Action Council (EMEAC) last week 
in Blooiiitlcid Township. 

The Irony is that Sikkema. R-
Grandville. is the fornier executive 
dirt-'ctor of the Western Michigan 
Environincntal Action Counci l 
(WMEAC). The Holise majority 
floor leader. Sikkema is widely rec­
ognized as the House GOP's top 
environtiiental expert. 

Tom Washington, who heads 
Michigan United Conservation

A Har\'ard law professor, writing

A Sikkema aide said the bills 
iieilhi;r try to redefine ;i go\'ern-
mental "taking" of pio))erty uiuler 
the U.S. ;ind state constitutions, 
nor |)rovide for coiiipens.iting land-
lioklers whose values may h.ive

"It's a look-before-yoii-lc:ip bill. 
It says the attorney general must 
assist departments in identifying 
governnient actions that may 
result in a constitutional taking.

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Bill would bring religious writings to class

Public school teachers would be 
encouraged to read their classes 
the religious writings of American 
presidents if Sen. Doug Carl's bill 
ticcoines state law. 

"We don't want the Mavllower 
Compact edited to delete refer­
ences to God," said Carl. f-J-Mount 
Cleinens, a conseivalive 13aptist. 
"The Pilgrims gave thanks to Ihe 
Indians, not to God. according to 
some tcAts I've read." 

Two suburban Democratic sena­
tors. Gary Peters of Bloomfield 
Township and Ken DeBeaiiss:iert 
of New Baltimore, said the bill is 
unnecessary and should be tabled. 
Sen. Leon Stille, R-Spring Lake, 
chair of the Senate Kducalion 
Cominittee. also ap|ieared less 
than enthusiastic when the bill 
was iinveileil May 11. 

Carl's bill would pave the way 
for public school use of the Foiiiv 
daUon for Traditional Values' reli­
gious books, tapes and parch­
ments. 

Carl's effort coincided with ilcw.s 
reports that Pat Robei-tson's Chris­
tian Coalition tills week will seek 
federal legislation to protect "reli­
gious expression" in public places, 
the use of religious symbols in 
piiblic schools, school prayer and 
invocations at public ceremonies. 

Al l are part of the religious 
right's "Contract with the Ameri­
can Family." a se(iLfe! to House 
Sjieaker Newt Gingrich's "Contract 
with Amer ica." TV evangelist 
Robertson's agenda was outlined 
in advance in Timt' nlagazine and 

the Chicago Tribune. 
IVIeanwhile, the state Senate 

Government Operations Commit­
tee Wetinesday was due to discuss 
a resolution urging die tJ.S. Con­
stitution be ainended to allow 
school prayer. 

Carl and Sen. Phil Hoffman, R-
llorton, aie pushing companion 
measures (Senate Bills 252 and 
2.54) to prohibit "censorship" of the 
use of historical documents with 
religious references. Their bil ls 
won 1(1 ainend the state School 
Code, which Gov. John Engier 
wants to repeal entirely but which 
Stille's committee says will be just 
streamlined. 

Co-sponsors include Republi­
cans Loren Bennett of Canton, Mat 
Dunaskiss of Lake Orion and Mike 
Rogers of Howell. 

CVnthia Hiighey of tlie Michigan 
Jewish Congress said the Carl-
Uolfman bills contained "a Trojan 
horse to permit religious instruc­
tion in public schools. The Jewish 
community is for separation of 
chiirch and state." 

The East Lansing resident said 
"we've never had a problem with 
censorship. The kids sing Christ­
inas and Hanukkah songs." 

"Your experience is close to 
mine." said Stille, indicating the 
Carl-Holfinan bills may be in a 3-2 
minority if they ever come to a 
vote. 

Tom White. lobbyist for the 
Michigan Association of School 
Boards, called the bills unneces­
sary. 

"To iny knowledge, school 

boards aren't censoring now." 
White and others cited ))rotecti()ns 
in the Michigan Coilstitiilioii of the 
freedom to write and speak. 

