Trail in Milford Township.

No telephone number exists for
Bullard at the Wixom Trail
address, according (o Ameritech
information services.

But. in a recent interview,
Bullard didn't want to talk aboul
his residency.

"Alter consultation with my

altorney. ['m not gaing to answer
any moere questions on residen-
cy.” Bullard said Juoe 7. He also
refused Lo give his attaorney’s
name,

Milford Village Councilman
James Crance manages the Red
Dogrie Saloon next door to
Bullard's lormer address at the
office building. Crance said he has
paid clese attention to Bullard's

supposed apartment since being
questioned about Buliard's resi-
deney lust Nevember by Home-
Town Newspapers.,

"I am in the tfirm belief that no
one fived above that building.”
Crane said June 9.

"I have never al any point In
Hime seen a light on in the apart-
ment above, nor have | ever seen
any vehieles parked in the park-

ing lot there over night - zero”
Crane said.

"I have never seen Bill enler or
leave the building,” he said.

Hearing to be set on
24-hour operations

A public hearing will be sct this
monih o give business owners,
residents and city officials a
chiance Lo debate the idea of limit-
ing the hours of opreation for
industrial businesses which abut
homes.

The Novi Planning Comimission
decided Wednesday to sel the
hearing on the issue and hopeful-
iy bring it to some resolution,
Planners have been debating the
issue for more than a vear and
have yel to reach consensus.

The date of the hearing has yel
to be set. but commissioners were
clear Wednesday it would be a
special meeling and the question
of limiting 24-hour operations wiil
be the sole agenda item.

The notion ol limiting business
liours in industrial zones which
abut residential areas surfaced
last year alter city planners grani-
ed permission (o the Inlerlock
Corporation to bulld offices and
manufacturing facilities in an
“industrial park behind Meadow-
brogk Lake subdivision.

Residents of that subdivision
protested {he special land use
permil that was necded for the
facility, but were unsuccessful.
They have filed an appeal against
the cily and Interlack. The case
remains in the hands ol the Oak-

land Ceunty Circuit Court,

At the request of stall planner
Grepg Capote. Asststant Cily Attor-
ney Dennis Watson drafted lan-
guage for an ordinance that
would limit hours of operation
from 6 a.m. to 10 p.m. Exceplions
would be given to businesses
after 10 p.n. that need to repaiv
eguipment.

Capale said he has been unabie
to find any other commuunity any-
where in the country which has a
similar rule.

Planners toyed with the idea of
hanging the drafl ordinance out
for a hearing, bul decided to set
just the concept awl instead. Cily
administrators and commission-
ers are divided on 1the question of
whether a seporate ordinance is
needed when perfermance stan-
dards in cexisting ordinances
already protect residents from
naise and commotion.

"We have the same problems
with commercial developments.”
Capote said. "But it is less of a
problem with light industrial
because H will be less frequent.
Besides we already have these
protections in cur ordinances.”

Residents,  however,  are
adamant that the ordinance is
necessary to protect them and
{heir neighbors living in the 10-
mile siretch of industrial land

"We pay the same rales as
cverybody else, but we're on the
end of the line and don't get the
service. We don't get a break on
waler rates.”

That's likely to be discussed
with the Detroit officials at the
session; also on the agenda arc
possible waler conscrvalion mea-
sures which can be taken.

At the peak of the low water
pressurce problem two weeks ago,
McLallen avaited herselll of Detroit
Mayar Dennis Archer's private
number. He put her in touch with
Leavey. Everyone's been most
cooperalive, Mclallen reports.,

The mayor has alse gollen a
number of letters from residents -
some rather disgruntled by the
low water pressures — suggesling
possible ways 1o handle the silua-
tion.

One  solution  MecLallen's
learned about is that il's possible
for people living on city water
lines to sinl a hackvard well, per-
haps in cooperation with a neigh-
bor, for outside use only.

Who drops the hammer when legislators
break resldency rules?

According to the Michigan Constitution,
it's up to the state's legislators. But
according to the state’s legislators, it's up
to the voters themselves.

“You have to comply with the resideney
requirement, and I'm 110 percent behind
the Constitutional requirement that you
llve in the district you represent,” said
Rep. Kirk Profit, 1D-Ypsilanti Township, of
the Sdth District. "Absalutely, vou need to
be a stake holder In every stnse of the
term to be an effective advocate.”

If representatives live outside their dis-
trict, Proflt sald. “they no longer meet the
Constiiutional requirements for holding
office.”

But Profit resists plaving policeman.

He said it would not be prudent for leg-
islalors to force fellow representatives o
adhere to the residency reguirement. That
is the voters’ responsitility or that of the
Attorney General's Office, Prafit said.

“Those declstons are for the people in
their Individual district,” Profit said. “1f
there is somebody (living outside their dis
trict), they should correet it or somebody
else - the attorney general or the volers -
will carrect it for then.”

But according to Article 4. Section 16 of
{the Michigan Constitution, it is the Legis-
lature’s responsibility to enforee residency
requirements.

It reads: "... Each house shall be the
sale judge of the qualifications, elections
and return of its members, and may with
the concurrence ol two-thirds of ail the

L

members elected L expel n member.”

[n a 1976 opinion. Atlorney General
Frank Kelley expounded.

“Thus, the Constitution makes it clear
thal the power Lo judde the gualifications
of its members. including their qualifica-
tons under the residency provisions, [s
exclusive with each house of the legisla-
ture.” Kelley wraote.

But 66th District Rep. Sue Munsell, B-
Brighton, said she doubts the [louse
wauld tse its authority to enforce residen-
¢y requirements,

“They (legislators) feel that a person's
constituents can take care of it if they
don't like it,” Munsell said. "I think we
have in the past {turned a blind eve tait).”

Munsell cormpared the issue to legisia-
tors who often miss votes of the Tlouse or
who spend more time in Jeisure than

working for their district.

“It's up to the voters to lake care of it.”
Munsell said.

Regardless. Munsell said. legislators llv-
ing outsicle their distriets might still serve
the district well - just as legislators visil-
ing outside their district ofien field ques-
tions and help residents outslde their dis-
trict.

“There are not too many tssues that are
unigue to one district,” Munsell said. "We
all have similar issues and palicy impacts
all of us. The (district] divisiens are so
arbitrary.”

Local povernments operate under much
the same residency requirements. But
they enforce the rules.

Novi Clerk Gerry Stipp said the Novi
City Council would not allow an exception
to its resideney rules,

Ever since grade school, Willis "Bill™ Bullard Jr.
loved politics. It's a dream he pursued 1o the Michi-

gan Legislature.

When he entered the political arena in 1978, he
won a Hightand Township trusiee's seat while work-
ing as an attorney. [n the followlng election, in 1980,
he defeated current Highland Supervisor Tom Dun-

leavy.

Bullard left the supervisor's post in 1982 to claim
his seat In the Michigan House. Redistriciing after the
1980 U.5. Census provided a new €0th Michigan

House District without an incumbent,

Bullard said he saw it as a “now or never” epportu-

nily to gain a seat in the state House.

“The best way lo win a seat Is when you have no

to his father-in-law.

incumbent to run against,” Bullard said. "Once an
incumbent gets in office, that incumbent can be in
office 10-15 vears or more. [t was a now-or-never type
sltuation.”

Politically. it was alsv in the nick of time.

A recall election largeted members of the Highland
Township Board who voted the supervisor, treasurer
and clerk two pay raises in 1982. Bullard, who voted
for the pay hikes, would likely have been recalled as
were then-Treasurer Lillian Walker, Clerk Joyee Izzi  trict.
and Trustee Maric Hewitt.

Less than 24 hours after the recall, Highland
Trustee Nancy Sharp led a rollback of {he pay hikes.

“Those who voted for the increases are either
recalled or up in Lansing,” Sharp said after the recall.

Bullard would serve the 60th House District the
next 10 years. During that tenure he became Republi-

can caucus chair (1983-84), assistant Republican
floor leader [1985-88) and House Republican cam-
paign committee chair {1986-90},

He was the {irst annual recipient of the Legislator of
the Year award from the Michigan Townships Associ-
ation in 1984.

After the 1990 U.S. Census. district fines were
redrawn again. The redrawing of the district lines
placed his Highland home in the new 46th House Dis-

[nstead of running for the 46th District, Bullard
registered to vote in Milford and won the 38th District
House seat. Bullard changed his voter registration to
meet the residency requirements under the Michigan
Constitution.

