Tlie Novi City Council has until 
Aiigust 21 to decide i f they'll p u t 
the ( i i Iest ion on the ballot, lliey're 
likely to discuss it all again at tfie 
July 24 ineeting. 

But the reception so far has 
been tliat the committee's report 
is refreshing, but some council 
members arc just not sure they 
want to jump in feet first. 

"When this whole project start­
ed 1 anticipated a nice swimming 
pool facility for the community," 
Council Member Robert Schmid 
said. 

'This facility has to be made for 
the entire community of people 
who fiave a reasonable income ... 
You're being a bit ambitious in 
what you're trying to do right off 
the bat .,. I have a lot of prob­
lems with the cost of this thing,"

Tempers reached the boiling 
point once again at the Novi City 
Council when Mayor Kathleen 
McLalien refused to nominate 
Planning Commissioner Robert 
Taub for reappointment Monday 
and instead suggested that her 
colleagues approve David Breuch, 
a candidate they had never for­
mally interviewed. 

"1 find it alarming that you'd 
put a name in nomination when 
the city council hasn't had a 
chance to interview him on his 
background. 1 find it not in keep­
ing with good policy. I have no 
idea what his thoughts and 
dreams are for the City of Novi." 
Council Member Robert Schmid 
fumed. 

This is precedent-setting." 
The commission had three 

vacancies. Richard Clark did not 
seek another term, but Commis-

Robert Taub 
sioners Peter Hoadley and Taub 
did. Their tenure expired in early 
June. 

Tlic city charter gives the 
mayor the right to suggest the 
appointments, which the council 
can then okay or veto, lloadley 
was McLallen's first choice and 
passed the council handily.

The Galileo (Yoject, is a regional 
rducational leadership academy, 
wliiih will train people lo be lead-
rr-. ill ilie 2Lst centuiy. Tlie ,i,'ranl 
will luiid the initial pliase of the 
,u-,Kleiiiy and help to develop a 
leadership cnrricillunl for teach-
(-rs. support staff, and school 
•uliilinislrators. 

.School administrators arc hop-
mi* the initial ,i<ranl, which will 
(sHul Ihe plannini^ process, will 
le.id to future f<rants to fund the 
.icademy. 

The academy creates a regional 
approach to education through a 
consoriiiim ol public school dis-
(ricts. inlermediale scllool dis­
tricts, and comiilunily colleges. 

Kellogg financed the project after 
reading the proposal siibmitled by 
area superintendents and commu­
nity college presidents. 

Novi's Eninletl Lippe and 
Northville's Leonard Reznlierski 
are working with their siiperinleil-
denl counterparts in Walled Lake, 
Farmington, and Southfield and 
with the presidents of Schoolcraft 
College and Oakland CoinillunKy 
College (Orchard Hills campus) to 
get the project off the ground. 
Oakland County Intermediate 
School District and Wayne County 
Regional Educational Services 
Agency are also in on the act. 

The group has met several times 
over Ihe last year planning the 
proposal they submitted to Kellogg 
lor consideration. 

Kellogg reportedly funded the 
projecl alter recognising ils region­
al value. 

'The emphasis is going lo be oil 
developing leaders," Lippe said. 
"We are brainslorniing on llow we 
will cducale students in ihe liituic 
and how we will im|3rove the deliv-
en,' of curriculum in the future." 

Organizers are targeting younger 
teachers who have experience with 
emerging technology and a stake 
in the future of public education 

as candidates for the academy. 
Whidi is ;i jjaradox, Rezinicrski 

said, because fewer people are 
enlering Ihe teaching i3rofession. 

It used to be jn'ople were dying 
to get inio public education. That's 
no longer (he case, Rezinicrski 
said. 

"Less jjcople are signing up." he 
saiil. " Teaching is major personnel 
need. iVlalll. .science and special 
education teachers are highly 
recruited. We are beginning to 
wonder will Ibe bank of teachers 
will come from." 

Rezinierski said in the past 
school districts had the Ilixuiv of 
picking teachcr.s from a pool of 
siibslilnles who were eager lo 
woik. Today most of those women 
who left their teaching joljs to raise 
families have gone back to the 
workplace but not lo the class-
looin. Keziiiii'iski said. 

