Abnit -.t-ii:! ,"̂ Sout .SIX other families on Mal-
ott IJrive in vfjllowbrook, Karen and Joseph 
Lack lost electricity Thursday when lightniilg 
zapped a large tree in Doug MacMillan's back­
yard, knocking a limb over power lines and 
leaving two live lines arciiig. Detroit Edison 
turned their service back on again Sunday at 
about 2:30 p.m. 

Just four hours later, a l ightniiig bolt 
smacked into the same tree once again. This 
time, only the Lacks' electricity coilked oul, 

but so did their cable television and telephone 
services. A disconnected line was draped over 
their house. 

"A good part of the tree landed in our yard. 
We Just had some bad luck. They {Detroit Edi­
son) said that being we're the only ones out, it 
may take IQ,.<I],<' '-'.••-.prp u«." fea-n Lack 
said Monday. 

"We heard what sounded like glass shatter­
ing, then I saw a large flash. It looked like the 
lightning was coining straight for the house. It 
really scared me." 

About 6,000 Novi area customers lost power 
due to storms on July 13, JiIly 15 and July 
16, Detioit Edison spokesperson Scott Simons 
said. At least 18 lines were down in the city. 

With some 600,000 customers in the dark -
112,000 of them in Oakland County -- this 
streak of bad weather is counted by Edison as 
the second worst to bludgeon southeastern 
Michigan. The Very worst was July 7, l991, 
when 700,000 (customers were without power, 
Simons said. N»ivi was particularly hard hit 
that year. 

While the Novi Fire Department was far 
busier than average due to the storm-related 
calls, no serious destruction was caused by 
the foul weather, Chief Arthur Lenaghan 
reports. For once, Novi got off better than 
other metro area communities. 

"We had six times the norlnal activity. We

P e s t i c i d e i s c u l p r i t i n g e e s e d e a t l i s

The dead geese found at a Ncivi 
apartment complex last inonth 
may have died as a lesult of pes­
ticide poisoning, according to pre­
liminary findings from the 
Departincnt of Natural Resources. 

Five geese were found dead in 
the pond June 24. at North Hills 
Village Apartments, located at 
44840 North Hills Drive. 

Tom Cooley, a DNR wildlife 
employee who performed the 
autopsies on two birds collected 

from the site, said that the ani-
inals may have died after ingest­
ing the peslicide diazinon. 

"Both birds exhibited yellow 
deposits on the lungs, and one 
bird had a granule-type sub­
stance in the esophagus," Cooley 
said. "What I found would lead 
ine to believe that diazinon may 
be involved." 

Cooley said the final toxicology 
report should give some definite 
answers. The test results should 
be eomptcle by early next week, 
he said. 

Diazinon is a commonly used 
pesticide that is applied to lawns 
to specifically kill grubs, accord­
ing to Cooley. 

"It's used to get rid of moles," 
he said. "Dy killing the grubs you 
eliminate the moles' food supply." 

North Hills Apartlnent Manager 
Jane Horan said the complex did 
nol ever spray diazinon or any 
other peslicide. 'The last time we 
had the lawn treated was over six 
months ago," she said. 

There have been no geese 
deaths within the past three 

weeks, she added. 
Horan had earlier stated that 

the complex did spray Ihe chemi­
cal Rejexil around the pond area 
to make the geese sick. Horan 
adinitted the measlire didn't 
work. 

"Il didn't force them out. it 
didn't get the geese sick, it just 
did nothing," she explained. 

According to Cooley, if diazinon 
was the agent lha l caused the 
bird's demise, it did so very

The Novi Comniuility School 
District phms to hire at least 15 
leaehers to accoininodate the pro­
jected 267 new students expected 
to be attending the district this 
fall. 

The teachers arc part of the 
$36 mil l ion 1995-96 budget 
adopted by the board last inonth. 

Bob Schlani. E\-ecutive Director 
of Pcrsonilel and Coniinunity 
Relations, said a majority of the 
teachers hired thiis far have been 
hired to replace the 14 who 
retired from Ihc school district in 
June. Schranl said he expects Ihe 
district will need to hire more 
than 15 lo accomnlodate the 
growth but 15 is the number 
hii-ed to dale. 

The preliminary budget is a 10 
percent increase over the 1994-95 
budget and includes a a 3.95 per-
ceilt raise for noii-bargaining 
employees, which includes but is 
not l imited to central office 
administrators, building princi­
pals and their assistants, and the 
athletic and special education 
directors. 

School officials initially said the 
pay raise was given to about 13 
employees, bul Schram said Fri--
day 83 full- and part-time non-
bargaining employees were 

awaixled a 3.95 percent increase 
this year. 

Novi teachers picked up a four 
percent increase this year that 
was iiichided in the 19915-96 bud­
get. Teachers will receive the 
increase in the third year of their 
three year contract which expiies 
on June 30. 1995. The conlract 
originated in 1993-94 with a 3.75 
percent incl-ease. Last year teach-
ei's received a 3.95 percent wage 
improvement. 

