slides, a lazy river and a wave
pool ~ is not too cool at the origl-
nally proposed Tafi Road location.

When people swim and play in a
waler [acility, they don't talk, they
squeal and scream and shout. Is
it fair to subject the homeowners
in the area to that kind of racket
all day, all summer?”

While the city council was
asked to approve a resolution to
seek bids from architectural firms
interested in drafing the design
of the water park, instead they
decided to send the propoesal back
to the citizens committee, with
the recommendation that they
heed the residents’ comments.
Three members of subdivisions
near Taft Road are to be added to
the agquatic center committee,

Menday saw ithe largest public
protest the cily has experienced
since a design to place nature
trails throughout subdivisions
was dumped by the council.

Phil Jerome, the Executive Editor of Home-
Town Newspapers, was arrested July 20 for
operating a motor vehicle while under the
influence of alcohel, according to the
Northville Police Department.

Jerome, 51, a Northville resident, was to be
arraigned today in 35th District Court in Ply-
mouth on one count of operating under the
influence of liquor (OUIL) and unlawful blood
alcahol level (UBAL).

According to a report filed by Northville
Police Officer Bill Edgar, Jerome was headed
home at about 12:30 a.m. last Thursday when
he was spotted driving 52 mph in a 40 mph
zone on W. Eight Mile Road.

The officer also alleged that Jerome's vehicle
was “drifting” In its lane.

He stopped Jerome on Eight Mile just west
of Center Street. The officer reporied detecting

an odor of intoxicants, and Jerome agreed to
submit to various fleld sobrety tests. He also
submitted to breath tests in which his blood
alcohol percentage registered at 0.12 percent.
The legal intoxication threshold is 0.10.

Jerome was arrested and taken to the
Northville police station. Jerome was coopera-
tive throughout the Incldent, according to
police, and was released approximately five
hours later, after posting $100 hond.

Jerome was arraigned Tuesday before Dis-
trict Court Judge John MacDonald, and
entered a plea of not guilty. His pretrial hear-
ing has been set for Aug. 9, before District
Court Judge Ron Lowe,

Should Jerome be convicted of the charge,
he could face fines of as much as $500 pius
¢ourt costs, up to S0 days in jall, community
service, drivers license suspension or restric-
tion, and probation. He could also receive four
to six points on his driving record.

He
later pled guilty to the lesser charge of operat-
ing a motor vehicle while impaired.

According to HomeTown Newspapers Gener-
al Manager Richard Perlberg, the two inci-
dents should not damage the publicatjons’
credibllity. Perlberg said the newspaper com-
pany 13 just as critical of its own employees as
it is of the public it writes about.

“I think our credibtlity will be protected by
the fact that we are running this story on the
front page,” he said.

Attorney Robert Taub wil
remain on the Novl Planning Com-
mission, but not because he's heen
reappointed.

Monday, Mayor Kathleen
McLallen, who has the right under
the city charter to nominate a cag-
didate for the unpaid volunleer
post, refused Lo name Taub for a
second term after the councll
deadlecked on her other sugges-
dons.

*1 wish it to be known this coun-
cll cannot come to an agreement
on a slngle person of 12 candi-
dates, leaving the seal vacant.”
McLallen sald.

*Mr. Taub will occupy the scat
untll he's replaced.”

Taub sald Tuesday he'll keep
showing up until he's supplanted.

“[ enjoy the work. I don't feel this
is a bad blood thing. 1 don't under-
stand the entire scope of this,”
Taub added.

“If [ were mayor or on the coun-
cil, I'd appoint someone who came
to the meetings and someone who
wouldn't do something dishonest.
You have nine people who kind of
represent the different points of
view of the community. 1 don't
think people want o see nine guys
and gals with rulers measuring the
width of a buffer.”

Mclallen explained July 10 that
she feli Taub “has not quite found
his niche for service in the com-
mission. [ don't think he’s enhanc-
Ing that process.”

Taub's candidacy was supported
by Council Members Robert
Schmid, Carol Mason and Joseph
Toth, several residents who spoke
that night and apparently the
planning commission itself. After
McLailen's first refusal to nomi-
nate Taub, the commissioners last
week elected him secretary of the
nine-member board.

