Roads in the Willowbrook
Estates and the Leslie Park subdi-
visions won't be used as gatewiys
ta the new Willowbrook Farm, ot
least as planned, for now relivving
residents of the older neighbor
hoads.

“We aren’t saying Singh can't
develop this property. We are sav-
ing they can’t develop i it such o
wiy to inflict hardship on their
neighbors.” said homeowner War-
ren Joscz, spraking for Willow
brook.

Monday. the Novi City Couneil
was first deadlocked over a prefing-
inary plat approval of Singh Devel-
opment Company plans to build «
J1-horme communiiv on 13 acres
adjacent to the existing subs, Then
Council Member Rob Mitzel agreed
to join three of his colleapues in
Just saying no, to meet the city's
deadline for the site plan process.

Singh asked the city lor a ro-
ahead to redesign Willowhrook's
Border il Road and rebuld it as
a four-lane boulevard to also be
used by Willowbrook Farmn.

The new boulevard would aceess
Ten Mile Road via a vacan! home
sile purchased by Singh. As a see-
ond access to the new develop-
ment, plans called for using Bren-
da Lane in Leslie Park to reach the
gravel Joseph Drive, which Jeads
into Grand River Avenue.

Border Hills homeowners didn't
want to sec their street rebuilt,
with the subsequent loss of 14
trees and vegetation. Singh offered
te plant 20 replacement trees.,

Above all, il was the narrowness
of the gravel Joseph Drive which
led the three city councit members
-Hugh Crawford, Carol Mason and
Robert Schmid - io oppose Lhe
blueprints.

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Two registered at Bullard address

At the same time Rep. Willls
“Bill" Bullard. Jr. resided at 320
W. Summit, another man alse list-
e the address as his residence for
voling purposes, according to Mil-
tord Township records.

This overlap of more than two
years - called “very odd™ by state
Elections Director Chrls Thomas -
occurred while village records
show no apartinent existed at the
address and that the building was
not zoned for residential use.

On July 6, HomeTown Newspa-
pers reporied that Bullard had
lived in the 500-square-foot space
in the building at 320 W. Sumumit,
in violation of village zoning. while
his wile lived abourt two miles away
in a lakefront home outside of his
district.

Election officials say voters are
supposed to list thelr primary resi-
dences on their voter registrations,
meaning that il both Bullard and
the man registered properly, they
lived at 320 W. Summit at the
same time.

That would have been difficult.
Site plans depict the bullding's
first floor as office space and the
approximately 500-square-foot
sccond floor as storage space, the
area in which Bullard said he lived
for three years.

Bullard, who is required by the
Michigan Constitution to live in his
district, did not return phone

© calls.

Between Oct. 2, 1992 and April
30, 1995, Bullard and Marty R.
Gross both listed 320 W. Summit
as thelr voting address, according
to township records, The building

is zoned business, which does not
allow for restdential use.

The Orst floor serves as the busi
ness offices of Marty Gross, who is
an Allstate Insurunce agent, and of
Miltord building supply contractor
Carf Curtis 1L

Marty Gross. who co-owns the
building with Curtis, is the father
of Marly I Gross, 1he 23-year old
who is still registered to vote at
320 W, Sumimit.

The elder Gross Is registered ta
vate in Hartland Township and
has been sinee June 19, 19840 e
gave no reason why his son would
list his voting address ar his
father's business office.

“Yosr'd have toask him,”™ e said,
noling that his son now resides in
Highland. The younger Gross
could not be reached for conument.

Bullard originatly registerrd the
address as his residence for voling
purposes on April 3, 1992 hefore
changing it three months ago -
May 1 - to show 1843 Wixomi Trail
as his new residence in the 38th
district. The home at 1843 Wixom
Trail belongs to his father-in-law.

Bullard has said he lived in the
320 W. Summit storage arca, bt
it's unclear whether the younger
Gross ever lived in the building.

Township records show that
both men voted in the November
1992 election using 320 W. Sumn-
mit as their voler registration
address. The younger Gross regis-
tered to vete on Oct, 2, 1992, only
a month before the Novemnber elec-
tion, the records show.

Township Clerk Elaine Skarrilt
said people registering to vole are
supposed to list their primary resi-
dence when doing so.

“When i person {signs a regis-
tration), they're telling me that's
where they reside, Aud | have to
honoy thid,” Skarritt said.

According to Thomas, the stae
clections ollicial, residency for vol
ing purpose is defined as " place
where sameone habituadly sleeps.
keeps his or her petsonal effects
and D a regular place ol lodging.
That, in moest cases, will cut oul
most hesinesses.”

But even if election olficiads find
a diserepancy in a registered
address, there is very little they
cin do about 3t

“There’s no way a clerk can de
much about o questionahle regis
tration,” Skarritd said.

Skarritt knows this firsthand
She anee tried brisging a question:
able registration to the atleation of
state officlals in Lansing, She poi
nowhere and was told to leave the
voter's name on the local redls,
cven though she knew he lived
clsewhiere,

“I've never challenged anyone
affer that,” Skt C said,

Qukland County election offi-
cials support that decision, saying
unless & registration is challenged.

With temperaties breaking 100
degrees recently, an “ozone action
day” was called for in order 1o help
protect the alr.

