Following a drought in mid-
June, Nevi limited outdoor use of
water fo 10 am. to 4 p.m. and 10
p.m. {0 4 a.m. for those hooked
into the clly service.

“Things have been pretty good.
The pressure {mproved in our
city,” Superintendent of Publle
Works Bruce Jerome sald
Tuesday.

This followed a lifting last week
of odd-day, even-day outdoor
water use regulations slapped in
June on customers in all 123
communities served by the
Detroit Water and Sewerage
Department. A department
spokespersen explained that the
Aug. 3] relaxation came because
during the summer's hottest
menths, cooperative consumers
complied with the regulation.

Bul in Novi, water custemers

* with odd-rtumber addresses stil)

may only use culside waler on
odd-number days and vice-versa
for those with with even-number

addresses. That's because the city
has an ordinance in place making
this  mandatery, Jerome
explained.

In June, high temperatures and
low rainfall were given as the rea-
son for the water resirctlons, as
well as an overall supply problem.
While recent weeks haven't been

extremely rainy, the water pres- |
sure level here 1s salely ahove the

June fows,

“Since June, they've been high- |

er than any pressure I've seen
since I've been here,” sald
Jerome, who's worked for the city
for over eight years,

Chart records show waler pres-

sure levels at Decker Road and

Fourteen Mile are now in the 85-
t0-95 pound range, not far from
the winter average of 95-t0-100
pounds of pressure. That level
goes down in the early morning
hours when peak demand Is
placed on the system,

In subdivisions such as Roma
Ridge, Yorkshire Place, Green-
waod Oaks, Simmons Orchard
and Bradford, which experienced
extremncly low water pressure in
some homes, the peak pressure Is
now up to 40-to-45 pounds,
aboui 20 pounds below the winter
high,

“During the drought in June,
they would have been very happy
with 40 pounds,” Jerome said.

“At that timnc there were some
homes where It was zero .., 1
guess we'll make it through the
first day of fall.”

More students - less classroom space - a

Novi Community School District officials
predicted two years ago there'd be 275 more
studenis enrolled in the district this year.

Their projections were dead on according to
an unofficial student head count taken last

week.

Student enroliment reached an all tme high
of 4,920 students, a 5.94 percent increase
over last year's actual enrollment of 4,645
students. Enrollment is projected to continue
to show incremental increases that would add
up lo a 25 percent increase in district enroll-
ment from the 1995-96 to the 1999-2000

school year.

The unofficial student count was taken Fri-
day, but couid fluctuate up or down as the
school year continues on, sald James Koster,
assistant superintendent of finance and
administrative services.

Superintendent Emmeti Lippe sald the
increase reinforces the district's need for an

addiiional facility.

“You won't see an acute overcrowdedness
now,” Lippe said. “But we are irying to be
proactive rather than reactive to a crowded

situation.”

The district’s projections reflect that in the
next flve years growth in the fifth and sixth
and seventh and eighth grade buildings will
be between 25 and 28 percent.

Evans breaks mold
of librarian image

If your idea of a librarian is a
lady who shelves books and
shooshes people, you're out of
touch, way out of touch.

Take Brenda Evans, director of
ithe Novl Library, whe's prone to
'drop names like NASA and the
Internet when discussing llbrary
‘services.

" Evans, who graduated in the
1970s from the University of
Michigan with a master's in library
sclence, says she chose the career
beciause she preferred a job in a
qlee, gquiet envirgnment.

'l expected to work on the Infor-
'‘mation desk, answering the phone
«and figuring out clues like Nancy
‘Drew to get information. If some-
body needed to know the Gross
Natonal Product, youd be able to
picce logether a path and come up
with the prize,” Evans sald.

Then all that changed. It's still
nice, but all white water, as she
describes it

In 1979, Evans was hired as
Novl's public services librarian and
for a time it seemed like her career
ran along expected lines. The
library was in iis current Ten Mile
Road buflding, but it shared the
digs with the City of Novi's offices.
It was a little crowded until the
city moved out in 1988,

But things hardly got back to
normal. High tech hit local
libraries in the late 1980s, early
1990s. Librarlans whose sole tech-
ntcal training might have been
memorizing the Dewey Declmal
system had to learn how to trou-
bleshoot when the computer sys-
tem crashed.

“In the past, the public service
was the entlre focus, regardless of
what reports or paperwork you
had to do. The main priority for
everyone was the front desk,”
Evans said.

*The rug was pulled out from
under llbrarlans, the tools
changed so drastically, CDs, Inter-
net, On-line data bases that we
needed to creale ourselves, Every
time there's a change or an
upgrade, everything you do Is
wrang ... You [eel frustrated fre-

To meet the challenge, Evans
found herself constantly reading
the latest technical journals and
attending classes and seminars.
The trick, she says, is to purchase

For example, a
student will be able to read a
Shakespeare play, click enilo a
tough word for an instant defini-
tion and then click again and sce a
video scene from the play acted
oul.

I Imagine if I learned that way
in high school 1 wouild know more
about Shakespeare than [ do. We
were struggling with all those little
footnotes,” she said.

With Novi's population expected
to soar, Evans predicts the library
wilf soon have a space crunch. But
she doesn't favor building a second
library. It makes more sense, she
says, lo renovate and enlarge the
existing Ten Miie Road slructure,
rather than split the stafl between
two libraries. Because in the
future, l{brary users will be able to
tap in from their home offlces.

“l can see more and more of the
public dialing in and using home
resources. The collection on the
shelves {s important but IU's not
number one any more. We've
expanded way beyond the printed
page,” she said.

