D u r i n g the n lee t ing , M a s o n 
unsuccessful ly crusaded for an 
even seven-way split of tlie coun­
ci l ' s $11,000 budget for confer­
ences and workshops, w h i c h is 
used to attend events sponsored 
by o rgan iza t ions s u c h as the 
National L.eague of CiUes and Uie 
Michigan Municipal League. 

A n a c c o u n t i n g of h o w the 
money's been spent was requested 
by Masori, who did not attend any 
mlinicipal-type seminars in fiscal 
year 1994-95. 

"I a sked last y e a r tha t that 
aniount be divided seven ways so if 
I choose to use a port ion of the 
money and put back the rest in 
the general fund, 1 can," Mason 
explained. 

"If someone spent $3,800 and 1 
spent notlilng, that's OK. I should 
have Uie right to turn my $3,800 
over to the general fund. I'm not 
saving $2,000 for you to spend it." 

During the last fiscal year, which 
ended in Ju ly , as of A p l l l Mason 
did not use any funds for confer­
ences and workshops. 

Tallying up a collective total of 
$12,499, these counci l members 
did tap into Uie budget to finance 
seminars: Mayor Kathy McL.a11en, 
$ 3 , 8 1 4 ; M a y o r P r o T e m H u g h 
Crawford, $3,031; CouncU Mem­
ber Robert Schmid, $2,243; Coun­

cil Member Joseph Toth, $1,620: 
C o u n c i l MeInber Rob M i t z e l , 
$1,410; alid Council Member T im 
Pope, $381. 

M a s o n argued that i f she d id 
want to a t tend a .seni i i iar , the 
ent i re c o u n c i l a l l o c a t i o i l might 
have been depleted before .she got 
a chailce lo draw her shaIc. 

The counc i l s total budget tl'.ai 
yea r was set at $ 2 4 , 3 1 7 , wi th 
about $10,000 earinarked to pay 
members for service. The inayor 
gets $20 per nieeUiig aiid the ciiy 
council rneinbers, $15. 

Attendiilg niiinicipai workshop;-
is the major form of educa t ion 
available to public officials, Ci ty 
Manager Ed Krlewal l explained, 
w i t h parUcipanIs b r ing ing back 
ideas they may use here.

we interact with other cities and 
the slate and countrj ' ," Krlewal l 
added.

I City planners have ordered an 

environmental study of a lO-acre 
indiistrial parcel on Trans-X Drive 
to determine if the site is fit for 
senior housing. 

Developer Mark Evangelista has 
suggested he could bui ld 120 to 
150 un i t s of a f fordable s e n i o r 
housing on the 10 acres of l ight 
and general industrial land if the 
laiid were rezoned to accommodate 
residential. 

Evangelista pitched his proposal 
lo the Town Center Steering Com-
ililtlec In July which recommended 
the parce l be rezoned to T o w n 
Center 1 because it is adjacent to 
the Town Center District. 

If rezoned, the proposal Would 
be a welcomed a d d i t i o n to the 
M a i n Street project a n d c o u l d 

improve ti-affic flow in the down­
town area i f an access road from 
Marke t Street to T r a n s - X Drive 
were built, planneis said. 

The plan is tentative and has yet 
to be submitted to tlle city's plan­
ning department for any kind of 
formal approval, but Evangelista 
and planning officials have been 
mulling it over for some time. 

The land is master planned for 
light and general induslrial use. 

Evange l i s t a has met with the 
p l ann ing deparlInent, the city 's 
Senior Housing Colninittee and the 
Town Center Steerilig Committee. 
Al l have reportedly encouraged the 
concept but have yet to endorse it. 

Evaiigelista's proposal could be 
a joint venture with the city initiat­
ed senior housing project or a pri­
vate project, he said Wednesday. 

The developer approached the 

conliillssion last Wednesday at Ihe 
advice of tlle Town Center Steering 
Comniittee, but was seeking reac­
tion ratlier than action. 

"1 think you have some positive 
reaction but we are all concerned 
about the land use change," said 
I^ura [yorenzo, chair of the Plan­
ning Conliillssion and Town Cen­
ter Steering Cominltlee. 

