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With no training, Meyers finishes
seventh in 24-hour marathon

Debbie Mevers is a 39-year-old
owother of five, has back froubles,
a bad leg and sulters from
migraine headaches,

And she just finished seventh
among the women participating in
a 24-hour marathon, running 75
miles on no sleep.

"I was not expected o do well. |t
was 1230 or 210 the morning and 1
sUll felt pretty good. I'm night
person,” she said.

“The next day 1 ielt better than |
felt in a long time,”

Meyers, who had ne previous
expertence Inany sport, began
running less than two years apo.
In what was only her second thne
in this marathon, she raced from
noon on Sepl. 16 to noon the next
day in the Olander Park 24-hour
USA National Climmpionship in
Sylvania, Ohie.

That's withoul any special

advance preparation.
. Most weeks, Mevers has one
five-mlle running session, often
around Walled Lake or Novi Town
Center. No acrobics, No weight
training. Nada.

“T've got flve kids. 1 don'l have
time to do weighl training,” said
Meycers, who is seerctary of (he

Lakes Area Residents Association.

"My kids keep me really busy.
I'm not able to sit down and do

nothing, | think I would be very

hored.”

For wost of her life, the only
athletic experience she'd logged
was riding bikes and jumplng on a
trampoline as a kid. Then a friend
inspired her by his parUcipation In
marathon races.
~CIthough, this loaks ke a lot of
fun. I'm going to do this,” she
explained,

Meyers tried walking but found
that it burt her knees and the
more dliding steps of running suit-
ed her better. Besides, for her run-
ning has become the ultimate
slress reliever,

She's been in a handful of other
vaces and in 1994 fist entered the
Olander I"ark USA-National Cham-
piotishlp, completing 62 miles.
While race promoters didn't return
photie calls requesting data on this
year's winners, in 1993 the overall
women's record was set at 151
miles in the 24 hours.

"I had only heen running ten
months when 1 did this in 1994,
People were a little surprised,” she
suicl.

About 140 runners were expect-
ed for the race, only about 20 per-
cent of them women.

Helping Meyers out on the side-
line was her fiance. Tom Fagan.

But Sunday, Jeremy and his
mother left for the Unlversity of
Wisconsin Hospital in Milwaukee,
to hegin treatinent preparing him
for the Oct. 6 transplant proce-
dure.

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Palace pitches park

plan to OCC board

Oakland Community College
officlals reacted coolly to a plan to
build a minor league baseball sta-
dium on the Auburn Hills Cam-
pus.

One reason was the price: $1 a
year was the rental proposal from
the Palace of Auburn ills.

- A second reasen: OCC s likely
1o need the land itself for “Simula-
tion Cily,” an expanded training
program for fireflghters, public
safety and proteclive services
workers. That was one of the pro-
posed uses when OCC won a 0.8
mill property tax hike from voters
last June 12.

I do not bring 1l as a recom-
mendation,” OCC Chancelior Patsy
Calkins told trustees at their Sept.
25 meceting. “In all honesty. I'm
struggling with it as part of our
mission. We're here to serve stu-
dents.”

“They only pay us $1?7 asked
trusiee Carol Crew, a lone of dis-
belief in her voice.

‘I want to hear more on the fire-
fighters-EMT {emergency medical
tech) plan and the expansion of
our (industrial) technology pro-
gram,” said trustce Anne Scotl.

The board didn't schedule an
immediate vote. Calkins said the
Palace's proposal was delivered
orally by executive vice president
Dan Hauser. Needed are 20 acres
for a $7 million stadium with
8,000 or so seats, The Palace
would purchase a minor league
franchise for $1.5 million. it would
be willing to build feur baseball
diamonds cutside the stadium for
the college's use.

Minor league baseball has been
a growth industry in and around
Michigan. In Grand Rapids are the
Lake Michigan Whitecaps; Lansing
s building a stadium for the
Litgnuts; another team 1is planned
for Battle Creek: and the Toledo

Mudhens drew many Detroit
Tigers” fans during major leagues’
sirtkes.

There has ulso been talk of a
building a minor league ballpark
In Novi, on the southwest corner of
Grand River and Wixom Road. The
proponents of that plan have yet to
submil any plans formally to Novi
city officials,

Hauser wasn't present at the
OCC mecting to oulline the
Palace's plan to trustees. “It's not
in writing,” said Calkins of the pro-
posal.

In Livonia, Schoolerafl Coliege,
after seeing volers reject plans for
a major fine arts complex, leased
unused lund at market rates at the
Seven Mile-1-275 interchange for
lwo office complexes and a restau-
ranl. That two-year college consid-
ers the land a major source of
Income.

Aunburn Hills has cmerged as
OCC's major showpiece to industry
In recent years with its aulomotive
technology and “virtual reality”
COTNpLLer programs.

The campus is located on 170
acres near the intersection of the 1-
75 and M-59 frecways adjacent to
the Oakland Technology Park, a
Chrysler development and a GM-
UAW facility.

Besides industrial and computer
programs, OCC's Auburn Hills
Campus houses the Oakland
Police Academy and the {ull col-
lege’s placement office.

In related business, Calkins
announced her intentlon to shift

vice chancellor Dan Jaksen to
interim president of the Auburn
Hills Campus. The post has been
vacant since the June 30 retire-
ment of Richard Saunders. Jaksen
fs a former president of the
Orchard Ridge Campus in Farm-
ington Hiils.

