Novi counci l inembers hotly debated ttie 
issue at Monday before finally adopting the 
resolutions altering the appointmeiit process 
and terms for tJle Town Center Steering Com­
mittee by a 5-2 margin. 

A deeper question than appointments or 
ternl liiiilts was raised, whic:h was tiie clarifi-
c a t i o i i of the dut ies , r espons ib i l i t i e s and 
power provided by tiie committee. 

"I'm confused at times, does a developer 
have to go to this c.ommittce?

Mitzel proposed tiiat tlie council appoint a l l 
mefnbers of the committee except for thiose of 
tiie Planning Commission and the Economic 
Development Corporation, and recommended 
a 3-year term. 

The resolution as adopted provides for the 
following representation: three members of 
city council , 3 members of the planning com­
mission, 1 member of the Economic Develop­
ment Corporation, one representative froin the 
Chamber of Commerce and 2 representatives 

of existing business in..the Town Center area. 
City Manager E d Kriewal l disagreed with 

council appointing the members. 
"It's an advisoi7 committee in a volunteer 

capacity, and those bodies represented should 
send who they see fit, I think it's inappropri­
ate for council to appoint this group," Kriewall 
said. 

C o u n c i l m a n R i c h a r d Clark agreed. "This 
body doesn't usurp any power of council. It's 
not binding, it's a recommending body ... I'd 
hate to see it become boUlersoine or cumber­
some to the volunteer; like another job," Clark 
said.

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C o m I m i s s i o n s t r u g g l e s w i t h w e t l a n d s o r d i n a n c e

Can y o u t rus t an ind iv idua l 
honieowiler to enforce wetlands 
ordinances in his or Jier own back­
yard? 

That was Ihe question the Novi 
i ' l a l in ing CoInin iss ion struggled 
with at its Dec. 6 meeting when a 
res iden t i a l developer proposed 
including wetiaild buffers in the 
lots of four hoineowners in the 
p roposed eight home Deifino 
Estates ilear Nine Mile and Taft 
roads. 

"My experience is that when ii 
conles time lo put the swing set up 
tlley don't care if it's a wetlands," 
said illcmber Jacqiie Hodges. 

The picsented subdivision plat 
would require a waiver froni tlie 
city counci l because it includes 
wetlands aIid wetland buffers from 
tlle ' lliornton Creek within the lot 
lines. That's prohibited under the 
wetlands ordinance, according to 
city planning aid Steve Cohen. 

AlUlougli the developer hoped to 
gain the waiver recomnlendation 
froin tlie planning commission, the 
conl i l l i ss ioners wanted to avoid 
reconimending the waiver to City 
Council and suggested finding an 
alternative. 

After il luch disciIs.sion, commis­
sioners voted 6-1 to give the wet­
lands to the homeowner's associa­
tion as a coniinons area. The feel­
ing was with more people respon­
sible for the wetlands" area, the 
o rd inances w o u l d be better 
enforced. 

As a consequence, the property 
owner and developer, I^aura Deifi­
no, will have to rework some of the 
other lot lines to provide an access 
easement for the area. 

New c o m m i s s i o n member 
Michelle Bononi was the only one 
opposed to the moUoil because she 
said she couldn't approve a p1an 
that called for a change. 'The pre­
sentation was not fine tuned," she 
said. 

But a 6-1 voted doesn't mean 
reaching a decision was easy for 
the rest of the members. 

Commissioners first voted 4-3 
not to grant preservat ion ease­
ments to the deve loper w h i c h 
would make the four individual 
homeowners responsible for the 
land. 

Opposing Votes came from com­
missioners who wanted either the 
city or tlie homeowners to possess 
the l a n d . B u t m a n y could not 
agree on jus t how to accomplish 
creating the access needed for it to 
be a separate parcel. 

Mike Priest, a c iv i l engineer for 
Dei f ino , s a i d there ju s t wasn ' t 
room to provide an access route to 
the area. He suggested making the 
area part of tiie park belonging to 
the subdivision to the south. Brad­
ford of Novi. 

He also suggested deeding the 
land to the city. T h e y can have it 
if they Want it," he said. But even 
that would require a 10-foot wide 
access easement from Nine Mile. 

Commissioner Ar t Vrettas sug­
gested the developer work wi th 
whomever might own tlie adjacent 
property to the West to provide an 
access route from that direction. 

"When that developer goes to 
develop that land he Will run in to 
the same problems, so why not 
Work together now. deed the land 
to the city and provide easements 
from Nine Mile?" he asked. 

He wanted the decision to be 
delayed unti l the next meeting, so 
Deifino could look into the idea.

"Why are we rushing this?" he 
asked . "There may be a s imple 
solution.

A n d by the looks of i t . l i l t . 
growth in Uie Ii i i l ioIi fees is not 
going to slow down. 

[ So how can the averaf^e Novi 
parent and student afford It? 

"Sonie people are taking out per­
sonal loan.s or refinjincing their 
homes," said BiU Ayotte, a coun­
selor at Novl High School. 

"It's a struggle for people," lie 
expla ined . "For most n l lddle or 

' upper middle class people it 's a 
' burden especially if you have mul­

tiple kids In school or a parent 
, going hack to school." 

