However, the robber pulled a surprise. He 
didn't appear un t i l 12:30 p .m . Wednesday, 
just after police gaVe up surVeiUance for the 
day. 

But he didn't rob the bank this Ume, just 
entered and left. 

"We figure he was casing the joint and he 
Would probably be b a c k o n F r i d a y . " sa id 

Barabas. 
Instead the man robbed a Comerica Bank in 

Ferndale and traded in a stolen Ford Thun -
derbird for a G r a n d Cherokee left r u n n i n g 
outside a store near Farmington Road and 
Eight Mi le . Fa rming ton H i l l s Police chased 
him into Detroit Where they lost him. 

But not to Worry. They knew he Would be 
back. "They always return to the scene of the 
crime," said Barabas. 

On NoV. 28. Livonia Police chased and cap­
tured the man after he robbed the Micj i igan 
NaUonal Bank at Wayne and Ann Arbor Tral1. 

According to LiVonla Police, they .located the 
man 1ea\'lng the bank and gaVe chase. The 
man then rear-ended a semi, jumped out of 
the car and ran. Officers fired one shot which 
did not strike Jilm.

MacGregor never gave up the 
dream though. A n d now she is 
going to the Olympics doing what 
she is probably best qualified for: 
providing security for tlie ganies. 

MacGregor was recently chosen 
froln 6,000 applicants to be one of 
1,000 secLir i ty off icers at Ihe 
Olyinpic games held in Atlanta this 
summer. 

She will spend the month of July 
in the city. .AIld although she only 
receives rooin nnd board, she said 
what she'll get in return is worth 
more than money. 

"I'm hoping I'll be part of the 
security tllat rings the fields so I 
can see a lot of things, meet a lot 
of different people and just experi­
ence everytlling," she explained, 

Tlie security force is nlade up of 
retired or current law enforcement 
officers from around the world, 

"You're going to have the world 
stage there." MacGregor added. 
"It's a once In a lifetime experi­
ence." 

MacGregor first learned of the 
opportunity in 1994 at a women's 
police conference in P i t t sburgh 
and f i l l ed ou t the p r e l i m i n a r y 
application. In June she received a 
second application and in Novem­
ber she found out she was chosen.

Planning Commissioners had to 
decide Dec . 6 i f the need to be 
more efficient supersedes the need 
to provide as much information as 
possible to tlie community. 

Four members felt "the shorter 
the bet ter" when they voted to 
quash a motion, 4-4, to make the 
minutes longer 

Meeting minutes are meant to 
provide a record of motions, dis­
cuss ions and act ions. They are 
legally required to be a fair repre­
sentation of the meeting. But are 
not required to be verbatim. 

While lengthier records provide 
more deta i l s to residents of the 
city, they can be tedious for plan­
ning commissioners who need to 
read a n d approve them every 
month. 

So planning commission clerks 
experimented with three different 
versions for reporting the iriinutes 
of the meeting, 1ong. medium and 
short. 

A major i ty of the commiss ion 
voted Sept . 20 to adopt a short 
version, but Chair Laura Lorenzo 

didn ' t approve. So the issue was 
back on the table Dec. 6, where 
once again commissioners opted 
for the short version. 

A t the recent meeting, Lorenzo 
told commissioners to look at the 
intent of the minutes and not at 
the time factor 

"In addition to this being a legal 
r e c o r d . . . i t ' s a serv ice to the 
40.000-plus residents of this com­
munity," she said, realizing many 
commissioners l iked the shorter 
m i n u t e s because they were a 
faster read. 

"With the very short version, the 
city's Uiought process isn't there. 
The reasoning (for decisions) isn't 
there," she exp1ained. 

"I'm very disappointed we woilld 
go to the cut vers ion ... I cou ld 
probably go to the middle of the 
r o a d i f I had to but. . ." Lorenzo 
trailed off 

Member Arthur Vrettas said the 
long way was a safer way and sup­
ported IvOrenzo. "Who are we here 
to serve?" he asked. 

