Novl ranked fourth in the state 
out of 71 applications subn11tted 
i n A p r i l for g ran t s d i s p e r s e d 
under the auspices of the Fa rm­
land and Open Space Preserva-
Uon Act (P.A. l 16 of 1974). Act ing 
D N R D i r e c t o r M i c h a e l M o o r e 
approved awarding the funds to 
eight applicants and It looked lllce 
the checks Were in the mall, pro­
v i d e d the state k g i s l a t u r e 
approved. 

Then , State Rep. B i l l Bob le r , 
( R ) - H e s p e r l a a s k e d tha t the 
grants be held back, unti l a b i l l 
amending the act and in essence 
d i squa l i fy ing u r b a n areas l i k e 
N o V l , Worked i ts Way t h r o u g h 
both houses in Lansing. 

P.A. 116 has a scoring system 
wli lch perfnits the state to hand 
out money to purchase deVelop-

nlent rights to preserve "critical or 
unique" lands or farmland. New 
language approved by the Mlcl1i-
gan House of Representat ives, 
deletes "critical or unique lands," 
leaving the purpose of the legisla­
tion to save farmland only. 

I^st week, the members of Novl 
City Counci l , Planning Commis­
sion and Parks and Recreation 
Commiss ion zipped to L a n s i n g 
resolutions opposing the amend­
ment, which is now scheduled to 
come before the state senate i n 
January. Letters have gone out to 
Gov. John Engler and Novi repre­
sentatives State Senator David 
H o n i g m a n , R-West B l o o m f i e l d 
and State Rep. WiUis Bullard, R-
Milford and the city's paid lobby­
ist has been put on the job. 

If they can' t b lock a pass ing 
vote in the senate, Cohen said , 
the goal is lo have NoVi's award 
grandfathered In. 

Bobier, Who si ts on the D N R 
subcommittee for appropriations, 
asked that the grants be held up 
because of the pending legisla­
tion, explained Steve Daunt, the 
state representative's legislative 
aide. 

"Part of the r e a s o n for the 
development rights being restrict­
ed Was that the money that was 
accumulated for the r ights has 
coule fronl farmland." Daunt siild. 

"States a r o u n d the c o u n t r y 
have programs like this: Pennsyl-
Vania spent $20 111illlon. We have 
an extremely sma11 poo1 of money. 
The thing was that We really tried 
to focus on the farming communi­
ty and see i f this made a good 
program. If it works out in the 
future. We can expand it."

At a Dec. 5 public hearing, the 
majority of the approximately 25 
residents Who turned out far from 
sank the idea of one c i ly pool -
possibly an indoor/outdoor one -
at Power Park, Gwen Marltham, a 
meinber of the Nov i A q u a t i c s 
Facihty Committee said. 

"We d id have a p re t ty good 
turnout, it was a pretty good mix 
of people. Pretty much, the con­
sensus is people want a poo l . 

E n o u g h of a faci l i ty so tha t it 
could be meet competitive swim­
ming needs, as well as for family 
recreation," Markham said. 

"I really want a pool and J think 
that most of the people do." 

What they did nol go for v/as an 
earlier plan for an aquatic com­
m u n i t y center , sugges ted by 
a n o t h e r c i t i zen ' s c o m m i t t e e , 
w h i c h w o u l d have i n c l u d e d a 
wave pool and a lazy riven That's 
a l l out now. But not all together 
out of consideration, however, i s a 
water slide, Markham said. 

The final proposal is slated to 
come before the Novl Ci ly Counci l 
i n late March .

ple, including 73 cl i l ldren ages 
one through niile: 

Residei l t ia l fires represented 
55 percent of these fatalities, 
c l a i in i l lg 136 lives throughout 
Michigan in 1994. 

For tunate ly , home fires can 
often be prevellt(;d by targeting 
Ihe most frequent causes, AAA 
Michigan reports. Uis t year, the 
lop three "areas of origin" were 
the kil( 'lien (20.8 percent), bed-
roolll (13.9 percent) and l ivi i lg 
rooin (8.4 peri 'cnt). Residents 
can take some precaut ions to 
prevent fires in these key ;ireas. 

Kitchen 
"Never leave c o o k i n g food 

una t t ended , a n d never set 
polholders or other eonibustibles 
on the stove," advi.scs AA.'X Michi­
gan Coniinunity Safety Services 
M a n a g e r J e r r y B a s c h . Othe r 
iidvire: 

• Keep the stove top and oven 
c l e a n . Grease a n d other food 
residues can catch fire. 

• Wear short or close-fi t t ing 
s leeves when c o o k i n g . Loose 
clothing can dangle onto stove 
burners and catch fire. Always 
use oven mitts or potholders. 

• Keep flanlinable objects clear 
of the stove. Po tho lders , d i sh 
towels, and curtains may catch 
fire if they come in contact with 
hot burners.

When ihey 
didn't hear back froin the D N R , 
Cohen submitted a request under 
the Freedom of Information Act 
and learned the full story oil Dec. 
14. 

"Wc were veiy proud and did our 
job and thought the City of Novi 
was going to benefit g rea t ly , " 
Cohen said. 

"Is i l fair to change the scoring 
system if you have already been 
scored? 

It's not the DNR's fault ... We 
were in the right spot at Ule right 
t ime and Ihe perfect d r e a m is 
about to be ended by some legisla­
tion that is out of our control." 

"It's from the s tate 's genera l 
fund. We have the right to these 
grants the same as they do ... 
We're being shut out of our own 
lax money."

The Michigan Department of State's Compliance 
and Rules Division Is in a "holding pattern" on a com­
plaint filed by J i m Korte concerning Mayor Kathleen 
McLallen's finance reports, a spokesperson said last 
week. 

"We have not dismissed the complaint . We have 
requested additional infonr.ation from Mr. Korte, but 
we have not received the information yet from Mr. 
Korte." ElizabeUl Boyd, Communications Director for 
the Secretary of State, explained. 

Once tlie addit ional data is in hand, the depart­
ment will tllen determine, possibly in mid-January, if 
it will pursue further research into the request for an 
inquiry or not. A staff attorney has been assigned to 
the case. 

