The small white fianle building 
that is hoine to Glenda's Market 
on Grand River will be no lilore. 
Favoring a new and larger store to 
keep up with Ulc changing pace of 
Novl, Glenda's will lnove build a 
new facility and greenhouses. 

But owner Chris Cagle says iiot 
to worry. 

"We want to keep that same 
a t m o s p h e r e , " Cagle exp la ined . 
"Somewhere you can go where it's 
friendly, you can get good service 
where n o b o d y is p u s h i n g and 
shoving you like you find at the 
larger chains." 

After two and a h a l f years of 
scaling back and downsizing plans 
for the expansion of Glenda's Mar­
ket, the Novi P lanning Commis­
sion, last month, finally agreed to 
pass along approval of the project 

. to the City Council. 
"We had numerous trips to the 

planning consultants and for dif­
ferent reasons it went back and 
forth with the Z o n i n g Board of 
A p p e a l s , " explained Cagle . "We 
would get approval from one and 
n o t a p p r o v a l from another . It 
seemed like we never put the right 
package togetlier." 

A l t h o u g h not total ly f in ished 
with the approval process in the 
c i ty , C a g l e has a g o o d feel ing 
about the project. 

Cagle and the rest of his three 

family menlbcrs bought the garden 
and n m s c i y on G r a n d River in 
1982, bui il had been a staple of 
Novi's rural atmosphere since Ihe 
1950s. 

The expailsioi i entails teariiig 
down tlie 3,200-squarc-foot build­
ing ilow on the properly and build­
ing a 6,000-sciuare-foot retail store 
on undeveloped property just a 
coiIplc huIIdrcd feet east. 

The location, a five-acre parcel 
on the sou th -wes t c o r n e r of 
Joseph Road and Grand River, will 
prov ide the space for the new 
building and two greenhouses. 

Cagle , who lives in the home 
behind Glenda's will sinlply have a 
larger front yard. 

He said there were several rea­
sons for cJlnnging (lie .small nurs­
ery and p r o d u c e store, among 
them parking space needs and a 
general a^ieenient ainong Grand 
R iver c o r r i d o r m e r c h a n t s to 
improve the look of the area. 

T h e new look won't interfere 
wi th the sma l l town fee l ing of 
Glenda's, said Cagle. Glenda's will 
still feature the niirseiy, gardening 
and landscaping supplies, spring 
perennials, summer produce, fall 
pumpk ins and winter Christmas 
trees. 

"It's just going to be a Utile bit 
more orgaIlized. We're not chang­
ing our prices. Everything will stay 
the same. We'll be able to service 
our custorneis at a nicer facility," 
Cagle said. 

Should everything go smoothly 
f rom here on in, Cagle sa id he 
expects to break ground in the 
spring.

L e v i n g e t s r e f o r m p a s s e d 
When a lobbying reform bill w.is signed into law last week, it was the 

result of five years of effort by Sen. Cai l Ixviil, D-Mich. 
After the bill was signed, Levin said, "By plugging the loopholes in our 

lobbying disclosure laws, we will finally know wlio is being paid how 
much to lobby Congress and the executive branch." 

The law, which took effect Jan . 1, iequires people who are paid to 
lobby Congress or the executive branch to register and disclose whom 
they represent and how niuctl tllcy are being paid. Tlicy must also dis­
close the Issues on which ihey lobby and which houses of Congress and 
executive branch agencies they aie lobbying. 

The law limits paperwork by permitting semi-annual instead of quar­
terly filing and allows reporting of ranges of dollars spent instead of exact 
dollar amounts. Persons who spetld less than 20 percent of their time on 
lobbying activities are exempt. Citizens who arc not professional lobby­
ists, but merely contact tllc federal government to express tlieir views, 
are also exempt.

"You c a n y tiie k11ow1edge of the 
community with you aind the sldlls 
y o u develop" in thii field but you 
stlU have a great deal of new stuff 
to learn," explained Shaeffer. 

"We haVe exper ienced people 
remaining With us and We're giad 
to keep tliem," he added. 

He said he'11 be sad to see the 
relationships that haVe deVeloped 
over tl1e years go but it's exciting 
to see neW people grow and deve1-
op. 

"It's a big change for the com­
munity and a big change for the 
organization," he said.

It's not easy wearing blue. 
The last of the candidates apply­

ing for officer positions in the Novi 
Police Department are now finish­
ing the battery' of written and oial 
tests a n d intensive one -on -one 
interviews intended to Weed out 
the more than 150 applicants. 

And the process doesn' t stop 
once they are offered a position. 

In the next s t e p , c a n d i d a t e s 
inust endure a scrutinizing back­
ground test and physical, medical 
and p s y c h o l o g i c a l tests . W h e n 
those a re s u c c e s s f u l l y p a s s e d , 
non-certified officers must endure 
the rigors of basic police training 
academy. 

All new Novi officers are closely 
m o n i t o r e d for f o u r m o n t h s b y 
another officer who i n t r o d u c e s 
them to the commu111ty. Called the 
Field Officer Training Program, the 
new off icers are exposed to a l l 
phases of the Job a n d t h e i r 
progress is monitored on a dai ly 
basis. 

Wi th m o r e t h a n h a l f o f the 
detective squad at the Novi Police 
Department retiring tliis Week, the 
department has spent much of the 
past few months occupied With the 
task at hand: finding the five best 
people to fill the officer posit ions 
created b y the retirements. 

The f i n a l ten i n c l u d e col lege 
graduates , some With extensiVe 
police backgroimds. others with a 
little less experience. 

NoVi Police Chief Douglas Shaef­
fer s a i d he wi l l p r o b a b l y o n l y 
replace tliree of the five detectiVes 
right away. 

He said he can't Eifford to take 
everybody who will be moVing u p 
out of t l ie p a t r o l d iv is ion r i g h t 
away. 

"My n u m b e r one priority is to 
respond to emergency calls for ser­
vice. We'll hold off until We can get 
people s u f f i c i e n t l y h i r e d a n d 
trained," Shaeffer explained. 

approVed "retirement Window." Tlie 
window allows city employees with 
at least 25 years of service and age 
50 or older to acqui re extras in 
their retirement benefits if they 

take advantage of retirement. 
These police retirees Will now get 

a small boost in their yearly pen­
s ion , accord ing to C r a i g KlaVer. 
assistant city manager. 

Before the window the pension 
was figured by us ing a formula: 
years of serVlce muitiplled by a two 
percent mult ipl ier wh ich equals 
the yearly compensation percent­
age. That percentage multiplied by 
the aVerage ending saleuy equals 
the final yearly compensation. 

So an officer with 25 years of 
service muitiplled by two percent 
equals 50 percent. Fifty percent 
multiplied by the aVerage salary of 

increased the multiplier to 2.25 
percent. 

Now that same officer comes 
away with a slightly higher yearly 
pension. 25 years of service multi­
plied by 2.25 equals 56 percent or 
$28,000 a year in compensation. 

