Frazier Staman still chatty at 91

Former supervisor offers tales of Novi’s past

It wasn’t politics which drew Farmington-
resident Frazier Staman west to Novi,
although he was one of the power-brokers
around town some 4Q years ago.

A young lady it was, Irene, whose father
owned the M. J. Moeren General Store, at the
site now occupled by Bales Hamburgers,

The former Oakland County Road Commis-
sioner and the supervisor of Novl Township,
then village, from 1953 to 1963, Slaman now
lives in Wixom. He's a chatty 91-year-old with
a copy of “Age Erasers for Men” on his living
room table.

“Everybody else dies and 1 don't. They don't
want me in Hell, I guess,” the 1923 Farming-
ton High School graduate said last week.

During his years in office, Novi the rural
hamlet was launched as a small, 1950s sub-
urb, a Mayberry, R.F.D. growing up.

The job of lownshlp supervisor, as interpret-
ed by Staman, came with duties now unheard
of today.

He paid weekly calls on Novi's oldest resi-

dents to check on their well-being. A number
of the senjor were land-rich, cash-poor, retired
farmers. He helped citizens who were out of
work find jobs. Staman and his wife once
housed a Czech refugee who had found her
way to Novl.

Barn on July 5, 1904, he grew up on the
family farm in Farmingion at Ten Mile and
Orchard Lake roads. He is the last one left
ative from his childhood family.

Even as a kid, Staman was a husiler. At age
14, he saved $50 from peddling the Detroit
Free Press along Grand River Avenue. With
the money, he purchased transportation for

his newspaper business, a Shetland pony.
Problem was, the quadruped was stubborn.

“His hair was so thick that if you whipped
him, he didn't get the message. A Civil] War
veteran loaned me his spurs. | really think my
pony nearly learned to talk. He said, "What do
you want nexi?" Staman recalled.

The spurs had a story, too. The veteran iold
the hoy that they had been given to him by
Jefferson Davis, when he and three olher
Union soldiers escorled the former Confeder-
ate president to prison.

In those days, a young lady from Novl, Irene
Moeren, took piano lessons from Staman's
sister.

“I always managed lo be mowing the lawn
that day. ! felt no lady should be asked lo
crank a car, I'd crank it for her,” he said.

In 1933, the pair married and he moved o
Novl to work in her father's slore. Staman was
already familiar with the community. In 1924,
two dance halls competed by the shores of
Walled Lake. His brother rented one, but the
business was a money pit.

Fire destroys home, kills pets

The Oakland County Sheriff's

Department Fire Investigation

Three of the fires were at trail-
ers used as construction offices,
while the fourth was in the garage

Tony Kinjorski rushed into a
burning house to save his two
black Labrador Retrievers Lucky
and Sniffer, but couldn't reach
them in time.

The animals perished in a Jan.
10 fire which also destroyed most
of the rental residence at 132
Maudlin, as well as the occu-
pants' personal preperty.

“I tried, but 1 couldn't do any-
thing for them,” Kinjorski said
Tuesday.

Called to the north end scene at
4:15 p.m., the Novi Fire Depart-
ment had the fire under control in
15 minutes but spent another two
hours overhauling the location.

“The fire was showing in front
of the building already,” Fire
Chief Arthur Lenaghan sald.

“The fire spread kind of rapidiy.
Everything was pretty welil
destroyed.”

Lenaghan sald about $50,000
worth of fire, heat smoke and
water damage was done to the
property. The cause is listed as
undetermined, the chief added.

No one was there when the fire
broke out, but Kinjorski raced
home from a neighbor’s house.
The home is not livable and the
three- mem"be‘r't‘amily fs staying

with fricnds in the ares.

“I think we're going to try and
rebulld it. It's up In the alr still.”
Kinjorski said,

Unfortunately, two dogs perished in this Maudlin Street fire.

The City of Novi Police Depart-
ment recently recelved a check in
the amount of almost $10,000
from The Detroit Newspapers
Agency.

The money was to reimburse the
Novi Police Department for lime
and effort spent on sirike detall for
the continuing union strike
between the Newspaper Guild, the
Teamsters Unien and the DNA.

The strlke, which staried over
the summer, has affected many
suburban communities as far as
violence and destruction of news-
paper boxes. The strikers oppose a
contract that eliminates across the
board wage Increases along with
other changes.

The DNA check covers overtime
spent primarily the night before
Thanksgiving.

“We speculated there would be
major sirke action, We were ust
being prepared,” said Chief Dou-
glas Shaefler. “Citics all over the
area were in preparation for
action, which, as it furned out, did
not happen.”

The money was for overtime

expenditures in response to that
night and several other sirike
details. The departiient provided
20 oflicers lo guard the DNA dis-
tribution sile off of Grand River
Avenue Nov, 22,

"We can't afford to strip our offi-
cers from the community and
leave the community without
police services for everyday needs.”
said Shaeffer. “The only way to
provide for that additional man-
power is through overtime.”

The $9,823 was deposited n Lthe
general fund for the city.

This Isn't the first time the police
have received monivs from the
DNA. The departinent also received
reitmbursemcat from the DNA car-
licr in the year in for $9.437 to
cover overtime for olther strike
details.

It's not unusual lor police
departments o offer extra services
10 businesses at a cost,

Shaelfer sald in some circum-
stances (he department provides
services in return for overtime pay.
He expecis to receive about $7,000
each from Twelve Oaks Mall and
the Novi Town Center for extra
security over the holidays.

