Rutgers professor Robert
Bruschell, considered the national
expert on land use changes, will be
working on the project, Brunett
satd. Similar studies have been
conducted by Rutgers rescarchers
in New Jersey and Delaware,

While projeciions will fall to the
Ruigers group, MSU land usc
experts will look at lhe actual
cosls and revenue experiences in
the pilot communitles over the last
ten years.

“they'll look at actual data and
atlempt to draw some conclu-
sions,” Brunett said.

Information to be collected from
Novl for use in the study includes
population and employment pro-
jections, vacant land by zoning
category, housing types and value,
road fane and per mile costs, water
and sewer hoockups and cost,
preperty tax rates and data on
nonresidential development.

"Our model will take intlo
account land use and tax revenues
and alternate development pat-
terns. Models will provide analysis
to give estimates of the costs of
providing services to develop-
ments, versus revenues,” Brunett
said.

SEMCOG's execulive committee
debuled whether to fight (bringing
alt construction to a hall}, saren-
der to slate-directed cuts, or nepo-
tiale.

+ Rebuilding the 50-year-old
Davison freeway in the middle of
Detroit - $65 million.

"These praojects were identified
as prierities in the Regional Trans-
portation Plany and the State Long
Range Plan,” sald Louls H. Lam-
beri, Nowak's deputy director.

SEMCOG officlals had no list of
available of local projects that had
been cut.

11 would require
serious cuis in local road pro-
grams, but keep on pressure for a
fuel tax increase.

* Approve the slate proposal
with negotiations - moves critical
projects forward, still requires serd-
ous culs, keeps up pressure for a
fuel tax increase, allows possible
compromises on some projects.
SEMCOG selected this opton.

“The execulive commmittee has
the power to bring all of this to a
screeching halt,” added Paul Tait,
SEMCOG deputy director.

Washtenaw's Murray made a
wry joxe about the situation, “We
could give it a positive spin: There
will be no construction delays for
the summer tourisl season,” she
said.

School schedule change
just getting more confusmg

If you're confused ahout what is
going ot with the proposed change to
the Novi High School class schedule,
vou're not alone. Even the proponents
of the plan are none too sure of them-
selves these days.

Take for instance the action at the
Novi Board of Educalion meeting last
week, Trustees went into that session
not expecling to take a vote on the pro-
posed change to a “block schedule” -
four hour-and-a-half class periods per
day instead of the current six hour-
long classes - but ended up voling
unanimously {o go ahead with the
switch before the night was oul.

There seemed Lo be fresh concern on
the part of the board about the advis-
ability of the change. “The pressure is
going to shift from this table te vou
people (teachers},” said one board
member. “You will not et us down. you
will not let yourselves down and you
will not let the students down,” said
another.

Titming kept coming up as a coneern,
Little new information was given aboul
why a four-period school day would be
superior to a six-period day. Yet the
hoard seemned impatient to resolve the
issue. “How long is this going to go
on?” school board president Craig
Foreback asked. "You're always going
to have more questions.”

in addition, the school board insisted
on the addition of a new “seminar”
period far students. But exactly whal
that is or where it would fit in this
newly-revised schedule isn't clear.

The concept is that teachers would
have these seminar sessions with up
to 20 students. “What 1 see is it gives
students a chance to pull everything
together at least once or twice a week,”
said one member of board. The semi-
nar sessions would be mandatory for
all students. But beyond that, there
was little explanation. "How creative
we get depends on how things go at
the bargaining tabie,” said Restructur-
ing Committee chair Paula Joyner-Cli-
nard. 5till, they seemed to know what
it is not supposed to be - "I can guar-
antee from this beard it will not be a
study hall. | would not allow mysell to
allow that.”

Where it would fit in the schedule is
an equally clouded issue. Joyner-Cli-
nard said it shouldn’t take away from
instructional time, but she declined to
say whether the school day would have
been extended to fit it in.

She did say this: “The seminar peri-
od is vital to the success of the block
schedule.” But of course it wasn't in
the original proposal offered by the
committee. And the school board,
which insisted on it being added to the

Bureaucratic gov-
crmuend is inherentiy inefiicient and
clumsy, so privatizing governmental ser-
vices makes sense. Critne is bad: abortion
is worse: unions stink; morality counts.

These ideas may be good or bad. Most
likely, they will turn out to be a mixed bag,
Bul they are new, and they challenge
standard Democratic thinking that ran out
of gas about 15 vears ago.

