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Providence files suit on denial

Back in 1989, when Providence Hospital
first petitioned to build & (ull hospital in Novi,
the health care system’s management said
that if the stale denled their request, they'd
o lake il to the courts.

And now they have.

In late December 1995, the Michigan
Department of Health (MDPH) issued its final
decision denying Providence’s application to
relocate 200 beds from Providence Southfleld
to the Novi campus. On Jan. 11, Providence
filed a request for a judicial review of the
declston and a first amended complaint with
the Ingham County Circuit Court.

Brian Connolly, president and chief execu-
tive officer of Mission Health, which owns
Providence, said that the quest for a Novi hos-

pital will continue, "not only because of the
financlal pressures facing the health care
industry but also because of Mission Health's
commitment to increasing access lo quality
health care.”

“Although the process has been a lengihy
one, we feel that access to an in-patient facili-
ty is essential in delivering quality health care
to Novi and the surrounding communitics,”
Connpolly said.

in January 1990, the state first issued a
proposed denial of Providence’s reguest for a
certificate of need, a requiremnent in building a
hospital with beds enabling patients to stay
for more than 23 hours. The grounds were
that the state health care districl, which
Includes Novt, already has too many hospital
beds,

Meanwhile, the non-profit corporation con-

structed Providence Medical Center-Provi-
denee Park at Grand River Avenue and Beck
Roud. The facility offers many services associ-
ated with a hoespital, including an emergency
room anc a child-birthing center, \

Under state regulation, a patient may
remain in Providence’s short-term facllivy 23
hours, The way this works in the case’ of a
child hirth is that the woman’s labor dofs not
count {owards the stay, After the dellvery, she
may recuperate at the Novi facility for 23
hours.

Providence's argument that the Novi area
aeceds a full-service hospital was refuted by a
number of exlsting Detroit-area hospitals
such as Mouni Sinal and Betsford. In an

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What do those state test scores really mean to schools?

Graduating high school seniors in
Novi and Northvilie will find that a
state endorsement sticker on the
back of their diploma is just a piece
of shiny paper with some sticky
adhesive on the back that's worth
about seven cents,

It won't make it easier for gradu-
ates to get into a university. it won'’t
be asked for when they enter the
business world, and when high
school graduates boast their diplo-
ma has a state endorsement on it,
they'll most likely be disappointed
when the response is a nonplused
“so what?”

What are state endorsed diplonias. vou ask? Inter-
estingly enough that's the thost connnon question
reporters [rom the Northvitle Recored and Newi Netos
received during interviews with state universities arud
husinesses. Ta properly answer the question one
needs 1o look back to the creators o the state
endorsement cancepl - the stade legislure.

Three years ago. at the urging of he stale’s husi-
ness community, the state legislature tied the Mict-
gan Eduestlonal Assessment Program (MEAD results
to high school diplomas. At that time business lead-
ers demanded some type of “arker” be placed on
the diplomas so that husinesses hiring high school
graduates would be reasonably sure that thase grad-
uates had learned the basic requireiments needed to
function n:the workplace.

“Leaders in the business community were con-
cerned with the qualily of studenits graduating from
high school.” said Northville School Superintendent
Leonard Rezmierski, “But (educwdors) tald the Tegista-
ture that if they were going place the endorsement on
diplomas, businesses should be required to ask for
those diplomas when a prospective conplovee is inter-
viewecl”

The state legislature mandated the link helween
the MEAP and high school diplomas in 1993, Slu-
dents who scored satisfactorily in all three subjects
received stale encdorsement stickers on the back of
their diplomas. While the molivation for the action
had merit, according to Reamicrski, in reality it
doesn't accomplish what it set ot (o do. "Until busi-
ness recognizes the importance of the endorsement,
the sticker on those diplomas will not be worth any-
thing,” he said.

Siate Rep. Willis Bullard. R-Millord, views the
endorsement palicy differently.

*| think vou need to give it wore tne because the
program is relatively new. IU's going to lake time for
businesses {o cateh on” Bullued said. "I in five or
six years, businesses and universilies still aren't ree-
ognizing the state endorsed diploma process, then
perhaps we should scrap it.”

I believe, however, that businesses will recognize
the importance of the endorsement. We just need to
glve it more thine,” he added. '

So far two gradnating classes have gone through
the state endorsement process, and despile being
assured that the endorsement would help them win
jobs, and benefit them n the admissions process at
slate run universities, graduates have lound the
opposite,

They've discovered that. at this point, the sticker
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istCa big deal al all

LeUs take the universities, Jor anstanee. When
asled il state cnddorsed diplonus were required - o
cven consideraed - in the appheation process, tie
ackmissions otfices for 1he Unkiversioe ol Michigan,
Michigan State University. Eastern Michidoany Univer
sty and Central Michigan University alb said the
s thing - endorsenwnts o dipienas did e
carmy any weighit,

The problem, aceprdind o Liversity ot Michigan
Adindssions Directar Ted Spenver. s that universities
have their own methods of jueding the gualifications
ol prospeetive applicants.

“We at the University of Micldear freartile endorse
any attempt by schiools to measure the pertoriaice
of studenls, beeatse those attempts result in belier
students.” Speneer said. "The probleay [with stade
endorsed diplomas) is that we, smd ather stale uni-
versities, have found that there are other methoels
that have been traditionally used e predicr stadent
success, To discard those proven methods would not
be a logical choice for us.”

Spencer said that the University of Michigan car
renty looks at student SAT/ACT (est seores as well
as grade point averages of prospective collear candi
dates, "These methods have been suecesstul for us,
and we will continue (o use them.” e added,

“IUs unfortunate that the legislatare made 1his
decision without bringing educators 1o the table tor
their input.” Spencer added. "Perlaps that's some
thing they will consider i the fulore.”

