1846 The Novi Baptist Church was organized Feb. 21, 1846 by ten
Novi seltlers: Deacon Loren Flint, his wite Betsy and daughters

Rachel and Catherine from New York, Loomis and Margare: Thaye(
Moses Maxim and Elizabeth Munr from Walled Lake, Orrin and Harri-

et Thayer from New York.

1847 The first church was erected in February of 1847 at a cost of
$1,080. It stood on south of Grand River on the west side of Novi
Road in Novi Corners. Also at Novi Corners was a hotel, two taverrns,
two general stores, the Town Hall and a shoemaker.

! In February 1958. Chris Nielson. who
“pwned and operated Stlver Brook Farm on
"Ten Mile Road west of Meadowbrook Read.
“$hreatened (o take the then-lownship to
court because it refused him a license 1o
operate a dump on his land. Professional
haulers were already streaming there and
residents of neighboring Willowbrook Vil-
lage protested, saying the landfill stank.
created a health hazard and endangered

iheir water supply.
I a 1991 report prepared by the US.
Environmental Protection Ageney. lormer

Novi police chief Lee BeGole identified the-

Nivlson property as the site of what is now
knowt as the Munn landfill.

Nielsan cxplained then that his plan
was to fil] in low spois on his land, with
the goal of selling the tand for develop-
iment as a subdivision.

“I'm doing this 1o beautify the farim. not
to make money.” Nielson said in a Novi
News article,

"The rubbish haulers pay two cenis a
vard (o e, but it's already cost me thou-
satds of dollars to prepare for it, [t would
be different if 15 or 20 loads of garbage
were lefi uncovered for a month or 1wo.
But this is rubbish. net garbage and we
cover it up as fast as it comes in.”

The expedicncy of the 1950s led to the
environmental concerns of the 1980s and
1990s. Bul even back then local residents
were concerned about potential Bealth
hazards. At the time, Novi residents pre-
ferred to jetlison thelr rubbish to a landfil

in New ludson, as rubbish from the
Detroit suetro avea llowed west.

Followed was several vears here of whiat
was called in the terminology of the eraa
“rumble.” The Meadowbrook Road Tancdfill
was described a public nuisance wlich
threatened to poilute the arca’s high water
table.

Twire the township board denied Nicl-
son a4 permit and agreed to duke it out in
court, despite the advice of the township
altorney that they'd lose, Willowbrook res-
idents urged that they carry on the baltle,
among them lawver David Fried, who is
now Novi's city allorney,

Explained then-township supervisor
Frazer Staman in The Novi News: "We
should al least try to enforee our ordi-
nanee. There are 300 families nearby and
we should consider them too. It may cost
us money but we should have our day in
court.”

In April 1958. Oakland County Circuil
Court Judpge Frank Doty upheld the trash
coalition. Nielson was in business. with
the proviso thal only rubbish and not

garbage be placed in his landfill. No
dwmnping was permitied between June 30
and September 1 each vear and in warmer
menths he was required to spray pesticide
on the dump. Nielson was also ordered to
vlose shop by June 30, 1960,

Township Attorney Anthony Renne
urged the board to agree 1o the settlement;
"I cases of contamination do oceur. pri-
vate suits can be filed against the
dumpers.”

By 1960, Novi residents were up in
arms about [ive local landfills, variously
along Ten and Nine Mile roads, as well as
one proposed for Twelve Mile Road. Wil-
lowhrook householders complained about
the stench of the Meadowhrook Road sile,
as well as the odoriferous foam which
filled a neighboring stream. A
contemporary photo in The Novi News
showed the stull floating along.

However, steps were taken to make the
Ten Mile/Meadowbrook Road landfill
‘more sanitary.” Among them were the use
of a disinfectant. the dumping of dry rub-
bish only and a ten-foo! dirt barrier

between the landfill and a streamm which
ran there through Willowbrook subdivi-
sion,

In July 1960, Oakland County Circuit
Judge Frederick Ziem upheld a case
brought by the Munn Contracting Compa-
nv against the Village of Novi, which
protested Novi's refusal 1o grant il a
license lo operate a new landfill at Ten
Mile Road. one-quarter mile east of Novi
Road near what was called the McCreedy
dump. Ziem found Novi "unreascnable”
and “arbitrary.”

