A plane swoops down from overhead: A dee-
fay enes wtape for the radio program  in the
corncr. A bridge is under construction in the
middle of the room.

It's just a typical day in room 113 at Novi
High School.

The Technology Carcer Cenler is a world of
i1s own. Within it is a series of simulation sta-
tions using camputer soltware and electronic
hardware lo expose students (o various career
fields and informalion abou! those flelds.

"I don' { think the main point is to put
somehody inte a career.” said teacher Dave
Haywood. "1Us (o expose them to (echinology
used in various careers.”

The entire roon is sort of like a kit. For
£385.000, provided by the Fuerst Estate, Novi
High purchased all the maierials from the fur-
nilure to the software and redesigned the

room wilh fresh paint and lighting {o match.

Haywood even added jarge green plants.

The 20 students in the class are participat-
ing in the fitsLoun »f. the course. The high
school changed what was to be a home
improverment class to the simulation course
and most ol the students are finding it a
worthwhile change.

Foreign exchange sludent Corneel Denrid-
der. a senlor, was always inlerestled in biologi-
cal science but he wasn't sure in which direc-
tion he wanted (o go.

With the exposure Lo the various sciences
through the hiolechnelogy module. now Den-
ridder has even more options to choose from
and more knowledge to base a decision upon.

“(The module] doesn'l go really deep bul it
captures all the aspects of (the field).” Denrid-
der explained.

The students rolale about cvery nine days
to a different module. The choices range from
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Fiber Optics and Lasers and Engineering and
Siress Analysis to Satellite Communication 3
and Aerodynamics. '

There's even a flight simulator, which had
even Haywood thinking “toy.” But once he saw
it for himself he realized “il’s much more than
that. I'm pretty impressed.”

The class will gel through 10 modules this
term. Next year with the block schedule, Hay-
wood says the students will probably get
through close to, if not all, 20 of them,

Council gives help to Garfield residents

Homeowners in the

Garfield/Nine Mile Road area have
gollen their message across.

Last Monday. the Novi Cily
Council agreed to several mea-
sures in an attempt to get at the
cause ol the diminished ground-
water level in the arca. A reporl
back is scheduled for carly April,

"We'll move on three fronts.
Probably the biggest concern is
possible well contamination,” City
Manager Ed Kricwall said.

In response Lo the lecal con-
cerns, Singh Development Compa-
ny, which commissioned the dewa-
tering of the area lo install a sewer
line, has hired the consulling-lirm
NTH. Kriewall described the firm
as one of the best.

"Being in the insurance busi-

ness and having a ot of lawsuils,
you can get experts to tell you uny-
thing vou wint. The good news is
that Singh is going to pay for this.
I'm conlident with our engineers
looking over their shoulders, we
can get a reasonable opinion as lo
the cause of this.” Conneil Member
Robert Schmid said.

“I'm nol an expert, but io my
mind. I'm confident this (the dewa-
tering) had to do witls the water
leaving the lake.”

For iis part. the city will:

¢ Do additional samplings on
well water, for about $1,000 per
test. Sampling will include water
laken from wells in the vicinity of
the nearby Anderson land[ill. Resi-
dents are concerned the dewater-
ing could bring leachate contami- -
nated water from the landfill into
the area of their wells.
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¢ Ask the Oakland Counly
Heafth Department Lo test the
drinking quality of the waler com-
ing from the homeowners’ wells,

* Check water samples [rom
monitoring wells already in place
at the landfill, which could provide
some indication if Jeachate, or
waler contaminated with the con-
tents of the landfil). is migraling
from the site.

* Have the city enfiineers. JCK &
Assoclates, work with the geologi-

So, he
argued, developers should not be
allowed to Increase denslty to stay
out of those designated wetlands
areas,

Council members alse noted
that the PD-i Optlon would allow
developers to bulld to flve stortes
in helght. [f the option were ellml-
nated and develapers were forced
to construct thelr complexes under
the RM multiple zoning designa-
tion, the maximum they would be
allowed is three stories.

