Detroll Edison had no esti-
mate Wednesday how long it would take to
restore power.

Local roads and freeways 1-96, 1-696 and I-
275 were the scenes of numerous rollover and
multiple-car accidents Wednesday morning as
commuters braved the ice and snow covered

roads.

“There were all kinds of accidents, lots of
accidents,” Northvilie State Police post com-
mander Lt. Shelby Slater saild Wednesday
morning. “[i's just extremely hazardous out
there. We're advising people that unless you
have to go somewhere just stay home.”

Nowi police sald they saw about half a dozen
accidents Wednesday morning and indicated
it was consistent with what the weather typi-
cally brings.

At about 9:45 a.m., police responded to a
train and car collision al ihe Novl Road rail-
road tracks south of Grand River Avenue.

Kirk Jeffrey, 42, of Howell, said he was driv-
ing southbound on Novi Road and couldn't
see the flashing lights of the railroad signals
because they were covered with snow.

Dlspatch contract provokes anger in Northville

It began with ene simple flver,
distributed throughout the com-
munity. and ended in a packed
Northville City Courieil chambers,
where more than 150 angry resi-
dents expressed their displeasure
over a praposed police dispatch
and Jock-up contract with the city
of Novi.

For the past year, Northville city
offictals have been exploring the
feasibility ol arranging for police
dispatel: and lock-up services with
Novi. and the council mel lasi
week in a study session to discuss
the ongoing negoliations - no ofli-
cial decision was made al thal
time, according to city officials.

What happened next resulte in
a chain-reaction. Northville resi-
dent Roxanne Caslerline sunehiow
hearl aboul the negotiations. and
immediately circulated {lyers to
residenis explaining the ramilica-

. tions of such a plan.

“It all has to do with pereeption
and it has lo do with providing
basic services to the community.”

she said, "I helieve that those ser-
vices - police and fire protection -
should renuain the responsibility of
the city.”

That simple Over became the
catalvst that drew the huge crowd
(0 the couneil meeting. Although
(he item was nut on Lhe agenda for
action, Northville Mavor Chris
Johason and the members of the
council heard two hours of con-
rerns.

“1 would like to state for the
record that (e council has not
made  final decision on this mat-
ter,” he saud. “We are at the stage
where we are exploring the possi-
hility.”

Johmson added that if the city
were Lo contract with Novi, the city
ol Northville would realize a signifi-
cant cost savings. According to a
budget analysis provided by city
officials, Northville could save
about $1.3 million over a 10 year
period by contracting the dispateh
and lockitp functions.

“We could realize significant cost
savings, along with some changes
to the delivery of service,” Johnson

said, “Currently the city is facing
revernae limitations, and this coun-
cil is adways exploring ways 1o save
tax dollars.”

City Manager Guary Word
explained other advantages as
well.

"Besides the cost savings, the
city would be able to enhance ser-
vices 1o the residents.” he said.
Word added that the disadvantage
to conlracting would be funding
the start-up costs - such as new
raclio equipmerit - and some slight
changes in procedures.

"We're not anticipating a fuitjon
increase for 1966-67," Jarson
added.

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Two were
responsible
for string of
robberies

It was the end of the line lasi
week for two gas station robbers
who have hit more than a dozen
area stations, Including two in
Novt, I recent weeks.

The two men, Brian Jeffrey
Whitehead, of Plymoeuth, and
Albert Leon Dubenko of Detroit
were arrested March 12 after Novl
and sumrounding area pollce coop-
eratively targeted the lwo men,
sald Novi Det. Victor Lauria,

"As soon as we realized there
were a number of rebberles in the
area with the same methad of
‘operation, we began networking
with  other investigations,”
explained Laura,

Whitchead. 45, and Dubenko,
41, were caught in a metro-area
pollee surveillance sling as officers
walted for the two men at & Detroit
party store where they had been
cashing in stolen lotlery tickets,

“[t was good police work on their
part and we gat our guys,” said
Laurfa.

Police sald the men were com-
nitting the robberics te support
cocaine and heroin hablts.

Since then, Whitehead and
Dubenko have been making the
tounds to various courthouses for
arralgnment on charges of rob-
‘beries In Canton, Northlield and

Lyrmm Townships as well as West-
land, Livenia and Washtenaw
County. according to police.

The palr were expected to be
charged with two Novl gas station
robberies this week.

Nov! police allege that on the
night of Feb, 5 Whitechead followed
an attendant into the cashier's sta-
tion of the Mobile gas statton at
Hapgerty Road and Grand River
Avenue, The man appeared to have
a gun in hils pocket and told the
attendant to give him the money
from the drawer. He then ordered
the attendant to lay down on the
floor. He got away with S312.

