For residents along Ten Mile 
Road, a propiosal endorsed by the 
city's engineers is the $6 million 
headache. 

Sixteen years ago, before he 
purchased his Willowbrook subdi­
vision home, one of several dozen 
along the mile road. Don I^vlnson 
said he researched the future of 
the road. 

"I called the county offices. I 
went lo the city hall in No\i. They 
told us there was no plan to 
widen the road," Levinson said. 
"All of my bushes in front, all of 
my trees will be gone with this 
proposed widening. With the side­
walks, that woul(1 bring the road 
within 20 to 25 feet of my front 
door. With solne of the houses, 
it'll only be 15 feet away." 

While the citizens' Ten Mile 
Task Force has asked that the 
thoroughfare between Haggerty 
and Novi roads be left as two 
lanes with a speed limit reduced 
lo 35 miles per hour, an updated 
environmental impact assessment 
by city engineers JCK & Associ­
ates calls instead for five lanes. 

About 40 homeowners met with 
the engineers on May 1. Many 
came away less than pleased, 
said Warren Jocz, leader of the 
task force and president of the 
Willowbrook Community Associa­
tion. Jocz, an engineer, said he 
found the session "frustrating" 
and "discouraging." 

"1 think it was kind of the con­
sensus that they wouldn't answer 
some of our questions," Jocz said. 

"Some of the residents were 
quite upset ... I tried to ask cost 
questions, they would not answer 
how much they've spent to date." 

JCK is expected to report to the 
Novi City Council in June or July. 
The next step for the 
hoineovvners, Levinson said, is 
that they may carry placards and 
march on a Novi City Counci l 
meeting. 

Part of the city engineers' 
assignment six months ago was 
to evaluate the proposal submit­
ted by the Ten Mile Task Force 
and largely drafted by Jocz. an 
engineer who works in the auto­
motive industry.

A walk in the woods or putting 
on the green, these are the poten­
tial choices for the 600-acre city 
park, most of which was once the 
Novi Tree Farm. 

Four possible park plans -- two 
with golf courses - designed by 
city-commissioned consultants 
Farrand & Associates are up for 
review. 

Future users of the north end 
park can let their feelings be 
known tonight a l a Parks and 
Recreation Commission public 
hearing. The hearing is at 7 p.m. 
al the Novi Civic Center, in the 
city council auditorium. 

"We're trying to get as much 
community input as we can," 
Parks and Recreation Director 
Dan Davis said. 

Each of the four designs 
includes ice skating, cross coun­
try skiing trails, an observation 
area, picnic spots, sledding, 
horseshoes, basketball and vol­
leyball courts. 

Rather than golf courses, two of 
the designs focus on overall recre­
ation. 

"The recreation concepts strive 
lo provide a variety of recreational 
opportunities for a wide range of 
interests while preserving a spe­

cial natural resource," the Far­
rand & Associates report notes. 

The site includes grassy mead­
ows, flat to rolling lo steep topog­
raphy, wetlands to dty ridges and 
upland and bottom land wood­
lands. 

Concept one, general recre­
ation 

Separating trail systems by 
uses, as well as keeping passive 
and active recreation apart is part 
of this scheme. Also in the design 
are playground and picnic areas 
at both the north and south ends 
of the park, lo accommodate dif­
ferent neighborhoods. 

In addition, a "large prominent" 
area of the park would be set 
aside for vendor leasing to sup­
port development costs. 

This concept Include 1.9 miles 
of a hard, surface path, 3.5 miles 
of nature trail, a 0.7 mile board 
walk, one mile for hiking and 
mountain biking, a nature center, 
an amphitheater, a 
banquet/office area and commu­
nity gardens. 

Disadvantages cited by the con­
sultants are that separating trails 
such as walking from biking is 
more costly lhan not doing so and 
requires extra signs. It also 
potentially disrupts the ecosys-

II has all the resources lo do it, so why 
shouldn't the Novi Community School district 
offer a service many parents are deiilanding? 

'The idea of expanding is definitely neces­
sary," said Peggy Shinkel. a Novi resident who 
sends her daughter to the Faith Community 
Preschool program.

But she said she did investigate Novi's pro­
gram and found it to be quite good. She Just 
didn't want lo deal with the lack of space and 
unreliability of the program's existence from 
year to year.

If Novi can solve those problems. Shinkel 
said, it can benefit the whole comnlunity. "If 
our kids go into school more ready to learn ... 
then it's the obligation of the school system to 
offer that," she explained. 

As for critics who question the disiricl 's 
expansion, she said it's not a bad question 
but the answer is quite clear Novi is growing 

and the demand is there. Someone needs to 
fill that void. 

While a couple of spots went unfilled in the 
4-year-old preschool program at Novi Schools, 
the 3-year-old programs wci-e all filled up this 
year. .And accoi-ding to Clara Porlei-, director of 
Novl Community Education, the staff wants lo 
expand the program as the community 
school's population g iws. 

But that's something the school district 
shouldn't be involved in as far as No\'i parent 
Rod Speelman is concerned. 

"1 don' t think the resources of the public 
enterprise should be competing wilh the 
resources of private enterpri.se," said the 
father of Iwo Novi students. 

He understands there is a tremendous need 
in Novi for preschool but feels the district 
should focus its resources on K-12 education.

An outside firm will come in and 
analyze the inner workings of the 
police department, providing more 
data for the Novi City Cou11cll as It 
seeks to evaluate the findings of a 
police and fire needs citizens com­
mittee. 

Monday, the $14,999 contract 
was given to the Detroit-based 
consult ing firm Coopers & 
Lybrand, at the recommendation

"We really want to do a very 
hands-on analysis of police 
staffing and service delivery capa-
biliUes. They'll be reading dispatch 
tapes," KrieWall said. 

A report is expected back by 
August 1. 

