Bill Bullard wins
senate seat easily

State Rep. Willis Bullard is one
step closer o eapluring the 15th
district senate seal vacated by
former State Sen. [Jave Honig-
man.

Bullard won the four-way
Republican primary. Menday.
with 8,168 votes, State Rep. Bar-
bara Dobb finished secand with
6.215 votes; Farmington Hills cily
councilman Terry Sever posted
3.308 votes. and retived Northville
pediatrician Ed Cox captured 218
vO108.

“Tm extremedy happy with the
results of the primary and now
I'm going to focus on the special
general election Lhree weeks
away.” Bullard said Tuesday.

Bullard will face Farmington
Hills attornev, and Democrat,
Barry Brickner in a special gener-
al election slated for June 4.
Brickner ran unopposed in Morn-
day’s primary and received 4,193
votes. He'll have o do thuch bet-
fer June 4 to grab the seat [rom
Bullard and the Republicans in
one of the state’s strongest of
GO districts, Bullurd said that
even though the district is a GOP
stronghold. he'll still campaign
hard.

“Sure it's a Repubilican district
but ['m still going 1o have (o cam-
paign hard in order win the confi-
denee of the velers.” Bullard said.
“Taxes, welfare and crime will be
the focus of my campaign the

The 15th District senate seal
was vacated by Honigman earlier
this year due to health reasons.
Bullard currently serves as a
state representative in the 38th
district. He is a Milford attorney
and has served in the state legis-
luture for 14 years,

Volers in Novi and Northville
had very little impact on the race
wilh only 6 percent of Novi voters
and 8 pereent of Northville voters
casting ballots. The Novi resulls
mirrored the disirict-wide voter
tallies with Builard receiving
1,034 votes; Dobb received 349
votes, Sever received 139 votes,
and Cox received 26 votes. Brick-
ner received 139 votes in the
Democrat pritnary.

According to Charlene McLean,
of the Novi City Clerks office,
1.760 voters cast ballots in the
election.

Jeremy Truong dies
despite treatment

Novi Meadows fifth grader Jere-
my Truong was said lo have a
one-in-20,000 chance to find a
donor for the bone marrow trans-
plant he needed to save his life,

His frantic parents, Phong and
Caroline Truong, launched a
worldwide search. The donor was
found, the operation performed.
but Jeremy, who was suffering
from leukemia. died Monday at
1:20 p.m.

He would have been 11 in
June.

Vulnerable to Infection after the
October transplant, he became ill
in March and never regained his
strength, family friend Sally Her-
mann said Tuesday. Her daughter
Nikki. also ten, was one of Jere-
my's best friends.

"He was just such a nice liltle

boy.” a tearful Hermann said.

“He was a sirong bov. but not
strong enough lo fight this. We're
just going o miss him so much.
Nikkl's jusl kept saving, ‘he’s with
God now.™

Jeremy fell into a coma in early
April. Septicemia. or hlood poi-
soning, in combination with the
leukemia, led to his death.

“He didn't have the strength to
fight it off. He just got worse and
worse.” Hermann said.

"He came oul of the coma and
the family thought he understood
them. He couldn't talk.”

In March last year, the other-
wise healthy Jeremy had a stom-
ach ache and fever. so his par-
ents. both doctors, 1ook him to a
hospital emergency reom. There,
it soon became clear he had acule
lymphoblastic leukemia. a rare

Plans for the new schedule at
Novi High School are progressing
effectively, say officlals, and next
year's change-over should go
smoothly if recent trends continue.

The district formed parent, stu-
dent and staff committces after the
January 18 unanimous Board of
Education vole to switch the
school day from six 55-minute
periods per day to four 85-minute
periads beginning next year.

When that vote was taken,
trusiees also appreved a seminar
period, the detaijls which were to
come sometime in the near future.

Members of the seminar peried
commitiee attended the May 2
school board meeting to explain
the prellminary ideas for the reme-
diation period.

Shirley Ho, a parent rep on the
committee, sald there arc three
common objectives to the seminar
period. It's designed (o meet stu-
dent needs and reduce classroom
interruption as well as help stu-
dents set goals.

The philosophy s the period will
allow students to complete more
activities, enrich their curriculum,
make-up tests and work and allow
for remediation or study.

