Fifteen different times tfie rlight 
of May 3. an 18-year-old female 
walked into a bar or a store and

Only four times was she suc­
cessful-

The teen was part of a decoy 
program set up by Novl Police to 
test local businesses which sell 
alcohol to see if t1iey would let the 
minor buy- The legal drinlcing age 
is21-

Chill's restaurant on Eight Mile 
Road, Arbor Dnlg Store on PonUac 
Tra i l , Grady's Anlerican Gri l l 
restaurant in the Novi Town Cen­
ter and the Library Pub on Grand 
River were all issued citations by 
police that night for selling to the 
decoy. 

During these incidents tfie decoy 
entered the establishment with 
plainclothes officers in tow and 
attempted to purchase beer from 
the clerk or from a bartender or 
waitress. On tliese four occasions, 
the decoy Was not asked for Identi­
fication and Was served. 

At that point lhe officers, watch­
ing fionl a short distance, identi­
fied tllemsolves lo the establish-
inent and issued citaUons. 

Tne bartender that did that was 
terminated and wc are adhering to 
all alcohol related laws," explained 
Keevan Coles, assistant manager 
at Grady's. "We're shocked that it 
happeiled to begin with because 
we're prclly tight heie about diat." 

Coles said nlanagement requires 
staff lo iTqurst identification for 
guests appealing uilder the age of 
30. Progranis like the decoy pro­
gram Ilelp the restaurant deter­
mine if staff is following all the 
rules. 

"We agree wilh the Uleory," Coles 
said, "niat's (ine way to find out if 
it's happening, then we can focus 
on it." 

Alan Barnett, general manager 
of the Libraiy F ĵb and Grill said 
Ihclr establishnicnt usually isn't 
frequented by a younger crowd but 
it tries to ensure compliance witli 
tlle law by having a doorman and 
stamping the hands of younger 
customers. 

"It's a very embarrassing situa­
tion here," Barnett explained. "We 
do our blest to keep them out and 
99 percent of the time We do." 

He said he and his partners 
Want to be good members of the 
community and are taldng further 
steps to "assure it Will never 
happen again." 

The main office of Chili's cou1d 
not be reached for comment. 

Arbor Drugs spokesman Fred 
Marx said the company has pro-
ceiises In place to avoid those situ­
ations but irnfortunately, this Ume 
they didn't worlc. 

"It is unfortunate that this 
transaction took place," explained 
Marx. "We'll intensify our training." 

Decoys are chosen from friends, 
relatives and associates of the 
pohce force. 

There's no attempt to disguise 
them," said Shaeffer. "We make 
sure they have no phony ID on 
them." 

"It's a clean forthright operation. 
There's no attempt to entrap at 
all," Shaeffer added. 

Other targets that passed the 

test were: Rite Aid in the Farmer 
Jack Plaza, the Willowbrook Mar­
ket, Golden Oaks Party Store. Vin­
tage Wine. Novl Party Store, 
donna's Fine Wine, Depot VI, l^ke-
view Market. Ruby Tuesday. Max 
and Erma's and the Castle Wine 
Shop. 

Shaeffer said most of the targets 
were chosen at random, with some 
businesses with prior offenses 
were added to the list. "Those that 
seeln to have problems get visited 
more regularly." he said. 

"Most people With liquor licenses 
are very responsible and run a 
clean business," Shaeffer said. 

The chief said the city has not 
had a situation where a license 
has been revoked because of these 
violations. 

The program is conducted sever­
al times a year. The businesses are 
aware such a program exists With­
in the department, according to 
Shaeffer. 

The Liquor Control Commission 
was notified of all four violations 
and the cases are open pending 
court proceedings.

The state Senate has g iven 
unanimous approval to four bills 
sponsored hy Sen. Robert Geake, 
R-Northville, making il a misde­
meanor to Interfere Witli the fish­
ing of two million resident license 
holders and one-third nlillion out-
of-state tourists. 

Target: PETA, for People for Eth­
ical Treatment of Animals. 

"The individuals against legal 
f i sh ing i n M i c h i g a n purpose ly 
harass anglers by speeding by in 
boats, throWing rocks in the water 
near fishing lines, scal ing away 

the fish and nIining the legitimate 
enjoyment of a great A m e r i c a n 
pastime." said Geake as the bills 
went to the House. 

No one spoke against the bills 
earlier this month as they passed 
on 36-0 votes. Co-sponsors includ­
ed Sens. Loren Bennett, R-Canton, 
and Mat Dunasklss, R-Lake Orion. 

Geake a n d A r t D l t t m a r , the 
Farmington Hills resident who is 
president of Michigan United Con­
servation Clubs, hope for action by 
summer. 

"PETA has shown their true col­
ors and exposed the core of their 
agenda - to stop all consumptive 
use of a n i m a l s , p e r i o d , " sa id 
Richard L. Jameson, new executive 

director of the 120,000-nlember 
M U C C . 

"For many years, anglers have 
subsidized the inanagenlenl of our 
slate's aquatic resources through 
the purchase of fishing licenses," 
J a m e s o n s a i d . " F i s h i n g Is as 
Anlerican as apple pie ... tailor-
made for kids and fajnilies." 

Licenses, likely lo go up 20 per­
cent in price next year, cover the 
enure $18 million fisheries budget 
of the state Department of Natural 
Resources, Geake said. With it, 
DNR releases 47 million fish of 25 
species Into state Waters. 

Geake called the measure "pre­
emptive" s ince P E T A h a s 
announced but nol begun a cam­

paign to bother anglers. Here is 
how the bi l ls , if enacted, would 
work: 

• Senate Bill 963 protects recre­
at ional f i shermen in a m a n n e r 
similar to thie "hunter harassment 
law" of 1992. RepUIes are added to 
the definition of "aquatic sf)ecies." 

