We need to increase
the number of welfare recipients
working a minimum of 20 hours a
week to 100 percent.

Education: Ensuring adequate
funding for our public education
system should be our No, 1 prioti-

ty.

The sentencing guidelines are
sufficient. However, some of the
mandatory minimum sentences,
especially those dealing with non-
violent crimes, are better left to the
discretion of the sentencing judge.
While certainty of punishment has
a desirable deterrent efflect, justice
is sometimes better served when
the court can use its discretion
when dealing with non-violent
offenders.

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Pushed into politics,
Bullard is now

a veteran lawmaker

Some politicians are born, some
are created by force of circum-
stances, Willis (Bill) Bullard's the
latter.

Back in the late 1970s, he was
the guy standing at the podium at
Highland Township board meet-
ings, trying to get the viewpoint of
his locad homeowners assoclation
across to the elecled officials.

Now, he's the Republican lawyer
from Milford who wants your vole
an June 4, as he aims {o make the
move from the Michigan House of
Representatives 1o the state sen-
ate, The special election is fill the
remaining 2.5 years in the post
vacated by David Honigman.

Vacancies have been good to
Bullard,

After two years leading that
Highland Township homecowners
group, he was recruited for bigger
things tn 1978,

“Someone said ‘you ought to run
for township trustee, it's an easy
job, just two meetlngs a month.”
That ended up to be every day and
night,” Builard said.

In 1980, he was elected High-
land Township supervisor. Two
years later, redistricting lefl him in
the ideal position. He was was a
political leader fn a new disirict
with no Incumbent state represen-
tative. A vacancy, an opportunity,
d New career,

Since 1982, Bullard's served in
the state house, but due to term
limitations, his last chance to run
for reelection to that job would
have been in November.

Then, there’s this current open-
ing ... Bullard led the Republican
primary in May and is now con-
centrating his campaigning energy
on the Farmington Hills/Farming-
ton area, where his Democratic
opponent in this GOP home terri-
tory is Farmington Hills planning
commissioner Barry Brickner.

“I'd like to continue the leader-
ship role I've had in the House in
cutting taxes, eliminating welfare
and fighting crime,” Bullard said.

“I know all the senators. I think I
can be an effectlve senator from
Day One."

If elected, Bullard said he wiil
increase his circle of acquain-
tances even further, with a series
of town hall meetings in district
communitles such as West Bloom-
field, Farmington Hills and Novi
after the November election. The
topic will be roads and he expects
to bring representatives from the
Michigan Department of Trans-
portation and the Oakland Counly
Road Comrnission with him.

The goals It to find outl what
local people feel about an increase
in the state gas tax. The issue Is
expected to resurface at the
November election and Bullard
sald he isn't sure yet where he
stands.

“It all depends. If 1 can receive
assurances that our communities
get thelr falr share of a gas tax
increase ... I think people in our
area are willing to pay more of a
gas tax if they can benefit in our
area,” he said.

Now. he hopes lo 1ake the cur-
rent bills he’s working on over into
the senate. They include legisla-
tion which would permit offenders
as young as 14 to be tried as
adults. In some cases, depending
on the crime, an even younger
minor could be tried as an adult,
at the judge’s discretion.

He'd like to sec the state’s Pro-
jeet Zero, which aims in some
counties to have no welfare recipt-
ents who do not also work at least
part-time, extended to every coun-
ty in Michigan.

Bullard is currently working Lo
get the Michigan income tax
reduced and to abolish the person-
al property tax pald by busincsses
on their equipment.

“It's never made any sense lo
me. We're asking Ford Motor Com-
pany of Wixom to spend $200 mil-
lion to $300 milllon for equipment
to produce Jaguars, then every
year they're taxed on that proper-
ly,” Bullard said.

In the works is a possible tax
shift to replace the $900 million
worth of annual revenue local gov-
ernments will lose if the personal
property tax is abolished. One
solution, Bullard said, is a one
time only sales tax on what is now
classified as business personal
property.

Getting a bill to fly isn' always
easy. For eight years now,
Builard's been trying to get legisla-
tion through which would permit
communitics to assess impact fees
on develoepments of over $10 mll-
lien, to help finance related road
improvements. That one’s stuck in
a subcommiitee. Local govern-
ments like the idea, but developers
and builders don't.

*I would say first of all, cvery
politician I've ever met in the
house and the senate is a sincere
individual. We all have different
opinfons. If they didn't reflect the
the views of their constituents,
they wouldn’t be there,” Bullard
said.

