I'd
rather ralse money and be behind
the scenes.”

Lawrence ). Kohl, Roval Oak
attorney who lives in Farmington
Hills: *I'd consider running again.

Council orders up public hearing

The Novi Planning Commission
was directed to hold a July 10
public hearing on a proposed new
recrcation zoning ordinance, which
could be applied to the now resi-
dentially-classified Meyer Berry
Farm on Eight Mile Road.

That was the resolution passed
Monday by the Novi City Council
at the request of City Manager Ed
Kriewall, who sald he fears "a very
unique opportunity for the com-

Kriewall said he was prompted
to bring the resolution 1o the coun-
cil after watching on cable TV the
commission's "extended delibera-
thons.”

It might be the
most amazing thing we've done in
this community, If H comes about.

The city council has met with
owners of The Sports Club of West
Bloomfield, which has an option 1o
purchase the Meyer farm with the
aim of developing a similar project
there.

Because The Sports Club would
nol need all of the farm, one possi-
bility is that the Community Clubs
of Novi, a public/private organiza-

tion, might place an ice arena.

“The planning commission has
some rights as to what they should
tiave in the ordinance. This ordi-
nance sn't complete,” Council
Member Robert Schmid said.

“You want to hear the public but
you don't want lo lsten {o him. [
don't think the developer is going
to go somewhere in a week or two.”

And Council Member Rob Mitzel
pointed out that the planning com-
mission has a backlog of issues
that need to be addressed.

But this one needs to be pushed
to the front, Kriewall said.

He explained that when the city
asked local Realtors to find a site
for the ice arena, they mentioned
that The Sports Club had optioned
the Mcyer Berry Farm. That's how
the developer Glenn Healey and
his partner got together with local
officlals. The ordinance proposal,
which would cover other recre-
ational efferings, Including city
parks, was “slte specific” for this
praoject, he added.

"It seemed to make sense that
this might be an opportunity for a

public/private partnership with a
cost advantage lo the city,”
Kriewall said.

“Recreation Is becoming more
privatized, especially the more spe-
ciallzed interests like hockey ...
The window of opportunily is only
open a certain time.”

The city is naw contemplating
asking voters to pass an entire list
of millage and bend issues o
finance a $25 million road bond
issue, a police and firc milage, a
community pool and development
of existing parks, “Quite frankly,
it's a little bit scary at times,”
Kriewall sald.

He suggested that they city
might limit its recreatlonal offer-
ings to a community pool, sofiball.
tee-ball and soccer flelds and leave
the rest to the private sector.

The resolution reads in part
that: *IL is imperalive that deci-
sions regarding recreational zoning
Implementation be dealt with in a
{imely fashion to take advantage of
potentlal recreational opportuni-
ties that could be brought Lo our
conununity.”

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School board members
often have thankless job

Voters do o the polls pest Mondiy to
pull levers tor three incuwbent candi
dates running unopposed 1o retain
their seats on the Novi schools Board
of Education. Notnuch suspense here
S Ray Byers. Julie Abrams and John
Balagna will win terms, 4 vears for
Byvers and Abrams, one for Badagna,

The three are due condralutations,
We are sure they will serve welll They
have in the past. And they descrve
credit for their continning conrmunity
involvement.

Sitting on the sehool board is no
simple task. It does take tremendons
time, and not just the time spent at
board meetings. There is preparation
time, thme spent attending other
school district functions. Board ment-
Lers are much in demand. The
rewdrds are few,

[t is basicallv volunteer work, The
fees board members make do little
more than cover their expenses. Pav
for the average board menther comes
to about 8260 per year. At the same
time, it can be o thankless job. Board
members take their share ol grief -
from upset parents, from district staff,
and not least of all from this newspi
per. So their elforts deserve apprecia-
tion.

Nonetheless, we are always disap-
pointed when an election is uneontest
cd - not necessarily beeause any of the
seated members need to be tossed out
- but because campalgns do mueh to
further the public debate aboul the
issues. That is precisely the purpose of
elections, 10 spur the public discourse.
Voters may somnetimes get upsel about
the lack of substance in campaigns at
the national level, which have come to
relv on 30-second sound bites instead
of truely informed debate on the top-
{cs, but there is no substance in non-
contests.

Some will argue that the lack of a
contest must mean thai the public is
by-and-large happy with the aclions of
the school board. And that is onc pos-
sible interpretation. Certainly. nothing
spurs a contest like disaffection, But
there is another interpretation — that
in a town like Novi with so many
voung professionals and two-income
couples, there are relatively few who
have the time to serve on boards.

