D r i v e r s w h o don ' t r e l i s h 
maneuvering the Beck Road and 
W i x o m Road 1-96 interchanges 
may be interested in braking for 
this get-together 

O n J u n e 27 , the M i c h i g a n 
Depar tment of T r a n s p o r t a t i o n 
(MOOT) is invi t ing residents of 
Novi and Wixom lo voice their 
opinions of poteillial reconstruc­
t ions of the two 1950s era on-
and-off ramps. 

M D O T Project Deve lopment 
Engineer Norm Kieliszewski said 
the deparlnlent has concepts for 
the interchanges, but nothing as 
evolved as an actual design. The 
new Beck interchange i.s expected 
to cost S 2 3 m i l l i o n a n d the 
Wixom interchange $21.5 million, 
with the state aiming to seek 80 
percent of the costs from the Fed­
eral Highway Administration. 

When this will all happen is not 
yel determined. i 

"We only have money for the 
e n v i r o n i l i e n t a ! p rocess , " 
Kielfszewski said. 

"One of the problems is the 
M i c h i g a n f i n a n c i a l s i t u a t i o n 
regarding the gas tax. We have so 
m a n y projects c l a m o r i n g for 
money." 

A n upgrade of the Beck Road 
interchange is far from an unwel­
come prospect for Novi. The city 
has spearheaded a task force of 
both local government officials 
and businesses - including Mis­
s ion Health 's Providence Park-

T H E K N E E C A P 

Tho (XJfidHlon toiown as chforKJfofria-
lacJa may afflict runners who pronate 
excessively, causing tho kneecap to 
twist sideways. It may be that fatigued 
of weak quadriceps, which contribute 
to proper Ifacking of Ihe Itneecap, 
prcsvent Ihe kneecap from Iraddrig 
snlootlily. Either way, Ihe cartilage 
under tfie kneecap may wear away or 
crack to cause pain and inflammation. 
Treatment begins by putting a stop to 
running, taking aspirin, and icing the 
knee for fifteen minutes two of three 
times a day. Once the pain and swell­
ing are eliminated, a program to 
strengthen tho quadrkseps should bo 
adopted In an effort to restore balance 
between ttie quadriceps and the ham-
strlnga. Stret<»ling exercises for tliose 
muscle groups afe also advised 
before easing back Into a foglmon of 
ninning.

T1le Haggerty Connector, the on-
agaln off-again p l a n to build a 
bou leva rd pa ra l l e l to Haggerty 
Road, is expected to look similar to 
tile boulevard roadway. Telegraph 
Road. 

Lorenzo and other cominisslon-
crs would rather it look like the 
Telegraph Road section along West 
Bloomfie ld filled wi th trees and 
very l i t t l e development than a 
heavily populated residential area. 

Setting ttle tone for future devel­
opment in tfiat nortileast corner of 
the ci ty , commiss ioners unani­
mously denied, June 5, a develop­
er's rezoning request recommenda­
t i o n so a proposed 1 16 homes 
could 1x; built on the 103-acre par­
cel. 

TJie current zoning, residential 
acreage, requires lot sizes of at 
least an acre. The rezoning to R-2 
Would allow much more than twice 
as much density. 

T h e problem 1 have With it is ... 

i t ' s an inc rease i n p o p u l a t i o n 
which goes against what we've set 
in the master plan," .said commis­
sioner Glen Bonaventura. 

"If tills were rezoned now to R-2 
the property c o u l d be sold and 
developed at a higher density than 
what the conceptual plan shows." 
explained meinber Eda Wedding-
ton. 

City consultant Brandon Roger's 
told the c o m m i s s i o n he did not 
reconinlend the rezoIilng because 
there is no evidence the parcel, at 
Thirteen Mile and Haggerty Road, 
can't be developed under residen­
t ia l acreage zoning and because 
the surrounding area, except for 
the Haverh i l l F a r m s residential 
development nearby, is zoned for 
large lot honles. 

However, Dondero said the land 
is not flat and the rezoning is nec­
essary ' i n order to achieve a desir­
able single family neighborhood 
and preserve wetlands." 

"It's my op in ion any property 
anywhere can be used just as it's 
7,oned ... if it's flat... but the reality 
is it's not flat ..." said applicant 
Philip Dondero. 

