Getting 2nd chance
through Aduit Ed

It's a program that gives high
school drop-outs a seceond
chance.

Those people that decided
school wasn't for them and head-
ed out to the world of work where
they tried to find themselves and
thieir fulure usually find they
wish they had graduated, pomp
and clreumstance inchided.

But now, hecause state legisla-
tors questioned the necessity and
effectiveness of the program the
Michigan House of Representative
and the Senate passed a state
budget which cuts adult educa-
tlon funding from $185 million to
£102 million.

State Senator Willis Bullard
approved the budget with the
funding cuts but said he expects
Governor John Engler to veto the
budget and cut funding even
more 1o about $85 million.

“] think the governor is going to
determine the question. He'll be
vetolng part of the funding that
passed,” sald Bullard. "It's not
that difficutl to vote "Yes” when
you know (U's most ltkely to he
vetoed.”

Cutbacks to the point of foreing
the program to turn away siu-
dents are detrimental in that it
eliminates a lot of possibilities for

More than three weeks after an
automebile accident claimed the
life of his Iriend. a 22-year-old
Novi man is facing a felony charge
in connection with that death.

Jason Walker, a 1992 graduate
of Novi High Scheo! and former
high school basketball star, was
arraigned al 47th District Court
last Friday on one count of oper-
ating a motor vehicle under the
influence of alcohol (QUIL} and

causing a death, in connection
with the early morning Memorial
Day crash that killed David Ward
Clemens, 22. of Novl.

According to Farmington Police
Departmentl Deputy Director Mike
Wiggins. Walker pled not guilty to
the charge, and posted 51,000
hond - 10 percent of the $10.000
bond set by 47th District Court
Judge Frederick Harris. His pre-
trial exant is set for July 12, at
830 a.m.

Wiggins said thal if found guilty

of the charge, Walker could spend
up to 15 vears in prison and lace
fines of up to 810,000. He has
two prior convictions for driving
while impaired, according to
police.

Walker, Clemens and three
friends had spent mosi of May 26
in Brookiyn. M1, watching the
{naugural U.5. 300 Indy car race,
and had stopped for drinks at the
Cadillac Cale, 30555 Grand River
Ave., in Tarmington Hills. The
accident occurred hours later as

Walker was driving the group
back to Novi,

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City asking 2 mills
for road upgrades

When it comes to complaints
from residents, what Novi eiect-
ed officials may hear most are
“war storles” of iraffic-clogged
roads.

In November, veterans of this
form of suburban combat may
be asked to help in the fight by
approving a $16.384 million
road bond, with the ensuing tax
levy hovering in the viclnlty of
1.0 to 2 mills.

Development here and in
South Lyon and Lyon Township
to the west have caused the
problem, City Manager Edward
Kriewall sajd.

“We have to continue our road
improvements. We are in the
middle of our growth, our hey-
day,” he said.

“We know we have some real

trouble spots in this community,
Ten Mlile Road, Twelve Mile
Road. Novi Road from Eight Mile
to Grand River is getting rather
scary.”
But if there's a villain in the
plece, it’s the Qakland County
Road Commission, according to
the Novi City Council, which
coniends thatl more local tax
money should be returned from
the county to fix roads.

“I'd like to invite the Oakland
County Road Commission to
hold a session here and explain
why we're not getting any more
support for Novi Road and
Grand River Avenue as major
corridors and why we should go
te our citizens and ask them to
pay the lion's share for roads
that are not ours,” Mayor Kath-
leen McLallen said.

That session is expected to be
sometime before Aug. 27, the
last day the road bond question
can be submitted to Gakland
County for placement on the
November ballot.

While the council has had the
road proposal in hand since
January, this was the first pub-
He discussion of the issue. Key
concerns Monday were that ne
sidewalks are Included in the
project list, but the controversial
widening of Ten Mile Road to five
lanes is.

McLallen sald the council,

which recently heard from a
contingent of Novi Middie School
kids who want sidewalks, would
be “remiss” if it did nothing.

“We've heard from the citizens.
We've heard from the children
the dire need for connections 1o
move salely around the cliy.”
she sald.

Novi can anticipate federal
funds to improve Twelve Mile,
Ten Mile and Novi roads,
Kriewall said.

“I think if you have the road
commisslon here, they have a
standard approach to these kind
of discussions. They're just
broke,” Kriewall said.

