THE HEELS 

Achilles icndinilis is usually characler-
ized by a dull or sharp pain along the 
largo tendon thai connects the two 
major calf muscles lo ihe heel bone. 
Other symptoms may include limited 
ankle flexibility, redness or heat over 
lhe painful area, and /or the 
appearance ot a lumpy buildup of scar 
(issue (nodule) on Ihe tendon. All this 
can be brought on by tight or fatigued 
calf muscles which transfer too much 
of the burden of running to the 
Achilles.

In Ule first sbc months of 1996, 
tile city's fire losses have been ten 
times higher t l lai i In the first half 
of 1995, Klre Chief Art Lenaghan 
reported. Hic dollar figure on the 
(Icstnitlloii from January to June 
n-ached the $1,617 million fnark, 
w h i l e last y e a r It only t o t a l ed 
$159,000. 

"It's Just been k ind of a b u s y 
yt;ar. There Was the ajvIrtnient fire, 
illere was the plastics plant, tlie 
rest were h o u s e s and c a r s , " 
I.enagl)iin said. 

"It Just happens. We're keeping 
;iii eye on It." 

Eighty fires struck this year to 

date, as opposed to 68 in the same 
Ume period In 1995. 

Subt1-act the toll of just two fires 
and that figure goes doWn sub-
stantlaUy. In Apr i l , it's believed an 
arsonist torched two Portsmouth 
Apar tment bui ldings under con­
struction, leading to $500,000 in 
damages at the PonUac Trail site. 

Next, an estimated $400,000 in 
destruction to the bui ld ing , roof 
and interior contents Was caused 
by a M a y 18 inferno at M u t u a l 
Plast ics on Grand ItlVer Avenue. 
While the Western Wayne County 
Haza rdous Mate r i a l s Team Was 
c a l l e d to the scene due to the 
nature of tlie materials, the firm's 
preventative maintenance systeni 
p reven ted any r u n - o f f of toxic 
materials. 

S t i l l , minus these major infer­
nos, the fire loss remaifls a whop­
ping $717,000. 

House fires include a May 6 inci­
dent on East Lake DriVe, in which 
a ne ighbor repor ted an e a r l y 
morning fire. While the residents 
escaped unharmed, the rear of the 
house was destroyed. 

The number of total nins logged 
by the department for tills year is 
1,025, while last year II was 9;i6. 
Tfiree flreflglitcrs and one civil ian 
have been injured in 1996, while 
last year that count was one fire­
fighter and no civilians. 

Runs Include rescues. 6 2 0 in 
1996 as opposed to 612 In 1995 
and false a l a r m s , 142 in 1996 
conlpared to 100 the year bcfoie.

A state Court of Appeals panel 
stunned the Departnlcilt of Natu­
ral Resources by ru l i l l ; ; it must 
pay S5.3 i l i i l l i o l l to a i l O a k l a n d 
Coun ty bu i lde r for "takinf^" 28 
acres of his property by declaring 
it a protecteil wetland. 

Joseph Kosik. his J .F.K. Co. and 
his Resorts ; i i l( i Co. wanted lo 
build a restaurant on .̂ .5 aiTcs of 
land zoned coininercial on M - 5 9 
just west of Pontiac- in Waterford 
Towilship. D.NR refused a pernlit 
it) 1988. DNR also refused Kosik's 
later proposal (o fill in 3.17 acres 
and convert .5.36 acres of uplanri 
to wetland. 

•'This is a \-ei7 important deci­
sion," said Kevin Snlith, assistant 
a t t o rney genera l repre.sentinij; 
i ) \ 'R . "There have been other eases 
where (rial courts found there had 
been a takintj, but the others wei-e 
reversed liy the Court of Appeals. 
Th i s is the first ease where the 
Coiirt of Appeals found there had 
been a takini<." 

Sniltli was uiisiHT whether the 
state solicitor general would ree-
onlnlend appealin/^ to the s la te 
Supreme Court. "If the derision is 
nol reversed, it will have a sif<nifi-
ealll iiripact for the wetlands pro­
gram. The DNR will have to con­
s i d e r the impac t of a l l pe rn l i t 
denials." 

