On the other hand, you certainly
don't want kids (0 miss cul on greal
apportunities. You dan'l wan! some
kids 1o milss out on such gppurlunities
jusl beeause some other kids can't go.

What has followed has been a
thoughtful conversation by the Board
of Education. Approximately five hig
trips ave offered cach year sponsored
Ly the school districl. Some years sce
more activity than others. They inelude
hundreds in dollars in trips lo band
conpetitions In far awny cilies,
overnight stays in ather states far
choir presentatlons, and airplane ridges
Lo dislanl counlries on forejgn lan-
guage expeditions. Some sludents par-
ticipate in several each year, Some
* don’t pUttCIiA @ ACAIET O GativEE [t
parents lhere are also expenses for
summer athletie, arls and academic
camps,

“We're left in a posilion of second
guessing if they [parents} really want
this and can they alford 117 said Carol
Ellring. .

“lt's itresponsible Lo ask Lhe kids to
come up with $1,000 despite Lhe expe-
rience.” sald Slreit te the other
trustces al a Seplember meeling.
“We're talking a lot of money for these
kids. I'd be hard pressed to come up
with thal, [ think it's a greal opporiu-
nity. 1 really do. Bul we're asking lhe
kids to go way beyorul what lhey ean
alford,”

Only two things are clear. Firsl, (he
district needs (o do everything it can lo
get more input Mrony the parenis on
this issne.

Because parenls may indeed. as board
members poitded oud, nel wanl Lo be
the “sifek in (he mud.” even when Lhey
can'l afford the trip.

And parents should give Lheir input
on police now. to help formulale how
trips will be planned in the future.

When it comes time 1o pay for schools, however,
many In tiiis cemmunity turn thelr backs on thase
providing education as if they were lepers begging
for food. .

The term for thal, [ learned from my conversation
with students last week, 1s hypocrisy. and It got me
thinking ... ’

Maybe next Ume we should let the kids make the
decision. At least they would be up io the challenge.

The writer was Henry M. Ulley, and his
homelown was not in a wild west town
amidst the Rocky Mountains ar the Gold
Rush Lerritory of eld California. Uiley was
e son of onc of (e early seftlers of Ply-
woulh, Mich,

In & speech to Lthe Detroil Pioneer Soci-
ely in 1878, Utley deseribed the scene at
Plymouih as wilnessed by his parents and
others: some 50 years earlier.

“The country was heavily weoded, and il
was with consideralle difficulty that the
pioneer selllement was reached, The trail.
which only by courlesy could be ealled a
road. extended (hrough a distance of some
15 or 18 niles [rom the cily to a point on
{he Rouge (River). where a little sellfement

first-arrived (here. a |
19N eeRlury writér:

larly vivid. scene;-

hadl Leen madle ...

“Beyond this limil of civillzalion 1he way
througl the woeds was mavked by “hlazed’
trees, and the dilfeulties af clearing i pos-

Qclober), there {s little point in waiting unti}
laler te obladn It The fluenza vaccine is slmi-
far (o other vaceines Iy thal protecticn begins a
few weeks afler the injection. and generally
lasts for o few years..

Comdidaies for Lhe vaccine are people whD

expect 1o encounter {nfluenza at werk or home,
or who might have difficulty withsianding the
physical onslaught of the infection. Ameng
those for whom the vaecine Is recommended:
nursing home residents and wotkers: people 65
and older; people with serlous eardiae or respi-
ralory problems (heart atacks, as{ha, emphy-
seia, ele): and those with impatrment ef their
immune syslem such as diabetes, cancer, sickie
cell anemla, and AIDS,

Others inlerested in the vacelnalion may
receive it al thelr own discrelion. Influenza can
be quite severe for olherwlse heallhy people,
and recenl data suggests there |5 o 25 pereent
reduction in all kinds of respiratory illness for
reclplents of the vacelne.

Some worry about the passibility of side
effects from the Influenza vacelnz. While it 1s

possitle, as with all vaccines, 1o have adverse,. .

reactions. the chance of preblems with the
influenza vacclne is lorlunately quite low, ~
