According to Dave Glllam, vice 
president of the Whispering 
Meadows Homeowners Associa­
tion, Gerak sent the association's 
attorneys a letter of compromise 
that the board Is still In the pro­
cess of reviewing. 

In the meantime, residents 
were again on hand to ask the 
commission to postpone their' 
decision or deny the plan during 
the Oct, 2 commission meeting. 
They claim the agreement In 1984 
states the developer won't build 
anything but office projects on 
the land. The hotel clearly Is not 
offices, they say, and suggested 
the commission should refine the 
ordinances so the same situation 
won't happen again. 

The deed restrictions were a 
matter of a condition for rezonlng 
the property from residential to 
office service, said Nancy Janlk. 

But the commission and the 

city lack any power to enforce 
deed restriction and covenants, 
explained city attorney.Dennls 
Watson, and could do nothing 
about the conflict.

Commissioners approved the 
plan unanimously but only 
because they, didn't have any rea­
son according to the ordinances 
to deny 11, they said, 

•If you think I like this plan. I 
don't," said Commissioner Peter 
Hoadley. "It Is loo much project 
for the land ... But it Is allowed by 
our ordinances."

Golf 11 may be for the North Nm-I Park. 
The Parks and Recreation Commission and 

the Novi City Council played through the 
protests of lakes area residents, and opted for 
an l8-hole course over about half of the 500-
acre property. How the S6.235 million devel­
opment plan will be paid for has yet to be 
determined, but possibilities Include asking 
voters to approve a general bond issue. 

The golf course won the backing of most of 
the officials because it Is seen as a way to 
generate funds for city parks programs. 

This Is absolutely a money maker for the 

city, 11 provides an excellent service," Mayor 
Pro Tem Hugh Craivford said. 

The golf course was chosen over another 
option, an all-nature park. Both were drafted 
hy consultants Farrand & Associates. 

"We have a beautiful piece of property lhat 
could accommodate both uses," Council Mem­
ber Robert Schmld said. 

With a general obligation bond financing Ihe 
course, voters would need to OK the sale of 
honds that would then be paid back by way of 
a property tax ralllage. Another option Is for

S h o o t e r c o n v i c t e d o f a s s a u l t

The man accused of shooting his 
co-worker outside the Temperforni 
Co, plant on Trans-X Drive In April 
was foLilid guilty of assault with' 
Intent to conlmit great bodily harm 
Si;pl. 26 in Oakland County Cir­
cuit Court. 

Aaron Napoleon Varbrougli, 35, 
of Detroit faced sentencing this 
week. 

The trial took less than a day 
and the jurj'' less than three hours 
to reach a verdict of the lesser 
charge, Instead of assault with 
intent to conlmit murder, accord­
ing to Det. David Molloy. 

Jurors also found Yarbrough 
gulUy of carrying a concealed 
weapon, possession of a firearm 

during a felony and being a con­
victed felon In possession of a 
firearm. 

Yarbrough was accused of 
shooting his co-worker Vernon 
Brown, also of Detroit, after an 
argument Inside the building. Co­
workers said he was consistently 
teased about his thin stature. 

Molloy said the Yarbrough and 
Brown began arguing In the locker 
room of the business just before 
leaving work at 2 p.m. that day. 
The argument spilled over Into the 
parking lot, 

Yarbrough went to his truck, 
grabbed a .32 caliber weapon and 
walked up to Brown. He slapped 
hini on the face asking, "\Vlial are 
ya gonija do now?" 

Brown turiled to walk away and 

Yarbrough fired the gun once 
through his coat pocket, striking 
Browll in the abdomen. 

Yarbrough Imnicdialcly fled the 
scene but was captlrred by Wayne 
County Sheriff's officers a'nd 
Detroit Police only 40 minutes 
after the shooting when he 
returned to his apartment In 
Detroit. 

The man's defense attorney 
claimed It was a niallcr of sclf-
defcnse. said Molloy. 

"He claims all this boiled up 
inside him and he was in fear for 
his life." Molloy said. 

Brown has not returned to work 
but has recovered from from the 
wOimd, although the bullet 
remains in his right (high where It 
finally landed, said Molloy.

As you rifle through the pages of 
your friendly nclghliorhood news-
paper each week, do you ever ask 
yourself how it all got started? 

The history of The Nout Nems 
and The Northoiilc- Rt-conl Is an 
Interesting talc which began more 
than a century ago In a liny apart­
ment and continues today, it's also 
a particularly appropriate yarn to 
rccill now. as Oct. 7-11 just hap-
pens to he National Newspaper 
Week across these here United 
States. 

It all began back on July IS. 
1809. with the publication In 
Northvllle of the very first four-
page issue of Tfte Wayne Counttj 
Record, just four short years after 
the Civil War began. It was the 
brainchild and dream of a 23-year-
old Northvllle store clerk named 
Samuel llarklns Llllle. 

The Detroit Free Press made Its 
way Into town every so often but 
Llllle believed Northvllle deser\'ed 
a newspaper of Its own. It was a 
local center of commerce, offering 
cveiything from groceries to jewel­
ry lo the growing population, many 
of whom worked as farmers or 
millers. With no printing press and 
only a few promises of financ/al 
support from local merchants. Lit­
tle and his wife. Etla. decided to 
give it a go. 

The first four-page Issue of The 
Record was put together in their 
apartment, located where the .Mien 
Terrace senior apartments are 
now. Little put the paper press 
plale together using handset type, 
then loaded It aboard a wagon for 
Ihe two-day trek to Detroit where 

ITilis weel<, Oct. 7-11, is 
Nalional Newspaper Weei<. 

the pages were run off on the Free 
Press'i press. 

