Influenza can he prevented by immunlzation
with ihe inlluenza vaccine, oflen called the “flu
shot,” which 1s given in the fall 1o health-care
workers, the elderly and to other Individuals at
risk of serious Influenza infeetion. Because the
virus changes fram year to year, new vaccine
formulations are developed annuaily. so fiu
shats need to be given every fall, just before
influenza season.

The term “lu” is also used informally to
describe upper respiratory infeclions [colds)
which may be caused by many different virus-
es. Peaple with headeolds may have a cough or
headache or ather symploms similar to, but
less scvere than Lhose assoclated with Influen-
.

In addition, the term “flu,” or “stomach flu,”
is used lo describe intestinal illness character-
ized by nausea, vomiting and/or diarrhea,
Stomach flu as well can be caused by a variely
of bacteria and viruses.