Favoring tile bills was ,lames 
MutTett of the Lansing-based 
Foundalion for Traditional Values. 
Me called the First Amondment of 
the U.S. Constitution "a vehicle for 
censoring religious references. It's 
not an insidious ])!ot. It's a prod­
uct of a secular society and diver­
sity ... It's a product of textbook 
publishers not wanting lo olfciid." 

Cad's SB 252 specifirally men­
tions allowing reading and posting 
of the preamble to the Michigan 
Constitution (though not the "frcc-
donl of worship" section), tile Dec­
laration of lilde|ieiidence. tile 11..S.

To help teach creative writing and inspire young writers at Novi Mead­

ows, the Brainstormers were ca11ed in. This group met with the entire 
school in January and presented its Guide to Creative Writing. Th is 
guide is designed to overcome the common complaint of writers of a11 
ages: writer's block, or the lack of a place to start a story. 

The guide suggests thinking of a stoiy has having six elements: char­
acter, setting, activity, problem, solution and title. The Brainstormers 
explained this guide and its parts thoroughly to the students and then 
told them that they would be back in a couple of months to put on 'The 
Slqrwriter Show," using stories written by kids from Novi Meadows. 

1n the interim, all the students wrote stories using the guidelines, and 
then chose one stofy from each class to submit. The Brainstormers 
selected four or five from each grade to act out in their second visit. 

Each stoiy had to be accompanied by a completed form explaining 
each element in the format. It was a thrill for the students whose stories 
were chosen to see them performed, but the performers are quick to 
point out that these stories are just a sampling and that any of the sto­
ries could have been chosen. Their real purpose is to celebrate writing 
and writers, and they do this Very well.

"young autliors chair." Mrs. Secord 
said, "I brought in an old bar stool. 
The kids love climbing up above 
dieir class to share." An added 
benefit is that all students are able 
to see the author and tlle illustra­
tions in the book, as the alithor 
shares the story. 

After tlie young author reads the 
stoiy to ihe class, classnlates pro­
vide comments about die work. 
"It's so exciting to see Ole children 
telling the author what they like 
about a story.

The students 
applaud using American Sign l a n ­
guage, which Mrs. Secord has 
been teaching them during the 
year. 

She has discovered a great 
method for encouraging her stu­
dents to write, and to appreciate 
the work of others! 

If you could become any famous 
person for one day. whom would 
you choose to be? Third grade stu­
dents at Village Oaks had this 
opportunity recently, as part of a 
special book report project. Teach­
ers Lynn Cracraft, Lori Gilbo, 
Donna Jenvey and Shirley Snyder 

asked each student to select a 
biography or an autobiography to 
read. Students then prepared a 3-
5 minute oral report for the class, 
in which they "became" the person 
they'd read aboiit. 

Each famous person shared a 
few of their life experiences, as well 
as why they are famous. Costumes 
were not required, biit students 
were required to use some sort of 
prop which related to their charac­
ter. Students practiced pubhc 
speaking skills, too, as they stood 
before the class to present their 
reports. They were encouraged to 
use notes to help them remember 
tlie sequence of their presenta­
tions, rather than reading or mem­
orizing the material. 

Many fascinating people showed 
up on April 6 and 7, when the 
reports were given. Classes were 
visited by George Washington, 
Ma iyTodd Lincoln, Albert E in ­
stein, Mozart, Ghandi. Joan of Arc, 
General Patton, Walt Disney, 
Laura Ingalls Wilder, Princess 
Diana, Bill Cosby, Barry Sanders, 
Pocahontas and many others. 

Students learned about many 
people who have made great con­
tributions to society during their 
lives. They discovered that there 
are many different reasons a per­
son can become famous, and fame 
doesn't always come easily. Many 
famous people have had difficult 
lives, and have sacrificed much to 
accomplish something important. 
Students learned that sometimes 
the quality of life for inany people 
can be improved by the efforts of 
an individual. 