The next years would push Bullard {o the forefront
in Lansing, in particular his work on Proposal A,

Residents and clected officials want reassur-
ance that Rep. Willis "Bill" Bullard Jr. lives in
his district. But few are quick to throw stones.

Bullard's popularity is at its peak. And many
people believe he's serving his constituents
well.

But somne area elected officials want ques-
tions about Bullard's residency resolved. The
Michigan Constltutlon requires slate leglsla-
tors to live within their district.

"My thought would be if what he is doing is
illegal, he sheuld be asked to address that and
be given reasonable time (30-60 days) (o
address the situation,” said Michael Meyer., for-
mer Novi Comrmunity Schools Beard of Educa-
tion member and the teacher of law classes at
Schooleralt College in Livonla,

"He should address it because he has a
sacred trust as an elected official,” Meyer said.
"He should be a prime example. a model of
what a citizen should be.”

Bullard claimed he lved in an apartment
above a Milford Village insurance agency at
320 W. Summit St. from November 1992 to
May 1995, But no apariment legally exists at
320 Summit, according to village records, and
a locally elected officlal believes no one ever
lived there.

In May, Bullard changed his voter reglstra-
tion to the address of his in-laws, Murray and
Mary Burley, of 1843 Wixom Trail in Miliord
Township. Ne telephone number exists for
Buliard at that address, according to
Ameritech information services.

During the November 1924 election,
Bullard's Democratic opponent, Bob Havey,
sald he questioned Bullard's residency.

! had heard from some people during the
election that he was Hving in his past residence
in Highland and I didn't pursue it,” Havey said.
"1 was more concerned with issues than throw-
ing stones at him.” :

Bullard teat Havey in the 1994 election
20,782 to 7.573 - or with 73 pereent of the
votes cast. He swepl Milford Village and Town
ship with 77 percent of the voles.

Highland Supervisor Tom Dunleavy said he
has been approached several times hy resi
dents who questioned Bullard's residency.

“That's only rumoers. Pve notl followed up on
him.” Dunleavy said. “Fve been invited to the
parties he has at his Highland home cvery
year, but F've been invited to his fundraisers i
Lansing also.”

Prior to 1992, Bullard represented the G0th
district, which included both Milford and High-
land. But in 1990, the Michigan Legislature
redrew district lines. placing Highland in the
46th District, which is represented by Tom
Middleton, R-Ortonville,

The redistricting took efiect for the 1992
election. But rather than running for the new
46th district, Bullard said In a November inter-
view that he decided to move into 320 W. Sum-
mit and seck the 38th District.

Bullard said the 38th District is a betler
stepping stone toward someday sceking the
15th State Senate seal, currenlly held by
David Honigman, R-West Bloomlield.

South Lyon Mayor Jeflrey Potler said "it
raised his eyebrows™ when Bullard moved his
residency to seek the 38th District scat.

"l would certainly hope thal -any representa- i

tive that represents iny districi and our resi-
dents would meef the terms ol olfice,” Potler
said.

Northville City Councilman Chuck Keys said
he is willing to trust that Bullard lives where
he says he does, though he plans to talic to
Bullard personally about the issue.

T have to give him the benetit of the doulbt,
and I have no doubt,” Keys said, "He's a
respected member of the state congress [Legis-
lature), I don't pay that much altention to
party politics. ! judge each fssae independent-

ly."

‘I think I would say Preposal A is going o be looked
back at 10 to 20 years from now as a revolutionary
change in our properly tax systent.”

1t Is located next to a cement factory,
the Red Dog Saloon and not far from the
raflroad tracks.

“It's not a closet or anything like that.”
Bullard had said, describing the apart-
ment. "I stay there all the time. Sometimes
I'm out of town: otherwise, I'm there.”

Bullard refected a request for a tour of

the apartment.
" Yet, according te a Milferd building
department site plan, no apartment exisis
at 320 W. Summit, a building owned by
Dagmar K. Moore of Ann Arbor.

If Bullard lived there, it would violate
the village's ordinances and the site plan
for the building, sald Terry Moore, Mil-
ford’s bullding inspector and zoning offi-
clal.

The building is zoned for business use
(B-1), Terry Moore said, which does not
allow living quarters.

*Residential use is not permitted in B-
1.” the bulilding official said. "An apart-
ment would not be permitted above (the
insurance agency).”

Furthermore, in 1989, the Milford Vil-
lage Planning Commission conducted a
site-plan review, which did not allow an
apariment. Terry Moore satd the upstairs
portion was to be used for slorage because
of building code standards.

The downstairs portion Is occupied by

two businesses, while the upstalrs has
three rooms and a bathroom. according 1o
the site plan.

The upslairs, where Bullard said in
November the apartment was lecated,
totals about 500 square feet, or less than
one-third the size of Bullard's Highland
home.

The landiord would be responsible for
any violation of zoning laws, Terry Moore
sald. Telephone calls to Dagmar Moore
were not relurned.

BULLARD'S HIGHLAND HOME

Bullard's 1,518-square-foot home at
1849 S. Lakeview Lane in Highland over-
looks Lower Pettibone Lake. Bullard has
owned the home for eight years,

Bullard said his wife, who he married in
August 1994, lives at their Highland
home.

"My wife and I are not legally required to
live il the same residence,” Bullard said in
the November interview. “I have not given
any thought to residing any place except
Milford.”

But is it reasonable for voters to believe
that a newly wed couple would live sepa-
rately?

“Politics is an unusual business.”
Bullard had said. “I guess some people
don't understand politics.”

THE POLITICAL LANDSCAPE
Bullard said {n a November interview
that he Hves in Milford because he would

one day like to seek the 15th State Senate
scat currently held by David Honigman,
R-West Bloomfield.

To make a good run for the future sen-
ate election, Bullard said he needs to be
well-known in Novi. Winning the city's
25,583 registered voters would be impor-
tant to a state senate bid.

By keeping his feet In the 38th District
{Novi, Milford Village, Wailed Lake, Milford
Township, South Lyon, Lyon Township,
Wixom and northern Northville), Bullard
helps create his own opportunity for a
higher office. All the 38th District is within
15th Senate District.

After the redistricting. his Highland
home was located in the 46th District.
Politically, he said, seeking the more rural
46th District is less advantageous.

Highland is the only community in the
46th District represented by the 15th
State Senate seat. The rest of the 46th dis-
trict falls in another senate district.

Rep. Tom Middleton, R-Ortonville, cur-
rently represents Highland, Rose, Holly,

Grovetand, Brandon, Independence and -

Springfield townships and Ortonville and
Clarkston.

PROPOSAL A

Property owners earned significant tax
relief on thelr winter tax bills in 1994.
Homestead property taxes, or taxes on a
person’'s primary residence, dropped near-
ly 60 percent in some cases, Highland
Deputy Treasurer Margaret Sharpe said.

As a member ol the House taxation
commiltee, Bullard may be ane of the fore-
most authorities on the piece of legislation
and how it was {ormed over the past sev-
eral years.

Bullard did not claim his Highland
home as a homestead. But Lynda Meore,
his wife, did claim the homestead, accord-
ing to Highland Assessor's Depariment
records.

On March 21, 1994, Bullard deeded his
home to Moore, then his fiance, for S1,
allowing her to claim the house as a
homestead. On Sept. 28, 1994, following
their August wedding, she deeded the
property to the both of them.

If a person owns a home before May 1,
100 percent of the homestead can be
claimed, Highland Assessor Nancy Jones
said. I a property owner moves in after
May 1, but before Oct. 1, they are entitled
to a 50 percent homeslead exemption. If
the homeowner moves in after Oct. 1, no
homestead exemption can he claimed.

Moore paid about $1,200 in property
taxes with a homestead exemption, Jones
sald. If the homestead had not been
claimed. property taxes would have
amounted to about $2,200, Jones said.

War memories still vivid
50 years after victory

“They are just guys from Broadway and Main Street,
but maybe you wouldn’t remember them.”
~ Ernie Pyle, New York World-Telegram, May 3, 1943.

hen World War broke out in 1939, a genera-

tion barely of age was called upon to shoul-

der the greatest challenge of the century.

Talk to any of these same veterans today,

now in their senior years, and you some-

times forget that they were just kids back
then, in their late teens and early twenties. Barely out
of high school, they should have been hotrodding
around town, hanging out at the local soda shop and
planning their futures.