"Wc are feeling quite smug. 
There is no longer a bunch of 
women wiiiting by Ihe phone. 
They've all gone on with their 
ciireers in business or arc doing 
other Ihings." 

National studies indicate 26 
stales in the country are reporting 
a silortage of teachers, F^czinierski 
said. 

"We may not be able to attract 
creative leaders," Rezinierski 
added. 

The result is that public educa-
(ion has lost some of ils lust and 
lots of its enticement. 

Fewer teachers are willing to 
step up to the challenges of what 
education is today and what it 
may be tomorrow. 

"Educalion is changing and it 
will change significantly beyond 
the year 2000." Lippe said. Tech­
nology is playing a major role in 
the way curriculum is being deliv­
ered now and will be in the future. 
Public schools are experimenting 
with all kinds of changes from 
extended hours to year round 
schooling to high schools without 
walls. 

"It's a different way of thinking," 
Rezmierski said. "And we have lo 
change so we can respond and 
educate all learnei's.

MUSCLE SORENESS 
There are two kinds of muscle sore­

The Walled Lake schtlol district 
Includes portions of north Novi, 
wlicre tlie new Haverhill subdivi­
sion Is Increasing the school dis­
trict's stiident popiilation. 

Four schools will dispatch stli-
dents elsewhere - largely to fill the 
huge void created when 47,5 of 
Maple Elementary School's 550 
students were shifted over to 
Meadow Lake Eleincntary School, 
the leased Birmingham school 
near Fourteen Mlle-fnkster roads. 

'It's a done deal." said Steven 
Gaynor, assistance siiperinten-
dent. who headed up the redis­
tricting effort. "People have been 
transferred." 

Including people such as Sue 
Lefkofslcy, a parent and former 
PTA president at Maple Elemen­
tary who, because of the transfer, 
now lives in the Meadow Lake 
attendance area. 

"l'm still not happy about it and 
I don't think l ever wili," Lefkofsky 
said, adding that with children 
ijttending schools at opposite ends 
of the district it would take her at 
Ifcast 45 minutes to pick up both 
in an emergency situation. "1 think 
there are other ways they could

: Providence Hospital /Mission 
14ea1th Novi has donated an eight-
passenger van valued at about 
$37,000 to the city Parks and 
Recreation senior citizens pro­
gram. The new vehicle is equipped 
With a wheelchair lift and Will 
Replace a Van now leased by the 
city. 

With this van and a second new 
15-passenger van, Novi Senior 
Center officials are hoping to 
expand the local transport service 
to handicapped people who arc not 
necessarily senior citizens. 

During the first four years In 
service, the donated wheels will be 
used predominantly to transport 
the senior and disabled riders to 
appointments at Providence Medi­
cal Centers in Nov! and Southfield. 
When It's not needed for trips to 
Providence, the city may load up 
the van with seniors and disabled 
people and truck them to cultural 
and recreational events. However, 
the van cannot be used to zip rid­
ers over to non-Providence medical 
facilities under terms of the dona­
tion set by tlie hospital. 

The city Will operate and inain-
taln the Vehicle at its own expense. 

It's a popular service. Between 
July 1994 and May 1995. 4.341 
one-Way rides were provided to 
seniors. someWhat more than a 
quarter of them disabled. City 
records log each ride indlVidiially. 

Most o f the excursions, some 
1.705. Were to the Nov! Senior cen­
ter. TJ1e next most popular desti­
nation Was St. Mary's Hospital for 
dialysis, some 273 one-way trips. 
Sixty-four rides Were to Provi­
dence. 

Operating the Van program cost 
the city $8,500 in fiscal year 
1994/1995: the money was pro-
Vlded by municipal credits receiVed 
from the Suburban Mobil i ty 
Authority for Regional Transporta-
tlon (SMARH bus system. 

School hoard president David 
MaiiHiicr said the [ilaii (loes nlorc 
than fill the void at Maple, "it also 
relieves other schools from poten­
tial ovcrc:row<ling as well and it 
puts iis in a position to deal with 
Ihe fjrowth tfiat's still happening." 