Einployees in Ihe Novi Secretar­
ial and Paraprofesslonal Associa­
tion and Novi Food Service 
Employees Associatioil also 
received a 3.95 percent pay 
increase in the third and flnal leg 
of their three-year contract. Con­
tracts lor both elnployee groups 
expire on June 30, 1996 as does 
a three year contract for the Novi 
Education Association. 
Maintenance, custodians and 
transportation einployees earned 
the same increase from their con­
tract which expires a l the sanle 
lime. 

Contract talks between the 
school district and its live bar­
gaining units have not yet start­
ed, Schram said. Talks historical­
ly start in the fall, but could conle 
as late as the first of the year 
depending on when the distriet 
receives its state revenue.

"if they are denied, citizcils 
could still 1̂0 to circuit court," said 
Kaza, addini; that the adnlinistra-
tive procedure was patterned alter 
the federal FOIA law.

The 
denial must be specific and rioi 
merely repeat the statute. 

Kaza's bill would require the 
head of the public body to respond 
to a written appeal in 10 days, 
either reversing the denial, send­
ing notice to the requester that the 
denial is upheld or reversing in 
i)arl.

It provides fiill-year funding for 
471 new double-bunked beds. 
Including 275 at the Western 
Wayne Correctional Facility on 
Five Mile near Deck. 

Northville Township is suing the 
slate over double bunking, argiiing 
that the state violated a biniling 
agreement with the town.shlp by 
adding prison population without 
first obtaining the township's con­
sent. 

The SI.3 billion corrections bill 
also provides $4 inillion for nllni-
inum security facilities and 
increases the county Jail reim­
bursement prograin ijy $5.8 mil­
lion to $14 inillion. 

Eilgler used his line-Item veto on 
program services to children with 
a parent in prison, arguing they 
should be perforrned by social ser­
vices jtgencles. And he vetoed child 
visitation and parenting programs 
for selected prisons because "both 
state and federal judges have 
repeatedly looked for opportunities 
to micro-manage our corrections 
system," adding It would Invite 
lawsuits. 

CoufI reform 
Gov. John Engler heated up the 

debate over trial court reorganiza­
tion by vetoing $25 million In aid 
lo outslale courts, much to the 
disappolntiTlent of western Michi­
gan polltlcos. 

The governor's veto is unfortu­
nate _ We want Immediate action 
on restructuring," sa id Tim 
McGulre, executive director of the 
Michigan Association of Counties. 
MAC has a suit before the state 
Supreme Court that would force 
the state to pay core costs of trial 
courts In the 82 outstate counties. 

In 1980 the Legislature took the 
first step by picking up the costs of 
Wayne County and Deti-olt courts 
but never took the second step 
until this year when lawmakers 
voted an extra $25 mil l ion for 
courts. 

But Engler vetoed that line item, 
saying he Wants "major near-term 
decisions" on trial court reorgani­
zation as well as on "the appropri­
ate number, location and jurisdic­
tion of trial Judges. Until these 
decisions are made, 1 cannot sup­
port additional funds for local 
courts." 

While Engler has yet to be spe­
cific on what kind of court reorga­
nization he favors, leaders of the 
State Bar are proposing a single 
"trial court" to replace circuit , 
Detroit recorder's, probate and 
district courts. A Joint legislative 
committee Is studying restructur­
ing. 

But Engler praised the Legisla­
ture for voting a separate lump­
sum budget for the jud ic ia ry 
Instead of a series of line items. 

Indian aid saved 
Engler didn't veto the Indian 

tuition waiver program, as he had 
threatened, but announced he 
doesn't want It In next year's bud­
get. 

"A Veto would merely deprive 
public colleges and universities of 
reimbursements for waivers grant­
ed in prior years," he said. "1 will 
not support further appropriations 
to reimburse (universities and col­
leges) for tuition Waived for Native 
Anlerican students (In the future)." 

A foe of special line Items and 
complex budgets, the goVernor 
wants all aid programs lumped 
Inlo a single account.

The higher education budget 
provides a 3 percent cost-of-living 
hike for all 15 universities and a 
handful of special adjustments.

High tech firms arc tyi)icallv less 
intensive aild offer higher paying 
jobs than other types of bilsiilcss-
es. They generate higher ta.v rev­
enues and arc lypicallv neighbor-
friendly. 

But they aren't coming to Novi. 
B i l l Bowlnan. president of 

Thoinpson-BrowIl Realtors said 
companies wilh plans to bring 
high tech developmcnls here are 
by-passing the city because Novi's 
rezoning and site plan review pro­
cesses are too restrictive and too 
demanding under the OS-2/PD-4 
option, which accoininodates these 
types of users. 

The ordinance alnendlneni 
added to the zoning ordinance in 
1990 has strict requirements that 
requires applicants to provide 
detailed site plans and disclose 
thelnselves as soon as they apply. 

'These people have to put up a 
lot of e.xpense and exposure before 
they know whether or not (he city 
will look favorably oil Ihein," Bow-
inan said. "It's a devastating 
thing." 