The council several hours earller
interviewed thelr last two candi-

dates, Richard Dietrich and David
Breuch. McLallen nominated Diet-
rich but the tie-vote meant he
won'l be on the job. She then
offered Breuch as her nexi chotee.

“I will not retract my position on
reappointing Mr. Taub to the plan-
ning commission. If the council
wishes the planning commission to
move forward, 1 suggest the coun-
cll persons support the one last
name left us,” she said.

Schmld explained that he felt
either Dietrich or Breuch was a
goad choice but *1 happen to
believe Mr. Taub served us well, |
would have difficulty not to rein-
slate him.”

Taub won the job in July 1992
afler several unsuccessful applica-
tions for the post His term expired
in June,

Masan challenged McLallen’s
dectston.

“It's a position where in your sit-
uation you should maybe become
humble and look at the citizens
whe have backed Mr. Taub and
look at the people on the councll
and let go ol the ego thing and
appoint Mr. Taub,” she said.

“[ will not reappolnt Mr. Taub lo
the planning commission and that
fs a closed issue,” MclLallen
answered,

Homeowner Jim Utley said he
was very disappointed by
McLallen's verdict, Both Utley and
resident Rosemarie Denton asked
her Lo change her mind.

“It's hard to find volunteers and
to be trealed the way he was, was
very Insulting and in very poor
taste,” Utley told the council.

“He has done an cutstanding
job. He has supported the resi-
dents in all their endeavors. |
think he is a very fine fellow.”

Denton sald that Taub “is a per-
son of integrity, he's a very pas-
sionate person.”

“So possibly this is what ruffled
some council members,” Denton
speculated.

The bomb, a homemade pipe
type. exploded in a toilet In the
bathroom after the pair flushed it
down the tollet around 8:30 p.m.

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Thornton house could
still face wrecking ball

The home of Novi ploneer Sally
Thornton once more could be on
the endangered species 1ist.

All fatest owner Willam Garfleld
says he wanted to do was acquire
what may be the oldest existing
house in Novi, restore It and use it
as a magnet to build Old Novi Vil-
lage, a community af six brand
new houses featuring similar his-
toric: architecture.

But IUs been one problem after
another the Livonia broker
divulges ever since he purchased
the circa 1839 residence and
meoved the structure from Nine
Mile Road to its current site off
Eleven Mile Road between Lanny's
and Taft roads in 1991.

Garfleld acknowledges that it
probably would be cheaper to
knock down the Thernton House
and bulld from the ground up.

But he's hoping that someone
who shares his sense of history
will save the rough framing, win-
dows, shutters and hardwood
floor.

*As far as the inside of the house
goes, they can work with an archl-
tect and adjust it any way they
want. There's no restrictions with
the inslde,” Garfleld said.

“The outside of the house, espe-
cialty the front, has to stay the way
it 1s. That's my restriction. If you
want to tear it down and build
brand new, you can do that as
long as you build a classical
home.”

*1 have refrained from doing that
out of respect for the unlqueness
of the house.”

Garfield did get permission from
the city to bulld two large single-
family house on the three quar-
ters-acre site. He's sold a vacant
one-quarter acre of the land and
still hasn't found a buyer willing to

It’s sittin’
pickin’ &
a-grinin’
time again

For thany people this time of year means
late sutnmer vacations and the first prepa-
rations for school, but for the Northville
contnunily the lust weekend {n July always
means the annual Folk & Bluegrass Festi-
val,

The festival, now inits 19th year, Is a
treasured summertime tradition and an
imporlant way to ralse funds for Hunting-
ton's disease research.

“[ don't think this event will ever get rou-
tine, there's always something new to dis-
cover and enjoy,” sald festival organlzer and
Gitfiddier Music Store owner Tom Rice.

Rice first organized his fund-raiser back
in 1977 as a tribule to folk legend Woody
Guthrie and Rice's Iate half-sister, Donna
Jarski. Both died of Huntington’s disease, a
degenerative brain disorder for which no
known cure exists.

Each sumrmer, Rice lines up outstanding
national and local folk and bluegrass talent
to perform at his bash, held in Northville at
Ford Field.