“(zone action days take place
when the temperalunes are exces-
stve i there is very little wind or
clond coveragr,” sald Deborah
Caohen, spokespersan for the Clean
Alr Coalition. “These are days
when the weather 1s conducive 1o
the Tormation ol pround level
ozone.”

Begun last year iee an attempt to
retnstate southeastern Michigan
with the fubel of having clean ar.
azane aclion days call for residents
and businesses to ke action
agilnst ozone fornntlon. Sugiest
ed fors of action fnclude earefil
refueling of automohiles, carpoal -
ing, Mg driving and avolding
excessive jdling of car engines. Not
mowing the lywn with i gasoline-
powered mower, avoiding vil-based
paint and other solvents, and
avoiding the wse of charcoal lighter
fluid whe harbreening are also
recommended.

“The public response (o this has
been fremendous.” said Cohen,
“More than 600,000 homes in the
area ook ozone action last year.
This year the cunpalgn has grown

tremendously In the business
arvii. People call in all the lime
with questlons. They want to do
the right thing.”

Ozone action days were stacted
by the Clean Air Coalition. There
are 30 members ol the coalition,
meluding Detroil Edisan, General
Muolors, Ford and Chryster. The
Southeast Michigan Council of
Governments does work an behalf
of the council. Southeastern
Michigan Is the third area in the
coundry o begin such a prograng
on behalf of Kevping the air clean.

Members of the coalition do niot
know ahead of lme when the next
azone action day will be. According
o Cohien, a team of meteorologists
decides, based on the forceasts,
when the days will be. Last sum-
mer, there were approximately 12
ozone action days. This summer,
there have already been 11,

Althoupgh ozone action days are
net predicltable in advance, Cohen
said that people can take actlon
everyday, il they want lo,

“Ground level ozone is some-
thing we should always be con-
cerned about, There are low cost,
no cost things we can do on a vol-
untary hasls to avold putting
ozone into the alr we breathe.”

Court reports mid-term
results of new program

The number of felony domestic
violence assaults in Novi have
dropped sinee the city slgned onto
the 52-1 Distriet Court’s Domestic
Violence Program two years ago,

Judge DBrian MacKenzie, a
founder of the program, said Mon-
day that in the first year of {he
program Novi reported four cases
of felony domeslic violence, when
tallies were (aken in August 1994,
a year after Novi joined the pro-
gram in 1943,

Statislics taken this year indi-
cate the number of cases dropped
by one to lhree.

Interestingly, Novi's population
has continued to grow, bul felony
domestic assaults have fallen and
the ity Is reporting a 25 percent
reduction in domestic violence
cases overall.

The immediate effects of the fast
track domestic violence program
are being measured (n different
ways, but for mnst departments,
olficers are seeking a marked
decrease inrepeat calls.

“Our police ofllicers aren't going
back,” said Chicl Gerald Smith of
the South Lyon Police Deparinient.
“It's a boom far everybody.”

Police officers in the state have
golten a lot of support lrom slate
lcgistators who have revamped
domestic violence laws and given

Signs help customers,
not just businesses

Onee again, the Novi City Council
has said no to sigus, An ordinance
amendment which would have allowed
for tuminated signs in business win-
dows got a cold shoulder from the
council members Monday nighl.

Council members were concerned
about the aesthetics of neon signs in
the windows. But the husiness propo-
nents of the change said they just
want to let customers know whether
their shops are open or closed.

As the ordinance revision came
before council for first reading, one
member called neon signs “stuff that
looks like bubble gum.” He concluded
the city’s done just fine developing
“without the hells and whistles.”

Another concluded that he had not
heard of anyone going out of husiness
because customers did not know if the
store was open or closed, and argued
that once the city allows lighted
*open/closed” signs, it will be difficult
to keep out other lighled window signs.

Council rejected the amendment on
first reading, but the proposal will be
back for a second reading before the
decision is finalized.

What is most fascinating is that the
city still has up and still uses a lighted
sign on the front lavwn of the Civic Cen-
ter. The justification for that was to

communicate upcoming evenis - just |

like businesses want to communicate.
Is the council saying only it has worth-
while things to communicale.

Clearly there is a double standard.

Backing away from common sense

Reading one day's news, you can
lose track of where the attack on pub-
lic schools is heading. So let’s put the
State Board of Education’s recent
watering down of core curriculum
standards into context. It's Act Il in the
battle.

Act I oceurred in 1984 with an
attempt to discredit public schools,
chiefly through a withering barrage at
the “National! Extortion Association,”
as the parent of the Michigan Educa-
tion Association was branded. MEA,
though not the most lovable and chari-
table of institutions, nevertheless was
nowhere near as evil and depraved as
its attackers alleged.

Keep in mind that the real target
wasn't the public school union; it was
public schools. By year's end it was
fairly casy io find polls showing huge
numbers of Michiganians were less
than 100 percent satisfied with the
products of public education. This
year, you'll notice, the attack on MEA
has quiected. Ii's all part of a staged
drama.