That doesn't mean there won't
be book and magazine sheives to
browse through.

“The people who gravitale more
towards libraries are interested in
personal growth and education for
themselves and their children. It's
a very positive environment.”
Evans said,

The library director, when she
can pull herself away from techni-
cal journals, remains fond of a
good book, such as her favorite,
Pigrtm at Tinker Creek, introspec-
tive nature essays by Annie Dil-
lard, Right now, she's In the midst
of Moo, by novelist Jane Smiley.

Library offers variety of services

Brenda Evans, director of the Novi Public

Library, says a recent study fndicates 40 per-
cent of the state” a fourth graders and 50 per-
cent of its workforce are functionally illilerate.
To combat the problem, the Novl Public Library
offers a slew of reading programns designed to
furn young readers onto reading and older
readers in touch.

- Summer reading programs for students of all

ages are popular programs for parents who

want to keep thetr youngsters minds and imag-
inutions fresh over summer breaks.
Summer programs offer slx weeks of activi-
tles with different events schedules for each
. day. Events range from maglc shows, arts and
crafts, songs and games.

“The goal Is to keep children coming In,”
Evans sald. “There is a lot of support for the
pragram and parents are excited about It
because it's something that s educational and
fun.

"We are hoping it is the kind of thing that

students are growing and learning and enjoying

it. Evans sald.
Year round preschool story hours afford

preschool aged students an opportunity to
socialize and enjay literature.

"We do these things to promote reading and
lteracy.” Evans said.

In addition the summer reading program
familiarizes older students with library
resources so that homework assignments
handed out during the school year aren’t so
monumental,

The library's reference desk boasts of a staff
of 10 full Ume lUbrarians. Each is available to
field reference questions over the phone or
counter. The staff comes in handy when schocl
is back In sesslon and students need help with
their homework.

“The class assigniments always come in about
the same time and our stafl knows just where
to find information about leaves, insects and
countries,” Evans.

And when the school bell rings, the library
opens seven days a week. Weekend hours are
usually the busiest days for reference librarans

An impressive array of large print materlals
are checked out hy library stafiers and taken to
neighborhood senior centers and nursing
homes.

“We bring the library to people who don't
have the mobility to get to the library,” she
sald.

The Nevi Public Library also hosts a serfes of
book discussien programs. One is tailored to
large group participation and encourages group
members to share their holiday and family
mernories.

Library staffers bring sldes, music, reading
maierials and games to local adult homes so
residents can interact and share the highlights
of their lifetimes.

In addition there are twa book discussion
greups, one in which members choose thelr
own books and go al thelr pace and another
that offers more structure and is more
demanding,.

Technology is library’s biggest challenge

It used to be that If you wanted
to check a book out of the library,
all you had to do was flip through
the yellowing tabs of the card caia-
log.

Not so anymore.

Today, the Novi Public Library fs
on-line with the future and headed
into and beyond the 21st century,

“We are finding It extremely
challenging,” said Library Director
Brenda Evans. “There is a great
need for rescarch and development
and for staff training Ume. But we
are trying to fit it all in and be
ready for the year 2000 and
beyond.”

To prep for itself for the technol-
ogy age, the Novi Public Library
recently entered into a regional
consortium with 50 other libratics
in a four county reglon and pur-
chased several computers and a
Ubrary of a software materials that
would allow each library in the
consortium access to a wealth of
{nformation.

Data Research Assoctates
designed the new system the
library group purchased. The sys-
tem, a very large data base, allows
users to access books and refer-
ence materials at any one of the 50
participating libraries.

It is the second phase of a multi-

phase technology project the Nov]
Library is looking at bullding.
Years ago, library staff purchased
a tower of compact disc products
that was used to move thelr own
research materials from the paper
system o the computer system.

That system interfaces with the
new sysiem and provides informa-
Uon on anything and everything
from newspaper and magazine
articles to prescription drugs to a
world book encyclopedia.

A full text data base allows users
to print articles in their entirety
rather than previous system’s limi-
tations which printed only sum-
marles. It also offers users a sta-
tistical data base with a growing
list of choices that are constantly
changing.

“It offers a large variety of infor-
mation data bases that several
people can access at once,” said
Library Director Brenda Evans.

Evans said the new compuler-
ized system is the preferred cholce
among library users because I{ is a
quicker advantage.

“It's been a method of choice for
those who come in,” she added.
“And a clear preference over the
paper method.”

In addition, library patrons can
print out the jtems they search the
system for and take their work

with them when they leave. That's

All kinds of good stuff comes
into the Novi library, but before
that information can get in the
hands of eager consumers, it has
to pass over the desk of Mary Ellen
Mulcrone.

Mulcrone, head of technical ser-
vices and a reference librarian, is
the one who catalogs all in-coming
material.

“We do the covering, the labeling
and getting them Into the data
base, so the material can go into
circulation,” explained Mulcrone, a
nine-year library employee with a
master's degree from the Universi-
ty of Michigan.

Mulcrone may deal with heavy-
duty material in reference, but
she's fond of fiction for her own
entertainment. Right now, she's

another Ume saving device of the
new system, ;

In future weeks, library staffers
are hoping lo tap Into Novi High
School's wide area network, The
link between the library and the
schools will provide lihrary users
with access {o all the information
stored on the school's wide area
network some of which includes
ltems in local, state and federai
libraries. It also provides a link to
students in other countries. In
lurn, access from the high school
will enable students to access
resources in the Novi library and
the others on the sysiem they may
need for research projects of their
own.