Otiler coilinilssloners questioned 
the feasibility of Ihe project know­
ing there's an industrial stench in 
the area and t ra in traff ic that 
could make it impractical for any 
kind of housing project. 

"Don't nlfsread any reaction that 
this Is what this body wants to do 
with Uie seniors is slick 'em over 
theie where it's noisy and it smells 
bad and there's a t ra in co in ing 
through every hour," said Commis­
sioner Katliy Mutch. 

Mutch who lives In the Meadow­
brook Glens subdivision said there 
is a stench in tlie area that's gen­
erated from industr ial uses adja-
ceilt to Evangelista's property. The 
stench sInells like sulfur but has 
yet to be Identified, planners said, 
i t s presence could be a deterrent 
to ally kind of housing project i n 
the area and may in fact limit its 
use to i ndus t r i a l . B u t u n t i l the 
problem Is d iagnosed, p l anne r s 
aren't willing lo discuss the l ikel i­
hood of changing the zoning.

Detroit Uons. 

The Nat ional Footba l l League 
team has called the stadium With 

the T e f l o n - c o a t e d dome h o m e 
s ince 1975, bu t L i o n s o f f i c i a l s 
have notified Ule Sllverdome - and 
PonUac Which owns the s tadium -
the team will leave If a new and 
more l u c r a t i v e c o n t r a c t Is no t 
negotiated ... and soon. 

"1 believe the Lions are true to 
their word and do Indeed Want to 
stay at Ule Sllverdome." Patterson 
told Deinocratic commiss ione r s . 
"But Uie bottom line is money, and 
J also believe the team Will leave i f 
We don't do something." 

PonUac is In U1e process of eject­
ing a neW inayor to succeed the 
late Char l ie J . H a r r i s o n J r . Who 
died Aug. 2. The city council , short 
one of its seven members , as o f 
l a s t Week was d e a d l o c k e d o n 
appoinUng a president who could 
represent PonUac in negoUaUons. 

Cointnissloner Nancy L. Quarles, 
D-Southfield, acknowledged losing 
the Lions would be a severe eco­
nomic blow to the Sllverdome and 
nearby businesses. "I'm sure We as 
commissioners w i l l do everything 
possible to assure that PonUac has 
the help it needs to negotiate a 
good contract and keep the Lions 
at the Siiverdome," she said.

'Hley'll still pick up Li7(lc Wonwn 
or L a u r a l i lgalLs Wl lder ' s Little 
House series, litit today there are 
so inany contemporary books on 
the nlarkct for young readers tilat 
the classics niay be falling by tlie 
wayside. 

Brown reads about 100 of Diese 
new books a year, so she can help 
reluctant readers, especially boys, 
make a selection. 

"I like to be able to whip a book 
off tlle shelf and say Ulat Is a real­
ly good book. You've got to know 
What the stories are." she said. 

Drown is especially partial to the 
works of au thor G a r y Pau l sen , 
such as The Hatchet, which suc­
ceed ill drawing In kids who iiilght 
not ordinarily crack a book. 

Brown started as a volunteer in 
the children's l ibrary in 1978 as 
the Story Hour person.

approve the bond request. School 
officials haven't Ironed out all the 
details but have said one of the 
two schools Will house fifth and 
sixth graders only While the other 
Will lie converted to a kindergarten 
tllrough fourth grade school. 

School officials arc also iliulling 
over the idea of making one of the 
two a magnet school. But no deci­
sions have yet to be made. 

Today, Novi M i d d l e S c h o o l 
housed students in seventh and 
eighth grades. Meadows is a five, 
six school. 

Enrollment projections seem to 
support the new configuration and 
lnfiicate the district may see a 25 
percent Jump in fifth and s ixth 
grade enrollment by the year 2000. 
Novi Middle Schooi is at its capaci­
ty today with 725 students. Novl 
Meadows is nearlng capacity with 
a record 802 students i n there this 
yean 

Both schools wl11 see significant 
upgrades and updates i f voters say 
yes. Initial priorities include new 
roofs , g y m n a s i u m s , w i n d o w s , 
lights and boilers. 