Meanwhile, OCC is conducting a
national search for a new presi-
dent at Auburn Hiils,

School watchful after incidents

An Incident fuvolving two Cooke Middle
School students last week, has city and town-
ship police officers, as well as school district
offlelals, more watchful for suspiclous persons
loitering around schools and bus stops.

Meanwhile, a twice convicted sex offender is
hack in jail for violating his parole, after his
advances toward a 12-year-old girl, enroule to
Cooke Middle School, were reported lo Novi
Police.

The Northville City and Tewnship Pollce
Departments will be Increasing their patrols
around schools after two boys reported that
they were asked 1o get into a stranger's vehicle
Sept. 19,

According to a police report filed by Cooke
principal Jeff Radwanskl, the tneident came to
light after a preseniation to Cooke sludents by
township police officer Matt Mayes. Radwanski
said that Mayes had been tajking to sixth
graders about safety. Including tnformation
about being approached by strangers. Alfter the
talk, a student approached Mayes and
described an Incident that had taken place the
day before.

Radwansk! interviewed the student and his
friend, and then immediately called Northville
police.

According to the report, the boys were
approached by lour men in a purple extended
cab pick-up truck.

“(The driver] asked the boys for directions to
a home on Ely Couri, and when the boys sald
they didn't know where the house was, the
truck left,” the report stated. Minutes later the
truck returned and the drver asked the boys te
get Into the truck. The boys refused and the

truck left the area.

‘Twao other students, interviewed later by Rad-
wanskt, said they too had seen the purple
truck. and confirmed there were four occu-
pants in the vehicle.

In response o the incident, Radwanskd sent
a letter home to parents apprising them of the
situation. The letter addressed the school and
district concerns, and encouraged parents to
talk with thelr kids abont the possible dangers.
“We are extremely concerned about the salety
of our kids,” he sald.

Schoal District Superiniendent Leonard
Rezmicrski sald the school and district person-
nel responded quickly and efficiently in getting
the word 1o parents and other schools. “The
network we have in place allowed us to get the
information to everyone quickly,” he sald.

"If's an unfortunate set of circumstances, bul
we have to realize that there are predators oul
there,” Rezmierski saicdl. “Just because we live
in Northville doesn't mean we are immune to
these types of problems. We just have to con-
tinue to be viglant and ensure our children
know what to do in these situations.”

The incident {s the second within weeks,
involving students from Cooke Middle School.

The Michigan Department of Corrections
confirmed that parolee Dartrin Redden. 28, of
Commerce Township, was picked up Sept. 15
and returned to the Western Wayne Correction-
al Facility on a technieal parole violation,

Novl Pelice Officer Scott Tewes picked up
Redden in Connemara, a subdivision near Nine
Mile and Taft roads, almost 24 hours after he
approached the girl en route to Cooke Middle
School and asked her If she “wanted to make
some money.”

The girl fled to a friend’s porch and the sus-
pect left without further incident, according to

a repart flled with Novi Police.

A second girl reported sceing the suspect the
same morning. She told police he slowed down
as he passcd her as she was walking, but said
nothing to her,

The girls reported the incidents to Cooke
Middle School administratots who relayed them
to Novl Police,

The school district has been on alert for sus-
picious activities since reports that a Northvllle
youth may have been the target of a possible
abduction Aug. 25 surfaced right before the
beginning of the school year.

According to Northviile Palice, a white male,
between the age of 18-40 years of age, with
wavy brawn hair atlempted to coerce two four-
year-old boys into his car. The boys had been
playing in the front yard of a home on Novi
Streel near Baseline.

According to the parends, the suspeet held a
small puppy out of the car window and asked
the boys to come over to get a betler ook at the
puppy. When the boys approached the vchicle,
the suspect pulled the puppy back inside.

The police report said that one of the boys
partly pulled himsell through the car window,
At that point, the suspect told the boy he couid
pel the puppy If he got in the car with him,

The boy's parents, spotting the suspiclous
activity, yelled at the boys and began running
toward the vehicle. When the suspect saw the
parents approaching the vehicle he sped off at
a high rale of speed, running a stop sign in the
process.

Unfortunately the parents weren't able to get
the license plate number of the vehicle.

According to Northville Police Sgt. Dave
Fendelet, police have no additional leads in the
Aug. 25 incident. They are continuing to inves-
tigate this recent incident, he said.

Monday -
two hours prior to the meeting -
oblained a temporary restraining
order [rom Oakland Cirenit Judge
Steven Andrews against trustees
Sandra Ritter, apparent keader of
the Frustrated Faction, and Judith
Wiscr, board viee chaiy,

Slmions is represented by Pon-
tiac attorney Elberd Hatchell,

A process server dropped the
legal papers on Ritter's lap during
Monday's OCC board meetlng in
the central office in Bloomficld
Hilks, Ritter let & fall to the Noor
unopened and left the meeting
without picking il up. Wiser was
absent.

A hearing is scheduled in eireuit
court Thursday, Oct. 5. on
whether to make the temporary
restraining order a permanent
injunction.

Simmions has been joined by
truslee Anne Scott in efforis to
keep the Frustrated Faction from
firing Chancellor Patsy Calkins,
one of the most popular leaders in
OCC history because of her leader-
ship in a millage campaign.