But even tJiough the ferkrral gov­
ernment has thieatened to cut a 
good portion of the educat ional 
budget which includes college aid 
packages, sonic people In Novi 
may be able to take advantage of 
federal, state and loc i ! .sriiirces for 
school funding. 

' In an affluent coinmunity peo­
ple get d i s c o u r a g e d and don ' t 
apply because tliey feel they won't 
qualify." said Ayotte. 

Ayotte said students of all ages 
can , at the very least, apply for 
government loans, scholarships 

and gniril programs to .see if tliey 
inlghl be eligible. Hi; said people 
often forget the goveriinleiit wi l l 
take Into consideration how mally 
other studerlts are iii the house­
hold and also unusual family cir-
cuiiistaIices. 

'1 rccoiiilnend everybcxly does it. 
It's k ind of a pain but there are 
some programs tJlat could spin off 
from it that arefl'l necessarily tied 
lo the goverilment." he said. 

Interested prospective students 
need to fill oiit a Free Application 
for Federal Student A i d (FAFSA) 
forin, the "key" lo enlerlilg finan­
cial aid programs. 'Hie forin can be 
picked up at the h\gh school in 
J a n u a r y and requi res inconie 
information .so save a check stub 
lo make 11 easier to fill out, sug­
gests Ayotte, 

'Ille forms are due between Jan­
uary 1 and Febr i ia iy 15 for the 
best results. Students are notified 
in tlie .spring. 

For 1996 Novi graduates, Ayotte 
said the number of local .scholar­
ships is Impressive, about 30 In 
all. ' llK-y conie from local organiiui-
tlons, clubs, religious groups and 
as inemorial .schohirsliips. 

Adults going back lo school aild 
parents with college-bound s tu­
dents should also clieck into tfieir 
churcli , employer, union or veter­
an's group for financial assistance. 
Ayotte said einployers arc learning 
it pays to pay for an employee's 
education. As far as private coni-
panies that promise lo find finan­
cial assistance for a fee, Ayotte 
said he's sure tliere are some good 
companies out there but "buyer 
beware." A good slate service 
c a l l e d M I - C A S H E a t t empts lo 
match money lo students, he said. 

TTie most important thing of all 
is lo stay in touch with Uie college 
or university's financial aid office.

County voters could raise a 1.5 
mill property tax for arts and cul­
tural history under a b i l l passed 
by Oie state House and sent to the 
Senate. 

Detroit was the only city given 
permission to levy an arts-culture 
tax. A county could set up a cul­
t u ra l d is t r ic t itself or j o i n with 
other counties to form a cultural 
district. 

"The expenditure of tax dollars 
for the ar ts i s not a legi t i inate 
fiinction of government," said Rep. 
Greg Kaza, R-Rochester Hil ls , who 
was on the short end of the 86-17 
vote. "Private sponsorship is far 
better than governnienl control 
and tlie censorship that implies." 

Rep. David Jaye, R-Utica, voted 
no for the opposite reason: The 
House rejected his arnendment to 
prohibit funds going to "an exhibit 
that displays human body fluids 
on rel igious symbols, d i sp lays a 
sex act, displays the b u r n i n g or 
desecration of the American flag, 
or Invites members of the general 
publ ic to Walk on the A m e r i c a n 
flag." He referred to fetlerally spon­
sored exhibits that raised a furor 
in other states.

Rod Arroyo. Novi Planning Coni-
in i s s lo i i traffic consul tan t , pre­
sented the Ten Year Transporta­
tion Plan to planning cominission-
crs Nov. 29. 

Yet, none of the 28 projects on 
the list is assured, said Arroyo. 
Tlie list is Just a suggestion of the 
iiecessaty iiiiprovements the city 
should try to implement in the 
future. 

"There 's no guaran tee these 
improvements w i l l occur. It's a 
needs list. It's likely the traffic lev­
els on the roadways w i l l get so 
these improvements wil l be war-
ianted," he explained. 

"The c i ty can use it to guide 
future decisions," he added. 

Tile plan suggests $15,752,500 
In major improvements for c i ty 
roads. Tile rest woiIld come from 
county, state and federal sources.

"The question comes down to 
which road improvcInent is most 
c r i t ica l to the city a n d where lo 
direct traffic," he said, 

"If the city of Novi shu t down 
today, five years from now it would 
still have more traffic t l ian it does 
today because of what is going on 
i n c o m i n u n l t i e s o u t s i d e of the 

cily," he said. 
AiToyo cited the case of Ten Mile 

Road. With (he South Lyon bo()ni-
ing in residential popiilatioii and 
Ten Mile being Ihe "highway" to 
the area, the increased traffic will 
need to be alleviated sonlehow. 

'Hie question is "how'.-'" 
Tile platl su,g,gests widenillg Ten 

Mile Road to five lanes, but that 
idea has been met w i t h sonie 
opposition. 

D u r i n g last week 's i nee l ing . 
P l a n n i n g C l i a i r L a u r a Lorenzo 
asked Arroyo lo give his o])lnioil oil 
the Ten Mile Road situation. 

"If ai l improvement isn't iliade to 
Ten Mi le , Ihe capaci ty p iob lc i l i 
there wil l begin lo impact other 
roads like Nine Mile," Arioyo said. 