"The most valuable infonnation 
citizen's can have is knowledge. We 
shouldn't cut off that knowledge," 

Vrettas explained. 
However, many of the commis­

sioners thought the shorter, con­
densed version Was more efficient. 

P l a n n i n g c o m m i s s i o n e r Pete 
Hoadley wanted Uie short version 
because the long minutes are too 
long. "I doubt aI1 the commission­
ers read them," he said. 

J a c q u e Hodges sa id , "Ditto. I 
agree wi th Hoadley." She felt the 
short version fit the requirements 
that die minutes be representative 
of the meeting. 

Kim Thomas Capello also went 
for the short version. "The summa­
ry of the minutes is easier to read 
it gives a better representation of 
what transpired," Capello said. 

He sa id minutes shouldn ' t be 
t aken verba t im u n l e s s the c i ty 
hires a professional court reporter. 

Vrettas wanted to make sure the 
tape record ings o f the minutes 
were kept long enough to back-up 
the shorter minutes. 

"I w a n t to have some sort of 
record kept," said Vrettas. "We're 
going to run into si tuations l ike 
Jnteriock Where We're going to need 
them."

"Many county shelters do it. 
Tl ie Mich igan Humane Society 
requires it. Fiut there's noUllng 
In law to require It. Tllis should 
c i i t the n i Imbcr of unwanted 
and unadoplable dogs and cats. 

".An estimated 200,000 dogs 
a n d cats are eutharilzcd each 
year , bu t we don't know how 
niany for sure. This will require 
them to report it (euthanasia fig­
ures) to the Departnient of Agri­
culture. 

T h e shelter can go to smal l 
claims court and get damages to 
make you conform (have tfie pet 
sterilized) and can get the ani­
m a l b a c k .

House Bi l l 4654 Will become 
law as soon as Gov. John Engler 
signs it. 

The House passed his bill ear­

l i e r i l l the year , the Sena te 
passed Its version Nov, 9, and 
the House waited three weeks 
before coiicurring In Ihe Senate 
amendments. A l l area lawmak­
ers voted yes except Rep, Debo­
rah WlIyman, R-Canton. 

A conipllcatlon occiirred, said 
Law, when groups proniotlng the 
adoption of cerlalii purebed dogs 
came forward.

benefits of altering animals." Pet 
shop liccn.scs are Issued by the 
Departnient of Agriculture. 

• Animal control and protec­
tion shelters may not permit the 
adoption of an unaltered dog, 
cat or ferret until the customer 
has c o n t r a c t e d to neu te r It, 
Exception: A n owner reclaiming 
a lost pet from the shelter isn't 
required to agree to neutering, 

• The adopter Is required to 
leave a $25 good faith deposit 
w i t h the shelter guaranteeing 
his intention to have the animal 
neutered. If he fails to keep the 
promise, he forfeits the $25 and 
can be required in District Court 
to pay damages of $150 plus the 
shelter's attorney fees. His $25 
is returncfi when neutering has 
occurred.

KNEE INJURY 

Because ol its complex structure 
and tiie great toices tiirust upon it, the 
l<nee is particularly susceptible to 
injury. This largest joint in the bod / 
(unctions as a hinge, lever, and shoe < 
absorber and plays an instrumental 
role in the act of standing, walking 
climbing, and kicking.

"It appears they could pay for 
the debt and pay for the oix-ratlon 
of the rink without levying any tax 
nlillagc," Krii!wall said. 

"For var ious reasons, poli t ical 
and otherwise, the city council and 
the parks and recreation commis­
sion chose to pursue the private 
partnership." 

However, sometime in the not-
so-distant future Novl voters will 
likely be asked to approve a com­
munity swimming pool, a new road 
bond mil lage and an increased 
police and fire millage.