T n i not saying we W i i l be investigating that. We are 
simply in a fact-finding stage." Eoyd added. 

If the state department does find a Violation, the 
typical acLion Is to attempt a conciliation between the 
two parties, Boyd said earlier. 

Korte shipped off the request for an investigation on 
Oct. 3, before McLa11en was reelected. At the time, he 

said McL.allen's 1993 campaign finance reports and 
other documents had been placed aiionyinoiisly in 1lis 
mai1 box. 

Among the errors Korte says he found was that 
McL.allen did not list pumpkins given out 1)y Meyer 
Berry Fa rm to anyone who turned out to meet the 
candidate on a date prior to the 1993 election. In 
addition, Korte asked the state to investigate vans 
and trucks leased froin McDonald Ford in Northville, 
plastered with McLallen banners and placed outside 
the polls on election day 1993. 

These were not noted on the f inance repor t . 
McLallen said that the she doesn't know who reilted 
the vans, but that they Were not obtained by her elec­
tion committee. 

The Compliance and Rules Division has asked for 
the addresses and telephone numbers of McDonald 
Ford and Meyer Beny Farm, Boyd said, as well as tile 
names and addresses of the people driving the vans 
with tl1e Mcl^allen barmers. 

Both M c L a l l e n and her former t reasurer J u d y 
Johnson were notified by the state of the Korte conl-
plainf Boyd said. Johnson resigned froin her post as 
campaign treasurer in December 1993.

The GOP lianei was chaired by 
Rep. Frank Fi tzgerald of G r a n d 
I^edge. Among l is eight meinbers 
were Reps . Dan G u s t a f s o n of 
Wi l l i amston and -.Janlcs I^yan of 
Rcdford Township. l i s report was 

issued in November. 
'ITie Senate has voted on a bill to 

raise speed limits lo a uniform 70. 
C u r r e n t l y , the l imi t s are 65 on 
rural inlerstatcs and 55 in urban 
areas. 

One r e c o m m e n d a t i o n has 
already been enacted: Gustafson's 
b i l l to set up a tiered system of 
driver's l icensing for youngsters 
and to require more irainirlg and 
s u p e i V i s i o i i before they take to tlle 
road. 

A l the same time, however, tile 
panel ploposed easing up on train­
ing , it wan t s to "e l iminate the 
inandiile that public .schools pro­
vide d r i v e r ' s e d u c a t i o n " but 
"encourage scllool districts to con-
Unue providing driver's education" 
with more state funding. 

New and nlore severe punish­
ments were proposed for drunk

tion of license plates at Ihe lime of 
arrest if a person has a previous 
conviction or is driving on a sus­
pended or revoked license. 

No new programs were recoin-
n lended for t r u c k e r s . B u t the 
p a n e l noted that t r u c k dr iver 
fatigue has been identified nation­
ally as "the pi-inlaiy issue affecting 
truck safety" and called for inore 
research. 

It asked for the state Depart-
inent of EducaUon lo certify a l l 
truck driver schools.

"Encourage the use of bicycle hel­
mets by a l l cyc l i s t s , especia l ly 
Uiose underage 16."

drunk, mandated seat belt use for 
p e r s o n s under age IB and for 
adult front seat passengers, insU-
tuted zero a lcohol tolerance for 
dr ivers under the d r i nk ing agt-. 
a p p r o v e d a tougfi set of c i v i l 
infraction laws in the motor vehi­
cle code, aild streaInlined die sys­
tem for aiTcsUng, prosecutiiig and 
punishing di-unken driveis." 

In meet i i igs l a s t s p r i n g a n d 
suininer in Warren, Lansing, Flint, 
Grand Rapids and Traveise City, 
the panel heard suggestions that 
the blood aicDhoi content levels for 
d r u n k d r iv ing be lowered , b u t 
called for "further studies."

this might cost is not yet known; a 
subcommittee is currently diving 
into that aspect. 

Items showing up on residents' 
w i s h l i s t s for a pool co inp lex 
included handicap accessibi l i ty , 
zero-depth entry for s ina l l c h i l ­
dren, covered picnic facilities, sand 
volleyball courts and a snack bar. 
If the pool is built, tlie taxpayers 
said tlley'd like to see it restricted 
to Novi residents and their guests, 
only. 

NLxed by residents at the session 
was a concept cal l ing for several 
smaller community pools scattered 
about town. 

"Most of the people told us not 
to do tllat. They said if we're going 
to spend the nloney, don't split it 
up, spend it on a first-rate pool," 
Markham explained.

"Mos t of the r e s i d e n t s who 
talked to Ule conimiltee, their feel­
ing was d ia l you would have lo go 
past the mall to get to the swim-
niing pool and they pretty much 
wouldn't go for that." she said. 

The committee also was looking 
to place the pool on land already 
owned by the c i ty , ra ther than 
seeking to purchase a new site. 

Turnout for the meeUIlg includ­
ed homeowners from Dunbarton 
Pines, Addington and Jamestowne 
Green subdivisions. Residents ii1 
these subs had protested the earli­
er water paik plan, with its possi­
ble Power Park location close to 

their neighborhood. 
As a way to ease off piobleilis for 

Uie.se subdivisions, a possible Ten 
Mile Road, rather than Taft Road, 
access for the community pool was 
suggested. That possibility is now 
being researclled.

After nine hours of debate, Lhe 
state House of Representatives 
passed a revised Mental Health 
Code on a 70-31 vote Ifiat belied 
a deep partisan split. 

The new code places greater 
elnphasis on cominunity mental 
hea l t h p r o g r a m s a n d less on 
state institutions. O n party-hne 
votes. Republicans rejected more 
t h a n 70 D e m o c r a t i c a m e n d ­
ments. 

The state Senate on Dec . 7 
concurred in House amendments 
on a 30-4 vote. A l l area represen-
ta t ives vo ted yes . i n c l u d i n g 
Republicans Gerald l^iw of Ply­
mouth and Will is Bul la rd Jr. of 
M i l f o r d . The b i l l goes to Gov. 
John Engler for his .signature. 