T h e incent lVes p l a n was 
approved in J u l y and will expire 
J a n . 10, 1996. Ci t ies general ly 
offer these incentive windows to 
save money, explained Klaver. A 
newer employee costs less to main­
tain than a senior employee.

Jokers motorcycle gang thlreatened 
to b low u p the pol ice s t a t i o n 
because one of their gang had 
been convicted of manslaughter, 1 
think. The girl Who was training 
me quit after three nights because 
she Was afraid to be there. (The 
officers) told me not to wony. They 
said they would be driving around 
o u t s i d e . I told them I'd dr ive 
around the station and they could 
stay inside." 

Det. J a c k Grubb 
With the force since 1968: 
"The most satisfying case Was 

November of last year When 1 
helped recoVer the Tomassi kids in 
California, the case Where the two 
boys were taken by their father 
years ago. 1 wasn't on the case 
when it first happened. Bill Brown 
was. But I got to be there for the 
closure. We went to the airport 
with the family. Most cases, you 
arrest people. This case Was total 
satisfaction to see a family reunit--
ed." 

L t . Je r ry Burnham 
With the force since 1968: 
"We u s e d to get 1oose horses 

complaints. J even chased a pig 
once. We even caught a rustler. It 
used to be a sleepy litde place but 
it was a lot of fun. 

"The detective bureau was in a 
trailer we had confiscated ajid put 
out back behind the old station. 
There Was a big marijuana plant 
left in it. But one by one the leaves 
started to disappear. Everybody 
thought it had to be someone in 
the department. What happened 
was a big rat had been coming in 
through a hole in the floor and 
eating the leaves di1ring the night. 
He must of been saying: 'Man, this 
is cool ." 

Det. Frank Barabas: 
With the NPD since 1968: 
" D r i v i n g a r o u n d o n p a t r o l 

Christmas Eve Was great. You just 
enjoyed iooking at the i ights. 1t 
was quiet except for the occasionaf 
family flghf 

Det. B i U Brown 
With the force since 1968: 
"One night we got ca11ed to the 

cemetery at E i g h t Mi le a n d 
Meadowbrook. We thought it might 
be grave robbers. It tiH-ned out to 
be Northvllle students dressed up 
in early 1800 garb Working on the 
public's apathy. They had a coffin 
by the side of the road and every 
time a car passed by the body in 
the coffin would sit up. Tliey were 
betting the public Would not stop 
and r e n d e r a s s i s t a n c e . B u t it 
scared them. They floored it and 
kept on going. 

"Another one was the n igh t I 
p icked u p Lesl ie Allen Wi l l i ams 
back in probab ly 1971. He Was 
about 17-years-old. He had robl>ed 
one of the food stores. He said it 
Was us sending him to prison that 
caused h is problems. 

"The most gratifying expeilence 
Was back In the 1970s With a Jtld 
named R a n d y G u n n . His tractor 
had flipped over and p u n c t u r e d 
11is Ivmgs. Back then you only had 
a medica l kit wi th a tourn iquet 
and gauze packets. So When l got 
to the scene I knew 1 had a long 
wait for the ambufance. 

A11 I h a d Was a pack of M a r l -
1x)ros. so 1 used my miiitary expe­
rience o n the boy's chest Wound 
and seaied off the ho1e in his lungs 
by folding up the aluminum from 
the cigarette package and plugging 
the hole, putting the carton over it 
and u s i n g a tourniquet to seal it 
off. That was enougl1 to get h i m to 
tl1e hospital. 

"Four years later, he hunted me 
down a n d said thanks for saVlng 
his life. Every officer always looks 
for one chance in his caieer Where 
he can make an impact in some­
one's life." 

Det. M a x Roder 
With the force since 1970: 
"We h a d a p e r s o n w a n d e r i n g 

throughout the city With size 20 
feet. We had a Blgfoot. They never 
found h i m but he left footpr ints 
behind. He even left a couple o n 
the c h i e f s desk. Back In the old 
days We found Ways to occupy o11r 
tirile. When We had to go to check 
out buildings. We took these wood­
en pads . We Would Walk a r o u n d 
check ing the bu i ld ings With the 
Wooden p a d s o n . T h e r e w e r e a 
couple of us (Blgfeet). 

'It's not so much the stories. We 
Were a m u c h closer group at that' 
time b e c a u s e the force W a s s o i 
m u c h s m a l l e r . T h e g u y s got ! 
together and had a lot of fi1n.*

In our area the work is 
done by the Novi/NorthvlUe Coali­
tion for Toys for Tots, chaired by 
Y a r b r o u g h , part of Nor t l iv i l le 's

Sytsma, a member of Novi Post 19. 

T h i s Is the second year of the 
local group's ejdstence and 1994's 
success made them set their sights 
high Lliis year. 

The Coalition sought to collect 
>5,0O0 toys from caring people in 
its coverage area, which consists of 
N o r t h v l l l e , Novi , L i v o n i a .

South Lyon, Milford, White Lake. 
Highland, Farmlngton and Farm-
ington Hills.

F3esldes Ille toys themselves, the 
prograin 's "100 C l u b , " w h i c h 
includes people and bus inesses 
tJlat donate $100 to Toys for Tots 
for gift purcl iases, saw 17 m e m ­
bers this year, Yarbrough said.

Toys for Tots began In 1947 with 
a Marine colonel named Bill Hen­
dricks.

He found many agencies and 
organizations that provided food, 
clothing and other staples but no 
one was specifically set up to dis­
tribute toys to poor Jdds. 

That changed When Hendr icks 
founded Toys for Tots. In the half-
century since his organization has 
provided Cluistmas toys to an esti­
mated 100 million children. 

H o u s e d e f i e s g o v e r n o r t o l i m i t c h a r t e r s c h o o l s

State representatives denied Gov. John 
E n g l c r his educat ional dream - publ ic 
s c h o o l academies (PSAs) in unl imited 
numbers and WilJhoul rules. 

Instead, the House version of the new 
School Code limits the number of PSAs, 
and It clamped many of the same restric­
tions on PSAs that regular public schools 
face. 

1t slapped the Wrist of State Board of 
E d u c a t i o n pres ident C l a r k Durant by 
making it far tougller for state, intermedi­
ate and local school boards to "buy out" 
the contracts of super intendents when 
there is no cause to ftre them. 

The House gave one nllnor victory to the 
rel ig ious right but deal t It a couple of 
blows on the question of "parents' rights." 

Tl ie next day Oie Senate quickly agreed 
to the House's many amendments to Sen­
ate Bill 679 and sent it to Engler for his 
s ignature. Most of the law takes effect 
next July l except for the prohibition on 
super intendents ' b u y o u t s , Which takes 
Immediate effect. Here are major provi­
s ions of the new 154-page School Code 
based on a 13-page analysis by the House 
and Senate GOP policy analysts. 