The Walled Lake Board of Education unanimously approved a 2 per-
cent wage adjustment for members of the Walled Lake School Adminis-
trators Association.

AET test terminated

Motorists of Oakland, Wayne and Macomb counties will no longer have
10 take thelr cars in for auto exhaust testing (AET) belore buying or
license plates.

"Ending the AET program was among the highlights of my first ycar in
office,” Secretary of State Candice S. Miller said recently. "For nearly 10
long years motorists in Wayne, Oakland and Macomb counties have been
forced to comply with a program that by the Environmental Protection
Agency’s admission was largely inelfective.

"Not only dues the end of AET climinate a costly inconvenience. it
makes renewing and purchasing license plates all the easier,” she said.

‘The AET law requiring annual testing of autemotlve exhaust officially
expired on Dec. 31, 1995,

Beginning Jan. 2, no vehicles are subject to AET requirements regard-
less of when the vehicle registration explred or the vehicle’s age.

According to Miller, the only requirement for purchasing or renewing
license plates ts proof of no-fault insurance on the vehicle and payment
of the registration lees.

The Auto Centennial license plate also went on sale Jan. 2 and is a
fully-reflectorized graphic plate that features a red and bluc design on an
off-white background. 1t also features a gold silhouetle of an antique
atiomobile oullined in red. Motorlsts can purchase the Auto Centennial
license plate for a cne-time fee of $5 over and above the annual reglstra-
tion fee. Purchase of the license plate is optional,

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District sets new goals

district.

Question; What are some of the
things {he more than 45 members
of the long Range Planning Com-
miitee for tte Novi School District
have helped 1o accomplish?

“It's Jus! such a cooperative
group of prople,” sald commitiee
member Barbara Vandermass, “We
live In a community that’s very
cooperative with the schools.
Everybody wanis a quality educa-
tion for children in this community
and are willing to do whatever they
can to make that happen.”

In fact, the district has been so
successful at meeting target goals,
it's ready lo take on a couple of
new challenges.

The comunilice recently decided
it was tme to re-evaluate the long
range goals set for the district and
make way for some new objectives.

“The committee gol (ogether for
two days and lalked aboul what do
we want to keep and update, what
do we want to drop and if we want
to add new goals,” said Vander-
mass.

What members found was that
the dislrict was able 1o fulfill three
goals successfully enough that the
comumnltlee now feels il can turn lts
aitention {o other matlers. The
removal of these goals rom lhe

commiltee’s list - quality pro-
prams, lacilities and tand, and
business partnerships - leaves
space to add other goals to the list,

*l think the feeling was we didn't
want to get such a big shopping
list,” said Dr. Rita Traynor, assis-
tani superintendent for instruc-
tion, "We wanted to be abie to zero
in.

The new poals of Cornmunica-
tions and K-12 Instruction encom-
pass many of the old goals, any-
way, sald Traynor.

“Communication improvements
could more or less deal wilh busi-
ness partnerships, that's still com-
mumication,” she explained. “And
K-12 becavse we are looking at dif-
ferent ways Lo deliver instruction,
that's still quality programming.”

The district hopes to improve
communication and public rela-
tions between the schools and
parents and the community. The
other goal constitutes realigning
and modifying K-12 instruction
throughout the district.

The planners made room for the
new goals by removing soime of the
old targets. The long range plan-
ning subcommittees worked
throughout the past several years
to sce these goals implemented.

Facilities and land was a big
need with the increasing enroll-
ment of more than 200 students a
year, but with the successful pas-
sage of the $33 million bond issue
in 1994 and with the plans to
build a new middle school moving
along smoothly, that goal is well
on its way to being fulfilled.

The committee also decided to
eliminate establishing quality pro-
gramming from the list.

It isn't that we're doing away
with quality programming but we
have set up a district quality team
where we act as a sounding board
for things than happen at the
schools,” sald Traynor,

“Inherent In what we do s quali-
ty,” she added.

Also, taken off the issue list was
developing business partnerships.
The district has set up a number®
of business and school partner-
ships that are operating well on
their own, so less attention is
needed in that area.

The Long Range Plan was
designed in 1992 by a group of 47
indlviduals from within the district
and the community to establish a
set of recommendations and
strategies to lead to a five year
school improvement model,

*l think it's been an excellent
way of everybody working together
on something,” said Traynor.

“We've had plans before but
bringing it out as a strategic plan
helps everybody focus,” Traynor

" added. “That's one of the strengths

{Superintendent Dr. Emmett} Lippe
brought to the district.”

Other key issues on the Long
Range Plan are meeting exil com-
pelencies, increase use of technol-
ogy, enhance stafl development,
prioritizing financial issues, devel-
oping curriculum integration and
meeting the needs of a diverse
population.

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District sets new drug test policy

[t's never been done in Novi before,
hut a federal mandate is foreing the
Novi Comumunity School Districl to
implement random drug testing policy
for some employces.

The policy, which would take effect
this month, is peared toward about 25
safety sensitive employees in tie dis-
trict, mostly from within the transporta-
lion and mainlenance departments.

"l dou'l have any problem with it at
all,” said Ginny Burnham, transporta-
tion direcior for Novi schools. ~If
(employees) have a problem with it than
I don't want them here. But 1 dony't
anticipale having any problems. | dont
have anybody who's disagrecable with
i.”