Engler's State of the State speech makes
the peint. In addition to proposing Project
Zero, he pushed for tax-free Renaissance

Departments ol Labor and Commerce to
form the Department of Consunter and
Industry Services.

I cannot remcember a Michigan governor
as [iled with new and fr-reaching ideas.
No wonder House Speaker Newl Gingrich
thinks Engler is “the most creative gover-
norin America.”

Siill unclear from the previous meet-
ing of the board is exactly how the
basic change in the block schedule
would improve education. The plan is
that with longer class periods, and
fewer each day, students could wrap

up their required courses much faster

- in a single semester instead of two.
The primary effects there are (o
increase the number of clectives stu-
demts would be able o take. but also
to reduce the actual time spent in
class on those required courses by 22
percent.

It would seem to defy logic that that
would be an inprovement. Most teach-
ers advise their students to study a lit-
{le everyday instead of wailing until
the last day to cram for an exam. Yet
here, it is called an improvement to
“eram” required course work into 22
percent less time.

The teachers are arguing of course
that it will be an improvement because

they get one period out of the four —an

hour and a half - for planning, class

preparation, marking papers, tutoring -

students, mecting with parents. The
proposal would in essence give them
an extra half hour for these activities
every day.

Mind you, they already get one of the
current six periods as a planning per-
od. They also have a school day that
only runs six hours long. Most people
work eight hour shifts. Seems to us
there are already two spare hours in
there that they could use for those
aclivities if they wanted to.

Absent hardcore evidence that the
changes would be an improvement,
board members said the district
should “trust” the teachers were doing
what is best for the students. It would
help that rust a lot il we could under-
stand what they are doing,

With few answers being given, it still
appears to be a simple trade off -
reducing the required course work for
students while giving teachers a lighter
workload.

Our fear is that the change could
have dramatic effects on education in
Novi. A 22 percent cut in class time on
subjects like math, science and
English is no small matter.

Take a leadership role in 1996

Looking back on 1995, a few events
in Novl stand out. For one, the city
election was the zaniest w2've seen
here. While mud was slung in great
quantities in the mayoral race, it was
difficult for anyone, candidates or this
newspaper, to get a good discussion af
the issues going in the council race.

The election was a manifestation of
what mayor Kathleen McLallen
referred to as a "leadership crisis in
Novi” during her campaign. In part,
the comment was an admission of her
own shortcomings. But it was also a
comment on a lack of others stepping
forward to be leaders. You don't have
to have a title to be a leader, after all.

McLallen was quite right. Finger
pointing, blame-casting, arguing and
dissension all have their place in poli-

tics and in the operation of a city. But
sooner or later, folks just have to pick
up the ball and run with it if things are
going to get done. Debate is not a neg-
ative thing, in fact it should be encour-
aged, but it will get us nowhere if not
coupled with a constructive approach
to get the problems solved.

So for the coming year, we would like
to see leaders step forward. They need
not lead on every issue. If they take a
lead on1 one, progress will be made. Let
others take the lead on other projects.

Don't like a law? Write an amend-
ment, or write a replacement. Think a
facility or service is lacking in Novi?
See if you can create it. Spot a problem
in the operation of the city? Propose a
solution.

School Board — Richard Brown,

Martha Nield, Bob

McMahon, Jean Hansen, Barbara Bennett, and Tom
Gudritz - spend an average of about 20 hours per
week on district business (a few spend even more
than that), which includes two board mectings per
month, several subcomrnitiee meetings per month,
appearances at various school functions (remember
there are eight schools in the district). state school
board meetings, and liaisons with city and township

commissions.
Then comes the paperwork.

Not only do board

members have to read and understand the items
appearing on the meeting agendas, they also get vol-
umes of national and statewide education reports to

read and digest.

At the same time, they have jobs to work at, chil-
dren to raise, and families to spend time with.

So why do they do it? Beard member Martha Nield
probably summed it up best Monday night, when
she explained that for her, the rewards of preparing
kids for the future outweighed the long hours and
hard work. “It's all worthwhile when you see what

the kids are accomplishing,”

she said. "It's not

always fun, but it certainly is a rewarding experi-

ence.”

So while I'll still remain critical of the district, it's
administrators and officials, I will always respect

these seven individuals for going the extra mile for
our kids, and subsequently our future.

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Can’t do public business in secret

Suppose your
local town council
voted in October to

set the property tax
rate, but then
refused to reveal it
to your.

are likely to say. It's
your wallet. You think you ought to know
the tax rate ahead of time so you can plan
your finances and how you'll vote in the
. June election. Your local council violated
the Jaw and political good sense.