Othier state universities shared that apinion ol
state endorsed diplomas, stating that traditional
methods of charting prospective stadents were
extremely successiul. Even community colleaes, like
local Schooleraft. don't consider the endersenl diplo-
mas as v means of judging the gualitications of sta-
dents,

“ICs @ shame that we as educators were not inehid-
i in the endorsciient process from the beginning.”
Rezmierski saich, “The Tack of importance atlached to
the endorsement is something we should articolage
1o the degislature and the governor”

Whit about business and industy? Retnember it
was Uielr lobbying that ereated the endorsed diplo
nits in the first place. Do basinesses put any vadie
an the state endorsed diplomis?

The answer, unfortunately, is no.

As ooatter of fuet. high seheol graduates who are
toaking for emptloyment right aut ol high schoel
aren’t even asked o provide a copy of their diplomay
by many businesses. according to business consul-
tant Kurt Hedican of the Organization Consnlting
Associates, a Southiield-based firn thal specializes

“Husiness leaders were concerned thal pradhates
dicl nat passess the necessary skills 1o pertorny well
in the workloree,” he said. “The endorsed diplana
sienifies that e stident has learned those skills.”

High MEAP scores impact local property values

What Northville and Novi students score on their
Michigan Educational Assessment Program (MEAP)
test seems 1o have mare influence outside their class-
rooms these days than it does inside,

Thase test results could determine the success or
fajlure of a scheool district and coulid iranslate into
the growth or decline of o conununity. the placement
of business and industry, or the determination of
scheo!l funding,

The results can also have a drastic effert on prop-
erty values and the resale value of homes.

According to some real estate companies in
Northvilte and Novi, school district MEAP results are
almost as irmportant to the prospective home buyer as
the prime interest rate.

That fact doesn’t rest casy with Novi and Narthville
school superiniendents Emmett Lippe and Leonard
Rezmierski. who believe that the test should only be
used for its’ Intended purpose - to chart the progress
of students and the curriculum.

“Whenever you have testing resulls like MEAP that
are available to the public, vou run the risk of those
resulls being used in a comparative way,” Rezmierski
sald. =All schoo! districts have {he same problem and

e

et R,

we deal with it the best way we can” $
Both district’s reccive countless reqaiesis lor the
MEAP resulls as soon as thev are made public. Those

requests come from the media, local chambers of

commerce, and business and indusiry.
It is the real estale companies. however, that

aggressively chart the progress - or lack therenf - of

school districts and their MEAP results.

“We request the resulls every year so thal we can
provide that data to our clients,” said Corbin Elliotl. «
real estate broker for Coldwel! Banker-Schweitzer,
lorated in Northville. "The (MEAP} resalts are the only
concrete data we can provide that show how a school
district is doing. Believe me, people who are relocat-
ing to this area want to know what type of schools
are located in a community. and the quality of those
schoaols as weil.”

Elliott explained that realtors are not allowed tn
give prospective homebuyers an opinion on the quali-
{y of a school or district. "For instance we can’t state
an opinion that reflects whelher a certain school
turns oul guality students.” he said. "Bui with the
MEAP results we can say to a client ‘Here's the dis-
trict's latest MEAP results.” and let them come to
their own conclusions.

"For people wheo have children and are interested in
the quality of the educational system in a communi-

tv. MEAP scores will most likely be the determining
lactor tor purchasing a hame in that communiy.”
Rezmicrski disagreed amd said the results should

noi be used comparatively - that there is plenty of

ather ifornuition that prospective homebuvers could
wse in “shopping” [br a quality school district.

"On a list of 10 good ways for someone 1o judge our
sthools MEAP wauld be number 11,7 Rezmierski
said. "We have schoal improvement reporis, strategic
planning reports, graduation rales, cdrop out rates.
class size. grade point averages and the financial con-
ditinn of the distriet that we could provide.

“There are a lat of other factors that are erilical in
the evaluation of a schoel or a district.,” he added.
"We provide all of that information for all who ask for
it. and after I've given them that information 1 invite
thewn 10 tonr @ school and (alk with {eachers. That's
where thevll lind out whal type of schoals we have,
They won't learn that from MEAP results.

"I vou're really poing to look at it. Look at the
whole picture not just this snapshot in tme.”

June Clark. Reloration Dicector for Prudentiai re-
view 'roperties, said that the MEAP resulls are help-
ful lor homebuyers who don't have children as welk.

The new High School Proficiency Test will be given
over & two-week period in Mareh to all 11th grade
students. Although given on a pilot basis last vear,
this test is mandatory for all 11th graders in the
shite,

Novi High School hopes to schiedule the testing for
March 5-8 and March 11 and 12 between the hours
of 7:20 and 10 a.m. The rest of the grades may be
excused from reporting antl 10 aan. unless required
to attend particular assemblies.

Northville High School officials are still delermin-
ing how best o adininister the test

The 8.5 hour test is o more comprehensive assess-
ment than the former 10th grade MEAP test, which
foruses on science, reading. math and writing.

fn a new trend in testing, stedents are required to
bring two picces of writing and will be asked (o cri-
tigue aned reflect on their own essays.

The Science HSPT and the revamped Science
MEAP (to he given to {ilth and eighth graders in
March) will include four types of questions new lo
the tesls.

They are: cluster problems lstudents are given
problems and asked to solve them using multiple
choice and short answers). lext eritigues (students
read @ scientilie passage and respond in writing),
investigations (for the HSPT, students read about an
investigation and respond lo questlons; for the
MEAP, studenis perform the investigation and write
ahout it}, and independent multiple cheice ques-
lions.

“No doubi aboul it the wriling portion is certainly
one af the skills young people need Lo have in today's
sociely,” explained Novi schools Superiniendent
Emmett Lippe.

Northville and Novi school superintendents
Leonard Rezmicrski and Emmett Lippe can’l help but
view Lhe annual Michigan Educational Assessment
Program Lest results as mixed blessings.

The two adininistrators are proud of their districts’
continued climb in comparative ralings with other
top-ranked schogl districts within the stale, and at
the same time, worried that the initial matlvations for
proliciency testing have been lost, and that the tesl
resulis may now be more imporlant to these oulside
the field of education than the very people charged
with educating students.

Int shart they're worried that today’s society may be
facused on the wrong goals, Rezmicrski explained
thal inslead of lnoking at MEAP testing {rom a com-
parative point of view, society needs to use the test
as a learning toel for studenis and educators.