Munn, who apparently was now operat-
ing the Meadowbrook Road site reached a
compromise with Novi, including these
concessions:

* No more landfilling would take place
on the Nielson farm near Willowbrook and
Meadowbrook Lake subdivisions.

* Village rubbish would be accepted [ree
of charge.

* The new landfill would be filled within
18 to 24 months. :

The Novi Board of Education ts
cxpected to approve (wo new
courses, Civics and Econornules, at
tonight's 7:30 meeting at Village
Qaks.

“The goal for both is we feel I{'s

. important if we're going inlo a
global econorny and, regardless of
whether it would be on the {new
High School Proficiency) test or
not, it Is Important tc be studied,”
sald Rita Traynor, assisiant super-
intendent for Instructon.

“And civies 1s the idea of giving
pcople at an earller age a chance
to learn more in-depth about gov-
ernment and citizenship,” Traynor
explained.

The changes are needed in order
to comply with state and national
curriculum standards for social
studies as well as to prepare stu-
dents for new social studies con-
tent to be tested during the 1998
or 1999 high school proficiency
test.

"It seemed unfair to have these
kids taking tests when they
haven't had the chance to take the

course,” sald Traymor.

Tenth grade students will be
required to take the courses as
part of the soclal studies curricu-
lurn,

The high school proposes Clvics
replace the currently required 12th
grade course of Amercan Govern-
meil.

“The Idea Is to have students
have a politlcal awareness of the
different local, state and national
governments,” salid Gary Kelly,
head of the social studies depari-
ment at Novi High School

The students will learn by role
playing and making judgments for
themselves, he explained,

An added benefit of moving the
course Lo a lower grade means stu-
dents may he able to take another
course to further explore political
science.

Economies will be based [n the
soclal studles department, also,
and teach practical and consumer
applications as well as survey the
theories of micro- and macro-eco-
nomics,

But a metro Detroit
entreprencur recently squashed
his plans to bring a micro-brewery
to Novi's Main Street area, citing
gpace constralnts In the available
location near Vic's,

The city Isn't gving up, thiough,
and fighis on to bring the newest
trend In entertainment and restau-
rants to what they hope becomes a
well-known attractlon.

The Town Center Steering Com-
mittee continues lo pursue the
tdea of a micro-brewery or brew-
pub and earlier this month sug-
gested the necessary ordinance
changes be in place should anoth-

er developer stop by.

Planning Commissieners agreed
passing an ordinance change, 6-3,
that allows access to the area for
micro brewerles and brewpubs.

The commission debated the
{ssue at the Feb. 7 meeting. Com-
mlssioners Glen Boneventura,
Arthur Vrettas and Eda Wedding-
ton were opposed to the change,

The {dea of a micro brewery in
that area brought a funny smell lo
Comnilssioner Glen Boneventura's
nose.

He lived near a brewery in San
Fransisco and remembers an odor
from the bullding.

‘I wouldn't mind putting this on
the shelf for a little bit,” he sald,
proposing to walt until a developer
brings a specific plan to the com-
misslon before changing the ordi-
nance,

*I like the concept but 1 don'l see
the need to approve this now. |
would like to sec a petitioner bring
(t 1o us,” he explained.

But member Peter Hoadley sald
the buildings are designed to keep
odors contalned, and besldes,
Main Street developer James Chen

has other interesied partles Jook-
ing at the site near Vie's for a
brewery. The ordinance should be
passed before they even get as far
as the commission,

Member Eda Weddingion didn't
necessarily oppose the idea but
said the odor and traffic from ship-
ping and recelving leads lo prob-
lems.

| don't think the TC (town cen-
ter) district is the appropriate
place for this,” she said.

She sald cven the Big Buck
Brewery in Gaylord, which steering
commiltee members visited to
rescarch the idea, was placed out-
side of the city’s downtown for the
specific reasons she clted.

Anyway. she suld, she read ani-
cles recently that sald “this fad has
already reached it's peak and is on
a downward trend,”

Vrettas opposed the Idea for

soclal and moral reasons, saying a
micro-brewery lsn't conduclve to
Main Streel’s family atmosphere.