Planners want rid

Afler moaths of passing the
tssue back and forth llke a hot
putato, the Planning Commission
had voted Feb. 21 to send yet
another recormendation to the
Novi City Council to eliminate the
option for developers locking to
balld on cerlaln properties in Nowi,

The reason: too much denslly.

The commisslon voted 7 (o 2 to
eliminite the PD-1 Option to the
multiple family ordinance and
amend that ordinance to include
environmental preservation
aptions o protect the abundance
of woodlands and wetlands on the
properties.

Multiple family allows develop-
nients such as apartments, town-
houses and condominiums, The
PD-1 option mainly applies to diffi-
cuft to develop parcels. It glves
developers the ahility to build mid-
rise, higher density dwellings in a
district otherwise restricted to low-
rise, lower denslty residential use
in exchange for environmental pro-
tections.

The downslde of allowing that
multiple density Is more traffic,
less taxes, too much building and
too many people In the section of
the city that includes the Twelve
Oaks Mall, West Osks and the
Town Center, said some commis-
sloners.

. With the current RM-1 multiple
family zoning, apartments and
condos can go In on the property
but would be less dense, restricted
to two stories, and would most
Hkely have expansive parking lots,

“The option applles only to three
remaining areas in Novi. One, the
Enclaves near Twelve Oaks is

developed. The other, a elderly care
facility near Twelve Oaks is under
development. The third Is the cor-
ner of Twelve Mile and Novi Road,
where developers want to put a
senior housing complex and
maybe some retall.

Members Glen Bonaventura and
Kim Thomas Capello opposed the
motlon because ellminating the
ordinance now ls unfair to the
Solomon Group which is expected
lo bring a proposal for three story
apartments on the property to the
table soon.

*] think we're acting premature-
ly. there are several other alterna-
tives out there,” sald Capello. He
explained the master plan is under
review and the city may find the
PD-1 is necessary, such as to
enccurage affordable housing or
senior housing.

"Deleting the PD-1 Option right
now only serves the (purpose)] of
hurting the two projects before
us,” rifered Capello,

But Chair Laura Lorenzo said it
had nothing to do with the profect
and the focus shouid only be on
the ordinance itself. “This is strict-
iy a land use issue. It 1s not site
specific,” she said.

Member Peter Hoadley said the
PD-1 Opticn s deslgned {o be site
gpecific so that’s the way to look at
it.

‘I'd like to see [the option) gone.
But I'd like to see it done in an
orderly fashion. These folks have
rights,” sald Hoadley.

Bonaventura pointed out that
three years ago when the Master
Plan was studied, the PD-1 option
was left in place so it must have
had merit.

“I sympathize with my fellow

Likewlse, Mutch and
Mltzel were the only members to
vote agalnst the call for new pro-
tections in the RM designation.

Recommendation to rem

ove PD-1 option from land parcel
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Objections lead to compromise

They called it the McKenna
Compromise.

Developers who own the land at
the corner of Twelve Mile and Nowvi
Road spent the better part of last
year drawing up plans for a 11-
building senior citizen housing
complex. For the last several
months those developers held thelr
breath while waiting to see if those
plans would be placed in jeopardy.

The Novi Planning Commission
and City Councll were scrutinizing
a multiple housing zoning option
called the PD-1 Option and decld-
ing if it should be eliminaied.

Now that City Council has voted
to keep the option, it shouldn't be
a problem. But the group was pre-
pared for the worst and had come
ap with a plan.

The Sclomon Group offered up
the McKenna Compromise last
week to the Novi Planning Com-
mission, but no hands shook on
the deal.

“We take the final version of the
McKenna and Assoclates compro-
mise and recommend to city coun-
cil to amend the PD-1 Optlon to
that compromise,” said Joseph
Galvin, representing the Solomon
Group.

The compromise keeps the basic
intention the same but states it is
“intended further to encourage
development that creates an
attractive urban residential envi-
rorunent that respects the natural

ieatures of the site and preserves
these [eatures Lo the greatest
extent possible within an urban
development.”