On Feb, 9, also at night, pollee
allege that Whitehead pointed a
revolver through the cashier’'s win-
dow at the Mobile station at Novi
Road and Grand River Avenue.
‘The cashler handed over 8833,

Dubenko allegedly was the get-
away driver,

Armed robbery is a felony in
Michigan, carrylng a penalty of up
10 life imprisonment. In addition,
cach man is charged with the use
of a fircarm during the commis-
ston of a felony, which carries a
two-year prison hitch upeon convic-
tion.

Dubenko also is charged with
being a habitual ¢riminal offender,
also a felony under state law. Any-
one with a felony conviction can be
convicted of it once found guilty of
another felony offense. In
Dubenko's case - he has three
felony convictions - the penally
could be life in prison.

The two were arralgned on
March 14 in 35th District Court
for a Northville Township incident
and for robberles that occwred in
Canton Townshlp. Judge John
MacDonald enlered not guilty
pleas for the men. Bail was sct at
$50,000 for each man, which they
havert’t been able to post.

“It doesn’t seem thatl things like
concerts, art fairs, things of that
nature provided a steady revenue
base. What seemed {o provide a
good revenue was food sales,”
Adams explained.

The lakes property proposal
could end up as a ballot issue,
Mayor Kathleen Mclallen said. In
30 days, the city council will dis-
cuss the issue,

Sometime this year, the city
council 1s expected to decide just
how many times it will ask volers
1o hike their own taxes. As well as
the banquet hall, on the list of
possible ballot issues are a millage
Increase for the police and fire
departments and bonding issues
for a swimming pool complex and
for a new road lmprovement
program.

“The councll is geing to have
quite a challenge in packaglng
these proposals or even deciding
what we're going to support.”
McLallen sald.

“Several people, Inciuding
myself, are against somelhing
belng done on the (casino} land.”

Adams explained that the com-
munity rooms at the Novi Civic
Center are now used to capacity
and the banquet hall would pro-
vide additonal space.

Included In the proposed pack-
age would be a playscape, a board
walk along the lake and a pier, a
picnic area, gazebo, fountain and
an gutdoor concert shell, The ban-
quet hall would be available for
weddings and other rentals.

Some parks and recreation com-
misstoners wereni't sure that this

fitted into the city's park plans.
However, the casine site is nol now
within their jursdiction.

The money isn't there to develop
existing city parks, sald Parks
Comumission Rebert Phetffer.

“To use this as a city recreation
arca, we would need something to
sustain the funding. We turn away
a number of Civic Center would-be
users,” he sald.

Not enough money Is avallable
to fully develap Retary Park and
the new Community Sports Park,
Parks and Recreation Cormnission
Phil Koneda said.

“Rotary Park Is in the one of the
most populous areas of the city.
We would like to sec that park
completed before we build a new
one,” he added.

It's been sald the first broken
window that goees unfixed in a
community is the first sign of
decay.

Novi police are working toward
keeping all windows intact, and
one of the factics they are using is
getting the communily to take a
part in fighting crime.

“Law enforcement can't do it on
its own,” Novl Police Chief Dou-
glas Shaeffer sald. "It takes the
whole community.”

Shaefler said crime Is increasing
at a jow rate despite the boom in
population, but in the future there
will need to be close attention to
maintaining a high level of integri-
1y on the city.

“The communily has to share in
that and address this crime,” Sha-
cffer sald,

Using the latest buzzword in law
enforcement, community policing,
the department is intent on geling
people and officers in touch with
cach other.

Novi police are using scveral
methods to accomplish that goal.

Officers are required to get clos-
er 1o the resldents of the cily by
getting out of their cars and talk-
Ing with people on the street.

Officers also pay visils 1o home-
owner’'s associations, schools and
businesses {o share information,
safety tips and hear concerns.

Shacffer said when the commu-
nity Is informed about crime it can
help in the fight against crime by
just belng knowledgeable. Thatl's
why the department shares crime
siatistics and other information
with community groups.

"S0 they know what's taking
place in the community, so they
can work on il (00,” he explained.

Shaeffer said the depariment is
still exploring new ways it can
efiectually use community policing
in Novi but clted several incidenis
where the cooperation has already
worked in the last year.

Securtty companies at Twelve
Qaks Mall and the surrounding
shopping centers developed a pro-
gram with police that resulted in a
teamn effort to prevent and stop
crime in that area.

“We brought the securty compa-
nies together so now when one
store has a problem we all rush to
resolve it for the collective good,”
explained Shaeffer.