The Police And Fire ProtecUon 
Needs Committee has suggested 
that voters be asked to pass an 

additional 2.25 mills for police and 
fire, as well as a $6. l million bond 
proposal for building ImproVe-
ments. That would amount to 
another 0.5 mills for taxpayers.

leaves and other yard Wastes. 

Several options exist, according 
to NoVi Public Information Director 
Lou Martin. 

One is that you f ind a f irm 
Which will pick up yard Wastes. 
.Although the State of Michigan 
banned yard wastes from landfl11s 
as of spring 1995. disposal firms 
are not barred from collecting the 
stuff. 

What happens is tliat a hauler 
will ask customers to identify and 
separate yard waste, so it can be 
delivered to a large-scale compost 
facility, rather than a landfill. 

You also may Want to take a look 
at a brochure mailed by the city 
and RRRASOC, (NoVi is a member 
of my^SOC. ) EnUUed "Don't Get 
Stuck Holding The Bag." it offers 
appropriate options for handling 
yard Wastes in Novi. Among them 
are grass-cycling and back yard 
composting.

Thanlis to Planning Commission 
approval, plans for tfie next project 
on Main Street are brewing. 

Cominissioners gave a unani-
inous tliuinbs up. May 1. to tfie 
revised preliminary site plan and 
pfiaslng plan for the second phase 
of the Vic's Market property. Now 
the plan will go to city council for 
fliial discussion. 

The revfsed plan is for the por­
tion of land to the t^ast of Vic's 
Market. The shopping center will 
face west toward Vic's and house a 
micro-brewery, an oriental special­
ty market and offices on the lop 
floor. The plan inc ludes br ick 
paving and pedestrian lighting. 

Conceptual drawings indicate 
Varied brick facades in a down­

town fashion. 
The plan was revised from 

original plan, first approved two 
years ago, to bring a sports bar to 
the area. 

"This is What I envision Main 
Street to be," said Commissioner 
Glen Bonaventura. "I l ike the 
detaihng. 1 like Uie facade and tfle 
design on the breweiy witli the 
industrial feel. It's interesting. It's 
pleasing." 

But some commissioners ques­
tioned the strip mail type look to 
the project, along with eilvilon-
mental impact and parking con­
cerns. 

"1 Just don't sec this develop­
ment as a do\vntown friendly envi­
ronment," said meniber Eda Wed-
dington.

"That's all We can do with tills 
part icular piece of property," 
Capello explained. 

Developer James Chen, of Ever­
green III, said It takes all of the 
various parts of Main Street to be 
approved for the whole concept to 
work.

But the Farmlngton PTA Coun­
cil-sponsored "Senate Candidates 
Forum" at the Farmington Train­
ing Center Was more consensus 
than debate. 

Moderated by Rick Simonson. 
the assistant superintendent for 
the Oakland Intermediate School 
District, five candidates in (he May 

13 primary offered alinost pre­
dictable oile-minute responses to 
prepared questions before taking a 
crack at random public queries. 

The format of the two-hour pro­
gram was called into question 
more than how Republicans Willis 
Bullard, Ed Cox, Barbara Dobb, 
Terry Sever and Democrat Barry 
Brickner fared. Tlie forum will be 
replayed at 3 p.m. Friday on Chiul-
nel 10. 

A prevailing theme throughout 
the foruin was with how the slate 
should help ensure levels of ade­
quate funding for districts with 
spiral lng enrollment, such as 

those within the 15t1i District. 
Farmington Hi11s City Council­

man Sever insisted that lawmakers 
must stay committed to public 
education funding, resisting the 
temptation to change policies in 
mid-stream. 

Bullard. the 38tli District state 
representative, and Dobb, Who 
represents the 39th Distr ict , 
agreed with the need to make si1re 
the State Foundation Grant at 
least mirrors the rate of inflation -
something tliat some local district 
officials said was not being main-
taiiled iil Gov. John Engler's origi­
nal education budget. 

Agreeing Was Cox. There's no 
question We need increased fund­
ing and We need to keep up with 
inflation." 

They also were ln general con­
sensus about doing away With tJie 
current system of blended pupil 
counts for determining funding, 
particularly because it penalizes 
fast-growing districts. 

"We need to actually fund stu­
dents that are here rather than 
half the students that are here and 
half the students that Were here 
last February." Bul1ard said. 

Several times during tile night, 
both Builard and Dobb empha­

sized there Is a group of legislators 
opposed to the choice concept 
until those Who move into a dis­
trict at tlie beginning of tlie year 
are fully funded. 

Dobb added a t'Wist, suggesting 
that the formula could be made 
more fair by incorporating three 
sludent counts into the mix: two 
from the current year; one from 
the prior year. 

Agreeing that making sure grow­
ing districts are fairly fuilded was 
Brickner. a,ssurcd of squaring off 
on June 4 against the winner of 
the Republican primaiy, 

"It (the foundation grant) has to 

at least be at the rate of Inflation," 
he said, "And inflation is low." 

The candidates concurred 
across the table, in answering 
whether the state constitution 
should be changed to allow public 
funds for private or parochial 
schools. 

"1 oppose clianglng the Michigan 
ConsUtuUon ... 1 don't know how 
much more you can say about it 
except 'No.'" said Brickner, draw­
ing crowd applause. "I don't see 
any compelling reason to change it 
at this point in time or ever." 

Cox added tliat he isn't ready "to 
... change the constitution."

Dullard's residence was ques­
tioned last July by a Milford Times 
article based in part on colnments 
made by Milford Village Council 
member and bar owner James 
Crane. Crane said that while his 
establishment was located next to 
an apartment on Sumfnlt Street 
tliat Bullard had earlier claimed as 
his home, he never saw the law­
maker, the lawmaker's car, and he 
never saw lights on In the apart­

ment at night. 
Bullard said this Week he had 

moved out of Summit Street apart­
ment before Crane moved his bar 
into the neighborhood, "because 1 
didn't want to hve next to the Red 
Doggie Saloon."