"It's student driven with
accountability and responsibility,”
Ho said. “It sets aside time for stu-

dents lo pursue academic and per-
sonal activily,” she emphasized.

The seminar perlod could be
between 45 and 60 minutes long
once or twice a week and would fit
within the 7:20 a.m. to 1:55 p.m.
school day.

The commititee on the seminar
period is expected to work out the
last details and present the plan to
the board next month.

As far as the overall restructur-

ing of the high school day goes, so
far, students have taken the first
step toward the pew schedule. In
April, students received the new
and improved course book and
submitted their requests for the
year.
Dr. Jennifer Cheal, assistant
principal, s now busy crealing a
master schedule that will fit the
request of as many students as
possible.

According to Cheal, things are
golng smoothly. Even if 1t did take
26 hours to run the computer pro-
gram that matches student

requests with class availability.

“We've learned it is going to
work,” sald Cheal. “We're exclted
about it.”

According to Cheal, in the last
round of computer matching, 87
percent of student requests were
filied. With the old system, typical-
ly 97 percent of requests were
honored.

Her sources tell her anything
above 80 percent is excellent.

But Cheal has much more time
to complete the matching process.
Student schedules will be matled
out the first week or so of August.

Principal Arthur Miller isn't too
concerned about students adapt-
ing to the new schedule next year
either. Students usually make the
transition betier than adults, he
sald, citing other schools' experi-
ences with making similar
changes.

Nevertheless, he sald, “the first

Judge Marilyn Kelly of the Court
of Appeals and Clrcuit Judge Jes-
sica Cooper cainpaigned at last
weekend's 11th Congresslonal Dis-
trict convention, where the chief
order of business was picking
national convention delegates,

Two places are open. Chicf Jus-
tice James H. Brickley. a Republi-
can appeintee and nominee, is
sceking reelection. Justice Charles
Levin, an independent of strong
liberal bent, must retire because
he is past age 70.

“She (Kellyl Is one of the most
judge-like people, in terms of tem-
perament, I know,” sald state Rep.
Maxine Berman, D-Southficld, in a
speech for Kelly, “She has been a
stalwart supporter of thls party.”

Kelly, of Bleomlield Hills, has
been on the state's second highest
court since 1988 and earller in her
career spent 12 years on the State
Beard of Education.

She {s making her second bid
for the Supreme Court, whose can-
didates run on a nenpartisan bal-
lot after being nominated by party
conventlons.  This year's nomina-
tions will be made at a Sept. 7
convention.

Kelly gained recent fame by wril-
ing the Court of Appeals’ 2-1 deci-
ston denying “charter schoeol™ sta-
tus to the Noah Webster Academy.

Cooper, a 10-year veteran of the
circuit bench and former South-
field district judge, gained public
attention when she was repeatedly
attacked by Prosecutor Richard
Thompson in one of the assisted

sujcide trials of Dr, Jack
Kevorklan. A jury acquitted
Kevorklan.

“That's THE race,” Cooper lold
Saturday's Demecratic conventlon
in Farmingten. “You know where |
come from. | can't speak partisan
politics. [ can only tell you where
my heart is. These are swing
seats.”

The state’s highest court has
three known Republicans, three
known Democrats and the inde-
pendent liberal. The Michigan

Chamber of Commerce agrees with
Cooper's assessment of the race’s
importance; the chamber has tar-
geted the Supreme Court race,
particularly as worker's comp and
general Habillity cases rise for judg-
ment.

Continued from 1
contact the adult in charge.

"It is definitely a problem, This
aliows them to handle the problem
without repercusslons to the chil-
dren in the strect. It comes back to
the man hoiding the permit,”
Jirasek said.

The new provision would not
permit children under 14 to solicit
aflter 7 p.m., unless accompanied
by an adult.

Currenily, minors selling goods
or collecting money for civie, chari-
table, rellgious, athletic and edu-
catlonal proups are not required to
have permits. Alter debate, that
provision was retained on a trial
basis.

However, the new ruling requires

adults spensors for non-charilable
organizations to apply for a group
permit. Originally, the adult appli-
cant would have been both finger-
printed and photagraphed. The
council replaced the fingerprinting
proposal, allowing the applicanl to
present inslead a valld driver's
license or state 1.d.