• SB 964 says a first offense of 
harassment is punishable by up to 
93 days in Jail and a fine of at least 
$500 and u p to $1,000. Second 
offense Is punishable by u p to a 
year i n j a i l , a fine o f at least 
$1,000 and up to $2,500.

There are certain steps couples must 
take and information they nnust know if 
they are interested in international 
adoptions: 

• Couples must select an international 
adoption agency The phone book is a 
good start or they may talk to friends to 
find references. Two agencies are Inter­
national Family Services, contact Jane 
Gardner at (810) 349-4430 or (810) 
349-3811, or Covenant in Colorado. 
The agencies will help couples through 
all steps in the process and with the 
detailed papenwork involved. Interna­
tional adoption agencies do not have to 
be licensed to work overseas, but IFS 
recently was licensed. 

• The agency will direct couples to get 
started on a home study. Home studies 
are done by licensed Michigan agen­
cies. Representatives review the cou­
ples' records and employment status, 
require medical exams, conduct three 
interviews with families and require ref­
erence letters as well a s complete a 
detailed questionnaire. 

• Couples must file an application with 
the Immigration Department in the Unit­
ed States. 

• For most adoptions it can cost about 
$15,000 including paperwork fees, the 
home study and travel to the foreign 
country

For iiislaiiee, Gardner said last 
summer Ihe Russian goverilnlent 
I'slablislled a registry and children 
ild longer lnust ilave a birlh defect 
in order lo be adopted before the 
age of 4, 

Gardner said it lakes about 
three months lo complete paper­
work, about three illonlhs lo gel 
an assignlnenl. and about three 
lnoillhs before couples travel to 
llleel their new child. 

The nunlbcr of Chinese adop­
tions arc growing asll-ononlically. 
according lo Gardner. Because of 
the exploding popuhilion protllenls 
in that colintry. couples ai-e only 
allowed lo Liear one child. 'l"ypical-
ly. those parents wanl a inale child 
and will abandon female babies.

"I'm old enough to remelnber 
when women witJi nloney went to 
Sweden," said Dolan. "These 
restrictions are so severe there will 
be shutdowns (of clinics)." 

Munse l l . chair of Michigan 
Republ icans for Choice, coin-
plained that one bill would have 
"government collecting all these 
Information for endless periods." 

They objected to Uiese Right to 
Life-backed hills: 

• Holise Bill 5798 (Terry Geiger. 
R-Lake Odessa) which will require 
governmental certificates of need, 
now required of llospltals, and 
other sllff regulations. 

• HB .5797 (Michael Gl-iflin. D--
.Jackson) which will require much 
nlore reporting by physicians per-
forinlng abortions. 

• House BUI 5799 (Michelle 
McManus. R-Traverse City) 
requiring other reporting of com-
plicaUons alleged to have resu1ted 
from abortions. 

The bills are assigned to the 
House Health Policy Committee, 
chaired by Rep. John Jarnian, R-
Bloonifield Township. 

Coincldentally. Berman. Mun-
.sell. Dolan and Jamlan all have 
announced they aren't seeking 
reelection.

Faculty members should be free 
to use their own teaching inctliods 
a n d styles, say six candidates for 
O a k l a n d C o m m u n i t y Col lege 
trustees. 

'Hiey Were asked their reacUon 
to Wayne State University F'resi-
d c n t David Adamany's proposal 
t h a t t eachers of I n t r o d u c t o r y 
courses all use the same textbooks 
and lesson plaiis. 

T h e exchange took place last 
m o n t h When the O C C F a c u l t y 
A s s o c i a t i o n h e l d a c a n d i d a t e s 
m e e t i n g on the O r c h a r d Ridge 
C a m p u s . Nine persons, including 
one incumbent, are seeking two 
posts In the June 10 election. 

"I respect D L .Adamany, but my 
r e a c t i o n is negative," sald D r . 

Thomas vSulllvan. a Rochester Hills 
resident With a dental practice in 
Bioomfield Hills and a newcomer 
to the O C C race. "Each InsUtuUon 
knoWs Its own needs." 

"It denigrates the faculty," said 
Marguerite Walker II, an attorney 
Who has taught part-time at O C C s 
Royal O a k C a m p u s . "Individual 
teaching styles are lost. It damages 
the role of individual faculty," said 
Walker, another neWcomer. 

"Thirty years ago We tried stan­
dardized tests," said John Wanglcr, 
a Beverly Hills resident Who retired 
In 1992 from the O C C faculty as a 
teacher of philosophy and psychol­
ogy. "It Was a farce - a complete 
flop. We should set outcomes. We 
should recognize the unique teach­
ing style of an instructor I'm very 
much opposed." 

"It forces teaching to the test," 
said James Doyon, a former Oak­
land C o u n t y commiss ioner Who 
teaches at University of Detroit 
High School. "1 teach math. Some 
take it to get a h e a d a n d some 
b e c a u s e they f l u n k e d it. T h a t 
(Adamany ' s proposal ) is really 
micro-management," said Doyon, 
making his second bid for the O C C 
board. 

'He Wants to assure a particular 
level of competence ," sa id 
Lawrence Kohl , Farmlngton Hills 
res ident With a law practice in 
Royal Oak. "Each instructor has a 
un ique means of conveying the 
subject. What may be good for one 
s t u d e n t m a y not be good for 
another," sald Kohl, In his first run 
for office. 

"1 Wonder if Adalnany has found 

a Way to s t a n d a r d i z e o u r s t u ­
dents," said S a n d r a Ritter, the 
three - term I n c u m b e n t s e e k i n g 
reelection. "We teach from Where 
they are, not from Where We are. It 
Woiild not Work here," said Ritter, 
a Waterford public schools teacher. 