What keeps Bullard's eye on
Lansing, he said, is that no day is
routine.
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Voters go to the polls Tuesday, June 4 to cast their bal-
lots to fill the senate seat vacated by resigned senator
David Honigman. The winner will get the 15th District
Senate seat for the remaining two years of Honigman's
term. The special election will pit current House mem-
ber Bili Bullard against Democrat and attorney Barry
Polis open at 7a.m. and close at 8 p.m.

Bad behavior pays
the price at NMS

The teacher looks up just in
time to see Johnny copy down
Fred’s homework. She tears the,
paper from his hands and
screeches "Get in the hall, now!”

Whal wili happen next?

One thing's for sure, if Johnny
attends Novi Middle School,
there won't be any standing in
the corner or dunce caps for
him. Let's take a closer look at
Novi Middle School's discipline
policy.

At Novi Middle School, some
circumstances for detention and
suspension include fighting.
having weapons at school.
destroying school property, mis-
behavior during the lunch peri-
od, and distribution or posses-
sion \ of obscene materials.

The monthly detention and
suspension rates are varied.
Detention is mostly the leacher’s
business, the principal is rarely
involved. For suspension. the
monthly rates are so low you
couldn’t even count them.

Also. some punishments are at
the discretion of the administra-
tion. and the punishments could
be disinvolvernent { not being
ablc to participate in classroom
activities), detention. or suspen-
sion.

"Suspension is only effective if
the student's parents are also
disciplining at home. Otherwise,
the student’s punishment would
be more like a vacation.” said
vice-principal Dr. Schmucker

The results of a discipline sur-
vey showed that the majority of
students [eel the school is unfair
in their punishments. Seventh

grader Mike McKenna said,
“Sometimes the system is a little
too harsh. But some kids
deserve whal they get.” "We've
never actually been involved in
the disciplinary system.” replied
two lucky seventh graders, Anne
Fileta and Ann Salo. One sev-
enth grade boy wrote that bad
kids aren’t punished well
enough. and good kids are pun-
ished for insignificant things.
Two anonymous seventh grade
boys agree. "Too many punish-
ments are made based oh
unproven accusations.” The sur-
vey also showed that more boys
than girls have received deten:
tion. Qut of all the surveys com-
pleted, only one girl had gotten
detention. and it was from writ-
ing on a locker in pencil. She
wrote that it was no big deal
since she erased it. Also. all the
students who took the survey
answered “yes" to the question,
“Do you think getting suspended
is a big deal?” Dr. Schmucker
said that he had never acquired
suspension as a student, ang
couldn't remember getting a spe*
cilic detention,

Most students agree that the
punishments are too extreme for
small things and not extreme
enough for hig things. Teachers§
are quick to judge. and students
get the bad end of the deal.

Dr. Schmucker thinks that in
some rases things do get out of
hand, but there are mostly jus{
verbal confrontations and things
are quickly resolved. But keep
one thing in mind; If you dod't
get in trouble, you don’t have td
worry, now do you? K

Towar and Wangler, as trustees,
know Thompson and will be able to
work with him.

Two other candidates deserve men-
tion, in case the board should need to
fill a vacancy in the next two years. Dr.
Thomas Sullivan, a dentist from Oak-
land Township, has corporate board
experience, a knowledge of OCC and
respect for the college. James Doyon, a
former Oakland County commissioner,
has considerable political skills and
the ability to make deals when deals
need to be made.

In political reality, Jeanne Towar and
John Wangler have not only the cre-
dentials but the political base to win
the campaign and build a new majority
on the OCC board. They merit your
vote in the June 10 election.

The answer. [ suspect. is that the geal of
charter school supporters has been real-
ized.

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Men who take annual PSA blood test
should abstain from sex temporarily

Men who underge annual PSA (prostate-spe-
cific antigen} blood screening for prostate can-
¢er should abstain from ¢jaculation for 48
hours beforehand to ensure the most accurate
results. Otherwise, they could be setting themn-
selves up for the anxiety of a false-posilive PSA
reading - and an unnecessary prostale biopsy,
according to University Medical Center
researchers.

Thelr findings, which appear in the April
Issuc of Urology, represent the first, publishied
report of the effect of eiaculation on PSA levels
in older men,

. “We found that among older men, cjaculation
temporarily can cause the PSA senun concen-
tratlon to become abrnormally high,” says prin-
cipal investigator Joseph ¥, Gesterling, M.D,,
professor of surgery and director of the Michi-
gan Prostate Center. The PSA spike was 50 sig-
nfflcant among those studied, he savs, that 16
percent would bave qualificd - wrongly - for a
transrecial ultrasound and prostate biopsy,

invasive :hd;_,noc.lw procedures that together
cost about $1,200.