Regardless. to spur that public
debate, we offer the foliowing reaclions
to school board members’ stated posi-
tions in this election.

All three argued support for the dis-
trict’s preschool program expansion,
and all argued it won't be competitive
to private sector preschools, We dont
sce how that can be. Offer the service
at all and it will draw students who
would have otherwise likelv gone to o
private scelor school. By definition.
that's competition. We'd like 10 see the
district take a closer look at this
tmpact before it decides whether to
proceed.

We've no doubt, as Bvers contends,
that “preschool learning programs are
beneficial to students and pay off with
better results as the children progress
through their educational experience.”
Bui we are not sure that the school
district can do it better than the pri-

vate sector,

And when Balagna argues. "It is (o
our advantage (o ulilize district land
and resources,” he confirms that the
district's preschool will have advan-

-tages over private sector preschools.

Likewise, we remain unconvinced

And since ali other
industrialized nations are pushing for
more in-class timme for students, we
believe that is where the emphasis
should be placesd,

Al the least, we urge these hoard
members 1o nsist on accountabilily, to
assure thal the seminar period is
indecd nsed property by teachers and
shudirngs, And they should miake good
on the board's determination to evalu-
ate the results of 1he seminars after a
one-year tria period.

Byers contends he would like to see
all meetings televised, but savs the
district currently lacks the ability to do
that. The remark is somewhat bother-
some. The district with well equipped
with high technology, including video
equipment. A bond issue was passed
to gel that techinology. Given thai the
Instructional Teehnology Center full of
the necessary machinery, we're having
@ hard time understanding why it is
taking the hoard so lang to get this
done.

[t is disturbing to read Balagna's
comment that, “The beard is best suit-
ed 1o establish pay and benetits for all
school vinions. The general public does
not have the detatled budget inforina-
tion to make an informed determina-
tionn of pay and benefits.”

As lng as the public pays the taxes
thal support those salaries and bene-
fits. then it should have a say. (And
Proposal A does not change that. just
hecause the public is now paving a dif-
ferent way.}

Abrams is much more on track with
her answer that all are welcome 1o give
their input at board meetings,

Likewtse, we iake a contrasting view
to Balagna's comment that discussions
on evalualions can be more candid
without community involvernent. We'd
like to see evaluations. at least the
superintendent’s, done with even more
openness, discussed in regularly
scheduled hoard meetings, televised,
and aking input {rom the communily.
Certainly the current superintendent
would fare well in such an evaluation.
If a tuture superintendent fares less
well, then perhaps that should be pub-
lic 100,

We were pleased with the responses
of all three candidates to questions
about proficiency testing and charter
schools - all stated support for both
concepts.

Overall, we are glad these members
of the community have signed up for
another term of arguing out these
important issues before and with resi-
dents of the school district. It's an
important job, one that is often under
appreciated.

I wish to I'L'-i]](!rl(l 1o Phil Power's «
article "Adult Edocation funding
needs revision,” As anindividual
wha has worked in adult eduea-
ton for five years, T found several
statenments 1o be inaceurate,

Letme begin with the stalement
that, "o lewer than one in 10
adult education graduates find
jobs ot improve their carnings.”’
Acvording to what study? To the
best ol my knewledge. one does
not exist.

It was alse sald that, "Engler
argues costs in the present sysiem
are high (up to 515,000 per partic-
ipant} and resulis are Jow.” First of
atl, the corrent state aid bill allo-
cales o maximum of $5.500 per
full time participant. Most of our
adult education participants are
less thane full time. and therefore
recerve even Jess than that maxi-
mum figure,

As Mr. Power said, S185 million
was spent on adult education last
vear, and ahout 185,000 students
enrotled in adull education pro-
grams ieross the state, That's an
actual cost of about 81,000 per
student, And who suys the resulls
are fow? Power said that “every-
bady admits the results are mea-
ger.” Who is everybody? I could not
disagree more. Adult educators
work with & student population of
whom 100 percent experienced
academic tailure in the K-12 sys-
tevs. If more than two-thirds are

now succeeding in adult eduea-
tion. 1 would say we're doing
extremely well.

Aside from that, the statement
which troubled me most was “high
school dropouts over 20 are
unlikely to be interested i high
school classes: they want job
training to get a better job. not
10th grade civies.” How many high
sclise} dropouts have you spoken
to? Almost every studeni I work
with has enrolled in our program
beeause they feel like second class
citizens without a high school
dipioma. They're not interested in
4 GED certificate or a class in drill
press operation. They want a high
school diploma, and they are in
desperate need of an improved
sense of sclf worth.