Novi resident Andrew Mutch was 
p r e s e n t at the meet ing a n d 
r e m i n d e d the c o m m i s s i o n any 
decision Would set a precedent for 

future development. In addition, 
he pointed out that under the cur­
rent R - A zoning the owner could 
bu i ld only 75 homes on the 92 
acres of developable land. That's 
m u c h less than the 116 homes 
proposed in a conceptual plan. 

In addition, it's contraiy to the 
master p lan for the city, Mutch 
said. 

S t i l l , under a R - A zoning, the 
developer could opt for a F^eserva-
tioii option given he meets a series 
of criteria. The option would pre­
serve woodlands and weOands and 
allow for a 20 percent reduction i n 
lot size. 

The land is held In a trust to 
Josephine Kovacs, the widow of a 
54-year property owner In Novi . 
According to her representatives, 
the taxes are high and the land 
has to hie developed. 

Wedd ing ton sa id the concept 
plan for 116 hoiiles with a targe 
a inount of wet lands and wood­
lands left intact has nlertt. "The 
applicants' hearts are in the right 
place. I t l i ink this can be worked 
out," she said.

Ten Nov i C o m m u n i t y S c h o o l 
District teachers are ret ir ing this 
year, taking with them nearly 300 
years of combined experience in 
the field of education, 

"We don't want to lose senior 
teachers but it gives the district an 
opportunity to get some new blood 
in the schools." said Superinten­
dent Emmett Lippe. 

The educators were honored at a 
retirement party in the Instruc­

tional Technotogj' Center June 6, 
About half of the teachers are 

taking advantage of an early incen­
tive program. Teachers who retire 
ear ly receive one year ' s sa la ry 
spread out over ten years in addi­
t ion to the M i c h i g a n ret lreinent 
package. 

"It's an o p p o r t u n i t y for the 
teachers who were looking to retire 
to do so and at the same tiine It's a 
cost savings to the district," Lippe 
explained. 

R e p l a c i n g those h i g h e r pa id 
teachers with new teachers lower 
on the salary scale resul ts in a 
lower cost. 

Lippe said ten isn't an "exorbi­
tant" amount o f teacher retlre-
inents and said the district should 
expect to lost about six to eight 
each year for a whi le dlie to the 
iiiaturatioil of the curreilt staff 

W h i l e the l e a c h e r s w i l l be 
tllissed. that loss isn't necessarily 
bad. according to Lippe. 

"When you look down the list 
there is a loss of exper ience in 
teaching but 1 don't know if the 
school (Iistrict is going to be at a 
disadvantage to doing that." said 

Lippe. 
The teachers themseh'es may 

find it diflicult to adjust though. 
"Looking back on 31 years of 

teaching nlakcs nle wonder where 
the time has gone." said Rosalind 
Fuertes. "1 have loved ihe exeite-
lnent and joy of workiilg with chil­
dren. E a c h year, wi th each new 
class. I eagerly looked Ibi-wanI lo 
teach Illy students, but how much 
I w o u l d learn from them I w;ls 
never disappointed." 

E a c h b l l i l d i n g p r i n c i p a l has 

t iegun the process of r e a d i n g 
through applicalioiis and conduct­
ing short interviews that will eveil-
tually lead to a weeding out of 
teacher prospects, accord ing lo 
Lippe. 

Bui the l)ig question is what are 
these teachers going to do without 
papers to grade aild lesson plans 
to write e\'er\- clay? 

"I'll have tilne lor colfee and the 
Nc'iv York Times every morning." 
said F i i e r i c s , who ;llso plans lo 
travel, substitute teach ;ind put all 

her pictures into albums. 
While the district wil l miss the 

teachers, the teachers will most 
l ikely n i i s s their s t u d e n l s even 
lllore. The memories of teaching 
are so abundant they cai i ' l chose 
just one. 

"This is H'KC being asked. 'VVliieh 
thread in the tapestiA' do you like 
besi?'" said Ann Prine. "I liave a 
pi'ofusion of best memories with a 
host of Novi Stars taking Ihe lead 
role."

Deiiioerals held 
out lor $18.5 million, same as in 
the cnrrent year. 