Council Member Robert
Schimid questioned why Lhe
emphasis is net on bringing
rrand River Avenue up to par,
rather than widening Ten Mile
Road to Mlve lancs, a proposal
strongly opposed by residents in
that area.

“Grand River's nol experienc-
ing the backup yet that Ten Mile
is. It's functioning al a very low
level, but it’s doing the job,"
Kriewall said.

Upgrade Grand River and Ten
Mile traffic will switch over to
that east/west corridor, Council
Member Nancy Cassis said: "l
think the traffic will go where
improvements are made. I have
reservations aboul Ten Mile
going to [ive lancs, | would like
to see other opportunilies
explored.”

Council Member Richard
Clark agreed, pointing out that
funneling traffic fo Grand River
would also help businesses
there,

As in 1990, if this new road
bond issue passes the volers’
muster, the city would issue
general obligation bonds with a
15 to 20 year payback date, Tax-
payers would be assessed both
the cost of the bonds and the
interest rate.

Kriewall said the project could
be done in two phases, with
voter approval sought in Novem-
ber 1996 and November 1997 or
1998. In addition, Monday the
city council mulled over a pro-
posal o place a police and fire
bond issue before voters in
November,

"It sounded like a weak, weak
tornade louched down.™ said Gary
Campbell, of the weather service.

He sald Oakland Counly Sher-
1if's Department confirmed the tor-
nado with them.

Eyewitnesses say there was no
warning. No sirens. No radio DJ or
television anchor urging viewers to
run for cover,

Linda Roberts, a consullant with
Addington Homes, was in the
upstairs bedroom of the model
house she works In. She said she
saw a flash of lightening and stood
mesmerized as she watched the
tornado travel pasi the house and
down the street,

“l was just looking out the win-
dow at the sky and there it was,”
said Roberts.

“I just waiched it. What are you
going to do?”

She saw the twister swoop down
and speed down the street, still
bare and awalting home construc-
tion.

The funnel cloud reached the
end of the street where houses
were under construction.

The tornado first hit Boshaw's
trailer, lifted that off the ground
and sent it crashing into Boshaw's
pick-up truck, crushing the front
of the Sonoma.

Then the funnel cloud went
down the street to a house under
construction blowing out windows
and scattering debris, then toock a
cab off a truck.

“It took probably three or four

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Senate approves bill to reform trial courts

By TiM RICHARD
Staff Writer

Despile two defections, state
Senate Republicans won a bare

19-18 victory on trial court reform
and sent the bill back to the House
for concurrence in amendments.

Big change: Detroit Recorder's
Court isn't elminated, but its state
funding would be scaled down to
zero over 10 years. Detroit and
Wayne County could decide to
fund it themselves or let the 139-
year-old eriminal court ~ the only
one of its kind In Michigan -
become part of Wayne Circulit
Court.

“There were many reasons to
vole no,” sald Sen. Robert Geake,
R-Northville, who nevertheless
voted yes on the June 6 roll call,
" got what | wanted - a change in
the phasec-out (originally at five
years).”

But Geake said the race argu-
ment - that black Detroil candi-
dates couldn’t win in countywide
races - "is absolutely not true.” He
cited William Lucas. who won
races for shertff and county execu-
tive; Teola Hunter, now county
clerk; and six clreuit judges,
though some got on the bench by
appointiment.

Sen. Virgil Smith, D-Detroit, who
led the opposttion, emphasized
decades of racial problems in an
Us versus Them defense of
Recorder's Court.

*Recorder's Court means a lot to
us. A syslem was used against us
... We've earned Recorder's Court.
We worked your farms. We built
your factories with our sweat,” he
said.

Republicans hold a 21-16 edge
in the Senate with one seat still
vacani. Two outstate Republicans
~ John Schwarz of Battle Creek
and Jon Cisky of Saginaw - voted
no.

Area lawmakers stuck with thetr
parties.

Voting yes were Republicans
Michael Bouchard of Birmingham,
Mat Dunaskiss of Lake Orlon,
Geake of Northville, Loren Bennett
of Canton and Mike Rogers of
Brighton.

Opposed were Democrats Gary
Peters of Bloomfleld Township,
George Z. Hart of Dearborn and
Alma Wheeler Smith of Salem.

Senate GOP version, crafted by
Judiciary Chair William VanRegen-
morter, R-Jenison, sirips 90 per-
cent of the probate court’s dutles,
takes circuit court's divorce area,
and combines them into a new
“family division™ of circuit court.