"The crucial issile," said M i c l l i -
aasi's s e i o i i i l Ili^hest court , "is 
whether there is a takiiiR wit h i l l 
the nieanini.! of the Fifth .Amend­
ment to require Just eoinpensa-
tion." 

It said lllere was. "The decision 
to build a restaurant, or a request 
to fill in weilands. do not consli-
lule nuisances lhat a government 
may abate." wrote Judge Kathleeil 
J a n s s c n . She was Joined by 
Judges Clifford Tay lo r and J . P . 
Noeeker in upholding a Court of 
Claims ruling. 

They said "the legislattire's dec­
larations in the Wetlands Protec­
tion Act and Ihe Michigan Envi ­
ronmental Protection Act ... do not 
constitute background ilrinciplcs 
of nuisance and properly law suffi­
cient to prohibit the u.se of pkiin-
liffs' land without Just coinjjens.i-
tioii." 

The state coui1 relied heavily on 
a 1992 d e c i s i o n of the U . S . 
Supreme court in I.ueas v. South 
Carolina Coaslal Council . "(W'lhile 
property niay be regulated to a 
certain extent, if the regulation 
goes too far. it will be recognized 
as a taking," Jiinssen wTOte. 

Court of Claims Judge Wil l i am 
E. Collelie awarded Kosik and his 
conlpanies S3.2 rn i l i lo i i for the 
proper ly taken. S i .6 mi l l ion in 
interest and nearly $-160,000 for a 
teinporarv taking of part of the 
land. 

Collelte in 1991 ruled the DNR 
wetlands restrictions "rendered the 
properly essentially worthless as 
commercial real estate, and that 
plaintiffs were therefore entitled to 
J u s l c o m p e n s a t i o n . " The base 
award amount to about S60.000 
an acre. 

"The parlies do not question lhat 
the slate lias a leglllmate iilterest 
i i l presen-jng and protecting wet­

lands," said J a n s s e n ' s op in ion . 
The question was illoiley. 

The tr ial and appellate courts 
found uncoilstitulional a section ol 
the statute l inl i t ing the landown. 
er's recovery to twice the state 
equalized value of the [Droperty 
(llalf the supposed market value). 

Janssen's opinioil noted "the 28 
acres of wet lands is i r regular ly 
shaped within the ,'i.'5-acre parcei. 
Thus, it is not possible to siinply 
leave the wclhuids are;\ lindevel 
oped and huild on the I'emaininL; 
27 acres ... Mere the j j laint iffs 
conld not develop the remaining 
27 acres liecause of the configuia 
tion of the w<'tlands w i t h i n ilu-
parcel."

The case is pai't of a nationwide 
battle between landowners, who 
say government is t ak ing their 
liroperty by regulating lis use. and 
eiivirontiieiltalisls. who insist wet 
lands are essential to the ecosvs-
lelil. The 1992 Republican nation 
al plalloril i came out squarely for 
the landowners' side.

Wangler lost O C C race, but now he mulls recount 
A s the O a k l a n d Co min u n i t y College 

trustee election recount begins today in 
the Madison Heights school district, where 
there was a tie vote and another request 
for a recount, Uie founder of OCC called 
for sitting board meiTlbers to be "tolerant 
of each otJicrs' views." 

George Mosher, who was alllong die col­
lege's first trustees and was reelected for 
14 years of service - six of tllem as board 
chai rman - said the atmosphere on the 
board must be "more fair and friendly. It 
was a disgrace that board mcnlbcrs i n the 
ininority were not allowed to say anything" 
durifig ineetings when former chancellor 
Patsy Calkins was terminated. 

It was that ouster that finally severed 
two factions on the board and prompted 
Moshcr and others to bcconie instrumen­
tal in encouraging the slate of John Wan­
gler of i3ingham Farms and Jeanne Towar 
of Koyal Oak to oust ineunibent Sandra 
Rider i l l her reirleetion bid ;ifter 18 years 
service on the Ixiai'd. 