The first 18 months of the 
fledgling paper's life were precari­
ous for the Littles. The Record gen­
erated little cash and the couple 
accepted all kinds of payment for 
advertisements and suhscriptlons: 
everything from coal, kindling and 
apples to fresh meat, live chickens 
and even Inv-ltatlons to supper, 

Samuel supplemented their 
income by selling organs and 
sewing machines and even wrote 
song lyrics. 

in 1870, Ihe Littles managed to 
move the paper's offices to Main 
Street. 11 was there that the name 
of the publication was changed to 
Vie Nortlwille Record, a paper that 
hy then had its own printing press, 
tlianks to the fundralsing efforts of 
a group of prominent local citi­
zens. 

In a world before television, 
radio or even the telegraph, news­
papers had a much more central 
role in the business of keeping 
people Informed aljout happenings 
In the world. In the pages of The 
Record from those early years a 
reader can find tales from travelers 
visiting distant lands like Africa 
and Korea, and recountings of the 
major news events of the day. 

The lead story of a July 1876 
Record, for example, describes the 
first scattered reports of the battle 
of the Little Dig Horn. The paper 
was also a place to find out about

After Little sold The Northvnie 
Record In 1880 ten owners came 
and went In the next 70 years. 
Glenn Cummlngs bought the 
paper In 1952 and named his son, 
Tom. business manager in 1954. It 
was Tom who conceived of and 
started The Novl News the follow­
ing year, just as The Northville 
Record celebrated its 85th birth­
day. 

The Record had since its Incep­
tion canied news from all over the 
area. Plymouth to Walled lake. 
Livonia lo Farmington. That 
changed over the decades as news­
papers were born In those conimu-
nltles and by the time the 1950s 
rolled around. 11 was news from 
Novl that became the focus of 
attention. 

Urged on by friends and promi­
nent citizens In Novl, (he Cuni-
mings-owncd Record began In 
early 1955 to make Novi happen­
ings a staple each week. It soon 
became apparent to Tom Cunl-
mlngs that the opportunity to give 
Novi a newspaper of its own was 
knocking. 

That event first occurred on May 
26, 1955. The price per Issue: 
seven cents, for which readers 
received such features as The Wil-
lowbrook Corner, a weekly 
recounting of events In the Willow'-
brook subdivision. 

Described as 'one of Novi Towl-
shlp's fast growing communities." 

WlUowbrook had a total population 
of 25 fanlllies u-hen Tfie Novi News 
was launched, with more coming 
every day. 

The Record and News shared 
stories on a regular basis, each 
lown's news being featured more 
prominently in Us o\m publication, 

It was a tittle over a year later. In 
August 1956. that Tlie Record and 
News were bought by 33-year-old 
William Sligcr, a Plymouth resident 
who'd been general manager of 
The Plymouth Mail newspaper 
since 1953. 

Boasting a reputation as a com­
mitted man, Sligcr by 1965 had 
purchased, along with two other 
newspaper publishers, a printing 
plant in Novl and set up a printing 
company. By the early 70s, they 
had created Sligcr Home Newspa­
pers, a four-paper chain which 
included The Record, The News, 
The South Lyon Herald and The 
nrighton Argus. 

Playing a key role all along the 
way was Jack Hoffman, who 
became The Record's editor In 
1956. An experienced newspaper­
man and active community sup­
porter, lloffnlan In 1977 was hon­
ored as Journalist of the Year by 
the Suburban Newspaper Associa­
tion of America. 

He later authored a local history 
work, Northville: The First 100 
Years. Proceeds from sales of (he 
book are donated to The Northvllle 
Historical Society, 

Sligcr sold his enterprises to 
Suburban Coninlunlcatlons Cor-

It was her four boys Greg, 11,

"1 didn'l grow up saying I wanted 
lo be a Icaeher." said Boyd.

So returning to school as a non-
traditional student at the Universi­
ty of MIehlgan-Dcarborn, Boyd lln-
Ished what she started and earned 
a teaching degree. Along the way 
she was given the distinction of 
being .iwarded the 1995-96 
National Student Teacher of the 
Year Award for her work lasl year 
In the Plymoulh-Canton School 
District, 

"A lot of people said. This is nat­
ural for you.' but I've nol Ihoughl 
of myself as wonderful. Tills Is Jusl 
what 1 do," she said. 

Boyd said she brings her child-
rearing experience Into the elass-
rooni, which can be an advantage. 

"Having kids of niy own helps 
With discipline." said Boyd. "The 
kids will do something and I'll say. 
'Uh-uh. Been there. Done that."

vices bolh rooms. It's these meth­
ods that education needs lo use to 
help students learn she said. 

And that's a bigger responslblllly 
lhan ever 

"Wllh Iwo Income families, we 
see tile child far more than Ihe 
parents do. We have to realize 
that's part of our role. And we 
have lo lake care of these kids." 
Boyd explained. 

Boyd herself works 8 a.m. to 5 
p.m., goes home lo "do mom 
things" like help with homework 
and Ihen finishes the night with a 
round of paper grading for the next 
day. 

At school she encourages group 
work, cooperative learning and 
teaches wllh hands-on creative 
presentations. She said she lets 
sludenls learn about a subject 
Ihraugh discovery and then puts a 
name lo il. 

The changes in the wodd require 
a different way of learning, she 
said. 

"I have no idea what the Jobs are 
going to be for these kids ... I need 
to teach them tlie process of learn­
ing." Boyd explained. 

She said tries to create a safe 
haven where kids can take 
chances to learn and nol be afraid 
lo lake risks. 