This oral book report project 
built on the students' earher expe­
riences doing written book reports. 

In October, students began a 
four month project to read and 
report on eight different books. 
The emphasis of these book 
reports was on exposing students 
to many different genres, or types 
of hterature. .Although the stu­
dents were able to choose their 
own books, they were given 16 dif­
ferent genres, from which they had 
to select eight. Students had the 
option of reading nonfiction books, 
including books about science, 
nature, biographies or autobiogra­
phies.

Lippe has devised a tinletable for pro­
ceeding w i th a bond issue election this 
fa l l , w h i c h began last week wi th a 
Board of Educat ion d iscuss ion of (he 
recently completed conlmunity suiv(-y. 

It. ends w i th a tentative bond vote 
this fall, proposed for Sept, 23, 

Now, wc f r a n k l y c o u l d c a r e less 
about tile .specific elate. 'Hlat is more a 
funct ion of when the schoo l distr ict 
can get the issue to the ballot, getting 
t h r o u g h a l l the n e c e s s a r y s ta te 
approvals for such an e lec t ion , and 
what kind of time is needed to actually 
bui ld a project after the election. 

B u t there is one very i n t r i g u i n g 
aspect about Sept. 23 - it's a Satur­
day. 

We stjongly support the idea of hold­
ing any s u c h special election on a Sat­
urday, at least on a trial basis. It is a 
nlove that shou ld spur a larger voter 
turn out. main ly because it is easier 
for the typ ica l busy Novi resident to 
pa r t i c i pa te , a n d thereby make it a 
more valid election. 

E l e c t i o n s t r a d i t i o n a l l y have been 
h e l d ol l T u e s d a y s , as the s c h o o l 
board 's r e g u l a r elect ion w i l l be this 
June 12, 

W h y T u e s d a y s ? We d o n ' t r e a l l y 
know. But we also don't see anything 
sacrosanct abou t Tuesday elect ions 
either. 

In this day and age. busy residents 
often find it diff icult to get to the ballot 
box on a Tuesday. Maily folks in Novi 
work out of town. They may have to 
get on the road to light traffic conges­
t ion du r i ng the i r m o r n i n g commute 
before the pol ls open. In any case, the 
p r o s p e c t o f h e a d i n g to a c r o w d e d 
poll ing place before even getting to the 

job often senses to inhibit voters. 
After work, the time c runch can be 

just as severe. There ' s the evening 
rush hour to contend with, dinner to 
put on the table, and evening activities 
that compete with the election for resi­
dents' attention. 

Those w i th ch i l d ren , the ones who 
should be most interested in voting on 
such a bond issue, find their sched­
ules addit ionally burdened. 

By ho ld ing the vote on a Saturday, 
when most residents are off work, it 
shou ld take away m u c h of the time 
pl-essui'e and allow more voters to par­
ticipate. 

Keep in mind that it has been tried 
e l s e w h e r e w i t h s o m e s u c c e s s . In 
Wal led L a k e , the recent b o n d issue 
held on a Saturday was a great suc­
cess at turn ing out more voters. 

M ind you, this should not be seen as 
a magic bu l le t to ga in passage of a 
bond issue. In Walled Lake, the bond 
issue i n that S a t u r d a y e lec t ion was 
tu rned down . B u t voter a t tendance 
rose significantly. 

Thf^y s h o u l d l i s t e n c lose l y to the 
overall feedback f rom the community 
after the September ballot, and tly to 
d e t e r m i n e w h e t h e r v o t e r s ove ra l l 
seemed to l ike the weekend election. 

We th ink a S a t u r d a y e lec t ion is a 
great idea, if - as we said - only on a 
tl1al basis. There is no guarantee Novi 
voters will find it more useful , or that 
it wil l spur greater numbers Of voters 
going to the polls. 

Once over, the distr ict shou ld take a 
look at it to determine whether it was 
successful before determining whether 
to hold such elections on the weekend 
ageiin in the future.