Instead, fate grabbed them by the scrulls of their
necks and landed these amateurs at places like Nor-
mandy Beach, where Northville resident Fred Millard
had to hedge his way past the mangled bodies of other
American boys.

“When you're 19, 20 years old, you can do a lot of
things that don't faze you. I was there to do a job and I
was going to do it,” says Bob Pohlman, who fought in

the South Pacific.

“I had no doubt we were going to win.”
What's easy for the rest of us to overlook 50 years

later are the empty chairs around the family dinner
table, the mothers devastated by the loss of sons who
never came home, and the war wounds still carried by
older men 50 years later. At least two of our local resi-
dents still grieve for the brothers they lost to overseas
combat.

At the time, they were fighting fascism to make the
world a free and safer place for posterity.

Now, we are posterity and old enemies are friends.

The world is a strange place, but it might have been a
worse one had they not traded their letter sweaters and

baseball jackets for uniforms.

It was the worst of times

It was the war thut followed “the
war to cid all wars,” a conflicl
which would claioy 100 milliou lives
before it was through.

It was an event that marked and
shaped these who worked, lived and
fought through il. It was the Sceond
World War.,

Austrian-born Adatph Hitler toek
power in German in January 1933,
Within six and a halt years he had
become the absolute master ol one
ol history's mighticst war iachines,

A shrewd politician, Hitler,
together with fellow fascist diclator

Benite Mussolini of Italy, used polit-

ical means lo try to obtain his ends,
while preparing [or war in case per-
suasion didn’t suceced. Europe, liv-
ing with the memories of World War
I. was slow to react Lo the growing
menace.

World War Il began on Sept. 1.
1939. German farces swept across
Poland in just wecks. Britain and
France declared war on Germany
but were powcerless as Tlitler's
armies soon turned west. Within
months Germany and Haly con-
trolled lerritory from Norway Lo
Nerth Afriea anil Irem the Atlantic
Occan o the edge of Russia.

H was then that Hitler made his
fateful decision to invade the Soviet
Union, up {o that time an uncasy

ally, hefore finishing off his Western
encmics. Three willion Axis soldiers
altacked Russia in dune 19491 anl
were wilidly successiul - at flirst,

By December, owever, the Ros-
sians had regrouped i bepan o
roll back the German tide.

Meanwhile, the Western Allies
tightened their end of the viee,
invading Narth Alrica in November
1942, Italy in September T4 and
FEurope itself in June 1944,

Despite a desperade fight e Ger-
roan Reiel was heing steadily over-
riun {rony bolh east and west. Final-
lv, wih Russian troops within
Blocks of his underground Berlin
bunker Thitler killed himsel on April
24, 1945.

The Reich he predieted would last
1.000 years fasted 12 and oatlived
him by only a week. sarrendering to
Allied forees on May 8.

A counlry with a leng history and
rich culture, Japan remained cco-
naomically and militarily behind the
industrialized West during the carly
years of the 20th century. A group
of military leaders took power and

British ship,” BeGole recalls.

“When 1 finally gol into a chow fine for the sar-
vivors, at the end of the line were the Ttallan kids
helding ont tin cans. The Halians when [ first
arrived were starving to death.”

Sa hepan HeGole's share ol what was ealted
“The Forgolten War,” the cotiquest of Haly across
the Appemines to the Po Valley, a tour of duty he
refers (o as “itice and interesting,”

German alr power in [taly was soon wiped oul.
Sergeant BeGole's nuin role was at the Aflied
Foree Headoprirters Command Infuntry Conwer-
ston Trafming Center, where he reshaped reluc-
tanet U.S. Ariny Air Corps personnel indo ground
troops.,

"taly was 2 bloody camipaipne. They had almosi
as many casualties as we die in the Vietnam witr,
The replacements were all going inte the United
Kingdem, preparing for the invasion,” he
explained.

BeGole spoke German, so he found himself
lnoking after Nazi prisoners of war. The skill also
led Lo one of his oddest assignments, teaching
English o the Pope’s Swiss Guards.

Rome had capitulated in June 1944, There,
BeGole had his lirst and only look at the after-
math of an atrocity.

To retaliate lor an SS column blown up by [ta)-
{an partisans. the Germans rounded up 420 Ital-
funs and machined gunned thent in a cavern out-
slde Rome, Afler the cily was liherated. a Swiss
Guard took BeGole to the cavern as lalian den-
tists were identifying the victims' remains,

"It was kind of unbelievable. We didn't reatly
know what was going in the Loropean theater.”
he sald.

Just before Christinas 1944, BeGole deeided to
visit his kid brother. Bill, a 20-year-old fighter
pllot, stationed al an Adriatic air hase. He hiteh-
hiked from Naples Lo the coast.

“Finally. a jeep eame down that had his mark-
Ing on it, the 45th bomb group. We're splashing
along and | told themn who 1 was going lo visit.
They were very quict. They didn't say anything.
pullect up in front of the orderly romm and the
sergeant safd, ‘wait here.” The mnjor took me
aside and 1okd me.” BeGole sald.

On December 9. LG Willlatn BeGole volun-
teered 1o take the place of another pilot and flew
off nn a mission with the other man's crew. It
was his 41sl run. He never returned.

His brothers own fght crew was still at (he
base, and BeGole stayed with them, calching up
on Bill's last days before his plane was shot
down.

12-inch shedls.

In response o a request lor help in getting the
ship under way, Gombasy dashed forward (o
assist, The Nevada was tied up in front of the
11.5.5. Arizona, which had already blown up.

The Nevadua's attempt 1o eraise oul of the chan-
nel, where a sunken ship could keep the rest
blocked in for weeks. is considered by hislorians
to be one of the heroic moments of the attack. To
Gombasy, it was obvious that the ship was "a sit-
ting duck” which had to be moved.

1 playect alb the tome for everybady - USO
shiows, at air bases, They'd say “the piano player
didn’t show up. can you help us ont'?”

He was 23 when he enlisted, ending up with the
eritical responsibility of an aireralt contradler ta
the 34dth Bomb Group of the Ninth Air Foree,
whicl was Nying missions over Holland and
France. His first overseas posting was (o an air
lase owtside of Bishop Stortford, England.

“The English girls used lo say: ‘W yon're ina
pub and hear a Doodlebug (homb). don’t leave
vour mug,. Take il with you.™

His sehednle left him on-duty ot the airfield for
24 hours, then 24 honrs off. 11 also left him free o
play wilh every show that wenl to entertain the
homesick treops.

In preparation [or D-Day, the American and
British aireraft were painted with black and white
stripes, so ey didn’t shool one anvther down,
Then on that Tateful morning, the officers took
over as air craft controllers. leaving Mannisto free

Millard back in
fray after sethack

D-Day s a page i werld history that most ol us
have only read aboud,

Northville Township resident Fred Millard Tived
it.

He was just T9-vears old when dawn broke over
Nornzndy anJune G, 1930 A proud member of
the 1S, Army's FirstInfantey Division, nick -
nmimed “The Big Red One.” Milliod ser foot on o
French beach hearing the seoars from a kol mine
he'd mel during the Alliced conguest ol Sicily.

"Howas the most devastating thing U'd ever seen
ar probally will ever see.” Millard, now 70, said of
"Easy Red Beach.” the siveteh of sand his unil
was assigned toowrest ram the waiting Germans,

"lwas sickening, There were deid badies every:
where = rolling in the water, on the beach, every-
where,”

Easy Red is o long way fom Plvinounth, where
Milliard was born, e joined the serviee just alter
graduting from high schook in tie suner of
1443,

Millard learned demolition and mine remoeval,
then headed tor the Bip Red One. which was then
taking part in the Allicd jnwvasion of Sicily, Less
than a week after he arrived. he left the Mediter-
ranean iskowd onc streteher.

“We were nurching through this dricd river
bed,” Millard recalled,” when all of o sudden |
heard this death-roaring bang. [t turns out thet
the guy who went o demolition schoel tound ont
that the best way te selofta mine is to step on it

e izl tripped a "Bouncing Betty.” a particalar-
Iv nasty Kind of Tnnd mine that sends ap a spriog-
loaded veceptacle with hits ol metal thal explodes
ad watgst heipht,

Fortunately, Millard's pack took mast ot (e
blast. His lefi foreanm and neck ook the rest, the
shirapnel nearly severing his spinal cord.