(.iaynor said lhe plan will ensure 
enough room for students for the 
1995-96 school year liut for 199()-
97 and beyond, with large siibdivi-
sions being built all over the (iis-
iricl, the piclure becomes more 
cloudy. 

"We're going lo have fewer art 
rooms, fewer music rooms," 
(iaynor said, "We'll he able to 
inaititain kindergarten in their 
rooms for one more year. 

"Right now we don't know if we'll 
have rooiii for all the new kids in 
'96-97, The long-lerrn solution is 
still the bond issue. But we have 
to focus first on the (November 
millage renewal. One step at a 
time." 

Com()onenls of (he separate 
$1 16 bond issues that failed last 
September and on Feb. 4 included 
tfie construction of two middle 
schools and one elementary school 
and additions to existing bii i ld-
ings. fOistrict enrollment is expect­
ed to jump from 11,600 in 19940-
95 lo 13.800 by the turn of the 
century. 

Gaynor said Ihe most-inlilacted 
attendance area was Maple Ele-
mentaiy. where oilly ab()ut 75 stii-
dents from last year will reinain. 
With roiighly llalf of the former 
Maple attendance area lost to 
Meadow l-ake (and most of its stu­
dents), it was expanded to the west 
and north. 

Mcinwhile, (!nrollment at Maple 
will drop froin 550 last year io 
aboiit 415. including those moving 
over from other schools - mostly 
froin Pleasant I-akc and Decker. 
Gaynor said it won't take long to 
make up the difference. 

"At Maple, we created a lot of 
room for growth." Gaynor 
explained. "Both in terms of class­
rooms (beilig) available and class­
room sizes." 

Much of that enrollment growth 
will be drawn froin developing suti-
(livisions such as Haverhill, 
Chelsea Park and Blooiiifield 
Pines, lie adde(i. "Maple is going to 
fill up real soon."

Gaynor said the plan "created 
room where we needed rooin."

I But Very quickly, cooler heads i n

{almost n o one i s subscribing to the 
{folly of tearing up all educational 
{standards and throwing public 
{schools back to pre-pioneer times. 

Bad news: Micliigan isn't catching

up with the neglected needs of its 15 
public universities. State aid at $1.3 
billion is keeping pace with con­
sumer price iIlilation, and that isn't 
enough. In its political game of cut­
ting taxes and multiplying exemp­
tions, the Legislature is ignoring the 
educational crown jewels. 

And in a global economy where 
workforce upgrading is crucial, 
Schoolcraft and Oakland community 
colleges deserve better than keep-up-
with-inflation increases. Community 
colleges need computers and virtual 
reality labs. 

Good news: It looks as if Michigan 
will have an "open" 1996 presidential 
primary, where one doesn't have to 
register a party preference. 

Bad news: Our usury laws are as 
badly out of date as SuIiday "blue 
laws," but reform Isn't in the air. In 
an era of electronic funds transfers, 
anyone who thinks a state statute 
can hold down credit card interest 
rates is dreaming - and kicking cred­
it card companies out of the state, 
just as we kicked out small lOan 
companies in the past. 

Reminder: Term limits kick in in 
1998. This is the second term for 
House members, who are limited to 
three terms, and the first term for 
senators, who are limited to two 
terms. By the end of the century, the 
Legislature will turn over. Candi­
dates who are goals-oriented, rather 
than career-oriented, should be 
planning their campaigns.

It's too early to say If the proposal for a 
$3.5 nlilUon p-amlly Aquatic Center will 
sink or swim on these editorial pages. 

But now's the time to get our feet wet.

Besides conventional swlm-
jnlng In a regular pool, fun loving resl-
{dents would be able to tube their way up 
{- or down - a lazy river, careen down 
{water slides, leap Into a diving pool and 
•romp in a shallow pool while water can-
•nons blast them. 