The result is that high tech 
users are by-passing the citv and 
settling to the east and west of 
Novi. therefore boosting the ta.x 
bases in Wixoni and Farmlngton 
Mills and inaking Novi look more 
like a bedroom community. 

Bowman is working with the city 
to draft a new ordinance to create 
a new office district just for these 
kind of users. The draft has been 
Improved by the Implementation 
Committee and is expected to be 
considered by the Novi Planning 
Commission later this month. 

Bowman said he first noticed 
that the city was being pimped 
when he took an inforinal survey 
of the number of projects pending 
in Novi and and coInpared it with 
those in adjacent communities 
specifically Farmiilgton Hills and 
Wbcom. 

while Novi had two potential 
high tech users petitioning for 
approval, Wixom had 28 projects 
pending. 

Farmlngton Hills has been vely 
successful in recent years in 
attracting high tech business 
because their they have reasonable 
ordinances biit strict performance 
standards. Bowman said. 

Bowman, said he is spearhead­
ing the campaign to get the new 
OS-3 district created, provided it 
represents the kind of develop­
ment and controls city officials 
want. He has worked with plan­
ners in Farmlngton Hil ls and 
chaired an industrial development 
committee there to help spur 
industrial development. 

Industrial developinent in Farm­
lngton Hills has picked up since a 
new high tech ordinance took 
effect there as a result of the com­
mittee's work. 

But Bowman said Novi could 
reap the same benefits its neigh­

In Tokyi.'. we got our first 
glimpse of local schooling at Tokyo 
Kokusai High Scliool.

II features sepa 
rate gvinnasiuills devoted to karate 
and kendo. \Ve asked Mr. (Ailliurl 
Miller (our prinei|).d| about getting 
soine ol those, bul I lllink Ihe eon 
stf-uction .It NlIS has gotie on long 
enough!

(ICC. "It will help nu' understand 
Ihc president's role on cainplIs." 

Calkins, chancellor since the 
sununer of 1991, last week 
stepped into the newly vacated 
office of Auburn Hills Cainpus 
President Richard Saunders, who 
retired. Her purpose: lo leanl the 
job and people froili Saunders' 
perspective before taking a year to 
hire his replacement. 

"You know, 1 was a president in 
the Dallas system. There's a .struc­
tural difference," she said. 

"Dallas talks of a dislricl olfice 
and seven colleges. We have an 
administration center (in HlooIn-
field Hills) and five rnmpii.sc.s 
(Auburn, Orchard Ridge, South-
field, Royal Oak and Highland 
Lakes). 

"Dallas' colleges had inore 

autonomy. My goal would be 
greater autononiy for the canlpus-
es here." 

In general. Calkins ranks the 
Oakland community highei-. "The 
Dallas business coinmuiiily was 
not as quick to react. Here we gel 
it done. We don't sit around talk­
ing about it. We do it. This com­
munity has been very rereptive. 
"Brooks (Patterson, county e.xecii-
live) with his roundtable ha.s 
brought in the college. Education 
can't be a separate entity. Il has lo 
be part of the social and erononiic 
labric of the eoinnlunity. 1 want to 
be a player there." 

She plans lo spend Julv and 
August at Auburn Hills, where 
OCC offers its high-technology 
programs like eompuler-aided 
design. It's across the road, literal­
ly, fronl the Oakland Technology 
Park aIid near the interseclioii ol 1-
7.5 and IVI-50. 

An acting president will be 
named for the rest of the school 
year while a nationwide hunt goes 
on lor a permanent campus presi­
dent. 

Auburn Hills also is the site of 
OCC's criiniiial justice, corrections 

ofhcer, police acadciny and enler-
geilcy iiledical lechiiology offer­
ings. That led one union official to 
observe, "If you've ever dialed 9-1-
1, you probably were helped bv a 
graduate of OCC."

(Campus. 

Working at Auburn Hi l l s . 
Calkins said, gives her a hands-on 
I'alher than a "global" view of the 
job: What to do with the quality 
iissiiraiice tech program; what 
retiring faculty need to be 
replaced; what custodial needs 
are. 

.She led the June 12 campaign to 
win voter support of an 0.8 inlll 
property ta.v increase. But after 
four years of budget trimming and 
teaching inore students with a 
shrinking staff Calkins proinised, 
"We will run a lean, mean organi­
zation.

Rejexlt, according to the DNR is 
a n o n - t o x i c chemica l t h a t is 
approved for use by the DNR and 
the E n v i r o n m e n t a l P r o t e c t i o n 
Agency. Horan said that before the 
Rejexit was used she contactefd the 
DNR for their approval. 

K o r a n also stated t h a t the 
threatening phone calls, which she 

received the weekend of June 24. 
have stopped. 

"Th ings have p r e t t y n l u c h 
ca lmed down a n d I haven' t 
received anymore bad phone 
calls," she said. 