Many performers agree o appear at
reduced fees {0 help keep overhead for the
oceasion low.

“This year we've got some performers
who are highly acclaimed (n folk and biue-
grass circles,” Rice said. “Claudia Schimidt’s
stock Is on a rapid rise, Josh White Is
beloved by everyone who ever hears him
and Peter Berryman is non-stop fun. It's
going lo be a great day.”

Rice called Schmidt, White and Berryman
his three main atiractions but the line up
features heavyweights from top to bottom.

Pat Donohue is a highly talented instru-
mentalist and bluesman, Fred's Not Irish
performs great Irish and Scottish
traditional music and The Immnigrants play
high-kicking Russian and gypsy-style
tunes.

The Dennls Cyporyn Band is often cate-
gorized as “newgrass progressive,” while
Neil Woodward's finger pickin’ wizardry has
reached dizzying proportions.

WDET-FM personality Matt Watroba will
serve as emcee and join in the music mak-
ing.

Marc Thomas and his puppet Max the
Moose will head up the chiidren's stage
schedule. Other performers include Mau-
reen Shiffinan and Coco, and ihe Hooked
on Country Dancers.

Folk great Josh White Jr. will also do a
children’s set.

“I'm expecting plenty of magic,” Rice said.

A special note of importance will be intro-
duced inio the event by the appearance of
Dr. Francis Colling, one of the medical sci-
entists responsible for isolating the Hunt-
ington's gene in 1993, Collins will address
the crowd and even plunk out a few tunes
ori his guitar and banjo.

Collins is involved in the Homan Genome
Project, a massive government-financed
program seeking to identify all human
genes. The isolation of the Huntington's
disease was a breakthrough development
and couid evenlually lead to a treatment for
the {liness.

In the meantime, crucial research dollars
conlinue to be needed.

New this year will be a mooenwalk ride for
the children and breakfast served by Heav-
enly Bakery of Northville Township.

Hakery owner Rich Willerer says he plans
to offer pancakes, turkey patty sausage,
fresh fruit and mineral water and sodas.

Later, Willerer's concession will sell
Spanish soup, cold salads, sandwiches,
juices and gourmet sodas.

Breakfast gels under way at 10:30 a.m.,
and Marc Thomas will perform an adult set
during the meal.

The first main stage act will start at
oon.

Tickeis for the day-long event are $10 in
advance for adults, $12 at the gate. Seniors
and children under 12 pay $6. infants are
admitted frce.

Tickets are available through Ticketmas-
ter (810-645-6666) or at the Gitfiddler
(349-9420).

A §1,600 Taylor guitar and a $400 Wash-
burn will be raffled of at this year's event.

Organizing the festival has been a labor
of love for Rice and something he does to
fulfill a promise to his late sister.

“It's very rewarding (o join the fight
against this terrible disease,” he says.

For several years, until her death in
1984, Woody Guthrie's widow, Marjorie,
attended the festival and spoke to the
crowd.

The grand finale of the festival consists of
a stage appearance by all performers and a
sing-along rendition of Woody Guthrie’s
“This Land is Your Land.”

Rice said he expects to spend $13,000 on
the festival this year. He hopes to take In
$25,000 during the event and cut a
$12,000 check to the Huntington's Disease
Soclety of America, Southeast Michigan

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Josh White Jr.

A hearty dose of spiritual uplift is what you can
expect when Folk and Bluegrass veteran Josh White
Jr. lakes center stage,

The singer/guitarist, who last appeared in
Northville at the 16th annual festival In 1992, isn't
much interested in the heavy, angst-ridden music
that’s popular among many members of today's
younger set,

He'd rather concentrate on sending positive tes-
sages, current trends notwithstanding.

“Sometimes the songs [ do are not as commercial
as they could be,” White says. “(But) I'd like people
to feel beiter about themselves. That is a wonderful
reward,”

White's audiences enjoy rewards of their own
whenever the entertainer ~ well known {o Metro area
concerigoers - performs.

“Josh's music fs very reaffirming,” said festival
organizer Tom Rice. “[I's accessible and upbeat, You
can't help but to love what Josh does on stage.”