Act I is lo water down state stan-
dards, mandates and curriculum laws
- except abstinence, of course. The
Stale Boeard of Education, in the words
of its leader Clark Durant, “derailed
the state's putling in a core curricu-
lum.” The board is watering down the
67 standards in math, science, social
studies and English language arts that
the Depariment of Education has been
drafting.

The board shopped short, however,
of adopting Durant's proposal to allow
the teaching of the fundamentalist reli-
gious doctrine of "creationism™ as sci-
ence. Yet it was scary that Durant’s
sidekick, Marilyn Lundy, would go so
far as to declare there's no scientific
evidence in favor of evolution. There is
no suniight, either, if you cover your
eyes.

After a decade of progress, the State
Board of Education is coming danger-
ously close to violating its constitution-
al mandate to provide “leadership and
general supervision over all public
education, including adult education,”
except colleges. It also is turning its
back on a 1993 statute that says it
should issue a core curriculum.

In the attack on public schools, it's
necessary to obliterate all the rules -

except abslinence, of course - so that
anything goes. Problem solving? Naw,
ciphering is OK. Science? Oh, Genesis

is enough. Cooperation in a diverse |

sociely? Just obey your parents. The
arts? Why. we have a portrait of Jesus.

Dealing with ethical dilemmas? Ask |

your parents or your pastor.

If the state has only the mealiest
standards for public schools, it
becomes easier for non-public schools
to meet the standards, The issue is not
whether public schools in Oakland
and suburban Wayne counties will set
and meet high standards. The issue is
whether any ethnocentrice, parochlal or
just plain oddball school can boast
that it meuts state standards.

Act 1l is parochiaid, state aid to pri-
vate and denominational schools. It
will take a voter-approved amendment
to the Michigan Constitution to remove
the prohibition against parochiaid.
That bid will come in an clection year,
probably 1996.

This talk about “charter” schools is
part of the play. Scratch a supporter of
“charter” schools, and you will have a
supporter of parochiaid or its brother,
a “voucher” system.

You will get a lot of hocus-pocus rou-
tine about "parental choice” and how
public schools are a “monopoly” and
“let the free market work.” That's not
the name of the act. The act is to get
stale tax money for private schools
and for seclarian schools, particutarly
those who think everybody is ungodly
except themselves.

God made an imperfect world. Cer-
tainly even the best publie schools are
imperfect. The solution is not to water
down curriculum standards and sup-
port sectarian, anti-science rivals in
the name of “competition.” The solu-
tion is to make all public schools as
good as humans can make them, hop-
ing the non-public schools will follow.

We are disappointed the Durant-
influenced State Board of Education is
backing away from common sense and
its constitutional duty. 1t should draft
high standards so that kids will be
prepared for the working world, and so
that a high school diploma will stand
for something.

They're not forgetting Wayne down in Ohio. [
spent a day in Greenville last week  where the
povernor and top state scholars observed, ana-
Iyzed and disseeted the Freaty of Greenwille on
{ls 200th anniversary. There were an afternoon
and evening of lectures and slides on Wayne's
tactics, military architecture and the results of
“digs.”

Today Greenville is west of 1-75, insulated by
20 miles of farwus, but in the Ohio Valley cam-
paign It was the cenler of Wayne's activity,
Greenville, | learned. occupics the high ground
near the Indiana border fram whieh little
crecks flow in four directions.

In history classes, it's a well-kept seeret that
Wayne's campaign of 1792-94 and the lreaty he
negotinted opened up not enly Ohio but Detroit
and many polits in the Midwest.

Turn back the clock: IU's the second term of
the Washington Administralion. The Brilish nat
only haven't givenn up Detroit and other western
frontier forls but are supplying Indian {ribes lo
keep Americans penned up east of the
Appalachians and south of the Ohio River.

I can venlure to say that more lthan 1,500

persans have been killed and taken prisoner by
the Indians; and upwards of 20,000 horses
have heen aken away, with other property,”
said Judge Henry Inness of Kentucky m a 1790
letter to the seeretary of war.

Local hisletians said more Amerieans were
killedd in Ohio thao anywhere ¢lse in the nation
uniil the Civil War,

In 1791 an American army under Gen,
Arthur 5t. Clair was mauled so badly nortly of
rreenville that it disintegrated, To forin a new
army and take the Ohlo Valley, President
Washinglon appolnled Wayne, a university-
cducated Pennsylvania farmer and tannery
owner: Revolutionary combal veteran ol Ticon-
derogi, Philadelphia, Gernmantown, Stony Point
and Yorktown; liberator of Geargia; two-term
stafe legislator, and lover of the arts - he
worked for licensing of the theater, prohibited
by the Guaker power structure,

Wayne formed a “legion” near Pitlsburgh.
Politicians differed sharply on military policy.
Federalists, Washington and Wayne knew iill-
tias were badly trained and easily spooked in
combul. They advocated a standing army of
regulars.,

Washington wanted an academy to train offl-
cers - now known as Wesl Point.

Kaive republicans like Jefterson thought
militius were just fine. God blessed America -
the federalist view prevailed.

Wayne spent 1792 training an army, 1793
bringing it down the Ohio River lo Cincinnali
(Fort Washington) and building a string ol forts
in weslern Ohio, and 1794 fighting iwo major
hattles.