*It's such a natural link,” she
said.

Evans sald the locai link is being
delayed untll the library's new net-
work Is up and running without
any glitches. Compuier consul-
tants will give library officlals the
green light to proceed wilh their
expansion plans when the system
Is capable of handling the expan-
siori.

School and library officials also
have to iron out the details and
determine the costs the link could
generate, Evans added. Talks
between the Hbrary staff, its con-
sultant and school officlals contin-
ue as the library users become

absorbed in Charlotte Vale Allen’s
Somebody's Baby.

She understands how readers
can get wrapped up in gripping
stories. Mulcrone orders rental
books for the library, additional
coples of the latest by authors
such as John Grisham, Sue
Grafton, Danlelle Steele and Mary
Higgins Clark. The rentals are in
addition to the on-shelf copies the
library has of the hottest reads;
the extras for rent are provided for
those who are too eager to gobble
up the bestsellers to wait until the
regular copy is back in circulation.

About 200 to 250 rentals are
purchased each year.

"We know our bestseller types.
You just pick up these things after
working with them,” Mulcrone
explained. Novi residents like fami-
ly saga-type novels, but not sci-fi.

more familiar with the new tech-
nology already in place.

For younger and first time read-
ers, the library has a software sys-
tern that allows children to access
ttles that are appropriate to their
reading levels,

In a day and age when state
stalistics reflect that 40 percent of
Michigan's fourth graders and 50
percent of the state’s workforee is
tlliterate, software and reading
programs that encourage young-
sters o read more often are gain-
ing popularity.

“It promotes literacy and keeps
reading as a exciting hohby,”
Evans said. *It supplecments home-
work but il we can add that ele-
ment of waender and joy, that's
what we want to do for young
readers.”

Evans said bringing the ibrary
on-line has been a challenging
effort for staffers at the public
lbrary. Most have been trained lo
learn the system so they could
help pairons fearful of logging on
and using the system to its full
capacity.

“We still want the library to be a
comfortable and friendly place to
be, but we want to move with the
times.”

space, a bandful of volunteers launched
the Novl Public Library in 1960 in 4

The city's population 1s expected
to tnerease by 29,021 people or 88
pereent by 2010, according to pop-
ulation projections provided hy
South East Michigan Couneil of
Government or SEMCOG.

That's more than twice as many
people who flocked to the cily from
1980 to 1890 and 10,865 more
than the number of people llving
here tday.,

In three weeks, the Novl Com-
munity School Distriet will be ask-
ing voters to approve 4 $33 mililon
bond Issue to budld a new middle
school and renovate two others for
vlermenitary school use.

School officials contend the
bond money s teeded to bulld a
new school to accommodate the
student growth s the school dis-
irlct.

2010 when the head count is
expected Lo reach 61,983, an 88
percent increase over the 19490
population count.

SEMCOG's research indicales
that in 20 years there'll be an 83
percent fnerease fn residents
between the ages of 0 and Tour; an
83.9 pereent increase in children
between the ages of five and 14;
and & 999 percent jump in
teenagers between the ages of 15
and 19.

While those children are expect-
e to be Novl residents, nol all of
them will be in enrolled in Novl
Schools. Some may be attending
privatc schools or other public
schools in the Novi ity bound-
artes.

In February of last vear, Stan-
fred Consultants, an Okemos-
based enreilinent projection firn,
provided three sets of enrollinent
projections for Novi Schools.

Richard Kelley, the department

Admlission to the
hospital ts bused on physiclan
referral and determination that the
llness s under study at St. Jude
Hospital. No child has every been
turned away because of an inabill-
ty 10 pay. Currently, these life-sav-
ing programs cost over $323,000 a
day. These funds come primarily
from public contributions such as
this Bike-A-Thon. In Michigan 128
chlldren have been ireated at St.
Jude.

transition

With students merging Intoe
Maple Elementary School from all
directlons, principal Susan
Schretber’s task in getting the new
year rolling was not unlike work-
ing on a puzzle.

But it's a task that Schreiber
openly welcomes.

“Growing Together at Maple' is
our school-year theme,” said
Schreiber, herself new to Maple
after translerring over from the
Wixom Elementary where she also
served as principal. “We're going to
plant a new maple tree cutside the
school sometime in Oclober.

"... We want them to focus on
this as their new schoo! home
now, All of us are nervous at the
start of this adventure, but it's
already dissipating.”

The challenge for Schretber,
however, is overseeing what will be
a year of transition at Maple.

After the Walled Lake school
board approved leasing Meadow
Lake Elementary School from e
Birmingham district, a redistrict-
ing effort shifted all but 60-80 stu-
dents from Maple to Meadow Lake.

from Pleasant Lake, Hickory
Woods and Decker elementaries.

“The challenge, obviously, s that
we're building a new community
here, similar to when a new school
is built, and making people feel
welcome. We're here to do a good
job of educating their children and
want to communicate that to
them,” Schretber sald.

Parent Rose Copeland, whose
son Bryan {s among these 1994-95
Maple students remaining at the
school, sald she was willing to give
the new setup a chance.

“l think he'll adjust without a
problem,” sald Copeland whose
son is entering the third grade.
“Some of his old iricnds are still
here. Kids have to learn to be
adaptable anyway. But It remalns
{o be secn. 1t's stressful on klds,
for sure.”

The Importance of familiarity Is
not lost on Schreiber.

*We are making sure no student
attending this school is without a
friend from before,” she said. “In
one grade level there are three kids
from Hickory Woods. So we put
them all In the same class.

“If they see a famillar face, they
will get more comfortable than if
they feel alone.”