"It's a cons tan t hass le , " said 
Ju l i e Fargerlie, bu i ld ing engineer 
a t Novi M e a d o w s , who s a i d 
Wednesday she's grown tired of 
complaints about not being able to 
regulate the temperature in tlie 
building i n cold weather. "I dread 
seeing winter come." 

Fargerlie prefers to leave Allen 
Wrenches With teachers ra ther 
than making daily trips to class­
rooms to adjust the temperature. 

' M a i n t e n a n c e doesn ' t l ike it 
when I leave Wrenches with the 
t eachers because i t s t r i p s the 
screws, but some days 1 have no 
other options," she said. 

The engineer is f looded w i t h 
calls to repair the gym floor and 
soak up the excess wa te r that 
leaks from the roof which is now 
33 years old on the school and 20 
years old on the gym. 

W h e n the roof l e a k s excess 
water traverses down the sides of 
the gym and collects underneath 
the gym floor. Pockets of water 
force the floor to rise and bubble, 
creating a safety hazard for s tu­
dents. The floor's been patched 
severa1 times du r ing i ts 33 year 
1lfespan, bu t schooi officials are 
nmnlng out of space and patience 

to patch it n luch more. 
Water damage is also readily vis­

ible from outside tile school where 
brick facades show the well worn 
path of the trickling water. 

Aging boilers and skimpy win ­
dows complicate an already frus­
trating situation for building main­
tenance crews coiistantly frying to 
B a n d - A i d s t r u c t i l r a l p r o b l e m s 
Inside the 33-year-old school. 

Ceiling tiles are replaced annu--
ally because of the leaks, Fargerlie 
s a i d . Water s t a ins were b a c k 
already last Wednesday, a week 
after the onset of the new school 
year. 

Novi Meadows, bui l t i n 1963, 
was once the original high school. 
Today there are traces and rem­
nants of the old high school stlU 
prevalent throiIghout the facility. 
Hall lockers are taller than inost of 
the students who use them and 
conlblriatlon k x ^ s are out of i-each 
fronl tlie s i n a l l hands that are 
expected to turn IheIn. Split wood­
ed bleachers in the gynl are quick­
ly becoming a safety hazarfl and 
harder to fix since parts are no 
longer available and at times have 
to be fabricated to keep bleachers 
together. 

Oversized, outdated boilers show 
signs of their age by their sheer 
size and by piece-mealed pipe fit­
tings that are at their wits ends 
a n d near d e a t h , a c c o r d i n g to 
Jalnes Koster, assistant superin­
tendent of finance and administra­
tive operations. 

T h e bofiers could go any day," 
he said and could cost more than 
$50,000 to replace. 

Thermostats are outdated and 
"univents" need to be replaced. To 
repair them would cost two-thirds 
or 75 percent of what it would cost 
the district to replace them, Koster 
said. 

Drafty, s ingle-paned windows 
which align the hallways are less 
than energy efficient. Some have 
been replaced with wall boards in 
an effort to contain heat, but the 
majority r ema in In the ch ipped 
an(l cracked c a u l k i n g that once 
used to seal them. Windows In the 
school are original equipment and 
need to be replaced With double-
glazed panes for both climate con­
t r o l and energy c o n s e r v a t i o n . 
Koster said.

It was 
pu rchased cour tesy of $ 5 1 , 0 0 0 
donated by the Michigan '50s Fes-
tlval - Which also uses the stage -
and another $10,000 proffered by 
Mission Health. 

T i m e - W a r n e r ' s Bob M c C a n n , 
Who Is president of the festival's 
board of directors, pointed out to 
the council that local civic groups 
raised a total of $30,000 this year 
by Working at the festival in places 
such as the Entertainment Tent. 
Much of that money is then divert­
ed to char i t i e s , l ike the $ 4 , 0 0 0 
E f i A R y m a l S y m e s C o m p a n y 
earned for the Muscu la r Dystro­
phy Association at tlils year's festi­
val.