Scolt is chief plaintiff in the
Opcen Meetings Act (OMA] suit,
pending before Oakland Circuit
Judge Jessica Coopera. It charges
the other faction with violaling
OMA by deliberating sceretly prior
to delivering an uHimatum to
Calkins that she quit or be fired.

The five defendants in that suit,
besides Ritler and Wiser, are
trusiees Pamala Davis, Douglas
Wakeficld and Carof Crew,

“Two people are trying to control
five board members,” Wakefield

suld Monday night. Davis, angered
at being unable to act on the pro-
posed rules change, got up and left
the meecting, which was adjourned
a minute later,

A movement to recall the Frus-
irated Faction Is getting another
hearing before the Qakland Coun-
ly Election Comnmisslon. Richard
Blende, a former OCC trustlee who
is leading the drive, said the com-
mission will constder his group’s
petition form at 1:30 p.m. Oct. S in
the courtroom of Chiel Probate

The commission consisis of
Young, Clerk Lynn Alten and Trea-
surer Hugh Bohany. L rejected the
formu of Blonde's petition Sept. 12,
Blonde said he made repairs, If the
fortn is approved, his group has 90
tlays to collect ahout 100,000 valid
signatures to recall Ritter, Wiser,
Davis, Crew and Wakefteld.

Calkins, though suffering {rom a
bad cold, issued a detailed reply to
Rilter's weck-ago charge that she
kept the board uninformed about
an Indernal Revenue Service audit.

“Wait until we have the audit
complete,” the chancellor said. “We

have no control over auditors.
They don’t tell us when they're
coming: they just show up.”

Calkins said the dispute with
IRS is over taxes due on “contracl”
workers, ~particularly in the Busi-
ness and Professional Institute.
The lederal tax collector wants
them treated as employees rather
than independent contractors.

“We are challenging the IRS on
their definition of employees,”
Calkins told the board.

Replied Ritter: “The lssue is not
the audit but not belng told. The
board is hired by the community,
and the community expects us to
know everything about the col-
lege.”

The board is due to meet at 6
this evening to interview candi-
dates for a construction manager.
Five candidates are seeking the Job
of handling renovation projects
now that OCC has a property tax
increase that will bring in $35 mil-
lon a year for seven years.

Low-density homes

blamed for loss of

natural landscape

Significant amounis of Michi-
gan's scenic landscape, wood-
lands, wetlands and wildlife habji-
tat are being losl and mineral
deposils may be lost if current
land use trends continue.

That's the assessment of four
research papers released by the
Rochester-based Michigan Society
of Planning Officials. The findings
attribute increases in low-density
residential and commercial devel-
opments for the losses,

The papers, which document
long-term patterns in land devel-
opment across Michigan, are part
of the Michigan Trend Future Pro-
ject. This study 1s funded with
grants from the Charles Stewart
Motl Foundation of Flint and the
Frey Foundation of Grand Rapids.

One of Lthe papers, regarding the
“tourism” trend, also projects
jumps in the populations of nine
northern counties, ranging from
54 pereent 1o 93 pereent over the
nexl 25 years. And while Michigan
already has more public golf
courses than any other state {650,
their number is projecled to climb
another 136 in the next 15 years.
Increases are also expected in the
number of registered boats, snow-
moblies and off road vehicles in
the coming years. However,
decreases are expected in the
number of pcople visiting state
parks, staying at campsites, buy-
ing fishing and hunting lcenses
and hiring charter boats. Michigan
tourism generated between $10
and $12 billion in revenues in
1994

The "natural resources and envi-
ronment” paper reports that the
migration of people from urban to
once-rural areas have led to the
loss of farmlands, woodlands and
wellands as well as decreases in
‘water quality and fragmentation of
wildltfe habitat, As a result, the

number of threatened and endan-
gered species is at an all-time
high. It notes that stewardship of
the state's resources is difficult
since it's the collectlve responsibil-
ity of local, state and federal gov-
ernmuents, which at times have dif-
ferent agendas. ‘

The “public lands and forestry”
paper reports Michigan will soon
produce more timber than is cut -
this despite the fact that signifi-
cant portions of Its woodlands
were lost over the past 40 years.
And, since the demand and prices
for forest products are expected to
remaln high, the state's forest
resources should continue to play
a key role in its economy. The for-
est products industry added $7
billion to {he state’s economy in
1991 and employed 60,000 people
in 1993.

The paper conchuded with a call
for more complete data about
Michigan's forestry resources in
order Lo make more Informed deci-
sions regarding their management
and use.

The “minerals” paper forecasts
that new iron ore and copper
mines are not likely to be devel-
oped in the next decade due to
general economiic condittons, How-
ever, it watns that reserves should
be protected from future residen-
tial development, which may pre-
vent mine operators from recover-
ing them.

The paper also says that since
Michigan's cil and gas production
falls short of its consumption rate,
there will be increased pressure to
tap more of its reserves. As a
result, making appropriate decl-
sions about the affected land will
be challenging.

Kaplan safd his experlence as a

“Richard Thompson has no
actual irjal expericnce and he has
no priorities. He places the same
amount of importance on shoplift-
ing cases as he has on cases
involving vielence. There's no
excuse for the lack of leadership in
the prosecutoer’s office, Oakland
County deserves belter,” he said.