He e.xplaiiied the best solution is 
to b i i i l d a five lane road. Three 
lanes is too little because it only 
adds a t t irning lane and doesn't 
e l iminate traffic problems. Four 
lanes it too little because without a 
left l i a i ld turn laile, safety prob-
lenls emei-gc. 

J i m W a h l , c i ty p l a n n i n g and 
coInn lun i ty developer director , 
agreed with Arroyo. He said even 
though his residence backs up to 
Ten IVIile, he would weather the 
changes to see easier road access 
in the city.

H i e Northville Public School Dis­
trict has finally reached a contract 
agreement w i t h the N o r t h v i l l e 
Association of School Administra­
tors (NASA). 

The accord, which was ratified 
liy NASA and ilpjiroved by the dis­
trict board of education Monday, 
w i l l o n l y cover Ihe cu r r en t 
1995/90 .school year, according to 
Roy Danley, director of personnel. 

The d i s t r i c t and N A S A un ion 
negotiators have been working for 
inon ths on the agreement. The 
contract affects all school building 
principals , and the district 's two 
special education sites at Old Vi l ­
lage School atld the Bryant Center. 
In al l , 13 district officials were cov­
ered by Ihe pact, 

Danley explained Uiat the agree-
rneIIt c a l l s for a 2 .5 perce l l t 
increa.se in base salary, along with 
a 1 percent equity adjustment, 
b r i ng ing the to la l pay schedule 
increa,se to 3.5 percent for 1995-
96. 

The settlement also calls for the 
district lo provide a prescription 
drug program with a $5 co-pay lo 
the employees medical insurance. 

"Employees will pay one quarter 
of 1 percent of the annua l base 
salary toward their medical insur­
ance cost," Danley said. "The pay­
men t w i l l be t h i o u g h p a y r o l l 
deduction." 

Danley said the measure also 
includes district committee assign­
ments along with district in-service 
staff development and commitlee 
nleeUngs. 

"The dis t r ic t wi l l consul t with 
administrators prior to assigning 
t h e m to a d i s t r i c t commi t tee , " 
Danley said. "Consideration wi l l be 
given to special acUvities that are 
of an on-going nature within their 
building. Every effort will be made 
to make committee assignments 
equitable." 

The district will also make every 
" r ea sonab l e effort" to a v o i d 
scheduling committee meetings or 
staff development activit ies that 
require substitute teachers during 
the weeks of vaca t ion per iods , 
according to Danley. 

Although the contract only cov­
ers the current school year, Danley 
said the district and N A S A repre­
sentatives have agreed to conduct 
a cooperative survey. 

T h e purpose of tile survey will 
be to provide comparative data to 
be used i n reviewing the (current) 
salary and compensation relative 
to ... districts surveyed," he said

Sep tember opted to pass up a 
bond election, and hired DeJong lo 
begin the consensus building pro­
cess. 

Al lhough Northville School Dis­
trict officials say (hat it's prema­
ture lo (alk about any type of bond 
proposal . DeJong's work h i s to id 
suggests tiiat once the community 
provides the in])ut and develops a 
p l a n , a bond r e c o m m e n d a t i o n 
usually follows.

"Before (he [irocess began, I 
didn'i think (he community would 
approve construction of a new high 
school facility, bu( as the consen­
sus biIilding process began to (ake 
hold, we learned that a majorKy of 
(he coInniunlty, indeed, wanted a 
new facility," Wertz said. "It was 
the conlniunity, not the school dis­
trict that canie to the conclusion 
that there was a need for the facili­
ty-

"What rJeJong was able to do for 
Okemos was lo help us identify 
several alternatives lo pi-esent to 
the school board," Wertz added. 
"He brought foc:iis to the process." 

Okemos' si t i iatlon is s imi lar to 
Northville's in that both communi­
ties i i re a f f luen t , ded ica ted to 
excelleflce In education, experienc­
ing growtli in student poptilalion, 

and were utilizing outdated school 
facilities. In September. Northville 
school off icials toured the new 
Okemos High School and talked 
with Okemos officials about the 
process Wert;; explained. 

Accord ing to Okemos resident 
William Ftalls, who chaire(i the dis­
t r i c t ' s T O S T (Tak ing Oke inos 
Schools into Tomorrow) commit­
tee, the consensus building pro­
cess was extrelncly helpful and 
involved a broad spcc ln im of the 
coinmunity. 

"There were recommendations 
that didn't please eveiyone, but at 
least anyone who took an active 
part in the process could respect 
the fact Uiat every idea and opin­
ion was given e(iual tneril and was 
thoroughly discussed by the com-
Inunity," Ralls explained. 

' T h e r e were members of ou r 
c o m m u n i t y that h a d different 
viewpoints on which direction we 
needed to go, but we were not a 
divisive community. Okemos has 
a l w a y s h a d h igh expec ta t ions 
when it comes to public educa­
tion." 

The committee delivered several 
recommendat ions to the school 
board, according to Ralls. 

"Tliere was one recolnniendation 
that we bu i ld a new high school 

facility and traiislbrm the old high 
school into a middle school." he 
sa id . "Another recomiiiendation 
was not lo build ii new high schwil 
facility but instead upgrade (he 
current facilily. 

"The th i rd choice was to j u s i 
provide renovations to the existing 
high school facilily." he ;i(idcd. 