M i c h i g a n ' s e c o n o m y is c e r t a i n l y l o o k ­
i n g g o o d for 1996. U n e m p l o y m e n t he re 
is the lowest i n the n a t i o n . T h e a n t i c i ­
p a t e d r e c e s s i o n of 1 9 9 5 w a s ave r t ed . 
A n d o f cou r se Novi a n d O a k l a n d C o u n ­
ty a r e r i d i n g the c r e s t o f t h e s t a t e ' s 
e c o n o m i c wave.

1 t h i n k Rezmiersk i ' s right on the m a r k . T e s t s are 
i m p e r s o n a l , their n u m b e r s c a n be m a n i p u l a t e d to 
s u i t any p a r t i c u l a r need or w h i m . 1 a l so be l ieve , 
however , that i f u sed proper ly , prof ic iency t e s t ing 
c o u l d be a n impor tan t tool for educa tors to ensu re 
they cont inue to improve the del ivery of p u b l i c edu­
ca t i on . 

It's not the test that ' s i n ques t ion , i t 's the m o t i v a ­
t i o n . 

In today's society those test r esu l t s could deter­
m i n e the success o r fa i lure of a s choo l d is t r ic t a n d 
c o u l d translate into the growth of a c o m m u n i t y , the 
p lacement of b u s i n e s s a n d i ndus t ry , or the deter­
m i n a t i o n of school f tmding . 

U n t i l the impor tance o f M E A P resu l t s r e tu rns i t 's 
focus o n s tudents , the test w i l l never be the e d u c a ­
t i o n a l t o o l i t w a s m e a n t to be . N o r t h v i l l e ' s t e s t 
r e su l t s shou ld be app l auded , to be su re , bu t t e a c h ­
e r s a n d a d m i n i s t r a t o r s s h o u l d u s e the s c o r e s to 
con t inue to improve the qua l i ty of l ea rn ing i n o u r 
schools .

Pardon me, bu t u p to now I h a d thought 
that loca l s choo l boards and supe r in t en ­
dents were s u p p o s e d to take respons ib i l i ty 
a n d a c c o u n t a b i l i t y for w h a t k i d s l e a r n 
w i t h o u t h a v i n g to c o n v e r t t h e i r p u b l i c 
school d i s t r i c t s i n t o cha r t e r s c h o o l s . O r 
a m I m i s s i n g someth ing? 

C h a r t e r s c h o o l s are an e x p e r i m e n t i n 
school reform tha t authorizes independent 
schools to receive the same amoun t of per-
p u p i l f u n d i n g t h a t i s p r o v i d e d r e g u l a r 
p u b l i c s c h o o l s <' the r eg ion . T h e r e are 
now about 40 i L , c h schools opera t ions in 
M i c h i g a n , w i t h a n o t h e r 2 0 o r so a u t h o ­
rized to open next year. 

The theory is tha t charter ing some inde­
p e n d e n t s c h o o l s w o u l d b r e a k t h e 
monopoly o n K - 1 2 educat ion n o w he ld by 

p u b l i c s choo l s , p rovoke e x p e r i m e n t a t i o n 
a n d provide pa ren t s w i t h greater s c h o o l 
choice . I'm af ra id the fact is that lo t s o f 
folks who are hot for cha r t e r schools w a n t 
l i t t le more t h a n to get o u r tax do l la r s to 
pay for private school ing for their k id s . 

T h a t ' s w h y the y e a r - e n d e d u c a t i o n a l 
squabble i n L a n s i n g be tween the Sena t e 
(very conse rva t ive , ve ry ideologica l ) a n d 
the House (more moderate, more na r rowly 
divided) was so inlpoi-tant. 

The folks in the Senate were hell-bent to 
take off a l l res t r ic t ions o n the n u m b e r of 
schools to be chartered. The House even­
tua l ly wa te red down m o s t of the r a d i c a l 
Senate not ions. 