Here is how area representa­
tives voted Dec. 6 on final pas­
sage: 

Republican David Jaye of UtIca 
was blunt. "This b i l l I s racist," 
Jaye said, because it "gives spe­
cial affirmaUve action programs 
seiVices for only blacks, Hispan-
ics , Indians , Pacif ic Is landers 
and Chaldeans-AIabs." 

Rep. Laura Baird, D-Okemos, 
accused Republicans of turning 
menta l hea l th into a pa r t i san 
issue by "focusing too muc1i on 
the system and not enough on 

Lhe consumer." 
The House utjected two Baird 

amendments. 0 : le would have 
required four public hearings a 
year by c o n l n l u n i t y h e a l t h 
boards. The other would have 
recognized new categoiles of chil­
dren who are physically or eino-
tionally disabled, I n a k i n g their 
families eligible for stale subsi ­
dies for home care as an alterna­
tive to out-of-home placement. 

Rep. Beverly Hammerslrom, R-
Temperance a n d c l l a i r of i he 
House Mental Healtli Comnlittee, 
said Lhe new code will: 

• Require the stale lo certify all 
community mental healtli (CMH) 
programs. 

• S t r eng then incen t ives for 
national accreditation. 

• Enhance selection criteria for 
C M H directors. 

• Require that consuniers and 
family members make up one-
third of the menlbership o I i tlie 
Citizens Health Advisory Counci l , 
C M H boards and hospital iecipi-
ent rights committees. 

• Add a chapter to tlle code 
outlining the process of investi­
gation, appeal a l ld mediation of 
alleged violat ions of recipients ' 
rights, 

• Mandate safeguards for use 
of restraints, electroconvulsive 
therapy and psychoti-opic drugs.

The past year was an unlucJiy 
tirne for some "Johns" in Novi. 

vSix vehicles registered to Novi 
owner s were se ized d u r i n g the 
Detroit Police and Wayne County 
Sheriffs ant i -pros t i tu t ion effort. 
Operation Save Our Streets. 

The operation confiscates the 
cars used by people to solicit pros­
t i t u t i o n in Detroi t and Inkster. 
Cars are redeemed by the owners 
for $650 plus costs. 

In sonle cases the cars are not 
piclced up by owners and are sold 
to spl i t the proceeds among the 
program's participants, said Assis­
tant Prosecutor Frank Bernacki in 

Wayne County. 
The target for the operation is 

outsiders Who come into the city 
looking for prostitution. 

According to Bernacki, it's been 
veiy successful. The No\d owners 
were six of 4,500 people from the 
M e t r o - D e t r o i t area whose cars 
were seized during the last year. 
A n d a very smal l percentage of 
"Johns" become repeat offenders. 

Wayne C o u n t y conce ived the 
idea in 1988. "Johns" who sohcit 
sen'ices from law enforcement offi­
cers posing as hookers and who 
offer to exchange money for sex 
ai-e arrested and charged with vio­
lating a city ordinance and with a 
misdemeanor.

Michigan businesses and senior cit izens get a 
multi-million dollar tax cut over five years under a 
sbc-bill package moving througli the legislature. 

The state House recently passed five of the bl11s. 
The final measure remains In committee. 

State Rep. WUlls Bul lard Jr., R.-Milford. said the 
legislation reapportions the Sli igle Business Tax 
and allows seniors With Interest, dividend and capi­
tal gains to claim a larger tax deduction. Seniors are 
esUmated to save at least $20 million ln 1997 and 
more dlan $55 million annua11y thereafter. At least 
$80 inlUion i n tax cuts over the same time period 
are expected for multlstate companies located in 
Michigan. 

"The SBT has st if led economic groWth," sa id 
Bullard, chair of the House Tax Policy Committee. 

"By reapportioning this tax to favor businesses 
based in the state. We promote investment." 

Currently, the SBT is apportioned on 50 percent 
sales and 25 percent each for payroll and property. 
This formula is changed to 8 0 / 1 0 / 1 0 i n 1997-98 
and revised further to 9 0 / 5 / 5 in 1999. 

The package also eliminates capital acquisition 
deductions (CAD) on business property purchased 
outside of Michigan after 1997. OnJy land, buildings 
and equipment acquired for use In Michigan Would 
be granted a C A D . 

Under current law, businesses receive a C A D 

based on the apportionment formula for all i n - and 
out-of-state property. 

Other changes inc lude revising requi re inents 
needed to qualify for the small-business credit and 
alternaUve profits tax. Ful l credit is allowed for com­
pensations of $95,000 and then is incremental ly 
p h a s e d out for c o m p e n s a t i o n s g rea te r t h a n 
$115,000. 

'Companies operatirig only In Michigan are unaf­
fected by the.se S B T changes," Bullard said. 

"The greatest beneficiaries will be firms l(x;ated in 
Michigan but that conduct most of their sales out­
side state borders. Mult istate businesses w i t h a 
large percentage of Michigan sales bu t m i n i m a l 
property and p a y r o l l w i l l see the greatest S B T 
Increase." 

In addition to the business tax breaks, the legisla­
tion gradually increases tfle amount of In teres t , div­
idends and capital gains .seniors may deduct. The 
current deduction of $1,000 for slrlgles and $2,000 
for couples w o u l d be increased to $ 7 , 5 0 0 a n d 
$15,000, respecUvely in 1998. 

"In 1994, the legislature cut more than $155 mi l ­
lion in taxes, a move Which strengthened the econo­
my and provided substantial tax relief to Michigan 
residents," Bul lard said. 

"Under this package, the retirement income of 
seniors who worked their entire lives is protected."

Nineteen-ninety-flve was a year i n 
w l l l c h the c i t y of N o v i spen t m o r e 
hours being buffeted about by events 
outside its control than it dicJ chart ing 
its own course . It spen t more t ime 
reacting than acting. The city was not. 
as has been the case in many pas t 
years, the master of its Own destiny. 

Fortunately for the community, if no 
one was at the helm Of Novi's s l i ip Of 
state for a fair amount Of the time, the 

' city itself cont inued to move forward 
"and for the m o s t p a r t s t a y e d o n 
Course, perhaps out of sheer force of 
momentum. 