P A R E N T S ' RIGHTS 
Parents and guardians have the contin­

ued right to Visit classrooms, but only of 

their own children atid not during testing. 
The House removed a controversial section 
that would lIave allowed audiotaping and 
videotaping. (Sec. J l 3 7 . ) Parents and 
giiardians'have the right to review insfnic-
tional materials. 

A parent or guardian can Hie a contlnii-
ing notice to exempt a pupil from sex edu­
cation (sec. l507a). 

Rules on "home schooling" Were tight­
ened. Tlie child must be in an organized 
educational program appropriate for his or 
her age and iiitellcctual aljllity. 'Hie pro-
grain m u s t inc l i ide m a t h , r e a d i n g , 
spelliiig, science and other subjects. (Sec. 
1561.) 

The lellgioiIs right Insisted on a lengthy 
"parents' rights" section but had to settle 
for a brief one saying pareiits have a natu­
ral and fundamental right to deterniine 
and direct the care, teaching and educa­
tion of tlieir children (.sec. 10). 

P S A S - C H A R T E R S 
The f inal v e r s i o n ra ised but d idn ' t 

remove the cap on the number of PSAs or 
"charter schools" - 85 thioiIgh 1996, 100 
through 1997, 125 through 1998 and 150 
thereafter (sec. 502). 

Central M ich igan University's l ibeial 
granting of charters was curbed by an 
amendment limiting aily one university to 
50 percent of the total number of charters 
(.sec. 502). 

The State Board of Education can sus­
pend the char te r ing author i ty of any 
authorizing body for lack of oversight (sec. 
502). Th is addressed complaints of lax 
PSA operations acioss the slate. 

FViniaiy' school districts may not issue 
PSA charters (sees. 501 and 511). This 
was a response to a K-8 district in Ionia 
County w h i c h chartered Noah Webster 
Academy, a home-schooling, religious-ori­
ented school. 

The State B o a r d will be required to 
report annually on PSA operations - atten­
dance, dropouts, aggregate test scoies and 
financial projections. The State Board of 
Ediication would have to coininent and 
forward tlie report to tlie House and Sen­
ate Education comiiiiltees. (Sec. .502.) 

PSAs would Iw subject to requirements 
on records, construetioii of school build­
ings and bilingual education. PSAs could 
not be established for a particular race. 
(Sec. 50:3.) 

PSAs must utilize competitive bidding 
for buildings and supplies (sec. 503). 

PSAs w o u l d be subject to the same 
court desegregation orders as the sur­
rounding scliool district (sec. 504B). 

PSAs would be subject to the same pro­
hibition on spanking and corporal punish­
ment as other public schools (sec. 312). 
The Senate version would have allowed 
PSAs to use corporal punishment. 

Graduates of PSAs could receive state-

endorsed diplomas When their test scores 
merited them (sec. 1279). 

PS-As could not test for "attitudes and 
values." the same rule that applies to pub-
he schools (sec. 1279C). 

PSAs would have to extend their school 
days to 190 a year by 2006. tlie same as 
public schools (sec. 1284). 

PSAs won a Victory on school building 
leasing. If a public school tioard offered a 
property for rent, it couldn't refuse to rent 
to an entity for any lawful public educa­
tional purpose (sec. 1260). 'Fhis addressed 
complaints that public school boards Were 
refusing to deal with PSA board on vacant 
buildings. 

G E N E R A L RULES 
L o c a l school b o a r d s must "provide" 

ratlier than "make aVallable" to pupils a 
locally-established core academic curricu­
lum. No longer is a core curriculum man­
dated, but "model" curriculum standards 
are called for The State Board periodically 
must update model curriculum standards. 
State standards must tie used by locals in 
c u r r i c u l u m formation. (Sec. l278.) T h e 
new curriculum rules generally are Weak­
er, but not as Weak as the Senate had 
wanted. 

The State Board, intermediate boards 
and local boards haVe less freedom to "buy 
out" the contracts of superintendents. The 
State Board may not place a superinten­

dent on administrative leave for more than 
six months. The State Board may not deal 
on the s u p e r i n t e n d e n t ' s c o n t r a c t s ix 
months before or two months after a n 
election. The state superintendent's €on-
tract may not exceed three years. (Sec. 
1229 and l229A.) 

The House Republican Communications 
office said the c(>de "expands teacher certi­
f icat ion s tandards ." Ac tua l ly , teacher 
standards are lowered, though not as far 
as the Senate wanted (sees. 1233 a n d 
1233B). Specifically: 

• A n imcertifled person could be hired 
to substitute if he or she had 90 semester 
hours of college credit. 

• A local board may employ a non-certi­
fied person in grades 9-12 if the person 
has a bachelor's degree and five years of 
directly-related work experience. Two of 
those years of experience would have to lie 
hi the last five calendar years. The State 
Board may recofnmend additional subject 
areas for use of non-certif ied teachers. 
Student teaching may be Waived. 

• Through eighth grade, a non-certified 
teacher can be employed if a cert i f ied 
teacher Is unavailable. 

• A non-certified teacher who teaches 
success fu l l y for three years c o u l d be 
Issued a state provisional teacliing experi­
ence. In a blow at unionism, merit pay is 
allowed, but evaluation of a teacher could 
not he "subjective" (sec. 1250).

A state House Republican task 
force dodged the question of rais-
illg freeway speed limits when it 
issued a list of traffic safety rccoili-
iilendations. 

Instead it opted for tJie Michigan 
U'glslature's popular solution to 
many probleins - tougher ininisli-
nleiits. 

"Congress may soon allow slates 
to set speed limits oil federal inter-
stale highways," the panel iioied. 
"Before proceeding, til(> Michigan 
Legis lature shou ld give careful 
consideration of the consequences 
of raising those speed limits." 

Tfie G O P panel was chaired by 
Rep. F rank Fitzgerald of Graild 
Ixfige. Among its eight nienlbcrs 
were R e p s . D a n G i i s t a f s o n of 
Wil l iamston and James I^yail of 
Redford Township. Its repoit was 
issued in November. 

'Hie Senate has voted on a bill to 
rai.se speed limil.s to a iiiiiloriii 70 
mph. Currently, tlie liinits are 65 
on r u r a l in le rs ta tes and 55 in 
urban areas. 

O n e r c c o n i i n e n d a l ion has 
already Ix'en enacted: Gustafsoii's 
bill to set up a tiered system of 
driver's l icensing for youngsters 
and to require more training aild 
supervisioii before they lake to the 
road. 

At tlie same time, however, the 
panel proposed easing up on Lralii-
Ing. It wants to "el iminate the 
mandate that public schools pro­
vide dr iver 's e d u c a t i o n " but 
"encourage .school districts to con­
tinue providing driver's education" 
with more state funding. 

New and more severe punish­
ments were proposed for drunk 

. drivers, particularly repeat offend­
ers. One would be police confisca­
tion of license plates at tlie time of 
arrest if a person has a previous 
conviction or is driving on a sus­
pended or revoked license. 