The policy was required to be put in
cffect for 1996 for employers wiih less
than 50 cmployees in that category.
Other schools with more than 50
employers in the category adopted the
policies last year,

“Unfortunately, we hear stories from
other places, not necessarily school dis-
tricts but like the Exxon Valdez, where

the captain of the ship was found to be
legally drunk ..." sald Robert Schram,
executive director of personnel and
comnunity services.

“We have no need in Novl to have this
but it definitely exists in our society,”
he explained. “We don't have any choice
in the matter.”

Novi schiools have not had a random
drug testing policy in the past, accord-
ing to Schram.

The cmployees will be subject to ran-
dom drug and alcohol testing within a
pool of Oakland County Schools, Spe-
ciulisis Limited, of Traverse City, will
handle the collection and testing proce-
dures.

The unfunded mandate will cost the
district, Schiram estimates the scheols
will pay about $2,000 for the tests the
first year and between $1,000 to $1,500
each additional year.

Employees in safety related jobs must
submitl to a urine test during the
required yearly physical until the ran-
dom selection process has been in place
for a year. Random drug tests will be
given to at least 50 percent of all
employees within the pools each year.

Alcohol testing will be given lo at least
25 percent of all employees within the
pool within a year.

Employees can alse be iested based
on suspicion of drug or alcohal use. A
trained supervisor can make the deter-
mination based on a number of criteria
including personality change, odor of
alcohol, deterioration of job perfor-
mance and olher signs of drug use or
withdrawal sympioms.

The random selection wiil be comiplet-
ed by a computer program and sonie
employees may be subjected to more
than one type of fest. Employee sam-
ples will be split and sent to two labs.
Should an employee test positlve with
the first test, the other will be tested for
confirmation.

Employees found positive for cither
alcohel or drugs will be suspended
without pay pending further investiga-
tion. Should the other half of the splil
sample show a negative, the employee
will be reinsiated and paid for days lost.

Employees found positive for drugs
may be subject to follow up testing and
assessments al their own cost.

Should employees undergo voluntary

therapy there may be a reduction in
disciplinary actions for first time
offenders.

Employees tested positive who refuse
treatment will be terminated. The dis-
trict encourages cmployees to seek
treatment either on thelr own or using
a referred provider.

A recovering employee who success-
fully completes treatment may be rein-
slated based on the district’s discretion.

All decunientation will rematri confi-
dentlal.

According to Schram, the federal
push for drug testing began in the
1880s during the Reagan administra-
tlon and applied to all federal employ-
ees. As Lhe years progressed the
mandalory diug testing was required of
interstate truckers and now expands to
certain public employees.

Schram said the interesting part is
the govermment is talking about requir-
ing drug lesting for any employee who
falls under Occupational Safety and
Ilealih Association regulatfons. That's
just about anybody, he said.

Police also found a
hag of an unknown white sub-
stance and called in the K-9 unit,
who rendered a positlve indication
of drugs in the bag. However, offi-
cers could not determine the while
substance in the bag and disposed
of it

Police arrested the men, ages 25
and 23, and took them to the sta-
Uon where officers discovered the
men were illegal allens from Mexd-
co. They told police they were in

the area to work. One llves in
Detroit, the other in Dallas.

The border patrol was called and
told the officers to issue the neces-
sary citatlons and let the men go
on bond, The patrol would pick
them up at their residences at a
later date,

According to Tom Dietzman,
deputy chief of the Border Patrol in
Detroit, sometimes border patrol
agents can do little about calls
fram police. Nights where only one
agent is working in the area can be

particularly frustrating. Sometimes
they just tell police to let them go.

“That kind of situation can hap-
pen but it shouldn't happen very
often,” explained Dietzman. “We're
very shorthanded. I've only got 26
agents to cover the enltire state of
Michigan.”

Dietzman sald with little
resources and no budget due to
the government shut-down, the
agents are focused mainly on
hardened criminals with felonies.

Juveniles who commil violent
crimes could face aduli sentences
and a tough youth prison under a
package of bills recently passed by
the Michigan Senate and sent to
the House.

“Some youths are so dangerous
they have to be put away,” said
Judiciary Committee Chair William
VanRegenmorter, R-Jenison, the
chief architect of the legislation.

Most had unanimous bipartisan
support. Democrats balked at a
few bills involving privatization of
prison operations.

“Punishments should fit the type
of crimes,” said Sen, Michael
Bouchard, R-Birmingham. a for-
mer police officer and current
chair of the Legislature's Law
Enforcement Caucus.

Bouchard recalled how “Young
Boys Inc.” deliberately recruited
juveniles “for drugs and violence
with the fuil knowledge that, if
they were caught, punishments
would be light.” The bills affect
youngsters ages 14-16.

“There are two groups of crimes.
Group A is three crimes - first and
second degree murder and first-
degree rape, The juventle can be
sentenced ltke an adult,” VanRe-
genmorter said.

_ "Group B is seven other violent
crimes. The bills presume that the
public interest is best served by
giving the juvenile an adul{ prison
term. If the judge can show by ihe
preponderance of evidence that it's
better to sentence him to the juve-
nile system, the judge may do so.”

Democrals Gary Peters of
Bioomfield Township, Alma Wheel-
er Smith of Salem and Joe Young
Jr. of Detroit objected to parts of
specific bills.

Peters crliicized Dbuilding a
prison for 724 juveniles: “Research
shows that large instilulions don't
have programs and don’t reduce
recidivism. This bill raises the cap
(on prisan population) from 450 to
1,000. If you put them all in one
big warehouse, you're getting a
poor return for your maoney.”