That example is fictional.

Suppose your school board is consider-
ing discipline of six students for drug
activity on school grounds. The students

i request a closed hearing - permissible
.. 3 under the Open Meetings Act.

Afterwards, the board votes in open
o ] meeting to suspend them, but refers o
them only by number, not name. And the
board doesn't name them in the minutes,
its official record. Your officials give you a
cock-and-bull story about “unwarranted

"0dds bodkins!" you say. "I want to
know who those bad kids are so ! can keep
my youngsters away from them.”

That example is true. It's in a 1982 state
Court of Appeals case called Palladium v.
River Valley School District. The Herald-
Falladium, a Berrien County paper I had
the honor to work for prior to this case,
sued to have the names revealed in the
minutes.

“Boards of education act only through
their minutes,” said the Court of Appeals.
“The minutes cannot be altered or supple-
mented .., (TJhe minutes must contain the
student's name. The facts cannot be hid-

den by using the student’s number.”

We come {o a more recent, statewide

example that affects more people. The Nat-
ural Resources Commission is hunting for
a new director to replace the suddenly
departed Roland Harmes. Some candi-
dates request confidentiality in the
screening process - permissible.

But then the NRC, meeting in Novi Jan.

Whoa! How can a public body vole in
public on a public appointee and keep his
name secret?

The NRC made a mistake. Chairman
Larty DeVuyst and the members may have
meant well, but they made a mistake. "It
stinks,” said publisher Glen Shepard at
the North Woods Call. "Troubling ... It
should not be shrouded in secrecy.” said
George Weeks at The Defroit News.

Right. NRC and the DNR can il afford to
stir up public distrusL.

I filed a Freedom of Information Act
request with DNR on Jan. 12, citing the
River Valley case. DNR turned it down. To
its credit, the agency came through with
the name on Jan. 17, after it had several
days to call the mystery candidate (K.L.
Cool of North Dakota) and warn him that
his name had to be revealed, and that he'd
better get his house in order back home or
plan to drap out.

It was never worth a lawsuit. But it's the
kind of mistake that NRC, with a lawyer to
advise it, never should have made for one
day, let alone for nearly a week.

And the lesson is that a public body
can't do public business and keep it a
secret.

Last year {he City of Novi nomi-
nated a 45-acre parcel Incated
south of the Orchard Hills Subdi-
viston for the Michigan Depart-
menl of Natural Resources (DNR}
development rights acgquisition
program. This envirenmentally
sensitive property is heavily wood-
ed and bisected by the Middle
Rouge River. It is unique in being

oue of the few remaining undevel-
oped properties 1 southeast Nowvi,
The purchuase of development
rights by the DNR would ensure
that this area would be perma-
nently preserved in its natural
state.

Recently, the city learned that
this parcel was ranked fourth out
ol a state-wide group of 71 nomi-
nations. Along with six other nom-
inees, this parcel was approved for
the purchase of development
rights by the director of the DNR.
Unfortunately, this reconmenda-
tion is now in jeapardy.

The threat to Novi's namination
is House Bill 4325, This bill would
chinge the Farmland and Open
Space Preservation Act to specifi-
cally vxclude open space parcels,
like Novi's, from the development
rights acquisitlon pregram. It
would restrict the purchase of
development rights to agricultural
land only. This is despite the fact
that the tax credits offered by this
act, that primarily benefit farmers,
are funded by all state taxpayers.
If the tax dollars of Novi residents
are supporting these farmland
preservation prograns, il is only
fair thal Novi residents should also
benefit from the development
rights acquisition program.

if this change n policy is
approved, Novi would lose the
appartunity now, and (nn the
future. (o ensure that some of our
most environmentally sensitive
areas can be permanently pre-
served. Fortunately, there is still
time for your voice e heard in
Lansing. | ¢ncourage everyoene 1o
call and write Sen.

DNR wants
license fees
hiked for
hunting, fishing

Even as Gov. John Engler boast-
ed about 21 state tax cuts and less
regulation, the Department of Nat-
ural Resources is pushing for a 20
percent increase in fishing and
hunting license revenue.

Youngsters of 14 and 15 would
have to buy junior licenses at
reduced fees of $3.25 (vs. $9.85
currently for adults and $13 pro-
posed for adults). The age for an
adult fishing license would be
dropped to 16,

Youths of 12 and 13 would need
hunting licenses, but they would
be free. Purpose: to ensure that
they had completed hunter safety
courses and had kill tags.