"It should be more important to me. as an educa-
tar, to look heyund the scares and ask the question -
whal have we done for the kids thal took the test
three years ago? Did we improve the curriculum? Did
we improve Lhe learning environment?” he said, “The
other question is. have we learned anything as edu-
cators that will help students in the future?”

Lippe said there are lwo main points that school
districts need to address. “The students need to
know how they score in the diflerent subject areas
and see what areas need to be strengthened.” he
said. “Secondly, the classroom leacher needs lo look
at the resulls. study the curriculum and make
changes.”

Lippe said the teachers adjust their methods and
subject matter accordingly as a resull of testing, At
the same time, districl administrators review curricu-
lum and objeclives based on those results for both
{he students and the classrooms.

“I's the closest thing we have {0 a profit and loss
statement of how are students are doing.” said Lippe.

Students faking the MEAP found the tests chal-
Jenging. According to Meads Mill seventh grader
Aaron Reddin. the MEAP was lough but he credited
his teachers for making the test a “positive chal-
lenge.”

“[ found that the reading portions was the toughesi
part for me.” Reddin said. "Although il was harder
than most tests | have taken, the teachers in the
MEAP study group helped me gel through it.”

Jenna Marquarl, also a Meads Mill seventh grader.
found the test a challenge as well, “The test siretches
your thinking quite a Dit, but | was comfortable tak-
ing it.” she explained. “1 think tests like this are nec-
essary because you can find out what areas you need
to work hard in.”

Glen Walthall, a fifth grade teacher at Novi Mead-
ows said the MEAP used to be more siraightforward
with children. "On the new MEAP you take an idea
and you tweak il.” he said. "What we have to do as
teachers is 10 ask questions from different prospec-

tives.”

IUs important for us (o get some
sorl of assessment of what this
group ef students has learned.”
Lippe said.

But Rezmierski said he is wary
of the state legislature's maotiva-
lions for mandating thie test,

“I'm worried that the expecta-
{fon set by state lawmakers may
not be meeting realily.” Rezmier-
ski explained. "We, of course,
will tollow the new sclhiool code,
but I don't necessarily under-
stand the motivation.”

He said more forethoupht
and inclusion of educalors at
a local level instead of state
legislator demands could
huve eased his mind.

Lippe explained that
alihough {eachers at a jocal
level are involved in hoth
the development and wril-
ing of the lests, as well as
some scoring portions,
Lhey may not always have the
Input they want to.

He said as the test approaches. teachers begin to
prepare the students 1o succeed. He compared it Lo a
football team, where the coach teaches the skills nec-
essary lo play the game but players need a scrim-
mage to try out those skills.

"You have to give kids a scrimmage. a chance to
praclice something that looks like what theyre going
to do on the test.,” he explained.

He added that some teachers may feel frusirated in
helping every studenl achieve the extremely high
objectives.

*The MEAP makes me go at a faster pace and do
things in an abstract way that some kids aren’t ready

for.” he explained. "Cost wise, it's simple {o give a test

this way. And. in a practical way. maybe the only and
best way to go,” said Walthall.

Because the emphasis on MEAP is so great - dis-
tricts and teachers arc faced with the mandate of
improving scores on a yearly basis - Rezmicrski lears
the day when schooels change their focus from teach-
ing a curriculum te teaching the lest.

“These days the stakes are high. and I'm afraid
society is going to focus solely on the test scores and
whalt il takes to achieve excelleut ratings.” he said.
“The down side of that would be {eachers being
forced to change their focus from leaching Lo testing.”

State Rep. Willis Bullard, R-Miiford, doesn'l see a
problem with comparing MEAP results. and said that

"As a malter of fact Fd like o see students take the
MEAP twice within the same year - once in the fall
and ance in the spring - then we couid compare how
the students have improvedl,” Bullard added.

Although both Lippe and Rezmierski undersiand
society's need to compare test scores on a vearly
basis, both maintain the true refllection of students
improvement in learning the necessary skills comes
with tracking the students’ progress over several
years.

"She epened the door and went
inta hysteries,” explained ElMner,
fmitating her and waving his
hands.

"When the offfcer tried (o
explalned she said, "Well, then,
what's he doing here? and pointed
at me.” he added with a laugh,

Sometlmes the experiences of
Novi police chaplalns are humor-
ous, but most often they are not.
Most often they are summoned to
the scene of an autlo accldent, a
shootlng or another tragic situa-
tlon. Many times they accompany
the police with the bad news that a
loved once has died.,

“We are a support to the police
officers because the police officers
do not relish that duty in any way,
shape or form,” said Father Lesite
HardIng. *“We help bring order and
¢quietness to life at a most grevous
tme.”

HardIng, of the Holy Cross Epls-
copal Church, and Elfner, of First
Baptist Church of Novi, are chang-
ing roles this year. Elfner will take
over as Senior Chaplain, a role
Harding has occupied for the last
26 years.

The Novi Police Chaplain Pro-
gram offers the skills and minlste-
rial ablilities to the community
when a tragedy occurs, when
domestic violence incldents occur
and during high stress situations.
The chaplains also offer comfort
and aid o police officers, and are
sometimes fust a confident to talk
to.

The six chaplains Involved
around the community rotate on-
call responsibilities on a weekly

Hunt from Meadowbrook Congre-
gailonal Church, Pastor Charles
Jacobs from United Methodist
Church and Rev. Rev, Tom Sherg-
er from Spirit of Christ Lutheran
Church.

“We're not called out a whole lot,
thank Goed,” sald Harding. “We
don’t want to be."

Harding and Eliner said the
greatest service they offer is one of
presence. When a clergy member

“I've been in a drug bust where
the man was very violent and he
took one look at me and he sat
down," explalned Elfner,

Both men are quick to point out
they are clergymnen, not cops. Even
the chaplains who typically do not
dress In the white collar are
encouraged to wear them so they
are [dentifiable and not mistaken
for delectives. They also carry a
special badge and identification,

Carrying a weapon or getting
Involved in the police-end of the
business would diminish thelr role
and make them less effective in
the community, they said.