“1 just dor’t want a brewery as
an example of what's good for my
family,” he said.

The approved ordinance allows
the two types of buslness into the
Maln Street area with many
requirements including:

+ No oulside beer tent allowed
outside with the exception of festi-

* No micro-brewery shall be
located closer than 2,500 feet of
another micro brewery.

“We're serious about making
that area real nlce,” said Al Lowe,
executive director of the Rao
Group.

The preliminary plan was
approved back in November and
since then Metro Cell has cleaned
up the bullding and Lhe small par-
cel of land surrounding it. Also,
lwo of the four entrance ways have
been deteted.

Although initial plans required
litle tmprovement or change to the
buiiding itself, Metro Cell and city
consultant Brandon Rogers came
up with a plan to Include more
brick on the facade of the building,
in addition {o colorful awnings.

Lowe sald Metrp Cell hired

architects and landscapers to real-
ly spruce up the place land and
redesign the bullding.

“I've got more trees (to go) on
that property than the Hiawatha
Farest,” said Lawe.

Lowe also eased concerns from
cily about the need for a sidewalk
on the property that could connect
to the nearby shopping center. He
said there will be a walkway in
place in the Spring.

Before Metro Cell bought the
property, there was little hope for a
sidewalk and the city was unsuc-
cessful at gaining an easement to
put in a wallway.

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Term limits spur

For decades, experts on state
‘unlversity funding have sald there
ought to be a formula; that higher
education budget bills should be
decided hy something more than
the brute strength of alumni
grougs.

Now Wayne State University
President David Adamany says
lawmakers need to do it soon
because term Hmits are taking
effect in 19Y8.

“With term limits, Institutional
memory will disappear from the
stale capitol, and funding arrange-
meniy are Nkely to become highly
unpredictable and even chaotle,”
Adamany told the Senate Appro-
priations subcommitiee on higher
cducation an Feb. 17 in Ann
Arbor, It was the flrst hearing on
Gov. John Engler's much-praised
“plan to boost ald to four-year col-
leges by 5 percent to $1.37 billion.

Michigan voters in 1992 amend-
ed the constitution {o Hmit sena-
tors (o two four-year terms and
representatlves to three two-year
terms. For many representatives,
1998 will be their last year in
office.

“We will regret the day we voted
ity term lmits,” agreed panel chair
John J.H. Schwarz, R-Battle
Creek, a graduate of both W5U
and the University of Michigan,
and a kind of folk hero to universi-
ty prestdents,

“There will be a loss of insttu-
ttonal memory,” Schwarz added.
"We've made the governer a pro-
consul (a Roman military district
ruler}, We're giving inordinate
pawer to the professtonal staff and
bureaucracy.”

NON-POLITICAL FORMULA?

State Rep. Kirk Profit, D-Yps!-
lanti, who sat in on the sesslon,
took a hard Jook at the politics of
university budgets, asking: “Can
you envision a formula that
doesn’'t reflect the palitical
strength of Michigan State and
Western Michigan universities?”

“Hope springs cternal,” replied
Adamany. “MSU's and Western's
advantage are doomed by the vot-
ers. ‘The incentive (Lo write a math-
ematical formula) are more power-
ful than they've cver been.”

Adamany had an idea for a for-
mula: "Instead of allocating by the
institution, we should fund by the
program.” One part of the formula
would be the number of students
secking doctoral, master’s and
bachelor's degrees. Ancther part of
the formula would be the cost of
different kinds of instruction -
more for elinical and laboratory
programs, less for traditional lec-
ture-textbook programs.

Currently Michlgan glves some
tecognition to the so-called
Carnegle rankings: research, doc-
toral, baccalaureate. “The Carnegle
rankings were never meant to be a
funding formula and never will
be,” sald Schwarz.

“l absolutely agree,” sald
Adamany. "It tells you how many
MA degrees are granted but not
the program.”

TAX CREDIT PANNED

Both Adamany and lame-duck
U-M President James Duderstadt
pratsed the Engler budget as being
the most gencrous to higher edu-
cation In years, exceeding con-
sumer price inflation (about 2.8
percent).