It would also adds language
specifying the allowance of senior
housing.

“It's not 'throw (the optlon) away
or leave as Is'" but rather put itin a
formal way to continue to progress
with a plan we've been trying to
put in place for many years,” said
Galvin.

Socleiy Hill apartments would
consist of 11 three-story buildings
looking much Hke River Oaks
Apartments on Novl Road south of
Ten Mile. The garages would be
incorporated into the bulildings so
that less space needed for expan-
sive parking lots, thus requiring
less cutting of trees and other
destruction of natural resources of
the parcel.: SRR

“We feel its a high quality devel-
opment, not overbuilding,” said Al
Paas, architect for the Solomon
Group.

The Solomon Group believes
their development belongs on that
property and that it couldn’t be
viable without the option to
increase building height and den-
sity.

Without the option and ability to
increase helght of the buildings,
Henry Sassoon, owner of the prop-
erty since 1987, says he'll have to
cut down more trees to make more
parking lois. “There's going to be
massive parking all over the

place,” he said.

“To provide the high quality and
amenities you have to bulld more
units than what the RM-1 allows,”
he explained earlier this week. He
sald if he can't use the option, the
result will be a cheaper product.

The main issue, they say, is the
group played by the rules but now
the rules may change.

“The princlple is the city should|
not eliminate its rules as to pre-
vent somebody from doing some-
thing they were assured were
aliowed under city rules,” said
Galvin.

Alan Green, of the Highland Co.
has been developing another par-
cel of land in that area that rests
partially in the PD-1 QOption site.
He defended the option and urged
commissioners to keep the option
saying it'ls a flexible and tnnova-
tive tool for the city to use.

But Andrew Mutch, a Novi resi-
dent who has been involved in the
process since the beginning and
worked with the Solomon group to
create the McKenna Compromise
sald the PD-1 option is not envi-
ronmentally sensitive and allows
too much density,

“This no longer has a place in
this community,” sald Mutch,

The planning commission was
quick to point out it had not
instructed the developer and
Mutch to work tegether on the
ordinance.

perform various tasks for the
schools. A third came (o the dis-
trict as a favor lo Lippe.

While that may have sonie peo-
ple talking, Dr. Craig Foreback,
president of the Board of Educa-
tion, said it's not unusual or
unethical to call upon former
TES0UTCES.

I don't see where there is any
problem here at all.” said Fore-
back. “Prior positive experience
with some people 1s always a pood
thing.”

Just last month, Novi schools
paid 8800 cach to consulianis
from Flint and the director of com-
munity education in Williamston.
The consultants donated the
money to their community educa-
tion programs.

The Willlamston School District
was recognized by the Michigan
Assoclalion of Community and
Adult Education as School District
of the Year in 1989 and its inter-
generational center {s nationally
recognized as a model program.

“These are people Emmett has
worked with before and il's obvi-
ously a program that works well,
The intergenerational center there
is something we would like to
emulate,” sald Foreback.

Lippe tnaintains using repulable
resources with a personal refer-
ence poses 110 problerm,

“We batted around a lot of
names,” Lippe said.

“It's a matter of who we had a
positive experience with,’” he

added.

Recently, Dan McCormick, a
nationally recognized foundation
consullant, helped the Novi Edu-
cation Foundation gel back on ils
fret. McCormick, based in
Wiiliamston, had a history of work-
ing with Lippe and dide't charge
the district nor the foundation a
penny for spending a Saturday
morning with new foundation
members.

In 1994 the district hired the
firm of Fanning & Howey, also
fromm Williamston, to destgn the
new middle school. The firm, with
a home base in Ohio, specializes In
destgning edueational feilities and
fust recently published a book en
the changing face of educationat
facilities. So far the firm received
$8150,000 [rom ihe district. By the
end of the project, the firmy will be
paid aboul $1 milllon.