Shaeffer also ciled the coopera-
tive effort, last April, between The
Nouvt News and his depariment on

Shapiro said he needs feels com-
pelled to bring moderate, afford-
able homes and upscale, multiple
housing to Novi and needs a high
denslly zoning to keep prices low.
The average gross density of the

Shapiro said he met with City of
Novi planning consultants as well
as planning commissioners to
work out an agreeable plan and
hear concerns last year.

After talking with the city,
Shapiro chopped his density
proposal down from 1,500 to 900
units.

shop and bookstere. Shapiro said
that side of the city nceds commer-:
clal to compete with nearby Wixom
commercial and to serve west-end
residents.

But Commissioners Gler
Bonaventura and Jacque Hodges
sald the density and commerciai
doesn't fit there.

Bonaventura doesn't want to se€
a larpe commercial or retall section
in the west end. "This community
{s based on a centrallzed commer-
cial,” he told Shapiro. “I think its
working.” '

Hodges sald she cannot sce the
benefits {o the city. "It brings
chaos io mind,” she cornmented.

Member Michelle Bonont took,
the opposite track. She said neigh-
borhood services could be impor-
tant in that area in the future but
did have concerns with density
and Shapiro’s assumption that
high tech won't work because of
freeway [rontage.

"I won't argue that low density is
better, like building one acre lots,
but the land is surrounded on
three sldes with high density

West side land can be
developed as industrial

There seems to be no end to the
hundreds of houses crected daily in
the eity of Novi.

In 1995, home permits totaled 507,
or a 30 pereent inerease from 1994,
More than a dozen new subdivisions
were given the okay to begin construe-
tion in Novi for a cambined total of 655
lots,

IU's a frenzy full of wowd., hammer
and nails pounding together the mak-
Ings of residential habitats.

But what the city isn't seeing much
of is industrial development. Only nine
industrial developments were wel-
comed into the city in 1995, City Plan-
ning Director Jim Wahl called it "stag-
nant.”

In order for a city to balance out,
have a safc tax base and survive it.
needs a variety of development within
its borders.

In 1995. the residential tax base in
Novi was 61 percent of the city's (otal
tax base. Commercial was 27 pereent
and industrial was 9.2 percent.

Lately. planners in Novi have seen
the need for industry and are ques-
tioning why Novi isn'l altracting it.

in order to combal companies turn-
ing from Novi and going into neighbor-
ing cities, Novi is beginning a close
examination of its zoning and policies.

Industry is planned for the grand
river corridor and along the railway
lines through the center of the city.

One of those spots is now threatened
to be turned into a high density multi-
ple housing development with com-

“I mercial and a small portion of high

tech industrial that would encompass
nearly 200 acres on the Novi/Wixom
horder near Twelve Mile and Wixom
Road.

Although (he parcel is currently
zoned for low-density residential hous-
ing. the intent of the planning commis-
sion and masler plan has been to
bring high tech to the site.

But the property owner, Gary
Shapiro of The Ivanhoe Companies,
says il won't work and wants it
rezoned. His reasoning is that high

oene

tech industry wants freeway frontage.

Shapiro said he's had no bites from
those types of industries as of yel. but
admitted he bought the property with
the intention ol putting in a high den-
sity residential development.

Perhaps he's right. Maybe the timing
isn't right for that location.

But that doesn’t mean it won't work
sometime in the future when our sur-
rounding cominunities are filled to the
max and industry is looking for space.
it could then be a prime location.

Building as quickly as possible isn't
necessary here in Novi. The city has
already proven to be high on the list of
popular places to live. And we think it
will remain so.

With so much of the east pari of the
city built up, the west end should be
used wiscly.

The planning commission’s plan lor
low-density, large lots in the west and
industry along the northern west-end
of the city is appropriate for Novi.

Novi needs that industrial or high
tech base. It also needs to keep the
west end as open as possible. Bringing
in a large scale residential develop-
ment there paves the way for other
developers to request rezoning too and
add to the density.

Planning commissioners and city
officials would do well to remember the
guestions and concerns raised last
year regarding the lack of industrial
development in the cily. There must be
a balance. The parcel in questicn is in
accordance with the Novi corridor plan
for industry and should remain so.

Bringing in a high density develop-
ment at this moment in lime, opens up
a whole other can of worms.