A BETTER OPTION FOR 

AILING SHINS 
The popular prescriplion for shin-

splinls calls for runners lo run barefoot 
on soft surfaces (such as sand) to cure 
their ills. Contrary to belief, following 
this recommendation is likely only to 
aggravate Ihe condition. Shinsplints 
involve pain in the muscles near Ihe 
shinbone causeti by rolling ihe fool 
inward while running. In time, Ihis 
repealed action creates small tears in 
Ihe muscles, tendons, and liqamenis in 
Ihe lower leg. Running in soft sand can 
only exacerbate this problem by allow-
ing Ihe legs to wobble and shift as the 
feet adjust lo the shifting surface, A 
belter prescription calls for running on 
a soft (but firm) surface with arch sup­
ports in running shoes to keep feet 
from rolling inward. 
Running surface, temperature and 

slopes in the running course are all 
factors which can put stress on your 
shins and feet. When looking at over­
use injuries, extreme environmental 
conditions should be ihe first thing you 
look at. If running on softer surface 
and arch supports are not working well 
for you, contact Northville Physical 
Therapy & Rehabilitation Inc. at 349-
3816.

The Novi Community School District Is locking at ways to better 
offer presctlool to district residents. One proposal is to spend 

• $220,000 on a modtiiar unit thai would serve four classrooms 
and possibly double tfie number of students cun-ently sen/ed. 

The modular unit would be a contemporary design with four 36 
by 24 square foot rooms joined by a hallway The four modular 
classrooms would hold 18 to 20 kids per class. 

The units could be located on a site behind the gymnasium of 
Novi Meadows School. 

According to Jim Koster, assistant superintendent for business, 
the program can be self-supporting. He says no money would 
have to come from the general fund, besides the initial loan for 
the modular units. 

The program could be in jeopardy altogether if a solution isn't 
found. Although administrators say they will find a way to fill the 
need, the growing number of K-12 students is propelling the 
district to turn over the two classrppms currently in use to the 
regular school functions. | 

The weekly program currently 
offers a total of seven three and 
two day programs for the 4-year-
olds and one and two day pro­
grams for the 3-year-olds. With 
the extra space the district plans 
to offer eight of the programs and 
include more children in cacti 
class. 

It serves 161 students who pay

As for the concern about com­
peting with local preschool opera­
tions.

$10 tulUon increase each year for 
the next six years the district can 
bring in about $40,000 each year.

What about tJie fact the program 
can take an Interest free loan from 
the school district £ind not put up 
collateral? 

In that case. Is it really a self-
supporting program? 

Llppe said the district wants to 
present a fair representation of 
what is in the budget "When We 
talk atxiut self-supporting in terms 
of Community Ed . but We also 
want to give a fair representation 
but it's hard to pull some of that 
out too." 

"1 don't know Where you draw 
the line on What expenses in the 
budget with costs and When you 
don't." explained Llppe. "Some­
times it does get cloudy." 

some things aren't necessary to 
Include In the budget itself 
because it already exists, said both 
Uppe and Jfoster. The dii-ector Will 
head Community Education 
Whether there Is preschool or not. 
The land is already there and used 
for the buildings as Well as fields 
for sports teams and other pro­
grams. There's no real extra main­
tenance and the util it ies are 
required by law to be Included In a 
separate portion of the general 
fund budget. 

But Would private schools be 
able to put up a modular unit?

"There are a lot of issues that 
are part of the site plan process 
that have lo be investigated." 
explained Don Saven With the 
building department. 

Speelman. whose cl i i ldren 
attended private preschool when 
they Were young, said that's unftilr 
to the private preschools Wanting 
to expand tlieir programs to fill the 
same need. 

"I know of several preschools in 
the area that Would love to (put up 
modular building)," he said. 

"1 find it interesting the public 
schools can step into the private 

market and not have to live by the 
same rules tlie rest of us live by. 
That hardly seems fair." 

Barbara Engerer, owner of Path­
ways to L.earning. said she's glad 
to see the enormous need being 
filled and has heard nothing but 
praise for the Community Educa­
tion program. However she feels 
that program has a distinct advan­
tage. 

"It's difncult for private business 
owners to try to compete wltli par­
tially state funded programs,' she 
explained. "Tliey can do things pri­
vate preschools aren't able to." 

But most private preschools in 
the area have little concern over 
the expansion and its effect on 
their business. The need, tliey say, 
is large enough for everyone to 
benefit from it. 

"1 don't lcnow that it would liurt 
our business." said Sue Todd of 
Faith Community Preschool. "We 
have 48 children in the program 
and a waiting list each year. As 
soon as we have registration we 
have plenty." 

Korene Jetf director of A Grow­
ing Place, feels much the same 
way. 

"There are so many little chil­
dren in Novf there's such a great 
demand." Jett explained. "We have 
a Waiting list so 1 don't really see a 
problem."

Concept two, gci ieral recre-
atton 

Called financially efficient and 
providlnf^ equal opportiinily for 
li.sers, this multiple use trail sys­
tem woiild have less inipaet on 
natural resources and fewer build­
ings. 

Howevt-r, It could lead to user 
f onfllct from .shared trails iind will 
need niore slj^Iiafte than other 
options. In addition, users may Ix; 
able to access environmentally 
.sensitive (jortlons of tlie site, risk-
JjIg daina^e to natural resources. 

Included are a 2.1 mile hard 
surface path, a 0.2 inile nature 
trail a 0.6 mile boardwalk, 7.8 mile 
multi-use rustic trails, a nature 
center, ainphitiieater and coiiIIiiu-
nity j<ardens. as well as places for 
shuffleboard, horseshoes iind fit­
ness activities. 