“We fingerprint criminals in our
country, we don't fingerprint peo-
ple who come inte the city for
solicitations. 1 do nat feel comfort-
able with this part of the ordl-
nance. The government’s going
way overboard,” Council Member
Nancy Casslis sald,

An applicant lor a permit which
will send minors out working the
streets must provide the name and

address of each child, as well as
the name, address and phone
number of the parent or guardtan
of each child.

As in the past, the local regula-
tion requires applications [or solic-
iing by adult groups such as the
Llons and Goodfellows. The per-
mits musi be displayed in plain
view on thelr persons.

Novi's atlorneys explained that
the ruling cannot be restricted
solely to non-local graups,
althaugh most complainis te the
police department focus on out-of-
town organizations.

As always, If a homeowner or
business person posts a no solicit-
ing sign, peddlers and solicitors
mus! stay away.

Everything's on tap for a tavern
and brewery on Grand River
Avenue,

Maonday. the Novi City Council,
metaphorically speaking, raiscd
their glasses 1o the $4.2 million
projeet by giving il revised prelimi-
nary site plan approval,

What's in the brew will be shop-
ping, dining and drinking in a
46,000-square-fost, two-story
building east ol Vie's World Class
Markel.

The micro-brewery, tap room,
restaurant complex will take up
7.200 square feet of the project,
willt another 4,600 for the brew-
house, 1 will have a maximam
seating capacity of 220,

A grocery specializing in Asian
food and a pet food store will con-
sume another 11,500 feet, ieaving
almaost 17,000 for offices and
another 6,000 square feet for addi-
tional shops.

All of this will link into Main
Street, where it's envisloned that
pedesirians will stroll about eat-
ing, drinking. shopping and other-

The micro-brewery, tap
room, restaurant will
take up 7,200 square
feet, with another 4,600
for the brewhouse. It will
have a maximum seating
capacity of 220.

{he rezoning, because of the num-
ber of prolesting property owners,
five votes were needed to change
the classification. And they simply
weren't there.

“The city's gol to be planned.
You can't let it go helter skeiter as
other cities have done. It takes ini-
tiative,” Council Member Robert
Schmid said in favor of the rezon-
ing.

Eleven property owners had
submitted letters of protest and
several more registered theirs ver-
bally to the city council. With the
zoning change, existing businesses
such as Fendt Transit Mix, Mobil
0il, Novi Auto Parts, Novi Ceme-
tery and Metro-25 Tires would
have been “grandfathered” in, as
would the approved site plan [or
developer George Keros's Novi
Grand project at the southwest
coruer of Novi Road and Grand
River Avenue,

The land targeted runs from the
west side of Novi Road to the rail-
road tracks and up to the former
depot site at Grand River, as well
as the south side of Grand River
from Fire Station Number One up
to Kinko's.

With the change to Town Center
District, the emphasis would be on

creating a “small shop” environ-
ment, with on the sireet parking,
zero lot lines, retail outlets of no
more than 7,500 square feet and
awnings and signs extending into
the rights-of-way.

Rogers said buslness owners
were concerned about being
restricted to stores of no more
than 7,500 square feet.

Council Mermmber Rob Mitzel,
backed by Council Member Kathy
Mutch, suggested that those who
didn't want to be part of the dis-
trict could be left out and every
other parcel could be rezaned.

"I think it's only fair that we stop
trying to initate a rezoning, Some

areas are willing to be part of it.
It's a [airness issue,” Mitzel said.

Administration makes a land trade

Not all leftovers are kept In the
refrigerator.

When the City of Novi did a land
swap with developers Evergreen
I, trading its Novi Road frontage
and other land for the right-of-way
to Main Street, a ten-fool slice of
city land was kept In the public
domain.

Monday, the Novi City Council
decided to donate the land, valued
at $12,000, to the developers.

But that isn't the only prize in
the offing for Main Strect.

The Michigan 50s Festival Com-
millee is considering dedicating
some of the event's future profits
to a $86,000 band shell for Novi's
custom-buill downtown. Also, the
Novi Chamber of Cominerce is
working to raise $20,000 for a
clock, similar to the one in down-
town Northville, for the project.