No-shoWs were Jeanne ToWar, 
publ ishing executive from Royal 
Oak; Ellen Ferguson, Bioomfield 
HUls resident Who teaches In Pon­
tiac; and J a n Mack, Waterford res­
ident and former O C C s tudent 
m a k i n g her second b id for the 
Ixiard.

After tWo long years , several 
committees, and plenty of study, 
the Northviile Public School Dis­
trict w i l l finally let the voters 
decide Whether to approve a $61 
million bond issue and $1.9 mil­
lion in enhancement miUage. 

T h e board u n a n i m o u s l y 
approved the bond push Monday. 
District Superintendent Leonard 
Rezmierski explained that after 
two years of painstaking research 
by various citizens cominittees it is 
t ime for the d i s tr i c t to "move 
ahead" for tlie fliture of Northville's 
children. 

"We've studied this issue all that 
We can, and now we need to act, 
we need to set the direction for the 
future of the high school and the 
district," he said. 'At tills juncture 
We need the school board to for­
mally support the recomrnenda-
tions and ask for voter approval." 

According to Rezinierski, no date 
has been officially set for the elec­
tion. If everything falls into place, 
he explained, the issues should go 
before voters sometime this fall. 

In order for the district to take 
advantage of the last year of allow­
able enhancement millage, they 
must get voter approval before 
October Ihe enhancement millage 
is a one-time-only levy allowable 
under Proposal A, Which altered 
school funding in 1994. There is

If the separate r e q u e s t s are 
approved, the district wil l utilize 
the funds for the construction of a 
new high school, along With the 
convers ion of the c u r r e n t high 
school facility into a middle school. 
Improvement projects for the otlier 
schools in the district have also 
been identified. 

According to a district proposed 
bond cost surninary, $48 million 
will be spent on the construction 
of Ihe new high school facility. Tile 
convers ion of the c u r r e n t high 
school and other school upgrades 
have been estimated at $11 mil­
lion, with an addlUonal $5.2 mil­
lion in technology upgrade costs. 
ITle total package will cost taxpay­
ers $61 millioii. an estimated mil­
lage increase of 2.35 mills. 

The enhancement mil lage will 
increase the millage rate by 1.95 
mills and Will bring $1,9 million to 
the district. Rezmierski said that 
the funds Will be used to support 
personnel costs that Will aid in the

i n a c c r e d i t a t i o n

E v e n though five of the eight 
Northvi i le publ ic schools have 
been given great m a r k s by the 
State B o a r d of E d u c a t i o n , 
NorthVllle school officials aren't 
entirely satisfied With the resi11ts. 

A m e r m a n , Moraine and Silver 
Springs elementary schools and 
C o o k e a n d Meads M i l l m i d d l e 
schools were five of 151 schools in 
the state that received summary 
accreditat ion status last Week. 
That means the schools met or 
exceeded the state's standards hi 
core curriculum, Micliigan Educa­
tional Assessment Program (MEAP) 
test scores and school Improve-

' ment goals. 
W h i l e many s c h o o l d i s t r i c t s 

Would sell their souls to have one 
school receive the top accredita-
Uon status, Northviile dlsfrict offi­
cials aren't overly impressed with 
the rating because they are tied to 
M E A P results. 

A c c o r d i n g to S u p e r i n t e n d e n t 
Leonard Rezrnlerskl, accreditation 
Is not an In-depth or a credible 
Way to properly rate the quality of 
education at a given schfxil. 

"It Is important that teachers 
and parents assess What we are 
doing." Rezmierski said. "The lit­
mus test should tie more than that 
one y e a r snapshot In t ime. We 
shou ld be following how We are 
doing in educating kids through­
out the process. 

"I'm happy with the results but 1 
don't want to put all of my eggs in 
one basket," he added. "I Want to 
ensure that our schools are con­
ducive to good learnmg. Our first 
job Is everyday for every kid." 

Winchester elementary school 
a n d Northvi i l e H i g h S c h o o l 
received "interim" status, Which 
means the schools met some but 
not all of the standards put forth 
by the state. Thornton Creek Ele­
mentary School received a "no sta­
tus" rat ing because it has only 
been open for two school years and 
does not have three years of M E A P 
scores. 

Unaccredited schools could lose 
a b o u t 5 percent of their state 
fundhig if they go for more than a 
year wi thout reach ing at least 

interim status. 
Even t h o u g h NorthVl l l e High 

School recelVed an Interim status 
rating by the state, the school has 
been accredited by the North Cen­
tral Association, according to Prin­
cipal T o m Johnson. 

The high school's accreditation 
Was extended through the 1995-96 
schoo1 year at the NCA's annua1 
meeting in Chicago M a r c h 27. 

The association ls the largest of 
the country's regional accrediting 
agencies, Jolmson explained. It Is 
a voluntary coalition of more than 
7 ,000 s c h o o l s a n d m o r e than 
1,000 colleges and unlVersitles In 
a 19 state region of the country. 

T h e a s s o c i a t i o n W o r k s With 
schools to Improve the quality of 
education through a continuous 

viprocess ofacGTeditatlonandeValu-
a t ion , a n d c u r r e n t l y accred i t s 
about 950 Michigan schools. 

J o h n s o n s a i d the p r o c e s s is 
lengthy and Intensive. .Along with 
host ing periodic on-s i te evalua­
tions by a visiting team of educa­
tors , J o h n s o n s a i d , e a c h N C A 
school is accredited on the basis of 
an armual report on conditions hi 
the school, and on supplementaiy 
information provided to the NCA. 