For the study, Qesterling and co-investigator
Marie-Blanche Tchetgen, M.D,, a urology resi-
dent, obtalned baseline PSA levels in 64 healthy
men, ages 49 lo 79, who had abstained from
cjaculation for a weck. The subjects’ PSA levels
again were measured at various post-gjaculato-
ry intervals, ranging from one hour to a week,
during which time the subjects also refrained
from sex.

The researchers found that PSA levels peaked
an hour afler ejacniation, when 87 percent of
the men experienced o 60 percent increase.
After two days, PSA levels were back to normal
anong 97 pereent of the men,

Older men experience higher PSA levels after
sex because the tissues that contain the
enzyme within the prostate, where it is manu-
factured. deteriorate with age. “There are sever-
al layers of tissue that keep the psa instde the
prostate. As o nian gets older, these tissues lose

their tightness. When a man s ¢jaculating, the
muscle of the prostate {s contracting and refax-
ing - basically massaging the gland. In older
men, this activity can allow PSA more easily to
escape into the general circulation,” Qesterling
explains.

“We conclude, and rccommend, that men
abstain from ¢jaculation for 48 hours before
they get 4 PSA test,” he says,

“This is golng to make the test more accurate
and reliable, so that if there's really a PSA
increase going on, we'll know it's due to some-
thing other than ejaculation.”

Co-authors of the study also included James
T. Song, M.D3., and Myla Strawderman, M.S., of
the University of Michigan: and Steven J. Jacob-
sen, M.D., Ph. D., of the Mayo Clinic in Rochester,
Minn.

Early diagnosis key to surviving oral cancer

Despite advances in diagnosis and treatment,
nearly 36,000 Americans a year learn that they
have oral cancer, and 9.000 will die of it. The
average ilfe expectancy of patienls with oral
cancer 1s poor: approximately half will be alive
five years after diagnosis, and blacks have poor-
er prospects than whites.

Early diagnosls is key to survival. The good
news is that people whose oral cancers are dis-
covered and treated while still in an early stage
are likelier to live out a normal life span. The

“early stages of oral cancer are characterized by
white, red, or mixed red and white lesions in
the mouth. The lesions may be painless, but if
an ulcer or growth Int thie mouth persists for
more than three weeks, you should make an
appolntment with your dentist er an oral and
maxillofacial surgeon for a thorough cxamina-
don.

At the University of Michigan Health System
In Ann Arbor, specialists in dentistry, oral
medicine, prosthodontics, and oral and maxillo-
faclal surgery are active In the diagnosis and
treatment of oral cancers. Cliniclans provide
aion-surgical and surgical treatment of oral pre-
cancerous conditions and oral cancers, depend-

ing upon the extent of the lesion. In collabora-
tiony with other cancer-trealing departments
within the health system, patients with head,
neek and oral cancers receive a thorough oral
examination and the dental treatment they
need before undergoing surgery, radiation ther-
apy or chemotherapy. Patients also receive
expert care to help them deal with any compli-
cations of cancer treatment, including oral
pain, difficulty chewing and swailowing, and
nutritional problems.

While radialion therapy and surgery may
cure seme cancers, they can also cause perma-
nent side-cffeets like dry mouth and cosmeltic
defects. Reconstruction specialists can help
with afler-effects like loss of tecth, jaw bones,
palates, noses, eyes and cars, They also provide
counscling on preserving teeth, gum tissuces,
jaw bones and salivary glands following cancer
freatment.

There's more hope on the horizon, at least as
far as treating oral cancers. Physicians at the
Health Systemn's Department of Hospital Den-
tistry/Oral and Maxillofacial Surgery are work-
ing o find better ways to mininize the adverse
slde effects of treatment, Most radiation thera-

pies for the head and neck cause permanent
damage to the salivary glands, making it diffi-
cult - for the rest of a person’s life — to speak,
swallow, and preserve teeth and gum tissues.
In collaboration with the Health System’s
Department of Radiation Oncology, federally
funded researchers are invesligating a new
radjation therapy technique to treat oral can-
cers - while keeping the salivary glands intact.
Prefiminary results from this long-term profect
are helpful. They indicate that these glands can
be al least partially preserved even after
patlents undergo significant radiation therapy
for head, neck and oral cancers.