So here are some slatistics for
you. Over 80 pereent of Michigan's
prison population {s made up of
high school dropouts, and the
annual costs of 525,000 to
$30.000 a vear to house each pris-
oner is the fastest growing compo-
nent of state spending. Eliminat-
ing educaiional opportunities for
undereducated adults is likely to
cost far more than it will save.

At the
same {ime Amelia’s bloomers hit the fan, a
Boston inventor named lsaae Merritt Singer
came out with a domestic sewing machine able
to be used hy the average housewile, 1t was a
SeNSAtion.

The Legislature is entitled to "an annual
accounting of all income and expenditure” by
the universities, but there’s nothing in the con-
slitution about tving strings to the appropria-
tion.

What's the difference between Detroit schools
and U-M? A school district is a creature of the
state: the state created it, and the slate can
abolish il; iU's subordinate Lo the state. U-M
was crealed by the people through the consti-
tution; it has a fair amount of autonomy: its
officials refer lo it as a “coordinale” branch of
government.

The genius of American government is that it
is neither totally centralized nor totally local.
The result has been a constant tug-of-war, but
never a revolution, because we are forever
adjusting,

The American system may not last forever,
but my hunch is that it will sct a world's
record.

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City hires consultant for work on Fuerst farm

State Hisloric Preservation Officer,

A senior field representative with
the National Trust for Historie
Preservation who was closetly
involved with the rescue of New
York's Grand Central Station will
study Novi's Fuerst Farm.

Monday, the Novi City Council
hired Frank Gilbert for not more
than $4,500, which will include
his airfare from Washington, D.C.,
hotel room and the cquivalent of
seven days work. Gilbert has
developed a consulting program
catering to local governments far
the National Trust,

"We Jook at this as the first step
in preparing some plan of action
{for the properties,” Assistant City
Manager Cralg Klaver sald.

While Council Meruber Robert
Schminid remained oppased to
spending taxpayers’ moncy on the
preservation of the farm, the
majority OK'd bringing the nation-
al consultant e town,

"The city agreed to take the
property. Once it is ours, the real
tragedy Is il we do nothing with it
and it falls inta decay,” Council
Member Richard Clark said.

“In light of what the Fuers! sis-
ters have done for this community,
if 25 or 50 years from now, some-
one says ‘Fuerst, | don’t remember
the name,” that will be a real
tragedy. A lot of good things that
have have happened in this com-
munity and are golng to happen
are because of them.”

Mayor Kathleen McLallen and
Council Member Kathy Mutch met
Gilbert when they were in Wash-
Inglon, D.C. several months ago
for a National League of Ciles
Conference. He wiil be pald out of

$25,000 recently budgried by the
city for the stabillzation of the
barns and home at the corner of
Talt and Ten Mile roads.

"This is a group that has a
national, if not internatlonal, repu-
tation for what it does. The Nation-
al Trust is very selected about
what projects it chooses to get
involved in, evers when it involves a
consultant’s fee,” Mutch said.

"You just send out people with
hanuners and nails to stabilize the
property. You have to have a plan.”

Gilbert, an attorney, has worked
with 58 cities In 15 states on his-
torie preservation issues, inctuding
Santa Meonica, Long Beach,
Tutnpa, Fort Worth, Cotumbus and
Howling Green, Kentucky.

In Novi, he will develop plans 1o
restore and use the site, a strategy
to get the whole communiiy
invelved and fundratsing tactics.

“It's o nuajor distrust to the cftl-
zen to spend this money,” Schmid
said.

Conncil Member Nancy Cassis
didn't go that far, but she urged
that private funding be found te
save the property.

“I'm going to look in the future
that there are less taxpayer dollars
going into this. We have in good
faith gone as far as we can to trade
the properttes to get it into the City
of Novi's hands,” she sald.

“The terms of the members of
both houses of the slate legislature
commence at 12 noon on January
1 of the year following the mem-
bers’ election. Consequently, a
council member elecied to the
state legislature would have to
submit and have accepted by the
city council a resignation that is
effective prior {o 12 noon on the
January 1 lollowing the election.”

In the case of a special election,
the resignation would have (o be
prior to the beginning of that term
of office.

Running for the Republican
nomination, along with Cassis are
Northville resident Chris Bachelder
and Novi resident Craig DeRoche.