A f iouse vote late al night on 
June 6 clinched it. The House gave 
Ihe bil l a bare majority, .56-19. 
Supporting it were .54 Republicans 
joined by two Di'inoerats - Ma.xine 
Bernian of Southlield and minority 
leader Curtis llerlel of Delroit. 

Opposed were -17 l^emoerats and 
two Republicans - Lyn Ikinkes ol 
Redlord and Sue Roeca ol Macomlj 
County. 

'Till a no vole on aiiylliing with 
schoo l s of ehuice in it," sa id 
Baiikes, citing opposiiion to lhat

This 
work is done out of its Pontiac 
olTice and the .goal is to open an 
a d d i t i o n a l two or three office, 
preferably staffed by handicapped 
employees , by s i i m i i l e r ' s end, 
tCiherton said. 

In J i l l y , the Michigan Chapler 
wi l l be sending a contingent of 
illelnbers to the National Veteran 
Wlieektiair games in Seattle. The 
['VA is the leading financial sup­
porter of wheelchair sporls in the 
U.S. . Etherton said. 

Whi le wheelchair basketball is 
the most we l l - .known spor t , 
wheelchair athletes also partici­
pate in lenilis, billiards, mountain 
climbing, bungee jumping and the 
latest favor i te , the rowdy 
quadi'iplegic rugby. 

Shuler prefers javelin and discus 
t t l rowing and avoids rugby: "To 
lake lny perfect ly good wheelchair 
out there and let people crash into 
Ine - it 's deilloliliorl derby w i l h a 
ball." 

But watching other athletes at 
sporting events did change his life. 
"I looked at the other guys going 
along and I felt l i ke a slob," he 
said. 

"My girifriend. now my wife, was 
merciless." He now gets along on 
his own energy.

When he submitted the 
lir.sl district, I knew we had a little 
problenl," Lodcr said. 'The workers 
al l k i low there is a random 
rceheek. If there is any discrepan­
cy, we'd catch it. Obviously, people 
make mi s t akes . Never have we 
seen anything quite like (his one." 

On Miiy 27, the ci ly had sent 
post cards to residents of the dis­
tricts, advisiilg them that census 
takers wollld be coming around for 
a second time. 

A( the onset of the project, forty-
four census workers were hired, 
with the pay rate set at 50 ccills 
per person counted and submilled 
lo the city. Workers were told in 
advance that random rechecks of 
40 addresses per district would be 
condiicted, Loder .said. Avagian's 
districts are the only ones under 
investigation. 

"I haven't gotten one dollar. 1 
worked very hard in r a i l l , snow 
and wind and during the coiIi-se of 
this time 1 was liospltalized several 
times due to infections.

Hold 30 seconds, Repeat on left side. Do tliree 
limes on each side. 

Hack: 
• Wi th club uildcr armpits , twist or rotate 

upper Ixidy aild hold in Iwth dlrftctions, kt^ping 
feet Hat on ground. Hold 30 seconds. Repeat 
three Umes. 

As wit l l all physical activity, comnlon sense is 
the first nile of thumb. "And try to avoid over­
playing," suggests Mat Tliaekaberry, P.T., A.T.. 

C , T R A C C manager. "You should acclimate 
yourself to the game before you start playing 36 
holes in one day."

• T h i n k fnoderatlon. Start out slowly and 
progress gradually, especially if it has been a 
few years s ince you were p l lys ica l ly act ive. 
Often, When people start out on a program, 
tliey Want to see quick results - an urgency that 
can result in injuries, discomfort and fatigue. 

• Remember to Walra up and cool down (start 
and end slowly). 

• Compliance is the key to long-term health 
benefits. Tlie key is to find What is motivational 
for you - whether it's exercising With a friend, 
joining a health club, Iceeplng exercise logs, set­
ting up a reward system, etc. 

• A n d most iinportant: Have fun and enjoy 
your Workout or actiVlty. 

Exercise Is a cost--effective way to improve 
your health. The key is to stick with a routine 
and be patient With your progress. Soon you 
will notice that you have more energy and feel 
better. According to Edward Stanley, Ear l of 
Derby i n 1873,".. . those Who do not make time 
for bodily exercise WiU sooner or later have to 
And time for disease."