The reform movement wanted to
eliminate Recorder's Court and
asslgn iis criminal caseload 1o cir-
cuit court - the same as in the
olher 82 countles.

Focus will be on process
rather than the issue

There are many good questions wor-
thy of consideration by Novi and ils
residents in the proposal to bring a

lacility similar to the Sports Club of

West Bluomlield to Novi. As proposed
the Sports Club would be located on
the old Meyer Berry Farm on Eight
Mile Road just across [rom Maybury
State Park.

Such guestions might be:

¢ Should the city create a separate
recreational zoning designed for the
many facilities the city would like to
build here, like the community pool,
the dek hockey rink, the ice arena,
ele?

+ (Or should such facilities be rele-
gated to the industrial zonings - 1-1
and [-2 - as they are presently under
Novi's present zoning codes?

¢ Can recrcational lacilities generate
the kind of revenue needed Lo cover
the kind of overhead that would be
required by asking them to buy indus-
trial iand?

The planning commis-
sion has heen reluctant, saying that

City council ordered that the hearing
be held anyway on July 10. The rea-
soning is obvious, even if the planners
turn down the reereation zoning, the
council could override, perhaps as
earlv as its Julv 15 meeting,

To be honest, the city has had mixed
results in its previous attempts and
public/private partnerships. Some
attempts 1o work especially closely
with business have worked out well.
i.e. the Novi Expo Center. Others have
fallen apart, i.e. The Landing.

And we can appreciate the need for
speed, especiully when an opportunity
presents ifself thal would affect health,
safety and welfare {which this does
not) or would he a great economic
boom for the city (which this does not.)
When the city must make special
arrangements with a developer to get a
facility put in here. it scems to us that
the cily shouldd have extra lime to con-
sider its ramilications. nol have the
time period shortened. The impacts
may be wide-ranging. The residual
zoning law lefl over in the wake of the
project may altract other projects con-
sidered undesirabie. And all of this
neads to be thought owd and dealt
with.

Police will tell vou that when a busi-
ness deal comes your way that
appears (o be to good to be true, it
probably is. When the person making
the olfer says an immediate decision is
needed. “take it or leave it" vou are
often best advised to leave it

it seems to us the same rule should
apply to the conduct of city govern-
ment.

Speak out on Beck interchange

Do you ever drive through the Beck
Road/Twelve Mile/1-96, interchange
area? Do you ever drive through it at
rush-hour, especially evening rush-
hour. If you do. you know that that
intersection needs a total overhaul.

The Michigan Department of Trans-
portation did what it called a quick fix
at that intersection last year of
straightening out Beck Road where it
meels Twelve Mile, getting rid of (he
triangle and adding traffic signals. But
the MDOT called that a quick fix then
when recognized that it would eventu-
ally have to go back for more recon-
struction of the intersection.

What it neceds is a full-blown recon-
struction - a whole new cloverleafl at
that interchange.

The Michigan Department of Trans-
portation will be holding a meeting
June 27 at the Novi Expo Center to
discuss what should be done with that
intersection and the 1-96/Wixom Road
interchange. The purpose of the meet-
ing is to get the public’s input on what
types.of work should be done to both
of those intersections to bring them up
to modern standards.

It's incumbent on Novi residents
especially those who have to drive that
area daily or even frequently to attend
the hearing and speak their minds on
that intersection.

Why? Because others in the area
count Wixom Road intersection as a
higher priority. Especially the city of
Wixom.

The Wixom interchange needs work,
it's true. That intersection is obviously
well worn and in rough shape. It needs
a good going over but the basic design
is right. The basic design keeps the
traffic flowing and meets modern stan-

dards tor expressway interchanges,

That road, however, is a throwback
to the early '50s. In fact when it was
originally designed MDOT didn't antici-
pate in keeping il open very long. They
planned to close it and discontinue
use. As time has gone by and the area
has seen more and more traffic. they
realize they can't do that. That the
basic design has remained the same
even after last year's so-called quick
fix.

It is safer now that's true, the quick
fix did that much but traflic doesn’t
flow through there any better than it
ever did. If fact the case can probably
be made that it flows through there
slower.The intersection of the three
roadways makes for a jumble mess
that backs up every morning and every
evening especiaily as people are com-
ing home from work. The traffic lights,
ajthough they do much to improve
safety, aren't very good at moving Iraf-
fic along at the pace it needs to go.