"I didn't want lo be jiart of Uie oix'ration 
of (OCC). I left that 20 years before," 
Mosher said. " l iut soilletiines Uiiilgs get so 

bad." 
The result was that on June 10 Towar 

took first place and Wangler second; Rit­
ter, placing third, was unseated - or so it 
was thought. Unknown to the canriidales 
unUl June 18 was that absentee ballots 
Were double tabulated In I^oyal Oak. Cor­
rect totals s t i l l left Towar in hrst place; 
however, Wangler and Ritter exchanged 
rankings, returniilg Ritter to office July 1 
with a 130-votc lead over Wangler. 

"With regard lo July 1, 1 Uiink we ileed 
to lcx)k ahead," Ritter .said Fiiday. "What 1 
heard from the ciindidates was that eveiy­
one was fcx:used on doing the light thing. 
I'm an optimist. We'll come logelher." 

So Ritter i s expected lo be sworn i l l 
wheil the board holds its oigailiz;i l ion;ll 
meeting o i l J u l y 1 - despite Wangler's 
reqilest for a recount of all 28-1 voting 
precincts, inc luding 24 absentei' ballot 
counting boards and two pieeincts in the 
WjiITcn Consolidated S<-hcM)l District. 

"I didn't have aily choice," Wangler said. 
"I could have opted for a paiH;il recount, 
but I have lo bring this lo closure, i have 
to roll the dice and let come whiit may. 

Pe isona l ly , I'll feel better los ing on an 
accurate vote count than an inaccurate 
couilt." 

Ri t ter sa id she had talked w i t h the 
county electioils division and was told Ulat 
wi lh modern technology, a reversal was 
not expected. 

Wang le r sa id he had t a lked w i t h 
truslees and had expressed his wil l ing­
ness lo work wilh all of Iheill. Wllcn fritter 
appa ren t ly had lost , sa id Wangler , it 
ajjpeaied both sides h;id lost .sonlething. 
Now, with Ritter on the board, i l "soured 
the whole situ;ition," he added. 

Trustee Anne .Scott, who Jumped tip and 
down in the board ineet.ing room when il 
Wiis thought Wangler won, is check ing 
with ;in iitlorney lo see whether Ritter cail 
IK- blfxked from hiking her .seat unti l the 
iecall is coinpleled. 

It's : l move that Mosher objects to. 
"I don't really favor thai. It's i iol a good 

liroeedme," Mosher said, adding that he 
does sup|Hirt the recount. "Tile public and 
Ifle candidate ileseiVe lo know and then 
whcK:ver wins wins." Ik: .said that if t1iei"e 
was one erroi-, there conld have been otll-

ers. "What Is needed Is to InaJte sure the 
(vote) is accurate," he said. 

It's expected l o take w e l l in to J u l y 
before the recount is oven M a l y Jo Ham­
mond. Oakland County director of elec­
tions, .said OCC's last recount in 1988 was 
for 70 precincts and i l took eight days. 
Differences III cqulpnlent or voting lnay 
make a dilfereilcc, she added. By law, the 
recount niust be completed wi th in 30 
d;iys. 

ilanimond siiid Ritter would be allowed 
lo be seated on the board. 

It is cost ing Wangler $ 2 , 8 1 0 for the 
recoun t , $10 for each p r e c i n c t . That 
doesn't, however, cover the entire cost for 
Ule four-nieniber board of canvas-sers and 
a minimuln of four additioIlal workeis to 
be h i i c d to help out. accoiding to l la i l l -
mond. Per-diem costs of $117.34 for each 
canvasser, plus expen.ses alid mileage, will 
be billed to OCC. A college spokesperson 
said the nioncy wi l l come out of the gener-
, i l fund as ilart of election expense.s and 
that money was available to cover the 
cost. 

Wangler said he would be talking with

Aggressive marketing 
key to Wixom's success

Greenfields , economic g rowth 
and Rea l to r s and deve lopment 
companies who market the com­
munity aggressively. 

That's tlie key to Wixom's suc­
cess as a magnet for i n d u s t r l a i 
and resea rch and development 
c o r p o r a t i o n s , W i x o m M a y o r 
Michael McDonald said. 

As Novi officials contempla te 
beefing up this city's tax base, a 
frcquenUy-heaid complaint is that 
desirable companies are hopping 
over Novi to locate along G r a n d 
River, Beck Road, Pontiac T r a i l 
and oUier corridors i n the sma11er 
Wixom. 