Boyd said she doesn't believe the 
old ilay's of education were any 
beller lhan today, despite the nos­
talgic push by many parenls and 
pollllelans to go back to the old 
methods. 

"When 1 went to school Ihings 
were so different," she said, "If you 
worked In a group you were cheat­
ing." 

She said many people feel that 
since Ihey are sueeessful then the 
educational system must have 
worked. But Boyd said lhat the 
current high rale of llUteraey Is 
also evidence lhal II must not have 
worked that well. 

She said not every students can 
learn by memorization. Each Indi­
vidual student has a strength In 
learning, so teachers should offer 
a mile bit of every style whelher II 
be memorization, writing, phonics, 
art or class discussion, 

'The more ways we present the 
material the more learners we're 
going to reach," she said.

, The key bill rctaincti Ihc 6-ccnts 
diesel discount for commercial 
truckers, a ta.x break Michigan 
gives to compete with Indiana's 
lower rate, but raised the quarterly 
diesel fuel ta.x truckers pay from 
nine cents to 18.5 cents. 

The Senate acted Oct. 2, then 
adjourned until Nov. 7, The House 
won't get the package until its 
December session. 

"I oppose this bill because it Is 
revenue neutral," said Sen. Jim 
Berrynian, D-Adrlan. an 

announced candidate for the* 
Democratic nomination for gover­
nor. "How fair is that to the truck­
ers who drive and buy in Michi­
gan?" 

"Obviously, the last speaker did 
not understand what tlie bill actu­
ally docs," replied Sen. Joanne 
Emmons, R-Dig Rapids, chair of 
the Senate Finance Committee 
which wrote the bills. 

"Right now, truckers drive on 
our roads. I think the one thing wc 
do agree on Is they probably hurt 
the roads a whole lot marc than 
our 2,500-pouiid ears. If they 
(truckers) don"t buy gas in Michi­
gan right now, they get out of pay­
ing for the damage they do on our 
roads. 

"Now, they will be paying a lax 
on the miles they drive in Michi­
gan, so I disagree that we are let­
ting people get away with this. 

'Twenty-one million dollars more 
will go into the road fund. I don't 
know how to make it any clearer," 
Emmons said. Currently the diesel 
fuel tax yields nearly $100 million 
a year. 

That bill," SB 746. passed with 
21 Republican yes votes and 16 
Democratic no votes.

H o w t o p r o t e c t y o u r s e l f f r o m f r a u d

How oflcn do you present a credit c-ird lo 
make a transaction at a store, watch the 
cashier swipe It Ihrough Ihc rcfrislcr and hand 
it back to you w-lthout a second glance? 

How often do clerks ask to view your IdcntI-
ficatlon when you make a credit card pur­
chase or match your signature? 

Even with all Ihcsc precautions, credit card 
fraud Is an easy crime, according to Del. 
Ronald Roy. 

"Right now the system Is Just too easy to get 
around." said Roy. 

There's no way of knowing who Ihc actual 
cardholder Is." 

Criminals can fake signatures and provide 
false IDs and the wailing period between the 
transaction date and the date of billing make 
it more dirlicult to track, according lo Roy. 

But there are some steps consumers can 
take to protect themseh'es. according lo 
Citibank rcprcsenlallvcs. 

• Store your cards In a safe place. 
• Don't give out your number 
• Examine your statement carefully for 

signs of misuse. 
• Destroy all financial informallon before 

taking oiil the trash. 
• Beware of phone scams that ask for your 

credit card number before sending you a prize 
in the mall. 

Credit card corapaillcs arc also out to help 
prolcct customers. 

Citibank monitors transactions by comput­
er and call cardholders when unusual actlvily 
occurs such as frequent charging or charges 
taking place In Iwo places at once. 

The company also features a photo card, 
where the cardholder's picture appears on the 
face of the card.

Most 
likely, Harris was picking up Ihc 
packages and distributing the 
cards In the area, then taking a 

cut of the prollts, said Roy, 
With the aid of Michigan Stale 

, Police, Roy performed surveillance 
on the mailbox and followed Harris 
to a home in Wcsl Bloomfield 
where police spotted the Camaro 
parked In Ihc driveway. The Icam 
set up surveillance on the house, 
walling for Thomas to appear The 
plan was to wait until she left the 
home In her car and pull her over 
on another technicality so she 
wouldn't be tipped off. However. 
Thomas failed to leave the house 
and surveillance was canceled In 
early-August. Roy explained. 

The big break came In mid-
August when Thomas called Ihc 
police during a domestic abuse 
fight. 

The resulting arrest on Harris 

gave Novl police the fingcrprinls 
Ihey needed. However, police 
checked his prints against Michi­
gan records and found no Indica­
tion of prior problems with the 
law. 

"Bul I slill didn'l believe he was 
who he said he was;" snid Roy. 

Thai's when he called Ihc U.S. 
Sccrel Scr\'lce - which Invcsllgatcs 
credit card fraud along with its 
better known responsibility of 
guarding the president - for help 
and matched the fingerprints to 
his real identity, Ellis Price. They 
linked him lo arrests for more 
lhan 20 crimes including homicide 
and fraud In California and oul-
standlng felony warrants In several 
other stales.

Price was arrested on Ihe 
ou'slanding warrants, Thomas on 
the fraiitlulcnl card transaction 
and the package turned over, 
unopened, to the Secret Service,

A Univcrsily of Michigan study 
shows tliat one fn four households 
liave an Interest in purchasing an 
lecreatioiial vehicle in the future, 
wliilc one in 10 households cur-
renlly Own al least one RV. 

Ileads of llouseholds ages 18 to 
54, encompassing the enormous 
baby boom generation, expressed 
particularly strong interest In l)uy-
ing RVs. 