In January , 1895. the top 

story of the day was "The Novi 
Murder." Novi farmer Sumner 
Bathrick had been found shot 
by h is son , Guy, When the 
authorities were notified, Guy 
was esco r ted to p r i s o n In 
Pontiac by a county sheriff, 
as there was no law enforce­
ment m Novi at the time. 

Ou ts ide of an occas iona l 
theft here or there, there was 

never much need for a police force in Novi, well into 
the mld-20th century. But in the 195Js, when Ford 
Motor Company built Its Lincoln-Mercury plant in 
Wixom, the first subdivision was built in Novi, and 
the population began to Increase, It was decided that 
a police department was needed. 

To handle this problem, a department v/as set up 
in 1954. His name was Lee BeGole. For one year, 
chief BeGole was the police force in Novi. 

A former 'Wayne County Deputy, Lee BeGole was 
hired as Novi's first and only police officer. He served 
as Chief of Police for the township, village and city of 
Novi for over 30 years. He managed single-handedly 
the police and fire department duties in 1954 unti l a 
year later when a second ful l- t ime police officer, 
D'arcy Young, was hired. 

Young and his wife Jived above the fire stat ion; 
Mrs. Young acted as dispatcher A n automobile was 
purchased that year by the township for use by the 
tiny police force. 

Though there wasn't a lot of crime in those days, 
there was a lot of action in the Novi area. Grand 
River Avenue was a well-used teenage cruise scene, 
and traffic leading to the ever-popular Walled Lake 
C a s i n o a n d Amusemen t P a r k was a c o n s t a n t 
headache for Chief BeGole and his staff up through 

the 1960s. 
With the growth of Nov! came the growth of the 

police force. The Wixom Lincoln-Mercury plant drew 
workers to the area in the 1950s; the completion of 
the freeway sys tem in the 1960s drove t raf f ic 
through the center of Novi; and the numerous shop­
ping malls of the 1970s and '80s that have put No\1 
on the map have all created the need for more secu­
rity in the city. 

Offices for the police department were put in a 
variety of locations over the years, including the for­
mer bank-turned-library building on Novi Road. 

As the city continued to grow, police facilities were 
found to be seriously cramped and outdated. By the 
1970s, conditions were tighter than even 

In 1977, Novi voters chose to fund the construc­
tion of new police and library facilities on 71 acres of 
land along Ten Mile, west of Novi Road. 

With the opening of the 34,165 square foot police 
department building in 1980, Novi was able to make 
use of the latest technological advancements in law 
enforcement. 

At the time of the dedicat ion, the Novi Pol ice 
Department Included 45 staff members and over 20 
vehicles, quite a change fi-om the one-man, one-car 
of 25 years earlier The construction of the building 
helped place Novi In the forefront of law enforce­
ment, and the technology continues to progress. 

When Chief BeGole retired in 1991, the headquar­
ters on Ten Mile Road was renamed '[City of Novi Lee 
C. BeGole Police Headquarters" in his honor 

Through BeGole's leadership, the department grew 
from a one-man force to a staff of 50 officers by 
1990. Today's department Is under the guidance of 
Chief Douglas Shaeffer

"Businesses," the study went on, "suffer 
from higher costs, a loss in wol-ker pro­

SMART, the bus system se l l i ng the si ib-
ul-bs i l l southeastern Michigan, should 
fold, a whole lot of suburban businesses 
are goillg to have lo pay a lot mol-e than 
they are paying now to get workers to their 
shops, plants and hospitality buslliesses. 

Another cost of sprawl: Downtowns. 
1 don't l i lean big city downtowns, l ike 

Detroit and Lallslng. I mean the kinds of 
downtowns which I retain on iliy list of 
things most cherished in Michigan. 

P lymouth, whose village green is sur­
rounded by shops. St. Johns, seat of Cl in­
ton County, whose downtown is punctuat­

ed by the county bil i ldil lg at olle elid iind 
the grain elevator at the o ther Howell, 
with its magnllicelltly restol-ed I9tll ceiltil-
ly courthouse, Birl l l i l lghain, biizzlng wilh 
good places to eat ;ln(i fas('lnatlllg things 
ill store wllldows, Nollhvllle, Fal-illlllgton, 
Gralld Ledge, Portlalld, Rochester. 