“Pretty soon the Gernsans had us horseshoed
(surromnded on three sides) and starting shelling
us,” Millard recalled. "We had a hard tme getting
out of there, especially me. [ hacd lost alot of Dlood
and was getting weaker and alittle delivious.

“This sergeant kept telling me; “You're going to
die.” He was Gying (o nde e mad so Id keep
going.”

His buddies eventually decided that their besit
hope was to hide Millard, get help and then return
lor him. He lay there, fading inand oot ol con-
seionsness, sometimes hearing Gerrano soldiers
marching hy.

Months fater, after he'd healed, Milard rejoined
the Big Red One, which al that time was in Great
Britain, Then came the morning ol June 6.

“1twas me and 17 others ina landing erafi)”
said Millard, wha was now part of a heavy
inachine gan team. “The diesel fumes were k-
ing us all sick and there was noise everywhere, We
circled for a while and then we started in owards
the beach.

"We knew il was hot,” he continued. "You could
see the angle irons sticking out like iceth in the
sand and hear the machine gun five, We werg get-
ting ¢lose when the front (of the landing eraft)
dropped and the sailor said: “This is il guvs! Go!’

"We'd work (e get 1o those steel beams.” Millard
rernembereel. “The fand fire was very heavy, We'd
work from heam to ben and by the grace of God
[ got through the whoele thing.”

It wasn't over when the survivors of the beach
made it to the edge of the hills overlooking the
beach, thongh.

"The colenel who comnanded us said, "Let’s go
up, guys. We may as well go up and dic as dic
here.” We went up and made it about a quarter
mile inland. Then we dug in for the night and we
all said o prayer that we'd be there in the morn-
ing,” Miltard said.

The Big Red One spent the niext several months
lollowing Gen. George Patton's tanks across

Surope. [ was during that time that Millard sul-
fered his second combal wound when he was shiol
in the left forearn by a sniper.

[He recovered in tine to nake it o Czechoslo-
vakin. where the First Division was stationed
when the Second World War ended.

A half-eentury has enabled the wounds that
Millard received. hoth physicat and psychological,
heal.

"You remember the war bul time makes vou far-
get most of the bad things vou saw.” he said.
"Most of the tine vou remember the good expert
cuees. all (he prople you met and the country you
ol to see, When | saw it there were buodies all over
it hul now [ can rentember how pretty it conld bel”

Battle of Bulge
one helluva tight

Qutrunning German soldiers while swathed in
bandages Isn't the way most people spend the
Yuletide season. 1t's not how Novi resident Harold
Ortwine has passed 69 of his 70 Christmases.

The exception is one that no one will ever forgel.
December 1944: the Battle of the Bulge.

It was quite a deal,” Ortwine safd. “Something
to see, that's for sure, but [ hope [ don't ever see it
again.”

Faclng slow but steady defeal as enemy armies
approached the German heartland that winter,
Adolph Hitler made a final desperate gamble to
force the Allies into a negotiated peace, Marshal-
ing the creamt of his western forees Hitler attacked
i peritously thin 100-mile streteh of the weslern
Front.

Soon Axis infantry and tanks had punched a
hole through Allled lines, racing desperately Lo
capture fuel and amnnmition dumps. Their
attemnpt fafled. however, and by January the
breach was sealed, along with the fate of the Third
Iteich.

Ortwine had i front-row seat for it all even
thaugh he could and probably should have been
in a hespital bed back in the United States. May
3. 1944, was the reason why.

A fellow member of the U.S. Army's 106th

infantry Division tried to get a campfire going with

a helmet full of gasoline, [t caught fire, he tried to
throw the Maming helmet away and the gas splat-
tered over Ortwine, causing first, second and
third degree burns over 685 percent of his body.

That ied to three months of hospitals. By the
time he got out, the rest of the 106th was in
Europe, having had gone through the D-Day inva-
slon. Ortwine could have accepted the medical
discharge Army physicians felt he deserved but he
didn't.

I didn't want it,” he said. “To hell with that. [
had come this far and ] wanled to go the rest of
the way.” .

Sn the doctors wrapped him up with elastic
bandages and he rejoined his unit in November.
By then the Golden Lions were holding the abso-
Hite casternmost segment of Allied lines, a stretch
thal ran through a densely forested arca near the
French/Belgian border. The forest was called the
Ardennes, site of some of history's mosl famous -
and bloody - battles.

“That was a bad place to be on Dee. 167
Ortwine sald,

It was the morning the Battle of the Buige
began. Ortwine witnessed it as he stoed guard by
his 150 mm howitzer.

“l saw this light off te the east. It looked like
someonc holding a flickering candle out there. 1
couldn't figure out what it was, then [ heard the
nolse.”

The light came from the buzz bombs the Ger-
mans were launching. Then came the bombs,
morlars and shells. By mid-morning German
ground troaps were advancing stralght for his
position.

“It was quite a fecling,” Ortwine said. “We didn’t
have much ammunition at all, our communica-
tton lines had been cut, there's machine gun fire
and we knew they'd captured some of our FOs
{forward observers).”

“I kept hearing this strange nojse as the shells
fell, a clinking,” Ortwine said of one day during
the Bulge. “I'd see these shadows on the snow.
The Germans were right out there, moving when
the shells droppud ta cover themselves.”

There were a lot of close calis In the coming
days as his unit took part in the confused Allied
pullback. Fear was an ever present comrade.

“I knew | couldn’t make it if | was captured.” he
said. “They were making some of those prisoners
walk 400 miles back te camps in Germany. I was
still in bandages. I'd have never made It."

The Battle of the Bulge ended just a few months
before the war itsell. Soon aiter that Ortwine left
the Army and returned to Novl, where he’s becn
ever since.

Despite his scars and the harsh sights he saw
in the war the veteran remains upheat about life.

"I guess it's all convinced me that somebody’s
looking out for us up there,” Oriwine said with a
smile and a nod towards the sky.

“It felt like hell. ] thought T had
two seconds to live when 1 fett il
with my fingers. Two of my
friends pulled their undershiris
off and wrapped my head like an
[ndlan. They wanted to jump
with me over the side of the ship.
1 sald that's nol much use, If
there's another bomb, the con-
cussion can kill you in the
water,” he sald, adding that he
urged {hem to keep heading for
the front of the ship.

The burning Arizona and the
other ships were llke a volcano,
he recalls, spewing oul billowing
smoke which half-blinded the
Nevada's crew. Reaching the
front, he helped slip the mooring
and moved other injured men to
first aid.

“The biggest thing that scared
me more s we were heading
down the channel before we
sank. When | looked at Honolulu
and saw all those beautiful shiny
bombers in the sky, all [ was
looking for was to see Jap para-
{roopers coming out of them,” he
recalled.

Taking steady hits from
hombs, the Nevada drifted
towards dry dock. There, {lames
gusting from the exploding ships
Cassin and Downs nearly
enveloped the men on board the
Nevada,

“We're standing alongside the
ships when they blew up. Big
clouds of fire, they came up like
a big curling wave of fire, The
thing that entered my mind was
I've been through so much this
morning and now I'm going to
burn to death,” Gombasy said.

Finally, he took a launch to the
hospital ship. where he remained
two weeks. Once released, he
headed down to the Navy yard.,

seeking the first ship out of Pearl
Harbor to anywherce.

Gombasy was awarded the
Navy Cross for his actions that
lateful day when 1,178 were
wounded and another 2,403 per-
ished.

But chatling at tls home on
Clark Street these days. Gom-
hasy would rather falk about
how he and his war bride, Ros-
alynn, would dash off for briel
periods together, of how he
slipped word of his whereabouts
to her past censars in {heir pwn
special code,

Because in spite of what the
1J.5. Congress and Donald and
Helen Ross, authors of The
Heroes of Pearl Harbor might
have to say, regardiess of his col-
lection of medals, Gombasy
doesn’l like to think of himself as
anyone special,

“The funny part was that they
kept telling me [ was a hero but
this young man didn't know any-
thing about it,” Gombasy says.

The seaman’s next assignment
was on the U.S.S. Chester, which
cruised the Pactfic hitling any
Japanese sland or vessel it
could bomb or shell. Then the
ship would race away 800 miles
and do the same thing again. [n
one year, they salled 365,000
miles.

“We were trying to get the
Japanese ta know we had a big
Navy left,” he explained.

In April 1942, his ship was in
the middle of the Battle of the
Coral Sea. a key victory in the
Pacific and a morale booster for
the United States. The Chesler
skidded along after it was
attacked by 16 twin-engine
bombers and struck by a 250-
pound bomb. But it fared better
than the Lexington, which was

sunk. The lLexingion survivors
and its flag were delivered to San
Diego by the Chester.