The snag is that taxpayers may be 
asked to pay for all this in the form of a 
.property tax mlllage. Not very much, on 
iaverage about $20 a year. After that, 
isome kind of a user fee, most likely in 
ithree figures, will be tacked on for a faln-
ily's summer-long use of the facility. Or 
a $4 or so dally per person charge. 
: Parks and Recreation Director Dan 
Davis explained that people, especially 
kids, today quickly weary of a standard 
municipal swimming pool and need all 
the extra, theme park-type entertain­
ment features. 

Only after this center is up and run­
ning successfully, suggests a committee 
of cltlzens and park and recreation com­
missioners, would the city then go back 
and explore the Idea Of building a cov­
ered, all season pool. All of this, of 
course. Is in addltlOn to the beach 
already owned by the city at Lakeshore 
Park. 

In the lIIiddle of July, this sounds glo­

rious, but a little much. 
While it may be naive, it's hard to buy 

the conclusion that old-fashioned fun 
like spllshlng and splashing in a pool 
where the swimmers and not motors 
make most of the wave action is too dull 
for the jaded sensibilities of the 
MTV/Internet set.

They turn out In droves for soccer, even 
though it hasn't been automated Into the 
21st century. Are their lives really 
incomplete without a $160,000 lazy 
river, a $200,000 water sUde complex 
and a $135,000 automated kiddle pool? 

Do we really need Cedar Point on Taft 
Road? Wouldn't an outdoor pool with a 
diving pool and no-frlUs kiddie pool, 
accompanied by an indoor pool which 
can be used In the colder months, better 
serve the whole community?

The Bible of the 
radical effort now 
under way to com­
pletely re-make 
Michigan's schools 
Is an essay by 
Lloyd Reuss, the 
former president of 
General Motors 
Corp. 

Reuss' piece -
which lrly sources 
tell me was coin-
nlissloned and 

heavily edited by State Board of Education 
president Clark Durant - was printed up 
by the state as a little booklet in an edition 
of 5,000 (81 cents apiece). Summaries also 
were sent to newspapers around the state, 
which Is how I got mine. 

Two points make especially interesting 
reading. I offer theln in quotes, together 
with my translation: 

• "The illonopoly of public education 
must end. New forms of public ownership 
of schools, including non-polltically based 
public corporations, should be explored." 

In other words, the remedy for a rigid 
and monopolistic public school system is 
to let market forces drive schools, allowing 
some to thrive and others to die. 

• "Good character and Individual excel­
lence are an essential part of any commu­

nity ... Each is reflected tn the life and 
curriculum of a school, a curriculum not 
compelled by the state, but called for by a 
free people." 

In other words, in teaching morality and 
acadellllcs, schools should not be bound 
by a uniform state curriculum, but free to 
respond to the market demand ejq̂ ressed 
by their primary customers, the parents of 
children attending. 

I have a strong feeling that tllese points, 
taken together, highlight a problem coln-
mon to all Ideologues: They are so 
obsessed with their ideology that they 
often discover, to their dismay, that the 
results they achieve are not at all what 
Uiey Intended. 

Unintended Result No, 1: Balkanization 
of America. 

.All kinds of schools will be started. Some 
will teach Christian values (as a melnber 
of the State Board of Education evidently 
hopes). But what happens when the 
Shrine of the Black Madonna starts a 
school that teaches that Christ was black 
and pushes an Mrocentlic academic cur­
riculum? What about schools teaching 
entirely in Albanian or Arabic? What about 
schools not open to students unless they 
are of Japanese descent? 

The point here is that public schools for 
generations have been the primary device 
with which Ilnmlgrailts and others tn our 

heterogeneous population have become 
Americans. If the schools were to follow 
the Reuss prescription, there Is great risk 
they would contribute to the further frag­
mentation of our countiy ratller than elim­
inate it. 

Unintended Result No. 2: Unemployable 
graduates. 

Doing away with a uniform curriculum 
may. Indeed, eliminate monopolistic rigidi­
ty. But if you combine It with the notion 
(also popular among radicals) of doing 
away with any sort of statewide uniform 
testing, the result Is chaos in the work­
place. 

Jim Sandy, executive director of Michi­
gan Business Leaders•ibr Education Excel­
lence, made this point neatly In the June 
issue of the Michigan Chamber of Com­
merce magazine: "Should performance 
standards be set for students? Should the 
curriculum of our public schools be 
wrapped around a set of content stan­
dards? I do not believe there Is any doubt." 