"I'm st i l l upset over the whole 
situation. We haven't had anymore 
incidents and we're t ry ing to gel 
back to normal around here," she 
s a i d .

got stretched pi-elty good in trying 
to take care of it, ljut we managed 
to care of it," Lenagllan said, 

"There weren't any flooding 
problems. A lot of trees lost limlls. 
The most damage was in the 
southeast section of the city, south 
of Twelve Mile Road and east of 
Taft Roaii 

An early evening storm on July 
13 had the department on the run. 
after 13 calls of electrical lines sev­
ered or arcing came in that night 
or the next morning, Firefighters 
answered a total of 26 calls on 
July 13. 

"We had grass fires, we had 
house fires, we had police alarms 
ringing. We had just about every­
thing that day," Lenaghan said, 
explaining that the power outages 
and extreme heat often trigger pri­
vate security alarms, 

"A lot of lightning hit and it 
blinked off the electrical service. 
But there was no severe damage." 

Saturday's storm pretty much 
by passed the city. But on Sunday, 
the department's telephone started 
ringing off the hook at 6:26 p.m., 
as the department responded to 
six reports of stonn-related electri­
cal problems. 

Throughout all southeastern 
Michigan, 2,000 electrical lines 
were down. Edison has brought in 
600 line workers from Illinois, 
Ohio, Indiana, Pennsylvania, 
Maryland and New York to help get 
things up and running again. 

The power company was quick 
to answer Novi's calls, Lenaghan 
said. 

"Edison was very good. Nobody 
had to sit by downed wires too 
long. Even if they couldn't correct 
the problem right away, they sent 
out their supervisors to guard the 
lines," he added. 

Simons said the utility sent out 
everyone from vice presidents and 
corporate lawyers to clerks to 
stand watch over severed lines.

T h r e e v o l u n t e e r commi t t ees have 
conducted extensive studies of long-
term Northvi l le school dis t r ic t needs 
and Issued their eagerly awaited rec­
ommenda t ions . The commit tees say 
the district requires an influx of some 
$56.7 mil l ion for new bui lding accoin-
modat ions and addi t ional technology 
resources for the area's growing s tu­
dent population. 

The money would be raised by bond 
and mlllage proposals that would add 
4-4.5 mi l l s on to l-esidents" tax bills for 
the next five years. A millage increase 
of that magnitude could raise the taxes 
of a homeowner with a $200,000 tax­
able Value house by $400-$450 a year. 

SchOOl board members looked at the 
last Of the cOlnmittees' recommenda­
t ions i n J u n e , b u t felt they needed 
more time to study the plans. Instead 
of Voting to place the millage requests 
before Voters i n September, as soille 
expected, the board delayed making a 
d e c l s i O n . S u p e r i n t e n d e n t L e o n a r d 
R e z m i e r s k l i s e y i n g December as a 
possible special election date. 

We th ink school trustees acted wisely 
i n dec id ing to hOld Off on approving 
ballot language for the time being. The 
Volunteer commit tees put i n a lot of 
time ana lyz ing w h a t the d is t r ic t w i l l 
need to complete i t s m i s s i o n i n t i le 
coming decades, bu t what they didn't 
factor i n - and w h a t school officials 
now n e e d to ca r e fu l l y c o n s i d e r - is 
what i s l ikely to fly w i th the Voters. 

Nor thVi l le S c h o o l D i s t r i c t property 
Owners n o w pay a r ea sonab le l O . 3 
m i l l s to suppor t the i r schoo l s , as a 
r e s u l t o f the huge t ax c u t b rough t 

about by passage of Proposal A . The 
school tax rate was roughly 23 mills 
p l ior to finance I'eform. 

The Proposal A tax reduction is bare­
ly one year old, however, and educa­
tors who think now is the time to pile 
on new lnillage cou ld be in for a sur­
prise. For e\adence t h a i taxes are still 
at the satui-ation point, you don't have 
to look far: the Novi and Walled Lake 
d i s t r i c t s have f a i l e d to p a s s bond 
requests in the Proposal A era. 

We aren't p repa red at th i s time to 
pass judgment on whether everything 
the committees are seeking is , i n fact, 
needed. We'll wai t u n t i l we see what 
the school board places on the ballot 
before deciding that. 

But we know that, with only 30 per­
cent of the families i n the district hav­
ing school-age ch i ld ren , school officials 
w i l l have a tough se l l in a s k i n g for 
m o n e y to b u i l d a n e w h i g h s c h o o l 
{$42.4 million), make extensive renova­
tions to existing bui ld ings and infras­
t ruc ture elements ($9.3 milhon) and 
upgrade technology features ($5 mil ­
lion). 

The observation that September was 
too early to make a convincing case to 
the voters was probably dead-to-rights 
accurate. 

Now that the commit tee w o r k has 
been completed, s choo l officials need 
to pour over the data to determine the 
t rus tworthiness of the recommenda­
tions. 

Ask ing for more millage than the vot­
ers are w i l l i n g to s u p p o r t r i s k s not 
only rejection at the polls but credibili­
ty for future elections.

No. 1 was upse t 
because 1 realized that this is how I would be treat­
ed if 1 were a customer - paying $25 to $30 per 
mont.h for the privilege of having a cable box on top 
of my television set. 