White’s music is deeply rooted in the folk tradi-
tion, and he says he's pleased about the renewed
popularity of the genre.

“It is the music of the people, and when there is
unrest in the country or the world we are the voices
of that - the voices of the people.”

During his 43 years of performing, White has
carved out an impressive career. He has recorded 15
albums, written a film score, starred in five Broad-
way shows and guest starred in over 50 television
dramas.

But mostly he has sung in a hypnotic baritone
volce and accompanied himself on guitar.

While, who makes his home in the Detroit area,
began singing at the age of four when he went on
stage with his father. At 11 he was given a guitar
and learned to play as well as sing. He went out on
his own 10 years later.

White has appeared on concert stages on four con-
tUnents and at major clubs across the country and
has performed over 2,000 college concerts.

His repertoire includes not only the songs of his
father, but the songs of other writers and several he
has writlen himself.

“I am not known as much as a writer as an inter-
preter,” White said. “We should enjoy our differences,
our different cultures, the different colors.

*l always tell people on stage, 'You know if some-
thing happens in your life, before you get tense, go
and be alone. Be aware of the strength that is in
you, and then align yourself with the love and
strength of a friendship. If you combine those two,
you will overcome cverything.”

White performed at the first Northville Folk and
Bluegrass Festival In 1977, headlining the event.
This year, he'll be on both the main and children’s
stages.

“He's always a crowd pleaser,” Rice added. “I'm
glad he's back agaln this year.”

You might say Lou and Peter Berryman are the
exception that proves the rule,

Everybody knows that the family that plays
together stays logether, bul Lou and Peter have kept
their act going even though they are no longer mar-
riage partners.

Lou and Peter have been friends since 1963 when
they met in art class and then began their musical
partnership in the first of 2 long series of musical
groups.

Peter writes lyrics and music, sings and plays the
12-string guitar. He does half the driving and checks
the oil. He also does most of the art, graphics, dark-
room work, schlepping, carpentry, rationalization
and heavy lifting for their conglomerate.

Lou’s and Peter’s sophisticated and wickedly
[unny original songwriting blends the best melodic
and lyric aspecls of musical comedy, cabaret, and
folk music Into a unique style that has delighted
nationwide audiences for nearly 20 years,

Their whimsical and wonder{ully accessible perfor-
mances leave audiences with cheeks aching from
smiling and with a fresh perspective on the human
conditlon.

With influences as diverse as Gilbert and Sullivan
and Edith Piaf, but always with a twist of their own,
Lou and Peter Berryman bring an inventive and
inielligeni humor to the rich melodic legacy of the-
atrical music.

Claudia Schmidt

Michiganian Claudta Schmidt doesn’t just perform
- she creates in concert.

The multi-talented instrumentalist /vocalist gen-
uinely enjoys herself on stage, interjecting stories,
wisecracks, and bits of poetry in between her sirk-
ing songs.

The whole elfect is curiously seamiess, bringing
home the realization that song and the spoken word,
serjousness and humor, lolksiness and sophistica-
tlon are really just individual parts of one big pic-
ture.

“Claudia runs the gamut on stage,” festival orga-
nizer Tom Rice sald. “She can command an audience
with her voice, her 12-strong or her anecdotes. She's
a natural.”

Schmidt’s imaginative sels consist of original and
traditional songs, with folk and jazz elements inter-
spersed. In addition to 12-string guitar, she plays
mountain dulcimer and deluxe pianolin, a box-like
instrument whose 52 strings are plucked, struck or
bowed.

The pianolin was invented in Michigan in the
1940s.

“She might be the biggest single 'name’ performer
I've got this year,” Rice said. “She’s really made a
reputation in a lot of circles. They love her out East.”

Though she has her lighter moments, Schinidt
sings of weightier subjects, like the power of love, on
marnty of her recordings. Her usual instrurnental
repertoire and occaslonal wordless vocals can create
a dark-hued, otherworldly sound that is both
strange and beautiful.

Mix in strands of original poetry and verses by
D.H. Lawrence and Wallace Stevens and you've got
an act that's both gratifying and unforgettable.