One was at the scene ol 8t Clair’s disaster
(Fort Recovery), the ather at Fallen Timbers on
the Maumee River a dozen miles southwest of
Toledo.

(Within the last month, archeologtsts lave
relocated the actual batde site in a soybean
ficld a short distance rom the existing menioer-
al. It's never leo Lte to digl)

The Indians called Wayne “Suckach-gook,”
Black Snake, because of his cunning, Whites
called him “mad™ because ol his bravery in
combat,

On Aug. 3. 1795, Wayne with 3.000 troops
and 1,130 Indians [vom 12 tribes signed a
ireaty at Greenville that corrent Minmi Chief
Floyd Leonard, 69, groused was “the heginning
of the end for Indian tribes east of the Missis-
sippi.” Leonard is correet, .S, treaty policy
wiasn't so much for the purpose of making
prace as for buying land.

In Treaty No. 23, Wavne agreed to pay
$25.000 and an annuity ol $9.500.

Tribal leaders pave up lwo-thirds of Ohlo
plus Detroil, Chicago and other spols,

Unlike Powell and Eisenhower, Wayne didn’t
live to reap political fruits from his viclory,

He took possession of Detroil in 1795 amd,
en route home, died of discase in whal is now
Eric. Pa., on Dee. 15, 1796, just lwa weeks
short of his 52nd birthday.

Wayne was averstiadowed in the Revolution-
ary War by Washington and others, Hollywood
in ithe 1940s made a few colunial-type movies
{Drums along the Mohawk, Rogers’ Rangers)
but since then has concentrated on the Wild
Waest, That awlul TNT movie, Tecumseh, didn't
give Wayne a speaking part.

Yep, I'm a member of one of the most persecuted minori-
ties on earth: the left-handed. Sunday marks an impor-
tant event for people like me: Aug. 13 is the official Inter-
national Left-Handers' Day.

Aside from one measly holiday {which I'm sure 1 won't
get paid for), our unending struggle Lo live long and pros-
per In a right-handed world goes either ignored, unla-
mented or ridiculed.

You righties are fish in your own ocean. We, on the
other hand, are dolphins, sea-going but air-breathing
mammals. We live in the water but are constantly limited
by it as well. We can't be the catcher in baseball, unscrew
a Jar top or use a pair of scissors naturally, Hell, a left-
hander using your average power tool has a life expectan-
cy of about a half an hour.

shooter cannot be used as a bomb
or lofted. The shooter's knuckles
must slay in contact with the
ground, and the shooting hand
must remaln behind the line and
cannot be moved forward while
shooting.

The tough guy in the game
would slomp en the marbles and
drive ihem into the ground when
he lost his Lurn so we quickly
established a rule to prevent it,
*No stompsies.”

We agreed on the number of
marbles, "mibs,” we were playing
for. Healed arguments broke out
over the value of the marbles
anted. L was a skillfui negatiator
who anted chipped and less
attractlve mibs, mayhe some clays,
while convincing compelitors o
ante beautiful agales, popeye
corks, flames, oxbloods, and Lhree
color swirls.

Suckers were lured into a false
sense of security by losing a game
before raising the bet with the
more highly prized marbles kept in
a special bag, pocket, or Prince
Albert can.

The less skillful always tried to
yell out “For fairs™ which meant all
marbles were returned at the end
of the game.

“Heisties!" set the rule that let a
player place his shooting hand on
top of his other hand to get a
height advantage. Yelling “Clear-
ance” or “Smoothing” allowed a
player to remove debris or to level
a rough area before shooling, "No
smoothing" established that this
was a serious game not to be
played by the weak of heart and
any one who Lried to improve their
shot would lose one turn.

We lagged to a line for shooting

order, closesl to the line shools
first ... a decislve advantage. We
selected our shooters, “taws,” with
care and sought Lo gain a betler
grlp by roughing il on concrete,
Most selected a 3/4 inch marble, a
boulder, maybe a Marine Purie,
because it was heavier and there-
fore more likely to knock a 5/8
inch mib out of the ring. We launt-
ed cach other as our mibs came
under the carcful aim of a player’s
taw. Concentration had to be
maintained while shooting. Should
the player accidentally drop the
taw while preparing to shoot, he
had to yell "Slips™ to preserve his
turn before the others shouted "No
slips.”

Backspin is imporiant in shoot-
Ing but if it is too strong and the
taw bounces back and hits the
shooter, forfelture of one turn is
the penalty.

Backspin is a specialized shoot-
ing technique that requires follow
through with the shooting thumb
just like follow through with a
baseball bat is needed to hit home
runs.

Pogs lack character. No skill.
How do you backspin a slammer?
Instead of “No high knucks” do
pog players yell something like "No
high shoulder?” Who cares what a
slammer is made of? Marbles are
arifully created from different col-
ors of glass combined to creale
beautiful effects. Do you alm a
slammer? And can you break the
concentration of a pogger with a
well-timed barb or rude noise? Are
the rules enforced by the group
and better, do all the players vol-
untarily abide by Lhe rules lest the
worst penalty of all apply ... no one
would play with you?