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City must listen to concerns
about Lakewood keyholing

North end residents concerned about
the plans of a development flrm known
as The Novi Group, to bulld a 231-
home subdivision on the west side of
Walled Lake called Lakewoods Pre-
serve. have several very legitimate
points,

However attractive the development
may be to city officials, they would do
well to keep the residents’ concerns in
mind.

The Novi Group, which consists of .

three building companies - Pulte
Homes, Mark Jacobson & Associates
and the Biltmore Development Corpo-
ration - wants to put $175.000 homes
there on 206 acres. They've hired Bob
Glbbs, who designed The Vistas, which
were so well received by planners.
They're looking to build a subdivisjon
with a view of the lake, a swimming
pool, a tennis court and a pavilion.

Northern Novl residents have said
they are not opposed to the develop-
ment; some even say it will be an asset
to the area. But they do have concerns
about the lakefront.

The subdivision would have rights to
49 boat slips, according to its frontage,
but the developers say they simply
want to deed the lakefront land the
231 new homeowners.

Current residents, members of the
South East Shawood Homeowners
Assoclation and the Lakes Area Resi-
dents Associatlon, say that will likely
be a disaster, because they expect the
home buyers will eventually want to
convert the lakefront to boat access
and a swimming beach. They fear it
will eventually become a “keyhole”
development, in which all the home-
owners in the subdivislon are given
lake access rights.

Their concerns are well warranted.
City officials would do well {o remem-
ber the discontent of new city resi-

dents over the Greenway Trails system

to recognize the polential for trouble |

with this plan. It does not matter what
the plans were for the land, the new

residents may well have their own |

vision of what it should be used for.
And they’ll be willing to fight for it.
Such “keyhole™ developments have
caused problems all across the state,
radically increasing the boat traffic on

lakes not large enough o handle it |

and, as a correlation, decreasing
safely.

Normally we would take a slightly -

different view of beaches, since we :
belleve access to bathing areas ought |
to be treated like a right. But this is a |
speclal case. The lakefront area in this .

case Is breeding ground for fish and
water fowl. Even swimming would like-

ly be disruptive.
Several alternatives have been

offered, including giving access rights

to only 49 ol the new homeovwners in
the subdivision.
But the suggestion we like best is the

one that came from Planning Comrmnis-
sion chair Laura Lorenzo, deed the :
property to the cily. Any restrictions

on its use, like no hoat access and no
swimming areas, should be written
right into the deed, and then turned
over the cily government.

That seems to us the surest way to
minimize impact on the lake, and
assure that those restriclions will be
upheld for the future.

Beautification is worthwhile cause

Make no mistake about, we're proud
of our city. And as we all know, Novi is
a pretty little town.

But, well, there are a few spots here
and there that could use some spruc-
ing up.

So it came as good new when the
City Council appointed a Beautifica-
tion Commission and put it on the job
of encouraging property owners along
Novi's main roads to spiff up a bit.

Ernle Aruffo was chosen as the com-
mission’s chair. The panel was round-
ed out with the appointments of Bar-
bara Greenberg, Katherine Consenti-
no, Elinor Holland, Connie Lake-Noble,
Pamela Superfisky and Patricia Taub.

The commission wili take over the
city’s annual beautification awards,
and will be trying to come up with
additional ideas of what can be done to
encourage beautification efforts.

So far, the commissioners are look-
ing to neighboring communities to
ideas they can use. For example, in
Farmington, the city honors any busi-

ness which makes a significant
improvement in the condition of their
site. In Northville, beautification award
winners are given framed photographs
of the site.

The commission also hopes to coor-
dinate efforts of residents who would
like to upgrade the looks of intersec-
tions in the city. And it plans to coor-
dinate with the Keep Michigan Beauti-
ful Program.

It's nice to see such a program tak-
ing place. We wouldn't want anything
more extensive, involving spending of
taxpayers’ dollars for esthetics, which
be beautiful to some but not to others.

So simply working with the property
owners to encourage them to do their
best with their own land is exactly the
right approach.

And besides the obvicus benefits of
improving the look of the city, you
might just be surprised to find out how
much aesthetic improvements can do
for the attitude too.

How come parents ignore responsibility ¥

When [ was a little
boy, my mother
wouldn't let me go to
the swimming pool
from time to lime
during the summer.

“There's a polio
outbreak,”  she'd
cxplain. And she'd

I remember the day tong ago when the doctor
told me to chew the sugar cube with the pink
liquid on it, And I recall how proud and frate-
ful ! felt eartier this summer when | attended
the ceremony at the U of M honering Dr, Salk
and the successhul field trials for his vaceine
against polio myelitis.

So il was with feclings of shock and dismay
that I heard the news that Michigan ranks last
- dead lastl - among all the states in the per-
centage of preschool kids who are immunized
agiainst preventable childhood diseases.

According io the study just released by the
U.S. Cenlers for Disease Controd, Mi(:higati's Gl
pereent immunization rate for 2-year-olds is
dwarfled by the national average of 75 percent.
[The highest score was Vermont, at 88 pereent,
followed by Hawali and Connecticul, at 86 per-
cent.)

Not surprisingly. the biggest problem in

Michigan ts In Detroit, where only 50 percent of
preschoolers have recelved their immuniza-
tions. This number is up substantially, howey-
er, {rom the measly 29 percent immunized
according to the 1990 study, said Cynthia
Taueg. Chief Headth Officer for the cily.