How much does lt cost the city 
to police the Michigan '50s FesU-
val? 

A recent tally prepared by NoVl 
Controller Kathy Smlth-Roy shows 
that the city paid 34 ofilcers a total 
of $ l4 ,700 to keep the peace at the 
five-day eVent. The largest s u m 
Went to a sergeant. Who earned 
$2,430. 

A t the r e q u e s t o f Nov i C i t y 
C o u n c i l M e m b e r Rob M l t z e l , 
Smlth-Roy recently compiled tlie 
list of the labor and other contri­
but ions made by the city to the 
Michigan 'SOs Fest ival . The total 
sum on her Ust reaches $2 l ,826 . 

l n add i t i on . C i t y Manager E d 
lirlewall reported to the city coun­
c i l M o n d a y t h a t fo rmer P u b l i c 
JnformaUon Director Cindy Stew­
art spent 123 h o u r s Working on 
the fest. Based on her pay scale, 
that service Was Worth $2,157 l n 
s t r a igh t - t ime . A s a depar tment 
head. Stewart Was not eligible for 
over-time but could take coni{>en-
satory tlme. 

lOlewall spent 20 of his city-paid 
hours WorkRig on the festival and 
donated another 30 hours of h i s 
own free-tl1ne to the project. A t 
lO-lewall 's g o i n g rate , those 20 
hours are worth $817. 

The ci ty 's share ls then up to 
$24,800. 

As the controller Indicated, 10 
Department of Pubhc Works (DPW) 
employees Were busy at the NoVl 
Expo Center, ear11ing a combined 
$3,573. The city also spent $570 
for DPW supplies. 

Four city water and seWer Work­
ers put l n $1,217 Worth of Work. 
Three m u n l c l p a l garage staffers 
took home a comblned payment of 
$373. 

TWO Paries a n d R e c r e a t l o n 
staffers earned $242 and two city 
maintenance Workers Were pa id 
$448. ln addition, a part-time city 
hall employee gained $493 for ser­
vices rendered the fesUVal. 

A s u m of $208 Went to the fire 
depar tment , for f l ref lghters o n 

standby during the event. 
Furthermore, NoVl purchased a 

$l ,326 barricade for the event but 
sent the InVolce to the festlVal 
committee. 

Tlle tally does not Include the 
time spent by city administrators, 
such as former Director of f^ibllc 
Information Cindy Stewart . The 
l i s t shows those who f i led for 
straight time, time-and-a-half and 
douhle-tlme for work done on the 
festival. Stewart and some admin­
istrators were eligible for compen­
satory time. 

A report I ssued by K r l e w a l l 
Included a survey of other commu­
nities Which offer public financial 
suppor t of fes t ivals , p r i m a r i l y 
tlirough staff-time. 

"Our support is typical and i n ­
line with What We are seeing in 
other communities," he noted. 

"Since the MIchlgaji '508 FesUVal 
is the only community event that 
We celebrate In NoVl, I believe that 
the level of support is justified and 
should he continued. From a cost-
effective standpoint, the fact that 
significant proceeds from the fesU­
Val are hieing returned to the City 
of Novl directly offsets any and all 
commimlty support." 

Responses indicated that Livonia 
taxpayers contribute $50,000 per

Who Would prefer not see five lanes 
run in front of tileir homes, is fin­
i sh ing up its own report on the 
topic. Warren Jocz , head of the 
group, asked the city to hold off so 
they could complete and present 
their research. The T a s k Force 
hopes to Work With the city engi­
neers and staff on Ule project. 

J o c z said the group wi l l l ikely 
prepare a 30-minute video to back 
up their position. 

"Our intent is not to put afiy-
body on the spot. What it is is to 
make su re the a s s e s s m e n t is 
based on the correct information. 
This is a very important decision," 
Jocz explained. 

The councU mernbers. who only 
got their hands on the report that 
evening. Were more than reluctant 
to move ahead. Several said they 
felt not enough researdi was done 
on the choices of taking no action, 
making some left turn modifica­
tions a long the road or bu i ld ing 
tliree lanes. 