This will be Kaplan's second
attempt lo unseal Thompson, who
will be sceking his third, four-year
term. In 1992, Kaplan lost to
Thampson 223,838 voles to
266,088,

Some issucs from that campaign
will carry over, said Kaplan. Bui
for the most part, there are new
issues, he said, such as misman-
agement indicated by the sexual
harassment award made in federal
courl to former assistant prosecu-
tor Kathleen Bohner-Soloman,

Bohner-Solomon werked in the
prosecutor's office under L. Brooks
Palierson, but was not rchired
when Thompson took over the
office. The court awarded her more
than $150,000, although the court
did nat cite Thompson for specific
wrongdoing,.

In a move that possibly reflected
Kaplan's ties io Students Apainst
Drunk Driving, aleoholic beverages
were not provided.

The crowd was enthusliastic.

Walled Lake sets election date

The 10-year millage renewal
election for the Walled Lake Con-
solidated School District has been
scheduled for Saturday, Nov. 18.

Sandra Motz, the district’s exec-
utive director for business ser-
vices, sald Friday that the election
date was agrecd upon without con-
troversy at last week’s school
board meeting,

“There was no discussion from
the audience at all,” Motz said. “Or
at the table.”

The Nav. 18 date had been ten-
tatively agreed upon during a
school beard study session held
Saturday, Sept. 9.

With the date scheduled. district
officials now will cmbark on a
campalgn to inform residents
about the purpose of the millage
renewal — which is required to
guarantee the current level of
school currfculum programs and
staffing,

The renewal, Motz stiressed,
should not be confused with the
bond issues thal were proposed
and defeated three tlmes between
Oclober 1993 and this Feb. 4.

On Nov. 18, residents will decide
whether to renew the existing
operating millage rate of 18 miils
for businesses and 4.13 “hold-

harmless” mills for residential
property.

Motz said about 23 percent of
the district's 1996-97 operaling
budget would be cul if the millage
is not renewed. For the current
year. the operating budget Is aboul
$92.3 million.

Meanwhile, about 6 mills are
levied directly by the state and are
not subject lo renewal,

School board treasurer David
Flammer, in an earlier intervicw,
predicied that defeat of the renew-
al could result in the layolf of
about 200 teachers and in the
reduction of curriculum programs.

Absentee ballots this time
around were {wice what they
were in the 1994 bond election,
Lippe said, but he was unsure
whether that was a result of the
Saturday ¢lectlon. The district
scheduled the election on a Sat-
urday In hopes of spurring a
larger voter turn out.

The superintendent said he
had hoped 3,000 would turn out,
but Saturday's actual poll count
fell 181 shorl of the district’s
goal.

Or the 17,220 registered dis-
trict voters, 2,819 showed up
Saturday, or 16.53 percent
turned out for the non-tradition-
al Saturday election. More than
halfl of those. or 58 percent,
voted yes, compared to the 41
percent who said no.

Voters endersed the district's
plan to build a new $23 miilion
middle school and buy $10 mil-
lion worth of renovation work at
Novi Middle and Novi Meadows
schools. Having approval to build
to a new middle school paves the
way for the district’s plan to
reconsiruct the middle school
curriculum.

Curriculum changes were pre-
sented to the Board of Education
Thursday for discussion and
debate. The concept will be pre-
sented lo the lang range plan-
ning team before it is presented
for district approval and hecomes
the new regtmen for the new
school.

“1 feel good,” satd Novi Board of
Education President Craig Fore-
back. “With the plans to restruc-
ture the middle school curricu-
lum, it will be a particularly great
place and now we will have a
great place to doit.”

Besign work for the new and
renavated schools will start soon,
Lippe said.

Foreback sald he was busy
campaigning and reminding vot-
ers to vote right up until the
polls closed at 8 p.m.

Lake, Chase Farms and Deer-
brook subdivistons.

Denton was stationed outside
the polling place Saturday hand-
ing out coples. She inadvertently
handed one to board President
Craig Foreback, who Denton sald
was “hostile and irate™ after
receiving the hand bill.

On Sept. 6, after reviewing the
matter, the Qakland County Elec-
tion Bureau assessed a $850 fine
against the citizens group for fail-

ing to comply with post-election
expense report procedures, Coun-
ty officials are still awaiting pay-
ment

The citizens group formed a
year ago to help promote the
1994 bond election which was
defeated 2 to 1. Six months later,
the group surfaced again in sup-
port of the school district's 5.49
mill renewal on June 12, which
was successful. Novi CARES was
not active tn Saturday's election.

The Oakland County Elections
bureau said CQS did not file as a
ballot question commitiee before
the election, but wasn'l required to
do so unless its expenditures
exceeded §500.

Novi school district residents will
see a 1.25 mill increase on their
winter fax bills Dec, 1, now that
voters have said yes lo a request
for $33.4 million in bonding.

The Novi Board of Education
met in special session Monday, fol-
lowing the Saturday vote, and
opted to levy the full tax increase
in debt mills on residents' winter
bills. The increase brings the total
millage levy to 15.575 mills lor
non-homesteads, 9.320 mills for
homeowners, Superinténdent
Emmett Lippe said.

Why FOI policy is double

dipping of Novi residents

If you were to request a copy of this
week's Novi News from city hall under
the state’s Freedom of Information Act,
the cost would run you about $70.

Figure it this way, you'd need about
four 8-and-a-half by 11 sheets of
paper to copy each page of the news-
paper. and that comes to 280 sheets.
At a quarter per sheet, the cost would
be 570.

Of course, that would be silly since
you can get the same information for
50 cents at the newsstand.