Tlie Okenios school board opted 
(o go for a $50 million bond vo(e to 
b i i i l d a new h i g h sc lu io l . and 
relrofit the old high school into a 
middle s c h o o l . The bond issue 
passed easily in June "I ' -'91. 

Both facifilies are in opcraiiou, 
Weriz said.

"The m o s l important point is 
liiat you have to allow eveiyone (o 
state tlieir opinions and concerns, 
and you have to let people know 
that their ideas will be considered 
on an equal basis with otlieis," he 
added.

"Now, his 
nun payiiieIit of support also can 
affect his credit rating." 

Geake said one bill allows a cus­
todial parent to sue for back sup­
port for as long as 10 years after a 
child reached age 18. Tliat would 
allow recovery when tJie non-cus­
todial parent's econoinic c i rcum­
stances have changed. 

"There i s a requi ren len t that 
when a judge issues a bench war-

i^ant to requii-e a paient to pay, tlie 
parent will li.ave to pay court costs, 
loo," Geake said. 

No less than a dozen bills had lo 
be passed to change "visilalioii" to 
"parentlng tinie" in siIp[)ort, f;lniily 
counseling, pIobale, divorce, social 
welfare, penal, adoption and other 
laws. 

"They mean the same thing," 
Geake said , "but non-cus todia l 
pai-ents didn't want to be stigma-
tlzed as 'visitors.'" 

Tlie most politically controversial 
bi l l in Geake's package is still in 
the Family Law Coniniittee. That 
would shift Fr iend of the Cour t 
froIn the j u r i s d i c t i o n of c i r cu i t 
courts to general couIily govern­

ment. Geake says the office would 
get belter supervision and funding. 
C i r c u i t judges, however, oppose 
any reduction of their powers. A n d 
many county officials areil't eager 
lo lake over FOG. 

Two bills will tnake it a felony to 
falsely chai-ge child sexual abuse, 
physical abuse, elnotioiial abuse 
or neglect of a child - cuiTcnUy a 
niisdcnieanor. Punishnients would 
be up to two years in prison and a 
fine of $2,000. 

Such abuses are often charged 
in nas ty divorce cases, but the 
Senate F i sca l Agency said there 
are no data on (low many pi ison 
sentences might result. II guessed 
the cost lo the Deparlnienl of Cor­
rect ions at $50 ,000 lo $65 ,000 
annually on the basis of five sen­
tences of one-year duration. 

Two bills were needed - one lo 
ctiange the penal code, the other 
the child protection act. Other bills 
would: 

• Specify that FOG has 14 days 
to disburse support payments and 
guard against gender bias. 

• M a k e it a felony to conceal 
income. 

• Allow a court to place deadbeat 
parents who had been found i n 
contenipt for Ilon-paynient on elec­
tronic teUiers.

Mltzel s t a ted 
other committees associated wi th 
the city have well defined terms 
and means of appointnlent. 

"It's an official city committee. 
We shou ld be the ones to make 
appointments ... Some say it's an 
advisory committee, but it has a 
budget and seems to have grown 
into a lot of power," Mitxel said. 

C o u n c i l member K a t h l e e n 
M u t c h sugges t ed that c o u n c i l 
cou ld mere ly conf i rm a p p o i n t ­
men t s r e c o m m e n d e d by o the r 
groups. 

Council member Robeil Sctinlid 
[disagreed with council interference 
in the appointment pi-ocess, stat­
ing it is one of the Inost productive 
committees within tlie city. He also 
pointed out that committees are 
the s u p p o s e d to handle these 
i s s u e s to free up c o u n c i l to 
address other business. 

M u l c h felt that staggered terms 
of many of the conimiltees repre­

sentative thai i l would make it dif­
ficult for many to fulfill a three-
year term. 

"Some people couldn't inake a 
three-year commitment ," M u t c h 
said, 

Krlewall agreed Ulat the three-
year terms might becolne restric­
tive. 

There's enough churn of inem-
bers on the committees to get a 
logical turnover of people without 
messing wi th a three year term 
limit," Kriewall said. 

Amendments to allow the coun­
cil to appoint the committee mein-
bers and for the three-year term 
were defeated by a close 4-3 vote.

of the letter fronl Uie superinten­
dent's office, signed by 14 parents 
opposed lo the changes. 

Tlie letter staled: 
"We did not purchase our home 

in the Wal l ed hake or M o n r o e 
because their school districts did 
not coinpare to Novi's. M r Mil ler 
repea ted ly refers to these two 
school distr icts and the Wasson 
High School in Colorado (which 
consists mostly of low inconlc faln-
ilies) in this new proposal. We feel 
that the above coInparison is an 
inappropriate and inelevant beiich 
mark." 

It also chal lenged c la i ins the 

new schedule will improve learning 
by 30 percent.

T e c h n o l o g y b r o u g h t s t u d e n t s t o g e t h e r 

This fall the i-'arm-
ington publ ic school 
system had ;i district 
inserv icc day. Wel l , 
you iTiight say, ">So -
big deal - they have 
thein every year." But 
this year it really was 
a big deal, thanks to 
technology. 

Keep i n mind - the 
d i s t r i c t has 1,200 
employees. It was Ihe 
goal of the d i s t r i c t 
inselvice day to train 
school einployees on 

the legal implIcaUons of sexual harassment In 
the workplace as required by law. 