I th ink a l lowing uncon t ro l l ed n u m b e r s of 
charter schools poses two enormous p rob ­
lems: 

• F i n a n c i a l o v e r s i g h t . R e m e m b e r , t h e 
p e r - p u p i l g r a n t pa id to c h a r t e r s c h o o l s 
comes from pub l i c tax do l la r s . Bu t boa rds 
of charter schools are pr ivately appoin ted 
rather than p u b l i c l y e lected. How do y o u 
get publ ic oversight of the expendi ture of 
publ ic funds? 

• E d u c a t i o n a l s t a n d a r d s . W i t h a lo t o f 
k i d s a t t e n d i n g a b u n c h of i n d e p e n d e n t 
c h a r t e r s c h o o l s , h o w do y o u k n o w t h a t 
each k i d is getting an educa t ion that 's u p 
to s tandard? The Senate w a s adaman t i n 
w a n t i n g to d o away w i t h the m a n d a t e d 
statewide c u r r i c u l u m , a n d so M i c h i g a n i s 
now one of on ly three states i n the n a t i o n 
w i t h no - none! - m i n i m u m s tandards for 
w h a t o u r k i d s are s u p p o s e d to l e a r n i n 
school . 

It's i ronic that the scores for th i s year's 
r o u n d of M E A P ( M i c h i g a n E d u c a t i o n a l 
Asses smen t Program) tests were released 
las t week. In g e n e r a l , t hey s h o w e d tha t 
m o s t s c h o o l d i s t r i c t s h a v e i m p r o v e d i n 
reading and m a t h over the past few years 
as teachers began to adjus t their c lasses 
to meet the demands of p u b l i c testing. 

We regularly p u b l i s h the loca l M E A P test 
resul ts , school b u i l d i n g by school bu i ld ing , 
i n th is newspaper . N o t h i n g we do gets a 
bigger response from o u r readers, a n d this 
k i n d of intense in teres t t rans la tes - su r ­
prise! - into p ressure for school improve­
ment. 

Next year, the M E A P w i l l be augmented 
w i t h a battery of tough new tests, i n c l u d ­
i n g a n en t i r e ly n e w p r o f i c i e n c y test for 
1 I t h graders. T h i s test, designed to assess 
w h a t k id s r ea l ly l e a r n before they leave 
schoo l , w i l l . In t u r n , d r ive the s y s t e m of 
state-endorsed d ip lomas . 

S o the process - test ing wha t k i d s learn , 
p u b l i s h i n g those resu l t s i n local newspa­
pers l ike this one a n d le t t ing pressure to 
i m p r o v e w o r k i t s w a y o n t e a c h e r s a n d 
s c h o o l officials - g r a d u a l l y is i m p r o v i n g 
our schools. 

Isn't that the k i n d of r e spons ib i l i ty a n d 
accoun tab i l i ty we've b e e n expec t ing f rom 
the pub l i c schools a l l a long?

S u b ­
u r b a n d i s t r i c t s l i k e L i v o n i a a n d W a l l e d 
Lake l o n g have h a d a l te rna t ive p rog rams 
for "last c h a n c e " s t u d e n t s w h o d r o p p e d 
out earlier for whatever reason.

S o wha t we're mos t l i ke ly 
to get i s yet ano ther pr ivate school i n l ine 
for a government handou t . 

W e e k a f t e r w e e k , t h e l i s t o f c h a r t e r 
abuse stories grows: N o a h Webster, A c a d e ­
m y o f D e t r o i t , T r i v a l l e y a n d a c h u r c h ' s 
d u m m y c o r p o r a t i o n i n M u s k e g o n , a n d 
n o w Pinecrest . 

It's as i f J o h n E n g l e r a n d pals h a d their 
fingers c r o s s e d o n J a n .

A s l i Dennis Blaisdell, a profes­
s i o n a l n a t u r e pho tographer of 
Novi. 