Indeed, in tile terms of the develop­
ment of the city, 1995 was a banner 
year. When the numbers are finally tal­
l i ed , we m a y f ind it was a c t u a l l y a 
record breaker. Hous ing construct ion 
continued apace at an incredible rate. 
Road work i n the loca l area v i r tua l ly 
reached a crescendo. Signiflcajnt pro­
jec t s , not the least Of w h i c h i s the 
M a i n Street project i n the southeast 
corner of the town center area, made 
progress. 

But the progress was the resul t of 
actions taken primari ly in past years, 
and because Of an economy surround­
ing Novi that fueled the growth. The 
p r o g r e s s s e e n he re m i g h t w e l l be 
attributed to a national economy that 
managed to avert an anticipated reces­
sion i n the fall, a state economy that 
ach ieved the lowest u n e m p l o y m e n t 
rate i n the country and a county and 
regional economy that serves as tJle 
state's hotbed. 

' This conclusion takes nothing away 
f rom those w h o lead the c i t y . T h e 

• course Novi is on is one tliey laid out. 
• They followed t h r o u g h on dec i s ions

I cOurse corrections needed. 
Recapping , it might have been a n 

omen that the c i ty s tar ted the yea r 
: u n d e r th rea t of a r e c a l l c a m p a i g n 
: a g a i n s t five o f c o u n c i l ' s m e m b e r s . 
: D o u g E r w i n , owner of E r w i n F a r m s 
a n d the p r i n c i p a l c r i t i c of the City 's 
p l a n s for deve lopmen t of the M a i n 
Street shopping area, sought by peti­
tion to oust a majority of counci l . 

J u s t when the recall threat was lift­
ing, tragedy s t ruck . C o u n c i l member 
T i m Pope turned his car In front of a 
truck on Grand River M a y 8 and was 
seriously injured i n the resulting acci­
dent. He lingered In a coma unt i l h is 
deatll Oct. 22. 

The accident was tragic, of course , 
because it cut shOrt a yOung man's life 
and a po l i t i c i an ' s p r o m i s i n g career , 
and left a young wife widowed and two 
young children fatherless. 

But it also shaped politics in Novi by 
leaving one seat on counci l empty for 
most of the year. A s a result, poli t ical 

•deadlock kep t the c o u n c i l i n a c t i v e 
much of the time. J u s t passing a b u d ­
get and balancing last year's accounts 
became major t r a u m a s for the c i t y 
leaders. 

T h e f a l l ' s c i t y c o u n c i l e l e c t l O n s 
became a chance tO fix t l ie council , bu t 
even that appeared to be out Of cOn-
trOl. The campaign for mayor t u rned 
Into one of the nastiest, mud-s l lng ln-
gest affairs on record i n NOvi while the 
cand ida te s fOr c i ty c O u n c i l were In 
many cases barely able tO register on 

•Voters' radar screens. 
W h e n the b a l l o t i n g w a s over, the 

COuncil qulcldy acted to fil l the empty 
seat on counc i l left by Pope's dea th . 
The council Voted to fill the seat w i t h 
Richard Clark, a surpr is ing decision to 
many biecause he had not even r u n for 

Government 

the office i n the e lec t ion . For those 
looking for an explanation, impatience 
and a desire to get back to business 
would probably count as the best to be 
offered. 

F u r t h e r e v i d e n c e of the c i t y ' s 
schlemiel status this year comes from 
the games p l a y e d i n L a n s i n g over 
funding for road projects. In particular, 
the money p r o m i s e d to pay for the 
extension of M - 5 further north - once 
considered guaranteed by the governor 
himself - was put i n doubt this year. 
Bureaucrats i n the Mich igan Depart­
ment of T l a n s p o r t a t l o n targeted this 
project for t r i m m i n g i n a gambit to 
pick up support for a proposed state 
gas tax hike. The gas tax didn't fly, but 
the governor assured the city he could 
find the bucks i n that budget some­
where. 

T h e r e were o n l y two n o t a b l e 
instances of the city chart ing its own 
course. The first was p lanning com­
m i s s i o n e r Pete H o a d l e y ' s efforts to 
b r ing the problems at the Beck / I -96 
intersection to the state's attention. By 
c i r c u l a t i n g p e t i t i o n s a n d d r o p p i n g 
them on the governor's desk, Hoadley 
ensured the state followed through on 
a quick-fix road project at the intersec­
tion emd continued its promise of even 
more extensive repairs in the future. 
The quick-fix is already in place, but at 
yea r ' s end , the f u n d i n g for fur ther 
repair lied in limbo, the victim of that 
same gas tax game playing. 

Secondly, the ci ty d id finally work 
out tile details of a land trade with the 
school district in order to preserve the 
Fuerst Estate home and property. The 
reso lu t ion of this i s sue is no mino r 
feat. 

Inaction by the city this year proba­
b l y w i l l h o l d few i m p a c t s for the 
future, as long as it get back on the 
s t i c k . W h i c h it does a p p e a r to be 
d o i n g . A s we m e n t i o n e d , there are 
some needs for course cor rec t ions . 
One of the most notable surrounds the 
issue of industrial development in the 
city. The Chamber of Commerce Eco­
nomic Development Committee issued 
a report early this year pointing out a 
t rend for i ndus t r i a l uses to go else­
where, particularly Wbcom. The cause, 
according to the chamber's view, was 
that regulations here are too restric­
tive;, that requirements of disclosure of 
trade secrets are too extensive. 

M a n y disagree with that report, but 
regardless of how y o u view the final 
conclusions, there can be little doubt 
the issue needs to be looked Into and 
reviewed by the city. If the community 
is sending away worthwhile Industrial 
projects, it wi l l feel It later i n terms of 
a diminished tax base ai ld resulting i n 
h igher tax rates. .And it needs to be 
addressed nOw, because Of the speed 
with wh ich the city is developing. 

Unfortunately, the city and council's 
lack of activity this year has allowed 
t h i s Impor t an t i s s u e to escape the 
attention and review it deserves. It is 
probably the biggest sleeper issue of 
the year. 

Hopefully - and counci l does appear 
to be headed i n r ight direction - the 
c i t y w i l l be b a c k i n a c t i o n early i n 
1996-

Actually, though I'm a little 
skeptical about the practice 
of dividing history into artifi­
c ia l segments. I'm Just as 
in teres ted as anyone i n a 
look back at the events of the 
previous 12-1Tlonths. 