No new programs were recom­
m e n d e d for t r u c k e r s . But the 
p a n e l noted that t r u c k driver 
fatigue has been identified nation­
ally as "the primaI7 Issue affecting 
truck safety" and called for more 
research.

It is "a powerful message to job providers to 
locate and expand in M i c h i g a n " was the 
description Chilek Iladden of the Michigan 
Manufacturers Asswiation gave of package. 

"This bill is bad. Two special cxeilliitions 
were written into il - one for i'oId Motor Co. 
and one for Meijer," countered Sen. G:'.iy 
Peters, R-Hlootnfield Township. I'eters said 
one key bill benefils 10,000 eoiiiiiJinies imi 
ignores 170,000 finiis. 

The amoufit of the tilx cut was estiiiuited at 
nlore than $300 million by senatois. "Ilie 28 
largest corporations who <"ni[)k)y less than 25 
percent of the workeis in tliis st;ite, and j);iy 
less than 50 percent of the SlTl", icceive o\'er 
80 pcrcenl of Ihe tax ciit," coinpliiiiied Rep. 
Howaid Wettecs, i:)-Kawkaivlin. 

One key change, said the business coalition 
backing the package, was to change the SD'l' 
apportionment formula. Ciinently it's 50 peI-
cent sales, 25 percent payroll and 25 peicent 

plaiit and equipineilt. 
'Ilie foniuiki iii 1997 will become 80-10-10; 

iii 1998, it becomes 90-5-5, making it nlore of 
a coiisuniptioii tax and less of a payroll and 
investment t;;Lx. 

In 1997 the measure will provide a capital 
invesiiiient deducl io i i only for new iiivest-
iiient.s made in Michigaii. Cuirently, tlie Sl3T 
allows the dediietion for all property, whether 
or not il's it) Miehigan. 

"This eilcouiages Michigaii companies to 
stay here ;ind ends tax breaks to firiiis for 
inveslineiit in other stales," said Sen. William 
VaiiRegeninortei-, R-Jenison, one of Oie spon-
sois. 

On Ilie key measure. Senators voted 29-6 in 
lavor. 

David Ilonigman, R-West Rloomficld, whose 
district includes Novi voted yes. 

(uiiy Peters, D-Bl()oInftcld Township, voted 
no because the Senate rejected his substitute 
which would have given ciedils for healtli rare 
reinihurscnlents and employee Job training. 
"It also allows all 180,000 businesses in the 
stale to see a tax reduction." 

Democrat J o h n Cher I7 of C l io , the new 
minority lloor leader whose district includes 

northern Oakland C o u n t y , called the S B T 
changes "an effort to pick winners and losers 
- this little group decides special interests 
deserve a tax break." 

Cherry echoed the words of 1980s Senate 
majority leader, now governor, J o h n Engler 
that the state shouldn't pick business win­
ners and losers. 

The House voted 77-26 on the key measure.

"City Manager H a r o l d Ackley 

was relighting the boiler, he was 
bent over and he piIt a match to it.

In I11e 1950s, tlie Novl 'Ibwnship 
Board of Trustees, piishing several 
tables logeth(;r, iiiet once a nionth 
upstairs, in the only room not part 
of BeGole's apartment. He was tlie 
sole full-tlnle public safety employ­
ee; everybody else doubled up as 
both part-tline police officer and 
firefighters. 

The township supervisor , who 
Was a lso the a s s e s s o r , had an 
office downstairs; but the town­
ship c lerk and b u i l d i n g official 
worked out of their own homes. 
C o u r t Was In s e s s i o n upstairs . 
Where the oiie Justice of tiie peace, 
Edmund Yerkes, presided. 

Back then, there was no radio. If 
police were needed, the building's 
upstairs lights were al l switched 
o n . If the fire depar tment was 
required, the siren Was set off. 

"You couldii't walk in during the 
day. When the people would call 
Northvllle-705. we'd say police and 
fire department and they'd say, 'I 
want to pay my t a x e s , " BeGole 
said. 

T h a t telephone would ring all 
niglit, it seemed to me sometimes." 

Ixical police h.id to contend with 
drunkenness and brawls, especial­
ly up at the Walled l.^ke Amuse­
ment Park dur ing the summer. 
Head-on car col l is ions, many of 
them fatal, were c o m m o n In the 
1950s. With the three-lane Grand 
River serving as the only "freeway" 
between Detroit and Lansing. Car 
thefts Were also in vogue. Unlike 
today, shoplifting was not a prob­
lem. That 's because Novl didn't 
iiave any stores. 

Two fire trucks were parked In 
the township hall garage, a 1945 
Chevy pumper and a 1929 1^0, 
the latter now untlergolng restora­
tion at tile hands of Novi File Max-
shall Bin Conn. A police car wasn't 
added to tiie fleet until 1954, when 
a 1955 Chevy V-8 Was purchased 
by the township. 

"It was an extremely fast car. 
T h e Novi Township pol ice were 
very proud of that car. It certainly 
did tile Job," BeGole said. 

When the township ha l l was 
harboring a prisoner and the fire 
department was responding to a 
call , the solution was unique. In 
(he earlier 1950s, no cell existed. 

"We handcuf fed reca lc i t ran t 
prisoners to tlie fire truck. They 
could Jump on the running board 
or take their c h a n c e s , " BeGole 
said. 

Later, a steel bar was placed in 
one of the walls of the township 
hall and the prisoner Was hand­
cuffed to that. 

After Township Supervisor Fraz-
er Staman arranged mail delivery 
for Novi, the post office was where 
H a r m o n Glass stands today on 
Novl Road. But tile mail was sort­
ed in the towiislllp hall. 

By the late 1960s, not only were 
the government offices overcrowd­
ed but the combination of govern­
ment meetings with drunks being 
booked by police in neighboring 
rooms seemed disruptive. Then-
Novi City Council Member Edwin 
Presnell called for an annex. 

J^iewall was hired in 1969 as 
the Department of Publ ic Works 
s u p e r v i s o r . He s p e n t severa l 
months in the basement of the 
township half: "It Was crowded 
there, it was really, really nuts." 

Kr iewal l moved to the annex 
when it Was buHt in 1973 for tile 
city offices. The township ha11 Was 
then tiirned over to the police and 
fire department. 

A n incident both B e G o l e and 
Kriewall recall Is when the police 
incarcerated a doped-up Vietnam

Presnell City Hall was a less than 
glamorous headquarters for the 
growing s u b u r b a n d fa i led to 
impress Day ton -Hudson execu­
tives who flew to town in the early 
l 9 7 0 s to d i s c u s s b u i l d i n g the 
future Twelve Oaks Mall. 

"They said, 'Is this the city hall?' 

T h e y were d u m b f o u n d e d . They 
were not totally impressed with 
Where we were at that time," said 
Kriewall. 

"It served the purpose and got

Knowing the city already Impos­
es many restrictions on business, 
the plannlilg conimisslon had to 
take what was fair to the business 
and the residents into account .