Peters said there’s room for pri-
vatizing prison food service but
disliked giving prison administra-
tion - including awarding of merits
and extending of sentences - to a
private comparny.

* Sen. Robert Geake, R-Northvijle
contended that a Pennsylvania
institution for tough delinquents

had a population of more than 800 §

and produced good results.

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DNR predicts rise in deer loss

Michigan deer already have had
a tough winter, and many face
starvation by spring.

“We expect scvere mortality,”
Bernhard Ylkanen, a DNR official.
sald in a report on the Upper
Peninsula dellvered to the Natural
Resources Commyssion Jan. 11 in
Novl.

“Western UP winter weather
severity tndices for whitetail deer
are running about twice the level
of last year. If snow continues tn
pile up and severe temperatures
are common for the remainder of
the winter, deer will be lost to mal-
nutrition. Depending on how long
these conditlons last, losses could
be substantial,” Ylkanen said.

“This year's severity index is up
29 percent” over a 28-year aver-
‘age, he added. "Currently the
‘index is 31. Last year at this time
At was only 11 ... There Is a poten-
‘ual for large ovcr-wlrm:r losses
‘this year.”

Lower Peninsula deer prospects
«alsa are bad.

I "Record or near-record snowlall
'and (low} temperatures have raised
the winter severity indices to all-
time highs for this early in the sea-
son,” satd Donald Inman, deputy
DNR director. “There are parts of
the Lower Peninsula where deer
have been essentially yarded for

amost 60 days.”

The severe winter followed one of
Michigan's best firearm deer sea-
sons from Nov, 15-30, 1995,

“Deer season {in the Lower
Peninsula) was excellent with most
hunters filing tags early. This
resulted In very few hunters being
in the field during the December
muzzle-loader season,” [nman told
the NRC.

Hunters are likely to sce the
results of a high winter death rate
fuirly soon because half of all deer
harvested in ene area were year-
lings.

OTHER WILDLIFE

Here arc highfights from thefr
reports on other wildlife spectes:

¢ Elk - The one-week season in
December drew 159 hunters who
took 149 elk. The entire hunting
season produeed 256 elk.

Six
hunters died when boals capsized;
four deaths were due to exposure
because all wore life fackets.

Salmon fishing was excellent in
Lakes Huron and Michigan in
1985, said deputy DNR director C.
Edwin Meadows.,

In Lake Huron, the sport harvest
of chinook salmon was up 83 per-
cent, lake trout up 185 percent
and rainbow {rout up 148 pereent
compared to 1994, Lake trout
catches are similar to those of the
mid-1980s. The rate for all
saimonlds was best since the sur-
vey of 1986.

Lake Michigan saw a “significant
recovery for the salmon fishery.”
The chineok salmon catch was up
87 percent aver 1994 (34,700 ver-
sus 24,500 in 1994} “despite a 24
percent decline in angler effort,”
Meadows said. The 1295 lake trout
catch was 43 percent greater than
the 10-ycar average and the best
recorded since surveys were begun
in 1985,

pereh, In 1995 DNR prohibited
perch angling in June because of
low populations.

NRC member Jerry Bartnik, a
former Democratic state represen-
tative fromm Monroe County, urged
that Kammer be among the [inal-
ists whom the NRC will interview.

“He served en this body. He was
sponsor of the Kammer Recre-
ational Land Trust Act,” said Bart-
nik.

Michigan United Conservation
Clubs voled Kammer “legislative
conservationist of the year” in
1977. During part of his two Sen-
ate terms, Kammer chaired the
Appropriations subcomnmittee that

- handled the DNR budget.

Kammer, who turns 48 this year,
was appointed Pontiac city clerk in
1973 while still in his 20s. In 1974
he upset veteran Republican Sen.

planned to build a Lincoln plant in
Nuvi. At first, the plant seemed like
it would be a major local taxpayer.
Instead, 1L cost the city. big time,
Staman said.

“The Lincoln plant was buiit and
we never got the permit fees out of
those people. We lost about
$35,000,” he explained.

In 1957, Wixom incorporated as
a village, snatching the Ford plant
away [rom Novt Township.

Staman was a member of the
committee to build the Oakland
County Courthouse in Pontlac.
The $18 million building went up
in 1964. Earlicr, taxpayers had
turned down a millage request to
fund the courthouse.

‘I was on the courthouse com-
mittee and I never could find out
where they found that $18 million.
They juggled something out there,”
Staman said.

One of his favorite stories
involves a U.S. Senator named
Lyndon Balnes Johnson, who
chalred the Rivers and Harbor
Commitiee in Washington, D.C. In
1957, Staman was a member.

“LBJ ran the thing. He gave the
lion's share of the money to Texas.
That taught me a little bit about
politics,” Staman said.

Another representative from
Detroit, informed by LBJ that
Michigan could have no federal
dollars to dredge the Detroit River,
threatened to have the commiliee’s
largess to Texas investigated, Sta-
man sald. Detroft got the cash.

In 1953, the Novi Township
offices were in the old bullding on
‘Novil Road, now shiled for destruc-
tlon. At the time, the struclure was
only a year old. Staman's first task
.was to learn how to assess local
property; he signed up for classes
“at the University of Michigan.