“I subscribe to much more user-
pay,” said Rep. Bill Bobier, R-Hes-
peria. "There was a distinct choice
(by lawmakers) last year not to
raise fees. Let's see who's pander-
ing (to voters) and who's not. It's
politically profitable to pander.”

But Bobier, who chairs the
House Appropriations subcommit-
tee handling the natural resources
budget, saw it as “not a terribly
hard sell this year,” even though
representatives are up for reelec-
tton and senators aren't.

He told outdoors writers Jan. 17
that the DNR proposal has the
advantages of simplifying Michi-
gan's license system a little and
beefing up the current corps of

165 conservation officers (COs).

Natural Resources Commission
chair Larry DeVuyst said Michigan

Backdrops are objets d'art

“Charlie Aimone had no choice
but to sell off his art,

‘Like a doting father, when
Almone comes across one of his
“paintings” in a home he is visit-
ing, he makes sure it is hung cor-
rectly so that it doesn't fall off the
wall, rehanging the plece if neces-

But Almone’s “paintings™ are
more than just art objects. They
were first crealed to be used as
backdrops and individual pieces
for his first full-length feature film
Flying High.

Aimone began the project two
years ago and has about a year's
worth of work left.

- With no place to store all the
hand painted backdrops, each
piece, which range in size {rom
one-foot-by-four-feet to four-feet-
by-four-and-a-half-feet, are being
scld at the Atrium Gallery in
downtown Northville.

Art aficionados who have already
purchased one or more of Aimone's
pieces have been given clues as to
gltra::re and how they appear In the

The backs of each of the sccnes
are signed and numbered and
include a short deseription. The
number gives an indication of
where it was used in the produc-
tion and the description is a briel
clue to the scene,

used in the produciion so far with
some still being created.

Some puppets were made totally
by Aimone while others were
designed by his students at the
Center for Creative Studies in
Detroit where Almone teaches film,
acting and game desigr.

“It varies according to what the
sludents are inlerested in.”
Almone said. "Some wanl lo design
the puppet and perlorm, while
others are just intercsled in find-
ing a puppet ey can relate with,
Other students like Lo operate a
variety of puppets.”

All the puppets have speaking
roles which will be rerecorded later
wilh music and sound elfects.

Aimone drew the idea for the
film from the all-American optimist
he saw in Harold Lloyd characters
- the abllity to come through
against impaossible odds.

“This is a visual experience that
moves along quite rapidly with
visual jokes. I think that a lot of
comedy can he done visually and
comprchended very fast and it has
a cleaner kind of rendition than if
you gel caught in a lot of verbal
words that seem to be prevalent in
some produciions.” he said.

“It is also a spoof of the old

vaudeville industry where the
comedian tries to get a Jaugh from
the audience, mainly Immigrants,
who didn't speak English well. The
jokes had to come across visually.
It wasn't just for the humor of the
situalion it was talking about the
predicament immigrants found
themselves in.”

Werking on the fiin at Aimone’s
studio in Plymcuth has given stu-
dents an opportunity to apply
classroom ideas and use skills that
were developed from the textbook.

Although Afmone has worked on
other films, this is the first film
totally under his control.

When the film is complete,
Almone will take it to the film festi-
val where, hopefully, it will be
noticed by distributors. If it
becomes a major production in the
feature film category, the cast and
crew may receive credentials for
thelir work.

“Emphasis on humor today is
really strong because it is a release
valve for society,” he said.

“Visual humor is symbolic. It
gives us a chance to examine
something that would not come up
in our conscience,” he said. "A
catharsls is taking place. We laugh
but don't know why. It brings the
world down to a more manageable
and less frightening place.”

Aimone and his wife, Roberta,
live in Northville and have two
grown daughters.

“They help out every once In a
while when I need an extra pup-
peteer,” he said.

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Shingles can be debilitating illness

For most people, chicken pox is no more than
an itchy childhood nuisance that leaves few
traces - other than perhaps a bad memory and
a scar or two. But for same, the discase
resurges in Jater life in its most virulent and
debllitating form: shingles,

The condition ls caused by the varicella
zoster virus, the type of herpes virus that caus-
cs chicken pox. The virus, which can lie dor-
mant for years in sensory nerve roots near the
spine, can be reactivated by the effects of aging
on the immune system (most cases oceur after
age 90}, a back (njury or stress to the spinal
nerves, or general lile stress.