" sion's $246,936 wish list for fund-

ing, but If commissioners have
thetr way, the city will be able to
take a look at Novl in the year

The 1996-97 proposed Flanning
Commissicn budget ts up 7 per-
cent from last year's final budget
of $228,063, which included
$73,836 in funds from the Road
Program to study Novl's road plan.

The 1995-96 budget made up 2
percent of the city’'s $13 million
budget.

"We've worked hard and tried to
be responsible and hold the ine on
the dollars,” sald commissioner
Eda Weddington, part of the bud-
get committee. "But we had o con-
sider the growth and the impor-
tance of planning because Novi is
one of the fastest growing commu-
nides.”

Communily development direc-
tor Jim Wahl presenied the budget
proposal at the Jan. 31 Planning
Commission special meeting.

City consultants Brandon M.

Administrative functions such
as providing magazines and peri-
adlcals to commissloners, mem-
berships, dues and conference fees
for planning associatlons and pub-
lishing are budgeted for the same
amount as last year; $11,000.

The amount requested for pro-
posed planning studles actually
decreased about $10,000 to
$127.735 and the sludies have
drastically changed from the stud-
les concentrated on traffic and
road engtneering.

This year's studies include a
major cmphasis on futuring, a pro-
cess that explores the clity's histo-
ry, evaluates current irends, ana-
lyzes alternative fulures, and
develops goals, objectives, and
phitesophles to gulde future
actions.

517,000 is budgeted.

A major part of the budget
includes a $27,000 emphasis on
communicalions and community
liaison programs. This would
Include cable programs, newsiet-
ters, cooperation wiith homeown-
er's associatlons and other govern-
mental erganizations, preparation
of project maps, a planning library
open to the public and increased
publicily.

Also planned for 1996-97 are a
study of Industry in Novi {and why
the cily is not attracting new
industry) and updates of the wood-
land and wellands maps.

City launches
its mid-decade
head count

Novi's mid-decade census tak-
ers, They'll be hitting the sireets
counting heads, ASAD.

In 1990, Novi's population was
33.148. But there’s been a popula-
ilon explosion since then and the
goal s to figure out how many peg-
ple have been born or moved to
iown in the past six years. Among
the predictions is that the city may
have grown by as much as 50 per-
cent.

“We've had estimates {rom
40,000 lo 48.000. My gucss 1s
40,000 io 42.000," City Manager
Ed Kriewall sald.

“We'll begin as soon as the enu-
merators can get into the field.”

IVl cost the cty at least 540,000
to do the job, bul the rewards are
expected to be many. including a
sharp increase in the incoming
stale shared revenue funds, which
are based on population figures. A
plus for local restaurateurs would
be In the additional lquor licenses,
which are also based on that crite-
ria.

The work must be compicled
and {nto the state by June.

Monday, the Novi City Council
agreed to go ahead with the under-
taking. The city will request the
Michigan Secretary of State’s Elec-
tion Division to appoint an enu-
merator. Novi's choice for chief
enumerator s Patricia Loder, who
led the census-taking forces in
1975, 1979 and 1984.

Loder will be pald 20 cents per
person counted, while her assis-
tant will get ten cents each. The
workers out in the field will take
home 50 cents per individual when
they're working a platted subdivi-
slon. Along mile roads and more
rural areas, that goes up 10 55
cents a person, to compensate for
automobile rnileage

The conclusion Is that the route
conneci with Twelve Mile Road in
the vicinily of Samuel Linden
Court, travel north to bridge over
the C5X railroad tracks and then
move on loward the northeast to
link with West Road at the inter-
scction of the city’s waste water
treatment’ plant road. Of the 21
alternatives, they suggested the
city follow either of four designs to
meet this goal, with flexibility to
ease negotiations for road rights-
of-way purchases. All of the choie-
es are far closer to Beck Road than

ing road bhond moucy to pet the
work done, rather than place a
new road bond issue on the
November 1996 ballot, as City
Manager Ed Kriewall has suggest-
ed. Kriewall says the dollars sim-
ply aren’l there.

Members of the study group
ecach plowed through notebooks
stuffed with cight pounds of data
to rank cach of the 21 proposed
routes based on eriteria such as
cnvironmental impacl, ease of
travel, cost and impacl on sur-
rounding properiics, with the final
numbers fed inte a computer
which spit out the winners.

Countdl Member Robert Schinid
was the only counctl member not
Lo approve a resolution to send the
city administration oul to work on
firming up the route. He explained
that he was disappointed with the
group’s recommendation, saying it
was 1ao close te Beck Road,

"This is no where near Tall
Road. We shiouldn't call il Taft
Road. We should perhaps eall this
Administration Road, This was an
administration recommendation
from Day One. It's desipned for
developers ... It s another case of a
road that goes to nowhere, like
we're kind of used 1o in (his city,”
Schmid said.

Hoyer sald the commiltee con-
sidered more easterly routes, but
that it could cost as much as $20

million to pass over the wetlands
in that area, something they didnt
think taxpayers would support.

"In some of the soil borings, they
went 60 [eet and never hit bottom.
They'd be building a bridge.
There's no way we could sell that
to the comnnmity,” she sald.

Committee member Gary Zack
was onc of the homeowners who
turned out in spring 1995 to
protest the now-in-favoer westerly
route. He is since a convert, after
listening Lo wildlife consultants
discuss the egreis’ nests in the
wetlands property.

“We were told we'd be bucking
the DNR on this quite strongly,”
Zack said.

Schmid questioncd why the pro-
ject wasn't scratched in favor of
improvements to Beck Road,

"1 can’l conscientiously vote for a
road that parallels another road.”
he explained.

With new subdivisions sprouting |
up in the lakes area, Hoyer said |

the traffic can't wait for the {en to
15 years it'll take for Beck Road to
be reworked.

“The people who are most farnil-
iar with the area say that the envi-
ronment where they live is so
important to them they are willing
to take these choices,” Council
Member Kathy Mutch said in sup-
porting the committee's recom-
mendation.