Duderstadt, Adamany and
Schwarz all agreed the state
should repeal the tuitton tax credit
- a law Schwarz said he regretted
voting for. It gives a tax credit of
$250 a year for each of four years
to [amilles of students attending
universities that keep their tuition
hikes below the CPI rate of infla-
Hon.

In 1995-6, only four of Michi-
gan's 15 public universitles kept
thelr rates below the CPJ: Western,
Grand Valley and Michigan State,
a’. 2.6 percent, and Lake Superior
at 2.5 percent. Families of stu-
dents at those unlversities benefit-
ted by about $12 million a year.

Eastern’s hike was 4 percent,
Wayne State's 4.1, U-M Dearborn
4.7, Oakland 5.9 and U-M Ann
Arbor 6.8.

“It's stmply not working,” said
Duderstadt. “Tuftion (Increases)
are mfluenced by stale appropria-
tions and the cost structure. The
best way to keep tuition low is to
keep the state appropriation up ~
at or below the CPL.”

“That will be a difficult political
sell,” sald Profit.

Duderstadt was happy Engler
recommended $63 million in capi-
tal projects for U-M but sald he
had asked for $16 million more -
for renovation of the Frieze, LSA,
Mason and Haven halls. In coming
years, U-M will spend more on
renovation than new construction,
he added.

PROFS SPEAK OUT

Fuil-time, tenured facully have
been systematlcally short changed,
and teaching has suffered, two
members of the American Associa-
tion of Unlversity Professors told
the panel.

Wilfred Kaplan, professor emeri-
tus of math at U-M, pointed lo
increased use of parl-timers - “a
form of exploltation,” he sald.

“AAUP is concerned that these
persons have less academic free-
dom, have no role in faculty gover-
nance, have fewer protections ...
They are often appointed by an
inadequate process, with no sys-
tematic review of qualifications.
Universities employ them lo gain
flexibility and to take advantage of
an oversupply of teachers. These
persons are universally paid less
than the tenure-track stalf of com-
parable experience.”

Professor Charles J. Parrish of
Wayne State sald full-time faculty
in Michigan have dropped in 20
years from 78.77 percent of the
total to 68.16 percent.

Parrish also complained that
tuition is growing faster as a per-
centage of university budgets, but
the money is being diverted [rom
teaching and into administration.

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Participation would depend on pay

Teen dads could stll play high
school sports - after they've paid
thelr child support ~ under a con-
troversial bill passed by the Michl-
gan Senate.

“Having a child at any age s a
tremendous responsibility, both
from a moral and a financtal
stand point,” said sponsor Mike
Rogers, R-Howell. °[ don't believe
It's too much to ask a student par-
et {o make financial support their
No.l prority, even at the expense
of extracurrcular activities.”

Widely reported as a “pay to
play” measure, Rogers’ Senate Bill
769 actually applies to all school
extracurricular activities, not Just
hasketball. [t's part of a two-
dozen-bill package reforming
Friend of the Court procedures,

The Friend of the Court, the
office which handles child suppoert
payiments in paternity and divorce
cases, would use the law when the
student dad falls four wecks or
more behind in support payments.
FOC would send a notice to the
schoal that the parent Is prohibit-
ed from extracurricular activities

All arca senators supported the
measure except David Honjgman,
R-West Bloomlield, who was
absent. Voting no were one west
side Republican and threc
Democrats from Detroit and Flint,
Opponents were silent during floor
debate Feb, 7,

SR 769 now goes to the House.
If approved and signed by the gov-
ernor, it would take effect Aug. 1.

Many FOC officers opposed the
measure, saying high school stu-
dents generally can't afford to pay
much. State gutdelines call for
weekly support of $8 for non-cus-
{odial parents with incomes of $50
a week.

“The FOC would Incur minimal

administrative costs for providing
notificatlon Lo the principal of the
high school,” according to a Senate
Fiscal Agency analysls. There was
no estimate of how many school-
age parents might be affected.

The Senale also gave 36-0 sup-
port to other measures In its
months-long effort to repair the
much-criticized FOC system.

and providers of conununications
equipment to rent space ... and
cooperate and share space and
facilities.”