Fanning & Howey was chosen
from a pool of 6 candidates with
Lippe abstaining from the f{inal
deciston. The Board of Education
appointed the firm via the consent
agenda without an oral reading or
disclosure of fves,

Al the thme, Lippe said he asked
the committee to consider the tirm
and then left the decision In the
hands of Jim Koster, assistant
superintendent of business and
finance.

I didut want to inlluence what
they wanted lo do beeause | had
worked with this firm before,”
Lippe said. "Besides, it wasn't my
decision to make hecause Jim
Koster will be the one working with
him."

Williamsion, a town of approxi-
mately 3.000 people and a school
district enrollment of 1,735 sits in

the center of the slate just nine
miles easl of Lansing.

Lippe said concerns the two dis-
Lricts can't be used for comparison
arcir’l necessary. “The communi-
ties, in the sense of the values they
hold and in terms of the value they
place on qualily education, are
somewhat similar,” he explained. “1
don’t know whether size makes
much of a difference or not.”

District to review community ed

Novi shiould go intergenera-
tional, That's what a 51,990
review of the Novi Conununily
Education program determined
last nionth.

And sehool board members as
well as conununtly education
adiministrators feel that might be a
step in the right direction,

The district was gpiven high
irirks overall by consultds Jeri
Miftlin, divectar of comtnmnity edu-
cation on Willston, and Shane
Tiedman, associate dircetor for the
National Center for Community
Education in Flint.

The pair was padd 5800 cach to
cone tu Novi, which they donated
to their respeetive community edu-
cation programs. They aceepted
only about 5380 for expenses.

Mifilin e Tiedman conchuled
inan 11 page repaort the distriet is
on the vight track.

“§ was obvious ... that the com-
mumnity is prowd of its sehools dis-
trict. It was also clear thal the
comanity values the opporiuni-
ties it had through the conmunity
education program,” the report

staled.

But the consultants also said
Novl nceds to “lake a lock at where
you may go and where you are.”

The pair visited the district for
two days, talking with 80 residents
among thermn high schoal students,
administration, serdor cilizens and
comnmumity education participants.
They presented their results In a
report and verbal presentation to
the Novi Board of Education last
menth.

“We suggest you take what we
found as a strong community edu-
calion program and came up with
arcas o move Lhal the next step
forward,” Miillin told the board.

Communily education Is mostly
scif-sustaining through its pro-
grams and fees, the only govern-
ment money comes in for adult
education. The district spends
approximately $860,000 per year
{or enrichment courses, preschool

programs and adult education,
According to Jim Kosler, assistant
superintendent for business and
finance, the $740,000 in revenue
comes from program fees and fed-
cral and state mondes. The distriet
fills in the gap.

Mifflin and Tiedman found that
most people found the program to
be well respected, well-run, weli-
priced and that if offered a varjety
of programs. The winler/spring
catalog Includes nearly 200 pro-
grams.

One thing residents, particularly
senlor cltizens, suggestied was (o
hold more daytime classes. In
additian, residents asked for more
opportunitics for youth classes.

What Mifflin and Tiedman really
wanled was Novi (o take a closer
look at how community education
1s viewed and make a stronger
commitment to it,

“Community education js about
people of all ages.” Tiedman said.
“If we're going to call oursclves
community schools its imporiant
to look at all ages.”

Particularly, the duo showed a
videotape of a combination middle
school, city and parks and recre-

suggestions but fell the district
already accomplishes a lot with
the program. -

“We do a pretly good job already
in sharing with the community,”
said Grorge Kortlandt, “Our fund-
ing is just K-12. That's all the gov-
ernment glves us and while we'd
like to do those things that costs
money.”

But Miiflin said not to let that
stand in the way.

*l think money isn't the barrier
we sometimes think it 1s,” she
offered. '

Mifflin also suggested the dis-
trict work more closely with the
city to avoid duplication in pro-
gramming, leave the school build-
Ings open [or more hours of use
and hiring someone part-time to
oversee extra hours and increasing
membership and the importance of
the advisory council. '

The review did spur some excite-

ational facllity open 7 days a week
in a Florlda school districl.