Politics costing taxpayers

It ought not come as any surprise
that politicians are spending taxpay-
ers' dollars for political reasons, but
this latest example is infuriating,

After the resignation of Sen. David
Honigman, R-West Bloomfield, the gov-
ernor has set up a special election that
could cause a scries of special elec-
tions, dominos style. Were Reps. Willis
Bullard, R-Milford. or Barbara Dobb,
R-Commerce, {0 win that election -
and 1t seems highly doubtful anybody
else can win it - there could be a sec-
ond election to fill the post they vacate.
Take the scenario that County Com-
mission Kay Schmid, R-Novi, or city
council member Bob Schmid run for
the representative’s post and win.
Then there could yet another election.

And mind you. all this with pri-
maries and generals already scheduled
for this August and November.

The cost is not small. Novi Clerk
Tonni Bartholomew puis the cost to
this city alone at $100.000. And there
are 12 municipalities in that senate
district.

Some believe the point is insure that
Bullard and Dobb will retain a place in
the state legisiature. Even Bullard
admitted the goal on the part of the
governor was likely to maintain the
GOP's clear majority in the legislature,

Neither is a goal we think cily tax-
pavers would be willing give their

money for.

The city of Novi is asking for reim-
bursement of the costs, but the state
has never done that and officials
queried this week in Lansing indicated
it is not likely to start now.

Nonetheless, community officials in
Novi and nearby towns are going to try
to make their case to the state this
week. Novi will be joining Farminglon
Hills in a press conference to protest
this wasleful process.

Bartholomew has pointed out that
there is really little point to filling the
post in a special election. The balloting
would not take place until June, about
the same time the legislature takes off
for summer break. So even with all the
expenditure, Novi and the other com-
munities of the 15th Senate district
won't get much representation in
Lansing until the fall anyway. As the
clerk put it, the expenditure in effect is
to give someone the title for the sum-
mer.

We're glad to see the local officials
are stepping up to tell the state and
the governor what they think. We'd
urge others to get in on the protest
and add their voices.

It is easy for the folks in Lansing to
start to think that politics there is all
consuming, and all important.

In reality, in this case, it is just a
waste of time and money.

Vandenberg Hall - a praject made
possible b y a $347.000 grant from
the Oakland Unliversity Founda-
tion. The college is currently
housed in two offices and a confer-
ence room in Varner Hall.

The new 1.800 square feet of
space. scheduled for completion in
September. will include a secre-
tary/reception area, director’s
olfice, meeting room and class-
room/compuler space,

“The expansion and new loca-
lion for the Honors College will
allow us to betler serve our stu-
dents.” said Brian Murphy, Honors
College director. “The new Honors
College facility will be a highly visi-
ble reminder of what we think aca-
demic excellence and :commitment
1o students are all about.”

Expansion of the Honors Col-
lege. which today serves 200 stu-
dents, will allow for the future
growth of the college and aid in
atlracting more high achieving
students.

The Hanors college suite will be
named in heonor of the late Dr.
Alvin R. Larson, a long time friend
of the university. whose gifts to the
foundation totaled more than $2.5
million,

+ Admissions and Academic
Skills Center to undergo facelift.

The Office of Admissions and the
Academic Skills Center have
received a 8531,000 grant from
the OU Foundation to renovate
their 8.500 square feet of space in
North Foundatien hall.

More than 4,700 potential stu-
dents and their families visit
admissions annually. Many even-
tually join Oakland's student pop-
vlation, which numbers a record
13.600. The skills center serves
approximately 2,500 students

each year providing tutering. spe-
cialized academic support pro-
grams, and universily- and state-
funded intervention programs. The
new look will provide prospective
sludents with a strong first
impression of Oakland and stu-
dents seeking academic assistance
with a imore positive learning envi-
ronment.

Alang with new office space and
improvements o the lobby, the
mechanical system wili be refur-
bished and movable pariitions will
be constructed. These offices wilt
be temporarily relocated when
construction begins this summer -
renovations will be completed by
September.

¢ New parking spots will keep
pace with growth.

In an effort to meet growing
demands for parking space on
campus, approximately 1,000 new
spots will be developed over the
next [our years. As part of this
expansion, 250 new spots in the
Varner Hall lots will be construct-
ed this fall for the new recreation
and athletic center, scheduled to
open in fall 1998, An additional
200 spaces will be added to the
Vandenberg Hall lots this fall.

Several existing parking lots
throughout campus will be
expanded and reconfigured in the
next four years.

“More parking spots are needed
due to an increase in enrollment
and the planned addition of the
new recreation and athletic cen-
ter,” said Susan Aldrich, assistant
vice president for eapital planning
and design. “We anticipate that
people's patterns will change, and
they will be remaining on campus
for longer lengths of time or
returning to campus to use the

new recreation facilities.”

A master plan study is proposed
during the 1996-97 year to verify
the need and location of future
parking spaces. The need for addi-
tional spots appears greatest in
the vicinity of the new Science and
Engineering Complex and Lepley
Sports Center.