Concept t l iree, nlne-tiole golf 
course 

Tllls calls for a combined facili­
ties building with a club house, 
nature center, banquet space and 
offices. 

The lower-inalntenance nine-
hole golf course "penetrates some 
of the natural area and wCKxJlands, 
but should have minimal Impact 
on sensitive environments as It 
takes advantage of existing 
changes In topography." A nine-
hole course allows more acreage 
for general recreation and less 
interference with trails, consul­
tants say. 

Disadvantages listed £u-e tllat it 
may not attract the experienced 
golfer, that It will be difficult to 

demand top dollar on green fees 
iind potential conflict between 
golfers and trail users Is possible. 

Also inc luded in the design 
would be a 1.2 mile nature trail 
and a 1.6 boardwalk, as well as a 
1.9 mile multi-use rustic trail, a 
niitiire center, an amphitheater, an 
area for lease to vendors, picnic 
and playing areas. 

Concept four, lS - l i o le golf 
course 

An 18-liolc short golf course in 
the .soulhciist portion of the park, 
leaving tlie north and northwest 
portions for other recreation. That 
would include a 2..5 mile hard sur­
face pathI and a 0.8 mile nature 
trail, 0.4 miles for mountain bike, 
a 4.2 mile rustic trail, a nature 
center, amphitheater, 
banquet/office facility, boardwalk, 
community gardens and other 
ajiiefiltles. 

The pros of this proposal, the 
consultants say. Is that the 18-
1iole layout wil l promote .nore 
rounds and Inore rcvciivit;, that 
"aggressive marketing" and high 
quality facilities will allow better 
green fees and that the course 
would be "excellent" for leagues, 
.seniors, beginners and Junior play­
ers. 

The cons are that the less space 
Is set aside for gcnenil recreation 
and a conflict hietween golfers and 
trail users Is possible. In addition, 
the lands natural environment is 
disturbed more than in other 
plans. Also maintenance costs will 
be higher for an 18-hoIe as 
opposed to a nine-hole course. 

"Several schemes for nine-hole 
and 18-hole golf courses Were 
explored. It would be difficult to 
provide a more beautiful setting,"

A elderly Novi woinan caine to 
the clerk's counter the other week 
to turn in her absentee ballot 
along with her husband's and an 
81-year-old neighbor's, who 
couldn't do it herself because of 
congestive heart failure. 

Now this 69-year-old woman is 
accused of comnlitting a felony. 

"We noticed it was there and we 
had to explain to her about the 
lav/," said Bartllolomew. "She ajKil-
oglzt;d and wanted to take it back." 

Under a new Michigan law. han­
dling someone else's absentee ba1-
lot or even ballot application i s a 
felony uiiless you are a memtier of 
the Immediate family or reside In 
their home. Ci ty c lerks are 
required to turn In names of those 
who do turn them in to the Oak­
land County prosecutor's office. 

"We feel awful for doing It. This 
lady Is all upset. But We are follow­
ing the law because we have to." 
said Bartllolomew. 

The city clerk and many of her 
fellow co-workers are incensed 
because they've been opposed to 
this law since its Inception. For 
years residents have brought 

theirs and their friend's ballots in 
to city ha l l . According to 
Bartholomew the law Is ridiculous 
and unnecessary. It's just hurting 
Innocent people. 

"This is ejcactly what 1 forecast­
ed," she said. "We'ie going to look 
bad because we have to do our 
Job." 

It's also frustrating for the city 
because measures have been 
taken to Inforin residents and 
avert the problem. The city even 
set up a drop box in the middle of 
the Civic Center so people wouldn't 
have to come to the counter, and 
tl1us, the clerk's office couldn't see 
Who was turning die ballots In.

n le Novi Education Foundation 
is already on a roll with plans to 
distribute monies to staff and stu­
dents in the Novi Community 
School District. 

The foundation is prepared to 
offer .$.5,000 worth of $500 nlini-
granls to teachers who propose 
new and innovative programs and 
need a little extra help to fund 
them. 

According to the foundation, ihc 
fundaniental purposes of the 
grants are to bring new resources 
into the cliissrooin that would not 
otherwise be available, provide 
supporting activities within the 
classroom aiined at achieving 

defined outcomes and support 
innovative activities. 

Examples could Include bringing 
in an artist to a class for a special 
lecture or a series of workshops. 

At the May 2 Nov! School Board, 
meeting Superintendent Emmett 
Lippe suggested the board think 
about including a matching grant 
in tile 1996-97 budget. 

Trustee Ray Byers was all for 
the idea saying that mini-grants 
were originally the purpose of the 
foundation when it was started 
years ago. 

"It's valuable tool to teachers in 
Novi," he explained. 

Seeing no objections, Lippe

the budget next month, tlley call. 

Teachers must fill out a stan­
dard form asking for a summaty

A 4l-year-old Novi man is free 
on $7,500 bond after being 
arraigned by Magistrate Andra 
RIehcirdson, April 25. on charges 
of criminal sexual conduct in the 
first degree. 

A preliminary exam trial is set 
for May 28 at 52-1 District Court 
in Novi. 

The man stands accused of 
allegedly sexually molesting his 
five-year-old daughter in or 
around December of 1994, accord­
ing to assistant Oakland County 
prosecutor Pam Mass. 

Police arrested the man this 

month after Investlgatlng the case 
since September of 1995. When the 
first complaint against him Was 
made. 

The young girl told relatives 
about the instances Which led to 
the investigation and numerous 
sessions With Department of SociaJ 
Services Workers and therapists. 