On May 6, the council post-
poned action on handing the strip
of land over, secking more infor-
matior.

At that time, City Allorney David
Fried explained that Evergreen 1l
is concerned that the city will use

the Jand for a road enabling indus-
trial developments to the south of
Main Street access to the shopping
and dining district.

in return for the land, Evergreen
Il will build on the strip a decora-
tive wall and landscaping as an
entrance way {o Main Sireet from
Novi Road.

FFor Monday's meeting, City
Finance Director Les Gibson noted
in a memo to the council that if
the property was added on to Main
Sireet, it would bring $300 annu-
ally in city, counly and school
taxes. He also advised Lhat

because of the size and limited use
of the land, he didn't see any
advantage to a public sale of the
property.

Not all of the council favored the
give away. Council Member Rob -
Mitzel said he felt the city should
keep the land and, should the
industrial area to the south rede-
velop as an adjunct to Main Street,
incorporate the strip with that
property.

By giving the land le Main
Street, he added, “it blocks public
access to thal public road by this
other property.”

Let's enforce residency
rules, or get rid of them

tion polling showed that while voters
believed he was o resident of his dis-
trict, they also did not care.

It might come as a surprise o some
that the slate constitution contains
what is basically an ionors system
law. But that's essentially what the
residency rule is. The constitution
does permit the Legislature (o take
action against sitting lawmakers who
fil to make their hones within their
districts but, realisticallv, that doesn't
happen. You can't expeet elected offi-
cials to move decisively against a cal-
league in a case that concerns none ol
{heir own constituents.

The resideney rule. then. is litke
more than a recommendation, afbeit
one that enjoys constitutional status.
Ultimately, the decision about govern-
mental representation rests with the
voters, And what the voters sadd in this
clection is that it doesn’t matter to
them where their representative lives.
as long as he or she does a decent job
of serving them and addressing their
CONCerns.

I we are not going to enforce a rule
like the residency provision. why have
it?

Not only could the district avoid competing
with preschools. the distriet could actually
deliver services to more yvoungsters. For
example. the schonl district could set up a
referral service, not only listing the available
daycares and preschools in the arca for par-
ents, but also keeping track of the openings
the preschools have lor new students, A
referral service could Gl parents in on the
iypes of programs the various private seclor
preschools have to offer. tryving to match the
students’” personalities and developmental
levet to the appropriate program.

Or maybe the Novi Conununity Education
Department could offer classes to train peo-
ple how to run their own preschools. Com-
munily Ed could offer vlasses on how o set
ane up: how (0 get a license; how to teach
preschool, what techniques are available and
educational goals should be; and how to run
the business side of a preschool operation,

The passibilities for subfects preschool
praviders might be interested In are endless.

Commumity Ed could also put together pro-
grams designed specifically for presentation
at the private sector preschools and daycares
across the community. Traveling presenta-
tions could move from one preschool to
another.

Or perhaps the district could set up pro-
grams at school buildings which would be an
educational field trip for the preschoolers. Set
up an educational presentation at one of the
schools and ask preschool praviders to bring
their children in one group at a time.

Providers might just appreciate these kinds
of additional programs that would enhance
their educational efforts.

And it is a supportive role, not one which
would compete .

We urge the Novi school district to take a
step back from where it's headed with this
preschool program and rethink the process.
Rather than get into the preschool business
further, we'd urge it to take a supportive role.

In fact, we'd like to see the school district
out of the preschoo] business allogether. But
there are many programs that the school dis-
triet could put on for preschools and day-
caré$ which would support those businesses.
Not only would it serve the students them-
selves but it would serve to improve the busi-
nesses of the people who are trying to operate
childeare in Novi.

Masi of us consider our-

selves fairly educated, when it
cones to driving an automo-
hile, I know 1 da. T drive about
100 miles a day in the City of
Novi, patrolling the streets.
Some days 200 miles. There
is an tneredible volume of
people entering and exiting
the streets of Novi (o the tune
ol 100,000 plus cars a day.
This doesntl include the peo-
ple who actually live here.

Now don't get me wrong, we
all know there is a loi of us
here in Novi on an every day basis. Thal's becausc
Novi is a ¢great place to live and work.