T h e c o n t i n u e d a c c r e d i t a t i o n 
m e a n s that the c o n d i t i o n s for 
effectlVe e d u c a t i o n exist at 
NorthVlUe High School. 

Even the district's Ear ly Child­
hood Center preschool program is 
gearing up its effort toward nation­
al accreditation. 

A c c o r d i n g to D i r e c t o r Pat 
M a c l s a a c , the c e n t e r recent ly 
began the accreditat ion process 
With two separate observations, by 
t eachers , of the 16 different 
preschool classes within the pro­
gram, 

M a c l s a a c e x p l a i n e d that the 
results of the classroom observa­
tions Were compiled a n d studied 
by parents and teachers, and were 
used in developing an action plan 
for the program. It was sent to the 
National Academy of Early Child­
hood Accreditation .Agency, Which 
will review the plan a n d perform 
onsite Inspections of the program 

The results of the accreditation 
process could be i n the hands of 
district officials sometime hi Jime.

N o i s e is good noise, or bad 
noise, depending on which side of 
the air conditioner you're on. 

D e s p i t e reaf f irming the Novi 
Planning Commission findings on 
iline otller counts, Oakland Coun­
ty C i r c u i t Court Judge Richard 
Kuhn reversed Uie special land use 
approva l given to the Interlock 
Corporat ion in 1994 saying the 
research done on seven air condi­
t ioning units was unsubstantial 
and did not prove the noise froin 
l l icrn would not have adverse 
illlpacts on nearby residents. 

"... the PLinning Coinillis.sion did 
not have competent or substantial 
ev idence to make any findings 
regarding noise." the opinion dated 
May 9. 1996 stated. 

For now, that ineans Meadow­
brook Lake residents who abut the 
pioposed plasties factory property 
in the Hickoiy Coi-porate Park on 
Nine Mile west of Meadowbrook 
Road will not see or hear tile facto-
ly ill their backyards. There are 
only three building currently itl the 
front of the park. 

"It's an initial victory," said Lynn 
Kocan, a plaintiff in the case. "We 
don't know i f Interlock or any 
other industry of that lnagnitude 
will try to come in again." 

F o r the City of Novi it means 
looking at the options. "It depends 
on what Interlock wants to do," 
exp la ined city attorney Dennis 
Watson. "U can be appealed to tile 
Court of Appeals ... tile other pos­
sibility Is the Interlock company 
may file another application witll 
the planning department for spe­
c ia l l a n d use a n d pre l iminary 
approval." 

T h e lawsuit against Interlock 
a n d the City of Novi P l a n n i n g 
C o m m i s s i o n was filed by 30 
residents right after the commis­
sion approved the third proposal of 
die project on Aug. 3. 1994. 

S ince it was proposed in early 
1994, n e a r b y res idents have

opposed the factory a n d said the 
special land use approval does not 
comply with a city ordinance that 
protects res idents f r o m the 
adverse impacts of light industrial 
developments. 

In their case against the city, the 
residents said their property val­
ues would go down and noise from 
shift changes, trucks, parking lots 
would affect their lifestyles 

Judge K u h n , however, said the 
planning commission proved these 
factors would not be a problem 
and also disagreed with residents

allegations the use and Intent of 
the property did not fit the neces­
sary orclinance requirements. 

However, the tenth a n d f inal 
a l legat ion that the nolse levels 
from seven air conditioning units 
would adVersely affect the neigh­
borhood was upheld. The judge 
said the commission did not prop­
erly research the issue and incor­
rec t ly appl ied heavy Industr ia l 
standards to the case. 

"It wasn't what I expected the 
judge to do," said Watson. "It's not 
what we would agree is the correct 

decision." 
While the residents' relied o n 

expert testimony from an engineer 
to proVe nolse level Would be too 
high, the co11imlsslon relied upon 
the manufacturer's Written state­
ment the nolse level Would be at 
70 decibels. 

According to the judge, the 70 
decibel level is an incorrect stan­
dard , the manufacturer's state­
ment is i n s u f f i c i e n t and the 
research Was not complete. 

"The P l a n n i n g C o m m i s s i o n 
s h o u l d haVe denied interlock's 
app11catlon on the sound Issue 
because Interlock did not subirilt 
competent or s u b s t a n t i a l e V i -
dence," the opinion stated. 

Watson said the city obviously 
felt it had covered all the bases 
and pohited out the judge did sup­
port the majority of the commis­
sion's findings. That's reaffirma­
tion of the commission's 1nethods. 

Watson also added the decision 
doesn't necessarily set a precedent 
In the city because each site plan 
Is looked at indlVlduaUy and there 
Were no general issues Wltliin the 
opinion. 

But the residents are happy Just 
the same for now. 

"It's a Victory In the sense of the 
Intent of the ordinance is very spe­
cific to protect the residents," said 
Kocan, Who Will now haVe to play 
the W a i t i n g game to see W h a t 
comes next.

This year, factoilng 
in a 1 percent increase in the 
state equa11zed valuation (SEV), 
It Will t)e $1.0.50.74. 

W h a t the Novl City C o u n c i l 
debates niost vigorously aimuai-
ly is the level of the general fund 
millage for overall city opera­
Uons. Last year, Uiat was 3.8715 
mills. Tills year, it will be 4.1215 
mi l l s . That's the highest rate 
since 1992--1993, when tlie mil­
lage was set at 4.3666. 

A s approved by the counc i l 
M o n d a y , the mi l lage to be 
c h a r g e d r e s i d e n t s will be 

$10.4034 per each $1 ,000 of 
SEV. T1lc S E V is approxiinately 
one-half of Ule estimated market 
value. 