If Novi residents want to make sure
that that intersection gets fixed the
way it should, if they want to make
sure that Wixom doesn't steal away the
money that's needed to fix that inter-
section they need to show up at the
meeting with MDOT and speak their
minds. The curious thing about this
intersection is that an improved Beck
Road interchange would benefit even
Wixom. It has a good deal of growth
going on in that corner of the city. it
has a fast growing industrial area
down in the lower part of town in the
southeast corner. Nonetheless, folks in
Wixom seem to prefer that the Wixom
road interchange be fixed first. We
think that people in Novi disagree and
they should tell the MDOT that too.
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Sit down some night after
everyone hias gone to bed and
listen to the silence. Turn off
the TV and the stereo. Put
down the books and the
newspapers. Stay olf the tele-
phone and the computer. See
if you can sl hear silenee,

This voung man also realized that life does not
just hand you an award for participating, and that
sometimes even yvour best effort gets overlooked. He
was telling me, in a sense. that he didn't necessarily
need the local newspaper to tell him he had done a
good job. '

That understanding showed me more maturity
than those parents who wanted to climb all over me
for not publishing each and every little award won
by their sons and daughters at the honors convoca-
tion.

Don't get me wrong, recognition for an outstanding
performance - whether it-be in the classroom or in
the community - is an important thing, but when it
becomes all consuming that recognition begins to
lose its luster. If we give out hundreds of awards for
just participating, than the motivation to push our-
selves, to achieve beyond our expectations, is weak-
ened.

When that happens life itself becomes average,
and that's something we shouldn't allow to occur —
for our kids sake!

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Negativity infests political process J

The election sea-
son is approach-
ing. Pretty soon the
airwaves will be
filled with sound
bites and the TV
screens with nega-
tive ads. Charge’
and counter-

. charge will be the
Phil order of the day.

Now. before all
Power this overwhelms
us, is a good time {o pause and reflect on
the state of our politics,

One way or another, I've been cither
covering or participating in American pol-
itics for 30 years. I bave never seen such
negalive content and uncivil tone as
today infests our political process.

[t isn’t cnough merely to disagree with
your opponent on the substance of poli-
cy. It seems necessary these days to
intentionally matlign your opponent's
character, question his morality and dis-
tort her record. )

Much ol this, | submil, has come [rom
the general emotional power of political
advertising on television and. in particu-
lar, on its most recent manifestation. the
negalive ad,

Survey research shows clearly that
most people get most of their information
about politics from (clevision. Political
prolessionals distinguish between news -
“free media” in Ltheir nomenclature - and

“paid media.”

Given adequate money. the pros by and
large prefer paid media as the medium of
choice by which te communicate with the
electerate, if only because they thereby
avoid having to deal with nosy and mostly
uncontrellable reporters. This is especial-
ly s0 when they decide to "go negative,” a
tactic that usually requires the unchal-
lenging environment of TV time, bought
and paid {or.

Mareover, the pros have discovered thai
the easiest way to get around the legal
limitations on campaign spending is to
collaborate with so-called “independent”
commitiees — wink, wink; nod, nod - that
have "no links” to the campaign. [ndepen-
dence makes them immune from report-
ing and disclosure requirements, while
the lack of linkage provides the candidate
with uscful deniability when an outra-
geous lapse of taste or honesty takes
place.

in paraceling out blame for this down-
ward spiral, the news media bear an
important and largely overlooked share,

Most television slations, which charge
premium rates for polilical ads, are refue-
tant o bite the hand that feeds them by
subjecting these same ads to the fieree
scrudiny of their newsrooms belore they
arc run. Seme newspapers ry to analyze
the content and evaluate the distortions
of TV advertising, but the stories usually
run oo late to immunize public under-
sianding.

Given our tight local focus at this news-
paper. we can't do much aboul presiden-
tial or senatorial elections. But we do
cover — and have a clear responsibility to
cover, with aggressive integrity - congres-
sional and state legislative races, as well
as various local contests. For the record.
here's our policy with respect to political
advertising:

* We will not accept political ads for our
newspaper that we know are untrue.
Where we are suspicious, we will check
with our newsrgom before running the
ad.

* We will not accept for publication in
the last edition before the election an ad
that makes a new charge without con-
tacting the opponent to offer an opporlu-
nity to rebut.