"The developers are the ones 
rea l ly s e l l i n g my c i ty to t h e i r 
clients ... Our industrial tax base 
is world-class," McDonald sald. 

"We're jus t fortunate, we f ind 
some developers who know how to 
gel along with our planning com-
rnissloii, they know how to make 
the buildliigs meet our standards 
... I'm sure it's no news that the 
Novi Planning Commission is less 
than hospitable. Sometimes people 
get scared." 

Wixom has a tax base of about 
$800 to $900 million, with 70 per­
cent of that coming from Industrial 
firms, he said. .All those robotics 
f i rms and au tomot ive s e rv i ce s 
industries help keep the taxes at a 
low 8.4 m i l l s . W h a l the c i t y 
doesn't have is a major shopping 
mall, l iousing over the $200,000 
range, hotels and a "restaurant 
row." 

"A lot of times business people 
say they don' t want to contend 
w i t h y o u r comi i l e re i a l t r a f f i c , " 
McDonald said. 

L i k e N o v i , W i x o m has q u i c k 
access to the freeway system. Beck 
Road is one of the areas booming 
there as an i ndus t r i a l cor r idor . 
Newcomers include MoUer M a n u ­
facturing, W h i c h built a plant on 
Beck Road four years ago to man­
ufacture turbine Jets for airplafies. 
Wixom is also home base to some

m a j o r c o r p o r a t i o n s , l i ke F o r d 
Motor Company, which expanded 
signif icantly five years ago. and 
Mac Valve. 

McDona ld said Wixom usua l l y 
doesn't offer tax abatements to 
c o m p a n i e s to lure t h e m i n , 
although two or three have been 
handed out In tlie past five years. 
Wi th the New Blight Corporation, 
Which makes toys, Wixom set up 
an indus t r ia l facilities tax s i tua­
tion. The firm got an abatement on 
its property taxes but paid taxes 
speci f ica l ly earmarked for road 
Improvements to Pontiac Tra i l . 

l-1oWever, u n l i k e Novl, W i x o m 
d i d n ' t make the list of t e n top 
regional job growth communities, 
as r e l e a s e d by the S o u t h e a s t 
Michigan Counci l of Governments 
i n late 1995. 

Al so u n l i k e Novi, Wlxoi i i does 
not have a plannii ig department, 
but the community does retain a 
p l ann ing consultant . Developers 
are guided through the piocess by 
a " road m a p " d i s t r i b u t e d by 
Whcom's Department of Public Ser­
vices, McDonald said. 

"We really t iy to inake it user-
friendly. 'you take an Indus t r ia l 
buslnessmaii and you tell h i m you 
have to do tills and this and this, 
and he says, 'why?.'" he said. 

•We don't try (o get thern to put 
in a Jot of off-site improvements 
and high-faluting landscape con­
cepts.

1n 1995, the median sales price 
for neW d w e l l i n g s in Novi Was 
$150 ,000 , a l though tliese d a y s 
that's i n the bracket of what i s 
called "affordable housing," w i t h 
price tags of $300 ,000 p lus no 
longer uncommon here. Subdiv i ­
s ions s p r o u t i n g up I n c l u d e 
A d d l n g t o n Es ta t e s . B r o a d m o o r 
Park, The Vistas and Beckenham 
Estates. 

Th roughou t the region, w h i l e 
fewer housing permits Were Issued 
last year than i n 1994. the b u l l ­
dozers Were hardly standing s t i l l , 
a c c o r d i n g to a s tudy r e c e n t l y 
released by the Southeast M i c h i ­
gan Council of Governments. 

NoVl, With 768 single and mul t i ­
ple resldenUal permits granted l n 
1995. came in fourth behind C a n ­
ton T o w n s h i p (1,038).

Wliile homes are sprouting up hi

In 1995, applications were made 
for only four dernohtlon permits. 

Overall, the constmction of s in­
gle family homes grew by six per­
cent, S E M C O G reports, attribuUng 
this to population growth, higher 
employment rates, larger salaries 
and good mortgate rates. 