•The 1990s could be termed the

Curtiii, consumer surveys director 
of the University of Michigan Sur­
vey Research Center. "Everyone 
can cite advantages of the RV 
lifestyle, and owners have a great 
sen-sc of enduring satisfacllon with 
the product." 

Among households that have 
never owned an RV. one In five 
e.\pressed Interest In buying an RV 
within tlio next five years. Pur­
chase intentions were strongest 
among younger age groups with 30 
percent of those ageIS-34 and 16 
percent of tllose age 35-54 think­
ing Of buying an RV. 

Current and former owners 
remain highly committed to (lie RV 
lifestyle.

Kent Poll, the new president of 
the Lakes Area Residents Associa­
tion, had never gotten up to 
address the Novi City Council in 
his official capacity before. 

Monday, he found himself in an 
adversarial position right at the 
start. That's because plans to 
build a golf course on the 500-acre 
North Novi Park iiave residents of 
the area totally teed off. 

Poll pointed out that every per­
son who spoke at a Parks and 
Recreation Commission public 
hearing in May, over a dozen, were 
against the golf course plan.

Fer­
tilizers poring inlo Shawood Lake 
and Walled Lake Jeopardize the 
health the water's ecosystem, the 
residenls contend, and a golf 
course means lots more fertilizer, 
to keep the greens green. . 

The S3 mUllon golf course, part 
of a S6.2 mill ion park design. 

would require the clearing of nine 
acres of wetlands on the park 
land. About $17,000 would be 
spent on starter fertilizer Jusl to 
get the roughs and fairways sod­
ded and seeded. 

Gary Zack was a member of the 
city's Taft Road Committee. Al the 
time, he said the committee was 
advised lhat the extension would 
have lo be bull l through the 
extreme west of the park, to pro­
tect wetlands, egrel nesting 
grounds and wildlife habitat. 

"I wns told the DNR (Departmait 
of Natural Resources) would nev'i r 
allow a golf course or a roau 
through there.

1 guess our consultants have 
changed their minds or we're not 
listening lo them," Zack said.

Gov. John Englcr will sign into 
law a bill creating a new "family 
court' lo handle work that used to 
be spread around three different 
kinds of courts. 

It's a step toward unlflcalion of 
Michigan's circuit, probate and 
district courts Into a single "trial 

• court." 
The "family court" would be a 

division of circuit court, which 
currently handles divorce and 
child custody cases. 

The change would gut many of 
• the Juvenile functions of probate 
! court, leaving probate custody only 
; of estate cases. Probate courts 
, cannot be abolished entirely, how-
, ever, except by voter approval of a 
; state constllullona) amcndnlenl. 

"It'll help us use Judicial 
resources to the maximum.' 
Englcr said Sept. 26 in an inter­
view with this newspaper. 'We're at 
a point where Judicial costs have 
been rising. We pay people well to 
be on the bench, Wc want to make 
sure wc get rid of case backlogs. 

'Wc want to eliminate features of 
the current court system which 
are not user friendly. Currently, If 
you're in a divorce, that's done by 
the circuit court; bul If there's an 
abuse and neglect issue, that's 
done in the probate court. There's 
loo much 'what court Is II?' 

Tlie family court devised by the 
Legislature Is a step In the right 
direction. 

"For 20 years I've heard people 
talk about court reform and reor­
ganization. While wc waited for the 
legal community and thejudlciaiy 
to come lo grips with It, we've done 
nothing. The Legislature finally 
reached the point where patience 
had run out, and they acted." 
Englcr said. 

The governor for several years 
had threatened to veto the creation 
of new Judgeships In suburban 
Oakland. Wayne and Washtenaw 
counties until courts were reorga­
nized. 

"I Just felt very strongly wc 
shouldn't be authorizing new 
Judges until we saw what the sys­
tem would look l ike' 

Englcr said "there's considerable 
work lo be done,' citing the need 
to eliminate part-time probate 
Judgeships in rural counties. 

The House on Sept. 24 was 
scene of the big battle. It approved 
Senate QUI 1052 on an 80-22 vote. 

The Senate concurred In House 
amendments on a 30-7 vote. 

Opponents gave a variety of rea­
sons. 

"Creating a family court is not 
an easy task." said Rep. Mary 
Schroer, D-Ann Arbor. There Is a 
lot of turf Involved and a lot of 
egos involved here." Her amend-
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mcnt to delay Implementation by 
one year, to 1999. was rejected. 

Rep. David Jaye. R-Utica, said 
no "because It authorizes a S5.000 
pay Increase for 308 Michigan dis­
trict and prohatc court judges who 
currently make S104.900. Tlils 
SS.OOO pay Increase Is In addition 
to the judges' getting a 3 percent 
pay Increase In 1995 and another 
3 percent pay Increase in 1996." 

SinTTOFAIL 
Engler predicted the city of 

Detroit's suit over funding of the 
36th District Court - the only one 
In the state not funded by a local 
unit - "will fall on Its merits. If not 
at the Initial (trial) court, then al 
the appellate level. 

"It's a petition for more money. I 
think both Detroit and Wayne 
County have been treated fairly on 
court reorganization." 

Suburban and outstate district 
courts are funded by cities and 
townships or counties. The state 
Supreme Court ruled against a 
lawsuit by cities and counties to 
get equal state funding for their 
courts.

A Royal Oak school bo.-ird mcrii-
hcr was alone In asking Ihe Legis-
laturc lo consolldale school and 
clly elections on the same day In 
November. 