All these downtowns, and nlai:y (lthcrs 
like theln, sunlnli ln up a selise of place, of 
the roots of history that distl l lgulsh olle 
eonllliunlty fronl allot hel-. 

Sll()pplng cen­
ters, for olle thilig. Ask the Iblks In Blri l l-

Big chain stores, for another Ask the 
Brighton city fathers what happened to 
the base of locally-owned downtown nler-
chants when Wal-Mart opened up Just 
outside of towii.

We would not 
hire an uncertified mechanic to 
maintain olir cars. How can we in 
good conscience tiirn the educa­
tion of our children over to uncer­
tified anci untrained teachers. 

Teacher certification gives the 
public some assurance that an 
individual has the knowledge and 
skills necessary to assume his or 
her responsibilities as a classrooiil 
teacher.

this information. It 
wou ld spo i l h i s 
dreams and shock 
him into a numeri­
cal reality. 

Feiger is a South-
field t r i a l lawyer 
who makes a living 
suing doctors and 
manufacturers who 
allegedly injure his 
cl ients. That k ind 

of law Is called "tort." 
There is a big movement, nationally and 

in Michigan, to reform tort law. Naturally, 
Feiger Is against it and professes not to 
understand the opposition. 

The reformers never have proposed that 
the injured shouldn't be compensated for 
actual Injuries. Those are known as "eco­
nomic" damages. They Include medical 
treatment, wheelchairs, lost wages and the 
like. They are noncontroversial. 

The controversy is over "non-economic" 
damages, known as pain and suffering. A 
state Senate bill would limit P&S damages 
to $280,000 in police chase cases. 

Horrors, says Feiger, chanting the trial 
lawyer's litany: "Let the Jury decide." He 
goes on to say it's Just the insurance com­
panies, not the city or the business o r the 
professional person who must pay. 

To test that proposition, let us take a 
s imple but real ist ic case from the real 
world. Let's say you and I and eight others 
are merchants of Venice, and each owns a 
caravelle, a total of 10. We send those car-

avelles on trading expeditions to Spa in 
and the Middle East, but Mediterranean 
pirates get one in 10. 

So we decide to share the risk. Each car­
avelle is worth 10,000 lira, and olie won't 
r e tu rn . If we each pay a "premium" of 
1,000 l i ra , we have a reserve of 10,000 
l ira. The unlucky entrepreneur who loses 
a ship to pirates collects. 

Now let's let the plot thicken. Suppose 
one shipper says his caravelle had 30,000 
or 50,000 or 100,000 lira worth of cargo. 
We have only 10,000 in the pot. The ship­
per k icks and screams and moans and 
demands 100,000 l i ra. The doge's Jury 
says the rest of us must pay. But it's the 
last time we'll do business with that whin-
e r 

Non-economic damages, or pain and 
suffering, are much like that. How do we 
calculate our premiums when we have no 
advance Idea what the damages will be? 

That's how Insurance works. To calcu­
late each insured's premium, we must 
have some calculable idea of what the loss 
might be. It's this concept Feiger professes 
to be unable to understand, repeatedly 
and at length, when he hassled the Senate 
Judiciary Committee last week. 

It's a convenient m i s u n d e r s t a n d i n g 
because plaintiffs' lawyers who work on a 
contingency typically collect one-third of 
the Jury awanj. (In fairness, I must report 
Feiger said, "I don't do it for the money 
any more. It do it because it's right." Yeah, 
sure. 

Remember the question isn't calculating 
economic damages. It's calculating "pain 
and suffering." 

Some folks are stoic about pain and suf­
fering. They'll force a smile and pretend it 
doesn't hurt. They may go off In a corner 
and bear their wountls quietly, like our 
poodle who avoided us for two days after 
he'd suffered a gash In the side of his 
neck. 