By January 1845, Gombasy
was training new recruits on the
new U.5.5. Chicago, a replace-
ment for 2 lost ship of the same
name, when they were ordered {o
head for Japan.

Just as he was in on the begin-
ning of the war int the cast, so he
would be inon the end.

“When the Japanese had
decided they had enough of war,
our guns were highly eflective so
the Chicage had the honor to be
the first warship to enter the
Japanese inland sea,” Gombasy
said.

“I think It would have cost us a
million or more lives to have
taken it by land. All along the
river {leading o Yokahama) on
each side were little pill boxes.
Luckily, they seemed to be flying
a white flag, but with all those
attacks we didn't know il they
meant it or not.”

In the rubble of Yokohama, the
UU.S. occupation forces aston-
ished the Japanese. because only
the Military Police carried
weapons,

“That surprised the population
so0 greatly because they were led
to belleve we would murder
them,” Gombasy said.

Gombasy left the Navy in
1946. In 1991, he returned to
Pear] Harbor for the first time
since the war and mingled with
the Japanese in peacetime. The
only explosion was of the myths
in the mind of a young Japanese
college student who interviewed
him.

“The truth had been kept from
her. She hadn’t even studied It.
She learned more talking to a
U.S. veteran,” he said, amazed.

After T months in the $hilippines. Bob
Pobtman did come home with o chesting ol medals
and ribbons, inclnding the Distinguished Flying
Cross, the Air Medal and the Vielory Medal, He
was only 19 and lving near Cincinnati when he
signied up i Pebraary 1413, ending up stationed
in Zanmiboanga on the iskind of Mindan:ao.

On the ground, Pohlman wilnessed evidence of
Japanese war atrocities. The liherated Filipinos
treated the Americans as heroes.

“I've seen Lhe renstins ol Filipinos who were tied
to trees and skinned alive and lell hanging Lo die.
Things like that happened. The Japanese, I'm
going to have to say i, were tie eruelest bunch of
people in the world," Pohliman said.

His unit’s job was (o Mush out the Japancese
remaining on Mindanao. On one occasion,
Pohiman’s homber took np a Japanese POW who
had agreed o point out a concentration of 10,000
Japanese, hut then backed down,

Companies will look elsewhere

City ordinances and its sile plan
review process may be too restric-
tive lo attract high quality, high
tech office users o Novi, city plan-
ners and some brokers say.

The result Is and has been that
high profile companies have said
no thanks to Novi and gone else-
where, boosting neighboring com-
munities’ tax basc instead of
Novi's.

“It's a missed opportunity for
high tech development.” said Greg
Capote, the clty's staff planner.
“Novi is missing these opportuni-
ties to bring these kind of users to
Novi to help build our tax base.

"If the city wants to have resi-
dential development continue as it
is, residents are going to have to
get thelr checkbooks out.”

Industrial development brings
revenue to the community and
helps to keep taxes low. Without it
residents shoulder the brunt of the
taxes to kKeep pace with cily ser-
vices, Residential growth s boom-
ing in Novi while industrial growth
is slacking.

Specifically, Novl has lost out an
high tech. research and develop-
mental users because zoning
requirements In the permitted
offlce districts with planned devel-
opment options is too restrictive

for developers to want to buy into,
Capote said.

Two companies, Nissan and
Bosch, wanted te bring their
research and developments [(actll-
ties to Novi. Capole said, but both
balked at the idea after sceing the
requirements they would have Lo
meet to move herc.

“The approval process scares
them,” Capote said.

In respense, Capote and mem-
bers of the Impiementation Com-
mittee, a subcommittee of the Novi
Planning Commission, have con-
sidered creating a new disirict with
fewer requirements to attract new
businesses.

The 05-3 district would permit
the same uses as the current OS-
2/PD-4 zoning, but users would
have to jump through fewer hoops
to get nccessary approvals to per-
mit their plan.

Capote presenled the new dis-
trict to the planning commission
last week with the impression he
had the endorsement ol the com-
mittee to move forward with sub-
stituting the 08-3 district for the
PD-4 option.

But committee members were
hesitant to make the changr with-
out further investigation. Members
of the commiitee will research it
further and make a recommenda-
tlen soomn.

“Time and time again i have
{hese great opportunitics,” Capote
said. "I tell these guys thelr uses
are allowed in the ordinance but
when I give them Lhe requirements
in the approval process, they say [
can'l doit.”

Under the existing PD-4 option,
a developer needs approval [rom
both the planning commission and
city council. The applicant needs
to comply with preliminary and
final site plan review requirements
which are lengthy and spelled out
in the city's Site Plan Review Pro-
cedures Manual. Any request that
requires a rezoning needs to clear
a public hearing [irst and the
applicant must disclose him or
herself in an agreement al the
onset of the approval process.

If the new district were created.
Capote said approval requirements
would be laxed. Projects would
need only Planning Commission
approval and there'd be no nced
for a public hearing. Site plan
review requirements may also be
chiseled down to accommodate
industrial users.

PD-4 oplion requirements are
also causing problems for industri-
al irokers who want to bring their
clients to Novl without disclosing
their clients identity.

“[t's a lengthy approval process.”
Capote sald. "To get approval

some brokers can't disclose it or
their employees fear they'll lose
thetr jobs.

“Industrial brokers are asking
us to amend the ordinance.”
Capote said. "Because they know
it's oo restrictive.”

If word gets out on the streets
that a business is looking to relo-
cate, employees fo In to a tallspin
and the company has chaos on its

hands, That’s one rcason, indus-
trial brokers like Thompson-Brown

Realtors, which dees business in
Novi, prefer to do business in con-

~atd Bngler’s June 27 promises of
ather help to racing may be “too
e, too late.” Ladbroke DRC has
el to unnounce whether it will go
alread with the mid-July Michigan
Mile, tor 45 vears the stale's rich-
st stakes race,

Ladbroke wanted to go full-tilt
into casina and slot machine gam-
ing. After a casino In Windsor
opened in May of 1994, wagering
at Michigan race tracks plummet -
vl 112 pereent and track atten-
dance 14.5 pereent. Ladbroke's
wagering handle fell 16.4 percent.
Northville Downs' handle stayed
stable, but attendance dropped 9
percent. Hazel Park's handle fell
I3 percent and s attendance 14
percent. The three metro fracks
are 80 pereent of the industry.

Wesirin, of Grand Ledge, was on
the attorney general's staff
attached to the racing commis-
sioner when Engler tapped him to
head the office in Livonia. He
views his office not only as a regu-
iutor but as a unifying foree to
bring together the sometimes ceon-
Nicting interests of tracks, thor-
oughbred horsemen, standardbred
(trotters and pacers) horsemen,
and quarter horsemen, as well as
suppliers and unionized track
einployecs.

Westrin will bring them together
July 10. He hopes to have a pro-
gram 10 present to the Legislature
in Seplember. Here are excerpts
[rom an inlerview several days
after his boss came oul against
expunsion of casinos:

Q. The governor said the horse
industry “may not survive.”
Does that mean 77,000 racing
breed equine will be shot? Or
will ene segment go down?

Westrin: "At this point in time
that’s speculation .,. There's no
queslion the thoroughbred track
has been losing $10 millien or $11]
million for some time. Ladbroke
has indicated it may close for busi-
ness. But they haven't made that
definite. and they've shown they
have staying power.

“The governor has indicated he
would suppori full-card simulcast-

ing. some form of ofl-{rack betling
and a reduced parimutuel tax.
Those three areas could give
immediate relief 1o most tracks in
Michigan."

g. Let's start with the tax. Is
it correct that Michigan has one
of the higher taxes on wagering?

Weslrin: “Yes. I comes out of the
tracks’ commission and is based
on gross handle. The rate is 4.5
percent for city tracks (Ladbroke,
Hazel Park and Northville, plus
Sports Creck near Flint). 1t's 3.5
percent for tracks in counties of
less than 300,000,

“The governor has indicaled the
pussibility of eliminating the
parimutuel tax. They (tracks)
would pay just normal business
taxes, The problem is that a lot af
the money is funncled back to
activities associaled with racing ...
county fairs, youth programs. cap-
ftal improvements, various pro-
grams ftor horses and other live-
stock, various breeder awurds ...
And also the moncy goes back to
the cities for the services they pro-
vide {5800.000, under the racing
act, thaugh less Is usually appro-
priated).”