Beware, Mr. Reuss. Take care. President 
Durant. You may suffer the grave misfor­
tune of getting precisely what you advo­
cate.

To the Editor: 
Your June 29 newspaper edi­

torial was a step in the right 
direction. Novi being on the 
western end of the Detroit 
Water Department's water 
transmission service route is 
no reason for us to continually 
experience water pressure 
problems. The Detroit Water 
Department has to take correc­
tive measures to minimize this 
problem by Improving both its 
water transmission equipment 
and water distribution service. 
Because of health and safety 
reasons we cannot allow this 
crisis situaUon to reoccur with 
perhaps more serious results. 
We need to attack this problem 
swiftly and with a positive plan 
of action. 

I have asked our city manag­
er, Ed Kriewall, to place on our 
lo July loos ooitncil meeting 
agenda a discussion regarding 
the expiration of the city's 
contract with the Detroit Water 
Department and our renegotla-
rion strategy. Both our legal 
and engineering advisors will 
be asked for their recommen­
dations. City Council can then 
consider taking any appropri­
ate action for the health and 
safety of our residents. 

• WATER STORAGE TANKS. 
One workable solution Is to put 
both the Twelve Oaks water 
tower and the Expo Center 
water tower in the system to 
boost the water pressure dur­
ing low water pressure periods. 
Consider the North Woodward 
Avenue area problem in June 
of 1994 (water transmission 
line failure.) Their problems 
were bad, but could have been 
much worse, if they did not 
have three water tower storage 
tanks online m their system. 

• UNDERGROUND WATER 
STORAGE TANKS. A second 
solution, which the Depart­
ment of Public Works seems to 
favor, is to add underground 
water storage tanks to boost 
the water pressure during low 
water pressure periods, with or 
without the other two water 
tower storage tanks. 

• WHY NOT GO AHEAD 
WITH THIS SOLUTION? One 
explanation that we get from 
the staff is that the Detroit 
Water Department does not 
want Novi to fill these water 
tower storage tanks at night or 
In the very early morning 
hours at a lower wholesale rate 
cost and then use this stored 
and cheaper water during the 
day. 

However, several other com­
munities, including the South­
eastern Oakland County Water 
Authority, do exactly what I 
have proposed that the City of 
Novi should do.

people taking dally showers, 
dishwashers in Just about 
every home and tile extensive 
use of automatic lawn sprin­
klers, more bathrooms per 
home, required landscaping for 
commercial and industrial 
developments, et al., it is plain 
to see that the engineering ele­
ments have changed dramati­
cally. The existing system has 
experienced trouble meeting 
dally requirements and may 
not be able to meet future 
demands. 

This under-designed system, 
constructed as a single, per­
haps undersized pipe network, 
is being operated under two 
rather distinct arrangements, 
dally di.stribution and replen­
ishment. The dally distribution 
method Is the 24-hour per day, 
seven-days-per-week, water 
distribution service for all of 
the users linked Into this 
metropolitan system. 

The second arrangement is 
the water transmission/replen­
ishment of the system's water 
reservoirs and water-holding 
tanks of the larger volume 
users. This replenishment 
operation is done in the wee 
hours of the morning, when 
dally distribution demands are 
at the lowest levels. Today 
many of the water-sprlnkllng 
systems are automatic and 
timed to operate during these 
same time periods. 

This new 72-inch water 
transmission line is scheduled 
to be operational sometime in 
1996. But with all the develop­
ment takhig place in Novi and 
the surrounding communities, 
will this meet our needs now 
and in the future? What is our 
backup plan if this line Is inad­
equate? 

• WHAT SHOULD BE DONE? 
Novi and the surrounding com-
munlries must sit down with 
the Detroit Water Department 
and discuss these public 
health and safety problems 
and work out solutions. We 
need to have the Detroit Water 
Department spend more of 
their mcome on renovating and 
up sizing the entire water sys­
tem.