It's no s m a l l wonder tha t people have been 
expressilig their excitement at having Ameritech 
provide cable service. It won't be a big surprise to 
llic if Omnicom custome1"s jump ship by the thou­
sands once Ameritech is up and running. 

"// yoti ivant general office information, please 
press five." 

As a matter of fact, I'm willing to bet that Omni­
com will be nothing but a memory in five to six 
years. It doesn't take the wisdom of a beachball to 
figure out that each phone call they ignore, each 
service call they blow off, each question they refuse 
to answer, means one more customer joining the 
growing ranks of the disenchanted. 

About the only complimentaiy thing I can point 
out regarding Omnicom has to do with that charm­
ing voice I've heard each time I've called. 

"At cuiy tirne during this call, press eight to speak 
to a customer service representative." 

No thanks. The only button I'm pressing is the 
disconnect. Have a pleasant day.

M y m e m o r i e s o f V i e t n a m w a r 
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President Clinton's 
decision last week to 
grant diplomatic 
recognition to Viet­
nam provoked a lot of 
inemories around this 
newspaper. 

Some of onr 
staffers fought brave­
ly in that war so long 
ago. while others 
protested in the 
streets and in their 
hearts. An editor 
served as a inember 

; of a private contact group, making several vis-
- its lo Vietnam over the years, providing a chan-
', nel for humanitarian aid. 
' Like nlost people who canle to political con-
, sciousness in the 1960s. 1 have many ambiva­
lent menlories of that conllid. I did noi serve in 

; Vietnain. I thought the war was the wrong war, 
I fought in the wrong place and for the wrong 
! reasons. But I would have gone to fight had 1 
; been drafted because, well, because that's how 
', I was brought up and that's what you do. 

The war was really heating up when I came 
back to the United States in 1964, having been 
a Marshall Scholar at Oxiord's University Col-

; lege, the same place where Bill Clinton, a few 
years later, neither inhaled marijuana nor sat 
for his final degree examinations. 

I was lucky enough to get a job as an admin­

istrative assistant for a U.S. Congressman, 
which is perhaps how I vvould up at Calnp 
David one warm June afternoon in 1966. 1 was 
sitting on one side of President Johnson and 
Bob McNamara, then the secretaiy of defense, 
and an old faiilily filend was on the other. 

We started discussing - debating? - the war, 
with the president listening, his huge head with 
enormous purple prescription sunglasses 
swinging back and forth as he gazed intently at 
us in turn. 

We flew back to Washington that night in the 
helicopter, laIlding in blazing white lamps on 
the south lawn of the Wliite House. I remember 
thinking about the power and inight of the sys­
tem that could pick up a president and trans­
port him from his inountain resoil to his office 
in just a few minutes, without for even one sec--
ond losing telecommunications touch with a 
great Army sweating and grunting in the 
forests of a far-off land. 

The call to come down to see the president 
came a couple of weeks later. I would up 
spending an entire day with him in the While 
House, sitting on the perimeter of the Cabinet 
Room while meetings went on and then being 
asked to come into the Oval Office for a quieter 
visit. 

The president showed me a position paper on 
the war - evidently the latest one after a series 
of rejections - from the State Department. He 
asked llle what I thought of it. 1 tried to sum­
mon up something crisp and logical, but in the 

middle of it 1 blurted out: 
"What this paper nlisses - what the entire 

war inisses - is this: Just what drives those lit­
tle men in black pajamas to keep on coming? 
Through bombs, through ilapalm, through fire­
power ... they just keep on coming!" 

1 villi never forget that look as the president 
leaned back in the chair, his face lined and his 
forehead receding. He took off his glasses and 
laid thein on the desk. He rubbed his eyes. For 
a long, lolig time. 

"I don't knovv. either. And until wc under­
stand that, we'll never win this war." 

Looking back at those days. 30 years later, 
I'd have to say we never did understand. And. 
never understanding, we lost the war. 

I'm sorry we lost, because I'm an American 
and I don't like to see our side lose. But I'm 
glad we are Iiornializing relations with our old 
enemy, also because I'm an American. 

(For the record, later that afternoon the pres­
ident - or rather Bill Meyers, then the press 
secretaiy - asked me to conle on board as a 
special assistant. I replied that he could have 
ine if he wanted ine after I had finished the 
Congressmen's canlpaigil for re-election, but 
that I couldn't just dump the man I had 
pledged to serve. 1 never heard anything after 
that.)

. .facJJlty, djviug faciJity and other 
unnecessaiy additions to the plan 
not only increase the amount of 
land needed but increase the cost 
tremendously. 

What is the underlying reason 
for the additions mentioned 
above? In a large measure it 
involves bragging rights between 
community governments. Thus 
Troy's facility can be pitted against 
Dearborn's versus Southfield's ver­
sus Novfs! One always has to 
outdo the others when fresh 
monies are being spent on similar 
projects. 

To bring this size facility to the 
Novi area would certainly bring it 
into the 1997 summer at the earli­
est. My oldest child will have gone 
from first grade to the eighth grade 
in that time span. Yet 1 would 
wager that certain city employees 
will sUlI be employed in their same 
positions. 