An illness of both mind
and body, Huntington's is
an inherited, degenerative
brain disorder. Symptoms
generally appear between
the ages of 30 and 50, but
have appeared in patients
as young as 2 and as old as
70.

Children of HD-affected
parents have a 5@ percent
change of inheriting the dls-
case. Progression usually
lasts 10 to 25 years.

Personality changes
include depression, eupho-
ria and mood swings. Other
symptoms are slurred
speech, unsteady gait, invol-
uniary, dance-like move-
ments, lmpaired judgment,
difficulty swallowing, and an
intoxicated appearance.

One thing is different about the
Litest ina 27 -vear series of efforts
to hring the death penalty tn
Michigan.

“Mine i the narrowest proposal
vet,” said Rep. Chuck Perricone, R-
Kaliamazon, as the House Judiciary
Committee opened hearings July
13 on his Heuse Joint Resolution
N, a proposed canstitutional
amendment.

The freshman lawmaker's plan
would allow prosecutors to seek
the death penalty in first-degree
murder cases under these circum-
stantees: (1) two or more murders,
{2} mander committed in a terrorist
act "intended to intimidate or
roeree a civilian populition” or {3)
an atiempt to influcnce govern-
mental policy "hy assassination or
kiclonapping.”

The panel's meeting was held up

for 40 minutes for lack of a queo-
rem. Absentees included Reps,
Gerald Law, R-Plymouth, and
James Ryan, R-Redford.

Perricone has 13 Republican
and one Democratic Co-sponsoers.
Committee Democrats revealed
their hostility to the proposal,

Perricone said he rejected efforts
by many ftellow Republicans to
include killing of a police or correc-
tions officer. Nor does he want 10
include “crimes of passion and gas
station holdups where it (killing)
wasn't intended.”

He said arguments over whether
executlon deters crime and is
raclst aren’t pertinent because “we
have an unusually high murder
rate” for which exccution in some
cases is appropriate.

Rep. Alan Cropsey, R-DeWlit,
advised Democrats Lo work on Per-
ricone’s compromise because if
lawmakers fail to put it on the

1996 hallot. “this could go to the
petition process, and if it does, it's
not going 1o be as narrow.”

A two-thirds vote of each cham-
ber is needed to put the constitu-
tional amendment on 1he ballot for
voters in 1996, Although Gov.
John Engler opposes the death
penalty, he has no power to veto
the resolution.

Democrats such as Rep. Ted
Wallace of Detroit denounced the
plan as racist, with blacks being
executed in greater propartions
than whites.

I find it revolting,” said fresh-
man Rep. Laura Baird, D-Okemos,
"It's an immalure social impalse 1o
setk revenge.”

Said Rep. Mary Schreer. D-Ann
Arbor: “it's addd that vou {Republi-
cans) teast a fury {in death penalty
cases|, but for weceks ['ve heard
you don’t trust a jury in product
liability and malpractice cases.”

eath penalty proposal revived

She referred 1o GOP efforts to
limit jury awards in civil suits for
non-ceonomic pain and soffering
damages.

Michigan was the first jurisdic-
tion in the English-speaking world
to ban the death penalty after the
wrong man was hanged in a 18th
cenlury case. Voters rejected a
death-penalty amendment in
1931, Talk and petition drives
revived after the 1967 Detroit riot.
Despite poil support of 75-80 per-
cent, however, petition drives have
always faltered.

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Main Street, Novi
Contracts signed to make project reality

Main Street, Novi may scon be a place on the
map.

The Novi City Council, not so long ago threat-
ened with a possible recall over the issue, Mon-
day signed off on their end of a series of con-
tracts needed to make the $50 million project
at Grand River Avenue and Novi Road a reallty.

Construction on the street itself is expected
to begin some Ume this year.

The majority of flve, with Council Member
Carol Mason in dissent, agreed to:

* Swap 3.350 acres of cily land valued at
$490,000 for 2.718 acres of road right-of-way,
owned by developers Evergreen [II and valued
by an appraiser at $600,000.

* Set up a §1.9 million contract special
assessment district (SAD) for the ring road
which will be Main Street and a $1.82 million
speclal assessment district for the streetscape.,
e,, the landscaping and other decarative
niceties such as a tower.