I know, who wants to play mar-
bles when pogs arc the rage. But
when you onigrow pogs, will your
mother keep them in the attic and
glve them back Lo you on your
40th birthday? And will you then
slart collecting all over again? Wil
pogs be the valuable and cher-
ished prized possesslons of the
players 20, 30 or 40 years from
tow as marbles are prized by col-
lectors worldwide? Will there be
auctions and pog shows that sell
out hotels for days at a ime?

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WL district disputing report

Restdents of a Walled Lake com-
munity are taking 1ssue with a
newspaper report that says Jewish
restdents are leaving that sehool
district in favor of West Bloomfield
schools.

The front: page story of the July
28 Jewish News, entitled Puddle
Jumpers,” referred to Jewish fiong-
lies in the Timbers Edge subdivic
ston - which 15 part of the Walled
Lake consalidated School Ulstrict -
leaving the wrca for houses only
streels away in order to be in the
West Bloomiicld School District.
Eighty concerned parents sent a
letter to the Jeteish Newes inoreac-
tion to what they called a one-
sided article.

Phuf Jacobs, editor of the Jewish
News, Tuesday said, “West Bloom:-
fleld and Walied Lake are impor-
tnt to our readers, There are cee-
tatn documented treads golng on
in those areas. We've chosen to
report on those trends, and il the
coverage creales o level of concern,
f's our hope that there's no uns-
understading by it.”

The letter to the Jewish News,
written Monday. says, "While you
wrote about a handful of Jewish
famiites who have chosen to leave
the distct for a variety of reasons,
you ignored the fact that many
more (probably several times) that
number of Jewish families have
moved into the Walled Lake district
this year and many others have
stayed within the district when
building their new homes.”

Signed by 80 Walled Lake
schools  parents, ~the letter
requests the same front-page
prominence in the Jewish News
that the artiele had recelved.

“We were very disappolnted with
the whole structure of the article,”
sald Walled Lake school board
trustee Mare Slegler, who signed
the letter, *I don't feel the Jewish
News provided a balanced or true
plcture of what's going on. The let-

ter written was o very rapld
response by families whao were very
irritated.”

Calling the story “one-sided™ wis
Steven Gaynor, assistant superin:
tendent of the Wadled Lake district,
“Out of 12,000 children in the
Walled Lake school distelet, they
interviewed three to five parents
who no longer live here.”

According to Gaynor, the average
number of students joining the
distriet over the past six vears s
A8 1, probably coming oul of 200 1o
250 houscholds. In 189495 alone,
550 students joined the district,
aul of an estimated 300 to 350
familics, Gaynor said that the dis-
trict hraes o Talrly Large and growing
Joewish population® that was
offended by the article.

I was extremely upset with the
artlele because everything in it
appeared 1o be false, misteading,
and trylng to cause mass hysterla®
sald Wadled Lake distriet resfdent
Judge Michael Silver, *1 have two
children in Watled Lake schools
and we're very happy with the dis-
trict, The article seemed like a
deliberate act to panle people to
move and form a blockbusting, it's
an extrentely upsetting issue.”

The Jewish News story was
called false and inaccurate by one
person menljoned in it

“The tone of the article was nac-
curate and some of it was factually
inaceurate,” said Dantel Tukel,
president of the Timber's Edge
Subdivision Association. "Herman
Frankel was mentioned as the
developer of Timber's Edge, but he
hasn't developed iny of the subdi-
visions In the Walled Lake distrct.”

Frankel, of the Herman Frankel
Organization, agreed that the arti-
cle was Inaccurate, The article
stated that Frankel developed both
Timber's Edge and Village Place,
netther of which is true. Addilion-
ally, Frankel claimed that the arti-
cle misquoted him in reference to

{he failure of three bond issues
sinee October 1993,

“Ihis is not o concern about how
many Jewish families are moving
i or out,” sitid Tukel, "It is a cul-
turally diverse arca, and we
assume that's why people move
intoit.”

Michael Fabian, one of the par-
enls who signed the letter, said
that his family last December
ioved into a new home built in
the Southwyck subdivision which
is in the Walled Lake district.

According to Fabian, seven out
of 10 homeowners in that subdivi-
sion are Jewish, and, he said, "We
chose o be in the Walled Lake dis-
trict because of what we feel is a
high quality of schools. What dis-
turhs me s, it {the article) gives
the mislewding impresston that the
Jewish community s exiting the
Witlled Lake district for a few cho-
sen subdivisions in the West
Bloomtield Schoal Districet.”

Fabian said that while some
families may have jumped from
Walled Lake Schools to the West
Bloomfleld district, “far more Jew-
ish families have chosen to move
into the Waltled Lake district.”

"I do not believe ali of the Jews
are moving out,” said Walled Lake
resident Sue Hoffman, who also
stgned the letter to the Jewish
News, "...As a Jewish parent in
this district T am very happy, and [
believe this to be a growing, thriv-
ing. Jewish community.”

Both Gaynor and Fablan agreed
with one part of the story, that the
defeat of the three bond issues
probably has some people feeling
uncasy about the long-term future
of the district.

“I'm not saying that's not legit-
mate,” Fablan said. "But [ think
the overwhelming majority of fami-
lies feel, while that’s a sctback,
we're happy with the quality of
education In Walled Lake.”