So how come so many parents ignore their
overwhelming responsibilities to their own
kids? The public health experts | talked to at
the U of M offered a variety of explanations:

+ It takes no less than five visits to the clinic
to have fmmunized properly a 2-year-old
agalnst measles, rubella, mumps, diphtheria,
whooping cough. tetanus, polic and hepatitis
B. That's a hassle for any family, especially il
Loth parents are working and don't have much
health Insurance.

* A lot of parents put off immunizing their
children, and they don't learn about the state
law requiring immunization until their kid goes
to school on the first day of kindergarien, Not
surprisingly, the immunization percentage
Increases dramatiecally after age five.

+ There is a kind of Cateh 22 at work here.
Through past efforts at immunization we have
dramatically reduced - in some instances virlu-
ally eliminated - childhood diseases, An entire
generation of protected parents has no idea
how lethal these diseases can be and, hence,
tittle recognition of how important it is to
immunize their children.

Be this as it may, it's still hard lor me to tol-
erate the idea that twe out of five Michigan par-
ents are so irresponstble - so lacking in family
vajues - as to leave their preschool children

unprolected against terrible disease.

There’s a wider dimension to this Issue as
well. [mmunization is one of those cases In
which the welfare of socicty as a whole depends
heavily on the willingness ol individual mem-
bers to act responsibly.

It's an idea in public health called “herd
immunity.” Essentially, it means that if a high
enough percentage of the entire herd is immu-
nized against a disease, that sickness cannot
be transmilted through the total population.
But if herd Immunity drops below a certain
number, disease transmission Increases dra-
matically.

The level of herd immunity required to pro-
tect socicty as a whole against measles, for
instance, Is nearly 90 percent. thatl's much
higher than existing levels in many places in
Michigan, which is why you keep hearing about
periodic outbreaks of measles, especlally in
inner citles,

‘The herd tmmunity level required to interdict
the transmission of pollo, however, is much
lower.

What a sad irony it would be i contlnued
irresponsibility of Individual parents would
reduce Michigan's herd lmmunity level for polio
to the point that L. in my turn, had to keep my
son away from swimming pools in the summer,
just the way my mother did for me.

Hit-and-run victim forgives driver

We met 11 years ago and though
we were never formally introduced
you made a huge impact on my
life.

| have had four operations on
my right leg and hilp, vears of
physical therapy, 10 years of
almost constant never ending
pain, and depressions so dark and
deep that they made the ocean
look like a puddle.

I lost the ability to read and rea-
son for a time, alienated my girl-
friend, family, f{riends and
strangers. Lived an isolated, lone-
ly. pain filled nightmare existence
for a great many years, and
thought that | would never recover.

I gained the abilily to create
beautiful objects from wood and
metal (a 30-foot sailboat}, an
appesciation of my health (I'm
training for the Leukemia Soclety
marathon), a profession [ hadn't
considered and Jove (I'm a Novi
teacher and coach}, and an under-
standing of who and what | am
that holds no illusions.

I'm writing to let you know that [
forgave you years ago for hitting
me, that was an accident. Though
it took longer ['ve also forgiven you
for leaving me. That was a decision
made in panic and fear. I can only

_imagine what you lelt as you drove

away and how you've dealt with it
over the years. I truly hope that
you have forgiven yourself and
haven’'t measured your life by that

- moment. I'm positive that you are
. a good person who made a mis-
- take under extraordinary condi-
- {lons.

I honestly belleve that I came off

. the better for our meeting. [
- thought that it had desiroyed me
- but now I wouldn’t change a thing,
" I've gained more than | lost and
. I'm looking forward not back. I
- appreciate my life and health, am

grateful | still learn and teach, and

" am amazed at how deeply I'm

loved and love.

I've moved on and let go. 1 truly
hope that you've forgiven yoursell,
and have gained something posi-
live from our meeting.

The Sept. 23 bond proposal
addresses the option supported by
most of the voters in the Commu-
nity Survey; i.e., bulld a new mid-
dle school and renovate and refur-
bish the present buildings for a
new K-4 and a remodeled 5-6
building.

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Legislators back
off of proposed
reforms legislation

Michigan legislators will be in no
rush this fall to adopt the radical
reforms on the State Board of
Education's agenda.

"There's no chance the House
Education Committee will adopt
any of themn,” predicted Rep. Ger-
ald Law, R-Plymouth, a former
teacher who won back his old seat
in 1994 with help from educaiors,

Rep. Lyn Bankes, R-Redford,
agreed, saying there was a large
bloe of House Republicans who are
cool if not chilly to the ideology of
Clark Durant, president of the
State Board.

Bankes said many Republicans
are reluctant to speak out for fear
of damaging Gov. John Engler’s
national ticket prospects. Engler
recrulted Durant as a State Board
candidate and appotnted similar
Ideclogues.

“Stay loose on State Board or
other specific proposals as to how
the School code might be revised,”
Rep. Willlam Bryant Jr., R-Grosse
Pointe, advised his colleagues In a
letter last month.

Bryant chairs the House Educa-
tion Committee, through which all
of Duranl's proposals musi be
channeled. Bryant said new school
laws In recent years should be
given a chance to work, “not to
throw that system intc chaos or
anarchy, or to destroy it.”

Republlcans have a razor-thin
56-54 control over the House.

Engler started the furor in his
State of the State address when he
proposed scrapping the entire
School Code, to the delight of the
Religlous Right. Senate majority
leader Dick Posthumus, R-Alto,
hopped aboard with an announce-
ment that "Senate Republicans
Repeal School Code,” although the
repeal movement stalled almost
immediately in the Senate Educa-
tion Commiitec.