C o u n c i l Member C a r o l M a s o n 
suggested tllat tiie newly-improved 
Eight Mile and Twelve Mile roads 
Were more suitable for commuter 
east/West routes than Ten Mile 
Road. 

"You Icnow hoW these tilings go, 
it goes from there to spending mil­

lions of dollars," Mason said. 
"We s p e n d $ 2 0 0 , 0 0 0 w h e n 

everybody effected doesn't want a 
road ... f*ut trafilc Where it belongs 
and let the residents live in peace." 

However, the consultants con­
cluded tliat leaving Ten Mile Road 
in Its present slate Is likely to cre­
ate grea ter traffic J ams i n the 
futtirc. Over the past two years, 
238 accidents have been logged on 
that stretch of road, 66 percent of 
them rear-end collisions or related 
to left turns. 

The consul t ing engineers con­
c luded tha t whi le a $5 m i l l i o n 
iinproveinent to create a three-lane 
Ten Mile Road, with one lane set 
aside for left turns, would provide 
a .short-term Hx, In (he long haul, 
the $6 mil l ion conversion to flve-
la i ies w o u l d be a p re fe rab le 
solution. The flve-lanes Would like­
ly cut the accident rate in half the 
J C K staff said. 

"What 's d r i v i n g the improve­
ments is the traffic that dr ives 
along that s t retch of roadway," 
Foyt said. 

The environlilental assessment 
has already under gone an initial 
review by t l le Federal Highway 
A d m i n i s t r a t i o n (FHWA) and the 
Mich igan Department of Trans -
portaUon (MOOT).

The new Middle School will tie a 

q u a l i t y b u i l d i n g d e s i g n e d to 
enhance our Instructional program 
for students. It Will be constructed 
With sufficient space so that the 
cturent academic and exploratory 
p rograms can be Implemented . 
The basic schedule wil l continue to 
be organized as follows for each 
student: 

C o r e C o n t e n t C u r r i c u l u m -
E n g l i s h , mathemat ics , science, 
s o c i a l s tudies , i n d u s t r i a l ar ts , 
home economics, quest (sldlls for 
Uvlng). 

Ejcploratory B lock (12 weeks) -

The staff of the middle school 
has recently spent a great deal of 
time reviewing middle school ci1r-
r l c u l u m and how bes t to teach 
students .

In response to the most 
olten asked question, the proposal 
does not Include a swimming pool. 

W h a t w i l l the renova ted M i d ­
dle S c h o o l and r enova ted N o v i 
Meadows be nsed for? 

We will continue to gather infor­
mation from the architects, staff 
and parents in order to be able to 
eValuate how to use the space of 
the total complex. The neighbor­
hood coffees being conducted by 
the principals have been very help­
ful In gathering some Ideas about 
what could hie done to enliance the 
present complexes. 

It Is our Intent to use part of the 
bIiildings for grades 5 and 6, and 
the remainder of the space for an 
additional K-4 school. 

The Ins t ruc t iona l Technology 
Center which presently serves as 
the district's technology hub wi l l 
continue to serve both buildings 
as is being done now. The class­
rooms In the ITC will provide flexi­
ble space needs for both buildings.

Meadows building was consUnJcted

School during the '70s. The buUd-
Ings are in need of hifrastructure 
renovation l f we are to continue to 
provide i n s t r u c t i o n In faci l i t ies 
that w i l l enhance our mission to 
provide a quality educaUon for all 
students, it is our intent to make 
renovations s imilar to what was 
done at Village Oaks and Orchard 
Hills elementary schools.

H o w m u c h w i l l the to ta l pro­
j e c t c o s t an i n d i v i d u a l h o m e ­
owner? 

The bond proposal to be voted 
on is for $33,435 mUUon. The total 
cos t o f the p r o p o s e d p r o j e c t s 
woi11d be $37.2 mfillon. The excess 
cost of the projects over the Voted 
bond amount represents interest 
earned on the bond fund invested 
d u r i n g the c o n s t r u c t i o n of the 
schools. The above amoimt does 

not include funds for purchase of 
property. The funds for purchase 
of property Were voted on as part 
of the 1992 bond issue. 