But consider that If you were to
request a copy of a 100-page docu-
ment from city hall - and 100 pages is
not a partieularly large FOI request -
the cost would come to $25. That's the
price of a nice, hardbound first-run
edition novel over at Borders book-
store.

The point is that information can get
very expensive very quickly under the
new Freedom of Information Act policy
adopted recently by Novi City Council.

The policy, proposed by new city
clerk Tonni Bartholomew, installs for-
mally what has been past practice, she
said. And that practice was to charge
25 cents per page for coples of docu-
ments when requested by the pubilic.

She added a provision that for larger
requests, mainly those that take more
research time, the price will be 3.5
cents per page - actual cost as esti-
mated by the city purchasing depart-
ment - plus labor costs for digging up
the documents and runnlag off the
coples. By state law, the cost Is to be
set at the rate of pay of the lowest paid
clerk in the city. Bartholomew said
that rate presently is $9.91, plus 40
percent for benefits, A total rate of
$13.87 per hour.

In part the purpose was tp formalize
process, since the state law requires
the city to have a policy if it is going to
charge for coptes. But also, according
to Mayor Kathleen McLallen, there has
been a concern about the size of some
FOI requests. One recent request
required 25,000 pages, she said, cost-
ing $1,200 and was carried from city
hail in nine file boxes.

The policy is all very legal under the
state FOI Act. And it is not unusual for
city's to have such policles. Many
cities’ rates fall pretty much in the

Roads in southeastern Michigan
deteriorate by the day. At this writing,
there is a stalemate in Lansing
between state, local and business offi-
cials over how to raise new money for
road improvements. Some fear no
solution will be reached in this fall's
legislative session ... again.

¢ “The state should be-more effi-
cient.”

s “Cut other state costs first.” The
Michigan Chamber of Commerce and
the stuck-record ideoclogues at the
Mackinac Center insist any fuel tax
increase for roads be offset by a
reduced single business tax (SBT).
Chamber leaders do their reputation
no good when they attempt to hold
good roads hostage to a tax cut for
themselves.
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same vicinity.
The problem is that, as city resldent

Ruth Hamillon pointed out, this is :
information that taxpayers have .
already paid for. Tax dollars already |
paid the cost of collecting, compiling
and processing it. Tax dollars bought

the filing cabinets in which it is stored.

And tax dollars bought the copy |

machines on which it will be run off.

To charge residents for it again
equates to double dipping.

We can appreciate the need to charge
those who request large amounts of
Information. When a request requires
25,000 pages to fulfill, the time
involved takes city workers' time (rom
all the rest of us.

But as it stands, the policy can get
expensive fast. And the cost can easily

be prohibitive to those legitimately :
seeking needed information from city |

hall.

We would suggest these changes:

s The policy should provide for small
requests, say something like 100 pages
or less, at no charge. The state FOI
does not require a charge for informa-
tion, but merely allows it. And it
specifically states that the charge can
be waived.

S0, for those who keep their FOI
requests reasonably small, we suggest
the fee should be walved. And the poli-
cy which specify at what size costs will
be incurred.

* The poilcy should also state that all
information requesters should be told
they have the option to read the infor-
mation in city hall without charge. The
state law clearly spells out there is to
be no charge if the requester does not
need coples, but merely wants access
to the documents.

The problem is that most Informa-
tion requesters den't know they have
that option.

* “lmpact fees.” The notion is that
developers who generate new road
needs should pay for them. As alluring
and logical as the idea is, it has made
no headway in Michigan.

¢+ “State needs first.” Nowak argues
for pumping most new money into
MDOT. When he was deputy Qakland
County executive, he loved to point out
that portions of Haggerty Road in
western Oakland carry more traffic
than many portions of the [-75.

* “Tort reform.” This one has possi-
bilities. MDOT pays out more for law-
suits than any other state agency.

* "Ease environmental laws.” Nuts.
Polluter propaganda.

* “Toll booths.” We need tc forget
about toll booths, auto registration
fees, trailer fees, driver's license fees,
chauffeur's license fees and such slip-
pery ‘revenue enhancements” and get
to the main point.

* “Bite the bullet.” That 19th century
term was revived by the courageous
President Gerald Ford 20 years ago,
and it needs to be remembered today.
Michigan’s fuel tax is 15 cents, one of
the lowest rates in the nation.

When the Fox television
nelwork launched The X Files
two years ago, excetlves there
thought it would e a cult hit
at best. Basing the series on
two FBI agents who chase
Malott around allens, UFO's and

other parapormal  phe-
nomenon, Fox thought the show could draw a small
following from among the lunatic tringe. Ocddly its
consplratorial tone touched a nerve i America and
the show has become an unexpected hit.

[n the same two years, drawing an odd parallel,
America learned that many believe in a government
conspiracy that even Hollywood couldn't have
dreamed of. After the Oklahoma Clty bombing, this
country learned that hundreds, perhaps thousands,
of people are banning together to form militias lo
defend themselves against our own government in
the belief that the feds are conspiring with the Unit-
ed Natjons to take over this country,

Our national leaders should take i as a warning
about the level of mistrust in this country towards
our own government. But those leaders should also
recognize that they have brought much of this on
themselves because lying to the public has become
virtually slandard operating procedure (SOP) in the
federal government.

Public deceplion is appearing at all levels of gov-
ernment these days. Case in point, the recent Novi
school bond election.