Now instead of liiaking all 1,200 staff mem­
bers to to one place, the schools decided lo use 
cable technology to disserninatc the informa-
t ion. The guest speaker, Pamela Poff (a civi l 
rights attorney from New .Jersey) was stationed 
at Ihe Farmington Training Center site. She

was able lo speak to all the s ta l l scattered in 
live difleient buildings throughout the district 
(Hillside ['.iemcntaty, Farmington High, Farin-
ington Training Center. Power Middle School 
and Central OlTicej. Bus dlivei-s, kitchen work­
ers, maintenance, custodians, teachers, secre­
taries and adminislrativc s ta l l were all present. 

In addition to receiving inlornialion froIn Poff 
regarding what sexual harassment is, al ld what 
their obligations are under the law, video sce­
narios were played for staff to respond to and 
discuss with their peers. Small group discus­
sions were led by specially trained facilitators 
fi'om e school system. 

This h igh- tech inservlce day was accoln-
plished by utilizing the Institutional Network 
(INET), a c losed c i r c u i t ne twork r u n n i n g 
thioughout some of the buildings in the school 
(listricl. 

T h e technical quality of Ule INFH' was supe-
rioi-," says Peggy Schmidt, Director of Media 
Services, "Tlianks to Clay Collins and the tech­
nical staff a l Titne Warner." 

"The FjuIiiington public school employee's 

response to this type o l medium was quite pos­
itive," Schlnidt says. Enlployees liked the fact 
that they could leceive the iilfornlation and dis­
cuss it Willi peers from Uieir own building. 

Of course being scattered among five sites 
meant greater comfort levels in seating, parking 
and access to food and refreshincnts. 

"In fact," S(;hn)idt .said, "due to tile high qual­
ity of audio and video signals, the inediuin soon 
became ti-ansparent to l l ie participants." In the 
future, the d is t r ic t hopes to have two-way 
audio signals as well, where the staff can ask 
questions to the speaker directly. 

This medium of delivery is not entirely new to 
Uie FarInington public school .system. Distance 
learning among Farmington , Harr ison, and 
North Farmington High Schools has been in 
place for about six years now. It's the first time, 
however, the concept has been used in direct 
s ta l l tiaining. Ixioks like there will be lnore dis­
trict inservice days using the latest technology.

B o o n e a l e g e n d a r y f i g u r e e v e n i n o w n l i f e 

AmeI'l(:a has dozens 
of l egenda ry l o l k 
heroes that inake up 
i ts c o l o r f u l h i s l o r y . 
One of these adven­
turers spen t some 
time in Detroit during 
the R e v o l u t i o n a r y 
War. 

Born i n Pennsylva­
nia In 1734, Dan ie l 
BooIic was the son of 
English Quakcis who 
i m m i g r a t e d to the 
new c o u n t i y In 
search of adventure. 

Boone grew up among friendly Indiaii tribes 
in the east, who lived peacefully near the white 
.settlers. Later moving to the woods of North 
[Carolina, the Boone family began to encounter 
more hosUle natives, including raids by neigh­
boring Cherokee. 
; A s a young member of the North Caio l ina 
Jriilitia, Daniel Boone witnessed his first Indian 
attack. There he also becanie intrigued by life 
i n the wilderness. His inherited sense of adven­
ture encouraged hltn to explore tlie wilds of the

Aulerican we.'-.t - in (his case, the future states 
of Kentucky, Virginia and Mi.ssouri. 

Daniel Boone gained his greatest fame by 
helping clear nuinerous pathways t i l roug i i 
forests and over mountains lo enable pioneers 
to walk in safety to new frontiers. The fort at 
llie end of one of these tiails. Wilderness PaUi 
in Kentucky, was appiopilately named Boones-
borough. 

While scouting a safe passage for a group of 
pioneers in northeastern Kentucky in Januaiy , 
1778, D a n i e l Boone was c a p t u r e d by a 
Sh.iwnce war party. When he v.'as taken Into 
the na t ive camp, Boone d i s c o v e r e d the 
Shawnee raid was not m n by Indians alone. 

British influence was strong here, and maiiy 
of the ra ids were, in fac-t, p lanned by the 
British. 

Using his influence as a well-known figure, 
Boone was able to convince his cai i tors to 
spare the lives of the people a l the nearby town 
ol Bo<.)nesborougti and to be taken lo the near­
est British post, that of Detroit. 

The Shawnee agreed to his request, looking 
foiWard to the certain reward for tu rn ing in 
potential slaves to tile British in Detroit, as well 
as tile legendaiy Boone himself 

TTie capture of Daniel Boone by the Shawnee 
was a bloodless battle, and bccau.sc of Oils, the 
prisoner and his captors remained on fairly 
good terms, coi ls ider i i lg the s i tuat ion. This 
caInaraderie, falsely encouraged by Boone, 
enabled him to eventually initiate an escape. 

Tliough the Indians were offered a large cash 
reward by tlie Brit ish for their illustrious pris­
oner, they did not release h i m in Detroi t . 
Instead, they proudly paraded hini from fort to 
fort, returnlIig to their base at Chi l l ico the , 
Ohio, a fatal error on their part. 