Blaisdell has been selected to be 
the Sterfing Heights Cultural Com­
m i s s i o n Ar t i s t of the M o n t h for 
December. Select works w i l l be 
displayed througliout the month of 
December in the Sterling Heights 
City Hail at 40555 Utica Road. The 
d i s p l a y area is open from 8:30 
a.m. unti l 9 p.m. weekdays. 

Blaisdell 's selection comes after 
the Sterling Heights Cultural Cotn-
miss ion viewed exhibitors' works 
during the the city's 1995 Summer 
Fest. A n exhibitor in the show for 
the second year, Blaisdell was cho­
sen to be the December Artist of 
the Month. 

"The enure Warren and Sterling 
Heights area has a lack of wildlife 
and they are really appreciative of 
wildiife because they haven't got 
it," he said. 

Blaisdell was 8 years old when 
he made a pin-hole camera, simi­
lar to those used in the 1800s and 
began developing his own prints. 
Us ing a cardlward box, he made a 
p i n hole through the front of the 
box Which acted like a lens, and 
put a piece of negative paper in the 
back. 

He set up a darkroom under­
nea th the s tairs of his parent 's 
house with the necessary tools to 
develop those prints. 

Blaisdel l ' s love of photography 
continued. In 1969 when he was 
drafted and later stationed in Ger­
many for two years, he captured 

on film local scenes from an Amer­
ican's perspective. 

" l sliot street type scenes in Ger-
Inany, old men sleeping on park 
benches, architectural photogra­
phy, men replacing stones i n a 
cobblestone street and scenic pho­
tography," Blaisdell siiid. 

Blaisdell has since specialized in 
nature and wildlife photograp1ly. 

"Michigan has an abundance of 
wildlife, the more we know and 
understand about it, the longer it 
will be preserved," he said. 

Captuling wildlife on filln is not 
always easy. It requires a lot of 
patience. 

"1 can sit i n a b l i nd for eight 
hoiIrs and not gel one shot off" he 
said. "1 enjoy being out with nature 
so it's not a problem. 

"There are other times when you 
get that spec ia l shot a n d the 
adrenaline flows." 

Blaisdell will wade out in water 
chest high to photograph ducks. 
To shoot a blue heron, he had to 
gel up at 4 a.m. and si t in the 
muck a l l day before he snapped 
the perfect shot. 

"You can't be afraid to get wet 
and dirty," he said. 

Another important consideration 
when shooting animals is to read 
up and unders tand the a n i m a l 
h a b i t a t s and how they react , 
according to Blaisdell. 

"You have to be. able to relate to 
the animal and understand what 
the animal could do," he said. "You 
don't want to disturb or stress the 
aniniais. You want to do everything 
you can to not upset them. Birds 
wi l l abandon the nest i f you get 
close. 

"You can't let your owil greedi­

ness get in the way." he said. "You 
have to respect nature." 

In 1987, Dennis met his future 
wife. Fern. Fern knew aU the birds. 
Dennis had collected butterflies, 
hunted and fished since he was a 
child. 

Together their love of the wildiife 
and nature cemented a partner­
ship of love and mutuad desire to 
r eco rd the magic m o m e n t s i n 
nature and his studio. Nature 's 
Fleeting Images was born. 

"By having the photographs i n 
your home, you are rem 

inded about the an ima l s , " he 
said. 

Special iz ing in original custom 
prints, Dennis sells liis Work at 12 
to 15 fine art shows each year, 
Uiroughout Michigan and through 
select na tu re stores. H i s s tudio 
also specializes in custom framing. 

Subjects include loons, eagles, 
songbirds, deer, wolves and others. 
Whenever possible, the pictures 
are talcen right here in Michigan. 

"You have to be able to be able 
to extract from that two dimen-
siona1 picture the essence of the 
animal," he said. 

o n the b a c k of each p l i i ture , 
BlaisdeU writes a short story about 
the animai. 

"I'm lund of a purist," he said. 
"What you see is What you get, you 
shouldn't use a flash or filters." 