Enter our annual Year in 
Review spec ia l s e c t i o n s , 

found this week Inside your Northville Record and 
Novi News editions. 

As always, a lot happened in our communities this 
year ... development plans, elections, graduation, 
festivals. 

A n d , though I feel a little funny taking pride in 
this, it's one mark of the community that tliere were 
no homicides to report in either Northville or Novl. 
Sad commentary, perhaps, when the absence of 
kill ing becomes something noteworthy but. unfortu­
nately, that's the way it is In today's climate. 

Highlights of the year in Northville include the 
reelection of Mayor Chris Johnson, important legis­
lation to help Michigan race tracks compete for the 
wagering buck, another great Victorian weekend and 
interactive cable TV. 

In Northville Township, unique and far-reaching 
development proposals dominated the headlines, 
capped off by a controversial concept involving the 
unusual pairing of a huge church and an upscale 
retail complex. 

Northville students continued their fine perfor­

mance on the Michigan Education Assessment Pro-
graln tests, but a high incidence of d i i lg abuse at 
Uie high school remained a concern. 

The Novi Communi ty School Distr ict scored a 
long-range victory by gaining voter apploval for a 
$33.4 million bond proposal. The money raised from 
the sale of the bonds will be used to construct a new 
middle school and renovate existing buildings. 

Novl planners continued making progress toward 
retrofitting the city with a downtown main street, 
but the city took Ume from its fast-paced schedule 
to pause and mourn the death of popular council­
man Tim Pope. 

Though ours are relatively safe places in which to 
live and work, we are not insulated from lawless­
ness. In Northville Township, thieves and domesUc 
abusers kept detecUves busy, while an armed rob­
bery at a shoe store in Novi - unusual even in that 
community where there are so many stores - conUn-
ues to elude invesUgators at the Ume of this wriUng. 

People in the newspaper business are often criU-
clzed for exploiUng the misfortune of others, but the 
best among us feel a special responsibility as chron­
iclers of everyday developments. And the real attrac-
Uon of community Journalism is that there is an 
immediate l ink between the news and the people 
who make it. 

I sometimes worry that our attempts to be pointed 
and dramaUc in our arUcles may obscure the gen­
uine affection we on staff at the Record and News 
feel toward our coinmuniues. it's tricky remaining 
detached enough to be objecUve yet involved enough 
to be caring, but it's a fine-line balance that's defi­
nitely worth pursuing.

the State Capitol. 

•"She's a racist," Rep. E d Vaughn. D-
Detroit, told the Michigan Chronicle. "If 
she's not a racist, she certainly appears to 
be one." 

She's trying to posiUon herself as a foî ce 
for "the racist far right. She's a participant 
in the dumbing down of Amer ica . She 
plays to dumb folks and blames the vic-
Unls," Vaughn went on. 

"The only plausible explanaUon for this 
rather astonishing proposal is race," said 
Robert Sedlar, a Wayne State University 
law professor. 

"The minute we get any ink l ing that 
they're trying to take our court away, we'll 
use every legal resource to fight it," said 
Recorder's Judge Kuym Worthy. 

"I'm sick of these people coming into 
Detroit and telling us that we can't think 
for ourselves," said Geraldine Block, a 
reUred Detroit teacher who uses the mail 
and talk radio to bash Wllyman. 

Now, Whyman votes wi th evangelicals 
like Alan Cropsey, Harold Voorhees and 
Jack Horton on school and aborUon ques­
tions. But racist? Her desk is next to my 
press box staUon, we chat a good bit, and 
I've yet to hear her whisper a racist com­

ment. 
In fact, those who make snide references 

to These People" and "They" are the ones 
we should suspect of prejudging people on 
the basis of race. 

A lady who's never shrill and who does 
her homework, Whyman i s sponsor of 
House B i l l 4952, to consolidate Detroit 
Recorder's Court (with its cr iminal Juris-
dicUon) into Wayne Circuit Court. If enact­
ed, H B 4952 would correct one flaw in a 
pattern of flawed state laws - the tendency 
for Lansing to write one bill for Detroit and 
one for the rest of the state. 

In the other 82 counties, circuit court 
handles a l l c r imina l cases, as well as 
divorces and civil suits worth more than 
$10 ,000 . On ly Detroi t has a separate 
criminal court. 

Ann Arbor doesn't have a separate court 
from Washtenaw County; Flint isn't sepa-
iate from Genesee County: ditto with the 
city of Saginaw and Saginaw County; ditto 
with Bay City and Bay County; ditto wiUi 
Kalamazoo and Kalamazo County; ditto 
with Grand Rapids and Kent County; ditto 
wi th Muskegon and Muskegon County; 
ditto with Midland and Midland County. 

The Legislature made a big, fat mistake 
w h e n i t c rea ted a separa te cour t for 
Detroit, Just as it erred when it created a 
separate class of school district for Detroit, 
and separate income tax provisions for 
Detroi t , and separate dozens of other 
things for Detroit. 

Detroi t i sn ' t un ique . It's a city with 
about half the county's populaUon, It has 
a large minori ty populaUon. It's an old 
city. But it absolutely isn't unique, no way. 

In the last decade, the Supreme Court 
has shifted jurisdicUon of suburban crimi­
nal cases o'ut of Wajile Circuit Court and 

into Detroit Recorder's Court, A handful of 
circuit Judges have been rotated onto the 
Recorder's bench to help out. But essen-
Ually we have an unfair situaUon. 

If 1 were a black Detroiter, I would raise 
an eyebrow if my neighbors were Judged 
solely by white suburbanites. A n d Why-
man's constituents raise an eyebrow at 
hav ing their c r i m i n a l cases Judged in 
Detroit Recorder's Court . Suburbanites 
have feelings, too, you know. 

Since Whyman's b i l l hit the Jud ic ia ry 
Committee - with a ton of co-sponsors -
the Supreme Court has changed the rules 
and ordered s u b u r b a n Wayne C o u n t y 
criminal cases back into circuit court. So 
is HB 4952 even necessary? Absolutely, 
because the Supreme Court could change 
the rules again. 