Our role is to make 
sure tlie projects before us are in 
compl iance with the o rd inance 
sta11dards," Lorenzo exp1ained. "... 
Sometimes it difflcuIt for the gen­
eral pub1ic to unders tand those 
limitations." 

W h i i e the c o m m i s s i o n c a n 
review and reconllnend changes to

Hoadley said.

Lenaghan said the department 

Was "klnda pleased" by the lower 
dollar figures in \995, although he 
noted that it only takes one or two 
major fires to drive up the stats. 

"We Uke to think our public edu­
cation and code enforcement pro­

grams are starting to pay some 
dividends," Lenaghan said. 

But the leap from one year to 
the next Was relatively minor com­
p a r e d to the p r o g r e s s i o n of 
i n c r e a s e s shown f rom 1990 to 
1995. 

In 1990, the fire depar tment 
went out on 1,490 calls. The fol­

lowing year, that was up to 1,774. 
Tills number remained fairly static 
In 1992, Increasing by only one 
run. But in 1993, tlie department 
answered 1,903 calls. 

"We're had a lot of growth and 
the request for services is j u s t 
jumping out," the fire chief said. 

M o s t of the d e p a r t m e n t ' s 

responses are to requests for med­
ical assistance. In 1995, firefight­
ers answered 1,507 medical ca11s, 
a whopping 46 percent increase 
over 1990. That figure was 1.287 
in 1994 and 863 in 1990. 

Fa1se fire alarms were also up in 
1995, as were service calls.

O n e c h a n g e that m a y be d o u b t f u l is 
p r o d u c t l i a b i l i t y r u l e s . M o s t of the 
c h a n g e s a r e good, b u t the threshold of 
p rov ing a m a n u f a c t u r e r knew a product 
was defect ive s t r ikes u s as h i g h - per­
h a p s excessive. It wi l l take five years or 
m o r e b e f o r e the c o u r t s te l l u s the 
c h a n g e s were good or b a d . 

F i n a l l y , s u b u r b a n i t e s c a n rejoice that 
w o r k o n t r ia l c o u r t r e fo rm h a s begun . 
Wisely , G o v . Engler has b locked the cre­
a t i o n o f ever more j u d g e s h i p s , par t icu­
lar ly i n the s u b u r b s , unt i l the Legisla­
t u r e ge ts r i d o f the a r t i f i c i a l b a r r i e r s 
between c i rcu i t , Detroit recorder 's, pro­
b a t e a n d d i s t r i c t c o u r t s , a n d between 
t iny d i s t r i c t s . In t h i s r e s p e c t , we c a n 
look forward to change in 1996. 

Things are looidng up 
Cheerful new year news c o m e s to the 

suburbs of metro Detroit packaged by 
the Job and population forecasters of the 
Southeast Michigan Council o f G O v e r n -
ments. After two decades of stagnant 
population changes and a lOss of manu­
facturing jobs, tilings are looking up, lit­
erally, from now to 2020. 

SEMCOG's regional development fore­
cast, now circulating to cities and town­
ships, s h o w s " a positive economic 
future" - a n 18 percent growth i n jobs 
and-a 13 percent growth in population 
in the quarter-centuiy ahead. 

J o b growth will be particularly strong 
in suburban Wayne County (18.3 per­
cent), Oakland County (29.7 percent) 
and Livingston Cotmty (83.2 percent). 

Among the top 10 Job growth commu­
nities wSl be C^ton Township (119 per­
cent). Rochester Hills (100.5 percent), 
BlOomQeld Township (96 percent), NoVi 
(67.1 percent), Troy (19.6 percent) and 
U V o n l a (18.4 percent). 

Sad to say, Detroit Is projected to con­
tinue losing jobs, and manufacturing 
Will decline - no suiprlse there. But ser­
vices, retail and finance are projected for 
healthy increases. 

Slgnllicantly, the percentage of work­
ing-age adults holding Jobs will increase 
from 81 percent In 1990 to 88 percent in 
2020. 

In the population charts, LlVonia is 
likely to dip below the 100,000 mark, 
and Southfield below 75,000, though 
that's due mostly to shrinking family 
size. Westlcind, Canton. Farmington Hills 
and Troy will continue to see more faces, 
as will northern Oakland communities. 

The nature of public services will 
change. Households with children will 
decline 5 percent by 2020. Better health 
care will mean more older folks, particu­
larly in the 85-and-up category. Elemen­
tary schools will be converted Into senior 
citizen centers. 

Builders Of houses and apartments 
should continue to prosper as popula­
tion rises and average household size 
shrinks from 3.49 persons in 1960 to 
2.66 today to 2.47 in 2020.

Anyone who h a s taken a J - s c h o o l class h a s heard 
the lecture - when you ment ion a b l a n d n a m e pro(l-
uc t , you m u s t treat the t rademark gingerly. Wil l ie 
the corporat ions s p e n d e n o r n l o u s s u m s p r o m o t i n g 
their b rand n a m e s , trying to make them h o u s e h o l d 
'words, they s p e n d a lmost as m u c h effort to make 
s u r e they don't real ly become household words . 

F o r example, the c o m p a n y m a y have s u n g songs 
about it, but if y o u really "buy the wodd a C o k e " y o u 
h a d better be re fe r r ing to a C o c a - C o l a b r a n d soft 
d r i n k , a n d not J u s t a n y old .soda pop, or y o u are 
l ikely to get a t l i reatening letter from the c o m p a n y 
attorney. 

If, while cover ing a local tragedy, one of tlie v ic t ims 
wipes his or her eyes with a Kleenex, it had better be 
one of K lmbe l iy C lark 's Kleenex brand facial t issue. 
A n d if the high schoo l football team plays on Ast ro -
T u r f , y o u ' d better not be referr ing to Jus t a n y old 
b r a n d of ar l i f ic lal grass. 

I'm not u n s y m p a t h e t i c to the pl ight of these c o m ­
p a n i e s . T h e y p u t a great deal o f t ime, ef fort a n d 
resources into p r o m o t i n g their b r a n d n a m e s . B u t if 
they are too s u c c e s s f u l at it, if society at large begins 
to u s e the b r a n d n a m e a s a g e n e r i c te rm for al l 
p r o d u c t s of its type, they can lose the t rademark . 
A n d all that effort will be wasted . M a n y compan ies 
have lost t rademarks in j u s t this way. 

St i l l , some compan ies go overboard ... at least in 
m y h u m b l e op in ion . For ins tance , I once got a letter 
f r o m the W h a m - 0 C o r p c - a t i o n a s k i n g me n o t to 

reter to toy Hying d isks as "trisbees." Even "Fr isbees" 
wasn't good e n o u g h , the attorney insisted. 1 s h o u l d 
refer to them only a s " F R I S B E E 6 0 . " (Not hard ly like­
ly, pa l . How 'bout I just don' t mention them at all.) 