The township had its own way of
‘handling drunk drivers. The police
‘would book them, Then a quick
trial was held befare the justice of
the peace in the old township hall
before the offender was transport-
ed to serve 30 days in the Pentlac
slammer. Usually, Staman com-
mutcd the sentence the next
morning, f the prisoner agreed to
attend Alcohollcs Anonymous
meetings,

Novi was one of the first Michi-
gan townships to adopt zoning
ordinances, Staman sald: "A
farmer wanted to build a barn and
you told him he'd have lo get a
permit and he thought you'd lost
your mind.”

and reasons for saying ‘no’ drugs

More than 180 6th drade stu-
dents at Novi Mewdows marched to
the platform Jan. 11 to graduate
from what could be one of the
most important programs of their
lives: DARE or Drug Abuse Resis-
tance Education.

DARE is a national course
taught to younyg people all over
America to educate them about the
tough choices they may have to
make ta life. The skills they learn
can help themn to resist peer pres-
sure and live longer and healthier
lives,

Novi's DARE kids attend the
course one hour a weck for 15
weeks. Novi Police DARE Officer
Patrick Fanning and Novi Mead-
ows leacher Kim Frelich have
worked togelher to help these kids
say no to drugs. The kids complete
research, do activitics and skits all
designed to give them the knowl-
edge to say “no” to drugs.

These items should be
on city's agenda for 1996

“A calm before the storm?” The sta-
tus of Novi’s development could hardly
he described as “calm.” Construction
seems to be golng on everywhere.
When the numbers are finally tallied
for the year, we'll likely find that 1995
was a record year,

Still, this is the closest the city is
going to get to a "calm,” because all
indicators tell us the development
storm is coming. And probably sooner
than later.

Hard as it may be to believe, the city
is stlll mosily undeveloped. It may be
difficult to spot sometimes, but there
is a lot of land oul there yet to be built
upor.

But at the rate it is going, Novi could
see a development boom that will take
it darn close to “build out” in just a
couple years.

Keep in mind that the city has been
laboring under a water tap moratori-
um, due to a lack of water pressure.
The main needed to bring more of the
wet stuff is under construction now
and will arrive soon,

Combined with an economy that
shows no sign of weakening, Novi is
headed toward the final boom.

The city is particularly well posi-
tioned to deal with this final push, but
some actlon is needed to get the best
results. So, to add to the city’s agenda
for 1996, we propose:

COORDINATION OF PROJECTS

On the city’'s platter are a great num-
ber of speclal projects and programs -
a new bond issue for more road con-
struction, additional millage for addi-
tional staffing in the police and fire
departments, a Dek Hockey rink,
restoration and reuse of the Fuerst
farm property, a golf course, an ice
arena, a community pool, a communi-
ty fleldhouse and more.

Some will cost taxpayers money.
Some are said to be self supporting,
but may have to be backed by city
sponsored bonding. Others are project-
ed to actually make the city some
money it could apply to other projects.

But the question 1s, how much of all
this can the city afford? And what
would the priorities be if the city resi-
dents have to choose between them?

We suggest the city attempt to create
a prioritized wish list, as it were. City
counci! should hold a public hearing,
or perhaps even a series of them, to
take Input on the list. A survey might
be in order as well.

The basic question is if city residents
want any of these projects or pro-
grams, what are they willing to pay
for? And which would they want a
chance to buy first? Would they rather
see a road bonding question on the
ballot first? A police/fire millage? Or
maybe they'd rather have the chance
to build the pool first.

REVIEW INDUSTRIAL REGULATIONS

The Novi Chamber of Commerce
made a strong case that industrial and
commercial development is going else-
where. The reason, according to the
Chamber's Economic Development
Commmittee, is that Novi's regulation of
industrial and commercial develop-
ment {s too stringent, so those in busi-
ness would prefer to build in sur-
rounding communities, particularly
Farmington Hills and Wixom, where
they feel more welcome.

Agree or disagree with the Chamber’s
conclusion or its recomméndations,
the report serves as a warning bell
that can only be ignored at the city’s
peril.

These businesses are what supply
the tax base that fuels city services.
Novi residents seem to lke a respon-
sive city government, and they seem to
like the services the city and school
district provide. It takes money to do
that. If there are not businesses in
town to pay the taxes, residents will
have to.

The issue 1s whether regulations are
too tght and disclosure requirements
too extensive, forcing industries to
expose trade secrets. Folks in town
however seem less than receptive to
Industry. Just this past year, a propos-

Gornt

al was made to ban 24-hour opera-
tions In induslries abutting residential
property.

You may want Novi to be a bedroom
community, or at least as much of one
as jt can be at this point. You may be
willing to pay more In taxes to support
it. But it should be a conscious deci-
sion.

The city owes itself one last lock at
this issue before the development
boom settles the issue for it.

MASTER PLAN REVIEW

The Novi Planning Commission this
past year suggested it would like to
take another look at its master plan.
Better do it now or there won't be
much point.

Seriously, the direction of develop-
ment here is primarily already decided.
It would be impossible to alter the
direction much.

But it seems to us worthwhile to take
one last look to see if some fine tuning
at this point can make improvements.

HIRE A LOBBYIST FULL TIME

Odd suggestion? We don't think so.
Novi has in the past hired a lobbyist to
represent its view to the state. And the
events of the past year show the
degree of vigilance needed to deal with
the bureaucracy In Lansing.