Immunosuppression from chemotherapy,
radiallon therapy or steroid use also can bring
on an attack.

Often patients bounce from doctor e doctor
in a futlle search for relief from their sympioms,
which include skin blisters, swelling and pain
that travels along the path of a nerve on the
chesi, face or limbs. In some people, the infec-
tion can cause “post-herpetic neuralgia,” chron-
ic episodes of jabbing pain that appear about a

month alter the vther symptoms subside.

The lingering pain and numbness s caused
by nerve damage from poor circulation to the
affected area. For those with neuralgia, even
the lightest fouch to the skin or breeze on the
face can be agonizing,

Standard pain management techniques -
narcotics and nonprescription drugs such as
Motrin - deal only with the acute, short-term
discomfor1. But anesthesiologists al the Univer-
sity of Michigan Medical Center's Multidiscl-
plinary Pain Center are offering a litle-known
yet highly effective prescription for shingles
pain that cannot only make patients feel better
fast but can also speed healing and prevent any
long-lerm misery.

The treatment consists of sympathetic nerve
blocks - injections of local anesthetics such as
Novocain - into the infected nerves every other
day until the pain is gone, usually within three
to four sessions, Nerve blecks prevent posther-
pelic neuralgia because they stimulate blood
flow to the nerves involved and thus avoid tong-
term damage.

“We've found that with nerve blocks, we can
treat the acute altack and prevent both the
ternporary and long-term pain. It's much easier
to prevent the pain from coming on later than it
is to treat it once a patient’s got it,” says A
Michacel de Rosayru, M.D., associale professor
of ancsthesiology and director of the cenier,
However, most shingles patlents and their doc-
tors don't routinely think of turning to a pain
cenler for rellef.

“The pain clinic Is usually considered a court
of last resort,” says Jack M. Rosenberg, M.D., a
pain fellow in the clinic. "But what is really
idcal is for primary care practitioners to put
their patients on the anti viral drug acyclovir 1o
treat the infection, and then send them to us
right away so that we can do sympathetic
blocks and take care of their pain without the
usc of narcotics. If you treat an acute case of
shingles within three weeks, the patient does
really well.”

Eyeglass wearers
have been daydream-
ing for years about
clear vision without
glasses. Contact lens-
es have freed many
people from the need
for glasses and con-
tinue to be the most
popular and flexible
alternative.

The last decade has
Tim dellvered some new

Kirk high-tech options for

people with myopia

nearsightedness] and astigmatism who are not

satisfied with glasses or contacts. These options

Involve refractive surgery (RS} and Include radi-

al keratotorny {RK) and excimer laser pholore-
fractive keratectomy (PRK).

After spending three days of intensive train-
ing at TLC — The Laser Cenler - in Windsor, I've
looked into the future of eye care.

Lasers are becoming common in moadern

medicine, and the excimer laser demonstrates
the reason: This machine helps doctors perform
delicate surgery with a degree of accuracy and
speed unimaginable just a few years ago. This
makes it an ideal instrument to perform PRK.

Government guidelines now allow only mild
te moderate amounts of myopia to be corrected.
This categery will expand over the next few
years, and it's likely that astigmatism correc-
tions will be added. LASIK, an advanced form of
PRK performed outside the United States, can
correct higher amounts of myopia and will be
featured in my next arlicle.

Patient selection is just as important in PRK

as in any other surgerv. There are a few abnor-
malities of the eye and other general health

problems, like rheutnatold arthritis or lupus,
that may disgqualify a patient for PRK. Patients
and their eye doctor need to have a good under-
standing of what PRK will do for each individu-
al.

First of all, PRK will not eliminate the need
for glasses entrely. Many patients will continue
to necd a mild prescription for driving or read-

Ing. PRK will decrease dependence on glasses.
About 95 percent of the people now eligible for
the procedure should see clearly enough ta
pass their driver's license test and function
nicely most of the time without glasses.

The excimer will be big business, about a $5
billion industry. About 250,000 people had RK
in 1994. By comparison, by 2005 1.6 million
people are expected to undergo some sort of
refractive surgery annuaily, making this type of
operation the No. 1 surgical procedure world-
wide.

The new technology has its price: roughly
$2.000-52,500 per eye. Many optometrists pro-

vide pre- and post-operative care for RS
patients and are a good source of information.

Be sure lo discuss all your options with your
eye doctor before making a decislon.