As We See It

Big plans,

A favorile subject of eriticism on the
part of educators Is the way newspa-
pers tend to emphasize the results of
the Michipan Education Assessment
Program lests,

We've heard it many times before.

The tests were designed to be used
as an internal tracking device so that
districts can chart the progress of their
curricula from one year to the next.
They were never meant {o be used to
campare the relative strengths of pub-
lic school districts. Newspapers that
publish cornparative MEAP tables mis-
lead their readers and apply undue
pressure on district teachers, students
and administrators.

But as our special report in this
weck’'s edition indicates, journalists
aren't the only ones who think the
MEAP functlons as an accurate
barometer of academic achievement.

The quotes from Northville and Novi
realtors included in one of the articles
in today's MEADP package should come
as a surprisc {o no one: prospeclive
home huyers looking for good schools
te which to send their children rely
heavily on MEAP scores (o provide a
snapshot of the quality of instruction
in school districts,

According to sales agents, many pur-
chasers place as much importance on
MEAP outcomes as they do on the
appearance of neighborhoods, Jocal
crime figures or the prime lending rate.

And why wouldn’t they?

The state of education in a given dis-
trict is probably the most important
single location factor for couples with
children, and the MEAP is the closest
thing we have to a standard measure

“Election consolidation is as signifi-
cant to the election laws as Proposal A
of 1994 was to school finance.” The
quote is from state Rep. Bob Bracken-
ridge, R-St. Joseph, who is head of a
task force seeking to reduce the num-
ber of elections and clection dates in
Michigan. It seems to us he may well
be right.

Bul Brackenridge and his task force
have decided to put off any attempt at
election reform for another year
because they want to work on the
details. So much of what government
does revolves around clections that
when you make one change, it affects
a great many other functions.

Nonetheless, the proposals being
considered make a good deal of sense.
For one, Brackenridge would like to
eliminate the need for school districts
to keep their own voter lists and sim-
ply turn the conduct of all elections
over to local municipal clerks. For
another, he would like to restrict the
number of elections each year to no
mare than three - in May, August and
November. The only exceptions would
be for recalls and to flll vacancies. Also
being considered is the proposal to
move all judiclal races to the May elec-
tion, along with the school boards, and
moving all education-related posts to
the May ballot as well.

Like we said, the ideas make sense.
But we would alse hope the task force

So what starled oul life as an educa-

tional fine-tuning instrumenti has |

evolved Into something that exerts a
direct bearing on property values and
a major influence on the character of a
community.

What else is new? This is hardly the

first time unintended consequences |

came into play and expanded the focus

of an institution's programmatic con-

tent.

Like many educators, we too see
dangers in placing too much emphasis

on the MEAP test. It would be wrong to |

let business or moenetary motivations
intrude on a process that should be
the strict concern of education and a
vehicle to assist young learners.

But we also recognize that the MEAP
is a useful way of opening a window
into the classroom. Many public edu-
cators fear such openness but objec-
tive observers know betlter and will
continue to use the test to assess the
effectiveness of the schoois that help
shape the future of their children,

Best current example is the fight now
going on over Gov. Engler's attempt to raid
the Michigan Natural Resources Trust
Fund to pay for an otherwise sensible
environmental cleanup program,

First established in the 1970s and
named for then-state Sen. Kerry Kammer
of Oakland County, the Kammer fund cap-
tured revenues from leases of state land to
drill for oil and gas. The revenue was to
buy land for preservation and public
recreatlon. The fund is now sacred ground
for both wings of Michigan conservation-
ists: hunting and fishing enthusiasts and
environmentalists.

The Milliken Administration tried to
divert the fund money to other purposes,
which led in 1984 to overwhelming voter
approval of embedding the fund in the

Michigan Constitution: “The interest and
earnings of the trust fund shall be expend-
ed for the acquisition of land or rights in
land for recreation uses or protection of
the land because of iis environmental
importance or lts scenic beauty, for the
development of public recreation facilities.”

In the late 1980s, the Blanchard Admin-
istration in turn “diverted” money from
the fund to the Michigan Strategic Fund to
pay for pollution control. This led to more
than 2-1 approval in 1994 te Proposal P
{for parks). It added a section to the state
consiitution setling up a funding mecha-
uism for the state parks and ending the
diverslon.

Now the Engler Administration, through
Russell Harding, director of the Depart-
ment of Environmental Quality, wants to
take 825 million of the natural resources
trust fund’s $33 million annual revenue to
help clean up polluted land. The diversion
would *bring flexibility to the natural
resources trust fund”, according to Hard-
ing.

Flexibility, my foot, retorts Westland's
Bob Laich, immediate past president of the
100,000-member Michigan United Conser-
vation Clubs: “I'll be damned if I'li let some
politician steal it. No way."

Harding added insult to injury by refer-
ring to state recreation land as “govern-
ment-owned land” and talking about the
fact that the state of Michigan owns 7.6

million acres {21 percent of the state's
total and “more than any state east of the
Misslssippi™) as if it were some kind of
awful evidence of state control.

Maybe 1 missed something when 1 stud-
ied the Michigan Constitution, but I
thought “government-owned” land meant
that the people cwned the land for, among
other purposcs, public recreation.

Not only that, but the Natural Resources
Trust Fund was set up for - and subse-
quently conflrmed by public vote and
inserted Into the Constitution — explicitly
and solely for purchasing land for preser-
vation and public recreation, not for envi-
ronmental cleanup.

Gov. Engler ran for reelection on a plat-
form of “Promises Made, Promises Kept.”
He should know better,

The overall idea ~ creatlng an environ-
mental cleanup program aimed at recy-
cling “brownfleld” sites, urban areas pol-
luted by previous owners and not likely to
be - makes good sense.

It deserves to be debated con its own
merits and not conflated into yet more evi-
dence conflrming the nature of Michigan
governors to be control freaks.

SWOCC will continue the fight

On Thursday,
Feb. 1 Congress
overwhelmingly
passed broad
changes in a com-
munications law
that will have a
profound impact on
every telephone
customer and tele-
vision viewer in this

Caren country. The
telecommunica-

iHins
Co tions bill would

permit phone, cable and TV businesses to
compete and merge more freely. The presi-
dent is expected to sign the bill next week.