Member Jacque Hodges said she
was not comfortable asking them
to share towers.

“This is llke telling Chrysler to
share thelr plant space with Ford,”
she explained. Demandlng that is
going above and beyond the ordi-
nance, she added,

Commissioners voted 8 to 1 to
send the issue to the implementa-
tion conmunitiee for further review.

They don't
want to invest that kind of money
when someday the towers may not
be necessary.

*It's an incredible indusiry,” said
Al Lowe, of Metro Cell Security,
which uses Ameritech tower sta-
tions. “Pretty soon you won't be
worried about the cell towers.”

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How many hospitals
does one town need?

Just how many hospitals does a
town like Novi need?

Readers of course know that Provi-
dence Hospital has been trving for
some time to convinee the state 1o let
it mave 200 beds from its Southiicld
facitity to the Providenee Park Medical
Center in Novi. That wonld make
Providence Park a full-blown hospital,

Now Sinal Hoespiial is getting into
the aet too. Sinai has reeently subimit-
ted plans lo the city lor construction
of i 300-bed haspital at Meadowbhrook
and Twelve Mile roads, 1 plans to
develop the 40-acre parcel in four
pliases, but the Planning Commission
has not yel sel a time 1o review the
proposal.

it might be hard to make a convine-
ing argument to some Novi residents
that these are not posilive develop-
ments. After all, they would have clos-
er access 1o more fuli service medical
care. There is always a “peace ol
mind” factor in having a hospital
close by, And of course when vou
need one, you want to be at one “right
now.” .

There has also been a vision of Novi
as a self-contained town. The city has
sought to develop a Main Steeet-like
shopping district. a goal il seems to
be very close to reaching, And il
fought to bring the local courthoose
here. Hospitals are seen as an inle-
gral component of a [ull-biown town.

But we would urge Novi residents,
and especially those in positions to
make decisions. lo step back and give
the maller some extra thought. It's a
cost containment issue as well. 1 the
medical community overbuilds ils
facilitics. it's us - health care users -
who will ultimately pay the price.

That of course is the basis of the
state’s “cerlilicate of need” policy.
Since health care is “third party pay”
sysiem - insurance covering the costs
of services rather than the consumer
him or herself. it is often tough to
keep costs under control. "Competi-
tion” has only a marginal impact on
health care because of that third
party pay system,

And of course the costs of facilitics
are passed on to the consumers, by
way of additional charges on medical
bills, and then through the insurance

velomnt

company via premiums. That's why
the stale puts proposed new medical
facilitics through a process to deter-
tine if they are needed,

Providence was recently rejected by
the stale in its efforts to get a cortifi-
cate of need to move those 200 beds
from Southlicld. The state determined
the region is already “overbedded.”
Providenee of course is appealing the
decision to a judge.

And now Sinai is talking about 300
additional beds.

Novi already has close proximily Lo
a Jull-service hospital in Farmington
Hills. and another in Livonia. Not far
away, to the north, is vel another hos-
pital which has plenty of room lor
growth in its patient load.

The metropolitan area used to have
a regional planning panel thal
reviewed such requesls and issued
recommendations on whether they
should be approved. But that panel
has long since been isbanded. Thal's
too bad. because it would be useful
today.

Perhaps it is time for Novi to take
up the reigns ol regional health care
planning and see what can be done to
bring some schse {o the issue, I that
many hospitals are interested in
tocating facilities in this area, maybe
it would be in this area’s best interest
o examine why.

Perhaps Novi coutd lead the way
toward reviving the idea of regional
health care planning, coordinaling
with other communitics in the area to
look over these expansion proposals
and attempt to determine if they are
justificd.

When it comes Lo an issue like
health care, looking no further than
Novi's borders could cost our commu-
nity dearly in the not too distance
future.

Getting something from county

If Novi had to wait for Oakland
County lo take care of matlers here ...
well ... we'd be waiting a good long
time.