In addition, Mifflin gave the
example of an intergenerational
center In Willtamston that caters
to residents from birth to the aged.

Courts’ literacy program
holds great potential

[t probably won't come as a surprise
Lo anvone thal rate of functional illiter-
acy is disproporticnately high among
the residents of Oakland’s jailhouse in
Pontiae when compared to the overall
coumidy population.

Nor is it a great leap of logic that the
inahility to read might have something
to do with getting in trouble with the
law. If vou can’t read. it's pretly tough
in today’s society to hold a job, That
MY CAUse some economic pressure Lo
commit crimes. Bul certainly, if they
can't read and therefore don'l have
jobs. they have a great deal more time
on their hands 1o cause mischiel and
land themselves in fail.

Often the solution proposed is get-
ting offenders jobs. to climinate that
need o commit crimes {o support
themselves. But Geocge Miller, Director
ol Oakland County's Department Com-
munily Correetions, tells the story of
aone young adult offender who was
given jobs three times. Inevitably,
when she was given a new job, she'd
be assigned to the cash register. Bul
not only was she illiterate, court offi-
cials learncd ltater, she also couldn't
count. So she inevitably failed at each
of her court-arranged chances for
employment.

It is often not enough (o get
offenders jobs. Sometimes they have to
be given the skills to succeed al those

jobs.

‘That's what lead to the creation of
the Reading to Reduce Recidivism pro-
gram, known as The 3 Rs Project, It is
a coalition of couris. including Novi's

.own . 52-1. Distriet Court and the Oak-

land County Circuit Couri and Probate
Court. Also in on the program will be
the Sheriff's Department. the Depart-
ment of Community Correctlions, Oak-

_land Schools, the Eton Academy and

the Michigan Dyslexia Institute.

The idea is assign tutors Lo offenders
onc-on-one 1o work with them at
improving their reading. This way, the
program can be designed specifically

OCC needs

This year. especially, excellent candi-
dates arce needed for the Oakland
Communily College Board of Trustees.

At lcast one board member. chair-
man Douglas Wakefield of Southfield.
is retiring. Another, Sandra Ritter of
Waterford, has served three terms
totaling 18 vears and may well be tir-
ing.

The OCC hoard is heavy with public
employees endorsed by public employ-
ees unions. This is not to say they are
had.

What kind of balance?

* Voters last June boosted the bud-
get by more than one-third to nearly
$100 million. A lot of building renova-
tion will be going on for the next seven
vears. Candidates who know construc-
tion and have worked with architects
and know coniracts would be useful.

* It is fashionable to debunk lawyers,
but the fact is that OCC hasn't had a
lawver on its board for some years. A
lawyer would be useful in helping the
two-year college in its dealings with
contractors, suppliers and the 800
employees. most of whom are repre-
sented by unions.

s OCC's 30,000 students are either
a) recent high school graduates who
plan to move on to a four-year univer-
sity or b) older persons coming to learn
a job skill. Trustees with knowledge of
the job market will help as the college
renovates its curriculum for the Infor-
mation Age.

The board will have five women as
holdover trustees. One or two men
would add balance, though that is far
from our top consideration. The north-
ern and western acres of Oakland
County have rarely produced candi-
dates and are under represented. But
geography, like gender, is a minor con-
sideration.

Objective decision makers who know
buildings. contracts and the job mar-

| ovnmnt -

for them and can concentrate on their
weaknesses and their needs.

It is not yel clear how successful it
may be. After all. the offenders most
likely to be candidates for {he program
will be first or second time offenders
who commil non-violent crimes.
They're likety to draw no more than 90
days in jail. And while they will likely
get two years or so of probation, and
participation in The 3 Rs Project is to
be a condition of their probation, that
is still a short time (o teach a skill as
complex as reading,

Nonetheless. according to local resi-
denl Laurel Johnson, who will be the
volunteer director of The 3 Rs Project,
with one-on-onc tutering and a pro-
gram designed specifically for them,
offenders may well be able to make |
very rapid progress at developing their .
reading skills.