* Vandenberg Dining Center
cools off.

A new air conditioning system
will be installed in Vandenberg
Dining Center in Vandenberg Hall,
which is welcome news to students
and others who use the dining hall
on a regular basis.

The 16.200-square foot dining
site provides cafeteria services to
approximately 1,200 residence hall
students as well as faculty and
staff.

Scheduled for installation this
spring. the new system will also
provide an improved environment
for summer conference atiendees,
orientation students and student
campers,

According to Residence Hall
Director Eleanor Reynalds, air
conditioning will allow the dining
center 10 increase its use through-
out the year and to become a
muiti-purpose site. “In addition to
its use as a dining area, it will also
be available to summer camp
groups and others wishing o hold
a reception or banquet. Its central
location on campus, easy access to
major thoroughfares. and adjacent
parking makes it attractive to the
university community and the
greater Rochester area,” she said.

Total cost of the project, includ-
ing design. construction, project
management and equipment will
be $404.000.

Lawmakers
wrestle with
tuition costs

Even the adjunct faculiy ave
great, and being a commuier stu-
dent lsn't so bad cither, a Unlversi-
ty of Michigan-Dearborn student
told Senate Appropriations.

“I planned on transferring to
Ann Arbor when I could afford the
extra costs,” said junior Alicla M.
Kolar, a Redford Union High grad-
uate. "But after a year at UM-
Dearborn, I knew this was where ]
wanled lo stay.”

“Qur student was a real power-
house,” said a UM-D spokesman
after the March 8 budget hearing
in Ypsilanti. Gov. John Engler is
recommending $22.1 million - a
hefty 11.6 percent hike ~ for UM-D
though only 5 percent overail for
the 15 public universities.

Kolar, a vice president of the
student government who is major-
ing in history and political sclence.
told lawmakers that students “arc
very thankful for the new buildings
that are going up on campus now,
They will give us much needed
space for labs and lecture halls.

“But we need more space. The
biggest problem a commuter stu-
dents faces regarding on-campus
facilities is space to study.”
Because of jobs and familics at
home, she sald, students need
group study space on campus.

Kolar touched a responsive
chord with lawmakers when she
talked about faculty quality. “I've
had several classes with a history
professor who is a nationally rec-
ognized expert on the Holocaust.
One of my political science profes-
sors worked in the Carter Adminis-
tration, and another is renowned
for his knowledge of Middle East-
ern affairs.

“Even the adjunct professors at
UM-D have impressive creden-
tials,” she sald, citing District
Judge Willlam Runco (a former
legisiator} and Supreme Court
Justice Conrad Mallett Jr.

“We are cost-conscious,” Kolar
said of the student body. “I'm a
full-time student, [ have a part-
time job, and 1 received some
financial aid.”

UM-D Chancellor James C.
Renick said his growing campus
has remained "student centered”
and focused on teaching. He called
Engler's budget recommendation
“‘an investment in our capacity to
continue to respond to those
needs.”

"Our enrollment has reached a
historic peak (8,200),” he said.

The ages of the people Durand
has visited are between 65 and

means to support themselves.

He has an area near his home -
an area consisting of Novi, Mil-
ford.

Then he was sent
out with another volunteer to
work in a team of two. Then he

In
cither case, the level of sugar will rise in the
blood and cause seme of the signs and symp-
roms of diabetes. Frequent urination, thirst.
hunger and extreme tiredness are some ol these
syrploms.

Peuple can successfully control their disease,
bul it takes effort to learn about and to use the
toals ol diabetes management, Education is the
mwst hasic ool of dlabetes care.

This means learning to care for the disease,
Today, we know that good control means keep-
ing blood sugars below 150 mg/ml. IL is much
nmore than taking a shot or pill - it means 1moni-
turing bloed sugar, working with a dietitian on a
meal plan that works for the individual and
working with a health care team {doctor. dia-
beles educator, dietitian, exercise physiologist
aid pharmacist). These professionuals have
exlensive knowledpe of dlabeles and can teach
the skills and knowledge necessary to lead a
healthy and happy life.

Without Lhe proper skills and knowledge, dia-
betes ean be difficult and frustrating. It can
lead to tongterm complications such as kidney
disease, eye disease, and nerve aind blood vessel
disease. However, wilth good control Lhese

ronmental factors, such as premalure loss of
one or more bahy {eeth or bad oral habits such
as continuous thumb sucking past the age of
four,

A malocclusion (bad bite} nat only can affect
your child's appearance, it can cause and con-
tribute to a variely of health problems.