According to reports, the girl 
says she Was allegedly molested 
numerous times since 1994, usu­
ally during visitations With her 
father. She and her father Would 
play games while naJted and go in 
the Jacuzzi naked. She also to1d 
police she was encouraged to 
"model" Which she describes as 
"when you stick together like 
you're married." 

She also indicates he penetrated 

her With hls fingers and wanted 
her to do the same to 11lm but that 
she didn't Want to. She said she 
tells him It hurts but "he's a for­
getful daddy." 

During these incidents, the giri 
claims the man's live-in gir1friend 
Was present and participated in 
some of the acts. Poiice did investi­
gate those a11egatlons but no War­
rant has been issued for the 
Woman. 

Police also interVieWed the 
Woman's young daughter. 

The accused and his Wife are 
going through a "nasty" diVorce, 
police said. The mother and 
daughter moVed out of tl1e home in 
December of 1994. 

And reports indicate the man 
and his family have accused the 

mother of planting ideas in the lit­
tle girl's head. 

The girl's mother told police that 
in November and December of 
1994 she found the girl with cal­
endar's and playing cards featur­
ing naked women on them and 
confronted her husband with 
them. His reaction reportedly was 
that he thought it was funny. 

Since the allegations were made, 
a civil hearing determined the lnan 
was to have only supervised visita­
tions With his daughter. 

The man's attorney told police 
he Would not come in for an inter-
vieW and would not take a poly­
graph test.

ment. 

Phi losophical ly we're opposed to the 
j ' idea of expanding the preschool . Why? 
I Because it w i l l compete With pr ivate 
j ; sec to r i n d u s t r y , s p e c i f i c a l l y Nov i ' s 
I; growing preschOol /daycare bus iness­

es. 
A q u i c k c o u n t Of t h e a v a i l a b l e 

[. preschools now i n Operat ion i n Novi 
s h o w s t h e r e a re a b o u t a d o z e n 
preschools here already. Two more of 
them were propOsed in the past year 
and there are a couple of dozen addi ­
t ional daycare operations i n the city. 

Two key considerat ions for the NOW 
Schoo l Boa rd were that the program 
be sel f -support ing and that it shou ld 
n o t c o m p e t e w i t h p r i v a t e s e c t o r 

preschools. 
Of course it w i l l . Anyone who sug­

gests that you can provide a govern­
ment p reschoo l to take care of 100 
s t u d e n t s - s o p p i n g u p t ha t m u c h 
demand from the preschool market -
and not affect p reschoo l bus inesses 
f undamen ta l l y m i s u n d e r s t a n d s the 
way free enterprise works. It works by 
demand and supply - the result is 100 
students less demand. 

Whi le we admi t that i t 's not l ikely 
that the p reschoo l w i l l ac tua l l y put 
people out of business i n Novi. it wil l 
certainly sop up any growth potential. 

As for whether the program wi l l be 
self-support ing, Novi school adminis­
trators assures us that it w i l l . As is 
t yp ica l w i th g o v e r n m e n t p rog rams , 
that's not l ikely to t ru ly be the case. 
There appea r to be m a n y expenses 
that will get taken care of by the dis­
trict beyond what the fees Cover. 

Items like the cost of l and , adminis­
t rat ion, ma in tenance , j a n i t o r i a l ser­
v ices, hea l t h benef i ts for p reschoo l 
teachers are a l l i tems that wi l l l ike get 
passed th rough the genera l f und . A 
private preschool would have to pay it. 

Because of i ts size, the schoo l dis­
t r ic t ho lds d i s t i nc t advan tages over 
pr ivate p r e s c h o o l s . A n d a t least to 
some degree, the program wi l l be sub­
sidized by taxpayers' dol lars. 

In the course of our lives, 
there are events wh ich can 
change the way we view our 
world. That happened for me 
several years ago on a sl ip­
pery, cold winter night. 

It was the holiday season, 
everyone was b u s y abou t 
their holiday preparations. It 
was that time of year for fam­
ily, friends and looking ahead 
to the new year. The new year 
always brings added anticipa-
fion of improving our lives. 

I was on patrol in my city, you see I am a police­
man, and 1 suddenly found that a motorist was in 
need of my assistance. His car slid into a ditch and 
he needed a tow truck. 

So, like many times before, I called for a tow for 
the person, and he waited in my car trying to stay 
warm. What was about to happen, right in front of 
my eyes, was going to change my life. 

As we waited, a car passed, and after approaching 
the railroad tracks just ahead, lost control and drove 
headlong into a large car going the opposite way. 

A head-on collision! The cars didn't appear to be 
speeding; it was just slippery ... you know, it was a 
miserable driving day. 

Now. as a policeman, I've been to a lot of traffic 
accidents, and even witnessed a few minor ones. But 
after a total of 16 years in law enforcement. I've 
never seen one so powerful. 

I ran from my car to assist anyone who needed 
assistance. It was quite a scene, but my training 
took over and I went to work. 

The large car had several people inside, but they 
all seemed to be fine. They were buckled in and the 

air bags that were in their car had gone off They 
walked away with very, very minor injuries. 

However, the other person wasn't quite so lucky. 
The other driver was nol buckled in and there was 
no air bag in that car 

1 had called for medical as soon as the accident 
happened, even before I knew anyone was hurt, 
because I just- f igured someone would need an 
ambulance. 

1 was painfully right. We had to break into the car 
because the doors were all locked. The person had 
massive head wounds. Thankfully, ambulance peo­
ple and fire department personnel were there quick­
ly to transport the person to the nearest hospital. 

1 thought, the person will be OK now, on the way 
to the people who can help the most. 

Three days later I found out the person didn't 
make it after a l l . I felt sorry for the people who I 
knew loved this person. Maybe a friend, maybe chil­
dren. 

It was a somber Christmas for me that year. too. I 
learned that I would champion traffic safety issues 
in my career. T i y to get people to listen to my story. 