So. when we drive our cars, we have to be safely
conscious. Not just for ourselves, but alse for our
neighbors.

llaving said that, have vou ever gone down the
road, stopped lor a red light, leoked over to the car
next to you, only to discover that a 3- or 4-vear cld
child is standing in the front seat? Or maybe a child
is silting on his mother's lap. the mother herself
being seat belied in, yet helding the child? If this or
any number of other situations has golten your
blood pressure up. you are not alone.

it probably makes you want to get out of your car.
right there on the road. pull out a chalkboard and
send the driver back to Driver Improvement School.
You'd probably want to explain Newton's Law that
an object in.motion continues to remain in motion at
the original speed, until acted on by outside forces.

The outside forces will stop a person not buckled
in. However, those oufside forces are: A windshield,
a dashboard, a steering wheel, ete. etc. etc.

You've not lived unii] you've had to pull someone
out of a car whose hair and skin from the top of
their head and face are embedded into the wind-

shield of a car.
If you don't believe me 1 challenge you to find out

for voursell. B vou know a policeman, lireman, or
EMS driver on a personal basis L. ask them what
they have seen time and again,

Every officer 1know can recount a story where
injury or death canld have been prevented.

But for us. it's more than a story, more than a
stalistic, hecause we get the Taxury of putting a face
and a person with the storv, It's human tragedy and
all we can do is shake our heads and wonder why
the person wasn't buekled in,

Or why the child was standing on the front seat
when the head on collision oceurred.

Bid vou know that a car can come to a complete
stop in 1/ 10th of a second? That's from impact 1o
full stop. Wow. isn'l that increditzle,

I think thal the only person who could survive a
crash like that would be Superman, But vou want to
know the incredible truth? You can increase your
chances of being just like Superman. when vou
buckle up.

A vehicle decelerating from 35 miph 1o a standstill
in 1/10th of a seeond will sustain abowt 20 G's of
force. S0 a 10 pound infant mulliplied by 20 G's
equals about 200 pounds of force going forward in a
frontal accident.

Now I know that there are a lot of Super Moms
and Dads out there who work out everyday, but I'm
willing to bet that you won't be able to hold onto a
child in an aceident. even if vou're buckled in and
holding your child.

Remember, it's anly 1/101h of a second. Faster
than the blink of an cye.

Finally. the ultimate insult to injury occurs when
a child is on a parents lap and both are buckled in

. together ... using the same helt. In this situation,
the weight of the parent crushes the child instantly,

Michigan law requires all children under the age of
four to be in a salely seat. Don't fight it, just do it.

In this definition of a
person, membership in a family was secondary
to one’s own individuality.

I suspert that in a subtle way, this shift in
the relative conceptian of individuals in relation
to families has undergirded the breakdown of
the traditional lamily. And it {s this breakdown
that lies behind the concern for "family values™
and {s expressed today in fascination with
parental responsibility ordinances.

Certainly, the rise in juvenile crime is alarm-
ing. In Qakland County. for example. violent
juvenile crime jumped 256 percent over the
past 12 years, and national estimates suggest
an increase of 100,000 violent juvenile offend-
ers over the next decade,

Will parental responsibilily ordinances have
much weight in the mind of a bad kid like Alex
Provenzino? [ doubt it very much.

But properly writtenn and applied with care,
will they provide parents and police with a toal
of last resort to suggest that people are, at the
end of the day, family members and that their
behavior needs to be affected by the lamily as a
whole? | beHeve they will.

(The profitable
firm. incidentally. is Wal-Mart, which lisis CEQ
David Glass’ compensation on page 3 of ils
proxy statement.}

In fairness to Hall. let it be pointed out he
didi't trundle off with 1 million cash. He "vol-
untarily elected to use 100 percent of this cash
bonus to purchase restricled shares of compa-
ay common siock ..

Recall that K mart siock which traded in the
820s a few years back, bottomed out at $6 last
year. The day this column was composed, il
traded at $10.