In that tax package are 
included the 0.81 GO llbraIy nill-
lage. tfle 1.5097 jlollce aild lire 
millage. the 0.4080 parks and 
recreation millage. the 0.6945 
d r a i n revenue fund a n d the 
0.6971 municipal .street fiInd.

It came ln jiist under the rope. 
Fo l lowing the provis ions of the city 

charter, Monday was the day the council 
was r e q u i r e d to adopt the f i n a n c i a l 
blueprint for the new fiscal year, which 
begins Ju ly 1. 

After s ix weeks of negotiations and 
tradeoffs, the iNovi City Councli approved 
a $15,236 million budget. Including a one-
quarter mifl tax Increase. 

But the process left a feeling of dissatis­
faction among some city offlclals. Who 
debated about Whether the budget was fat 
or at the opposite extreme, too skinny. 

At the council's earlier orders, the city 
administration whacked $380,000 out of 
the total, in order to reduce the 0.5 mil­
lage rate requested by the administrators 

to 0.25 mills. 
"1 t h i n k the c i ty m a n a g e r a n d the 

department heads made a good case for 
their requests. A year from now it's going 
to be (iiirly lame excuse when people say 
why aren't we receiving the services we 
reques t and we s a y on a n average 
$200,000 home we wanted to save you 
$100 a year on y o u r tax bil l ." Counc i l 
Member KaUly Mutch said. 

As It stands, taxes will go up 3 percent, 
city administrative raises will Increase 3 
percent across-the-board. In addit ion, 
$20,000 was set aside to be distributed 
among staffers as salary adjustments. 

Removed from tlie budget were $38,650 
for lap top computers for the city council 
a n d some administrators; $39,000 from 
the P l a n n i n g C o m m i s s i o n ' s budget; 
$11,000 fronl the Historical Commission's 

budget; and 6 percent in the supplies and 
sen'ices budget. 

In the contingencies fund, or savings 
account. $59,000 was soclced away for the 
possible future hiring of three fire protec­
tion officers. CouncU members InfJlcated 
they wanted Fire Chief Art L.enaghan to 
make a stronger case for what was viewed 
as a last minute request. 

The only one not to Vote in favor of the 
budget was Mayor Pro Tem Hugh Craw­
ford, who said he couldn't approve it with­
out the fire protectlorl officers. 

"We have a sk inny budget and We've 
rendered it anorexic," Crawford said. 

Mayor Kathy McL/allen also said she had 
"a grave concern" about not Immediately 
funding the fire protection officers. 

" O u r c o m m u n i t y is one that is so 
incredibly exposed. O n any given WeeJ<-

end, we're a cornmunity of 100,000 people 
with the ina1f the Expo Center. Our fire 
department is the first fine of defense ln 
any civic accident," she said. 

While Schmid approved the budget, he 
questioned the need to raise taxes when 
the city has $1,248 million more in rev­
enue then it did last year. 

"I want this city to 1)e an affordable city 
from now untfl the end of Ume," he said. 

Growth has given Novl $750,000 In new 
tax revenues . In addi t ion , the ci ty Is 
expected to draw ln another $500,000 i n 
state shared revenues after a mid-decade 
census reflects the growth in populaUon 
from 1990. City Manager Ed Krlewa11 said 
that the i n c r e a s e d p o p u l a t i o n has 
stretched his staff too thin. u111ess addl­
Uonal help is hired. 

As part of balancing the budget, the 

addiUon of two new staff members may tie 
delayed for six months, whUe a commer­
c i a l / i n d u s t r i a l appraiser a n d another 
planner in the Community Development 
Department are expected to be recmlted 
in July. 

A transfer from the g e n e r a l f u n d of 
$182,000 was allocated to the Parks and 
RecreaUon Department. 

M c L a l l e n said she Was d i sappo in ted 
that only a few clUzens turned out to com­
ment on the budget. 

One of them was Twelve Mile Road resi­
dent Debbie Bundolf, who said she wasn't 
convinced of the necessity of increasing 
taxes. 

"I can't see raising the millage when 
there's new homes and new businesses," 
Bundoffsald.

What do unwarranted anger, e\lernalization of btalne, 

substance abuse and fascination with weaponry have iii 
common? 

They are among the inany warning signs which could 
trigger concern as to whether a person is experiencing 
problems: problems which may or may not put a persoil 
over the edge and lead to work place violence. 

'There is a degree of responsibility for employers to 
create a healthy, safe work environment, sometiines il 

happens iiaturally and solnetiines it takes real efl'orl 
to make that occur," Novi Police Chief Doug Sha­
effer said. 

A publication which can assist employers in 
p r e v e n t i n g and m i n i m i z i n g proble lns is 

"Combating Workplace Violence, Guide­
lines for Employers and Law Enforce­
ment," and is available at the Novi Police 
Department. 

"It is very detailed, self explanatory, 
easy to read, and easy for a company to 
ut i l i ze to h e l p focus their th ink ing 
about some of these kinds of Issues," 
Shaeffer said. 

Workplace violence can be minimized 
when pre-incident preparation Is pul 
in place. 

One of the basic things an employer 
can do is spend a lot of tiine at the 
front of the hiring practice to help 
prevent employing people who are 
predisposed to violence and espe­
cially those who have a history of 
violence in the workplace. 

This can be accomplished by thor­
oughly c h e c k i n g the employment 
his tory of the appl icant , making 
inquires a n d talking to previous 
s u p e r v i s o r s a n d c o w o r k e r s . A n 
employer c a n also c h e c k court 

records, which are open to the pub­
lic, though there may be a nominal 
fee. 

"The police department and many 
other employers 1 know spend an awful 

lot of time making sure they hire the 
highest quality people they can in the 

front of the process so that they can min­
imize the problems they might have dur­
ing the span of time in which a person is 
employed with them," Shaeffer said. 