¢ We will review - for accuracy, taste
and relevance - lelevision ads run by
candidates in our circulation area. In
particular, we will assume that ads run
by “independent” commilters are con-
trolled by the candidate unless offered
compelling prool this is not sn.

¢ Our endorsements will be based in
part on whether candidates conlribute to
a ralional discussion of the issues and a
civil tone to the campaign.

Sen. Mike Rogers, R-Brighton, hailed
Senale passage of his Senate Bill 696 that
amends the juvenile code to add boot
camp placement as a sentencing option
for juvenile offenders.

A companion bill, House Bill 4723,
requires lthe Family Independence Agency
(formerty Department of Secial Services] Lo
establish one or more fuvenile boot camnps
and develop training programs for them.

“Boot camp programs resemble military
basic training, and 1 know first-hand how
such a program promotes a sense of leam-
work and discipline,” said Rogers, who
served in the Army. "Moreover. bool
camps have been demonstrated 1o be
more cosl-c¢fficient than other forms of
incarceration.” Rogers' bill cleared the
Senale in its June 6-7 marathon session.

Several times this year Hardin, who
hatted an amazing . 700 for the (irst part
ol the season before falling off 1o a mere

552 by Lhe end of the year, wus walked
in key situations. Now the all-KVC [first-
teamer who happens lo have a keen base-
ball mind understands Lhat strategy. Hey, if
he were @ manager he'd probably walk him teo
rather than pileh to a guy whe gets a base hit
more than hail the time with renners on base.
But he doesn't see the need o get a {ree pass on
just an average at bat. Yet some schools elected to just let
h1m trot to firsl hase this season,

"1 like to e up there in pressure situalions with guys on,”
Hardin said. "Bul some guys walked me for no reason. Like when
there ways o runner on first or second. That does get me kind of
upset, This is high schos] baseball and vou're out there to have fun,
net just to win.”

But winning was [un for Hardin and the Eagles this season. He,
along wilh the rest of the LHS team had a disappointing 1995 cam-
paign. Hardin, coming off a dvnamite freshman season, batted 368
and he went 5-0 in the league as a pitcher but the team struggled.

Most people, including LHS coach Jerry Ganzel, didn't think that
this year’s squad wus even as good as lust year's Eagles. But early
in spring practice Hardin said he felt the team would be all right.

As Eric tells it, his father, Jefi Hardin, was helping owt with hit-
ting in the Lakeland gymnasium. Ganzel had been worried about
the bats onr he team but Eric said his dad saw something special in
the Eagles after only a few hitting drills.

"He said those guys could really hil,” Eri¢ said. "And he's been
around bascball all his life. He told me that we could have a pretty
fgood season the way he saw those guys hitting.”

Mr. Hardin's prediction proved correct as the Eagles turned il on
at the plate Jed by his son’s assault on area pitchers. Eric was also
remarkable on the mound. He went 9-0 in the KVC and 9-2 overall,
Keyed by an off-season weight-tralning program ancd an arsenai of
new pitches that included a change-up, a new curve and a sidearm
fastball. Hardin became one of the most dominating pitchers in the
area,

And while Hardin's pitching was mainly the resull of natural
improvement, Ganzel said he knew the junior's hitting was bound to
come around this year.

“The biggest thing was we had more people in scoring position,”
Ganzel said, "Bul he'’s played so much and worked so hard he had
1o improve. And he's physically much stronger (than last year.)”

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Vitamin-A derivative may cure
cervical precancerous condition

Retin-A. the same produet used to treat acne
and smooth wrinkles. also appears to be etlee-
live in reversing a precancerous condition
called cervical dysplasia. Researchers at the
University of Michigan Health Svstem are
recruiting women for o $2.9 million National
Institutes of Health-tunded study 0 find out
why this cream. which contains the visamin-A
derivative retinoic arid, eoaxes precaneerous
cervical cells back 1o nermal in some women,

About 53,000 Amgericans are diagnosed with
dysplasia annually via routine pap siears, The
condition is classified. according o severity, as
typical, mild, moderate or severe, Patients with
miled dysptasin usually are advised to take a
"watchful waiting” approach, since about 40
percent of such cases return fo normal without
treatment. Wornen with moderate to severe dys-
plasia experience i lower spontanecous regres-
sion rate, so they may be advised 1o unrerpo
minor surgery 1o remove abnormal tssue,