Of 20,976 residential b u i l d i n g 
permits Issued In the region last 
year, 79 percent were for single-
f ami ly homes . 19 percent for 
multi-family deVelopments and two 
percent for two-family homes. 

S E M C O G stats also show that 
from 1990 to 1995. just oVer 33 
percent of the bui ld ing pe rmi t s 
Issued in the seven counties of 
southeast Michigan were for Oak­
land locaUons.

Voters are like that - electing 
a p r e s i d e n t f roi l l one p a r t y a n d ; i 
Congress fronl anotller, or a go\'ern()i-
fiTim one party aild a Legislature froill 
another. 

in this ease, voters picked chalieiiger 
Jeanne 'fowal. who roundly criticized 
the fiilng of Dr. Patsy Ca lk ins as chan­
cellor, and i i lcumbent Sandra Ritter, 
who spearheaded Ihe effort. 

If the l-esulls sliivive a recount. O C C 
is left u i th a board that has a 4-3 split 
on the firing issue - four wllo were in 
favor and three opposed. That 's only 
on paper, however. Vice cha i r J u d i t h 
Wiser, wllo has been part of the major­
ity, has an independent sti-eak. Elected 
by her owil elTorls, she owes nothing to 
anybody and can side wit i l whonlever 
she wishes. 

We al.so are left wi th an all-female 
boa rd . We w i l l make no smar t -a lec 
c o m n l e i l l s about gender except to 
point out tflat we have favored gender-
balanced boards since women began 
runn ing ior nlore offices in the early 
1970s, and we inainlain that position 
today. 

We offer the v\inners sincere congl-at-
ulat ions and hope al! seven trustees 
will judge issues on their illerits rather 
than on who makes the motion. 

The sad part, however, is no l t h a i 
voters spli t their t ickets but tha i so 
few took part. Something like 30,000 
or fewer voters cast 51.000 votes. That 
was less than half of the 76.000 who 
voted in the 1995 O C C tax referen­
dum. It was less than 10 percent of the 
405.000 voted in the last gubernatorial 
contes t . The fallolT f roln Novelnber 
1994 to June 1996 was a massive 90-
plus percent. 

P u b l i c employees u n i o n s w i e l d e d 
more than their share of clout in such 
a scanty turnout. O C C F A . the faculty 
union, voted against 2-1 against mak­
ing an endorsement w h e n the mem­
bership was polled. That didn' t stop 
the zealous officers from campaigning 
h a r d , target ing school d i s t r i c t po l l s 
where money issues generated a large 
turnout. 

A l m o s t o v e r l o o k e d w a s A F S C M E 
Local 2042, representing the college's 
classifiecJ employees . T h i s was the 

group that .seems lo have started the 
r i ickl is againsi tile fornler chailcellor 
bv proles t ing what it coilsidered her 
arbi trary work rci lss igni l le i i ts . Local 
pre.si(ient Rose C o u t u r e made l lo 
se('ret of her i} lc ; ls l i re i l l s ee ing 
Ciilkins iued aild publicly j)r;lised Rit­
ter for gettiilg the job done. 

In general publi(' stalciilents. Ritter 
said e\'eiyone's first priority should be 
the 3 0 . 0 0 0 students . A l l i en to that. 
F3ut in her speech to Ihe faculty union, 
Ritter wore l ic r un ion afhliat ions on 
Ijolh sleeves: 

' T U take you r enflorsenient ," she 
said. "My dad started wi l l i unions in 
his itty-bitty shop. 1 used t() go to labor 
union loca l l l ieel ings with my a u n l . 
who was an otTicer. ! will ingly signed 
up for the DFT (Detroit Federation of 
Teachers) when i was in Detroit. I'm a 
member of the Waterford Educa t i on 
Association (teachers union). I liave a 
lot of friends who work in the plants." 

fritter didn't promise to vote union 
wishes a l l the tiiiie - "not always the 
way you like" were her words - but tlie 
union chiefs got her point. 

The b i p a r t i s a n team s u p p o r t i n g 
Towar and Dr. J o h n Wrangler p u l up a 
good contest, but voter apathy was the 
winner. Election i-esults in K-12 school 
disti-icts and the Oakland Community 
College district wil l reflect the wishes 
of a cross-sect ion of the pub l i c only 
when a c r o s s - s e c t i o n of the p u b l i c 
challenges the "school people." 