"It will Increase voter participa­
tion by 100 percent," Jim Bolsniier 
told Ihc House Local Government 
Committee at a Sept. 25 public 
hearing In the Slate Capitol. "Our 
people voted 91 percent for consol­
idation, and there was no cam­
paign, one way or the olher" 

But lumping city and school 
elections was opposed by Garden 
Clly board president Don LIcbau 
and Justin King, e.\eeullvc director 
of the Michigan Association of 
School Boards. 

"School dislriel boundaries are 
nol coterminous with local units." 
said Llebau. noting school districts 
usually sprawl across several cities 
or townships. 

•11 would preclude Saturday 
elections, when Ihe turnout Is bel­
ter 

Wllh November elections, we 
would be voting six monihs Into 
the fiscal year. It would violate 
local conlrol and be a lelreat from 
the concept of general power 
school districts," said Llebau. 

King said MAS13 doesn't want 
tlie House to try election reform In 
the fall lame duck session of the 

Legislature bul take It up al the 
beginning of 1997. 

"Mandating an elections system 
reduces the ability of local elected 
officials to respond to Individual 
communlly needs." King said. "We 
sec elccllons consolldalion as an 
encroachment on school board 
general powers. Moving school 
board elections to November will 
add a partisan llavor" 

Voters In St. Johns and Walled 
Lake have shown they like Satur­
day elections. The school officials 
said city-school eleclion consolida­
tion would block Saturday elec­
tions. 

Asked by a eommlttec member 
how many of Michigan's 560 
school dlslrlcls hold November 
elections, King said 12. "It's their 
choice." he added. 

Rep. Llngg Brewer, D-tlolt. blis­
tered school boards for wanting a 
separate election dates at Ihelr 
options. "We have almost endless, 
ongoing elecllons wllh turnouts of 
3,4 or 5 percent." 

King replied lhal a low turnout 
"shows people are pretty pleased 
Willi the way It's going." 

Brewer, a former Ingham County 
clerk, disagreed. "When you have 
.70 percent voting for president 
and 7 percent for school board, 
somelhing Is wrong. I've seen 
school people as cynical as Chica­
go ward heelers. They say. 'We've 
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got a multl-mllllon project - let's 
sneak this through with Monday 
elecllons." 

Tony Brehler. Livonia rcllrce and 
spokesman for a letter-writing 
group called the "Grumpics." said 
"it's kind of sad" that most school 
elections are conduclcd on a Mon­
day In June.

Nonetheiess, the Pianning Commis­
sion iias given the go-ahead to (he site 
plan. Now It Is up to the residents lo 
enforce the deed restriction. Deveioper 
Joe Gci-ai{ has sent a compromise pro­
posa l lo the W h i s p e r i n g IVIeadows 
Homeowners A s s o c i a t i o n , and the 
members are rev iewing it, i3ut if a 
comproinise is not reached, the mat­
ter could wind up in the courts. 

Now we can appreciate the position 
of Ramada L imi ted of Novl and the 
landowner who's sei i ing the parcei . 
Business Is business after a i i , and that 
area seems to be a hot bed for the 
hotei Industry. 
. Wc can certainly appreciate the posi-

^tion- of ' the^ i 'e 's ic l«r i iS>Whobnught ' the i r -
liomes believing tha i the iand had a 
deed restriction on it and that its use 
w o u i d Indeed be l i m i t e d . We can 
appreciate their frustration in finding 
out now that there is even a possibility 
it could be developed In a manner con­
tradictory to what they had thought 
was going to go there. Add ing to the 
frustration certainly ivili be that tliey 
must spend money out of pocifet for 
iegai fees if it is necessary to resolve 
the issue In the courts. 

What left us scratching our heads 
was the city's position (hat it should go 
ahead a n d app rove the s i te p l a n 
despite that deed resti-iction. Shouldn't 
the city be enforcing deed restrictions? 
At least it should it be abiding by those

deed restr ict ions and not approving 
si te p l a n s wh i ch con t rad ic t them, 
shouldn't it? In agreeing to a site plan 
that would appear to run counter to a 
deed r e s t r i c t i o n , i s n ' t the c i ty in 
essence taking sides with Ramada? 

We're sure these same quest ions 
have occurred to tiie residents'of Wlils-
pering Meadows, 

But C i l y attorney Dennis Watson's 
position that Ihe city cannot be expect­
ed (0 enforce those deed restrictions 
carries real weight. His position was 
that, in fact. It would be Inappropriate 
for the city to attempt to do so. Under 
current slate law. tlie city is mandated 
(0 approve site p lans whenever they 
meet the ex is t ing zoning ordinance. 
Deed restrictions are a separate inat-
ler. he explained, constituting agree­
ments between landowners and not 
part of the zoning code at ail. 

Cou ld the city enforce deed restric­
tions if it wanted to? No says Watson, 
because stale law mandates approval 
when the site plans meet the zoning 
code. 

if the city wanted to try to do tiiat, it 
wouid probabiy have to adopt an ordi­
nance i i iaking the city responsible for 
etiforcement of a i l deed restrict ions, 
Watson explained. Given the number 
of restrictions which likely exist in the 
c i ly , that would probably unreason­
able. And it Is not clear such an ordi­
nance would be upheld. 

Per i iaps (he so ludon would be an 
amendnien i to state law, giving deed 
restr ic t ions addi t ional weight in the 
zoning law and allowing enforcement. 

St i i i , the message to homeowners is 
clear. They simply can't rely on govern­
ment to protect them when it comes to 
deed res t r i c t i ons . A n d that means 
homeowners need to be more careful, 
to k n o w wha t res t r i c t ions exist on 
their land and those parcels around 
them.