Other folks make an operatic production 
out of it. They can emit melancholy walls 
that will rip your heartstrings. 1 recollect a 
drug addict, a veritable bum and drag on 
the public exchequer a man who had for­
saken his relatives. WTien he died, rela­
tives emerged from the woodwork demand­
ing tens of millions of dollars for the loss 
of the dear, dear departed. 

Should pain and suffering be Judged, as 
Feiger would have it, by a Jury listening to 
the sighs and moans of the injured or the 
survivors? Juries don't calculate actuarial 
tables. They don't tally how many $7 mil­
l ion sobs, $5 mill ion sobs and $250,000 
sobs they will hear in a year They deter­
mine one case at a time. Jur ies can't Judge 
pain and suffering. 

Our lawmakers are moving in the right 
direction when they say. hey, there's got to 
be a monetary cap on what a Jury calls 
"pain and suffering." 

But don't tell that to Geoffrey Feiger He 
doesn't understand these things, by his 
own admission, and doesn't want to.

"I had a physical lasi year and 
blood lesl." Mas(eJ said. "My doc-
(or advised me (o lake the test 
again later in December and like 
many people I didn't." 

In February when the llu was 
going around MasteJ decided to get 
some aniilnotics and get the bloud 
(est out of (he way at thĉ  same 
time. 

"It turned uj) in the routine 
blood lest in late Fehriiaiy and 
then it was confirmed later in 
March when they did the bone 
marrow biopsy," the .53-year-()ld 
St. James pjirishioncr said. 

"I knew wh;it they were testing 
for when I saw the counts keep 
going up." the lather of two daufih-
ters. ages 23 an(l 16, said. "It was 
a question of which kind of 
leukemia." 

"It's an i inusi ial feeling." he 
said. "They tell you unless you do 
something you're going to die. We 
all know we're going to die. hut 
then you think. 'Oh. really, (hat 
fast?'" 

Mastej was diagnosed with 
chronic myologerious leukemia 
(CML). 

"Statistics are that 50 percent 
die in (he first three an(l a half 
years without the bone marrow 
transplant." Mastej said of CME. 

The transplant is (he only cure

offered right now and 50 (o 60 per­
cent of the licople who have a bone 
marrow (railsplaiU are cured." he 
said. "If you live a year after (he 
transplant you're cured." 

Anoiher form of leukemia, 
chronic lymphoiiiatic leukemia, 
caii be treated with chemotherapy. 

At first Mastej used to wake lij) 
a lot at night thinking, "I'm young. 
I got a lot of time yet. Now you just 
don't know." 

With the moilerate chemothera­
py Mastej is receiving, he is 
asymptomatic aiid his blood 
counts arc rem;iiiiing somewhat in 
line. 

"My doctor said there is no rea­
son lo change right now." Mastej 
said, "and to see how the donor 
search goes in (he meantime." 

Siblings are the best possibilities 
for a successfiil match. 

nlere is a one oiit of foiir chance 

that a match will be found when 
siblings are tested. 

Mastej has a brother and a sis­
ter who were tested, but were not 
found to be a match. 

"They matched each other," he 
said. 

Mastej is of Polish and Lithuani­
an descent. Tlie possibility of find­
ing an exact match is greater when 
the donor and recipient are of the 
same heritage. 

"1 caught it earlier than nlost 
people, so in that sense I'm liicky," 
he sai(l. 

"1 decided I'd better learil soine-
thiilg about it," he said. "I have to 
decide what's going be best for 
me." 

No stranger to research, Mastej 
has been in private practice as a 
business attorney lor 28 years. A 
graduate of Catholic Central High 
School, Masti'j received his iin(ier-
graduatc degree from Notre Dame 
and returned home to graduate 
from the University of Detroit 
School of Law. 

Using his finely tuned talents for 
pursuiiig information he has bceil 
talking to doctors and specialists 
In L.A., Minnesota and Houston to 
discover otlier options should the 
search for a donor prove unsuc­
cessful. 