Total state {axes on parimutuel
racing have drapped from $22 mil-
lion in the mid-1980s to $17.8 mil-
lion lasl year.

Q. What Is simulcasting and
how could that help?

Westrin: "Simulcasting is where
you bring in a TV signal {from
another track and show il simulta-
neously with the running of the
race, and people can bet on that.

"Michigan currently allows only
25 simulcasts per track per year,
and only one per day. That is the
muost restrictive law in North Amer-
ica.”

Westrin's office had been allow-
ing Ladbroke DRC 1o simuleast 75
races - 25 times lhree meetings.
But Northville Downs and horse-
men sued Ladbroke and the racing
commissioner. Wayne Circuit
Judge Marvin Stempien ruled for
Northville Downs, confining Lad-
broke to 25 simulicasts per year.

“Windsor Raceway is a real com-
pelitor for Detroit area tracks
because it has such an expansive
simulcasting program. A lat of qur
fans from DRC are going to Wind-
sor where they can see lhorough-
bred raecing from across the coun-
iry - even from China!”

3. Any estimate of how much
simulcasting would help Micht-
gan tracks?

Westrin: “It's difficult to mea-
sure. It depends on how many pro-
grams [are broadcast). It has been
of substantial benefit to tracks.
But there would be some drop-pff
in the live handle (wagering on livé
races).” )

Q. How much simulcasting will
you go for?

Westrin: "Remember, it's a pri-
vale industry. It's up to them {o
agree. Horsemen, of course, have a
concern because there’'s a poten-
tial for a decrease in live races.
They'll also want a share of the
wagering — their purses go down
when wagering goes down. There's

Novt Board ol Education ment-
Lers are still debating how to
admintster the 5345000 Ruby
Fuerst left tn the district lor stu-
dent schelarships.

Ruby's wiil states that the priae
cipal and income carned on the
money will be used ta provide edu-
catinnal opportunities for Novi res:
fcdents beyond the high schaool
level, Scholarships are based on
finanicial necd and are available to
fund opportunities at rolleees. uni-
versitles, professional and techni-
cal schools.

The amount and the duration of
the schalarships are to be deter-
rned by the buard ol education or
an authority selected by the board
to nversee the scholarship admin-
istritlon.

In Janvary the board ol educa-
tion formed o subcommitter and
charged ils members awith seiting
up the eriteria for awarding schol-
arships. Since then, members of
the committee have met several
times and olfered suggestions on
how. when and te whom the
money would be awarded, The
group has yet to reach a consen-
sus, but has considered funneling
the money through the Novi Edu-
cational Foundation,

The foundation, founded in
1983, secks donations to fund pro-
grams and expenses not covered
by the district’s general fund. To
date the Foundation has a
$47,000 balance, most of which is
earmarked for the Joel Finzel
Scholarship and the Joe Frankum
Scholarship. The foundation itself
has a balance of $15,000, mast of
which has accumulated over time
from private donations, said
James Kosler, assislant superin-
tendent of operations and admlnis-
trative services.

The foundation is nearly defunct
hut school officials had hoped that
depositing the Fuerst money in it
would revitalize it and spur its cof-
fers to grow. School officials also
had hoped to have the Fuerst
Schelarship up and running by
year's end, In time to make the
first award next year.

But judging from the time it's
taken to gel the details ironed out,
1996 may not be reallstic.

.Board trustees learned last week
that tf the schelarship money is
deposited fnto the foundation
account, board members would
have no control over il.

Te oversee s administration,
the beard would have to ask the
foundation’s board of directors to
alter its articles of incorporation to
allow school board involvement.

Treasurer Stephen Hitcheock
suggested Thursday the board
could take the foundation under
its wing. A contract could be
drawn up between the school
board and the foundation board
that would give school trustees a
say in how and to whom scholar-
ships are awarded.

“We would get assurances from
the board that the funds will be
adrninistered properly,” he said. “It
glves the board that control.”

Funneling the Fuerst money
thraugh the foundation could also
cause problems and change the
foundation’s focus, so says board
vice president Ray Byers.,

“It was not intended to be a
schelarship development tool.”
Byers said about the foundatlon.
"The Idea was to let the money

The
turnover could stall progress even
further, school officials fear.

“With this getting so complicated
it might be easler to handle the
scholarships oursclves and deal
with the foundation later.,” said
Board Secretary Julie Abrams, the
third commitiee member.

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As We See It

It is difticult to work up inuch sym-
pathy for folks who buy homes next to
industrial land and then come crying
o the city for protection when some-
one wants to develop the land as
industrial.

Gee, what did they think was going
to happen?

On the once hand, it is not fair to the
folks who have invested money in that
industrial land, precisely on the idea
that they would eventually develop it
as industrial.

On the other hand, it is not fair to all
the other residents who are in essence
being told to subsidize these resident's
buying decision. If the land cannot be
developed as industrial, it will result in
the city's overail eventual lax base,
and drive up millage rates for all resi-
dents in the city. And if one of those
industrial developers decides to take
the city to court to challenge those
protections, the legal costs will bé
horne by everyone in the city, not jus{
those residents directly benefiting [rom
them.

This is essentially what is going on in
the request of residents from the
Meadowbrook Lake subdivision who
are asking the city to adopt an ordi-
nance banning 24-hour operations in
industrially-zoned areas which border
residential neighborhoods.

The issue came up after those same
residents resisted approval of a special
land use permit for, the Interlock Cor-
poration last year. Interlock is pro-

4 posed to build a plastic pdrtd molding

plant in the industrial park on Venture
Drive, a park zoned as industrial long
before the residents of Meadowbrook
Lake moved in.

After the city finally granted the com-
pany its land use approval, the resi-
dents took the city and the company to
court to appeal the decision. That's
one court fight the residents of the city
are already paying for.

In the wake of that decision, the
Meadowbrook Lake residents asked
the city to adopt a ban on 24-hour
operations in such industrial facilities.
The residents said the noise and com-
motion from shift changes, workers on
break, lights in the parking lot, lights
from cars coming to and fro, as well as
other effects of late shift activities
could be disruptive to their neighbor-
hood at night.

Mind you, the city already has a
noise abatement ordinance that would
protect those residents to some degree.
And when viewing the site plans for
industrial facilities, the planning com-
mission and city council already insist
that nearby homes be shielded from

Two long serving members of the
Novi school board have now stepped
down, as of the end of the month, and
their replacements were sworn in July
6. It would be inappropriate to let
them slip away with making note of
the contribution they have made to
this community over 20 years of ser-
vice altogether.

Stepping down last week at the end
of his term after nine years in office
was Stephen Hitchcock and, after 12
years on the board, was Michael
Meyer. Interestingly, the two
approached their public service on the
Board of Education from two very dif-
ferent perspectives.

Hitchcock was the pragmatist and
the board’s budget and financial
watchdog. He often pointed out the
weaknesses in budgets and contracts
when others did not see them. it is
never a popular position to fill, but it is
a job that has to be done by someone.
Hitcheock did it well and in a non-con-
frontational manner.

Among the major decisions by the
board during Hitchcock's tenure was
the selection of current superinten-
dent. He was present in 1992 when

both overhead and automobile lights.

But residents say that’s not enough.
They want a total ban on 24 hour
operations, Now there would be excep-
tions. The ordinance would permil
equipment repairs at night and allow
the business an occasional late night
dite to business emergencies.

But industrial facilitics couldn’t per-
manently put on shifts of workers
between the hours of 10 p.m. and 6
am. Whal counts as a permanent is
still a matter of debate,

If adopted, what is sure to happen is
that industries will run. not walk, to
other communities. There is already
talk that Novi's regulations on indus-
trial uses wre discouraging develop-
ment here, and ultimately costing the
city tax base. Bul we doubt any indus-
try would be willing to permanently
give up third shifts. Factories, even
light industrial factories, are expensive
to build. And when one builds. the
goal obviously is to use it to full capac-
ity - and that means three shifts, 24-
hours a day operation. Not all indus-
tries achieve that goal, but few would

“be willing to lock themselves out of

that possibility should the company
meet with success,

And it makes little sense to expect
manufacturers would be willing to
build two plants 1o do the same work if
they can build one elsewhere and get
the same thing from it.