1 proposed that an amend­
ment be added to the ordi­
nance to limit the hours of 
operations to daytime hours for 
developments in an I-l district 
directly abutting residential 
property. My request to the city 
for this amendment was two 
months before the Interlock 
proposal was subsequently 
approved. 

The city already recognizes 
normal working hours through 
its ordinances regarding noise 
levels, refuse collection times, 
as well as stipulated times for 
construction. Hours of opera­
tion should be a determining 
factor when placing develop­
ments next to residential. 
When a manufacturing plant 
works around the clock, I don't 
believe that should be classi­
fied as light industry. 

What differentiates light 
indushy from heavy Industry? 
There are no clear cut defini­
tions. We are told that a deci­
sion Is made In the Planning 
Department, but I say. based 
on what? When businesses 
rank their positions, they use a 
grading scale, assigning points 
for increased responsibilities. 1 
believe the city should do the 
same when ranking tadustrial 
uses. There needs to be a scale 
to rank the degree of intensity 
of an Industly. When an Indus-
tly exceeds a certain degree of 
intensity, it should not be 
allowed next to residential. 

The editorial gave the 
impression that all the vacant 
1-1 property in Novi abuts resi­
dential property. This is not so. 
Half of the property in Hickory 
Corporate Park next to Mead­
owbrook Lake does not abut 
residential property.

Miniinal i-isk I'actor means most 
people eoilld .slay in the sun al 
iloon (or lip lo one hour u'ithoiit 
burning. A vei-y high risk factor 
ineaiis that yoli should stay out 
of the sun from ]0:.10 a.III. t o 
3:30 p.ill. because it would t u k e 
only 10 ininutes (o btinl without 
protection. 

Ultraviolet R;idiaiion (UV) is one 
fornl of ciiergy coming f ro In the 
sun that sustains life on e;irlh. 
Thei'c are three categoiics of U \ ' 
rays. 

"UVA rays stay relatively eoii-
slant thioiighout the year. 

UVB rays are stronger and are 
more iniense in suinmer. al high­
er altitudes and closer t o the 
equator. 

UVC rays are Ihe strongest of 
the three but are normally lillered 
by the o/.one layer and do not 
reach the earth. E.xposure to both 
UVA and UVB rays contribute to 
preillature aging, siiilburn and 
even to skill cancer. 

So what's a person lo do? With 
all the sun protection on the inar-

kel, which is the right one? Is 
more better? Do waterproof 
lotions last longer than other siin 
screens? Should you choose a 
suilscrceil with a sun protection 
factor (.SPF) of 5 or 4,5? 

Mark Fitzgerald, pharmacisi at 
the Arbor Drug Store in 
Norlhville, recominends selecting 
a sunscreeii thai is PABA free for 
young children because lotions 
that contain PABA can cause a 
rash. 

"A 15 or al.)ovc is a really good 
sun protection factor," he said. "It 
is a milltiple o f what your skin 
would filler o u t . 

"A 30 would keep out twice as 
much sun." 

Sun screens that are labeled 
'• waterproof nlay mislead sonle 
consumers. Being waterproof 
does not mean that once you 
have applied the product you are 
set for an entire day in the sun. 

"It is i i l lpoI-tant to contiilue to 
reapply them throughoiit the 
day," said Fitzgerald. "None last 
all'day." 

Take into account the time of 
day and your activity when con-
sideriilg whether to reapply sun­
screen. Those that are out during 
the hottest part of the day. 
between 10 a.m. and 2 p . m . -
swiinining or rlinning through the 
sprinkler, working up a sweat 
Ihrougll exercise or work - will 
ileed to reapply sunscreen Inore 
often than those g o l I i g for a 
leisurely stroll. 

Siin screen should offer prolee-
llon from both UVA and UVB rays 

becau.se bolli can cause damage 
to your skin. 

As with a lot of things, more is 
not always better. 

"Anything over a 30 is redun­
dant,'' Fitzgerald said. "Thirty is 
just aboul enough protection for 
anyone. 'Ailytlling over 30, you're 
Just wasting your money." 

There are exceptions, though. 
People with i''air skin and those 
that have a history of skin cancer 
should choose sun screens with 
higher SPFs, according to Fitzger­
ald. 