Novi has one of the poorest 
recreation facilities and field con­
ditions of any surrounding com­
munity and has not shown any 
improvement during my five years 
of l iving in this city.

have to look v e i y far. 
Her parents, William and Carole Jean Stock­

hausen of Northville, are members of the Northville 
Historical Society and suggested a project at the 
society. 

The ongoing effort was in need of people to tran­
scribe residents' oral histories which had been 
recorded on audio tape. 

"Each transcription lakes six hours or so," Rachel 
explained, "longer if you don't know how to type." 

"It is easier for people to do research about the 
community and their own residences possibly if they 
(the interviews) are transcribed." Rachel said. 

Besides transcribing one interview herself which 
took 20 hours, Rachel coordinated the work of nine 
other transcribers. She edited, corrected errors and 
Inde.xed by key item names and places for cross ref­
erencing. 

Work on the project started in November 1994 
and finished in March of this year. 

"I learned a lot about the history of Northville and 
about the old buildings," she said. 

The Gold Award was the last project for Rachel so 
she decided to work independently as an Ami Girl 
Scout this past year and was not in a traditional 
troop. 

"I used to be a vely active Girl Scout and Explorer, 
bul didn't have time this past year to go to troop 
meetings," she said. 

As an Ami Girl Scout, she is a registered Scout 
but works independently and so did not have other 
girls in a troop from whom to draw for help on her 
service project. 

"Most of them (transcribers) were adults, one was 

a friend fronl school, and some were medical tran­
scriptions," she said. 

Rachel, who joined the Girl Scouts 12 years ago, 
has gained independence and outdoor survival skills 
through her Girl Scout experience. 

"I went to Europe for a sulnnler and felt so much 
more independent." she said. "A lot of good friend­
ships (came) out of it." 

Rachel plans to attend Indiana University in the 
fall to prepare for a career in dentistry. 

AMY THELEN 
Amy Thelen was a senior at Northville High School 

last year when she began a Styrofoani recycling pro-
granl in the school's cafeteria as her Gold Award 
community project. 

Northville High School uses only Styiofoam plates, 
bowls and trays in its lunch program. 

"I knew I wanted to do something environmental 
or with kids," she said. 

The inost painstaking part of the project was the 
first two months she spent researching Styrofoam 
and recycling, according to Amy. 

"Most people think it takes 500 years for Styro­
foam to disintegrate but it never does," she said. "It 
stays around forever." 

To get people interested in the project. Amy made 
posters which she hung up around the high school. 

The posters had catchy sayings like, "Recycle, 
Michael," and "Don't Throw It Away, Jay."

'They want so much to be good 
parents." but they have no one to 
turn to for advice, constructive 
suggestions and moral support, 
said Sue Campbell who volun­
teers one-on-one in the Young 
Mothers Assistance Program, 
which is sponsored by the Com­
munity Commission on Drug 
Abuse. 

The girl may not necessarily be 
an addict but her boyfriend may 
have used drugs. Or her family 
may have used drugs and not 
known when to say no to her. So 
the program is a support group to 
fill in the gaps for a teenager who 
"needs someone who cares for her 
- a motherly figure." Or someone 
who will call and ask, "How are 
you getting along?" 

"We don't have the answers," 
said Campbell, but "we're a sup­
port group. We help them make it 
their own way." 

A volunteer makes a 15-manth 

eommitmellt. She takes a training 
course of six classes once a week, 
listeniiig to teens eoiiie in and 
talk about teen relations. 

Then after you have been 
assigned a giri. you pick her up at 
her house approximately once a 
week and go to the mall or 
McDonald 's or. according to 
Campbell. "You can accomplish a 
lot by phone contact." 

Maybe the girl has many prob­
lems. She needs money. There are 
food stamps. Tell her what's avail­
able. 

"Help her understand," Camp­
bell said, "what destructive pat­
terns she may be experiencing. 
And help her come up with her 
own solutions. They want to be 
good parents - and they're smart 
enough to know they need help." 

Where do the giris hear about 
the programs? At school. If you

As Christian and Tori spent the 
first full day on .Saturday with 
their new parents. Bob ,ind Debi 
Lopez of N(3rthville, it was not the 
temperature that alTected theni, 
unlike the rest of their new family, 
bul Jet lag aild hoinesiekness. 

The Lopez fainily recently com­
pleted the adoption of 2-year-old 
Christian and 7-year-old Tori, 

Bob and Debi always knew they 
would have a big family. So, two 
years ago, wilh the completioil ol 
their biological family of four -
T,C., who is now 14, Tina, who is 
12, Nick, 8, and Ale,\, 5 - the topic 
of adopting children came up 
again. 

The Lopezes heard through a 
friend, who was a field representa­
tive for Internatiollal Family Ser­
vices and who rceently adopted a 
child from Russia, that a Viet­
namese adoption program had 
opened up in August of 1994. 

Everything was all set for the 
adoption of a 3-ycar-okl Viet­
namese girl when the grandfather 
decided lo keep his granddaugh­
ter. 