» Authorize the sale by the city of $3 nullion
in transportation bonds, some of which will be
used for an earller voter-approved road bond

project and the rest for the $1.9 million ring
road. Also OK'd the sale of $1.7 millien in SAD
bonds for the streetscape.

The city will use the bond money up front to
build the project, while future property holders
along Main Street will be required to pay back
the inttial sum plus interest through the SAD.

¢ Lease to Evergreen 1t for 20 years 2.718
acres of city land next to Fire Station One for a
publie parking lot. The rent is $i a yvear and
Evergreen [Tt is expected to build the lot,

s Vacate the right-of-way to Blue Ox Drive, an
estimated $155,000 in vafue. This was done
after a public hearing before some 130 rest-
dents, none of whom wished to speak to the
issue.

Blue Ox Drive Is to the east of Novi Road and
connects Coach-and-Four and Paul Bunyan
drives. Main Street will run across 1.

As part of the terms of the contract, the city
advised Evergreen Iil that some of the land it is
trading ts polluted and that the city expects to
undertake the removal of contaminated solls.
The Cily of Novi has also agreed that e cost of
any cleanup of contaminated ground water at
the publicly-owned land, which city efficials

allege comes from off-site, will not be included
in the construction costs of Main Street or be
charged to members of the SAD. City land in
question (ncludes the Aladdin Building, the for-
mer fire hall along Novi Road and the old town-
ship hall next to it.

After months of discussion on the project,
consensus was reached by the majority on the
resolutions with limiled discussion.

“We're not making a good deal. We're giving
$1 mililon worth of properly to the developer
and we get to maintain Main Street,” Mason
sald.

The council also agreed to rebld the
streetscape project afler planners were dis-
mayed on July {2 to find that the lowest bid.
$1.53 mililon, was §266,000 than the estimat-
ed prepared by designer John Beckett of Beck-
etl-Raeder Associates.

“The estimates were prepared with the best
knowledge we have at this time. Why did 1t
come In so high? [ don't know. I think there's a
general consensus that contractors are busy at
this tme of year, their workloads are full. These
estimates are not guesstimates,” Beckett told
the council.

OCC puts new money into budget

Trustees dectded to put more of
Qakland Community College's new
tax money into maintenance and
capital equipment, cutting new
instructional programs.

“There are holes in the carpets.
People are tripping over cords,”
said trustee Carol Crew of Water-
ford.

"Our butldings are in bad
shape,” agreed Judtth Wiser of
West Bloomfield, pointing to the
Orchard Rldge Campus’ pool (shut
down), auditorfum and lack of air
conditioning.

The board approved 6-1 trustee
Douglas Wakefleld's amendment to
the administration budget for
1995-6 that will:

* Ralse deferred maintenance
projects to $15.5 million from the
proposed $11.5 mdllion.

* Ralse caplial equipment pur-
chases to $6 million from $5 mil-
lion.

* Take the necessary $5 million
from new and expanded academic
programs, cutting that item to
$1.5 million.

Otherwise, the board agreed
with Chancellor Patsy Calkins'
proposed $98 million general fund
budget, enriched $27 million this
year by voter approval in June of a
0.8 mill increase in the property
tax. State aid is up 2.46 percent,
less than the rate of inflation.

Student tuition s unchanged -
$46 per credit hour for Qakland
residents. Tultion revenue is
expected to drop one percent to
525.5 million because of an
expected credit-hour drop. Student
head count for all semesters is
expected to be nearly 78,000, up
3.9 percent.

OCC played cautlously by allot-
ting $2 million for pre-funding
health benefits for retirees. An
April state Supreme Court deci-
sion, under appeal by Gov. John
Engler's adminisiration, said those
beneflts must be funded, insur-
ance-style, at the time of retire-
ment, not paid out of future years'
budgets.

Trustee Anne Scott of Royal Qak
dissented on the decision to hike
maintenance and capital at the
expense of academic programs.
From the audience, Chuck Neu-
mann, faculty unlon spokesman,
agreed with Scott. “It's easy to see
buildings, but the curriculum is in
disrepalr,” sald Neumann, a math
Instructor.