Electric customers get choice
of solar power for their homes

Detrolt Edison customers can
plug into the sun and mcet a por-
tion of their electric energy needs
{rom a solar clectric generating
facllity the utllity plans to build
nexi year.

The company has announced
that residential customers will be
able to slgn up for a speclal two-
year “Solarcurrents” rate at an
additlional $6.59 per month on
average for cach 100 watls of ser-
vice. This will provide a customer
about 140 kilowatithours of elec-
tricity per year.

The 3250,000 solar or photo-
voltaic (PV) gencrating facility will
produce 28.4 kllowatts (kW] of
electricity at peak solar conditions.
The utility plans to install the sys-
tem at the Michigan Electric Power
Coordination Cenier site near Ann
Arbor, and it 15 expected to begin
aperation in May, 1996.

Detroit Edison will be among the
first utilities in the Unlted States
to offer solar energy service to any
residential or small commercial
customer through Its electrical
systermn.

Detrolt Edison’s system will
include 100 rigid crystalline silicon
PV modules on four-by-six-foot
glass panels, The PV system will
provide as much electricity as 14
rooftop restdential solar installa-
dons. It will generate power for at
least 10 years. The system will
reduce the utility's carbon dioxide
emissions by about 8.650 pounds
annually.

Because Detroit Edison will sup-
ply the PV-gencrated energy (nto
its electric system, any residential
or small commerclal customer can
sign up for the service. Customers
may subscribe now through Sept.
30 or obtain more Information by
calling 1-800-435-5132.

“The program will introduce an
option that many customers have
sought - the opporiunity to use a
renewable resource to provide
some of their electric energy
needs.” sald Frank E. Agosti,
Deiroit Edison senior vice presi-
dent for Power Supply.

The success of the project
depends on its popularity with

cuslomers and thelr willingness to
pay a small premium to fund
development of a renewable power
resource, he said.

Residential customers signing
up for the two-year pertod can
extend thelr agreements. If they
move to another residence within
Detroit Edison's service area, cus-
tomers can transfer their PV ser-
vice contracts to their new rest-
dences. Commercial customers
will subscribe for 10 years but
have options to end agreements.

“At this stage of development, PV
costs are high,” Agost said. "The
U.S. Department of Enecrgy wants
to knnow whether cusiomers are
willing to pay more to support the
cost of introducing this technology
in Michigan. Without a sufficient
number of subscribers, the project
cannot become reallty.”

Because PV costs are higher, the
Michigan Public Service Commis-
sion July 31 approved special resi-
dentlal and commercial rates for
the solar portion of service provid-
ed to "SolarCurrents” subscribers.

The utlity will use $113,600 in
federal funds to pav a portion of
construction costs for the faciity.
The Utility PhotaVoltaic Group
(1JIPVG} has selected Detroit Edi-
son's "SolarCurrents” program fer
funding and [s negotlating related
contracts. This is part of UPVG's
effort with the Department of
Encrgy to encourage new PV
installations.

“The federal funding makes PV
energy a little more affordable both
to build and for our customers to
buy,” Agost said. “That's allowing
us te introduce PV energy to our
customers.”

Solar PV encrgy comes from the
direct conversion of sunlight into
clectricity. A PV system wilt pro-
duce energy most efficiently in
Michigan from May through
August. PV systems today cost
about $8,000 per kW to Install ver-
sus $300 to 51,000 per kW for
conventional power sources,

This project is among eight
nationwide undertaken by 20 utili-
tles in 12 states and funded by
UPVG, a consortium of 90 electric

Windsor taking cash
from Oakland area

Since it opened its doors in May
1994, Windsor Casino Limited
takes in more than $1 million
daily, with gamblers from the
Untied States belicved to be
responsible for about 80 percent.

Windsor Casino draws from the

entire Midwest, but many of the
16,000 datly patuns arc telicved

to be from suburban Oakland and
Wayne counties.

But Windsor Casino is a “burn
joint,” according to the publisher
of a newsletter that classlfies casi-
nos. He lestifled last week at the
trial of a West Bloomfield woman
accused of cheating.

Arnold Snyder. a Detroit native
who publishes a blackjack
newsletter [rom Qakland, Calif.,
said a lack of compelition enables
the Windsor casino to do things
that casinos In more competitive
situations are reluctant to do ...
lest patrons go elsewhere.

Snyder, the publisher of Black-
_Jjack Forum, was an expert wilness
called on behalf of Barbara Dancey
of West Bloomfield, who was part
of a trio that counted cards and
gambled as a team.

Nejther Dancey nor her co-
defendants cheated, according to
Snyder, who testified exiensively in
the week long trial that ended Fri-
day with Provinclal Judge Saul
Nosanchuk taking the matter
under advisement. Nosanchuk is
expected to render his verdict early
in September.

For Snyder, however, the verdict
is already in as far as Windsor
Casino is considered: As a
monopoly, the casino doesn’t have
to offer amenitles considered com-
mon in Las Vegas or Atlantic City.

In blackjack, for example, Wind-
sor Casino uses eighl decks of
cards - compared to four or six
decks in Las Vegas or Allantic
City.