Bryant sald Engler "has told me,
however, he did not realize then -
but does realize now - that the
Public Act 25 standards have real-
ly become appreciated and broadly
well accepted over the past few
years.

“Those items would be school

improvement process and plans,
the maodel core curriculum, the
endorsed diploma test, MEAP test-
Ing, the annual (school building}
report, accreditation {of school
buildings), some form of assurance
of teacher competence, and profes-
sional development.”

Durant and his followers have
attacked state regulation, a part of
the Michlgan Constitutlon since
1837, in virtually every form. They
want to loosen the core curriculum
standards, ease teacher certiflca-
tion rules, take off the cap on
charter academies, allow total
school cholce, loosen the definition
of “public schools,” and allow dis-
tricts and portions of districts to
become “autonomous.”

Bankes said business people at
a Greater Detroit Chamber of
Commerce gathering this summer
were disturbed at the State
Board's agenda. Many reforms -
particularly endorsed diplomas
and proficlency tests — were adopt-
ed at the suggestion of corporate
leaders.

Bryant sald some portions of the
School Cede could be revised with-
out repealing the entire act:

* Do away with different popula-
tion classes of school districts.

» Give all districts “broad gener-
al, rather than narrow delineated,
powers,”

* Simplify the charter school
sections once the courts rule on
the constilutionality of the Noah
Webster Academy.

* Reduce rule-making by the
State Board.

Meanwhile, another lawmaker is
pushing a plan to remove election
provisions from the School Code
and cover them in the Election
Code. Rep. Bob Brackenridge, R-
St. Joseph, would confine the
entire state, including schools, to
three election dates a year, reduc-
ing the number of millage elec-
tions.

House Speaker Paul Hillegonds,
R-Holland, packed many religious
conservatives onto Bryant's Edu-
cation Committee this year. But
Bryant, supported by moderates
like Penny Crissman, R-Rochester,
and Democrats have the votes to
control the committee.

Principal breathes
life into profession

When Jerry Hartsock was grow-
ing up, he thought school was
absolute drudgery. Now he's a high
school principal trying to make
golng to classes so thrilling that
students “dread Saturday.”

Go figure.

The 50-year-old Hartsock, a vet-
eran educatoer who last week
began his frst year as Walled Lake
Central High School principal,
explained why he joined the very
fleld he despised as a youngster,

*For me it was dull as a stick,”
said white-bearded Hartsock, who
doesn’t lock or act anything like a
traditicnal principal. "I wanied to
change it. I didn't want other kids
to go through what I did.”

Listening to lectures or watching
slides on an overhead projector
added up to complete boredom for
the young Hartsock, enough so
that he graduated near the bottom
of his high scheol class in Indiana.

“It wasn't that [ couldn't do the
stuff,” he said. “I just wasn't inter-
ested In it ... If not for SAT scores
I'd never made it into college.”

somehow, Hartsock ~ who spent
15 years as a principal in Alaska
before serving as Howell High
School principal in 1994-95 -
ended up at Oregon State Univer-
sity. Decades later, he is on go to
lead what he calls one of the most-
forward-thinking high schools in
the country.

JOB OF A LIFETIME

Yet his move to Walled Lake is a
bittersweet one. Hartsock enjoyed
being at Howell, only that the
retirement of former Central prin-
cipal Richard smith opened up the
job of his dreams.

“] absolutely loved Howell,” he
said. “But Central High School i3
so innovative. There are very few
schools ke this in America. This
is probably the only job I'd have
left Howell for. It {the job) just hap-
pened to become open.”

In terms of being progressive,
Hartsock inherits a school where -
despite a lack of classroom space -
a new program called extended
block scheduling was successfully
implemented in January.

The program calls for students
attending 95-minute classes,
which are double the length of tra-
ditional classes, as well as team
teaching. In the spring, for exam-
ple, classes on subjects as diverse
as creative writing and physics
pooled energies to help bulld an
electric car. This year, Hartsock
said the computer drafting,
English and social studies classes
will combine efforts to design a golf
course,

Hartsock explained that blocked
scheduling enables teachers and
students alike to get deeper into a
subject, and not worry about
jumping from calculus to gym to
foreign language, which all require
different thought processes.

The program fits his enthusias-
tic approach to education.

“I want kids to dread Saturday,”
Hartsock said. “that they’ll skip
Burger King and come to school.
They need to experlence success
and know that it should be a thrill.
Learning doesn't have to be
drudgery.”

NO ORDINARY GUY

Central students already are
finding out thelr new principal is
anything but dull or boring. All
they need to do s look at someone
whe insists on wearing his hair a
little longer, not to mention the
beard.

“It at least gets their attention,”
Hartsock sald. “I've heard a lot of
that so far, "Are you the principal?’
They want to know If I wear an
earring or ride a motorcycle.”

Hartsock noted that his appear-
ance should help him connect with
some of the 1,500 students at
Central,

“The problem with a school this
large is letting people know who
you are and what you stand for. So
it's a struggle ... Next week I'm
going to go to all the classes and
have a conversation on what I
belleve in. Kids like to know stuff
about you.”

They might find out he once
lived in a log cabin in Alaska, with
no running water and an out-
house. “You didn't sit around and
read magazines,” he joked. “The

first winter [ was there it was 72

degrees below zero one day.”

Protecting himself against frost-
bite meant sitting on a plece of
Styrofoamn packing.

They'll also fine someone with a
Wayne Dyer-ish positive attitude.

°I think it comes from not being
particularly bright,” he said, with a
big laugh. “There are plenty of
things to be bummed out about.”