The a n n u a l cost o f tire bond 
proposal to homeowners would be 
(for about one m i l l per year) for 
homes wi th a $ 1 5 0 , 0 0 0 market 
Value - $ 75 ; for h o m e s wi th a 
$250,000 market value - $125. 

The approximate one mi11 pre­
sents a 50 percent reduc t ion In 
our request during the bond pro­
posal last December. This low mil-
lage rate Is made possible because 
of the increased property Values 
and the present low interest rates. 

W h a t l s t h e d i f f e r e n c e 
between opera t ing m l l l a g e and 
debt mll lage? 

Debt millage can only be used 
for the purposes stated i n the mfi-
lage election proposal. Operating 
mlllage can only be used for the 
normal operating expenses of a 
school district. It carmot be used 
for salaries and other operating 
course. 

W h a t a r e t h e e n r o l l m e n t 
capac i t i e s a n d p r o j e c t i o n s for 
the N o v l Meadows a n d cur ren t 
Middle School bu i ld ings?

As preVlously stated, the enroU­
ment projections indicate that we 
wfil have a serious need for addi­
tional space for future students. 
Our c o m m u n i t y c a n ignore the 
needs for our s tudents , or they 
can choose to support this bond 
Issue with a proactive p lan to meet 
our growing student population. In 
my opinion, the s ta t i s t ics of the 
faculties committee are conclusive. 
This proposal is a m u s t for the 
future of the education of oi1r stu­
dents. The alternative is to com­
promise our r e s p o n s i b i l i t y and 
perhaps have Novl students attend 
school i n less than desirable learn­
ing environments.

" A n t i q u e s i s one of the few 
businesses where the more deal­
ers tllere are, tlle more customers 
will conle lIL" Susan Shenvood of 
Sherwood Framing and Antiques 
said. "If they only thinlc tllere's 
two shops in town, they may not 
come in oil the freeway." 
, Tlie owilers of the new KIIights-
bridge Ant ique Mal l , L inda and 
Bruce McKenzie, chose Northville 
because of its location at 42305 
West Seven Mi le Road only two 
miles West of 1-275 and growth 
potential. 

T h i s is what We spend oi1r free 
t ime d o i n g so we t hough t We 
might as well make a living doing 
it," Linda said. 

Getting top bil l ing on the sign 
post was a big plus, according to 
the McKenzies.

Each year more children die in home accl-
dci i ls than from al l chi ldhood diseases com­
bined. Parents can take precautions to prevent 
dangerous situations an(i ensure their children 
live and play in the safest environments possi­
ble. 

In the home for example, secure medicines, 
cleaners, solvents and polishes out of a child's 
sight and reach. Keep all t l l ln plastic wrapping 

materials, plastic bags and other potentially 
suffocating items away from children. Remove 
strings from pacifiers and hoods. Don't sus­
pend objects with string or elastic around cribs 
or playpens and make sure drapery and Vene­
tian bl ind cords do not hang within a baby's 
reach. 

In the yard, swings and jungle gym sets 
should be well-anchored in cenlent, with any

Tile province, famous for its highly 
spiced cuis ine , is slightly larger 
than i<Yance with more than 100 
mill ion inhabitants and 15 ethnic 
g r o u p s sp read over 2 2 0 , 0 0 0 
square miles. 

With Ule assislarice of Ule China 
Fi lm Office ;md tile Beijing Studio, 
they v is i ted the Wolong Nature 
Reserve, noted for breeding and 
hand-raising pandas; and scouted 
Jiuzhiagou, designated a naUonal 
park in the mid-'80s and declal-ed 
a W o r l d N a t u r a l Her i t age by 
UNESCO in 1992. 

While there, Uie filmmakers dis­
covered such spectacular vistas in 
the vicinity of Uie Himalayas that 
they decided to shoot on locaUon 
i n Jiuzhiagou. LltUe did Cain real­
ize Uiat shooting U1e film would be 
an adventure for the enUre cast 
and crew. 