The latest example came up when a campaign
committee called Citizens for Quality Schools
launched a last minute efforl to urge voters to
approve the $33.4 million bond on the ballot this
past Saturday.

district administrator Robert Schram.

The deception was not carvied very far since Moole
and Schram both fessed up as soon as they were
confronted, But the incident does show a clear
intent to decvive the public, And why? There's noth-
ing wrong with Schram running a "vote yes™ cam-
paign. as long as he does it with his own money and
not taxpavers’. Merhaps it just scemed easier.

Another example showed up in the issue sur-
rounding the superintendent’s pay increasc. Back in
June, the schooi board acied in a surreptitious fash-
ion to approve raises for administrators. They held
an “apen” meeting that district officials say would
have been closed had anyone actually showed up.
Then withoul documentation, ihe board voled 3.95
percent raises for administrators, And they failed to
mention that one administrator would get a higher
radse - the superiniendent, 6 percent,

The distriet continued to stonewall until an antitax
activist used the Freedom of Information Act to
uncover the ralse a week and a half before the bal-
lotng, If the timing of the release of information was
bad, the school district has only itself to blame.

Another deception was seen on the other side of
the Issue. When Jerry LeBlane was pul to the task
of showing evidence he had an organization behind
him ... of any siz¢ ... not one person came forward to
say he had worked with LeBlanc on the anti-bond
campaigns. LeBlane could offer no evidence of his
organization.

The federal government is already facing the back-
lash of its deceplions in places like Waco, Ruby
Ridge and Oklahoma City.

Local government officials should recognize that
their deceptlons will cause a public backlash as
well. Despile the passage of the bond millage Satur-
day. the level of misirust among residents is evident
in the anti-bond rhetoric we've heard in this cam-
paign and in past campaigns. The only question is
whether the school district will learn its lesson bet-
ter than the federal government, or where that back-
lash will show up next.

The joke is
that six of the seven rustees are womern,
and the chancellor is a woman. It got a lot
of wry smiles.

In historical fact, there have been worse

public meetings, and men have been their
perpetrators.
" At the OCC meeting, George Ashford, a
male attorney from Dickinson Wright, 1)
advised the board to go into closed ses-
sion, and 2) twice refused my request to
cite a portion of the Open Meetings Act
allowing such a closed session. "1 don't
have to answer, sir,” Ashford said smugly.

It turned out Ashford didn't know which
section of OMA allowed a closed session

but wouldn't admit it. A female attorney
from the firm straightened him out. I con-
veyed to the male altorney my low opinion
of his knowledge, manners and sense of
fairness to the public.

As badly as the OCC trustees behaved,
there have been worse meetings:

+ In the 1950s, Democrats in Detroit had
a convention featuring a contest between
two union factions, one of which carrled
baseball bats. I wasn't there, but it's in the
history books. Despite the adverse publici-
ty, Democrats won the November elec-
tions.

+ In 1968 conservative Republicans in
the old 19ih District held a “rump” con-
vention and sent a challenging delegation
to the GOP National Convention: that's
where [ got to meet Phyllis Schlaffly. The
loser of the battle was a stem-winding
lawyer named Richard Kuhn, who went on
to dignity and honor as an Oakland circuit
judge.

* In the same era, | witnessed a scream-
ing match in a suburban Wayne County
Democratic convention. A young woman
reporter was so horrified at the scene that
she vowed never to attend another poljtical
conclave, and today she is contentedly
doing PR for a medical school. Among the
principals ({though not screamers) were
Ron Mardiros, later Livonia assessor, and
Rep. Marvin Stempien, later a Wayne cir-
cuit judge of some distinction and a nomi-
nee for the state Supreme Court.

» Then there was the 1988 Republican

went to 5:15 the next morning. That was
beiween the Bush regulars and the Kemp-
Robertson insurgenis. It was resolved by a
federal court decision in favor of the Bush
crowd; a federal appeals court reversed,
but that didn't come until two years alter
Bush was inaugurated.

Several practical lessons emerge {rom
these tales of frayed parliamentary nerves
and fatigue.

Before head-
ing out of town for a long drive la
see the fall color show, is not the
City of Northville also known as the
City of Trees? [s all of Novi a
cenent jungle?

Based on a poll conducied by the
Automobile Club of Michigan, 30
percent of Michigan residenls will
take a one 1o three day trip to view
the state's fall color show.

That means that 70 percent will
choose Lo slay closer to home.

There are trees all around us. So
lace up the hiking boots, check the
alr in those bicycle tires, gas up the
car or saddle up the horse and go
out and take in some of the spec-
tacular fall color in Northville and
Novl.

On the southwest corner of Novi
and Nine Mile roads there is a gor-
geous hunk of a specimen ready to
burst into a brilliant show.

Twelve and a half Mile Road west
of Novi Road a little bit of up north
transplanted right smack in a grow-
ing urban area is very dense with
growth,

Further west on Nine Mile,
between Beck and Taft and not so
heavily wooded, is an unpaved road
with a varied selection of foliage.

South Lake Road offers a chance
o view the colars up close and in
the distance as you drive around
Walled Lake.

In Northville, mest of the main
streels have plenty of eve popping
volor possibilities,

Miil Race Village, Edward Hines
Drive and Watertord Park have an
abundance of deciduous and ever-
green lrees.