There, Boone learned of an upcoming attack 
by the Indians at Boonesborough. The seem­
ingly good relationship between Boone and the 
Indians rcInained and, in a spirit of extreine 
well-being, the Shawnee adopted the famous 
tracker into tile tribe. 

By gaining their trust, he was given more 
and more freedom unUl the time was right. Six 
monUis after his IniUal capture, Danie! Boone 
slipped away from the Shawlice camp to return 
to the fori that held his name. He airived iIi 
tiine to warn tlie settlers of the iinpending Indi­
an attack.

Often he wasn ' t appreciated by the lat ter 

; group, which tends to attach to word "nut" to 
- the word "gun." But linking the two was Wash­
ington's genius-level contribution to Michigan 
politics. 

Lisa Allen, a friend who was raised in Bloom-
• field Township, edited M U C C ' s Terra Tuebor 
magazine ("I wil l guard the earth") for its brief 
two or three years of life. A n a n g i y woInan 
reader asked how she could work for a firearms 
advocate like Washington. Allen replied in an 

-editor's note diat he really was great and very 

much concerned about the land and waters, 
not jus l the deer and trout Ulat populated It. 
Amen. 

Allen's magazine did some excellent s tu f f 
particularly about the effect of electric power 
lines on fanners and their livestock. 1 confess, 
however, that I disliked having a separate envi­
ronmen ta l magazine . ! thought her work 
should have been displayed in Michigcui OutoJ-
/.toors, MUCC's main publication. Here's why: 

AdverUsing managers are doing much harm 
to Ainerica by segregating folks into markets. 
Look at any magazine i-ack. Investors have 
their inagazines; labor has its publ icat ions. 
Hikers and motor fans don't read each other. 
Men and women have separate magazines. 
Career women and hoineinakers have their 
separate inagazines. 

The old general circulaUon inagazines that 
coveied politics, healUi, the arts, business, sci­
ence, war, recipes, fiction, humor - a l l have 
been externunated by the advertisers. Only in 
newspapers do they talk to each other - some­
times. 

If Michigan's natural resources are to be pre­
served from the ons laugh t s of the Eng le r 
Administration, which ofllcially refers to pol­
luters as "customers," old-style conservation­
ists and new-style environmental is ts mus t 
stick together, as Washington insisted. 

Washington's M U C C , wilh 120,000 Inenibers, 
was the muscle behind the 1994 drive for a 

consUtutional atnendment lo fund state parks 
through state oil and gas revenues, and the 
loudest voice to keep Engler from raiding it. 

Washington's M U C C was the muscle for the 
1976 "bottle bi l l" which required deposits on 
pop and beer bottles and cans, cleaning up our 
roads and parks almost overnight. 

Washington was a key player in the Wetlands 
Protection Act. Indian fishing controversies, 
and lawsuits to protect die environment. WiUi-
out question, other groups - watershed coun­
cils, environmental action groups. Sierra Club 
- were Oiere, too; bless thein. But Washington 
had Ule loudest voice, biggest checkbook and 
heaviest clout. 

Tom W a s h i n g t o n h a d a greater pos i t ive 
impact on Michigan's outdoors and the people 
v/ho love it than any five directors of the state 
Department of Natural Resources and any 20 
legislators. We'll probably never name a state 
building or park for h im. 

But every time I visi t nly favorite camping 
spot, watch ospreys and loons, fish for pike, 
hike the trails looking for Kirtland's warblers 
and feel safe that Uie puppy won't cut her toes 
on a busted beer bottle, I'll be grateful I knew 
Tom Washington, even if only slightly.

The holiday season is tradition­
ally a Joyful Ume of the year, but it 
c a n also be a dangerous one i f 
c a u t i o n is not exe rc i sed With 
Christmas trees and holiday light­
ing , according to the state Fire 
Marshal . 

In 1994, Michigan fire depart­
men t s reported an increase of 
nearly 18 percent from 1993. Of 
the 65,615 fires reported in Michi­
gan dur ing 1994, most occurred 
between the hours of 4 p.m. and 
midnight - commonly When the 
home was occupied. 'Three areas 
Where fires frequently occurred in 
the home included the ki tchen, 
bedroom and l iv ing area (family 
room). Last year, 244 deaths i n 
our state were caused by fires. 

The state F i r e M a r s h a l offers 
these safe holiday suggestions: 

• Choose a fresh Christmas tree 
and water it frequently. Place the 
tree i n a stand that w i l l not tip 
over and keep the tree away from 
heat sources and exitways. 

• Keep b u r n i n g candles away 
from decoraOons and otller materi­
a ls that can ca tch fire. Do not 
leave ch i ld ren unat tended i n a 
ropm w i t h l ighted candles and 
remember to keep matches and 
lighters out of children's reach. 

• When decorating with lights, 
purchase only those labeled by a 
tes t ing laboratory, s u c h as U L . 
Check for frayed or damaged cords 
and replace them. Don't overload 
electric outlets and always unplug 
311 lights before ieaving home or 
going to sleep. 

• "When hosUng holiday parties, 
proVide guests Who smoke w i t h 
large , deep ash t rays . After the 
party, remember to check inside 
and under upholstery and in trash 
c a n s for s m o l d e r i n g c igare t te 
butts. 