B1a1sdeU's future plans Include 
shooting b ig horn sheep, bison, 
Canadian links, bobcats and pen­
guins. 

"I could photograph for the rest 
of my life and not get everytJiing I 
want," he said. "Here is an oppor­
tun i ty to express yourse l f wi th 
something that is really declining."

ing: 

• "Exercise makes 
the h a i r on my legs 
grow and it hurts" (it 
was never c l ea r 
whe ther the h a i r or 
the exercise hurt). 

• "I might not have 
enough energy left over for sex." 

• "I have only so many heart beats and I don't 
want to waste them on exercise." 

• "1 can't exercise t)€cause I'm out of shape." 
For these reasons and many others, the atti­

tude of many people about exercise is best 
summed up by the v/ell-known phrase (often 
attributed to Mark Twain): "Whenever 1 get the 
urge to exercise, I lie down until it passes." 

The number of adults who exercise regularly 
at a moderate intensity for at least 30 minutes 
two to three days per week has declined to less 
than 20 percent. Exercise is one of the very few 
public health indicators that has Worsened dur­
ing the past decade. Many other lifestyle and 
public health parameters have improved, such 
as smoking, dietary fat intake, cancer screening 
and access to prenatal care. 

Why has this massive pubhc health effort to 
encourage exercise failed? Its failure is certainly 
not for a lack of facts and information. The ben­

efits of regular exercise are many and strong. 
Regular exercise has been associated with a 
decrease in the risk of 

• heart disease and hypertension 
• sudden cardiac death 
• mortality from aU causes, including breast 

cancer and colon cancer 
• minor respiratory infections 
• obesity 
• osteoporosis 
• falls and fractures in the elderly 
• depression 
Apparently all of these veiy real and carefully 

m e a s u r e d r e d u c t i o n s i n h e a l t h r i s k a n d 
enhanced health status are not very persuasive 
to most people. We seem to have a situation in 
which scientists, physicians and public health 
educators - many of whom themselves are per­
sonally committed to exercise - have tried to 
use facts like a club to promote exercise to peo­
ple who steadfasUy refuse. In fact, it sometimes 
seems like the harder we promote exercise, the 
less people do it. 

The facts that we use as weapons are the the­
oretical and often-distant benefits of doing 
something many people jus t s imply do not 
enjoy. We have made exercise into a negative, 
punitive, no-pain-no-gain activity, much like 
castor oil - its value is supposed to illcrease in 
direct proportion to its distastefulness. 

So, as the media herald a continuing stream 
of research announcements proclaiming yet 
more medical benefits of exercise, here's a dif­
ferent approach to consider: even a little exer­
cise can improve your everyday life. You can 
find benefits that are more immediate wi th 

exercise that is less complicated, more accessi­
ble, less embarrassing and less costly. 

Walking at the mall, taking the stairs, doing a 
little gardening or strolling at lunch all can con­
tribute to making for a better day. Even when 
done i n small amounts and at low intensity, 
exe rc i s e c a n be b e n e f i c i a l . E x e r c i s e c a n 
enhance your self-esteem and physical appear­
ance. 

If you exercise, you will sleep better. It can 
improve your sex life. Exercise can help you 
relax, manage stress and improve your mixxl. If 
you exercise, you can eat more. If you exercise, 
you wil l have more energy for Work. When par­
ents exercise, their children are more hkely to 
exercise, eat better, watch less TV and be less 
overweight. 

The current image of exercise is often one of 
work, pain, suffeiing, sweat, facial grimaces, 
fatigue, lycra tights, stop watches and finishing 
lines. A better, not to mention more accurate, 
vis ion is one of energy, satisfaction, compe­
tence, self-esteem, a glow in your cheeks and a 
smile on your face. 

Do something you like, do it as often as you 
c a n , a n d do i t because It feels good, not 
because someone like me tells you it's gcKxi for 
you.