In my estimation, Whyman's bi l l has a 
single shortcoming that could be remedied 
easily. It should provide for elecUng circuit 
Judges from three districts - one for the 
east side suburbs, the second for Detroit, 
Highland Park and Hamtramck, the third 
for the western and downriver suburbs. 

Black Detroiters don't want to see their 
voting strength diluted by a countywide 
eiecUon. We all appreciate that view. Why-
man's research shows that fair numbers of 
blacks have been elected to Wayne Probate 
Cour t and to countywide posts (Clerk 
Teola Hunter, former Sheriff and ExecuUve 
William Lucas). But she tells me she would 
have no problem with the idea of elecUon 
districts. 

It's too bad she has had to take all that 
abuse.

State representatives voted 74-
31 to close what abortion foes ca11 
"a 1oophole in Michigan's voter-
approVe ban on Medlcaid-funded 
abortions." 

They approved House Bill 5458 
to block clinics from sidestepping 
the ban by billing most of the cost 
of abortions to "family planning." 

Th i s bill prevents doctors from 
seeking or accepting reimburse­
ment for an aboi-Uon knowing that 
public funds will be used," said 
sponsor Michelle McManus, R-
L.ake Leelenau. 

McManus said clinics deceive 
the state by charging Medicaid 
recipients only $50 for the abor­
Uon and loading part of the cost as 
related services, such as family 
planning. 

Opponent David Gubow. D-
Huntington Woods, called the bill 

"totally unnecessaIy" because, "It 
is already a crime in thils state for 
a health care professional to 
request relmbiirsement from Medi­
caid for a medical procedure for 
which Medicaid is prohibited by 
1aw from paying. 

"To do so, ln Violation of Michi­
gan law. a health care professional 
may be charged and conVicted of 
Medicaid fraud. Which is a felony 
that cairies a penalty of four years 
in prison, a $50,000 fme or both," 
said GuboW. 

Rep. Willis BuUard, R-Milford, 
whose district Includes NoVl, Voted 
yes on the Dec. 13 roU call. 

C R O P S E Y O U T G U N N E D 

The House refused to force a 
concealed Weapons bl11 out of the 
Judiciary Committee, dea1ing a 
defeat to sponsor Alan Cropsey, R-

DeWitt, and pro-gun groups. 
The House voted 45 yes and 53 

no on Cropsey's motion to dis­
charge House Bi11 4718 and bring 
it to the House floor for a vote. The 
committee had opposed the bi11 on 
a 7-9 vote. 

"By discharging the biil, House 
members would have had a 
chance to debate it and go on 
record as a supporter or opponent 
of self-protection," said Cropsey. 
who had worked for more than a 
year without getting a committee 
vote. 

"1 firmly believe hi the committee 
process," said opponent Kirk Prof­
it, D-Ypsilanti. "This attempt to 
discharge the committee is prema­
ture. In the long term, the contin­
uing Work of the committee Will 
IproVide this state with a better 
concealed weapons law." 

Cropsey's bil l would have (1) 
placed concealed weapons licenses 

under state control, instead of 
county boards controlled by law 
enforcement agencies, and (2) 
made Michigan a "shall issue" 
state, requiring that a CW permit 
be Issued to people with clean 
cr iminal and mental health 
records. 

It was fiercely opposed by law 
enforcement agencies. 

Rep. B i l l Bobier, R-Hesperla, 
liked the substance of the bill but 
voted against discharge because 
the effort was "overshadowed by 
displcable lobbying tactics of the 
fringe elements of the 2nd Amend­
ment advocates. No legislator 
should be subjected to the abuse 
and harassment that some mem­
bers of the Judiciary Committee 
Were subjected to." 

Rep. Willis BuUard, R-Mllford, 
whose district includes Novi, voted 
no on the discharge, taking an 
anti-gun position.

Athletes should avoid nutrition myths 
The following article on nutrition 

is reprinted from the Mich igan 
High School Athletic Association 
Februaly 1995 Bu11etin: 

Serious athletes are always look­
ing for ways to improve their per­
formance. Unfortunate ly , many 
athletes Want to improve them­
selves so much that they will try 
almost anything. 

They may be fooled by foods, 
drugs, or nutrients that promise 
miraculous improvement. Athletes 
may also l i s t en to Inaccurate 
advice and may avoid eating some 
foods that really are nutrit ious. 
Athletes should beware of the fol­
lowing sports nutrition myths. 

M U S C L E - B U I L D I N G M Y T H S 
• The more protein and protein 

supplements y o u eat, the more 
muscle you will have. 

This is incorrect. There is no evi­
dence tliat excess protein will lead 
to more or stronger muscles. In 
fact, excess protein is stored by 
the body as fat. 

• Steroids are the best way to 
develop massive muscles. 

ITiis is incorrect. Steroids can be 
d a n g e r o u s . W h i l e s teroids are 
powerful drugs that help bui ld 

muscle, they have many risky side 
effects. Taking steroids can stunt 
your growth, cause acne, deepen 
y o u r vo ice , a n d al ter your sex 
organs. You can build muscle with 
diet a n d exercise . A l t h o u g h it 
takes a little longer, you're not 
risking your health. 

Q U I C K - E N E R G Y M Y T H S 
• E a t i n g honey, sugar, soft 

drinks, or any sweets just before 
competition will provide a quick 
burst of energy. 

Wrong. Sugary foods eaten just • 
before c o m p e t i t i o n don not 
improve your speed or strength. 
That's because it takes the body 
one to four hours lo digest food. 
So foods eaten just before an event 
are in y o u r s tomach when you 
compete. Most of the energy used 
in competition or practice comes 
from food eaten days before the 
event that lias been stored in your 
muscles. 

• Vitamin supplements will give 
you more energy. 

This, too, is incorrect. None of 
tlie 14 known vitamins supplies 
energy. Some vitamins help the 
body use energy. However, these 
vitamins are easily supplied by an 
athlete's normal diet. Megadoses of 

vitamins won't give you more ener­
gy or improve your endurance. 

If you consume more vitamin C 
or B than your body needs, they 
are s i m p l y flushed out in y o u r 
urine. If you consume more vita­
min A and D than you need, they 
are stored in your body as fat. Too 
much of these vitamins can be poi­
sonous. 