A s sympathet ic a s I may be, 1 get downright ornery 
when a c o m p a n y tries to take woids directly out of 
tile E n g l i s h larlguage, register them as a t rademark , 
and then threaten to sue anybody who h a p p e n s to 
use those s a m e words. 

T h a t h a p p e n e d recently w h e n we here at Tfie Novi 
News dec ided to change the direction of o u r recre­
ation page, tacked on to the end of the spor ts sec­
tion. We dec ided we might be able to do a little more 
with it if the subject was health and fitness a n d gave 
tile page the nifty m o n i k e r of "Health Matters." Nice 
little double entendre, h u h ? 

Wel l , t h a t got a c o m p a n y n a m e d M e d s t a r f r o m 
Al lentown, Pennsy lvan ia all t icked off because they 
have a t rademark o n that title. We got a letter f rom 
the c o m p a n y a t t o r n e y t e l l i n g u s to " c e a s e a n d 
desist" immedia te ly . If we d i d , "Medstar wil l forego 
any damage or in f r ingement c la ims for p a s t u s e of 
this service m a r k or t rademark," the attorney stated. 

D a m a g e ? D i d o u r u s e o f those w o r d s s o m e h o w 
"damage" a c o m p a n y we've never heard o f before 
way over in A l len town, P A ? I can't imagine how. 

O u r a t torney p e n n e d a politely worded 1-esponse 
informing Meds ta r that its registration only app l i ed 
to television serv ices a n d advert is ing or p romot iona l 
kits, a n d we cou ldn ' t figure out how our use of those 
words for a page i n a c o m m u n i t y newspaper w o u l d 
be confused w i th their broadcast , so we'll c o n t i n u e 
to use the n a m e . 

What bugged me was the fact a company tr ied to 
a p p r o p r i a t e a p i e c e of o u r l anguage , c l a i m it for 
itself, a n d t h r e a t e n a n y o n e else who tr ied to u s e 
those s a m e w o r d s . In the p r e v i o u s e x a m p l e s o f 
t r a d e m a r k s , t h e y were al l m a d e u p n a m e s w h i c h 
entered the l a n g u a g e on ly t h r o u g h the c o m p a n y ' s 
promotional efforts. 

Some c o m p a n i e s however s e e m to be trying to take 
these words a w a y f rom al l the rest of us . .And the 
language does , after all, be long to all of u s doesn ' t 
it?

I've t>een back from my tJiree-
Week tour of Vietnam and Cam­
b o d i a for two Weeks now and 
people still ask if I'm going to 
Write a b o u t the t r ip . No , I 
expla in , the company policy is 
that e a c h c o l u m n and ar t ic le 
m u s t f o c u s on NoVi a n d 
NorthVllle. 

Yet, there's the matter of the 
mi ld ly schizoid attitude l kept 
hearing expressed in Hanoi and 
Hue and other places Vietnamese 
and how it all rang weirdly farnll-
iar. The official line, at least as 
far as it 's made k n o w n to 

to11rlsts in Vietnam, is that the American people are Indi­
viduals who are frequenUy good, it's the .American federal 
goVemment Which is not. 

I asked a Buddhist monk Why eveiyone, eVen in north 
Vietnam, Was so gracious to .Americans and he offered the 
same story, that they did not Judge us by the Wartime 
actions of our goVemment. 

The U.S. goVemment and the U.S. people are two dis­
tinct entitles in their minds. Can you get more local than 
that? How many of your neighbors right here in NoVi and 
NorthVllle say tlie same thing? 

Like most to11rists, I Went through the Wartime Atroci­
ties Museum in Saigon. There were no si1rprises. I'd seen 
many of the gruesome, tragic photographs already In 
American publications. The real shock Was the resurfacing 
of one long submerged memory of my own. 

I Was just a kid dur ing the Vietnam War. Dur ing the 
media coverage of the My Lai massacre, I saw the firll-

color photos In Time and one in particular hit me hard . 
Odd, that I should have forgotten. The picture Was of a lit­
tle hoy, about age 4, sheltering with his own body another 
little hoy, about 2 years old, just minutes before they Were 
miB-dered by the Americans. It was at that time, I think, 
that my oudook split. 

My conclusion at the time Was if that was how our goV­
emment Waged War, if that was how the folks in Washing­
ton said we had to protect our freedoms, the U.S. goVem­
ment and I were clearly walking different paths. 

In that smal l Way, in the b i r th of my skept ic ism, I 
became a casua l ty of the V i e t n a m War. My at t i tudes 
haven't changed much, just hardened with age. Somehow, 
1 manage to balance in my 1111nd the schizophrenic con­
cept that the United States goVemment is the best in the 
world but as it fimctlons is seriously flawed and doesn't 
serve Its citizens. 

Like the Vietnamese, I make clear distinctions. M y skep­
ticism is neVer directed towards our guys Who served In 
the Vietnam War, never towards the U.S. Constitution and 
the democratic process, only occasionally towards local 
and state goVemments, but almost alWays beamed at the 
power structure In Washington, our federal government 
n m by the HarVard-Yale whiz kids and our so-called rep­
resentatives. 

The odd thing is, I expect my attitude is fairly close to 
the norm. How many of us, sheltered in the middle-class 
and coming from each end of the political spectmm, feel 
this disenfranchlsement? And how likely is it that the gap 
lietWeen the people's goVernment and the people will soon 
be bridged?

Perhaps I^rank Kelley, our attorney general 
for life, put his finger on it when bis investiga­
tors reported that price .scanners in retail out­
lets showed an error rate of more than 20 per­
cent - ciTors on 41 iteiils out of 280 purchased 
- in Oakland County alone. 

l l i e real news: Nol all the errors are over­
charges. Undercharges arc Increasing. Under­
charges accounted for 16 of the 41 errors, or 
40 percerlt. 

Kellcy's guess: "Retailers are trying to attract 
c u s t o m e r s with ever more c o m p l e x sa le 
schelncs. Maybe Oiese one-day sales, two-hour 
sales and perccntage-off sales are as confusing 
to the stores as they are to the public." 

We'll keep tllat in inind next time some tiozo 
from the Mackinac Center or Michigan Cham­
ber of Commerce tells us busliiess Is so much 
mure efficient than government. .Although we 
catch our friendly hypermarket in errors practi­
cally every week, we've never caught the U.S. 
Postal Service or state Department of Natural 
Resources in Uiose kinds of mistakes.

Early family wish granted in park name 
E l l a M a e Power 

Park, located behind 
the Novi Civic Center 
off T e n Mi le R o a d , 
was n a m e d for the 
daughter of an early 
Novi family. 

F r a n z and M a r y 
Power owned a farm 
along b o t h sides of 
Ten Mile Road, east of 
Napier R o a d . F r o m 
1891 unUl her death 
in 1957, Mary Power 
lived on the farm Uiat 
was considered to be 

a "showplace" in the early 1900s. 
"Furniture of excellent taste filled the ram­

bling house," raved The .Noi;i News shortly after 
Mary Power's death. "The Powers drove the 
most expensive cars, owned a piano and a tele­
phone, and entertained lavishly." 