M-5, once considered a go project,
was alternately cut and restored in
1995 ... a couple times. The state did
complete its Beck/Twelve Mile/I-96
intersection “quick fix,” but the Michi-
gan Department of Transportation also
announced it would be cutting propos-
al for a full-blown cloverleaf there
because of a lack of gas tax funding.

The announcement appeared to be
political, but at year's end the status of
the interseciion's proposed full renova-
tion was still unclear.

Novi has hired a lobbyist to carry its
message to the folks in Lansing. The
past year shows Novl needs someone
watching over Lansing on a regular
basis to make sure they don’t go
changing their minds.

STAFFING INCREASES

Novi's city staff levels have been
pretty much stagnant for a long time,
and there have been a number of sug-
gestions the staff will have fo be boost-
ed as time goes by ... to service the
city's rapidly growing population.

That may not be true for all city
departments, but we are particularly
concerned about the Bullding Depart-
ment, the Planning Department, the
Water Department and the Department
of Public Works.

All have responsibilities involved in
handling the rapid growth, and they
could be overwhelmed in the coming
boom. The Building and Water depart-
ments are typically left to support
themselves, but we think it might be
wise for the city to lend a hand if and
when the workload gets heavy.

We suggest a review of these depart-
ments to assure they are staffed ade-
quately and have a plan in place for
handling additional workload.

Remember, these are the guys who
will be enforcing that Master Plan the
city wants development to follow.

INTERNAL COMMUNICATIONS

The issue has already received a
good deal of discussion, but it needs to
be brought to a quick conclusion. Just
how extensive should city council and
planning commission minutes be.
Equally tmportant is how information
requests from these panels should be
handled by the city administration.

It has been the source of much con-
sternation in the past, but while the
elected officials and appointees need to
have information, they need to recog-

Nonetheless, 1 disagree with the proposal to
change the class schedule in Novi High School .
strongly disagree. (Maybe I just need a lot of educa-
tion.) The proposal trades off extending the class
period, from 55 minutes to 85 minules, against
wrapping up required courses in a single semester,

~rather than two.

The two most obvious impacts are that students
would get less time in class on thelr required cours-
¢s — 22 pereent to be exact {the district's figure, not
mine} - and that leachers would actually be in the
classroom less. Teachers get a planning pertod. so
they would get a half hour more planning time cach
day.

Praponents say that would be a plus, but 1 have a
hard time figuring out how someone can make good
use of that much planning time.

[ used to be an obsessive planner. I'd start my day
by making a “to do" list, making sure It was neatly
done properly prioritized, and that everything | had
to do was included. Nothing missed.

The result was that 1 spent more time on the list
that I did doing the things on it. A lot of people do
that. Time effictency experts point out, as one ol
thelir first tips that sooner or later, you just have to
stop planning and get to work. It is a form of pro-
crastination.

Most people have to deal with gquotas or productiv-
ity requirements in their jobs. But for teachers, it is
hard to measure how productive they are. Trying to
measure it Is one of the reasons the state wants to
require proficiency testing for students graduating
high school.

Regardless, just as the rest of us have to sooner or
later “Jjust do it” if we are ever going to be produc-
tive, sooner or later teachers just have to spend
more time with their students.

Less class time and more planning heads the
wrong direction.

It Is in Michigan -
cradle of the auto-
mobile industry,
the Arsenal of
Democracy, the
home of the United
Auto Workers - that
the transition from
the old economy to
the new will be the
most wrenching.

As anybody older
than 50 knows
down to the sweat

" glands, the old economy ihai made Michi-

gan rich was based on hard, human lahor
in return for good pay and good benefits.
Generations of Michigan kids left school
and countless thousands of adults left
their farms in the South to work in the
auto plants. Bolting on right fenders at

" Ford's didn't require many skills, other

than the ability to tolerate hard, boring
work. The old line was: “If you can stand
and take a breath and have a friend at the
UAW hiring hall, you'l get a good job.”
That was the old economy. It was salid,
and it was stable. And it buiit a middle
class here in Michigan that made Detroit -
where at one time more houses were occu-

. pied by their owners than in any other big
» city in Amerlca - the envy of the world.

But it isn't the new economy. The new

, economy is characterized by last week's

announcement that AT&T, up to now the
most paternalistic and stable corporation

" in the country, intends to lay off 40,000

workers ~ the equivalent of at least 10
auto plants. "Most of the cuts,” according

to the Wall Street Journal, *are lacilitated,
one way or another, by new sollware pro-
grams, better computer networks and
more powerful hardware.”

In other words, people - 40,000 of them
at AT&T and countless hundreds of thou-
sands elsewhere — are being replaced by
computers,

“The wholesale substitution of machines
for warkers is going to force every nation
to rethink the role of human beings in the
social process,” writes Jeremy Rifkin in an
important book, The End of Work.
“Redeflning opportunities and responsibili-
ties for milllons of people in a society
absent of mass formal employment is
going to be the single most pressing social
issue of the coming century.”

Rifkin quoles William Wimpisinger, a
smart man and the past president of the
International Association of Machinists, a
union that has lost half its members to
automation, to the effect that within 30
ycars, as little as 2 percent of the world-
wide workforce will be able to produce all
the goods nceded to meet total world
demand. No wonder the UAW has made
job security its top priotity in the coming
contract negotiations with the auto com-
panies!

[t’s this phenomenon - the {ransition
from the old economy to the new and the
displacement of unskilled human labor by
machines and computers - that under-
girds so much of the general anxlety so
many people feel today. "My God, if they
can lay off 40,000 middlé managers at
AT&T just like that, what can they do to
me?”