The bill affirms the authority of local
governments to manage public rights-of-
way and to charge fair and reasonable
compensation for the use of those rights-
of-way. Public, educational and govern-
mental access centers on cable television
systems were able to preserve provisions

" protecting the luture of their centers.

Under the provisions of the bill, PEG
access centers will be able to be carried on
phone-company operated “open video sys-
tems” in much the same way that they
currently operate on cable systems.

Gov. Engler, in his 1996 State of the
State address: “With us this evening are
several charter public schooi students and
their teachers who certainly qualify as
educational pioneers. I'd like to read you a
letter that a young person in one of Michi-
gan's 41 charter public schools recently
wrote to me. 'Dear Gov. Engler: Thank you
for your help starting Excel Charter
Academy in Grand Rapids. We feel safe
here because there isn't any violence like
in my old school. We learn moral values
like kindness, respect, responsibility, and
perseverance ... Learning 1s more fun here
because I like the way we are being
taught.”

Imagine using a kid’s letter to smear
public education as unsafe. Shameless!

Durant, the rookle president of the State
Board of Education, in his latest essay

(distributed at state expense):

On the down side, however, most other
pubtic interest provisions did not fare as
well. Previous versions providing low-cost
access to advanced telecommunications
sources were substantially weakened and
the “electronic red-lining” provisions of the
bill, designed to protect against racially
discriminatory construction of advanced
networks, were deleted entirely. One provi-
sion of the telecommunications bill could
potentially permit any company offering
wireline video programming services
(including cable television system opera-
tors and “Baby Bell” providers) to entirely
evade rate regulation.

Barry Forbes, executive director of the
Alllance for Community Media (a non-prof-
it membership organization committed to
assuring everyone's access to electronic
media) asserts “the open video system”
provisions of the bill would permit owners
of these new systems to escape laws that
currently protect cable subscribers. The
provisions contain no consumer rate regu-
lations, and preempts cities and towns
ability to protect the Interests of resi-
dents.”

The Alliance predictis that cable sub-
scribers may see rates rise. Forbes says,
“An industry-friendly interpretation of the

bill by cable companies would suggest that
cable operators could declare themselves
open video systems providers as soon as
the FCC issues the appropriate regtila-
tions. If the cable operators’ views ulti-
mately prevail at the FCC, cable operators
could drastically increase their cable rates
without changing their service one bit. We
think cable operators are misreading the
intention of the provision.”

The FCC is required to conduct a num-
ber of rule making proceedings to imple-
ment various sections of the bill, including
the section governing telephone company
entry into the video market as “open video
systems.” It is our intent at SWOCC to
continue veicing our concerns with the
FCC so that the best interest of our com-
munities will be served.

“The Academy for Technology and Enter-
prise is a charter school In Saginaw that
provides technical education in the skilled
trades. It is nothing like the ‘shop’ classes
I remember. Housed in a facility filied with
modern machinery and technical instru-
ments, the academy enrolls students from
Saginaw’s high schools who choose to aug-
ment their formal academic instruction by
spending part of their day studying auto-
motive technology, electronics, engineer-
ing, computer drafting, machine tool tech-
nology, and other technical disciplines.”

For cvery ache snake oil seems to cure,
it has many aggravating side effects. Here
are some of the charter schools Engler and
Durant avoid discussing as described in
fine print by Superintendent of Public
Instruction Art Ellis:

“Sankofa Shule - Holistic, Afrocentric
curriculum ... ©

“Pansophia Academy - Resembles the
“one-room’ school house ... *

“Benito Juarez Academy - Stresses indi-
vidualized instruction.”

*Alsha Shule//W.E.B. Dubois Preparato-
ry Academy - Basic skills, independent
learning with an African-American focus.”

“Trivalley Academy — A highly structured
developmental and cognitive curriculum ..,

Trivalley sounds innocent enough, but it
should be a gigantic embarrassment to
Engler and Durant. As the Muskegon
Chronicle reported last year, although it's

allegedly a public scheol, Trivalley has an

board that isn't elected by the voters but
appointed by Bishop Nathaniel Wells Jr. of
the Church of God In Christ. At least one
of the teachers was paid by the church.
The school's fax machine is registered to
the religious body. The bishop's son is the
school’s “public relations director.”

The church is the school’s landlord
through an intermediate corporation. The
bishop's wife serves on the intermediate
corporation board. The church, school and
intermediate corporation share facilities.
The academy pays the intermediate corpo-
ration rent of $7.29 per square foot versus
the market rate of $3.14 elsewhere in the
county.

The “charter school” law Is spawning a2
bunch of taxpayer ripofis and smacks of
an unconstitutional payment to private
and religious groups.

We're unlikely to hear Engler and
Durant talk about the Orchestra Place
project announced last month. An alliance
of the Detroit Symphony, Detroit public
schools and Detroit Medical Center, it will
be the first performing arts center in the
U.S. to have a public high school on its
grounds. Already DSO maestro Neeme
Jarvi has conducted the school's sym-
phonic band.

Quality schools like that don't need
Engler's and Durant’s charters.

Chamber
blocks park
assessment
legislation

A Michigan Chamber of Com-
merce official threw a Jast-minute
roadblock in front of state Sen.
ffavid Honigman's bill atlowing
local governments to finance parks
through special assessments.

“Where have you been? I've
worked on this three years!”
Hontgman fumed at Richard Stud-
ley. the Grand Ledge resident who
{8 a vice-president and lobbyist for
the state chamber. "We passed this
overwheimingly In the Senate.”

The exchange occurred Jan. 31
in front of the House Local Gov-
ernment Commlttee, which held a
public hearing on Honigman’s
Senate Bill 651. Caught by sur-
prise by Studley's testimony,
Honigman was called to the fourth
floor hearing room from the Senate
debate on auto Insurance.

The committee chalr, Rep. Bob
Brackenridge, R-5t. Joseph,
adjourned the meeting without
taldng a vote, allowing the senator
and the chamber more time to
work out differences.