Case in poinl: roads. Yes, the coun-
ty Road Commission is supposed (0
take care of major roadways here
other than slate roads, bul Novi gels
scant attention from the commission
... at teasl not nearly enough to meel
the demands put on Novi roads by the
fast-paced development here. To be
fair. the Road Commission is strapped
for cash so it doesn't really give any of
the communities the atteniion they
deserve. Nonetheless, Novi has had to
pass a road improvement tax and is
rtow looking at atiempting a second.

Another case in point: parks. The
closest county park to Novi is an
undeveloped parcel in Lyon Township
which was purchased more to save a
Blue Heron rookery than to serve Novi
residents. Not that there is anything
wrong with saving herons, but Novi
residents get little recreational use
out of it. Then there is the Glen Oaks
park over on Orchard Lake Road.
Who goes there?

In the case of parks too, Novi put
together a bond issue and went out
and bought more than 300 acres of
its own for parks.

So you might find it odd that Coun-
ty Commissioner Kay Schmid, R-Novi,
has taken up a post on the county
Parks and Recreation Commission.
She was appointed recently to serve a

ierm on that panel. Might not her
lime be spent somewhere better?
Might not her efforts be spent on an
area of county governiment Novi resi-
dents use?

Actually. we see it as a good move
on her part. Where beiter to influence
the county's policy-making in order to
bring county parks and recreational
services 1o Novi? It's the old "if you
can't beat ‘em, join ‘em” philosophy.
And hopefully her efforts will bring
more of a return on county ax dollars
paid by Novi residents.

Actually, Novi's plight is one shared
by many other southern Oakland
Counly communities. The county
parks panel has long since recognized
that its 11-park system is largely con-
centrated in the north, where land
has been more affordable. And the
parks panel. to its credit, has been
attempling lo bring more service to
the southern reaches of the county.
including Novi.

So we see the appointment as good
news. The county is not likely to give
our tax dollars back anytime soon, so
Novi might as well make use of the
services the county parks system can
provide to them,

And it seems (o us that in this posi-
tion Schmid can serve as a liaison
between the community and the
county to help figure out what can be
done to better deliver parks and
recreation services here.
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A step in the ri

School Proficiency Test?

As many Northville parents
of high school juniors already
know, the nightmare that
state officials are calling a
proficiency test will be thrust
upon your sons and daugh-
ters over a five day period. March 4-8.

Simply put. school officials maintain that the test
is a good one. They agree that the test is hard, but
fair, and most officials will tell vou that it should be
a quite a challenge for our students.

When the state Legislature recently mandated the
new test. they also set the month of March as the
timeframe in which high schools would test the stu-
dents. What happened next was close to chaos. as
school officiats all across the slate scrambled 1o find
a way 1o fit 15 hours of testing into an already tlight
scheol schedule.

At Northville High School the problem is com-
pounded by a facility that already struggles with an
overcrowding problem,

So the question our administrators had to answer
was ~ how do we develop a testing environment that
will maximize the success of juniors taking the test,
and at the same time minimize disruption to the
overall educational program?

No easy task. I can assure you, and you could

Following
completion of that day’s exam. juniors would break
for lunch, and then begin their regular classes.

While all that is happening. the schedule for lresh-
man, sophomores. and scniors will be drastically
altered. Those students will begin first period classes
al 10:35 a.m., and will be dismissed al 2:05 p.m.
Each class period will last 30 minutes.

There will be facilities available for students who
want to arrive at 7;30 a.m.. but in all realitv the
entire week will be essentially wasted as far as anv
quality educational programming is concerned. )

40,000 workers. or 13 percent of its work-

force. The brass also are giving thousands
ol current non-union workers a lwo-page
form on which to list their credentials.

“The idea is thal everybody has been
asked to slep out into a parking lot."” said
AT&T spokesperson Adele Ambrose. Addecl
an AT&T human resources veep: "People
need to look at themselves as self-
employed. as vendors who come to this
company to sell their skills.”

To me it sounds like current workers.
who have been doing satisfactory jobs for
decades, are being told to apply for their
jobs all over again. As the Times writer put
it, “Critics say the layoffs demonstrate how
modern companies treat workers as dis-
posable tools.”

The point of this column is to heighten
your political awareness. The trashing of
the skilled American white-collar worker
isn’t being discussed by the mainsiream
presidential candidates - Clinton.