So far, 30 have signed up on a volun-
teer basis to tutor 25 adult offenders
and five juveniles. More will definitely
be needed. Te get an application form,
call (810) 858-004 1.

This is an important program. It is
especially nice 1o see it piloled by the
local courts, which {rankly are getling
quite a reputation for their progressive
approach to sentencing and rehabilita-
tion,

It aiso exciting to see a local resident
al the helm of such a program.

Congratulations are in order for all
who have pul time in to get the project
underway. We would urge others to
join in. The more help such a program
gets, the more it can accomplish.

There was an altempt to recall the
board members who in October fired
Dr. Patsy Calkins as chancellor. It fiz-
zled. But that doesn't mean the firing
was abjectively done, wisely handled or
adequately explained. As we said at
the time, the proper place to settle the
malter is at the polls next June 10.

Meanwhile. the board has hired its
first internal person as chancellor -
Richard Thompson, a pro who is popu-
lar for many reasons. We would expect
future board members to be supportive
of Thompson. who faces a massive
building and rebuilding job. both in
physical facilities and in internal orga-
nization.

To be on the June 10 ballot, candi-
dates must coliect at least 50 and not
more than 200 signatures of registered
voters. Petitions should be filed by 4 !
p.m. of deadline day with Deanna |

George A. Bee district office. 2480
Opdyke, Bloomfield Hiils. Candidates
also must file two coples of an affidavit
of identity.

Winners of the June 10 election
have six-year terms ending June 30,
2002. Trustees serve without pay.

Michigan Democerats will have "Uncom-
mitted” on their March 16 caucus ballots,
too, in case anyone is less than fully
enchanted with Bill Clinton.

The idea ol voting for NOTA - "none of
the above” = has a bit of support. House
Bill 4794, sponsored by state Rep, Greg
Kaza, R-Rochester Hills. would allow a
NOTA oplion. To get it through committec,
Kaza had it amended fo apply only to his
42nd House District in the Aug. G primary.
If it happens. the NOTA vote would be only
advisory.

"In an idea world.” Kaza said. "if NOTA
got enough votes, the election would have
to be conducted over again.”

NOTA is supported by Ted
Bohlen of Plymouth ane Vicky Becman of
Novi, hoth active in Ross Perot’s United We
Stand America movement.

women.

Almost half of all women over age B0 will
experience bone fraclures due to oslcoporosis.
One-third of women age 65 and older have ver-
lebral [spinal} fractures, the most comnion

Most women don'l realize they might have
osteoporosis until a bond fracture occurs
because the disease progresses so slowly, Once
a bone does break, osleoporosis is a painful,
disabling, and often devastating discase.

Bones are formed over a lifetime. wilh peak
‘bone mass achieved by the late 30s or eatly
40s. Age-related bone loss is a universal phe-
nomenon hat begins around menepause. Peak

These nemological effects can fast from min-
utes Lo hours, Leber says,

While the wajority of ehildlood migraines
canse emporary discomtort al best and neavo -
logical inpairment ot worst, ey can. in rare
cases, catse permanent dinnage.

“The most dangerous thing aboul wigraines
is that on a rare oceasion they can canse
strokes,” Leber says, “The incidenee ot stroke (s
very low, but il does happen. particuliarly with
hasilar migraines,”

A basilar migraine is o severe headache at the
back of the head that affects the brain stem
and can cause a loss ol vision and arrhiythunia,
or andrregular heartheat. According o Leber,
hecause ol the danger of these migraines, whicl
are most common in adolescent girls, they
should be freated by o doctor even alter only
otle or two episodes.

As with many things that ocenr in the wan-
decland of the hrain. the exact cause of
nigraines is unclear. What is known, through,
is that up to 9 pereent of sucly cases are
hereditary. Neurologists helieve that during «
migraine, chemicals {neuropeptides) are
released in the walls of (he blood vessels al the
base of the brain. This release causes an
inflammation ol the blomd vessels that results
in head pain.