It's so easy to do, buckling up. 1 wish this person 
had been belted in , because those who loved this 
person would sUll have their loved one. 

Al l that seems so far away now. here it is the mid­
dle of spring. But when you hear your local police 
this summer t ry ing to tell you something you've 
heard before, please don't ro l l your eyes. Please 
don't think it can't happen to you.

Specilic legislative issues also v.'ill be alTeel-
ed by term limits. For example, Wayne Slalc 
University f)a\'id Afiaiiiauy testified l l ial 
because of tiie loss of iiislilutiolial niemoiy in 
the I.egislature, liiliversity "fuiidiiif< aiTaii)^c-
lneilts are likely lo become hi^lily luiiire-
diclable and even cTiaotic," Adaiiiany urfiecl 
tlie Lef^islallii-e to adopt a I'uiidiiifi ibrmula I'or 
universities before cliaos descends.

h a v e a n s w e r s 

To the editor: 
On Wednesday. May 1, JCK & 

Associates, in conjunction with the 
City of Novi Department of Public 
Works (DPW). sponsored a public 
"Illformational Meeting" to discuss 
JCK's Environmental Assessment 
report which recommends widen­
ing Ten IWile Road to five lanes. 
For three frustrating hours, con­
cerned citizens asked technical 

c|ueslions. and for three hours, 
JCK replied witli, "We don't know." 
"Wc don't have ail ailswcr," and 
filially. "If you want to receive a 
response to your questions, you 
must submit llienl ii i writing to 
tlic Micl l igi i i i Department of 
Transportation (MDOT) prior lo, or 
witliin 30 days followiiig the public 
hearing." 

Shouldn't JCK. tlie City of Novi's 
engineering consultant and select­
ed to be tlie engineering firiii to 
pertornl tlie T"en Mile Road Envi­
ronmental Impact stuciy. be tech­
nically coinpelcnt lo provide 
answers to the questions brought 
forth hy residents? Especially dis­
concerting, is that these questions 
and issues were identical to those 
raised by residents over the past 
year and a half and formally sub­
mitted to the city in a fully docu-
nicnted Environmental Impact 
report published by these saine 
residents last September. Both 
JCK. as well as the DPW, have had 
over-six months to address these 
issues - an assignment given to 
them by the Novi City Council in 
September of 1995. 

One would believe that JCK 
and/or DPW should be able to 
answer: How much has JCK billed, 
to date, Ibr their engineering ser­
vices? What impact will the future 
improvements projects slated ibr 
Novi. Haggerty and Grand River 
roads have on traffic volumes 
along Ten Mile? 

In JCK 's report (section tilled 
"Environmental Just ice") , the 
statement is made that. "The 
elderly, minorities, and low income 
families will nol be significantly 
affected by this roadway improve­
ment?" We asked. "Can you 
explain what is nleant by this 
statement? Does this refer to a 
positive or negative affect? How 
many elderly live along Ten Mile 
Road? Are you staling thai a five-
lane highway. 59 feet from the 
fronl door, will not have an iinpact 
on these residents? (The single 
answer to these questions was. 

"We were told hy MDOT that this 
stalclllenl had lo be ili our report." 
Right, wroiig. or indifferent, llie 
statenient was iiicluded. wilii no 
understanding as lo wliy il is 
required!) 

If nol enough lo sit I here aiid 
not receive answers to our (pies-
lions, we had to also endure belil-
t l i i ig responses such as. "To 
answer your little question." 

II became immediately obvious 
thai this meeting was not designed 
lo work with the residents, but 
I'atiier lo coiiipletc ail assigniiieiit 
given by city council. Now that 
they have "met" with area resi-
cleiils, tliey can ath'aiicc la (lie 
next square. Tlie city woiidei"s wliy 
residents are so skeptical in their 
dealings with ciiy adniiuistralion, 
if staged events such as Wednes­
day night are .any iiidicalion, i'csi-
denl ajiprehensions are well Justi­
fied, 

It appears that the widening ol' 
Ten Mile Road lo five lanes is justi­
fied based upon the availability of 
Federal government funds. It 
seems that the Federal govern-
inent is willing to nlake available 
to the City of Novi gas tax dollars 
to fund a road improvenleni pro­
ject. And, as the DPW quickly 
reminds us. "If we don't use this 
money, someone else will." Should 
the City of Novi be unable to find a 
suitable road improveinellt project, 
these monies will be given lo other 
cities, located in states such as 
"Arizona. Montana ... etc." How 
horrid! "Wliat the City of Novi I'ails 
to mention is that if this widening 
of Ten Mile Road is approved, 20 
percent of the $6-$7.4 million will 
be funded by the residents of Novi. 
Doesn't that type of financial 
expenditure require Justihcation? 

When asking Ten Mile residents, 
many of whom have lived in these 
homes for over 40 years, to accept 
a five-lane highway 59 feel from 
their front door (as well as the 
sidewalk/bike path located 29 feet 
away), shouldn't the DPW and/or 
J C K be professional enough to 
respond to their concerns? Appar­
ently not ...

A l l s h o u l d b e w i s e t o v o u c h e r p l o t 

By now. anyone 
who reads should be 
wise to the voucher 
plot. 

The plot is lo avoid 
a direct attack on the 
section of the Michi­
gan Const i tut ion 
which pi-ohibits aid to 
private and church-
related schools. 
Instead the plotters 
wi l l nibble, nibble, 
nibble at the edges, 
then say, "'VVell. we 

might as well have vouchers because we aid 
private schools in so many other ways." 

We saw the voucher plot at work last month 
as the state Senate mauled the driver's educa­
tion bill. First, the Senate removed the "man­
date" (ugh! dirty word!) that public school kids 
be taught to drive. 

Next it amended the bill to offer a $100 
Voucher that a student could take to a private 
driving school and buy lessons. The money-
hungry wolf got another paw inside the door. 