But K mart's proxy staterent [pg. 11) also
tells us that Hall got “an effective 20 percent
discount undes the Company's Managemenl
Stock Purchase Plan.” In other words. the stock
Hall acquired in the §5 bailpark has doubled in
price. He may nol peddle it for two more years,

The page 7 salary charl says Hall’s base
salary was $660.300. Correction: He worked
only part of 1995 for K mart. On page 11, we
find hls annual base salary is §1 million. The
proxy statement reveals him to be a warm-
hearted soul; "At his request, Mr. Hall did not
reccive a salary inerease for fiscal 1996.7

Let us nol ignore Hall's ieam: Ron Floto,
EVP, $103.280 bonus; Marv Rich. another EVP,
$103.280 bonus: Tom Watkins, senior VP,
£85,628 bonus: Don Keeble, still another EVP,
§74,620; plus stock options.

[ was taught thal a honus is extra payment

for a good performance. K mart has bottomed
out, but has yet to recover. Moreover, Hall's
team got bonuses for running a smaller enter-
prise than the one from which Antonini was
ejected.

Instead of soaking up $1.4 million in bonus-
es, Hall's team could have kept 25 workers
aboard at $30.000 pius benefits. They would
have spent a chunk of their salaries on their
families in a K mart store,

Chamber joins state FOI fight

The State Chamber of Commerce
joined the Michigan Press Associa-

ntormation Act from high fees
sought by county governments.

Garage sale signs sprouting all over town

With all of nature around us
poiniing Lo signs of spring. other
signs are pointing 1o garage sales.

For some. spring cleaning also
means selling what yvou and your
family don’t want, haven't used,
or have oulgrown.

The third annual Novi Spring
Clean Up Sale on May 11 had 26
spaces for residents 1o peddle
their property to others who came
in search of anything fromn cloth-
ing to toys to household ltems.

“Everything is negotiable.”
Karagozian said. "The one and

two dollar iterns went real fast.”
"Things vou want to get rid of

vou price real cheap.” Grigg said.
“You can tell if someone jumps

at it [an offer]). they probably want

Lo get rid of it." said Paula Reitz of
Novi.

Although Reitz did a little shop-
ping from other booths on Satur-
day, she was ronfident that even
with the $25. 10 foot hy 15 foot
space rental, she would go home
with money in her pocket. The fee
included all advertising on cable
lelevision, and in daily and weekly
newspapers.

“A couple of subdivisions in
Novi don't ailow their homeowners
lo have a garage sale,” said Scott
Mercer. Novi Parks and Recre-
alions coordinator. "This is a way
for them to bhave one.”

Children's toys were hot on Sat-
urday while children’'s car seats
weren’t moving at ali. One and
lwo dollar ilems went real fast,
according 1o Karagozian.

Across the sireet from the Novi
Civic Center, a subdivision garage
sale was going on at the
Jamestowne Green subdivision.

At Elaine Yocumn's garage sale,
all proceeds henefited the Sparlan
Swim Club. Added lo the ilems
that varlous swim club members
donated for the sale were hol dogs
and cupcakes.

Yocum slashed prices at 1:30
p.m. when she put everything at
half price for the remainder of the
sale, which ended at 4 p.ni.

Around the corner from Yocum,
was Debbie Goldin. Goldin’s cus-
temers told her they plan their
vacalions around the garage sales
in this area, then they take the
treasures back down south.

! never realized how popular
garage sales are,” said Goldin,
who has participated in the sub
sale for three years. Goldinn esti-
mates that about 150 people

" stopped into her garage during

the sale.
“If 1 see people looking at some-
thing, I'l offer haif off,” she said.
Some people don't have time lo

organize a garage sale (hemselves.
Besides determining which ileins
stay and which go Lo the sale,
there's pricing and manning the
parage. Some residents had ilems
from neighbors and relatives, On
the plus side, is meeting the
neighbors and cleaning your
house, according ta Goldin.

Choosing which garage sales 1o
Irequent depends on what you're
looking for. Goldin likes older
neighborhoods because she ooks
for old jewelry and china.

Grandmothers look for haby
ftterns for their grandehildren and
choose areas with younger fami-
lies, Men lock for tools and clee-
tronic things.

“Some of the men are like
scouts for their wives,” Goldin
said.

Ple o feel comfortable walking in.”