Novi has its share of workplace violeilce, 
from robberies to confrontations with cus-

torners, union activity, molestations and 
rapes, and even domestic disputes, which 
are all potential violence In the workplace 
type events. 
"We know we spend an awful lot of time in 

the commercial environment, industrial, retail, 
commercial sector carrying out police busi­

ness," Shaeffer said, though numbers of inci­
dents are not kept in statistical format. 

"Certainly n u m b e r s of crimes in Novl are 
growing," Shaeffer said. "Here in Novl, of course, 

we realize a lot of that Is a function of growth, so it's 
hard for us to pul l out of that violence-ln-the-work-

place-only type events." 
The resources of the police deparlment cail be utilized 

in lhe pre- and post-event cnvironnlenf 
"We r e c o m m e n d that companies l indcrs tand our 

resources and utilize them," Shaeffer said. "I thiilk nlost 
people understand the l-esoifrces of police departments 
and certainly ours are ailythiilg from basic adNice and 
counseliilg lo advanced crinle protection and crinle pre-
venlion, physical security reviews, helpiilg thcnl change 
their p h y s i c a l environnlent , change some of their 
cnlploymenl practices so thai they lniniinize Ihe risk 
witlloul interrering wilh their acliial work processes." 

After an incident lhe police can perforin an investiga­
tion of a \aolcnt evenl and run a criminal hislory on the 
person involved. Not only will the police nlake contact 
with the person making the threat bul will also reilder 
solne advice, training aild education such as how to 
obtain a personal pi-oleclion order. 

"We can sei-ve as the central point of contact for 
employers aild clilployees after an evenl has taken place 
for everybody to be able to call for infornlation and give 
information, seek advice and counsel and that type of 
thing," he said. 

Employers s h o u l d inform employees of how and 
where to report violent acts or threats of violence with­
out fear of reprisal or critici:jni. 

'We encourage employers to work with their elliploy-
ees who feel threatened, which is conducive to team 
work efforts, quality circles or any contemporaiy nlan­
agement styles that we hear about today," he said. 

Employees ean also call the police, who can serve in 
an advisory capacity before an event happens. 

On occasion Ihe police will receive calls from people 
when the employer didn't want them to call but they felt 
like they had to anyway. 

"If someone is a viel im of a crinle, regardless of 
whether the employer wants them conlacting the police 
or not, the criminal event still happened lo them per­
sonally," Shaeffer said. 

Policies and procedures on workplace violence cannot 
be effectively implemented unless managers have been 
trained in the appropriate ways to handle tf^rminations, 
layoffs and discipline through sensitivity and aggression 
management training. Employees should be given infor­
mation about the early warning signs of a troubled or 
potentially violent person and how to respond to the 
individual and report the incident. 

The City of Northville ran an Employee Assistance 
Program for all city employees, including the police 
department to help them deal with people either over 
the phone or in person who are upset. 

"A lot of things we learned are also useful on the job," 
said Sergeant J i m Petres, who answers an occasional 
call to go to a store and help resolve a dispute between a 
customer and a store employee. 

"Combating Work Place Violence" Includes a model 
pol icy for workplace threats and" violent acts that 
employers ean give to their employees. Included in the 
policy is an explanation of behavior that Is forbidden 
and the dlsciplinaiy action which will result, expecta­
tions for reporting to lnanagement any threats they have 
witnessed or received either personally or have been told 
about by another employee. 

"Of course the police department resources are also 
active in terms of 'need a cop, call a cop - 911 works,'" 
said Shaeffer, "We'll be there very rapidly after an event 
has occurred or during the commission of an event."

There are a number of steps employers 
can take to minimize the impact of work­
place violence and threats: 

• Pre-employment screening should 
include checking references and 
inquiring about prior Incidents of vio­
lence

resources such as law enforcement 
and security experts 

• Prevention programs to assist troubled 
employees 

• Institute and review security proce­
dures which allow former employees 
and visitors access to the building, pro­
vide safe lighting and escorts, if neces­
sary, to parking lots, and review physi­
cal security measures such as alarms 
and metal detectors, etc. 

• Improve internal/external communica­
tions lo alert others to a dangerous sit­
uation by providing emergency infor­
mation in a number of locations in the 
building 

I Companies should have a threat man­
agement plan in place 

• Establish ground rules for behavior 
Ihal include policies concerning drug 
abuse, possession of weapons, and 
threats or actual violence in the work­
place 

I Reporting procedures so employees 
know how and where lo report violent 
acts 

(Employee and manager training which 
includes how to handle terminations, 
layoffs and discipline

"in my opinion development has 
made a lot of progress." 

H a v i n g spent seven years in 
Michigan State Housing Develop­
ment a n d as an attorney, Mark 
Sturing said, "I knew there was a 
need for" senior citizen housing in 
Novi, "and 1 thought 1 had talents 
in mov ing it" into becoming a 
reality.

Schwilllmer committed to "The 
Pallbearer," an independent film 
by a first time director with a dis­
tinct voice, primarily because of 
the freshness of the screenplay 
and the strength ol the lead char­
acter. 

"1 read the sc:ript and I thought. 
'I have to play this part,' Scllwim-
mer said. "Readiilg something that 
isn't a ques t i on h a p p e n s -very 
rarely. I thought, 'I would do any­
thing to be in this movie al ld to 
play this pnI-t.' 

"Tonl Thompson is a vely rich 
character. He finds fiiiilself at that 
awkward tilne in lilc when every 
move he makes seems to steal fiis 

late foI'ever. 
"Tom is sort of trapped. A n d 

when he receives the' plione call 
from the Barbara llcrshey cllanie-
ter, he lias to deal wilh il. Through 
that experience. Tom gains confi­
dence and is finally able lo move 
on with his life." 