Recent studies indicate that those most
responsive (o Retin-A. which is applicd with a

cervical cap daily for four days, are women with
moderate dysplasia. With no Lrealment, only
aboul a quarter of such cases return to normal
on their own; with Retin-A, the regression rate
is nearly 50 percent, says principal investigator
Mack T. Ruffin IV, M.D., assistant professor of
family practice. In contrast, with severe dyspla-
sia. the regression rate falls to about 30 percent
- with or without treatment,

Ruffin and colleagues suspect that the degree
of responsiveness to such treatment might have
to do with the presence of the human papilloma
virus, or HPV - a known risk factor for cervical
cancer ~ and the degree to which it has set up
shop within the woman's system. 1t Is estimat-
ed that 20-40 percent of women under 50 are
infected with this sexually transmitted virus
and may not know it, Ruffin says.

“Our theory is that if you can inlervene with
Retin-A when the level of HPV is high, before it
has been incorporated into the cellular DNA,
that's probably when vou can block any pro-
gression to cervical cancer.” he says, "We're not

sure how wide that window is. hut we hope o
find oul. We're also heping with the treatment
to see the amount of HPV come dawn. because
one of our goa]s is to find a \\'1\ to treat HEV
and cure jt.”

If Retin-A treatment indeed mﬂucnvcs HPV's
cellular foothold, Ruflin plans additivnal stud-
fes to see whether such changes relale to the
progression of dysplasta: whether it helds
steady, retreats entirely or develops into cancer.

“If, using HPV as a biomarker, we can predict
whether the dysplasia will stay the same or get
better with Retin-A, then we could leok at other
treatments, whether that's taking a certain
amount of vitamin A orally or even changing
the diet.” Rutfin says.

Understanding structure, function of bone

Osteoporosis is a commaon disorder wilh
poetentially serious health consequences,
weakens a person's
bones, increasing the
risk of fractures,

To understand
OSLEOPOrosis,  yvou
ioust tirst nnderstand
the normal struclure
and functien of hone.

Bone is a living tis-
suc which provides
hoth mechanical sup-
port and a reposiiory
for minerals. Your
bunes aciually get
weiﬂtran l‘hair strenglh I:m.m a

strueture that resem-
bles relnforced concrete. Hard caleiumn crystals,
called calelum hydroxyapatite, are reinforced
with strands of a tough protein called collagen.

But bone is mere dynantic than concrete is.
thanks to those same calvium crystals - which
respond to jarring mechanicat forees generated
during our daily activities. Whether you're
strolling around the block or straining to life a
heavy box. vour bones respond by constantly
reinforcing and remodeling themselves,

Bone remodeling. in fact. is a continuous,
ifelong process. It Involves two steps. drilling
and building. Cells called osteoclasts will dis-
solve an area of bone, followed by other cells,
called osteoblasts, that build it anew. The pro-
cess resembles road repair, where an old street
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is torn up. only to be replaced by fresh pave-
ment,

Osteoporosis occurs when the drillers out-
pace the builders - and baones lose substance.
weaken and become susceplible o fracture {the
key problem with this disorder}l. Theories
ahound about the causes of osteoporosis, bul
none have been proven. Medical experts do
know that risk factors Include menopause, old
age and family history.

Menopause affects the bond replacement pro-
cess In two ways. U stimulates the osteoclasts
{the "drillers”) in the first couple of years after
mienstruation ceases, leading to large losses of
calcium from the bones. And while both men
and women lose hone strength as they age,
menopause accelerates that loss in women's
later years.

How can you preveni osteoporosis? Weight-
bearing exercise - including walking, jogging
and aerobics - will heip, because any activity
that gets you on your feet and moving will stim-
ulate bone and help strengthen it. And because

muscles are attached to bone, weight-lifting will -~

have a similar elfect,

You can alse help retain bone mass through
vour diet - by including milk and other dairy
products, along with calcium-fortified orange
juice and dark-green leafy vegetables. Even
then. it can be difficull, however, to get all the
calcium your bones need. Calcium supplements
will help provide bone with its basic building
blocks (read the product label for dosage indi-
cations or consult your doctor).

There are medical options as well. For
menopausal women, the [irst preventive medi-
cal remedy for osteoporosis was hoermone
replacement therapy (HRT).

Meanwhile, other therapies (o slow or reverse
bone loss are under devetopment, For now,
through, the best prevention sirategy against
osteoporosis is to include regular weight-bear-
ing exercise in your life and to eat a diet rich in
caleium, using calcium supplements as an
additional source.