Phil Power, this newspaper's chair­
m a n of the boa rd , makes a c r u c i a l 
point w h e n he says M i c h i g a n needs 
election reform that lumps state, uni­
versity board, community college and 
local school elections on a single date 
so that voters and the media can con­
centrate on education. 

Those i n the state Legislature who • 
support cu t t ing the number of elec- I 
l ions to three a year are on the right i 
track. We need a reform that wi l l pack- \ 
age elections in a form to assure a far 
h i g h e r t u r n o u t tha t a m i s e r a b l e 
30.000. 

Without such reform, we sha l l 'con­
t inue to have e lec t ions too heav i ly 
influenced by public employees unions 
with their own agendas in m i n d .

How many people would fie 
afraid to jump off a five-story 
building (50 feet high)? Most 
of us have an instinctive fear 
of falling. 

Well, let me ask you this, 
how many people would be 
afraid to (irive a car off a 50-
fool cliff? Would you cxpeci to 
be at least severely injui^ed, if 
not killed? 

The t ru th about this last 
question is that a car driven 
off of a 50-fool cliff, wi l l be 
traveling about 40 mph when 

it strikes the ground. So if you're driving down the 
road at 40 mph and you were to strike a tree or a 
wall or a bridge abutment, it would be the same as 
jumping off a five-stoiy building or dilving off a 50-
foot cliff 

What happens in a crash? There are three colli­
sions that take place in an accident: the vehicle col­
lision, the human collision and finally the internal 
collision. As any police officer can attest to, there are 
many forces that are working against you in a traffic 
crash. 

The first one is the "vehicle collision." this is the 
one that we are all the most familiar with. It's the 
one we've seen time and again in the movies and on 
television. It is so commonplace to our senses that it 
really has to be a twisted pile of metal before we 
even raise an eyebrow anymore (until it happen lo 
you). 

You can see the tremendous power an automobile 
has in an accident. Once the car makes contact with 
an object it immediately begins to stop: however, if 
the vehicle occupant is unrestrained he or she will 
continue to move at the same speed that the car was 
traveling. 

This is the second collision called, the "human 
collision." So the unrestrained occupant who is trav­

eling at 40 mph along with the car will have to be 
stopped hy something too, inuch like the car was 
stopped by sonlething (poie, etc.). 

This is the part we officers gel to see. (and ambu­
lance drivers and firemen), the injured people who 
have stopped against the windshield, or steering col­
umn, or dashboard. 

Oh, it's not a pretty sight looking at knees lipped 
off of people's legs, dislocated hips, skull fl-actures 
and the ever popular protruding broken bones. But 
this could tie avoided to a greater extent, by the sim­
ple l lsc of scatbelts . The number one cause of 
seizui-es is brain injuiy, and the number one cause 
of brain injuiy is traffic crashes. 

Final ly, there is the th i rd col l is ion called, the 
"internal collision." This is where tfie organs on the 
inside of the body arc still moving along ai 40 il iph. 
Were you aware lhat they have to stop too? Well, 
they do. 

Let's take for i i i s la i iee tlie b r a l l l . in which as 
already slated, can easily be damaged in a traffic 
cl-ash. The brain smaslles into the interior portion of 
the skull, from the inside. This causes Iraulna and 
swelling lo the brain along with concussions. Then, 
if the occupant is nol buckled in, the brain may very 
well slop on the windshield for a split second. Here 
is where life long rehabilitation comes into play. 

So if you're in your car and gel the feeling lhat 
there's something that you should be doing, exercise 
good judgment, listen to lhat feeling. Put on your 
seatbelt. It may be your guardian angel working 
overtime lo keep you out of a hospital bed so that 
you can enjoy the rest of the summer.

Genetic tests offer a legal issue 
"The next b i g 

issue," sa id state 
Rep. G e r a l d Law,

We chatted on the 
House floor during 
a lull in the school 
aid debate. I_aw, R-
Plymouth, had j u s l 
seen his b i l l to 
l icense h o s p i c e s 
s igned by Gov . 