R-Teinperancc. wh ich 
would allow Michigan elections to be held 
on Just three dates: Tuesdays after the 
nrsl Mondays in 1) May. 2) August (I.e.. 
the Augus t pr imary e lect ion) ; and 3) 
November (i.e.. the general eleclion). 

School people don't like the proposal, on 
the staled argument that restrlcling school 
elccllons lo certain dales reduces local 
control. Poppycock! Having a uniform 
speed limit on expressw.ays limits local 
control, but It also provides a consistent 
speed standard for all drivers to follow, 
regardless of destlnallon. 

I suspecl the iasclnallon with local con­
trol has far more to tlo with the common 
practice of school boards (ollen in conspir­
acy wllh teachers unions) sliding big lickel 
Items through an election held a l ime 
speclllcally designed to insure low turnout 
and disproportionate effect from a conimit-
ted (self-interested?) minority. 

Second, urge your local lawmaker to 
mutter words of encouragement to Rep. 
Bob Brackenr idgc . R-St. J o s e p h , the 

ihoughiful Ibnuer Berrien County clerk 
who is pushing an overdue recoiisidera-
l iun of Mich igan 's elecl ion schedul ing 
laws, 

Suggest lha l while our lawmakers are 
considering rationalizing school eleciioiis. 
Ihcy should widen their focus (0 include 
also elections for statewide educal lon 
posts and Judges. Surprise! These folks 
are also elected In November! Bul you sure 
wouldn't know it by reading a big cl ly 
newspaper or watching TV. These folks get 
elected essentially at random by an almost 
totally uninformed electorate. 

One can argue that wc should appoint 
our Judges and unlversliv board members. 
But wc In Michigan have chosen to elect 
them, and the odds of our changing the 
Constitution in this regards are negligible. 

So we shou ld consol idate voting for 
these posts wllh ihc proposed school elcc­
llons in May. 

That way, we'd get the news media off 
their bulls and have some seareliing cov­
erage of people and issues - school 
boards, iiilllages, universily boards and 
Judges - that might inforiii voters in a 
democracy.

It has been nearly two years 
since Ms. iVtlller look office. One 
would expect this to be enough 
lime to implement changes and 
reform Ihc processes. However, 
based upon my lasl e.\pcrience at 
my local branch, it appears that 
nothing has been done lo alleviate 
the loaihsoiile lines.

Ms. Miller's lack of 
aiicntion to her campaign promise 
will become a lorniidable weapon 
for her democratic opponent in 
1998.'1 am sure the Michigan 
Democratic Parly is already mak­
ing notes alioin her slow perfor­
mance. It will take little prompting 
lor voters to l-enicinl)cr Ms. Miller's 
campaign slogan.

P o n t i a c g r e w a s c o u n t y c e n t e r 

• The year was 1818. 
The first steamship to 
sail bn the Great 
Lakes, nanled "Walk-
In-lhe-Water," was 
bringing in more set­
tlers to Michigan from 
the east, and-a com­
pany was formed to 
scout out the forests 
outside of the tiny 
fort of Detroit. 

Known as the Pon­
tiac Co., named for 
the Indian chief who 
lived nearby, the 

brave group was led by Col, Stephen Mack. 
Along with a small group of settlers, the Ponti­
ac Co. took some two months to travel from 
Buffalo. New York, to their final dcstlnalion of 
Ponliac. Mich. 

According to 19th century historian Samuel 
Durant. Pontiac became "the first prominent 
settlement planted in e Interior of Michigan, the 
first one located beyond the cordon of tangled 
forest... which surrounded Detroit." 

By the end of 1818. the area that would 
become the village of Pontiac was sun-eyed and 
platted. 

The small settlement was Joined during the 
next two years by Just three more families. The 
year 1821 saw a larger infiux of new settlers 
moving in. and by the 1830s Ponliac had 
turned Into a center of trade Ibr an area that 
extended as far north as Saginaw, [3y this lime, 
Oakland County had approxlliintely 5.000 
inhabitants, and Ponliac was already gaining 
fame as an industrial center. 

Ponliac became (he Oakland County seat 
early on, and tn 1837, was Incorfioratcd as a 
village. It encompassed 1,400 acres, but the 
settlement was confined lo a small section 
along the Saginaw Road which connected 
Detroit with the Saginaw Valley. 

Three years after incorporation, a terrible fire 
destroyed the lown. Spurred on by a steady 
wind, the fire lhat broke out in tlie Exchange 
Hotel in May, 1840, quickly engulfed buildings 
on cither side of the street. 

The town was able lo rebuild, and by the 
1860s llad a population of several thousand. A 
resident of those years, Will iam Nlsbett, 
described his early memories of Ponliac: 

'The Railroad Exchange Hotel ... represented 
the full length of the main business district, 
with many vacant lots, and here and there a 
small residence added lo the siring of lnostly 
wooden stores ... Saginaw Street in those days 

had been paved wllh cobblestones, and it can 
be said wllh truth that it was a rough and 
noi.sy thoroughfare, bul It answered eveiy pur­
pose for many years, whcll It finally gave way to 
modern improvements." 

Businesses in the mid-1800s included hard­
ware and gi'oeery stores, mills, doctors. 
la\v}'ers, dentists, blacksmilhs. llverj' slablcs, 
druggists, a brewer}', a furniture/undertaking 
parlor and several restaurants. 

Ponliac, as the county seat, held a respected 
role In the state. The old Indian trail thai had 
made Ponliac a favorite stopping place for 
Native Americans, and later as a trading post 
for white settlers, eventually turned Into an 
important highway for automobiles, 

Pontiac continued to grow over the years, pd-
marlly as a business and commercial hub of 
southeaslern Michigan. By the 1950s, il had 
become a major'core for General Motors activi­
ties and with a current population of over 
70.000 people, remains the county seat and a 
thrivilig industrial center.