"At some point, if the clock is 
licking, you have to make a deci­
sion to do something else," Mastej 
said. 

"1 think 1 have a good attitude." 
he said. "I've learned that these 
things happen to you no matter 
what and yoii have to accept It and 
deal with it." 

"Initially not knowing a lot about 
It, you tliink tile worst always." he 
said. "I've gotten to the point now 
where you just have to do the best 
you can and continue on the best 
you can. That's all yoii can do." 

Tlie conservative approach is to 
wait two or three months to find a 
donor, according to Mastej. If 
nothing turns up. he's ready to 
seek tlie next form of treatment. 

The initial test for donors is a 
siinple matter of drawing blood. 
The names of volunteers w1lose 
marrow is not found to match 
Mastej's will be entered in the reg­
istry of the National Marrow Donor 
Program for others awaiting trans­
plants. Voli inteers must be 
between the ages of 18 and 55 and 

be in good health. 
The more complicated antigen 

and sub-molecular testiilg is done 
in the lab and can take another 
two to four weeks. 

If a donor is found, the process 
of drawing the marrow from the 
hip bone is done with a needle 
under general anesthesia on an 
out-patient basis and takes about 
one and a half hoiirs. The donor 
may be sore at the site for a day or 
two. Aboiit a liter of marrow is 
removed which represents only 
two to tliiee percent of a person's 
(o(al supply. Like blood, the mai--
row regenerates in aboiit three 
weeks. 

The iiiarr()w is then given to the 
recipient like a blood transfusion. 
The recipient undergoes a week of 
cheinotherapy before the transfu­
sion which literally kills off most of 
the leukemia cel ls and the 
immune system. 

"The new cells attack the old 
cells and kill Ulem so you end up 
vvith no leukemia." he said. 

"The transplant itself is pretty 
routine," Mastej said. ".After that it 
gets roligh again, because the 
immune system is gone and it 
takes about three to six months 
for it to get back to normal." 

Mastej has accumulated an 
extensive file on the disease and 
the treatment options. 

"You've got to do some studying 
on your own." he said. "These 
(doctors) are very bright people. 
You learn a lot by talking to them 
about the different approaches 
and drugs they use."

Infant, parent liealth tied near birth time 
Research and expe­

rience shows that the 
health and well-being 
of parents and new­
b o r n s i s o p t i i n a l 
when tliey are togetll-
er as much as possi­
ble at the tiine sur­
rounding b i r t h . One 
s tudy indicates that 
mothers sleep as well 
when their newborn 
is with them as when 
their baby is separat­
ed from them. They 

Worry less about the c iy ing baby i n a hospital 
nursery. New mothers also require less medica­
t ion for sleep and for pa in if their baby is 

housed with tliem. 
Babies sleep better in a room with their par­

ents rather than in a nurseiy, where light and 
noise disrupt their sleep patterns. Babies are 
more easi ly consoled if they have p h y s i c a l 
access to their parents (or otiler family mem­
bers) when they need it. Their hunger cues are 
also more readily recognized and they can be 
fed in a more timely fashion. Most parents and 
grandparents say that they become more com­
fortable with tlieir babies when they are with 
them from the time of birth. 

Babies born early or not completely healthy 
still need their parents to be central i n their 
lives. Parents can be accommodated in the 
newborn intensive care uni t and should dis­
cuss their desires with the baby's care givers. 

Under most circumstances, the same nurse 

will care for both mother and baby. The nurses 
assist with the transition to becoming a family. 
Under a l l circumstances, babies wi l l not be 
separated from mothers without their knowl­
edge, understanding and consent. Nurses are 
available to help mothers learn to feed and care 
for their baby and to help them rest after the 
baby!s birth. 

Because parents know what will help them 
most in the early hours and days of parenting, 
they are encouraged to discuss their needs and 
priorities wid l dleir care givers. Their participa­
tion in care is essential and welcomed.