One has to wonder how many of the
residents of the Meadowbrook Lake
subdivision work for the auto compa-
nies, or for their suppliers. The car
business is will known for its use of
third shifts. We have to wonder how
many residents of Meadowbrook Lake
owe their incomes to industries which
run 24-hours. But those are in other
communities, next to other people's
homes and neighborhoods aren't they.

Ultimately, passage of such an ordi-
nance would mean the elimination of a
lot of industrially zoned land from use-
fulness (o industry. And that will cost
us all, in terms of lost tax hase and
lost jobs in the community.

Now, the planning commission is
going to hold a public hearing to take
input on the proposed 24-hour opera-
tion ban.

A debt of gratitude owed
to Hitchcock and Meyers

that post was filled last.

And considering how important the
superintendent is to the operation of
the school district, the decision will
leave Hitchcock's legacy on the district
for some time to come. For the looks of
things so far, he did well.

Meyer, on the other hand,
approached education from a more
emotlional point of view. His concern
was with what was right and what was
wrong. He also put the education of
the students are the forefront. He kept
a clear view of what ought to be done
to further the instruction of the young-
ster. Honesty and integrity are the
hallmarks of his service. And he was
always genuinely concerned about the
well-being of students in the district.

Hitchcock was well known for his
down to earth style. Meyer was known
for his care and concern.

The Novi community owes a debt of
gratitude to these two. They'll be
missed around the school board table.
Although from all appearances, such
as Meyer's run for city council, theyll
still be around and involved.

And that's the upside of their retire-
ment from the board.

These days, they talk a lot
about interactive TV. In the near
future, you'l be able to answer
your phone from your TV set.
{This means no curlers in the
hair or unshaven beards since
the other persen will be able to
see you as well as hear yau!)
You'll also be able to play video
games with your friends across
town, do your grocery shopping
and banking without ever hav-

Mary Linda ing to leave your home,
But, interactive TV is here

already. In fact, "it's old hat”

around the Farmingten public school system. It's been in
place for about six years now with what's known as “dis-
tance learning” or “Teacher on TV.”

Distance learning is the ability to teach students in
geographically distant places at the same time using one
teacher and video technology.

It all started in 1989, when the Farmington public
school administration wanted to expand the foreign lan-
guage offerings to all three high schools (Farmington,
North Farmington and Harrisonj. Yet, there was only ane
German and Latin teacher for these schoals. That's when
they decided to use technology to deliver curriculum to
students in all three schools via the “electronic class-
room.” This means students go to a classroom in thelr
school to see, hear and talk to the teacher and she can
see, hear and talk to the students. It's a two-way audio
and video systemn, techaically made possible by the use of
Time Warner Cable’s Institutional Network cable system.

As you can imagine, by means of the “electronic class-
roorn,” enrollment has doubled in German. Today, Ger-

man continues as part of the curriculum, with instructor
Greg Grentz. Japanese has been added with Krista New-
combe teaching. There are approximately 110 students
enrolled in the program which originates from North
Farmington High School.

According 1o Peggy Schmidt, Director of Media Ser-
vices, the benefils of the “electronic classroom” are
twofold. She states, "With this means of teaching, there is
equity of access to curriculurn for students in all three
high schools. The second advantage lics in the fact that
students don't lose time riding buses to take a class at
another school. The loss of time affects classes both in
thetr home school as well as the visiting schaol.”

Who knows what even mere advanced technology will
bring to us? In the future, there is potential for
institutions and districts in Oakland County to work
cooperatively to provide learning opportunities for stu-
dents and training opportunities for staff via the Institu-
tiorial Network cable system.

One near term example, is the beginning of a coopera-
tive cffort between Farmington public schools, Novi pub-
lic schools and Qakland County Community College
[Orchard Ridge Campus), to within a year's time, provide
advanced placement courses for students in mathemat-
ics. Arabic will also be offered by the public schools.

Kudos to Farmington public schools. They're an the
right track. These concepts show creativity and foresight.
With ideas like these, the children in our community will
be one step ahead in the right direction.

Wayne covered nearly all of state

The first county in
Michigan was orga-
nized in 1815 and
named in honor of
General “Mad” Antho-
ny Wayne.

Wayne County, in
its initial stages,
encompassed nearly
all of Michtgan, as
well as parts of Ohio,
Indiana and Wiscon-
sin. It was reduced to

Barbara
3 its present bound-
Loule aries in 1826.

The communities that make up Wayne Coun-
ty had an early start.
Even before Detroit was founded in 1701, a

" large island in the Detroit River. called "Grosse

lle" by French explorers, was discovered and

~ later settled.

The [irst settlement outside of Detroit was

" just east of the lown at a point jutting into

Lake St. Clair. Early Freach settlers named the
place, “Grosse Pointe.” for its geological forma-
tion.

The next towns o become inhabited were
Southgate and Dearborn, both in 1795. South-
pate remained, for the most part, a small farm-
ing community up through the 1950s.

Dearborn, just west of Detroil. was a conve-
nient rest stop fur pioneers venluring away
from the city. Al least one farm was turned info

an inn for weary travelers, and that of Conrad
“Coon” Ten Eyck was probably the most
famous.

Legend has it, in fact, that the very nickname
of our sfate came {rom an cncounter with
“Coon” Ten Eyck. According to one account,
“Many have heard of (Ten Eyck] treating a
party from Detroit ... 1o a wolf steak for dinner
..." Amazed at what they had eaten, one guest
replied, 'If we have caten wolf, we must be
walverines.” Hence Lhe name wolverines applied
to settlers in this slate...”

Dearborn gained its greatest fame, of course,

when Henry Ford made it the home of his auto--

mobile company in 1915.

In 1798, another town was founded and was
named for Revolutionary War herc, John Ham-
tramck. This town, though surrounded by the
City of Detroit, has remained independent of it
since its creation. Hamtramek became a cily in
1921.

Interestingly, the next arca that was settled
in Wayne County was some distance north of
the cily.

A thriving Indian settlement lived along the
banks of the Rouge (Red) River. When white
settlers forded the river in 1809, they called the
place Buckdin, after the leader of the group, but
the name was laler changed to Redford.

The early 1800s saw a number of downriver
communities pop up, including Gibraltar in
1811, Ecorsc in 1814, and Trenton two years
later. In 1818, both Wyandotie ~ named for the

large Indian tribe that had lived there since the
mid-1700s ~ and Highland Park were estab-
lished.

At an clevation of 647 leel, Highland Park
reflects the highest point north of the Detroit
River. Like Dearborn, Highland Park pgained
fame because of Henry Ford, who built his first
auntomobile faclory there in 1909

The vears between 1824-27 saw the following
towns spring up: Plymouth, Canten, Wayne,
Northville, Belleville and Romulus.

Taylor, named for the U.S. president, was
settled in the 1830s. as werce Livonia and
Inkster, which was named for early farmer
Roberi Inksier.

Harper Woods, settled seme 20 years later,
was named in honor of Walter Harper, a Delreit
philanthropist who also founded Harper Hospi-
tal.

Melvindale received the first name of another
local humanitarian, Melvin Wilkinson. after it
was scttled in 1870.

Westland is the only city to he named for a
shopping center, Part of Nankin Township., 30
years ago the area surrounding the newly-
opened Westland Shopping Center. took its
name from the successful business enterprise
that literally made the town. Westland became
a city in 1966.

ft takes 33 percent of the Novi
Planning department’s clerical
stalt te produce near verbatim
minutes of PManning Commission
weetings al a cost of 330,000 o
vear.

Verbatim minutes are  npot
required Dy the State of Michigan's
Open Mreetings Act but are uscful
and the preterred method of record
keeping by (he city's legal coun-
sel.city emplovees and elecled ofli-
elals.

Watson said.” The minules are
important when c¢hallenges are
made to Commission action. The
minzedes provide i record for deter-
mining whether the Commission
has acted appropriately as to o
given application.”

The slate stalute reguires that
minutes of public bodies retlect the
date. time. and place of e meet-
ing. Minutes should also reflect
who attended the meeting and who
wits absent. Any decisions made al
the mceting needs (o be recorded
as does the purpose for closing o
meeting ta the public.