The physicians al Dermatology 
Associates recommend to their 
fair skinned patients or those 
with a histoly of skin cancer that 
they definitely wear the sun­
screens with SPF's of 45 or above. 

The highest SPF's completely 
block ultraviolet rays as best they 
call and should be reapplied as 
necessary given the activity and 
time of day. 

"People should use their own 
discretion depending on their 
skin type," saici Patty Williamson, 
office manager at Dermatology 
Associates in Novi, but should 
use al least a SPF 15 or higher 

"Balding men should put sun­
screeii on their scalp," she said. 
"We see a lot of skin cancers on 
the forehead and scalp area (of 
these men)." 

Those people with acne prob­
lems should choose a slin scieen 
that is specially suited for their 
needs.

It was one of those hot June 
days when the ceiling fan was 
pushing the air around and 
Robert Krueger was talking about 
his volunteer efforts.

Krueger is a member of the 
Northville Board of Zoning 
Appeals - not to see that rules are 
kept but to interpret or bend 
them to suit individual needs. 

For 16 years he has been on

for a garage, problems with build­
ings so close to a lot line that fire 
equipment cant get through, and 
the construction offences. 

And each month before board 
meetings he has gone to the site 
by himself so he can discuss it 
when property owners and neigh­
bors are present to tell their side 
of the story. 

"Sometimes a strict application 

would be hurling sonle people," 
he said. "Each problem is differ­
ent. What works for one person 
doesn't work for another. So you 
bend the rules a bit." 

A person who had nlore proper­
ty thail he wanted suggested he 
sell part of i l , but according lo the 
Board of Zoning Appeals he 
couldn't split it and have a piece 
of property that would be worth 
anything lo solneone else. 

Krueger, who has retired froln 
teaching nlatheinatics and sci­
ence in New Jersey and Livonia, 
is spending his tinle and talent on 
the Board of Zoning Appeals 
because he knows houses and 
buildings. 

"It takes an effort to make a 
community as nice as Noilhville 
and the township. And the people 
who do it don't ask for a pat on 
the back." 

If you are interested in what 
goes on with the Board of Zoning 
Appeals, come to a meeting on 
the first Wednesday of the month 
at 8 p.m. at Northville City Hall.

S p o u s a l a b u s e has l i f e - l o n g 
effects on children that can leatl to 
violence in future relat ionships, 
even when the child is not the one 
being physically hurt, according to 
David Kurt;, Ph.D. , Director of the 
C h i l d h c l p / I O F Fores te rs C h i l d 
Abuse Hotline 

"In the past, c h i k l abiise and 
domestic violence have been treat­
ed as separa te i s sues , " s t a l e s 
Kurtz. "We arc increasingly aware 
from our work on the hotline that 
the two phenomenons are related. 
More often than not we are talking 
about two different sides of the 
saine coin." 

A recent study by the U.S. Advi­
sory Board on C h i l d Abuse ai ld 
Neglect confirms that 50 percent 
of flomes w i l h domestic violence 
also involve child ablise. 

Kur tz stales that ch i ld abuse 
and domestic violence are inter-
generational, wh ich means they 
are passed on from generation lo 
genemllon. 

"Violence becomes a legitimate 
way to deal with conflict, l^ve and 
violence becoine l inked. The chi l ­
dren believe that if you love soine-
one. it 's O K to h i t them," s a i i l 
Kurtz. 

The emotioilal impact of family 
violence can be more ti~aumatic to 
c h i l d r e n t h a n e x p e r i e i i c i n g 
divorce. He gives the example of a 
young girl who callefl the hotline 
to report s e x u a l abuse by her 
father. When the crisis colinselor 
asked if the giri's mother could be 
used as her a l ly , the girl stated 

that the father regulariy beat her 
inother. In fact, tile father would 
often make the kids witness the 
beatings, 'together, the counselor 
and the girl called child protective 
services for help. 

Klirtz offered lips on how to spot 
a potential violent relalionship and 
how to stop the abuse before it 
starts: 

• At some point in the relation­
ship there will be a contlict ;ind it 
will usually eil(l with a low level of 
violence such as a imsh or a slap. 