Wilh tiine runiliilg out on their 
home study, they decided to adopt 
two olher children. Christian and 
Tori, who had been at the same 
orphanage in Thai Binh , a 
$20,000, Uvo story building built 
by fnternalional Fanlily Services, 
since August. 

The youilgest and and oldest in 
a family of four children, their 

mother tried lo keep the lamily 
together alter the di-iilh ol liei 
husband when she wiis e.\pecliiig 
Tori, but could no longer iiinn.igc 
and luul to iiuike the lough deci 
sion of whom to put up lor adop­
tion. 

"We think sh<' gave up the eldest 
and youngest hrsl of all lieeausc 
she would lirolect him," Hob said. 
"She is N'cry ])roteclive. In the 
or|)haiiiige she carried him every 
wlic re." 

"In the beginning he never 
smiled or talked," Mob said, "He 
turned into -i regular 2 year okl. 
He'd gel into evei-ylliiiig. I'd say. 
no.' and he'd ignore me." 

Tori took Iwo days before spciik-
iiig her first words. 

"1 was worried about it and one 
of the olher people said to her. 
This is your new father. When he 
sjH'aks to you. you show him 
respect.' 

"'Fo sllow her respect, she folded 
her arms across her chesi iind 
said 'Fio.' and bowed lo me. Tlliit 
was the first word she spoke to 
mc." 

Bob spent two wx'cks in Vietnam 
doing all the papenvork. 

There was a giving and hiking 
ceremony, the signing ol lhe 
papers and the s])eeehes by iill the 
VielIiamese." Bob said. 

"We happened to be there for the 
hrst Fourth of July parly iit the 
Aincricail compound in -10 ye;irs 
because of the normalization of 
relations that are starting. There 
was a big eelcbralion aboul that." 

The Lopezes had been |)repiired 
to e.X|)eel children who were 
undernourished. Bul tlii ' shiny 
black hair and healthy physifjues 
of Christian and Tori put iisidc ;uiy 
fears the couple may have had. 

"They are very bright children." 
Bob said. "She cail read and write 
Vietnamese. There was probably a 
caretaker for every four or Hve 

kids. They were held illl the lline. 
"K\-e["\'lliing is very diffci'ciil lor 

Ihem. In Ikmoi. peojile don't live in 
thi'ir houses, they are out on the 
streets iill the lime. It's so hot, 
they ,go in the house when Ihey go 
to sleeji. They fliive no liiwns, just 
rice I3iitties. 

"Tlieir eyes were [Kipping pretty 
good when they got to Hanoi," Hob 
said, 

Fhcir lives wil l never be the 
siime iigain. Tori will remenlb(;r life 
in Vietiiiiiii, Hob took videos and a 
\olume of pholographs which ihe 
children can look at any lime. 

'Fhe V'ietiuimese mother told her 
cllildren when she gave them up 
lor iiddption that she couldn't sup­
port Ihe family the way il was and 
ijeciuise she loved them she want­
ed tlu'iii lo have an oppoilunity to 
be adopted by an American fanlily 
wherr' they could grow, get an edu-
cilioIi .111(1 live belief. 

"It's very odd lo have ii child that 
iige iiiid not be ilble lo cominuni-
ciile." I)e!>i said of Tori. 

In the back yard. Chr is t ian 
Wiuiled to be picked up and Bob 
told hinl no and to go play. Cfiris-
tian said something to I3ob in 'Viel-
iiiimese in :ui aiigr\' way and Tori 
slilrled liiughitig. 

"II niusl have been pielly bad." 
l?ob .said. "All we know is that Bo 
(which nieiins dad in Vietnamese) 
w;is part ol it." 

"Thill might becoine their private 
liinguage." Debi said. 

Accepting iin American diet will 
be another iidjustnienl. 

"They don't like our food al all." 
Bub said. "We tried that in Thai­
land. They like soup with shrimp

Tlley say time has a way of heal­
ing all wounds. 

While that statement Is generally 
triie for most people it also holds 
triie for golf courses in some 
cases. Take Westbrooke Golf Club, 
for example. 

Just a few short years ago the 
Deck Road coiirse was in less than 
Ideal condition. Construction of 
the Providence medical center left 
it reconfigured and a bit ragged. 

A lot of hard work since then, 
however, has brought the 18-hole 
set of links back up to snuff 

According to Westbrooke Golf 
Professional Todd Gchart. the 
course's superintendent deserves a 
lot of credit for tJlat rebound. 

"He has a real feel for the land," 
he said. 

Especially on the greens. 
"Our greens are traditionally 

fast," Gchart said. "Dino does an 
excellent Job on them." 

The course has a long history in 
Novi. 

I.ocated at the corner of Grand 
River and Beck Road, it opened as 
Bob-O-Links, a 27-hole facility. 
Providence came in in 1990 and 
developed Its medical center. 

Nine holes north of Grand River 
were eliminated and some of the 
remaining 18 were reconfigured to 
accommodate Providence (now 
Mission Health). Gehart said the 
course never completely closed 
during construct ion but that 
"miich golf" wasn't played for 
about a year. 