Chancellor Calkins also cau-
tioned the board that it may be dif-
ficult to spend the entire mainte-
nance budget in one year. ' agree
we need to get as much going on
maintenance as we possibly can.
We will come back to you with pri-
oritles and establish a list - by the
October board meeting,” she said.

But the maintenance work may

be slowed. she sald, by bad weath-
er and the need to minimize dls-
ruption of classes.

The voter-approved properiy tax
hike can be collected for seven
years. In Llhe campaign, college
leaders sald maintenance and cap-
ital would be top priorities the first
two years, with more going into
new instructional programs in the
latter years.

In related business, the board:

¢+ Held up for a month awarding
a contract to renovate the Orchard
Ridge Campus pool, which was
closed and drained In spring
because of a leaking liner.

Helen Kieba-Tolksdorf, chief
financial officer, asked the delay
because she was dissatisfled with
lack of lighting in the pool’s deep
end. The board had been ready to
award a $88,000 contract to
Chester Pool Systems of Sellers-
burg, Ind., the only firm to bid on
all four phases of the project.

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'Students return from
trip behind Iron Curtain

For years life behind the Iron
Curtain remained a mystery. Com-
munistm and the cold war eade it
difficult for Americans to under-
stand what life was like in Russia
and Easlern Europe.

Today access to these countries
is nol only open, but encouraged,
and far [l Northville High School
students expertencing life n Rus-
sia and other former Soviet Bloc
countries was the chance of a life-
tme.

The students, along with
Northville High School social sci-
ence ieachers Chris Ford and
Georpe Aunce, recently returned
from a trip that included stops in
St. Petersburg, Moscow, Warsaw,
Krakow, Budapest, and Vienna.

The trip ran from June 28 to
July 12,

The students taking the trip
were sophomores Sacha Baker and
Chris Farah; juniors Chris Bond,
Keith DeParter, Tina Juntunen,
Tara McClure, and Brlan Wagner;
and scniors, Tim Howie, Tom
Howle, Karen Juntunen, and Rob
Krueger.

Also on the trip was 1995 Novi
High School graduate Ann Draper.

“I really enjoyed seeing the cul-
tural differences in the countries
we visited,” sald Sacha Baker. “The
architecture was amazing. It is
hard to believe that such beautiful
bulildings could have been bullt
without modern technolegy.”

Ford and Aune have each made
several visits to Russia and East-
ern European countries, and
believe that the students learned
quite a bit. In deslgning the trip,
Ford and Aune based their chaice
of countries on historical, econom-
lc and safety factors.

“[Russla) had to make a rapid
transformation to the democratic
process,” Ford said. “It was inter-
esting to point out the changes to
the idds."

“I found it interesting to note the
absence of Lenin statues or any-
thing that had to do with commu-
nism,” Aune added.

For Chris Bond, the people and
countries of Eastern Europe dan't
fit neatly into Western stercotypes.

“True, the jndividual doesn't
have as much as we do (in the
United States}, but the people have
a richer history.” he said. “The
inhabitants of cities are proud to
know the cily's histery and share
it with others.”

The most moving portion of the
trip, according to Ford and Aune,
was visiiing the death camps in
Krachow and Auschwitz. In Kra-
chow the students were able to see
firsthand what many in the U.S.
saw depicted in the movie
Schindler's List.

Belore visiting the camps, the
students talked with Bernard
Offen, a survivor of the Auschwitz
and Berkineu camps.

“You talk about what happened
at Auschwitz in class, but you
can't really tell the impact It
makes,” Ford saild. “In this case
the students actually heard and
saw what happened and they were
very quiet that whole day.”

The students also toured old
Warsaw, which had been totally
destroyed by Nazl Germany during
the war, but has since been
rebuilt.

“It's amazing to think of the
national pride of these people,”
Bond said. “After complete Nazi
destruction of thelr cities during
the war, they triumphed over the
impossibie to turn piles of ruble
into structures that have stood for
centurles.”

For Anne Draper, Poland was
one of the best stops on the tour.

“Poland is absolutely the most
beautiful country I have ever
seen,” she said. “I'd definitely go
back again.”