That's why his newsleiter calls il
a ‘burn joint’,” said Jim Mundy,
spokesman for Windsor Casino.
"We use more decks to make it
more difficult for peaple to count
cards. But that's our choice.”

That is indeed the casino's
choice, Snyder testified. But casi-
nos with competition nermally
choose to use fewer decks. They
also, he said, choose to be compet-
Iive by: Paying out - to slot
machine players - higher percent-
age of the total ameunt of money
the casino takes in. In Las Vegas,
for example, the percentage of pay-
out is generally between 92 and 96
percent, Snyder said, compared to
“about 87 percent In Windsor.”

That means Las Vegas would
pay out $920,000 of $1 million in
total receipts compared with
$870,000 in Windsor.

Mundy, manager of corporale
communications for the casinos,
disagreed. Under Ontario law, the
percentage of payout on slot
machines must be 85 percent, he
sajd. “But it varies. Sometimes the

..5_- | payout is higher ... higher than 90
4§ Percent.”

Offering less expensive blackjack

& games. Normally. the minimum
% blackjack bet at the Windsor Casi-

no is $25, Snyder said, compared
with $2 bets offered in more com-
pelitive areas.

Windsor's monopoly is also
reflected in higher drink prices

. and other amenites.

" The company that operates with
Windsor Casino on behalf of the
Ontario government is a consor-
tium of Caesars World, Inc., Circus
Circus Enterprises and the Hilton
Hotel Corp., experienced gaming
operators, Thus it is, presumably,
these companies - not the Canad}-
an government — making the deci-
sions about conditions of the
games and amenities to be offered.

Baslcally, Windsor Casino offers
what the market will bare, sald
Mundy, manager of corporate com-
munications for the casino. When
the casino first opened, for exam-
ple, it offered blackjack tables with
minimum bets of 85 and 510, he
said, “but we ralsed the bet when
we had people standing in line
waiting to play blackjack.

"We made the decision to lower
the demand (for blackjack tables)
by raising the price,” Mundy said.
“It did reduce the number of play-
ers. But we are still full.”

Besides, he said, blackjack play-
ers can still play with a $10 mini-
mum, But that's between the
hours of 5 a.m. and noon, Mon-
days through Fridays. Otherwise
the minimum bet Is $25 per hand.

Snyder, who graduated from
Notre Dame High Schoal in Detroit
in 1966, said he personally doesn't
play blackjack, or gamble in gener-
al, because he (inds it boring. Dur-
ing the trial, he testified that he's
more interested in the mathematic
probability assoclated with black-
jack - a subject about which he
has written books and lectured at
universities, including the Univer-
sily of Nevada at Las Vegas and
Cornell University.

Card counting came into vogue,
Snyder testifled, in the late 1950s
and '60s after mathematicians
wrote books on the subject, Card
counting was a boon to casinos, he
said, because many players — after
reading a book - fancled them-
selves to be intelligent, card coun-
ters.

“Anyone can count cards,” he
said, “but very few can do it well.
People who incorrectly fancy them-
selves to be good card counters
generally end up losing,” he said.

Good card counters can change
the odds, he said, but not by
much. Accomplished card coun-
ters can glance at the cards dis-
played on a board and almost
instantly caiculate the odds,
according to Snyder. “They can do
it almost as rapidly as you or 1
might be able to glance at a clack
and determine the time,”

Card counting Is not lllegal, Sny-
der insisted. "I personally wouldn't
see anything wrong with card
counting even if somebedy used a
calculator or computer to count
cards with.”

Lobbyists for the casinos in
Nevada have convinced the state
legislature there to outlaw card
counting,

Each
year, hundreds of people lose their
lives In the U.5. from exposure to
this odorless, colorless gas.

Pumps and fans shouid be lubri-
cated as necessary.

For beilers, the technician
should take time to remove sedi-
ment from boiler and steam linrs,
as well as check the fan thermo-
stat on warm air systems. Other-
wise, the fan may operate longer
than necessary, wasting energy.

When Bonnie was seven months old she
was lving (n a sheller that was filled to capac-
fty with four dogs sharing each kennel.

Bonnie's future was uncertain until Lor{
Paradise-Grigg and Sharon Joseph of Paws
With A Cause walked through the froni door
on one of their routine rescue missions.

Paradise-Crigg took Bonrie outside and ran
some temperament testing on her. Had she
flunked the tests, she would have been taken
back to her kennel to await her fate - the pos-
sibility of belng destroyed.

Temperament testing includes determining
if the dog is afraid of nolse by sounding a
smmoke alarm. Other tests including the ability
ta retricve, the dog's responsc to a lead,
whether the dog Is friendly or aggressive, if the
dog comes when called and whether they are
interested in the person doing the test or more
interested In smeliing things.

Bonnie passed with ilying colors and Par-
adise-Grigg decided Bonnie had a good chance
to be a service dog.

Joseph has gone out on rescue missions

Volunteer

with Paradise-Grigg periodically checking shel-
ters and the humane societies for dogs. Par-
adise-Grigg makes the final decision on
whether to rescue a certain dog and Joseph
volunteers as a helper.

“They take the time and effort and find some
wonderful dogs,” Joseph sald. "It is heart-
breaking because there arc so many animals.

It’s just sad o see so many animals left like
that.”