Hartsock also will show Central
students that he hasn't lost the
inner child.

“Kids ought to see adults who
stifl enjoy their lives and what they
do,” he said. “I think kids see
adulthood as this long decline into
geezerhood. [ don't want them to
see that. I don't think that's the
way it {s.”

At least Central students won't
leave their school with that
impression, if Jerry Hartsock has
anything to de with it.

The Ust of things to see and do
al the Victorian Festival on Sept.
15, 16 and 17 Is staggering. But
one new activity that coincides
with the festival and Is a musl see
is the Northville Historical Home
Tour on Saturday, Sept. 16, from
10 a.m. until 4 p.m.

For the first time [n 16 years,
some of the oldest homes in
Northville are going to be open to
the public.

“This is an interesting and fun
event to add to your calendar of
evenis durtng Victorian Festival
days,” publicity chairperson Belly
Grifiin said.

Of the five homes on the tour,
three were built in the late 1800s,
one was built in 1912, and the
oldest was receiving its first reno-
vation in 1840. All the homes are
within a short walking distance of
each other.

“This is the first public tour
since 1979." sald Nanci Qlgren,
chairperson for the Northville His-
torical Home Tour which is being
sponsored by the Northville-Novi
Branch of the American Associa-
tion of University Women,

Some renovations to these
homes were in keeping with the
homes' original architecture while
others have changed the struc-
tures so dramatically the original
homeowners would probably not
be able Lo recognize thelr own
homes.

Such i5 the case with the first
horne on the tour which was bullt
by Nelson Schrader in the prairie
architecture design which was
popular between 1900 and 1920,
The present owners carelully
blended the old with the new
when they added a large family
room and upstairs bedroom in
1992. The American foursquare

home was built in 1912 for
52,000 on land that cost half as
much as the house and included
indoor plumbing and electricity,
The cvenly matched sides and
roof slopes on this home are char-
acteristic of prairie architecture.

Schrader, a funeral director,
also had a barn on the property
for his two horses—a black heorse
for funerals and a white horse for
family use. A fire in 1920
destroyed the barn, which was
replaced with a garage.

The original cak pillars and
woodwork can be seen in the liv-
ing room.

The next home on the tour,
which is also the oldest, Is a sim-
ple cottage John Blackwood built
around 1830 and has gone
through more changes than own-
ers during its lifetime,

During the 1930s, il was the
home of Dr. Linwood Snow who
operated Sessions Hospltal, locat-
ed three buildings to the west of
his house, Snow also owned the
two buildings between his home
and the hospital which he used
as nurses quarters and as his
office.

The Halianate-Victorlan facade
seen on the home today is much
different than the simple cotiage
look it sported well over a century
ago.

Highlights of the home include
the dining room’'s walnu! pocket
doors, a restored 10-foot by 4-loot
table from the University of
Michigan Law Library and a win-
dow seat believed to have been a
porte cochere, or carriage
enirance, where guests could
stand while waiting to be picked
up or dropped off.

In the guest room are antique
file cabinets and an antique chest
made of mahogany from Scotland.

have a large teddy bear collection,
some of which are having a tea
parly in the dining room at their
own small table.

A sea caplain built the third
home on the tour in 1874 with
lumber shipped from Michigan's
Upper Péninsula. The Hahns,
who owned the home during the
1930s, remodeled i1, creating the
federalist colonial style seen
today. The dormer windows in the
upstairs bedroorns are original to
the 1874 period.

A seating bench at the entrance
to this home is a grain bin sal-
vaged from the family farm. Other
antiques Include an English cof-
fee table, armoire from the Stark-
weather House in Plymouth and
dressing table from Vermont,
which the family has collected
over the years.

The current homeowner's
grandmother made an assortment
of quilts In commaon patterns
such as Grandmother’s Flower
Garden and Dresden Plate which
can be seen in lhe guest bed-
reom. The silk bedspread used in
the master hedroom was cro-
cheted by one of the great-grand-
mothers.

A notable addition lo this home
is the cherry paneled den.
Northville craftsmen installed the
paneling which had been individ-
ually wrapped in tissue paper fo

Michigan’s ACLU leader
IS guest speaker at Rotary

Howard Simon, head of the American Clvil Liberties
Union (ACLU) of Michigan since 1974, spoke to about
50 members and guesis of the Novi Rotary Club on
Aug. 31

Simon took this opportunity to sel the record
siraight about the ACLU which was founded 75 years
ago and answer a few questions from the audience.

“It was the founding of our organization 75 years
ago, whether you agree with lots of things we do or
disagree with lots of things we do. it is the case that
we have had more influence than any other organiza-
tlon In shaping how we all understand what constitu-
tional rights are.

“The people that founded our organization essen-
tially invented a way for enforcing the rights that peo-
ple had writlen into the Bill of Rights as a comumit-
ment from the government {o the people,” Simon said.

“The founders of our country who wrote things like
the Declaralion of Independence, the Constitution,
tie Bill of Rights, are penuine American heroes and
are widely regarded as farsighted geniuses who gave
the world 4 unique form of democracy that has lasted
in this country lor 200 years.

“Those were very nice sounding phrases and they
were rights promised to the American people, rights
that the government promised to respect and yet
without being implemenled there is no way to make
them a reality.”

“Frankly I thintk the public schools do a lousy job of
teaching people aboul it (American democracy),” he
said.

There are lwo major principles in the American sys-
tem of democracy. according io Simon. The first one,
and the one kids learn first In school, is that the
majority rules.