"It i s more d i f f i cu l t to go to 

Sichuan Uiat to get into heaven," 
wrote Ule eighth-century Chinese 
poet L i Bo. After traveling the haz­
ardous 250 miles from Chengdu to 
J i u z h i a g o u , the cas t and c r e w 
updated this observaUon to "It Is 
more difficult to go to J iuzhiagou 
Ulan to get into Sichuan." 

The road f rom C h e n g d u to 
J i u z h i a g o u beco ine k n o w n a s 
"nightmare highway." 

Buses, minivans and Jeeps had 
to dodge landsUdes and often got 
s t u c k In d e e p l y - r u t t e d m u d d y 
roads aloiigside deep gorges. Tlley 
had to drive up and over 11,000-
foot high m o u n t a i n passes i n a 
gruel ing tr ip that took from 12 
hours (the record) to three days. 
However, despite the rigors of the 
l o c a t i o n , the p r o d u c t i o n t e a m 
agreed that the unique beauty of 
this remote part of the world was 
something they wanted to share 
with audiences everywhere.

S i n u s e s c a n b e s o u r c e o f m i s e r y

The s i n u s e s are a 
source of misery - and 
often confusion - for 
many people . T h i s 
arUcle discusses the 
s t ructure a n d func­
tion of the s inuses , 
and the m a i n prob­
lems they present : 
acute a n d c h r o n i c 
sinijsitls. 

The sinuses are Us-
sue-lined air pockets 
in Uie skul l . They are 
located in the cheeks, 

forehead, and deep alongside the nose, and 
usually develop during adolescence. Their exact 
function is unknovm. They have been speculat­
ed to be a mechanical adaptation to make the 
sku l l Dghter, and thiis easier to c any on the 
neck. The tissue linings of the sinuses make 
mucus, j u s t as other body surfaces do. This 
mucus is drained by tiny hairs on the sinus l in­
ing called cil ia. These cilia sweep the mucus up 
toward small holes Uiat open into the nose. The 
passages into the nose have complex shapes, 

wi th twists and turns along proJecUons of bone 
beside the nasal cavity. 

In certain cases, the passage shapes are such 
that the mucus does not drain properly. This is 
the basis of sinus Uouble. Sometimes the cause 
is varlaUon in the architecture of the bones of 
the nose. Other causes Include condi t ions 
affecting the lining tissues of the nose, such as 
colds, allergies and trauma. 

When the sinus openings become plugged, 
pressure builds up in the sinuses, causing dis­
comfort or outright pain. Then they are prone to 
infection. If this occurs abruptly, it is called 
"acute." If it happens over a longer period, it is 
caUed "chronic." 

The symptoms of sinusitis include facial pain, 
congestion, toothache, earache, fever and yel­
low, green or orange-colored drainage. The 
symptoms tend to be worse in cold, dry air, or 
with changes in alUtude. They may be better in 
warm, moist air. such as a shower. Drainage is 
often greatest i n the morning, after lying flat. 
Once diagnosed with sinuslUs, the treatment Is 
re1adve1y simple. For acute cases, an antibiotic 
combined with a decongestant Will often cure 
the problem. You should be careful When using 

decongestants if you have high blood pressure, 
heart trouble or are taking ce1taln antidepres­
sants. -Also, prolonged use can lead to depen­
dence of the nasal Ussues upon the deconges­
tant. 

Chronic slnusiUs can be m u c h more difficult 
to t reat . Therapy may Inc lude an t ib io t i c s , 
decongestants and ant i - inf lammatory nasa l 
sprays. Sometimes, other interventions may be 
necessary , such as Intensive or prolonged 
antibioUc therapy, allergy shots (if the condition 
is caused by severe allergies) or surgery. .An 
older surgical treatment involves creating new 
drainage holes in the sinuses to allow mucus to 
flow more easUy. 

Newer techniques are emerging, however, i n 
which the siorgeon enlarges the natural sinus 
openings . This is a less Invasive technique 
because it often can be performed hi an outpa­
tient setting and promises to be a more suc­
cessful approach.