Maviany State Park has about 50
different species of trees. Sugar
maple, hickory, oak, beech and
walnut trees are all in abundance
al the park. .

Heading cast on Seven Mile Road
from Napier, Edenderry is an area
of private homes surrounded by
beautiful color,

Regardless of whether the trees
caress the horfzon or careen over a
narrow dirt street, a good show of
color depends on bright senny days
and cool nights.

The oranges, reds and yellows
displayed on maples, birches,
sumacs and other decicirous trees
make lor a good celor show. Com-
bine that vivid color with the con-
trast provided by conilers such as
while pines, white spruce and blue
spruce and another diimension has
been added to the display.

There are 150 ditlerent species of
trees in Michigan. What we can't
see is the process thal makes the
leaves show off in autimn.

As the day length decreases and
the nights get cooler, cells are acti-
vated between the stem and the
leaf. These cells deprive the leaf of
its water and mineral supply, even-
tually cutting the leaf off from the
slem.

A substance called chlorophyll
uses energy from the sun te make
food for the plant. It's also what
niakes Jeaves green. The colors we
see in the fall are in the leaves dur-
ing the spring and summer, but
because of the chlorophyll, we only
see green. As the chlorophyll fades.
the timid colors burst forth and
announce their splendor.

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AAUW branch celebrates
anniversary of its founding

Northville Mayor Chris Johnson proclaimed the
week of Sept. 24-30 Northville-Novi Branch of the
American Association of University Woimen (AAUW)
Week. honoring the 20th anntversary of the organiza-
tion's founding on Sept. 24, 1975.

The purpose of AAUW Is to promote educatlonal
equity for women, self development and positive socl-
ctal change.

On Sept. 24, 1975, at the home of Penny Neuchter-
lein, the branch was chartered when 55 women
signed the charter and becamne the first members of
the Northville branch of AAUW. The first executlve
board rnembers were: Karel Whitaker, president:
Nanct Olgren, program vice-president; Judy
Bloomquist, membership vice-president; Penny
Neuchterieln, secretary; and Dottie Segowskl, treasur-
er.

The first program meeting was held on Tuesday,
Oct. 14, 1975, at the Mill Race Library building. The
speaker was L. Brooks Patterson, Oakland County
Prosecutor, who spoke on Michigan's probation and
parole practices. Other lopies over the next two yeurs
were World Pluralism, the Human Encounter: Eco-
nomic Facts of Life, Living with Less; The 21st Centu-
ry and the Individual; and Conformity Versus Creativ-
ty.

Several of the early activities were the Food Co-Op,
“Make It, Bake It, Sew It, Grow It” fund raiser and
used book sales.

The theater beneflts which began in 1987 were held
annually untl 1994.

In 1982, one of the branch’s study lopics was
Money Talks. The purpose of this study group was to
encourage womnen to become mare aware of thelr fam-
(ly's financial affairs. An cutgrowth of thls study
group was the formation of an investment club which
is still In existence and which was so popular that a
second investment club was organized. Other study
topics have been - Taking Hold of Technology, Peace
and National Security, Advocacy Nelworking for
Women, Public Support/Public Education, Woman's
Worth/Women Work, Protecting [ndividual Liberties,
and (n{ative for Ecucational Equity.

Several speclal interest groups began in the mid
1980s. Jean Hansen and Karel Whitaker began a
Great Declslons Study Group which still meets
monthly for informal non-partisan discussion of world
fssues. The Book Study Group, led by Audrey Jacob-
sen, Is an informal discussion of bath fiction and non-

flctton pieces of literature, many of which focus on
women. Perfodically a Gourmet Group s formed when
members who ltke to share their inferest in cooking
meet with each other and thelr spouses.

Karen Olsen started the Potpourr! group in 1994,
Atlendance at a varlety of day thme events, such as a
tour of the Pewabic Pollery Studle, a DSO Coffee Con-
cert, or a DIA Special Event, is the focus of the group.

Lauren Walter 1s organizing a computer group this
year. The purpose of this group is to help members
make the mast of thelr compuiers for personal and
AAUW benefit, as well as creating a “home page” to
represent our branch on the worldwide web.

In 1980, Northville AAUW made their Arst scholar-
shlp award ($300) to support a student living in the
Northvilte-Novi school district. That was later expand.-
cd to two scholarships and in the spring of 1983, the
scholarship award was named the Janice Hobarl
Memorlal Scholarship in honor of deceased member
Jan Hobart. In 1993, the format of the scholarship
was changed to present the monies to the Women's
Resource Center of Schooleraft Community College
and to the Womernicenter at Oakland Comrnanity Col.
lege. The directors of those centers choose students
who represént women who are independent or are
seeking reentry to the workplace.

In 1991, the branch was enlarged to beeoine the
Northville-Novi branch of AAUW. That year the branch
also inltated the Community Enrichment Award, The
first recipient was Diane Rockall.

Health motivates
senior’s bike trip

Clyde lvans just hung up his
bike and vows not to get it back
down until next year.

Ivans and his bike have been
around the block a few times. In
fact, Ivans recently completed his
third cross country bike iour, the
lowa 150. Quite a {cat considering
the Northvlile resident is 68 years
of age.

But Ivans is not a cyclist, he
bikes for fitness. His quest is to
live longer than his dad, who died
of caronary disease at the age of
53, and his uncle who died of
heart problems shortly after that.

“If you visualize something long
enough it will happen,” he said. *I
visualized miyself being tall, skinny
and old.”