• Never leave the stove unat­
tended while cooking. Keep coolc-
ing areas clean, wear clothes With 
tight fitting sleeves, and turn pot 
handles inward. 

• Special care should be taken 
around your fireplace during this 
season. Make sure the flue is open 
before starting a fn-e. 

• Keep a fire extinguisher handy.

F o u n d e r o f h o s p i c e a g e n c y g e t s a 

c h a n c e t o s e p a r a t e m y t h f r o m f a c t

Receiving a diagnosis of a life-
threatening Illness is not the lime 
lo give up. It's the tiine to start 
taking care of business. 

M a r y L i n d q u i s t , a regis tered 
nurse and founder of Arbor Hos­
p ice , spoke to the N o r t h v i l l e 
Woman's Club at the First Presby­
terian Church of Northville on Nov. 
17, offering the message that hos­
pice care can help with the impor­
tant task of setUng things right. 

"Hospice is some th ing people 
don ' t often l i k e to t a lk about 
because we don't Uke to talk about 
people who are dying. But the one 
thing Uiat I want you to take home 
from here today is that hospice is 
about living, not about dying," she 
said. 

"People with life-threatening i l l ­
nesses need to sign up for hospice 
early rather than later in their dis­
ease and that is because of the 
w o r k that needs to be done," 
Lindquist said. 

Lindquist often tells people with 
l i fe-threatening condi t ions that 
they are the lucky ones because 
they have time to put things in 
order. 

People who die accidentally or 
suddenly leave everything as is, 
they don't have Uie chaiice to com­
plete the i r l i v e s , a c c o r d i n g lo 
Lindquist. 

The work that needs to be done 
includes seeing the people they 
want to see, writing letters to chil­
dren and grandchildren and doing 
what they want to do. 

"The k i n d of w o r k the family 
needs to do is Validate the life of 
the person who is dying," she said. 

Some of the ways families do 
that is to spend t ime together, 
write letters, a n d make routine 
phone calls. It is a Ume to share 
how Important the person is. 

Hospice nurses break down bar­
riers so that family members can 
share feelings. 

The responsibil i t ies of hospice 
nurses also i n c l u d e con t ro l l ing 
symptoms and he lp ing families 
clear their "baggage." 

"We've had over 4,000 patients 
and we have never had a paUent 

M a r y L i n d q u i s t 

that we haven't been able to con­
trol their pa in ," she sa id of the 
organization she founded in 1984. 
"The su f fe r ing is not true - so 
many people are afraid of that." 

A common fear of families and 
pa t ien ts is tha t m o r p h i n e is 
add ic t ing or that the pa in wi l l 
become so bad even morphine 
won't be enough. 

Studies have proven thai when 
morphine is taken for physiological 
pain there is no addicUon, accord­
ing lo Lindquist. 

"It is the best drug of a l l . The 
most important thing for a hospice 

i lurse is to take care of the per­
son's symploIns. 

"We need to be there earlier to 
take care of those things so that 
our patients can have good times 
to do things they want lo do," she 
said. "The person feels belter earii-
er than they do later." 

11 Is also the responsibi l i ty of 
hospice nurses to help the family 
heal old wounds. Family problems 
can result when brothers feel inad­
equate because they think their 
father loved the other sibling more. 

"By setUng that free and taking 
care of that, that sets the brother 
who has never felt adequate to feel 
adequate and go through the rest 
of his life feeling better. 

"Probably tlle inosl criUcal tiling 
we do is lo help families manage 
those things," she sa id . "We al l 
have those Uiings in our families." 

Arbor Hospice also has bereave­
men t p r o g r a m s and s u p p o r t 
groups which are open to eveiy-
one. 

The chi ldren ' s program is for 
chi ldren who are dying, who are 
anticipating the death of a family 
member or who are giieving after a 
death. Art therapy can help ch i l ­
dren work through their feelings. 

"Hospice has gotten a bad rap 
because the physician has to s.ay 
your life expectancy is six months 
or less iind society has said that if 
you sign up for hospice you'l l die 
tomorrow. That's not true at al l ." 
she said. 

Since ils founding, hospice nurs­
es have provided home-based care 
to tlie lernlinally i l l . 

In order to take care of those 
who are unable to be cared for at 
home, Lindquist embarked on a 
miss ion to open the state's first 
licensed hospice residence. 

After three years of behind-the-
scenes work and p r e p a r a t i o n , 
L indquis t has recently received 
approval for an Arbor Hospice Res­
idence which will be buil t near 1-94 
and Saline Road in A n i i Arbor.

Women often know they are approaching 
menopause when they start experiencing a vari­
ety of symptoms, the most draInatic of which 
can include hot flashes, irregular bleeding and 
difricully sleeping. 

While such signs usually occur between the 
ages of 48 and 51, the physical and emotional 
changes that set the stage for menopause start 
well before the last menstrual periotl - perhaps 
as much as a decade before, accoiding to Uni­
versity of Michigan Medical Center researchers. 
By age 40 . they say, the i n i t i a l stages of 
menopause or perimenopause are well under 
way, 

"We th ink the t rans i t ion into menopause 
starts much eadier than previously thought - in 
the late 30s, certainly by age 40, and it contin­
ues into the 50s," says John Randolph, M.D., 
associate professor of obstetrics and gynecolo­
gy-

During the last seven years. Randolph has 
teamed up witli MaryFran Sowers, Ph.D., asso­
ciate professor of epidemiology at the U - M 
School of Public Health and lead investigator of 
a s tudy that h a s been l o o k i n g at per i -
menopausa! changes in more than 500 Michi­
gan women. 