P E R F O R M A N C E M Y T H S 
• Water during exercise causes 

u p s e t s t o m a c h a n d s lows y o u 
down. 

Wrong again. There is no evi­
dence that drinking water during 
exercise causes upset stomach or 
any other problems. In fact, drink­
ing fluids during exercise is very 
important. Drinking a half cup of 
fluid such as cool water every 10-
15 minutes during exercise helps 
replace body fluids lost such as 
sweat. 

• Dr ink ing milk causes cotton 
mouth 

Cotton mouth is dry moutli due 
to lack of saliva. It seems to be the 
result of emotional stress and loss 
of body fluids, not drinking milk. 

• Muscle cramps are caused by 
hiadequate salt intake. 

T h i s is incorrect. C r a m p s are 

caused by severe losses of water 
through sweating. Drinking water 
before, during and after exercise 
can prevent these water losses. 
Salt tablets can aggravate this 
condition by increasing the Ixidy's 
need for water. 

Athletic success is not a miracle. 
It Is the resul t of talent, hard 
training, and plenty of preparation 
before competition. Athletes who 
look for miracles instead of follow­
ing a sensible diet and training 
program can hurt their bodies.

Setting goals is the first s t e p 

providing us with t h e r o a d n l a p '.'e 
need to get us W h e r e we want t o 

be. Goals should be set in small 
steps so that success can build on 
success. Also, the nlore speeifie 
our goals are, the more defined Uie 
patli helping us to keep our reso­
lutions in sight and achievable. To 
do this, our goals need to be mea­
surable and Ume-dated. Instead of 
saying. "I want to lose weight" - a 
vague goal - decide specifically on 
how m u c h W e i g h t s u c h as ten 
pounds. Additionally, this initial 
statement means you theoretically 
have as muell Ume as you W a n t -

ten W e e k s , ten monUis, ten years! 
Instead, "I W i l l lose one pound a 
Week over ten Weeks" is more spe­
cific, Ume-dated and W i l l serve as 
an attainable goal and help keep 
you on track. 

FrequenUy evaluate if a particu­
lar approach is or is not helpful 
but remember to be flexible. Cir­

cumstances ehangc a n d evolve 
over tinie. Adaptability is oile of 
the most helpfiIl jissets you can 
have lhat will keep yoiI on yoiir 
course. If you (lid Ilot lo.se weight 
this week, stiIdy aild defiilc the 
problenl . Tlle p r o b l e m illay be, 
"Every time I go out to eat, I 
overeat." List al l the things you 
c;ln do about it s u c h as: order 
snlaller portions, share your nieal. 
eat slower, eat with indiv iduals 
who have siIlillar goals, etc. Tlien 
take action atld reevaluate if it's 
woIkillg for yoti. 

Observe o thers , r e a d , a n d 
research until you find approaches 
that will help you maintain your 
resolution. Evaluate all the pros 
and eons of the eliange and anUci-
pate problems. Maybe your goal 
was unrealislie, or there I n a y be 
a n obstacle you must deal with 
first. Possibly losing one pound a 
week beginning with the holidays 
may be urii-eallsUc. 

Too much change all at once is 
not good or effective. Select the 
change which is most essential 
and say no to the rest. .Al.so, priori­
tize and regulate the amount of 
change you are already working 
on. Are you changing jobs, quitUng 
s m o k i n g , and t r y i n g to lose 

weight? Select one and really fot̂ us 
your energies and beliefs in it. 

Reward b e h a v i o r ins t ead of 
results. A goal such as weight loss 
can be a reward in and of itself but 
to keep tlle wind in your sails, you 
should also reward the behavior 
change. For example, weight loss 
can be a very slow process. If you 
wait uiltil you achieve your goal, 
you might have a very long wait 
and become discouraged during 
the process. Holding off and not 
rewarding yourself may serve as a 
reminder that you have not suc­
ceeded or are not m a k i n g good 
progress.

W11en the f1arnes die down to 
g1owing embers, you must sUmu-
late the embers to get the fire 
going again. You may need some 
exterior s t imula t ion to get you 
excited again. Make a list of peo­

ple, places, and experiences that 
nloUvate and energize you as well 
as books, lectures, and magazine 
articles. TlIink about getUng your­
self energized on a regular basis, 
not when you are so far down it's 
real ly d i f f icul t to get back up 
again. Keep Lhe wind in your sails 
and your fire burning. Above all, 
focus OIi Uie outcoiile, visualize it, 
believe in it. A mental image and a 
tieUef that you can do it are power­
ful moUvaUonal tools. 

A n d , r e m e m b e r to enjoy the 
jouriley and have fun with the pro­
cess - let it be its own reward and 
every day will be a positive rein-
forcer The power is In Uie moment 
- Happy Resolutions!

'Multiples' on rise, stats report 
If you are pregnant 

with "mult iples" 
(twins, t r ip l e t s or 
more), y o u are not 
alone. 

In 1992, near ly 
100,000 such infants 
were b o r n i n the 
United States, includ­
ing more than 95,000 
twins, 3,555 triplets, 
310 quadruplets and 
26 quintuplets. MulU-
ples c o m p r i s e less 
than 3 percent of all 

U..S. bhlhs, but Uieir numbers have been grow­
ing in recent years. 

Why are mulUples on the rise? 
First, such births naturally occur more fre-

quenUy among older mothers, and there is a 
trend in the United States toward postponing 
childbirth. Second, because so many women 
are Waiting longer to have children, they fre­
quently experience problems conceiving and 
seek the help of infertility specialists. Many of 
the treatments for inferUlity result in InulUple 
births, adding to the natural incidence due to 
older maternal age and geneUc factors. 

WJiat are the risks for infants of multiple 
births? These infants are much more likely to 
1>e born early and to he small, both factors Uiat 
can increase a baby's risk of dy ing dur ing 
infancy, or if it survives, subsequent handicap 
alld disability. 

Compared to singleton infants, twins are five 
times and triplets 10 Umes more likely to be 
born prematurely (before 37 completed weeks 
gestaUon), and twins are 10 Umes and triplets 
19 times more likely lo weigh less than 5.5 
pounds at bii-th. 