The heyday for the Power family was evident 
in those early 20th centuiy days, when "they 
had a good market, bought the best equipment, 
and replaced their orchard as the trees died," 
as described by a friend In The Novi News arti­
cle. 

Then Franz and Mary were divorced and, in 

1930, he died. What had been "a showplace ot 
the Midwest" ended in tragedy and despair. 

The Power's children, Louis and El la , both 
preceded their mother in death, and the 200-
acre farm, once boasting a "gleaming white 
house and b a m s ... manicured lawn and flower 
beds .. . (and) 200 rich acres of orchard and 
field" soon feU into disrepair. 

A suspec ted arson fire in the s u m m e r of 
1958 destroyed one of the Power bams further 
erasing the image of the picturesque farm that 
had drawn admiring glances from travelers in 
years past. 

Before she died at the age of 94, MaIy Power 
had requested Uiat the farm and its ensuing 
acreage be wUled to the state, to be made into a 
park named after her children. Debts adding 
up to $15,000, however, made this final wish 
go unfulfllled. 

The house sat in dying m l n s until the entire 
estate was sold in the late l950s. The house 
was torn down and the land sold to a Mr. C. 
Nielson. Over the next few years, the estate was 
further divided into several smaller lots. 

Novi became a city in 1969, and the look of 
the community slowly began to change. 

In 1972, plans began for the long-overcrowd­
ed Novi Public Library to build a new facility on 
Ten Mile near Taft Road. Located on seven ' 

acres ot land purchased from the Novi schcxil 
district, the library would reside on former 
Fuerst family property, the first bui ld ing in 
what would become the city's new Civic Center 
complex. 

Groundbreak ing for the new l ibrary took 
place in 1975, with the official opening a year 
later. 

In 1978, the library was joined by the con­
struction of the Novi police department com­
plex. While city offices still occupied half of the 
new library building, the surrounding grounds 
had been cultivated. 

The Power name might have fallen into obliv­
ion had it not been for the park created in the 
early 1970s by the city of Novi. 

T h a n k s to the dr iv ing force of Novi Ci ty 
Councilman Louis Campbell, a city park in the 
Power name became a reality. Funds that had 
been paid to the stale of Michigan from Mary 
Power's estate were found to be in excess of 
what was actually owed. The refund received 
back from the stale enabled the city to honor 
Mary Power's wl11. Her dream of having a park 
named after her two chi ldren has at least 
halfway come true in Ella Mae Power Park.

media services for and about people with dis­
abilities. 

.After viewing the tapes, Sharon Douglas of 
Handi-Capable in the Media Wrote to Singer. 
She states, "Yes, we would like to airyoirr video 

productions on our Atlanta Public Access Sta­
tion ... Your video productions are not only 
educated but hispiratlonal." 

It's no wonder she praised these programs. 
Singer provides us with a wealth of informa­
tion. .As professor of Health Behavior Sciences 
and Med ica l Anthropology in the School of 
Heal th S c i e n c e s at O a k l a n d Univers i ty in 
Rochester, Singer traveled to the High Sierra 
Mexican village of Ajoya to tape WIlere There 
Are No Physical Therapists. 

T h i s is a village of disabled chi ldren and 
adults suffering from paraplegia, quadriplegia 
and other physical t raumas inc lud ing l imb 
amputations. 

The documentary details how the community 
deals w i th su ic ida l depress ion because of 
injuries, focuses on how disabled persons help 
each other do therapy usual ly performed by 
professionally trained therapists elsewhere and 
demonstrates how residents of the vUlage use 
local resources, at virtually no cost, to assem­
ble complex, sophisticated wheelchairs, which 
would sell for thousands of dollars if commer­
cially produced. 

The video also demonstrates how paraplegics 
and quadriplegics use blow-torches, hacksaws 
and o t h e r tools in the i r p r o d u c t i o n of 
wheelchairs and prostheses for the community. 

Mitltiple Sclerosis and Bee Venom Therapy is 
a video depicting Mlchiigaji M.S. patients who 

received bee stings to help overcome the crip­
pling effects of Multiple Sclerosis. Since this 
program was aired on INFO IV-12, the Univer­
sity of Michigan Department of Physical Thera­
py trndertook the fu-st scientific study to mea­
sure the effects of bee stings on MS. Results of 
the study will be presented in September at the 
Nat ional Api therapy A n n u a l Conference in 
Flint.

This winter. Jack f'Yost will be 
nipping at your nose as well as the 
n.st of your face, y o u r ear lobes, 
feet and hands, because these are 
the trouble afcas for frostbite. 

Tlie condition nlost favorable to 
frostbite is a temperature below 
freezing with a high wind chill fac-
toi-. "As the wind chill and temper­
ature drop, so should your expo 
sure time,' said Botsfcird emergen­
cy room physician Sanford Viedef-, 
D.O. 

Frostbite most readily occurs as 
moisture evaporates from skin, so 
it is essential to keep dry. When 
you perspire wliile participating in 
winter act ivi t ies, don ' t remove 
clothing that would expose your 
skin to the wind. 

Dr. V ieder advises that if you 
detect tiie early stages of frostbite -
the a r e a is co ld to t o u c h and 

Ijccomes blanched or pale with 
loss of sensation - get out of that 
environment immediately. If possi­
ble, icwarm the effected extremi­
ties gradually by putting them in 
y o u r a r m p i t s or m o u t h , or 
iminerse them in warm water (41-
42 degrees Celsius). He also notes 
that feet should not be rewarmed 
if you still have,to walk, beeau.se 
doing so can do more damage. 

Anyone with symptoms of frost­
bite s h o u l d see a phys ic ian for 
evaluation and treatment as soon 
as possible.

Certaln1y the talents involved in 

"Big Bully" recall having to endure 
inventive torments from their 
respective schoolyard toughs, tak­
ing breathless shortcuts home. 
Iliding beJ1lnd lockers, surrender­
ing lunch money and facing otlier 
forms of humiliation unique to 
adolescence. 

'1 still have lead in my finger 
from a kid named Ronnie Egan, 
Who kicked a pencil into my finger 
in the third grade." recollects 
director Steve Miner. 

Don Knotts remembers. "Bee 
Lewis used to chase me home 
every day. 1 used to get out of 
school and run. because he'd 
always be waiting for me." 

Producer Gary Foster remi­
nisces, There was this guy in ele­
mentary school and high school 
Who Was my bully. As 1 Was driving 
to my ten-year high school 
reunion. I remember getting an 
uneasy butterflies-ln-the-stomach 
feeling about seeing him again. It 
Was the universality of the preda­
tor-victim dynamic in "Big Bully" 
that made it a natural choice for a 
film. James 0. Robinson, chair­
man and CEO of Morgan Creek, 
explains. "It was so simple We 
couldn't pass it up. The whole idea 

of telling a story like this is to 
entertain people by showing them 
human foibles in a straight-ahead 
comedy. Alinost every person who 
attended grade .school can relate to 
these characters. In the play­
ground, there were always the bul­
lies pushing ldds around and the 
victims who went home crying." 