It's also this same transition from the

old ecenomy lo the new that makes so

much of the political debate about welfare
reform so utlerly misplaced.

Of course it makes sense to require peo-

ple getling public assistance to work.

Some people don't work because they
aren’t enterprising enough to get oif their

butts and get a job. But most people on '
welfare are there because they don't have S
enough skills to get a job. And if the only &

jobs available are those which involve

skills, demarding that unskilled people

take them is both silly and futile,

And the contradiction between the glo-
ries of political rhetoric about welfare
reform and the hard reality of what jobs
will be available is going to get sharper

and sharper as the transition to the new [EXis

€CONOMY Progresses.

That's why University of Michigan pro- .

fessor Sheldon Danziger's new book,

America Unequal, makes so much sense. [§

“The Contract With America essentially
lakes the position that anybody who tries
to work hard can gel ahead, and that
characterization, if it was ever true, was
true from the end of World War II until
about 1973."

12. Interestingly, the harder-nosed conser-
vatives rather than the bleeding-heart liber-
als dissented most vocally.

“l am opposed to revoking a driver's license
for anything other than a driving offense. It
doesn’t make ANY sense to revoke an occu-
pational license for alleged non-payment of
child support and eliminate their ability to
earn a paycheck. | have had many com-

plaints on Wayne County Friend of the
Court. Fathers pay their child support to
FOC via payroll deduction, yet have sanc-
tions brought against them for ALLEGED
non-payment of child support.” (Emphasis
hers.)

Rep. Greg Kaza, R-Rochester Hills, entered
his formal objection on a companion bill that
passed 58-46. This time the negative ranks
were swelled by Democrats like Maxine
Berman of Southfield and Eiléen DeHart of
Westland as well as Republicans like Why-
man, Barbara Dobb of Union Lake, John
Jamian of Bloomfield Township and Al
Cropsey of DeWitt. Said Kaza:

“The legislation before us implements
license sanctions for matters that have noth-
ing to do with professional ability or driving
record. By ellminating an indfvidual's means
to practice his or her profession or occupa-
tion. the bills would eliminate their ability to
pay support.”

A more recent trick is differential punish-
ment. Whack me over the head and you get
two years in the slammer. Whacking a 62-
year-old brings you four years because it's a
senior citizen. Qur statute books are like a
page out of George Orwell's Animal Farm,
where “all animals are equal, but some are
more equal than others.”

During the handgun debate, readers in
many Michigan counties learned that police
and prosecutors rigidly controlled the licens-
ing process, awarding permits only to cops,
ex-cops and a handful of pals. It's just like
the aforementioned Middle Eastern police
state: disarm civillans.

The U.S. Supreme Court scon will be look-
ing at a federal forfeiture case from Michigan

that smacks of police state thinking,

Guy Usery, of Perry (near Lansing}, was
convicted in 1993 of manufacturing marijua-
na and sentenced to five years. Fair enough.
But the prosecutors filed suit for civil forfei-
ture of his home, where the pot was grown
and harvested. To settle the case, Userv
agreed to pay the feds $13,250.

The U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals, in
Cincinnati, nixed the scheme, saying the
conviction was “a second punishment” for
the same offense - a violation of the double
Jjeopardy clause in the Bill of Rights.

Keep in mind the top U.S. prosecutor is a
former law proefessor named Bill Clinton,
who allegedly is a “flower child” liberal. The
Clinton presecutors say, shucks, forfeiture
of drug-related property is not punishment.
They're appealing to the Supreme Court,

You probably already kmow about the 18-
year-old two-bit drug dealer from Westland
who was sent to prison for life under a law
designed to wipe out kingpins. And the Fern-
dale guy who picked up a Detroit lady cop
disguised as a hooker and had his wife’s car
confiscated. The law was supposed to be
used on organized crime, not a john in an
aged car, .

I leave you with one thought: It's fashion-
able to say the teachers’ unions are too pow-
erful. 1 suggest instead that the law enforce-
ment lobby is far more dangerous and in
need of our scrutiny.

As manager of the Majeslic
Hatel, Robert Grant {(Jason Alexan-
den) is trained to handle the most
chaotic situations with ease. He
can deftly juggle the needs of his
~taff, his cliends, his two sons and
his cold-hearted, gold-digging
boss, Mrs. Dubrow (Faye Dun-
away), without breaking a sweat,
There's nothing he can't handle.

That is, until "Dunston Checks
In."

Forced into a life of crime, Dun-
ston is an cranguwian and the cap-
tive partner of the slippery low-
life/jewel thief, Lord Rutledge
{Rupert Everett). When Dunston
Hees his malevolent master, a des-
perately hilarious chase ensues as
Dunston as a simian Indiana
Jones swashbuckles his way
through a marble and mahogany
gauntlet of mischiel.

Inston's about to turn a five-
star hotel into a three-ring circus,

Joining Dunston in his madcap
antics is Rabert's young son, Kyte
(Eric Lloyd), who rescues the
young orangulan from Lord Rut-
ledge. Together. Dunston and Kyle
make some merry mischief in the
glamgrous hostelry, much to the
chagrin of the hotel's frantic staff
and befuddled guests; as well as a
determined but inept animal con-
trol officer named LaFarge (Paul
Reubens); and the out-of-her
leapue Mrs. Dubrow.

Before Dunston’s through, the
Majestic and the city of New York
itself, will be wishing for the qui-
eter times of a previous simian vis-
jtor — King Kong!