'Studley held his ground.
“There's a growing trend toward
lecal units' using speclal assess-
ments, which have been ltmited
historically for improving proper-
ty," he said.

+"Under the Headlee amendment
{to the state constitution}, new
local taxes require a vote of the
people. But those limits don't
apply to special assessments, The
resull 1s a high property tax for
local government. The chamber
has worked for a decade to cut
property taxes for schools,

““Parks are important but not
essentlal. Parks are optional,”
Studley said. He said he's happy to
pay a fee to take his children to
Eaton County's Fitzgerald Park in
Grand Ledge.

. ilf enacted, Honigman's bill is
most likely te be used by town-
ships, which have property tax
rates that are a fractlon of citles'.
His bill would allow city, village,
township and county governing
boards to sell bonds for a park
improvement and assess benefiting
property owners where two-thirds
of the owners approved. The local
uhit could not, however, condemn
property for such a park.

‘Scott Schranger, representing
tHe Michigan Municlpal League,
took no position on the bill. *It's an
overstatement to say it {use of spe-
cial assessments) is a growing
trend. it's been there some time.
We (citles and villages) will proceed
under the Home Rule Act.

»Citles rely on taxes. Townships
rely on special assessments,”
Schranger said.

iRep. Lynne Martinez, D-Lans-
ing, seemed to like the Honlgman
bill. “Downtown development
authoritles are created al the
request of merchants. They don't
juist pop up. It's at the request of a
local group.

“My perception is that it's not
the hand of big government. What
we (blil supporters) are saying is: if
a supermajority of owners wants
to engage In a cooperative venture,
we give them the tool to do that,”
Martinez said.

Rep. Lingg Brewer, D-Holt. was
less enthusiastic. “For 100 years,
we've had a reputation for good
parks. If we go to special assess-
ments, then people ask, 'What are
we paying taxes for?” he said.

Honigman's measure passed the
Senate two years ago but dled in
the House. It defines parks as land
or water used for recreation, plenic

rounds, playgrounds, athletic
felds, camps, zoos, botanical gar-
dens, swimming, boating, hunting,
fishing, birding, footpaths, bridle
paths, open space, scenic space
and wildlife areas.

“The students enfoyed it and
said they'd do it again,” Velzy said.

The students had a varlety of
responsibilities to cornplete, from
greeting the senfors to handling
registration, to giving oral presen-
tations on each of the software
applications chosen for the work-
shop and helping with the hands-
on teaching.

Eighteen senlor citizens signed
up for the class, which was held
during the day on May 25 from
7:30 until 10:30 a.m.

“Most of what we captured is

Dawn.”

Their chances of survival don't
look too bright on the home front.
But across the border in Mexico,
the mysterious Carlos (Cheech
Marin) offers a sanctuary to crimi-
nals on the lam in exchange for a
pereentage of their ill-gotten
games. The key? Can they slip the
trap the police are setting and get
to the rendezvous point to meet
Carlos by morning?

Enter the Fuller family: Jacob
{(Harvey Keitel), a minister who has
lost his faith and his children, the
vulnerable leenage Kate (Juliette
Lewis) and her younger brother
Scott {Ernest Liul, on a road trip
in their new RV, Problem sclved.

A perfect ruse to slip past the
border patrol. The Gecko Brothers
kidnap the Fullers and high-tail it
to freedom with the promise lo let
the family go once they hook up
with thelr criminal connection in
Mexico.

The rendezvous point Is the Titty
Twister, the wildest bar this side of
the Rio Grande, The clientele, even
the ultra-cool Gecko Brothers find
unnerving. The place is open from
dusk till dawn and the Geckos
arrive, Fullers in tow, ready to
rock. The night is full of seductive
promise as the group settles back

" to wait for Carlos and his boys to

arrive at sunrise.

But unbeknownst to the broth-
ers or their hostages, the manage-
ment and staff of this particular
establishment have a taste for
blood — in the vampire sense.
What follows makes the Gecko
Brothers look like choirboys —
and now everyone will be counting
on the baddest boys in America to
step up to the mat and save the
day. One night is all that stands
beiween them and freedom...but
it's going to be one hell of a night.

“I loved the idea of exploring
Mexican vampire mythaology In a
movie because it's never been
shown in film,” Rodriguez said of
the swlich in genres halfway
through the movie. “We're all used

to the Transylvanlan neck-biling
style of vampire and yet this tradi-
tion really existed in the Aztec
times. My production designer,
Cecilla Montiel, and 1 researched it
and came up with a lot of extra
elements to add to the script and
the design of the fim.”

Monticl, a successful archilect
in her native Peru before becoming
a designer, explains, “We tried to
develop a look inspired by the pre-
Hispanic traditions of blood ritu-
als...This [ilm {s a trip to the
underworld. Our herces leave the
normal world the minute they
cross the border and as they roll
on, they approach the gates of
death.

I knew the most important loca-
tion in the story was the Titty
Twister, the bar where the Gecko
Brothers bring the hostage Fuller
family. From far away, the night
club resembles the Mayan ruin at
Uxmal, old ang weather beaten,
glowing in the dusk lght. Its inte-
rior seems quite conventional at
first glimpse but as events unfold,
it becomes eerie and ominous.”

Set decorator Felipe Fernandez
adds, "We also introduced the fle-
ments of border style into the lay-
ers and layers of detail in the bar.
On top of the stone structure and
the huge snake sculptures are vel-
vet paintings, fluorescent lights,
and odd remnants from the vehi-
cles of the countless truckers and
bikers who have passed through
the bar.”

Tarantino sums it up: "This
place has been a sacred altar for
these creatures for hundreds and
hundreds of years. Eventually, one
of them got the bright idea to build
a sleazy topless bar on top of the
temple and lure all these nomadic
truckers and bikers to the middle
of nowhere. ‘Then we'll do our ritu-
al dances and they'll be hootin’
and hollerin’ until we eat them!’

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Think
before
you
shovel

As an emergency room physician
at Botsford General Hospital, ]
treat the whole gamut of winter-
related Injuries.

Some of these injuries, however,
could have been prevented by
keeping in mind one important
message. Your exerclse tolerance is
lower in cold weather, especially if
you have an already weakened car-
diovascular system.