Between 5 and 20 pereent of all migraines

hone mass, therelore, is a eracial factor in a
wanars ultimate risk ot developing osteoporo-
sis,

It is comnon knowledpe (hat children under
age 12 need calcium daily for growing strong
hones. But it is less knewn that between the
ages of 10 and 12 half of one’s adull skeletal
mass is formed. or thal during the adoleseent
growlh spurt the amount of caleium in the
hones triples. Or that starvation diets during
adolescence can give a 16-vear-old the hone-
health of a 70-year-old. Or that bones may still
be growing throughout one's 40s.

Bones are remodeied throughout one's life-
Llime, with continual loss and addition. Factors
that accelerate the rate of hune loss or slow the
rale of gain increase the risks of vsteoporosis,
such as extreme weight loss. complete bed rest,
a calcium-peor diet, physical inactivily, and
smoking and alcohol use. Reducing these modi-
fiable risks at cach stage of life is the best
insurance for having strong, healthy bones at
every age.

Hormonal status is another eriticat risk factor
for bone health and is as important for
nieriopausal women as it is lor their adolescent
daughters, Very low body a1 resulting [rom
high levels of physical activity and/or slarvation
diets can delay menarche, the initiation of regu-
lar menstrual periods. preventing the produc-
tion of sufficient amounts of hormaones to main-
tain good hane health.

Diet and physical artivity are central to bone

hiwve elear wiggers, sach as mills, chocalale op
the Tavor-entameer monosadiveny glulanate, or
MSEG, commonly used by Chinese restiaoants,
Menstruation, hewd mfury or o change in sleep
habits can sa lead 1o an episode,

For s child saspected of having migraines,
the common form ol disgnosis is a clinical one,
matching the patient’s complainls 1o a kwndry
list of vemmon svimptoms. But often the diag-
nosis s an exclusionarny one, ruling out nere
serious conditions such as meningitis angd
hrain runiors,

It s determined that a child is indeed suf-
tering frome migraines, there are several (read
mentapproaches aphyvsician nay recomniend.

While there are many drogs available for ehii-
dreqr with frequent headacties, the one mnost
commonly used is o bleod pressure nedicine
called propanolol. whicli nuy be taken regudarly
lor =ix months or longer. Propanolol van have
side effects, thoagh, ranging from decreased
heart ride and exercise fatigue to mood swings.

Another new drng on the market, Imitrex, is
the Tirst designed specifically te targel
migraines. However, it is approved presently
only [or adults,

When a child is in the midst ol an episode,
often the best Torm of immedinte rediel is sleep.
“Sometimes all they need is o nap and then
they are fine.” Leber savs, Other treatments
stuch as bioleedback and hypnosis hive proven
etfective. as has stress reduetion,

Not surprisingly many kids find that their
migraines get better in the summer - when
there's no sehool,

healthy al every stage ol Life, hul certainly both
ol these faetors change as we ade - most of us
don’t cat the same foods and in the same
armounts as we did when we were childeen nor
are we s aclive as we were then,

Other things alse change as we age, including
the development of chronic discases such as
high bleod pressare. Medications taken for
such diseases can alter bone health and there-
fore are important to consider when evaluating
one’s overalf risk,

For women, the reprodurtive years, including
the number ol pregnancies. breast-feeding his-
tory and prenalal diet can play an important
role in bone health going into menopause.
Whether one took oral cortraceptives before
menopause and for how fong, as well as one's
lifelong dietary habits also affect bone health.

Some risk lactors, sueh as racial backgronnd,
cannol be changed: however, the greater one's
non-modifiable risks, the maore important it is
to make every cffort to reduce as mmany medili-
ahle risks as possibie.

Although every woman's overall risk for
osteoporosis increases with age, it is never loo
late lo improve bone health and decrease the
risks [or building pood bones.