It remains lo be seen if the House will be 
suckered into buying that amendment. 

In March, the plot was moved along when 
lawmakers passed a bill sponsored by Rep. 
Jessie Dalman, R-Holland, with the clever tide 

of "a bill to establish post secondary enrollment 
options for certain students." 

"Options" _ what a slick disguise for transfer­
ring taxpayers' money to private schools. 

The bill expands a program allowing high 
school students to enroll for a course in private 
and church-related colleges and lake their 
stale aid to the K-12 school with them. "This is 
one more effort lo put a nail in the coffin of 
public schools." objected Sen. Jim Berryman. 
D-Adrian. We can ignore Berryman _ can't we? 
_ because he's running for governor 

In past months, some of us have pointed to 
the misnamed "charter schools" that are being 
so loosely licensed, particularly by Central 
Michigan University. 

The law calls them "publ ic school 
academies." Most are not, of course. Two-thirds 
or more were previously exist ing private 
schools, many with ethnic and religious agen­
das. 

If you want to know how "public" these char­
ter schools are, check your June 10 ballot 
when you vote for local school trustees. Look 
high and low for "public school academy" board 
candidates. Hint: Don't hold your breath unhl 
you find them on the ballot. 

Off in the wings is Dr. Paul DeWeese. a 
physician who is at least honest about his 
intenUons. DeWeese wants to amend the Michi­
gan Constitution to strike out the language vot­

ers, by a 300,000 majority, added in 1970: 
"No public monies or property shall be 

appropriated or paid by any public credit uti­
lized, by the legislature or any other political 
subdivision or agency of the state directly or 
indirectly lo aid or maintain any private, 
denomination or other nonpublic, pre-eleinen-
tary. elementary, or secondary' school." 

DeWeese is an embarrassment to the plotters 
because he is so forthright. Their tactic is to 
drain off the school aid fund, a dollar here and 
50 cents there, all couched in the free market 
language of giving parents options. 

Gov. John Engler is known to be partial to 
parochial schools. Thai's his and Michelle's 
right. Michigan does not go so far as some 
jur isdict ions in the world by outlawing 
parochial schools. In fact, our constitution pro­
tects freedom of religious worship and gives 
tax-free status to religious schools. Those are 
pretty generous "options." 

What we will see is a series of these tiny 
raids on the budget, all in the name of giving 
parent ophons. The goal is lo soften up televi­
sion watchers and talk radio listeners over a 
few years into beliexlng that parochiaid is here, 
and all we need to do is bring our constitution 
up to date. Readers won't be fooled.

By the scene ai Novi Woods Ele-
niciliary oil a si i i lny Moilday 
iiiorliing, yoli woukl never know 
there e.xists sueh a thing as 
raeisln. 

In perfeet l larnloiiy. the 60 
mostly black children froln an 
lilkstcr Elcnlcntal^' School and the 
60 iiiostly white chikireil I'ronl IVovi 
Woods cut and pasted construc-
tinli paper windsocks, designed 
colorful visors with stickers and 
shared computer lilile. 

••They just mix right in," said 
Babalas. pointing to two children 
holding hands and another pair 
w-ith lllfir anus ai-ouiid each other. 

For the secolld year in a row, 
fmiith grade teacher Sally Cllail-
dler at Novi Woods and first grade 
teacher Heather Babala at Baylor 
Woodson Elementary designed a 
pen pa! prograill between the two 
schools to enhance acadelnics 
such as reading aild writiilg alld to 
expose (he cllildien lo a little bit of 
culture. 

••The interaction is great," said 
Chandlei', "For some of these Novi 

kids, it's a culture shock." 
This year the ])i-ograill expanded 

and Novi Woods teiicher ,Julie U\s-
sila joined iip with Elizabeth Cole­
man al Baylor Woodson. 

Coleman said the partnership 
accomplishes many things but the 
biggest aspect is having the kids 
interact with othei's dilfcrenl from 
thcni. Last year the No\'i students 
traveled to Inkslei-. 

"The cultui-al exchange is good 
for Iheili,'' Coleman said. 

"They're aware of (racial lension 
in society) but today they're getting 
a different side of it," Coleman 
explained adding many of her stu­
dents haven't had exposure to 
Asian or Indian chilcircii. 

The teachers decided to combine 
fourth with hrst (graders so that 
the older students could help the 
younger oiles with projects. For 
instance, during one ol the month­
ly projects, the younger kids drew 
pictures aild sent lheiu to their 
pen pals in Novi who wrote stories 
based on the pictures. 

"It was hard to write a story 
when all you had was a picture," 
said Rachel Good, a fourth grader. 

The students behave as if 
they've been friends for years. 
They write to each other once a 
month during the year and even 
send video messages to each other. 

Fourth grader Monlka VVadehra 
and pen pal Crystal Walker are 
determined to be friends for "ever 
and ei'er and ever." 

The pair already finish each 
other's sentences and speak in 
unison, 

"We're friends 'cause we both are 
girls and we have a lot to talk 
about," said Monlka, dressed in a 
pillk sweat suit decorated with 
teddy bears, her long dark hair 
framing her tiny face accentuated 
with big round glasses. 

"I think her hair looks cool," she 
said about her pen pal's nuinerous 
thick braids decorated with color­
ful barrettes. 

Both girls agree they like school 
and even want to be elementary 
school teachers when they grow up 
"because it's fun to correct papers" 
and "it's hin to UTite," 

"I have one nlore thing," emplia-
sized Crystal as she rested her 
now serious face on her hand. "We 
like each other, too,"

Dysphonia. or abnornlal voice, can occur in 
anyone, but those who place heavy daily 
demands on their voices are especially prone, 
from teachers, radio arlilouncers and singers to 
lawyers, politicians, parents and just plall 
talkative types. The symptoms of (iyspllonia 
include perpetual hoai-seness, bieathiness, loss 
of vocal range and cracking. 