For Linda Margrave, who has
not participaled in the sale lor
four years. the annual
Jamestowne sub sale went better
than she had expected, consider-
ing the weather was a little on the
cold and rainy side, )

"There hasn't been a lot of back
and forth.” sald Margrave of her
prices. "Early this morning were
the bargainers, the more experi-
enced ones.”

One ol the dreaded decisions of
the day is what to do with the
things that don’t sell. Al the Civic
Center, most would rather sell it
than take it home.

When the lime runs out at the
end of the day, among the options
for objects that remain on the
lable include charitable organiza-
lions, resale shops and another
garage sale next year.

To develop. preserve and con-
serve wetlands is the reason
Jacque Hodges joined the Novi
Planning Commission when she
moved here with her family four
years ago.

On Thursday morning alter a
meeting, she said, "I'm no good. ]
hang on every word that’s said,”
and it’s too much.

“But I enjoy volunteering on the
planning commission.” Hodges
sald. "I've been volunteering in
something all my life. It's a way of
life for me.”

And working for the preserva-

The following are some basics of allergic eye
conditions and how your optometrist, if board
certified 1o prescribe medications, can help you
he more comfortable.

The nasal corner of the eyes has one of the
largest concentrations of cells that react and
cause allergy symptons. Called "mast cells,”
they release the compound histamine that trig-
gers symploms such as redness, swelling and
itching.

Current allergy theraples include:

+ Mast-cell stabilizers. which prevent his-
tamine from being released.

Heattes

» Antihistamines. which block histamine
from where it needs {o go to cause the next step
in the allergic reactlon.

» Steroids, non-steroidal anti-inflammatories
and vasoconstrictors, which short-eireut the
allergic reaction once histauiine has reached its
receplors.

The first group of drugs, mast ceil stabilizers,
are commonly used in nasal spray and eye
drop form. They are very mild with few side
elfects so they can be taken long term, but they
vary in effectiveness.

Since they address the very beginning of the
allergy reaction (histamine release) they are not
useful in relieving allergy symptomis that have
already begun. Patients must use mast-cell sta-
bilizers days before they will be exposed to
allergens, and they must be taken faithiully or
the effect is losi.

A well-known group of drugs called antihis-
tamines is found in most over-the-counter
allergy pills and more recently in non-prescrip-
tion eye drops. These help relieve symploms
already present. If your family doctor approves.
taking oral antihistamines alone may control
itchy eyes. If not, adding over-the-counter anti-
histamine eyce drops may help. These drops
-aften include-a vasaconstrictor (a drug to con:
strict the hlood vessels in the white of the eye].
These drops are for occasional use and

shouldn't be used long term or with certain
forms of glaucoma. Ironically, the vasoconstric-
tor component can lead to increased redness if
overused.

The last group of drugs. which include mild
steroids, can be very useful in health care.
Steroid eye drops wark great short-term, but
can cause increased pressure in the eye and
cataracts with chronic use.

A fairly new eye drop (ocular) has a non-
slercidal, anti-inflammaltory agent similar lo
{buprofen. This gives the advantage of a steroid
with decreased side effects. Steroids and relat-
ed drops relieve symptoms after they have
begun.

Allergy relief can sometimes be as simple as
avoiding allergens. This can include staying in
an air-conditioned area and avoiding freshly
mown laws. A cold washcloth held over the eyes
and artificial tear drops to rinse the eyes also
can be therapeutic,

Many eye drops shouldn't be used with cer-
taln contact lenses, so you'll want to check with
your optometrist flrst. Working together, you
and your optometrist can minimize allergy
symptoms so you can enjoy all the wonderful
seasons. ‘

A warning to Northville High
athletes: if you plan on drinking or
doing drugs, don't plan on playing,

That was the message sent Mon-
day night by the Northville Board
of Educatien. The board voled
unanimously to revise the dis-
trict’s athletic code of conduct
making illegal substance use
penalties more severe,

Athletes caught possessing or
using alcohol, illegal drugs or
tobacco will be removed from their
team on first offense. Second
offense means removal from the
teamn and exclusion from all athlet-
ics for the entire school year.

These new guidelines will take
effect starting the 1996-97 school
year,

‘I think we need to send a mes-
sage to athletes that any kind of
substance abuse won't be tolerat-
ed.”