V a r t a n , who p o r t r a y s 'foul 
Thompson's best friend Scott Edel-
man, notes lhal Schwimmer sup­
p l i ed a s ignif icant an loun i of 
llu In or. 

"It was really hard working wilh 
Schwimmer sometimes. Wilh just 
a look, he would turn to me and 1 
had to bite my lip until il bled so 1 
didn't laugh ... lie's a great physi­
cal comedian." 

Paltrow .seemed ideal for the part 
of J u l i e DeMarco , Tonl T h o m p ­
son's unrequited love. 

"Julie is probably the nicest girl 
I've ever played. A n d like e\'el-y 
otller character (in the movie), 
she's attempting to diseo\'er her­
self" Paltrow said. 

Like Schwimmer. Paltrow was 
drawn to the enlotional complexity 

of the .serei.'iiplay. 
"When conieciy and tragedy are 

riglil next lo eacll other, it makes 
for Ihe most wonderful pieces of 
work. If you read or go see 
Chekhov or even Shakespeare , 
tragedy is always laced with come­
dy and vice versa. That combina­
tion establishes extremes of emo­
tions and allows you lo laugh or 
cry even harder." 

Again, the depth of both the 
chaI-acler and tile script attracted 
I lerslicy. 

"Riilh is a lower middle class 
woman who has always defiIled 
herself with men. Her h u s b a n d 
has just died and her son has just 
committed suicide and she's des­
perately afraid of being alone. 

"She's the saddest character I've 
ever played, bul there's a lot of fun 
and darkness and humor in hel'. 
As I read the serijjt with f^utli in 
mind, I was constantly surprised 
al tiie turns Ihe whole movie took. 
II deall an awful lot wilh death 
and sex - - things like that are 
I'eally interesting to me."

The iiiitKl-l)0(iy coiiilcciioii tl.is rcct'U'ed a lot 
at attonlion lately. Many .seem to have diseov-
(•red a new type ol' iiiedic'al care, as U Ihe mind 
body connection is a new. iliinicliloiis discoveiy 
ol modern medicine. 

The very (oiicept o( the mind-body coiiiiec-
lioii, thoneh. can be traced back llions.mds of 
years. Two coinpcl i i iK scdiools ol incclicine 
emerged: one insislecl that all ol niankind's ills 
came Irom sources outside Ihe body, the other 
slated Ih.il ,ill illness resulted Irom imbalances 
uitliln Ihe body. The lorincr school e\-eiiliially 
hecanie our concept ol Wesiciii incclicine .ind 
led lo Ihc dc\c'lopincnl of llle medical mir.icles 
1)1 this ceiilury: wiccines. ;inlihiolics, .and waste 
and scwauc control. 

'I'el some dise.ises still plague mankind, and 
we do nol yet unclersland their cMuse. Many of 
those v.-lio sillier from these uel better, defyiim 
Ihe doctors who could not oHer a cure. A new 
locus is eincrcint;. as Western nlcclicine turns 
inward to look ai lie.illh pre\'eiilion by seekiiit; 
out llow these people rcco\'er. and how lo lire-
veill illness Irom dcvelopiiiil. 

The ansv.-er seems lo lie wilhin ourscU'cs, 
wilhin our minds, within our nature. Soille-
whcre. deep wilhin us. lies Ihe essence of lhe 
healiiiL; process. This is one of lhe lireeepts of 
Osteopath ic med ic ine : a "whole person" 
ai ipro.uh lo inedicdiie where instead ol jus l 
trealinc specific .syiilptoiiis. osleopathic pliysi-
ckins concenliale on ireatiiic you as a whole 

! person. 
Many in the inedicid comiminily have redis­

covered lhal palieills who inlcfinite some form 
cif s|)irilualiiy inlo their li\'es seem to take this 
iiiincl-body approach a step fiiriher Iiy hariiess-
iiili Iheir own liealin/,' pI-oprielies to yel heller. 
Prayer, posilive imagery and medilation idl 
appear lo he vitally im])orl;int tools to restoring 

.and iiKiinlainiilt! heallh. 
a I 1 a 

[•"or inslaiiee. many medical s ludies have 
shown lhal iisin.u these U*cliilicpies help ]5rolonf< 
the life of cancer palienls. even those who are 
terminally ill. Patienis who suffer from lon^-
lerm. cdiroiiic pain also report that tliey ha\'e 
niucdi better control of their ])ain willl fewer 
iiiedicalioils wheil usiiic lecdmicpies such as 
posilii'c imagery. 

Why does this seeiii lo work? Why does tlie 
mind seem lo provide such ercat inllueiiee over 
our physical illnesses'' Medical science believes 
lli.it there is a direct coniiectioii lietween tile 
bnuii ,md Ihc miiniiiie .syslciii. I'^sseilti.illy. Ihe 
niind-body conncciioii appears to iiu'oh'c pro­
duction of chemicals hv the brain (iieiirotrans-
i i i i l lcrs) tlnil cause llie liody lo boost Ihe 
immune s\'sleni to help liiilit oil'dise.isc. Mind-
body Iccliiiiciiies also seem lo cause lhe produc­
tion of otiier chemicals lhal iinprow our moods. 

lii(li\-icluals who lieller utili/.e llie iiiiiid-bociy 
conncci ioi i recognize Ihe hasic C'oncepl that 
health is direiily rel.iled to a sense of b.ilaiice 
in our lives. Illness aiJiiarenllv results when we 
beeoiiie oul of b.ilaiice hy c)\'erla.\iiiL; our bod\''s 
cajiacdly lo i i ia inlai i i physical :iiicl menta l 
he.iltli. Hecoiiiint!; ill is Ihe body's atlem])l to 
slow us down, provldiiimis \'.-ilh tile ojiporluni-
ly lo look wilhin and see where we arc out of 
bal.mcc. 