Johll Fllgler. lie is workillg on palll in:ln-
agclllciit bills wilh Rep. John Jalnian, R-
Hlooinfiehl Townsh ip , in a b i p a r t i s a n 
group on the Health Policy Committee. 

Clearly, L:nv was thinking ahead - and 
lie was riglil . 

On June 18, Itie New York Times i'cport-
i-d. the New Jersey Legislature passed a 
law balinil ig health iiisurers from denying 
access, or .selling liigher rates, to individu-
;ils who are genetically predisposed lo cer­
tain diseases. 

lilevcn states have such laws. New Jer­
sey's is considered the most coinprehen-
sivc, sa id Ihe Timt'.s, beeaiise it covers 
both genetic testing and genetic informa­
tion, such ;is family histoiy. 

A group called Council for Responsible 
Genetics was (quoted as saying it identified 
more tlian 200 cjises of insurance and job 
dLsciiininalion aroun(l the U.S. based on 
genetic information. 

Here is the worker's problem: If you find 
at 30 that you cany a gene tllat pi-ograins 
you to get bretist cancer or Alzheimer's or 

cystic fibrosis iil your 40s and you apply 
for a big job, an employer's health insur­
ance carrier won't want you hired beeaiise 
you w i l l cost them a p i le of money. 
Results: You don't get a job, are discarded 
on an economic sc rap heap and buy 
health insurance from anyone who knows 
about your genes. 

An insurer does well when it can weed 
out bad risks and cream off good ones. 

The New Jersey law considers genetic 
information to be private properly. With­
out it, tlie insurer has to treat ever>'body 
pretty much alike, so evcrybofly l ias a 
crack at the job. 

Understandably, insurers want lo be 
protected against ".self-selection" - ;i bad 
risk who knows he ciirries ba(l genes for 
colon ('ancer, keeps i l a secret and tries lo 
buy a ton of life insurance. The statute 
has sollle safeguards. 

It's the same as if someone coukl foretell 
Ihe fului-e. Ladbroke DRC and Norlhville 
Downs wouldn't let film ne;\r llie betting 
windows. 

Genes are the units of Ilercdily. Genetics 
is the science that silowed flow i:)ar\\in's 
tlieor\' of evolution worked. 

Tllirty years ;lgo. IDr. Ld'oy Augenstcin 
began lalkillg about the iinpacl of genetics 
(in human life and moral laws, l ie c;ull-
paigned i'or the U.S. .Senate on the issue of 
Ifle biological l-evolulion. A l:iiophysicist al 
Michigan State Univers i ty , Augel ls tc in 
spoke on who makes decisions, and how, 
on such questions as: 

• Of thi-ee possible patients, who should 
get one open place on a k id iuy machine? 

• If the odds are one in four yoll alid 

your spouse will have a child so relill-ded il 
wouldn't know wlio or what i l is. w()uld 
you procreate? 

• "Wollid you delibel-alely choose lo hilve 
a child wilh an IQ of 200?'' 

• "Should Ihe imnledialely faillily lie the 
ones to decide wlietller a person in ;i ter­
mina l i l lness shou ld or shoukl not be 
tl'eated even if there is a fairly laige inl ie i i -
lance involved?" 

• "Shoukl parents use nliil(i nlanipllla-
tion or behavior illallipiilation lechniques 
lo make sure what values are in their 
children?" 

l i e r;iisc(i the quest ions 200 or 300 
tiilies il year before FfAs, Jaycees, Kiwani-
Llns, fellow Repuf-jlicans and ailyolie else.

Ihings jMoject." 

To s u p p o r t these pro jec ts . 
Olson said, they don't sell used-
books as n i a l l y b r a n c h e s of 
.•V\UW do. Instead, they sell tick­
ets for a tour of five or si.x homes 
in Northville during the Victorian 
Festival. 

Last year - "It was a perfect 
day." she sa id - they sold 800 
tickets, all for scholarships and 
whatever expenses they have. 

The whole group meets nlonthly 
to hear speakers talk on various 
subjects, and indiWdlial meillbers 
meet nlonthly in study groups on 
things like inveslnlenls, coillput-
ing, and foreign policy.