,rve talked lo two in recent weeks: Democrat 
Doug I^oss and Republican John (Joe) 
Schwarz. Bolh are interested in running for 
governor In 1998. They are among the Inleilcc-
tual lights of their parties. Sadly, their guber-
naloiial prospects are diin. 

A dozen years ago. 1 never would have 
dreamed I'd he calling Doug Ross a moderate. 
He had been a shrill voice in the Michigan Citi­
zens Lobby and Common Cause. Soraellme in 
his term as a slate senator from Southfleld. 
however, he decided business people were 
human beings, too, and was transformed 
aimost as quickiy as the lightening holt con­

verted St. Paul. He ser\'ed In Blancliard's Labor 
and Commerce departments and In Clinton's 
L-ibor DeparlmenI. 

Ross and 130 friends - mostly Democrats 
bul a few Republicans - have produced a book 
called IWnning Again - a Citizens' Action Agen­
da. Much of It, In the style of George Romney, 
Is what citizens and comniimiUcs, not govern­
ment, can do lo boost Michigan's economy. 
One good quote tells II all: 

"The Right has no answer for the sons and 
daughters of working families who can't afford 
college: or for the lald-off managers who need 
new Job skills: or for recently divorced mothers 
\vitlioul any means of support. . . •Government 
is the problem.' the Right chants. . . It cares 
more for Ideology than people. And 11 often 
lacks a tolerance and acceptance of those who 
are different... 

"Those on the Left offer compassion, bul too 
often lack common sense. They are rightly con­
cerned aboul income inequality bul show little 
interest tn the economic growth and business 
success..." 

On Sunday's Channel 7 "Spotllghf show. 
Ross said he Is considering a run for governor. 
Good luck. I hear labor has ordained Larry 
Owen. 

Joe Schwarz is a physician and surgeon, for­
mer mayor of Battle Creek and third-term sen­
ator, i have heard the buzzing on Ihe Senate 
floor stop only for a) the Invocation and b) a 
Schwara speech. He Is (or was) John Engier's 
favorite senator He is (maybe sUll) Phil Power's 
favorite senator. 

A.n abortion foe. Schwarz lost a bid for 
Congress afler he voted against an extreme 
"Informed consent" bill on which Right lo Life 
wouldn't give an Incii. Unlike most outstate 
Republicans, he doesn't consider the area 
.south of M-59 and east of US-23 as a sociologi­
cal cesspool. 

He voted against abolishing Detroll 
Recorder's Court. His degrees arc from the Uni­
versity of Michigan and Wayne State, and he 
did his Internship In Detroll. He chairs the 
appropriations subcommittee on higher educa­
llon, which Is wliy university folks love hini. 

"An Independent run (for governor)? Sure. 
I've thought about It," said Schwarz, saying 
he'd need a relatively modest 31.000 valid peU-
llon signatures. "1 wouldn't totally rule 11 out. 
though It'd be a relative long shot. 

"1 classify myself llscally as relaUvely conser­
vative, not clamoring for new taxes and new 
sources of revenue." he said, adding he's mod­
erate because "you can't let people nol have 
medical care: you ean'l pull out big parts of the 
social safely net like child care and Medicaid." 

Vole results show him lhat Michigan's 
biggest block of Republican votes is in Wayne 
County and the second biggest In Oakland, not 
Kent, Ottawa or Midland. 

Can either win? A Schwarz-Ross or Ross-

The state House of Reprcscnta-
tU'cs was one vote short of unani­
mous as It passed a bill banning a 
"date rape" dnlfi. 

But II gave 100 percent approval 
lo lamc-duck Rep. John Jamtan's 
"Pallenl's Bill of Rights" package. 
The bills go next to Ihc Senate. 

The House gave 102-1 approval 
to a bill regulating Rohypnol. a 
sedative many time stronger than 
Vallum lhal cannot only knock out 
a young woman but cause short-
term mcmoo' loss. 

The bill, by Rep. Eric Bush, R-
Batllc Creek, will classify Rohyp­
nol as a Schedule I dnig Instead of 
Schedule IV. Possession would be 
a two-year felony offense, manu­
facture and sale a seven-year 
felony, and rape a 20-ycar felony. 

"Wc have not allowed sufficient 

time," said dissenter IVIichacl Ben-
nanc. DDclroil, "to father all (be 
pertinent facts and information. 
This Is nol the type of decision you 
can thoughtfully contemplate, 
thoroughly explore and decide in 
24 hours. 

"The federal Food and Drug 
Administration has been studying 
the Issue of rescheduling Rohypnol 
for several months, and a decision 
Is expected shortly. 

"Rohypnol is nol significantly 
different from other compounds In 
the benzodiazepine family. All 
other benzodiazepines arc In 
Schedule IV, Rescheduling sends 
an an Inaccurate message to 
physicians, patients and govern­
ments in other colmtries where il 
Is used safely and effectively for 
the treatment of sleep disorders,' 
said Bcnnane, who Isn't seeking 
reelection. 

But Bush, a former police com­
mander, said. The use of Rohyp­
nol in connection with rape cases 
has already reached epidemic pro­
portions In Florida and Texas. 
Once again. Michigan Is one step 
alipad of the federal government." 

The State News, campus news­
paper at Michigan State Universi­
ty, cndorsedthe measure editorial­
ly bul said the drug still could be 
smuggled into the U.S. "However, If 
the drug had more color and taste, 
Rohypnol-related crimes would 
undoubtedly drop even further by 
alerting those who are slipped the 
drug," it said, 

The odorless, tasteless drug is 
often slipped Into an unsuspecting 
person's drink. 