I'lianning Canmunission and Novi
City Couneil mecting minutes
reflect much more and provide a
detanled account of the discussions
af hoth mectings,

The near verbatim syvstem of
minute taking censumes one third
of the clerical sladf's time in the
planning department and {s costly
way of keeping track of the com-
mission. so says Commissioner
Pete Hoadley,

Conceroed about the cost and
reams of paperwork the current
svstem generates, Hoadley tried
List Wednesday to suggest an

alternative method of record keep-
ing, bul was shot down by his el
low commissioners and Assistant
City Attorney Dennis Watson,

"TUs money well spent,” said
Planning Commission Chairman
Richard Clark, "I'm in favor of sav-
tng laxpayers money, but 1 don't
think it's prudent or wise to ask
semeone on stafl to synopsize our
minutes.”

Talk of altering the current svs-
tem of minute keeping for plan-
ning comnission meetings sur-
faced during a special meeting af
the Novi City Council meeting in

Aprit. It was there the idea of
putting the minutes on the com-
puter system would help reduce
the reams of paperwork the exist-
ing system produces.

James Wahl, director of the
citv's  planning department,
attended the April meeting and
told council members several com-
missioners expressed concerns
about how minules were taken
and kept. A svmpathetic council
agreed the record keeping was
costly and time consuming. but
few were interested in dolng away
with the system and replacing the

paperwork with a computer sys-
tent as suggested by Councilman
Robert Mitzel.

After hearing the attorney’s
opinion last Wednesday, commis-
sioners debated the issue of
changing the way they keep min-
wtes, but voted 8-0 alter a brief
discussion of it to keep it status
quo.

“1 would read what's relevant,”
Commissioner Glen Bonaventura
told Headley. 1 know it sounds
terrible to spend that kind of
money but [ do believe il's neces-
sary and part of the process.”

They all have
met the requirements for gatural-
fzation ~ at least 18 vears of age,
lawfully admitted in the United
States for permanent resldence,
lived in the U.S. for five years and
resided in Michigan for at teast
three months prior to filing for
naturalization.

Those petitioning for citizenship
will not be asked all 100 ques-
Lions, but thev do not know which
or how many they will be asked
by the examiner.

The class is not required. but it
is a good way to learn about the
history and government of the
United States and gain confi-
dence.

The Forvign Trade College is a five
yvear institutwn and stodents reecive a eertificale, not
w dedree.

“There are many other ditferent langueages they
could Iearn bat ey want (o learn English.

“The students that | Tivve - all of their ieachers in
the past have been Vietoomese so il takes o littde time
to get used to vy accent,” she said, "Whenever (hey
have a native speaker they just are really eager to
spea and practice their English and learn the
accent.”

Although Lelert learned how to count in Viet
namese hetore leaving for the Third World country,
the language tapes she bouphit didir't help.

“The Vielnamese [aneonage is the hardest language
to speak because iUs tonal, like Chinese,” LeDert said.

So she wrived i Vietiman with no working knowl-
cdge of the language.

“This was nry first time ever out ol the country, el
alone a Third World countrv.” LeBert said. "I dido’
take long to adjust. 1 was amazed by that,

"1 did have some culture sock. There are lidle geck-
os everywhere and mold. in addition to the incredible
heat. TU gels cool in the winter time - for aboul a
month it gets really cold - but it doesn’t snow.”

LeBert lives in guest housing in a new section of the
university whose lew pluses inelude an American toi-
let.

“Ids alwavs humid.” she said. "My sheets are
always damp — vou can never ever det anvthing dry.
Everything was dirty. Getting wsed 1o that was hard.”

LeBert carns $50 from the university, whichs is a
higher salary tha the average Vietnamese makes al
$30 per manth. The English Language Institute also
pays her a salary.

“Forgigners are charged a higher priee for every-
thing,” she said. “That was o frustrating thing for me
at firsl.”

There are very few cars and noe bus systen.
aithough there are buses.

"l tried to finagle with them (the bus drivers} by
telling them 1 ive here, work here and was told. “vou
have a white face, you have to pay.” she said. Her fare
was at least double or triple what a Vielnamese would
pay.

Popular modes ol tratrsportation in the capital city
af three million are bicvele and cvelo. a bicyele ped-
aled by a man wilh a carriage on the front.

"Most people ride bicyeles, although mopeds are
hecoming the rage.” she said. "Most of my students
have molor bikes hecause theyre the rich kids.” Stu-
dents who atlend the college are members ol the
upper class, usually children ol government officials.

If they tell vou
somelhing and it's wrong, theyll tell you they didn't
say that.

"l think il is impossible for Americans to separale
Victnam Irom the war,” she added. I look at a country
side and think how many of our country men have
run across that field and been killed. My Belgium
[riends can’l understand that it's always in my mind.”

LeBer! believes the Vietnamese are ready for a nor-
malization of relations.

“The Vietnamese are all for it. They den’t have any
kind of hatred or animosily towards Americans that [
have noticed,” she said. "I'm sure there’s a litde bit.
There are still 2,000 MIA's there. That’s one reason
why we don't have an embassy there yel.

“They are very nationalistic and they lavor their
own,” she said. "My students were wonderful and very
accepling, very kind.”

She had been out with some Belgium [riends when
she saw the American Flag for the first time in eight
monihs.

“l have never felt so much patriotism than to sec
the American Flag {lying there (on Lang Ha street in
[ront ol the liaison office). 1 was home. | even went in
there and sat down. It's like a little piece of home.

"They were really wonderful. They got me some
videos | needed on American cullure.

“You listen to the piece you're
working with,” sculptor Belly Jean
Marianett! was told by her profes-
sor at Madonna University before
she graduaied two years ago.

“Sculpting has pretty much
taken over,” she said because, "Tve
always had an interest in texture
and this satisfles thal desire for
having texture.”

Marianett, a Novi restdent for

Marianetti works with stone and
In woods of maple, cherry or wal-
nut.

Back pain affects 80 percent of adults

Back pain is an
exiremeily common
problem that affects
about 80 percent of
Aniericans at some
point in their adult
lives.

The back is a won-
derfully  complex
structure that gives
our bodies the
strength  to  bear

Breton weight and the flexi-
- bility to cope with the
welntran crvironment.

[t is composed of
Lones, ligaments, muscles, nerves, disks and
the spinal cord. As with any bedy slructure,
these components can suffer wear and tear,
along with more serious conditions.

Fortunately, the most common cause of back
pain is a benign, mechanical problem thal does
not require an extensive evaluation.

T am going to limil miy discussion to mechan-
ical back pain and not discuss slipped disks.
fractures and infections. ¥ you question the

- ype or cause of your back pain. or if the usual

trealments are not working. see your doctor for
an evaluatiorn.

The precise causc of mechanical back pain is
unclear. One theery halds that back pain

results from a strain or sprain of the ligaments
and muscles similar to what occurs in other
parts ol the body. Arthritis and poor posture
may be contributing factors.

Typically, mechanical back pain is sharp,
sornetimes aching, and generally located in the
lower back. Mest people can't remember any
unusual event occurring before their pain.

Rest, such as sitting or lying down, will
relieve the pain. Activity, usually in a particular
posture, aggravates the pain.

Sometimes symptoms can travel into the
legs, suggesting a pinched nerve or slipped
disk. Although you should see a physician if
you have symploms ¢f a nerve pinch or slipped
disk, the treatment is often lhe same as for
olher back problems.

There are three phases for treating mechani-
cal back pain. The first phase is the early treat-
ment of the pain. There are different opinions
regarding resting the back versus conlinuing
one’s activilies despite the pain. [ favar a 48- 1o
72-hour period of strict back rest. This entails
finding a comfortable pesition and slaying
there.

During this time, anti-inflammatory agents _
aspirin and ibuprofen for those who can take
them _ are helpful. 1 often recommend heat to
treat stilfness and spasm.

The secand phase of treatment involves the
period where the back feels better ta normal.

This may take a few weeks, although reliel may
last longer. During this phase, a gradual
increase in back aclivily is recommended until
the activity level is back to normal. People get
into trouble here by not being patient enough
wilh their backs,

The third phase of treatment invalves the
period alter the back returns to normal. Here,
the goal is to strengthen the back (o prevent
future fares of back pain. Regular back and
abcdominal exercises help strengthen the back
and make it more resistant to injury. Proper
posture and lifting techniques are a musl.
Unlortunately, once you have an episode of
back pair, il is likely to return at some point.
With preper back care, hawever, you may be
able to avoid or minimize this recurrence.

Some people find alternative treatments.
such as chiropractic, massage and acupune-
ture, helpiul for their backs.

IT yeur back pain does not respond Lo appro-
priate treatment, talk with your doctor to see if
you need further evaluation or a more special-
ized healing appreach.