• Don't downplay mislrealinent. 
"He said he was soiTy," is not good 
enough. 

• Challenge the push or slap. If 
not challengefl it legitimizes vio­
lence as a way to resolve ronllict. 

• Understand that fiver time, the 
violence wil l increase in fretjucncy 
and severity. 

• Set l imits that this behavior 
won't be tolerated. Use comments 
such as. "1 believe that you ' r e 
sort>', but 1 need more than words. 
1 need actions lo jirove you w^on'l 
Ilui't ille again." 

• Realize that taking a s t and 
early in the relalionship is easier 
said than done. 

Kurtz added that whi le these 
lips may sound simple, they chal­
lenge a l i fe t i i l ie of va lues and 
assuinil t ions about what is per­
missible in <i rel.'itionshlp.

Preventing heart 
disease is a goal for 
all of us beyond ado­
lescence and for chil­
dren with high 
cholesterol or a family 
history of premature 
heart disease. The 
strategy for avoiding 
arteriosclerosis, or 
hardening of the 
arteries, and its con­
sequences is known 
as "primary preven-

Examples of primary prevention measures 
include weight control and a low-fat diet, 
smoking cessation, regular exercise, daily 
aspirin use in inost men over 50 and possibly 
the use of estrogen supplements in post­
menopausal women. 

In contrast, "secondary prevention" mea­
sures are strategies for persons with known 
coronaiy heart disease which are designed to 
improve their quality of life, reduce the need for 
costly bypass surgery or angioplasty and pre--
vent heart attacks and heart failure. 

Secondary prevention measures are very 
effective, supported by sound research, and 
recommended strongly by most cardiovascular 

specialists. However, many - and perhaps the 
majority - of persons with heart disease are not 
following the basic guidelines. 

The reasons vaiy from failure of considera­
tion or emphasis by physicians to failure of 
compliance by patients. Aspirin, the cheapest 
and most cost-effective treatment in coronary 
disease, is taken by only 45 of eveiy 100 coro­
naiy patients. When I ask patients why they 
are not taking aspirin, 1 often hear one of the 
following: "I forgot." "My wife doesn't push me." 
"But 1 had the bypass, isn't that good enough?" 
"My doctor didn't tell me how important it 
was," Or, it causes too much heart burn. 

Components of a secondaiy prevention treat­
ment program include strict adherence to the 
lifestyle changes outlined in primary prevention 
combined with a carefully monitored drug regi­
men. Each of the following components should 
be considered for men and women of all ages 
and can be remembered as the ABC's of sec­
ondary prevention: 

• Aspirin, 325 mg taken daily or every other 
day, reduces heart attacks and sudden or 
unstable angina by preventing sudden clols in 
damaged arteries. .Also, ACE Inhibitors, a class 
of drugs effective in the treatment of hyperten­
sion, reduce the development of heart failure, 
the need for bypass or angioplasty, and prevent 
heart attacks in persons with more than mildly 

damaged hearts as nleasiired by ultrasound or 
nuclear heart studies. 

• Beta Blockers, in a dose sulficient to reduce 
the resting pulse and blood pi'essure, decrease 
chest pain and the incidence of heart attacks 
by reducing the amount of stress placed on the 
heart - even in persons with normal blood 
pressure and moderate heart dainage. 

* Cholesterol-lowering practices inust include 
a diet low in saturated i'at and possibly the use 
of medicines in the "statin" class of drugs 
(Pravachol. Zocor, Mevaeor, and possibly 
Lcscol). Using one of these Inedications inay 
reduce the incidence of heart attacks, the need 
for bypass surgery or balloon angioplasty, and 
limit the progression of blockage of the arteries. 
Niacin, a vitamin, also has proven useful, but 
is limited by side effects and the potential for 
liver damage. 

As with any treatment, individuals should 
consult their physician before they begin. How­
ever employing a strict secondary prevention 
prograni nlay reduce the incidence of heart 
attacks from 2>'5 percent to 75 percent, making 
the long-term outlook extremely bright for peo­
ple with known heail disease.