Players have been returning to 
Westbrooke since the early 1990s. 

Li-'agiic pariicipatiDn is up consid­
erably this season. 

"We had about 700 Icilgiie [ihiy-
crs last year." Cichart said. 'We've 
got about 1.300 this year." 

Bob Radtkc is oflc of tllose. A 
ineillher of thf Monday Novi Parks 
and Rfcrt'atioii league, he says 
Westbrooke has improved over tlie 
last few years. 

"The greens arc a lot better 
now." he (•onlrncntefl. "They've 
d(ine a lot of work on tile fainviiys. 
too. 

"it's (-oining alorlg better than 
wllen they started." 

Radtke sai(l the 5.800-yard 
course is ideal lor his senior 
league. 

'It lends itself to senior play and 
(jiik'ker play." he added. 

One of thi: best things about 
Westbrooke. (k-harl said, is that it 
doesn't ilretend to be something it 
Isn't. He said its a solid, (llerliilfil-
sized coiirse that can provide a 
challenge for most golfers. 

"There's some easy holes and 
good golf holes." Gehart said. "Out 
you don't shoot G5 everyday at 
Westbrooke." 

Unless yoii're Fred Coiiples. of 
course. Biit for the mortal golfer. 
Westbrooke can provide a test. 

Several holes on the back nine 
provide ilhistration. 

No. 10 Is a short 27.5-yard par 4 
fronl the back tees. It places a defi­
nite preiniinn on accuracy. 

Tile dogleg right features Willow 
trees and a pond to tlie right. The 
pond Is visible from the tee, but 
what the golfer can't see is that it 
jaiints back towards and in front 
of die green. 

Putting greens at Westbrooke Golf Club in Nov i are fast and well-groomed, s u c h as NO. 18.

to the left. 

The 18tll is the iliost severe dog­
leg on the course.

When it comes to 
filgh-tech health care, 
nothing sparks more 
interest than the use 
of lasers. Eye care 
has benefited tremen­
dously from the preci­
sion and diversity of 
modern lasers. 

One of the common 
myths about lasers 
concerns their use in 
in i t i a l cataract 
surgery. Current 
techniques st i l l 

involve some form of traditional incisional 
surgery and manually removing the clouded 
lens from behind the iris - the colored part of 
the eye. 

Lasers play a major role, however, in clearing 
up vision after the initial procedure. This 
occurs when a tliin membrane clouds over the 
eye and a laser is used in a quick office proce­
dure to make an opening in the membrane to 
improve vision. 

Retinal disease can also frequently be treated 
with different types of lasers. The most com­
mon and rewarding use involves diabetic 
retinopathy, where small leaking vessels can be 
sealed off or where peripheral areas of the reti­
na - a film-like nerve tissue that lines the 

inside of the eye - can be treated in an effort to 
preserve healthy centra1 vision. 

Certain forms of age-related macular (retinal) 
degeneration can be stabilized by similar inter­
vention. Retinal tears and early detachments 
also benefit from the non invasive nature of 
laser therapy. 

Another growing area of laser use is in the 
treatment of glaucoma - a typically chronic dis­
ease involving increased fluid pressure within 
the eye. Lasers, like medica1 therapy, are used 
to stabilize or slow progression of this disease. 
Argon laser trabeculoplasty (ALT) is a proce­
dure that improves tfie outflow of fluid from the 
eye, which lowers pressure. Laser peripheral 
iridotomy (PI) creates a new channel for fluid so 
pressure doesn't build up behind the iris. 
Newer techniques involve placing a laser probe 
inside the eye, much like arthroscopic knee 
surgery. 

The excimer laser can be used to remove 
visually damaging scars from the cornea - a 
clear dome in front of the iris. The excimer 
laser also can be used to correct myopia -
nearsightedness - and astigmatism to varying 
degrees. This is accomplished by using laser 
sculpting to change the focus of the eye by 
reshaping the cornea. This procedure fits 
under tfie category of refractive surgeiy, which 
involved correcting vision by changing the 
focus of light. (radial keratotomy), a tradi­

tional cutting surgery, is the most common 
type of refractive surgery. 

The excimer laser is vefy precise, removing 
0.25 microns (one millionth of a meter) of tis­
sue in 12 billionths of a second witfi virtually 
no heat or damage to surrounding tissue. The 
excimer is so precise, it is even used by the 
computer industiy to etch microchips. 

1 recently visited one of the largest excimer 
facilities in Canada and will highlight more of 
the cutting-edge techniques, such as the laser-
assisted intrastromal keratomileusis (LASIK) 
procedure, in future articles. The excimer is 
still awaiting final approval from the Food and 
Drug Adminisfration in the United States. 

Another laser, the holmium beam, is used in 
refractive surgeiy in Canada to correct farsight­
edness and possibly to correct the need for 
bifocals. This is the newest procedure and will 
benefit from the test of time. 

Clearly, lasers have applications in many 
areas of eye care. The technology is just at the 
tip of the iceberg and is changing nearly on a 
monthly basis. It seems almost anything is 
possible in the future.