Bonnie was placed with Joseph, who [ives in
Narthville,

“We are responsible for Bonnle in every way
until she goes to the big training center in
Grand Raplds,” Joseph sald.

Although Joseph had worked with obedi-
ence training for Paws With A Cause, she had
never fostered a dog.

“She knows her stuff and she's only eight
months old,” Joseph sald. "It is something
very special in her.”

The first day Bonnie was at Joseph's house,
she Instinctively knew what to do.

Joseph's boyfriend, Bryan Long, who is an
amputee, ook his prosthesis off and laid it on
the floor. Bonnie cuddled up with the prosthe-

sls and stayed with it.

Bonnie knows te bring Long one shoe and |i

one sock, because his prosthesis already has a
shoe and sock on it

Long, who lost his leg 11 years ago in
motorcycle accident recently was hit by a
drunk driver and had to have shoulder
surgery and s currently going for physical
therapy. Both injuries were to his right side.

“With Bonnie being so gentle she knows
what side is gaing to be OK for him,” Joseph
said. “She picks up on stuff with him.”

Service dogs are trained to turn lights on
and off, retrieve items, open doors, pull a
wheel chair and act as legs {for a mobile-
Impaired person. Hearing dogs are trained to
alert a non-hearing or hearing-impaired per-
son ta noises such as an alarm clock, smoke
alarm, telephone, door knock, an intruder or a
baby crying.

Joseph will [oster Bonnie until she is one-

And never in our wildest dreams
would we expect kindly Little Red
Riding Hood {played by Alexandra
Malloy} to be a selfish, sugar-
aholic. Red ate sweets from her
basket of goodies as she roamed
the forest with Jack and his girl-
friend, Goldilocks (played by Ash-
lee Miller).

Goldilocks had convinced the
stage manager that Jack needed a
girlfriend to make the play more in
the '80s. Why not? Sleeping Beau-
ty (played by Amy Modica) was a
tomboy who liked to climb trees
and had to check her daily planner
before making date with her fairy
godmother (played by Cindy
Gontko),

Jack also meets Snow White and
the Seven Dwarfs while taking his
cow to market. He momentarily
forgets he's supposed to be Jack
and notl a Prince and wakes Snow
White up with a kiss. She decldes
to leave the forest and travel with
Jack and his [fends, leaving the
dwarfs to find another princess

who will clean their house and
bake them sugar cookies.

Snow White [played by Michelle
Roberts] does a terrific job playlng
an overzealous, very talkalive per-
son who tells Jack she's “good with
group dynamics” and wants to
help Red Riding Hood, who she
says “is dealing with some very
strong issues.” This Is deflnitely
not your typical Snow White char-
acter.

None of the fairy tale characters
from Linda Wicker's play Jack and
the Beanstalk ... a Parody are lypi-
cal fairy tale characters, and that’s
what makes this such an out-
standing play. Where else would
we find 52 of the most famous
fairy tale characters together on a
stage, entertaining kids of all ages?

Arthur Hills has outdone hin-
self,

The renowned architect bas ore-
ated nothing short of a goller’s par-
adise in Canton Township. Rolling
terradn, benl grass lees, greens
and fairways, bountiful wetlands
and water mark Pheasant Run Goll
Club.

While each hole provides a dis-
tinct chadlenge, Head Golf Profes-
stonal Davld Horstman said the
course is set up for good shot-
naking,

1 think Arthur Hills makes his
courses playable,” he sald, “He's
kiown lor making courses peaple
enjoy playing.”

Pheasant Run opened carly last
month. Some 35 million was spent
in construction of the 215-acre
course, which Is owned an operat-
ed by the township,

Work began on the site In fall of
1994, Pheasant Run was sceded a
year later and then opened on July
i.

Responsc ta the course has been
favorable thus far, Horstman sald.

“It's been extremely positive,” he
sald.

Considering the kind of condi-
tlon it’s In, that’s not a surprise.

Unltke most new courses, Pheas-
ant Run has very few rough cdges.
Greens arce, for the most part,
immaculate.

The rough has grown in well and
bunkers are silky smooth. A few
falrway bald spots near scveral

greens are the only weak link,

A minor icvigation probiem last
year causcd the rough spots,
Horstman said. The problem has
long since been dealt with and the
small areas are filling In. he added.

“Allin all, 1 ean't belfeve how
pood of a shape the course is in.”
said Horstman.

The goll pro's words are but-
tressed by the very first hole at
Pheasant Run.

From the championship tees, the
par 4 plays 384 yards. It's a
straight path to the green from a
lush, rollung falrway. A pot bunker
guards the preen on the right side.

One of the unlgue features about
the course is also illustrated on the
first hole.

As players drive down the carl
path, yardage Is marked ofl. So
when youre in the middle of the
fairway there's no guess work in
knowing how far you are f[rom the
green.

In general, hitting the ball a long
way shouldn't be a blg concern at
Pheasant Run. Unless you're play-
ing from the champlonship lees,
which check in at about 7,000
yards, cvery hole is reachable in
regulatlon for the average golfer.

Take the par 5 fourth hole, for
example. It's just more than 500
yards — an Inviting cagle larget for
real long hitters,