“Whal people don't understand is that there are
limits o the power that the majority has and those
limits are found largely in the Bill of Rights, the first
ten amendments of the United States Constitution,”
he said.

“Whatever the majority says does not go,” he said.
“On those things that are fundamental, even the
majority cannot interfere.

“We have a system for enforcing the rights, not
emply promises,” he said,

“That's what makes the work we do, almost by defi-
nition, unpopular because what we do is stand up for
these rights and basically say to the majority you
have exercised the power of government in a way that
intrudes upoen the fundamental rights of individuals,

or minorily groups, or unpopular groups,” he said.

Simon gave the example of whether a resident had
the ability 1o put up signs on his own property, even
though the majority of residents didn’t want the signs
up or didn't approve of the content of the signs. The
resident still has the right to free speech.

Misunderstandings Simon came to elarify are that
the ACLU is not an agency of government.

The ACLU is a volunteer organization of aboul
300,000 members around the country, with 8,500 in
Michigan providing free altorneys in some 6,000
cases around the country per year, with about 75
cases in Michigan in which people's constitutional
rights have been violaled.

The ACLU is non-partsan. “We sue Democrats and
Republicans alike,” he said,

Simon said the ACLU is not a liberal organization
but more itke a fourth branch of government. “If we
didn't exist someone would have to create us.” he
sald. “We have become part of the legal system and
evaluate its constitutionality.”

The ACLU is not anti-religious, according to Stmen,
but they do believe that stale does not belong in
church.

Simon also sald that the ACLU is not anti-police or
anti-law enforcement,

The ACLU is now Involved In Issues about privacy,
physiclan-assisted sulcides and the public education
system,

Questions [rom the audlence asked for Simon's
thoughts on the use of cyberspace and free specch
versus the rights of future victims,

“Sexual assault Is a crime and should be prosecut-
ed,” Siman said. “Writing disgusting stuff Is not a
crime. The law has lo make a distinction between a
college kid who sits in his reom and fantasizes about
sexual eplsodes, even violent sexual episodes.”

“My rights siop when il begins te interfere with
some other person's right.

“Every right has a limit, There are limits on where |
can speak, how [ can speak, what the government
cannot do is regulate the content of what 1 say. [ have
a right to protest something you stand for but 1 don't
have the right to do it at three in the morning,.

“There is a difference between regulating something
and regulating it out of existence,” Simon said.

The last question addressed the problem of apply-
ing the principles the founding fathers sct forth in a
technological age today that they could never have
dreamed possible.

Simon also encouraged every one prescnt 1o join

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New test available for pregnant women

Pregnant women
now have to decide
whether to have a
new blood test to
screen for certain
types of prolblems
during pregnancy.
The triple-screen test
has replaced the pre-
viously available
maternal serum
alpha feto-protein

Timothy (MSAFP) test. Many
states now require

Johnson
that the new test be

offered {o patients and it is recommended by
the American College of Obstetricians and
Gynecologists.

The triple-screen test requires one tube of
blood to be drawn, and it poses no more risks
than any other blood test. The test measures
three substances: maternal serum alpha feto-
protein {MSAFP), unconjugated estriol (UE3)
and beta human chorienic gonadotropin
(BHCG). The screen should not be done before
15 weeks and should be performed by the 20th
week of gestation. To understand whether you
should slgn up for the test, it is important to
understand the various components and prob-

~ lems associated with the test.

MSAFP iIs a protein produced by the fetus.
The value can be abnormal if the pregnancy Is

farther along or not as far along as thought, ¥
there are twins, and in women carrylng fetuses
with certain types of birth defects such as open
neural tube defects (open spine or brain
defects), incomplete closure of the abdominal
wall, and ceriain rare kidney conditions. The
MSAFP is also elevated In women who subse-
quently have such complications as pre-term
delivery and low birth weight babies. The
MSAFP is low in cases of Down Syndrome and
Trisomy 18 (genetic abnormaiities).

Unconjugated estriol is produced by the pla-
centa and the fetus. Low UE3 can be associat-
ed with Down syndrome.

BETA-HCG also is produced by the placenta.
BHCG Is the hormone usually measured in
pregnancy tests. A high BHCG In the maternal
blood can be assoctated with Down Syndrome.,

“Triple-screen analysis combines these three
bleod values to predict the risk of potential
problems. In order to interpret the triple
screen, you must know about the length of the
pregnancy {gestational age). maternal age,
maternal weight, race and the presence of dia-
betes. Any of these faclors can affect the analy-
sls.

Generally, if the MSAFP is elevated, ultra-
sound is recommended to confirm the gesta-
tional age, rule out multiple pregnancies and
identify any fetal anomalies. Once ultrasound
results are obtained, further tests such as
amniocentesis may be offered depending upon

the blood and ultrasound test results. If the
combination MSAFP, UE3 and BHCG triple-
screent shows that the fetus is at nsk for Down
Syndrome, it is considcred a positive screen.
Ultrasound is used to confirm gestational age
and then amniocentesis Is offered for chromo-
some studies. Generally, the triple screen s not
repeated if it is abnormally low because this
decreases its effectiveness.

The triple screen Is a screening test, not a
diagnosiic test. Most patients with an abnor-
mal triple screen have a nermal child but ofler-
ing the screen allows for the detection of 85
percent of open ncural tube defects and
approximately 60 percent of bables afflicted
with Down syndrome.

Whether you have the test depends upon risk
factors but also on whether the information
would be useful to you. Many patlents feel that
prenatal diagnosis of Down syndrome helps in
making choices about the pregnancy.