In 1968, lvans started golng to
the spa. He’d work out and then
went out and ran a bit. He starled
running with the people at the spa.
building up te six miles a day.

“An organized program at the
spa Is much better where you have
other people with the same inter-
ests where you can seec your
progress and have professional
help,” he said.

“Within is very important. You
have to have the desire or else you
night as well forget it.”

"My son talked me into running
a marathon,” Ivans said. He com-
peted in his first one - the Detroit
Marathon - in 1978. lvans ran
seven marathons the next year and
competed in the Pike's Peak
marathon three times.

lvans laced his running shoes
for the last time after running a
total of 30 marathons. Running
was becoming too hard on his
knees.

Then a friend told Ivans about
bicycling up the shoreline of Lake
Michigan {rom Three Oaks to Tra-
verse City in 1988. So Ivans filled
out an application form for the ride
then went out and bought a bicy-
cle.

Pedaling for less than a year, he
completed his first cross country
ride in 1989.

Ivans attributes his ability to
ride across country so scon after
taking up the sport to fitness
gained from running six miles a

He did his first cross
country trip to see¢ if e could do i,
his second for fun and this last
one for litness.

"I'm getting old and I want lo
stay young. This might give me
another six months of life,” he
sald.

Ivans, and 12 other members of
the O.F.C. (0ld Farts Corps), were
not able to ride together during the
entire 14 weeks of the tour which
ended Sept, 4.

Most members of the OFC are
from across the United Stlates,
while one is from Australiz.

“Generally, you ride with some-
body that gets up at the same time
you do, that likes to leave early,
that rides aboul the same pace,
and likes to stop about as often,”
he said.

lvans breaks the trip into three
phases. For the ficst 56 days of the
14 week eyele and {ent tour which
began May 28 most bikers are full
of enthusiasm. The second phase,
which only lasts about seven days,
is the fun part. The last leg of the
trip, 37 days. is work and is
accompanicd by declining enthusi-
asm.

“It starts to wear on you,” he
said. "You become presccupied
with salety, the side of the road,
your physical condition, whether

you should have another drink of
walcr or cal and the logistics of the
ride.”

The days and nights get blurred
and theyre doing pretty good If
they can remember where they
were the night before, according to
Ivans. Trying to remember where
they set up camp two nights before
would be pushing it.

Ivan and his wife, Millie, contin-
uc to go Lo the fitness center in
Novi, where they lived prior to
moving to Northvitle.

“Anything | can find that is
interesting for me to keep me fit is
what I like to de,” he said.

Though ivans vows he'll never go
across country again, he recalls
that be said that at the end of his
second ride.

Most bites in
children involve the head and neck area while
Jn adults the most common site is the exiremi-
tes. Usually the dog 1s known 1o the family.

- Dog bites are provoked when children rough-

house with the dog, especially a puppy, which
may get excited during this rough play. Older
dogs may bite when bothered while sleeping or
il Most of the fatal injuries are produced by pit
bulls, well known for their aggressive behavior
toward people.

. Dog teeth are not very sharp, so their bites

are not particularly deep. HTowever, dogs can
produce crushing forces by the strength of the
atiack, which also shakes up the viclim and
resulls in tears and crush injuries. Dog bites
may also cause injurics to structures under the
skin — this is especially important if the wound
is in the scalp. Penctration of the skull is a seri-
ous possibility. Dog bites need 1o be assessed
individually. The victim may nced an antibiotic
depending on the sile and type of wound. Punc-
ture wounds of the hand may involve tendons
and joints and may cause serious damage if
infection develops,

Cat Biles

Girls are wounded by cats more often than
boys. Most cat bites occur inside the house
when someone reaches out to feed or pet them.
Cat tecth are sharp, thin and needle-like. They
produce deep puncture weunds that are diffi-
cult to clean and thercfore more likely to get
infected.

Here are a few suggestions to help prevent
bite wounds by animals.

+ Choose a tolerant dog from a gentle breed.
Do not choose a dog - especially a puppy - on
impulse. They should be handled first by an
adult.

» Supervise children around animals until
they are old enough to treat the animal properly
- gencrally around age 5.

» Help puppies and children understand each
other by attending dog training and abedience
classes.

» Teach children not to pet animals without
the owner's permission. Never pet a stray or
tease animals,

» Consult a veterinarian if a dog is having

hehavioral problems.

Caring for Bites

Half of cat-bite wounds may get Infected as
compared to only 5 percent of dog-bite wounds,
Thorough washing of the wound with soap and
water is the most important part of treating an
animal bite.

All major dog and cat bites should be seen by
a doctor for proper cleansing of the wound and
evaluation for use of an antibiotlc. The doctor
will also discuss rabies prevention and make
sure that the vicim's tetanus immunization is
current. If the wound is minor, contact your
doctor or call an emergency room {o discuss the
need for rabies prevention and tetanus immu-
nization,

Rabies is prevalent in many states, especially
among wild animals. It is important for you to
know the immunization status of the biting ani-
mal, the animal's general health and circum-

stances of the bite,

A rabid animal usually succumbs to
widespread rabies within 10 days of onset of
clinical disease, therefore an animal that
remains healthy 10 days after biting could not
have transmitted rabies at the time of the bite.

In general. bites by wild animals other than
rodents and rabbits are considered high risk for
rabies and may need medical attentlon.