"By 40 we could discern changes in bone 
density. By 44 there were variations in men­
strual cycle bleeijing," Sowers says. 

Be ing i n f o r m e d about p e r i m e n o p a u s a l 
changes is important for Women, she feels, 
because the more information they have, the 
more choices they may have in terms of preven­
tive care. 

" W e t h i n k t h e t r a n s i t i o n i n t o m e n o p a u s e s t a r t s m u c h e a r l i e r t h a n p r e ­

v i o u s l y t h o u g h t - i n t h e l a t e 3 0 s , c e r t a i n l y b y a g e 4 0 , a n d i t c o n t i n u e s 

i n t o t h e 5 0 s . "

For exainple, one of the most obvious signs of 
perimenopause, variations in menstrual cycles 
and heavy bleeding, also is a major cause of 
hys te rec tomy. R a n d o l p h bel ieves that as 
patients become aware that heavy bleeding is 
both normal and finite, "that may be all they 
need to be comfortable with the process." 

"It may be frustra t ing and frightening at 
times, but it's a normal part of what's going on. 
If women can ride that out and we can find 
ways to make heavy bleeding tolerable, we 
could avoid major interventions like surgery," 
he says. 

Osteoporosis is ano the r consequence of 
menopause that may have its roots in pert-
menopause. 

"Osteoporosis begins earlier than the last 
period. It's not just a state of being for elderly 
ladles in nurs ing homes." Sowers says. "It's 
observable m u c h ear l i e r and may be pre­
ventable." 

Sowers says she dreams of a day when rou­
tine screening for osteoporosis, using a non­
invasive technique called bone densitometry, is 
available in every O B - G Y N and family physi­
cian's oftice. 

According to Sowers and Randolph, one pos­
sible strategy for controll ing perimenopausal 
bleeding - and preventing osteoporosis and 
heart disease in those at risk - may be starting 
hormone rep lacement the rapy ear ly , i n a 
woman's late 30s or early 40s. 

They believe that perimenopause is brought 
on by changes in ovarian function, which caus­
es dips and swings in estrogen levels. By start­
ing hormone tJierapy early, women may be able 
to shore up their estrogen production before 
irreversible damage is done. 

To further study this phase of a woman's life 
in the hopes of coming up with some simple 
diagnostiq signs for perimenopause. Sowers is 
leading a four-year N a t i o n a l Ins t i tu tes of 
Health-funded study ca11ed SWAN (Study of 
Women's Hea1th Across the Nation). The study, 
w h i c h began th i s fa l l , is r e c r u i t i n g 3 ,500 
women across the na t ion from four ethnic 
groups.

Den tu re s are very 
personal. Tliey are fit­
ted and adjusted by a 
dentist to match the 
function of your natu­
ral teeth as closely as 
possible. 

If y o u are among 
the 32 mi11ion Ameri­
cans who wear full or 
partia1 dentures, there 
are severa1 things you 
shou ld know to pro­
tect b o t h y o u r den­
tures and the health 

of your mouth. 
Upon receiving dentures, you will be instruct­

ed on Inserting and removing them, cleaning 
them and car ing for your gums . Since' your 
mouth consists of living t issues that change 
wit11 time, you wi l l need regular dental check­
ups to make sure the dentures continue to fit 
snugly. 

Handl ing a denture requires care. When 
removing it, you should stand over a towel or 
sink with water in it in case you accidentally 
drop your denture. Brush the denture each day 
to remove food deposits and plaque, preferably 
with a brush designed for dentures. Avoid using 
a b rush w i t h hard b r i s t l e s . A n d never use 
bleach on your dentures. 

Dentures can warp if placed in hot water If 
they become dried out, they may change shape. 
When you remove your dentures, place them in 
a container of water or denture cleaning solu­
tion. 

As you age, your mouth naturally changes, 
which can affect the fit of your dentures. L.oose 
dentures can cause various problems, including 
sores and Infections. Dentures should always 
be adjusted by a dentist. Continued use of 111-
flttlng dentures can irritate the gums, tongue 
and cheeks. Poor-fi t t ing dentures can cause 
oral abrasions, bn i i s e s . Inflammation, over­
growth of gum tissue, destruction of bone and 
even disturbances of the Jaw joints, 

Denture reliner and repair kits found on the 
drugstore shelves should be used only as a 
temporary measure, never as a substitute for 
professional dental care. A dentist can usually 
repair and refit a broken or cracked denture. 
Beware of over-the-counter repair kits which 
contain chemicals and solvents that actually 
may damage the plastic materiai in the denture. 
If that liappens, or if the broken parts of the 
denture are not l ined up properly, dentures 
may have to be rep1aced. 

Most dentures can last 1 1 years or so with 
the proper home care and reiines by a dentist. 
A denture should be relined every 3 years for 
proper fit and to minimize bone loss, so contin­
ue to have regular dental check-ups even with 
dentures.