The most important step you can take to 
ensure a healthy birth is to go for prenatal care 
as soon as you think you might be pregnant, 
whether you suspect you're carrying one baby 
or several. T h i s is especially important for 
women who have been receiving inferti l i ty 
treatments or those with a family history of 
mulUple births. 

Because mulUples are much more hkely to 
be born prematurely, it is important to reduce 
factors known to increase this risk, such as 
e.xeessive standing. When you are pregnant, 
parUcularly with mulUples, gravity pulls your 
full uterus down into the bony pelvis, blockhig 
the blood return to your heart. 

After a short Ume, the uterus begins to con-
Uact in an effort to lift itself off the pelvis and 
relieve the blocked blood flow. These contrac-
Uons can lead to premature labor and birth. So 
whenever you have a chance, sit instead of 
stand. 

Better yet, lie down whenever possible on 
your left side to improve blood return to your 
heart. Other acUviUes to avoid that can set off 
prematuie contractions include bending a n d 
lifUng heavy objects, especially if you don't use 
proper body mechanics. 

Because premature contracUons also can be 

caused by hormones released during stressful 
situaUons, tfy to limit stressors such as dead-
hnes, driving (particularly after 24-28 weeks 
gestaUon), arguments and conflicts. Also, don't 
smoke or drink alcohol if you are pregnant -
these are toxins to your unborn baby. 

Just as crucial to avoid stressors and toxins 
it is important to embrace a healthy diet during 
pregnancy, as this is the most positive and 
direct Way to he1p babies grow tiefore they are 
born. So start eaUng plenty of fresh fruits and 
V e g e t a b l e s : whole grain breads, cereals and , 
pasta; dalIy products such as milk, yogurt and 
cheese; and iron-rich meats and poultry. 

You should gain Weight steadily during preg­
nancy, particularly if you're carrying mulUples. 
A good nile of thumb is 24 pounds by 24 Weeks 
for twins and 36 p o u n d s by 24 weeks for 
triplets. After 24 weeks you should conUnue to 
gain as much as you can. At tJils stage of preg­
nancy, most Women find it difficult to even sit 
down for any period, so instead of three big 
mea l s , eat s evera l s m a l l ones or snack 
tJiroughout the day. 

The goal is to have healthy babies of good 
birt.h weight, and your daily diet is the key.

Health Notes 

A growing number of chi ldren across the 
country should be making New Year's resolu-
Uons that tradlUona11y have been relegated to 
adults: flghUng flab and high cholesterol that 
could lead to early heart disease. 

Some one in 500 American youngsters have 
dangerously high cholesterol levels of 250 or 
afcioVe, due either to bad genes or, increasingly, 
to a sedentary lifestyle paved With high-fat 
school lunches and few or no school exercise 
requirements - lethal combinaUons that can 
spell trouble When it comes to contro11ing hpid 
1eVe1s. 

"It used to be that 80 percent of the kids we 
Were seeing had high cholesterol due to genet­
ics and the others Were due to oljeslty. Now it's 
closer to 50-50," says Donald M . Black, M.D. , 
director of the prevenUVe cardiology clinic in 
the Division of Pediatric Ca1-diology at the Uni­
versity of Michigan Medical Center, one of a 
handful of such chnics in the country. "Kids 
are exercising less - it is less of a component in 
s c h o o l c u r r i c u l a a n d 1ess i i n p o r t a n t to 
adu1ts...and kids now have not only teievision 
but Nintendo and Sega. They also eat too many 
high-fat. fast foods." 

One of the major adversaries in the struggle 
against h i g h choles tero l in k ids ls schoo l 
l u n c h e s , says c l i n i c d i e t i t i an P a t r i c i a J . 
G o s h o r n , R . D . A c c o r d i n g to a recent U . S . 
Department of .Agricultirre study, school lunch­
es contain 25 percent too much fat a n d 100 
percent too much sodium. The USDA has pro­
posed a plan to improve the nutriUonal quality 
of school lunches by 1998, but unt i l such 
changes are made, li:lds should bring hea1thy 
food from home, she says. 

Another problem, says U - M certified exercise 
speciaiist Brenda L. Ealdn, is the lack of exer­
cise ldds receive in school. Not only are gym 
classes scarce and getUng scarcer (Michigan, 
for example, has no statewide requirement for 
physicai educaUon), but the nature of the acUv-
ity does not often inVolVe much exerUon. "Par­
ents th ink that gym class Is actlVe. b u t it's 
not," she says. Studies haVe found that there 
1nay be, at most, two 11iinutes of conUnuous 

exercise in these classes. 
Eakin helps clinic patients set up exercise 

logs With the aim of getUng 120 ininutes of aer­
obic acUvity a week, which can consist of 10 
minutes here or Uiere - shooUng hoops, biking 
or playing tag (baseball and wrestling don't 
count). "Exercise should be fun, whether you 
are an adult or child," she says. She also rec­
ommends that kids fit exercise into their day 
wheneVer possibly by walking to school and 
taking the stairs instead of the elevator. Older 
kids who drive also can benefit from parldng at 
the far end of the parking lot or a block or two 
from their desUnaUon Whenever safe and con­
venient. 

"By UmiUng their risk factors now - by mak­
ing some difference in their cholesterol even at 
this age - we can reduce their risk of heart dis­
ease later on," Black says. 

When it comes to catching this condit ion 
early, however, a big problem is that parents 
too often are oblivious to tilgh lipid levels that 
may be lurking in their e11i1dren's b1ood. 

"Twenty years ago everyone thought that if 
someone was thin and athleUc-looking they 
couldn't have liigh cholesterol," he says. 

Now. however, it is known that a cliUd With 
high cholesterol can be trim and fit; clogged 
arteries can be caused not only by obesity and 
a couch-potato Ufestyle but also by an Inherited 
inabiiity to metabolize cholesterol, a disease 
called familiai hypercholesterolemia. 

For Uiis reason, Black recommends that chi1-
dren with a famiiy hilstory of high cholesterol or 
heart disease have their cholesterol checked at 
age 2, as r e c o m m e n d e d b y the A m e r i c a n 
Academy of Pediatrics.