Producer Lee Rich agrees. 
"Everybody has had a bully in 
their life. The case presented in 
this movie is just taken to its 
extreme. The bully gets such Joy 
out of harassing the victim that it's 
carried over for years." 

The extension of the relationship 
between David and Fang into adult 
life is what takes this relatively 
simple premise to its furthest — 
and most comic — extreme. While 
most people leave the vesUges of 
their personas as the bullier or the 
bullied on the playgrounds of their 
youth. David and Fang find them­
selves right where they left off so 
many years before. 

Although marriage to a nagging 
wife and being father to a growing 
brood have subdued Fang into a 
mere shadow of his former 
formidable self he quickly redis­
covers his youthful, gleeful thug-
glshness when his old victim, 
David Leaiy. returns to town. And 

that's all it takes to turn David 
back into the intimidated kid of 
his youth. The two grown men 
turn from shop teacher and 
author into hiinter and prey once 
again. 

"I liked tfiis script because these 
guys, as adults, are trying to be 
mature, but they suddenly revert 
back to this immature behavior, 
and die comedy of what happens 
when they get caught up in it gets 
bigger and bigger," says Foster. 
".And the comedy in the film goes 
from sweet to funny to goofy to 
physical to beyond reason." 

The roles of bully and victim are 
reversed with the children of David 
and Fang, with David's son men­
acing the sensitive son of Fang. 
Robinson points to that unexpect­
ed generational switch as key to 
the appeal of "Big Bully." "The 
hook that really sold me on Mark 
Steven Johnson's script was that 
not only did he write two extremely 
funny characters for Rick Moranis 
and Tom Arnold, but he also gave 
each of them sons who were their 
exact opposites. 

"Tom's character has a wimpy 
son and lack's character gets the 
bully son. And everybody gets 
what they deserve in the end."

A kid 
who's been bullied will try to bring 
his own kid up to make sure tliat 
he's not bullied. So the cycle con­
tinues, but with roles switched for 
the next generation." 

Screenwriter Mark Steven John­
son comments. "The Wo11derful 
thing about the kids In this stoiy 
Is that tlley are the ones who end 
up teaching their fathers a lesson 
in forgiveness aild acceptance. 
Through their eyes both grown 
men are forced to see that you 
can't keep living in the past and 
you have to face your demons and 
stop running away from your 
problems."

A ^rowinfi number of children 
across tlie coiintry should be mak-
iiij; New Vear's resolutions that tra-
diltonally have been relegated to 
adults: Hf̂ hting flab and high 
cholesterol that could lead to early 
heart disease. 

Soine one in 500 American 
youngsters have dangerously high 
cliolesleroi levels of 250 or atxjve, 
due eiUier to bad genes or, Increas­
ingly, to a sedentary lifestyle paved 
with high-fat school lunches and 
few or no school exercise require-
meilts - lethal combinations tJial 
can spell trouble when it comes to 
controlling lipid levels. 

"11 used to be tllat 80 percent of 
the kids we Were seeing had high 
cholesterol due to genetics and the 
others were due to obesity. Now it's 
closer to 50-50," says Donald M. 
I31ack, M.D., director of the preven­
tive cardiology clinic in the Divi­
sion of Pediatric Cardiology at tllc 
University of Michigan Medical 
Center, one of a hanciful of such 
clinics in the country. "Kids are 
exercising less - it is less of a com­
ponent in school curricula and less 

linportant to adults...and kids now 
have not only television but Nin­
tendo and Sega, 'flley also eat too 
inany high-fat, fast foods." 

One of the major adversaries in 
the struggle against high choles­
terol in kids is school lunches, 
says clinic dietitian Patricia J . 
Goshorn, R.D. According lo a 
recent U.S. Department of /Xgricul-
ture study, schcxil lunches contain 
25 percent too much fat and 100 
percent too much sodiiim. The 
USDA. has proposed a plan lo 
improve the nutritional quality of 
school lunches by 1998, but unUl 
such changes are inade, kids 
should bring healthy food froin 
home, she says. 

Another problem, says U-M cer­
tified exercise specialist Brenda L. 
Eakin, is the lack of exercise kids 
receive in school. Not only are gym 
classes scarce and gelling scarcer 
(Michigan, for exainple, has no 
statewide requirement for physical 
education), but the nature of the 
activity does not often involve 
much exertion. "PareIils think that 
gym class is active, but it's not," 

she says. Studies have found Uiat 
there inay be. al most, two min­
utes of continuous exercise in 
these classes. 

Eakin helps clinic patients set 
up exercise logs with the aim of 
gelling 120 minutes of aerobic 
activily a week, which can consist 
of 10 minutes here or (here -
shooting hoops, biking or playing 
tag (baseball and wrestling don't 
count). "Exercise should be fun, 
whether you are an adult or child," 
she says. She also recominends 
tJiat kids fit exercise into their day 
whenever possibly by walking to 
school and taking the stairs 
instead of tlie elevator. Older Jdds 
who drive also can benefit froin 
parking at the far end of the park­
ing lol or a block or two from tlieir 
destination Whenever safe and 
convenient. 

"By limiting their risk factors 
now - by maliing some difference 
in their cholesterol even at this age 
- we can reduce their risk of heart 
dtsease later on," Black says. 

When it comes to calching this 
condition early, however, a big 

problem is that parents loo often 
are oblivious lo high lipid levels 
that may be lurking in tlieir chil­
dren's blood. 

"Twenty years ago everyone 
thought that if someone was thin 
and athletic-looking they couldn't 
have high cholesterol." he says. 

Now, however, it is known that a 
child with high cholesterol can be 
trim and fit; clogged arteries can 
be caused not only by obesity and 
a couch-potalo lifestyle but also by 
an inherited inability lo metabolize 
cholesterol, a disease called famil­
ial hypercholesterolemia. 

For this reason, Black recom­
mends that children with a family 
history of high cholesterol or heart 
disease have their cholesterol 
checked at age 2. as recommended 
by the American Academy of Pedi­
atrics.

The reality of the 
physical inventory on paper becomes the basis 
for the new years' plans and strategies. 

The new year is a time to take an inventory of 
the good and bad aspects of your life and your 

time is spent. How much time do you give to fit­
ness, family and personal projects? How much 
time is spent watching television or working 
unproductively? Get out a notebook and put 
this inventory on paper. Don't just think about 
it - do it. You, too, may be surprised at the 
resiilts. 

Use these results to find lime, shift priorities 
and reach the specific goals you have made. 
Then block out times that you Will need to com­
plete your plan of action. Now, go on out and 
attack the new year!