“Dunston Checks In” presents a

‘comic, fantasy adventure about

life in a grand hotel, and how
things are turned topsy-turvy
upon the arrival of an unexpected
guest.

the career of a budding cinematic
icon.

This star-in-the-~making,
though, is a little different from
your everyday movie heroes. He's
short, has really long orange hair,
and possesses an extremely limit-
ed vocabulary. But he can climb
like the devil, has virtually inde-
fatigable energy — and gives a
great message.

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Osteoporosis can be disabling

Imagine a siluation in which every move that
your make - getting out of bed, putting en your
socks, ete. - is nat only painful, but may be
next (o impossible,

Extend this seenario, to last throughoul the
waking hours and evert into steep, making i
virtually impossible (o gel a good night's rest.
Not a very pleasant picture, This situation -
lasting days, weeks and someiimes months - is
suffered by someone with a discase that aflects
their joints.

Discases thal cause infllammation of the
Joints are called arthritls. Inflainmation means
the presence of pain, swelling, redness, heal
and loss ol function.

It is common to be told thal you have “arthri-
tis.” but this is meaningless. There are over 100
discases in which “arthritis” is one of the physi-
cal findings.

In most cases, the treatment of the primary
discase will successhully lreat the joint problem.
The only way o find out the type of arthrilis
one has is to undergo a complete history and
physical examination with appropriate laborato-
ry and X-ray lesis, if necessary,

Osteoporoesis, a silent condition in contrast to
arthritls, can be just as disabling. Scen most
comnonly in post-menopausal women, its first
manifeslation may be a spinal veriebrae or a

Ear infections are
an extremely common
occurrence in child-
hood. Three-quarters
of all children have an
ear infection by age
three. Ear infectinns
often occur with
colds, but a few
infants develop car
infections without
cold symptoms.

Signs that an infant
may have an ear
infection include: a
cold that geis worse instead of betler; loss of
appetite; poor sleep; increased spitling; or a
fever thatl develops later than the first days of a
cold.

A toddler or preschooler with similar symp-
toms may be able to let parents know that an
ear hurts. School-aged children may complain
of pain or uf feeling that an ear is plugged. Par-
ents may notice a decrease in the child’s hear-
ing. Parents and their child's physician will

hip fracture.

For years, osteoporosis, known to be @ natu-
ral consequences of aging, was siowed by the
use of estrogen hormonal replacement therapy.
Due to side effects, many women decided (o
lorego estrogen therapy. Other drugs to treat
osteoporosis were not availabie. This has
receritly chianged,

New drugs, just released, can safely stop the
progress of and/or reverse osteoporosis. Newer
machines to measure bone density have been
developed. By measuring bone density and
achieving an increase with drug therapy, the
incidence of (ractures decreases. 1l bone density
vontinkes to decline, drug treatment can be
modified or changed.

With a machine dual emission X-ray
absortimelry (DEXA), the patient and the physl-
ctan have an easily interprelable record of the
bone densilies. The procedure is safe, reliable,
reproducible and non-toxic. A diagnesis can
readlily be made and therapy lollowed.

It is recommended that every menopausal
female have a bene densily measurement every
one o two years. The cost of the procedure is
covered by most health care insurances.

Recently, Botsford General Hospital has pur-
chased a state-of-the-art DEXA machine. Doc-
tors Paul Wenlg and Inocencio Cucssa will
interpret the findings.

This will be sent directly to your family physi-

cale that the child shouid be checked.

Because they cause discomfort for the child
and lost sleep for children and parenls, many
families are interesiled in what they can do o
prevent ear infections.

Breast-feeding infants for four moenths has
heen shown to decrease the number of such
infections. Keeping children away [rom cigarette
smioke will decrease the number of infections as
well as the frequency of colds. The choice of a
day care center with a strict illness policy and
good hand-washing policy will minimize expo-
sure to the viral illnesses thal may lead te an
ear infection.

Once an ear infection has been diagnosed, an
antibiotic 1s prescribed for 10 days. The choice
of antibiotic depends on several factors: Does
the child have an allergy (o any antibiotics?
Have antibiotics been used already? Is lhere
another infeclion present, like an eye infection
or sinus infection? The number of daily doses of
medication also may be a consideration.

If several courses of antibiotics do not cause
the infectlon to get better, then the child’s
physician may refer the child lo a specialist in

the care of the ears, nose and throat o deter-

cian who will discuss il with you or an appoini-
ment can be made al the rheumatology clinic at
Batsford for evaluation and treatment.

By diagnosing these condilions early and
beginning therapy when they are in their earli-
est slages, the persenal and community bur-
dens can be kept to aminimum and therapeu-
tic success s more probable.

mine whether car tubes would be helpful. Ear
tubes are placed in the ear drum by an ear,
nose and throat surgeon.

A child with no complicaling medical condi-
tions can go home the same day that the
surgery is done. The tubes let fluid drain from
the middle ear. If fluid is present in both ears, It
can lead Lo repeated infections as well as
decreased hearing, Lelting the fluid drain
decreases the number of infections and returns
hearing to normal.

For children with ear infections, preserving
normal hearing and language development are
always the goals of treatment. Some children
wili need formal hearing testing by an audiolo-
gist, or speech and language tesling as part of
ihe decision-making process about treatment.

Regular follow-up of infections in young chil-
dren is important to make sure that hearing
and language development remain nom‘lal.