So unless you are an athiete-in-
training for the Olympics you
might want to think twice before
participating in Michigan's winter
triathlon: snow sheveling, car
pushing and the three-meter slip-
and-fall,

Consider an activity such as
snow shoveling. Snow shoveling
can actually be as grueling as an
hour-long aerobic workout.
Because of the tremendous
demands placed on the heart and
lungs, consult a physician about
your risks just as you would before
beginning any exercise program.

Prior to shoveling, warm up with
arm, leg and lower back stretches
to prevent injuries and muscle
pulls. And, If you have asthma, use
your inhaler ahead of time to help
prevent an attack. Monitor your
physical responses and take things
slowly. You don't have to cross the
finish line before your neighbors,
especially if faced with clearing a
driveway of wet, heavy snow.

In addition to shoveling, another
athlettc event in which Michigan-
ders excel Is the sport of pushing
cars out of snow banks, Before
helping our neighbor disledge his
car, however, ask yourself the
question: “Would 1 try lifting 2,000-
3,000 pounds of weights at the
gym?" Probably not.

Common injuries sustained from
pushing cars include back strain,
heart attacks and broken arms
and wrists. Projectile rocks and
other debris from spinning car
tires have also resulted in injuries

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to the eyes and skin.

Even the most physically fit and
agile of individuals have participat-
ed In the ungraceful ice sport
known as the slip-and-{all. The
event, which commonly results in
broken bones or dislocated shoul-
ders, can be prevented by wearing
boots with deep-tread soles and
walking with small, light steps.

You may not realize it, but while

participating in Michigan's winter
triathlon you may also be putting
yourself at risk for frostbite. As the
wind chill and temperature drop,
so should your exposure time.

Frostbite most readily occurs as
moisture evaporates from skin, so
even if you perspire, don't remove
clothing that would expose your
skin to the wind. Wear layers of
clothes and protect your extremi-

ties by wearing a hal, mittens and
well-fitting waterproof/water-resis-
tant boots,

In these remaining weeks of win-
ter, be aware of the season’'s perils
and heed your physical limitations
- even i it means watching some of
these popular Michigan winter
sports from the sidelines.

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Breast cancer linked to defective genes

Scientists  now
know that between 8
and 15 percent of the
nearly 200,000 cases
of breast cancer diag-
nosed each year in
this country are
caused by one of two
defective genes passed
from parent to child.

These genes, called
BRCA ! and BRCA 2
(BReast CAncer). were
identified in the last
two years after an
intensive i{nternatlonal search in which
researchers at the University of Michigan Com-
prehensive Cancer Center took part. While it's
been known for more than 1,000 years that
breast cancer may run in families, this discov-

ery makes the genetic link certain and will be
useful to identify and better treat people who
carry the gene,

Women who inherit a defective version of one
of these genes are at a very high risk — perhaps
80 percent ta 90 percent - for developing breast
or ovarian cancer. They also tend to develop it
at a younger-than-average age. In many fami-

les that carry this gene, half of the women have
been affected by cancer. Many young women in
such families have seen their mother, an aunt
and a sister all struggle with the disease.

Before this discovery, it was impossible to
determine whether an individual had inherited
the defective gene. Today, genetic testing is
becoming avallable through cancer centers
such as that at University of Michigan to allow
people to {ind out if they carry the gene and 1If it
exists in their family. The procedure involves a
simple blood test.

If the gene is found, this information is useful
in recommending stepped-up cancer screening
and lifestyle changes to reduce other risk fac-
tors. Researchers are currently studying new
screening methods, looking at the effects of diet
and exercise and looking into drugs Lhat may
help prevent cancer.

Some women who have learned they carry a
defective copy of one of these genes and may
have watched a relative die of the disease have
even opted to have their healthy breast tissue
removed. But this approach is controversial
and may not eliminate the risk of breast cancer.

Clearly, genetic testing for cancer susceptibil-
ity is a difficult decision. Although guidelines
are being developed - it will not be done on chil-

dren or teenagers, for example - it is, in the

end, a personal decislon.
If the test turns out positive, there are limited

options at this time. It may, however, be useful
in making personal plans ar choices. A negative
result is a relief for an individual who belongs
to a family with a known mutation. But this
person still faces an average risk of developing
breast cancer (one in nine women in the Untied
States are affected) and should follow breast
self-exam and mammography recomnmenda-
tions.

If members of your immediate family have
had breast cancer, it would be wise to talk with
a breast cancer specialist. Even if you decide
against genetle testing, your doctor ¢an recom-
mend increased screening and help you reduce
other risk factors.

Heart Disease

The heart symbol is very visible during the
month of February, promoting Valentines,
candy and flowers. Since 1963, February has
been designated as American Heart Month. For
the American Heart Association, this is a
month to promote education to the public con-
cerning heart disease and stroke.

Cardiovascular disease remains the No. 1
cause of death in the U.S. and in Michigan. It
produces an economic burden that is estimated
to cost the state of Michigan $4.76 billion a
year. Nearly one of every two deaths in western
Wayne County bristles from heart disease ar
stroke,

The 1996 theme for American Heart Month is
“Don't die of embarrassment.” Many lives are
needlessly lost or impaired each year because
people with heart attack or stroke symptoms
do nothing because they are afraid it may be a
“false alarm.” The average heart attack victim
waits one hour or longer before seeking medical
carel By responding promptly and getting med-
fcal help immediately, chances of survival and
recovery Increase dramatically,

When symptoms are severe and a cardiac or
resplratory arrest occurs, the life saving tech-
nique of CPR (Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation)
is needed. CPR has been credited with helping
to save thousands of lives each year. As a ser-

vice to the community during Heart Month, the
Western Wayne Division of the American Heart
Association 1s offering a free class in the Adult
Heart Saver Course, which includes CPR and
choking for the conscious and unconscious
adult. The program will be offered on Saturday,
Feb. 10, from 9 a.m. to noon at the First United
Methodist Church of Northville on Eight Mile
Road. Pre-registration is necessary. Please call