To get to the root of the problenl, Hogikyan 
takes a careful voice history and assesses the 

p^itieilt's speaking and siilging voice. He then 
e.xamiiK.'s and films the vocal cords in ;iclioii, 
using a lighled scope Willi a mini video camera 
on the tip. 

The folds of tissue that make up (he vocal 
cords, located in Ihe laiylix. vibrate hundreds 
of times a second just to nlake one sound. 
Cords that fuilclloii properly close tightly when 
a person sjieaks and open when the voice is at 
rest. Any swelling or j)olyp on the cords can 
throw off the alignment, permitting air to 
escape through the folds when talking or 
sineing. 

In addition to polyps and swelling, other com­
mon sources of dysphonia iilclude reflux (stonl-
acli acid sui-ging up irlto the voice box), cysts, 
burst blood vessels, paralysis of the vocal cords 
and cancer Most of these conditions are treat­
able with voice therapy, medications and/or 
mlcrosurgei^'. 

But. says Hogikyan. many causes of dyspho­
nia arc preventable through proper voice 
hygiene, the lellets of which inclu(le: 

• Avoiding tobacco and alcohol, which can 
cause not only hoarseness but are potent risk 
factors for lar\-ngeal and esophageal cancer; 

• Going easy on eafflnated drinks and avoid­
ing big ineals before bedtime to prevent stom­

ach-acid rellux; 
• Drinking lots of water throughout the day lo 

keep the vocal coids hydi-aled: 
• Using a nllcrophoiie when speaking before 

groups: and 
• Taking breaks between demanding singing 

and speaking engagemenls. 
In addition, Hogikyan advises against fre­

quently screaming, shouting ajid speaking in 
an abnormal pitch. Stretching Ihe voice beyond 
its ilormal linlits can lead to neck-muscle 
strain, resulting In whal Hogikyan calls voice-
fatigue syndrome. 

While Hogikyan docs not necessarily reioiii-
mend that people conlc in for a vocal tune-up if 
they are not yet having a problem, he does 
emphasize the Importance of preventive nlailite-
nance through a host of healthy habits, much 
as a dentist couilsels patients to brush and 
floss regularly and avoid sweets. "A healthy 
body usually inenns a healthy voice box." he 
says.

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Decreasing the mortality rate from prostate 
cancer is one of the most formidable challenges 

facing medicine today. 
Many experts argue 
that widespread 
screening with subse­
quent radical prosta­
tectomy would lead to 
success; others sup­
port a less aggressive 
approach to detection 
and recommend 
watchful waiting as 
effective management. 
In this time of uncer­
tainty, what should 
physicians do? The 
answer lies in the 
facts about prostate 

cancer. 
Without question, prostate cancer Is com­

mon. In fact. It is the most common cancer in 
men today. This year, more than 315,000 new 
cases will be diagnosed In the United States 
alone. One of every 10 men In America will be 
diagnosed with prostate cancer in his lifetime 
and it is the second most com.Tion cause of 
cancer deaths. This year, approximately 4 1,000 
Americans will die of the disease. 

It is also known that there is no curative 
therapy for advanced prostate cancer. Once 
prostate cancer has escaped the confines of the 
prostate gland, it must be considered incurable. 
While the progression of advanced prostate can-

cer can be slowed with androgen deprivation 
therapy (hormonal manipulation), a cure does 
not e.xisl in such cases. Based on scientific data 
fi-om numerous investigations, it is well kiiown 
that prostate cancer begins as a small, micro­
scopic tunlor confined to the prostate. Life-
threatening prostate cancers do not suddenly 
appear one day as a massive tumor having 
spread throughout the body. If the cancer is 
confined to the prostate and the entire gland is 
removed, as occurs with the radical prostatec­
tomy, the man will be freed of the cancer. 

The only way to detect prostate cancer when 
it is still at an early, organ-confined, curable 
stage is through annual examinations of the 
prostate gland. Remember, prostate cancers 
that are curable are asymptomatic; when the 
symptoms develop the tumor is no longer at a 
curable stage. The most complete evaluation of 
the prostate gland is achieved through the com­
bined use of a digital rectal examination and a 
simple blood test called prostate-specific anti­
gen (PSA). Some cancers can be identified with 
the digital rectal examination while and others 
can only be detected with the PSA blood test. 
Thus, men who are at risk for prostate cancer 
should undergo annual prostate check-ups that 
consist of both detection methods. 

There are two groups who should undergo 
annual prostate check-ups: men In the general 
population 50 j'ears of age or older with a life 
expectancy of 10 to 15 years or more; and 
African-.American men an(i those with a family 
history of prostate cancer, who are 35 or older 

and have a life expectancy of at least 10 to 15 
years. These are the men who have the inost to 
benefit from early detection of prostate cancer 
because of their extended life expectancy - 30 
to 35 years for some. 

Every man with a life expectancy of 10 lo 15 
years or more has a right to know if he has 
prostate cancer, and If he does, to know it when 
the tumor Is organ-confined such that if he 
wishes to pursue definitive treatment he can do 
so with confidence. Indeed, it Is young men in 
their 40s, 50s, and early 60s with sinall. cur­
able cancers who become the older men in their 
late 60s and 70s with advanced, life-threaten­
ing, incurable tumors. 

To eliminate death from prostate cancer, 
physicians must focus early screening efforts 
on young men; identify prostate cancers at an 
organ-confined stage; and administer treat­
ments, such as the anatomical radical prostate­
ctomy, that have been determined to be effec­
tive for these early stages of disease. When this 
policy,is widely adopted by American men, 
prostate cancer v '̂lll become a curable disease.