In ibis Iiniil, dise.ise forces us to look at our-
sel\-es iind our eiiviroiiiiu'iil to hncl our excesses 
and deficiencies, achieving Ihe balance we need 
lo heal oiirscK'cs. For iiistaiice, do we need lo 
cliantie our diet, slop smoking or drinking or 
reduce our siress leve! in order lo ;udlie\'e bal­
ance and lic^;illli? 

T'hus. lhe inind-body eunneclioii of health 
recpiires us lo become partners in oui- own 
healini;. not lo loially rely on others lo find our 
answers. II lorces us lo examine how we are oul 
of h;ilaiiee. and lo look al how we can improve 
our own e.xislence. 

T'lic iiiind-hody coimeciion does nol imply 

thill we briim all diseases on ourseK'cs. Il does 
nol place bl.iine. The mind-body ccniiiection 
only eilc-ouraces us to take an active, as 
opposed lo a passive, role in our own li\'es and 
in our own hc^ilini.;. ' 

Doctors who recoclii/.e the body's capacity to 
Ileal. Illoufili. may need to alter the way they 
practice medicine hy assuminn ilie role of j)ari-
iier in their palieills' heallh. Likewise, palienls. 
as flood partners, iniist assume responsibiliU' 
for taking care of tileillselves. 

Even more .so, as patients choose this "new" 
ajjpro.ic l i . doctors must hi' williiiL; lo help 
palienls, especially those who are \'ciy ill, lo 
look wilhin ihemseh'cs to harness their own 
healing prciperlics. This can lake Ihe form of 
organized rcdicion or counselini.* groups and 
otiier siiiritual a\'enues lo help achieve the 
inner sense of peace lh.it is necessary lo help 
them improve Iheir li\'es. 

This aiiproach also allows those individuals 
who eamiol be physically cured to ;icliie\-e .in 
inner knowing, an inner |)eace thai eases Iheir 
Iransilion from Ihis world and oHen helps lo 
heal olliers around Iheiii. 

.•\nd so. as we hecoine more aware of lhe 
capacity of the niiiid to heal the body, we \iill 
a(diie\'e new .synthesis in hciillb care. Modern 
miracdes of niedicdiie will conibiiie with the 
ancienl miracdes of lie;ilili prevention and inner 
liealin,!,'. Working locelher. a iicn\' j)aiinership 
can emerge to mainta in and restore he;illli. 
focusing as much oil healiilii; as on curiiiu.

As day care centers 
hai'P prolifeialcd, so 
has tile risk iliici rale 
of in f e d ions anu)nf> 
Ihe ehlklren to whom 
they provide sei-vices. 
Parents lla\'e lont; 
observed l h a l Iheir 
eh lk lren were never 

isiek i inii l lliey started clay care and have nol 
' bceil well since. And lhe research backs them 
lip. 

Mafly sdiclles show that children in day care 
have sifinifieanlly iiiolx' ear infeelions. as well 
as upper and lower respil-alory illnesses, than 
do children who are eared for al home, lil addi-

dioil, epideniies of diarrhea, ehickenpox, and 
!llepalitis A have bceil associated with clay care, 
.And lliou,ali they may not .show .syinptoms or 

feel ill. many children in day eai'e will cxperi-
eiiec a cytomegalovirus iiii'eclion. 

There are many reasons wfiy children in day 
care have nlore trouble with infections. C o m ­
pared to children earcxi for at home, children iii 
day care are in very cdose contact wilh eacll 
other, which increases the spread of diseasc-
eausini.', germs. In addition, yo l ing chi ldren 
fiave nol yet developed î ood hyfjiene skills, and 
that further iiicrcases the spread of respiratory 
and j<astroinl(\slinal .geriiis. 

Preschool children are also "immunologically 
naive:" Ihey have not yet experienced a large 
nulnber of infeelions, so have nol developed 
imnlunily. The f<ood Ilews is that by the time 
children have finished day cnre and enUTed ele-
illentaiy school, llicy have experienced lilany of 
these iiifixdioiis aild do not bccoiiie ill as often. 

TTiere are .some measures parents can take to 
help reduce the risk of infection if their children 
.HO lo day care. Tlley should, first, evaluate each 
d;iy-care pro\dder by inqiiirini:! about staff 
hyj*ieile practices assoeialecl with llaild wash-
iiij^. food serviilfi. diai)er ehangiii/^ and toilet 
training;. They should also inquire about the 
staff turnover rate and find out whether a celi-
ler offers coiltiiiuiiifj education proiirams on 
health-i'claled matters to bolh new and veteran 

employees. .-\nd pai-ents shouki ask lo see each 
center's v.'ritien policies on how Ihey deal wilh 
and care for sick children. 

Finally, on a reassurinj^ note, children in day 
caI'c actually expelienee health benefits, too - in 
spite of the fact that they are exposed lo infec­
tious diseases more often thail children cared 
for at home. 

Excellent day-care programs teach children 
good health practices such as dental hygiene, 
hand washing, good nutrit ion a n d sanitary 
polty etiquette. In acJdition. the law requires 
that licensed day-care centers may enroll only 
those children whose iminunizations are u])-to-
date. That incans that children in day care are 
better immunized than childi-en cared for at 
home. 

So. while lnoiii and dad are at work, the chil­
dren in day ('are arc sharing toys. fun. ideas 
and gerins - and the resulting infccdions. They 
arc also, hopehilly. learning good health prac­
tices as well.