The iiousc handed Rep, John 
Jamlan a golng-away present by 
giving unanimous approval lo a 
package of bills he steered through 

his Heallh Policy Committee. They 
would: 

• Protect workers against losing 
health insurance if they moved or 
changed jobs. 

• Help people, particularly 
retirees, understand their health 
Insurance coverage by requiring 
health insurers to tell customers 
exactly what Is covered. 

• Require Insurers to establish a 
90-day grievance process for cus­
tomers who disagree with coverage 
decisions. 

House Dill 5570-74 face an 
uncertain future In the Senate. 
Jamlan said he Is concerned that 
senators may gut some of the 
Important protections on which his 
panel worked for months.

For seven studcnhs, however, the 
night ended up a costly emhar-
rassrncnt. as Northvllle police cited 
the teens on charges of Illegal con­
sumption of alcohol. One student, 
a 15-year-old sophomore, was 
transported to Providence Hospital 
for ohservation after she h,-id con­
sumed a "fairly substantial" 
amount of alcohol, according to 
emergency medical personnel. 

Northville police were called to 
the high school at ahout 8:13 p.m. 
The officers questioned each slu­
dcnt and administered preliminary 
breath tests. The results ranged 
from .05 percent lo .13 percent 
blood alcohol content. The legal 
limit for an adult Is .10 percent, 
and anything registering .02 and 
above is considered beyond the 
legal limit for Individuals under 
21. 

The students will be forced to 
appear at 35tli District Court on 
the charges, and could face fines 
of up to SI00 and community ser­

vice. All seven were also immedi­
ately given five day suspensions 
from school, and upon their return 
will be forced to take part In a 
school administered drug and 
alcohol assessment program. 

The group had allegedly been 
drinking at a student's home and 
then drove to the high school to 
attend the dance, according to the 
police reports. School officials 
chaperoning the dance noticed the 
students were acting strangely and 
smelted of alcohol. The students 
were then escorted lo tile main 
office to await the arrival of police. 

During that time the 15-ycar-old 
was found violently 111 In the bath­
room and the Northvllle Fire 
Department was called. 

A few of the students adnillted 
to drinking a comhtnallon of mm 
and cinnamon flavored liquor 
called "hot damn" hcfore arriving 
at the dance, according to police. 

The incident marred an other­
wise upbeat homecoming celebra­
tion. According to Principal Tom 
Johnson the majority of the kids 
were well behaved and had a great 
time.

The chronic Infection can cause the 
person who Is Infected to develop chronic liver 
disease. 

The series consists of three separate shots. 
The shots may cause soreness where they ore 
given and a low-grade fever. This series will be 
mandatory for children In day care In lg97 and 
for school entry hi 2000. 

A, booster dose of Mcasles-Mumps-Rubella 
vaccine has been required In Michigan for 
kindergarten entry since 1991. Children who 
entered school before the new requhcment also 
need to receive the booster dose. The Immu­
nization should be given to middle school, high 
school and college students. 

Many school districts send students for 
boosters when they change school. Because not 
all diBtricta have nuraei available to review shot 
records, it Is Important to make lure your 
physician or nurae practitioner has a complete 
set of your chlld'a Immunization hlaloiy In your 
child's medical record and that the second 
MMR has been given, 

The most recent change In the recommended 
Immunization schedule Is that the tetanus 
booster, usually given at 14 or 15 years of age, 
may be given as early as 12, This Is the shot 
lhat must he kept up to date (every five years) 
to protect against complications from a dirty 
Injuiy. Thc earlier age ivlll help protect children 
who attend camps or do other outdoor activities 
that may Include some risk of a dirty injury. 

Changes in hnmunlz-atlons are occurring fre­
quently, and the best way to keep your chUdren 
up to dote and prepared for all Iheir activities Is 
to moke sure your physician or nurse practi­
tioner has a complete set of their medical 
records.

(always the second number) and 
10 percent potassium (alw.iys the 
last number). 

To find out how much actual 
nitrogen, phosphorus and potassi­
um you have, simply niulltply the 
percentage of each nutrient by the 
weight of the bag. 

For example. If you have a 40-
pouiid hag of lO-IO-IO and you 
applied the entire bag of fertilizer, 
you'd he adding 4 pounds of nitro­
gen. 4 pounds of phosphorus and 
4 pounds of potassium. 

You only need pound of actual 
N-P-K In a IOO-foot bed. which Is 
one-eighth of the 4 pounds of each 
nutrient in the whole hag. So sim­
ply divide the 40 pounds total 
weight of the hag by eight and you 
get 5 pounds of lO-lO-IO fertilizer 

• to add to the bed. 
My dear readers. It's only simple 

arithmetic. Daffodils are not heavy 
feeders, so broadcasting pound of 
10-10-10 over a IOO-foot area, 
plus adding a handful of compost 
or composted manure per planting 

hole, should last the bulbs for 
many, many years. 

I've groivn daffodils In one area 
for eight years, adding fertilizer to 
the planting hole only, and they 
still hloom marvelously well. 

g . Caa tu l ips and daffodils 
coexist in the same container? 
No, say many fiower arrangers, 
because daffodiis exude a com­
pound that poisons the water for 
tulips and severai other flowers, 
too. Any suggestions? 

A. Here's how to avoid the proh-
Icni. Keep daffodils In a separate 
container for 16 to 24 hours after 
cutting, then rinse their stems 
with clean water hut don't cut 
them again hcfore transferring 
them lo a container wllh tulips. 
Try charcoal powder added lo the 
container water (I tahlcspoon per 
quart). Shake the solution well.
